***Total estimated cost was $34 million, paid for by Jacksonville
residents as part of a tax approved in 2000 to fund the “Better
Jacksonville Plan,” an initiative to improve the city’s infrastruc-
ture.

Still the facility record for single-event attendance, 12,943 fans
packed the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville on April 11, 2003,
the first-ever game at the stadium.

In October 2012, the field at the Baseball Grounds was named
“Bragan Field” in honor of late Suns owner Peter Bragan, Sr. and
the Bragan family’s contributions to Jacksonville baseball.

In 2013 the Suns hosted a Southern League All-Star Game record
crowd of 9,373 fans at Bragan Field on July 17.

In 2017, the Jumbo Shrimp’s opening homestand of 41,276 was
the highest-attended series in the ballpark’s history.

Ken Babby, a native of Potomac, Maryland, opened a new era of Jacksonville
baseball by becoming Owner and Chief Executive Officer of Jacksonville’s Minor
League Baseball club in September 2015. Building on Jacksonville’s baseball
tradition, he introduced the team’s new identity as the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp
on Nov. 2, 2016.

Babby, 39, is the founder of Fast Forward Sports Group and the youngest multi-
team professional sports owner, owning the Akron RubberDucks since October
2012. He was named one of Sports Business Journal’s 2016 “Forty Under 40,” rec-
ognizing excellence and innovation in sports business careers - all before age 40. In 2017, he was named to the Jacksonville
Business Journal’s 40 under 40, and he was an Entrepreneur of the Year® 2017 Award winner in the Northeast Ohio region.

In the inaugural season as the Jumbo Shrimp, attendance increased by more than 61,000 - the most of any Double-A ballpark
and a Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville-record 23 percent - to more than 325,000 for the first time in seven years. The open-
ing homestand of 41,276 was the highest-attended series in the ballpark’s history. The Jumbo Shrimp earned the Southern
League’s Organization of the Year and Promotional Trophy, winning two Minor League Baseball Promotions of the Month.

Babby has invested more than $1.8 million into the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville to add the Budweiser Tiki Terrace,
renovate all the private luxury suites on the BDO Suite Level, develop the Hot Corner group hospitality area, expand the
suite-level lounge and improve other ballpark areas.

In his first five seasons with Akron, the team moved from ninth to as high as fourth in the Eastern League standings, while
welcoming more than 340,000 fans each of the past four seasons since the identity change to the RubberDucks. Babby

has also personally invested more than $6 million for improvements to Canal Park. In the second year as the RubberDucks,
Akron earned the 2015 Larry MacPhail Award, which goes to the Minor League Baseball team with the most outstanding and
creative marketing and promotional efforts. Since Babby’s acquisition of the Akron club, the franchise has grown average
attendance by 38 percent and in 2016 was the Eastern League nominee for the John H. Johnson President’s Award, Minor
League Baseball's top award for an organization.

Prior to Akron, Babby spent 13 years in various marketing positions with The Washington Post and its online and social media
counterpart, Washington Post Digital. After starting as a summer intern with the newspaper in 1999, Babby rose through the
ranks, eventually attaining the position of Vice President of Advertising, and most recently, Chief Revenue Officer of Washing-
ton Post Media and General Manager of Washington Post Digital.

Babby’s two-fold mission is to create a memorable, unique, affordable and enjoyable fan experience, and maximize the op-
portunity to create change in the community through charitable, wellness and education initiatives.

He serves on numerous boards in Northeast Ohio. In Jacksonville, Babby is a Trustee Chair of the Jacksonville Chamber of
Commerce Board of Directors, and on the Jacksonville University Board of Trustees, Jewish Community Alliance Board of
Directors, Baptist Hospitals of Florida Board of Directors, and Visit Jacksonville Board. He is also the chair of the Baseball
Internet Rights Company (BIRCO), which manages the digital and interactive media rights of its member Minor League
Baseball clubs and leagues. Ken is married to his wife, Liz, and has a 10-year-old son, Josh.

Group LLC - comprising the Akron RubberDucks and Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp - in October 2015. An -~ |
Akron, Ohio, native and Ohio University graduate, he has been General Manager and the Chief Operating
Officer of the Akron RubberDucks since October 2012.

After serving as Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer of the Aeros in 2011, Pfander was
the first executive hired by team owner and Fast Forward Sports Group founder Ken Babby after the latte!

