MURCHISON SCHRAMM BRANDT

The Cowboys entered the 1978 campaign with their front office
lineup the same as it's been since 1960 — Chairman of the Board
Clint W. Murchison Jr., President and General Manager Tex Schramm
and Vice President for Personnel Development Gil Brandt.

Steve Cameron, writing in the Denver Post the week of Super
Bowl XII, said;

"Schramm heads an organization that has remained incredibly
stable since Murchison chose his lieutenants to run an NFL expan
sion franchise way back in 1960.

"The top officers then are the top officers now: Schramm, who
runs the day-to-day operations, coach Tom Landry and vice-president
Gil Brandt, the scouting and development genius who has consistently
turned over Cowboy playing personnel without any loss of efficiency."

Schramm, named The Sporting News NFL Executive of the Year
following the 1977 season, was named President of the Cowboys in
1966, retaining the position of General Manager.

Brandt directs the Cowboys' scouting operation and supervises the
signing of all veteran players as Vice President for Personnel Develop
ment.

Schramm, a graduate of the University of Texas, joined the Los
Angeles Rams as publicity director in 1947. In a 10-year career with
the Rams he rose to General Manager.

Tex left the Rams in 1957 to join CBS as Assistant Director of
Sports and was there when Murchison called from Dallas.

Schramm, during the spring of 1977, received an honorary degree
from California Lutheran College (Doctor of Humane Letters).

Brandt pioneered many of the scouting techniques used by most
clubs today. He may have been the first to look seriously at basketball
players and trackmen as prospective NFL stars.

A native of Milwaukee and a graduate of the University of Wiscon
sin, Gil was a part-time scout with the Rams (and a baby photographer
in Milwaukee) when he showed the flair for discovering talent that led
him to Dallas.



THE

COACH

The year was 1960.
The defending World Champion Baltimore Colts defeated the

College All-Stars, 32-7, in the annual mid-summer contest in Chicago.
The All-Stars' only touchdown came on a 60-yard pass from Don Mere
dith to Prentice Gautt.

The Philadelphia Eagles, behind the passing of Norm Van Brocklin
and the 60-minute play of Chuck Bednarik, won the National Football
League crown with a 17-13 victory over rookie Coach Vince Lombardi's
Green Bay Packers.

Jim Brown of Cleveland became the first man ever to win four
consecutive NFL rushing titles. Teammate Milt Plum was the passing
champion.

Oil 1 ^ Dallas Cowboys, a first-year expansion team, finished
Tom Landry was the Cowboys' head coach then, and he is the

Cowboys' head coach today. Just about everything else has changed.
For one, the Cowboys entered the 1978 season seeking an unpre

cedented third Super Bowl title. They tied Green Bay, Miami and Pitts
burgh as two-time winners with a 27-10 victory over Denver in Super
Bowl XII at New Orleans on Jan. 15, '78.

Landry and the Cowboys didn't have a winning season until they
went 10-3-1 in 1966, but they haven't had a losing season since.
Twelve consecutive winning campaigns added up to a 124-42-2 record
over that span, 11 trips to the playoffs, four Super Bowl appearances
and two World Championships.

"Becoming the first team to win three Super Bowls is our No. 1
challenge," said Landry as he prepared his team for the '78 season.
"Stress will come from the problem of complacency. It can occur as an
unconscious, relaxation-type thing which seems to take place on a
team after you win.

"This is what we'll have to fight to return to the Super Bowl."



Tom has never been accused of being complacent. "I go to train
ing camp every year scared to death," he has said. "That keeps me on
edge, it makes me careful about evaluating what has happened in the
past."

As the dean of NFL coaches, Landry continues to show the adapta
bility and thoughtful approach to his profession that have made him
football's most successful teacher over the past two decades;

Addressing the Kiwanis International Convention last summer,
Landry said:

"During the late '50s I found that I had basically little patience
with people, especially people who could not excel or do their best on
the football field. And I'd treat them all the same.

"Then came the great revolution of the '60s, and there were so
many negative aspects to the '60s. But the kids, I think, taught us one
very important thing. They taught us to look at ourselves and recog
nize each person as an individual, treat each person as an individual.

"Believe me, it wasn't easy for me to make the change. We had to
learn the humanistic approach to football and it helped me in my basic
approach to life."

Which brings the Dallas Cowboys and Tom Landry to 1978. Target:
Super Bowl XIII.

★ ★ ★

Tom was born in Mission, Tex., on Sept. 11, 1924. He was an All-
Regional fullback at Mission High School before enrolling at the Uni
versity of Texas. Following one semester, he went into the Air Corps
and flew 30 B-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force.

Following his discharge as a 1st Lieutenant in November of 1945,
Tom returned to Texas where he earned All-Southwest Conference hon
ors as a junior and co-captained the Longhorns as a senior. Those
Texas teams defeated Alabama in the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia
in the 1949 Orange Bowl.

Landry joined the old New York Yankees of the All-America Confer
ence in 1949, moving to the Giants in 1950. He was a mainstay in the
Giants' defensive backfield through 1955, the last two years as player-
coach. He was All-Pro in 1954.

Retiring as a player following the 1955 season, Tom was the Giants'
defensive coach through 1959.

Tom and his wife Alicia, whom he met at Texas, have three children
— Tom Jr., Kitty, and Lisa. Kitty is married to former University of
Texas quarterback Eddie Phillips.

Tom has served as chairman of the State American Cancer Society,
and as area chairman for the Ail-American Roundup of the Boy Scouts
of America. He is Chairman of the Board of the Greater Dallas Chapter
of the Fellowship of Christian Athletes.

The coach has received honorary degrees from California Lutheran
College (Doctor of Humane Letters), John Brown University (Doctor of
Humanities) and Southwest Baptist College (Doctor of Laws).

Among many top awards presented Tom following the 1977 sea
son was the All-Sports Association Field Scovell Award, the highest
athletic honor bestowed annually in the city of Dallas. Also, Kiwanis
International named Landry its 1977 Decency Award recipient.

MYERS ALLEN DITKA REEVES

JIM MYERS, Assistant Head Coach • Offensive Line
Along with Ermal Alien, Jim Myers has the longest tenure of any

of Tom Landry's assistant coaches. He'll begin his 17th year on the
staff in 1978, having joined the Cowboys in 1962 following head coach
ing stints at Iowa State and Texas A&M.

A year ago Landry named Myers to a newly created role of assist
ant head coach. Jim continued tutelage of the offensive line, as he's
done since coming to Dallas. Over the years his guidance has produced
All-Pro and Pro Bowl recognition for Ralph Neely, John Niland, Rayfield
Wright and Blaine Nye.

In his role as assistant head coach, Myers handles many of the
responsibilities previously done by Landry. "He knows everything there
is to know about our system," says Landry.

Myers is a native of Madison, W. Va. (11/12/21) and was a
standout lineman at Tennessee in 1941-42 and at Duke in the Marine
Corps V-12 program in 1943.

Jim was an assistant coach at Wofford College, Vanderbilt and
UCLA before becoming a head coach. He and his wife Carolyn have
three daughters and six grandchildren.

ERMAL ALLEN, Special Assistant
The man responsible for the Cowboys' Research and Development

Department in its study and evaluation of all players and teams in the
NFL is Ermal Allen, now in his 17th season with the club.

A quarterback at the University of Kentucky from 1939-41 and a
member of the Fort Benning and Army All-Star grid teams during World
War II, Allen played a season with the Cleveland Browns in the old
All-America Conference in 1947 as a defensive back.

Ermal returned to Kentucky in 1948 and remained there as an
assistant coach for 14 years under Paul Bryant ('48-'53) and Blanton
Collier ('54-'61). He and Jim Myers joined Landry's staff in 1962.

Born Christmas Day, 1920, Ermal is an outstanding golfer — the
best in the Cowboys' organization — having been the Kentucky Amateur
champion twice, beating Bobby Nichols in 1955 and Frank Beard in 1958.

Ermal and his wife Allie have a son, two daughters and five grand
children.



MIKE DITKA, Special Teams • Receivers
Mike Ditka joined the Cowboys staff as coach of the special teams

In 1973. He was four times an All-Pro tight end and played his final four
years with Dallas, performing In Super Bowls V and VI.

