To many close observers, the Dallas Cowboys' consistency on the
football field has been a reflection of the club's stability in the front
office.

The Cowboys embarked on their third decade and 21st season in
1980 with the same front office lineup and head coach that started
with the team in 1960 — Chairman of the Board Clint W. Murchison
Jr., President and General Manager Tex Schramm, Vice President for
Personnel Development Gil Brandt and Coach Tom Landry.

The Cowboys' management has steered the club through 14
straight winning seasons, 13 trips to the playoffs, five Super Bowl
appearances and two world championships.

Schramm oversees the day-to-day operation of the team. In 1966
he was named president of the Cowboys, but also has retained his
position as general manager.

A journalism graduate of the University of Texas, Schramm joined
the Los Angeles Rams as publicity director in 1947 after two years as
a sports writer and sports editor of the Austin American-Statesman.
In a 10-year career with the Rams he rose from publicity director, to
assistant to the president, to general manager.

Schramm left the Rams in 1957 to join CBS as assistant director
of sports. He put together the first network telecast of the Olympics,
but following those Winter Games of 1960 in Squaw Valley, Calif.,
Schramm returned to pro football when he was hired by Clint Murchison
to run the new Dallas NFL franchise.

In the spring of 1977 Schramm received an honorary degree
(Doctor of Humane Letters) from California Lutheran College. At the
end of that season, after the Cowboys won the Super Bowl, Schramm
was named NFL Executive of the Year by the Sporting News and in
1978 he received the Bert Bell Award for outstanding executive leader
ship in the NFL.

Brandt directs the Cowboys' scouting operation and supervises
the signing of all players. A native of Milwaukee and graduate of the
University of Wisconsin, Brandt was a baby photographer and part-
time scout for the Rams under Schramm when his flair for discovering
talent led to his being hired by the Cowboys.



THE COACH
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People forever are seeking clues to the "real" Tom Landry. For 20
years football fans have seen him pacing the sidelines, fiercely concen
trating, face expressionless, and they want to know what lies beneath
the stoic facade of this fabulously successful coach. They want to know
what moves the man under the snap-brim felt hat.

"The biggest misconception about me is that I'm unemotional,"
Landry says. "I'm not a cheerleader, but I do feel the excitement. You
see, concentration is the most important part of my job on the football
field. If you're going to do something constructive in a game from a
coaching standpoint, you must be completely engrossed in what's going
on, not in the emotions of the game. Leadership is a matter of having
people look at you and gain confidence, seeing how you react. If you're
in control, they're in control."

Being in control of a situation is something you can count on
from Tom Landry.

Starting as a rookie head coach with an expansion team in 1960,
Landry and the Cowboys suffered through five straight losing seasons
before finishing 7-7 in 1965. The club's record through the first six
years was a dismal 25-53-4.

But Landry believed in his system and the Cowboys believed in
Landry. They turned out to be beliefs well taken.



Beginning with a 10-3-1 mark in 1966, the Cowboys' ledger reads
147-51-2, including the NFL's best record of the 1970s (105-39-0,
119-46-0 including playoffs). Since 1966 Landry has guided the Cow
boys through 14 straight winning seasons, including 13 trips to the
playoffs, 11 division championships and a record five Super Bowl
appearances. The Cowboys won world championships in Super Bowls
VI and XII.

The dean of NFL coaches in his 21st season, Landry ranked fourth
on the list of the league's all-time winningest coaches with a 172-104-6
regular-season record after the '79 season. He trailed only George Halas
(320 victories). Curly Lambeau (231) and Don Shula (175 prior to
1980).

After winning the NFC championship in 1975, '77 and '78 to ap
pear in Super Bowls X, XII and XIII, the Cowboys last year won the NFC
Eastern Division for the fourth straight season with an 11-5 record, but
were upset by Los Angeles in the first round of the playoffs. Yet Landry
quickly forgot the defeat and eagerly began his third decade as Cow
boys head coach.

"I love the challenge of rebuilding more than anything else," he
says. "It would have been nice to win the Super Bowl again because
that would have capped nearly a decade of great football for us. It just
means we'll have to work that much harder next year."

Recognized as one of football's great technical innovators, Landry
also has become an inspirational leader for many because of his prin
ciples and achievements.

"I regret my true feelings about Tom Landry never became a mat
ter of public record," says Bob Lilly, the former All-Pro defensive tackle
who in 1980 became the first Cowboys-only player to be elected to the
Pro Football Hall of Fame. "But he's one of the finest men I've ever
come in contact with and I can honestly say he's had more of a positive
influence on my life than anybody."

And from Charlie Waters, a 10-year Cowboys veteran: "No matter
what happens, he's always in control. You don't know how much that
means to us. You're just glad he's on your side."

★ ★ ★

Tom was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept. 11, 1924. He was an
All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before enrolling at the
University of Texas. Following one semester, he joined the Air Corps
and flew 30 B-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force in World War II.

In November 1945 he was discharged as a First Lieutenant and
returned to Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back,
earning All-Southwest Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining
the Longhorns as a senior. With Landry's help, Texas beat Alabama in
the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia in the 1949 Orange Bowl.

Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Con
ference in 1949 before joining the NFL's New York Giants the next year.
He was a mainstay in the Giants' defensive backfield through 1955, the
last two years as a player-coach. He earned All-Pro honors in 1954.

