THE MANAGEMENT

MURCHISON SCHRAMM BRANDT

The same front office lineup that began with the Dallas Cowboys
in 1960 has moved the club successfully into its third decade.

Under the direction of Chairman of the Board Clint W. Murchison
Jr., President and General Manager Tex Schramm, Vice President for
Personnel Development Gil Brandt and Coach Tom Landry, the Dallas
Cowboys have developed into a model of consistency that is a reflection
of the team's stability in the front office.

The Cowboys' management has steered the club through 15
straight winning seasons, 14 trips to the playoffs, five Super Bowl
appearances and two world championships.

Schramm oversees the day-to-day operation of the Cowboys. In
1966 he was named president of the team, but also retained his posi
tion as general manager.

A journalism graduate of the University of Texas, Schramm joined
the Los Angeles Rams as publicity director in 1947 after two years
as a sports writer and sports editor at the Austin American-Statesman.
In a 10-year career with the Rams he rose from publicity director,
to assistant to the president, to general manager.

Schramm left the Rams in 1957 to join CBS as assistant director
of sports. He put together the first network telecast of the Olympics,
but following those Winter Games of 1960 in Squaw Valley, Calif.,
Schramm returned to pro football when he was hired by Clint Mur
chison to run the new Dallas NFL franchise.

In the spring of 1977 Schramm received an honorary degree
(Doctor of Humane Letters) from California Lutheran College. After
the Cowboys won the Super Bowl at the end of that season Schramm
was named NFL Executive of the Year by the Sporting News, and in
1978 he received the Bert Bell Award for outstanding executive leader
ship in the NFL.

Brandt directs the Cowboys' scouting operation and supervises
the signing of all players. A Milwaukee native and graduate of the
University of Wisconsin, Brandt was a baby photographer and part-
time scout for the Rams under Schramm when his flair for discovering
talent led to his being hired by the Cowboys.



THE COACH

Tom Landry's place in football history needed no further embel
lishment following two decades as head coach of the Dallas Cowboys.
Yet his already lofty stature grew by another leap in 1980 when he
began his third coaching decade by leading a supposedly rebuilding
team to the brink of the Super Bowl.

With new quarterback Danny White and a rebuilt defense, Landry
took the Cowboys further than anyone expected. Predicted to finish
out of the playoffs and with about a .500 record, the Cowboys tied
for the NFL's best record at 12-4 and, for the eighth time in 11 years,
reached the NFC Championship Game.

"The most enjoyable thing about coaching is seeing young players
develop the way they did in 1980," Landry says. "I love the challenge
of rebuilding more than anything else."

Once again, Landry displayed the leadership qualities that have
made him a model of consistent success for 15 years. For Cowboys
fans it brought back memories of 1975 when Landry took a team
to the Super Bowl that had 12 rookies and was coming off an 8-6
record in 1974.

"Leadership is a matter of having people look at you and gain
confidence, seeing how you react," he explains. "If you're in control
they're in control."

Being in control of a situation is something you can count on
from Tom Landry.

Despite the overall success of the 1980 season, however the
lingering memory was losing the game that would have sent the 'Cow
boys to their sixth Super Bowl. But the foundation of Landry's success
has been built on the drive to overcome the disappointment of losing

Starting as a 35-year-old rookie head coach with an expansion
team in 1960, Landry and the Cowboys suffered through five straight
losing seasons before finishing 7-7 in 1965. The club's record through
the first six years was a dismal 25-53-4.

But Landry believed in his system and the Cowboys believed in
Landry. They turned out to be beliefs well taken.



Beginning with a 10-3-1 mark in 1966, the Cowboys' ledger reads
159-55-2, the NFL's best record over the past 15 years. The Cowboys
also own the NFL's best record of the 1970's (105-39, 119-46 includ
ing playoffs) and currently hold the league's top record since the 1970
NFL-AFL merger (117-43, 133-51 including playoffs).

Since 1966 Landry has guided the Cowboys through 15 straight
winning seasons, including 14 trips to the playoffs, 11 division cham
pionships and a record five Super Bowl appearances. The Cowboys
won world championships with victories in Super Bowls VI and XII.

The dean of NFL coaches in his 22nd season, Landry ranked third
on the list of the league's all-time winningest coaches with a 184-108-6
regular-season record after the '80 season. He trailed only George
Halas (320 victories) and Curly Lambeau (231). Counting playoff
games, Landry recorded his 200th victory in the 1980 NFL Wild
Card Game when the Cowboys beat Los Angeles 34-13.

