The ice arena is home
to area hockey [eagues, a skating school and figure skating classes.
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HOTEL-CONFERENCE CENTER:
A 300-room hotel and executive conference center will provide

innovative meeting and conference facilities, complementing the wide
range of activities offered by Cowboys Center.

SPORTS MEDICINE CLINIC:
Cowboys Center offers a natural tie-in to the burgeoning sports

medic'ne field. The sports medicine clinic will focus on the prevention,
diagnosis, treatment and rehabilitation of athletic injuries.

RETAIL-RESTAURANT PAVILION:
Indoor and outdoor dining, specialty shops and a pedestrian bridge

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THE COACH
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To understand what keeps Tom Landry at the top of his profession ~
in 1986 as he enters his 27th season with the Dallas Cowboys, just
ask him about 1985.

"Nobody believed we could win the NFC East last year," he says ~
with a little smile. "And after we won it, they still don't believe it."

The competitive fires still burn brightly in Landry, 62, whose 253
career victories place him behind only George Halas (325) and Don ~
Shula (255) in the history of the NFL.

Under Landry, the Cowboys have enjoyed 20 consecutive winning
seasons. It's a record unmatched in NFL history and topped in all of ~
professional sports only by the 1926-64 New York Yankees and the
1952-83 Montreal Canadiens.

The last time the Cowboys lost more games than they won was ~
1964, when they were 5-8-1. They were 7-7 in '65, and have been above
.500 ever since.

Eighteen of those 20 years saw the Cowboys in the playoffs. ~
They've won 12 division championships and five NFC titles for a record
five Super Bowl appearances.

Landry's teams won Super Bowl VI over Miami and Super Bowl XII
over Denver.
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"I coach because I enjoy bringing a team back when it's on a

.

downward slope," Landry told the Dallas Times Herald last spring.

"It was fun coaching the '85 team. It was fun watching them get
through the peaks and valleys. It was fun watching players reach a
greater height than they expected to reach.

"When players can fight back and bounce back like they did last
year, it gets me excited."

And that, in turn keeps the excitement level high, year after year,
at Texas Stadium.

Thomas Wade Landry was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept. 11,
1924. He was an All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before
enrolling at the University of Texas. Following one semester he joined

~ the Air Corps and flew 30 8-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force in
World War 11.

In November 1945 he was discharged as a first lieutenant and
~ returned to Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back,

earning All-Southwest Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining
the Longhorns as a senior. With Landry's help Texas beat Alabama in

~ the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia in the 1949 Orange Bowl.
Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Con-

ference in 1949 before joining the NFL ' s New York Giants the next year.
. He was a mainstay in the Giants' defensive secondary through 1955,

the last two years as a player-coach. He earned All-Pro honors in 1954.
Following his retirement as a player in 1955, Tom served as the

Giants' defensive coach through 1959. Giants Head Coach Jim Lee
Howell called him "the best defensive coach in the business."

Coach Landry and wife Alicia, whom he met at Texas, have three
children - Tom Jr., an attorney and oilman, Kitty and Lisa. Kitty and
her husband, former Texas quarterback Eddie Phillips, have two children.

Landry is an inspirational leader to many because of his principles
and achievements. Tom devotes much of his spare time to the Fellow-
ship of Christian Athletes and serves on the Board of Trustees of the
National FCA.

In March, 1984, Mission High School dedicated Tom Landry Stadium
in honor of its native son. Tom also was named national chairman of
the NFL Alumni Association's 1984 Youth of America Week, and he

~ received the 1984 American Exemplar Medal from the Freedom Foun·
dation.

Coach Landry was a national 1983 Horatio Alger Award winner for
~ his inspirational rise to prominence. In 1981 the NFL Alumni Associa-

tion presented him with its highest honor, the Order of the Leather
~ Helmet, for distinguished service to football.

In 1980 California Lutheran College, home of the Cowboys' annual
training camp, established the Landry Medal, awarded annually to a

~ person who has distinguished himself in his profession and serves as
an inspiration to American youth.

Landry earned a degree in business at Texas and one in industrial
I engineering from the University of Houston. He holds honorary degrees
I from California Lutheran College (Doctor of Humane Letters), John

Brown University (Doctor of Humanities), Southwest Baptist College

(Doctor of Laws) and Indiana Central University (Doctor of Laws). In
1978 he was induc.ed into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame.

Ht. 6-2 • Wt: 185 • Born: 6/21/63 • D-1

Everything about Mike Sherrard points to him becoming a top
wide receiver in the National Football League: size (6-2, 185), speed
(4.4 range, rated as fastest WR in draft), work habits (stayed at UCLA
during summers to work with QBs), intelligence (Pac-10 All-Academic)
and the ability to make the tough catch over the middle.

