The fire still burns brightly for Tom Landry in his 28th season as head
coach of the Dallas Cowboys

His 1986 team finished 7-9, the club's first losing record since 1964, and ~
Landry did not like it.

"That was a terrible stretch we had the second half of last year (when the
Cowboys lost seven of eight)," said Landry. "We've never had a stretch like that ~
before in 27 years.

"We've been knocked down before and come back, but we've never been
on the skids like last year. And that is bad. That is really bad.

"The toughest thing we are going to have to do is regain confidence."
It comes as no surprise that the Landry method for restoring the team's

confidence began with hard work.
"We worked harder in the offseason," he said. "The players worked more,

the coaches worked more. We had more activity in the offseason program than
we ever had before,

"Coaches worked with players much more than we'd done before. There's ~
no easy way out of this thing."

Accordingly, just before training camp, Landry signed a new three-year
contract.

Up until 1986, the Cowboys under Landry had enjoyed an unprecedented
20 consecutive winning seasons. Eighteen of those 20 years saw the Cowboys
in the playoffs, and five ended in the Super Bowl.
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. "1 don't know of any team that has come off a long winning streak and then

not stayed down for awhile," Landry says. "That's the challenge we have.

"I coach because I enjoy bringing a team back when it's on a downward
slope, When players can fight back and bounce back, it gets me excited."

But, as Landry prepared his team for the 1987 season, he knew the excite-
ment would have to wait.

"We've just got to develop a mad temperament," he said. "Do you want to
be a losing team or not?"

Thomas Wade Landry was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept, 11, 1924. He
was an All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before enrolling at the Uni-
versity of Texas. Following one semester he joined the Air Corps and flew 30

~ 8-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force in World War 11.

In November 1945 he was discharged as a first lieutenant and returned to
. Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back, earning All-

Southwest Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining the Longhorns as a
senior. With Landry's help Texas beat Alabama in the 1948 Sugar Bowl and

~ Georgia in the 1949 Orange Bowl.

Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Conference in
1949 before joining the NFL's New York Giants the next year. He was a main-
stay in the Giants' defensive secondary through 1955, the last two years as a
player-coach. He earned All-Pro honors in 1954.

~ Following his retirement as a player in 1955, Tom served as the Giants'
defensive coach through 1959.

holds the NFL record of 17 straight opening-game victories from 1965-81.
The Cowboys are the best opening-day team in NFL history with a 22-4-1
(.833) record.

The Cowboys returning to the playoffs for the 11th time in the past 13 years
and the 19th time in the past 22 years. Dallas holds the NFL record of nine
consecutive playoff appearances from 1975-83.

The Cowboys improving their all-time Texas Stadium record of 100-29 (.775),
including playoff games from 1971-85. Dallas has sold out 19 straight
games at Texas Stadium and 87 of the past 93 games since 1976.

The Cowboys improving their NFC-best 39-18 (.684) record against the AFC in
games against AFC East foes Buffalo, Miami, New England and the
N.Y. Jets.

The Cowboys having a winning record for the 2lst time in the past 22 seasons.
The team's 20 straight winning seasons from 1966-85 is the longest ever
in the NFL and the third longest ever in pro team sports behind the New
York Yankees' 39 straight winning seasons from 1926-64 and the Montreal
Canadiens' 32 in a row from 1951-52 to 1982-83. The Washington Red-
skins own the longest active streak of winning seasons in the NFL at five.

Dallas improving on its 14-4-1 (.763) record on Thanksgiving Day. In the game
immediately following the Thanksgiving Day game, the Cowboys' record is
16-3 (.842).

~ fumble recovery. "That was as good as I've ever seen him play," said defensive
coordinator Ernie Stautner, When White first joined the team in 1975, the Cow-
boys spent two seasons trying to turn him into a middle linebacker. However, it

~ is not in Randy's nature to backpedal into pass coverage. When he settled at
right defensive tackle in '77, he was co-MVP (with teammate Harvey Martin) in
the Cowboys' 27-10 Super Bowl XII victory over Denver and made the Pro Bowl
for the first time. His march to the Hall of Fame since then has been relentless.
"When Randy White lines up on you," Landry once said in a classic description
of his great tackle, "he doesn't care whether you're All-Pro or whether you're a
rookie. You're going to get the same treatment. That makes him unique in this
game."

His work habits becamelegendaryaroundthe Lincolncampusas he built him- I
self up to 282 pounds and boasted a bench press of 500 pounds. Noonan con- I
stantly was afterthe Cornhuskers strength coach to leave the weightroom open an
extra half hour and to open it on weekends. In December Noonan attended an -
All-America banquetand was extremely upsetto find no weightlifting facilities were ~
available, forcing him to miss three workouts. Of course when the Cowboys called
toinform Noonanthathehad been selected, he wasatthe Nebraska weight facility. ~
His wife had to phone him there to give him the news.

