In a 10-year career with the Rams
he rose from publicity director, to assistant to the president, to general manager.
During his tenure he brought Pete Rozelle into the NFL as the Rams' publicity

~ director.
Schramm leftthe Rams in 1957 to join CBS Television as assistant director of

sports. He put together the first network telecast of the Olympics, but, following
~ those Winter Games of 1960 in Squaw Valley, Calif., Schramm returned to

pro football upon being hired by Murchison to run the NFL's new Dallas franchise.
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After the Cowboys won Super Bowl XII, Schramm was named NFL Executive
of the Year by The Sporting News, and in 1978 he received the Bert Bell Award for I
outstanding executive leadership in the NFL. Tex serves as chairman of the NFL's I
Competition Committee and on the executive committee of the NFL Management
Council.

Tex is well-known as a multi-media star by Cowboy fans. He writes a column ~

Brandt helped pioneer many of the scouting techniques used by NFL clubs /today, such as computer analysis of prospects, converting basketball players andtrack athletes into football players and finding top free agent rookies, such asDrew Pearson, Cliff Harris and Everson Walls.
A native of Milwaukee and a graduate of the University of Wisconsin,

Brandt worked as a baby photographer before his flair of discovering football
talent led him into the NFL.

The dean of NFL coaches in his 29th season, Landry has builtan extraordinaryrecord of achievement that might have prompted another man to walk away from ~the unrelenting pressures of coaching.
Landry, however, is not the kind to walk away from a challenge.
"1 signed a three-year contract last summer because I thought it would take ~

three yearstogetthingsturnedaround," Landrysays. "Wearea veryinexperienced
football team. You don't gain experience overnight. We are in a rebuilding phase,
no doubt about that, but given enough time we can get it done. I really don't want
to leave the Cowboys when the team is down."

After posting a league-record 20 consecutive winning seasons, 18 playoff
I appearances and five Super Bowls from 1966-85, Landry's Cowboys havesuffered
I through back-to-back losing seasons and have missed the playoffs three of the past

four years.
Yet his enthusiasm toward coaching has not diminished and his stature in the

~ profession remains unsurpassed.
'He's one of the guys who other coaches in the league would like to be like,"

~ says Washington Redskins Coach Joe Gibbs. "Thetrue test of a coach is if a guy has
I done it over a long period of time and done it with different teams and proven he

has a formula. That's what he's done."
I Landry reaches another milestone this season by tying Curly Lambeau's NFL
~ record of coaching the same team for 29 consecutive years. Lambeau coached the

Green Bay Packers from 1921-49. George Halas coached the Chicago Bears for 40
I years in four 10-year segments.

"The amazing and significant thing about Tom is his ability, both from a foot-
ball and personal standpoint, to change with the times," Cowboys President Tex

0 Schramm says. "The players coming out of college today are entirely different -
~ in lifestyle and priorities - than they were when he started with the Cowboys. He

has adapted to that and the changes in the game itself. He has been an innovator
I and that's hard to maintain over a 29-year period."
I Under Landry, the one and only head coach in team history, the Cowboys have

won 13 division championships and five NFC titles for a record five Super Bowl
~ appearances. The Cowboys won Super Bowls VI and XII.

Thomas Wade Landry was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept. 11, 1924. He was
an All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before enrollingat the Universityof
Texas. Following one semester he joined the Air Corps and flew 30 8-17 missions

~ with the Eighth Air Force in World War 11.
In November 1945 he was discharged as a first lieutenant and returned to

Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back, earning All-Southwest
~ Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining the Longhorns as a senior. With

Landry's help, Texas beat Alabama in the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia in the 1949
Orange Bowl.

~ Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Conference in
1949 before joining the NFL's New York Giants the next year. He was a mainstay
in the Giants' defensive secondary through 1955, the last two years as a player-

~ coach. He earned All-Pro honors in 1954
Following his retirement as a player in 1955, Tom served as the Giants'

defensive coach through 1959. During that time, he developed the "4-3" defense
~ that became the standard pro defensive formation. Giants Head Coach Jim Lee

Howell called Tom "the best defensive coach in the business."
Coach Landry and wife Alicia met at the University of Texas. They have three

~ children - Tom, Jr., Kitty and Lisa - and two grandchildren by Kitty and her
husband, former Texas quarterback Eddie Phillips.

