A new era in Dallas Cowboys history began on Feb. 25,1989 when
~ Jerry Jones reached an agreement with H.R. "Bum" Bright to purchase

the team. On April 18 the sale was approved by NFL owners and Jones
officially became the third owner in Cowboys history.

Jerral Wayne "Jerry" Jones, 46, grew up in the Rose City section of
North Little Rock, Ark. He learnedthe valueof hard work from his father,
J.W. "Pat" Jones, who owned Pat's Supermarket for many years.
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After starring in football at North Little Rock High School, Jerry Jones
received an athletic scholarship from then-coach Frank Broyles to play ~
at the University of Arkansas in 1961.

While at Arkansas, Jones started at guard and co-captained the 1964
team that went 11-0, defeated Nebraska in the Cotton Bowl and cap- ~
tured the national title. His teammates included current Razorbacks
coach Ken Hatfield and Jimmy Johnson, who was also Jones' room-
mate.

When Jerry was a college freshman, his father moved to Missouri and
established Modern Security Life Insurance Company. Jones began
selling insurance following his first year at Arkansas and worked as ex- ~
ecutive vice president in the business from 1965-69.

"Jerry is extremely intelligent," said Broyles, who is now athletic ~
director at Arkansas. "He's an incredibly hard worker and has been ex-
tremely successful since the day he got out of college - first in in- ~
surance, then in oil and gas, and now in many other entrepreneurial
things. He's one of our most successful graduates ever, in any field." ~

In 1970 he formed Arkoma Exploration, an independent oil and gas ~
concern. Jones also has interests in banking, real estate, insurance,
shippingand manufacturing. He wasapartnerin Arkansas Talents, Inc.-
a boxing promotions company. .

Jones serves on the board of directors of the fund-raising Razorbacks ~
Foundation for the University of Arkansas. He is a "Hall of Fame"
member of the Boys Clubs. He also heads the annual Little Rock Red- ~
White Razorback preseason intrasquad basketball scrimmage. The pro-
ceeds from the game go to five Arkansas-area charities. .

He was named the Arkansas state chairman of the United States
Olympic Committee for the 1988 Olympic Games.

A native of Little Rock (10/13/42), Jones now lives in Dallas with his ~
wife, Gene. They have three children, Steven, Charlotte and Jerry, Jr.
Steven played linebacker at Arkansas from 1984-87 and is now a
petroleum engineer with JMC Exploration in Fort Smith, Ark. Charlotte
is an aide to U.S. Representative Tommy Robinson of Arkansas and
Jerry Jr. attends Georgetown University.

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Jimmy Johnson , Head Coach

"I believe in winning. The bottom line is winning." That is the credo of
Cowboys head coach Jimmy Johnson. For most of his days in football
the bottom line has been good, but in the past five years it has been
better than any coach in the nation.

Only seven points separated Johnson's Miami teams from three
straight 12-0 seasons. The Hurricanes sandwiched a 1987 12-0 national
championship between two seasons as No. 2. A one-point loss to Notre
Dame in South Bend last year, after a failed two-point conversion with
45 seconds left, kept Miami from consecutive titles.

In building a 52-9 record over the past five seasons, the Hurricanes
beat the top teams-5-0 against preseason No. ls, 21-9 vs. teams
ranked in the top twenty-and avoided the upsets against lesser
opponents- 31-0 against unranked teams.

From 1985 through last season Miami put together the fifth longest
regular-season winning streak in NCAA history with 36 straight
victories. During Johnson's tenure the Hurricanes had a 24-2 road ~
record through some of the nation's most hostile environments -
Tallahassee, Norman, Gainesville, South Bend, Little Rock, Ann Arbor,
Pittsburgh and Baton Rouge.

Throughout his career Johnson learned from some of the country's
best coaches. His progression began as a player and then an assistant
under Frank Broyles at Arkansas, then as a 25-year-old defensive
coordinator under Johnny Majors at Iowa State, and continued at
Oklahoma as an assistant under Chuck Fairbanks and on thesame staff
as two current college head coaches (Galen Hall, Florida; and Larry .
Lacewell, Arkansas State; and former Oklahoma head coach Barry
Switzer).

A native Texan, James William Johnson (7/16/43) grew up along the ~
Gulf coast in Port Arthur where he earned all-state football honors at
Jefferson High School.

Johnson, whoalong with Cowboys owner Jerry Jonesand their fellow ~
seniors captained the Razorbacks' 1964 undefeated national champion-
ship team, was named tothe All-SWC team despite being an undersized
defensive tackle. The three-year letterman, who earned his degree in
psychology, was also named to Arkansas' 19603 All-Decade team.

His coaching career began almost by accident at Louisiana Tech
when he replaced a defensive line coach who had suffered a heart
attack. After an assistant coaching position at Florida State fell
through, Johnson had his only high school coaching job - at Picayune
(Mississippi) High School in 1966.

Following a one-year stint with Wichita State, Johnson spent two
years at Iowa State and three years at Oklahoma before returning to his
alma mater as defensive coordinator from 1973-76. He took on the ~
added responsibilities of assistant head coach when he moved on to
Pittsburgh for two seasons.

In his debut as a collegiate head coach, Johnson took a troubled
Oklahoma State program and led the Cowboys to a 29-25-3 record and
two bowl appearances in five seasons. Following his initial season
Johnson was honored as Big Eight Coach of the Year.

Johnson and his wife, Linda Kay, have two sons - Brent and Chad.

Seven years ago Dave Shula stepped in as 1 1,

receivers coach for Miami. Since that time Dan i. - ,
Marino established himself as the top-rated F ,~es, A
quarterback in NFL history and the Duper/Clayton 401
receiving tandem emerged as one of the best in ~,~~ " i~
the league.

While Shula was adding the responsibilities of
quarterbacks coach in 1985 and assistant head coach in 1988, the
Dolphins became the best pass offense in the NFL. For four of the past
five seasons Miami led the league in passing with the lone exception
being a No. 2 finish in 1985.

Although the youngest offensive coordinator in the league, Shula has been
involved in the NFL since 1960 when his father, Don, became an assistant with
Detroit. The elder Shula was head coach at Baltimore from 196369, then in 1970
became head coach in Miami, where Dave joined him in 1982.

Following an outstanding career at Dartmouth where he once held all
the school receiving marks, the two-time All-Ivy league pick played a
season as a wide receiver/kick returner with the Colts. He attended one
semester of law school at the University of Baltimore in 1982 before
entering coaching.

A two-sport letterman at Hollywood, Fla., Chaminade High School,
David Donald Shula (5/28/59) and wife Leslie have three sons- Daniel,
Christopher and Matthew.

Hubbard Alexander
Receivers

Over the past decade, quarterbacks have received ts lip~~ most of the attention at the University of Miami. Part
of the reason for the great success of Hurricanes
passers was the quality of the receivers to whom

~ they were throwing. These pass catchers were under
the watchful eye of Hubbard Alexander, who joined
Miami 10 seasons ago.

As tight ends coach from 1979-84, "Axe" developed All-America Willie
Smith who went on to become the all-time leading receiver in Hurricanes
history. When he took over the wide receivers in 1985, Alexander began to
mold a trio consisting of Brian Blades, Brett Perriman and Michael Irvin. All
three were among the first 52 players chosen in the 1988 NFL draft. Irvin,
who is re-united with Alexander in Dallas, broke most of Miami's receiving

~ records, including Smith's career catch mark.
Giving Alexander a trifecta on the Miami receiving list is former

Hurricanes tight end Glenn Dennison, who played under Axe from 1981-83
~ and stands third among pass catchers in school history.

Following seven seasons as a highly successful high school coach in
Memphis, Tenn., Alexander spent six seasons as an assistant at

~ Vanderbilt before going to Miami. A three-year starter and All-America
center at Tennessee State, Alexander began his coaching career with
his alma mater in 1962.

