It did not take
long for obser-
vers of the Dallas
Cowboys to learn
why energetic
young Jerry
Jones has ac-
complished so
much in his 47
years.

On Feb. 25,
1989 Jones be-
came the third
owner in Cow-
boys history
when he reached
an agreement to
purchase the
club and Texas
Stadium Corpo-
ration from H.R.
“Bum’’ Bright.

In his first year
as an NFL owner
Jones presided
over a remark-
able series of
events that ush-
ered ina new era
for the Cowboys.
He is now recog-
nized as one of
the most active owners the NFL has ever seen‘ a result of his boundless energy
joining forces with a hands-on approach.

Jones is much more than the owboys owner. He is also the club’s presi-
dent and general manager, overseeing the operations of all departments. And
he owns Texas Stadium Corporation, which operates Texas Stadium for the
City of Irving.

Jones' action-packed first year saw him hire Jimmy Johnson, sign Troy
Aikman and Steve Walsh, re-structure the front office, design a new marketing
plan for the Cowboys and Texas Stadium, lower ticket prices on 5,000 seats
at Texas Stadium, help select a new NFL commissioner, host his own radio
and TV shows, negotiate the Herschel Walker trade, move training camp to
Austin, negotiate a new preseason TV contract, approve an aggressive plunge
into the Plan B free agent market, build an indoor weight room at club head-
quarters and save instant replay by switching his vote at the last minute.

And he did it all with the infectious enthusiasm that has become his
trademark.

Jerral Wayne Jones was born on Oct. 13, 1942 in Los Angeles. He learned
his business style from his father, J.W. “‘Pat"’ Jones, a successful entrepre-
neur first in supermarkets, then in insurance.

Pat Jones moved his family to North Little Rock, AR, soon after Jerry was
born. After starring in football as a running back at North Little Rock High
School, Jerry received a scholarship to play at the University of Arkansas. He
was a starting guard and co-captain of the 1964 team that went 11-0, defeated
Nebraska in the Cotton Bowl and captured the national championship. Jerry's
teammate and road roommate was Jimmy Johnson.

Upon graduating in 1965 Jerry joined his father's insurance company, Modern
Security Life in Springfield, MO, as executive vice president.

After receiving his master’s in business from Arkansas, Jerry entered the
oil and gas exploration business in Oklahoma in 1970 and soon became a
phenomenal success. His oil and gas concern now has offices in Fort Smith
and Little Rock, AR, Oklahoma City, Sacramento, CA, and Calgary, Canada.

Jones also has business interests in banking, real estate, crude oil shipping
and refining, and poultry processing.

Jones is clearly a man of varied interests who will not rest on yesterday’s
achievements. He refused to give up his dream of someday owning an NFL
team, just as he refused to let business keep him away from his family. Coaching
his son’s youth football team meant as much to Jerry as his next oil deal. So
did the opportunity to become part of the Dallas Cowboys.

“Jerry Jones is a person | very much admire,”" said University of Arkansas
Athletic Director Frank Broyles, the Razorbacks' head football coach when
Jones played there. ''He has always been a team player. He is kind and con-
siderate of other people. He's a winner in every respect.”

Jerry is involved in numerous civic and charitable causes, including the Boys
Clubs of America and the National Paralysis Association. Among his favorite
hobbies are hunting, fishing, tennis, water skiing and snow skiing.

Jerry and wife Gene, a former Arkansas beauty pageant winner whom he
met while both attended the University of Arkansas, live in Dallas. They have
three children, Stephen, Charlotte and Jerry, Jr.

Jerry Jones Coaching Fellowship

The annual Jerry Jones Coaching Fellowship was established to give
minority college football coaches an intensive working experience on the
NFL level. The purpose of this fellowship is to create an experience that will
enable an individual coach to understand all dimensions of coaching with
the Dallas Cowboys, from working with players in the classroom and on the
field to studying techniques and strategies with the other coaches, to hand-
ling administrative duties.

“'We believe this experience with the Cowboys will help minority coaches
develop the background and contacts to move more rapidly into the NFL,"
said Cowboys Owner Jerry Jones.

The intern joins the Cowboys at training camp and is with the team until
responsibilities begin at the respective institution. During that time period,
the intern takes part in every aspect of the Cowboys’ football program.

says. ‘‘That's why I'm here.”

Johnson became the second head coach in Cowboys history in 1989 after
building a reputation as the finest young head coach in college football.

Described by one sports columnist as “‘a winner on the field, a motivational
master, an insatiable conquerer’' and by another as “‘one heck of a football
coach,” Johnson turned a losing Oklahoma State program into a winner before
taking the University of Miami on an incredible ride of 52 victories in 61 games,
including a national championship and recognition as college football's " Team
of the Decade."

Johnson inherited a weak Dallas team and last year's 1-15 record was a
difficult experience. But some of the NFL's greatest coaches, including Tom
Landry, Vince Lombardi, Chuck Noll and Bill Walsh, began modestly after taking
over losing teams. It's part of the rebuilding process.

In his first year Johnson put the Cowboys in the fast lane on the road to
recovery. He moved rapidly to upgrade the team'’s talent level, making an un-
precedented 18 trades, including the Herschel Walker blockbuster with Min-
nesota, and signing a league-leading 16 Plan B veteran free agents in the
offseason.

When the Cowboys reported to training camp in 1990 they had 51 players
on the roster who did not go to camp with the team in 1989. Johnson’s trades
also positioned the Cowboys well for future drafts. In the next two drafts the
Cowboys have four picks in the first round, four in the second, three in the
third and an extra fourth that could improve to a third, second or first based
on Steve Pelluer's performance in Kansas City.

It should not come as a surprise if Johnson turns around the Cowboys sooner
than expected. Quick success has been his trademark.

At Miami from 1984-88 Johnson led the Hurricanes to a 52-9 record, including
44-4 over the final four seasons, two Orange Bowl victories, a national cham-
pionship in 1987 and two No. 2 finishes. Only a combined seven-point difference
in two losses separated Miami from three straight 12-0 seasons from 1986-88.

During Johnson's reign the Hurricanes were amazingly consistent. They beat
top teams (21-9 against top 20 teams, 5-0 against preseason No. 1s) while
avoiding upsets (31-0 versus unranked teams). They won 36 straight regular-
season games from 1985-88, the fifth longest streak in NCAA history. They
won 20 consecutive road games from 1984-88. And the graduation rate of Miami
players under Johnson more than doubled, from less than 30 percent to near-
ly 70 percent.

In his first head coaching job, Johnson took over a losing program at
Oklahoma State in 1979 and brought it to national prominence, compiling a
29-25 record in five seasons, including two bowl appearances. Johnson was
named Big Eight Coach of the Year following his first season.

A native Texan, James William Johnson (7/16/43) grew up on the Gulf Coast
in Port Arthur, where he earned all-state football honors at Jefferson High School
as a two-way lineman.

Despite his relatively small size, Johnson became an All-Southwest Con-
ference defensive lineman at Arkansas and helped lead the Razorbacks to
the 1964 national championship. A three-year letterman, Johnson was nam-
ed to Arkansas' All-Decade Team of the '60s. Arkansas was also where he
forged a friendship with Jerry Jones that 25 years later led both men to Dallas.

Johnson, who earned his degree in psychology, began his coaching career
on the defensive line at Louisiana Tech in 1965. When an assistant’s job fell
through at Florida State in 1966, Jimmy spent the year as an assistant coach
at Picayune High School in Mississippi.

He resumed his college coaching career one year later in 1967 as Wichita
State’s defensive line coach. In 1968 he became a 25-year-old defensive coor-
dinator when Johnny Majors, an Arkansas assistant when Jimmy played there,
brought him to lowa State.

After two years at lowa State, Johnson moved to Chuck Fairbanks’ Oklahoma
staff (1970-72) as defensive line coach.

He returned to Arkansas in 1973 for a four-year tenure as his alma mater’s
defensive coordinator under his college coach, Frank Broyles.

In 1977 Johnson went to Pittsburgh as assistant head coach and defensive
coordinator, directing one of college football’s all-time great defenses for two
years. Johnson's 14-year career as an assistant came to end in 1979 when
he took over the rebuilding mission at Oklahoma State.

Jimmy has two sons - Brent, a student at the University of Texas Law School,
and Chad, an account executive for Merrill Lynch. He lives in Irving, TX.

THE COACHING STAFF

Dave Shula
Offensive Coordinator/Quarterbacks

After a season in which he blended the many backgrounds
of the Cowboys’ offensive coaches into a new scheme, Dave
Shula takes on the additional responsibilities of quarterbacks
coach in 1990. Shula is charged with overseeing the develop-
ment of a talented but extremely young offense.

The last time Shula was a quarterbacks coach was with
Miami from 1985-88 when the Dolphins finished first in passing
three times and second once. Also during that span Dolphins’ quarterback Dan
Marino was rated among the league’s top 10 quarterbacks each season.

Shula began his coaching career with Miami in 1982 as receivers coach and over
the next few seasons helped Mark Duper and Mark Clayton become one of the NFL's
best receiving tandems. He later added the duties of quarterbacks coach and in
1988 was named assistant head coach.

Although he is the youngest offensive coordinator in the league, Shula has been
involved with the NFL since 1960 when his father Don became an assistant with
Detroit. The elder Shula was head coach at Baltimore from 1963-69, then in 1970
became head coach at Miami.

Following an outstanding career at Dartmouth where Dave once held all the school
receiving marks, the two-time All-lvy League pick played a season as a wide
receiver/kick returner with the Colts. He attended one semester of law school at
the University of Baltimore in 1982 before entering coaching.

A two-time letterman at Chaminade High School in Hollywood, FL, David Donald
Shula (5/28/59) and wife Leslie have three sons — Daniel, Christopher and Mat-
thew. His brother Mike is quarterbacks coach at Tampa Bay.

Dave Wannstedt
Defensive Coordinator/Linebackers

In 1989 Dave Wannstedt turned the Cowboys’ defensive unit
into one of the toughest in the NFL over the last half of the
season. Dallas allowed an NFL-low 3.08 yards per rush over the
final eight games and only Denver, Philadelphia and the Giants
held opponents to fewer total yards than the Cowboys over the
last three weeks of the season.

Wannstedt was also instrumental in turning the linebacker spot
into one of Dallas’ strengths, including the emergence of Eugene Lockhart, who set a
team-record for tackles with 222 and was named All-Pro for the first time.

During Wannstedt's tenure as defensive coordinator at Miami from 1986-88, the Hur-
ricanes held opponents to 2.2 yards per carry and 10.9 points per game while averaging
48 sacks a season. In Wannstedt's three seasons, the Miami defense turned out six All-
Americas and 11 NFL draft choices, including five in the first two rounds.

After he began his coaching career at Pittsburgh in 1975, Wannstedt became
an assistant at Oklahoma State (1979-82) and Southern California (1983-85) before
going to Miami.

An offensive tackle at the University of Pittsburgh from 1970-73, Wannstedt earned
second-team All-East honors and was a captain on the 1973 Panthers team that
featured freshman Tony Dorsett. Wannstedt was drafted by Green Bay in the 15th

round in 1974 and spent the season on injured reserve.

A native of Pittsburgh (5/21/52), David Raymond Wannstedt graduated from
Baldwin High School. In May he was inducted into the Western Pennsylvania Hall
of Fame. He and wife Jan have two daughters — Keri and Jami.

Hubbard Alexander % Receivers

After losing his two top players — Kelvin Martin and
Michael Irvin — to the same knee injuries, Hubbard Alex-
ander had to quickly develop an inexperienced group. The
brightest star among these youngsters was rookie James
Dixon. Dixon, who did not join the Cowboys until after training
camp, led the team in yards per catch and set a club rookie record
with 203 receiving yards against Phoenix on Nov. 12.

At the time of their injuries Martin and Irvin were having their best NFL seasons.
Irvin was on a pace to surpass 1,000 receiving yards and Martin had 46 receptions
in 11 games.

In 10 seasons at the University of Miami, ‘‘Axe" developed the three leading
receivers in school history. As tight ends coach from 1979-84, he worked with All-
America Willie Smith, who became the Hurricanes’ all-time leading receiver, and
Glenn Dennison, who stands third on Miami's receiving list.

In 1985 Alexander took over the wide receivers and began to mold a trio con-
sisting of Brian Blades, Brett Perriman and Irvin. All three were among the first 52
players selected in the 1988 draft. Irvin also broke most of Miami's receiving records,
including Smith’s career catch mark.

Following seven seasons as a highly successful high school coach in Memphis,
TN, Alexander spent six seasons as an assistant at Vanderbilt before joining Miami.
A three-year starter at center at Tennessee State, Alexander earned All-America
honors as a senior and signed as a free agent with Dallas. He began his coaching
career with his alma mater in 1962.

Hubbard Lindsay Alexander (2/14/39) graduated from Atkins High School in
Winston-Salem, NC. He and wife Gloria have three sons — Todd, Chad and Bard.

Joe Avezzano % Special Teams

In Joe Avezzano's first three seasons as an assistant at
Texas A&M, the Aggies won three Southwest Conference
titles and two Cotton Bowls. In his four terms as the Aggies
offensive line coach, Avezzano groomed six All-Southwest
Conference picks, including All-Americas Richmond Webb
and Doug Williams. Four of his charges were selected in the
NFL draft, three of those (Webb, Williams and Jerry Fontenot)
in the first three rounds.

Avezzano took on the additional duties of offensive coordinator in 1988 when
sophomore running back Darrin Lewis finished second in the nation in rushing to
earn first-team All-American honors.

Before joining the Aggies, Avezzano spent five seasons as head coach at Oregon
State. From 1977-79 he served as offensive coordinator at Tennessee.

As offensive line coach at the University of Pittsburgh from 1973-76, Avezzano’s
troops, which included current Cowboys assistant Dave Wannstedt, led the way
for Heisman Trophy running back Tony Dorsett. Wannstedt joined Avezzano on
the Panthers' coaching staff in 1975 and Pitt won the national title in 1976.

Avezzano began his coaching career at Washington High School in Massillon,
OH, in 1967. He then coached at Florida State for a season before joining lowa
State where Jimmy Johnson was also an assistant in 1969.

