Washington Redskins on Sept. 24, 2001 (46 degrees).

Football, marking the fourth time the two teams have met on MNF and
the first since 1999. It is the fifth time in the last six seasons the Packers
have played at Lambeau Field on MNF.

since 1978 to play the Rams.

»Green Bay opens the final month of the regular season against Arizona,

only the second time the Cardinals have played at Lambeau Field in
December (Dec. 21, 1969).

»The Packers will play back-to-back home games for only the second time

in 2018 when they host the Atlanta Falcons in Week 14. It will be the
fourth matchup (including postseason) between Green Bay and Atlanta
in the last three seasons.

»The Packers end the season with two road games in the final three weeks
