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Bill “Moose” Skowron
Dec. 18, 1930 – April 26, 2012

A first baseman on four World Championships with the Yankees (1956, ‘58, ‘61 and ‘62), Skowron 
appeared in eight World Series overall – including a fifth Series win with the Dodgers in 1963. He 
hit 8HR in 39 career World Series games. In the 1958 Fall Classic, he drove in what proved to be the 
game-winning run with a 10th-inning RBI single in Game 6 to force a decisive Game 7, where he hit 
a three-run HR in the eighth inning of the Yankees’ victory.

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Season Summary
RETURN TO THE POSTSEASON: With their win on 
9/30 at Toronto and the Angels’ loss in game two of 
their doubleheader at Texas, the Yankees earned a spot 
in the 2012 postseason…with their win in the final 
regular season game vs. Boston, the Yankees clinched 
the AL East Division title for the 13th time in the last 
17 seasons…this season marks the 17th postseason 
appearance for the Yankees in the last 18 years (1995-
2007, ’09-12) - the only such stretch in Baseball history 
(credit: Stats, LLC)… is the team’s 51st postseason 
berth all time, most for any MLB franchise… is also the 
Yankees’ 18th AL East title since divisional play began 
in 1969 (most all time, Atlanta-16)… clinched their 
48th first-place finish, the most of any North American 
professional sports franchise (includes a “first-half” title 
in the strike-shortened 1981 season). 

»»Manager Joe Girardi became the fourth Yankees 
skipper to lead the club to four consecutive postseason 
appearances, joining Joe McCarthy, Casey Stengel and 
Joe Torre… finished the season with the best record 
in the AL (95-67, .586).
»»Recorded 95 wins in a season for the fourth straight 
year and 10th time in the last 12 campaigns.

AT THE TOP: The Yankees were in first place (either 
tied or alone) each day since the start of play on 
6/12 through the end of the season, a streak of 114 
consecutive days…marked their longest such stretch 
atop the AL East since 2004 when they held sole 
possession of first place for each of the final 126 days of 
the season… included a stretch of 84 consecutive days 
in sole possession of first in the division from 6/13-9/3.

BOMB SQUAD: The Yankees led the Majors with a 
franchise-record 245HR (surpassing the previous mark 
of 244 set in 2009)…hit 138HR at home and 107R on the 
road…tied the 1996 Seattle Mariners for the seventh-
most in a season all-time…became the first team to 
homer in 131 games in a single season… reached the 
200-homer plateau for the 12th time in the last 13 years 
since 2000 (all but 2008)…scored 48.4% of their runs 
on HRs this season.
»»Had nine players with at least 15HR this season (Cano, 
Chavez, Granderson, Ibanez, Jeter, Martin, Rodriguez, 
Swisher and Teixiera)… marks the franchise’s most 
players with at least 15HR in a single season and ties 
the Major League record (also the 2005 Indians and 
2005 Rangers).
»»Had 10 players with at least 10HR, most for any team 
in 2012 and tying the franchise record (also 1998).
»»CF Curtis Granderson led the team with 43HR, 
the most by a Yankee whose primary position was 
centerfield since Mickey Mantle in 1961 (54).

NOTHING FREE: The Yankees walked just 431 batters 
in 2012, the fewest in the AL and the fourth-fewest in 
the Majors…marked their fewest walks allowed since 
2003 (375), which was also the last time they led the AL.

A COOLER BREEZE: The Yankees struck out a 
single-season franchise-record 1,318 batters this 
year… surpassed the previous mark of 1,266K set in 
2001.

FIRST THINGS FIRST: The Yankees scored in the first 
inning 60 times this season… scored 118 total runs in 
the first inning in 2012, their most scored in any frame 
in 2012, tying San Francisco for the second-most first-
inning runs by any team in 2012 behind Colorado (123).

UNLOADING: The Yankees hit a Major League-leading 
10 grand slams in 2012, matching their franchise record 
for the fourth time - and third straight year (also 1987, 
2010-11)… have combined for a Major League-high 
30 grand slams over the last three seasons, more than 
double the next-closest team (Chicago-AL with 14).

