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  Larry Tanenbaum was appointed Chairman of Maple Leaf 
Sports & Entertainment in July 2003. He also serves as a 
Governor of the NBA for the Toronto Raptors, of the NHL 
for the Toronto Maple Leafs and of Major League Soccer for 
Toronto FC. Toronto FC is the latest addition to the MLSE 
sports family, and began play in spring 2007 at the new 
21,000 seat BMO Field located on the Exhibition grounds. 

Mr. Tanenbaum was the primary force in bringing an NBA franchise to Toronto. In the early 
1990’s, Tanenbaum attempted to move established NBA clubs to Toronto and then, as head 
of the Palestra Group, he initiated the expansion process that opened the eyes of the NBA 
to Canada. Although he was unsuccessful in being awarded the initial expansion franchise, 
Tanenbaum established himself in NBA circles and the city as a legitimate NBA home.

In 1996, Mr. Tanenbaum acquired an interest in the Toronto Maple Leafs of the National 
Hockey League and Maple Leaf Gardens, Limited (now Maple Leaf Sports & Entertainment). 
With MLG’s purchase of the Raptors and Air Canada Centre in February 1998, Tanenbaum 
fulfilled his goal of NBA and NHL ownership in Toronto under the same group.

In 2000, Mr. Tanenbaum was appointed to the Planning Committee of the NBA Board of 
Governors, a group that charts the course of future direction for the league. In addition 
to that prestigious posting, he also serves on an NBA task force comprised of players 
and Board members to further the league’s community outreach efforts. Mr. Tanenbaum 
also serves on the Advisory/Finance Committee - the senior most committee of the 
NBA Board of Governors which considers and makes recommendations to the Board 
concerning a wide range of financial and league business matters. 

Mr. Tanenbaum is currently Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of Kilmer Van Nostrand 
Co. Limited (KVN), having served as President & CEO from 1968 to 2000. Under his 
direction, Kilmer developed into a multi-faceted construction operation with operating 
divisions and subsidiaries covering road building and paving, ready-mix concrete, 
aggregates, heavy construction, trucking and pipe manufacturing. Through December 
2000, Kilmer’s road building, paving and aggregates operations were conducted through 
Kilmer’s wholly owned subsidiary, The Warren Paving & Materials Group Limited. Mr. 
Tanenbaum served as Chairman of Warren, which was Canada’s largest asphalt paving 
company.  Warren’s activities also included major commercial aggregates operations, 
liquid asphalt trading and distribution and road maintenance. In December 2000, Warren 
was merged into Lafarge Corporation, North America’s largest diversified supplier 
of construction materials. As a result of this merger, Kilmer became a significant 
shareholder in Lafarge NA, and Mr. Tanenbaum served on the Board and chaired its 
Finance Committee until the 2006 buyout by Lafarge SA. Kilmer today manages 
infrastructure investments through Kilmer Brownfield Equity Fund LP, Quickload CEF Inc. 
and Host Kilmer Service Centres Inc. (ONroute).

Kilmer also has significant investments in various sports-related entities, including 
Insight Sports Ltd, which is a leading sports media company involved in the creation, 
production and broadcasting, on all platforms, of sports and related lifestyle content. 
Insight Sports holds equity positions in several Canadian specialty television services 
including The NHL Network and Score Media and owns and/or operates the World Fishing 
Network (WFN) and Game TV. In 2003, through Plaza Gaming and Entertainment, Kilmer 
invested in the charitable gaming industry in Canada. Through its operations in Ontario 
and BC, Plaza’s facilities raise over $20 million per year for local municipal charities.

In addition, Mr. Tanenbaum serves as Chairman of Kilmer Capital Partners, a private 
equity investment fund, which provides equity capital to small to mid-market companies, 
and is dedicated to building leading companies in partnership with management. Kilmer 
Capital’s portfolio includes Unisync Group Ltd., Algorithme Pharma Inc., Coalision and 
Tribal Sportswear.

Mr. Tanenbaum served as National Revenue Chair of the Liberal Party of Canada during 
Prime Minister Paul Martin’s term of office. He currently serves as a member of the 
Ontario Investment and Trade Advisory Council, and recently served as a member of  
the Toronto Prosperity Initiative. He has also served on the Independent Fiscal Review 
Panel of the City of Toronto and the Mayor ’s Economic Competitiveness Advisory 
Committee of the City of Toronto.

Mr. Tanenbaum’s involvement in Community Associations includes the following:  
Vice-Chairman, Board of Directors, Mount Sinai Hospital – a tertiary care teaching hospital 
associated with the University of Toronto; Co-Chairman of the Samuel Lunenfeld Research 
Institute; Member, Board of Directors, Brain Canada; Member, University Council, Cornell 
University; Member, Honourary Board & Advisory Board, Baycrest Centre for Geriatric Care; 
Member, Dean’s Advisory Council, Schulich School of Business, York University; Member, 
National Board of The Canadian Council of Christians & Jews; Member, Board of Directors, 
Miller Thomson Foundation; Founding Member, Canadian Council for Israel and Jewish 
Advocacy (CIJA), and Co-Chair, Tomorrow Campaign for UJA Federation.

In recognition of his contributions in the areas of business, philanthropy, and 
volunteerism, Mr. Tanenbaum was appointed an Officer of the Order of Canada on 
October 25, 2007. The Order of Canada is the centrepiece of Canada’s honors system and 
represents its highest civilian award. 

Mr. Tanenbaum has a Bachelor of Science degree in Economics from Cornell University (1968).

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 For Richard Peddie the concept of a winning organization at Maple 
Leaf Sports & Entertainment (MLSE) reflects winning on the ice, 
on the court and on the pitch and being a winner off it as well. 
Peddie’s company vision is clear – WIN. Accordingly, the company’s 
core values are: Excite Every Fan, Inspire Our People, be Dedicated 
To Our Teams, and be Leaders In Our Community.

It is a personal practice of this vision and values that has enabled 
Peddie to continually place his mark on the North American 
professional sports and entertainment scene. In his 13th year as 

President and Chief Executive Officer of MLSE, Peddie, who will retire at the end of 2011, oversees 
all business operations related to the Maple Leafs, Raptors, Toronto FC, Marlies, the operations 
of Air Canada Centre, BMO Field and Ricoh Coliseum, the organization’s three digital channels 
– Leafs TV, Raptors NBA TV and GOLTV – and Maple Leaf Square, a sports and entertainment 
destination adjacent to Air Canada Centre. 

Peddie was named president of the Raptors on November 22, 1996, but his first foray 
into professional team sports came in 1993 with the Palestra Group, a consortium of local 
businessmen seeking to bring an NBA expansion franchise to Toronto. The group, headed by Larry 
Tanenbaum, current Chairman of the Board of MLSE, was unsuccessful in securing the rights to 
the franchise but did establish Toronto as a viable entry into the NBA marketplace. It showcased 
the city’s overwhelming capability to support a new franchise in uncharted waters. In 1998, when 
the merger of Maple Leaf Gardens Limited and Toronto Raptors created Maple Leaf Sports & 
Entertainment Ltd. (MLSE), Peddie moved over to become the organization’s president. Peddie 
was appointed to MLSE’s Board of Directors in July 2003. 

Under his vibrant leadership MLSE has become one of the premier sports and entertainment 
companies in the world. In 2001, MLSE became the first North American sports franchise to 
unveil separate television channels dedicated to coverage of its hockey and basketball entities. 
The stations have witnessed substantial growth in programming and viewership. In 2009, MLSE 
acquired GOLTV Canada, a network dedicated to soccer, to complement its existing broadcast 
portfolio and to support its aspiration to grow soccer in Canada. Today, MLSE is one of the largest 
producers of live sports broadcasts in Canada. Developing innovative digital platforms to deliver 
Leafs, Raptors, Marlies and Toronto FC content to fans is one of MLSE’s primary initiatives for the 
coming years. 

MLSE launched its first venture into outside building operations and management in 2004 with 
an agreement to lease Toronto’s Ricoh Coliseum, which is now the home of the Marlies, the Leafs’ 
AHL affiliate. 

On April 19, 2005 the company announced a major expansion initiative with the development of 
a $500 million Maple Leaf Square – a premier sports and entertainment destination located next 
to Air Canada Centre. Completed in 2010, the development’s anchor brand Real Sports includes 
— the 1,000-seat Real Sports Bar & Grill, named the best sports bar in North America by ESPN 
Mobile within three months of opening and Real Sports Apparel, a 9,000 square-foot themed 
store for sports enthusiasts. A casual fine dining restaurant, e11even, Hôtel Le Germain Maple 
Leaf Square, a 168-room boutique hotel, a 48,000-square-foot store Longo’s grocery store, 872 
condominiums and retail/office space are also integral properties at Maple Leaf Square. 

In May 2006, the organization unveiled its newest sports team – Toronto FC. Toronto FC, the 
13th team in Major League Soccer and the first outside the United States, has proven to be 
one of the most successful start-up teams in professional sports history. Since opening play in 
April 2007 in the new 21,000 seat BMO Field at Exhibition Place, Toronto FC established league 
standards in several areas of business operation, creating a successful blueprint for subsequent 
MLS expansion franchises. It was runner-up to the Boston Red Sox as Sports Business Journal’s 
Professional Sports Franchise of the Year in 2007. Pivotal to growing soccer in Canada, BMO Field

is operated by MLSE and a successful example of a private-public sector partnership between 
MLSE and the three levels of government. BMO Field’s success has created economic growth for 
Exhibition Place and the City of Toronto. Its high-profile events outside of the Toronto FC games 
such as the FIFA Under 20 World Cup, 2008 Major League Soccer All-Star Game, 2009 Real Madrid 
friendly match and the 2010 MLS Cup Final have generated an economic impact of more than 
$160 million for Toronto. 

In 2009, MLSE unveiled two major city building initiatives. An investment of $48 million has 
created a newly revitalized and expanded Air Canada Centre. Air Canada Centre now boasts 
multiple entry points on its west side, additional retail areas, concessions stands and a High-
Definition broadcast studio all located on a multi-level spacious area known as the Atrium. The 
Maple Leafs and Marlies also opened their new practice and training facilities in the MasterCard 
Centre for Hockey Excellence, Toronto’s first community arena built since 1982. 

In 2011, MLSE announced another city building investment in a new soccer academy and training 
facility that supports the sport’s development in Canada. The $20 million facility that opens in 
Spring 2012 will serve as the primary practice, training and development facility for Toronto FC 
and its Junior and Senior Academy teams. More recently, MLSE has deepened its roots in the 
entertainment industry with plans to launch a new live music channel in an alliance with Live 
Nation and build a new concert venue in Toronto. 

His accomplishments in community leadership have set an example for his company and peers 
through his active participation in various charity and community initiatives including serving 
dinner at the Yonge Street Mission, building homes for Habitat for Humanity, and helping to 
refurbish city-owned sports facilities including Trinity Bellwoods hockey rink. He was a pivotal 
force in the creation of the MLSE Team Up Foundation, which combines the philanthropic efforts 
of MLSE’s four sports teams, strives to improve the lives of youth by building facilities, giving to 
sustainable programs and empowering youth through sports and recreation. The Foundation has 
been responsible for refurbishing more than 30 sports facilities in the Greater Toronto Area. 

Prior to joining the Raptors, Peddie was President and COO of NetStar Communications, formerly 
Labatt Communications, the parent company for The Sports Network (TSN), Le Réseau des 
sports (RDS), The Discovery Channel and Dome Productions. In July 1995, he was one of the key 
individuals in the management-led consortium that purchased the company.

In 1989, after 19 years in the packaged goods industry, Peddie accepted the post of president 
and chief executive officer of the Stadium Corporation of Ontario (SkyDome). During his five 
years at SkyDome, he helped to host more than 1,000 events and entertain more than 29 
million guests. The facility was chosen Stadium of the Year four consecutive years by the Sports 
and Entertainment Industry and in 1992, Peddie was honoured as the North American Facility 
Manager of the Year.

Peddie began his business career with Colgate Palmolive in 1970 and moved to General Foods 
three years later. In the spring of 1983 he was promoted to the position of president of Hostess 
Foods. In 1985, he left to become the president 
and CEO of Pillsbury Canada, and during his 
tenure the company displayed record growth 
and was recognized as one of Canada’s “100 
Best Companies” by The Financial Post. Peddie 
received the Donald B. McCaskill Award for 
Marketing Excellence in Canada for his efforts 
with Pillsbury.

A native  of  Windsor,  Ontar io,  Peddie 
graduated from the University of Windsor 
in 1970 and received an honourary doctorate 
from the institution in 2001. Peddie accepted 
an invitation to teach a bachelor of commerce 
course in strategic leadership to fourth year 
students at the University of Windsor in the fall 
of 2002. Peddie remains one of the University’s 
most philanthropic and active donors.

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 Brian Burke was named the President and General Manager of the 
Toronto Maple Leafs on November 29, 2008. The 56-year-old Burke 
became the 13th General Manager in Maple Leafs history and brings 
over 20 years of National Hockey League experience in various roles to 
the franchise. Since taking over the Maple Leafs, Burke has acquired 
talented players such as Dion Phaneuf, Phil Kessel, John-Michael Liles, 
Tim Connolly and Joffrey Lupul, and has turned the hockey club into 
one of the youngest in the NHL. In 224 games as General Manager, the 
club has compiled a record of 94-98-32. 

The Maple Leafs game on November 20, 2010 at Montreal marked 
Burke’s 1000th game as a General Manager in the NHL. In 1,063 games to date as a GM in Hartford  
(84 games: 1992-93), Vancouver (492 games: 1998-99 to 2003-04), Anaheim (263 games: 2005-06 to 
2008-09) and Toronto (224 games: 2008-09 to present), Burke has accumulated a record of 486-412-74-91.

Burke was on the U.S. National Team Advisory Committee that was charged with leading the selection of 
players for the U.S. Men’s National Team that competed at the 2011 World Championships in Slovakia. As 
well, Burke was the General Manager of the 2010 U.S. Olympic Hockey Team, which won a silver medal at 
the 2010 Winter Olympic Games in Vancouver. In 1993, 2009 and 2010, Burke was the General Manager of 
the U.S. World Championships teams. On August 7, 2008, Burke was recognized for his outstanding service 
to hockey in the United States when he was named the recipient of the 2008 Lester Patrick Award.

Previously, Burke served as Executive Vice President and General Manager of the Anaheim Ducks from 
2005 to 2008. In just over three seasons in Anaheim, Burke guided the Ducks to their first Stanley Cup 
(2007), first Pacific Division title (2007), and first-two 100+ point seasons (2006-07 & 2007-08). The 
Ducks also qualified for postseason contention in all three seasons, winning six-of-eight playoff series 
over that span. 

Burke was ranked No. 1 by The Hockey News in the magazine’s Annual GM Rankings in March of 2008, 
and was a finalist for The Hockey News Executive of the Year in 2006. He was named the Sporting News 
Executive of the Year in 2001, and was a runner-up for the same award following the 2005-06 season.

Burke joined the Ducks after a six-year stint (1998-2004) as President and General Manager of the 
Vancouver Canucks where he revitalized the team and the community en route to consecutive 100+ point 
seasons and the 2004 Northwest Division title. Under Burke’s leadership, the Canucks improved their 
point total in four consecutive years from 1999-2003.

Since the 2000-01 season, Burke’s teams have qualified for the Stanley Cup playoffs seven times, 
playing in 13 total postseason series. In addition, those seven clubs recorded at least 90+ points, 
including four 100-point seasons.

Born in Providence, Rhode Island and raised in Edina, Minnesota, Burke was named the Vice President 
and Director of Hockey Operations by the Vancouver Canucks in June of 1987. Burke left Vancouver to 
serve as General Manager of the Hartford Whalers for one season in 1992, before joining the NHL front 
office as Senior Vice President and Director of Hockey Operations in September of 1993. Some of his 
duties with the NHL included acting as chief disciplinarian by ruling on violations for on-ice player 
conduct, and working closely with Commissioner Gary Bettman on league direction and collective 
bargaining matters. 

After earning his Bachelor of Arts in History from Providence College in 1977, Burke signed with the 
Philadelphia Flyers prior to the 1977-78 season and won a Calder Cup Championship with the Flyers’ 
American Hockey League affiliate, the Maine Mariners. He then returned to school and graduated from 
Harvard Law in 1981. Burke practiced law in Boston for the next six years, representing professional 
hockey players until joining the Canucks in 1987. Brian resides with his wife Jennifer and has five children: 
Katie, Patrick, Molly, Mairin and Gracie.

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 Ron Wilson was named the 27th head coach in Toronto Maple Leafs 
history on June 10, 2008. In his first three seasons in Toronto, the 
Maple Leafs compiled a record of 101-107-38. Among active NHL 
coaches, the 55-year-old currently sits first in all-time games coached 
(1337) and all-time wins (619). On January 11, 2011 at San Jose, Wilson 
became the seventh coach in NHL history to record 600 career wins, 
when the Maple Leafs defeated the Sharks 4-2. Wilson previously held 
NHL head coaching duties with Anaheim, Washington, and San Jose.

Throughout his professional and amateur career, Wilson has enjoyed 
a long-standing relationship with USA Hockey. Wilson was the head 

coach of the U.S. Olympic Hockey Team that won the silver medal at the 2010 Winter Olympic Games in 
Vancouver. Wilson has coached the U.S. National team three times at the World Championships (1994, 
1996 & 2009), advancing to the semifinals in each tournament. He led Team USA to the gold medal in 
1996 at the inaugural World Cup of Hockey and he coached the team again at the 2004 tournament. 
Wilson also served as head coach for Team USA at the 1998 Nagano Winter Olympics.

Under Wilson’s guidance, the San Jose Sharks were the only NHL team to have won at least one playoff 
round from 2003-04 to 2007-08. In his first four full seasons behind the Sharks bench, the team 
advanced to the Western Conference Final for the first time ever in 2004, and reached the Conference 
Semifinals in 2006, 2007 and 2008. His Sharks teams garnered two Pacific Division championships 
(2004 and 2008); twice finished second in their division, and twice posted the second-best point total in 
the conference. Between 2003-04 and 2007-08, no team appeared in more Stanley Cup playoff rounds 
(nine) other than the Detroit Red Wings (10). Wilson’s team had the third-most NHL playoff series 
victories (five) behind Detroit (seven) and Anaheim (six) during that time.

With a record of 206-134-45 (W-L-O/T) Wilson surpassed Darryl Sutter as the Sharks’ all-time wins 
leader on March 1, 2008. He is also the team’s leader in postseason games coached with a 28-24 mark in 
52 playoff games.

Wilson coached the Washington Capitals from 1997 until 2002 where he compiled a record of 192-167-51. His 
tenure in the United States’ capital was highlighted by the team’s only trip to the Stanley Cup Final in 1998.

Prior to spending five seasons with the Capitals, Wilson had served as the first head coach of the 
expansion Mighty Ducks of Anaheim in 1993, and he led the team to the post-season for the very first 
time in 1996-97.

In 15 NHL full seasons (minimum 82 games in a season) as head coach, Wilson’s teams have reached 
the post-season eight times; won four division titles; won one playoff conference title; reached at least 
90 points seven times; reached at least 100 points four times; reached at least 40 wins seven times; and 
reached 50 wins once (51 in 2006-07).

Wilson was a seventh-round selection of the Toronto Maple Leafs (132nd overall) in the 1975 NHL 
Amateur Draft. He made his NHL debut by playing in 13 games for Toronto in 1977-78, followed by 46 
games in 1978-79 and five games in 1979-80. He recorded seven goals and 15 assists to go along with 
six penalty minutes in 64 total games with the Blue and White. He recorded a goal and three assists in 
six career Maple Leafs playoff games. In 117 career NHL games as a player with Toronto and Minnesota, 
Wilson recorded 26 goals and 67 assists for 93 points. In 2010, Wilson was named one of the top 50 
ECAC players of all-time for his outstanding career from 1973-77 at Providence College.

Wilson is one of 15 individuals that have both played for the Maple Leafs and then went on to coach at 
least one game for the Original Six franchise.

Born in Windsor, Ontario, Ron is the son of Larry Wilson and the nephew of Johnny Wilson, both former 
players on Stanley Cup winning teams from Detroit.

Ron, and his wife Maureen, have two daughters Lauren and Kristen, and two granddaughters  
Riley and Kingsley.

