PHIL MALONEY

“Ah, but a man’s reach should exceed his grasp, or what's
a heaven for?”” — Robert Browning.

If Phil Maloney permits himself celestial glances, he man-
ages to keep the stars from his eyes.

The general manager and coach of the Vancouver Canucks
will take what he considers within the grasp of his National
Hockey League team and leave the dreams to those who sleep.

“| should sit up and pound the table and say that we're
going to finish first,” he says, sitting up and pounding the
table. “But I've got to be realistic.”

Maloney reviews his roster; discusses the NHL schedule and
the Canucks’ opposition in their newly-aligned division; looks
at last season’s final standings and concludes:

“This is the first year since Vancouver came into the NHL
that we have a realistic shot at the playoffs. This has got to
put everyone in a
better frame of
mind."

But, as Maloney
prepared to open his
first training camp
as coach and g.m.,
he was aware that
four years of frus-
tration and defeat
had left their marks.

“Everybody’s got
problems,” he said.
“All 1 ask is that

they put them aside s . |
while we get on with
the job of winning.
When vyou're win-
ning, all of those
problems suddenly
seem less significant.

“All | ask these
guys is to believe
that when | do some-
thing, I'm doing it
because | think it
will help the team.
If | play a guy out
of his normal posi- . '
tion, it's because | believe that’s where | think he'll help
us most.”

What Maloney should have going for him most is the
record of the Canucks after he took over as coach on
January 15, 1974.

Canucks managed only 25 points in 41 games prior to
his appointment. But they came on to compile 34 points in
37 games for Maloney, hockey’s ‘Silver Fox’.

Maloney vowed he'd get Vancouver out of last place in
the Eastern Division, which he did, and in the process Canucks
accumulated the best record of any NHL Vancouver team.

This season he not only expects Canucks to make the
playoffs, which would mean finishing at least third, but to
finish second in their division.

Maloney has said that the only thing he will concede is
the fact Chicago might finish first in the division that includes
St. Louis, Minnesota, the expansion Kansas City Scouts and
Vancouver.

In conclusion, Maloney points out: “Naturally, every time
we play teams in our own division we have to consider the
games as four-pointers.

“But then . . . every game is so important.”

“We won’t be needing him because
this kid here is good for another 65 games . . . maybe even more."”

It didn’t take Smith long to win the hearts of Vancouver hockey
followers. In his initial season with the Canucks the towering 30-year-
old established all sorts of club records . . . three shutouts, 20 victories,
65 games played . . . and now he plans to pioneer another first:
namely leading the Canucks to their first-ever playoff finish.

Smitty blanked Atlanta twice and California once.

“It’s the greatest feeling in the world,” he says, confidently. “When
you skate off that ice after 60 minutes without making a mistake,
you're on top of the world.”

And that’s precisely where Gary Smith enjoys life to its fullest . . .
right on top.

Although
he’s 27 years old, this will be only his third full season of pro hockey
following completion of his studies at the University of Guelph.

He was purchased by Vancouver outright from the Baltimore club . . .

Offensively, there aren’t too many more impressive defencemen in
the National Hockey League than Jocelyn Guevremont.

When Phil Maloney and associates sat in on the 1974 amateur draft
sessions last May, they knew from the outset they didn’t have a first-
round pick.

And nobody was squawking.

Because the previous year the Canucks gave up their 1974 number
one amateur draft in order to grab gorilla-built Bob Dailey, a young
man tabbed by everyone in NHL circles as “‘a potential all-star”.

Dailey missed just two games in his rookie season last year with the
Canucks and at the tender age of 21, his future in hockey is unlimited.

The 6'5”, 215-pounder let the opposition know of his presence by

leading the club in penalty minutes with 143 . . . and with seven goals
and 17 assists he was third highest among Canuck defencemen in
scoring.

“You can assess his value to our club this way,” Maloney points out,
“There isn’t a team in the NHL that hasn’t approached us trying to
make a deal for him.,"”

Dailey has successfully leaped the most difficult hockey hurdle . . .
jumping into the NHL right out of junior and adjusting as though he'd
been around for years.

| Injuries played a major role in the career of Dennis Kearns through-
out the 1973-74 season.

The smooth-skating defenceman made the mistake of landing on
the bottom of a three-man pile at New York's Madison Square Garden
in late February and spent the balance of the schedule watching pro-
ceedings from the press box. He came out of that collision with a
cracked bone in his right foot.

Kearns' biggest contribution over the years with Vancouver has been
playing the point on Canuck power-plays.

“He moves the puck around with the best of them,” says Babe Pratt,
a defenceman of note during his hey-days in the NHL. “Dennis keeps
his cool under pressure and he’s got good hockey sense.”

Kearns is entering his fourth full year as a member of the Canucks
after being drafted from the Chicago Black Hawks' organization back
in June, 1971.

He's the guy who makes things click on the Canucks’ big line
featuring ‘Boud’ at centre with youngsters Don Lever and Dennis
Ververgaert on his wings.

“We were put together as a line late into the season,’”” Boudrias says.
“I'm looking forward to starting the year with them on my line. We'll
be scoring . . . you can count on that!"

It took him awhile to get untracked, but when the puck started
bouncing for Canucks' prize rookie Dennis Ververgaert last season he
had everybody in the National Hockey League sitting up and taking
notice.

If there was ever a perfect example of how deceiving statistics can
be in professional hockey, it would have to revolve around one Chris
Oddleifson.

But Oddleifson was quick to show on the West Coast and the short
while he wore Canuck colors he established himself as a quiet team
leader. His work at face-offs was incredible; he helped kill penalties;
he was willing to play either wing or at centre, depending upon where
he might be needed most.

Not even a fractured jaw he suffered (compliments of Atlanta’s Pat
Quinn) was enough to keep him on the sidelines.

“The five-year contract tells you what | think of Chris Oddleifson,”
