Mike Gillis is the 10th General Manager in the history of the Van-
couver Canucks and is in his fourth season in the club’s front of-
fice. As President & General Manager, Gillis has led the Canucks to 
Northwest Division titles every season since joining the organiza-
tion and to two Presidents’ Trophies. He also set a franchise record 
with 117 points in the regular season, and winning the Clarence 
Campbell Bowl as the Western Conference playoff champions in 
2010.11. He received the General Manager of the Year Award at the 
2011 NHL Awards.

Gillis is responsible for the overall strategic direction of Canucks 
Sports & Entertainment working in partnership with Chief Oper-
ating Officer, Victor de Bonis. He provides strategic leadership to 
the Hockey Operations Department, overseeing the Canucks top 
minor league affiliates, negotiating player contracts and executing 
viable, long-term strategies for player growth and development. 
At the 2012 trade deadline, he acquired Sammy Pahlsson, Zack Kas-
sian and Marc-Andre Gragnani.

Alain Vigneault is the 16th Head Coach in Vancouver Canucks his-
tory. Since his appointment on June 20, 2006, Vigneault has led 
the Canucks to two Presidents’ Trophies, a Stanley Cup Final ap-
pearance, and five Northwest Division titles and postseason berths 
in six seasons with the club. Vigneault’s combined regular season 
record (287-155-50) represents the most successful winning per-
centage (.634) by a Vancouver Head Coach. In the 2011.12 season, 
Vigneault also established the club record for most wins by a Head 
Coach (287) and appeared in his 750th NHL game behind the bench 
on March 22, 2012 at Dallas. 

In 2010.11 Vigneault guided the club to a 54-19-9 record, setting a 
franchise wins and points record. He led the club to a Presidents’ 
Trophy for most points in the regular season for the first time in 
franchise history. He also served as an assistant coach at the 2011 
NHL All-Star Game. 

Vigneault’s inaugural season with Vancouver was also the club’s 
most successful regular season at that date in time. The Canucks 
set franchise records for wins (49), points (105) and captured the 
Northwest Division title, earning a playoff berth for the first time 
since 2003.04. In recognition of these significant achievements, Vi-
gneault was presented with the Jack Adams Award as NHL Coach 
of the Year at the 2007 NHL Awards in Toronto.

Vigneault previously served as Head Coach of the Montreal Cana-
diens from 1997-2001, becoming the organization’s second young-
est coach in club history at the age of 36. He compiled an NHL re-
cord of 109-118-35-4, reaching the Eastern Conference Semi-Finals 
during his first season behind the Canadiens bench and was nomi-
nated for the Jack Adams Award, following the 1999.00 season.

Vigneault joined Vancouver from the club’s AHL affiliate, the Mani-
toba Moose, where he led the team to within one game of the 
conference finals. In the 2005.06 season, his first season as Head 
Coach with the Moose, Vigneault guided the club to a 44-24-7 
record.

Prior to joining the Moose, Vigneault spent 10 seasons as Head 
Coach in the QMJHL with Trois-Rivieres, Hull, Beauport and PEI. 
In 1988, Vigneault led the Olympiques to the Memorial Cup and 
was subsequently named CHL Coach of the Year. He has been 
honoured as coach of the QMJHL’s Second All-Star team on three 
separate occasions.

Vigneault has also achieved success on the international stage. He 
served as an Assistant Coach with Canada’s National Junior Team 
in 1989 and 1991, winning a gold medal at the 1991 World Junior 
Championships in Saskatoon. 

The Quebec-native began his career in the NHL playing for the St. 
Louis Blues from 1981 to 1983. Drafted by the Blues in the eighth 
round, 167th overall in the 1981 Entry Draft, the defenceman re-
corded two goals, five assists and 82 penalty minutes in his NHL 
career. Vigneault went on to serve as a scout for the Blues for two 
seasons and as an Assistant Coach for the Ottawa Senators from 
1992 to 1996.

ALL THE PRESIDENTS’ MEN
The Vancouver Canucks captured the Presidents’ Trophy for the second consecutive 
year and second time in franchise history with a victory over the Edmonton Oilers on 
April 7, 2012 in their last game of the regular season. The Canucks finished the 2011.12 
season with a record of 51-22-9 and 111 points, two more than the New York Rangers 
(51-24-7) and St. Louis Blues (49-22-11) in second spot. 

50/50
The Canucks recorded their 50th win of the season on April 3, 2012 versus Anaheim, 
marking the second time in franchise history that Vancouver has ever reached the 
50-win plateau. Vancouver achieved the 50-win mark in consecutive seasons. The 
Canucks finished the 2011.12 season with 51 wins, second to only 54 wins in 2010.11, and 
recorded 40 or more wins for the 12th time in franchise history. This also marks the 
fifth time the team has reached the 40-win mark under Head Coach Alain Vigneault’s 
six-year career with the Canucks (39 wins in 2007.08).

TAKE POINT
The Vancouver Canucks posted the second best season in franchise history, finishing 
the season with 111 points. The only year Vancouver has collected more points was in 
2010.11 with 117. The Canucks also registered 100 (or more) points for the eighth season 
in franchise history. 

