Mike Gillis, 51, was named President of Canucks Sports and En-
tertinment on August 4, 2009. Completing his second season as the 
tenth General Manager in Vancouver Canucks history, Gillis built 
a Playoff contender. He helped steer Vancouver to a third place 
finish in the Western Conference, a Northwest Division title for 
the second straight year and a 103 point season. In his first season 
with the Canucks Gillis guided the franchise to its sixth Northwest 
Division Title with a 45-27-10 record and 100 points in 2008.09. Gil-
lis made several key acquisitions this season including extending 
Head Coach Alain Vigneault to a three-year contract, team Captain 
Roberto Luongo to a 12-year contract, Henrik and Daniel Sedin to 
five-year contracts and Ryan Kesler to a six-year contract. Addi-
tionally, Gillis acquired Christian Ehrhoff via trade from San Jose 
and signed notable free agents Mikael Samuelsson and Andrew 
Raycroft. Gillis joined the Canucks organization after spending the 
past 15 years as a successful NHL player representative.

As President of Canucks Sports & Entertainment, Gillis is respon-
sible for the overall strategic direction of the company working in 
partnership with Chief Operating Officer, Victor de Bonis to lead 
broadcast, marketing, sponsorship and ticket sales, finance, human 
resources and arena operations.

In his role as General Manager, Gillis is responsible for providing 
strategic leadership to the Hockey Operations Department, over-

seeing the Canucks top minor league affiliates, negotiating player 
contracts and executing a viable, long-term strategy for player 
growth and development. Gillis began his tenure with the club by 
restructuring the Hockey Operations Department bringing in more 
than 60 years of NHL experience with the addition of Laurence 
Gilman, Lorne Henning, Dave Gagner, Scott Mellanby and Ryan 
Walter.

A former player, Gillis began his NHL career in 1978 as the 5th over-
all selection in the NHL Entry Draft by the Colorado Rockies. In 
246 NHL regular season games, Gillis recorded 76 points (33-43-76) 
and 186 penalty minutes with Colorado and Boston before injury 
forced him to retire in 1985.

The Kingston, Ontario, native returned home to obtain his law de-
gree from Queen’s University in 1990. He later served as a Professor 
of Sports Law at Queen’s. Gillis began his career as a NHL player 
representative in 1992 and became one of the most successful in 
his industry. His ability to evaluate players, negotiate contracts and 
extensive knowledge of the Collective Bargaining Agreement, pro-
vided Gillis the opportunity to work with a number of the NHL’s 
most elite players over the past 15 years. Among his former clients 
include Pavel Bure, Markus Naslund, Geoff and Russ Courtnall, Mike 
Richter and Bobby Holik.

Victor de Bonis, 43, has been a member of Canucks Sports & En-
tertainment for 14 years. His experience spans twenty years in the 
sports and entertainment and financial industries.

de Bonis was named Chief Operating Officer in March of 2007. In 
this capacity he supports all facets of business operations both 
strategically and tactically, with his primary responsibilities being 
Ticket and Suite Sales and Service, Arena and Retail Operations, 
Finance, Administration and People Development.

de Bonis first joined the Canucks in 1994 as Corporate Controller 
and was responsible for managing the public company’s private 
placement and the resulting private reorganization of the Vancou-
ver Canucks NHL franchise and a new 18,000 seat multi-purpose 
arena facility in downtown Vancouver (General Motors Place), 
which opened in September 1995. In 1994 and 1995, de Bonis also 
managed material term debt financings with Canadian and Ameri-
can financial institutions for General Motors Place and the Van-
couver Grizzlies NBA franchise, who played their inaugural season 
in 1995.96. He was instrumental in the development and institution 
of the new business strategy for General Motors Place, the Van-
couver Grizzlies and the Vancouver Canucks. In 1998, de Bonis was 

appointed Chief Financial Officer, during which time he was a key 
member of the team administering the Vancouver Grizzlies sale 
transaction and term debt refinancing, including a resulting take-
out and financial institution replacement in 2000. In addition, de 
Bonis oversaw enterprise sale transactions in 2005 and 2007.

de Bonis graduated from the University of British Columbia and 
earned a Bachelor of Commerce Degree in 1989.