Harold Craw was named the General Manager of the Jacksonville Suns on Sept. 17, 2015, when Fast
Forward Sports Group, LLC, led by Ken Babby, officially took ownership of the Southern League club.

In 2017, Craw became the first African-American to win Executive of the Year for any league in Minor
League Baseball. He was voted the 2017 Southern League Jimmy Bragan Executive of the Year by the
general managers of the league member clubs. After helping the franchise draw nationwide attention fol-
lowing their Nov. 2, 2016 rebrand, Craw oversaw an incredible 23 percent increase in attendance for the
inaugural Jumbo Shrimp season in 2017, the largest increase for any Double-A club. The success carried
over to the following campaign, as the July 3, 2018 crowd of 11,762 was the largest at the Baseball
Grounds in 10 years and the four crowds over 8,700 were the four largest in the Southern League in 2018. The Jumbo Shrimp’s average attendance
of 5,037 in 2018 also marked the first time in eight years that Jacksonville has averaged at least 5,000 fans in consecutive seasons.

The Jacksonville City Council officially approved a new lease extension for the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp in Septem-
ber. The agreement, which confirms the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp’s long-term commitment to the Baseball Grounds
of Jacksonville, is an extension of the current working agreement and goes into effect immediately. The Jumbo
Shrimp franchise, previously the Suns (1970-1984, 1991-2016) and Expos (1985-1990), has called the Baseball
Grounds of Jacksonville home since it opened for the 2003 season. The Jumbo Shrimp have committed to playing
baseball at the ballpark through at least the 2033 season with this 10-year extension.

“Since assuming control of the team in 2015 it has been one of our top priorities to work on a lease extension that
confirms our commitment to Jacksonville,” said Jumbo Shrimp Owner Ken Babby. “Our fans have shown incredible
support and loyalty making the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville a can’t-miss destination for Affordable, Family, Fun
and with this lease extension we are stating firmly that we are committed to this community for a long, long time.
Thank you to Mayor Curry, Chief Administrative Officer Sam Mousa, Chief of Staff Brian Hughes, City Council, and
the City of Jacksonville for working with us in this process.”

The organization has experienced great success at the turnstiles at the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville with an
incredible 23% increase in attendance for the inaugural Jumbo Shrimp season in 2017. The success carried over to
2018 as the July 3 crowd of 11,762 was the largest at the Baseball Grounds in 10 years and the four crowds over
8,700 were the four largest in the Southern League this season. The Jumbo Shrimp’s average attendance of 5,037

in 63 openings in 2018 also marked the first time since 2010 that Jacksonville has averaged at least 5,000 fans in
consecutive seasons. More than 900,000 fans have attended games at the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville in the
first three years of Fast Forward Sports Group ownership. In those three seasons, the organization has invested over
$1.3 million in privately funded ballpark improvements including adding the Budweiser Tiki Terrace in left field, adding
the drink rails and swivel seats in the Hot Corner, remodeling all of the suites, and extending the Wheelhouse Lounge
on the BDO Suite Level.

The alternate logo includes the state of Florida and is on
road caps to show that our home is where Florida begins.

The Bold City wordmark represents Jacksonville’s nickname
as the “Bold New City of the South” and is featured on an
alternate jersey.

The Shrimp Boil logo is a symbol of experience shared by
families and the melting pot of Jacksonville.

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League Format

Divisional Play:

The 2019 edition of the Southern League will maintain the North-South Division alignment employed
since 2008. Teams in the North Division include the Birmingham Barons, Chattanooga Lookouts, Jack-
son Generals, Montgomery Biscuits, and the Tennessee Smokies. The South Division will be composed
of the Biloxi Shuckers, Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp, Mississippi Braves, Mobile BayBears, and the
Pensacola Blue Wahoos.

Regular Season:
The regular season consists of 140 games total played in a split-schedule format. The first and second
halves each consist of 70 games. Winners are selected from each division at the end of each half.

Playoff Format:

Divisional champions from the first half and the second half play each other in a best of five series.
Once the North Division Championship Series and the South Division Championship Series have
concluded, the two winners meet to determine who will be crowned Southern League champions. The
North division champion will host the first two games in even years, the South division champion in odd
years, with the next three games, if necessary, to be played on the home ground of the other division
winner unless otherwise mutually agreed to by the competing clubs and the League President.