Last year Tom Landry handed DItka additional coaching duties by
putting Mike in charge of the receiving corps. That group produced
All-Pro Drew Pearson and Pro Bowler Billy Joe DuPree In 1977 while
DItka's special teams continued among the best In pro football.

A native of Allqulppa, Pa. (10/18/39), Mike was a consensus
All-America at the University of Pittsburgh and was the Bears No. 1
draft selection In 1961. His career receiving totals were 427 receptions
for 5,913 yards and 43 touchdowns. DItka also played with the Philadel
phia Eagles.

Mike has three sons and a daughter. His wife's name Is Diana.

DAN REEVES, Offensive Coordinator • Offensive Backs
Following two seasons as a player-coach In 1970 and '71, Dan

Reeves took over as the Cowboys' offensive backfleld coach. He added
the duties of offensive coordinator a year ago.

As a running back for seven seasons (1965-71), he became the
sixth all-time rusher In Cowboys' annals despite a series of knee Injuries
and surgery.

Dan rushed for 1,990 yards In 535 carries and 25 touchdowns
during his playing days and also caught 129 passes for 1,693 yards
and another 17 touchdowns. A quarterback at South Carolina, he
was a feared option passing halfback as a pro. He rushed for touch
downs In four consecutive games In 1966, a team record he shared
until Tony Dorsett bested the mark last year.

Reeves was Inducted Into South Carolina University's Hall of Fame
last fall. A native of Amerlcus, Ga., (1/19/44), he signed with the
Cowboys as a free agent in 1965.

He and his wife Pam have two daughters and a son.

GENE STALLINGS, Defensive Backfieid
Gene Stalllngs begins his seventh season as the Cowboys' sec

ondary coach following seven years (1965-'71) as the head coach at
his alma mater, Texas A&M. During his tenure In Dallas, Cliff Harris
has become a perennial All-Pro free safety and strong safety Charlie
Waters also has blossomed Into an All-Pro.

Following an all-conference career as an end at A&M under Paul
Bryant, the Paris, Tex., native became a student assistant coach for
a year, then moved with Bryant to Alabama as an assistant coach where
he remained until returning to A&M as head coach. Stalllngs was a trl-
captaln on Bryant's undefeated 1956 Aggie team.

Gene (3/2/35) and his wife Ruth Ann have four daughters and a

ERNIE STAUTNER, Defensive Coordinator • Defensive Line
It's more than simple Irony that Dallas' now-famed "Doomsday

Defense" began coming of age In 1966, the year that football Hall of

Famer Ernie Stautner joined the Cowboys as the defensive line mentor.
Stautner, who was born in Kham, Bavaria (4/20/27) and grew up

in Albany, N. Y., was an All-Pro defensive end and tackle for the Pitts
burgh Steelers for 15 years (1951-65), despite being small for a
defensive lineman at 6-0, 235 pounds.

He was elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton, O., in
his first year of eligibility in 1969 after having played in nine Pro Bowl
contests.

Following a World War II Marine Corps hitch from 1943-'46,
Stautner entered Boston College and became a star two-way lineman.

When last year's Cowboys' defense led the NFL in total defensive
statistics, opponents averaged just 3.7 yards per play, one of the lovyest
yardage yields per play in NFL history.

Ernie's wife's name is Pat and he has a son and two daughters.

JERRY TUBBS, Linebackers
Jerry Tubbs has been with the Cowboys from the beginning. He

is, in fact, the lone "original playing member" of the 1960 Dallas club
still with the organization.

Following three years with the Chicago Cardinals and San Fran
cisco 49ers, Tubbs came to the Cowboys in the '60 expansion draft and
played through 1967. He joined Tom Landry's coaching staff the next
year.

Tubbs helped develop his replacement at middle linebacker. Lee
Roy Jordan, into an All-Pro and also was responsible for the develop
ment of Chuck Howley into an All-Pro. In 1977 Tubbs worked with two
starters at new positions. Bob Breunig and Thomas Henderson, and
helped guide the Cowboys defense to a No. 1 ranking in the NFL.

Jerry has known little else but success in football. A native of
Breckenridge, Tex., ̂ /23/35), he attended Oklahoma and played cen
ter-linebacker for Bud Wilkinson's undefeated 1954 through '56 teams.
He received the Walter Camp award as the nation's outstanding player
in '56.

Drafted on the first round by the old Chicago Cardinals, Tubbs
later rose to Pro Bowl status during his playing career with the
Cowboys.

Jerry and his wife Marlene have a son and a daughter.



BOB WARD, Conditioning
Bob Ward received outspoken praise from Tom Landry during the

1977 season when the Cowboys coach called his '77 club "the best
conditioned team we've ever had here."

Ward, who has the ability to combine the physical portion of con
ditioning with the mental, has Cowboys players enthusiastically par
ticipating in his programs. Bob was a track coach for 11 years at Fuller-
ton, Calif., Community College prior to joining the Dallas organization
in 1975.

His position encompasses the wide range of conditioning, including
running, weight lifting, flexibility, diet, etc. He directs the Cowboys'
voluntary off-season program, working with computer print-outs to
devise an individualized program of conditioning for each player.

Ward, 44, is a graduate of Whitworth College in Spokane, Wash.
He and his wife Joyce have two children.

DON COCHREN, Trainer
Don Cochren's years of service with the Cowboys total 14 since

the former college, military and Canadian Football League trainer joined
the organization in 1965.

Don is a graduate of Purdue and gained his physical therapy cer
tificate from Pennsylvania. Now 46, he was the trainer at Case Institute
in Cleveland (now Case-Western Reserve) for two years, with the Toronto
Argonauts of the CFL for four years, and spent a year at the University
of New Hampshire prior to joining the Cowboys.

Cochren also served for two years as a physical therapy officer in
the U. S. Air Force.

Don and his wife Jan and their four children live in suburban
Carroilton.

KEN LOCKER, Assistant Trainer
Ken Locker begins his sixth season with the Cowboys in 1978

following an apprenticeship that included a stint as assistant trainer
at North Texas State University (1969-'72) and another as interim head
trainer at the Denton-located school.

Locker, 26, is the newest newly wed on the Cowboys, having mar
ried the former Pam Layton in May.

Ken has his master's degree in Physical Education from Texas
Woman's University and served for two years as the trainer for World
Championship Tennis, making the professional men's tour in 1975
and '76.

BUCK BUCHANAN, Equipment Manager
Buck Buchanan joined the Cowboys in 1973 following 20 years in

the Air Force, with most of that time spent supervising and maintaining
military athletic programs.

For four years, SMSgt. Buchanan served as a non-commissioned
officer in charge of Athletics and Programs at the U. S. Air Force
Academy Prep School in Colorado Springs.

history. Because of the complexity of the Cowboys' "flex defense,
Breunlg's role in the "Meg" position was an extremely difficult otie.
The way Bob played it was termed "remarkable" by Tom Landry in the
coach's post-Super Bowl press conference. Breunig led the team in total
tackles in 1977 with 130, including 73 primary takedowns. He also had
one interception and a fumble recovery and helped key the Super Bowl
XII win over Denver with six tackles and a tipped pass that was inter
cepted by Aaron Kyle. Breunig had several outstanding tackling games.
To illustrate, he racked up 13 tackles in a game against the Vikings and
12 tackles In four other contests, taking advantage of his role in the
Cowboys defense which calls for him to lead the tackling effort. "He is
without question the most intense, hardest-working, most serious foot
ball player I have ever seen," says Jerry Tubbs, Breunlg's linebacker
coach and the original Cowboys Meg. "Bob's totally committed to per
forming even the practice drills as hard as he can. People can be
intense about a lot of things, but Bob's type of intensity means to me
that he wants to do the job better than anyone else. And he's willing
to do all the things necessary to bring that about." Breunig also calls
defensive signals, per Defensive Coordinator Ernie Stautner's sideline
signals.

COLLEGE: Bob earned All-America honors as a senior by leading
Arizona State in tackles and fumble recoveries while his team was
setting records for recoveries and interceptions. A three-time ALL-WAC
selection, he recovered 10 fumbles in his career and intercepted six
passes.

PERSONAL: A self-taught guitar player and singer. Bob delighted
the crowd at the Cowboys' Super Bowl XII victory celebration party with
his "Tribute to Elvis."" He and his wife Mary are Dallas residents, where
Bob began an association with the Holloway-Staubach Real Estate
Agency last off-season.