Retiring as a player following the 1955 season, Tom was the
Giants' defensive coach through 1959. Giants head coach Jim Lee
Howell called him "the best defensive coach in the business."

Coach Landry and wife Alicia, whom he met at Texas, have three
children — Tom, Jr., an attorney and oilman; Kitty and Lisa. Lisa pre-



sented Tom with his first grandchild — Ryan Edward Phillips — on
June 26, 1980.

Tom devotes much of his spare time to the Fellowship of Christian
Athletes and serves on the Board of Trustees of the National PGA. He
received the 1980 Vince Lombardi Dedication Award from the Wisconsin
Chapter of the Pro Football Writers Association. Also in 1980, California
Lutheran College, site of the Cowboys' training camp, established the
Landry Medal, to be awarded annually to a person who has distin
guished himself in his chosen profession and serves as an inspiration
to American youth.

Landry, who earned a degree in business at Texas and one in
industrial engineering from the University of Houston, holds honorary
degrees from California Lutheran College (Doctor of Humane Letters),
John Brown University (Doctor of Humanities), Southwest Baptist Col
lege (Doctor of Laws) and Indiana Central University (Doctor of Laws).
In 1978 he was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame.

Jim Myers W
Assistant Head Coach • Offensive Line

Jim Myers has the longest tenure on the
Cowboys' assistant coaching staff, 19 years. He
joined the Cowboys in 1962 as offensive line coach following head
coaching jobs at Iowa State and Texas A&M.

Jim has continued to handle the offensive line since Tom Landry
turned over some of his responsibilities to his long-time aide three
years ago, naming Myers to the newly created position of assistant
head coach. Under his guidance, the Cowboys have produced Ali-Pro
linemen such as Ralph Neely, John Niland, Rayfield Wright and Blaine
Nye. Last year tackle Pat Donovan and guard Herbert Scott were named
to the Pro Bowl.

A native of Madison, W. Va. (11/12/21), Myers was an outstanding
lineman at the University of Tennessee in 1941-42 and at Duke in the
Marine Corps V-12 program in 1943.

Before becoming a head coach, Myers served as an assistant at
VVofford College, Vanderbilt and UCLA. In 1978 he received the Dis
tinguished American Award from the East Tennessee Chapter of the
National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame.

Jim serves on the Board of Directors of the Dallas chapters of the
Boys Club of America, Fellowship of Christian Athletes and Southwest
Allied Youth.

Jim and wife Carolyn have three daughters — Susan, Kathy and
Carol — and seven grandchildren.

America at the University of Pittsburgh and the Bears' No. 1 draft choice
in 1961. In his 12-year NFL career, Ditka caught 427 passes for 5,913
yards and 43 touchdowns. He also played for the Philadelphia Eagles.

Mike has four children — Michael, Mark, Megan and Matt. His
wife's name is Diana.

Al Lavan, who joined the club in March after eight
years of assistant coaching experience in the college and pro ranks.

PRO: One of the club's most dependable and
most underrated players, Benny Barnes turned in
another fine season in 1979 despite a sore right

foot that has plagued him since 1975. Benny shared the team lead
both in interceptions and fumble recoveries. One of the fumbles re
sulted in Barnes' first NFL touchdown, a 33-yard return in the second
quarter at Minnesota (10/7) which turned out to be the game's winning
score. Benny received the first Oak Farms Cowboys MVP Award of his
career for his outstanding job against Pittsburgh's Lynn Swann (10/28),
holding him to one reception for five yards in six tries. Benny also
received the MVP award for his effort against Los Angeles in the play
offs, which included two key pass deflections. In January Barnes under
went surgery to have a joint fused in his right foot, the same operation
which successfully extended Lee Roy Jordan's career. The foot also
was operated in '74 when he broke it (12/7 against Cleveland) and
after the '77 season to eliminate bone spurs. Barnes spfent his first
four seasons as a backup cornerback and safety before winning a
starting job in '76. He still is a capable strong safety, playing the
position last year against Washin^on (12/16) when Randy Hughes
was hurt. Benny also is a top special teams performer, particularly on
punt coverage, and in '77 he won the Cowboys' special teams player
of the year award (with Jay Saldi).

"Our best offensive line
man has been Pat Donovan at left tackle," Tom Landry says. "He's
a  lot quicker and faster, a better athlete, than most linemen." Like
former Cowboys Pro Bowl guard Blaine Nye, Donovan was a defensive
lineman at Stanford who made the conversion to offensive line. A
backup tackle his first two seasons, Donovan took over at right tackle
in '77 when Wright went down with a knee injury. In '78 Pat moved
in at left tackle to replace his mentor, former All-Pro Ralph Neeiy, who
retired. Although a fractured wrist midway through '78 hampered his
pass blocking somewhat, Donovan emerged that season as a first-rate
tackle.