Recognized as one of football's great technical innovators, Landry
also has become an inspirational leader for many because of his prin
ciples and achievements.

"In composite I remember him as a towering figure," wrote former
Cowboys quarterback Roger Staubach. "To me he was, is and always
will be special — a man apart from other men. What made him so,
beyond his brilliant technical grasp of football, were two bedrock Landry
characteristics: enormous self-discipline and consistency. Landry is the
rock against which we all lean, often without realizing it, at some point
during our careers."

«  * ♦

Thomas Wade Landry was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept. 11,
1924. He was an All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before
enrolling at the University of Texas. Following one semester he joined
the Air Corps and flew 30 B-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force in
World War II.

In November 1945 he was discharged as a first lieutenant and
returned to Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back,
earning All-Southwest Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining
the Longhorns as a senior. With Landry's help Texas beat Alabama
in the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia in the 1949 Orange Bowl.

Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Con
ference in 1949 before joining the NFL's New York Giants the next
year. He was a mainstay in the Giants' defensive secondary through
1955, the last two years as a player-coach. He earned All-Pro honors
in 1954.

Retiring as a player following the 1955 season, Tom was the
Giants' defensive coach through 1959. Giants Head Coach Jim Lee
Howell called him "the best defensive coach in the business."

Coach Landry and wife Alicia, whom he met at Texas, have three
children—Tom, Jr., an attorney and oilman; Kitty and Lisa. Kitty pre
sented Tom with his first grandchild — Ryan Edward Phillips — on June
26, 1980.

Tom devotes much of his spare time to the Fellowship of Chris
tian Athletes and serves on the Board of Trustees of the National FCA.



In 1981 the NFL Alumni Association presented Landry with its
highest honor, the Order of the Leather Helmet, for distinguished
service to football.

He received the 1980 Vince Lombard! Dedication Award from the
Wisconsin Chapter of the Pro Football Writers Association. Also in
1980, California Lutheran College, site of the Cowboys' training camp,
established the Landry Medal, to be awarded annually to a person who
has distinguished himself in his chosen profession and serves as an
inspiration to American youth.

Landry earned a degree in business at Texas and one in indus
trial engineering from the University of Houston. He holds honorary
degrees from California Lutheran College (Doctor of Humane Letters),
John Brown University (Doctor of Humanities), Southwest Baptist
College (Doctor of Laws) and Indiana Central University (Doctor of
Laws). In 1978 he was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame.

He also received the MVP award for the '79 playoff game against Los
Angeles in which he had two key pass deflections. A free agent find
after being overlooked in the draft, Barnes spent his first four seasons
as a backup cornerback and safety before winning a starting job in
76. Benny still is a top special teams performer, particularly on punt
coverage, and in '77 he won the Cowboys' special teams player of the
year award with Jay Saldi. Barnes' strong suit is his man-to-man
coverage. ' He reads cuts as well as anybody," secondary coach Gene
Stallings says.

Although cracking the Cowboys' outstanding defensive line is no
easy task right now, Bethea, with his infectuous enthusiasm, has made
some definite contributions. For example, his fine 1980 training camp
allowed Dallas to trade veteran defensive lineman Dave Stalls to Tampa
Bay for two draft choices.

PRO: A season that began with great promise
soon turned into a disaster for Randy Hughes when ►
a series of right shoulder dislocations finally re
quired surgery on Aug. 25, 1980. Sidelined for nearly three months,
Hughes returned for the season's final five games, then received the
starting free safety assignment in the NFC Wild Card Game against
Los Angeles (12/28). But in another stroke of incredibly bad luck.
Randy re-dislocated the shoulder and had a second surgery the next
day. Yet Hughes vowed to return. "His mental state will be the main
thing," Tom Landry says.