"I feel extremely good about this pick," Coach Tom Landry said.
"~Ve think Sherrard should be able to start for us this year. He has
such great speed and he carries it on a 6-2 frame. You've got everything ~
you need."

The first wide receiver taken in the draft, Sherrard also became
the first wide receiver taken in the first round by Dallas since Dennis
Homan in 1968.

All Sherrard did at UCLA was go from a walk-on to the Bruins'
all-time leading receiver. He also holds the school record for catches ~
in a season with 48 his sophomore year.

Sherrard was on his way to his best season in 1985 when he
fractured his clavicle late in the first half of the fifth game against
Arizona State. Ironically, on the catch he was injured he set a UCLA
record for career receiving yardage. Two weeks earlier he caught his
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109th pass to become UCLA's all-time leading receiver. Mike returned

I for the last game of the season against USC and also played in the
I Rose Bcwl, catching four passes, including a touchdcwn in UCLA's

45-28 v,ctory over Iowa. He finished his UCLA career with 124 catches
for 1,937 yards, nine tcuchdowns with a long gain of 62 yards.

Prior to trying out with the Bruins as a walk-on in 1981, Sherrard
worked out with former UCLA starters and current NFL Flayers Dokie
Williams and Jo Jo Townsell while he was going to summer school.

~ Sherrard broke a finger at the start of fall practices and was red-shirted
for the year.

Things didn't get much better as he came down with mononucleosis
when he repor;ed for spring practice in 1982. He spent the season
backing up Williams and Townsell, catching only two passes.

The UCLA coaches were rewarded for their faith in Sherrard in
~ 1983, his first as a starter. Along with setting a schocl record for catches

in a season he became the only player in UCLA history to have two
games of more than 135 yards receiving (136 again:t Washington and

~ a career-high 140 against Arizona State). He was named second-team
All-America and All-Pac 10 in 1983.

With 43 catches in 1984, Sherrard became the first Bruin ever to
have two seasons with more than 40 catches. He also put together a
career-high 729 receiving yards.

An offensive captain in 1985, Sherrard still caught 31 passes
~ desp:te his injury and earned a spot in the Hula Bowl. He tied his

career-high twice in 1985 with seven catches against Tennessee (120
yards) and against Washington (94 yards). With his catches in the

~ Rose Bowl he also continued his streak of catching a pass in each of
his last 29 games.

Sherrard comes by his speed naturally. His mother Cherrie ran the
~ 100-meter hurdles in the 1964 Olympics. One of her Olympic team-

mates was former Cowboys WR Bob Hayes. A history major, Sherrard
received his degree in March.

Michael Watson Sherrard is a native of Chico, Calif., where he
lettered in basketball, baseball, track and football at Chico High School.

. DARRYL CLACK • Running Back • Arizona State

Ht: 5-10 • Wt. 207 • Born: 10/29/63 • D-2
Nineteen-eighty-five was to be the glimmering finish to a stellar

college career for Darryl Clack. A starter since his freshman year, the
two-time All-Pac 10 selection was ccming off a 1984 season in which
he rushed for 1,052 yards and caught 32 fasses for 385 yards. Then,
after suffering a fractured right fibula in the second game of the 1985

. season, Clack was forced to sit out the last seven regular-season games.
He did play in the Holiday Bowl, gaining 36 yards on nine carries.

"We think Darryl Clack can really be an outstanding back," said
Coach Tom Landry. "He is not out there to gain three or four yards.
He's a 4.6-type runner who can score from any place on the field."

Projected as a backup to Tony Dorsett this year, Clack may see
plenty of action in passing situations. He caught 68 passes for 803
yards, including two catches of 65 yards or more, in his career at
ASU. Clack also had two runs from scrimmage of 75 yards or more.

The Sun Devils' leading rusher his first three seasons, Clack
became the first ASU freshman to lead the team in rushing since 1955.
As a sophomore in 1983 he led the Pac 10 in rushing with 932 yards.
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He also became the first player in Arizona State history to gain over
100 yards rushing and receiving in the same game (116 rushing and
134 receiving vs. USC). Clack had his best day rushing as a sophomore ~
against Wichita State gaining 221 yards on 22 carries.

In 1984 Clack became the only player to rush for over 1,000
yards under Darryl Rogers, who now is with the Detroit Lions in his
20th year as a head coach. Clack had five 100-yard rushing days,
including four games of 160 yards or more. The Sun Devils' MVP, he
had a career-high eight catches against UCLA.

Fifth on ASU's all-time rushing list, Clack finished his career with
2,671 yards, a 5.2 average per carry and 20 TDs. He also had 11
100-yard games and Arizona State was 10-1 in those games. ~

A native of San Antonio, Texas, Clack moved to Colorado while
in high school. An eight-time Colorado dash champion, Clack was
all-state 'n football and lettered in basketball at Widefield High School ~
in Security, Colo. A member of the Sun Devils' track team for three
years, Clack majored in physical education at Arizona State.