His passion for weightlifting, his competitiveness and his quickness spurred
comparisons with Cowboys defensive tackle Randy White, but even the eight-time ~
All-Pro admits "I didn't bench press 500 coming out of college."

A three-year letterman, Noonan was overshadowed much of his collegiate
career in the Big Eight by All-America defensive linemen Tony Casillas(Oklahoma),
Leslie O'Neal (Oklahoma State) and Jim Skow (Nebraska). After each was ~
taken in the first three rounds of the 1986 NFL draft, Noonan began to get some
recognition.

The consensus All-America and all-Big Eight pick compiled 53 tackles and a
team-high seven sacks whileanchoringa Cornhuskers' defensethat ranked second
in the nation, allowing 235.5 yards per game and only 2.4 yards per carry.

"He'sgot size, speed andthequickness you look for in a defensive lineman,"
said Tom Landry. "I think he's very versatile."
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The first Nebraska nose tackle since Rich Glover (1971-72) to earn
I All-America honors, Noonan was selected earlier in the draft than any other
I Cornhuskers' defensive lineman since current Cowboy John Dutton was picked

fifth in the first round by Baltimore in 1974. "Overall he's the best defensive
I lineman we've had here in the 25 years I've been around," said Nebraska head
I coach Tom Osborne.

Noonan played defensive tackle his first two seasons at Nebraska before he
I was switched to nose tackle in spring practice in 1985. Against Illinois that year
I he had a career-high three sacks. Noonan also recorded a career-high nine

tackles in Nebraska's two biggest games in '85 - vs. Oklahoma and vs.
I Michigan in the Fiesta Bowl. He earned honorable mention All-America and
I second team all-Big Eight honors behind Casillas.

A native of Lincoln, Noonan was born six miles from the University of
~ Nebraska campus. He led his Lincoln Northeast High School team to the state

championship game in 1982 while netting all-state and All-America honors. A
criminal justice major, Noonan married his wife Penny a week after the

~ Nebraska-Oklahoma game in 1986.

~ Francis, who led the Southwest Conference in interceptions each of the past

"He's the greatest kid in
I America," said Baylor coach Grant Teaff. "Ron has always been willing to do
I whatever we asked him to do here."

The Cowboys showed their appreciation of Francis' ability by drafting him in
I thesecond round (Everett wasdrafted inthe fourth round). "Wegradecornerbacks
I in two areas - quickness and competitiveness, and he graded very high in both,"

Landry said. "The first thing a corner's got to have is coverage and he's got that
I ability. The only defensive back rated ahead of him on our list was Rod Woodson."
I Woodson was the 10th player drafted.

After recruiting Francisasa runningback, the Baylor coaches switched him to
I cornerback where he started four games as a freshman. He was academically
I ineligible for the 1983 season, but instead of transferring to a junior college he

worked the summer to pay his tuition.
~ While redshirting he practiced with the Bears as a running back on the scout

team. One week the Baylor coaches asked Francis to simulate the quick quarter-
backs of the University of Houston. "Frankly, hedid a better jobthan the Houston

~ quarterback was doing," said Teaff. So when he became eligible in 1984 he was
Baylor's starting running back.

Francis averaged 95.6 yards per game with three 100-yard efforts before
~ suffering a pulled hamstring in the fifth game. He finished the season with 558

yards on 127 carriesand five touchdowns, but was moved back to cornerbackthe
following season.

~ Last year against Texas, Francis had a career-high three interceptions. He
I played an outstanding game in 1985 against SWC champion Texas A&M with two

interceptionsand acareer-high eighttackles.

"Jeff showed some dedication and
some discipline by losing the weight," said Tom Landry. "He had been rated highly ~
by us, but losing the weight really made a big difference."

A two-time All-America, and the first Florida lineman to earn All-America hon-
ors as an underclassman, Zimmerman possesses good quickness for a 300- ~
pounder. When asked if he had ever seen a player so big move so fast, former
Florida Coach Charley Pell said, "1've never seen anything that big move at all."

With Zimmerman joining Cowboys startingguard and former Gator teammate ~
Crawford Ker, Dallas has one side of the 1984 Florida line billed as "The Great
Wall." Four NFLdraftchoices came fromthatgroup. Ker(3rd round, Dallas, 1985)
started at tackle. Next to him was Zimmerman. The other starting tackle was ~
Lomas Brown (lst, Detroit, 1985) and the other guard was Billy Hinson (5th,
Denver, 1985).