Landry earned a degree in business at Texas and one in industrial engineering
~ from the University of Houston. He has received numerous honorary degrees and

awards.
In 1980 California Lutheran University, home of the Cowboys' summer train-

~ ing camp, established the Landry Medal, awarded annually to a person who has
distinguished himself in his profession and serves as an inspiration to American 4
youth.

~ In 1984 Mission High School dedicated Tom Landry Stadium in honor of its
native son.
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Tom serves on the Board of Trustees of the National Fellowship of Christian
Athletes. He gives his time to many other charity and civic causes.

His reports provide the basis for the
I formulation of the Cowboys' game plans. Neill joined the

Cowboys in 1982
Armstrong compiled a 30-34 record in four seasons

I (1978-81) as head coach of the Chicago Bears before
coming to Dallas. Before joining the Bears he was an Rtit~

I assistant coach with the Minnesota Vikings for nine years,
I seven as defensive coordinator.

Armstrong led Edmonton tothe Canadian Football League playoffsthreetimes
during a six-year reign as head coach from 1964-69. Neill began his professional
coaching career with the Houston Oilers in 1962-63 following seven years (1955-
61) as an assistant at his alma mater, Oklahoma State.

A native of Tishomingo, Okla. (3/9/26), Armstrong was an All-America
receiver at Oklahoma State (then Oklahoma A&M) from 1943-46. He was the
Philadelphia Eagles' No. 1 draft choice in 1947. He played on two NFL champi-
onship teams in five seasons (1947-51) with the Eagles. He was a two-time all-star
in three years with the CFL's Winnipeg Blue Bombers (1951, '53-54).

Neill and wife Jane have three children - Neill Jr., David and Gail - and five
grandchildren.

Erkenbeck joined the Cowboys after reviving the
offensive line in New Orleans. In 1985 the Saints were one of only two teams in the
NFL to allow more than 55 sacks (58) and average less than four yards per rush
(3.9). After Erkenbeck's arrival in 1986 the Saints became one of only four teams
to allow less than 28 sacks (27) and average more than four yards per carry (4.1).

Prior to joining the Saints, Erkenbeck coached the offensive line of the
Philadelphia Stars, who wenttothe USFLChampionshipgameallthree years of the
league's existence and won the championship the last two seasons.

From 1972-76 Erkenbeck was the offensive line coach at the University of
~ California where for four of those years (1972-75) he coached with Cowboys pass

offense coordinator Paul Hackett.
I After leaving California, Erkenbeck began his pro coaching careerinthe Cana-
I dian Football League. He was offensive coordinator at Winnipeg in 1977 and con-

tinued in that capacity with Montreal (1978-81) and Calgary (1982).
I Following a college career at San Diego State where he earned three football
I letters and one track letter, Erkenbeck spent four years in the Marine Corps. He

started his coaching career with El Capatian High School in San Diego.

His first college coaching experience came under Don Coryell at his alma
mater where he coached the offensive and defensive lines from 1960-63. Erken- .
beck went on to coach at Grossmont College in San Diego (1964-67), Utah State
(1968) and Washington State (1969-71) before moving to California.

Dallas has sold out 88 of the past 100
games since 1976.

into a season of struggle as he was handicapped by an
injured wrist. White played well in his final two starts of ~

the year. Against Minnesota on Thanksgiving Day he threw for 341 yards and
four touchdowns while breaking Roger Staubach's club record for career com-
pletions. Three times in that game against the Vikings, White led Dallas back ~
from 14-point deficits only to lose in overtime. Two weeks later against the
Redskins in RFK White broke Staubach's career mark for touchdown passes
with two touchdowns while completing 27 of 49 passes for 359 yards, the 111
third best yardage day of his career and the best yardage day by a Cowboy I
since 1985. Down 24-3 to Washington in the third quarter, White led a gallant
comeback effort that fell short 24-20. Despite his efforts late in the season
White's wrist, which was broken in the ninth game of the 1986 season, holds
the key to his regaining the starting job in 1988. "It's a question of whether he
can be consistent in his throwing motion, which is where he has trouble," says
Tom Landry. White is within reach of two other Cowoys career passing marks.
He entered the 1988 season with 21,685 yards and 2,908 attempts. Staubach
holds both records of 22,700 passing yards and 2,958 attempts. Until the I
wrist injury, White was having his best season in 1986. He led the league in I
touchdown percentage, turning eight percent of his attempts into TDs and his
99.0 passer rating was tops in the NFC and second in the NFL. Against
Atlanta (9/21) he completed 76.7% (23 of 30) of his passes and threw for
four touchdowns. Despite injuries that forced him to miss two regular season
games and parts of three other games, White led Dallas to the NFC Eastern
Division title in 1985. Danny guided the Cowboys to three late-season victories
over NFC East teams to key the Cowboys' division championship. In those
games he completed 63% of his passes, threw for 10 touchdowns and was
intercepted only three times.