Hubbard Lindsay Alexander (2/14/39) graduated from Atkins High School
in Winston-Salem, N.C. He and wife Gloria have three sons- Todd, Chad
and Bard.

In his first season with the Hurricanes, Campo fine tuned the talents of
Bennie Blades. A Jim Thorpe Trophy (best collegiate defensive back)
recipient, Blades keyed a defense that led Miami to the national title in 1987.
Detroit chose Blades with the third pick in the 1988 draft.

Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Campo spent four seasons (1984-87) as
part of a staff that turned Syracuse into a national championship
contender.

Campo began his coaching career at his alma mater, Central
Connecticut State, where he spent two seasons. His coaching trek then
took him to Albany State (1973), Bridgeport (1974), University of Pittsburgh
(1975), Washington State (1976), Boise State (1977-79), Oregon State (1980),
Weber State (1981-82) and Iowa State (1983).

Cowboys placekicker Roger Ruzek was at Weber State while Campo was
coaching there.

In addition to starring at defensive back at Central Connecticut State,
David Cross Campo (7/18/47) twice earned All-East honors at shortstop in
college.

~ Schroeder and Doug Williams, Rhome helped guide a Redskins offense
that finished in the NFL's top 10 four of his five seasons. Washington
qualified for two Super Bowls with two different quarterbacks during
Rhome's stay.

As quarterbacks/receivers coach and then offensive coordinator for
the expansion Seattle Seahawks, Rhome earned his reputation for

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What To Look For In 1989
The Cowboys winning their 22nd league opener in the past 25 seasons. Dallas

holds the NFL record of 17 straight opening-game victories from 1965-81. The
Cowboys are the best opening-day team in NFL history with a 22-6-1 (.776)
record.

The Cowboys improving their all-time Texas Stadium record of 104-40 (.722), in-
cluding playoff games, from 1971-88.

The Cowboys improving their NFC-best 41-23 (.641) record against the AFC in
games against Miami and Kansas City.

The Cowboys improving their 14-6-1 (.691) record on Thanksgiving Day. In the game
immediately following the Thanksgiving Day game the Cowboys record is 16-5
(.762). In all games following the Thanksgiving Daygame Dallas has a record of
40-23 (.635).

Everson Walls moving in on the Cowboys' career interception record. With 44
career steals he needs eight to catch Mel Renfro, who holds the club record of
52. Walls, who enters his ninth NFL season, is third among active interceptors
in the NFC behind Green Bay's Dave Brown (56 in 14 seasons) and Minnesota's
John Harris (50 in 11 seasons).

season with the Cowboys. Bob Lilly (1961-74), Lee Roy Jordan (1963-76), Jethro
Pugh and Randy White (1975-88) also played 14 years with Dallas. Ed can also
pass Randy White's team mark of 209 regular-season games played. Too Tall
has played in 208 games.

Following a Cardinals
touchdown, Dallas ran out the remaining 3:47 in large part because of
Walker's five carries for 19 yards. On his way to All-Pro honors and a
second-straight Pro Bowl appearance, Walker became only the 10th
player in NFL history to gain more than 2,000 yards from scrimmage in a
season.

Troy Aikman has always possessed the ~
physical attributes that made him the top pick in
the 1989 NFLdraft. The finest tribute to his talent
may have come as a high school senior when ~

Oklahoma coach Barry Switzer changed from the Sooners famed running
attack to more of a passing offense to accomodate Aikman. However,
Aikman's best quality may be the strength of his character.

Two instances over the past year best illustrate the makeup of Troy
Kenneth Aikman. Last summer Aikman was coming off an All-America
season at UCLA and was the favorite to be both the Heisman Trophy
winner and the NFL's number one pick in 1989.

Looking for work between seasons Aikman took on a job laying oil
pipeline, similarto what his father, Ken, did. Originallyhe was supposed ~
to do only light work to keep him from injury, but when the company
became busy, Troy was forced into heavy lifting.

"I loved it," says Aikman. "It's what my dad has done all his life. 1 ~
didn't enjoy getting up at 4:30 in the morning, but I saw how my dad
made his money. Everything he got, he got by determination. He's not
rich by any means but he's got more than maybe some other people in ~
his shoes.'

Never was Troy's own determination more evident than in 1988 when
he led an inexperienced UCLA team to a 10-2 mark that included a Cot- ~
ton Bowl title. Despite only three returning starters on offense, Aikman
led the Bruinstothe nation's numberone rankingafterthesixth weekof
the 1988 season.

The biggest test of Aikman's spirit came in that Cotton Bowl win. He
was touted as the top selection in the upcoming draft. The game was in
Dallas where the Cowboys held that number one pick. The UCLA prac- ~
tice sessions where held at Texas Stadium, and the Bruins were going
for an NCAA-record seventh-straight bowl win.

Aikman resisted the pressure to show his great physical skill and
played within the UCLA offensive scheme that was limited by receivers
without much speed or experience. There were no seniors among the
Bruins top four receivers. Although he completed 70% (19 of 27) of his
passes for 172 yards and a touchdown, more importantly he led UCLA to
a 17-3 win over Arkansas.

The third all-time rated passer in NCAA history, Aikman's rise has
been neither easy nor typical. The hurdles he cleared over the years
have helped him develop the basis of his hard-work ethic, his calm
demeanor under pressure and his leadership abilities.

He may appear to be cool even in the face of an intense pass rush but
only his mother really knows. "1'm not sure he's as relaxed as he ap-
pears," says Charlyn Aikman, who works as a typesetter for the

Henryetta Daily Freelance. "I think there's more tension in him than he
projects. And the more tense he is, the less he shows."

One of the early obstacles Aikman had to overcome was at the age of
12 when his family moved from the Los Angeles suburb of Cerritos,
Calif.,to Henryetta, Okla., a town of 6,000. His dad moved to find work in
the oilfields. "I hated it," Aikman says. "I just couldn't understand why
we moved there. My friends were in California and I was already doing
well in sports."

He preserved, became an all-state quarterback and now has a street

named after him in Henryetta. As a junior he guided the Fighting Hens
to two season-ending victories to quali fy forthe Oklahoma playoffs with
a 2-8 record. The ensuing excitement in Henryetta led Aikman to con-
sider playing college football.

After receiving a commitment from Switzer to switch from the
wishbone to the I formation, Aikman chose to play at Oklahoma.
Scheduled for a red-shirt freshman season, Aikman was forced to start
against Kansas because of injuries to the Sooners quarterbacks. He
was two of 14 for eight yards and threw three interceptions, one of
which was returned for a touchdown, as Oklahoma lost 28-11.

"My troubles at Oklahoma started with that game," Aikman says. "A
lot of the media and fans got down on me after that. I hardly knew any of
the passing plays. The Kansas game shattered my confidence."

He entered the following season as the starter. After three games,
even though the Sooners were undefeated and he was 21 of 40 for 317
yards, Aikman was told there was a possibility he would be replaced by
red-shirt freshman Jamelle Holieway in that week's game versus Miami.
Againstthe Hurricanes(coached by Jimmy Johnson), Aikman wassixof
seven for 131 yards before a broken ankle in the second quarter ended
his season and his Oklahoma career. Soon after Holieway led the
Sooners to a national title, Aikman requested to transfer.

Following the mandatory red-shirt season in which he studied the
UCLA offense with quarterbacks coach Rick Neuheisel, Aikman got off
to an outstanding start in 1987. The Bruins were riding high at 9-1 and
Aikman led the nation in passing efficiency. Going intothe final regular-
season game against USC, he had completed 68.7% of his passes for
2,183 yards and 16 touchdowns while throwing only three interceptions.