Born in Yonkers, NY (11/17/43), Avezzano grew up in Miami where he played
football at Jackson High School under current Cowboys running backs coach Joe
Brodsky. After starring at guard for Florida State, Avezzano was drafted by the Boston
Patriots. Joe and wife Diann have a son, Anthony.

Joe Brodsky % Running Backs

How tough was Joe Brodsky's task in 19897 By season’s
end he didn't have one running back who was with the team
the previous season. But Brodsky spurred the development
of rookie fullback Daryl Johnston, who caught three
touchdowns passes and rushed for 194 yards the final six
weeks of the year.

In 11 seasons as running backs coach at the University of
Miami, Brodsky groomed 10 NFL draft picks, including three — Ottis Anderson,
Alonzo Highsmith and Cleveland Gary — picked in the first round. Gary set a Miami
record for catches in a season by a back with 57 in 1988.

Not included in the draftees is Indianapolis running back Albert Bentley who played
in the USFL before joining the Colts. More impressive is that Highsmith went to
Miami as a defensive lineman and Bentley as a walk-on. Five of Miami's top 10
all-time rushers worked under Brodsky.

For 14 seasons Brodsky was one of South Florida’s most successful high school
coaches at Miami-Jackson (1965-70) and Hialeah-Miami Lakes (1971-77). One of
his charges at Jackson High School was current Cowboys special teams coach Joe
Avezzano.

A four-year letterman in track and football at Florida, Brodsky started at fullback
and linebacker for the Gators.

Joseph Brodsky (6/9/34) is a native of Miami, where he graduated from Jackson
High School. He and wife Joyce have three sons — Joe, Larry and Jeffrey — and
one grandchild. Larry, a wide receiver at Miami from 1979-81, is fifth on the school's
all-time receiving list.

Of the four starters in the secondary at the end of 1989, s =
none started in 1988. Along with Dick Nolan, Campo was
able to implement a system that worked, even with a new
unit. It was the same scheme that Campo ran at Miami and
its success was evident late in the season when Dallas held
the Giants to 133 passing yards, the lowest by a Cowboys’
opponent since 1987.

During his stint with the Hurricanes from 1987-88, Campo oversaw two of the
best defensive backs in school history. In 1988 he groomed freshman Charles Pharms
to start at free safety on one of the nation's top defenses. Pharms was only the
second freshman to start at Miami under Jimmy Johnson.

In his first season with the Hurricanes, Campo fine-tuned the talents of Bennie
Blades. A Jim Thorpe Trophy (best collegiate defensive back) recipient, Blades was
drafted by Seattle with the third pick in the 1988 draft.

Prior to joining Miami, Campo spent three seasons (1984-86) as part of a staff
that turned Syracuse into a national championship contender.

He began his career at his alma mater, Central Connecticut State, where he spent
the 1971-72 seasons. His coaching trek then took him to Albany State (1973),
Bridgeport (1974), University of Pittsburgh (1975), Washington State (1976), Boise
State (1977-79), Oregon State (1980), Weber State (1981-82) and lowa State (1983).

In addition to starring at defensive back in college, David Cross Campo (7/18/47)
twice earned All-East honors at shortstop at Central Connecticut State. He attend-
ed Robert E. Fitch High School in Groton, CT. He and his wife Kay have five children
— Angie, Eric, Becky, Tommy and Shelbie,

: Butch Davis % pefensive Line

The Cowboys' defensive line finished the 1989 season as
one of the strongest units on the team. Under Butch Davis
the blend of individual improvement led to top play as a group.
Jim Jeffcoat recorded 10 sacks in the final nine games. Willie
Broughton started 14 games after not playing the previous
two seasons. Dean Hamel, who didn't join the team until after
training camp, had 3 1/2 sacks in the final seven games. Rookie Tony Tolbert, a
linebacker in college, started five games at defensive end. Over the second half
of the year this unit helped hold opponents to an NFL-low 3.08 yards per carry.

In five seasons as defensive line coach at the University of Miami, Davis led his
players to impressive heights. Thirteen of his linemen were picked in the NFL draft,
including All-Americas Bill Hawkins, taken in the first round by the Rams in 1989,
and Cortez Kennedey, taken with the third pick in the 1990 draft by Seattle.

Davis' defensive line was a key part of a Miami defense that finished second in
the nation in both scoring and total defense in 1988. They also set a school record
with 49 sacks in 1986, then broke it with 50 in 1988 and held opposing rusher to
fewer than 2.3 yards per carry in 1987 and 1988.

After working as a high school coach in Arkansas, Davis became head coach
at Rogers High School in Tulsa, OK. He joined Jimmy Johnson's Oklahoma State
staff in 1979 before moving with Johnson to Miami.

A native of Tahlequah, OK (11/17/51), Paul Hilton Davis was a defensive end at
Arkansas where he earned his degree in anatomy and physiology. Butch graduated
from Bixby, OK, High School. He and wife Tammy live in Coppell, TX.

Steve Hoffman ¥ Kickers/Quality Control

After working with the kickers in 1989, Steve Hoffman added
the duties of quality control this season following the retire-
ment of Neill Armstrong. Last year Hoffman helped punter
Mike Saxon to a career-high 36.7-yard net punting average.
He also worked with newly-acquired Luis Zendejas who made
three of his last four field goal attempts of the season, in-
cluding two 47-yarders.

From 1985-87 Hoffman oversaw the kickers at the University of Miami where one
of his charges was Jeff Feagles who punted for New England in 1988-89. Hoffman
also was a top instructor for Ray Pelfrey’s kicking camps where his students in-
cluded Barry Helton, a rookie punter with the 49ers in 1989, and Brian Hansen,
New Orleans’ all-time leading punter.

For two springs Hoffman coached in Italy as offensive coordinator of the Bellusco
Blackhawks in 1987 and the Rho Blackknights in 1988. In the fall of 1988 he coached
at Sunset High School in Miami.

After punting with the Washington Federals of the USFL in 1983, Hoffman went
to training camp with the Redskins in 1983, Seattle in 1984 and New Orleans in 1985.

Born in Camden, NJ (9/8/58), Hoffman starred in baseball and football at York
Suburban High School in York, PA. He earned All-Mid-Atlantic Conference honors
at Dickinson College where he played quarterback, running back and wide receiver
while handling the punting duties. He met his wife Raffaella while coaching in Italy.

Alan Lowry % Tight Ends

After splitting time guiding both special teams and tight ends
in 1989 Alan Lowry was assigned fulltime to the tight ends
this season.

Last year Lowry oversaw a special teams unit that was
among the best in the NFL. Dallas finished second in the
league in kickoff return average and in the top 10 in kickoff
coverage. Rookie James Dixon finished second in the NFC in kick return average
and became the first Cowboy to return a kickoff for a touchdown since 1975.

As receivers coach in 1987-88, Lowry turned a group of inexperienced wide
receivers, including Michael Irvin and Kelvin Martin, into one of the team's strengths.
He handled the Cowboys' special teams for five seasons after joining Dallas in 1982,

Lowry is one of the few football players in Southwest Conference history to earn
all-conference honors both as an offensive and defensive star. He was a defensive
back at Texas in 1970 and '71 when the Longhorns won a national title and two
conference championships. Lowry was All-SWC in 1971.

In 1972 Lowry was switched to quarterback and earned all-conference honors
again in leading Texas to a 10-1 season, including a come-from-behind victory over
Alabama in the Cotton Bowl.

After receiving his degree in physical education, Lowry served as an assistant
coach at Virginia Tech in 1974. He joined the Wyoming staff under Fred Akers in
1975 but resigned that post the following surmmer.

Lowry worked for the Cowboys' scouting department in the fall of 1976 before
joining Akers’ staff at Texas later that year.

A native of Irving, TX (11/12/50), where the Cowboys practice and play, Lowry
attended Irving High School. Alan and his wife Donna have two daughters — Mar-
ta Jean and Lindsay.

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Dick Nolan % Defensive Backs

How many ways are there for a player to become an NFL
defensive back? Dick Nolan has seen most of them during
his many years overseeing the Cowboys' secondary.

In the 1960s there were Cornell Green, a basketball star
at Utah State; Mel Renfro, a running back and track star at
Oregon; and Mike Gaechter, a track star at Oregon.

Over the past four seasons he's groomed Robert Williams, a running back at
Baylor; Manny Hendrix, a basketball star at Utah; Vince Albritton, who was tried
at linebacker before settling in at safety; Bill Bates, a long-shot free agent; Ray Horton,
a Plan B signee; Issiac Holt, a mid-season trade acquisition; and Ron Francis, a
second-round draft pick who suffered a dislocated shoulder in 1988.

Even with four new starters from the previous year, this unit came together in
1989. Toward the end of the season, Dallas held the Giants to 133 net passing yards,
the fewest by a Cowboys' opponent since 1987.

When Nolan took over the secondary in 1986, it was a familiar role for the former
NFL defensive back. After a year as player-coach with Dallas in 1962, he coached
the Cowboys defensive backs from 1963-67. He also served as defensive coordinator
in 1966-67.

Nolan left the Cowboys to become head coach of the San Francisco 49ers from
1968-75. His teams won the NFC West championship in 1970, '71 and '72. He was
named NFL coach of the year in 1970.

Nolan joined New Orleans as linebackers coach in 1977 and was head coach
of the Saints from 1978-80. He was the defensive coordinator of the Oilers in 1981
before returning to Dallas as receivers coach in 1982.

Nolan and Tom Landry were defensive back teammates with the New York Giants
in 1954-55 when Landry was player-coach. Nolan also played under Landry in 1956,
'57 and '59 when Landry was New York's defensive coach. Nolan played for the
Chicago Cardinals in 1958.

Born in Pittsburgh, PA (3/26/32) and raised in White Plains, NY, Richard Charles
Nolan played offensive and defensive halfback on the University of Maryland's 1953
national championship team.

Dick and wife Ann have six children — Richard, Jr., Nancy, Mike, Kelly, Lisa and
Jimmy — and eight grandchildren. Mike coaches linebackers for the Denver Broncos.
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Tony Wise W Offensive Line

Tony Wise's offensive lines set records for pass protection
each of the past two seasons. At Miami in 1988 his unit allow-
ed only five sacks, a school-record low for one season. Last
year Dallas quarterbacks were sacked only 30 times in 16
games tying the team record from 1976 when the season was
14 games.

In addition Wise oversaw the progress of rookie Mark Step-
noski, who started the final four games of the year at center and graded out as the
top offensive lineman in 1989.

During Wise's four seasons at Miami, the Hurricanes had their two best offen-
sive seasons ever with a school-record 461.5 yards per game his first year and 452.5
yards per game in 1988.

The greatest challenge for Wise came in the 1988 Orange Bowl that decided the
national championship when he had to start three linemen at new positions. The
Hurricanes defeated Oklahoma 20-14 in that game.

Wise began his coaching career at Albany State in 1973. He served one-year
stints at Bridgeport, Central Connecticut State and Washington State before join-
ing the University of Pittsburgh in 1977. He coached at Oklahoma State from 1979-83
and Syracuse in 1984 before going to Miami.

A letterman in football, lacrosse and hockey at Ithaca College, Anthony Charles
Wise (12/28/51) graduated from Shaker High School in Latham, NY.

Mike Woicik % strength and Conditioning

Since arriving in Dallas in last February, Mike Woicik has
been a constant presence in the Cowboys' weightroom. One
of the players even gave Woicik the nickname “7-Eleven,"
because it seemed like he was there 24 hours a day.

He spent much of the offseason overseeing the comple-
tion of the Cowboys’ weightroom.

Woicik came to Dallas after 10 years as the strength and
conditioning coach at Syracuse University, which became one of the nation’s top
football programs over the past decade. One of Woicik's prize pupils was fullback
Daryl Johnston, who was picked in the second round by Dallas in 1989. Woicik also
worked with current Cowboys assistants Dave Campo and Tony Wise at Syracuse.

“‘We have said many times that no one did as much for our program as Mike
has,”" said Syracuse Football Coach Dick MacPherson. “In the early days when
we weren't able to recruit as many great athletes as we do now, Mike made great
athletes out of them."

From 1978-80 Woicik was the track coach and weightroom coordinator at
Springfield College in Massachusetts.

An outstanding discus thrower at Boston College, Woicik set a school record of
180 feet, 5 inches, earned All-East honors and qualified for the NCAA champion-
ships. He also competed in the shot put and hammer throw.

A native of Westwood, MA (9/26/56), Mike Woicik (pronounced WOY-sick) com-
peted in football and track at Westwood High School. He earned his degree in history
from Boston College and master's in physical education from Springfield.

Kevin O'Neill joined the Cowboys in 1989 after four years as head athletic trainer at
the University of Miami.

A graduate of the University of Pittsburgh, O'Neill earned his master’s degree in physical
education from the University of Arizona while serving as athletic trainer for Catalina High
School in Tucson, AZ. O'Neill spent three years as the assistant athletic trainer at the
University of Tennessee, four years as head athletic trainer at Oregon State, and one
year at the University of Central Florida before joining the University of Miami.

For the past nine years he has served on the ethics committee for the National Athletic
Trainers Association.

A native of Pittsburgh, PA (8/2/54), Kevin and wife Anne have two children - McKenzie
and Kaitlyn.

Don Cochren joined the Cowboys in 1965 after experience in college, military and Cana-
dian Football League training. Cochren became medical records coordinator/athletic trainer
after working 25 seasons as the team's trainer.

In his first season as the Cowboys’ director of player per-
sonnel, Bob Ackles oversaw the club’s active efforts to ac-
quire talent. Those moves included several trades that gave
Dallas top draft picks and players; acquisitions via NFL
waivers; heavy involvement in Plan B free agency; and
thorough evaluation by scouts and coaches of college talent.

Prior to joining the Cowboys as the club’s first director of
pro personnel in 1986, Ackles spent 11 years as as general manager of the Cana-
dian Football League's British Columbia Lions. He was considered one of the CFL's
top administrators.

Ackles, who performed virtually every administrative duty during his 32-year career
with the B.C. Lions, had the unique distinction of joining the club in its first year
of operation in 1954 as a 16-year old waterboy.