COMEBACK KIDS: The Yankees recorded 46 comeback 
wins, tied with Cincinnati for most in the Majors 
in 2012… their win on 10/2 marked their only win 
this year when trailing at the end of the eighth and 
snapped a streak of 90 straight regular season losses 
in those games dating back to 2011… had been the 
longest streak of its kind in the Majors and the longest 
by the Yankees since a 92-game stretch spanning the 
1989 and 1990 seasons (credit: Elias).

RUN AROUND: The Yankees ranked second in the 
Majors with 804 runs scored in 2012 (only Texas, 808, had 
more)… marked their fewest runs in a season since 2008 
(789)… advanced to the postseason with as little as 804R 
in a season for the first time since 2001.
»»Scored at least 10R in nine of their last 23 games of 
the season after doing so just eight times over their 
first 139 contests… scored a Major League-most 174 
runs in Sept./Oct.
»»The Yankees had just one player reach 100RBI (Curtis 
Granderson), becoming the first team to score as many 
runs with only one player recording at least 100RBI 
since 2009 when Boston and Philadelphia had one 
guy and Colorado had none).

#WINNING: The Yankees secured their 20th 
consecutive winning season in 2012 (dating back to 
1993)… according to the Elias Sports Bureau, their 
streak of 20 straight winning seasons is the second-
longest streak of consecutive seasons above .500 for 
any Major League franchise trailing only the Yankees’ 
run of 39 straight from 1926-64.

START US UP: Yankees starters were a combined 71-50 
(.587), marking the best winning percentage among all 
AL starting staffs (fifth-best in the Majors).
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SIDELINED: The Yankees used the disabled list 17 times 
in 2012 for 16 different players…placed a total of 11 
players on the 60-day D.L., including four that spent the 
entire season there…the Yankees combined to miss a 
total of 1,510 games on the D.L. in 2012.

CLOSE CALLS: The Yankees had 56 of their 77 games 
following the All-Star break decided by three runs or 
less, including 17 of their final 22… over the “second 
half,” had 40 games of two-runs or less and 26 one-run 
contests… had 24 of their last 39 contests decided by 
two runs or fewer.
»»Went 22-25 in one-run games… won nine of their last 
17 one-run games after a streak of eight straight losses 
in such games from 7/19-8/7.
»»26 of the team’s 34 losses after the All-Star break were 
by three runs or less, falling by a combined 41 runs 
over those defeats.

PITCHING IN: The Yankees had three starters (Phil 
Hughes, Hiroki Kuroda and CC Sabathia), each with at 
least 15 wins in the same season for the first time since 
2006 (Randy Johnson-17, Mike Mussina-15 and Chien-
Ming Wang-19)… had four pitchers with at least 12 
wins (also Nova) for the first time since 2003.

GO, GO, CANO: 2B Robinson Cano hit .313 (196-
for-627) with 105R, 48 doubles, 33HR and 94RBI in 161 
games…tied his career high in doubles (also 2009) 
and established a career high in home runs…joins 
Milwaukee’s Ryan Braun as the only players to score at 
least 100R in each of the last four seasons.
»»Led all Major League second basemen in games played 
(161), hits (196), doubles (48), home runs (33), RBI (94) 
and batting average (.313)…tied the Rangers’ Ian 
Kinsler for most runs among ML second basemen (105).
»»Recorded multiple hits in each of his final nine games 
of the season (9/25-10/3), batting .615 (24-for-39) with 
7 doubles, 3HR and 14RBI over the stretch…marked 
his longest career stretch of multi-hit games…the 
only Yankee with a longer streak is Bernie Williams (10 
straight from 8/9-20/02).