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David Nonis was named the Toronto Maple 
Leafs’  senior  v ice  president of  hockey 
operations on December 6, 2008. Nonis also 
serves as the general manager of the Toronto 
Marlies, the American Hockey League affiliate 
of the Maple Leafs.
Nonis, 45, most recently was the general 
manager of Canada’s National Men’s Team for 
the 2011 IIHF World Championship in Slovakia. 
Team Canada finished fifth in the tournament 
and featured current Maple Leaf players Dion 
Phaneuf, James Reimer and Luke Schenn. Nonis’ 
appointment as general manager marked his 
first experience with Hockey Canada.
Prior to joining the Maple Leafs, Nonis was 
the Anaheim Ducks’ senior advisor of hockey 
operations and held that position since June 
20, 2008. In the previous four years he was the 
senior vice president and general manager of the 
Vancouver Canucks. He joined the Canucks in 
1998 as senior vice president, director of hockey 
operations after serving four seasons as the 
National Hockey League’s manager of hockey 
operations. With the NHL, Nonis helped craft the 
1994 Collective Bargaining Agreement and worked 
with the league’s arbitration team, assisting clubs 
in preparing for arbitration, researching salaries 
and interpreting contract language.
A native of Burnaby, British Columbia, Nonis 
played hockey for the University of Maine where 
he served as captain for two seasons, leading 
his team to back-to-back NCAA championship 
tournaments and graduating with a B.A. in 1988. 
He played one season professionally in Denmark 
before returning to Maine in 1989 to serve on 
the coaching staff of his alma mater. He earned 
his M.B.A. from Maine in 1990 before joining 
the Vancouver Canucks staff that year working 
with corporate contracts, computer scouting 
and team services. Nonis became the Canucks’ 
chief negotiator of player contracts and assumed 
responsibility for Vancouver’s minor league 
affiliate agreement with the Manitoba Moose 
of the American Hockey League. He directed 
all areas of the Canucks’ hockey operations 
department before being tapped as the ninth, 
and youngest-ever, general manager of the club 
May 6, 2004.

Dave Poulin was named the Toronto Maple 
Leafs vice-president of hockey operations on 
July 23, 2009. Poulin previously worked in a 
scouting capacity under Brian Burke while with 
Anaheim in 2006-07 and at the beginning of the 
2008-09 season.
Poulin played in 724 career NHL games and 
he scored 205 goals and added 325 assists for 
530 points. He originally signed as a free agent 
with the Philadelphia Flyers late in the 1982-
83 season and then appeared in 16 games with 
the Maine Mariners of the American Hockey 
League (AHL). He joined the Flyers later that year 
and then went on to play the next 12 seasons 
in the NHL with the Flyers, Boston Bruins and 
Washington Capitals before retiring at the 
conclusion of the 1994-95 campaign.
The Timmins, Ontario native served as the 
captain during his time with all three NHL teams, 
was selected to the All-Star Game three times, 
and he played in the Stanley Cup Final on three 
occasions. He is a member of the Flyers Hall 
of Fame and he captured the 1986-87 Frank J. 
Selke Trophy (‘top NHL defensive forward’) and 
the King Clancy Memorial Trophy (‘leadership 
qualities on and off the ice’) in 1992-93.
Poulin, 52, played four seasons of college hockey 
and earned his B.B.A. at the University of Notre 
Dame from 1978 to 1982. Thirteen years later he 
returned as the head coach at his alma mater 
and led the team to its first NCAA tournament 
experience. After 10 seasons, he stepped down 
to take on the new challenge at Notre Dame as 
Assistant Athletic Director in a development 
capacity. After occupying the role for two years 
he joined Reilly Partners, an executive search 
firm located in Chicago, as a managing director 
and partner in 2007. 

Claude Loiselle was appointed to the position of 
Assistant General Manager of the Toronto Maple 
Leafs on June 1, 2010.
Loiselle’s responsibilities include; collective 
bargaining related duties, various contract 
negotiations, salary arbitration and cap 
management.
Loiselle, 48, previously served as Assistant 
General Manager of the Tampa Bay Lightning 
from 2005 to 2009, and General Manager of 
the American Hockey League’s (AHL) Norfolk 
Admirals during the 2007-08 season. Prior to 
that, he spent seven years as Associate Director 
of Hockey Operations for the NHL and was 
involved in salary arbitration, discipline and 
collective bargaining, while also serving as the 
liaison on hockey operation matters between the 
NHL and the AHL.
The Ottawa native played 13 seasons in the NHL 
from 1981-82 to 1993-94. In 616 career games 
with the Red Wings, Devils, Nordiques, Maple 
Leafs and Islanders, Loiselle recorded 92 goals, 
117 assists and 1,149 minutes in penalties. He 
also competed in 41 career NHL playoff games 
and was a member of two Patrick Division 
Championship teams (New Jersey-1988; 
Islanders-1993). Loiselle played with the Ontario 
Hockey League’s Windsor Spitfires and won a 
Calder Cup in 1986 as a member of the AHL’s 
Adirondack Red Wings before embarking on his 
NHL career.
A second round draft choice, 23rd overall, of 
the Detroit Red Wings in the 1981 Entry Draft, 
Loiselle would join the Maple Leafs on March 5, 
1991. He collected seven goals and 10 assists with 
104 penalty minutes in 71 games through parts of 
two seasons with the Blue and White.
Loiselle earned his law degree from McGill 
University in 1998, the same year he was 
admitted to the New York State Bar.

Cliff Fletcher, who was inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame in the Builder category in 2004, brings 
more than 50 years of experience to the Maple 
Leafs. He rejoined the Maple Leafs on January 22, 
2008 as general manager and the team fashioned 
a record of 17 wins, 13 losses and three overtime/
shootout losses after his arrival to finish the  
2007-08 season. Fletcher became the hockey club’s 
senior advisor upon the naming of Brian Burke as 
president and general manager of the Maple Leafs 
on November 29, 2008. 
Fletcher took over an underachieving Maple Leafs 
franchise on July 1, 1991 as chief operating officer, 
president and general manager and presided over 
a turnaround that saw the team advance to the 
conference finals (1993 and 1994) for the first 
time since 1978. He was chosen “Man of the Year”  
and “Executive of the Year” in 1993 by The 
Hockey News. Fletcher and the team parted ways  
May 24, 1997.
A native of Montreal, Quebec, Fletcher was a scout 
with the Montreal Canadiens for 10 years beginning 
in 1956 under legendary Sam Pollock. He later 
became the general manager of the Verdun Blues 
junior hockey team. Fletcher served as a scout and 
assistant general manager with the St. Louis Blues 
from 1966-72 before being named general manager 
of the expansion Atlanta Flames in 1972.
Fletcher was the Flames’ general manager in the 
team’s first 19 years of existence. He oversaw 
the beginning of the Atlanta Flames franchise in 
1972, and in 1980, he organized the transfer of the 
franchise to Calgary. In 11 seasons with Calgary, the 
team won two President’s Trophies, two Campbell 
Conference crowns and two Smythe Division titles. 
In 1989, the Flames defeated the Canadiens to 
capture the Stanley Cup on Montreal Forum ice.
In 1999 Fletcher served as senior advisor to the 
general manager of the Tampa Bay Lightning for 
two seasons. He joined the Phoenix Coyotes in 
February 2001 as general manager and executive 
vice president, moving up to senior executive vice 
president of hockey operations the following year. 
He and the club’s general manager were relieved of 
their duties in Phoenix in April 2007.
Fletcher’s stature in hockey led to his place on the 
Hockey Hall of Fame’s Selection Committee. He 
served seven seasons as one of the 18 members on 
the committee before stepping down in 2002-03.

Scott Gordon enters his first season as an 
assistant coach with the Maple Leafs.
Gordon, 48, is a former head coach of the New 
York Islanders (2008-10) and the U.S. National 
Team in 2010 and 2011. He was an assistant 
coach on Ron Wilson’s silver-medal winning 
U.S. Olympic Team in 2010. A former goaltender, 
Gordon’s international resume also includes his 
participation as a player for his home country in 
the 1992 Winter Olympics in Albertville, France.
Gordon earned the Louis A.R. Pieri Memorial 
Award as the American Hockey League’s ‘Coach 
of the Year’ in 2007-08 as the Providence Bruins 
registered an AHL-best 55-18-3 record. He 
originally joined Providence as an assistant in 
2000 and ascended to the head coach position 
near the end of the 2002-03 campaign. He 
fashioned a record of 221-141-20-27 (W-L-T-OT/
SOL) in the five seasons running the bench of 
Providence.
Gordon’s coaching career began with the 
International Hockey League’s (IHL) Atlanta 
Knights from 1994 to 1996 and another two 
with that league’s Quebec Rafales. He has the 
distinction of being the IHL’s youngest head 
coach in their league’s history when he became 
the bench boss of the Knights on January 5, 1996 
at the age of 32. He is also a former coach of the 
ECHL’s Roanoke Express (1998-99).
A native of Easton, Massachusetts, Gordon was a 
goaltender for Boston College from 1982 to 1986, 
posting a career mark of 64-35-3. He’s a former 
Hockey East First-Team All-Star in 1986 and he 
played a huge role in the Eagles’ first place finish 
in the ECAC East Region in 1983-84. The Eagles 
would go on to first-place finishes in 1984-85 
and 1985-86.
Gordon signed with the Quebec Nordiques in 
1986-87. He made his NHL debut in 1989-90 with 
Quebec and he played a total of 23 NHL games, 
all with the Nordiques. He retired as a player 
following the 1993-94 season.

Rob Zettler enters his fourth season as an 
assistant coach with the Maple Leafs. 
Zettler, 43, spent six seasons (2002-08) as an 
assistant coach with Ron Wilson’s staff on the 
San Jose Sharks. He spent parts of the final 
three years of his career playing for Wilson in 
Washington, prior to joining the San Jose  
coaching staff.
In 2002, following his retirement, Zettler returned 
to San Jose as the Sharks radio hockey analyst. He 
also helped create the Sharks Alumni Association, 
in addition to assisting The Sharks Foundation 
and the team’s Fan Development Department 
with its programs, clinics and events.
Zettler became one of the first professional sports 
coaches to receive certification from the Positive 
Coaching Alliance, an organization dedicated to 
using sports as a character-building experience 
based in Stanford, California. In the summer 
of 2007 he created Zettler Pro Hockey Camps, 
a week-long camp in South Lake Tahoe for 
youngsters ages 8-11.
The Sept. Iles, Quebec native played 14 seasons 
in the NHL for Minnesota, San Jose, Philadelphia, 
Toronto, Nashville and Washington prior to 
joining the coaching ranks. Zettler played 569 
career NHL games collecting five goals, 65 assists 
for 70 points.
For three seasons, from 1995-96 to 1997-98, 
he played in 136 games for the Maple Leafs 
registering two goals and 20 assists for 22 points 
and 207 penalty minutes.

Cronin, 48, brings a wealth of professional 
and collegiate coaching experience to the 
Maple Leafs. Most recently, he completed his 
sixth season as head coach of Northeastern 
University. He led the team to their first 
consecutive seasons of posting a .500 record or 
better since the 1993-94 and 1994-95 seasons. 
He served as the head coach of the American 
Hockey League’s (AHL) Bridgeport Sound 
Tigers from 2003 to 2005, following a five-year 
stint as an assistant coach with the New York 
Islanders from 1998 to 2003.
The native of Boston, Massachusetts was an 
assistant coach for Team USA’s entries at the 
1997 and 2011 World Hockey Championship. In 
addition, he served as an assistant coach for two 
U.S. National Junior Teams (1997-98) and earned 
a silver medal with Team USA at the 1997 IIHF 
World Junior Championship. Cronin’s coaching 
background also includes assistant coaching and 
interim head coach posts for both the University 
of Maine and Colorado College. He played four 
years at Colby College from 1982-86 and he spent 
the 1987-88 season as an assistant coach at his 
alma mater. Cronin played an integral role in the 
in the institution of USA Hockey’s National Team 
Development Program by serving at the helm of 
the inaugural National Under-18 team in 1997-98.

Rick Dudley joined the Toronto Maple Leafs 
organization on June 24, 2011 and was appointed 
the position of Director, Player Personnel. He brings 
more than 40 years of experience in professional 
hockey as a player, coach and executive to the 
organization. 
Prior to coming to the Leafs organization, Dudley 
was with the Atlanta Thrashers beginning as 
the associate general manager in June of 2009 
and was promoted to the position of general 
manager on April 14, 2010. He held that position 
with the Thrashers until the team moved to 
Winnipeg in the spring of 2011.
Dudley, 62, joined Atlanta after five years with 
the Chicago Blackhawks, where he served as the 
team’s assistant general manager for the last 
three seasons. Before joining the Blackhawks 
in 2004, Dudley served as the general manager 
of the Florida Panthers for two seasons from  
2002-03 to 2003-04. With the Panthers, 
he guided the team to improved records both 
seasons while drafting players such as Jay 
Bouwmeester and Nathan Horton. From 1999-
00 to 2001-02, Dudley was the Tampa Bay 
Lightning’s general manager. Prior to joining the 
Lightning, Dudley served as the general manager 
of the Ottawa Senators for one season in 1998-99.
Dudley was the general manager for the Detroit 
Vipers of the former International Hockey League 
for four seasons before joining the Senators. With 
the Vipers, Dudley led the team to a 200-93-35 
record and the 1997 Turner Cup championship. 
Overall, as a general manager he has led his teams 
to the league finals eight times and won four 
championships in the American Hockey League, 
IHL and ECHL. Dudley also had a lengthy and 
successful record as a head coach in both the 
NHL and minor leagues. He spent two-and-a-half 
seasons as a head coach of the Buffalo Sabres 
from 1989-90 to 1991-92, posting an 85-72-31 
record while leading them to the playoffs twice. 
During the 2003-04 season, he spent 40 games 
behind the bench of the Florida Panthers. 
The Toronto native played seven NHL seasons 
with Buffalo and Winnipeg, recording 174 
points (75 goals, 99 assists) in 309 games. He 
also played in 270 World Hockey Association 
games over four seasons with the Cincinnati 
Stingers, where he earned 277 points (131 goals, 
146 assists) and tallied back-to-back 40-goal 
seasons in 1975-76 and 1976-77.

Jim Hughes is entering his third season as 
director of player development for the Toronto 
Maple Leafs. 
Hughes was an assistant coach with the Maple 
Leafs’ AHL affiliate, the Toronto Marlies, from 
2006-08. He was responsible for the AHL’s 
number one ranked penalty kill in 2007-08. In 
2008-09 he began the season as head coach 
of Minsk Dynamo of the KHL. Hughes left 
Minsk and rejoined the Marlies once again as an 
assistant coach on November 19, 2008. 
Hughes, 44, was the head coach of the 
Manchester Monarchs during the 2005-06 
campaign leading the team to a record of 43-30-3-4 
and a third place finish in the Atlantic Division. 
He served as the Monarch’s assistant coach for 
two seasons prior to 2005-06. Before his arrival 
in Manchester, Hughes spent two seasons as an 
assistant coach with the Boston Bruins. In his 
first year with the team (2001-02), the Bruins 
finished atop the NHL’s Eastern Conference 
standings.
The Bronx, New York native joined the coaching 
ranks in 1992 as an assistant coach at Providence 
College. After two seasons with the Friars, he 
moved onto Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute

Morrison previously held the position of amateur 
scout with the Vancouver Canucks for parts of 
five seasons from 1999-2000 to 2003-04 covering 
eligible amateur players around the globe.
The native of Toronto, Ontario was originally 
selected by the Los Angeles Kings 34th overall 
in the 1980 NHL Draft and he played 39 career 
NHL games for Los Angeles and Vancouver 
collecting six points (three goals, three assists) 
with four penalty minutes.

Morrison’s playing experience also includes 
playing for Canada at two Spengler Cup 
Tournaments and the 1982 gold medal winning 
world junior national team.

SALUTE TO THE TROOPS
  The Toronto Maple Leaf Hockey Club has been linked with our 
country’s military throughout the team’s long history. Conn Smythe, 
as founder of the Maple Leafs in 1927, made the maple leaf the logo for 
his new hockey team when he gained control of the Toronto St. Pats. 
He had worn the maple leaf proudly on his uniform as a soldier in the 
Great War and he was determined to put his stamp on his new-look 
National Hockey League member club. The maple leaf, as Canada’s 
iconic symbol, became front and centre on the sweaters of Smythe’s 
hockey team. The patriotic Smythe later sustained significant injuries 

while serving in the Canadian Army at the age of 45 in the Second World War but he would 
return to guide the Maple Leafs to future championships. 

Numerous Toronto Maple Leafs had their playing careers interrupted or cut short in order 
to serve in the military during the 1940s. Legendary hockey players Walter ‘Turk’ Broda and  
Syl Apps were among many that served overseas during the prime of their hockey careers. 
Both recaptured individual and Stanley Cup glory upon their return to the NHL. The 
courageous Maple Leafs that served our country are displayed on the opposite page.

Since January 3, 2009, current members of our Canadian Forces have been saluted at 
games at Air Canada Centre as part of the special ‘Luke’s Troops’ program. As guests 
of Maple Leafs defenceman Luke Schenn, dedicated men and women of the military 
are recognized with standing ovations from the patrons, and on some occasions,  
both teams, when introduced at each home game.

On January 14, 2012, the Toronto Maple Leafs will host Canadian Forces Night for the sixth 
consecutive season at Air Canada Centre.

   The Toronto Maple Leafs were formed on February 14, 1927 when Conn Smythe took over the 
team previously known as the Toronto St. Patricks. The team continued to play out of the old 
Mutual Street Arena, also known as the “Arena Gardens”, until the ice palace on Carlton Street, 
Maple Leaf Gardens, was built in 1931.  

Toronto won its first Stanley Cup as the Maple Leafs in their first season in the Gardens. The 
“Kid Line” made up of Joe Primeau, Harvey “Busher” Jackson and Charlie Conacher led the team 
offensively. “Red” Horner led the team in penalty minutes and “Hap” Day and “King” Clancy 
were the leaders on the blue line.  

The Leafs had continued regular season success in the 30’s but did not enjoy another Cup victory 
until 1942. Smythe replenished his talent base in the late 30’s by finding multi-talented forward, 
Syl Apps, dependable goaltender Walter “Turk” Broda and consistent point-getter Gordie Drillon.  

Successful Leaf coach Dick Irvin left the Leafs for Montreal in 1940 having won one Stanley 
Cup and guiding the Leafs to seven Cup Finals in his nine years as Toronto’s bench boss. Hap 
Day took over as coach and won his first Cup behind the bench in dramatic fashion. The Leafs 
rallied after losing the first three games of the ‘42 Finals versus the Detroit Red Wings and won  
the next four to take the series. This is the first and only time this occurred in a Stanley Cup  
Final series.  

The Second World War depleted the Leaf roster as many of the players represented their country 
overseas. Future captain and star, Ted “Teeder” Kennedy, was first given an opportunity to play 
in 1943 as a result. Frank “Ulcers” McCool temporarily replaced Broda in net during this period 
and set an NHL record with three consecutive shutouts in the 1945 playoffs, on the way to the 
Leafs’ next Cup victory.  

Conn Smythe’s long time right-hand man, Frank Selke, left for Montreal in 1946. Smythe, 
with the support of the first President of the Gardens and Chairman of the Board, Jack Bickell, 
emerged as the President of Maple Leaf Gardens Limited and 30% ownership. Bickell, who 
died in 1951, had a memorial trophy created in his name which honours great Leaf players and 
significiant hockey achievements. Smythe remained as President until his resignation in 1961.

New faces were added to join the players returning from military service with resounding 
success. Three consecutive Stanley Cups in 1947, 1948 and 1949 demonstrated Smythe’s 
ability to bring together the necessary parts for a winning team. Smythe’s most notable player 
acquisition was on November 20, 1947 when five Leafs were sent to Chicago for Cy Thomas and 
the previous season’s scoring champion, Max Bentley. The 1947 Cup was won over the Montreal 
Canadiens who were led by Hector “Toe” Blake and Maurice “the Rocket” Richard. In January 
of 1947, Leaf rookie Howie Meeker set a league record for a rookie by scoring five times in one 
game. Meeker went on to win the Calder Trophy as Rookie of the Year beating out Gordie Howe 
for the honours.

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The 1948 Cup victory was clinched in four straight games over the Red Wings who were led by 
Ted Lindsay, Sid Abel and Howe. After this victory, Syl Apps retired after a distinguished career 
as Leaf captain and inspirational leader. With new captain “Teeder” Kennedy, the Leafs took the 
1949 Cup, again in four straight over Detroit.  

The 1950s saw the arrival of new faces such as George Armstrong and Tim Horton. These two 
men would go on to play more games for the Maple Leafs than any other player. Triumph and 
tragedy were experienced in 1951. Bill Barilko’s overtime goal in game five of the Finals versus 
the Canadiens won the Leafs the Cup but Barilko died in a plane crash later that summer. The 
remainder of the 50s saw the Leafs try unsuccessfully to replace retired stars such as “Turk” 
Broda and Max Bentley. Many player moves were made but the Leafs did not see the Stanley 
Cup Final again until 1959. Kennedy retired in 1956 and the coaches during this decade were 
Joe Primeau, “King” Clancy, Howie Meeker, Billy Reay and in 1958, “Punch” Imlach arrived. 
Conn Smythe’s son, Stafford, was given control of the team in 1957 and Stafford employed six 
assistants including John Bassett and Harold Ballard.  