DÉJÀ VU
The Canucks secured their fourth consecutive Northwest Division title March 24, 
2012. This was Vancouver’s ninth division title in franchise history and sixth North-
west Division title. No other Northwest Division team has won the title as many 
times as Vancouver. In 2010.11, the Canucks secured the Northwest Division title 
March 16, 2011 with a victory over the Colorado Avalanche. This season, the Canucks 
secured the title prior to puck drop at Colorado March 24, 2012 with a Calgary Flames 
regulation loss but ended the day with a 3-2 overtime victory over the Avalanche. 
Vancouver was 18-5-1 against Northwest Division teams this season.

THE LEAD-OFF
The Canucks led the NHL in first period goals (81) and have capitalized when scoring 
the game’s first goal. Vancouver posted a record of 42-10-4 when scoring first and 
were first in the League for most wins when doing so. Vancouver was also strong 
defensively early in games, allowing just 46 first period goals to rank second in the 
NHL for fewest first period goals allowed. The Vancouver Canucks have also been 
dominant when leading after two periods. Since the 2006.07 season, the Canucks 
have posted the NHL’s best record of 189-4-14 (157-3-12 entering 2011.12) when enter-
ing the third period with the lead.

NET GAINS
With a victory, January 21, 2012 vs SJ, Roberto Luongo moved into first place in fran-
chise history for wins with his 212th win in his 364th game with Vancouver. He passed 
Kirk McLean who had compiled 211 wins in 516 games with Vancouver. Luongo leads 
in a number of franchise categories including wins (224) and shutouts (33). Luongo 
moved into 16th all-time in the NHL and 2nd among active goaltenders in shutouts 
(60) this season. He is three shutouts from passing Turk Broda (62) to move into 15th 
all-time. Luongo also is among League leaders all-time in wins. He is currently 17th 
all-time and 2nd among active goaltenders in wins (339). He has accomplished the 
feats under pressure. Only nine goaltenders (two active) have faced more shots than 
Luongo’s 21,675.

HENRIK MAKES HISTORY
With a pair of assists December 15, 2011 at CAR, Henrik Sedin collected his 700th and 
701st career points with Vancouver. The Ornskoldsvik, Sweden, native became just 
the ninth Swedish born player to reach the milestone. At 31 years of age, he became 
the fourth youngest Swede to accomplish the feat behind only Mats Sundin (28), 

Peter Forsberg (30) and Tomas Sandstrom (31 years, 1 month, 8 days). Henrik is the 
youngest player in franchise history to reach the milsetone joining elite company 
with Markus Naslund (756) and Trevor Linden (733) as the only Canucks to have re-
corded 700 points all with Vancouver. By the conclusion of the season, Daniel Sedin 
also joined this group with 718 career points.

MAN OF IRON
Playing in his 535th consecutive game December 26 vs EDM, Canucks captain Henrik 
Sedin became the franchise leader in most consecutive games played. Brendan Mor-
rison previously held the franchise record at 534 consecutive games from March 16, 
2000 to December 10, 2007. Henrik played his 581st consecutive game April 7, 2012 vs 
EDM and now ranks seventh in NHL history for the longest ironman streak. Henrik 
started his consecutive games played streak March 21, 2004 vs CBJ. Calgary defence-
man Jay Bouwmeester is the only active NHL player to have played more consecutive 
games at 588 games.

V FOR VICTORY
With a win November 23, 2011 at COL, Alain Vigneault became the winningest coach 
in Canucks franchise history. His 247th win in his 431st game as the Canucks bench 
boss passed Marc Crawford’s 246 wins in 529 games as Canucks head coach. Since 
joining the Canucks, Vigneault has set season franchise records in wins (54 in 2010.11) 
and points (117 in 2010.11) and has led Vancouver to back-to-back Presidents’ Trophies, 
including the first in franchise history, five Northwest Division Championships and a 
Stanley Cup Final appearance. The Jack Adams Award winner (2007) has a combined 
regular season record of 287-155-50, representing the franchise’s most successful win-
ning percentage (.634) by a Vancouver head coach.

BROTHER ACT
Appearing in his 800th career game November 3, 2011 at MIN, Daniel Sedin helped 
usher himself and brother Henrik Sedin into an elite group. Only three sets of broth-
ers have each appeared in 800 or more games with a single franchise. The only other 
two brother acts to do so are Henri (1046) and Maurice (965) Richard with Montreal 
and Bobby (1036) and Dennis (904) Hull in Chicago.

ALL FINNISH
Defenceman Sami Salo recorded his third overtime point in 2011.12 with an assist on 
the overtime winner March 31, 2012 vs CGY. He collected one goal and two assists in 
the extra frame this season. He has now compiled 17 career overtime points (7-10-17). 
Sami’s seven career overtime goals rank tied for second all-time in the NHL among 
defencemen. He ranks tied for sixth among active defencemen in the League with 24 
career game-winners. Of his 74 goals with Vancouver, 20 have been the game-winner 
to set a franchise record for most game-winners by a Canucks defencemen.