Lorne Henning, 58, was named Vice President of Player Personnel 
& Assistant General Manager on September 3, 2008. Henning first 
joined the Canucks organization as a Professional Scout, bringing 
28 years of professional playing and coaching experience at the 
NHL level and four Stanley Cup Championship rings. Prior to be-
ing named Assistant General Manager, Henning held the position 
of Director, Player Personnel for three years. As Vice President of 
Player Personnel and Assistant General Manager, Henning works 
closely with Mike Gillis on all player evaluations, trades and free 
agent signings. Additionally, he is responsible for the club’s pro-
fessional scouting in North America and Europe and acts as the 
primary liaison between the Canucks minor league affiliates.

Henning joined the Canucks in September 2005 after having worked 
as an Assistant Coach with the Mighty Ducks of Anaheim from 2002 
to 2004. Henning’s extensive NHL career both as a player and coach 
saw him play nine years with the New York Islanders (1972-81) and 
work as an Assistant Coach and Head Coach for 19 seasons. Henning 
was a member of the New York Islanders Stanley Cup Champion-
ship teams as a player in the 1979-80 and 1980-81 seasons and then 
as an Assistant Coach in 1981-82 and 1982-83. The four-time Stanley 
Cup winner worked alongside former Islanders Head Coach and 
Hockey Hall of Famer, Al Arbour as an Assistant Coach.

Drafted 17th overall in the 1972 NHL Amateur Draft, Henning spent 
his entire professional hockey career with the New York Islanders. 
The Saskatchewan native played 543 career games with the Island-
ers before retiring a back-to-back Stanley Cup Champion after 
the 1980-81 season. He joined the coaching fraternity the follow-
ing year as Islanders Assistant Coach and achieved similar success 
helping lead the club to another two Stanley Cup Championships. 
Henning continued on to an 18-year NHL career behind the bench, 
including coaching assignments with the North Stars, Blackhawks 
and Mighty Ducks. During the 1985-86 and 1986-87 seasons, Hen-
ning served as the Head Coach for the Minnesota North Stars and 
was Head Coach of the New York Islanders in the 1994-95 season.

Smyl, 52, has spent his entire professional hockey career with the 
Canucks organization and was named Senior Advisor to the Gen-
eral Manager after taking on new duties as Director of Collegiate 
Scouting. In his role, Smyl works closely with General Manager, 
Mike Gillis, on a number of initiatives in the Hockey Operations 
Department, while continuing his responsibilities for scouting and 
evaluating the collegiate game in North America. Smyl began his 
career with the Canucks as a player, then coach and has most re-
cently worked in a Player Development capacity.

Smyl retired as a player on July 3, 1991 and was hired as a Canucks 
Assistant Coach on the same day. He served in the assistant capacity 
until June 18, 1999, when he was named Head Coach of Vancouver’s 
top affiliate, the Syracuse Crunch (AHL). The 2000.01 season saw Smyl 
and the Canucks minor league team move to Kansas City (IHL), then 
to Manitoba (AHL) where Smyl was Head Coach for four seasons.

Often described as the “heart and soul” of the Canucks during his 
playing career, Smyl turned skeptics into believers by establishing 
team records for games played (896), goals (262), assists (411) and 
points (673). This combined with a feisty, hard-nosed style of play 
saw him lead Vancouver in goals (31), assists (47), points (78) and 
penalty minutes (204) in the 1979.80 season.

Three times named Canucks MVP, Smyl served the longest term 
as team captain (1982-1990) in franchise history. He received the 
highest honour a club can give on Nov. 3, 1991 when the Canucks re-
tired his No. 12 jersey, raising it to the rafters in the Canucks former 
home, the Pacific Coliseum.

Laurence Gilman, 45, was named Vice President of Hockey Opera-
tions & Assistant General Manager on September 3, 2008. Gilman 
initially joined the Canucks as the club’s Director, Hockey Admin-
istration on May 5, 2008 after 13 years with the Phoenix Coyotes/
Winnipeg Jets organization. In his role as Vice President of Hockey 
Operations & Assistant General Manager, Gilman is the chief ne-
gotiator of all player contracts and the head of amateur scouting. 
Gilman oversees the development and implementation of the 
Hockey Operations budget including: player contract negotiation, 
player transactions and salary arbitration.