Roster Limit:
The roster is limited to 25 active players from the start to the end of the season. Prior to the 2012
season, teams had a roster limit of 24 players.

Austin Dean returned to Jacksonville to begin the 2019 season, and was the Southern League Player of the Month for April, hitting .420
with three home runs, and 14 RBI in 22 games before a call-up to Triple-A New Orleans. After hiting .326 with the Baby Cakes, Dean
finished the season in the majors with the Miami Marlins, hitting .221 in 34 games with four home runs and 14 RBI.

On July 4 in Mobile, a foul ball destroyed Hoover’s laptop computer screen, but he called the moment with composure and profes-
sionalism that was lauded in local and national media attention including ABC's Good Morning America, CBS This Morning, FOX
& Friends, Deadspin, MLB.com, Sports lllustrated, USA Today and Yahoo Sports. He posted audio online for fans to enjoy the
humor of the occasion and persevered through the misfortune, completing game notes on his hotel TV screen and calling the next
week of games without the laptop.

“| am appreciative of our great leadership team in Jacksonville led by Ken Babby, Harold Craw, Noel Blaha, and Linda McNabb
for giving us the tools to build a successful broadcast,” Hoover said. I am also grateful to my fellow broadcasters in the Southern
League for their years of guidance and camaraderie.”

Hoover is Jacksonville’s third winner of the annual award, joining Terry Smith (now the lead radio voice of the Los Angeles Angels)
in 1979 and J.P. Shadrick (now a host with the Jacksonville Jaguars Radio Network and Jaguars.com) in 2008. As the Jumbo
Shrimp’s Director of Broadcasting, in addition to play-by-play, Hoover authors and produces the broadcast theme, internal broad-
cast spots, and full broadcast log, and manages the radio broadcast team. He has instituted several unique elements. Each home
broadcast features a live in-game interview highlighting a person or event at the game, a live postgame interview with a player
from the winning team, and postgame comments from the Jacksonville manager. Postgame interviews and highlights are included
in the online game recap, social media, SoundCloud and YouTube channel, which also features Hoover hosting the pregame
“Shrimp Show” that airs on the video board at home games at the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville. Hoover has bolstered fan
engagement with a daily “Shrimp Live,” using the team’s Facebook Live stream to give fans the atmosphere of ballparks across
the league.

“Roger Hoover gives fans an excellent window into Jacksonville baseball, and we are happy the Southern League has recognized

his great work with this award,” said Jumbo Shrimp General Manager Harold Craw. “We are excited to have Roger as a valued
member of our front office and outstanding representative of the Jumbo Shrimp.”

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Jacksonville pro baseball was founded in 1904. It began when the Jacksonville Jays participated in the South Atlantic
League. In those days, baseball was played at Dixieland Park in the Southside of town. Back then, most fans would have
to ride ferries to attend the games because there were still no bridges connecting one side of the St. Johns River to the
other.

But even before then, Jacksonville hosted baseball’s first Spring Training. Jacksonville was the site for the first Major
League Baseball spring training in 1888 as the Washington Statesmen hosted the Philadelphia Athletics, Brooklyn Dodg-
ers, Cincinnati Reds and Boston Nationals. It has been said that the Brooklyn Dodgers actually owned ships which would
dock at the Hogan Street pier.

The first half-century witnessed Jacksonville professional baseball teams go through several league and name changes.
From 1904-1950, they played in three different South Atlantic League classifications: Class C (1904-1917), Class B (1936-
1942) and Class A (1946-1950). Jacksonville was a member of the Florida State League (Class C) and the Southeastern
League (Class B) as well. The team that began its history as the Jays, also were known as the Scouts, Tarpons, Roses,
Indians and Tars during this period. Not to be outdone, Jacksonville’s boys also managed to bring home three league
championships in 1908, 1912 and 1927. Hall of Fame reliever Hoyt Wilhelm pitched in Jacksonville from 1948-49. Red
Cap Field, or Durkee Field, hosted both the minor league Tars and Negro League Red Caps teams in the post-war years.