Larry Brinson of the Cowboys, one of seven members of the 1977 team
not drafted out of college. Even a fractured cheekbone suffered in
training camp did not keep Brinson from making the '77 Cowboys as a
free agent. He spent the year as a regular kickoff return specialist,
tying for eighth among NFC kick return leaders with 17 runbacks for
an average of 24.1 yards. Lariy carried the ball from scrimmage
sparingly, getting into games for just eight carries during the year. One
run against Detroit turned out to be a 20-yard scoring jaunt which left
the rookie runner with an unexpected diiemma: "After I scored I almost
forgot to spike the ball, something every rookie HAS to do after his first
pro touchdown. Then, when I remembered, I kinda of half did it. It
wasn't a classic one." Shanked spikes aside, Tom Landry considers
Brinson a promising prospect: "He's a young fullback with potential,
which he displayed returning kickoffs and the few times he carried the
ball out of the backfield. School still is out on Larry and it will take
another summer to determine exactly how good he can be. But, in
my opinion, I think we've got a pretty good footbali player in Brinson."

COLLEGE: A four-year starter at Florida, Brinson was used primarily
as a blocking back in the Gators' wishbone attack. He averaged 4.9
yards per carry during his career but never carried the ball more than
74 times in a season. Larry scored a dozen career touchdowns and
played in four post-season bowl games.

PERSONAL: Born in Opalocka, Fla. and a product of Miami North
western High School, Larry and his wife Patricia returned to Gainesville
where both were working on their degrees (Larry in Phys Ed, Pat in
Education) at Florida during the off-season.

Adds Tom Landry, "He's one of our best look
ing athletes with great size and the ability to move fast. He needs a lot
of work and repetition at linebacker in order to develop his true talent.
If he reaches his potential, he'll be an outstanding linebacker." The
tallest of Dallas' linebackers at 6-4, Brown consistently runs 40 yards
in 4.6 seconds, and rates as the squad's second-fastest sprinter after
Tony Dorsett.

Carano tried to prepare
himself each week as if he would play: "I didn't get much practice time
because Roger and Danny were usually on the field, but I made all
the meetings and worked hard at my opportunities. I've learned to
accept my situation because our offense is so complex, and it will
take time to learn. I don't expect to play, but I'll be ready. I hope we
don't lose Roger or Danny to injury just so I can play." The Cowboys
drafted Carano on the second round a year ago following a trade with
Seattle for wide receiver Duke Fergerson.

COLLEGE: Holder of every Nevada-Las Vegas career passing record,
Carano completed 337 of 636 passes for 5,095 yards and 37 touch
downs as a four-year starter in college. He scored another 19 touch
downs rushing.

PERSONAL: Glenn and his wife Dana were married in Las Vegas
following the Giants game Sept. 25, 1977. They lived in a Dallas apart
ment during the season and returned to Las Vegas following a belated
honeymoon. Glenn was born near Los Angeles and raised in Reno,
Nevada.

^  PRO: Because he enjoys the double life he
lives — building homes during the off-season and
destroying ball carriers during football season —
Larry Cole is back for his 11th year \with the

Dallas Cowboys in 1978. Until last year, Cole was a starter for the
Cowboys, first at strongside defensive end beginning in 1968, and in
1975 and '76 at weakside tackle, alternating each week with Bill
Gregory. Once Randy White took over the latter position last year. Cole
backed up everyone along the defensive line. "It was an adjustment,
tough at first. But I enjoyed Randy doing so well and enjoyed the little
coaching tips I had to offer to the younger players," said Cole,
affectionately known as "Bubba" to his teammates. "In the end you
realize the team effort is the only thing that makes any difference and
you work toward that end." Cole related that while sitting on the side
lines for the opener last year "I was so nervous that I knew I had to do
something exciting so I asked Buck (Buchanan, the equipment man
ager) for a piece of chewing gum." Fortunately for the Cowboys, Defen
sive Coordinator Ernie Stautner, who later admitted he'd forgotten Larry
in the excitement, called for Cole to spell Ed Jones in the fourth quarter
and Larry delivered a key sack of Fran Tarkenton that led directly to
the Cowboys' 16-10 win in overtime. "Aw, it's nice you noticed the
play," he told the press afterwards. "It probably would have been
overlooked earlier in my career." Cole's big-play reputation was cement
ed when he scored three touchdowns against division rival Washington
his first three starts against the Redskins in the late '60s. Larry calls
the opportunity to continue in athletics "an extension of your
adolescence, which I enjoy part of the year, just like I enjoy being an
adult in the building world the other part of the year."

COLLEGE: A member of Hawaii's first winning football team in 50
years and captain of the squad as a senior. Cole was the first gridder
drafted from that university by an NFL team.

PERSONAL: Larry Cole Custom Builders is headquartered in subur
ban Bedford (and now expanding into Arlington and Colleyville, where
a new subdivision called "Tara Plantation" is in the works). Also, Larry's
wife Linda opened an interior decorating business in Bedford during
the past year. Her company is Linderhof, Inc. The Coles have two child
ren, Michael (11/3/70) and Christina (3/18/73), and live in Bedford.

An unheralded sixth-round selection from
Temple, he was among the final players cut from
the squad at the end of 1977 pre-season after showing promise at
tackle throughout the summer. Cooper returned to his home in Philadel
phia and was weighing offers from other NFL teams when a bulletin
arrived from Dallas. A late decision had been made for Jim Eidson to
undergo knee surgery and Cooper was asked to rejoin the club. He did
in time to find himself playing an unfamiliar left guard in an early-
season game in St. Louis. Injuries had claimed Herb Scott that week
and when center John Fitzgerald was hurt in the game, Tom Rafferty
moved to the pivot. Burton Lawless switched to right guard and Cooper
was in the lineup. He filled in for Scott a few more times during the
year, made a valuable contribution on the special teams, and began
making the transition to center in practice. He's now listed as the
Cowboys' second snapper behind Fitzgerald, although he never played
any position except tackle prior to last year. Related Tom Landry: "Even
though Jim started out as a player who didn't make our final squad
last year, once we got him back he developed to the point where he
now has as much potential as any of our young linemen. He shows
excellent ability to block for the run and pass block, and is a good-sized
player with determination and good character. He may show the most
improvement of our young interior linemen this year. If he does, it'll be
a real plus for the team."

COLLEGE: Cooper was a three-year starter at tackle for Temple,
where he played for Wayne Hardin, Roger Staubach's coach at Navy.
He was drafted by the Cowboys to play tackle, although he's currently
listed as the team's No. 2 center and left guard.

PERSONAL: During Jim's late-summer transition a year ago, he
also was a newlywed, so he and wife Mary finally settled in a Dallas
apartment for the season. They returned to Philadelphia during the off
season and Jim continued work on his degree in Business Administra
tion at Temple. Mary has a college degree in Nursing.

been formed after observing teammate Dennlson: "It doesn't do any
good to let It (riding the bench) bother you, or let it affect your per
formance or the way you handle yourself at practice every day. I've
seen guys down about not playing. And then I've seen guys like Doug,
who you would think by watching him every day that he was leading the
league in rushing. That's the kind of person I'd like to be." If White's
praise seems a bit strong, consider that Dennison led the Cowboys
in rushing two seasons ago while alternating at tailback with either
Charley Young or Preston Pearson. Then consider with Tony Dorsett
joining the team last year and Pearson the starter for the first nine
games, Dennison became the forgotten man. His 1977 stats show just
12 carries, one pass reception and one kickoff return. But, uncomplain
ing, Dennison filled his role as a team man daily, even though both his
playing and practice times were limited. "Doug still is a very capable
back," said Tom Landry during the off-season. "He's a very determined
player and can step in and help our club whenever we need to call
upon him. He'll always give 100 per cent, we're sure of that." Denni-
son's forte since coming to the Cowboys has been scoring from deep in
opponent's territory. He has 18 touchdowns in four seasons, and Offen
sive Coordinator Danny Reeves explains: "He's just a reckless runner.
We're confident he'll put it across."

COLLEGE: Another of the Cowboys' free agent finds, Doug's a
small college product from Kutztown State (Pa.). Despite an injury
shortened career, he impressed Cowboys scouts with his two seasons
of football and with a number of track and field feats, including school
records in the long and triple jumps.