already long list of achievements last season de

spite missing all pre-season and 2V2 regular-season games due to in
juries. The pre-season and league opener were forfeited when Dorsett
dropped a mirror given him by a fan on his right big toe, breaking it.
It wasn't until the fifth game that he finally hit his stride. Then late m
the season at Philadelphia (12/8) he suffered a mild right shoulder
separation, causing him to miss the second half of that game and the
season finale against Washington. Nevertheless, Dorsett compiled his
third consecutive 1,000-yard season to become only the second player
in NFL history to rush for 1,000 yards in each of his first three seasons
(Green Bay's John Brockington did it in 1971-72-73). Including his
college career, Dorsett through 1979 had seven straight 1,000-yard
seasons, an unprecedented feat. He entered 1980 with a chance at
becoming the first NFL player ever to gain 1,000 yards in each of his
first four seasons. His three-year total of 3,439 ranks third among
three-year players in NFL history behind Walter Payton's 3,921 and
Jim Brown's 3,798. Tony had six 100-yard games last year, including
a club-record four straight, to give him 14 in three seasons, th^e
behind Calvin Hill's club record. The Cowboys are 14-0 m uorsen s
100-yard games. Tony finished the '79 season as the Cowboj^ tinn
all-time leading rusher, 448 yards behind No. 4 Walt Garrison. He also
continued to improve his receiving, finishing only two catches short of
Preston Pearson's team record for running backs of 4/. Aitnough he
didn't break into the starting lineup until the 10th game of his rookie
year, Dorsett set team records for touchdowns rushing in a season
(12)' longest run from scrimmage and most yards in a game en route
to earning consensus rookie of the year honors. He also claimed a
rare double that season, a Super Bowl championship one year after
leading Pittsburgh to the national collegiate championship. In 1978
Tony broke the club record for rushing yards in a season, had six 100-
yard games, caught the longest scoring pass of the season in the NFC
and earned a starting berth in his first Pro Bowl. His 571 yards rushing
and five touchdowns in the playoffs also are team records. Dorsett's
speed and ability to change direction make him a threat to score any
time he gets the ball.

He may be the toughest we've
got." The middle of the line is no place for the weak of body or mind,
and certainly it has taken its toil on Fitzgerald in numerous minor
injuries.

'  his third year in the league and second as a
starter, "Thrill" had one of the best seasons ever by a Cowboys re
ceiver. He became just the fourth receiver in club history to compile a
1,000-yard season, following Bob Hayes, Lance Rentzel and Drew
Pearson. With Pearson and Tony Dorsett, Hill helped make the Cow
boys the first NFC (or old NFL) team with two 1,000-yard wide re
ceivers in a season and the first NFL team ever with two 1,000-yard
WRs and a 1,000-yard back in one year. Tony led the Cowboys in
receiving and also in touchdowns scored, performing his "Wings of
Victory" TD celebration 10 times, including long-range strikes of 75,
48, 42 and 48 yards. He was the NFL's seventh leading receiver in
total yards and had the NFC's top yardage game with his 213-yard,
two-touchdown performance on seven catches against Philadelphia
(11/12). He had two game-winning TD catches, a 22-yard quick screen
with two minutes left against Chicago (9/16) and an eight-yarder with
39 seconds remaining to clinch the NFC East title for Dallas in the

dramatic Washington comeback victory (12/16). "Tony Hill is one of
the best deep receivers in the league," Tom Landry says. "He can
really go deep and make a great adjustment on a ball in flight and
this makes him a constant threat . . . Hill is a very explosive player,
the type who can turn a short play into a big play in a hurry because
he has excellent running ability and speed." Obtained with a draft pick
acquired from Philadelphia in '75 for guard John Niland, Hill returned
punts his rookie year. The following season he beat out veterans
Golden Richards and Butch Johnson in training camp for a starting
position. He finished second on the team to Preston Pearson in number
of catches that year but led in receiving yardage. He has been selected
for the Pro Bowl the past two seasons and has caught a TD pass in
each game. GAMES: 1977 (14), 1978 (16), 1979 (16). Total — 46.

In '77 Tom Landry said Lewis should have been All-Pro and
in '78 he said D. D. deserved to be in the Pro Bowl but "an older
player who works hard and improves has a tougher time catching the
voters' attention than a younger player just coming on." Last year
D. D. was the Cowboys' third leading tackier with a career-high 122
(62 primary), "He played very well all year," Landry said. "He was
one of our most consistent players." Lewis became the weakside starter
in '73 following four years as a backup to All-Pro Chuck Howley and
special teams standout (D. D. spent '69 in military service). He has
served as punt team snapper and backup punter and in '77 and '78
was a defensive co-captain. D. D. has played some of his best games
in the playoffs. The only time he's picked off two passes in one game
came in the '75 NFC championship game at Los Angeles (1/4/76)
when he intercepted two passes for 20 yards. He was outstanding in
the '77 playoffs with a pass interception and fumble recovery against
Chicago and five tackles and a QB trap in Super Bowl Xll. In Super
Bowl XIII he had the Cowboys' only interception against Terry Brad-
shaw.

A stretched
hamstring tendon above his left knee suffered at San Francisco in the
second game hobbled Manning and he was placed on injured reserve
after the fifth game. He was reactivated to replace Thomas Henderson
for the 13th game and in the playoff-clinching victory at Philadelphia
(12/8) Wade returned a punt 17 yards, the Cowboys' longest of the
year, to the Dallas 44 to set up the winning touchdown drive. "For an
inexperienced guy.