This former free agent, who was
passed over by all 26 NFL teams in the 1973 draft, became the Cow
boys' all-time leading receiver on Nov. 16 when he made his 366th
reception to pass Bob Hayes. Then in the playoffs against Atlanta
(1/4) he caught two touchdown passes in the final 3:40, the second
with 42 seconds left, to rally the Cowboys past the Falcons 30-27.
That clutch Drew Pearson performance joined three others that rank
among the most memorable in club history — an 83-yard fourth-
quarter TD reception to beat the Rams in the '73 playoffs; a 50-yard
scoring catch in the closing seconds to beat Washington on Thanks
giving Day 1974; and the 50-yard "Hail Mary" in the final 20 seconds
that beat Minnesota in the '75 playoffs. "The thing you can't do is
look inside a player and find out how really competitive he Is and
how he will react in situations where you really need him," Gil Brandt
says. "These things take time to find out, and they're the things
Drew Pearson is all about." Although not particularly big or fast. Drew
has been spectacular often and consistent always. He has been
selected to the All-Pro and Pro Bowl teams three times, in 1974, '76
and '77. Last year he was named to the All-Decade Team of the 1970s
by the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Pearson led NFC pass catchers in
'76 with 58 receptions and he holds club records for catching passes
in 58 consecutive games between '74 and '78 and in each of the
past 16 playoff games. In '79 Drew and Tony Hill became the first
pair of NFC (or old NFL) receivers to each catch 1,000 yards worth
of passes in a season. Drew became a starter midway through his
rookie year and has missed only one game (12/8/79 at Philadelphia)
in his career. He served as an offensive co-captain in '77 and '78.
"We count on Drew so much for the clutch catches because he
runs such disciplined routes and can catch all kinds of passes," Tom
Landry says.

"We consider Richards a very solid offensive lineman, a very
intelligent tackle who will fit very well into our system," Coach Tom
Landry says. ''I think he'll start for us eventually, possibly by his second
year.

The score was set up by Carl Hairston's fumble-producing
sack of Danny White, with Charlie Johnson recovering the loose ball
at the Dallas 11.

On the Cowboys' next series linebacker Jerry Robinson returned
Dorsett's fumble 22 yards to the Dallas 38. Six plays later Leroy
Harris burst nine yards up the middle to give the Eagles a 17-7 third-
quarter lead.

PENALTY HISTORY—For the first time in anyone's memory in an NFL
game, points were awarded for a penalty. The Cowboys were detected
hdding in the end zone on a 99-TD pass from LeBaron to Clarke, and

(S^pt 23) awarded a safety. The Steelers eventually won, 30-28
100-YARD FIRSTS — Cowboys Amos Marsh returned a kickoff 101 yards
and Mike Gaechter returned a pass interception 100 yards, both plays
for fourth-quarter TDs in a 41-19 win over Philadelphia in Dallas. It
was the first time in NFL history that two 100-yard runs had been made
in the same game, much less by the same team in the same quarter
(Oct. 14).
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1963

SHIFT TO KANSAS CITY — The rival Dallas Texans of the AFL announce
they are moving the franchise to Kansas City (Feb. 8).
CALIFORNIA TRAINING SITE — The Cowboys open training at California
Lutheran College in Thousand Oaks, Calif. (July 12).
HOWTON SETS RECORD — Bill Howton broke Don Hutson's all-time
receiving mark with a 14-yard catch against Washington (there). Hut-
son's record was 7,991 yards and the catch gave Howton an even
8,000 yards (Sept. 29).

1964

LANDRY CONTRACT—-With one year to go on his original contract,
Tom Landry is signed to a ten-year extension, in effect giving him an
11-year pact, possibly the longest in major pro sports history (Feb. 5).

1965

FIRST SELLOUT — An overflow crowd of 76,251 jams the Cotton Bowl
for the Cleveland game, notching the team's first home sellout. Cleve
land won, 24-17 (Nov. 21).

1966

PLAYOFF BOWL — After defeating New York, 38-20, in the season finale
(and winning five of their last seven games) to get into the Playoff Bowl
at Miami, the Cowboys fall to Baltimore, 35-3 (Jan. 15).
MERGER — Peace comes to pro football with Cowboys GM Tex Schramm
completing two months of negotiations with AFL's Lamar Hunt, merging
the two leagues under the NFL banner (June 8).
SCHRAMM ELEVATED — Texas E. Schramm, Vice-President and General
Manager of the Cowboys from the beginning, was named President of
the club by owner Clint Murchison, Jr., who retained the title of Chair
man of the Board.

NEELY case solved — Dallas and Houston reached agreement in the
Ralph Neely case. Neely remained with Dallas with Houston receiving the
Cowboys Nos. 1, 2 and two fifth place picks in the 1967 draft (Nov. 17).
THE CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys won their first championship, cap
turing the Eastern Conference title with a 10-3-1 record, but lost the NFL
Championship Game to Green Bay, 34-27.