MARK WALEN • Defensive Tackle • UCLA
Ht: 6-5 • Wt: 265 • Born: 3/10/63 • D-3

Throughout his career at UCLA, Mark Walen was honored as one
of the top defensive lineman in the country. He was the best pass ~
rusher in the Pac 10 last year, leading the Bruins with nine sacks.
He anchored the UCLA defensive line that boasted one of the top
defenses against the rush in 1985.

"Defensive line coach Ernie Stautner worked him out and was
very impressed," said Player Personnel Director Gil Brandt. "He has a
lot of natural ability to become a good pass rusher."

The Pac-10 coaches selected Walen as the conference's defensive ~
player of the year in 1985. He was also named second-team All-America
and All-West Coast by UPI.

The only senior starter on the Bruins' defensive line, Walen was
also recognized for his leadership abilities. He was named the best
leader on the UCLA team and served as one of the defensive captains.

A three-year starter, Walen finished his UCLA career w'th 20 .
and 185 tackles. He had a team-high nine tackles in UCLA's 45-28
Rose Bowl victory over Iowa. He also had 14 tackles and one fumble
recovery against Tennessee and eight tackles and three sacks against ~
Stanford.

Walen started two games his freshman year in 1982, against
Oregon and USC. He tore ligaments in his left knee in the third game
of 1983, forcing him to miss the rest of the regular season, but he
returned to play in the Rose Bowl that year.

Walen broke his right ankle at Cowboys rookie orientation in May.
In a freak accident the injury occurred while Walen was completing the
116-mile run. He was expected to return to practices in late July.

A native of Burlingame, Calif., Mark Hartley Walen lettered in ~
soccer and basketball and was all-county in football at Burlingame High
School. He majored in history at UCLA.

MAX ZENDEJAS • Placekicker • Arizona
Ht: 5-11 • Wt: 184 • Born: 9/2/63 • D-4

Max Zendejas finished his career at Arizona third on the NCAA's
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all-time field goal list with 77 and fourth in scoring with 353 points.
He also broke every University of Arizona kicking record, but the most
impressive Zendejas statistic is that his field goal percentage from 50
yards or more was 61% (14-of-23).

With the game on the line at Arizona, Zendejas made 5-of-6 field
goals, including a 48-yarder to beat Notre Dame in South Bend his
freshman year in 1982. He tied an NCAA record by kicking a field goal
in 18 straight games from 1982-84. In his four years at Arizona he

~ missed only two extra points, including a streak of 68 straight from
1982-84. He made 77-of-104 (74%) field goal attempts in his career.

Arizona's most valuable player in 1985, Zendejas led the Pac 10
~ with 22 field goals and was second in the conference with 89 points.

He was an honorable mention All-America selection by AP, UPI and
NEA and a third-team All-America pick by Football News. He was named

~ All-Pac 10 second team and played in the East-West Shrine Game.
Taking Zendejas in the fourth round is ihe highest Dallas has

ever drafted a placekicker. Zendejas was the first player taken from
~ Arizona in the draft. Zendejas' Pac 10 rival John Lee of UCLA was

drafted in the second round by the St. Louis Cardinals and could be his
NFC East rival in 1986.

Max is a member of the kicking Zendejas family. Max's brother
Joaquin kicked for the New England Patriots in 1983, his brother Luis
holds the NCAA scoring record and kicks for the Arizona Outlaws of the
USFL, his cousin Tony kicks for the Houston Oilers, his cousin Martin
just finished his senior year after kicking for Nevada-Reno, his brother
Allan is a senior at Don Antonio Lugo High School in Chino, Calif., and

~ made a 55-yard field goal last fall, and his brother Alex is a junior at
Don Antonio Lugo and will take Allan's place next fall.

Maximmillian Javier Zendejas was born in Mexico and moved to
Chino, Calif., in 1972. He did not kick for Don Antonio Lugo High School
until his senior year because he had to wait for his older brother Luis
to graduate. Zendejas made fcur field goals of over 50 yards as a
senior and also lettered in soccer. His father was a semi-pro soccerplayer in Mexico. A political science major at Arizona, Zendejas wantsto be an interpreter after finishing his football career.

Ht: 6-5 • Wt: 238 • Born: 11/27/63 • D-GA

Noted for his blocking ability, Thornton Chandler has the good
hands and long arms to become an NFL tight end. He was third on
the 1985 Alabama team with 16 receptions for 244 yards. Alabama head
coach Ray Perkins considered Chandler one of his most improvedplayers.

The fifth tight end taken in the draft, Chandler averaged 15.8~ yards per reception at Alabama, catch ng 32 passes for 504 yards inthree years. He caught a career-long 52-yarder as a sophomore againstMississippi in 1983.