After two seasons as starting guard Zimmerman was switched to tackle in I
1986. Despite a pulled groin in mid-season, he grew more comfortable in his new I
role and excelled at pass protection. He played in both the Senior Bowl and the
Blue-Gray Classic following his senior year.

Thethird Florida offensivelineman drafted by Dallasinthe past fouryears(Ker ~
and John Hunt, 9th round, 1984), Zimmerman backed up Huntatguard in 1983.

As roommates at Boston College, Kelvin Martin and Troy Stradford used to
argue over which of their pro teams, Dallas or Miami, was better, Little did they
know that each would be selected in the 1987 draft by the team they had pulled for ~
since grade school. "1've lived and died for the Cowboys ever since I was seven,"
said Martin. If both maketheirrespective teams, theycould playagainst each other
when the Cowboys host the Dolphins on Nov. 22.

While at Boston College, Martin provided the spark forone of the most potent
offensesinthe nation. He finished amongthe topten puntreturnersinthe country
the past three seasons and averaged 15.3 yards per return over the pasttwo years. ~
As the Eagles' starting flanker Martin led the nation with a 19.6 average per catch
in 1985 and set a Boston College record with 10 touchdown catches in 1984.

Martin set school career records for receptions (133), receivingyards (2,377) ~
and touchdown receptions (28). No other player in Boston College history ever
caught more than 14 TD passes.

After a banner year in 1985 when Martin caught 49 passes for 958 yards and ~
earned first team all-America and All-East honors, his productivity fell off in 1986
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~ due to Boston College's switch to a run-oriented offense. The Eagles' co-captain

An accurate, strong-armed passer, Sweeney had the lowest interception per-
centage (2.37) among the top 25 rated passers in the NCAA last year.

Their I
names and the years they played are prominently displayed in silver on the wall I
below the press box at Texas Stadium. Members of the Cowboys' Ring of Honor:

BOB LILLY, defensive tackle, 1961-74. Nicknamed "Mr. Cowboy," Bob Lilly was
the franchise's first draft choice in 1961, the first name in the Ring of
Honor in 1975 and its first inductee into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in
1979. A seven-time All-Pro, Lilly was named to a club-record 11 Pro Bowls.
He was a two-time All-SWC pick and an All-America at Texas Christian Uni-
versity before being drafted by Dallas.

DON MEREDITH, quarterback, 1960-68. Don Meredith led the Cowboys to I
their first winning season and their first NFL Championship Game in 1966. I
Signed by Clint Murchison, Jr., before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise,
"Dandy Don" played in two Pro Bowls and was named NFL player of the I
year in 1966. A two-time All-America at SMU, Don's name was added to I
the Cowboys' Ring of Honor in 1976.

DON PERKINS, running back, 1961-68. Don Perkins was the first Cowboys
player to rush for more than 6,000 yards. A six-time Pro Bowl selection,
Perkins finished among the top ten NFL rushers in each of his eight sea- ~
sons. He was named NFL rookie of the year in 1961 and All-Pro in 1962.
Perkins was signed before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise. A three-
time All-Skyline pick at New Mexico, he was inducted into the Ring of ~
Honorin 1976.

CHUCK HOWLEY, linebacker, 1961-72. When Chuck Howley retired in 1973, ~
Tom Landry said "I don't know that I've seen anybody better at linebacker
than Howley." A six-time All-Pro, Howley was the most valuable player in ~
Super Bowl V. The Cowboys traded for Howley, who was drafted by Chicago
in 1958. He was All-America center at West Virginia. A six-time Pro Bowl
selection, Howley was added to the Ring of Honor in 1977. ~

MEL RENFRO, defensive back, 1964-77. Mel Renfro was named to the Pro I
Bowl his first ten seasons in the NFL. He is the club's all-time interceptor I
with 52 and kickoff returner with a 26.4-yard career average. Renfro was
drafted in the second round in 1964 after a career as an All-America half- ~
back and world class sprinter at Oregon. A five-time All-Pro, Renfro was I
inducted into the Cowboys' Ring of Honor in 1981.

ROGER STAUBACH, quarterback, 1969-79. Roger Staubach led the Cowboys
to six NFC Championship Games, four Super Bowls and two Super Bowl
titles. A great clutch performer, Staubach led Dallas to comeback victories ~
23 times, 14 in the last two minutes or overtime. A five-time Pro Bowler,
he was drafted by Dallas in 1964 after winning the Heisman Trophy and
Maxwell Award at the Naval Academy. Inducted into the Ring of Honor in ~
1983, Roger was elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1985.