Michael Irvin broke career receiving records at the University of Miami for I
catches (143), receiving yards (2,423), touchdown catches (26) and touchdown I
catches in a season (11 in 1986).

After Irvin became a starter in the first game of the 1985 season as a ~
red-shirt freshman, Miami went 32-4 (10-2 in 1985, 11-1 in 1986 and 12-0 in
1987) and won 32 straight regular-season games. He finished his career by ~
catching a pass in a school-record 34 straight games.

The third wide receiver taken in the draft behind Sterling Sharpe and Tim
Brown, Irvin is the Cowboys' highest draft choice since Tony Dorsett was taken ~
with the second pick in the 1977 draft.

Growing up in a family of 17 children, Irvin developed his strong character I
through his family. On the Friday following the draft, he graduated from Miami I
with a degree in business management.

"Being from a large family taught me that I can't always have what I want," ~
says Irvin. "We weren't rich. My mother didn't work and my dad was a roofer.
It teaches you a lot of values. I got out and started working when I was 12 or 13
years old. It taught me self discipline and unselfishness."

Irvin's father passed away shortly before Michael played his first game as
a senior at St. Thomas Aquinas High School. After each touchdown Irvin scores
he points to the sky in honor of his dad to whom Michael has devoted his
football career.

An outstanding basketball player, Irvin earned all-state honors at St.
Thomas Aquinas High School in Fort Lauderdale after averaging 21 points and
17 rebounds as a senior. He also won a number of slam dunk contests in the
Florida area. Irvin was raised within three miles of fellow first-round draft
choices Lorenzo White and Bennie Blades.

~ The story of Ken Norton, Jr., is packed with irony. The son of a former
heavyweight champion, Norton was never allowed to watch his father box. The
only time he saw his dad fight was in a hospital bed following a car accident in

~ 1986 when the elder Norton was battling for his life. Norton, Jr., stayed by his
dad's side and was his constant companion through the long rehabilitation.

Norton, Sr., also kept his son from playing football until his junior year in
~ high school. Upon entering UCLA, Norton, Jr., chose the jersey number 41,

which his dad wore as a running back and defensive end at Northeast Missouri
State. And now it is the father who admits to going through a second childhood
through his son's football achievements.

An All-America inside linebacker at UCLA, Norton possesses the speed and
the athletic ability to play on the outside in the pros. He was the fastest
linebacker at the scouting combine in Indianapolis in February. He also broke up
18 passes in his UCLA career, including nine in 1986.

It was this athletic ability and the presence of All-America tailback Gaston
Green that led UCLA head coach Terry Donahue to move Norton, who had
averaged 8.8 yards per carry as a high school senior, from running back to
linebacker before his freshman year.

The adjustment for Norton was a smooth one as he was named player of
the game against California as a freshman with an interception and a fumble

~ recovery to set up a field goal. As a reserve in 1985 he was named honorable
mention All-PAC 10 and co-outstanding defensive player of the year for the

~ Bruins.
Norton became a starter and captain as a junior and went on to lead UCLA

in tackles his final two seasons. Last season he earned All-America honors (UPI,
Sporting News, Football News and Walter Camp Foundation) and was the only
west coast nominee for the Butkus Award, given to the nation's outstanding

~ linebacker.
Norton was the sixth linebacker chosen (Aundray Bruce, Ken Harvey, Clif-

Mark Hutson earned All-America honors two straight years, All-Big 8 honors
three straight years, was the top-rated offensive guard in the 1988 draft and
played for an Oklahoma team that went 42-5-1 in his four years and won the ~
national championship in 1985. But his biggest thrill may have been the touch-
down he scored in the 1988 Orange Bowl. On a designed play, Hutson picked
up the ball off the ground where the center had placed it and rumbled 29 yards ~
for the score against Miami.

Called the most fundamentally sound lineman to ever play at Oklahoma by I
Sooners offensive line coach Merv Johnson, Hutson started 36 straight games, I
the longest streak ever for a player under Barry Switzer.