In that game against the Trojans which fell on his 21st birthday,
Aikman was 11 of 26 for 171 yards, no touchdowns and three intercep-
tions - as many as he threw in the previous 10 games. "That was the
worst day of my life," says Aikman. As soon as the game was over he
flew to Oklahoma. "It wasatough period for me. I couldn't sleep fortwo
weeks after the game. I played every play over and over in my head."

Once again Aikman fought through a difficult time and came back in
1988 to earn All-America honors, lead UCLA to another bowl win and
becomethe first player selected in the NFLdraft. He is onlythe second
quarterback taken in the first round by Dallas. The Cowboys chose
Craig Morton with the sixth pick in 1965.

» developed an image as a rugged, punishing full-

. *i f back. However, his toughness began to show at ~
the age of five when his mother had to hide the kit-

chen chairs so that he wouldn't throw them.
He continued his reckless ways at the age of seven when he was ~

caught jumping from the top of his garage onto a tractor tire below.
While in college he even had a job removing hazardous waste.

On the western New York campus people are still talking about "The
Run." Against West Virginia in 1987 Johnston broke eight tackles
enroute to a 19-yard touchdown in a 32-31 win that preserved the
Orangemen's undefeated season.

"Johnston would practice the same way Tuesday afternoon as he
would play Saturday afternoon," says Syracuse running back coach
Bob Casullo. "You can't say  ~hat about most kids. In fouryears he never .
missed a drill or a practice.

Although he gained 299 yards in Syracuse's f inal three games of 1988,
Johnston never posted great rushing numbers. He still earned All-
America honorable mention honors and was named to the All-East
squad. Most often Johnston is compared to Hall of Fame and former
Syracuse All-America fullback Larry Csonka.

Johnston is the highest Syracuse running back drafted since Csonka
was selected by Miami inthe firstround in 1968. Against Boston College
last year Johnston rushed foracareer-high 138 yards, the bestoutput by
a Syracuse fullback since Csonka gained 154 yards in 1967. Also in that
game against the Eagles, Johnston caught four passes for 53 yards.

He is also well known for his superior blocking. For most of his three
years as the Syracuse starting fullback Johnston protected quarterback
Don McPherson, who tops the Orangemen career total offense list, and
opened holes for running back Robert Drummond, who finished eighth

on the school's all-time rushing list. At Orangemen film sessions histeammates would count Johnston's "knockouts" which were the timeshe put an opponent on his back.
Punting also became a Johnston specialty when the Orangemen

quick kicked. He holds three of the ten longest punts in Syracusehistory including a 71-yard effort as a sophomore that tied the schoolrecord.
"Johnston does it all," says Syracuse head coach Dick MacPherson.

"He blocks, heruns, hecatchesand hedoesn't makemistakes. He'sthebest."
A 1988 co-captain, Johnston's leadership played a key role in

Syracuse winning more games (21) the past two seasons than any col-
lege team except Miami (24) and Florida State (22).

A native of Youngstown, N.Y. near Niagara Falls, Johnston was named
Western New York Player of the Year in 1983 while at Lewiston-Porter
High School. Daryl graduated first in his high school class of 290 with a
4.0 grade-point average. He earned his degree in economics at
Syracuse.

He's a very stoic and dedicated individual with great leader-
ship ability. Mark has no weaknesses."

Stepnoski has the size, the intelligence and the love of the weightroom that is required of all offensive linemen, but he credits much of his
college success tohishighschool linecoach, Jack Henning. "hetaught
me college techniques when I was in high school," says Stepnoski. "1've
been run blocking the same way since I was 14 years old."

Even as a freshman Stepnoski was impressing people. His first col-
lege start came against Boston College in the season's third game.
Stepnoski helped hold Eagles nose tackle and Outland Trophy winner
Mike Ruth to a season-low four tackles. The next week after Pitt rolled
up 203 yards rushing against West Virginia, Moutaineers head coach
Don Nehlen proclaimed, "no way he's a freshman. He's the best offen-
sive guard I've ever seen. He's unbelievable."

Stepnoski started all but one game in his final three seasons. As a
sophomore against Miami Stepnoski handled All-America defensive
tackle Jerome Brown as Pittsburgh rushed for a season-high 268 yards.
He earned third team All-America and made the Football News
sophomore All-America team in 1986.

The following season he was hampered by an ankle injury that forced
him to miss his only college game. Stepnoski came back to earn first

team All-America honors and was named as a finalist for the Outland
Trophy and a semi-finalist for the Lombardi Award in 1988.

"I can't say he's the best lineman ever at Pitt, because I wasn't here
forthose othergreat players," says Pitt head coach Mike Gottfried, who
has spent 16 seasons on the college level. "But he's the best I've been
around in my years of coaching."

Stepnoski follows a long line of Pitt offensive linemen who have been
high NFL draft picks (Russ Grimm, Washington, D3-'81; Jimbo Covert,
Chicago, Dl-'83; Jim Sweeney, Jets, D2-'84; Bill Fralic, Atlanta, Dl-'85;
Randy Dixon, Indianapolis, D4-'87 and Jim Ricketts, Pittsburgh, Dl-'89).

A two-time academic All-America, Mark Matthew Stepnoski was named
one of 11 National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame scholar-
athletes for 1988. The Erie, Pa., native was named All-America by USA
Today and Parade Magazine at Cathedral High School. A memberof the
national honor society, Mark graduated from high school with a 4.2
grade point average.

His father, Marty, was a teammate of former Raiders wide receiver
Fred Biletnikoff on the 1960 Erie Tech High School team. Mark majored
in communications at Pittsburgh.

Although he did not start as a freshman, Weston began to contribute
immediately to the Gators defense. In the third game of his college
career against Mississippi State he recorded two Backs. Asthe starting
right tackle the next season Weston recorded a season-high 15 tackles
against Georgia and earned second-team sophomore All-America
honors.

Despite playing the final four games of his junior season with a
broken jaw, Weston finished second on the Gators in both sacks with
six and tackles for a loss with 14. Clifford Charlton, who was drafted in
the first round by Cleveland in 1988, led the Gators in both categories.
Weston earned first-team All-SEC honors, honorable mention All-
America honors and was named the Gators defensive lineman of the
yearin 1987.

Injuries in preseason drills kept Weston from starting two of the
season's first five games as a senior. He came back to play well against
Mississippi State with four tackles, two tackles for a loss, two passes
tipped and his only career interception. One of the passes he tipped was
intercepted by a Gator teammate. Two weeks later against Memphis
State he had a season-high 10 tackles, a sack and forced a fumble.
Weston earned honorable mention All-America and second-team All-
SEC honors in 1988.

"Rhondy is not just a powerful defensive tackle," says Florida head
coach Galen Hall. "He isan athlete, Hecan run, jump, isagileand at6-5
and 280 pounds is exceptionally quick."

Including Weston all three players on the Florida defensive line were
selected within the first five rounds of the NFL draft. Nose tackle Jeff
Roth was selected by Dallas in the fifth round and Trace Armstrong was
chosen in the first round by Chicago.

An All-ACC first-team pick, Crockett led the Yellow Jackets in quarter-
back pressures last year with 14, tied for the team lead in fumbles ~
recovered with three, finished second in both sacks with six and tackles
for a loss with four. He also led Georgia Tech in tackles for a loss with
six in 1987.

In last year's season opener Crockett tallied nine tackles, three sacks
and one forced fumble as Georgia Tech held Tennessee-Chattanooga to
84 total yards, which was the lowest vs. the Yellow Jackets since 1963. ~
The next week the three-year starter had nine tackles and two sacks
against Virginia. Against VMI he recorded four sacks and forced two .fumbles that set up easy Georgia Tech touchdowns.

Crockett earned the starting cutside linebacking job following a 1985
season in which he had 47 tackles, two interceptions - one returned 27
yards for a touchdown against Tennessee Chattanooga - and earned
freshman All-America honors.

able to contribute to the Florida defense, one of
the best in the nation, his first season.