After working his way through college as the Lions' equipment manager, he
became assistant general manager before being elevated to general manager in
1975. Part of Ackles’ responsibilities was keeping tabs on NFL players, including
annual visits to NFL training camps. He visited the Cowboys’ training camp many
times.

Under Ackles's leadership, the Lions became one of the CFL's winningest teams,
moved into a new stadium and built a new training facility. In 1985 the Lions won
the Grey Cup, emblematic of the CFL championship.

Dick Mansperger
Director of College Scouting

By most accounts the Cowboys received high grades for
their 1990 draft and one of the main reasons was Dick
Mansperger. Named Director of College Scouting in May
1989, Mansperger set the example for his staff through hard
work and meticulous research.

Mansperger, who has been with the Cowboys for 15 of
the past 25 seasons, returned to Dallas in 1984 after nine
seasons as the Player Personnel Director for Seattle.

While with the Seahawks, Mansperger helped turn the 1976 expansion franchise
into a winning team in three seasons. By 1983 Seattle was in the AFC Champion-
ship Game.

Mansperger originally came to Dallas as a scout in 1965. He coached at lowa
in 1966 before returning to the Cowboys the next season. In 1972 he was named
the team's director of player personnel.

After playing under Dan Devine and Frank Kush at Arizona State, Mansperger
joined the Sun Devils’ coaching staff in 1958. He became head coach at Palo Verde,
CA, Junior College in 1959, then coached at West Texas State in 1961 before return-
ing to Arizona State in 1962. After one season, he moved to UCLA where he coached
in 1963-64.

A native of Blythe, CA (5/7/33), Mansperger attended Palo Verde High School.
Dick and wife Cherri live in Irving, TX.
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John Wooten
Director of Pro Personnel

The point man in Dallas’ most active year in acquir-
ing players from other NFL teams was John Wooten.
Since he was named director of pro personnel in May
1989, Dallas has made 18 trades, signed a league-high
16 Plan B players, claimed several productive players,
including James Dixon, off waivers and signed numerous
free agents.

Wooten came to Dallas as a scout in 1975 after 10 seasons in the NFL and
one year as a player agent.

Drafted by Cleveland in the fifth round in 1959, Wooten started nine seasons
at guard for the Browns and one with Washington. In 1965 he was named All-
Pro while helping Cleveland to a 27-0 thrashing of Baltimore in the NFL Cham-
pionship Game. Wooten also played in two Pro Bowls. In 1979 he was named
to the Browns' All-Time Team by Cleveland fans.

Based on his career as an All-America at the University of Colorado, Wooten
was named to the school’s All-Century team in 1989.

John Wooten (12/5/36) lettered in football and as a center led Carlsbad, NM,
High School to two state basketball championships. He and wife Beverly have
a son, John David.

Jim Garrett % scout

Jim Garrett, who spent 24 of the past 25 seasons as
egger a coach or scout in the NFL, re-joined Dallas in
1987.

He previously scouted for the Cowboys in 1968-69 and
1974-75. Prior to his first stint in Dallas, Garrett served
two seasons as a scout for the BLESTO scouting com-
bine. He then coached with the New York Giants from
1970-74 before returning to Dallas.

Garrett was also an assistant coach with New Orleans (1976-77) and
Cleveland (1978-84). After a season as the head coach at Columbia, he scouted
for Buffalo in 1986.

An all-conference fullback at Utah State, Garrett played for Philadelphia
(1954), the British Columbia Lions (1955), the New York Giants (1956) and the
Ottawa Roughriders (1957).

He began his coaching career as an assistant at the Coast Guard Academy
in 1958. After one season at Lehigh, Garrett became head coach and athletic
director at Susquehanna University where he compiled a 40-3-1 record and
was inducted into the school's hall of fame.

The Rutherford, NJ, native (6/19/30) went to spring training with the Pitt-
sburgh Pirates following his rookie year in the NFL.

He and wife Jane have eight children — Jim, Jane, Jennifer, Janine, Jill,
John, Jason and Judd. John, who went to training camp as a free agent wide
receiver with Dallas in 1988, played for Cincinnati last year. Jason, a quarter-
back, spent last season on New Orleans' developmental roster. Judd led the
Ivy League in rushing and scoring while playing for Princeton in 1989.
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Walter Juliff % scout

Walter Juliff begins his third season as a scout for the
Cowboys after two years in the same capacity with Pitts-
burgh and one with the BLESTO scouting combine.

In 1983-84 Juliff was receiver coach at Texas. Prior
to joining the Longhorns' staff, Juliff won state high
school titles while coaching the Abilene-Cooper football
team in 1980, the Houston-Kingwood baseball team in 1981 and the Kerrville-
Tivy track team in 1982. While at Tivy High School, Juliff worked with punter
John Teltshcik, who earned All-Rookie honors with Philadelphia in 1986.

Juliff coached at Angelo State in 1978 when the Rams won the NCAA Divi-
sion Il national championship and in 1979 when they went undefeated before
losing in the national semifinals.

A native of San Angelo, TX (6/22/56), Walter earned all-state honors in foot-
ball and was the state hurdling champion in high school. He was the AAU na-
tional hurdling champion and qualified for the Olympic trials in 1976.

Juliff, who lives in Austin, TX, earned his bachelor’s degree from San Angelo
State and his M.B.A. from Texas. He and Phoenix offensive coordinator Jerry
Rhome are cousins.

Ron Marciniak % scout

Ron Marciniak, in his eighth season with the Cowboys,
came to Dallas after a year with the NATIONAL scouting
combine.

Marciniak coached 23 years on the collegiate level, in-
cluding four seasons as the head coach at Dayton. In
1973 the Flyers recorded their best record under a first-
year coach in 16 seasons.

His collegiate coaching career began as an assistant at Arizona (1959-66).
He the n worked at Southern lllinois (1967-68), Tulsa (1969), Northwestern
(1970-72), Miami (1977-78) and Colorado (1979-81).

After earning All-Big Eight honors at guard for Kansas State in 1954, the
N.Y. Giants drafted Marciniak in the seventh round. Before the start of his rookie
season, he was traded to Washington where he played in 1955. Sandwiched
between two seasons with Toronto of the Canadian Football League, Marciniak
served as player/coach for the Fort Bliss, TX, team while in the Army in 1957.

A native of Pittsburgh, PA (7/16/32), Ron starred in football and wrestling
at St. George High School. He and wife Janet have five children — Michael,
Michelle, Melody, Mary-Jo and Marie.
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Jeff Smith % scout

Jeff Smith has worked as a scout in the NFL for 10
seasons, including the past six with the Cowboys. He also
directed the team's signing of free agent rookies in 1990.

Smith became a full-time scout with Seattle in 1980
after four seasons as a part-time film grader with the
Seahawks and full-time coach at Mercer Island, WA, High
School.

In 1969 Smith began his coaching career at Clarkston, WA, High School.
He also coached at Kalles Junior High School in Puyallup, WA, and South
Mercer Island Junior High School.

After a season as an offensive tackle with Washington State, Smith transfer-
red to Hawaii where he became a teammate of former Cowboys star Larry Cole.
While in Hawaii, Smith managed a local tavern. He later returned to Washington
State where he earned his degree in science education and mathematics.

Walt Yowarsky * scout

Walt Yowarsky joined the Cowboys in 1977 with 25
seasons as either a player, assistant coach or scout in
the NFL. He came to Dallas following three years with
the QUADRA scouting combine.

Drafted by Washington as an offensive and defensive
lineman in the second round in 1951, Yowarsky played
until midway through the 1952 season when he went into
the Air Force. After returning in 1954, he was traded from the Redskins to Detroit
then from the Lions to the Giants in 1955.

While he was with the Giants they twice played in the NFL Championship
Game, including a 47-7 win over Chicago for the title in 1956. Following four
seasons in New York, he finished his playing career in San Francisco in 1959.

Yowarsky returned to the Giants as a scout and assistant coach in 1959.
After two seasons he joined the first coaching staff of the new franchise in
Minnesota where he coached for six seasons. He then moved on as an assis-
tant coach at New Orleans (1967-68), Atlanta (1969-70), Houston (1971) and
San Diego (1972-73).

In the 1951 Sugar Bowl Yowarsky earned most valuable player honors as
he led Kentucky to a 13-7 win over Oklahoma, ending the Sooners’ 33-game
winning streak. He played three seasons for the Wildcats under Paul "‘Bear”
Bryant.

A native of Cleveland (5/10/28), Walt and wife Bobbie have three children
— Michael, Lisa and Van. Yowarsky was offered a contract to play baseball
by Cincinnati after high school.
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What To Look For In 1990

The Cowboys improving their NFL-best opening day record of 22-7-1
(.750). Dallas holds the NFL record for consecutive wins in opening
games with 17 straight from 1965-81.

The Cowboys improving their NFC-best 41-25 (.621) record against AFC
foes in games against the N.Y. Jets and San Diego.

The Cowboys improving their 14-7-1 (.659) record on Thanksgiving Day.
Dallas has played annually on the holiday since 1966, except for 1975
and 1977. The Cowboys will also try to break a four-game Thanksgiv-
ing Day losing skid in 1990. In the game immediately following the
holiday contest, Dallas is 16-6 (.727). In all games following
Thanksgiving Day, the Cowboys are 41-26 (.612).

The Cowboys extending their three-game streak of not allowing an op-
ponent to gain 300 yards total offense. Dallas held its final three op-
ponents — Philadelphia, the Giants and Green Bay — to 280, 273
and 250 yards, respectively. The last time the Cowboys kept op-
ponents under the 300-yard mark for four straight games was weeks
6-9 in 1987.

The Cowboys extending their streak of not allowing an opposing rusher
to gain more than 100 yards. Dallas held opposing runners under
the century mark for the last nine weeks of 1989. It’s the team’s best
streak since 1983 when the defense did not allow an opponent to
gain over 100 yards for nine straight weeks, including a playoff game.

Jim Jeffcoat continuing as one of the top pass rushers in the NFL over
the past six years. Since he became a starter in 1984, Jeffcoat has
recorded 60 1/2 sacks. Only Lawrence Taylor, Reggie White, Richard
Dent, Dexter Manley, Andre Tippett and Greg Townsend have more
sacks since then.

Crawford Ker extending his team-high streak of starting 42 straight
games. The last time Ker did not start at right guard was against
Washington on Oct. 19, 1987.

Eugene Lockhart extending his 16-game streak of recording 10-or-more
tackles in a game. Lockhart, who finished 1989 with a team-record
222 tackles, was in double digits for tackles every game last season.

Mike Saxon adding to his NFL-high 112 punts inside the 20 since he
came into the league in 1985. He led the NFL in punts inside the
20 in both 1986 and 1987.

PRO: In Tommie Agee Dallas has added the team-
oriented player coaches dream about. He doesn’t care
if he's the star ball carrier, the big play receiver, the
powerful blocker or the special teams leader. Agee doesn't worry about get-
ting into the limelight because his only concern is winning. The Cowboys helped
Agee out in 1989 before signing him as a Plan B free agent in 1990. James
Dixon provided Agee the break he needed by returning a kickoff 97 yards at
Kansas City (10/22). That play prompted Chiefs' coach Marty Schottenheimer
to bring Agee off the injured reserve list, where he had spent the first seven
weeks of the season recovering from surgery to repair torn ligaments in his
left ring finger. Schottenheimer cited Agee’s blocking ability and coverage on
kickoffs as the key to his return. In the final nine weeks of the season, Agee
backed up the NFL’s leading rusher, Christian Okoye, and recorded four special
teams tackles. He joined the Chiefs as a Plan B free agent from Seattle. Drafted
in the fifth round in 1987 by Seattle, Agee missed his entire rookie season with
a knee injury. In 1988 Agee saw action in all 16 games, recording one carry
for two yards and three receptions for 31 yards. Agee also threw an intercep-
tion on an aborted punt against the Chiefs. GAMES/STARTS: 1987 (IR-Sea.),
1988 (16/0-Sea.), 1989 (9/0-K.C.).

COLLEGE: At Auburn Agee was a four-year starter at fullback, where he was
used as a lead blocker for both Bo Jackson, now with the Raiders, and Brent
Fullwood, now with the Packers.

PRO: Entering the 1989 season everyone knew about
Troy Aikman's strong arm and athletic ability, the
qualities that made him the first player selected in the
draft. As his rookie season progressed, however the trait that stood out was
the incredible composure he had for his age. *‘Troy showed tremendous talent,
as we expected,”’ said Cowboys Coach Jimmy Johnson. “‘But he also show-
ed tremendous poise for a rookie."" And as Aikman entered the 1990 season,
he already had established himself as one of the team’s leaders. ‘“Now you
watch Troy and he's assertive walking into the huddle,” said Johnson. “It's
his offense.” Week after week Cowboys opponents tried to rattle the young
quarterback last year, but he remained steady and with his rifle arm and quick
feet kept defenses cautious. His best performance came against Phoenix (11/12)
when he made his first start after missing five weeks with a broken left index
finger. With 1:43 remaining in the game Aikman was knocked unconscious
just as he delivered a 75-yard touchdown pass to James Dixon to put Dallas
ahead 20-17. Aikman finished with an NFL rookie record 379 passing yards,
which is also the fifth-most ever by a Cowboys quarterback. The next week
he completed 75.8 percent (25-0f-33) of his passes, including 11 in a row against
Miami (11/19). Later in the year in a showdown with Rams’ star Jim Everett,
Aikman threw four touchdowns passes, the first Cowboy to do so since 1987,
as Dallas built a 31-21 advantage over the powerful Rams before falling 35-31.
Aikman, who averaged 7.9 yards per carry, also showed a keen knack for
scrambling. He was successful 11 of the 14 times he ran for a first down on
third or fourth downs. Aikman, who led the team in rushing vs. Miami, the Rams
and @ Philadelphia, suffered the finger injury after running eight yards on a
3rd-and-7 against the Giants (10/1). He stayed in the game to lead Dallas to
a field goal and played the next series before leaving. The first rookie quarter-
back to start a season opener for Dallas since Roger Staubach in 1969, Aikman
was named to the All-Rookie team by UPI, the Pro Football Writers Associa-
tion, Pro Football Weekly and College & Pro Football Newsweekly. The
Cowboys' Hall of Famer who led Dallas to two Super Bowl titles compares the
young quarterback favorably to himself. ‘| have been very impressed with the
way Aikman has handled himself,"”” said Staubach. ‘'He has a quiet confidence
about him.