BACKUP SANDMAN: RHP Rafael Soriano went 2-1 
with 42 saves (in 46 opportunities) and a 2.26 ERA 
(67.2IP, 17ER) in 69 relief appearances with the Yankees 
in 2012… finished tied for third in the Majors in saves, 
trailing only Baltimore’s Jim Johnson (51) and Tampa 
Bay’s Fernando Rodney (48).
»»Marked the 10th-highest single-season save total in 
franchise history and the ninth-best single-season 
save percentage (91.3) in Yankees history (min: 20 
save chances).
»»His 42 saves after 5/3 (when Mariano Rivera went on 
the D.L.) were second in the Majors to Jim Johnson’s 44.

FROM THE LEFT SIDE: The Yankees were 37-24 (.607) 
against left-handed starters in 2012, the top winning 
pct. in the AL and fourth-highest in the Majors.

HOME COOKIN’: The Yankees were a Major League-best 
51-30 (.630) at home in 2012… have collected at least 
50 wins at home in each of their first four seasons at the 
current Yankee Stadium… Yankee Stadium became the 
second stadium to host the postseason in each of the 
first  four years of its existence, joining Atlanta’s Turner 
Field (first six)– credit: Elias.

SUPPORT SHOWS: The Yankees drew an AL-high 
3,542,406 fans to Yankee Stadium in 2012… also led 
the AL with an average of 43,733 fans at home this 
year, both marks were second in the Majors to only 
Philadelphia (3,565,718 and 44,021)… marked the

»»Led the Majors with 216 hits this season, marking 
his second-most hits in a single season (219H in 
1999… was his second season leading the Majors in 
hits (also 1999), becoming the first player in franchise 
history to finish a season as the outright Major League 
leader in hits multiple times…is just the fourth player 
to record a 200-hit season 14-or-more years after his

4	Managed Anibal Sanchez’s no-hitter on 9/6/06 vs. Arizona…  was 
the fourth no-hitter in Marlins history and the fourth no-hitter 
that Girardi has been a part of, having caught two (Dwight 
Gooden’s on 5/14/96 and David Cone’s perfect game on 
7/18/99) and been a teammate in one (David Wells’ perfect 
game on 5/17/98)…  according to the Elias Sports Bureau, Girardi 
became the first person since Jeff Torborg to both catch and 
manage a no-hitter…  Torborg managed Wilson Alvarez’s no-
hitter on 9/11/91 with the White Sox after catching no–hitters 
by Sandy Koufax (perfect game, 9/9/65), Bill Singer (7/20/70) 
and Nolan Ryan (5/15/73).

4	In 1,277 career Major League games, batted .267 (1,100-for-4,127) with 454 runs, 186 doubles, 36HR and 422RBI, 
finishing with a .991 career fielding percentage while throwing out 27.6% of potential base stealers…  batted 
.184 (21-for-114) with 2 triples and 1RBI in 39 career postseason games.

4	Saw his first Major League action in 1989 as the Cubs’ Opening Day catcher…  was the first rookie catcher to 
start a season opener for the Cubs since Randy Hundley in 1966…  was selected to Baseball Digest’s All-Rookie 
Team…  played in four games of the 1989 NL Championship Series against San Francisco, recording one hit.

4	Played his first full big league season in 1990…   stole eight 
bases, the most by a Cubs catcher since Gabby Hartnett’s 10 
in 1924…  ranked second among NL catchers in assists (61) and 
threw out 33.3% of baserunners attempting to steal (38-of-114).

4	On 8/7/91, in his first game back after missing nearly four 
months with a strained lower back, suffered a broken nose in 
a home plate collision with the Phillies’ John Kruk.

4	Was selected by the Rockies with the 19th pick in the Expansion 
Draft from the Cubs… established career highs with 8HR, 55RBI 
and 63R in 1995 with the Colorado Rockies.

.294 with 2HR and 45RBI for the 1996 World Series Champions…  stole 13 bases, marking the highest total 
among big league catchers and a record for a Yankees catcher…  stole home on the front end of a double steal 
on 4/11 vs. Kansas City, becoming the first Yankees catcher to steal home since Jake Gibbs on 7/13/68…  had 
two triples during the 1996 postseason, including a run-scoring three-base hit off Greg Maddux in Game 6 of 
the World Series at Yankee Stadium.