Stafford Smythe brought “Punch” to Toronto and Imlach’s first player move was the signing of 
an American Hockey League veteran goalkeeper by the name of Johnny Bower. The move was 
originally questioned by many due to Bower’s age. The 34-year-old Bower went on to win 220 
regular season games and four Stanley Cups over 12 seasons. Imlach assigned himself as coach 
and stayed for 10 consecutive seasons. Leonard “Red” Kelly was brought over from Detroit 
and moved from defence to forward in February of 1960. Dave Keon and Eddie Shack were two 
talented youngsters added to the mix. Frank Mahovlich, who had earlier won the Rookie of the 
Year honours in 1958, claimed star status on the left wing with his effortless skating, hard shot 
and soft hands. Chicago even unsuccessfully offered $1,000,000 for his services in October, 1962.  

With Bower in net, the defensive tandems of Bobby Baun/Carl Brewer and Tim Horton/Allan 
Stanley and forward attackers such as Bob Pulford, Billy Harris, Keon, Mahovlich, Kelly and 
Armstrong, the Leafs dominated the first half of the 1960s. Even though the Leafs finished in 
first place at the end of the regular season only once in the 60s, the Leafs showed their true skill 
in the postseason by winning three consecutive Cups beginning in 1962 and another in 1967.

Toronto defeated Stan Makita’s Chicago Blackhawks in 1962 in a six game Final series in which 
Dave Keon made his Stanley Cup debut. In 1963 and 1964, the Leafs defeated Detroit in the 
Finals. This made it six of 10 Cups won so far having been acquired in a Final series versus the 
Red Wings. The Cup victory in 1964 was dramatic in that Baun broke his ankle in Game Six 
blocking a Gordie Howe slapshot. The Leafs were down three games to two and Baun did not 
want to miss the rest of the game. He returned to score the overtime goal that game and he did 
not miss a shift in a Game Seven victory two days later. Baun was on crutches for two months 
after finally allowing his leg to be plastered.

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team’s self confidence and the fans’ belief in the team. Gord Stellick, an industrious hockey 
office employee worked his way through the ranks and was appointed the youngest general 
manager in the history of the N.H.L. in 1988.  

Tom Watt was hired by new General Manager Floyd Smith and took over the coaching duties 
in 1990 after success with the University of Toronto Varsity Blues and N.H.L. experience in 
Winnipeg, Vancouver and Calgary. His captain was veteran defenceman Rob Ramage and 
highly-skilled forward Vincent Damphousse led the team offensively. Dave Ellett was acquired 
in November of 1990 and two future Hall of Famers, Grant Fuhr and Glenn Anderson, came to 
the team from the decorated Edmonton Oilers in September of 1991. The January 2, 1992 date is 
fondly remembered by all Leaf fans. Doug Gilmour, Jamie Macoun, Ric Nattress, Rick Wamsley 
and Kent Manderville were obtained in exschange for Gary Leeman, Michel Petit, Jeff Reese, 
Craig Berube and Alexander Godynyuk in the league’s largest player trade ever. Gilmour has had 
a very dramatic impact by bringing the team to a level of respectability while setting franchise 
scoring records in the regular season and playoffs. A second round selection in 1990, Felix Potvin 
quickly developed into one of the top ten goaltenders in the league and he was a finalist for 
Rookie Of The Year in 1993.  

Cliff Fletcher came to the organization on July 1, 1991 as the Chief Operating Officer, President 
and General Manager. His goal was to restore the winning tradition on the ice, and off the ice 
his vision included fostering a solid relationship with the community and the club’s alumni. 
Fletcher brought in Pat Burns to take over as coach in 1992 and his “fire and brimstone” attitude 
brought out the best in his charges in the springs of 1993 and 1994. The team demonstrated 
determination, confidence and teamwork. A Game Seven loss in the Semi-Finals to the Wayne 
Gretzky-led L.A. Kings in ‘93 and a tough loss to Vancouver in the ‘94 Semi-Finals renewed the 
passion and hope with their loyal fan base.  

The Entry Draft of 1994 was dramatic due to a major deal which saw Wendel Clark traded to the 
Nordiques and Mats Sundin join the Leafs in a multi-player deal. In Sundin, the Leafs received a 
player that would assume top spot on the club’s all-time points and goals list while serving as 
captain for a decade.

A new Toronto Maple Leafs’ era was introduced on May 30, 1997 when Ken Dryden was named 
President of the Toronto Maple Leaf Hockey Club. New coach and former Leaf Pat Quinn would 
fashion a record of 300-196-52-8 in 574 games with the Maple Leafs, second on the club’s list 
for career wins (Imlach) and in games coached (Imlach). His tenure was highlighted by two trips 
to the Conference Finals (1999 and 2002) and he reached the playoffs in every year but one, 
2005-06. His Leaf clubs qualified for the postseason in each of his first five coaching seasons, 
including four straight seasons of reaching at least the second round. In addition to his duties as 
head coach of the Leafs, Quinn also served simultaneously as the team’s general manager from 
July 14, 1999 until August 29, 2003. Fan favourites Curtis 
Joseph, Tomas Kaberle, Gary Roberts, Alex Mogilny and 
Sundin were veterans that regularly delivered in the clutch 
during a period of entertaining, free-wheeling hockey in 
front of sold-out crowds.

Quinn’s successor to the managing duties was John 
Ferguson. His acquisitions of Joe Nieuwendyk, Eric Lindros 
and Brian Leetch didn’t push the team over the top and 
he was eventually succeeded by Brian Burke. Burke’s 
new administration has been in place since November 
2008. With Ron Wilson behind the bench, Burke has 
moved aggressively to add building blocks Dion Phaneuf 
and Phil Kessel in separate blockbuster trades aimed 
at restoring the team to prominence once again on the 
league landscape. 

   The 1967 Cup victory was significant in several ways. It allowed the Leaf fans to savour a 
victory over the favoured Canadiens who were led by the coaching of “Toe” Blake and a roster 
that included Henri Richard, Jean Beliveau, Yvan Cournoyer and Rogie Vachon. The win was also 
special because it was won by a team with an average age of over 30 and two players over 40 
(Bower and Stanley). Dave Keon became the first Leaf to win the Conn Smythe Trophy as the 
M.V.P. of the playoffs.  

With the successes of a veteran team comes the inevitable period of rebuilding. After the ‘67 
Cup, significant deals made to improve the team included the Frank Mahovlich trade which 
allowed Norm Ullman, Paul Henderson and Floyd Smith to come to Toronto. Imlach was relieved 
of his duties immediately after being swept out of the 1969 playoffs by the Boston Bruins. The 
rebuilding had begun.  

With the league suddenly stretching its talent pool over 12 teams instead of the original six, 
Leafs General Manager Jim Gregory and coach John McLellan had more competition for available 
talent. With the likes of Pulford, Keon, Armstrong still contributing, the Leafs added Brian 
Glennie, Rick Ley, Jim Dorey and an all important 1970 first-round draft pick, Darryl Sittler. In 
1971, Ullman and Keon led the Leafs offensively and the acquisition of 41 year-old goaltending 
legend Jacques Plante bolstered the team’s confidence. Plante led the league that year with a 
goals-against average of just 1.88.  

The contracts that the new World Hockey Association (W.H.A.) were offering attracted 
several key Leafs away from the team including a young standout goaltender Bernie Parent 
and veterans such as Keon, Henderson, and Ullman. The Leafs continued to rebuild through 
the Entry Draft and in 1973 selected Lanny McDonald and Ian Turnbull and, in 1974, added 
Dave “Tiger” Williams and Mike Palmateer. Chief Scout Gerry McNamara signed two young 
players from the Swedish National Team in 1973, Inge Hammarstrom and Borje Salming. The 
appointment of “Red” Kelly as coach in 1973-74 assisted in bringing the team to fourth place in 
the Eastern Division at the conclusion of the regular season. As the 1970s progressed, so did the 
Leafs. Sittler and McDonald emerged as superstars. With Errol Thompson added in to complete 
the Leafs’ top line, the team showed an ability to compete against the top teams. Sittler had an 
unforgettable night on February 7, 1976 when he scored six times and added four assists in an 
11-4 win over the Boston Bruins. Kelly and his “pyramid power” strategies were replaced in 1977 
by the meticulous detail and modern techniques of a coach out of the Ontario Hockey League, 
Roger Neilson.  

The best playoff performance of the decade for the Leafs was in 1978 in which the Leafs 
took out the heavily favoured NY Islanders in the Quarter-Finals. Lanny McDonald scored the 
memorable series winning goal 4:13 into overtime of Game Seven.  

Just prior to the beginning of the 1980s, Leaf fans were 
surprised by the sudden trading of McDonald on Dec. 29, 
1979. This decade was a difficult time for the franchise and 
its followers. “Punch” Imlach had been brought back to try to 
rekindle past successes. Many changes took place including 
the trading of Ian Turnbull, Mike Palmateer and on January 20, 
1982, Darryl Sittler. Joe Crozier, Mike Nykoluk, Dan Maloney, 
John Brophy, George Armstrong and Doug Carpenter each took 
turns behind the bench during the 1980s.  

There were some bright spots. In 1981 Wilf Paiment set a 
record for most points by a right winger in a season with 97. 
Rick Vaive was acquired from Vancouver in 1980 in the “Tiger” 
Williams trade and had three consecutive 50-goal seasons. 
Wendel Clark, the Leafs’ first-round pick, and first overall in 
the 1985 Entry Draft, had an immediate positive impact on 
the organization. His competitiveness and spirit restored the

On February 14, 1934, the Maple Leafs retired 
Ace Bailey’s #6 prior to an All-Star game held in 

his honour at Maple Leafs Gardens. Bailey’s career 
came to an abrupt end on December 12, 1933, 
when he was hit from behind by Eddie Shore of 

the Boston Bruins. It is believed that the retiring 
of Bailey’s number was the first such time that a 

player’s number was retired in any professional or 
collegiate team sport in North America. The  
All-Star benefit game raised $20,909.40 for 
Bailey and his family. Thirteen years later, the 

NHL introduced an annual all-star game.

On November 20, 1934, Busher Jackson (pictured) 
scored four goals in the third period of a 5-2 win over 
the St. Louis Eagles, setting an NHL record that has 

never been broken. Eleven players have since tied 
Jackson’s record of four goals in a period, with Mario 
Lemieux being the last to do so on January 26, 1997 

against Montreal.

Gary Roberts and Tom Fitzgerald both play their 1000th career NHL 
games becoming the first players to reach the milestone on the 
same night. Toronto defeats Calgary 4-1 at Air Canada Centre 
January 17, 1928
Hap Day becomes first Leaf to score three goals in one game during 
6-1 home triumph over New York.
January 19, 1932
Charlie Conacher becomes first Leaf with five goals in a game 
(versus New York’s Roy Worters) in 11-3 decision at MLG.

Toronto plays host to the 50th NHL All-Star Game. The World 
team defeats North America by a score of 9-4. The Leafs are 
heavily represented in the game with three players (Joseph, Sundin, 
Yushkevich) and Pat Quinn as head coach of the North American 
team.
February 6, 1932
Charlie Conacher scored seven seconds into the game to set a record 
that stood for 41 years (Toronto defeated Boston 6-0).
February 7, 1976
Darryl Sittler sets NHL record for most points in a game (10) with six 
goals and four assists vs. Boston

OCTOBER
October 5, 2005
The Toronto Maple Leafs lost 3-2 in a shootout to the Ottawa 
Senators in the first ever NHL game decided by a shootout.
October 6, 2007
The Toronto Maple Leafs won their 2,500th game in franchise history 
when they defeated Montreal 4-3 in overtime at Air Canada Centre.  
October 10, 1930
King Clancy joined Toronto after his services were purchased from 
Ottawa for an unheard of amount of $35,000. The Board of Directors 
would only contribute $25,000 and the remainder was obtained on 
a longshot bet on a race horse called Rare Jewel, owned by Smythe.
October 11, 2007
Mats Sundin became the Maple Leafs all-time leader in goals and 
points, when he scored his 390th goal and 917th point, in Toronto’s 
8-1 win over the New York Islanders at Air Canada Centre.

Leafs play NHL All-Stars in first game between Stanley Cup 
Champions and NHL All-Stars (4-3 All-Stars).
October 14, 2006
Mats Sundin registered three goals and an assist, including the 
game-winning goal, while shorthanded in overtime as the Maple 
Leafs won, 5-4, over Calgary.  Sundin’s final goal of the game was 
the 500th of his career and he became the first player in Maple Leafs 
history to record that milestone while playing for Toronto.

December 19, 2005
Ed Belfour registered his 448th career victory in a 9-6 win versus the 
New York Islanders surpassing Terry Sawchuk for second all-time 
in NHL wins.

February 13, 1993
Doug Gilmour ties Babe Pratt’s mark for most assists in a game with 
six in 6-1 victory over Minnesota on same night Pat Burns celebrates 
200th NHL regular-season win.
February 13, 1999
After 68 storied seasons at Maple Leaf Gardens the Maple Leafs 
played their final game. The Leafs hosted the Chicago Blackhawks, 
the team that opened the Gardens on November 12, 1931. While the 
Leafs dropped a 6-2 decision, the sellout crowd of 15,726 and millions 
more tuning in on television and radio were part of a special farewell 
to the last of the original six arenas.
February 14, 1934
“Ace Bailey Benefit Game” is played at MLG. Packed house watched 
the Leafs defeat NHL All-Stars 7-3. Game featured Eddie Shore, 
Howie Morenz and Lionel and Charlie Conacher on opposing teams.

February 17, 1927
Leafs beat N.Y. Americans 4-1 in their first game as the “Leafs.” Pat 
Patterson scored first ever “Leaf” goal in that game.
February 17, 1990
Leaf great Hap Day dies. He was the only Leaf to serve the team as a 
Captain, Coach and General Manager.
February 20, 1944
Maple Leafs and Blackhawks played a penalty-free 0-0 tie at 
Chicago Stadium.
February 20, 1999
A new era in Maple Leaf hockey began with the inaugural game at 
the new home of the Maple Leafs - Air Canada Centre. A sellout 
crowd of 18,819 attending the christening of the new building 
witnessed a storybook ending with a 3-2 overtime victory over 
long-time rival the Montreal Canadiens. Todd Warriner scored the 
first goal at ACC 6:04 into the first period. Steve Thomas scored the 
overtime marker with only 1:12 remaining in the extra frame.
February 22, 1993
Glenn Anderson becomes second player in Leaf uniform to earn 
career 1,000 points in 8-1 victory at Vancouver on same night Doug 
Gilmour earns 73rd assist to break Darryl Sittler’s season record.
February 26, 2006
Mats Sundin collected an assist on the game-winning goal versus 
Finland, as he captained Sweden to a gold medal at 2006 Winter 
Olympics in Turin, Italy.  Also winning medals at the Olympics from 
the Maple Leafs were Mikael Tellqvist – Sweden (Gold), Aki Berg 
– Finland (Silver), Tomas Kaberle – Czech Republic (Bronze). Bryan 
McCabe and Head Coach Pat Quinn represented Canada, and Nik 
Antropov played for Kazakhstan.

March 2, 2002
Toronto wears commemorative St. Patricks uniforms in honour of 
the Maple Leafs 75th anniversary. The Leafs and Buffalo Sabres 
play to a 3-3 tie.
March 3, 1993
Doug Gilmour joins Darryl Sittler as second Leaf to earn 100 points 
with assist in 3-1 win over Minnesota then goes on to set single 
season Leaf marks for points (127) and assists (95).
March 3, 2009
The Maple Leafs set a franchise record and tied an NHL record by 
going to overtime in seven straight games from Feb. 19, 2009 to Mar. 
3, 2009.  The Leafs extended the streak to seven games on Mar. 3 
when they lost 3-2 in overtime to New Jersey at Air Canada Centre.
March 4, 1967
Terry Sawchuk records his 100th career NHL shutout vs. Chicago
March 6, 2008
Mats Sundin became the 46th player in NHL history to play in his 
1300th career NHL game, as the Maple Leafs won 8-2 at Boston.  
Sundin scored his 30th goal of the season and collected two assists 
in the contest. Sundin recorded 30 or more goals in 13 NHL seasons.  
Sundin holds the Maple Leafs record for 30+ goal seasons with 10.
March 10, 2003
Leafs visit Edmonton and Mats Sundin records his 1000th career 
NHL point with the game winning goal.

March 12, 1994
Dave Andreychuk sets Leafs record for goals by a left-winger 
(surpassing Frank Mahovlich) when he scored his 49th goal of the 
season vs. Winnipeg.
March 14, 1981
Darry Sittler completes “hat trick scoring feat” with three goals in 
5-3 home win over the Capitals. The three goals shatter Dave Keon’s 
Leaf career mark of 365. On March 7, Sittler’s 40th assist of the 
season versus Calgary breaks Keon’s Leaf record of 493 while Keon’s 
Leaf points record of 858 is eclipsed by Sittler with two assists at 
Washington on March 8.
March 15, 2004
Alexander Mogilny’s assist on the tying goal in the final minute of 
regulation is his 1000th career NHL point. Mogilny becomes just the 
second Russian player to reach the milestone as Toronto goes on to 
a 6-5 overtime victory in Buffalo.
March 16, 1957
Leafs set a team record by scoring 14 goals against the Rangers at 
MLG (won 14-1).
March 17, 1934
A crowd of 11,000 turned out for “King Clancy Night” on St. Patrick’s 
Day. Clancy was pushed to centre ice while seated in a sleigh shaped 
like a throne. The Irishman unveiled his robe to show a green 
uniform with a large shamrock on the back and he proceeded to 
wear the uniform for the game. Lester Patrick, coach of the Rangers, 
complained that his uniform was a distraction and Clancy changed 
into his regular Maple Leaf uniform.
March 19, 2006
When Chad Kilger scored on Pittsburgh goaltender Marc-Andre 
Fleury it marked the first time in team history that the Leafs have 
used a successful penalty shot to win a game by a score of 1-0.  This 
feat has only been accomplished once in NHL history when Bert 
Connelly of the New York Rangers was successful against Maple 
Leafs goaltender George Hainsworth on a penalty shot on January 
16, 1936 at Madison Square Garden.
March 21, 1951
First ever “televised” hockey game, seen by CBC employees only  
(a programming experiment). Leafs defeat Montreal 2-0.
March 21, 1948
Syl Apps, a player who coveted team achievements, scored a 
hat-trick in the last regular-season game of his career to reach the 
individual milestone of 200 career goals.
March 23, 1994
Doug Gilmour becomes first Leaf to achieve back-to-back 100-point 
seasons with a goal in 1-1 tie at Florida.
March 23, 1993
Dave Andreychuk scores his 50th goal of the season at Winnipeg. He 
scored 29 goals with Buffalo to start the season.
March 24, 1982
Rick Vaive first Leaf to score 50 goals in a season (versus St. Louis).
March 24, 1994
Dave Andreychuk scores 50th goal of season versus San Jose’s 
Arturs Irbe to become third Leaf to score 50 goals in a season. 
Andreychuk also scored more than 50 in previous season but 29 
came with Buffalo.
March 26, 1994
Mike Gartner tallies his 30th goal for an NHL record 15th consecutive 
season as Leafs defeat Quebec 6-3.
March 27, 1993
With an assist against the Oilers, Doug Gilmour shatters Darryl 
Sittler’s Leaf record with his 118th point of season, finishing the 
term with 127.

APRIL
April 1, 2003
Leafs visit New Jersey and Ed Belfour records his 400th career NHL 
victory, a 3-2 Toronto win.
April 3, 1933
Ken Doraty scores goal at 104:46 (1:48 AM) of OT (the second 
longest OT game) as the Leafs beat Boston 1-0 in Stanley Cup 
Semi-Final game.
April 3, 1976
Darryl Sittler first Leaf at 100 points in one season.
April 3, 2003
Leafs host Minnesota and with a 2-1 victory, Ed Belfour sets a 
franchise record for wins in a season by a goaltender  with 37 (since 
tied by Andrew Raycroft). 
April 5, 1932
Busher Jackson becomes first player to score three goals in a single 
period during a Playoff game in Finals versus Rangers.
April 6, 2000
The Maple Leafs clinch the Northeast Division. It is their first division 
title since 1962-63.
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April 6, 2011
Tyler Bozak became the second player in franchise history to register 
a 3-on-5 shorthanded goal when he scored in New Jersey against 
Martin Brodeur. Prior to Bozak, Darryl Sittler was the only other 
Maple Leaf to accomplish the feat when he did so on March 19, 1980 
versus the Winnipeg Jets at Maple Leaf Gardens.

April 14, 1942
Brothers Don Metz (3-2=5) and Nick Metz (1-2=3) led the Leafs to 
a record-tying 9-3 win against Detroit in the Finals. The nine-goal 
outburst matched the single game Finals record set by Detroit 
against Toronto on April 7, 1936.
April 14, 1948
Harry Watson’s goal is the winner as the Leafs gain their fifth 
Stanley Cup with 7-2 verdict at Detroit to sweep the series. This was 
captain Syl Apps’ final game, who punctuated his career with a goal.
April 14, 1999
With a 3-2 overtime victory over the NY Islanders at Air Canada 
Centre (OT winner by Bryan Berard), the Leafs set a new club record 
with 45 regular season wins. The previous mark of 44 was set in the 
1992-93 season.
April 16, 1949
Leafs become first modern era team to win three consecutive 
Stanley Cups as Cal Gardner scores winner in sweep over Detroit at 
MLG. It was the Leafs’ sixth Stanley Cup.