Gilman also served as General Manager of the San An-
tonio Rampage, the Coyotes’ primary developmental affiliate in 
the American Hockey League (AHL). In this capacity he oversaw 
the hockey operations of the Rampage franchise, developed and 
implemented the Coyotes’ hockey operations department budget, 
negotiated player contracts, salary arbitration, player transactions, 

and scouting as well as the administration and application of the 
NHL’s Collective Bargaining Agreement.

Gilman spent three seasons as the team’s Director of Hockey Op-
erations prior to being named the Coyotes Assistant General Man-
ager. Before that, he served four seasons with the club in various 
capacities including Director of Hockey Administration and Legal 
Counsel.

Gilman graduated from the University of Winnipeg in 1991 then at-
tended the University of North Dakota School of Law. He received 
his Juris Doctorate in 1994 and was admitted to the State Bar of 
Minnesota in 1995.

Ron Delorme, 54, is one of the longest-serving members of the 
Vancouver Canucks. With over 20 years of scouting experience 
and 210 games played at right wing, Delorme has been a member 
of the Canucks in some capacity since 1981. Delorme coordinates 
Vancouver’s amateur scouting staff and assembles the Canucks 
draft selection list. He was named Chief Amateur Scout in August 
2000.

Delorme was originally drafted by Denver in the 1975 WHA Entry 
Draft. His rights were then transferred to the Colorado Rockies in 
July 1976, after the franchise relocated to the NHL. He played in 
314 games for the Rockies from 1976.77 to 1980.81 before he was 

claimed by Vancouver in the NHL waiver draft in October 1981. 
Delorme played a large role in the Canucks run to the Stanley 
Cup Finals in 1982 and is probably best remembered by Vancouver 
fans for his inspirational fight versus Chicago’s Grant Mulvey in the 
Campbell Conference Final.

Delorme played four seasons for the Canucks from 1981.82 to 
1984.85, recording 17 goals, 20 assists (37 points) and 383 penalty 
minutes in 210 games before a knee injury forced his retirement 
in 1985. In 524 career NHL games, Delorme recorded 83 goals, 83 
assists (166 points) and 667 penalty minutes.

Thomas Gradin, 54, was named Associate Chief Scout after serv-
ing 15 years in a scouting capacity with the Canucks. Gradin began 
scouting for Vancouver as a part-time amateur scout during the 
1994.95 season. Gradin, along with his fellow scouting staff mem-
bers, has been instrumental in scouting numerous European and 
North American skaters, including Alex Edler and the Sedins.

Gradin played eight seasons with Vancouver from 1978.79 to 
1985.86 and recorded 593 points (209-384-593) in 677 career NHL 
games. 

His final NHL season was spent with the Boston Bruins before 
Gradin returned to the Swedish Elite League, where he began his 
professional career with AIK Solna.

Gradin’s playing career with the Canucks was highlighted by a num-
ber of achievements. One of the club’s first European-born play-
ers, Gradin led the Canucks in scoring during the 1980.81 & 1981.82 
seasons, was named an NHL All-Star in 1985 and most notably 
recorded 19 points (9-10-19) in 17 playoff games during Vancouver’s 
Stanley Cup Final run in 1982. In 613 games as a Canuck, Gradin 
scored 550 points (197-353-550) and currently ranks 5th on Van-
couver’s all-time scoring list. Gradin was originally drafted by the 
Chicago Blackhawks 45th overall in the 1976 NHL Amateur Draft.

Dave Gagner, 45, joined the club as Director, Player Development 
on June 19, 2008 and is responsible for working with Vancouver’s 
drafted and young players to assist in their continued growth as 
professionals.

Gagner spent the previous two years as an Assistant Coach 
with the London Knights of the Ontario Hockey League. In ad-
dition to his work with the Knights, Gagner has built his own 
player development centre in London to assist players from mi-
nor and college hockey in taking the next step in their careers.  