All-time home run leader Hank Aaron was a Jacksonville Brave in 1953 and joined Felix Mantilla and two Savannah
players to first integrate the South Atlantic League. Jacksonville fans were privileged to see a 19-year-old Aaron, freshly
signed from Mobile, Ala. Managed by the legendary Ben Geraghty, whom Aaron called the kindest and best manager he
ever played for, he garnered the Most Valuable Player award that season, batting .362 with 208 hits, 36 doubles, 125 runs
batted in and 115 runs. The next season, Aaron was signed to a Major League contract by the Milwaukee Braves and
began his run to the Hall of Fame. The ‘50s stabilized Jacksonville’s pro baseball circuit. The Braves made the playoffs
six times in the decade, compiling a 770-665 (.537) record and capturing the 1956 South Atlantic League championship.
Knuckleball expert Phil Niekro, who won 318 Major League games, also played for the Braves in the 1960 and was later
inducted into Cooperstown.

Here come the Suns. The Braves remained in Jacksonville through the 1961, but pulled up stakes as Triple-A baseball
settled in. The Cleveland Indians moved their International League team from Havana, Cuba, to Jacksonville in 1962

and the Suns were born. The Suns were affiliated with the Indians for two seasons, including in 1963 when Tommy John
pitched. (He later won 288 Major League games.) The St. Louis Cardinals were the Suns’ affiliate in 1964-65 and then the
New York Mets were for three seasons. The Mets brought Jacksonville two Hall of Fame pitchers - Nolan Ryan and Tom
Seaver - and its only Triple-A Championship in 1968. But the Mets were lured away from Wolfson Park by a new ballpark
in Norfolk, Va., after the season; and for 1969, Jacksonville was without a professional baseball team for the first time
since World War I1.

The Southern League welcomed Jacksonville in 1970, where the team has played since. It is the longest consecutive
association of any city with a Class AA league. Jacksonville owns the SL record for most playoff appearances, 14, but until
1996, the team had not captured a Southern League Championship.

Membership has its privileges and the Suns were treated to a good pipeline of talent from the Kansas City Royals. The
Royals became the Suns’ in 1972 and remained through the 1983 season. Suns teams marched their way to five Cham-
pionship Series with the Royals as their parent club. Two future big league managers used Jacksonville as a stepping
stone: Billy Gardner, Sr., (1972-74) and Gene Lamont (1980-83). Both won Manager of the Year awards: Gardner in 1973
and Lamont in 1982. The Jacksonville Expos were born following the 1984 season. First, the team signed a new player
development agreement with the Montreal Expos and agreed to be named after the parent club. Secondly, the team was
purchased by Peter D. Bragan, Sr., an automobile dealer from Birmingham, Ala. Bragan's ownership of the club marked
the longest tenure of any owner in Jacksonville professional sports history.

Expos teams made trips to the playoffs in four of the seven seasons they were in Jacksonville, but again finished just shy
of bringing the city its first Southern League championship. The Expos years were probably the richest in Major League
talent as a number of players went on to The Show including Randy Johnson, Larry Walker, Andres Galarraga, Marquis
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Grissom, DeLino DeShields and John VanderWal, to name a few. In 1991, the Suns signed a four-year agreement

with the Seattle Mariners. Although the team finished over .500 only once during this period, the team had a number of
individuals who performed well and later went on to the Major Leagues. Alex Rodriguez, Bret Boone, Mike Hampton aare
among those who left Jacksonville and played in the Major Leagues.

Seattle left for Wilmington, N.C., after the 1994 season and the Suns began a six-year run as an affiliate of the Detroit
Tigers. Things started to look brighter for the Suns future as Tigers farm hands brought the Suns within one out of the
playoffs in 1995 and then swept through the Southern League in 1996. The Suns captured both the first and second

half championships before beating the Carolina Mudcats for the Eastern Division title and the Chattanooga Lookouts for
the first Southern League Championship. The Suns nearly won their second title in 1998 behind Southern League Most
Valuable Player Gabe Kapler. After winning the first half and owning the top record in the Minors, the Suns swept Knoxville
in the first round of the playoffs before losing to Mobile in the finals. Following the 2000 season, the Tigers left for Erie,
Pa., and the Suns signed a four-year agreement with the Los Angeles Dodgers. Playing as an affiliate to one of the most
storied franchises in all of professional sports, the Suns got off to a blazing start as they stormed to the first half crown in
2001. The Suns advanced to the finals, but because of the September 11th tragedy, the Southern League cancelled the
games and declared the Suns and the Huntsville Stars co-champions. The Suns reached the finals again in 2002, but
were swept by the Birmingham Barons in three games.