PERSONAL: Doug and Susan Dennison live year-'round in the
Dallas suburb of Garland with their three children, Aaron (8/11/72),
DeMarcus (9/30/74) and Andre (12/26/76).

PRO: By earning NFL Offensive Rookie of tfie XiH
Year honors in 1977 and becoming the first Cow-
boys rookie in club history to rush for 1,0CK) yards,
Tony Dorsett — to the surprise of no one —
stamped himself as a bonafide contender for league-leading rushing
honors in the years to come. The Heisman Trophy winner from Pitt over
came a couple of pre-season knee sprains a year ago to make a
significant addition to the Cowboys' attack. "He's just like he was when
they drafted him," said Eagles Coach Dick Vermeil after Dorsett rushed
for a club-record 206 yards in a late-season game against Philadelphia.
"He's the best in the country. Tony gives the Cowboys the big play in
the running game, with his quickness and tremendous speed." Rated
the Cowboys' fastest player, Dorsett moved in as a starter for the
season's tenth game. At that point, he had rushed for 522 yards in
part-time action. Once in the starting lineup, Tony reeled off 485 yards
in five games, an average of 97 a game. He added 222 yards in three
playoff games (74 yards per game), including 66 in Super Bowl XII
before exiting with another knee sprain in the fourth quarter. It is the
threat of injury that concerns the (iowboys most. Says Tom Landi^, "If
Tony is willing to work hard enough year-'round to prepare himself
physically for the seasons ahead, then there's no limit to what he might
do. He's capable of gaining in the 1,500-yard area every year if he's in
top condition. He played much on instinct last year while he was
learning our system. So I'd say Tony's performance was average, for
him. But he definitely was a boost to the offense, and he'll get better
and better. It's important that he continues to improve, for us to have
a chance at the Super Bowl." Roger Staubach is unguarded in praising
his new backfield mate: "That man is incredible. I'll tell you, I've
never seen anyone like him, certainly not in the time I've been in Dallas
anyway." Adds Jay Saldi, "Tony makes 10 yards by the time you can
blink." After setting club records for touchdowns rushing in a season
(12), the longest run from scrimmage (84 yards, after earlier setting
the mark with a 77-yard jaunt against the Cardinals), and the afore
mentioned most yards in a game, the future looks extremely bright for
Dorsett.

COLLEGE: A four-time All-America at Pittsburgh and the first player
in NCAA history to collect three 1,500-yard-plus seasons, Dorsett
captured the 1976 Heisman Trophy as college football's top player. He

on games days. Quite possibly, Pat has become the Cowboys' current
best offensive lineman. "Donovan was one of our individual bright spots
last year," says Tom Landry. "He played exceptionally well replacing
Rayfield Wright." Adds Asst. Head Coach Jim Myers, "He's our quick
est and strongest lineman. Pat has explosiveness, which we look for in
our offensive linemen." Moved into the starting lineup last year in
place of Wright at right tackle, Donovan was expected to shift to
left tackle this year to replace retired Ralph Neely. Always a Donovan
fan, Neely says about the switch, "It's perfect for the club because
Pat's a natural left tackle. He'll be an All-Pro there." Teammate Tom
Rafferty offers, "Donovan could play any position along the line, he
has the ability." Pat is a conversion player, having moved from defens
ive end in college to pro offensive tackle. "Guys like him make me like
those conversion types," muses Myers.

COLLEGE: A two-time All-America at Stanford, Donovan chose
college football after excelling as a high school weightman in track and
field while also earning All-Montana state honors in football and basket
ball.

PERSONAL: Pat and his wife Christa purchased a home in North
Dallas last year after being married just prior to '77 training camp. A
top student-athlete, he majored in Mechanical Engineering, then put his
degree to use in a new off-season job with the Sam P. Wallace mechan
ical contractors company. Christa, who also attended Stanford, had
a double major in Human Biology and Journalism. Along with Raf
ferty and John Fitzgerald, Donovan is a charter member of the
Cowboys' "Iro-American Club," which is composed of offensive linemen
with Irish heritage. "We Irishmen are offensive linemen because we
have a basic affinity with dirt, like the potato farming heritage we come
from," Pat explains.

PRO: At times it seems that while Billy Joe
DuPree becomes a more accomplished pro each
season, he maybe becomes a little less known
each year, compared to many of his Cowboys
contemporaries. But DuPree doesn't need the spotlight and he may
epitomize the term "team player" as much as anyone on the current
roster. Two years ago Billy Joe set a club record for receptions by a
tight end with 42. It was a season when the Cowboys' running game
sputtered and DuPree was needed more often for his pass catching
abilities. He made the NFC Pro Bowl squad for the first time that year.
In 1977 DuPree's catches dropped to 28 but fellow players in the
league again voted him the starting tight end for the NFC. "I was a
little surprised at that, not because I didn't think I had a good season
in 1977, but because I felt that stats are more often recognized," said
DuPree. "I think I had a good year in that I did the things I was asked
to do, which mostly was blocking. Sure I want to catch more balls, all
receivers do. But I'm not selfish to where I want them to throw the ball
to me all the time. I love my blocking and that's my primary responsi
bility. I realize that being a blocking tight end doesn't put you in the
limelight, but there still can be a lot of satisfaction in the role. And I
also realized before last season that we would have a better running
game and I would be needed to do more blocking. Wherr a back comes
around my end and scores, that's six points for me too." DuPree's 28
receptions a year ago included 14 catches the first half of the season
and 14 the second half. He added six catches in playoff action, includ
ing a diving 28-yard ID reception against the Bears. DuPree also caught
three passes for 23 yards in the winning drive in the Pro Bowl, helping
the NFC to a 14-13 victory. "BJ is a team player, plain and simple,"
says Receivers Coach Mike Ditka. "He does what we ask of him. In our
offense the tight end plays an integral part because of his role as a
blocker, and he's become an excellent receiver in recent years because
we've gone to him more and he'll catch what you throw him. He can
give you a solid performance, or if needed, a spectacular one."

PRO: Though he missed all of 1977 with a
knee injury. Cowboys' coaches remain high on
tackle Jim Eidson, who Asst. Head Coach Jim
Myers terms "one of those guys who is a big 6'3"

and a big 250 pounds." Eidson went through a difficult summer in '77,
suffering a neck injury in a one-on-one camp drill that limited his train
ing camp activity. Then, after working at tackle and guard during pre
season, he injured his knee in an August game at Houston, an injury
that eventually had to be corrected by surgery and put Eidson on
injured reserve for the year. "Eidson is a good, young player who we'll
look at as a tackle this year," reported Landry. "We're trying to develop
better backup strength along the offensive line so he's a key guy for
that need." Eidson has pronounced himself fit and chomping at the bit
to begin '78, "I was back from the knee injury operation and ready to
go by mid-season last year. The knee's in top condition now and I'm
anxious to get back into action."

COLLEGE: Once Eidson shifted from defense to offense at Missis
sippi State, he helped his team set 45 school offensive records in 22
games while running the veer attack. State's MVP as a senior, Eidson
was All-Southeastern Conference that year and earned several All-
America notices. He played in the 1975 Shine Bowl game.

PERSONAL: Eidson (pronounced ED-son) owns a 170-acre farm in
Danville, Ala., where he returns during the off-season. A bachelor, Jim
majored in Agriculture in college. A three-sport athlete in high school,
Eidson was born in Anderson, S. C., and grew up in Hartselle, Ala.

PRO: When John Fitzgerald became the Cow
boys' starting center five years ago, little did he
know that he would become perhaps the most
recognized center in pro football. Something called
the "spread" by Tom Landry and known as the "shotgun" to football
fans throughout the country made Fitzgerald immediately recognizable.
Since T formation centers already have a burden snapping the ball with
defensive linemen able to catch them going backwards on the center's
delivery, Fitzgerald can list other woes that now accompany centering
for the Cowboys. In addition to snapping the ball back seven yards
for the spread, Landry's variation of the old single wing snap, Fitz
is responsible for handling the now-vogue "nose tackles," those
behemoths who line up on the center's helmet in three-man defen
sive fronts. Says Fitz about the former, "Knock on wood, I have
the spread snap down pat now. It's a grooved action with timing
being the most important thing, next to laying the ball into the quarter
back's hands." About the latter, he adds: "The nose tackles put you in
a tough situation since they hit you before you can get your momentum
up. But I feel the defensive lineman and the center have the same
timing. I know the snap count, and they don't. If they have an advantage,
it's that they're off as soon as the ball moves." For a converted defen
sive lineman, Fitzgerald has done well. He's not only mastered the snap
ping techniques required on the Cowboys, but he's become accomplish
ed both as a blocker for the pass and running game. "John knows
what's expected of him and he works tirelessly at his task," says Asst.
Head Coach Jim Myers. Fitzgerald played in pain a year ago, first suf
fering a knee injury and later an ankle sprain. Still, he missed just two
regular season games, and even though he re-injured the knee in prac
tice in mid-December, he played throughout the playoffs. Off-season
surgery corrected the knee problem.