PRO: The key to the Cowboys' vaunted pass
rush for the past seven years has been Harvey
Martin. Swooping In from his right end position,

Martin has led or co-led the Cowboys in quarterback traps in each of
those seven seasons, averaging 13.1 per year for a total of 92 (from
'73-'79, 9-10-10-15-23-16-9). Last year, rebounding from an injury-
plagued '78 season, Harvey developed a new inside rush to compli
ment his feared outside speed rush, which opponents were concen
trating on taking away. "Every lineman I faced was surprised," Martin
says. "You can imagine. They've seen one Harvey Martin for so long,
and now they see another. You can see it in their eyes." In earning his
fourth straight Pro Bowl trip, Martin was in on 89 tackles (50 primary)
and contributed a pair of clutch performances to preserve two vic
tories. His fourth-quarter sack of Steve DeBerg produced a game-
clinching safety against San Francisco (9/9), and in the playoff-clinch
ing victory at Philadelphia (12/8) Harvey had a sack and caused an
incompletion with a hard rush on the Eagles' last series deep in Cow
boys territory.

quarter TD. In '78 Robert was enjoying one of his best seasons when
a broken bone in his right leg struck him down against New Orleans
(11/19), game 12. He missed the next three games, after playing in
his first 96 straight as a pro. Still, 'House led the team in rushing IDs
with eight and total TDs scored with 10, and in a key victory over Green
Bay (11/12) he played the equivalent of a perfect game, receiving the
highest grades ever by a Dallas running back in the coaches' film
review.

PRO: The Cowboys' 35-34 victory over Wash-
ington last year (12/16) was memorable in many
ways, including the vintage performance of Preston
Pearson. In demonstrating again why he is known as one of pro foot
ball's best receivers out of the backfield, Pearson caught five passes
for 108 yards, mostly in crucial situations. He made a diving 26-yard
touchdown catch at the end of the first half, and he had two catches
for 47 yards in the Cowboys' final drive, including a 25-yarder to the
Washington eight to set up the winning TD. "He has more moves than
a wide receiver," Washington safety Mark Murphy said. Of Pearson's 26
receptions in '79, 23 accounted for first downs, including 16 third-down
conversions. The dean of NFL running backs, Pearson did not even play
college football, but Baltimore drafted him in the 12th round in '67. The
Colts traded him with defensive back Ocie Austin to Pittsburgh in '70
for linebacker Ray May and a draft choice. Released by the Steelers
shortly before the start of the '75 season, Pearson was signed by Dallas
as a free agent and helped guide the Cowboys to Super Bowl X. Preston
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held the starting tailback position from '75 until Tony Dorsett took over
10 games into the '77 season. Yet because of the shotgun formation
and Pearson's receiving ability, Tom Landry has considered him a vital
ingredient in the team's offensive success. In '77 Preston set the club
receiving record for a running back with 46 catches, then broke it the
next season with a team-leading 47. He is the only player to appear in
Super Bowls with three different teams (Baltimore, Pittsburgh and

And like Harvey and Too Tall as rookies, Thornton had
people envisioning his future as an exciting one. Despite limited playing
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time, Thornton finished second to Martin last year in quarterback traps
with six, plus two assisted traps, rushing from the strong (or left) end
position. Showing speed and agility to go along with his obvious size
and strength, Thornton beat out two defensive linemen drafted ahead
of him to earn a spot on the team. His top effort came against
Chicago (9/16) when he had two quarterback traps, batted down a
pass and blocked an extra point attempt.

"He has a great knack for the ball
because he's smart and has a lot of good football sense," Tom Landry
says. Thurman impressed teammate Charlie Waters from the start.

He just has this great feel for
split-second analysis, that innate knack for being where the ball is."
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Dennis excelled on special teams during his rookie year, but he also
got to play more than expected at cornerback when injuries hit Benny
Barnes and Mark Washington.

PRO: Maybe the biggest blow to the Cowboys'
chances of returning to the Super Bowl last year
came on the night of Aug. 12 in the Seattle King-

dome when strong safety Charlie Waters went down untouched with a
torn ligament in his right knee. After playing in every Cowboys game
of the decade — 128 straight — Waters, an All-Pro, was out for the '79
season. For the Cowboys, their defense was robbed of its heart and
soul. "He studies probably more than any other member of the de
fense," Aaron Kyle says. "He knows what everyone-—linebackers,
linemen included — is supposed to do in every situation. With him
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calling the plays in the secondary, It's easy not to worry about messing
up an assignment." As soon as the cast came off, Charlie began
working furiously to regain the form that has made him a two-time
All-Pro selection ('77-'78) and three-time Pro Bowl choice ('76-'77-'78).
"I want to be the best in the league," he says. "I don't want to go
through the motions. I want to be All-Pro for the next three seasons."
Waters started the new decade needing one interception to tie Cornell
Green for second place on the Cowboys' all-time list. A big-game, big-
play performer. Waters first earned All-Pro recognition during the
Cowboys' '77 Super Bowl championship season when, in addition to
three interceptions, he blocked two punts and had a game-clinching
ID run with a blocked punt at Philadelphia (10/23). He has been
superb in the playoffs, including five Super Bowls, and he holds the NFL
career playoff record for most interceptions with nine. Waters' three
interceptions against Chicago (12/26/77) is an NFC divisional playoff
game record, and his two interceptions and one fumble recovery
sparked Dallas over the Rams in the '78 NFC championship game
(1/7/79). Personable and popular, Charlie won the Oak Farms Favorite
Cowboys contest in '78, the only player other than Roger Staubach
to win the award in the past six years. Things weren't always so rosy
for Charlie, who became the starting strong safety in '76. He spent his
first six seasons bouncing sometimes less than triumphantly between
cornerback and safetyman. GAMES: 1970 (14), 1971 (14), 1972 (14),

White
proved himself under pressure twice in '78 when Staubach was injured.