1967

TEXAS STADIUM — On Dec. 23, owner Clint Murchison, Jr., formally
announced plans to build Texas Stadium in suburban Irving. The sta
dium, to be financed through a bond-option plan, would be ready for the
1970 season. The stadium would seat a minimum of 58,000.
SECOND CHAMPIONSHIP—Under the NFL's new format, the Cowboys
easily won the Capitol Division and defeated Cleveland, Century Division
winner, 52-14, in the Cotton Bowl for the Eastern conference champion
ship. However, on Dec. 31 in Green Bay, the Cowboys lost their second
bid for an NFL title, falling to the Packers, 21-17, in the 13 degree
below weather.

1968

WIN CAPITOL — For the second straight year the Cowboys won the Capi
tol Division, but for the first time in three years the Cowboys did not win
the Eastern Championship, being upset at Cleveland, 31-20, on Decem
ber 21st. Dallas won the Runner-Up Bowl over Minnesota, 17-13.
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1969
TEXAS STADIUM — Ground was broken for Texas Stadium In suburban
Irving on January 25, and on June 29 Bert Rose was named general
manager of the stadium.
ORIGINALS RETIRE — An era ended for the Cowboys in July. On July 5th
3 press conference in Dallas, quarterback Don Meredith, the last of

the original Cowboys, announced his retirement. Then, on July 18th, the
day the veterans were to report to training camp, all-time rushing great
Don Perkins officially retired.
REPEAT CAPITOL WINS — Once again the Cowboys rolled to the Capi
tol Division Championship with an 11-2-1 season. However, the Cowboys
failed to win the Eastern Championship when on Dec. 28, the Cowboys
lost to Cleveland, 38-14, in the Cotton Bowl.

1970
FIVE STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys won their last five games to
finish 10-4, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the play
offs for the fifth year in a row. They defeated Detroit, 5-0, in the opening
round to get a shot at the National Conference championship.
FIRST NFC TITLE — The Cowboys captured the biggest prize of their
11-year history on Jan. 3 when they downed San Francisco, 17-10, for
the NFC crown. A 16-13 loss to Baltimore in the Super Bowl Jan. 17
left Dallas with one major goal still unrealized.

1971
TEXAS STADIUM — The Cowboys opened a new era in their sparkling
Irving, Tex., home with a 44-21 victory over the New England Patriots on
October 24. Duane Thomas scored the first touchdown in the new sta
dium, a 56-yard run just two minutes and 16 seconds after the opening
kickoff. Attendance was 65,708.
SIX STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys won their last seven games
to finish 11-3, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the
playoffs for the sixth year in a row. They defeated Minnesota, 20-12, in
the opening round.
SECOND NFC TITLE — For the second consecutive year, the Cowboys
met the San Francisco 49ers in the National Conference showdown.
This time Dallas won, 14-3, to qualify for its second straight Super Bowl.
FIRST WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys downed the Miami Dol
phins, 24-3, to win Super Bowl VI in New Orleans on Jan. 16. It was the
10th victory in a row for Dallas as Roger Staubach passed for two
touchdowns and was named the game's Most Valuable Player.

1972
FIRST 1,000-YARD BACK — Calvin Hill became the first Dallas player to
rush for 1,000 yards when he gained 111 on Dec. 9 against the Wash
ington Redskins in Texas Stadium. Hill wound up with 1,036 yards for
the season on a record 245 carries.
SEVEN STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys qualified for the NFL
playoffs a record seventh consecutive year, their 10-4 record earning
them the National Conference Wild Card berth. Roger Staubach passed
for two touchdowns in the last IV^ minutes to give the Cowboys a 30-28
victory at San Francisco in the first round. Then, at Washington on New
Year's Eve, Dallas was foiled in its bid for a third straight NFL title when
the Redskins won, 26-3.
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1973

100 VICTORIES — The Cowboys and Coach Tom Landry recorded their
100th victory with a 40-3 Texas Stadium win over the New Orleans
Saints on Sept. 24. Landry, the only head coach the Cowboys have had,
ended the season with a career mark of 108-80-6 to rank ninth on the
list of the NFL's all-time winningest coaches.
EIGHT STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern
Division title with a 10-4 record and broke their own NFL record by
reaching the playoffs for the eighth year in a row. Dallas defeated West
ern Division champion Los Angeles in the first round, 27-16, but fell to
Central Division winner Minnesota in the NFC Championship Game,
27-10.