BOB LILLY, defensive tackle, 1961-74. Nicknamed "Mr. Cowboy," BobLilly was the franchise's first draft choice in 1961, the first name inthe Ring of Honor in 1975 and its first inductee into the Pro Foot- ~ball Hall of Fame in 1979. A seven-time All-Pro, Lilly was named toa club-record 11 Pro Bowls. He was a two-time All-SWC pick and an IAll-America at Texas Christian University before being drafted by 111Dallas.

DON MEREDITH, quarterback, 1960-68. Don Meredith led the Cowboys ~to their first winning season and their first NFL Championship Gamein 1966. Signed by Clint Murchison, Jr., before Dallas was granted itsNFL franchise, "Dandy Con" played in two Pro Bowls and was named ~NFL player of the year in 1966. A two-time All-America at SMU, Don'sname was added to the Cowboys' Ring of Honor in 1976.

DON PERKINS, running back, 1961-68. Don Perkins was the first Cow-boys player to rush for more than 6,000 yards. A six-time Pro Bowlselection, Perkins finished among the top ten NFL rushers in each ~of his eight seasons. He was named NFL rookie of the yearin 1961and All-Pro in 1962. Perkins was signed before Dallas was granted itsNFL francise. A three-time All-Skyline pick at New Mexico, he was ~inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1976.

CHUCK HOWLEY, linebacker, 1961-72. When Chuck Howley retired in ~1973, Tom Landry said "I don't know that I've seen anybody betterat linebacker than Howley." A six-time All-Pro, Howley was the mostvaluable player in Super Bowl V. The Cowboys traded for Howley, who ~was drafted by Chicago in 1958. He was an All-America center atWest Virginia. A six-time Pro Bowl selection, Howley was added to theRing of Honor in 1977.

MEL RENFRO, defensive back, 1964-77. Mel Renfro was named to thePro Bowl his first ten seasons in the NFL. He is the club's all-time ~interceptor with 52 and kickoff returner with a 26.4-yard careeraverage. Renfro was drafted in the second round in 1964 after acareer as an All-America halfback and world class sprinter at Oregon. ~A five-time All-Pro, Renfro was inducted into the Cowboys' Ring ofHonor in 1981.

ROGER STAUBACH, quarterback, 1969-79. Roger Staubach led the Cow-boys to six NFC Championship Games, four Super Bowls and twoSuper Bowl titles. A great clutch performer, Staubach led Dallas tocomeback victories 23 times, 14 in the last two minutes or over-time. A five-time Pro Bowler, he was drafted by Dallas in 1964 afterwinning the Heisman Trophy and Maxwell Award at the Naval Acad-emy. Inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1983, Roger was elected to
the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1985.

The Cowboys were to play as a "swing" team,playing every other team one time during the first season, although .listed in the Western Conference standings (January 28).COWBOYS STOCKED - A player pool was set up in a league meeting atL.A., with each of 12 NFL teams freezing 25 names on its roster and the -Cowboys allowed to pick three from each team for a total of 36 veterans. IDallas, once given the list, had to select its 36 players within 24 hours(March 13).
TRAINING STARTS - Rookies report to first Cowboys camp at Pacific U.,in Forest Grove, Oregon (July 9).
FIRST PRE-SEASON GAME - The Cowboys, less than six months inexistence, get their first test and drop a 10-16 pre-season game to San ~Francisco in Seattle (August 6).
FIRST HOME GAME - In their Dallas debut, in the Salesmanship Clubpreseason game, the Cowboys led the world champion Baltimore Coltsinto the final minute before a 62-yard pass from Johnny Unitas toLenny Moore gave the Colts a 14-10 victory (August 19).
FIRST VICTORY - In a preseason game at Louisville, Ky., the Cowboysbeat New York's Giants, 14-3, with Frank Clarke catching touchdownpasses of 73 yards (Eddie LeBaron) and 74 yards (Don Meredith)(August 27).
FIRST LEAGUE GAME - In their first league game, Dallas fell to Pitts- .
burgh, 35-28, with Bobby Layne leading a fourth-period Steeler rally(Sept. 24, Saturday night).
STREAK SNAPPED - Dallas snaps a 10-game loss streak by tying New ~York, 31-31, at Yankee Stadium (Dec. 4).

1961
TRAINING STARTS - Rookies launch training at new campsite - St.Olaf College in Nor'thfield, Minn. (July 9).
FIRST LEAGUE WIN - Scoring ten points in the final 56 seconds, theCowboys score their first NFL victory, 27·24, over Pittsburgh in the '61league opener in the Cotton Bowl. Allen Green's 27-yard field goal onthe game's final play won it before 23,500 (Sept. 17)