Hutson anchored an offensive line that powered Oklahoma to an average of I
499.7 rushing yards per game to lead the nation in 1987. Against Kansas State I
on Oct. 17, the Sooners rolled up 518 yards on the ground. Two weeks later
Oklahoma averaged 8.3 yards per carry while rushing for 565 yards and eight ~
touchdowns against Kansas.

After spending his freshman season starting at left tackle, Hutson became
a starting guard before the Texas-OU game in 1985. The Outland Trophy and ~
Lombardi Award nominee blocked against Neil Smith, the former Nebraska
defensive tackle and the second player picked in the 1988 draft, in the tradi-
tional Big-8 showdown. The Sooners beat the Cornhuskers each of the past four ~
years and last season Hutson leveled Smith to spring tailback Patrick Collins for
a 65-yard touchdown.

An all-state lineman at Northside High School in Fort Smith, Ark.,Mark ~
majored in communications at Oklahoma.

What if he had
been the Cavaliers' starting quarterback for more than just his senior year?

After redshirting his freshman year due to the broken foot, Secules spent
the next three years backing up Don Majkowski, who started five games as a
rookie for Green Bay last year.

The Virginia faithful caught a glimpse of what was to come when Secules
started three games in place of an injured Majkowski in 1986. Against Clemson
in the second of those starts, he completed 30 of 49 passes for 298 yards and
two touchdowns to set school records for attempts and completions.

As the starter last year Secules set 14 more school records, including com-
pletions in a season (174), passing yards in a game (328 vs. North Carolina) and
a season (2,311), completion percentage in a game (80.0,20 of 25 vs. Wake

~ Forest),in a season (58.8, 174 of 296) and in a career (56.0, 260-464).

In the Cavaliers' final home game against North Carolina, Secules was I

impressive in leading Virginia back from a 17-7 deficit with 4:44 remaining. In -
that fourth quarter, he completed 11 of 19 passes for 157 yards and the game-
winning touchdown with 30 seconds remaining. Secules finished the day with ~
328 passing yards while completing 28 of 50 attempts.

The first Virginia quarterback to be named All-ACC since Bob Davis in
1966, Secules led the conference in passing efficiency and finished his colle- .
giate career by being named the offensive player of the game in Virginia's 22-16
victory over BYU in the All-America Bowl.

Secules has good size, arm strength and showed good intelligence in run- ~
ning the complicated Virginia pass offense, but the quality always mentioned
first about him is his quick release, which he attributes to his days as a
baseball catcher.

'Secules has an excellent delivery," says Tom Landry. 'It is amazing how he
throws the ball. He probably has the quickest delivery that we have seen. He is ~
very smart and big."

Michael Dean Perry, the defensive lineman from Clemson who was drafted
in the second round by Cleveland, voiced his opinion after the Tigers failed to I
sack Secules. "He doesn't let you get him. He gets rid of the ball and you end I
up real frustrated."

The third quarterback taken in the draft (Chris Chandler, Don McPherson) ~
and the only player chosen from Virginia in 1988, Secules was rated the top
quarterback in the draft by Cowboys assistant coach Paul Hackett.

A native of Centreville, Va., Scott Wescott Secules starred in basketball, ~
baseball and football at Chantilly High School.

Hooven, the tallest player in college football last year, started only one
season at right tackle for Oregon State due to a misunderstanding that cost him
his junior year. After transferring from the College of the Redwoods, Hooven ~
suffered a knee injury in spring drills in 1986. The Beaver coaches intended to
redshirt him that fall, but he was mistakenly played in some junior varsity games
and lost a year of eligibility.

An All-PAC 10 honorable mention selection in 1987, Hooven anchored the
protection for Oregon State quarterback Erik Wilhelm, who led the conference in
passing yards last year.

Hooven, who was the only player from Oregon State drafted in 1988,
earned second-team All-Golden Valley Conference honors two times at the Col-
lege of the Redwoods.

Felix Owen Hooven 111 was 21-5 as a wrestler at Arcata High School in Blue
Lake, Calif. He also lettered in track and football. Hooven majored in liberal
studies at Oregon State.

Mark Higgs could become the Cowboys' designated leaper. Boasting a
43-inch vertical jump, 'Higgs over the Top" could be the Dallas battle cry in
short yardage and goalline situations.