As a red-shirt freshman in 1985, Roth recorded
two sacks - the f irst of his college career - in the season's third game.
The next week he had his first start at nose tackle against LSU.

Later in the season he had his best game with 10 tackles as Florida
defeated Auburn to become the nation's top-ranked team. Roth spent
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most of the game playing against All-America center Ben Tamburello
who now plays with the Philadelphia Eagles. Despite starting only five
games he was a second-team freshman All-America pick and led the
Gators' defensive linemen in sacks with six.

In his first-year as a full-time starter in 1986, he again played well
against Tamburello and Auburn with 10 tackles. Roth, who was named
to the sophomore All-America team, tallied a career-high 11 tackles
against Kentucky.

Over his final three seasons Roth started 33-of-35 games at nose
tackle. He holds the Florida career record for tackles for losses by a
defensive lineman with 44. His 17 career sacks are the third most by a
Gators defensive lineman.

"Jeff has the quickness and speed to make plays in other teams'backfields and the strength to stay in the fight at the line of
scrimmage," said Florida head coach Galen Hall.

While anchoring a Florida offense that placed fourth in total defense
(247.8) and third in pass defense (123.6) in the nation, Roth led the
Gators with 15 tackles for a loss in 1988. A two-time All-SEC pick, Roth
also earned second-team All-America and SEC All-Academic honors his
senior year. He had a mammoth game against Memphis State withseven tackles, a shared sack, a quarterback pressure and two tackles
for losses.

One of the best games of his career came against a UCLA team, led
by Troy Aikman, in the 1987 Aloha Bowl. Roth had four tackles, a sack, a
quarterback pressure and two tackles for losses.

Born in the Queens section of New York, Jeffrey Neil Roth grew up
wanting to be a basketball player at St. John's. After his father retired as
a New York City policeman, the family moved to Florida where Jeff
starred at Seminole High School.

The only four-time All-Big Sky pick, Foger gained over 100 yards in 25
of his 42 games, He failed to score a touchdown in only seven games
and recorded six three-touchdown games.

"Charvez Foger is the most complete running back I have ever coached.
He is capable of the big play at any time," said Nevada-Reno head
coach Chris Ault who also coached former Raiders fullback Frank
Hawkins.

Foger's best game came against Weber State as a freshman when he
gained 231 yards from scrimmage - including 185 on the ground -
averaged 10.9 yards per carry and had a career-long 77-yard run. The Big
Sky Conference Newcomer of the Year, Foger averaged 6.9 yards per
carry and set a school-record with 108 points in 1985.

Foger's only sub-1,000-yard season came in 1986 when he was slowed
by an ankle injury. He still led the Wolfpack in scoring as a sophomore.
In 1987 he caught a career-long 63-yard pass against Idaho State and
was an honorable mention All-America.

Cool under fire best describes Steve Walsh.

I When a problem presents itself to Walsh , he just
takes the most direct route to the solution, always
remaining in total control. This characteristic was

evident both on and off the field during his time at Miami.
On the field one of the greatest pressure situations Steve faced oc-

curred last fall in Ann Arbor, Mich. With more than 105,000 screaming
fans and his team down 30-14, Walsh was right at home. "The fans were ~
yelling," said Walsh. "It was great. I love being in control when it gets
rough." In charge he was, engineering 17 unanswered points in the final
seven minutes and 16 seconds of play to defeat Michigan 31-30. ~

Another image of Walsh in control in a very different setting. It
centers around Steve Walsh the banker. Last summer, while others
spent their time at the beach or in front of a television, Walsh was hard
at work interning at Minneapolis' Marquette Bank. Aiming toward his
long-range ambition as a financial planner, Walsh was just as at home
in front of a financial statement as a playbook.

Winning football games takes more than just a talented quarterback.
It also takes a leader. At Miami Steve was just that. "1'm a leader and
that means doing all the right things all the time so others will follow my ~
example," Walsh said. If another player sees that I get frustrated, either
in a game or with two-a-days, that sets a bad example. So when there's a
situation that needs to be handled, I just go right at it."

A proven winner at Miami, 23-1 as a starter, Walsh had big shoes to fill
when he took over the starting job in 1987. He followed in the footsteps
of three NFL quarterbacks - Vinny Testaverde (Tampa Bay), Bernie .
Kosar (Cleveland), and Jim Kelly (Buffalo). The pressure on Walsh was
tremendous, but because of his strong character he was able to succeed.

"Steve Walsh is a bottom-line quarterback," says Cowboys Head ~
Coach Jimmy Johnson, who coached Walsh at Miami. "A lot of people
got into comparing him with Vinny and Bernie and said he didn't have as
strong an arm or this and that. The thing about him is he wins ballgames. ~
He does what needs to be done to win and I like that."

Walsh's 1987 12-0 season was climaxed with a 20-14 victory over
Oklahoma in the Orange Bowl, earning Miami the national champion- ~
ship.

Consistency was one of the keys to Walsh's success. While Walsh
was passing for over 5300 yards in his career, he was sacked only 14 ~
times. Steve had at least one touchdown pass in 17 of his last 19 games
with Miami.

For his career, Walsh was 16-0 at home and 7-l on theroad, but that is ~
only half the story. Because of Miami's schedule, Walsh faced many of
the top teams in the country, and emerged 11-1 against teams ranked in
the Top 20 and 2-0 against teams ranked No. 1 in the nation.

Many of the characteristics Walsh displays on and off the field come

from his dad. Steve's father is a plumbing inspector who owns his own
business in St. Paul, Minn., where Steve attended Cretin High School.

Walsh leaves Miami as one of the top passers in school history. His
48 career touchdown passes ties him with Testaverde for the school
record. His 33 completions against No. 8 ranked Arkansas in 1988 set a

~ Hurricanes' mark, breaking his own record of 31 set at Notre Dame
earlier in the season.

In 1988, Walsh suffered his only defeat as a starter against Notre
~ Dame. In that 31-30 loss, Walsh still rallied Miami from a 31-21 deficit in

South Bend to pull within one point with :45 to play. However, the Hub
ricanes' try for the winning two point conversion resulted in an in-

~ complete pass. Walsh still managed to throw for more yards (424)
against the Irish than any other visiting quarterback in Notre Dame
history, that total is also the second highest in Miami history.

All these heroics earned Walsh quite a bit of recognition. This past
season he was selected as the first team All-America quarterback by the
Associated Press, ESPN, and the Football Writers Association. He

~ finished fourth in the balloting for the 1988 Heisman Trophy and was
selected as the runner-up for the 1988 Davey O'Brien Award, which goes
to the nation's top collegiate quarterback.

The winner of back-to-back Orange Bowls with the Hurricanes, Walsh
becomes only the third quarterback taken in the first round by Dallas.
The Cowboys chose Craig Morton with the sixth pick in 1965 and Troy
Aikman with the first pick in 1989.

Considered as the finest all- 99///F·'7
around football player in the state of Florida
coming out of high school, Lowman was recruited by several schools
including the University of Miami. Lowman chose Florida where he sat
out the 1986 season. In 1987 he transferred to Coffeyville, Kans., Junior
College where he rushed for 556 yards on 76 carries (7.3 average) and
caught nine passes for 245 yards (27.2 average) his first season. He. played three games in 1988.

An honorable mention All-America and consensus all-state pick at
Apopka, Fla., High School, Lowman excelled as a defensive back before~ he was switched to running back as a senior. In only 61/2 games he
averaged 8.7 yards per carry while gaining 1,050 yards in 1985.

SCOTT ADAMS, a 6-5, 275-pound tackle from Georgia, earned honor-
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able mention All-America honors as a senior. In 1988 Adams started
five games at left tackle and seven games at right guard for the
Bulldogs whose rushing offense led the Southeastern Conference
with a 252.5 yards per game average. Adams earned all-state honors
at Columbia High School in Lake City, Fla.