COLLEGE: In two seasons at UCLA Aikman completed 64.8 percent of his
passes for 5,298 yards and 41 touchdowns while throwing only 17 intercep-
tions. He finished his collegiate career as the third rated passer in NCAA history.
The All-America led the Bruins to a 20-4 record, including wins in the 1988
Aloha Bowl and the 1989 Cotton Bowl. He transferred to UCLA after two seasons
at Oklahoma.

PERSONAL: Troy Kenneth Aikman grew up in Cerritos, CA. He earned all-
state honors at Henryetta, OK, High School after his family moved when Troy
was 12. The town of 6,000 named a street after Aikman. He sponsors a scholar-
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ship at his former high school for students who want to attend college but can't
afford it. Troy also supports Stars For Children and the Irving youth Family
Counciling Center, making a donation to both causes based on his touchdown
passes. He is the honorary chairman of the 1990 Weekend to Wipe Out Cancer
benefitting Children's Medical Center of Dallas. Aikman also paid back his
scholarship to UCLA where he earned his degree in history.

The opening game of 1989
set the tone for Albritton’s season when he tied his single-game career-high
with 11 tackles and also forced one fumble at New Orleans (9/10). Albritton
reached double figures in tackles three times during the 1989 season, including
a key performance in the Cowboys’ win against Washington (11/5) when he
recorded 10 tackles and picked off a Doug Williams pass for his first career
interception. For the season Albritton finished third on the team, second among
defensive backs, in tackles with 111, nearly triple his previous career-high of
42 tackles in 1986.

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as a linebacker in the 4-0 defense. In his first career start at strong safety in
place of injured Bill Bates in 1986 against Washington (10/12), Albritton had
four tackles and recovered a fumble to set up a touchdown. In 1987 Albrit-
ton’s play earned him the Cowboys' special teams player of the year award.
In 1988 Albritton suffered a deep bruise to his left thigh in the preseason and
was placed on injured reserve until Oct. 28. He forced a fumble and recorded
two sacks in three games before injuring his right thigh and missing two more
games.

James Dixon

PRO: One of the NFL's most unlikely success stories
of 1989 was James Dixon, who earned All-Rookie honors
after being passed over in the draft and failing a bid with
Detroit. The Lions had signed Dixon as a free agent but released him after
three preseason games. The Cowboys took a chance on Dixon's superior speed
and claimed him off the waiver wire on Aug. 30. Dixon proceeded to become
the Cowboys’ biggest playmaker of the year. He finished second in the NFC
and fifth in the NFL in kickoff return average with a 25.1-yard average, best
by a Cowboy since Cliff Harris’ 28.4 in 1971. Dixon's 97-yard touchdown return
against Kansas City was the first Cowboys kickoff return TD since 1975 when
Thomas Henderson went 97 yards against the Cardinals. Dixon also had a
90-yard return (no TD) against Green Bay, making him the only player in club
history with two kickoff returns of 90 yards or more. Dixon set club records
of 1,181 kickoff return yards, breaking Mel Renfro's 1964 mark of 1,017 yards,
and 47 kickoff returns, topping Ron Fellow’s 1983 record of 43. When knee
injuries felled Michael Irvin and Kelvin Martin, Dixon also became a starting
receiver. He led the team in yards per catch with a 19.9-yard average. Six of
his 24 catches were for 30 yards or more. His 203 yards on six catches at
Phoenix, both personal season highs, included a spectacular 75-yard catch-
and-run touchdown to put the Cowboys ahead in the last two minutes. Dix-
on's 203 yards was the fifth highest single-game receiving yardage total in team
history and most by a Cowboy since Tony Hill’s 213 against Philadelphia in
1979. Dixon finished 10th in the NFL in all-purpose yardage with 1,688 yards.
He was selected to Pro Football Weekly's All-Rookie team as the kickoff
returner. GAMES/STARTS: 1989 (16/7).

COLLEGE: Dixon was the second leading receiver in NCAA Division | in
1988 with 102 catches for 1,103 yards and 11 touchdowns in Houston's run-
and-shoot offense. He caught 15 passes against Rice. A second-team All-
America, Dixon and Jason Phillips became the first pair of wide receivers from
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the same college to catch 100 passes each in the same season. Dixon finish-
ed his career second in Southwest Conference history in kickoff return yard-
age (1,468) and third in kickoff return average (25.3). He led the SWC in kickoff
return average in 1987 (27.5) and was third in receiving with 58 catches. He
also set a conference record of 908 kickoff return yards in 1987. Dixon was
a junior college running back at Cisco, TX, JC.

PERSONAL: James Anthony Dixon was a star running back at Vernon, TX,
High School. He was the MVP of the Oil Bowl, which matches high school
senior all-stars from Oklahoma and Texas. In the offseason James took classes
at the University of Houston toward his degree in physical education.

Flagler came to Dallas with defensive end Dan Stubbs for a
second-round draft choice obtained from Minnesota in the Herschel Walker
trade and a third-round pick acquired from Kansas City for Steve Pelluer. A
1987 first-round draft choice, Flagler brings to Dallas enormous potential that
had gone largely untappedin San Francisco where he was stuck playing behind
All-Pro Roger Craig. In three seasons with the 49ers Flagler excelled each
preseason before being relegated to mopup duty in the regular season. It was
a frustrating situation for a player of Flagler's talent and ambition. Last year
he scored his first NFL touchdown when he raced 29 yards for a score against
Chicago on Dec. 24. He also led the 49ers in kickoff returns last year. He rushed
for 46 yards on 19 carries in the playoffs, including 14 yards in the Super Bowl.
Terrence missed the first eight games of the '88 season with an injury to his
left foot. He had surgery on his left knee prior to his rookie training camp. He
got his only NFL start at New Orleans on Oct. 25. He was inactive the last
nine weeks of '87. Flagler was the 25th player selected in the '87 draft. He
was the sixth running back taken behind Alonzo Highsmith (Houston), Brent
Fullwood (Green Bay), D.J. Dozier (Minnesota), Paul Palmer (Kansas City) and
Roger Vick (Jets). Terrence was the 49ers’ second pick of the '87 first round
after tackle Harris Barton was taken with the 22nd choice. GAMES/STARTS:
1987 (3/1-S.F.), 1988 (3/0-S.F.), 1989 (15/0-S.F.). Total — 21/1.

COLLEGE: Flagler was a Football Writers Association All-America and ACC
player of the year runner-up in '86 after rushing for 1,258 yards. He scored
13 touchdowns in '86, 10 rushing and three receiving, and set 11 school records,
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including 274 all-purpose yards against Wake Forest. He also became the first
Clemson player to gain 200-or-more rushing yards twice in the same season
(210 vs. Virginia, 209 vs. Wake Forest). In '84 and '85 Flagler primarily back-
ed up Kenny Flowers, Atlanta's 1987 second-round pick.

PERSONAL: A native of New York City, R. Terrence Flagler moved with his
family as a youngster to Fernandia Beach, FL. He won state rushing titles as
a junior and senior running back for Fernandia Beach High School. Terrence
resides in Chevy Chase, MD, in the offseason.

PRO: Ray Horton and the Cowboys proved a perfect
match last year. A former starting cornerback at Cincin-
nati, Horton had the speed Dallas wanted in its free safe-
ty. The 1989 Plan B signee also walked into a new Cowboys system that was
similar to the defensive scheme used by the Bengals. He became a coach
on the field. *‘Ray makes all of our defensive adjustments at the line of scrim-
mage,” said defensive coordinator Dave Wannstedt. *‘He helps the other
players with the system. He's a leader.” A starter in 16 games last year, Hor-
ton led the team in forced fumbles. With 116 tackles he finished second to
Eugene Lockhart on the club and almost doubled his previous career-high of
66 tackles from 1984.

PRO: In 1989 Michael Irvin was headed toward the
kind of season expected of a first-round draft choice
when a freakish knee injury ended his season after six
games. Prior to the injury Irvin was on a pace to become the first Cowboys
receiver since Tony Hill in 1985 to gain 1,000 yards. Michael's six-game totals
projected to 69 catches for 1,008 yards over 16 games. He was leading the
team in receiving yards and touchdown catches, and he had the club's longest
reception of the season, a 65-yard TD against Atlanta when he had his se-
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cond career 100-yard receiving game (5-115). Irvin caught 12 passes for 132
yards in the two games leading to the injury. Michael was leaping for a pass
in the end zone against San Francisco on Oct. 15 when he came down on
the side of his foot and tore the anterior cruciate ligament in his right knee.
He spent the rest of the season and all offseason working hard to rehabilitate
the surgically-repaired knee and hoped to be ready for the 1990 opener. In
1988 Irvin became the first rookie wide receiver to open the season as a starter
since Bob Hayes in 1965. Irvin's 20.4 yards-per-catch average was the best
by a Cowboy since Tony Hill's 20.7-yard average in 1981. Michael was spec-
tacular at Washington on Dec. 11 when he caught six passes for 149 yards
and three touchdowns to lead the Cowboys to a 24-21 victory that knocked
the Redskins out of the playoffs. Four of his six catches came on third down
and gave Dallas either a first down or touchdown. Three of Michael's five 1988
TD catches covered 20 yards or more, including a 61-yarder against Washington
that was the Cowboys' longest of the season. A sprained ankle forced him
to miss two games in '88. Irvin was the 11th player selected in the '88 draft
and third wide receiver chosen after Sterling Sharpe (Green Bay) and Tim Brown
(Raiders). GAMES/STARTS: 1988 (14/10), 1989 (6/6). Total - 20/16.

COLLEGE: Irvin holds Miami career records for catches (143), receiving yards
(2,423) and touchdown receptions (26). His 11 touchdown catches in '86 also
is a Hurricanes record. In Miami's 1987 national championship season, Michael
caught TD passes of 26 and 73 yards in the fourth quarter to hand No. 2-ranked
Florida State its only loss, and he caught the game-winning TD in the Orange
Bowl win over Oklahoma to clinch the national title.

PERSONAL: A native of Fort Lauderdale, FL, Michael Jerome Irvin earned
all-state honors at St. Thomas Aquinas High School. Also a fine basketball
player, Irvin won several slam dunk contests in the Florida area while in col-
lege. Michael comes from a family of 17 children and grew up within three
miles of fellow NFL stars Lorenzo White and the Blades brothers, Bennie and
Brian. Michael earned his degree in business management. He is one of the
Cowboys" most popular players because of his engaging personality. He lives
in Carrollton, TX.

PRO: Since becoming a starter in 1984 Jim Jeficoat
has recorded 61 1/2 sacks. Only Lawrence Taylor, Reg-
gie White, Richard Dent, Dexter Manley, Andre Tippett
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and Greg Townsend, who combined have played in 20 Pro Bowls, have more
over the past six seasons. Last year Jeffcoat had 10 sacks in the final nine
games to finish eighth in the NFC with 11 1/2. He led Dallas in sacks, quarter-
back pressures and fumbles recovered in 1989. Jeffcoat was also tops among
Cowboys defensive linemen and fourth on the team with a career-high 100
tackles. *‘If we had 11 guys on defense with Jim Jeffcoat's attitude, there would
never be any worry about us playing four quarters of intense football,” said
Cowboys defensive coordinator Dave Wannstedt.

He also set a club-record
with five sacks against the Redskins at Washington in 1985. Jeffcoat's initial
NFL touchdown came when he fell on a fumble in the endzone to send the
game into overtime against New Orleans in 1984. Now one of the youthful
Cowboys’ elder statesmen, Jeffcoat has played (108) and started (91) more
games for Dallas than any active player. GAMES/STARTS: 1983(16/0), 1984
(16/16), 1985 (16/16), 1986 (16/16), 1987 (12/12), 1988 (16/15), 1989 (16/16).
Total — 108/91.

COLLEGE: A three-year starter at Arizona State, Jeffcoat earned All-PAC
10 and honorable mention All-America honors after anchoring the 1982 Sun
Devil defense that led the nation. He was named outstanding defensive player
in Arizona State's 1983 Fiesta Bowl victory over Oklahoma with 16 tackles,
a forced fumble and a sack.

PRO: In the age of the power forward, most athletes
with the size and speed of Keith Jennings are playing
in the NBA. But in Jennings the Cowboys have a sure-
handed receiver with excellent blocking abilities. *‘He really looks like the com-
plete tight end we're looking for,” said Jimmy Johnson. A wide receiver at Clem-
son, Jennings has the soft hands a tight end needs and blocking skills honed
in the Tigers’ run-oriented offense. The Cowboys fifth-round draft pick in 1989,
Jennings had a slow training camp and spent the first six weeks of the season
on the developmental roster. Activated before the Kansas City game, he played
mainly on special teams and as a second tight end in short yardage situations.

Four days later against Philadelphia, Johnston rushed for 6.5 yards
per carry. Selected by Dallas in the second round in 1989, Johnston was drafted
higher than any Syracuse running back since Larry Csonka was taken in the
first round by Miami in 1968. GAMES/STARTS: 1989 (16/10).

COLLEGE: An All-America and All-East pick at Syracuse in 1988, Johnston
rushed for 1,830 yards and caught 46 passes during his collegiate career.
Against Boston College in 1988 the senior co-captain gained a career-high 138
yards rushing, the most by a Syracuse back since Csonka rushed for 154 yards
in 1967. The Orangemen won 21 games during Johnston’s final two seasons.

PRO: Keith Jones is a multi-talented running back
looking for a chance to play. So far the opportunity has
. eluded him. A sixth-round draft choice (147th overall)

of the Los Angeles Rams in 1988, Jones did not see any regular-season ac-
tion as a rookie backing up Charles White, Greg Bell and Gaston Green. He
spent the final 12 games on injured reserve with an ankle injury. He was left
unprotected in the Plan B free agent market and became one of the most highly
sought players available. Jones signed with Cleveland and impressed his
coaches in minicamps, training camp and preseason games. He rushed for
133 yards on 15 carries in the second half of a preseason victory over Detroit.
But Keith got stuck behind the electrifying first-round draft choice Eric Metcalf
once the regular season began and saw little action.