4	Was the catcher for Dwight Gooden’s no-hitter on 5/14/96 vs. Seattle…  in his final season as a player with the 
Yankees, caught David Cone’s perfect game on 7/18/99 vs. Montreal…  had a career-high 7RBI on 8/23/99 in a 
21-3 victory at Texas, going 4-for-6 with 2 doubles and 1 triple.

4	Rejoined the Cubs organization in 2000 and earned his first and only trip to an All-Star Game that season in 
Atlanta as a replacement for the injured Mike Piazza (did not play)…  when he homered on 5/2/00 vs. Houston 
off Jose Lima, it was his first Cubs home run since 5/8/92…  only one player, Billy Jurges (nine years, 1938-47), 
had a longer span between homers with the Cubs.

4	Recorded his 1,000th Major League hit on 5/27/01 vs. Milwaukee off Jimmy Haynes – a seventh-inning, game-
winning, two-run double.

4	Was one of the Cubs’ co-captains in 2001 and 2002.
4	Played his final career regular season game on 9/28/03 at Arizona with the St. Louis Cardinals…  his single in 

the ninth inning off the Diamondbacks’ Edgar Gonzalez gave him 1,100 career hits.

4	Established his own charity, Catch 25, which is dedicated to providing support to families and individuals 
across the country who have been challenged with ALS, Alzheimer’s, cancer and fertility issues…  Catch 25 
provides assistance through scholarships, financial aid and charitable donations and is devoted to serving 
children and adults that may not otherwise have the financial and emotional support they may need…  his 
father, Jerry, suffers from Alzheimer’s…  hosts the annual “Remember When, Remember Now” benefit along 
with Michael Kay in New York City, helping raise funds for his charity and Alzheimer’s research.

4	Helped assemble thousands of comfort packs for troops for Veterans Day, along with Bank of America, in 2010 
and 2011… collected donations at the Yankees’ annual holiday food drive in December 2010 and 2011. 

4	Received the Community Leadership Award from the New York City Chapter of the Alzheimer’s Association 
at it’s annual “Forget-Me-Not” gala on 6/1/09.

4	Received the Sweetwater Clifton “City Spirit” Award from the New York Knicks on 11/22/09 for serving as 
a good Samaritan by stopping to aid a stranded motorist on his way home following the final game of the 
World Series…  also honored in 2009 as the March of Dimes “Sportsman of the Year”…  was honored at the 2007 
Lou Gehrig Sports Award Benefit Dinner…  was the recipient of the Ben Epstein “Good Guy Award” in 1997, 
presented annually by the New York chapter of the BBWAA.

is tied with Gehrig, Rickey Henderson and teammate 
Alex Rodriguez for the second-most 100-run seasons 
in Major League history behind Hank Aaron (15).

first-534), ranks third with 1,868 (Babe Ruth, first-1,959; 
Lou Gehrig, second-1,888) and ranks ninth in home 
runs (255)… is one of four players who hold their current 
franchise’s all-time hits record (also Colorado’s Todd 
Helton, Texas’ Michael Young and the Mets’ David 
Wright)… no active player has appeared in more games 
for his current team than Derek Jeter.

4	According to the Elias Sports Bureau, at 1,547-1036-2, has the highest personal winning percentage (.599) 
among active players (min. 1,000G)… Elias also notes he has played in 1,547 regular season victories, the 
most among actives and the most in franchise history (Mickey Mantle is second with 1,376).

4	Was selected to his 13th All-Star game in 2012 (eighth as the AL’s starting SS and seventh straight since 
2006)… ties Joe DiMaggio for the third-most All-Star selections for a Yankee, trailing Mickey Mantle (20) and 
Yogi Berra (18)… is the only player to be named to the All-Star team with their current team at least 13 times, 
according to Elias… with seven consecutive fan elections (2006-12), joins Cal Ripken, Jr. (AL, eight straight, 
1989-96) and Ozzie Smith (NL, 10 straight, 1983-92) as the only shortstops named to start six straight All-Star 
Games… became the fifth AL infielder to earn at least seven consecutive fan-elected starts at one position, 
joining Ripken; Rod Carew (1B, nine straight, 1976-84); George Brett (3B, 11 straight, 1976-86); and Wade 
Boggs (3B, 10 straight, 1987-96). 