Stanley Cup, beating Detroit 3-1 in deciding game with Pete Langelle 
netting winner. Turk Broda allowed just seven goals over the last 
four games.

With a 5-3 victory over the Pittsburgh Penguins at Air Canada Centre, 
the Leafs set a new club record with 26 regular season home wins.

Leafs claim fourth Stanley Cup as Ted Kennedy nets winner in 2-1 
Game 6 triumph over the Canadiens at MLG.
April 21, 1951
Bill Barilko’s goal at 2:53 of overtime versus Habs gives Leafs 3-2 
win and seventh Stanley Cup in dramatic five-game series in which 
all games required OT. Barilko never played another NHL game after 
dying in an off-season plane crash.

April 22, 1945
Babe Pratt’s third-period goal brings Leafs third Stanley Cup with 
2-1 decision in seventh game at Detroit’s Olympia. Frank McCool of 
Toronto earned shutouts in the first three games of the series and 
allowed nine goals in seven starts.

Detroit. Earlier in the game he sustained a fractured ankle after 
blocking a Gordie Howe slapshot. Toronto took the Stanley Cup with 
a Game #7 victory.

Andy Bathgate supplies decisive marker as Leafs achieve their 10th

Pearson and a first-round Draft choice.
June 29, 2000
Wendel Clark announces his retirement after 15 seasons in the NHL, 
13 of which were spent with the Maple Leafs.

JULY
July 1, 1991
Cliff Fletcher assumes duties as President, Chief Operating Officer 
and General Manager of the Maple Leafs.
July 18, 1990
Johnny Bower ends his 32-year term with the organization as he 
retires as a scout.

AUGUST
August 14, 2009
Leaf great Ted Kennedy passes away. He won five Stanley cups with 
the Leafs (1944-45, 1946-47, 1947-48, 1948-49, 1950-51) and served 
as team captain from 1948 to 1955, and again in 1956-57. In 1955, 
Kennedy became only the second Leaf (Babe Pratt, 1944) to claim 
the Hart Trophy as the NHL’s most valuable player.
August 18, 1994
Doug Gilmour named 15th Captain in Maple Leafs’ history at Hockey 
Hall of Fame ceremony.

SEPTEMBER
September 11, 1993
Maple Leafs face the Rangers at Wembley Arena in London, England 
in the first of two pre-season games on consecutive days. New York 
outscored Toronto 8-4 in winning both contests of the “French’s 
Cup”.
September 30, 1997
Mats Sundin named captain.

THIS DATE IN LEAFS HISTORY Conn Smythe Trophy

�     The Conn Smythe Trophy was introduced in 1964 by Maple Leafs 
Gardens Limited to honour Conn Smythe, the former owner, general 
manager, and coach of the Toronto Maple Leafs and a member of the 
Hockey Hall of Fame as a builder. The trophy’s design is similar to Maple 
Leaf Gardens, the arena in which the Maple Leafs played their home 
games from 1931 to 1999. A replica of a Maple Leaf adorns the trophy 
as well.

�The Conn Smythe Trophy is awarded annually to the player judged most 
valuable to his team during the National Hockey League’s Stanley Cup 
playoffs. The Conn Smythe Trophy has been awarded 45 times to 39 
players since the 1964-65 NHL season. Each year, at the conclusion of the 
final game of the Stanley Cup Final, members of the Professional Hockey 
Writers’ Association vote to elect the player deserving of the trophy.

Dave Keon’s name resides on the trophy as the 1967 winner when the 
Maple Leafs defeated Chicago and Montreal in the playoffs to capture 
the Stanley Cup.

Uniform HistoryUniform History

PRIOR TO THE INCEPTION OF THE MAPLE LEAFS
  Once known as the Arenas and the St. Patricks, Toronto’s premier hockey franchise 
became known as the Maple Leafs after a group headed by Conn Smythe purchased the 
team on Valentine’s Day, February 14, 1927. Taking over a club that earned Stanley Cup 
championships in 1918 (Toronto Arenas) and 1922 (Toronto St. Pats), Smythe soon started 
laying the foundation that evolved into the current appearance of the storied Toronto Maple 
Leafs. Now in charge of Toronto’s National Hockey League entry, Smythe’s patriotic pride 
led him to decide on a Maple Leaf as the team’s namesake and crest. The Maple Leaf was a 
proud national symbol to Smythe due to his military career. It is also said that he admired 
the team name of the East Toronto Maple Leaves whom he scouted regularly. The uniform 
colours remained green and white for the balance of the 1926-27 season out of respect for 
the previous organization but a makeshift jersey was employed that year as a Maple Leaf 
replaced the “St. Pats” on the chest. The next season, he changed the colours to blue and 
white, likely due to his long time involvement with the University of Toronto Blues hockey 
team who share the same colours. Past Public Relations Director, Stan Obodiac was fond 
of saying the blue represented the blue of the Canadian sky and the white represented the 
white of the Canadian snow.

1927-33
In 1927, the Leafs were the first NHL club to have both a home sweater (blue) and a road 
sweater (white). This distinction would continue for the following few seasons. Smythe’s 
first proper uniform consisted of a dark blue home jersey with a series of thin-wide-thin 
striped bands on the arms, leggings and shoulders, and a 48-point Maple Leaf on the chest 
with the words “Toronto Maple Leafs” displayed upwards, like a smile, on the crest. The 
Leafs road uniform of the time was white with three stripes of equal width above and below 
the same Maple Leaf on the chest (just above the waist). These stripes were also on the 
back of the sweaters and the stockings.

1933-34
Same design, except the thin-wide-thin stripes on the neck and shoulders were replaced 
with three thin stripes of equal width.

1934-37
The basic design of the Leaf uniform for the next four decades was established just prior 
to the Ace Bailey Benefit Game. The leggings remained the same – three sets of thin-wide-
thin stripes – but the jersey itself consisted of two stripes of equal width on the arms and 
on the waist. There were no stripes on the shoulder, just a simple white band around the 
collar. The maple leaf crest remained unchanged. The road uniform was similar, with blue 
stripes and collar.

1937-67
The home uniform remained virtually unchanged during these years except for some subtle 
alterations to the Maple Leaf crest. The appearance of veins appeared on the crest. As well, 
the word “Toronto” curving downwards and “Maple Leafs” going straight across appeared in 
1937. A 35-point Leaf crest was introduced in 1942. In 1947, the words “Toronto Maple Leafs” 
appeared in red, but the innovation was largely ceremonial and only lasted one semester. 
The first appearance of the captain’s “C” and the alternate captain’s “A” appeared during 
the 1946-47 season. Other modifications included: highlighting the Leaf crest with a white 
border (or blue border) and variations to the veins of the Leaf. In 1958, the neck was outfitted 
with a six-eyelet lace and tie, and this remained a feature of the Leaf uniform until 1973. In 
1958, a major alteration was made to the Leafs’ road uniform when a solid blue yolking was 
added to the shoulder, extending from the neck to just above the stripe on the arm. In 1961, 
when the Leafs began to put numbers on the sleeves of the jersey, this stripe was tapered 
back to the top of the arm.

1967-70
The first major modification in four decades was made to both the Leafs’ home and road 
uniform prior to the start of the 1967 playoffs. The standard 35-point Leaf crest was replaced 
with a solid 11-point Maple Leaf – similar to the Maple Leaf displayed on the new Canadian 
flag – in celebration of Canada’s centennial year. “Toronto” still curved slightly downward. 
The two stripes on the arm and waist were replaced with one set of thin-wide-thin stripes, 
not unlike those on the Leaf uniform of 1928. The road uniform still retained the solid blue 
yolk on the shoulders.

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1970-92
Another distinctive change was made to the Leafs uniform prior to the start of the 1970-
71 season, when the NHL introduced legislation requiring the home team to wear white 
uniforms at home. The crest that was introduced in 1967 was abandoned in favour of the 
11-point Leaf with the word “Toronto” going straight across and running parallel to the 
words “Maple Leafs.” The arm stripes on both home and away uniforms was discontinued, 
replaced with a solid yolk extending from the neck to the wrist. A solid stripe on the waist, 
two solid stripes on the stockings and a miniature Leaf crest on the shoulders completed 
the new uniform design. The Leafs went back to the tie down collar for 1973-74 to 1975-76. 
In 1975, the leggings were altered to have two stripes instead of three. In 1976-77, the collar 
went back to the V-neck shape. In 1977, names appeared on the back of the road uniform 
and by 1979, on the back of the home jersey as well. Ceremonial patches, such as those 
celebrating the 50th anniversary of the Gardens, commemorating the Heart and Stroke 
fund, and dedications to King Clancy and Harold Ballard were common features in the 1980s 
and early 1990s.

1992-2000
During selected games of the NHL’s 75 Anniversary Season (1991-92), the Leafs wore an 
“Original Six” styled uniform, similar in design to the classic jerseys of the 1940s. The 
fans greeted the “old style” design enthusiastically and with that in mind, the first design 
changes to the Leafs uniform in 22 years occurred in 1992-93. The uniform was a mixture 
of the old – three sets of thin-thick-thin stripes on the socks, two stripes on the arm and 
waist with the solid shoulder and arm stripe being discontinued – and the new, with the 
distinctive 11-point Leaf crest remaining. The shoulder patch featured an old-style Leaf, 
much like the one featured on the “Original Six” uniform. Honoured sweater numbers 
were commemorated, for a time, by special shoulder patches on two Leaf jerseys first in 
1993-94. The Leafs recognized the 65th anniversary of Maple Leaf Gardens by wearing 
the team’s sweater, circa 1928, to 1931 for two games in 1996-97. Promoted as Heritage 
Sweaters, the team wore these replica sweaters (48-point Leaf crest) from the 1931 era. In 
1997-98, the numerals and letters on the back of the sweater were modified to match the 
font of the Maple Leaf logo. A mesh-style under-arm was also incorporated. In 1998-99, in 
commemoration of the final National Hockey League action at the venerable Maple Leaf 

Gardens, a special jersey was worn for five home games and five road games. It featured 
the 35-point Leaf crest on the front and solid blue yolking along the shoulders. The jersey 
also incorporated the six-eyelet lace and tie which was a feature of the Leaf uniform from 
1958 to 1973. This vintage sweater continues to serves as the team’s third sweater entering 
the 2010-11 season.

2000-2010
Beginning in the 2000-01 season, the Leafs altered the jersey with a new Varsity Block 
number design (with a silver trim on the numbers and shoulder logos) on the sweater 
sleeves and backs. A stylized TML logo debuted as a shoulder patch instead of the old-style 
Leaf shoulder patch. A special evening took place on March 2, 2002 recognized the team’s 
75th season as the Maple Leafs. On this one night, the Leafs wore the green sweaters and 
brown pants, gloves and helmets of the St. Pats era. Prior to the 2007-08 season, the Leafs 
joined the other 29 NHL clubs by introducing a new version of their uniform. Here, the TML 
shoulder patches, plus the horizontal stripes around the waist and the silver trim around the 
numbers were removed from the sweater. The entire uniform was designed to repel water 
while having a more anatomical, lighter fit.

2010 to present
The Leafs introduced several substantial changes to the uniform that they had been 
wearing since 2007. Most noticeable was the return of the two horizontal stripes around the 
waist. The ‘veined’ old-style Leaf logo was returned to the shoulder of the jersey where it 
was worn from 1992-2000. In addition, the simple white band on the collar of the blue jersey 
returned and vice versa on the white jersey. The club again added a string lace collar for the 
home and away sweaters. Also, the sweater number and nameplate lettering fonts were 
changed and the numbers were not accentuated with a trim border unlike previous seasons. 
Major elements that remain include: the 11-point Leaf logo on the chest, three sets of thin-
thick-thin stripes on the socks and two stripes on the arms. In 2011-12, the Leafs introduced 
the sweater and pants that was worn from 1967 to 1970 as it’s new alternate sweater.

The 1990s symbolized a new era for the Toronto 
Maple Leafs and Leafs alumni. The Leafs 
embraced and welcomed Leafs alumni like never 
before. Together, the Leafs and Leafs alumni have 
since worked more closely together for the good of 
the community and in recognizing distinguished 
Maple Leafs from all generations.

During the initial phases, the Leafs organized 
discussions with various Leafs alumni members 
and Leafs management that culminated with 
the establishment of the policy regarding the 
honouring of players.

It was felt that not retiring player sweaters gives 
the Leafs the flexibility of honouring more of these 
individuals than would be the case if the Leafs 
took the sweater numbers out of circulation.

The consulting group determined that the former 
player’s number would be deemed an “Honoured 
Number” but remain in circulation. The special 
banner for the honouree remains on permanent 
display at Air Canada Centre.

The Leafs historically only retired numbers of 
distinguished players that have died or had their 
career shortened due to tragic or catastrophic 
circumstances while being a member of the team. 
Irvine (Ace) Bailey (No. 6) and Bill Barilko (No. 5) 
are the two represented in this category.

The Leafs formally recognized both men, 
posthumously, with a special ceremony at Maple 
Leaf Gardens on October 17, 1992 in which family 
and associates represented each individual. 

Then on October 3, 1993, Syl Apps (No. 10) and 
Ted (Teeder) Kennedy (No. 9) were the initial 
honourees chosen as part of the new approach. 
The Leafs believed they wanted to celebrate the 
careers of these esteemed Leafs while they were 
still living. Apps was in failing health at the time 
of his ceremony but was represented by his family.

Perhaps one of the most stirring ceremonies 
occurred on February 8, 2003 when Darryl Sittler 
was honoured and his No. 27 banner took its 
permanent place at Air Canada Centre.

The event was originally to have taken place on 
October 3, 2001 as part of a dual tribute with 
Toronto’s first great No. 27, Frank Mahovlich. 
While The Big M’s ceremony went ahead as 
planned, Sittler cancelled to be with his wife, 
Wendy, who was dying of cancer.

Fittingly, Wendy’s name is inscribed on Darryl’s 
banner.

“We were married for 30 years and were together 
since we were 17 years old,” Sittler said the night 
of his ceremony. “She’s the most influential 
person in the lives of our children. So she’s a big 
part of this ceremony.”

Arm-in-arm, Sittler, and his children, Meaghen, 
Ashley and Ryan, stood at centre ice, as they 
watched the banner rising.

What ran through his mind as he witnessed that?

“I guess to be thought of so highly by the fans, 
the media and the organization,” he said that 
night. “I mean, you’re making a mark in history 
because that banner will be there forever. I’m 
in great company, in a great organization. And 
Wendy’s name (signature) is on the banner, which 
is the right thing to do because it should be there. 
She’ll be remembered up there just as I was. It’s a 
feeling that will never go away.”

On October 4, 2006, the list of Leafs honoured 
numbers grew by three when Clarence (Hap) Day 
(No. 4), Leonard (Red) Kelly (No. 4) and Borje 
Salming (No. 21) were saluted. 

“As a kid, I dreamed of making the National 
Hockey League; I dreamed about playing for the 
Toronto Maple Leafs and I dreamed about winning 
the Stanley Cup. But I never, ever dreamed of 
them putting my number up at the top of the 
Gardens which, of course, now has been replaced 
by the Air Canada Centre. It is a great honour… one 
that I just never really imagined.”

The Toronto Maple Leafs celebrated the 
achievements of two of their all-time greats 
in special ceremonies during the 2008-09 NHL 
season. Wendel Clark and Doug Gilmour, perhaps 
the two most beloved Toronto Maple Leafs over 
the course of the past 25 years, had banners 
raised to honour their extraordinary contributions 
to the Original Six franchise. Clark was saluted 
in pregame ceremonies prior to the Maple 
Leafs’ November 22 game against the Chicago 
Blackhawks, and Gilmour was recognized January 
31 when the Pittsburgh Penguins visited Air 
Canada Centre.

	 Consistent, durable and hardworking were the hallmark descriptions of a 21-year career for George 
Armstrong in the National Hockey League, all with the Toronto Maple Leafs. Armstrong joined the 
Blue and White full time in the 1952-53 season and captained Toronto to their four most recent 
Stanley Cup championships in the 1960s. 
Armstrong played in 1,187 career games for the Maple Leafs, which is the most games played in 
franchise history while serving the longest tenure of any captain in team history from 1957 to 1969. 
His club record for seasons played with the Leafs, 21, was spread out over parts of four decades 
beginning in 1949. The right-winger is among the Maple Leafs all-time leaders in many statistical 
categories ranking sixth in goals (296-tie), sixth in assists (417), fifth in points (713), and 19th in 
penalty minutes (721). Over his long career, he collected 15-or-more goals in a season 11 times.    
Armstrong played in a Maple Leaf team record 110 playoff games, during which time he 
accumulated 60 points (26 goals, 34 assists), including 22 points over six Stanley 
Cup Final appearances. The strong two-way performer was regarded as a 
player that would deliver in key games and many fans will fondly remember his 
empty-net goal that sealed the 1967 Stanley Cup victory over the Canadiens.
Armstrong played with the Toronto Marlies in the late 1940s and, later, after 
his playing career, he coached the team to Memorial Cup championships 
in 1973 and 1975 before accepting a scouting position with the Quebec 
Nordiques in 1978. The “Chief” briefly coached the Maple Leafs (47 games  
 in 1988-89) after joining the team’s management and scouting department 
in 1988. Armstrong’s dedication to the Maple Leafs can be measured by his  
50-plus years of service with the hockey club as he continues to scout 
amateur players throughout Ontario for the Maple Leafs.

	 Perhaps the greatest athlete in the long history of the Toronto Maple Leafs was the inspirational 
Syl Apps. In addition to his fluid skating, accurate passing and quick shot, Apps excelled in football at 
Hamilton’s McMaster University and even represented Canada as an Olympic pole-vaulter at the 1936 
Summer Olympics in Berlin.
Make no mistake, though, Syl Apps became a household name when his hockey achievements were 
described across Canada through the airwaves by radio icon Foster Hewitt. Apps burst on to the NHL 
scene in 1936-37 and copped Rookie of the Year honours after placing second in league scoring with 
45 points. He led the Maple Leafs in scoring in four of his first six seasons.
A catalyst on the ice, and the spiritual leader in the dressing room, Apps’s first term as captain for 
Conn Smythe’s Maple Leafs took place from 1940-41 to 1942-43 and from 1945-46 to 1947-48. As the 
team leader, Apps’s squad overcame a three-game deficit to defeat Detroit in a stirring Stanley Cup 

Final in 1942--his first of three championships with Toronto as captain. Overall, he 
earned 21 points in his six combined appearances in the Final.

After a two-year absence from hockey while he served in the military, Apps 
returned to the Maple Leafs in 1945-46 and reassumed the captaincy for three 
more seasons. He established new career-highs in goals with 24, 25, and 26 over 
each of those three seasons. He helped the team recapture Stanley Cup glory, 

along with a young standout named Ted Kennedy, in 1947 and 1948 before 
retiring as the most respected and honourable Maple Leaf of all time. His 

final NHL season in 1947-48 saw him reach career highs in both goals 
and points. In his final regular season contest, he earned a hat trick 

to carry him over the 200-goal plateau which had become his one 
personal goal. For his career, Apps averaged more than a point 

per game and he sits 17th on the club’s all-time points list.

	 Ace Bailey’s legacy can be traced back to the early roots of the Toronto franchise. The formidable duo 
of Bailey and Clarence (Hap) Day were the cornerstones of Conn Smythe’s recently purchased hockey 
club in 1927 which was renamed “Maple Leafs”. Playing in his first season for the Toronto St. Pats in 
1926-27, Bailey was sixth in National Hockey League scoring. He later ascended to the top of league’s 
goals and points charts in 1928-29.
Bailey led the Maple Leafs in goals and assists twice and points three times.
As Smythe assembled core players such as Charlie Conacher, Joe Primeau, and Harvey (Busher) Jackson 
to assume the offensive workload Bailey developed into a defensive specialist. Smythe reaped the 
rewards when his Toronto Maple Leafs captured the 1932 Stanley Cup on home ice in the opening season 
of his hockey palace, Maple Leafs Gardens. The Stanley Cup winning goal was scored by Bailey.
Bailey’s fortunes, and those of the team, quickly turned in a game at Boston on December 12, 1933. The 
right-winger suffered a near-fatal skull fracture in a violent on-ice attack by the Bruins Eddie Shore. With 
Bailey’s career over, the aftermath resulted in the NHL’s first All-Star Game being played on February 
14, 1934 at Maple Leaf Gardens. The proceeds of the Ace Bailey Benefit Game, featuring the league’s 
brightest stars, assisted Bailey and his family. Shore and Bailey shook hands and smiled at centre ice.