The Chatham, Ontario, native played 946 NHL regular season games 
with seven teams including the Canucks in 1998.99. In 946 games 
over 15 seasons, Gagner recorded 719 points (318-401-719) and 1,016 
penalty minutes. Gagner was the 12th overall selection in the first 
round of the 1983 NHL Entry Draft by the New York Rangers.

Gagner’s son Sam was the sixth overall selection in the 2007 NHL 
Entry Draft by the Edmonton Oilers.

Alain Vigneault, 48, is the 16th Head Coach in Vancouver Canucks 
history and has served four seasons with the club since being 
named to the position on June 20, 2006. Vigneault led the Canucks 
in 2009.10 to the club’s second consecutive Northwest Division ti-
tle; the third of his tenure in Vancouver. Vigneault guided the club 
to a record of 49-28-5, tying a wins record set in his first season be-
hind the Vancouver bench. The Canucks 2009.10 points total (103) 
ranks third best in franchise history. Vigneault’s wins record ranks 
second all-time in Canucks history (182) behind only Marc Crawford 
(246).  With a winning percentage at .604, Vigneault holds the high-
est average by a Vancouver coach in franchise history.

In 2008.09, Vigneault collected his 200th win as a NHL Head Coach, 
100th win behind the bench of the Vancouver Canucks and ap-
peared in his 500th career game as Head Coach. Vigneault led Van-
couver to its sixth Northwest Division title in franchise history, his 
second in three years, and a record of 49-28-5. 

Vigneault’s first year as Canucks Head Coach saw the team pro-
duce the most successful regular season on record (2006.07). The 
Canucks established new franchise records for wins (49) and points 
(105), on the way to a Northwest Division Championship and Van-
couver’s first appearance in the playoffs since the 2003.04 season. 
Vigneault won the Jack Adams Award as NHL Coach of the Year at 
the 2007 NHL Awards in Toronto.

Vigneault previously served as Head Coach of the Montreal Cana-
diens from 1997-2001, becoming the organization’s second young-
est coach in club history at the age of 36. He compiled an NHL re-
cord of 109-118-35-4, reaching the Eastern Conference Semi-Finals 
during his first season behind the Canadiens bench and was nomi-
nated for the Jack Adams Award, following the 1999.00 season.

Vigneault joined Vancouver from the club’s AHL affiliate, the Mani-
toba Moose, where he led the team to within one game of the 
conference finals. In the 2005.06 season, his first season as Head 
Coach with the Moose, Vigneault guided the club to a 44-24-7 
record.

Prior to joining the Moose, Vigneault spent 10 seasons as Head 
Coach in the QMJHL with Trois-Rivieres, Hull, Beauport and PEI. 
In 1988, Vigneault led the Olympiques to the Memorial Cup and 

was subsequently named CHL Coach of the Year. He has been 
honoured as coach of the QMJHL’s Second All-Star team on three 
separate occasions.

Vigneault has also achieved success on the international stage. He 
served as an Assistant Coach with Canada’s National Junior Team 
in 1989 and 1991, winning a gold medal at the 1991 World Junior 
Championships in Saskatoon.

The Quebec-native began his career in the NHL playing for the St. 
Louis Blues from 1981 to 1983. Drafted by the Blues in the eighth 
round, 167th overall in the 1981 Entry Draft, the defenceman re-
corded two goals, five assists and 82 penalty minutes in his NHL 
career. Vigneault went on to serve as a scout for the Blues for two 
seasons and as an Assistant Coach for the Ottawa Senators from 
1992 to 1996.

Rick Bowness, 55, completes his fourth season as a member of 
the Vancouver Canucks coaching staff and 20th NHL season in a 
coaching capacity. Bowness joined the Canucks from the Phoenix 
Coyotes where he served as Assistant Coach six years; in 2003.04 
Bowness assumed head coaching duties on an interim basis. Prior 
to joining the Coyotes, Bowness was a member of the New York 
Islanders coaching staff for three seasons.

The Moncton, New Brunswick-native has held the position of 
Head Coach for five NHL teams: the Winnipeg Jets (1988.89), Bos-
ton Bruins (1991.92), Ottawa Senators (1992-1996), New York Island-
ers (1996-1998) and Phoenix Coyotes (2003.04). In addition to his 
NHL coaching experience, Bowness was also a player/coach for the 
Sherbrooke Jets (1982.83), Head Coach and General Manager of his 
hometown Moncton Hawks (1987) and Head Coach of the Maine 
Mariners (1989-1991) of the AHL.