The Suns began a new chapter in 2003 with the opening of the $34 million Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville. The facility,
built by Jacksonville taxpayers as part of the Better Jacksonville Plan, housed a franchise-record 359,979 fans in its
inaugural season and surpassed that mark in year two, drawing 420,495 through the gates. The Suns welcomed the
1,000,000th fan to the Baseball Grounds in just its fourth season and led the Southern League in attendance each of
those years.

Since the opening of the Baseball Grounds in 2003, a crowning achievement has been winning the Southern League
Championship in 2005. Led by two-time Southern League Manager of the Year John Shoemaker, the Suns stormed
through the regular season and the Southern League playoffs while earning Baseball America’s coveted Minor League
Team of the Year honors. Behind current major leaguers Russell Martin, Chad Billinglsey, Jonathan Broxton and James
Loney, along with top prospects Juan Guzman and Andy LaRoche, the Suns put together one of the greatest single teams
in Jacksonville Baseball history en route to a memorable championship. Shoemaker returned to the Suns for the 2008
campaign with a distinguished lineup of future major league pitchers including Clayton Kershaw and Scott Elbert.

In 2009 the Florida Marlins became the seventh parent club in Jacksonville’s Southern League history. In their first season
as a Marlins affiliate the Suns exceeded all expectations by posting an 82-58 overall record and winning the Southern
League Championship. The Suns repeated in 2010 as Southern League Champions with an 81-59 record. In 2014 the
Suns made a memorable late season charge, winning their last 10 games to make the playoffs then sweeping the Chat-
tanooga Lookouts in the Southern League Championship Series.This marked the 11th championship in the city's profes-
sional baseball history and the sixth title since the Suns became a member of the Southern League in 1970.

Jacksonville saw a big part of its history come to a close at the end of the 2015 season. President/Owner Peter Bragan,
Jr., whose family owned the team since 1984, sold the franchise to Ken Babby of Fast Forward Sports Group. In 31 sea-
sons, the Bragans, the longest tenure of any owner in Jacksonville professional sports history, saw each of the franchise’s
six Southern League titles, moved the team from Wolfson Park to the Baseball Grounds of Jacksonville and helped
reestablish the Suns as a real force in the community.

On November 2, 2016, a new chapter opened in Jacksonville baseball history as the franchise was renamed to the Jumbo
Shrimp. As Florida’s largest city, yet in many ways a richly connected and close-knit community, Jacksonville is truly a Big
Small Town. It has unique water geography as the River City on the First Coast. The 2017 season was historic, as the
Jumbo Shrimp won the Second Half South Division Title before falling to Pensacola in the South Division Championship
Series. Their inaugural season also garnered the Southern League’s Don Mincher Organization of the Year, Promotional
Trophy, and Jimmy Bragan Executive of the Year, won by General Manager Harold Craw. 325,743 fans saw the Jumbo
Shrimp play at home in 2017, an attendance jump of 61,342 fans, the largest of any Double-A ballpark from 2016 to 2017,
the largest in Baseball Grounds history, and second largest of any ballpark in domestic Minor League Baseball.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. - Former Jacksonville Expos outfielder Larry Walker will be inducted into the Southern League Hall of Fame in June,
the Southern League of Professional Baseball clubs announced on February 11, 2019.

A member of the 1987 Jacksonville Expos, Walker batted .287/.383/.534 with a team-leading 25 doubles, seven triples and 26 home runs,
respectively, en route to Southern League All-Star honors. The 20-year-old helped Jacksonville secure a playoff berth by registering 91 runs
scored, 83 RBIs and 24 stolen bases.

A native of British Columbia, Walker earned seven Gold Glove awards, five All-Star nods and three Silver Slugger honors while winning
three batting titles during a 17-year major league career with the Montreal Expos, Colorado Rockies and St. Louis Cardinals. He was
named the National League’s Most Valuable Player with Colorado in 1997, when he batted .366 and led the league in homers (49), on-base
percentage (.452) and slugging percentage (.720). From his debut in 1989 through his final big league season in 2005, Walker accumulated
68.7 WAR, a total that trails only Barry Bonds, Ken Griffey Jr., Jeff Bagwell and Alex Rodriguez among position players during that time
frame. Walker concluded his career with a .313/.400/.565 batting line, 2,160 hits, 383 home runs and 230 stolen bases.