COLLEGE: Fitzgerald came to the Cowboys after receiving a strong
recommendation from Defensive Coordinator Ernie Stautner, who like
Fitz played collegiately at Boston College. Fitzgerald was a four-year
starter at defensive tackle for BC.

PERSONAL: Along with Pat Donovan and Tom Rafferty, Fitzgerald
is a member and chairman of the Cowboys "Iro-American Club," com
posed of starting offensive linemen with Irish heritage. "Fitz is a true
Irishman," reports Donovan. "He's a Boston, Catholic Irishman who
named his sons Brendon (1/25/73), Patrick (12/18/76) and Timothy
(12/21/77)." John and Sue Fitzgerald — and sons — live in Richard
son. John works as a salesman for Sewell Village Cadillac during the
off-season. Originally from Southbridge, Mass., he is active in Big
Brothers and the March of Dimes and is an avid golfer.

but was overlooked in post-season honors, something he privately set
out to rectify. "I would be less than honest if I didn't tell you I was very
happy to be chosen All-Pro in 1977," says Herrera. "1 thought I should
have been there the year before." Herrera's '77 statistics included 18
of 29 field goals with six of 11 from the 40 to 49-yard lines and a
career-long 52-yard field goal against the Redskins. He kicked six more
field goals in nine attempts in the playoffs, including three of three
against the Bears 48 hours after suffering a twisted knee in practice
that had him listed as a questionable performer at game time. Herrera
also led the team in scoring with 93 points, tops among NFC kickers,
and set personal highs for number of field goals and PATs. Holder of
the top career field goal percentage in Cowboys' history (.677), he
converted 82 consecutive extra points in his career until missing in an
Eagles game last year. His first-ever inside-the-30-yard-line field goal
miss came in the opener at Minnesota, although he came back in the
next seven games to kick three field goals in three different contests
and two field goals in two others. An all-around athlete, Herrera also
helps out with the tackling on the kickoff team and has mastered the
"pooch" kick, which is a punt from field goal formation. "He's
a competitor, always working," explains Tom Landry. Herrera was
the first kicker drafted in the 1974 draft — by Detroit, who cut him
late in pre-season that year. He kicked for the Cowboys the last 11
games of '74 after Dallas picked him up as a free agent because of an
injury to Toni Fritsch. Herrera missed 1975 with a knee injury that
required surgery, then came back in '76 to win the job for good.

COLLEGE: UCLA's leading scorer and top place kicker in the NCAA
in 1973, Efren (pronounced a-FREN) hit 24 of 47 field goals in his
three-year college career. He also played soccer for the Bruins.

PERSONAL: Born and raised in La Experiencia, Mexico, near
Guadalajara, Efren moved to the Los Angeles area at age 16 in 1967.
He and his wife Suzy live north of Dallas where Efren is an active public
speaker. Herrera was honored last year by fellow Mexican-Americans in
Washington, D. C., and by the Dallas-Fort Worth Spanish-Speaking Pro
gram Council, who held an appreciation banquet in his honor.

1  like a guy who can back it up with action . . . and he can." Tom
Landry also lists Hill as promising: "I believe he has as much potential
as any receiver I've seen with the Cowboys. Tony has a great knack
for going for the ball, which you can't teach. He just has that feei. His
speed is good and he's a very loose player, relaxed. I think he could
make ,great strides this season, and if he does, we'll be a better team
for it." Hill caught three passes in limited 1977 pre-season action and
two during the regular season, subbing for Pearson. He also took over
the team's punt return duties late in the year, running back 10 for an
average of 12.4 yards per return, which was high among NFC punt
return specialists who had 10 or more runbacks. The Cowboys were
able to select Hill on the third round of the 1977 draft because of a
1975 trade with Philadelphia that sent John Niland to the Eagles.

COLLEGE: Hill set all of Stanford's career pass catching records,
despite missing some of his senior season with an ankle injury. He
caught 140 passes in four years for 2,225 yards and 18 touchdowns,
including 55 receptions for 916 yards in 1975.

PERSONAL: Tony attended Long Beach Polytechnic High School,
where he broke Gene Washington's (now with the 49ers) pass receiving
records, a feat he duplicated at Stanford. Called "Thrill" by his team
mates, Tony returned to his home in Long Beach during the off-season.
His long-range ambition is to become a lawyer.

He played sparingly outside of special
teams action, having actually made the clutj with a top performance
against Miami in a pre-season game Breunig had to sit out with an
injury. Huther made nine tackles against the Doiphins and batted down
a pass. He said after the contest: "I was a little nervous when 1 found
out I was starting, which was just before the game. But after going
through training camp, I was kind of anxious to get my chance. I was
really happy vyhen Coach Landry told me I was playing. I felt like I
was representing the entire state of New Hampshire and the Yankee
Conference in trying to prove I can play in the NFL." Landry assessed
Huther's contributions during the off-season: "Bruce is a young player
who made our team through determination. He has plenty of that. The
off-season program is important for him, but I'm sure he'll go all out
in that area too. This year will determine a lot about his future."

COLLEGE: A Kodak honorable mention Little All-America selection
as a senior, Huther led New Hampshire to a pair of Yankee Conference
championships in 1975 and '76, leading the team in tackles both years.
He also performed in a spot role at fullback during his college career.

PERSONAL: Huther (rhymes with brother) is a native of Haledon,
N. J., and majored in Zoology in college. A bachelor, he spent the off
season studying at the University of California.

Hailed as a classic in Super Bowl annals, the catch was made
despite a broken thumb Butch suffered earlier in the game. "It was a
remarkable play by Butch," said Roger Staubach afterwards. "But then,
he always makes the tough catch, like the TD pass he caught with one
hand at San Francisco this year." Butch's solid performance in 1977
was due to more playing time, according to the young receiver. "To hold
a position, you have to know it and playing more enabled me to know
my position very well," says Johnson. "My recognition is better, and I'm
more confident." Says Tom Landry, "Butch is young and will continue
to improve as he goes along. He's one of our top competitors."

(Too Tall) Jones gained sweeping recognition and probably came of age
late in the '77 season. His sudden and awesome play on national tele
vision in the three playoff contests capped a season in which Tom
Landry and Defensive Coordinator Ernie Stautner time and again told
the press of the excellent season Ed Jones was having in 1977. Simply
put, Jones' regular season performance had been overshadowed. "With
the kind of seasons Harvey Martin and Randy White are having, it's
unfair to make a comparison of their performances with the one turned
in by Ed Jones," said Landry after 14 regular season games. "Playing
the strongside defensive end as Ed does, he has more responsibility
against the run first, and he's played the run extremely well." But
Jones' six quarterback traps during the season were pale in comparison
to Martin's 23 and White's 12.

In the Bears game Jones had six tackles, a trap and a batted-down
pass. Against the Vikings, he had 12 tackles, one trap and forced two
first half fumbles with thundering tackles, the first change of posses
sion resulting in a Dallas touchdown. And in Super Bowl XII, he had five
tackles, a tipped pass and a near interception while teaming with
Martin and VVhite to continually harass Denver quarterbacks into turn
overs. "I think we rattled them," Jones understated afterwards. I was
confident we would win and I would play well." According to Stautner,
"Ed was exceptional in the playoffs, and I was happy everyone noticed."
Jones moved from weakside to strongside defensive end his second
year with the Cowboys, trading places in the line with Martin.