Without their first two draft choices for first time since 1967,
when their No. 1, No. 2 and two No. 5s went to Houston for the rights
to tackle Ralph Neely, the Cowboys selected linebacker Bi I Roe of
Colorado with their first pick in the 1980 draft. Roe, the Big Bght s
leading tackier last season and the first player in conference history to
win defensive player-of-the-week honors two weeks in a row, was chosen
with Chicago's third-round pick, obtained in the 1978 trading of vyide
receiver Golden Richards. The Cowboys traded their first two 1980 picks
to Baltimore last October for John Dutton.

"To me the key to helping the team was Roe, Coach Tom Landry
says. "Roe has good size, speed and intelligence. He s an impressive
physical specimen. We're going to try him at strong linebacker first, let
him compete with others to try to firm up that position.

A two-y63r st3rt6r 3t 3n insid6 spot, Ro6 rniss6d tho fin3l two
games of his junior season with a right knee injury, which required
surgery in the off-season. He missed spring practice and started slowly
last season, but then came on strong in the second half of the year.

Last season Roe was credited with 162 tackles, including 10 for
53 yards in losses, three quarterback traps for 30 yards in losses and
a team-leading three interceptions for 96 yards. In the last two games,
when he earned his defensive player-of-the-week awards. Roe had 12
unassisted tackles and a trap against Kansas followed by 24 tackles
(nine unassisted) and two interceptions against Kansas State. He also
made 18 tackles against Missouri and returned an interception 69 yards
for a touchdown against Nebraska. Roe was a business major at Colo
rado and in 1978 he won the school's heavyweight boxing champion
ship.

JAMES JONES • Running Back • Mississippi State

In James "Yogi" Jones, the Cowboys drafted a versatile offensive
performer who can run, catch and throw. As a junior, Jones rushed for a
team-leading 687 yards (5.3 per carry) and 10 touchdowns, caught 24
passes for 237 yards and three touchdowns, and completed two half-
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back passes for 63 yards and two TDs. In his career he also returned
eight kickoffs, including a 92-yarder for a touchdown last year against
Maryland.

After his fine junior season, however, the Vicksburg, Miss., native
suffered strained right knee ligaments and missed the final seven games
of his senior season. He finished with 202 yards rushing (5.5 per
carry). For his career, Jones rushed for 1,416 yards (5.4 average) and
14 touchdowns, caught 29 passes for 274 yards and three touchdowns,
completed 3-of-6 passes for 72 yards and two TDs and returned 24
kickoffs for a 21.2 yard average and one TD.

"He'll fit in the tailback slot behind Tony Dorsett," Landry says.
"Where we picked up our thoughts on him was the year before when
he ran from the 'I' (Mississippi State went to the 'wishbone' in '79). I
think he's a pretty instinctive runner who might also figure as a kick
returner. He turned in a lot of yardage and was impressive as a junior.
You can't teach a back to run the football. He has the instincts or he
doesn't. Jones has them, although he's not a burner."

Jones' best games came in his junior year when he rushed for 162
yards (third highest single-game total in school history) on 30 carries
against Louisiana State and for 114 yards and four touchdowns, in
cluding a 72-yard scoring run, on just 10 carries against Memphis State.
He was the nation's seventh leading scorer that year with 13 touch
downs for 78 points. He was second-team All-SEC in both '78 wire
service polls and was named first team Academic All-SEC that year.

KURT PETERSEN • Offensive Lineman • Missouri
Ht: 6-4 • Wt: 251 • Born: 6/17/57 • D-4

Kurt Petersen started both at "stand-up" defensive end and de
fensive tackle for Missouri, but the Cowboys planned to try him as an
offensive lineman. "I think he has the ability to play offense," Landry
says. "That's the kind of lineman you like to pick, the kind that has a
two-way shot. We'll start him on offense."

Petersen made 53 tackles in '78 from his "stand-up" defensive
end position, including nine for 30 yards in losses. His biggest play
came when he teamed with linebacker Chris Garlich to stop Vagas
Ferguson on fourth-down at the Missouri one-yard line in the Tigers'
big upset of Notre Dame. Named a co-captain in '79, Petersen was
moved to tackle to give Missouri more inside quickness. He had 63
tackles and tied for the team lead in fumble recoveries with four. He
is a native of St. Louis.

GARY HOGEBOOM • Quarterback • Central Michigan

Gary Hogeboom (pronounced HOAG-ih-boom) was named the Mid
American Conference player of the year in 1979 after leading Central
Michigan to its first conference championship. A tall, strong-armed
passer with the mobility necessary to run Central Michigan's triple
option offense, Hogeboom led his team to a 19-2-1 record in his two
years as a starter. In his career Hogeboom started 28 games and
Central Michigan won 24. Despite directing a run-oriented offense, he
had two straight 1,000-yard passing seasons. He passed for 3,088
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career yards (208-of-395, 53 percent) and 19 touchdowns, and he
rushed for 957 yards and 16 TDs.

Hogeboom blossomed during the second half of his junior season,
directing the Chippewas to victories in their last seven games as the
offense averaged 413 yards and 34 points per game. In his senior year
he completed 61 percent of his passes (92-of-150) for 1,404 yards and
nine touchdowns. He holds the school's career total offense record of
4,045 yards. Hogeboom is from Grand Rapids, Mich.