1974

FIRST TOP DRAFT CHOICE — For the first time in their history, the
Cowboys had the very first choice in the NFL college draft. The No. 1
pick came to Dallas from Houston in exchange for Tody Smith and Billy
Parks. The Cowboys selected Ed "Too Tall" Jones, a 6-9, 260-pound
defensive end from Tennessee State.
PLAYOFFS MISSED — The Cowboys' record-breaking string of eight
straight years in the NFL playoffs was broken when the club's 8-6 record
failed to qualify.

1975

LILLY HONORED — "Mr. Cowboy" was honored on Bob Lilly Day at
Texas Stadium at halftime of the Philadelphia game on Nov. 23. It was
the first such recognition ever given to a Dallas player. Lilly never
missed a game in 14 years with the Cowboys, earning All-Pro honors
seven times at defensive tackle before retiring prior to the '75 season.
TEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys' 10-4 record earned
them the NFC Wild Card berth in the playoffs. The composite record
over 10 straight winning seasons was 101-37-2.
THIRD NFC TITLE — After shocking Minnesota in the first round, 17-14
on Roger Staubach's 50-yard "Hail Mary" pass to Drew Pearson, the
Cowboys traveled to Los Angeles for the NFC showdown. Staubach threw
four touchdown passes, three to Preston Pearson, and Dallas won, 37-7.
Pittsburgh won Super Bowl X on Jan. 18 in Miami, 21-17.

1976

MEREDITH, PERKINS HONORED—Former Cowboys greats Don Mere
dith and Don Perkins joined Bob Lilly in the "Ring of Honor" at Texas
Stadium during halftime ceremonies at the New York Giants game on
Nov. 7.

ELEVEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys won the NFC
Eastern Division title with their 11-3 record, giving them their 11th
straight winning season and 10th playoff berth in that period. A 14-12
first round loss to Los Angeles — the first time Dallas had lost in the
first round under the current playoff setup — ended the season.

1977
HOWLEY HONORED — Former All-Pro linebacker Chuck Howley, a Cow
boy from 1961 through 1973, became the fourth member of the Ring
of Honor. Howley was honored during ceremonies at halftime of the
Detroit Lions game on Oct. 30.
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TWELVE STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — Getting off to an 8-0 start.
their best ever, the Cowboys rolled to a 12-2 record, the championship
of the NFC East, and their 12th consecutive winning season. They
opened their 11th visit to the playoffs in those 12 years with a 37-7
first-round victory over the Chicago Bears at Texas Stadium.
FOURTH NFC TITLE — Dallas crushed the Minnesota Vikings at Texas
Stadium, 23-6, for National Conference crown No. 4 and the light to
meet the Denver Broncos in Super Bowl Xil.
SECOND WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys stopped the Denver
Broncos, 27-10, to win Super Bowl XII in New Orleans on January 15,
1978. in the process, Dallas tied Minnesota for most Super Bowl
appearances (four) and Green Bay, Miami and Pittsburgh for most
Super Bowl victories (two). Defensive linemen Harvey Martin and Randy
White were named co-Most Valuable Players in the game.

1978
THIRTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — After a mediocre 6-4 start,
the Cowboys won six straight games to finish the expanded regular
season with a 12-4 record and their 10th division crown. It marked
the Cowboys' 13th consecutive winning season and 12th trip to the
p ayoffs in that span. Dallas rallied to beat Atlanta 27-20 in a divisional
playoff at Texas Stadium, sending the Cowboys to their seventh NFC
championship game in the past nine years.

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Although the Cowboys have had sideline cheerleaders since their
first season, the current phenomenon of the Cowboys Cheerleaders
did not begin its rise until about 1975.

The Cowboys saw the opportunity to develop a new form of
entertainment for football fans and a decision was made to increase
the size of the cheerleading squad by holding open auditions in the
spring of 1976. About 250 women came to Texas Stadium that year.
The number of applicants annually now exceeds 2,000.

In capturing the imaginations of people everywhere, the multi-
talented Cheerleaders have made numerous national television appear
ances, including two highly rated made-for-TV movies about the squad
and two special "Love Boat" episodes. The Cheerleaders also have
appeared at many charity events and state fairs around the nation.

The Cowboys Cheerleaders also are popular around the world.
The squad made its first overseas tour in December 1978, a well-
received 10-day visit to Japan. Since 1979 the Cheerleaders have made
four very successful tours of United States military bases in Korea,
West Germany and Greece for the United Services Organization (USD)
and the Department of Defense.