Despite his lack of size, Higgs gained a reputation as a tough inside runner
and an excellent blocker at Kentucky. With two of the five longest scoring plays
in Wildcats history - an 85-yard TD run vs. Utah State in 1987 and an 84-yard
TD run vs. Vanderbilt in 1984 - Higgs has shown he also has the speed to
break the long gain.

Last season Higgs averaged 6.6 yards per carry to break the school record
of 6.3, which he set as a freshman in 1984. Higgs also holds Kentucky marks
for rushing average in a game (29.0, 4-116 vs. Rutgers in 1984) and in a
career (5.4). In 1987 he had the best year ever by a Wildcat rusher by gaining
1,278 yards.

An honorable mention All-America and All-SEC second team pick last year,
Higgs also is a fine receiver. In four years he caught 58 passes for 483 yards,
including a career-high 20 receptions for 182 yards as a junior. In Kentucky's
10-3 win over Florida in 1986, Higgs caught six passes for 52 yards and rushed
for 95 yards, including the game-winning TD on a one-yard plunge.

After seeing spot duty behind George Adams as a freshman, Higgs suffered
a knee injury in spring drills in 1985. He recovered that fall to gain 611 yards
rushing and catch 19 passes. He alternated with Ivy Joe Hunter in 1986.

A two-time All-America and all-state pick at Owensboro, Ky., High School,
Higgs set state records with 6,721 yards rushing and 75 touchdowns in his
career. As a senior he ran for 2,858 yards and 32 touchdowns with nine

~ 200-yards games, including 297 yards against Boone County High School. As a
junior he gained 325 yards against Owensboro Catholic High School. He

~ majored in vocational industrial education at Kentucky.

Billy Owens, Jr., grew up three blocks from the Syracuse University cam-

pus, where he attended basketball and football camps and was a ballboy for the
Orangemen basketball team from 1977-80. However, when the time came to ~
make a decision on college, Owens chose Pittsburgh over the hometown school.

The first Pittsburgh player to be drafted by Dallas since Tony Dorsett in I
1977, Owens began his collegiate career as a running back. With limited playing ~
time he averaged 8.3 yards per carry (14-116) as a freshman.

, An honorable mention All-America and two-time All-East Coast pick, Owens -
redshirted the 1984 season due to a knee injury. The following spring, with I
great depth at running back, including Craig Heyward, the Pittsburgh coaches
moved Owens to defensive back. He became the starting strong safety toward
the end of the 1985 season.

Owens averaged 35.0 yards per interception return and took back three for
touchdowns, from 43,46 and 69 yards. His 69-yarder last year accounted for
the only touchdown in the Panthers' 10-0 win over Penn State.

Against West Virginia last season, Owens recorded nine tackles, a sack and
forced two fumbles, including the one that set up the winning field goal in Pitts-
burgh's 6-3 decision. In the Panthers' upset win over Notre Dame in 1987,
Owens had a season-high 10 tackles. As a junior Owens had a career-high 16
tackles against North Carolina State.

As a part-time kickoff returner last year, Owens averaged 21.9 yards per
return during the regular season. In the Bluebonnet Bowl against Texas, he
returned five kicks for 117 yards including a 45-yarder to set up a touchdown.

An all-state football selection at Christian Brothers Academy in Syracuse,
Owens also letterod in track and baseball. His father, Billy, Sr., played football
at Hartwick College from 1961-65 and his brother, Duane, starred at wide
receiver for Wake Forest from 1981-84. Billy earned his degree in information
science from Pittsburgh and spent the 1987 season working toward his MBA.

The good news is that the Cowboys drafted Chad Hennings, who in 1988 ~
won the Outland Trophy, captured unanimous All-America honors, was the WAC
defensive player of the year, and set a conference record for sacks in a season
with 24. The bad news is Hennings has a military commitment of at least five ~
years and possibly eight if he enrolls in flight school.

Dallas hopes Hennings follows in the footsteps of Roger Staubach, who
served a five-year military commitment after graduating from Navy, joined ~
Dallas as a 27-year-old rookie and led the team to four Super Bowls on his way
to the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

Hennings doesn't hide his desire to play in the NFL, but he also wants to ~
be a fighter pilot and realizes his commitment to the Air Force. "1'd like the
opportunity to play professional football," said Hennings. "But I'm not going to
go out of my way to cause any waves that would hurt the Air Force or ~
my reputation."
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In order to enter flight school, the two-time Academic All-America needed
I a waiver from the Air Force because he is two inches too tall. He also needed
I to lose weight because of the 242-pound weight limit.