ERIC BROWN, who is a two-time All-Southern Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference pick, started the past three seasons at left cornerback
for Savannah State. The 5-11, 177-pound defensive back, who tied
for second in interceptions in NCAA division 11 with seven in 1987,
stole 17 passes for 182 yards the past three years. Brown, who also
ran track in college, starred in football and track at Savannah, Ga.,
High School.

SHAWN DANIELS, a 5-11, 238-pound fullback from Bowling Green, started
at both tailback and fullback in his two seasons with the Falcons. In
1988 he rushed for 65 yards and caught 24 passes for 180 yards
while starting 10 games at fullback. He started four games at
fullback and seven at tailback in 1987 when he led Bowling Green in
rushing with 423 yards. Daniels spent two seasons at Snow Junior
College in Ephrain, Utah before transferring to Bowling Green. A
native of Canada, Shawn starred at Malcolm Campbell High School
in St. Laurent, Quebec.

JOHN DUFF, who caught 77 passes for 1,095 yards and nine touchdowns
at New Mexico, missed five games in 1988 due to a ruptured spleen.
The 6-6, 222-pound tight end earned honorable mention All-Western ~
Athletic Conference honors in 1987 when he led league tight ends in
catches with 51. Following his career as an all-league wide receiver
at Tustin, Calif., High School, Duff Spent two seasons as a blocking .
back for Saddleback Community College in Mission Viejo, Calif.

DARRYL FORD, who earned honorable mention All-America honors last ~
year, set a New Mexico State record for tackles in a season with 164
in 1988. The 6-1, 232-pound linebacker also has the Aggies second- .
best tackle season with 154 in 1986. Ford, who did not play in 1987,
tallied a career-high 22 stops against UNLV last season. A four-year
starter at outside linebacker for New Mexico State, Darryl was an ~
all-district pick at Roosevelt High School in Dallas.

STACEY HAIRSTON, a 5-9, 170-pound wide receiver from Ohio Northern,
played both wide receiver and cornerback during his collegiate
career. After playing at wide receiver the first part of the season,
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Hairston played cornerback and wide receiver the final two games
in 1988. He caught 28 passes for 515 yards and five touchdowns and
recorded 10 tackles and an interception last year. As a junior

.
. Hairston set a school record with 577 receiving yards and earned

All-Ohio Athletic Conference honors. He spent his entire sophomore
season playing cornerback. Hairston, who starred at South High
School in Columbus, Ohio, holds two Ohio Northern indoor track
records and spent a season on the college's diving team.

PAUL HEWITT, who earned honorable mention All-America honors the
past two seasons, is the only San Diego State player to gain over
1,000 yards in two different seasons. In 1987 the 5-7, 195-pound
running back scored 24 touchdowns to lead the nation and set a
Western Athletic Conference record. He also set an NCAA mark as a
junior by scoring three-or-more touchdowns in five straight games.
After he was named All-America at Citrus Junior College in 1986,
Hewitt transferred to San Diego State. Paul set a California record
with 37 touchdowns his senior year at Monrovia, Calif., High School.

MARK SEALS, a 6-0, 201-pound defensive back from Boston University,
earned NCAA division 1-AA All-America honors the past two
seasons. The No. 2 all-time interceptor in school history, Seals
finished second in division 1-AA with eight steals in 1988. Seals, who
became a starter in the sixth game of his freshman year, averaged
over 20 yards per kick return In his collegiate career, including an
89-yard touchdown against Colgate in 1985. A native of Syracuse,
Seals was all-county as a safety and wide receiver at Henninger
High School.

RICKY SIGLAR, who was not selected in the supplemental draft in 1988,
has not played since 1985.

TYRONE THURMAN, a 5-3, 145-pound wide receiver from Texas Tech,
set Southwest Conference records for punt return yards (1,466),
punts returned for a touchdown (4) and punt returns (126), which is
also the second most in NCAA history. A two-time All-SWC
selection, Thurman led the conference in kick return average (23.3),
finished second in punt return average (10.4) and third in receptions
(48) in 1988. A cousin of former Cowboys defensive back Dennis
Thurman, Tyrone earned All-West Texas honors at Lee High School
in Midland, Tex.

KEN TIPPINS, who is a two-time All-Ohio Valley Conference pick at
defensive end, knocked down a team-high seven passes in 1988. The
6-1, 226-pound linebacker recorded 151 tackles, 20 tackles for a loss
and nine sacks in three seasons as a starter. Against Eastern
Kentucky in 1987, Tippins recorded 11 tackles, a sack, an
interception and recovered two fumbles. He earned all-county
honors at Cook High School in Adel, Ga.

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I Ring of Honor
The Cowboys honor former players who made outstanding contributions to the

club by inducting them into the Ring of Honor at Texas Stadium. Their names and
the years played are prominently displayed in silver on the wall below the press
box at Texas Stadium. Members of the Cowboys' Ring of Honor:

BOB LILLY, defensive tackle, 1961-74. Nicknamed "Mr. Cowboy," Bob Lilly wasthe
franchise's first draft choice in 1961, the first name in the Ring of Honor in
1975 and its first inductee intothe Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1979. A seven-
time All-Pro, Lilly was named to a club-record 11 Pro Bowls. He was a two-
time All-SWC pick and an All-America at Texas Christian University before
being drafted by Dallas.

~ DON MEREDITH, quarterback, 1960-68. Don Meredith led the Cowboys to their first
winning season and their first NFL Championship Game in 1966. Signed by
Clint Murchison, Jr., before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise, "Dandy
Don" played in two Pro Bowls and was named NFL player of the year in 1966.
A two-time All-America at SMU, Don's name was added to the Cowboys' Ring
of Honor in 1976.

DON PERKINS, running back, 1961-68. Don Perkins was the first Cowboys player
to rush for more than 6,000 yards. A six-time Pro Bowl selection, Perkins
finished among the top ten NFL rushers in each of his eight seasons. He was
named NFL rookie of the year in 1961 and All-Pro in 1962. Perkins was signed

before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise. A three-time All-Skyline pick at
New Mexico, he was inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1976.

CHUCK HOWLEY, linebacker, 1961-72. When Chuck Howley retired in 1973, Tom
Landry said "I don't know that I've seen anybody better at linebacker than
Howley." A six-time All-Pro, Howley was the most valuable player in Super
Bowl V. The Cowboys traded for Howley, who was drafted by Chicago in 1958.
He was All-America center at West Virginia. A six-time Pro Bowl selection,
Howley was added to the Ring of Honor in 1977.

MEL RENFRO, defensive back, 1964-77. Mel Renfro was named to the Pro Bowl his
first ten seasons in the NFL. He is the club's all-time interceptor with 52 and
kickoff returner with a 26.4-yard career average. Renfro was drafted in the
second round in 1964 after a career as an All-America halfback and world

. class sprinter at Oregon. A five-time All-Pro, Renfro was inducted into the
Cowboys' Ring of Honor in 1981.

ROGER STAUBACH, quarterback, 1969-79. Roger Staubach led the Cowboys to six
NFC Championship Games, four Super Bowls and two Super Bowl titles. A
great clutch performer, Staubach led Dallas to comeback victories 23 times,
14 in the last two minutes or overtime. A five-time Pro Bowler, he was drafted
by Dallas in 1964 after winningthe Heisman Trophyand Maxwell Award atthe
Naval Academy. Inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1983, Roger was elected
to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1985.