Following the season Jones once again was left unprotected and
the Cowboys, who rated him the top running back available in Plan B, moved
quickly to sign him. The Cowboys got their first look at Jones in 1988 in Thou-
sand Oaks, CA, when the Rams rookie starred against them in a training camp
scrimmage.

COLLEGE: As a 1987 senior Jones was the Big Eight's second leading rusher
behind Oklahoma State’s Thurman Thomas.

He signaled plays from the
sideline, counseled the quarterbacks between series, became a confidant to
Troy Aikman and held for field goals and extra points the final month of the
season. Jimmy Johnson believes Laufenberg has a great future as a coach.
Meanwhile, Babe remains a proven NFL quarterback. A sixth-round draft choice
by Washington in 1983, Laufenberg made the Redskins’ roster but did not get
in a game his rookie year. He spent '84 on injured reserve with a strained
shoulder. He was released by the Redskins prior to the '85 season and sign-
ed with San Diego after the fourth game. The Chargers let him go two weeks
later. In November Babe was vacationing in Mexico when the Redskins called
seeking his services after Joe Theismann broke his leg on Monday Night Foot-
ball. In 1986 Laufenberg spent five games with New Orleans and finally got
to play in his first regular-season game. He was signed by Washington again
for one game in 1987. He finally threw his first regular-season pass in '88 when
he started the first six games for San Diego. While suffering through 16 sacks,
Babe completed 61-0f-126 passes for 703 yards, four touchdowns and five in-
terceptions as a starter. In preseason that year he sparked the Chargers to
three fourth-quarter touchdowns to rally past the Cowboys 24-21. In Washington
Babe was known for these dramatic preseason performances. Laufenberg last
threw a pass in regular-season play on Nov. 27, 1988 for San Diego against
San Francisco.

PRO: The unquestioned star of the Cowboys in 1989
was Eugene Lockhart, who set a host of club records
en route to becoming the first Cowboys player to earn
All-Pro recognition since 1985. “The Hitting Machine" thrived in Jimmy
Johnson's attacking style of defense, leading the NFL with an incredible 222
tackles and setting Cowboys records for solo tackles in a season (154), com-
bined tackles in a season (222) and solo tackles in a game (16 vs. Phoenix
on Oct. 29). In truth, he more than set team records. He smashed them.
Lockhart's 222 total tackles were 55 more than Bob Breunig's previous 1979
team mark of 167, and his 154 solo tackles were 54 more than Lee Roy Jor-
dan’s 1975 record of 100. Eugene had at least 10 tackles in every game last
year. He also led the team in interceptions and the linebackers in passes defens-
ed. His 40-yard return of a fumble at Green Bay was his second career
touchdown. The Cowboys' 1-15 record probably was responsible for Lockhart
being left off the NFC Pro Bowl team, although he was the first alternate at
inside linebacker. But he did earn first-team All-Pro honors from The Sporting
News and second-team All-Pro recognition from AP. Lockhart has been a solid
contributor since his rookie year of 1984 when a back injury to Breunig allow-
ed Eugene to become the first rookie ever to start at middle linebacker for the
Cowboys. He is only the fourth starting middle linebacker in the 30-year history
of the club, following Jerry Tubbs, Jordan and Breunig. In his first full season
as a starter in 1985, Lockhart led the Cowboys in tackles, fumble recoveries
and forced fumbles. He also returned an interception 19 yards for a touchdown
against Pittsburgh for his first career score. In '86 he led the team again in
tackles and had a career-high five sacks. "'The Hitting Machine'' was enjoy-
ing his best season in '87 when he suffered a broken bone in his leg against
Atlanta on Dec. 6. Returning in '88 under the personal motto “No Pity,"” Lockhart
turned in another outstanding season. GAMES/STARTS: 1984 (15/8), 1985
(16/15), 1986 (16/16), 1987 (9/9), 1988 (16/16), 1989 (16/16). Total — 88/80.

COLLEGE: A two-year starting outside linebacker and senior tri-captain at
Houston, Lockhart earned All-Southwest Conference honors and his team'’s
most valuable player award as a 1983 senior when he had a team-leading 134
tackles.

PRO: Looking for an experienced receiver to solidify
their young offense, the Cowboys made Dennis McKin-
non their No. 1 target in the Plan B free agent market.
McKinnon is a proven veteran pass-catcher and punt returner from a playoff
team. In six years with the Chicago Bears McKinnon started 53 games at wide
receiver. He caught 182 passes for 2,753 yards and 21 touchdowns and was
known as an outstanding blocker. He also returned 127 punts for 1,171 yards
and three touchdowns. Given a fresh start in Dallas, McKinnon immediately
made a big impression on his new coaching staff with his hard work and hus-
tle in spring minicamps. Dennis developed into a starting wide receiver for the
Bears in 1983 soon after joining the team as a free agent rookie. He also led
the team in punt returns, including a 59-yard TD return at Green Bay. He started
the first 12 games in "84 before arthroscopic left knee surgery sidelined him
for four games. He returned to catch four passes for 72 yards and a touchdown
in a playoff victory over Washington. McKinnon was a key part of the Bears'
offense in their 1985 Super Bowl championship season. He led the team in
touchdown catches with seven and finished second in receiving yards with
555. In the second half of a comeback win at Minnesota Dennis caught four
passes for 133 yards and two touchdowns (9/19). He caught two TD passes
in a playoff win over the Giants (1/5/86). McKinnon missed the '86 season follow-
ing arthroscopic left knee surgery on Feb. 11, 1986. He returned in '87 to split
time at flanker with Ron Morris and become the only player to return two punts
for touchdowns that season, going 94 yards against the Giants (9/14) and 65
yards against Tampa Bay (10/25). The 94-yarder was the NFL'’s longest of the
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year and longest in Bears' history. Dennis rebounded strongly in '88 as a
receiver with his best season, leading the Bears in receptions with 45 and receiv-
ing yards with 704. His 45 catches were the most by a Bears wide receiver
since James Scott's 50 in '77. He had 15 third-down catches, converting 12
into first downs. He had a 108-yard receiving game, including a 64-yard TD,
in a playoff victory over the Eagles (12/31). Last year Dennis started the first
10 games before giving way to Dennis Gentry. In eight playoff games with the
Bears McKinnon caught 20 passes for 345 yards and four touchdowns.
GAMES/STARTS: 1983 (16/3-Chic.), 1984 (12/12-Chic.), 1985 (14/13-Chic.),
1986 (IR-Chic.), 1987 (12/0-Chic.), 1988 (15/15-Chic.), 1989 (16/10-Chic.). Total
— 85/53.

COLLEGE: McKinnon caught 53 passes for 888 yards and eight touchdowns
in his career as a part-time starter at Florida State. He played in the '79 and
'80 Orange Bowls. In the '82 Gator Bowl he caught two passes for 36 yards
and a touchdown and rushed one time for 65 yards.

PERSONAL: Born in Quitman, GA, Dennis Lewis McKinnon played his high
school football at South Miami, FL, High School where he patterned himself
after Paul Warfield. Dennis has his degree in criminology from Florida State.
His hobbies include video games, bowling and photography. He and wife
Joanie, who were married in June, reside in Olympia Fields, IL, in the offseason.
Dennis was very active in community affairs in Chicago, including working with
the Chicago school system and organizing a camp for children with former
Bears teammate Dave Duerson.

PRO: It was only May and it was only a quarterback
school, but the sight of a healthy Danny Noonan per-
forming well was a bright spot of the session. “This is
the hardest we've ever seen Danny work," said Cowboys Coach Jimmy
Johnson. "It was a pleasure to see him move around like that. He was never
able to work like this last season.” It was a step in the right direction for the
fourth-year defensive lineman, but he wants to remain fit and play well during
the regular season. ‘| want to hear the coaches say that | had a great year
in January of 1991, said Noonan. ‘I'd rather hear that than hear that | had
a good day of minicamp in May."" Even at less than full strength the past two
seasons, Noonan has played well. After missing most of the first 10 weeks
of 1989 with a strained groin suffered in training camp, Noonan showed his
versatility by playing every defensive line position in his first game back against
Miami (11/19). Following his return to the starting lineup, first at right tackle
against the Rams (12/3) and then at left end the final three weeks, Noonan
was a part of the Cowboys’ dramatic improvement on defense. Dallas held
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opponents to 301.6 total yards, including 95.8 yards rushing and 205.8 pass-
ing, the final four weeks after allowing an average of 365.6 yards, 129.7 rushing
and 235.9 passing, the first 12 games.

Danny and wife Penny live
in Coppell, TX.

PRO: One of the most anticipated performers for the
Cowboys in 1990 is Ken Norton. He displayed top speed
and skill his first two seasons in the NFL, but this past
offseason he took another step towards stardom. I think the big thing Ken
did is he committed himself mentally," said defensive coordinator Dave Wann-
stedt. “He had the physical ability from day one to run fast enough and be
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strong enough. | think he is committing himself totally and it's showing on the
field.” For the first time since joining the Cowboys, Norton stayed in the Dallas
area during the offseason and lifted weights and ran at the team’s practice
facility. This new dedication came from his playing well in 1989. *‘Once the
season was over my confidence was so high, there was no reason to take time
off,”" said Norton. ‘| wanted to keep building and building.” Because he miss-
ed three games with an injured knee and played only the first and third quarters
the last half of the season, Norton played the equivalent of nine games in 1989.
He still finished sixth on the team in tackles and led all linebackers in sacks,
however his 87 tackles last year would project out to over 150 tackles if he
played four quarters for 16 games. Norton had 12 tackles in his first NFL start
in the season opener against New Orleans and two sacks the next week in
Atlanta then sprained his left knee against Washington (9/24). After returning
to the lineup in Kansas City (10/22), Norton, who started 13 games at weakside
linebacker in 1989, recorded a career-high 13 tackles the next week against
Phoenix (10/29). Norton spent most of his rookie season on injured reserve
after breaking a thumb in a preseason game. While playing in the final three
games of 1988, Norton recovered a fumble and batted down a pass. GAMES/
STARTS: 1988 (3/0), 1989 (13/13). Total — 16/13.

COLLEGE: An All-America inside linebacker at UCLA, Norton led the Bruins
in tackles each of his final two seasons. Norton, who was the only West Coast
nominee for the Butkus Award in 1987, also broke up 18 passes in his Bruin
career. He was drafted with the highest pick used on a UCLA linebacker since
Jerry Robinson was taken in the first round by Philadelphia in 1979.

PERSONAL: Ken Norton, Jr., averaged 8.8 yards per carry as a senior
tailback at Westchester High School in Los Angeles. He did not play football
until his junior year. His father Ken, Sr., is the former heavyweight boxing cham-
pion and played football at Northeast Missouri State. Ken, Jr., is working toward
his degree in political science from UCLA. He contributes his time to the Big
Brothers and to Entertainers and Athletes for kids in Los Angeles.

PRO: In Jay Novacek the Cowboys found the receiv-
ing threat they sought at tight end. Signed as a Plan B
free agent from Phoenix, Novacek caught 81 passes for
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1,048 yards and eight touchdowns the past three seasons with the Cardinals.
“Without question Novacek is an outstanding pass-receiving tight end," said
Coach Jimmy Johnson. *“We had him rated as the No. 1 tight end available,
so we were very pleased to get him.”" Last year Novacek finished fifth on the
Cardinals in catches with 23, including a season-high four at Washington (10/8)
and against Tampa Bay (11/26). Novacek caught a career-high 38 passes for
569 yards and four touchdowns in 1988. He led NFC tight ends with 26 cat-
ches after seven weeks before a hamstring injury limited him the rest of the
year. In the season’s third game against Tampa Bay he tallied a career-high
102 receiving yards on five catches, including a career-long 42-yard score late
in the fourth quarter to win the game. Two weeks later against the Rams,
Novacek caught a career-high nine passes. He opened the 1987 season as
the starting tight end and caught seven passes for 102 yards, the most by a
Cardinals’ tight end since 1974, against San Diego (9/20). However, a broken
bone in his elbow in the sixth game forced him to miss five weeks. In 1986
he sat out the first six games of the year with a broken thumb and the final
two games with a strained knee.

PRO: Mike Saxon proved something in the face of all
the changes last year in the Cowboys' locker room: the
more things change, the more they stay the same. For
the fifth straight season, Saxon displayed the power and consistency that have
moved him to the top among NFL punters. Often the word consistent is used
to describe a player who does nothing truly outstanding, but in Saxon's case
consistent is the only real way to describe his annual finish near the top of
the league in punting. Things started off well for Saxon as his average for the
first four games hovered at 44.9 yards per kick, including a season high 45.4
average against the Giants (10/1). The week before, against the Redskins,
Saxon booted a season-long 56-yard punt, one of nine games in which he had
a punt over 50 yards. Again last season Saxon ranked among the league leaders
in punts inside the opponent’s 20 with 19. He led the NFL in that category
in 1986 and 1987, including a team-record 28 in 1986. Since coming into the
league Saxon has knocked more punts (111) inside the opponent's 20 than
any other NFL punter. Last year Saxon became only the second Cowboys player
with over 350 career punts. Danny White holds the club record with 612. In
his rookie season Saxon quickly showed he could handle pressure. His first
NFL punt, against Washington before a national Monday night television au-
dience, sailed a season-long 57 yards. He wrapped up his best day as a pro
with a 48.8 average, 43.3 net average and four punts inside the Redskins’' 20.
For his rookie season, Saxon averaged 41.9 yards per punt, highest ever by
a Cowboys rookie and the best by any Cowboys player since Ron Widby's 43.3
average in 1969. Later that season Saxon set a club playoff-record by averag-
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ing 46.9 yards on seven punts against the Rams. His 86 punts in 1986 set
a Cowboys record, eclipsing Danny White’s mark of 82 in 1984. An 11th-round
draft choice by Detroit in 1984, Saxon was released on the final cut after averag-
ing 43.5 yards per kick in preseason. GAMES/STARTS: 1985 (16/0), 1986 (16/0),
1987 (12/0), 1988 (16/0), 1989 (16/0). Total - 76/0.