4	Finished with 1,274 career hits at the original Yankee Stadium… surpassed Lou Gehrig (1,269) for the most 
hits all-time at the Stadium in 9/16/08 loss vs. Chicago-AL… according to the Elias Sports Bureau, recorded 120 
career games of three-or-more hits at Yankee Stadium, most all-time ahead of second-place Gehrig (109)… his 
18 career four-hit games at Yankee Stadium rank second all-time to Gehrig’s 19.

1999 and 2009).

4	Became the fifth player to record his 200th hit of a season at age 38 or older, joining Paul Molitor (age 40 in 
1996), Sam Rice (twice, age 40 in 1930 and age 38 in 1928), Jake Daubert (age 38 in 1922) and Pete Rose (age 
38 in 1979)—credit: Elias…only Molitor (225H) had more hits.

4	Also ranked among AL leaders in at-bats (first), average (fifth) and runs (ninth)… tied Miguel Cabrera for the 
most multi-hit games (64) in the Majors… also led the AL in road average (.347) and avg. vs. LHP (.364).

4	According to Elias, Jeter’s 216H are the most in a season by a player 
who entered the year with 3,000 or more career hits, surpassing Ty 
Cobb’s previous mark of 211H in 1922 and ‘24.

4	Since returning from the D.L. on 7/4/11, has hit .321 (310-for-967) with 
144R, 47 doubles, 19HR and 99RBI in 228 regular season games…
leads the Majors in hits over the stretch… is batting .372 (110-for-296) 
off left-handed pitching over the span.

4	Led the Majors in hits in both April (37) and August (43)…according 
to Elias, prior to 2012 had held the outright Major League lead in hits 
during a calendar month twice in his career –  44H in May 1998 and 
50H in August 1998.

4	Hit .378 (54-for-143) with 7BB…hit five leadoff HR in 2012 (8/21 
at Chicago-AL, 6/20 vs. Atlanta, 6/3 at Detroit, 4/16 vs. Minnesota 
and 4/10 at Baltimore)…tied his most in a single season (also 
2005)… homered on the game’s first pitch twice (6/2 at Detroit off 
Justin Verlander and 8/21 at Chicago-AL off Francisco Liriano).

4	Hit 15HR in 2012, nearly matching his total from his previous two 
seasons combined (10HR in 2010, 6HR in 2011)…reached double 
digits in homers for the 16th time in 17 seasons.

4	At age 38, became the oldest player ever to hit at least 10HR in a 
season from the shortstop position, surpassing Pee Wee Reese who 
did so in 1955 at age 37 (credit: Elias)…surpassed Honus Wagner 
(181H at age 38 in 1912) for most hits by a shortstop in his age-38 
season or older…joins Wagner as the only shortstops aged 38-or-
older to hit at least .320 in a season…in the Live Ball Era, the only 
other players overall to post at least 200H while batting .320 or higher 
at age 38-or-older are Paul Molitor (225H, .341BA in 1996), Pete Rose 
(208H, .331BA in 1979), Sam Rice (200H, .328BA in 1928 and 207H, 
.349BA in 1930) and Jake Daubert (205H, .336BA in 1922)…is the 
only player in the group to hit also hit 15HR in that season.

history… became the first SS/3B combo to start together for the same team on eight different Opening Days 
since the Dodgers’ Ron Cey and Bill Russell (last in 1982)…Elias also notes they became the second pair of 
teammates in the last 56 years (since 1957) to start a season opener at SS and 3B both age 36 or older…the 
only other teammates to do so over the span were Larry Bowa and Ron Cey for the 1984 Cubs.