After his recovery and the abrupt ending of his seven-plus seasons in the NHL, 
Bailey ventured into coaching university hockey and he later joined the staff of 

on-ice officials as timekeeper at Maple Leaf Gardens, where he was a fixture 
for many years.
The Maple Leafs historically only retire numbers of distinguished players 
that have died or had their career shortened due to tragic or catastrophic 

circumstances while being a member of the team. Ace Bailey (6) and 
Bill Barilko (5) are the two represented in this category and both have 

banners in their name at Air Canada Centre.
In 1934, the Maple Leafs began the professional sports tradition of 
retiring sweater numbers by declaring that Bailey’s No. 6 would 
never be worn again by a Toronto player. But Bailey later asked 
Ron Ellis to wear his No. 6 because he admired his style of play.

     Bill Barilko is entrenched in the Toronto Maple Leafs long list of Stanley Cup 
playoff heroes. He, more than all of the rest, however, is best remembered for 
a singular individual effort that capped a string of four Stanley Cup titles in 
five years. His diving, backhand shot eluded Montreal goaltender Gerry McNeil 
in overtime and gave the Maple Leafs the Stanley Cup in the fifth game of the 
1951 Final series. All of the games during the tightly-contested Stanley Cup 
Final required overtime.

The euphoria of the championship would not last long as Barilko was killed at the age of 24 in a plane 
crash while on a fishing trip in northern Ontario in the offseason of 1951. In spite of the greatest search in 
Canada’s northern history, the crash site was not discovered until 11 years later. Coincidently, the Maple 
Leafs won their next Stanley Cup that same year in 1962. 
Not known for his offensive prowess and without individual club records to his credit, Barilko was 
regarded as a hard-hitting, sturdy defender that was on the verge of stardom at the time of his death. 
Former teammate Howie Meeker was on the ice for Barilko’s monumental goal and held him in high 
regard. “He was a heck of a hockey player. He would have been a hall of famer. There’s no doubt in my 
mind. Every year he got better with the puck and he was a good defenceman–so tough. When he hit you, 
everything hurt.”
As a 19-year old, he joined the Maple Leafs from their senior team, the Hollywood Wolves of the Pacific 
Coast Hockey League towards the end of the 1946-47 season and he never looked back. A devastating 
body-checker, “Bashin’ Bill” helped the team win the Stanley Cup in each of his first three seasons plus 
the memorable 1951 showdown on a Saturday evening at Maple Leaf Gardens.
The Maple Leafs historically only retire numbers of distinguished players that have died 
or had their career shortened due to tragic or catastrophic circumstances while 
being a member of the team. Bill Barilko (5) and Irvine (Ace) Bailey (6) are the 
two represented in this special category and both have banners in their name 
at Air Canada Centre.

   Johnny Bower is truly a man of great class and perhaps the most revered and 
recognizable Toronto Maple Leaf of all time. He carries himself with a high degree 
of humility and, to this day, his popularity spreads across many generations of 
Toronto Maple Leafs fans. 

Over 12 seasons in Toronto, Bower registered a winning career record of 220-161-79 in 472 games 
played, a 2.51 goals against average, along with 33 shutouts. Bower captured four Stanley Cups (1962, 
1963, 1964, 1967) with the Maple Leafs despite winning his final championship at the tender age of 42.  
Bower was 45 when he retired as a player in 1970, making him the oldest goalie to have played in the 
NHL and his 1,144 games between the NHL and AHL is a record for most games by a goaltender. After 
retiring as a player, he joined the team’s front office as a scout until 1990.
Bower won the Vezina Trophy as the NHL’s Top Goaltender in 1961 and then shared the trophy with 
Maple Leafs teammate Terry Sawchuk in 1965. Bower was an NHL First Team All-Star in 1961.
When the Maple Leafs acquired Bower in 1958, he was approaching 34 years of age. Bower also had an 

illustrious 11-season American Hockey League career prior to playing in the NHL.  During Bower’s 
career in the AHL with Cleveland and Providence, he won four Calder Cup championships (1948, 

1951, 1953, 1956), won the Les Cunningham Award as the League’s Most Valuable 
Player three consecutive seasons (1956, 1957, 1958), and won the Harry Hap 

Holmes Award as the league’s Top Goaltender on three occasions. He 
is the AHL’s record-holder for most wins (359), and shutouts (45).

Bower was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1976 and 
was one of the first seven members inducted to the AHL 

Hall of Fame in 2006. The Etobicoke Sports Hall of Fame 
(in western Toronto), the Saskatchewan Sports Hall of 
Fame, and most recently, Canada’s Walk of Fame have 
all enshrined Johnny Bower.

Bower joined the Canadian Army in 1940 and he served 
his country in England before his discharge in 1944. 

	 A quick glance of the Maple Leafs’ record book will certainly present the case that Walter (Turk) Broda 
is the most decorated goalie in team history. No other goalie in team history, during the regular season, 
has won more games (302) and recorded more shutouts (62) while playing in a team-high 629 games. His 
success as a champion, however, is measured by the marks set in Leafs’ annals during 13 postseasons 
with the team.
Broda holds team goaltending records in the playoffs for most career games (101), wins (60), and 
shutouts (13) while backstopping the Leafs to five Stanley Cup titles which is the most by one 
netminder in club history. He was at his finest in the playoffs as his career goals against average 
of 1.98 in playoff competition was far superior to his 2.53 regular season mark. He held the league 
record for playoff shutouts until he was surpassed for top spot by Jacques Plante in 1970.
The always colourful goaltender was purchased by Conn Smythe for $8,000 from the Detroit Red 
Wings and replaced George Hainsworth in 1936-37. It would be an astute move as Toronto reached the 
Stanley Cup Final in 1938, 1939, and 1940. Triumph finally came to the Leafs in 1942 as they overcame 
losses in the first three games to Detroit in the Final and became the first and only professional sports 
team to capture the championship crown after facing a three game deficit in a best-of-seven final series 
showdown. Broda was the backbone of the most successful dynasty in the long history of the franchise 
as the Leafs became the first NHL team to win three consecutive Stanley Cups to close out the 1940s. 
His final championship occurred in the Leafs’ successful title run in 1951 when Toronto ousted the 
Canadiens as each game in the five-game series needed overtime. 
Broda’s playing ‘resume’ would have been even more impressive had he not 
missed the 1943-44 and 1944-45 seasons to join the military. 
As one of the true characters in team history, the popular Broda ventured 
into coaching after his playing days and he would go on to lead the 
Toronto Marlboros to consecutive Memorial Cup wins in 1955 and 1956.

   King Clancy’s exploits are traced to the very formation of Conn Smythe’s Toronto Maple 
Leafs in the 1930s. With the Ottawa Senators in financial straits in 1930, Smythe seized the 
opportunity and acquired the established defenceman in one of the greatest transactions 
in team history. With Smythe’s board of directors willing to offer two players and only 

$25,000 of Ottawa’s $35,000 asking price, the Maple Leafs owner was determined to find a way to 
secure Clancy’s services for his upstart hockey club. Smythe’s run of luck, and smart racetrack gamble 
on his own horse, Rare Jewel, paved the way for Toronto to pay the balance of Ottawa’s asking price. The 
win by the longshot filly holds a special place in Maple Leafs’ lore. 
Despite being one of the smallest defencemen to ever play in the National Hockey League, the aggressive 
Clancy never backed down from larger opponents. In just his second campaign in Toronto, and paired 
with Hap Day, Clancy helped the team win the 1932 Stanley Cup during the inaugural season of hockey 
at Maple Leaf Gardens. He was a First or Second team NHL All-Star four years in a row from 1930-31 to 
1933-34, and he regularly placed among the top-scoring rearguards in the NHL. 
Teaming with “The Kid Line” of Joe Primeau, Harvey (Busher) Jackson and Charlie Conacher, the Maple Leafs 
won three Canadian Division titles and were on their way to a fourth when Clancy retired in early 1936-37.                                             

After his playing days, the colourful Clancy briefly coached the Montreal Maroons 
and he also was employed as a referee. He returned to coach the Maple Leafs from 
1953 to 1956, then worked as an assistant general manager for Punch Imlach. The 
dedicated Irishman also served emergency stints behind Toronto’s bench in 1966-67 
and 1972-73.
Always popular with fans and media alike, the affable Clancy settled into a goodwill 
ambassador role for the Maple Leafs in his later years. All told, the beloved Clancy 

was associated with the Blue and White in some capacity for 56 years.
King Clancy has an NHL trophy named in his honour. It has been 

awarded annually since 1988 to “the player who best exemplifies 
leadership qualities on and off the ice and has made a noteworthy 
contribution to his community.”

	 It didn’t take long for the high expectations of Maple Leafs fans on NHL Draft day in 1985 to be 
realized. Chosen by the Maple Leafs with the first overall selection, Wendel Clark’s truculent style 
and heavy wrist shot quickly endeared him to the Leafs’ faithful starting just a few months 
later. In 1985-86, Clark established a club scoring record for rookies by registering 
a team-high 34 goals and his ‘rough and tumble’ approach was even on display 
in the NHL All-Star Game that same season. He was named to the NHL All-
Rookie Team and he was second in voting for the Calder Trophy as NHL 
Rookie of the Year. 
The native of Kelvington, Saskatchewan captained the Maple Leafs from 1991 
to 1994 and set career highs in goals (46), assists (30) and points (76) during 
the 1993-94 season. During the Leafs stirring playoff runs to the 1993 and 
1994 conference finals, Clark’s accomplishments included; a conference 
final road hat trick in Game Six (1993) versus Los Angeles followed by 
two goals in Game Seven, two goals in Game Seven versus the Blues in 
the 1993 conference semi-finals, and two goals in both ‘elimination 
games’ (Game Six and Seven) of the 1994 conference semi-final’s 
against the Sharks.
He was selected to the club’s ‘Top 25 Players List’ during the team’s 
75th Anniversary Season in 2001-02. 
In three stints, 608 games and 13 seasons spent with the club, the 
left-winger ranks among the Maple Leafs all-time leaders in points 
(16th, 441), goals (8th, 260), penalty minutes (3rd, 1535), playoff 
points (4th, 61) and playoff goals (1st, 34).
Clark announced his retirement as a player on June 29, 2000 and 
he is certainly one of the most beloved Toronto Maple Leafs over 
the past 25 years. On November 2, 2000, Clark was named a 
community representative for the organization. Along with Darryl 
Sittler, Clark represents the hockey club in all areas of Marketing, 
Community Relations, and Alumni Relations.

	 After taking control of the Toronto St. Pats in the back half of the 1920s, Major Conn Smythe’s 
aspirations as founder and owner of the new Toronto Maple Leafs required a centerpiece player. 
For the team to perform to his high standards on the ice, and at the gate, Smythe needed Charlie 
Conacher. His signing paid instant dividends. Patrolling the right side up front, Charlie Conacher was 
the Maple Leafs first player worthy of superstar status in National Hockey League circles. 
The former Toronto Marlboro is best remembered as the right-winger on the famous “Kid Line” 
along with Joe Primeau and Harvey (Busher) Jackson. The prolific trio dominated the NHL’s scoring 
race during their prime and he was named either a First or Second Team All-Star at right wing from 
1932 to 1936. Conacher led the team in goals during the regular season and the playoffs when the 

Maple Leafs christened Smythe’s new hockey palace, Maple Leaf Gardens, with a Stanley Cup 
championship in 1932. With Conacher and defenceman King Clancy leading the Blue and 

White charges, the club won the Canadian Division championship four times and the 
team played in five Stanley Cup Finals during the 1930s.
During a nine-year career with Toronto, Charlie Conacher led the National Hockey League 
in goals on five occasions and he led the circuit in points in 1934 and 1935.

Blessed with good size and a heavy shot, “The Big Bomber” captained the Maple Leafs 
in 1937-38. The NHL’s best right-winger during the 1930s scored the first-ever goal by a 

Maple Leaf at Maple Leaf Gardens and he continued a torrid goal scoring pace on 
the way to becoming the first Maple Leaf to reach the 200 goal plateau.

Conacher ranks 13th on the club’s all-time goals list (200). He is the only Maple 
Leaf in team history to record a three-goal game (10 times), a four-goal game 
(three times), and a five-goal game.
Charlie Conacher was the best hockey player in one of Canada’s great athletic 
families. Brothers Roy, Charlie and Lionel are all members of the Hockey Hall 
of Fame, while Charlie’s son, Peter, and Lionel’s son, Brian, also played in 
the NHL.

	 Hap Day epitomized the pride of the Toronto Maple Leafs over a 33-year association with the  
hockey club. He has the distinction of being the only person to serve as the team’s captain, coach and 
general manager.
While playing with the Maple Leafs predecessors, the Toronto St. Pats, Day played left wing on a line 
with Jack Adams and Babe Dye before being converted to a defenceman. An original Maple Leaf when 
the team was founded in February 1927, Day served as team captain for the first Stanley Cup winning 
team (1932) which came five months after the opening of Maple Leaf Gardens. 
His 10-year term as team captain from 1927-28 to 1936-37 is the third-longest tenure in team history 
behind only George Armstrong and Mats Sundin. He tied an NHL record for defencemen on November 19, 
1929 at Pittsburgh by scoring four goals in one game.
Day’s legacy in Maple Leafs history is etched in the Original Six franchise’s first half-century Stanley Cup 
coaching record book. Only Scotty Bowman (9) and Toe Blake (8) have coached their NHL teams to more 
Stanley Cup titles. As coach, Day’s name can be found five times on the Stanley Cup by coaching 
the Blue and White to championships in 1942, 1945, 1947, 1948 and 1949 and he is the Maple 
Leafs all-time coaching leader in playoff wins with 49 and third in regular season wins 
with 259. The 1942 championship team is the only NHL Stanley Cup Final team to 
overcome a three-game deficit and remains only one of three teams to accomplish 
the feat in overall league playoff history. Under his guidance, the team’s glory years 
that rounded out the 1940s marked the first time an NHL team claimed the Stanley 
Cup in three straight campaigns.
Interestingly enough, when Maple Leaf Gardens opened in 1931, the personable and 
outgoing Day operated a pharmacy located just west of the main entrance. He retired 
from the New York Americans and the NHL in 1938 and turned to refereeing for a couple 
of years before embarking on his highly successful career as bench boss of the Leafs. 
Day also served as Conn Smythe’s assistant general manager in the 1950s.

	 Having won a Stanley Cup with Calgary in 1989, Doug Gilmour welcomed the opportunity to assume 
the lead role at both ends of the rink while playing closer to home in Toronto.
The Kingston, Ontario native joined the Blue and White from the Flames as the central figure in a 
10-player trade, still the largest swap of players in the history of the league on January 2, 1992. He 
became a two-way force and a Hart Trophy (Most Valuable Player) candidate twice while capturing 
the Frank J. Selke Trophy (Top Defensive Forward) for the resurgent Maple Leafs in 1992-93. His 
outstanding achievements with Toronto include: establishing the team’s career playoff points (77) 
and assists (60) records in just 52 playoff games, setting the team’s single season records for points 
(127) and assists (95) in 1992-93 and tying a club record by recording six assists in one regular season 
game (Babe Pratt was the other).
Gilmour became the Maple Leafs most prolific point producer since Darryl Sittler by placing seventh 

and fourth, respectively, in NHL points in 1992-93 and 1993-94. The inclusion 
in the Top 10 in league scoring marked the first such occasion since Sittler 

accomplished the feat in 1979-80. He also holds the highest regular-season 
points-per-game average in Maple Leafs history (1.15) and fans will always 
remember the 1993 double overtime playoff goal on home ice against Curtis 
Joseph of the Blues and the club record 16 points in the 1994 playoff series 

against the Sharks.
The centreman succeeded Wendel Clark as team captain for three 

years starting in 1994. He made an indelible mark in the community 
by donating $93 for each assist to the Children’s Wish Foundation, 
and other local youth charities, during his run at the assist and point 
records in the Maple Leafs’ record book from 1992 to 1994. 

Gilmour was selected to the club’s ‘Top 25 Players List’ during the 
team’s 75th Anniversary Season in 2001-02. 
He announced his retirement on September 8, 2003, six months  
after rejoining the Maple Leafs from the Montreal Canadiens at the  
NHL trade deadline.
Gilmour will be presented with hockey’s highest honour on 
November 14, 2011; induction to the Hockey Hall of Fame.

	 Opposition forwards experienced a great deal of angst when the schedule presented a matchup 
against the Toronto Maple Leafs and strongman, Tim Horton. During much of Horton’s superb career in 
a Maple Leafs uniform, he was recognized as one of the strongest players in the game and one of the 
league’s best defencemen.
A product of the Maple Leafs farm system, the St. Michael’s College graduate was talented enough to 
rush the puck effectively and he possessed a very accurate slapshot from the point. Horton joined the 
Maple Leafs in 1952-53 for good after an apprenticeship with Pittsburgh in the American Hockey League. 
In just his second season in the National Hockey League, he was named a Second-Team All-Star. Horton 
and defence partner Allan Stanley later formed the backbone of a strong blueline corps that sipped from 
Lord Stanley’s mug on four occasions during the 1960s. 
Not surprisingly, Horton is the ultimate “Maple Leafs Ironman”. He holds the franchise record 
for playing in 486 consecutive games from February 11, 1961 to February 4, 1968. Horton 
would compete in 1,185 games over parts of 20 seasons. He trails only George Armstrong 
on the team’s lists for ‘most seasons played’ and ‘most games played’. He ranks third 
among all-time team defencemen with 109 goals, 349 assists, and 458 points in the regular 
season. He was the first player to play in 1,000 games for Toronto.
Horton is 14th on the team’s all-time regular season points list and 15th on the 
franchise’s playoff points list with 41. No other defenceman has played in more playoff 
games than the 97 played by Horton. During the successful 1962 Stanley Cup title run, 
Horton led the entire team during the post season with 13 assists and 16 points in 
12 games. Chicago centreman Stan Mikita was the only player to have more points 
that spring.
Born Miles Gilbert Horton, the hockey legend is perhaps best remembered today 
for his popular Tim Hortons coffee shops which he started during his playing days.

	 Red Kelly’s talent and versatility were never more evident by the way he successfully converted to 
the centre position with Toronto after all-star service on the blue line of the Detroit Red Wings. After 
his arrival in 1960 from the Red Wings, Kelly’s winning habits were a key ingredient in four Stanley Cup 
championships in eight seasons for the Toronto Maple Leafs. This championship total ‘book-ended’ the 
four he had already achieved in his celebrated tenure in the Motor City. 
Upon his arrival to the Maple Leafs, trainer Tommy Nayler felt that Kelly should wear the number four 
since it was worn with great distinction earlier by Hap Day, Bob Davidson and Harry Watson. Nayler’s 
instincts were on the mark. Thriving in his new role down the middle, Kelly accumulated the most 
playoff points (55) of any Maple Leaf during the dynasty of the 1960s. A three-time 20-goal man with 
Toronto, Kelly led the team in assists twice and he was an extremely effective pivot playing on a line 
with dynamic goal scorer, Frank Mahovlich.

Kelly, roundly recognized as one of the game’s most honourable men, was a four-time 
recipient of the NHL’s Lady Byng Trophy, including one captured in 1960-61 as a Maple 
Leaf. The trophy is in recognition for his sportsmanship and gentlemanly conduct. 
Following in the footsteps of many Toronto standouts, Kelly would also make his 
mark in the club’s all-time coaching register. In 1976, Maple Leaf followers will fondly 
recall Kelly’s ‘pyramid power’ –an attempt to harness power by placing pyramids 

beneath their bench-during the club’s postseason. His clubs would earn playoff berths 
in each of his four seasons behind the bench from 1973 to 1977 and they advanced to the 

second round on three of those occasions. He posted 133 regular season coaching wins 
which places him in a tie for fifth place with Pat Burns on the team’s all-time wins list.

As a tribute to his contribution to the game, Kelly was elected to the Hall of 
Fame after only two seasons instead of the customary five seasons at that 
time. He also served two terms in Canada’s Parliament (1962 to 1965) during 
his playing days with Toronto.

	 During the 1940s, the backbone of the first team in NHL history to capture three consecutive 
Stanley Cups was Ted (Teeder) Kennedy. The Maple Leafs closed out the decade with championships 
in 1947, 1948 and 1949. Kennedy was the captain of the victorious 1949 and 1951 squads and his third 
period goal in Game Six of the 1947 Stanley Cup Final proved to be the game-winning goal against the 
Montreal Canadiens to start the dynasty.
Kennedy played 14 seasons in the NHL, all of them with the Toronto Maple Leafs. During the war 
period, Kennedy began his career in the 1942-43 season after the Maple Leafs acquired his rights from 
the Montreal Canadiens in exchange for Frankie Eddolls. Kennedy was the second-youngest player to 
wear the Toronto uniform and he would go on to serve as the Maple Leafs’ team captain from 1948 to 
1955, and again briefly in 1956-57 after coming out of retirement.  
All-time among Maple Leafs players, he ranks eighth in assists, ninth in points, 10th in goals and 15th 
in games played. In the playoffs, he played 78 career games scoring 60 points (29 goals, 31 assists). 
Kennedy sits fourth in Maple Leafs all-time playoff goals and sixth in all-time playoff points. He led or 
tied the Leafs in playoff points on six occasions and he led the club in playoff goals in 1945 and 1948.
Kennedy became only the second Maple Leaf (Babe Pratt the other in 1944) to claim the Hart Trophy 
as the NHL’s Most Valuable Player in 1955 and he was selected three times to the NHL’s Second  
All-Star Team (1950, 1951 and 1954). 
On October 3, 1993 at Maple Leaf Gardens, Ted Kennedy and Syl Apps were the initial honourees 
chosen as part of the Maple Leafs new approach of honouring former greats with special 
banner raising ceremonies. Numerous other worthy Maple Leafs have been similarly 
saluted in proceeding seasons. 
Maple Leafs founder Conn Smythe put it best when he aptly declared that  
Ted Kennedy was the greatest competitor in hockey and the ‘quintessential’ 
Toronto Maple Leaf.