Prior to his coaching career, Bowness played seven seasons (1975-
1982) in the NHL as a right wing with Atlanta, Detroit, St. Louis and 
Winnipeg. He saw action in 173 games, recording 55 points (18-37-
55) and 191 penalty minutes. Bowness was originally drafted by the 
Atlanta Flames in the second round, 26th overall, of the 1975 NHL 
Entry Draft.

Bowness began his career in coaching with the American Hockey 
League’s Sherbrooke Jets as a player/coach during the 1982.83 season. 
He served the next four seasons (1983.84 to 1986.87) as an Assistant 
Coach for the Winnipeg Jets before returning to his hometown in 
1987 as the Coach and General Manager of the Moncton Hawks, the 
Jets’ AHL developmental team. In February 1989, Bowness had his first 
NHL head coaching stint when he took over as interim Head Coach 
of the Jets for the final 28 games (8-17-3) of the 1988.89 season.

The following season, Bowness joined the Boston Bruins organiza-
tion, coaching the AHL’s Maine Mariners for two seasons before as-
suming the head coaching duties for the Bruins in 1991.92. Bowness 
coached the Bruins to a 36-32-12 record in 1991-92, his best season 
as a Head Coach. In his only year with Boston, he led the Bruins to 
the Prince of Wales (Eastern Conference) Finals, losing 4-0 to the 
eventual Stanley Cup Champion Pittsburgh Penguins.

Bowness was then named the first Head Coach of the Ottawa 
Senators on June 15, 1992. In three and a half seasons (1992.93 to 
1995.96) with the expansion franchise, Bowness finished with a re-
cord of 39-178-18. Despite the tough times, Bowness was highly re-
garded for his positive style and was credited for the development 
of many of the Senators young stars. Bowness remained behind 
the Senators’ bench until November 20, 1995, becoming only the 
second coach in NHL history to head an expansion team through 
its first three seasons.

He was then hired by the Islanders on December 30, 1995 and 
worked two seasons as an Associate Coach. Bowness took over 
the head coaching duties of the Islanders on January 23, 1997 and 
led the club to a 16-18-3 record. The following year, in his first full 
season as the Islanders’ Head Coach, he guided the team to a 22-
32-9 record in 63 games before being replaced on March 11, 1998. 
Bowness was instrumental in the development of many of the 
Islanders young players.

Rick and his wife Judy have three children: Ricky, Ryan and Kristen. 
Rick’s son Ryan was drafted by the Columbus Blue Jackets in the 
8th round (236th overall) of the 2001 Entry Draft.

Ryan Walter is in his second season with the 
Canucks after bring named Assistant Coach 
on June 17, 2008. Walter joined the club after 
spending the previous 15 years as a well re-
spected and successful business leader.

Walter, 51, enjoyed a 15 year career in the NHL, 
playing 1,003 regular season games with three 
clubs including the Canucks. In 1,003 games 
played, Walter recorded 646 points (264-382-
646) and 946 penalty minutes. His greatest 
on-ice accomplishment came in 1986 when 
he won the Stanley Cup as a member of the 
Montreal Canadiens.

The second overall selection by the Wash-

ington Capitals in the 1978 NHL Entry Draft, 
Walter went on to play his first four seasons 
with the Capitals where he was named team 
Captain. After wearing the Canadiens sweater 
for nine seasons, Walter finished his career in 
his hometown, playing for the Canucks during 
the 1991.92 and 1992.93 seasons.

Over the past 15 years, Walter earned his Mas-
ters of Arts Degree in Leadership/Business 
and has worked with professional athletes 
and executives to maximize their physical and 
mental potential. He has been a successful 
public speaker, broadcaster, author and busi-
ness leader.