A panel of 34 voters chose the Southern League Hall of Fame’s sixth induction class, which will also include Knoxville/Tennessee right-
hander Roy Halladay, Chattanooga infielder and manager Sal Rende and former Chattanooga president Joe Engel. Each of the inductees
to this year’s class will be recognized by the Southern League prior to the 2019 All-Star Game in Biloxi, Mississippi.

Jacksonville is the only franchise with at least one representative in each of the first six Southern League Hall of Fame classes. Peter
Bragan, Sr. (owner, 1984-2012) was inducted in the inaugural class in 2014, followed by Randy Johnson (left-handed pitcher, 1987) in 2015,
Peter Bragan, Jr. (owner, 1984-2015), John Shoemaker (manager, 2001, 2005-07) and Larry Ward (broadcaster, 1981-84) in 2016, Gabe
Kapler (outfielder, 1998) in 2017 and Andrés Galarraga (first baseman, 1984) last year.

The Southern Negro League Jacksonville Red Caps (owned by the
Jacksonville Terminal Station, hence the name) also played their home
games at Barr Field, later Durkee Field. In 1938 the Red Caps attained
major league status, joining the Negro American League and played

at Durkee Field for one season before relocating to Cleveland. The
Red Caps returned to Jacksonville for the 1941 and 1942 seasons. The
Jumbo Shrimp honored the Red Caps the last two years by having a
Red Caps jersey replica and hat giveaway, and the club has worn Red
Caps replica uniforms for special games the last two years.

“Andrea is an indispensable part of our Jumbo Shrimp team,” said Craw, the club’s general manager. “Her efforts to improve both the city of Jack-
sonville and its surrounding counties have touched so many of our friends, family and neighbors. The work she has poured into this area and her
humility while doing so is a model in Minor League Baseball for how teams can improve their communities.”

A graduate of Valdosta State University, Williams serves as a mentor and participates in the Diversity and Inclusion programs hosted by Minor
League Baseball. She holds membership in four organizations dedicated to improving the community: Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc., Alpha Omega
National Service Fraternity, Order of the Eastern Star, PHA and Daughters of the Imperial Court.

A member of the Jacksonville Leadership Class of 2019, Williams has had the honor of helping homeless veterans, mentoring young women

and partnering with Habitat of Humanity Jacksonwille. Her trailblazing career began as the first African American woman to be named Director of
Ticket Operations for the Quad Cities River Bandits (Class A Midwest League) before she moved on to work for the WNBA's Atlanta Dream.

Press Box Guidelines:

The press box at the Baseball Grounds is restricted to working media only. It is important to remember that the press box is a working
environment, thus the press box is not a place for family or friends. Press box rules are strictly enforced. Also as a working press box,
cheering for the Jumbo Shrimp or opponent is strictly prohibited. Press box personnel should also maintain a professional apperance

at all times.

Access to players:

Players are typically available before batting practice for on-field interviews and after each game on the field or outside the clubhouse.
The clubhouse is a restricted area. No family or friends are allowed in the clubhouse and autographs are absolutely NOT ALLOWED.
Anyone seeking autographs in the clubouse postgame, or at any time/place, will be removed from the facility and future media access
will be limited. After each game there will be a brief cooling-off period before access to clubhouse by members of the media is al-
lowed. The Jumbo Shrimp media staff will determine when the media can enter the clubhouse.

Pregame/Postgame:

Lineups, stats, rosters and game notes will be available before all 70 games at the Baseball Grounds for credentialed members of the
media, broadcasters and scouts ONLY. The pregame printouts are available in folders next to the door to the right when entering the
press box. Game recaps will be emailed after each game, all 140 contests, to members of the media that are on our press distribution
list. To have your email address added to our list, please email the Shrimp at the address listed above.

On-Field Photography:

Only media members with professional photography equipment, including attached lenses and cameras such as Nikons or Canons are
permitted on the field from batting practice through the end of the game. Smartphones alone do not count as professional photography
equipment. Violations of this rule can result in immediate suspension of media credentials.

Media Meal:

Catering for media will be served in the main press box approximately one hour and 30 minutes prior to first pitch. Only working mem-

bers of the media will be served. Bottled drinks will be available throughout the game in the main press box. Please make advance

arrangements if you need special consideration. Only media, Shrimp and Marlins staff members are allowed to eat the media meal.