Never
has a defensive player had a better all-around year for the Dallas
Cowboys than the one turned in by Harvey Martin in 1977. "Sometimes
when I'm out there I get this funny feeling inside me," says the Dallas
native son whose popularity nationally now has reached the high level
it previously had attained in Texas. "Really, what I'm trying to do is
play with that intensity all the time. I never want to let down out there."
Concerning his being named the NFL's top defender a year ago, Martin
said, "It's nice and I love it. I think things like that result from hard
work and playing on a good football team. I'm surrounded by a lot of
guys who do a good job. We have players who didn't get anything in
the way of awards who should have. Sometimes I get tied up just
watching them." Spearheading a defense that led the NFL in traps in
'77, Martin related that "what we tried to do was get everybody on the
defense thinking quarterback traps. That way we had everyone on the
unit involved. We take a lot of pride in sacking the quarterback." Even
with everyone in the act, Martin was the ringleader. Said Redskins
quarterback Bill Kilmer: "Harvey is the one I notice, he's the stickout
who makes big plays for them and that gets the rest stirred up." After
a long afternoon and several times being "Martinized," Giants QB Joe
Pisarcik said, "My number should have been 79 out there today. I was
wearing it all afternoon." Martin has led the Cowboys in traps all five
years he's been with the club. He credits study for his rapid develop
ment in the Cowboys' complex "flex" defense: "You come here out of
college and all you know is to 'blow and go'. You react to what you see
or think you see as quickly as you can. It's awfully hard to hold, to wait,
and then react, as you must in the Dallas defense. But how can you
argue with success? This defense has had great success. And while
you're learning to play it, you learn to believe in it."

fullback could toss such a perfect right-hand spiral while running to
the left. All that was not the point, insisted Cowboys' insiders who have
watched Newhouse's career. Robert always has displayed absolute
coolness in pressure situations, members of the coaching staff said,
and Tom Landry related that he had confidence Newhouse would come
through in that most important of clutch situations. Last year's rushing
performances in the season's key games adds further testimony to
Newhouse's "big-game" tendencies. Beginning with back-to-back early-
season wins over division rivals St. Louis and Washington—when he
rushed for 67 and 71 yards — Newhouse tacked on 58 yards in a 14-7
win at Washington, a must game for Dallas following two consecutive
losses. He then roared through the playoffs with 80 yards vs. the Bears
81 against Minnesota and 55 in the Super Bowl against Denver. New-
house's 3,154 yards in six seasons (including just two full injury-free
years as the starting fullback) places him fourth all-time among Cow
boys' rushers. Another 733 yards this season (he had 721 in '77)
would move him past Walt Garrison into third place. Newhouse also is
credited with providing explosive blocking leads, to which Tony Dorsett
noted last year, "I'm glad I'm behind those blocks and not in front
of them." Says Newhouse, "Our offense is halfback-oriented and our
halfbacks are great runners. They help me and I help them. I just go
out and do my job, whatever is asked. But I find myself gaining a few
extra yards when defenses pay too close attention to our halfbacks."

(2,961 yards), despite a shortened junior season because of Injuries

suffered in an automobile accident, Robert's 1,757 yards on 297 carries
in 1971 also are Cougar standards. Four times in his career he rushed
for more than 200 yards in a game, including 245 against Mississippi
State in 1969.

The honor further underlined that Drew had come a long way to
arrive as a full-fledged star in the NFL after being passed up by
the 26 teams drafting in 1973 and having to make the Cowboys
as a free agent. Injuries to others enabled Pearson to move into
the starting lineup midway through his rookie season. Since then
he's led the Cowboys in receptions every year except that first one.
Drew also led all NFC pass catchers with 58 receptions in 1976. Last
season he played with a cast on a very sore wrist much of the year,
but still caught 48 passes and averaged a career-high 18.1 yards per
catch. Almost as soon as he joined the starting lineup, Pearson became
known as the Cowboys' "big play" receiver, the player Roger Staubach
most often turns to in the clutch. Drew has become a clutch receiver
through hard work and determination. "I'd like to think my career
still is on the upswing, that I'm improving," says Pearson. "I'm getting
better because every year I learn a little more, about reading different
coverages, about the defensive backs who will cover me. Ycu learn to
think ahead, anticipate better, and it gives you an edge." Just 27 years
old. Drew needs 45 catches this year to move into second place on the
Cowboys' all-time receiving list behind leader Bob Hayes. Receptions
in every game last year increased his club record to at '^ast one catch
in 45 consecutive regular season contests. Twice he caught six passes
in games last year, against the Giants and Cardinals, and he snared

four receptions in four other games, including the Cowboys' NFC
Championship win over Minnesota. Cornerback Mark Washington points
out that "you can't let Drew touch a ball; otherwise, it's a sure
completion." Adds All-Pro Cornerback Roger Wehrii of the Cardinals,
"Drew Pearson is just super." And in trying to relate Pearson's
success despite a smallish build (6-foot, 183 pounds) and good-
but-not-great speed, scribe Frank Luksa probably said it best with:
"Just accept him for what he is, likely the premier wide receiver in
the NFL. Don't try to analyze why Drew Pearson is a success. It's all
so confusing."

PRO: Since the Cowboys acquired Preston
Pearson as a free agent after he was released by
Pittsburgh just prior to the start of the 1975 regu
lar season, the club has won 33 of 42 regular
season games, gone 5-2 in playoff contests and appeared in tv/o Super
Bowls. During that span, Pearson has been the starter at tailback in
22 contests. The Cowboys have won 16 of those. What is remarkable
about Pearson, however, is that today — at age 33 with 11 years in
the NFL — he's a better running back than he was in 1968 when he
joined the Baltimore Colts after a Big Ten basketball career at Illinois.
"Oh I expect to continue playing as long as I can contribute and as
long as I'm wanted in Dallas," says Pearson matter-of-factly. "In our
thinking, Preston Pearson is considered a starter," reports Tom Landry.
"That's because he plays in most of our passing situations and is one
of our leading receivers. He does an excellent job." Pearson was an
especially effective Cowboy in '77, setting a club record for recepbons
by a running back with 46, three more than Calvin Hill caught in 1972.
He added 341 yards rushing on just 89 carries, scoring one touchdown
rushing and a team-leading four as a receiver. "He^s_ a move rnan,
nearly impossible to cover one-on-one in the open field, Landry adds.

There's
still a lot to learn so I spend a lot of time studying my opponents."
Scott also related, "I wasn't too sharp on techniques when I first came
to Dallas because at my college we just didn't have enough coaches.

But the veterans always encouraged me, told me
I had a chance to succeed if I stayed in there."

COLLEGE: Part of Scott's development as an interior lineman was
slowed in college because he was shifted among tight end, tackle and
guard, although he projected as a guard when drafted by Dallas. He
also was a top shot putter on Virginia Union's track team. Herbert
majored in Education and was a school teacher in Virginia following
graduation.

Cowboys' signal caller, 36-year-old Roger Staubach? Knowing the ultra-
competitive, utter-perfectionist Staubach is to know that the answer to
that question is a simple "yes." Within several minutes of the Cowboys'
win over Denver in Super Bowl XII, Staubach told reporters, "Offen
sively we were not a great team today. We did become a better offen
sive team throughout the season as I said we would early in the year,
but we can be better offensively." Which is to say Staubach feels
Staubach can be better. The leading passer in the NFC in 1977 and
holder of nearly every Cowboys passing record (and a trio of Super
Bowl marks), Roger now says, "I may be 36, but I believe I can play for
another three years. Maybe four." Staubach's 17-for-25 passing for 183
yards, one touchdown and no interceptions in Super Bowl XII was
typical of the kind of season he had last year. He broke his own club
record for completions with 210 during the regular season, completed
nearly 60 per cent of his passes and fired 18 touchdowns for 101
career TP passes. He ran for the winning touchdown in overtime against
the Vikings in the season's opener, threw a touchdown pass in every
game but two, threw three scoring passes in two games, two touch
down passes in another pair of contests, and then was 37 of 61 with
three touchdown passes and two interceptions in the playoffs. Says
Eagles' linebacker Bill Bergey, "He's the unquestioned leader of that
team. I know I sound like a broken record about him, but he really

Selected to the Pro Bowl for the third time last year,
Staubach has been MVP in a Super Bowl (VI), has been the Sporting
News NFL player of the year and Players Association MVP ̂ 971), and
has won the pro Maxwell, Bert Bell and Vince Lombardi awards during
his career. He lost four possible playing years in the NFL serving with
the U.S. Navy following graduation from college in '65.