TIMMY NEWSOME • Fullback • Winston-Salem

The leading rusher and scorer in the Central Intercollegiate Ath
letic Association (CIAA) the past three seasons, Timmy Newsome pos
sesses size, strength and natural running ability in addition to his
impressive credentials. In his four-year career, Newsome rushed for
3,843 yards (6.1 per carry) and 38 touchdowns. As a starter he picked
up 998 yards and 14 TDs in '77, 1,377 yards (7.5 per carry) and 14
TDs in '78 and 987 yards and nine TDs in '79. He also caught 13
career passes for 156 yards and two touchdowns. His '78 rushing total
was second among NCAA Division II rushers.

Newsome earned NAIA Division I first-team All-America honors
the past two seasons and was voted CIAA Coaches player of the year
in '79. He was the 1980 Black All-Star game's leading rusher with 80

DALLAS, Dec. 30 — The Cowboys were eliminated from a chance

at their sixth Super Bowl appearance of the '70s when the Los Angeles
Rams scored on three long passes, the winner coming with only 2:06
to play.

The Cowboys fought back from a 14-5 halftime deficit to take a
19-14 lead early in the fourth quarter. But with a first down at mid-
field and 2:16 remaining, Rams quarterback Vince Ferragamo tossed a
pass over the middle that was tipped by Dallas linebacker Mike Hegman
but still caught at the 27 by Billy Waddy, who outran the Cowboys
defense to the end zone.

Dallas took an early 2-0 lead on a safety when Randy White chased
down Ferragamo in the end zone. But early in the second quarter
Wendell Tyler got loose down the sideline for a 32-yard touchdown pass
that sent Los Angeles ahead.

After Rafael Septien's 33-yard field goal brought the Cowboys
within 7-5 with 52 seconds left in the half, the Rams moved 70 yards
in four plays to take a 14-5 lead, the TD coming on a 43-yard Ferra
gamo pass in the end zone to Ron Smith with three seconds left.

Ron Springs' one-yard plunge capped a 54-yard Dallas TD drive
in the third quarter that cut the Rams' lead to 14-12. On the Rams'
next series Dallas got the ball back on Cliff Harris' interception and
22-yard return to the Dallas 43. The Cowboys took advantage of the
turnover and temporarily regained the lead on Roger Staubach's two-
yard scoring pass to Jay Saldi at the end of the 57-yard drive.

Dallas, once given the list, had to select its 36 players within 24 hours
(March 13).
TRAINING STARTS — Rookies report to first Cowboys camp at Pacific U.,
in Forest Grove, Oregon (July 9).
FIRST PRE-SEASON GAME — The Cowboys, less than six months in
existence, get their first test and drop a 10-16 pre-season game to San
Francisco in Seattle (August 6).
FIRST HOME GAME — In their Dallas debut, in the Salesmanship Club
pre-season game, the Cowboys led the World Champion Baltimore Colts
into the final minute before a 62-yard pass from Johnny Unitas to
Lenny Moore gave the Colts a 14-10 victory (August 19).
FIRST VICTORY — In a pre-season game at Louisville, Ky., the Cowboys
beat New York's Giants, 14-3, with Frank Clarke catching touchdown
passes of 73 yards (Eddie LeBaron) and 74 yards (Don Meredith)
(August 27).
FIRST LEAGUE GAME— In their first league game, Dallas fell to Pitts
burgh, 35-28, with Bobby Layne leading a fourth period Steeler rally
(Sept. 24, Saturday night).

SHIFT TO KANSAS CITY — The rival Dallas Texans of the AFL announce
they are moving the franchise to Kansas City (Feb. 8).
GALIFGRNIA TRAINING SITE — The Cowboys open training at California
Lutheran College in Thousand Oaks, Calif. (July 12).
HOWTON SETS RECORD — Bill Howton broke Don Hutson's all-time
receiving mark with a 14-yard catch against Washington (there). Hut-
son's record was 7,991 yards and the catch gave Howton an even
8,000 yards (Sept. 29).

1964
LANDRY CONTRACT — With one year to go on his original contract,
Tom Landry is signed to a ten-year extension, in effect giving him an
11-year pact, possibly the longest in major pro sports history (Feb. 5).

1965
FIRST SELLOUT — An overflow crowd of 76,251 jams the Cotton Bowl
for the Cleveland game, notching the team's first home sellout. Cleve
land won, 24-17 (Nov. 21).

1966

PLAYOFF BOWL — After defeating New York, 38-20, in the season finale
(and winning five of their last seven games) to get into the Playoff Bowl
at Miami, the Cowboys fall to Baltimore, 35-3 (Jan. 15).
MERGER — Peace comes to pro football with Cowboys GM Tex Schramm
completing two months of negotiations with AFL's Lamar Hunt, merging
the two leagues under the NFL banner (June 8).
SCHRAMM ELEVATED — Texas E. Schramm, Vice-President and General
Manager of the Cowboys from the beginning, was named President of
the club by owner Clint Murchison, Jr., who retained the title of Chair
man of the Board.

NEELY CASE SOLVED — Dallas and Houston reached agreement in the
Ralph Neely case. Neely remained with Dallas with Houston receiving the
Cowboys Nos. 1, 2 and two fifth place picks in the 1967 draft (Nov. 17).
THE CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys won their first championship, cap
turing the Eastern Conference title with a 10-3-1 record, but lost the NFL
Championship Game to Green Bay, 34-27.