After playing his freshman season as a 220-pound tight end, Hennings was
~ moved to defensive line in spring drills in 1985. He earned honorable mention

All-America and second-team All-WAC honors that season.
The following year he again was an honorable mention All-America and

I earned first-team All-WAC honors. Hennings led an Air Force defense that held
I Colorado State's All-America running back Steve Bartalo to 53 yards on

21 carries in 1986.
Against Wyoming in the 1987 season opener, Hennings put on a Super-

~ man performance with seven tackles, three sacks, one fumble recovery, one
forced fumble and three batted passes, including one that was intercepted. He
had a season-high 13 tackles against San Diego State and recorded 12 tackles
and two sacks against both TCU and Notre Dame.

RAY ALEXANDER, who signed with Dallas in 1987 after two seasons in the ~

Canadian Football League, broke his left wrist in training camp and spent
the '87 season on injured reserve. The 6-4, 190-pound wide receiver from
Florida A&M finished second in the CFL in receiving yards (1,590) and third
in catches (88) while playing for Calgary in 1986. He caught eight passes
for 132 yards, 41 long and one touchdown in eight games with the Denver .

A ~
seven-time All-Pro, Lilly was named to a club-record 11 Pro Bowls. He was
a two-time All-SWC pick and an All-America at Texas Christian University ~
before being drafted by Dallas.

DON MEREDITH, quarterback, 1960-68. Don Meredith led the Cowboys to their ~
first winning season and their first NFL Championship Game in 1966. Signed
by Clint Murchison, Jr., before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise, "Dandy
Don" played in two Pro Bowls and was named NFL player of the year in ~
1966. A two-time All-America at SMU, Don's name was added to the Cow-
boys' Ring of Honor in 1976.

DON PERKINS, running back, 1961-68. Don Perkins was the first Cowboys
player to rush for more than 6,000 yards. A six-time Pro Bowl selection, I
Perkins finished among the top ten NFL rushers in each of his eight seasons. ~
He was named NFL rookie of the year in 1961 and All-Pro in 1962. Perkins
was signed before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise. A three-time All-Sky- ~
line pick at New Mexico, he was inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1976.

CHUCK HOWLEY, linebacker, 1961-72. When Chuck Howley retired in 1973, ~
Tom Landry said "1 don't know that I've seen anybody better at linebacker
than Howley." A six-time All-Pro, Howley was the most valuable player in
Super Bowl V. The Cowboys traded for Howley, who was drafted by Chicago ~
in 1958. He was All-America center at West Virginia. A six-time Pro Bowl
selection, Howley was added to the Ring of Honor in 1977.

MEL RENFRO, defensive back, 1964-77. Mel Renfro was named to the Pro Bowl
his first ten seasons in the NFL. He is the club's all-time interceptor with 52 ~
and kickoff returner with a 26.4-yard career average. Renfro was drafted in
the second round in 1964 after a career as an All-America halfback and
world class sprinter at Oregon. A five-time All-Pro, Renfro was inducted into ~
the Cowboys' Ring of Honor in 1981.

ROGER STAUBACH, quarterback, 1969-79. Roger Staubach led the Cowboys to ~
six NFC Championship Games, four Super Bowls and two Super Bowl titles.
A great clutch performer, Staubach led Dallas to comeback victories 23
times, 14 in the last two minutes or overtime. A five-time Pro Bowler, he was
drafted by Dallas in 1964 after winning the Heisman Trophy and Maxwell
Award at the Naval Academy. Inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1983,
Roger was elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1985.

STREAK BROKEN - The Cowboys' streak of 20 consecutive winning seasons
from 1966 through 1985, third longest in professional sports history, came to
an end when the club finished with a 7-9 record after losing seven of its last
eight games. Only baseball's New York Yankees (39 straight winning seasons,
1926-64) and hockey's Montreal Canadiens (32 from 1951-52 through 1982- I
83) surpassed the Cowboys' accomplishment. After the 1986 season, the I
Washington Redskins' five straight winning campaigns (1982-86) represented
the NFL's longest active streak.

FOUNDER DIES - Cowboys founder Clint Murchison, Jr., died March 30 after
a long illness.

Little did they
know that they were starting something that one day would become what is now
considered a phenomenon.