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. Historical Highlights

1960
NFL FRANCHISE - Clint Murchison, Jr., and Bedford Wynne were awarded an
expansion franchise in the NFL at the annual league meeting in Miami Beach, Fla.
The Cowboys were to play as a "swing" team, playing every other team one time
during the first season, although listed in the Western Conference standings
(January 28).
COWBOYS STOCKED - A player pool was set up in a league meeting at L.A., with
each of 12 NFL teams freezing 25 names on its roster and the Cowboys allowed to
pick three from each team for a total of 36 veterans. Dallas, once given the list, had
to select its 36 players within 24 hours (March 13).
TRAINING STARTS - Rookies report to first Cowboys camp at Pacific U., in Forest
Grove, Oregon (July 9).
FIRST PRE-SEASON GAME - The Cowboys, less than six months in existence,
get their first test and drop a 16-10 pre-season game to San Francisco in Seattle
(August 6)
FIRST HOME GAME - In their Dallas debut, in the Salesmanship Club preseason
game, the Cowboys led the world champion Baltimore Colts into the final minute
before a 62-yard pass from Johnny Unitas to Lenny Moore gave the Colts a 14-10
victory (August 19).
FIRST VICTORY - In a preseason game at Louisville, Ky., the Cowboys beat New
York's Giants, 14-3, with Frank Clarke catching touchdown passes of 73 yards
(Eddie LeBaron) and 74 yards (Don Meredith) (August 27).
FIRST LEAGUE GAME - In their first league game, Dallas fell to Pittsburgh, 35-28,
with Bobby Layne leading a fourth-period Steeler rally (Sept. 24, Saturday night).
STREAK SNAPPED - Dallas snaps a 20-game loss streak by tying New York,
31-31, at Yankee Stadium (Dec. 4).

1961
TRAINING STARTS - Rookies launch training at new campsite - St. Olaf College
in Northfield, Minn. (July 9).
FIRST LEAGUE WIN - Scoring ten points in the final 56 seconds, the Cowboys
score their first NFL victory, 27-24, over Pittsburgh in the '61 league opener in the
Cotton Bowl. Allen Green's 27-yard field goal on the game's final play won it before
23,500 (Sept. 17).

1962
TRAINING STARTS - Team begins training at new campsite - Northern Michigan
College in Marquette, Mich. (July 13).
PENALTY HISTORY - For the first time in anyone's memory in an NFL game,
points were awarded for a penalty. The Cowboys were detected holding in the end
zone on a 99-yd. TD pass from LeBaron to Clarke, and Pittsburgh was awarded a
safety. The Steelers eventually won, 30-28 (Sept. 23).
100·YARD FIRSTS - Cowboys' Amos Marsh returned a kickoff 101 yards and Mike
Gaechter returned a pass interception 100 yards, both plays for fourth-quarter TDs
in a 41-19 win over Philadelphia in Dallas. It was the first time in NFL history that
two 100-yard runs had been made in the same game, much less by the same team
in the same quarter (Oct. 14).

1963
SHIFT TO KANSAS CITY - The rival Dallas Texans of the AFL announce they are
moving the franchise to Kansas City (Feb. 8).
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CALIFORNIA TRAINING SITE - The Cowboys opentraining at Califronia Lutheran
College in Thousand Oaks, Calif. (July 12).
HOWTON SETS RECORD - Bill Howton broke Don Hutson's all-time receiving
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mark with a 14-yard catch against Washington (there). Hutson's record was 7,991
yards and the catch gave Howton an even 8,000 yards (Sept. 29)

1964
LANDRY CONTRACT - With one year to go on his original contract, Tom Landry is
signed to a ten-year extension, in effect giving him an 11-year pact, possibly the ~
longest in major pro sports history (Feb. 5).

1965
FIRST SELLOUT - An overflow crowd of 76,251 jams the Cotton Bowl for the
Cleveland game, notching theteam's first home sellout. Cleveland won, 24-17(Nov.
21)

1966
PLAYOFF BOWL - After defeating New York, 38-20, in the season finale (and win-
ning five of their last seven games) to get into the Playoff Bowl at Miami, the
Cowboys fall to Baltimore, 35-3 (Jan. 15).
MERGER - Peace comes to pro football with Cowboys GM Tex Schramm com-
pleting two months of negotiations with AFL's Lamar Hunt, merging the two
leagues under the NFL banner (June 8).
SCHRAMM ELEVATED - Texas E. Schramm, Vice-President and General Manager
of the Cowboys from the beginning, was named President of the club by owner
Clint Murchison, Jr., who retained the title of Chairman of the Board.
NEELY CASE SOLVED - Dallas and Houston reached agreement in the Ralph
Neely case. Neely remained with Dallas with Houston receiving the Cowboys Nos.
1,2 and two fifth place picks in the 1967 draft (Nov. 17).
THE CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys won their first championship, capturing the
Eastern Conference title with a 10-3-1 record, but lost the NFL Championship
Game to Green Bay, 34-27.

1967
TEXAS STADIUM - On Dec. 23, owner Clint Murchison, Jr., formally announced
plans to build Texas Stadium in suburban Irving. The stadium, to be financed
through a bond-option plan, would be ready for the 1970 season. The stadium
would seat a minimum of 58,000.
SECOND CHAMPIONSHIP - Under the NFL's new format, the Cowboys easily
won the Capitol Division and defeated Cleveland, Century Division winner, 52-14, in
the Cotton Bowl for the Eastern conference championship. However, on Dec. 31 in
Green Bay, the Cowboys lost their second bid for an NFL title, falling to the
Packers, 21-17, in the 13 degree below weather.

1968
WIN CAPITOL - For the second straight year the Cowboys won the Capitol Divi-
sion, but for the first time in three years the Cowboys did not win the Eastern ~
Championship, being upset at Cleveland, 31-20, on December 21 st. Dallas won the
Runner-Up Bowl over Minnesota, 17-13.

1969
TEXAS STADIUM - Ground was broken for Texas Stadium in suburban Irving on
January 25, and on June 29 Bert Rose was named general manager of the stadium.
ORIGINALS RETIRE - An era ended for the Cowboys in July. On July 5th at a
press conference in Dallas, quarterback Don Meredith, the last of the original Cow-
boys, announced his retirement. Then, on July 18th, the day the veterans were to
report to training camp, all-time rushing great Don Perkins officially retired.
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. REPEAT CAPITOL WINS - Once again the Cowboys rolled to the Capital Division

Championship with an 11-2-1 season. However, the Cowboys failed to win the
Eastern Championship when on Dec. 28, the Cowboys lost to Cleveland, 38-14, in
the Cotton Bowl.

1970
FIVE STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS - The Cowboys won their last five games to finish
10-4, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the playoffs for the fifth
year in a row. They defeated Detroit, 5-0, in the opening round to get a shot at the
National Conference championship.
FIRST NFC TITLE - The Cowboys captured the biggest prize of their 11-year
history on Jan. 3 when they downed San Francisco, 17-10, for the NFC crown. A
16-13 loss to Baltimore in the Super Bowl Jan. 17 left Dallas with one major goal
still unrealized.

1971
TEXAS STADIUM - The Cowboys opened a new era in their sparkling Irving, Tex.,
home with a 44-21 victory over the New England Patriots on October 24. Duane
Thomas scored the first touchdown in the new stadium, a 56-yard run just two
minutes and 16 seconds after the opening kickoff. Attendance was 65,708.
SIX STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS - The Cowboys won their last seven games to finish
11-3, claim the Eastern Division championship and make the playoffs for the sixth
year in a row. They defeated Minnesota, 20-12, in the opening round.
SECOND NFC TITLE - For the second consecutive year, the Cowboys met the
San Francisco 49ers in the National Conference showdown. This time Dallas won,
14-3, to qualify for its second straight Super Bowl.
FIRST WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys downed the Miami Dolphins,
24-3, to win Super Bowl VI in New Orleans on Jan. 16. It was the 10th victory in a
row for Dallas as Roger Staubach passed for two touchdowns and was named the
game's Most Valuable Player.