COLLEGE: A walk-on at San Diego State, Saxon set school records for pun-
ting average in a game (54.8 vs. BYU in '83), season (45.5 in '83) and career
(44.1). The honorable mention All-America also holds the record for the longest
punt in Aztecs history with an 80-yarder against BYU in 1982. Saxon attributes
much of his punting success to his collegiate coach, Gary Zauner. Mike at-
tended Pasadena City College before transferring to San Diego State.

PERSONAL: A native of Whittier, CA, Michael Eric Saxon starred in baseball
and as a wide receiver, defensive back and punter at Arcadia High School.
Mike, wife Sheri Jo and their daughter Erika Leigh (1/25/90) reside in Nellie
Gale Ranch, CA, where he works in the real estate business. He also works
with Ben Agajanian’s youth kicking camps in Long Beach. Saxon majored in
business management at San Diego State.

He earned honorable mention All-PAC 10 and Academic All-PAC 10 honors
in 1986, the year he returned a kickoff 74 yards for a TD against Arizona.

Against Phoenix (10/30) while starting in place of injured Kevin Brooks, Walen
had his best game as a pro with nine tackles and two sacks. He also blocked
a Cardinals’ extra point attempt. His first NFL start came earlier in the year
against the Giants (9/18). He also played both tackle and end in passing situa-
tions. Walen recorded his first sack in his first NFL game, the season opener
against the Cardinals in 1987.

COLLEGE: The 1985 PAC 10 defensive player of the year, Walen led UCLA
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in sacks with nine and was third on the team in tackles with 74. He also earn-
ed All-West Coast and honorable mention All-America honors as a senior.

PERSONAL: Mark Hartley Walen was All-San Mateo County at Burlingame,
CA, High School. He also starred in soccer and basketball. Walen earned his
degree in history from UCLA. His hobbies include restoring cars — he owns
a 1967 Shelby GT500 — and mountain biking.

Steve Walsh

PRO: Jimmy Johnson believes so strongly in Steve =
Walsh because he knows first-hand the intangible
qualities that make Walsh a unique talent. ‘He’s some-
thing special,” is the way the Cowboys' head coach puts it. "He's a bottom-
line quarterback. He knows how to win.”" Johnson had his opinion about Walsh
confirmed by someone who knows a little something about quarterbacks and
Super Bowls, former 49ers Coach Bill Walsh (no relation). ‘‘Be very careful
what you do with Steve,”” Walsh told Johnson and Jerry Jones. “‘He does so
many things you just can't coach.” The Cowboys pulled a major surprise when
they selected Walsh in the first-round (second choice overall) of the 1989 sup-
plemental draft barely two months after picking quarterback Troy Aikman with
the first pick of the regular draft. But Johnson, who coached Walsh at the Univer-
sity of Miami, believed he was too talented to pass up. Only the third quarter-
back ever chosen by the Cowboys with a first-round draft choice (Craig Mor-
ton in 1965 and Aikman being the others), Walsh played in eight games as
a rookie, including five starts while Aikman was sidelined with a broken finger.
In those five starts Walsh completed 86-of-173 passes for 1,059 yards, four
touchdowns and five interceptions playing with a very inexperienced suppor-
ting cast. Steve directed the Cowboys' only victory of the season with a turnover-
free game that resulted in a 13- 3 win at Washington. It was another victory
in a hostile environment, a Walsh trademark in college, where he won at Ann
Arbor, Baton Rouge, South Bend and Tallahassee. Steve threw his first NFL
touchdown pass to Herschel Walker, a 27-yarder against the Giants on Oct.
1. He tied a team record for pass attempts in a game with 49 against Phoenix
on Oct. 29. His best outing came at Kansas City on Oct. 22 when he com-
pleted 23-0f-36 passes for 294 yards and one touchdown. For the season Walsh
had 19 completions for 20-or-more yards, seven of 30-or-more and two of 40-or-
more. Walsh entered the '90 season having thrown 49 straight passes without

an interception. He last played in the fourth quarter of the Thanksgiving game
against Philadelphia (11/23). GAMES/STARTS: 1989 (8/5).

COLLEGE: With Walsh as the starting quarterback in 1987 and '88, Miami
was 23-1, including a 12-0 national championship season in '87. Walsh add-
ed to the Miami legacy of outstanding quarterbacks by following more than
capably in the footsteps of Jim Kelly, Bernie Kosar, and Vinny Testaverde. In
his career Steve completed 410-0f-690 passes for 5,369 yards and 48
touchdowns. He was sacked only 14 times and threw at least one touchdown
pass in 18 of his last 20 games. Two of his more memorable performances
came on the road in 1988. He produced 17 straight points in the final 7:16
to beat Michigan 31-30 and he threw for more yards against Notre Dame, 424,
than any player in Notre Dame history. Walsh was named the 1988 first-team
All-America quarterback by The Associated Press, ESPN and the Football
Writers Association. He was runnerup to Aikman for the 1988 Davey O'Brien
Award, which goes to the nation’s top college quarterback.

PERSONAL: Steven John Walsh was raised in St. Paul, MN, where he ex-
celled in football, basketball and academics. Steve was named a USA TODAY
prep Academic All-America and the Minneapolis-St. Paul Metro football player
of the year in 1984 when he threw for 25 touchdowns and more than 2,000
yards. He was also a member of the National Honor Society. Steve received
his degree in finance from Miami. He is an avid golfer.

The Pensacola youth football team was playing a
squad from Mobile in a meaningless game after the
- regular season was finished. The star running back was
12-year-old, 145-pound Emmitt Smith. Most of the players in the league were
two years older, but now he was up a%ainst players who were 16 years old
and weighed as much as 180 pounds. Smith was knocked around in the first
half then came back and scored three touchdowns to lead his team to an 18-6
victory. Since those early days Smith has kept rolling along no matter what
obstacle lies in his path.

At Escambia High School in Pensacola, FL, opponents would write his jersey
number on tape and stick it to their uniform or helmet to remind them of their
task that day. Smith still strung together four straight seasons of over 1,500
yards rushing to become the third all-time leading high school rusher in the
country. He also led Escambia to two state titles and was named the National
Player of the Year by PARADE Magazine.

He didn’t break stride as he stepped onto the Florida campus. In his first
start he set a school single-game rushing mark with 224 yards against con-
ference powerhouse Alabama in Birmingham. Four games later in his seventh
collegiate contest he surpassed the 1,000-yard rushing mark earlier than any
player in the history of college football.

By the end of the year he was so highly regarded he became only the se-
cond freshman to finish in the top 10 in the Heisman Trophy balloting. Smith
was named Freshman of the Year by UPI and The Sporting News and Most
Valuable Player when Florida played Troy Aikman and the UCLA Bruins in
the 1987 Aloha Bowl.

Smith missed only two games during his career at Florida. Late in the 1988
season a knee injury kept him out. He came back strong, and on his first carry
against lllinois in the All-American Bowl he galloped 55 yards for a touchdown.

Last season may have been his steepest challenge. First he was playing
behind an offensive line made up mostly of underclassmen who were first-year
starters, then Florida’s head coach resigned. The final blow came when the
Gators’ starting quarterback was suspended for the season the Monday before
the New Mexico game. Once again Smith focused on his task and rushed for
a school-record 316 yards and three touchdowns to carry Florida to a 27-21
win over the Lobos.

“You've got to remember that the university he played at had some prob-
lems late in his career,’ said Cowboys running backs coach Joe Brodsky. “They
were not able to bring in enough talent on the offensive front so in his last
year he was playing with a small deficiency up front and he didn’t back down.”

He finished the season with a school-record 1,599 yards rushing to become
only the second Florida player to earn consensus All-America honors. In only
three seasons he became the fifth leading all-time rusher in the Southeastern
Conference and gained over 100 yards rushing in 24 of the 30 games he started.
Smith finished his collegiate career with 58 school records and was the only

Florida player to earn first-team All-SEC honors his first three seasons. He had
touchdown runs of over 65 yards in each of his collegiate seasons, including
a 96-yarder against Mississippi State in 1988 that stands as the fourth longest
run in SEC history.

Smith also led the Gators in receiving in two of the past three years and
is only the second player in SEC history to rush for over 3,600 yards and catch
over 50 passes.

The first running back taken in the first round by Dallas since Tony Dorsett
was selected with the second pick overall in 1977, Smith admits to having Walter
Payton as an idol but says his running style is not patterned after anybody.

“I run smart,” Smith said. "'l try not to run over anything. If | can avoid it,
I will try to avoid it. | feel like the less contact | get the longer I'll last in this
league.”

One way he is similar to Dorsett is his ability to see every player on the field.
"l can usually look at a defense and predict where the hole will be,” said Smith,
“regardless of where the play is called.” In high school he'd share his insights
with the fullback immediately before the ball was snapped.

Perhaps Smith’s most valuable asset is his unselfishness. In high school
when he went to meet the media after postseason games, he would bring along
several teammates to share the spotlight.

“What pleased us most is that he's such a team player,” said Gary Darnell,
who served as Florida's head coach for the final seven games of 1989. “'All
his goals which have been accomplished have been through the team scheme.”

Smith also showed top character off the field. While he was in high school
he spoke against drugs at shopping malls in the Pensacola area. In 1986 he
represented the nation's prep football players at the White House as part of
the ""Just Say No'' anti-drug campaign. Most of his values come from his
parents, Mary and Emmitt, Jr., who are active in the Pensacola community.
His mother recently helped the city recognize and take action again drug prob-
lems in an area where the Smiths lived over a decade ago.

In the past eight NFL drafts, 12 Florida players have been selected in the
first-round, including five running backs. Since 1983 Dallas has picked eight
former Gators. Smith is the highest pick from Florida ever taken by the Cowboys,
and he joins former Cowboys All-Pros Bob Lilly (1960s) and Duane Thomas
(1970s) as the first pick of a new decade.

Emmitt J. Smith Il has three brothers - Erik, Emory and Emil - and two sisters
- Marsha and Connie. Erik is a freshman at Northwest Mississippi Junior Col-
lege where he was redshirted in 1989, Emory is a sophomore running back
at Escambia High School and Emil is involved in track.

Auburn Head Coach Pat Dye was watching high
school tape of Alex Wright, not yet convinced he should
offer the youngster a scholarship. Mainly a track athlete,
Wright played only one season of football at Albany, GA, High School. Even
though all three of Wright's catches in high school went for touchdowns, Dye
needed something else to help his decision.

Then on the screen he saw Wright miss a tackle on the 11-yard line, get
up and chase down the ball carrier at the opposite 11-yard line. This display
of speed and effort tilted the balance and Wright achieved his goal of going
to college. Suddenly the nights of studying and the seven-mile walks to foot-
ball practice the summer before were worth it.

It was also worth it for Auburn as “‘Ace’’ Wright became the most dynamic
wide receiver in school history and the first wide receiver taken in the 1990
NFL draft. One-out-of-five of his 56 collegiate catches went for touchdowns
with an average distance of over 57 yards per score. Of his 11 touchdown
catches, six were longer than 50 yards. While playing on teams that went 39-7-2
and played in four bowl games during his career, Wright set a school record
for yards per catch in a career with a 23.6 average. He also scored four of
the 12 times he handled the ball on reverses.

“"He is a great athlete,”” said Auburn receivers coach Larry Blakeney. “‘But
there is no telling how good he could be if he had played two or three years
at wide receiver in high school.”

In the season opener against Pacific last year, Wright set school single-game
records with 263 yards receiving and an average of 52.6 yards per catch on
five catches, including touchdowns grabs of 78, 73, 60 and 41 yards. Auburn’s
leading receiver in 1989, Wright also caught four passes for 129 yards and
a touchdown against Tennessee and a career-high seven passes for 141 yards
in the regular-season finale against Alabama.

Wright was a backup to Lawyer Tillman, who was drafted in the second round
by Cleveland in 1989, prior to last season. In his first collegiate start Wright
caught three passes for 108 yards, including a 75-yard touchdown, against
Tennessee in 1988. He averaged 24.3 yards per reception in 13 collegiate starts.

Because he was deemed more valuable going forward than backward,
Auburn coaches switched Wright to wide receiver after he spent a red-shirt
season as a defensive back in 1985. His first catch as a collegian went for
33 yards against East Carolina in 1986.

Wright also excelled in track. In 1988 he won the Southeastern Conference
title in both the 55-meter and the 200-meter dash and became only the se-
cond athlete in SEC history to be named All-America in three events (55-meters,
200 meters, 4 x 100 relay). His time of 6.18 in the 55-meter dash tied him with
Bo Jackson as the sixth fastest sprinter in Auburn history.

The highest Auburn player ever drafted by the Cowboys, Wright is the highest
wide receiver selected by the NFL from Auburn since Terry Beasley was taken
with the 19th pick by San Francisco in 1972. Michael Irvin (11th pick, 1988),
Mike Sherrard (21st, 1986) and Dennis Homan (3rd, 1968) are the only wide
receivers ever selected higher by Dallas than Wright, who was taken with the

26th overall pick in the draft.
Wright earned his degree in adult education from Auburn.

Jimmie Jones

DEFENSIVE TACKLE = MIAMI, FLA

For the first time since his early high school days, Jim-
mie Jones doesn’t have to worry about taking time off
from playing football to support his family. Twice in the
past six seasons, Jones has had to jeopardize his future as a football player
in order to earn money for the present.

In 1989 he missed spring workouts in order to valet park cars at a restaurant,
which gave Cortez Kennedy, who was selected by Seattle with the third overall
pick in the draft, the edge to start at right defensive tackle for the Hurricanes.
Jones followed Kennedy as the second of nine players to be selected from
Miami's national championship squad in this year's draft.

“When both (Kennedy and Jones) are playing at their best, they're com-
parable,"” said Cowboys Coach Jimmy Johnson, who coached both at Miami.
‘%Had things worked out differently, it might have been Jimmie who was drafted
third.”

In fact, Jones started the final four games of 1988 ahead of Kennedy at right
tackle and made eight tackles and two sacks in Miami's 23-3 win over Nebraska
in the 1989 Orange Bowl, Johnson's final game as the Hurricanes’ coach.