4	Collected a Major League-leading 37H in April, his most ever in the month…marked the most hits by a Yankee 
through the end of April since 2003 (Alfonso Soriano, 46H)…became the first player in franchise history to 
record as many as 30 hits through the team’s first 16 games of the season and was the first Major Leaguer to 
accomplish the feat since Chipper Jones in 2008 (credit: Elias Sports Bureau).

4	Full name is Alexander Enmanuel Rodriguez… has two daughters, Natasha and Ella… signed by Fernando 

Arguelles… had outstanding three-year career at Westminster Christian High School in Miami, Fla. (graduated 
in 1993)… batted .419 with 17HR, 70RBI and 90SB in 100 games as team went 86-13-1… was first team prep All-
American as a senior, hitting .505 with 9HR, 36RBI and 35SB (in 35 attempts) in 33 games… selected as the USA 
Baseball Junior “Player of the Year” and as Gatorade’s “National Baseball Student Athlete of the Year”… was 
the first high school player to try out for Team USA in 1993 and also play with U.S. Junior National Squad that 
summer… participated in Little League and American Legion programs… also played basketball and football in 
high school… hobbies include basketball, golf and boating… favorite players growing up were Keith Hernandez, 
Dale Murphy and Cal Ripken, Jr.

4	Joined the Boys & Girls Club of Miami-Dade in 1982 at the age of 7 and remained a member until the day he 
was drafted in 1993… since reaching the Major Leagues, has worked extensively with the Boys & Girls Club 
of Miami-Dade, dedicating time, effort and resources toward its continued development… created the Alex 
Rodriguez Evening with the All-Stars in 1998 and has raised over $500,000 for the Club … has also served as a 
national spokesperson for the Boys & Girls Clubs of America… championed Campaign 3 p.m., which is the Boys 
& Girls Clubs national initiative to enroll every child in America in an after-school program… hosted a two-hour 
clinic at the Boys & Girls Club in November 2007 for approximately 85 youngsters between the ages of 9 and 
14 on a field named after him.

4	 Is dedicated to positively impacting families in distress by supporting programs focusing on improved quality 
of life, education and mental health… teamed up with hip-hop icon Jay-Z on 11/15/06 to host a celebrity poker 
tournament with over $500,000 in proceeds going to charitable endeavors of both men… co-hosted Family Fun Day 
at the Miami Seaquarium in January 2007 with the Ronald McDonald House Charities of South Florida… authored 
a children’s picture book in February 2007, “Out of the Ballpark,” published in English and Spanish… hosted a 
book signing at FAO Schwartz in Manhattan on 7/20/07 and read to a group of 9 year olds… participated in a Q & 
A session with Michael Kay for 500 kids from local community groups at Niketown in New York on 8/1/07.

4	Received a 2007 Thurman Munson Award for his accomplishments on the field and his philanthropic work 
within the community… was also honored with the 2008 Sid Mercer Award, presented by the New York chapter 
of the BBWAA to their “Player of the Year”… was presented the Key to the City by New York City Mayor Michael 
Bloomberg on 8/16/07 during an on-field, pregame ceremony in recognition of his 500th home run.

4	Since his debut in 2001, has a 191-102 (.652) record with a 3.50 ERA  and 2,214K in 383 starts, marking the most 

wins and strikeouts in the Majors over the stretch… is second in starts,  IP (2,564.1) and complete games (35), 
and tied for second in shutouts (12) over the span.

4	Owns 191 career victories and 2,214K, one of only five MLB pitchers all-time to reach those respective marks 
prior to beginning a season with an Opening Day age of 32 (also Walter Johnson, Christy Mathewson, Bob 
Feller and Don Drysdale)…his 191 victories are the ninth-most for any pitcher that debuted in the live-ball 
era and the 16th most (since 1893) for any pitcher through his age-31 season (began the season with an 
Opening Day age of 31).