	 Longtime loyalists of the Blue and White are hard pressed to name a player that possessed the raw 
speed, finesse, size and power of left-winger Frank Mahovlich. “The Big M” began his National Hockey 
League career with the Toronto Maple Leafs in 1957-58 and he claimed the Calder Trophy as Rookie 
of the Year ahead of Chicago’s legendary Bobby Hull. Mahovlich played 11 seasons for the Maple Leafs 
and was a member of four Stanley Cup winning teams in Toronto.  
With Toronto, Mahovlich was selected to the year-end NHL All-Star Team six times, which is a club 
record shared with Borje Salming and Tim Horton. A consistent scorer, he led the Leafs in goals in 
each season from 1961 to 1966 and he led the club in points on five occasions. He became the first 
Maple Leaf to reach the 40-goal plateau (48 in 1961) and he earned 22 total points in his six combined 
Stanley Cup Final appearances under coach Punch Imlach. The strapping forward netted 55 career 
game-winning goals during the regular season, third best among all-time Maple Leafs.

The St. Michael’s Majors product ranks among the Maple Leafs franchise all-time 
leaders in games played (13th), goals (6th-tie), assists (14th), and points (7th). He 

is tied for sixth on the club’s playoff points list with 60 and his 36 career playoff 
assists are the most of any Maple Leafs’ left-winger.
Mahovlich reached true superstar status in October 1962, when Jim Norris, owner 

of the Chicago Blackhawks, offered $1 million for his services. After much fan 
outcry, the deal was turned down and Toronto captured three more Stanley Cups 

in the decade with the big winger in the fold.
Mahovlich was a member of Team Canada for the historic 1972 Summit Series 
against the Soviet Union. In 1974, and after tenures in Detroit and Montreal, 
Mahovlich joined the Toronto Toros of the World Hockey Association, and then 
retired from professional hockey in 1978.  
Mahovlich was made a Member of the Order of Canada in 1994, and in 1998 in 
recognition of his class on and off the ice, he was appointed to the Canadian 

Senate by then Prime Minister Jean Chretien.

	 Borje Salming was a hockey pioneer in the truest sense of the word. His ascension to prominence 
in 1973 paved the way for European players to play in North America in subsequent seasons and he 
proved to be a courageous, durable two-way defenceman in a physical era when he first joined the 
National Hockey League. 
Salming was signed as a free agent by the Toronto Maple Leafs on May 3, 1973, and by the end of his 
first season in 1973-74, he was on his way to stardom in North America. The defenceman scored 39 
points (five goals, 34 assists) in 76 games during his rookie year. Not only blessed with outstanding 
hockey talent, Salming forged an outstanding 16-year career in Toronto through determination and 
a strong will. 
Salming remains as one of the franchise’s all-time leaders in many statistical categories including: 
First in assists (620), fourth in points (768), third in games played (1,099), fifth in penalty minutes 
(1,292), and 12th in playoff points (49). Among all-time club defencemen, he is first in 
goals (148), assists and points. By reaching the 1,000 NHL game plateau, he became 
the first European-trained player in league history to reach the milestone.
The two-time runner-up for the James Norris Trophy (NHL’s best defenceman) was 
named to the NHL Second All-Star Team five times and the First-Team once. The 
six All-Star selections is a team-high mark shared by only Frank Mahovlich and Tim 
Horton. Salming achieved the feat in six consecutive seasons while sharing the 
limelight with accomplished NHL defencemen such as Bobby Orr, Brad Park, 
Larry Robinson and Denis Potvin.
Salming also enjoyed a decorated international hockey career outside 
of his long NHL service and, in 1996, he became the first Swedish-
born player inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame.

	 Darryl Sittler’s heroics on a very competitive hockey club in the 1970s created heartwarming 
memories for legions of Toronto Maple Leafs fans, memories that remain to this day.
The centreman is remembered for two of the most historic performances in the history of the National 
Hockey League. On February 7, 1976, the captain scored six goals and added four assists for an NHL 
record total of 10 points in a game versus the Boston Bruins at Maple Leaf Gardens. That spring, the 

team leader also joined Maurice Richard and Newsy Lalonde in hockey history by tying 
a league record with five goals in a playoff win against the Philadelphia Flyers. 
In September of that same year, Sittler also scored on a dramatic, individual 
effort as Team Canada defeated Czechoslovakia in overtime to capture the 1976 
Canada Cup at the Forum in Montreal.

Sittler was Toronto’s first choice, eighth overall, in the 1970 Amateur Draft 
and, later that autumn, he would embark on a career that would lead him, at 
the time, ahead of Dave Keon to the top of the Leafs’ all-time points list, and 

goal scoring list. In 844 games with Toronto he recorded 389 goals and 527 
assists for 916 points. In the team record book, he currently ranks; ninth 

in games played, second in goals, third in assists, second in points, 
sixth in game-winning goals, first in hat tricks (18), fourth in playoff 
points (65), seventh in playoff goals (25-tied) and second in playoff 

assists (40). In 1977-78, he amassed career-highs in points (117), 
goals (45), assists (72) and penalty minutes (100). Sittler became 
the first Maple Leaf to crack the 100-point barrier in a single season 

while playing the pivot on a dynamic, high-scoring line with wingers 
Lanny McDonald and Errol Thompson during the mid-seventies.  
He would lead the club in points for eight consecutive seasons from 
1973 to 1980.
After Sittler’s playing career, he returned to the organization on 
August 8, 1991 and he continues to represent the Maple Leafs in the 
areas of Marketing, Community Relations, and Alumni Relations.

	 The ‘Top 25 Players List’ was unveiled by the Original Six franchise on September 30, 2001. Compiled 
by a committee of hockey experts, the list honoured the players who made lasting contributions in the 
Blue and White.

The voting committee was established for the purpose of gaining selections from individuals that 
watched thousands of Toronto Maple Leafs games. The 14 person committee at the time consisted of 
longtime hockey writers, Milt Dunnell, George Gross, Scott Morrison, John Iaboni, Frank Orr and Brian 
McFarlane; broadcasters Joe Bowen, Howie Meeker and Harry Neale; televison producer Mark Askin; NHL 
executive and former Maple Leafs’ general manager Jim Gregory; hockey publisher Dan Diamond; and 
representatives of two distinguished hockey families, Tommy Smythe and Frank Selke, Jr.  

The committee was not asked to rank the players or select the best players at each position. Based 
on final voting from the committee, the following players were recognized as “The Top 25 Players” in 
franchise history.

Syl Apps: Captain and Calder Trophy winner 
averaged a point a game and played on three 
Stanley Cup winners. 
George Armstrong: Longest-serving captain 
played in the most career games as a Maple 
Leaf and won four Stanley Cups.
Max Bentley: Member of three Stanley Cup 
teams and was inducted in 1966 to the Hall 
of Fame.
Johnny Bower: Four-time winner of the 
Stanley Cup is second on the club’s wins and 
games played list.
Walter ‘Turk’ Broda: Five-time Cup winner 
is Leafs all-time leader in wins, shutouts and 
games played in goal.
FranK ‘King’ Clancy: Served the Leafs as a 
First-Team All-Star twice and later as coach.
Wendel Clark: Captain leads all Maple Leafs 
in career playoff goals.
Charlie Conacher: Captain and a member 
of Leafs’ first Stanley Cup winner led NHL in 
scoring in consecutive seasons.
Clarence ‘Hap’ Day: The only man to serve as 
captain, coach and general manager for the club.
Doug Gilmour: Captain and Selke Trophy winner 
leads all Maple Leafs in career playoff points.
Reginald ‘Red’ Horner: Captain was elected 
to the Hall of Fame in 1965.
Tim Horton: Second on the team’s all-time 
games played list and an NHL First Team  
All-Star three times. 
Harvey ‘Busher’ Jackson: Member of 
the ‘Kid Line’ of the 1930’s and the only Leaf 
to be named to the NHL First All-Star Team  
four times.

Leonard ‘Red’ Kelly: A four-time Stanley 
Cup champion and the leading point producer in 
the playoffs during the 1960’s.
Ted ‘Teeder’ Kennedy: Captain played on five 
Stanley Cup winners and one of only two Leafs 
to win the Hart Trophy (1955).
Dave Keon: Captain is the only Leaf winner of 
the Conn Smythe Trophy (1967) and third on the 
club’s all-time points list. 
Frank Mahovlich: Calder Trophy winner 
played on four Stanley Cup winners.
Lanny McDonald: Recorded three straight 
seasons of 40 or more goals.
Bob Pulford: Eighth on Leafs all-time point 
list and seventh in games played. 
Borje Salming: The club’s all-time assist 
leader and either an NHL First or Second Team 
All-Star on six occasions.
Darryl Sittler: Captain is second on the 
franchise’s all-time points and goals list. He’s 
the NHL record-holder for most points in a 
game with 10.
Allan Stanley: A three-time Second Team 
All-Star was a member of four Stanley Cup 
teams.
Mats Sundin: Captain is the club leader in 
points, goals, and game-winners and led the 
team in points 12 times. The fastest Maple Leaf 
to reach the 500-point plateau.
Jim Thomson: Captain played on four Stanley 
Cup winning teams and was a Second Team 
All-Star twice.
Rick Vaive: Captain recorded three straight 
50-goals seasons and was the first to hit the 
50-goal mark.

Anderson (Business Manager), Bob Haggert (Trainer), Tom Nayler (Assistant Trainer), Karl 
Elieff (Physiotherapist), Richard Smythe (Mascot).

Notes: Dave Keon became the first and only Leaf ever to win the Conn Smythe Trophy as playoff 
MVP, earning the honour on the basis of an outstanding defensive performance… Jim Pappin led 
the NHL playoffs in goals (7) and points (15), including four goals and four assists in the Stanley Cup 
Final… With an average age of 31 and derided as an “over the hill” team by the press, Toronto sported 
the oldest lineup to win the Stanley Cup to that time… Johnny Bower, the oldest player in the NHL, was 
42 and Allan Stanley was 41… Terry Sawchuk and Bower split time between the pipes for the Maple 
Leafs in the Final, each making their mark on the series… Sawchuk suffered the loss in Game 1 before 
Bower recorded a shutout in Game 2 and backstopped Toronto to a 3-2 overtime win in Game 3, which 
has been described as “one of the most exciting games ever played”… Sawchuk then replaced an 
injured Bower prior to Game 4 and played the rest of the series, including a 41-save performance in 
the deciding Game 6… Al Smith was called up from the minors to serve as a back-up goaltender in 
Game’s 4 and 5, while Bower returned as a back-up for Game 6… It was the last Stanley Cup of the 
NHL’s ‘Original Six’ as the league would double in size with the addition of six new expansion teams 

for the 1967-68 season… Mid-way through the 1966-67 
season, the Maple Leafs suffered a 10-game losing streak 
and Punch Imlach had to take time off to recover from 
trauma and strain… King Clancy took over as temporary 
head coach and the team went 7-1-2, climbing back 
into the playoff picture and staying there when Imlach 
returned… The Leafs introduced a new jersey just before 
the playoffs in 1967, featuring an 11-point leaf (like that on 
Canada’s flag) in place of the former 35-point leaf.

During the hockey season, the Maple Leafs’ Media Information Line provides daily updated team information such 
as player transactions, media availability times, practice times and locations.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS:
Full season media credentials are issued to those members of the media who regularly cover the Toronto Maple 
Leafs. Approved media will receive a full season media credential prior to the conclusion of training camp. The 
credential is valid for all Maple Leaf home games, practices and game-day morning skates.

Single game media credentials will be issued on a priority basis to media covering game-related stories, on  
deadline only. Requests must be made to Pat Park by e-mail (ppark@torontomapleleafs.com) at least 24 hours 
prior to game time.

Credentials must be worn in a visible manner by all members of the approved media.

Media intent on covering the team on the road must notify Aaron Gogishvili (agogishvili@torontomapleleafs.com) 
of the Maple Leafs’ Communications Department in order to guarantee road accreditation. Notification should be 
no later than one day before the game.

MEDIA BROADCAST VEHICLES AT AIR CANADA CENTRE:
Building security will not permit any media broadcast vehicles, satellite uplink trucks, company and personal vehicles 
to park on the East or West Plaza of the arena on game nights as per NHL and Air Canada Centre security regulations. 
Vehicles will be subject to ticketing and towing at the discretion of the Security staff.

LIVE BROADCAST POLICY:
Media may broadcast live from the public areas on Bay Street. Media is not permitted to broadcast live from 
inside the arena or the Galleria unless a feed has been arranged through the Air Canada Centre staff. Broadcasters 
requesting a live feed from inside the arena must use arena facilities and book their request through Kathy 
Spencer at Sure Connect at (416) 543-8429 (cellular) or (866) 805-9013 (office). Other than the game rights holder, 
broadcasters are not permitted to use the arena bowl as a backdrop for a live feed within 30 minutes prior to the 
start of the game as per NHL regulations.

MEDIA ENTRANCE:
The Media Entrance (Door 2B) on game nights is located directly beside Gate 2 at the northeast end of Air Canada 
Centre. Access for the media will commence two and half hours before the start of the game. Gate 2 is the media 
entrance for all practices and morning skates.

FOSTER HEWITT MEDIA GONDOLA AND SEATING:
Seating in the Foster Hewitt Media Gondola must be requested to Pat Park no later than 24 hours prior to a game. 
The gondola is located on the south end of the building, opposite the team benches. For access to the gondola, 
members of the media can take a dedicated elevator located on the southwest end of the event level (dressing room 
and Rogers Media Centre level).

STROBE LIGHTS/PHOTOGRAPHY:
Strobe photographers must contact Laura Leite (416-815-5455) of the Maple Leafs’ Media Relations department to 
arrange payment method. A limited number of strobe light sets are available at Air Canada Centre on a first-come, 
first-served basis, at the discretion of the Leafs’ Media Relations Staff.

PHOTOGRAPHY POSITIONS:
Section 108 in the red level (centre-ice opposite both team benches) is the designated area for non-ice level shooting 
positions.Shooting positions are unassigned in this area. A maximum of three photographers may shoot the pre-
game warm-ups from the players’ benches at one time (one on the Leaf bench and two on the visitors bench or 
vice versa).

Maple Leaf team photographer Graig Abel will assign ice-level shooting positions on game days. Shooting positions 
will remain the same throughout all games unless notified otherwise. Ice level positions in the southeast corner 
of the rink (Maple Leafs’ net for two periods and on the penalty box side) will be restricted to three cameras. The 
arrangement will allow either two television rights holder handheld cameras and one still photographer, or one 
television rights holder camera and two still photographers.

General Media Information

INTRODUCTION
Air Canada Centre is Canada’s premier sports and 
entertainment venue and home to the Toronto Maple 
Leafs Hockey Club, Toronto Raptors Basketball Club 
and the Toronto Rock Lacrosse Team. Air Canada 
Centre first opened its doors in February 1999 and 
over its 12-year history, it has been recognized with 
more than 25 industry awards and has hosted over 
30 million fans over to 2,000 events including Leafs, 
Raptors and Rock games, as well as concerts and 
live events.

LOCATION
Air Canada Centre is connected to Union Station and 
the underground pedestrian PATH system, providing 
easy access to public transportation (TTC, subway 
and GO Transit) for fans attending events.

ARENA FEATURES
Air Canada Centre completed an extensive $48 million 
revitalization and renovation on its west side in time for 
the 2009-10 season. The expanded area called the Atrium 
has created a multi-tiered concourse that includes retail 
stores, food and beverage concessions, including (Brian) 
Burkie’s Doghouse gourmet hot dog stand. 
The Atrium is also home to a new high-definition 
broadcast studio for Leafs TV, Raptors NBA TV and 
GOLTV.

Air Canada Centre remains the only arena 
in North America to house three of its own exclusive 
award-winning restaurants— the Platinum Club, Air 
Canada Club and the Hot Stove Club. The restaurants, 
along with themed concession stands and kiosks 
offer a diversity of food and beverages that capture 
Toronto’s multicultural flavour. Two in-house bars, 
the recently renovated Ice Box and Molson, which 
has its own micro-brewery, are favourite spots where 
fans can meet friends before the game or for a drink 
between periods.

ACCESSIBILITY
As the proud recipient of the Jeff Adams Award of 
Excellence for facility accessibility, Air Canada Centre 
has dedicated accessible seating areas for disabled 
guests and their companions located throughout the 
building, providing maximum flexibility and pricing 
selection. All ticket and vendor windows, as well as 
the public washrooms are wheelchair accessible with 
accommodating counter heights and lower urinals 
equipped with grab bars. TTY phones are available 
on both the 100 and 300 levels with all payphones 
equipped with volume control. Braille and tactile 
signage is also used throughout the arena.

FAN CONSIDERATION
Air Canada Centre is committed to ensuring that the 
arena remains at the top of its game and its guests 
have a great fan experience. The arena’s intimacy is 
felt from the moment fans walk inside the building. 
The seating pitch is steeper than most, creating the 
very best sightlines for hockey. All Air Canada Centre 
seats are fully upholstered and 19-20” wide.

Since opening in 1999, millions of dollars have been 
invested in upgrading Air Canada Centre’s features 
to keep the venue state-of-the-art and to keep fans 
excited and coming back. 

The arena’s top-notch acoustic technology has been 
further enhanced through a new state-of-the-art 
BOSE sound system. A new seating retract system 
installed last year has dramatically reduced the 
arena’s conversion time enabling the facility to move 
from hockey to basketball (and visa versa) mode in a 
matter of hours. 

A new high-definition scoreboard and display system 
was installed in 2008 at a cost of $8 million. The 
system allows fans to feel much closer to the action 
thereby enhancing their hockey and basketball 
experience. Manufactured by Mitsubishi, Air Canada 
Centre’s videoboard is the first of its kind in North 
America, with video screens that are 10 feet high and 
16 feet wide. The high-definition videoboard screens 
deliver a top quality picture to all four corners of the 
arena with 414,720 LEDs on a single screen and 800% 
more LED display space. When combined with Air 
Canada Centre’s 360 degree surface mounted LED 
video message board, it brings the total number of 
LEDs inside the arena to 2,293,760.

Air Canada Centre’s broadcast, satellite and video 
facilities provide the 790 LG televisions throughout 
the building with live game action and replays. Other  
fan-friendly features include a dedicated 50 milliWatt 
radio transmitter enabling fans to listen to play-
by-play action and colour commentary while in the 
building and the high-grade acrylic rinkboard glass 
system providing fans with improved sight lines and 
greater safety.

COMMITMENT TO THE ENVIRONMENT
Reflecting a commitment to reduce its environmental footprint and sustainability, Air Canada Centre and 
Maple Leaf Sports & Entertainment have teamed up to Go Green through its long-term investment to investing 
more than $5 million over a five-year period for greening initiatives and programs for Air Canada Centre. The 
venue’s environmental initiatives include: reducing its energy consumption and its greenhouse gas emissions by  
30 percent, re-engineering Air Canada Centre’s mechanical and electrical operations and implementing a waste 
diversion program. To date, Air Canada Centre’s greening efforts have resulted in a total waste diversion increase 
of 25 percent or nearly 237 tonnes of plastics, glass, paper and organics.

Linked to Air Canada Centre by an enclosed glass bridge, Maple Leaf Square is home to Real Sports Bar 
& Grill, the Leafs official team store - Real Sports Apparel, the Hotel Le Germain, a 48,000 square foot 
Longo’s grocery store and Toronto’s newest fine dining destination – e11even.  Modern, sophisticated and 
elegant, e11even embraces Toronto’s energy in the heart of the sports and  entertainment district. It is 
also home to Canada’s only female Master Sommelier.

The large public area between Maple Leaf Square and Air Canada Centre (the ‘square’) creates a larger 
significant stage for fans to enjoy and will help attract major sports and entertainment events to Toronto.  
Since opening last year, the Square has hosted season kick-off tailgate parties, a Sports Day and Movies 
in the Square.

   Located at Maple Leaf Square and adjacent to Air Canada Centre, 
Real Sports Bar & Grill is the most authentic sports experience you 
can get outside the rink, court and playing field. It’s a place where 
sports heroes gather and fans can live the dream. 

Offering an extensive menu ranging from premium items to 
traditional sports bar fare and 112 taps featuring over 29 brands of 
beer, the 25,000 square-foot sports bar is also home to 199 High 
Definition televisions and two-story 32-foot HD screen. 