Darryl Williams, 42, was named Assistant 
Coach, Video on August 12, 2008 and is cur-
rently in his second season with the Canucks. 
Williams joined the Canucks from the St. John’s 
Fog Devils of the QMJHL, where he worked 
the previous four seasons as Associate Coach, 
Video Coordinator and Strength & Condition-
ing Coach. Prior to joining St. John’s, Williams 
served in a number of coaching capacities, 
including Head Coaching duties with the Kan-
sas City Outlaws of the United Hockey League 
and Assistant Coach of the Cincinnati Mighty 
Ducks of the American Hockey League.

The Labrador City, Newfoundland native 
played 11 seasons in the American Hockey 
League and International Hockey League, high-
lighted by a two-game call up to the NHL with 
the Los Angeles Kings in the 1992.93 season.

Ian Clark, 43, is in his eighth season with the 
Vancouver Canucks as Goaltending Consul-
tant. Clark joined the Canucks on July 31, 2002. 
A former resident of the Lower Mainland, 
Clark currently resides in Dallas, Texas and is 
the founder and President of the Goaltender 
Development Institute. He is also the Editor-
in-Chief of From the Crease and The Goalie 
News, leading development publications for 
goaltenders of all ages and skill levels.

Clark was a member of Team Canada’s World 
Junior Championship coaching staff from 
2000-2006 and helped lead the team to two 

Silver medals in 2003 and 2004, and two Gold 
medals in 2005 and 2006. Recognized as one 
of the leading educators of the goaltending 
position, Clark’s knowledge and innovative 
training has attracted high-performance goal-
tenders at the NHL, minor pro, major junior 
and NCAA levels.

In 2001.02, Clark worked as the Florida Pan-
thers goaltending consultant. In addition to 
working with Roberto Luongo, Trevor Kidd and 
Wade Flaherty, Clark has previously consulted 
privately with several NHL goaltenders.

Roger Takahashi, 42, is in his seventh season 
as the Canucks Strength and Conditioning 
Coach after joining the team in June 2003. 
His responsibilities include specialized hockey 
conditioning and nutrition programs in-season 
and off-season, as well as recovery programs 
for injured players to ensure they return to the 
Canucks line-up in top physical condition. In 
addition to training Canucks players, Takahashi 
is also responsible for training players with the 
Canucks top minor league affiliates, the Mani-
toba Moose of the American Hockey League 
and players of the Victoria Salmon Kings of the 
East Coast Hockey League. Takahashi works 
closely with Vancouver’s young prospects to 
educate them on nutrition and the training 
commitment required at the elite NHL level.

Takahashi graduated from the University of 

Waterloo with a Bachelor of Science in Sci-
ence and a Bachelor of Science in Honours 
Kinesiology in 1991. He has written articles and 
given talks regarding injury prevention as well 
as sports training and has lectured at the uni-
versity level at both Simon Fraser University 
and the University of British Columbia. He is 
actively involved in the Canucks Centre for BC 
Hockey programs as well as with the Strength 
and Conditioning Coaches of the NHL.

Takahashi was born and raised in Kamloops 
and now resides in Surrey with his wife, three 
sons and their nine dogs. He is a member of 
the British Columbia Association of Kinesiolo-
gists, the Sports Medicine Council of British 
Columbia, and the National Strength and Con-
ditioning Association as a Certified Strength 
and Conditioning Specialist.

2009.10 TRANSACTIONS
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NORTHWEST DIVISION CHAMPIONS
With a 4-3 overtime victory over the Minnesota Wild on April 4th, 2010, the Vancouver 

Canucks clinched the Northwest Division title for the seventh time in franchise his-

tory. The Canucks finished the season with 49 wins (ranking tied for first for the high-

est win total in franchise history) and 103 points (ranking third for the highest point 

total in franchise history). The Canucks have finished first more times than any of their 

divisional opponents this decade, winning the division title on four occasions. 

40+ WINS FOR THE 10TH TIME
The Canucks recorded their 40th win of the season on March 7th, 2010 at Nashville 

and have now produced 40 or more wins 10 times in franchise history. The win came 

in the 65th game of the season, setting a franchise record for reaching 40 wins faster 

than any other season. The previous record belongs to the 2006.07 edition of the 

Canucks when they accomplished the feat in 67 games. The Canucks finished the 

season with 49 wins, ranking tied for first for most wins in a season in franchise 

history. The 2006.07 season was the only other time in franchise history that the 

Canucks have posted 49 wins (49-26-7). 