Mark
intercepted two more passes in '77, giving him 13 for a career that
has spanned eight seasons. Only in 1975, when he played the entire
season as the Cowboys' left cornerback, has Mark opened a year as
the starter and made It through the season without having to leave
the lineup because of injuries. Barnes, who replaced Washington when
the latter suffered a concussion two years ago and has not yielded left
cornerback since, says that "Mark played left corner as well as it can
be played when he was the starter there in '75."

PRO: Though he probably would prefer to
stay out of the limelight, unassuming Charlie
Waters can no longer be the little-known safety-
man on the Dallas Cowboys. Waters emerged on
the Pro Football Writers All-Pro team last year at strong safety, giving
the Cowboys a rare All-Pro tandem in Waters and free safety Cliff
Harris. Charlie also was selected to the NFC Pro Bowl squad for the
second consecutive year, and has played so well the past few seasons
for the Cowboys that it's hard to believe he's the same player who
switched around his first six seasons as a cornerback and occasional
safetyman. A poll conducted by fellow players in the NFL for Sports
Illustrated prior to last season rated Waters as "probably the most
underrated, unsung, etc., player in the NFL." But following a Super
Bowl World Championship season in 1977 for Dallas — a year in which
Waters had 49 tackles, 44 assists, three interceptions, two blocked
punts, scored a game-clinching touchdown running with a blocked
punt, recovered a fumble, and set a divisional playoff record with three
interceptions in a first-round game against the Bears — Waters no
longer is an unknown. "You really can never say the best anything
in pro football," says Tom Landry, "but Charlie now is certainly among
the best safeties in the league. I know there isn't anybody else in the
league I'd rather have at strong safety." Waters, who at one point
in his career melted to 170 pounds because of injuries and surgery,
has developed himself into a solid 200-pounder and a feared tackier.
He is nearly impossible to knock off his feet because of his physical
development, which has included considerable work with condition
ing Coach Bob Ward. Notes Harris, "There are times when Charlie
is asked to take on blockers in a particular assignment, say against
a sweep, and get help, from someone else for the tackle. But he has

Harris further praises his running mate with: "Charlie is as smart a
football player as I've ever seen. He's also tough and his concentration
never wavers. He anticipates plays as they develop, even plays we've
never seen before." Says Cowboys Secondary Coach Gene Stallings,
"Charlie is intelligent and tough, and a good athlete to begin with.
That's a tough combination to beat." To all of which Bears' quarter
back Bob Avellini said after Waters' three playoff game interceptions:

NFL. "He has that intangible quality that can't be taught," says Offen
sive Coordinator Danny Reeves. "Danny is a leader and a winner; he
gets respect in the huddle." Says White, "To do well, you have to
have game experience, which I hope to get more of. I honestly feel
I'm at a point where I can compete with Roger for the starting Job.
But I'm happy in Dallas for now, and I think things will work out. I've
given myself a couple years before any major decision has to be made.

PRO: Having so much physical ability might
have worked against Randy White for a couple
years, until last season when he moved from line
backer to defensive tackle three games into the
pre-season and went on to make the Pro Bowl squad. Prior to 1977, the
Cowboys were grooming White at linebacker after he had been a
consensus All-America defensive end at Maryland. "I was fascinated with
making him a middle linebacker originally," said Tom Landry, so White
spent his first two seasons with the club backing up at MLB and learn
ing the ropes. "I also knew he could be a good strongside linebacker,"
added Landry, who moved White to that position for most of last year's
training camp. "But it came down to needing him more for the pass
rush and knowing he could play tackle. At linebacker we were taking
him out on passing downs and his forte for us had been as a pass
rusher. I didn't want him spending another season in a backup role,"
summarized Landry. Thus, THE switch was made, moving White to
weakside defensive tackle, moving Thomas Henderson to strongside
linebacker, and completing the switch of Bob Breunig (that began in
training camp) from strongside to middle linebacker. "I'm fine at tackle,
it's not all that strange to me," said White following the switch. "It
feels more natural than linebacker." It must have because Randy
went on to be named co-MVP in Super Bowl XII (with Harvey Martin)
following a '77 regular season that saw him finish with 70 tackles and 48
assists (third on the team in the former category and second in the
latter).

"Gawd, Randy is strong," marvels
Martin. "He sure helps me at my position." Held in awe by his team
mates because of his strength and speed. White is called "Manster"

weakside tackle," reported Defensive Coordinator Ernie Stautner. "For
tunately, we made the right decision."

The
Cowboys picked off four Denver passes and recovered four fumbles,
led by Randy Hughes' two fumble recoveries and one interception.

Aaron Kyle, Benny Barnes and Mark Washington also intercepted
passes, while Harvey Martin, Bruce Huther and Kyle recovered fumbles.
In all, the Cowboys' defense limited Denver to 156 yards total offense
and just 35 net yards passing.

Denver quarterbacks were sacked four times and pressured into
interceptions and turnovers throughout the game by an unrelenting
Cowboys' front four.

NFL FRANCHISE — Clint Murchlson, Jr., and Bedford Wynne were
awarded an expansion franchise in the NFL at the annual league meeting
in Miami Beach, Fla. The Cowboys were to play as a "swing" team,
playing every other team one time during the first season, although
listed in the Western Conference standings (January 28).
COWBOYS STOCKED — A player pool was set up in a league meeting at
L.A., with each of 12 NFL teams freezing 25 names on its roster and the
Cowboys allowed to pick three from each team for a total of 36 veterans.
Dallas, once given the list, had to select its 36 players within 24 hours
(March 13).
TRAINING STARTS — Rookies report to first Cowboys camp at Pacific U.,
in Forest Grove, Oregon (July 9).
FIRST PRE-SEASON GAME — The Cowboys, less than six months in
existence, get their first test and drop a 10-16 pre-season game to San
Francisco in Seattle (August 6).
FIRST HOME GAME—In their Dallas debut, in the Salesmanship Club
pre-season game, the Cowboys led the World Champion Baltimore Colts
into the final minute before a 71-yard pass from Johnny Unitas to
Lenny Moore gave the Colts a 14-10 victory (August 19).
FIRST VICTORY—In a pre-season game at Louisville, Ky., the Cowboys
beat New York's Giants, 14-3, with Frank Clarke catching touchdown
passes of 73 yards (Eddie LeBaron) and 74 yards (Don Meredith)
(August 27).
FIRST LEAGUE GAME—In their first league game, Dallas fell to Pitts
burgh, 35-28, with Bobby Layne leading a fourth period Steeler rally
(Sept. 24, Saturday night).
STREAK SNAPPED—Dallas snaps a 10-game loss streak by tying New
York, 31-31, at Yankee Stadium (Dec. 4).

1961

TRAINING STARTS — Rookies launch training at new campsite — St.
Olaf College in Northfield, Minn. (July 9).
FIRST LEAGUE WIN — Scoring ten points in the final 56 seconds, the
Cowboys score their first NFL victory, 27-24, over Pittsburgh in the '61
league opener in the Cotton Bowl. Allen Green's 27-yard field goal on
the game's final play won it before 23,500 (Sept. 17).

1962

TRAINING STARTS — Team begins training at new campsite — North
ern Michigan College in Marquette, Mich. (July 13).
PENALTY HISTORY — For the first time in anyone's memory in an NFL
game, points were awarded for a penalty. The Cowboys were detected
holding in the end zone on a 99-TD pass from LeBaron to Clarke, and
Pittsburgh was awarded a safety. The Steelers eventually won, 30-28
(Sept. 23).
100-YARD FIRSTS — Cowboys Amos Marsh returned a kickoff 101 yards
and Mike Gaechter returned a pass interception 100 yards, both plays
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1966 World Championship pre-game coin toss.

for fourth quarter TD's in a 41-19 win over Philadelphia in Dallas. It
was the first time in NFL history that two 100-yard runs had been made
in the same game, much less by the same team in the same quarter
(Oct. 14).

1963

SHIFT TO KANSAS CITY — The rival Dallas Texans of the AFL announce
they are moving the franchise to Kansas City (Feb. 8).
CALIFORNIA TRAINING SITE — The Cowboys open training at California
Lutheran College in Thousand Oaks, Calif. (July 12).
HOWTON SETS RECORD — Bill Howton broke Don Hutson's all-time
receiving mark with a 14-yard catch against Washington (there). Hut-
son's record was 7,991 yards and the catch gave Howton an even
8,000 yards (Sept. 29).