1967
TEXAS STADIUM — On Dec. 23, owner Clint Murchison, Jr., formally
announced plans to build Texas Stadium in suburban Irving. The sta
dium, to be financed through a bond-option plan, would be ready for the
1970 season. The stadium would seat a minimum of 58,000.
SECOND CHAMPIONSHIP—Under the NFL's new format, the Cowboys
easily won the Capitol Division and defeated Cleveland, Century Division
winner, 52-14, in the Cotton Bowl for the Eastern conference champion
ship. However, on Dec. 31 in Green Bay, the Cowboys lost their second
bid for an NFL title, falling to the Packers, 21-17, in the 13 degree
below weather.

1968
WIN CAPITOL — For the second straight year the Cowboys won the Capi
tol Division, but for the first time in three years the Cowboys did not win
the Eastern Championship, being upset at Cleveland, 31-20, on Decem
ber 21st. Dallas won the Runner-Up Bowl over Minnesota, 17-13.
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J969
TEXAS STADIUM — Ground was broken for Texas Stadium In suburban
Irving on January 25, and on June 29 Bert Rose was named general
manager of the stadium.
ORIGINALS RETIRE — An era ended for the Cowboys in July. On July 5th
at a press conference in Dallas, quarterback Don Meredith, the last of
the original Cowboys, announced his retirement. Then, on July 18th, the
day the veterans were to report to training camp, all-time rushing great
Don Perkins officially retired.
REPEAT CAPITOL WINS — Once again the Cowboys rolled to the Capi
tol Division Championship with an 11-2-1 season. However, the Cowboys
failed to win the Eastern Championship when on Dec. 28, the Cowboys
lost to Cleveland, 38-14, in the Cotton Bowl.

1970
FIVE STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys won their last five games to
finish 10-4, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the play
offs for the fifth year in a row. They defeated Detroit, 5-0, in the opening
round to get a shot at the National Conference championship.
FIRST NFC TITLE — The Cowboys captured the biggest prize of their
11-year history on Jan. 3 when they downed San Francisco, 17-10, for
the NFC crown. A 16-13 loss to Baltimore in the Super Bowl Jan. 17
left Dallas with one major goal still unrealized.

1971
TEXAS STADIUM — The Cowboys opened a new era in their sparkling
Irving, Tex., home with a 44-21 victory over the New England Patriots on
October 24. Duane Thomas scored the first touchdown in the new sta
dium, a 56-yard run just two minutes and 16 seconds after the opening
kickoff. Attendance was 65,708.
SIX STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys won their last seven games
to finish 11-3, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the
playoffs for the sixth year in a row. They defeated Minnesota, 20-12, in
the opening round.
SECOND NFC TITLE — For the second consecutive year, the Cowboys
met the San Francisco 49ers in the National Conference showdown.
This time Dallas won, 14-3, to qualify for its second straight Super Bowl.
FIRST WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys downed the Miami Dol
phins, 24-3, to win Super Bowl VI in New Orleans on Jan. 16. It was the
10th victory in a row for Dallas as Roger Staubach passed for two
touchdowns and was named the game's Most Valuable Player.

1972
FIRST 1,000-YARD BACK — Calvin Hill became the first Dallas player to
rush for 1,000 yards when he gained 111 on Dec. 9 against the Wash
ington Redskins in Texas Stadium. Hill wound up with 1,036 yards for
the season on a record 245 carries.
SEVEN STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys qualified for the NFL
playoffs a record seventh consecutive year, their 10-4 record earning
them the National Conference Wild Card berth. Roger Staubach passed
for two touchdowns in the last 1 minutes to give the Cowboys a 30-28
victory at San Francisco in the first round. Then, at Washington on New
Year's Eve, Dallas was foiled in its bid for a third straight NFL title when
the Redskins won, 26-3.

1973
100 VICTORIES — The Cowboys and Coach Tom Landry recorded their
100th victory with a 40-3 Texas Stadium win over the New Orleans
Saints on Sept. 24. Landry, the only head coach the Cowboys have had,
ended the season with a career mark of 108-80-6 to rank ninth on the
list of the NFL's all-time winningest coaches.
EIGHT STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern
Division title with a 10-4 record and broke their own NFL record by
reaching the playoffs for the eighth year in a row. Dallas defeated West
ern Division champion Los Angeles in the first round, 27-16, but fell to
Central Division winner Minnesota in the NFC Championship Game,
27-10.

1974
FIRST TOP DRAFT CHOICE — For the first time in their history, the
Cowboys had the very first choice in the NFL college draft. The No. 1
pick came to Dallas from Houston in exchange for Tody Smith and Billy
Parks. The Cowboys selected Ed "Too Tall" Jones, a 6-9, 260-pound
defensive end from Tennessee State.
PLAYOFFS MISSED — The Cowboys' record-breaking string of eight
straight years in the NFL playoffs was broken when the club's 8-6 record
failed to qualify.