1972
FIRST 1,000-YARD BACK - Calvin Hill became the first Dallas player to rush for
1,000 yards when he gained 111 on Dec. 9 against the Washington Redskins in
Texas Stadium. Hill wound up with 1,036 yards for the season on a record 245
carries.
SEVEN STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS - The Cowboys qualified for the NFL playoffs a
record seventh consecutive year, their 10-4 record earning them the National Con-
terence Wild Card berth. Roger Staubach passed for two touchdowns in the last
1 h minutes togivethe Cowboys a 30-28 victory at San Francisco in the first round.
Then, at Washington on New Year's Eve, Dallas was foiled in its bid for a third
straight NFL title with the Redskins won, 26-3.

1973
100 VICTORIES - The Cowboys and Coach Tom Landry recorded their 100th
victory with a 40-3 Texas Stadium win over the New Orleans Saints on Sept. 24.
Landry, the only head coach the Cowboys have had, ended the season with a
career mark of 108-80-6 to rank ninth on the list of the NFL's all-time winningest
coaches.
EIGHT STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS - The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern Division
title with a 10-4 record and broke their own NFL record by reaching the playoffs for
the eighth year in a row. Dallas defeated Western Division champion Los Angeles
in the first round, 27-16, but fell to Central Division winner Minnesota in the NFC
Championship Game, 27-10.
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1974
FIRST TOP DRAFT CHOICE - For the first time in their history, the Cowboys had ~
the very first choice in the NFL college draft. The No. 1 pick came to Dallas from
Houston in exchange for Tody Smith and Billy Parks. The Cowboys selected Ed
"Too Tall" Jones, a 6-9 260-pound defensive end from Tennessee State. .

PLAYOFFS MISSED - The Cowboys' record-breaking string of eight straight years
in the NFL playoffs was broken when the club's 8-6 record failed to qualify.

1975
LILLY HONORED - "Mr. Cowboy" was honored on Bob Lilly Day at Texas Stadium
at halftime of the Philadelphia game on Nov. 23. It was the first such recognition
ever given to a Dallas player. Lilly never missed a game in 14 years with the
Cowboys, earning All-Pro honors seven times at defensive tackle before retiring
prior to the '75 season.
TEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys' 10-4 reocrd earned them the
NFC Wild Card berth in the playoffs. Thecompositerecord overlOstraight winning
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seasons was 101-37-2.
THIRD NFC TITLE - After shocking Minnesota in the first round, 17-14 on Roger
Staubach's 50-yard "Hail Mary" pass to Drew Pearson, the Cowboys traveled to
Los Angeles for the NFC showdown. Staubach threw four touchdown passes, three
to Preston Pearson, and Dallas won, 37-7. Pittsburgh won Super Bowl X on Jan. 18
in Miami, 21-17.

1976
MEREDITH, PERKINS HONORED - Former Cowboys greats Don Meredith and
Don Perkins joined Bob Lilly in the "Ring of Honor" at Texas Stadium during half-
time ceremonies at the New York Giants game on Nov. 7.
ELEVEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys won the NFC Eastern
Division title with their 11-3 record, giving them their 11th straight winning season
and 10th playoff berth in that period. A 14-12 first round loss to Los Angeles - the
first time Dallas had lost in the f irst round underthe current playoff setup - ended
the season.

1977
HOWLEY HONORED - Former All-Pro linebacker Chuck Howley, a Cowboy from
1961 through 1973, became the fourth member of the Ring of Honor. Howley was
honored during ceremonies at halftime of the Detroit Lions game on Oct. 30.
TWELVE STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - Getting off to an 8-0 start, their best
ever, the Cowboys rolled to a 12-2 record, the championship of the NFC East, and
their 12th consecutive winning season. They opened their 11th visit to the playoffs
in those 12 years with a 37-7 first-round victory over the Chicago Bears at Texas
Stadium.
FOURTH NFC TITLE - Dallas crushed the Minnesota Vikings at Texas Stadium,
23-6, for National Conference crown No. 4 and the right to meet the Denver Broncos
in Super Bowl XII.
SECOND WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys stopped the Denver Broncos,
27-10, to win Super Bowl XII in New Orleans on January 15, 1978. In the process,
Dallas tied Minnesota for most Super Bowl appearances (four) and Green Bay, ~
Miami and Pittsburgh for most Super Bowl victories (two). Defensive linemen
Harvey Martin and Randy White were named co-Most Valuable Players in the
game.
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1978
THIRTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - After a mediocre 6-4 start, the
Cowboys won six straight games to finish the expanded regular season with a 12-4
record and their 10th division crown. It marked the Cowboys' 13th consecutive win-
ning season and 12th trip to the playoffs in that span. Dallas rallied to beat Atlanta
27-20 in a divisional playoff at Texas Stadium, sending the Cowboys to their
seventh NFC championship game in the past nine years.
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FIFTH NFC TITLE - Dallas shut out the Rams in Los Angeles 28-0 in the National
Conference title game to advance to the Super Bowl a record fifth time, including
three of the last four. In the first Super Bowl rematch, Pittsburgh edged the
Cowboys 35-31 for the NFL championship on Jan. 21 in Miami's Orange Bowl.

1979
TWENTIETH ANNIVERSARY - The Cowboys celebrated their 20th anniversary
season at halftime of the St. Louis Cardinals game at Texas Stadium on Oct. 21.
Stars from each of those 20 seasons plus Coach Tom Landry were introduced dur-
ing the halftime ceremonies.
FOURTH STRAIGHT NFC EAST TITLE - Rallying from a mid-season slump the
Cowboys won their final three games to finish with an 11-5 record, their 11th divi-
sion championship, including the past four NFC East titles, and 14th consecutive
winning season. The Cowboys made their 13th trip to the playoffs in those 14 years,
but were eliminated by Los Angeles 21-19 in a divisional playoff at Texas Stadium.

1980
STAUBACH RETIRES - At a press conference at Texas Stadium on March 31,
quarterback Roger Staubach announced his retirement after 11 record-breaking
years with the Cowboys. Staubach held all major Cowboys' passing records and
was the all-time leading NFL passer.
LILLY ENTERS HALL OF FAME - Bob Lilly, a seven-time All-Pro defensive tackle
In his 14-year career with the Cowboys from 1961-74, became the first Cowboys'
only player to be inducted intothe Pro Football Hall of Fame. Enshrined along with
Lilly on Aug. 2 at Canton, Ohio, were Herb Adderley, who played for the Cowboys
from 1970-72, Jim Otto and Deacon Jones.
FIFTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - Behind new starting quarterback
Danny White, the Cowboys rolled to their 15th consecutive winning season with a
surprising 12-4 record, tied for best in the league with Philadelphia and Atlanta.
The Cowboys lost the NFC East title to Philadelphia on a tie-breaker, but entered

~ the playoffs for the 14th game in 15 years, this time as a wild card team. The
Cowboys beat Los Angeles 34-13 at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card Game and
rallied past the Falcons at Atlanta 30-27 to advance to the NFC Championship Game at
Philadelphia. But the Cowboys lost 20-7 in their bid for a sixth Super Bowl appearance.
LANDRY'S 200th VICTORY - Tom Landry joined George Halas and Curly Lambeau
as the only coaches with 200 NFL victories when the Cowboys beat Los Angeles
34-13 on Dec. 28 at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card Game, raising Landry's
record to 200-119-6, counting regular season and playoff games.

1981
RENFRO HONORED - Former All-Pro defensive back Mel Renfro, the Cowboys'
all-time leading pass interceptor, became the fi fth memberof the Cowboys' Ring of
Honor. Renfro, who played for Dallas from 1964 through 1977, was honored during
hal ftime ceremonies of the Cowboys-Miami Dolphins game at Texas Stadium Oct. 25.
TWELFTH DIVISION CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern
Division Championship, their 12th division title since 1966, with a 12-4 record and
tied Oakland's NFL mark of 16 consecutive winning seasons. Entering the playoffs
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for the 15th time in that span,the Cowboys advanced to the NFC Championship
Game for the ninth time in 12 years by routing Tampa Bay 38-0 at Texas Stadium.
But for the second year in a row Dallas lost the conference title game. San Francisco

scored a last-minute touchdown at Candlestick Park to edge the Cowboys 28-27 for
a berth in Super Bowl XVI.