Even though he missed the spring workouts, Jones was listed as the starter
when fall practices began in 1989. He fought back and despite sitting out three
games due to a knee injury, by the final few games of the year he was rotating
with Kennedy and Miami's outstanding junior defensive tackle Russell Maryland.
They formed the core of a Hurricanes” unit that led the nation in scoring defense
and total defense.

Jones missed his entire senior season at Okeechobee High School due to
financial responsibilities. He worked during the off-season at a local pharmacy,
eventually becoming assistant manager. His original high school coach allowed
him to miss summer workouts. However, a new coach came in before his
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JONES, Cont.
final season and implemented a new policy that forced Jones to miss his senior
year. Wide receiver Reggie Rembert, who was drafted in the second round
by the New York Jets this year, also had to sit out a season at Okeechobee
due to the rule.

Cowboys defensive line coach Butch Davis, an assistant at Miami from
1984-88, was told about the standout defensive lineman and brought him to
the Hurricanes after watching a film from Jones' junior season.

A red-shirt freshman in 1985, Jones tempted the Miami coaches to play him
after he sacked Vinny Testaverde several times and made many tackles while
working against the first offense as part of the scout team. *“The first team
just couldn’t block him,"”" said Davis.

After playing defensive end in 1986, Jones started the 1987 season opener
at right tackle against Florida. The next week in practice he broke his hand
but still managed to finish second on the Hurricanes in quarterback pressures
to Daniel Stubbs, now his teammate at Dallas. He recorded a career-high 12
tackles against East Carolina his sophomore year. For the next three seasons
Jones was a key part of a Miami team that went 34-2 and captured two na-
tional titles.

Including Jones, 17 Miami defensive linemen have been taken in the past
eight NFL drafts, including nine in the first three rounds. In 1990 four Hurricanes
defensive linemen were selected in the top 80 picks.

Jimmie majored in business at Miami. He and wife Regana have a daughter,
Jimmeria.

Stan Smagala

CORNERBACK = NOTRE DAME

Early in his high school career Stan Smagala enter-
tained little thought of receiving a scholarship to play
football at a major college. Although a star running
back at St. Laurence High School in the Chicago suburb of Burbank, IL,
Smagala was small for a football player. Then his father enrolled him in a foot-
ball camp held by Notre Dame the summer before his senior year. Stan tied
the camp record for the fastest 40-yard dash and was eventually offered a
scholarship to play cornerback for the Fighting Irish. His speed had overcome
his size.

But due to his small size, few gave Smagala a chance to be a star at Notre
Dame. He rushed for 300 yards and three touchdowns in a playoff game follow-

ing his senior year in high school but had never played defensive back, his
new position.

As a freshman Smagala earned the Notre Dame coaches’ attention when
he leveled then-starting quarterback Steve Beuerlein during practice. The next
year his 40-yard times rivalled those of former teammate and current L.A.
Raiders speedster Tim Brown. Smagala earned a starting job and spent the
next three seasons covering some of the nation's top receivers.

Because Notre Dame played one of the country's toughest schedules the
past few years, Smagala was covering the likes of Andre Rison at Michigan
State; Brian Blades, Michael Irvin and Brett Perriman at Miami; Reggie Rembert
at West Virginia; and Greg McMurtry at Michigan. Practices were no picnic
either as he worked against Brown early in his career and Raghib “‘Rocket”
Ismail more recently.

“I'm not intimidated by the NFL,"" said Smagala. ‘'I've covered all the best
receivers in college.”

During his three seasons as a starter, Notre Dame went 31-5 and captured
the national championship in 1988.

“"He’s gotten better every year,"” said Notre Dame defensive backs coach
Chuck Heater. ''He’s a very physical player who plays with reckless abandon.”

The second of three defensive backs drafted from Notre Dame in 1990,
Smagala earned honorable mention All-America honors in 1988 and '89.

The highlight of his collegiate career came when the No. 1-ranked Irish dueled
No. 2 Southern California in 1988. Late in the first half Smagala intercepted
a pass at the Notre Dame 36 and returned it for a touchdown as the Irish won
27-10. Earlier that year against Pittsburgh, Smagala recovered a fumble in the
Notre Dame endzone after Panthers' quarterback Darnell Dickerson fumbled
on his way to a touchdown.

Smagala is the Cowboys' highest draft pick ever out of Notre Dame. Dallas
selected him after trading five choices that were acquired from five different
teams - Minnesota, Detroit, Seattle, Indianapolis and San Francisco.

Stanley Adam Smagala majored in business management at Notre Dame.

Playing at tiny Albany State College in Georgia, Ken-
neth Gant received little recognition. Few could ignore
his outstanding speed, however, and when it came time
for the NFL draft, highly-touted Shannon Sharpe of Savannah State was the
only Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Conference player taken ahead of Gant.

In fact, Gant played one of his best games in 1989 with six tackles and an
interception against Sharpe and the Tigers.

A four-year starter for the Golden Rams, Gant recorded 158 tackles, 14 in-
terceptions, 17 passes defensed and recovered four fumbles during his col-
legiate career. He also missed only one game in his stint at Albany State.

Gant not only picked off five passes to finish third in the conference in 1989,
he averaged 23.2 yards per interception return, including one returned 46 yards
for a touchdown against Morris Brown College. Gant also blocked a punt for
a safety vs. West Virginia State. As a senior he earned second-team All-SIAC
honors.

In 1988 he tallied a career-high seven tackles against Fort Valley State and
was an honorable-mention All-SIAC pick.

The third player ever drafted by Dallas from Albany State, Gant is the highest
selection from the school by the Cowboys since defensive end Frank Brown
was picked in the eighth round in 1968. One of the most successful NFL players
from the Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Conference is Rayfield Wright, a four-
time All-Pro offensive tackle whom Dallas drafted in the seventh round from
Fort Valley State in 1967.

Kenneth Gant majored in criminal justice at Albany State. He starred at
Kathleen High School in Lakeland, FL.

Dave Harper established a couple of Humboldt State
firsts the past year. In January he became the first player
- ever from the school to play in the East-West Shrine
game. Now he is the first player Dallas has drafted from the NCAA Division
Il university located 275 miles north of San Francisco.

In addition, Harper became the first Humboldt State player to be drafted since
wide receiver Mike Bettiga was taken in the 15th round by San Francisco in
1973. Harper is the highest draft pick from the school since offensive tackle
Len Gotshalk was selected in the eighth round by Philadelphia in 1971.

“Dave was probably the best all-around athlete on the team,"” said Hum-
boldt State Coach Mike Dolby. ‘‘He could play any position on both sides of
the ball. He has exceptional speed and plays with great intensity."

Last season Harper set a school season-record with 125 tackles while play-
ing full time at inside linebacker. A first-team All-Northern California Athletic
Conference and third-team Division Il All-America pick, Harper also led the
Lumberjacks in tackles for a loss in 1989 with seven and was third on the club

in sacks with five.

As a junior Harper excelled as a running back and linebacker. On his way
to second-team All-NCAC recognition, he rushed for a team season-high 114
yards, including a 44-yarder, against the University of California-Davis and
recorded 20 tackles and an interception against Azusa Pacific. For good
measure he averaged 23.5 yards on four kickoff returns.

Harper sat out the 1987 season after transferring from Weber State. He played
two seasons at the College of the Redwoods, earning All-Golden Valley Con-
ference honors in 1986.

David Douglas Harper was a standout running back at Eureka, CA, High
School. He majored in physical education at Humboldt State.

blocker who started three games for the Panthers in 1989. Huebner, who
recovered two fumbles on punt coverage in 1988, played tight end in col-
lege but was moved to guard after joining the Cowboys. Huebner also earn-
ed rave reviews as Pitt's long snapper the past three seasons. He attend-
ed North Hills High School in West View, PA.

Fred **Air’* McNair, a 6-1, 220-pound quarterback from Alcorn State, finish-

ed fifth in NCAA Division I-AA in passing efficiency after completing
119-0f-214 pass attempts for 1,898 yards, 14 touchdowns and five intercep-
tions in 1989. The second-team All-Southwestern Athletic Conference pick
led the league in total offense with 259.6 yards per game last year. McNair
split time between wide receiver and quarterback in 1988 after catching
32 passes as a full-time wide receiver his freshman year. He attended Mt.
Olive, MS, High School.

Curt Mull, a 6-5, 282-pound offensive tackle from Georgia, started the past

three seasons at right tackle, helping clear the way for future NFL first-
round draft picks Rodney Hampton and Tim Worley. In 1989 Mull was a
second-team All-Southeastern Conference pick. He was rated as one of
the top prospects in the nation after playing at Brantley High School in
Longwood, FL.

Mark Warner, a 6-7, 290-pound offensive tackle from Canisius, earned third-

team Division Ill All-America honors and was named to the ECAC upstate
all-star team in 1989. Behind Warner, who started at left tackle the past
two seasons, Canisius averaged 195.9 rushing yards per game last year,
their best output in seven seasons. Warner started two seasons at lowa
Wesleyan before transferring to Canisius. He attended Meridian High
School in Cato, NY.

Ken Willis, a 5-11, 190-pound placekicker from Kentucky, made 17-0f-22 field

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Ring of Honor

The Cowboys honor former players who made outstanding contributions to the
club by inducting them into the Ring of Honor at Texas Stadium. Their names and
the years played are prominently displayed in silver on the wall below the press
box at Texas Stadium. Members of the Cowboys' Ring of Honor:

BOB LILLY, defensive tackle, 1961-74. Nicknamed “Mr. Cowboy," Bob Lilly was the
franchise's first draft choice in 1961, the first name in the Ring of Honor in 1975
and its first inductee into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1980. A seven-time All-
Pro, Lilly was named to a club-record 11 Pro Bowls. He was a two-time AIl-SWC
pick and an All-America at Texas Christian University before being drafted by
Dallas.

DON MEREDITH, quarterback, 1960-68. Don Meredith led the Cowboys to their first
winning season and their first NFL Championship Game in 1966, Signed by Clint
Murchison, Jr., before Dallas was granted its NFL franchise, “Dandy Don" played
in two Pro Bowls and was named NFL player of the year in 1966. A two-time All-
America at SMU, Don's name was added to the Cowboys' Ring of Honor in 1976.

DON PERKINS, running back, 1961-68. Don Perkins was the first Cowboys player
to rush for more than 6,000 yards. A six-time Pro Bow| selection, Perkins finished
among the top ten NFL rushers in each of his eight seasons. He was named NFL
rookie of the year in 1961 and All-Pro in 1962. Perkins was signed before Dallas
was granted its NFL franchise. A three-time All-Skyline pick at New Mexico, he
was inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1976.

CHUCK HOWLEY, linebacker, 1961-72. When Chuck Howley retired in 1973, Tom
Landry said “I don't know that I've seen anybody better at linebacker than
Howley.” A six-time All-Pro, Howley was the most valuable player in Super Bow!|
V. The Cowboys traded for Howley, who was drafted by Chicago in 1958. He was
All-America center at West Virginia. A six-time Pro Bow! selection, Howley was
added to the Ring of Honor in 1977.

MEL RENFRO, defensive back, 1964-77. Mel Renfro was named to the Pro Bowl his
first ten seasons in the NFL. He is the club's all-time interceptor with 52 and
kickoff returner with a 26.4-yard career average. Renfro was drafted in the second
round in 1964 after a career as an All-America halfback and world class sprinter
at Oregon. A five-time All-Pro, Renfro was inducted into the Cowboys' Ring of
Honor in 1981.

ROGER STAUBACH, quarterback, 1969-79. Roger Staubach led the Cowboys to six
NFC Championship Games, four Super Bowls and two Super Bowl titles. A great
clutch performer, Staubach led Dallas to comeback victories 23 times, 14 in the
last two minutes or overtime. A five-time Pro Bowler, he was drafted by Dallas in
1964 after winning the Heisman Trophy and Maxwell Award at the Naval
Academy. Inducted into the Ring of Honor in 1983, Roger was elected to the Pro
Football Hall of Fame in 1985.

LEE ROY JORDAN, linebacker, 1963-76. The inspirational leader of the Cowboys'
first championship teams was Lee Roy Jordan. The Cowboys' first-round draft
choice in 1963 following an All-America career at Alabama, Jordan anchored the
“Doomsday Defense" from his middle linebacker position for 14 years. He was
named to the Pro Bowl five times and All-Pro twice. Lee Roy was inducted into
the Ring of Honor in 1989.
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HALL OF FAME

Three members of the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio, have
been elected based on their accomplishments with the Cowboys - Bob
Lilly in 1980, Roger Staubach in 1985 and Tom Landry in 1990.

Landry was inducted this past summer following a brilliant career in
which he led the Cowboys to a 270-178-6 record. Landry is the third win-
ningest coach in NFL history behind George Halas and Don Shula.

In his 29 years at the helm, Landry guided the Cowboys to 18 playoff
seasons, 13 division championships, five Super Bow!| appearances and
two Super Bowl titles. The record likely to stand the longest is Landry's
streak of 20 consecutive winning seasons from 1966-85.

Landry spent his first decade in the NFL with the New York Giants in
the 1950s as an All-Pro defensive halfback and assistant coach.

NFL FRANCHISE — Clint Murchison, Jr., and Bedford Wynne were awarded an
expansion franchise in the NFL at the annual league meeting in Miami Beach, Fla.
The Cowboys were to play as a “swing" team, playing every other team one time
during the first season, although listed in the Western Conference standings
(January 28).

COWBOYS STOCKED — A player pool was set up in a league meeting at L.A., with
each of 12 NFL teams freezing 25 names on its roster and the Cowboys allowed to
pick three from each team for a total of 36 veterans. Dallas, once given the list, had
to select its 36 players within 24 hours (March 13).

TRAINING STARTS — Rookies report to first Cowboys camp at Pacific U., in Forest
Grove, Oregon (July 9).

FIRST PRE-SEASON GAME — The Cowboys, less than six months in existence,
gft theirﬁrirst test and drop a 16-10 pre-season game to San Francisco in Seattle

ugust 6).