4	Owns 34 career games of at least 10K, third-most among active pitchers behind Johan Santana (50) and 
Javier Vazquez (43)… has recorded 15 games of 10-or-more strikeouts as a Yankee, the fourth-most in the 
Live Ball Era (Ron Guidry-23, David Cone-21 and Al Downing-17)… his 2,214K are the 11th-most since 1893 
for any pitcher through his age-31 season.

4	Among all active Major League pitchers who finished the season on a Major League roster, is second in 
strikeouts, third in complete games, fourth in wins, (Andy Pettitte-269, Roy Halladay-199, Tim Hudson-197) 
and shutouts, seventh in starts, eighth in IP and  ninth in ERA (min: 1,500.0IP)… among active lefthanders on 
Major League rosters at the end of the season, is first in winning percentage (min: 100 decisions), second in 
wins and strikeouts, third in ERA (min: 1,000.0IP) and fourth in starts.

4	Has gone 91-39 (.700) with a 3.11 ERA over the last five seasons (2008-12), leading the Majors in wins, winning 
pct. (min: 50 decisions), and IP (1158.0), ranking third in strikeouts (1,072) and tied for fourth in shutouts (7).

4	Has recorded at least 11 wins in each of his first 12 seasons to begin his Major League career, one of just four 
pitchers in the Modern Era (since 1900) to accomplish the feat: also Don Sutton (first 17 seasons, 1966-82), 
Eddie Plank (first 16 seasons, 1901-16) and Tom Seaver (first 13 seasons, 1967-79)… Elias notes that he is the 
only pitcher in Baseball history to win more than 10 games while posting a winning record in each of his first 
11 Major league seasons.

4	Has won at least 15 games in each of his first four seasons 
with the Yankees… is the only Major League hurler to win 
at least 15 games in each of the last six seasons (2007-
12)… is the first Yankee to reach 15 wins in four straight 
seasons since Ron Guidry (1977-80), and one of six Yankees 
to do so in each of his first four years with the club - first 
since Allie Reynolds (six straight, 1947-52).

4	With 19, 21, and 19 wins, respectively, from 2009-11, 
became the first Major Leaguer to win at least 19 games 
in three straight years since Randy Johnson (2000-02) 
and the first American Leaguer since Dave Stewart 
won 20 games in each season from 1987-90 (credit: 
Elias)… became just the fourth Yankee with at least 19 
wins in three-or-more straight years, joining Vic Raschi 
(4 straight years, 1948-51); Red Ruffing (4, 1936-39); and 
Jack Chesboro (4, 1903-06 in the first four seasons the 
franchise was based in New York)… joins Chesboro as the 
second to accomplish the feat in his first three years with

1921 American League Champion Yankees - The first pennant-winning team in franchise history
It wasn’t until the 19th season in franchise history (after moving to New York from Baltimore prior to the 1903 season) that the 
Yankees won their first American League pennant, finishing 98-55, 4.5 games ahead of Cleveland. The club was led by Babe 
Ruth, who batted .378 (204-for-540) with 59 home runs and a career-high 171 RBI. Carl Mays (27-5), Waite Hoyt (19-13) and Bob 
Shawkey (18-12) fronted a pitching staff that allowed the fewest earned runs in the American League (579). In the World Series, 
the last of Baseball’s three-year experiment with a nine-game format, the Yankees were defeated 5-games-to-3 by the Giants, 
with whom they shared the Polo Grounds. Hoyt, who lost Game 8, 1-0,  on an unearned run in the first inning, went 2-1 (27.0IP) 
in three complete games. Injuries suffered by Ruth in Game 2 (cut arm while sliding, which later became infected) and Game 5 
(wrenched knee) limited him to just one pinch-hitting plate appearance in the final three games of the Series.