MAPLE LEAF SQUARE

   Maple Leaf Square, is home to Real Sports Apparel, the largest 
licensed apparel store in Toronto and the official, dedicated 
team shop of the Toronto Maple Leafs, Toronto Raptors and 
Toronto FC. The 9,000 square-foot store offers authentic and 
exclusive collections from all three teams, as well as a wide 
range of licensed merchandise from the NHL, NBA, MLS, MLB, 
NFL, UFC and more.

Real Sports Apparel also offers on-site jersey personalization 
with name and number application and a range of exclusive 
items from the Real Sports Collectibles line.

The NHL’s annual Draft Drawing is a weighted lottery system to determine the order of selection for the first 14 
picks of the 2012 Entry Draft. 

The 14 teams that did not qualify for the Stanley Cup Playoffs, or clubs that acquired those clubs’ 2012 first-round 
draft picks, participate in the Drawing. 

The Club selected in the drawing may not move up more than four positions in the draft order, thus only the five 
Clubs with the fewest regular-season points have the opportunity to receive the first overall selection. 

No Club can move down more than one position as a result of the 
Draft Drawing.   

In the first round of the 2012 Entry Draft, the order of selection is as follows:

#7, #3 vs. #6 and #4 vs. #5 in the Conference Quarterfinal round. Home-ice in the Conference Quarterfinals is 
granted to those teams seeded first through fourth in each conference.

– �In the Conference Semifinals and Conference Finals, teams will be reseeded according to the same criteria as the 
Conference Quarterfinals (division leaders will be seeded first and granted home-ice advantage while the remain-
ing teams will be seeded in order of regular-season points).

– �Home-ice advantage in the Stanley Cup series will be determined by points. All series remain best-of-seven.

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Entry Level Players 
1.	� Players 18 through 21 years of age when signing their first contract must remain in the entry-level system for 

a period of three years; players age 22 and 23 when signing their first contract are in the entry level system for 
two years; while those age 24 when signing their first contract are in the entry level system for one year.  Age 
is defined as the player’s age on September 15 of the calendar year in which he signs the contract, regardless 
of his actual age on the date he signs such contract.

2.	� In the event that a signed 18 or 19-year-old player does not play a minimum of 10 NHL games (regular season 
and/or playoffs) in his first season under contract, the term of his player contract and his number of years in 
the entry level system will be extended for a period of one year.  The exception to this is a 19-year-old player 
who turns 20 years of age between September 16 and December 31 in his first contract year.  

3.	� In the event that a player signs his first contract at age 18 and has had his Player Contract extended for one 
season already, and such player does not play at least 10 NHL games (regular season and/or playoffs) in the 
second season under that player’s Player Contract, then the term of his Player Contract and his number of 
years in the Entry Level System shall be extended for one additional year. 

23-Man Roster 
There may be a maximum of 23 players on each Club’s playing roster at any one time from the commencement 
of the NHL regular season through the trade deadline.  Prior to the start of the season, each Club must submit to 
the NHL its “Opening Day Playing Roster” which shall be comprised of not more than 23 players.  Each Club must 
have a roster of at least 20 players, composed of 18 skaters and two goaltenders.  Players on Injured Reserve do 
not count in the 23-Man Roster limit.  

Injured Reserve List 
In the event that a player is injured and a Club wishes to place him on the Injured Reserve List, the Club must 
follow these procedures. 

1.	� A Club may place a player on the injured reserve list if such player is injured, disabled or ill and unable to 
perform his duties as a hockey player after having passed the Club’s initial physical examination in that 
season.

2.	� A player who has an injury that renders him physically unable to play for a minimum of seven days after that 
date of the injury can be placed on the Club’s Injured Reserve List.  Once a player is placed on the injured 
reserve, the Club may replace said player on its NHL roster with another player.  All determinations that a 
player has suffered an injury warranting injured reserve status must be made by the Club’s medical staff and 
in accordance with the Club’s medical standards.

3.	� A player placed on Injured Reserve is ineligible to compete in NHL games for a period of not less than seven 
days from the date of injury.

4.	� Players on Injured Reserve may attend Club meetings and meals, travel with the Club and participate in 
practice sessions.

5.	� Players on Injured Reserve are prohibited from appearing in games, participating in pre-game warm-ups with 
their Clubs, or dressing in game uniforms on game days. 

Regular Season Waivers 
For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers, the five (5) year exemption for an 18 year old skater and 
the four (4) year exemption for a 19 year old skater shall both be reduced to three (3) years commencing the first 
season that the 18 or 19 year old skater plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or more. The next two (2) seasons, regardless 
of whether the skater plays any NHL Games in either season, shall count as the second and third years toward 
satisfying the exemption. For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers, the six (6) year exemption for 
an 18 year old goalie and the five (5) year exemption for a 19 year old goalie shall both be reduced to four (4) years 
commencing the first season that the 18 or 19 year old goalie plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or more. The next three 
(3) seasons, regardless of whether the goalie plays any NHL Games in any of those three (3) seasons, shall count as 
the next three (3) years toward satisfying the exemption.

The first season in which a Player who is age 20 or older plays in one (1) or more Professional Games shall constitute 
the first year for calculating the number of years he is exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers.

A Player 25 years old or older who plays in one (1) or more Professional Games in any season shall be exempt from 
Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers for the remainder of that season.

Tie-Breaking Procedures (NHL By-Law 27.3) 
At the conclusion of the regular Schedule of Championship Games the standing of the teams in each Conference 
shall be determined in accordance with the following priorities in the order listed: 

a)	 First place in each of the three divisions seeded 1, 2 and 3. 

b)	 The higher number of points earned by the Club. 

c)	 The greater number of games won by the Club (excluding games won in the Shootout).

d)	� The higher number of points earned in games against each other among two or more Clubs having equal 
standing under priorities (b) and (c). 

e)	 The greater differential between goals scored for and against by clubs having equal standing under priority (d).

2011-12 Critical Dates
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Assist: An assist is awarded to the player or players (maximum of two) who touched the puck prior to the goal, 
provided no defender plays or possesses the puck in between.

Game Played: A player receives credit for playing in a game if: i) he steps on the ice during time played or; ii) 
serves any penalty.

Game-Winning Goal: After the final score has been determined, the goal which leaves the winning Club one 
goal ahead of its opponent is the game-winning goal (example: if Team A beats Team B 8-3, the player scor-
ing the fourth goal for Team A receives credit for the game-winning goal).

Goal: A goal is awarded to the last player on the scoring Club to touch the puck prior to the puck entering 
the net.

Goals-Against Average: Multiply goals allowed (GA) by 60 and divide by minutes played (MINS).  

Goaltender: A goaltender receives a “W” for a win in regulation, overtime or shootout; an “L” for a loss in 
regulation; or an “OT” for a loss in overtime or shootout.

Penalty-Killing Pct.: Subtract total number of power-play goals allowed from total number of shorthanded 
situations to get total number of power-plays killed.  Divide the total number of power-plays killed by the 
total number of shorthanded situations.

Plus-Minus: A player receives a “plus” if he is on the ice when his Club scores an even-strength or shorthand 
goal.  He receives a “minus” if he is on the ice for an even-strength or shorthand goal scored by the opposing 
Club.  The difference in these numbers is considered the player’s plus-minus statistic.

Power-Play Goal: A goal scored by a Club while it has a manpower advantage due to an opponent’s penalty.  
Following are some examples of what is and is not considered a power-play goal:
	 •	� if a Club has an advantage on a minor penalty starting at 2:02 of the period and it scores at 4:02, the 

goal is not a power-play goal.
	 •	 if a Club scores on a delayed penalty, the goal is not a power-play goal.
	 •	� if a Club has an advantage due to a five-minute major or match penalty, that Club is always credited 

with having one more advantage than the number of power-play goals it scores during that advan-
tage, because the penalty does not expire.  A new advantage begins after each power-play goal.  
For example, if Team A scores three goals during a major penalty, it is credited with four advantages.

	 •	 if a Club is on a power-play for any length of time, it is considered to have had an advantage.
	 •	� if a minor penalty is incurred by a Club on a power-play due to a major penalty, a new advantage is 

given to that Club when its minor penalty expires, provided the opponent’s major penalty is still in 
effect.

Power-Play Percentage: Total number of power-play goals divided by total number of power-play opportuni-
ties.

Save Percentage: Subtract goals allowed (GA) from shots against (SA) to determine saves.  Then divide saves 
by shots-against. 

Shooting Percentage: Divide the number of goals scored by the number of shots taken. 

Shorthand Goal: A goal scored by a Club while it is at a manpower disadvantage.  The same cases apply for 
shorthand as for power-play goals, but in the opposite manner.

Shot on Goal: If a player shoots the puck with the intention of scoring and if that shot would have gone in the 
net had the goaltender not stopped it, the shot is recorded as a “shot on goal”. 

Shutout: If two goaltenders combine for a shutout, neither receives credit for the shutout.  Instead it is 
recorded as a Club shutout.

Tenths of a Second: If a penalty or goal occurs in the last minute, the time is rounded off to the previous sec-
ond (ex:  if a penalty is called with 12.4 seconds left in a period, the time is indicated as 19:47 and not 19:48.)

Coaches Record: A coach receives a “W” for a win in regulation, overtime or shootout; an “L” for a loss in 
regulation; or an “OT” for a loss in overtime or shootout.

**Note: No individual skater/goaltender statistics apply for the shootout.

How to Figure

Abduction: Movement of a joint away from the center of the body.
AC Joint (Acromioclavicular joint): Joint of the shoulder where acromion process of the shoulder blade and 
the distal end of the collarbone meet; most shoulder separations occur at this point.
Adduction: Movement of a joint toward the center of the body.
Adhesion: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers to surrounding structures during immobilization following 
trauma or as a complication of surgery which restricts normal elasticity of the structures involved; or scar 
tissue which forms after trauma or surgery which can restrict normal motion.
Aerobic: Exercise in which energy needed is supplied by oxygen inspired and is required for sustained periods 
of vigorous exercise with a continually high pulse rate.
Anabolic Steroids: Steroids that promote tissue growth by creating protein in an attempt to enhance muscle 
growth. The main anabolic steroid is testosterone (male sex hormone).
Anaerobic: Exercise without the use of oxygen as an energy source; short bursts of vigorous exercise.
Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL): A primary stabilizing ligament within the center of the knee joint that 
prevents hyperextension and excessive rotation of the joint. A complete tear of the ACL necessitating recon-
struction could require up to 12 months of rehabilitation.
Anti Inflammatory: Any agent which prevents inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.
Arteriogram: A film demonstrating arteries after injection of a dye.
Arthrogram: X ray technique for joints using air and/or dye injected into the affected area; useful in diagnos-
ing meniscus tears of the knee and rotator cuff tears of the shoulder.
Arthroscope: An instrument used to visualize the interior of a joint cavity.
Arthroscopy: A surgical examination of the internal structures of a joint by means of observation through an 
arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure can be used to remove or repair damaged tissue or as a diagnostic 
procedure in order to inspect the extent of any damage or confirm a diagnosis.
Atrophy: To shrivel or shrink from disuse; as in muscular atrophy.
Baker’s Cyst: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in the back of the knee as a result of fluid that has escaped 
from the knee capsule. A Baker’s cyst indicates that there is a trauma inside the knee joint that leads to 
excessive fluid production.
Bone Scan: An imaging procedure in which a radioactive labeled substance is injected into the body to 
determine the status of a bone injury. If the radioactive substance is taken up by the bone at the injury site, 
the injury will show as a ‘hot spot’ on the scan image. The bone scan is particularly useful in the diagnosis 
of stress fractures.
Bursa: A fluid filled sac located in areas where friction is likely to occur.  The bursa sac minimizes the friction, 
for example, between a tendon and bone.
Cartilage: Smooth, slippery substance preventing two ends of bones from rubbing together and grating. Most 
joints use this to cover bones next to each other. A meniscus is made of cartilage.
CAT Scan (Computerized Tomography): Use of a computer to produce a cross-sectional view of the anatomi-
cal part being investigated from x ray data.
Chondromalacia: Roughening of the articular cartilage. Best known for the roughening of the underside of 
the kneecap, which can occur in any kneecap injury.
Clavicle: Collarbone; the bone connecting the breastbone with the shoulder blade.
Closed Reduction: Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation without surgery.
Coccyx: The ‘tailbone,’ a group of four vertebrae that are fused together to form a small triangular bone, 
located at the terminal end of the spine.
Concussion: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in dysfunction. It can be graded as mild, moderate or severe, 
depending on loss of consciousness, amnesia and loss of equilibrium.
Contusion: An injury to a muscle and tissues caused by a blow from a blunt object.
Corticosteroids: Used to suppress joint inflammation and inflammation in a bursa or near tendons.
Cryotherapy: A treatment with the use of cold.
Cyst: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semi solid matter.
Degenerative Joint Disease: Changes in the joint surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma and ‘wear and tear’.
Deltoid Ligament: Ligament that connects the tibia to bones of the medial aspect of the foot and is 
primarily responsible for stability of the ankle on the medial side. Is sprained less frequently than other 
ankle ligaments.
Deltoid Muscle: Muscles at the top of the arm, just below the shoulder, responsible for shoulder motions in 
the front, side and back.
Disc, Intervertebral: A flat, rounded plate between each vertebrae of the spine. The disc consists of a thick 
fiber ring which surrounds a soft gel like interior. It functions as a cushion and shock absorber for the spinal 
column.
Dislocation: Complete displacement of joint surfaces.
Electromyogram (EMG): Test to determine nerve function.
Epiconondylitis: Inflammation of tendons at the elbow due to overuse.  Common in tennis players (outer part 
of elbow) and golfers (inner part of elbow).

Medical Glossary
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Etiology: Study of the cause of injury and disease.
Extension: Action of straightening of a joint as achieved by an extensor muscle.
Fascia: A connective tissue sheath consisting of fibrous tissue and fat which unites the skin to the underly-
ing tissue.
Fat Percentage: The amount of body weight that is adipose, fat tissue. Fat percentage can be calculated by 
underwater weighing, measuring select skinfold thickness or by analyzing electrical impedance.
Femur: Thighbone; longest bone in the body.
Fibula: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg; runs from the knee to the ankle along the outside of the 
lower leg.
Flexibility: The ability of muscle to relax and yield to stretch forces.
Fracture: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of fractures include simple, compound, comminuted, green-
stick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal, oblique, open, stress or transverse.
Glenohumeral: The shoulder girdle; consists of the glenoid capsule, head of the humerus and labrum.
Glenoid: Cavity of the scapula into which the head of the humerus fits to form the shoulder girdle.
Glenoid Labrum: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue attached around the margin of the glenoid fossa.
Grade One Injury: A mild injury in which ligament, tendon or other musculoskeletal tissue may have been 
stretched, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.
Grade Two Injury: A moderate injury in which musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not totally torn, 
causing appreciable limitation in function of the injured tissue.
Grade Three Injury: A severe injury in which tissue loss has been significant, and in many cases, totally torn 
or otherwise disrupted, causing a virtual loss of function.
Groin: Junction of the thigh and abdomen, location of muscles that rotate, flex and adduct the hip.
Hammer Toe: Condition when the first digit of a toe is at a different angle that the remaining digits of the 
same toe.
Hamstring: Category of muscle that runs from the buttocks to the knee along the back of the thigh. It 
functions to flex the knee and is often times injured as a result of improper conditioning or lack of muscle 
flexibility.
Hemarthrosis: Accumulation of blood within a joint as a result of an acute injury.
Hematoma: Mass produced by an accumulation of coagulated blood in a cavity or in soft tissues.
High Ankle Sprain: Disruption of thick connective tissue between the tibia and fibula above the ankle joint.
Hip Pointer: Contusion to the iliac crest.
Hydrotherapy: Treatment using water.
Hyperextension: Extreme extension of a limb or body part.
Ice and Stimulation: Use of ice to reduce inflammation and muscle stimulation by surface electrodes to 
maintain muscle strength used in rehabilitation of injury.
Iliotibial Band: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs from the iliac crest to the knee joint on the outside of 
the thigh.
Inflammation: The body’s natural response to injury in which the injury site might display various degrees of 
pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss of function.
Isometric Contraction: Muscular contraction in which tension is developed but no mechanical work is done.
Labrum (Labrum Glenoidule): The cartilage of the glenoid cavity in the shoulder. A lip edged or lip like 
structure.
Lateral Collateral Ligament (LCL): Ligament of the knee along the outer aspect that connects the femur to 
the fibula. It provides lateral stability to the joint.
Ligament: Band of fibrous tissue that connects bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports and strength-
ens joints.
Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI): Imaging procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes certain elec-
trical elements of the injured tissue to react to this pulse and through this process a computer display and 
permanent film establish a visual image. MRI does not require radiation and is very useful in the diagnosis of 
soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.
Mandible: Jaw bone
Medial Collateral Ligament (MCL): Ligament of knee along the inner aspect that connects the femur to the 
tibia.
Meniscus: Crescent-shaped cartilage, usually pertaining to the knee joint; also known as cartilage. There 
are two menisci in the knee - medial and lateral. These work to absorb weight within the knee and provide 
stability.
Metacarpals: Five long bones of the hand, joining the fingers to the wrist.
Metatarsals: Five long bones of the foot, running from the ankle to the toes.
Myositis: Inflammation of a muscle.
Open Reduction: Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation with surgery.
Orthotic: Any device applied to or around the body of physical impairment of disability.  Commonly used to 
control foot mechanics. 

Medical Glossary

Osteochondritis Dessicans: A piece of bone and/or cartilage loosened from its attachment after trauma and 
a cause of a lesion.
Osteomyelitis: An inflammatory disease of bone caused usually by infection with streptococcus or staphy-
lococcus bacteria.
Patella: The kneecap. The patella functions to protect the distal end of the femur as well as increase the 
mechanical advantage and force generating capacities of the quadriceps muscle group.
Plantar Fasciitis: Inflammation of the plantar (a thick tissue on the bottom of the foot which helps create the 
arch) fascia; associated with overuse or acute foot injury.
Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL): A primary stabilizing ligament of the knee that provides significant sta-
bility and prevents displacement of the tibia backward within the knee joint. A complete tear of this ligament 
necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12 months of rehabilitation.
Quadricep Muscles: A group of four muscles of the front thigh that run from the hip and form a common 
tendon at the patella; they are responsible for knee extension.
Radius: Bone in the forearm from elbow to the thumb side of the wrist. 
Reconstruction: Surgical rebuilding of a joint using natural, artificial or transplanted materials.
Rotator Cuff: Comprised of four muscles in the shoulder area that can be irritated by overuse. The muscles 
are the supraspinatus (most commonly injured), infraspinatus, teres minor and subscapularis.
Sacroiliac: Junction of the sacrum, the lower back bone, with the pelvis.
Sacrum: Group of five fused vertebrae located just below the lumbar vertebrae of the lower back, which form 
part of the pelvis.
Scapula: Shoulder blade.
Sciatica: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in pain or tingling running down the inside of the leg.
Sciatic Nerve: Major nerve that carries impulses for muscular action and sensations between the low back 
and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve in the body.
Shin Splint: A catch all syndrome describing pain in the shin that is not a fracture or tumor and cannot be 
defined otherwise.
Spleen: Large, solid organ responsible for the normal production and destruction of blood cells located under 
the left rib cage.
Spondylosis: Abnormal vertebral fixation or immobility, or a general term for arthritis of the spine.
Sprain: Injury resulting from the stretching or twisting of the joint and causes various degrees of stretching 
or tearing of a ligament or other soft tissue at the joint.
Strain: Injury resulting from a pulling or torsion to the muscle or tendon that causes various degrees of 
stretching or tearing to the muscle or tendon tissue.
Stress Fracture: A hair line type of break in a bone.  Caused by overuse.
Subluxation: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term usually implies that the joint can return to a normal 
position without formal reduction.
Synovial Fluid: Lubricating fluid for joints and tendons, produced in synovium, or the inner lining of a joint.
Synovitis: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.
Talus: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia and fibula to form the ankle joint.
Tarsals: Group of seven bones of the foot consisting of the calnavicular, talus, cuboid and three cuneiform 
bones.
Tendinitis: Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon sheath, caused by chronic overuse or sudden injury.
Tendon: Tissue that connects muscle to bone. 
Tenosynovitis: Swelling or inflammation of a tendon sheath caused by calcium deposits, repeated strain or 
trauma.
Tibia: Shin bone; larger of the two bones of the lower leg and is the weight bearing bone of the shin.
Transcutaneous Electrical Nerve Stimulator (TENS): An electrical modality that sends a mild current through 
pads at the injury site which stimulates the brain to release the natural analgesic endorphin.
Transverse Process: Small lateral projection off the right and left side of each vertebrae that functions as an 
attachment site for muscles and ligaments of the spine.
Triceps: Muscle of the back of the upper arm, primarily responsible for extending the elbow. 
Ulna: Inner bone of the forearm that runs from the tip of the elbow to the little finger side of the wrist.
Ulnar Nerve: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated from excessive throwing.
Ultrasound: An electrical modality that transmits a sound wave through an applicator into the skin to the 
soft tissue in order to heat the local area for relaxing the injured tissue and/or disperse edema…Also a type 
of imaging study for certain body areas.
“Wind Knocked Out”: Syndrome describing a contraction of the abdominal nerve truck, the solar plexus, as 
a result of an abdominal contusion.