BREAKING 100
The Vancouver Canucks surpassed 100 points for the fifth season in franchise history 

and finished the season with 103 points. The club accomplished the feat with the 

least number of OT and shootout points on record, suffering only five losses in extra 

time or shootout all season. The only seasons in franchise history to have finished 

a regular season with more points occurred in 2006.07 (105 points) and 2002.03 (104 

points).

HOME SWEET HOME
The Vancouver Canucks set a new franchise record for most home wins in a season 

with their 28th victory of the year coming over the Phoenix Coyotes on Mar. 30/10 

and finished the season with 30 wins at General Motors Place. The previous record 

was 27 in the 1992.93 campaign. With the help of a seven game winning streak from 

Jan. 16 – Mar. 14/10 (tied for the sixth longest in the League this year), Vancouver also 

amassed an impressive point total at home with 63 points (30-8-3). They surpassed 

the previous franchise record of 58 set during the 1992.92 season. The Canucks fin-

ished the year tied for the most home wins this season with Washington.

LEADING THE WAY
Alain Vigneault surpassed Harry Neale on the franchise win list, moving into second 

place all-time with 182 wins following the 2009.10 season. In his fourth season with 

the team, Vigneault has posted a record of 182-114-32 in 328 games coached, won 

three Northwest Division titles and appeared in his 300th game behind the bench 

as the Canucks head coach on Jan. 30th at Toronto. He trails only Marc Crawford in 

franchise wins (246-197-62[32]) through 529 games.

SEDIN VS OVECHKIN & CROSBY
Henrik Sedin won the 2009.10 Art Ross Trophy as the League’s top scorer. Sedin 

finished the season with 112 points (29-83-112), just edging out Alex Ovechkin of 

the Washington Capitals, who finished tied for second in League scoring with 109 

points (50-59-109), alongside Sidney Crosby of the Pittsburgh Penguins (51-58-109). 

This marks the first time in franchise history that a Vancouver Canuck has captured 

the NHL scoring title. Markus Naslund led the League in scoring through 81 games 

played (48-56-104) in 2002.03 and came closer than any player in club history until 

this season.

SCORING BY COMMITTEE
The Canucks had six 20-goal scorers on the roster for the first time since the 1992.93 

season. Alex Burrows (35), Mikael Samuelsson (30), Henrik Sedin (29), Daniel Sedin 

(29), Mason Raymond (25) and Ryan Kesler (25) have all contributed to the second 

highest goals total among NHL teams with a combined 272 goals this season (WSH – 

318). Eight Vancouver players from 1992.93 season notched 20 goals or more.

HAT TRICKS
Michael Grabner became the sixth member of the Canucks to score a hat trick this 

season, Apr. 2/10 at ANA. Alex Burrows (2), Mikael Samuelsson, Daniel Sedin (2), Hen-

rik Sedin and Mason Raymond have also registered hat tricks this season. Vancouver 

held the League lead this season for most hat tricks (8). The 1986.87 Canucks now 

share the franchise single-season record with the 2009.10 Canucks, with three players 

combining for eight hat tricks. The last year the Canucks registered six or more hat 

tricks was 1995.96 when five players combined for seven hat tricks.

WHEN IT COUNTS
Daniel Sedin has notched eight GWG this season, ranking tied for second in the 

League. He now has 44 career GWG and is behind only Markus Naslund (49) in fran-

chise history.

ON THE PLUS SIDE
Christian Ehrhoff and Daniel Sedin finished the season with a plus/minus ranking of 

+36. Ehrhoff and Sedin have established a new single season franchise record in this 

category, surpassing the previous high of +35 held by Pavel Bure (1992.93) and Marek 

Malik (2003.04). Ehrhoff and Sedin ranked tied for fifth for the best plus/minus rating 

in the League this season.

TWIN THREAT
Despite a difference in points and games played between the Sedins there is one 

aspect of their game where they are similarly aligned. The brothers have each pro-

duced League-leading point-per-game averages this season; Henrik ranked second 

overall with 1.37 points per game and Daniel sat third averaging 1.35 points a game. 