1964

LANDRY CONTRACT — With one year to go on his original contract,
Tom Landry is signed to a ten-year extension, in effect giving him an
11-year pact, possibly the longest in major pro sports history (Feb. 5).
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1965
FIRST SELLOUT — An overflow crowd of 76,251 jams the Cotton Bowl
for the Cleveland game, notching the team's first home sellout. Cleve
land won, 24-17 (Nov. 21).

1966
PLAYOFF BOWL — After defeating New York, 38-20, in the season finale
(and winning five of their last seven games) to get Into the Playoff Bowl
at Miami, the Cowboys fall to Baltimore, 35-3 (Jan. 15).
MERGER — Peace comes to pro football with Cowboys GM Tex Schramm
completing two months of negotiations with AFL's Lamar Hunt, merging
the two leagues under the NFL banner (June 8).
SCHRAMM ELEVATED — Texas E. Schramm, Vice-President and General
Manager of the Cowboys from the beginning, was named President of
the club by owner Clint Murchison, Jr., who retained the title of Chair
man of the Board.

NEELY CASE SOLVED — Dallas and Houston reached agreement in the
Ralph Neely case. Neely remained with Dallas with Houston receiving the
Cowboys Nos. 1, 2 and two fifth place picks in the 1967 draft (Nov. 17).
THE CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys won their first championship, cap
turing the Eastern Conference title with a 10-3-1 record, but lost the NFL
Championship Game to Green Bay, 34-27.

1967
TEXAS STADIUM — On Dec. 23, owner Clint Murchison, Jr., formally
announced plans to build Texas Stadium in suburban Irving. The sta
dium, to be financed through a bond-option plan, would be ready for the
1970 season. The stadium would seat a minimum of 58,000.
SECOND CHAMPIONSHIP—Under the NFL's new format, the Cowboys
easily won the Capitol Division and defeated Cleveland, Century Division
winner, 52-14, in the Cotton Bowl for the Eastern conference champion
ship. However, on Dec. 31 in Green Bay, the Cowboys lost their second
bid for an NFL title, falling to the Packers, 21-17, in the 13 degree
below weather.

1968
WIN CAPITOL — For the second straight year the Cowboys won the Capi
tol Division, but for the first time in three years the Cowboys did not win
the Eastern Championship, being upset at Cleveland, 31-20, on Decem
ber 21st. Dallas won the Runner-Up Bowl over Minnesota, 17-13.

1969
TEXAS STADIUM — Ground was broken for Texas Stadium in suburban
Irving on January 25, and on June 29 Bert Rose was named general
manager of the stadium.
ORIGINALS RETIRE — An era ended for the Cowboys in July. On July 5th
at a press conference in Dallas, quarterback Don Meredith, the last of
the original Cowboys, announced his retirement. Then, on July 18th, the
day the veterans were to report to training camp, all-time rushing great
Don Perkins officially retired.
REPEAT CAPITOL WINS — Once again the Cowboys rolled to the Capi
tol Division Championship with an 11-2-1 season. However, the Cowboys
failed to win the Eastern Championship when on Dec. 28, the Cowboys
lost to Cleveland, 38-14, in the Cotton Bowl.
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1970

FIVE STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys won their last five games to
finish 10-4, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the play
offs for the fifth year in a row. They defeated Detroit, 5-0, in the opening
round to get a shot at the National Conference championship.
FIRST NFC TITLE — The Cowboys captured the biggest prize of their
11-year history on Jan. 3 when they downed San Francisco, 17-10, for
the NFC crown. A 16-13 loss to Baltimore in the Super Bowl Jan. 17
left Dallas with one major goal still unrealized.

1971

TEXAS STADIUM — The Cowboys opened a new era in their sparkling
Irving, Tex., home with a 44-21 victory over the New England Patriots on
October 24. Duane Thomas scored the first touchdown in the new sta
dium, a 56-yard run just two minutes and 16 seconds after the opening
kickoff. Attendance was 65,708.
SIX STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys won their last seven games
to finish 11-3, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the
playoffs for the sixth year in a row. They defeated Minnesota, 20-12, in
the opening round.
SECOND NFC TITLE — For the second consecutive year, the Cowboys
met the San Francisco 49ers in the National Conference showdown.
This time Dallas won, 14-3, to qualify for its second straight Super Bowl.
FIRST WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys downed the Miami Dol
phins, 24-3, to win Super Bowl VI in New Orleans on Jan. 16. It was the
10th victory in a row for Dallas as Roger Staubach passed for two
touchdowns and was named the game's Most Valuable Player.

1972

FIRST 1,000-YARD BACK — Calvin Hill became the first Dallas player to
rush for 1,000 yards when he gained 111 on Dec. 9 against the Wash
ington Redskins in Texas Stadium. Hill wound up with 1,036 yards for
the season on a record 245 carries. .
SEVEN STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys qualified for the NFL
playoffs a record seventh consecutive year, their 10-4 record earning
them the National Conference Wild Card berth. Roger Staubach passed
for two touchdowns in the last lYz minutes to give the Cowboys a 30-28
victory at San Francisco in the first round. Then, at Washingtori on New
Year's Eve, Dallas was foiled in its bid for a third straight NFL title when
the Redskins won, 26-3.

1973

100 VICTORIES — The Cowboys and Coach Tom Landry recorded their
100th victory with a 40-3 Texas Stadium win over the New Orleans
Saints on Sept. 24. Landry, the only head coach the Cowboys have had,
ended the season with a career mark of 108-80-6 to rank ninth on the
list of the NFL's all-time winningest coaches.
EIGHT STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern
Division title with a 10-4 record and broke their own NFL record by
reaching the playoffs for the eighth year in a row. Dallas defeated West
ern Division champion Los Angeles in the first round, 27-16, but fell to
Central Division winner Minnesota in the NFC Championship Game,
27-10.
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1974
FIRST TOP DRAFT CHOICE—For the first time in their history, the
Cowboys had the very first choice in the NFL college draft. The No. 1
pick came to Dallas from Houston in exchange for Tody Smith and Billy
Parks. The Cowboys selected Ed "Too Tall" Jones, a 6-9, 260-pound
defensive end from Tennessee State.

PLAYOFFS MISSED — The Cowboys' record-breaking string of eight
straight years in the NFL playoffs was broken when the club's 8-6 record
failed to qualify.

1975
LILLY HONORED—"Mr. Cowboy" was honored on Bob Lilly Day at
Texas Stadium at halftime of the Philadelphia game on Nov. 23. It was
the first such recognition ever given to a Dallas player. Lilly never
missed a game in 14 years with the Cowboys, earning All-Pro honors
seven times at defensive tackle before retiring prior to the '75 season.
TEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys' 10-4 record earned
them the NFC Wild Card berth in the playoffs. The composite record
over 10 straight winning seasons was 101-37-2.
THIRD NFC TITLE — After shocking Minnesota in the first round, 17-14
on Roger Staubach's 50-yard "Hail Mary" pass to Drew Pearson, the
Cowboys traveled to Los Angeles for the NFC showdown. Staubach threw
four touchdown passes, three to Preston Pearson, and Dallas won, 37-7.
Pittsburgh won Super Bowl X on Jan. 18 in Miami, 21-17.

1976
ELEVEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys won the NFC
Eastern Division title with their 11-3 record, giving them their 11th
straight winning season and 10th playoff berth in that period. A 14-12
first round loss to Los Angeles — the first time Dallas had lost in the
first round under the current playoff setup — ended the season.
MEREDITH, PERKINS HONORED—Former Cowboys greats Don Mere
dith and Don Perkins joined Bob Lilly in the "Ring of Honor" at Texas
Stadium during halftime ceremonies at the New York Giants game on
Nov. 7.

1977
HOWLEY HONORED—Former All-Pro linebacker Chuck Howley, a Cow
boy from 1961 through 1973, became the fourth member of the Ring
of Honor. Howley was honored during ceremonies at halftime of the
Detroit Lions game on Oct. 30.
TWELVE STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — Getting off to an 8-0 start,
their best ever, the Cowboys rolled to a 12-2 record, the championship
of the NFC East, and their 12th consecutive winning season.