1975

LILLY HONORED — "Mr. Cowboy" was honored on Bob Lilly Day at
Texas Stadium at halftime of the Philadelphia game on Nov. 23. It was
the first such recognition ever given to a Dallas player. Lilly never
missed a game in 14 years with the Cowboys, earning All-Pro honors
seven times at defensive tackle before retiring prior to the '75 season.
TEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys' 10-4 record earned
them the NFC Wild Card berth in the playoffs. The composite record
over 10 straight winning seasons was 101-37-2.
THIRD NFC TITLE — After shocking Minnesota in the first round, 17-14
on Roger Staubach's 50-yard "Hail Mary" pass to Drew Pearson, the
Cowboys traveled to Los Angeles for the NFC showdown. Staubach threw
four touchdown passes, three to Preston Pearson, and Dallas won, 37-7.
Pittsburgh won Super Bowl X on Jan. 18 in Miami, 21-17.

1976

MEREDITH, PERKINS HONORED—Former Cowboys greats Don Mere
dith and Don Perkins joined Bob Lilly in the "Ring of Honor" at Texas
Stadium during halftime ceremonies at the New York Giants game on
Nov. 7.

ELEVEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys won the NFC
Eastern Division title with their 11-3 record, giving them their 11th
straight winning season and 10th playoff berth in that period. A 14-12
first round loss to Los Angeles — the first time Dallas had lost in the
first round under the current playoff setup — ended the season.

1977
HOWLEY HONORED — Former All-Pro linebacker Chuck Howley, a Cow
boy from 1961 through 1973, became the fourth member of the Ring
of Honor. Howley was honored during ceremonies at halftime of the
Detroit Lions game on Oct. 30.

TWELVE STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — Getting off to an 8 0 start,
their best ever, the Cowboys rolled to a 12-2 record, the championship
of the NFC East, and their 12th consecutive winning season. They
opened their 11th visit to the playoffs in those 12 years with a 37-7
first-round victory over the Chicago Bears at Texas Stadium.

FOURTH NFC TITLE—Dallas crushed the Minnesota Vikings at Texas
Stadium, 23-6, for National Conference crown No. 4 and the right to
meet the Denver Broncos in Super Bowl XII.
SECOND WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys stopped the Denver
Broncos, 27-10, to win Super Bowl XII in New Orleans on January 15,
1978. In the process, Dallas tied Minnesota for most Super Bowl
appearances (four) and Green Bay, Miami and Pittsburgh for most
Super Bowl victories (two). Defensive linemen Harvey Martin and Randy
White were named co-Most Valuable Players in the game.

1978

THIRTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — After a mediocre 6-4 start,
the Cowboys won six straight games to finish the expanded regular
season with a 12-4 record and their 10th division crown. It marked
the Cowboys' 13th consecutive winning season and 12th trip to the
playoffs in that span. Dallas rallied to beat Atlanta 27-20 in a divisional
playoff at Texas Stadium, sending the Cowboys to their seventh NFC
championship game in the past nine years.
FIFTH NFC TITLE — Dallas shut out the Rams in Los Angeles 28-0 in
the National Conference title game to advance to the Super Bowl a
record fifth time, including three of the last four. In the first Super
Bowl rematch, Pittsburgh edged the Cowboys 35-31 for the NFL
championship on Jan. 21 in Miami's Orange Bowl.

1979
TWENTIETH ANNIVERSARY — The Cowboys celebrated their 20th
anniversary season at halftime of the St. Louis Cardinals game at Texas
Stadium on Oct. 21. Stars from each of those 20 seasons plus Coach
Tom Landry were introduced during the halftime ceremonies.
FOURTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS—Rallying from a mid-
season slump, the Cowboys won their final three games to finish with
an 11-5 record, their 11th division championship, including the past
four NFC East titles, and 14th consecutive winning season. The Cow
boys made their 13th trip to the playoffs in those 14 years, but were
eliminated by Los Angeles 21-19 in a divisional playoff at Texas
Stadium.

1980
STAUBACH RETIRES — At a press conference at Texas Stadium on
March 31, quarterback Roger Staubach announced his retirement after
11 record-breaking years with the Cowboys. Staubach held all major
Cowboys passing records and was the all-time leading NFL passer.
LILLY ENTERS HALL OF FAME — Bob Lilly, a seven-time All-Pro de
fensive tackle in his 14-year career with the Cowboys from 1961-74,
became the first Cowboys-only player to be inducted into the Pro
Football Hall of Fame. Enshrined along with Lilly on Aug. 2 at Canton,
Ohio, were Herb Adderley, who played for the Cowboys from 1970-72,
Jim Otto and Deacon Jones.

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Although the Cowboys have had sideline cheerleaders since their
first season, the current phenomenon of the Cowboys Cheerleaders did
not begin its rise until five years ago.

The Cowboys saw the opportunity to develop a new form of enter
tainment for football fans and a decision was made to increase the size
of the cheerleading squad by holding open auditions in the spring of
1976. About 250 young women came to Texas Stadium that year. The
number of applicants annually now reaches nearly 2,000.

In capturing the imagination of people everywhere, the Cowboys
Cheerleaders have made numerous national television appearances,
including two highly rated made-for-TV movies about the squad and a
two-hour "Love Boat" special. The Cheerleaders also have appeared at
many charity events and state fairs around the country.

The Cowboys Cheerleaders also are popular overseas. The squad
made a well-received 10-day tour of Japan in December 1978 and last
year the U.S. Department of Defense and the United Services Organiza
tion (USD) invited the Cheerleaders to entertain U.S. servicemen in
Korea and West Germany. More USD tours have been planned for
1980-81 due to the success of the first two tours.