1982
200TH REGULAR·SEASON VICTORY - The Cowboys beat Washington 24-10 at
RFK Stadium on Dec. 5 for the club's and Coach Tom Landry's 200th regular
season victory.
SEVENTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys finished the strike-
shortened regular season with a 6-3 record to establish an NFL record of 17 con-
secutive winning seasons. Entering the playoffs for a record-tying eighth straight
year and for the 16th time in 17 years, the Cowboys beat Tampa Bay 30-17 and
Green Bay 37-26, both at Texas Stadium, to advance to the NFC Championship
Game for the third year in a row. But again the Cowboys come up short, losing
31-17 at Washington.

1983
STAUBACH HONORED - Former quarterback Roger Staubach, who led the
Cowboys to four Super Bowls, became the sixth member of the Ring of Honor dur-
ing halftime ceremonies of the Cowboys-Tampa Bay game on Oct. 9.
NEW HEADQUARTERS - Ground was broken on Nov. 29 for the Cowboys' new
headquarters and training facility at The Valley Ranch in northwest Dallas County.
EIGHTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys extended their NFL
record to 18 consecutive winning seasons with a 12-4 finish. The club also set a
league record with its ninth straight playoff appearance, qualifying as a wild card
entry. The Los Angeles Rams eliminated the Cowboys from the playoffs, however,
with a 24-17 upset victory at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card Game on Dec. 26.

1984
SILVER SEASON - The Cowboys kicked off their 25th anniversary with a news
conference at Texas Stadium on Jan. 27. Club President Tex Schramm announced
the Cowboys would celebrate their 25th anniversary during 1984 under the theme ~
"Silver Season."
OWNERSHIP CHANGES HANDS - The sale of the Cowboys from the Murchison
family to an 11-member limited partnership headed by Dallas businessman H. R. ~
"Bum" Bright was approved by NFL owners on March 19 at the league's annual
meeting in Honolulu. The sale was completed on May 18.
COWBOYS CENTER - The Cowboys and Triland International announced plans
on March 27 for Cowboys Center, an innovative joint venture that will develop
business opportunities in a conference center, Cowboys ShowPlace, athletic club,
sports arena, office park, housing, and retail and restaurant outlets on 200 acres at
The Valley Ranch, adjacent to the Cowboys' new headquarters.
NINETEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS - The Cowboys defeated the Eagles
26-10 in Philadelphia to extend their NFL record to 19 consecutive winning
seasons. The Cowboys finished 9-7 and missed the playoffs for the first time in 10
years and only the second time in 19 years.

1985
STAUBACH ENTERS HALL OF FAME - Roger Staubach, the master of the come-
back victory during his 11-year career as a Cowboys quarterback, was inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in his first year of eligibility. Enshrined with ~
Staubachon Aug. 3 at Canton, Ohio, were Pete Rozelle, Joe Namath, 0. J. Simpson
and Frank Gatski. Staubach joined Bob Lilly as the only players who spent their ~
entire career with the Cowboys to be elected to the Hall of Fame.
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. TEXAS STADIUM IMPROVEMENTS - Texas Stadium unveiled a new look when

the Cowboys opened their preseason schedule against Green Bay on Aug. 10. The
stadium became the first to have two DiamondVision color scoreboards, and the
addition of 118 Crown Suites gave Texas Stadium more private suites, 296, than
any stadium in the nation.
COWBOYS RANCH OPENS - Cowboys players and coaches reported on Aug. 27
to the team's new headquarters and training facility at Cowboys Center in Valley
Ranch.
DORSETT PASSES 10,000 YARDS - On a 19-yard sweep around left end, Tony
Dorsett became the sixth player in NFL history to rush for 10,000 yards. Dorsett's
feat highlighted a 27-13 victory over Pittsburgh at Texas Stadium on Oct. 13.
THIRTEENTH DIVISION CHAMPIONSHIP - The Cowboys edged the New York
Giants 28-21 on Dec. 15 at Texas Stadium to capture the NFC Eastern Division
championship for the first time since 1981. Picked in most season previews to
finish third or fourth in the division, the Cowboys rallied for their NFL record 20th
consecutive winning season, a 13th division title in 20 years and a playoff berth for
the 18th time in that span. But in their NFL record 36th playoff game appearance,
the Cowboys fell 20-0 to the Los Angeles Rams in Anaheim Stadium on Jan. 4.

1986
COWBOYS GO TO LONDON - The Cowboys began preparations for their first trip
toa foreign country whenthe NFLannouncedon March 12 thatthe Cowboys would
play the Super Bowl champion Chicago Bears in a preseason game at London's
Wembley Stadium on Aug. 3.
100TH WIN AT TEXAS STADIUM - Dallas defeats St. Louis 37-6 for the club's
100th victory at Texas Stadium. Since the facility opened in 1971 the Cowboys have
compiled a 100-25 (.800) record.
STREAK BROKEN - The Cowboys' streak of 20 consecutive winning seasons
from 1966 through 1985, third longest in professional sports history, came to an
end when the club finished with a 7-9 record after losing seven of its last eight
games. Only baseball's New York Yankees (39 straight winning seasons, 1926-64)
and hockey's Montreal Canadiens (32 from 1951-52 through 1982-83) surpassed the
Cowboys' accomplishment. After the 1986 season, the Washington Redskins' five
straight winning campaigns (1982-86) represented the NFL's longest active streak.

1987
FOUNDER DIES - Cowboys founder Clint Murchison, Jr., died March 30 after a
long illness. Murchison, 63, who ownedtheclub until 1984, acquiredthe expansion
Dallas franchise in the NFL in 1960. He hired Tex Schramm as general manager,
gave Tom Landry a 10-year contract when his coaching career was in doubt in 1964
and was instrumental in the building of Texas Stadium.
DORSETT GETS 12,000 YARDS - Tony Dorsett became just the fourth rusher in
NFL history to gain more than 12,000 yards when he registered 52 yards against the
Rams on Dec. 21 for a career total of 12,036. The only runners left ahead of Dorsett
were Walter Payton, Jim Brown and Franco Harris.

1988
LANDRY TIES LAMBEAU - Dallas opens the 1988 season against Pittsburgh on

~ Sept. 12 and Tom Landry ties an NFL record held by Curly Lambeau by coaching in
his 29th consecutive season with the same team. Lambeau led the Green Bay
Packers from 1921-49.

1989
COWBOYS SOLD, JOHNSON HIRED -- Jerry Jones purchases the Dallas
Cowboys from Bum Bright on Feb. 25 and hires Jimmy Johnson, former head
coach at the University of Miami, as head coach to replace Tom Landry.

facility which seats 65,024, took nearly 30 months to be completed from
the groundbreaking ceremony on Jan. 25,1969 to the first game on Oct.
24,1971, when Dallas defeated New England 44-21.

Built at a cost of $35 million, Texas Stadium originally featured 178 ~
Circle Suites. In 1985 118 Crown Suites were added. Four large
scoreboards, including two with DiamondVision screens, hang in each
of the corners above the upper level. There is also a scoreboard in the ~
south endzone between the upper and lower level.

Texas Stadium is 792 feet by 633 feet and covers 10 acres. The
famous hole in the roof is the same size as the playing field. There are
130 acres of paved parking. Other amenities in the stadium are 86
restrooms, 115 drinking fountains, 24 lower-level concession stands, 28
upper-level concession stands, 16 specialty stands, eight commissaries
for outside vendors, four escalators to the upper concourse and two
escaltors to service the suites.