IRST HOME GAME — In their Dallas debut, in the Salesmanship Club preseason
game, the Cowboys led the world champion Baltimore Colts into the final minute
before a 62-yard pass from Johnny Unitas to Lenny Moore gave the Colts a 14-10
victory (August 19).

FIRST LEAGUE WIN — Scoring ten points in the final 56 seconds, the Cowboys
score their first NFL victory, 27-24, over Pittsburgh in the '61 league opener in the
Cotton Bowl. Allen Green's 27-yard field goal on the game’s final play won it before
23,500 (Sept. 17).

TRAINING STARTS — Team begins training at new campsite — Northern Michigan
College in Marquette, Mich. (July 13).

PENALTY HISTORY — For the first time in anyone’s memory in an NFL game,
points were awarded for a penalty. The Cowboys were detected holding in the end
zone on a 99-yd. TD pass from LeBaron to Clarke, and Pittsburgh was awarded a
safety. The Steelers eventually won, 30-28 (Sept. 23).

100-YARD FIRSTS — Cowboys' Amos Marsh returned a kickoff 101 yards and Mike
Gaechter returned a pass interception 100 yards, both plays for fourth-quarter TDs
in a 41-19 win over Philadelphia in Dallas. It was the first time in NFL history that
two 100-yard runs had been made in the same game, much less by the same team
in the same quarter (Oct. 14),

moving the franchise to Kansas City (Feb. 8).
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CALIFORNIA TRAINING SITE — The Cowboys open training at Califronia Lutheran
College in Thousand Oaks, Calif. (July 12).

HOWTON SETS RECORD — Bill Howton broke Don Hutson's all-time receiving
mark with a 14-yard catch against Washington (there). Hutson’s record was 7,991
yards and the catch gave Howton an even 8,000 yards (Sept. 29).

LANDRY CONTRACT — With one year to go on his original contract, Tom Landry is

signed to a ten-year extension, in effect giving him an 11-year pact, possibly the
longest in major pro sports history (Feb. 5).

FIRST SELLOUT — An overflow crowd of 76,251 jams the Cotton Bowl for the
Cleveland game, notching the team’s first home sellout. Cleveland won, 24-17 (Nov.

PLAYOFF BOWL — After defeating New York, 38-20, in the season finale (and win-
ning five of their last seven games) to get into the Playoff Bowl at Miami, the
Cowboys fall to Baltimore, 35-3 (Jan. 15).

MERGER — Peace comes to pro football with Cowboys GM Tex Schramm com-
pleting two months of negotiations with AFL's Lamar Hunt, merging the two
leagues under the NFL banner (June 8).

SCHRAMM ELEVATED — Texas E. Schramm, Vice-President and General Manager
of the Cowboys from the beginning, was named President of the club by owner
Clint Murchison, Jr., who retained the title of Chairman of the Board.

NEELY CASE SOLVED — Dallas and Houston reached agreement in the Ralph
Neely case. Neely remained with Dallas with Houston receiving the Cowboys Nos.
1, 2 and two fifth place picks in the 1967 draft (Nov. 17).

THE CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys won their first championship, capturing the
Eastern Conference title with a 10-3-1 record, but lost the NFL Championship
Game to Green Bay, 34-27.

TEXAS STADIUM — On Dec. 23, owner Clint Murchison, Jr., formally announced
plans to build Texas Stadium in suburban Irving. The stadium, to be financed
through a bond-option plan, would be ready for the 1970 season. The stadium
would seat a minimum of 58,000

SECOND CHAMPIONSHIP — Under the NFL's new format, the Cowboys easily
won the Capitol Division and defeated Cleveland, Century Division winner, 52-14, in
the Cotton Bowl for the Eastern conference championship. However, on Dec. 31 in
Green Bay, the Cowboys lost their second bid for an NFL title, falling to the
Packers, 21-17, in the 13 degree below weather.

SECOND NFC TITLE — For the second consecutive year, the Cowboys met the
San Francisco 49ers in the National Conference showdown. This time Dallas won,
14-3, to qualify for its second straight Super Bowl.

FIRST WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys downed the Miami Dolphins,
24-3, to win Super Bow! VI in New Orleans on Jan. 16. It was the 10th victory in a
row for Dallas as Roger Staubach passed for two touchdowns and was named the
game's Most Valuable Player.

FIRST 1,000-YARD BACK — Calvin Hill became the first Dallas player to rush for
1,000 yards when he gained 111 on Dec. 9 against the Washington Redskins in
Texas Stadium. Hill wound up with 1,036 yards for the season on a record 245
carries.

SEVEN STRAIGHT PLAYOFFS — The Cowboys qualified for the NFL playoffs a
record seventh consecutive year, their 10-4 record earning them the National Con-
ference Wild Card berth. Roger Staubach passed for two touchdowns in the last

Then, at Washington on New Year's Eve, Dallas was foiled in its bid for a third
straight NFL title with the Redskins won, 26-3.

Dallas defeated Western Division champion Los Angeles
in the first round, 27-16, but fell to Central Division winner Minnesota in the NFC
Championship Game, 27-10.

FIRST TOP DRAFT CHOICE — For the first time in their history, the Cowboys had
the very first choice in the NFL college draft. The No. 1 pick came to Dallas from
Houston in exchange for Tody Smith and Billy Parks. The Cowboys selected Ed
“Too Tall" Jones, a 6-9 260-pound defensive end from Tennessee State.
PLAYOFFS MISSED — The Cowboys' record-breaking string of eight straight years
in the NFL playoffs was broken when the club's 8-6 record failed to qualify.

LILLY HONORED — “‘Mr. Cowboy" was honored on Bob Lilly Day at Texas Stadium
at halftime of the Philadelphia game on Nov. 23. It was the first such recognition
ever given to a Dallas player. Lilly never missed a game in 14 years with the
Cowboys, earning All-Pro honors seven times at defensive tackle before retiring
prior to the '75 season.

TEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys’ 10-4 reocrd earned them the
NFC Wild Card berth in the playoffs. The composite record over 10 straight winning
seasons was 101-37-2.

THIRD NFC TITLE — After shocking Minnesota in the first round, 17-14 on Roger
Staubach's 50-yard “Hail Mary" pass to Drew Pearson, the Cowboys traveled to
Los Angeles for the NFC showdown. Staubach threw four touchdown passes, three
to Preston Pearson, and Dallas won, 37-7. Pittsburgh won Super Bow| X on Jan. 18
in Miami, 21-17.

MEREDITH, PERKINS HONORED — Former Cowboys greats Don Meredith and
Don Perkins joined Bob Lilly in the “Ring of Honor" at Texas Stadium during half-
time ceremonies at the New York Giants game on Nov. 7.

ELEVEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys won the NFC Eastern
Division title with their 11-3 record, giving them their 11th straight winning season
and 10th playoff berth in that period. A 14-12 first round loss to Los Angeles — the
first time Dallas had lost in the first round under the current playoff setup — ended
the season.

HOWLEY HONORED — Former All-Pro linebacker Chuck Howley, a Cowboy from
1961 through 1973, became the fourth member of the Ring of Honor. Howley was
honored during ceremonies at halftime of the Detroit Lions game on Oct. 30.

TWELVE STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — Getting off to an 8-0 start, their best
ever, the Cowboys rolled to a 12-2 record, the championship of the NFC East, and
their 12th consecutive winning season.

tadium.

FOURTH NFC TITLE — Dallas crushed the Minnesota Vikings at Texas Stadium,
23-6, for National Conference crown No. 4 and the right to meet the Denver Broncos
in Super Bowl XII.

SECOND WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys stopped the Denver Broncos,
27-10, to win Super Bowl XIl in New Orleans on January 15, 1978. In the process,
Dallas tied Minnesota for most Super Bowl appearances (four) and Green Bay,
Miami and Pittsburgh for most Super Bowl victories (two).

Enshrined along with
Lilly on Aug. 2 at Canton, Ohio, were Herb Adderley, who played for the Cowboys
from 1970-72, Jim Otto and Deacon Jones.

FIFTEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — Behind new starting quarterback
Danny White, the Cowboys rolled to their 15th consecutive winning season with a
surprising 12-4 record, tied for best in the league with Philadelphia and Atlanta.
The Cowboys lost the NFC East title to Philadelphia on a tie-breaker, but entered
the playoffs for the 14th game in 15 years, this time as a wild card team. The
Cowboys beat Los Angeles 34-13 at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card Game and
rallied past the Falcons at Atlanta 30-27 to advance to the NFC Championship Game at
Philadelphia. But the Cowboys lost 207 in their bid for a sixth Super Bowl appearance.
LANDRY'’S 200th VICTORY — Tom Landry joined George Halas and Curly Lambeau
as the only coaches with 200 NFL victories when the Cowboys beat Los Angeles
34-13 on Dec. 28 at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card Game, raising Landry's
record to 200-119-6, counting regular season and playoff games.

RENFRO HONORED — Former All-Pro defensive back Mel Renfro, the Cowboys'
all-time leading pass interceptor, became the fifth member of the Cowboys’ Ring of
Honor. Renfro, who played for Dallas from 1964 through 1977, was honored during
halftime ceremonies of the Cowboys-Miami Dolphins game at Texas Stadium Oct. 25.
TWELFTH DIVISION CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys regained the NFC Eastern
Division Championship, their 12th division title since 1966, with a 12-4 record and
tied Oakland's NFL mark of 16 consecutive winning seasons.

The club also set a
league record with its ninth straight playoff appearance, qualifying as a wild card
entry. The Los Angeles Rams eliminated the Cowboys from the playoffs, however,
with a 24-17 upset victory at Texas Stadium in the NFC Wild Card Game on Dec. 26.

OWNERSHIP CHANGES HANDS — The sale of the Cowboys from the Murchison
family to an 11-member limited partnership headed by Dallas businessman H. R.
“Bum” Bright was ap;lgroved by NFL owners on March 19 at the league’s annual
meeting in Honolulu. The sale was completed on May 18.

COWBOYS CENTER — The Cowboys and Triland International announced plans
on March 27 for Cowboys Center, an innovative joint venture that will develop
business opportunities in a conference center, Cowboys ShowPlace, athletic club,
sports arena, office park, housing, and retail and restaurant outlets on 200 acres at
The Valley Ranch, adjacent to the Cowboys' new headquarters.

NINETEEN STRAIGHT WINNING SEASONS — The Cowboys defeated the Eagles
26-10 in Philadelphia to extend their NFL record to 19 consecutive winning
seasons. The Cowboys finished 9-7 and missed the playofts for the first time in 10
years and only the second time in 19 years.

STAUBACH ENTERS HALL OF FAME — Roger Staubach, the master of the come-
back victory during his 11-year career as a Cowboys quarterback, was inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in his first year of eligibility. Enshrined with
Staubach on Aug. 3 at Canton, Ohio, were Pete Rozelle, Joe Namath, 0. J. Simpson
and Frank Gatski. Staubach joined Bob Lilly as the only players who spent their
entire career with the Cowboys to be elected to the Hall of Fame.
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TEXAS STADIUM IMPROVEMENTS — Texas Stadium unveiled a new look when
the Cowboys opened their preseason schedule against Green Bay on Aug. 10. The
stadium became the first to have two DiamondVision color scoreboards, and the
addition of 118 Crown Suites gave Texas Stadium more private suites, 296, than
any stadium in the nation.

COWBOYS RANCH OPENS — Cowboys players and coaches reported on Aug. 27

DORSETT PASSES 10,000 YARDS — On a 19-yard sweep around left end, Tony
Dorsett became the sixth player in NFL history to rush for 10,000 yards. Dorsett's
feat highlighted a 27-13 victory over Pittsburgh at Texas Stadium on Oct. 13.

THIRTEENTH DIVISION CHAMPIONSHIP — The Cowboys edged the New York
Giants 28-21 on Dec. 15 at Texas Stadium to capture the NFC Eastern Division
championship for the first time since 1981. Picked in most season previews to
finish third or fourth in the division, the Cowboys rallied for their NFL record 20th
consecutive winning season, a 13th division title in 20 years and a playoff berth for
the 18th time in that span.

STREAK BROKEN — The Cowboys' streak of 20 consecutive winning seasons
from 1966 through 1985, third longest in professional sports history, came to an
end when the club finished with a 7-9 record after losing seven of its last eight
games. Only baseball's New York Yankees (39 straight winning seasons, 1926-64)
and hockey's Montreal Canadiens (32 from 1951-52 through 1982-83) surpassed the
Cowboys' accomplishment. After the 1986 season, the Washington Redskins’ five
straight winning campaigns (1982-86) represented the NFL's longest active streak.

He hired Tex Schramm as general manager,
gave Tom Landry a 10-year contract when his coaching career was in doubt in 1964
and was instrumental in the building of Texas Stadium.

DORSETT GETS 12,000 YARDS — Tony Dorsett became the fourth rusher in NFL
history to gain more than 12,000 yards when he registered 52 yards against the
Rams on Dec. 21 for a career total of 12,036. The only runners ahead of Dorsett
were Walter Payton, Jim Brown and Franco Harris.

LANDRY TIES LAMBEAU — Dallas opened the 1988 season against Pittsburgh on
Sept. 12 and Tom Landry tied an NFL record held by Curly Lambeau by coaching in
his 29th consecutive season with the same team.

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SALE APPROVED, SCHRAMM RESIGNS — The sale of the Cowboys to Jerry Jones
was unanimously approved by NFL owners on April 18 at a special meeting in New York.
At the same meeting Tex Schramm was named president of the new World League of
American Football. He announced his resignation as president and general manager of
the Cowboys after 29 years with the club.

AIKMAN SIGNED — The Cowboys, holding the No. 1 pick in the NFL draft for only the
second time in their history, announced the signing of quarterback Troy Aikman, the
Heisman Trophy winner from UCLA, to a six-year contract on April 20.

LANDRY ENTERS HALL OF FAME — Tom Landry, who led the Cowboys to five Super
Bowl and 20 consecutive winning seasons as the Cowboys head coach from 1960-88,
was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in his first year of eligibility. Enshrined
on Aug. 4 at Canton, Ohio, Landry joined Bob Lilly and Roger Staubach as the only Hall
of Fame members who built their achievements with the Cowboys.