The 1977 World Champion Yankees - 35th Anniversary
The 1977 Yankees went 100-62 during the regular season, winning the American League East by 2½ games under manager 
Billy Martin. The club was led by team captain Thurman Munson, who hit .314 with 18 HR and 100 RBI, while the power was 
provided by Graig Nettles (.255, 37HR, 107RBI) and Reggie Jackson (.296, 32HR, 110RBI). Sparky Lyle won the AL Cy Young 
Award, going 13-5 in 72 appearances (137.1IP) out of the bullpen. While no Yankee won more than 16 games, six pitchers 
won at least 10 (also Figueroa-16, Guidry-16, Gullett-14, Torrez-14, Lyle-13, Tidrow-11). Amazingly, the club reached 100 wins 
despite starting the season, 2-8. The feat was only made possible by having one of the best late-season stretches in baseball 
history, with the club going a 41-13 over their final 54 games. They capped their season with a ninth-inning comeback in 
the deciding Game 5 of the ALCS at Kansas City, along with Jackson’s signature three-homer performance in  Game 6 of the 
World Series vs. the Dodgers, which ended a 14-year championship drought dating to 1963.

any baseball writers and historians consider the 
1927 Yankees the greatest baseball team of all 
time. With a lineup known as Murderers’ Row, 

the club marched to a 110-44 regular season record, 
leading the AL from wire-to-wire and finishing ahead of 
the second-place Philadelphia A’s by 19.0 games. The club 
featured seven future Hall of Famers – outfielders Babe 
Ruth and Earle Combs, first baseman Lou Gehrig, second 
baseman Tony Lazzeri, pitchers Waite Hoyt and Herb 
Pennock, and manager Miller Huggins. Additionally, the 
team was constructed by an eighth Hall-of-Famer, general 
manager Ed Barrow.

Ruth had his signature 
season, hitting 60 home 
runs, including 17 in 
September. With his final 
blast of the year off the 
Washington Senators’ Tom 
Zachary, he surpassed his 
own single-season record 
of 59 set in 1921. Ruth also led the Majors in on-base 
percentage (.486), slugging pct. (.772), runs (158), walks 
(137) and strikeouts (89).

Hitting behind Ruth in the clean-up spot, Gehrig 
won the AL MVP Award, batting .373 with 175 RBI, 117 
extra-base hits and 447 total bases. While this marked 
Gehrig’s breakout season, his winning the award had 
a lot to do with the rules of the time, which prohibited 
a repeat winner (Ruth had won in 1923). Nevertheless 
Gehrig’s totals for extra-base hits, total bases and RBI are 
the second-highest, third-highest and tied for the fourth-
highest, respectively, in a single season in Baseball history.

As a club, the Yankees led the Majors in almost every 
offensive category, including runs (976), triples (103), 

home runs (158), walks (642), batting average (.307), on-
base percentage (.384) and slugging percentage (.488). 
Ruth and Gehrig alone tallied 107 combined homers, 
just two shy of the New York Giants, who had the second-
most as a team in the Majors.  

For all the attention that the hitters received, the 
pitchers were every bit as good. They led the Majors with 
a 3.20 combined ERA and allowed the third fewest walks 
(409) and homers (42) among the Majors’ 16 teams. They 
tossed 82 complete games (second in the AL) and led 
their league with 11 shutouts.

The group was paced 
by Hoyt, who had the 
best overall season of his 
career, going 22-7 with 
a 2.64 ERA and tying for 
the AL lead in wins. Urban 
Shocker, a four-time 
former 20-game winner 
with the St. Louis Browns, 

went 18-6 with a 2.84 ERA, while dealing with a mitral 
valve disorder that forced him to sleep sitting up and 
contributed to his death the following year.

The biggest surprise on the staff was Wilcy Moore – a 
player Barrow discovered in 1926 while reading minor 
league statistics in the Sporting News. Moore became a 
spot starter as well as the Yankees’ principal all-purpose 
relief pitcher, tossing 213.0 innings (93.0 as a starter, 
120.0 as a reliever), going 19-7 and leading the Majors 
with a 2.28 ERA.

The Yankees capped off their season with a four-game 
World Series sweep of Pittsburgh, outscoring the Pirates 
23-10. Ruth hit the only two homers of the Series and 
Moore tossed a complete game in the clincher.