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  The 2005-06 American Hockey League campaigned 
marked the Marlies return to the city of Toronto. As the 
top affiliate of the Toronto Maple Leafs, the Marlies 
finished fourth in the North Division with a regular-
season record of 41-29-6-4 under the guidance of head 
coach Paul Maurice. The Marlies qualified for the Calder 
Cup Playoffs but were defeated four games to one by 
Grand Rapids in division semi-final play. Over the course 
of the team’s inaugural season, 11 players saw time with 
both the Marlies and parent Maple Leafs, including six 
players who made their NHL debuts upon call-up. Colin 
Murphy scored the team’s first goal in an 8-5 defeat at 
Rochester on October 7, 2005.

Johnny Pohl’s 36 goals during the 2005-06 campaign still 
holds up to be a Marlies single season high. Marc Moro 
was named the club’s first captain after moving from  
St. John’s, Newfoundland.   

In 2005-06, 27 teams played 80 games each in the 
schedule. The Grand Rapids Griffins finished the regular 
season with the top overall record, accumulating  
115 points. That same year, Kirby Law of the Houston 
Aeros led the regular season in scoring with 110 points 
(43 goals, 67 assists). The Hershey Bears came away 
winning the 2006 Calder Cup Championship, knocking 
off the Milwaukee Admirals in six games. To celebrate 
the AHL’s 70th anniversary, the league announced the 
first inductees into the new AHL Hall of Fame. The first 
inductees included, Johnnie Bower, Eddie Shore and Jack 
Butterfield.

  A former member of the Ontario Hockey League’s 
Marlboros, new head coach Greg Gilbert led the Marlies 
to a 34-39-2-5 record in 2006-07. For the first time in 
team history, two members of the club were selected to 
represent the Marlies at the American Hockey League’s 
annual All-Star Classic. Erik Westrum recorded a goal and 
an assist in Team PlanetUSA’s 7-6 win at Ricoh Coliseum 
on January 29 while Canadian forward Kris Newbury was 
recalled to the parent Maple Leafs earlier in the day. 
The Marlies welcomed in excess of 10,000 fans to Ricoh 
Coliseum over the course of the league’s two-day All-
Star weekend at the end of January. Rookie goaltender 
Justin Pogge matched the Marlies’ team-high of 19 wins 
by a goaltender with a 5-1 win over Grand Rapids in the 
team’s final game of the regular season on April 15, 2007. 
The club missed the postseason in their second season, 
finishing sixth in the division and 10 points out of a 
playoff spot. 

Eleven different players saw time in both Marlies and 
Maple Leafs uniforms over the course of the 2006-07 
season, including forward Kris Newbury who made his NHL 
debut on December 23, 2006 versus Washington. Rookie 
defenceman Jaime Sifers became the first Marlies’ player 
to appear in all 80 regular season games.

During the regular season, the Hershey Bears took home 
the top record in the American Hockey League with  
114 points. Darren Haydar was the league’s MVP, 
registering 122 points (41 goals, 81 assists) with the 
Chicago Wolves. The Hamilton Bulldogs won their first 
Calder Cup, defeating the defending champions, the 
Hershey Bears in five games. Bulldogs’ netminder, Carey 
Price was named the playoffs MVP.

  The Marlies third season in Toronto started with a 13-game 
unbeaten streak and finished with their first North Division 
title, posting a regular season record of 50-21-3-6. The Marlies 
also went on to set a franchise record in wins (50) and 
their 109 points set a Maple Leafs affiliate record. Their 
0.681 point-percentage was fourth best in the American 
Hockey League. Veteran forward David Ling led the Marlies 
in scoring with 59 points. John Mitchell was Toronto’s lone 
player to crack the 20-goal plateau in 2007-08 and finished 
second on the team in points with 51. The Marlies scored 
a season-high eight goals against the West Division title 
winning Chicago Wolves on April 9, 2008 in an 8-3 victory at 
Ricoh Coliseum. The Marlies finished tied for second in the 
AHL with 27 home victories. Toronto’s penalty killing unit 
ranked first in the AHL with an 87.4 percent success rate.  

 The Marlies had two thrilling seven game series’ in their first two rounds of the playoffs against 
San Antonio and Syracuse, but were eventually eliminated by Chicago in five games in the Western 
Conference Finals. Their opening series was against the San Antonio Rampage and the Marlies 
defeated them in Game 7 with under a minute remaining in regulation when Bates Battaglia scored 
the game-winning goal. After dropping the first two games at Ricoh Coliseum in the second round of 
the playoffs, the Marlies became only the sixth team in league history to erase a 2-0 deficit on home 
ice and win the series. The Marlies also erased a 3-1 series deficit, becoming only the 14th team in 
AHL history to accomplish such a feat. The Marlies were defeated in the Western Conference Finals 
in five games by the Chicago Wolves who were the eventual Calder Cup Champions. 

13 different players saw time in both Marlies and Maple 
Leafs uniforms over the course of the 2007-08 season. 
Some notable players include, Bates Battaglia, Jiri Tlusty, 
Jeremy Williams, Ben Ondrus, Staffan Kronwall, Scott 
Clemmensen, Darryl Boyce and Alex Foster. 

The Providence Bruins finished the regular season with 
the top record, registering 55 wins but lost in the second 
round of the playoffs to the Portland Pirates.

  The Marlies 2008-09 campaign went 
down to the wire as the club clinched their 
Calder Cup playoff berth in their second 
last game of the regular season. Toronto 
lost their opening round series to the 
Manitoba Moose, who were the league’s 
best team during the regular season. 
Toronto finished with a 39-29-5-7 record 
for 90 points, ranking the team fourth in 
the North Division. Forward Tim Stapleton 
set the Marlies single season record with 79 
points. Jiri Tlusty was named the CCM/AHL 
Player of the Month for February, recording 
23 points and a plus-11 rating during the 
month. Jaime Sifers represented the Marlies at the AHL All-Star Classic with team PlanetUSA. The 
Marlies dressed 13 players that also saw action with the Maple Leafs last season. 

Toronto finished the season with the league’s second most potent power play with a 20.4 percent 
success rate. The club set a franchise record for most goals in a game in their 10-5 victory over the 
Grand Rapids Griffins on February 8. On the same night, the Marlies set a team record with five 
power play goals. 

In the playoffs, the Marlies lost in Game 6 to the AHL’s best team in the regular season, the 
Manitoba Moose. After going ahead two games to one in the series, Manitoba out-scored Toronto 
14-5 in the final three games to clinch the first round. Bates Battaglia and Alex Foster shared the 
team lead in scoring with five points each.

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  The Marlies failed to make the 
playoffs in 2009-10, after making the 
postseason in their first three of four 
seasons in Toronto. During an injury-
riddled season, the Marlies finished in 
fifth place in the North Division with a 
record of 33-35-6-6 for 78 points. The 
team had over 400 man games lost 
due to injury during the season and  
49 different players appeared in at least 
one game for the blue and white. The 
club announced at the beginning of 
the season that Dallas Eakins would 

make his head coaching debut, replacing Greg Gilbert behind the bench. Eakins was named the  
Marlies third head coach in their teams’ history on August 4. Rookie forward Christian Hanson 
represented the team at the 2010 AHL All-Star Classic in Portland. Andre Deveaux paced the 
Marlies in goals (16), assists (25), points (41) and penalty minutes (216). Alex Foster was named 
the AHL/Reebok Player of the Week for week ending November 22, recording five goals and one 
assist in three games. 

On March 21 the Marlies hosted the Abbotsford Heat in a game that was viewed nationally on CBC’s 
Hockey Night In Canada. Trailing the Heat late in the third period Ryan Hamilton tied the game at 
1-1 with 48 seconds remaining. In overtime, Hamilton ended the game with a shorthanded goal, 
giving the Marlies the 2-1 victory. 

Nine players saw action with both the 
Maple Leafs and Marlies throughout the 
course of the season. Notable players 
include, Tyler Bozak, Jay Rosehill, Carl 
Gunnarsson, Christian Hanson and Viktor 
Stalberg. Bozak appeared in 32 games 
with the Marlies, tallying four goals and 
16 assists.

  The Marlies season came right down to 
their finals games in 2010-11, but failed 
to make the postseason for their second 
straight year. Toronto finished in fifth 
place in the North Division standings with 
a record of 37-32-1-10 for 85 points. Under 
the tutelage of second-year head coach 
Dallas Eakins, the Marlies penalty killing 
unit ranked first overall in the American 
Hockey League with an 86.1% success rate. 
Eakins also helped guide the club to one 
of their stronger records away from Ricoh 
Coliseum, posting a 20-15-0-5 record on the 
road. Their 20 road victories ranked tied for 
second in their division. Veteran forward 
Mike Zigomanis paced the young Marlies team with 47 points.   

Throughout the season the Marlies line-up was highlighted by top young prospects that the Maple 
Leafs acquired through trades. On February 18 the Marlies added Joe Colborne to the roster and he 
immediately made his impact felt. Colborne, a first round pick in the 2008 NHL Draft, scored a goal 
in his Marlies debut on February 19. The young forward finished the season with a team-high 20 
goals and ranked second with 42 points. Jake Gardiner finished the season with the Marlies after 
closing out his college career at Wisconsin. Gardiner was traded to the Maple Leafs by the Anaheim 
Ducks earlier in the season. 

During the season, Marlies captain Alex Foster moved 
into the all-time lead for most games played and finished 
his tenure with the club with 312 appearances in the blue 
and white. Foster ranks first on the Marlies all-time list 
in shorthanded goals (seven), second in points (150) and 
goals (58), and third in assists (92). The Canton, MI native 
was named the franchise’s third captain in team history at 
the beginning of the 2010-11 regular season. 

15 players saw action with both the Maple Leafs and 
Marlies throughout the course of the season. Notable 
players include, James Reimer, Jonas Gustavsson, Keith 
Aulie, Nazem Kadri and Jay Rosehill. Five players made 
their NHL debuts during the season, Joe Colborne, James 
Reimer, Keith Aulie, Marcel Mueller and Korbinian Holzer.

Marlies History

  Shortly after the turn of the twentieth century, a group of Toronto sportsmen decided to 
form a new athletic club in the downtown core. The name they chose was “The Toronto 
Marlborough Athletic Club.” The club was named after the Duke of Marlborough who’s family 
name was Churchill. The Duke was an uncle to Sir Winston Churchill, a former Prime Minister 
of Great Britain. 

In 1904, the club formed its’ first hockey team, the Marlborough Seniors. In their first season 
they faced the Ottawa Silver Seven for the Stanley Cup back in the day when the championship 
was still a challenge cup. The Marlboroughs fell short of winning that year but it laid the 
groundwork for the storied franchise in years to come.

The logo was taken from the Marlborough family using their crown and adding the initial A.C. 
for Athletic Club. In the late 1950’s the logo was modified to include the present day Maple Leaf.

In 1927, Conn Smythe bought the NHL Toronto St. Pats and changed their name to the Toronto 
Maple Leafs. Smythe realized that his NHL team required a strong farm system and made the 
Marlboroughs part of the Maple Leafs organization.

Both the Maple Leafs and Marlboroughs practiced out of the Ravina Gardens in Toronto’s west 
end and both teams played their games at the Mutual Street Arena until Maple Leaf Gardens 
was built in 1931.

In 1929, the Marlborough Juniors won their first Memorial Cup. Less than a decade later on May 
28, 1937 the original Hot Stove Club was formed at Maple Leaf Gardens for the purpose of raising 
funds to support the Marlborough Hockey Club. 

In 1949-50, the Marlboros captured the Allan Cup. Former Maple Leafs captain George Armstrong 
was a member of the senior Marlies during that season. He registered 64 goals in 45 games 
and a further 19 goals in 17 Allan Cup play down games as the Marlboros captured the Canadian 
senior hockey championship.

In 1954-55, the Marlboros captured their second Memorial Cup and they wouldn’t have to wait 
long for their third as they became just the second team to capture back to back Memorial Cups 
with their victory in 1955-56. 

In 1963-64, the Marlboros won the Memorial Cup again and it proved to be a historic win. To this 
date it is the only time that the Memorial and Stanley Cups have been presented in the same 
building as Maple Leaf Gardens played host to both trophy presentations. Many of the players on 
the 1964 Marlboros team like Ron Ellis, Mike Walton and Pete Stemkowski went on to help the 
Maple Leafs capture the Stanley Cup in 1967.

Up until the NHL instituted the Entry Draft in 1967 that exists today, the Maple Leafs relied 
heavily on the Marlboro minor system to produce players from a young age in the hopes that 
some would ultimately play in the NHL. The affiliation with the Marlboros paid off as many 
players were part of Maple Leafs Stanley Cup winning teams. 

Six players who played for the Marlboros and Maple Leafs have been inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame. They are George Armstrong, Bob Pulford, Red Horner, Harvey Jackson, Charlie 
Conacher and Joe Primeau. 

Not only were the Maple Leafs successful, but the Toronto Marlboros were as well. They won 
seven Memorial Cups which is a record that still stands today.  

When the Junior A Marlboros were dissolved in 1989, the Maple Leafs discontinued their direct 
involvement with the Marlboro minor system. However, through the permission of Harold 
Ballard, the Marlboro minor league teams were allowed to retain the name and logo which they 
still use today.

Prior to the Toronto Marlies, the Toronto Maple Leafs Hockey Club utilized many minor pro 
affiliations to develop and prepare their prospects for the NHL since the Maple Leafs were formed 
in February, 1927.

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History of Ricoh Coliseum Developing Leafs Since 1927

  Original construction of the Coliseum building began in 1922 when the Canadian National 
Exhibition entered into an agreement with the Royal Winter Fair Association. Development of 
building blueprints and early stages of construction began shortly thereafter with the primary 
facility purpose being the exhibition of agricultural products and livestock. As construction 
phases continued, the facility was billed as the largest of its kind in North America. 

The Coliseum building was closed to the public from 1942-46 when the Canadian government 
decided to use the CNE grounds as a military-camp for the duration of World War II. The 
grounds were divided between the air force, army and navy with all flight crew occupying the 
Coliseum building. 

I n  2 0 0 3 ,  t h e  C o l i s e u m 
underwent a $38 mil l ion 
renovation project with major 
additions being added to the 
outdoor portion of the facility 
(now connecting it to the 
National Trade Centre). Along 
with a new roof structure, a 
number of modern amenities 
were  a lso  added to  the 
actual arena and surrounding 
concourse areas.

Beginning in October of 2005 
the Coliseum has become 
the new home of the Toronto 
Marlies – American Hockey League affiliate of the Toronto Maple Leafs. The Marlies set a 
franchise attendance record on February 24, 2008 against the Hamilton Bulldogs with 8,120 
fans at the game. In addition to hosting 40 hockey games per year, the building is sthe site of 
numerous shows, events and concerts including November’s Royal Agricultural Winter Fair. 

The capacity of Ricoh Coliseum is 7,851.

MEDIA ENTRANCE
Practices and Game-Day Morning Skates: All media are asked to enter the facility through the Marlies offices. The 
office doors are located at the south west corner of the arena off Princes’ Blvd., nearest the north west corner of the 
Direct Energy Centre. Please show your media affiliation identification and sign in at the office reception desk. For 
directions or assistance, the reception desk can be reached at 416-263-3900.

Game Nights:  All media are asked to enter the facility through the ticket office entrance at the south end of the 
arena directly off Princes Blvd. Credentials may be picked up 60 minutes prior to puck-drop at Will Call. Proper photo 
identification is required when picking up your pass.  

MEDIA CREDENTIALS
Credentials will primarily be available on a game-by-game basis. Members of the media are asked to contact Trevor 
Van Knotsenburg in the Marlies Media Relations department five hours before game-time to request a credential. 
Season credential requests must be made on the requesting organization’s corporate letterhead. Media members 
with American Hockey League season passes, National Hockey League season passes or Toronto Maple Leafs 
season credentials are asked to call no later than two hours before game time to request a seat in the press box or 
media overflow area. Due to limited press box availability at the Ricoh Coliseum, seating will be allocated based on 
media deadline requirements. Freelance photographers and reporters will be considered for access to the Coliseum 
with a letter of intent from the organization for which they are working.

PARKING
League and/or team season credentials do not entitle the bearer parking in Ricoh Coliseum.

On game nights, limited media parking is available for a fee of $12 in Lot P off Manitoba Drive at the north end of 
the Coliseum. Additional parking will be available on a game-to-game basis in the Direct Energy Centre underground 
parking lot or outdoor lots in Exhibition Place. The underground lot can be accessed on the east side of the centre 
just north of the Princes’ Gate entrance. Media are asked to park in or near the ‘A1’ section of the underground lot 
and to use the stairway nearest section A1 to reach ground level.

For practices and game-day morning skates, parking availability and cost will vary due to events held on the 
grounds of Exhibition Place or in the Direct Energy Centre and is controlled by Exhibition Place. 

Public transit provides another option to access Ricoh Coliseum. The 509 Exhibition streetcar from Union Station 
and the 511 Bathurst streetcar stops at the Exhibition loop directly north of the Coliseum. The Go Train also has 
a stop at the Exhibition grounds next to the streetcar loop north of the Coliseum with trains stopping at the 
Exhibition station approximately every hour traveling both east and west.

PRESS BOX
The press box is located in the upper northwest corner of the Ricoh Coliseum at the back of section 102. Seating in 
the press box is limited and reserved for working accredited members of the media, visiting team personnel and 
league scouts and staff. Due to limited press box availability at the Ricoh Coliseum, seating will be allocated based 
on media deadline requirements. A media overflow area will also be available for accredited media and scouts next 
to the press box when necessary.

PRESS ROOM
The press room will be available to working media for the 2011-12 regular season which will be located at the north 
end of Ricoh Coliseum near the visiting team dressing room. A press meal will be provided in the room 90 minutes 
prior to each game. The press box will also serve as a work room and will be open for 120 minutes before and 60 
minutes after the game and is equipped with phone lines, high-speed data lines as well as a TV to review the game.

PRESS MEAL
Accredited media will be provided meal in the press room 90 minutes prior to the start of the game and will be left 
out until puck-drop. 

PHOTOGRAPHERS
Accredited photographers from designated magazines, newspapers and wire services will be permitted to shoot 
photography from specified areas. Positions will be assigned on a nightly basis. 

DRESSING ROOMS
The Marlies’ dressing room is located on the main concourse level on the west side of the building at centre ice. The 
visiting team dressing room is located in the north west corner of the Coliseum near the Zamboni entrance.

MEDIA DRESSING ROOM ACCESS
On game days, the Marlies dressing room will open for media access 10 minutes after the end of the team’s 
morning skate. Accredited media will be granted access to coaches and players up to 90 minutes prior to game-time 
but only with approval and assistance from Marlies Media Relations personnel. Media wishing to arrange interviews 
leading up to game-time may do so by contacting the Marlies Media Relations department. The Marlies dressing 
room will open for media access no later than 10 minutes following the end of the game.

DIRECTIONS
From the ACC/downtown Toronto:
Travel west on Lake Shore Boulevard West, make a slight right at Strachan Avenue and enter the CNE grounds by 
turning left at the Manitoba Drive entrance (Fleet Street becomes Manitoba at Strachan). Follow Manitoba Drive 
to the ‘P’ lot (or adjacent lot) which is across the street from the Ricoh Coliseum’s north (game-day) entrance. The 
lot(s) will be on your right-hand side. To access the Marlies offices for entrance into practices, enter the Exhibition 
Place grounds through the Princes’ Gates, turn right at the first set of lights (Nunavut Road) and turn right. The 
offices will be on your right at the end of the street.

From Toronto Pearson International airport:
Upon exiting the airport, take Highway 427 South to the Queen Elizabeth Way - Toronto. Follow the QEW towards 
downtown Toronto and exit at Lake Shore Boulevard West-Jameson. Continue along Lake Shore westbound for 
approx. one kilometer and stay to the left as you approach the CNE grounds. Enter the CNE grounds at Ontario Drive 
(opposite Ontario Place) and go north on Ontario until it ends at Quebec Street. Make a left onto Quebec before 
turning right onto Manitoba Drive (less than 100 yards). Follow Manitoba Drive to the ‘P’ lot (or adjacent lot) which is 
across the street from the Ricoh Coliseum’s north (game-day) entrance. The lot(s) will be on your left-hand side. To 
access the Marlies offices for entrance into practices, enter the Exhibition Place grounds at Ontario Drive. Continue 
north on Ontario to Princes’ Boulevard where you will make a right. Stay to the left and continue straight ahead 
where you will see signs for the Coliseum and nearby parking lots. The office doors will be on your left.