Alexander Ovechkin led the League, maintaining a 1.51 point per game pace.

COMEBACK CANUCKS
Vancouver led the NHL in comeback wins when trailing after two periods in 2009.10 

with a total of 11 wins. The previous franchise record was seven, set during the 1984.85 

and 2003.04 seasons. The Canucks were within one win of tying the League record 

(12), set by Dallas in the 2005.06 season (stat courtesy of Elias Sports Bureau).

WORKING OVERTIME
Sami Salo notched his sixth career overtime winning goal, Apr. 4/10 vs MIN. He is tied 

for fifth in League history for most overtime goals scored by a defenceman. Scott 

Niedermayer leads the way with 12.
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OLYMPIC METTLE
The Vancouver Canucks were well represented at the 2010 Winter Olympic Games in 

Vancouver with seven Canucks playing for their respective countries: Roberto Luon-

go (Canada), Ryan Kesler (USA), Sami Salo (Finland), Pavol Demitra (Slovakia), Christian 

Ehrhoff (Germany), Daniel Sedin (Sweden) and Henrik Sedin (Sweden). Four of the 

seven Canucks participating in the Olympics played for a medal with their prospec-

tive teams. No other NHL team had Olympians on all four teams in medal conten-

tion. Roberto Luongo won gold, Ryan Kesler won silver and Sami Salo won bronze.

Roberto Luongo helped secure Canada’s first gold medal in men’s hockey on Cana-

dian soil. His 34-save performance made him the first and only NHL player to win 

gold in his home NHL arena. Luongo now has gold medals with Canada in the World 

Championships, World Cup and Winter Olympics. 

Pavol Demitra led all scorers in the Olympic tournament with 10 points (3-7-10) in 

seven games. Demitra was named to the tournament all-star team. His efforts helped 

Team Slovakia to its first ever berth into an Olympic medal game since joining the 

IIHF in 1994. The Slovaks were ranked ninth entering the tournament and have now 

improved to eighth overall.

HITTING THE ROAD
The Canucks finished the longest road trip in League history, Mar. 10th at Phoenix. 

Their 14 consecutive games played on the road surpassed the previous record of 11 

set by Calgary (Feb. 3-28, 1988) and Philadelphia (Dec. 23, 2005 – Jan. 12, 2006). The 

Canucks longest road trip in franchise history prior to this season was 8 (Feb. 21-Mar. 

5, 1975). In total, the Canucks traveled 20,577km (12,861 Miles) by air across three dif-

ferent time zones. Vancouver played eight games on the road prior to the Olympics 

and six games following without playing a home game over a span of 42 days. The 

Canucks finished 8-5-1.

PROLIFIC SCORING
On January 7th, Alex Burrrows became the first NHL player to record back-to-back 

hat tricks in successive games since Ilya Kovalchuk (Nov. 1st & 3rd, 2007). Burrows is 

the third player to record back-to-back hat tricks in franchise history (Petri Skriko – 

Nov. 18th & 21st [four goals], 1986, Bobby Schmautz – Nov. 17th & 19th [four goals], 

1972). The Canucks have produced back-to-back hat tricks a total of five times in 

franchise history. Burrows has now scored three career hat tricks. 

MILESTONE OUTING
On January 7th versus the Phoenix Coyotes, Roberto Luongo posted the 50th shut-

out of his career, Alex Burrows scored his second hat trick in as many games, Mikael 

Samuelsson netted his 100th career goal while Steve Bernier and Kyle Wellwood each 

played their 300th career NHL games. The win was Vancouver’s fourth consecutive, a 

season high, stretching the club’s undefeated streak to eight games (7-0-1). The only 

other game in franchise history where both a shutout and hat trick were recorded 

was November 18, 1986 vs Calgary, when Richard Brodeur stopped every shot and 

Petri Skriko scored three goals.

IT’S A SELLOUT!
The Vancouver Canucks are supported by the League’s best fans. Seven years ago, 

on November 14, 2002, the streak began and now the club’s sellout record currently 

stands at 302 consecutive games. The capacity at General Motors Place is 18,810.
