Mike Gillis, 52, was named President of Canucks Sports and Enter-
tainment on August 4, 2009. Completing his third season as the 
10th General Manager in Vancouver Canucks history, Gillis has 
built a playoff contender in each of his three seasons as a GM. He 
helped steer Vancouver to the franchise’s first Presidents’ Trophy 
as the League’s most successful regular season team. He also has 
led Vancouver to a Northwest Division title for the third straight 
year and a franchise record 117 point season. In his first season with 
the Canucks, Gillis guided the franchise to its sixth Northwest Di-
vision title with a 45-27-10 record and 100 points in 2008.09. He 
followed that up with 103 point season in 2009.10. Working closely 
with Assistant General Managers Lorne Henning and Laurence 
Gilman, Gillis made several key acquisitions this season including 
signing notable free agents Dan Hamhuis, Manny Malhotra, Raffi 
Torres and Jeff Tambellini, as well as acquiring Keith Ballard, Maxim 
Lapierre and Chris Higgins via trade.

Alain Vigneault, 49, is the 16th Head Coach in franchise history after 
being named to the position on June 20, 2006. In 2010.11, despite 
dressing more players than any other team in the NHL, Vigneault 
led the Canucks to the franchise’s first ever Presidents’ Trophy and 
a franchise record 117 point season. In three seasons as Canucks 
bench boss, Vigneault has built a regular season record of 236-133-
41 with a .626 winning percentage, the most successful winning 
percentage by a Vancouver coach in franchise history. 

In 2009.10, Vigneault led the Canucks to a second consecutive 
Northwest Division title with a 49-28-5 record, tying a wins record 
set his first season as the Canucks head coach. 

In 2008.09, Vigneault collected his 200th win as a head coach in 
the NHL, 100th win behind the bench of the Vancouver Canucks 
and appeared in his 500th career game as a head coach. Vigneault 
led Vancouver to its sixth Northwest Division title in franchise his-
tory, his second in three years, and a record of 45-27-10. 

Vigneault’s inaugural season as Head Coach of the Vancouver Ca-
nucks saw him lead the team to their most successful regular sea-
son to date; establishing new franchise records for wins (49) and 
points (105), on the way to a Northwest Division Championship 
and Vancouver’s first appearance in the playoffs since the 2003.04 
season. In recognition of these significant achievements, Vigneault 
was presented with the Jack Adams Award as NHL Coach of the 
Year at the 2007 NHL Awards in Toronto.

Vigneault previously served as Head Coach of the Montreal Cana-
diens from 1997-2001, becoming the organization’s second young-
est coach in club history at the age of 36. He compiled an NHL re-
cord of 109-118-35-4, reaching the Eastern Conference Semi-Finals 
during his first season behind the Canadiens bench and was nomi-
nated for the Jack Adams Award, following the 1999.00 season.

Vigneault joined Vancouver from the club’s AHL affiliate, the Mani-
toba Moose, where he led the team to within one game of the 
conference finals. In the 2005.06 season, his first season as Head 
Coach with the Moose, Vigneault guided the club to a 44-24-7 
record.

Prior to joining the Moose, Vigneault spent 10 seasons as Head 
Coach in the QMJHL with Trois-Rivieres, Hull, Beauport and PEI. 
In 1988, Vigneault led the Olympiques to the Memorial Cup and 
was subsequently named CHL Coach of the Year. He has been 

honoured as coach of the QMJHL’s Second All-Star team on three 
separate occasions.

Vigneault has also achieved success on the international stage. He 
served as an Assistant Coach with Canada’s National Junior Team 
in 1989 and 1991, winning a gold medal at the 1991 World Junior 
Championships in Saskatoon.

The Quebec-native began his career in the NHL playing for the St. 
Louis Blues from 1981 to 1983. Drafted by the Blues in the eighth 
round, 167th overall in the 1981 Entry Draft, the defenceman re-
corded two goals, five assists and 82 penalty minutes in his NHL 
career. Vigneault went on to serve as a scout for the Blues for two 
seasons and as an Assistant Coach for the Ottawa Senators from 
1992 to 1996.

2010.11 TRANSACTIONS
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ALL THE PRESIDENTS’ MEN
The Vancouver Canucks captured the Presidents’ trophy with a victory over the Los 
Angeles Kings on March 31, 2011 and finished the 2010.11 season with a record of 54-19-
9 and 117 points, 10 more than the Washington Capitals in second spot. This marked 
the first time in franchise history that the Canucks sat atop the League at the con-
clusion of the season, the first Canadian team to earn the title since the Ottawa 
Senators in 2002.03 and the first Northwest Division team to capture the Presidents’ 
Trophy since the Colorado Avalanche in the 2000.01 campaign. Prior to this season, 
the Canucks last led the League January 13, 2004, when Vancouver shared the League 
lead with 59 points. The last time a Canadian team led the League in the standings 
was March 24, 2006 when Ottawa shared the number one spot with Detroit.

50+ WINS FOR THE 1st TIME
The Canucks recorded their 50th win of the season on March 27th, 2010, at Colum-
bus, marking the first time in franchise history that Vancouver has ever reached the 
50-win plateau. The Canucks finished the 2010.11 season with 54 wins, surpassing the 
previous record of 49, and recorded 40 or more wins for the 11th time in franchise 
history. This also marks the fourth time the team has reached the 40-win mark under 
Head Coach Alain Vigneault’s five year career with the Canucks (39 wins in 2007.08).

TAKE POINT
The Vancouver Canucks established a new franchise record for points earning 107 
with a victory over the Atlanta Thrashers on March 25 and finished the season with 
117 points. The previous record was set in the 2006.07 season when the Canucks re-
corded a then best 105 points. The Canucks also registered 100 (or more) points for 
the seventh season in franchise history. Winning in the team’s 71st game, they set a 
franchise record for the fastest the Canucks have reached 100 points. The previous 
record was set in the 77th game of the 2006.07 season.

NORTHWEST DIVISION CHAMPIONS
With a win March 16, 2011, versus Colorado, the Canucks secured their third consecu-
tive Northwest Division Title. Vancouver has won eight division titles in franchise 
history and five times since the 2003.04 season. Only the Detroit Red Wings (6) have 
won more division titles since 2003.04.

ROAD WARRIORS
The Vancouver Canucks set new records for most wins (27) and points (58) on the 
road in 2010.11. Their previous best road win total was held at 23 wins (2002.03 and 
2006.07) and best road point total was 54 points (2002.03). The Canucks established 
a nine-game winning streak on the road from March 5-29, marking the longest road 
winning streak this season and the longest road winning streak in franchise history, 
previously held at eight games in 2003.04. Vancouver also swept a five-game road trip 
March 5-12, 2011 for the first time since January of the 1991.92 season.

SPECIAL TEAMS
Vancouver produced strong results in 2010.11 with their special teams. The Canucks 
set a franchise record going eight consecutive games without allowing a power play 
goal, stopping 35 consecutive pp opportunities, Jan. 24-Feb. 12/11. The previous fran-
chise record of seven games was set in 1980.81, Jan. 6-20/81. The Canucks penalty 
kill ranked first at home (88.4%) and tied for second (85.6%) overall and power play 
ranked first overall (24.3%) and first on the road (28.0%) in the NHL. Daniel Sedin’s 18 
power play goals were first in the NHL. Daniel is now five power play goals from pass-
ing Trevor Linden in third for the most power play goals in franchise history. 

‘ART’ISTIC FLARE
Daniel Sedin won the League’s 2010.11 scoring title after recording 104 points (41-63-
104) in 82 games, finishing five points ahead of Martin St. Louis in second place (31-68-
99). On March 31, 2011, versus Los Angeles, Daniel Sedin became just the 10th Swedish 
born player to reach 100 points in a single season. Prior to this season, Henrik Sedin 

(2009.10) and Peter Forsberg (2002.03) were the only Swedish born NHL players to 
have been awarded the Art Ross Trophy as the NHL’s leading scorer in a single season. 
Out of Daniel’s 104 points, 22 (10-12-22) have factored in on the GWG and he’s been 
on the ice for 27 out of Vancouver’s 50 GWGs this season. Ranking tied for third 
among all NHL forwards in plus/minus (+30), Daniel has only been on the ice for two 
opponents’ GWGs (Oct. 13 and Nov. 17). Daniel set personal bests in goals, assists and 
points this season, surpassing his previous career highs of 36 goals in 2006.07, 56 as-
sists in 2009.10 and 85 points in 2010.11.

BROTHERLY LOVE
Vancouver Canucks captain Henrik Sedin and alternate captain Daniel Sedin became 
the first brothers in NHL history to win the Art Ross Trophy in consecutive seasons. 
Daniel Sedin (41-63-104) and Henrik Sedin (19-75-94) finished the season first and 
fourth in League scoring in 2010.11, respectively. The brotherly duo combined to post 
the second best season by two brother teammates in League history; Doug (1st) and 
Max (3rd) Bentley set the record in the 1942.43 season when they played for the 
Chicago Blackhawks. 

JENNINGS TROPHY
For the first time in franchise history, goaltenders Roberto Luongo and Cory Sch-
neider have earned the Vancouver Canucks the William M. Jennings Trophy by al-
lowing only 185 goals against. The William M. Jennings Trophy is an annual National 
Hockey League award given to “the goalkeeper(s) having played a minimum of 25 
games for the team with the fewest goals scored against it.” The award was first 
introduced at the conclusion of the 1981.82 season. Roberto Luongo posted a record 
of 39-15-7 and GAA of 2.11 this season while Cory Schneider allowed an average of 
2.25 goals per game this season and record of 24-15-4. 

FROM THE CREASE
Roberto Luongo ranks among the League’s elite goaltenders and continues to move 
up the list for most wins and shutouts in League history. Luongo ranked tied for first 
in the League this season with 38 wins. He also ranks fourth overall among active 
goaltenders and is 21st all-time for most career wins at 309. Luongo’s 55 shutouts also 
rank among the best. Currently ranking second among active goaltenders and 18th 
in League history, he passed Ed Giacomin and Bernie Parent with 54 shutouts each 
with a shutout Apr. 7/11 vs MIN. Luongo has accomplished these feats under pressure 
having faced 20,098 shots in his career. Only 12 other NHL goaltenders (2 active) have 
faced more shots all-time. 

EXCLUSIVE COMPANY
Roberto Luongo became the 25th goaltender in League history to reach the 300-win 
milestone with a victory over Los Angeles on March 5, 2011. At the age of 31 years and 
335 days, he became the sixth youngest goaltender and the 16th fastest goaltender 
to reach the 300-win mark. He finished the season with 39 wins, reaching 30+ wins in 
six consecutive seasons.

LEADING THE WAY
In his fifth season with the club, Head Coach Alain Vigneault has led the team to its 
first Presidents’ Trophy and set franchise records for most points (117) and wins (54) in 
a season. Vigneault has posted a record of 236-133-41 in 410 games coached, won four 
Northwest Division titles and posted 40 or more wins four times. He trails only Marc 
Crawford in franchise wins (246-197-62[32]) through 529 games.

MAKING IT COUNT
Daniel Sedin holds the franchise record for most GWGs at 54, surpassing the previous 
club record this season, held by Markus Naslund (49). Eight of those goals have come 
in overtime, placing him only one OT goal behind the club’s all-time leader Brendan 
Morrison (9). Daniel has notched 10 GWGs this season, ranking third for the most in 
the League.

STARTING OFF ON THE RIGHT FOOT
Undefeated in his first 10 starts this season, Cory Schneider tied a franchise record 
for the longest undefeated streak. Kirk McLean (twice), Dan Cloutier (twice), Cesare 
Maniago and Richard Brodeur now share the franchise record. On December 11, 2010 
versus the Tampa Bay Lightning, Cory Schneider set another franchise record for 
most assists in a single game by a goaltender when he collected two. 

ON THE PLUS SIDE
Kevin Bieksa finished the season with a plus/minus ranking of +32, tied for the second 
best rating in the League this season, behind only Zdeno Chara (+33). Bieksa finished 
within +4 of the franchise record of the best plus/minus rating in a single season 
(+36), set by Christian Ehrhoff and Daniel Sedin in 2009.10.

SETTING THE RECORD STRAIGHT
A total of 12 Canucks on the roster at the end of the season have surpassed their 
previous season highs in at least one of the five categories this season: games played, 
goals, assists, points, plus/minus and/or penalty minutes. The new highs are bolded 
and listed below.

WHO’S ON FIRST?
Cody Hodgson scored his first NHL goal, February 2, 2011, at Phoenix becoming the 
sixth member of the Canucks to register his first NHL goal this season. Mario Bliznak 
(Nov. 11/10 at OTT), Aaron Volpatti (Dec. 20/10 at STL), Alex Bolduc (Jan. 2/11 at COL), 
Sergei Shirokov (Jan. 18/11 at COL) and Lee Sweatt (Jan. 26/11 vs NSH) have all also 
recorded their first NHL goals this season. Sweatt scored on his first NHL shot, col-
lecting the game-winning goal. Sweatt was the fifth Canucks player to record the 
game-winner in his NHL debut with Vancouver joining Thomas Gradin, Rick Lanz, 
Lars Molin and Jason Jaffray. In the last 20 years, only three Canucks have scored in 
their NHL debuts with Vancouver. Jason Jaffray (Dec. 12/07 at ANA), Rick Rypien (Dec. 
21/05 at EDM) and Adrian Aucoin (May 3/95 at SJ) all scored in their NHL debuts with 
Vancouver.

MARCH MAGIC
With the 13th win of the month, March 31, 2011 versus LA, the Canucks set a franchise 
record for the most wins in a month. Vancouver finished 13-2-0 in March, winning 13 
games in a single calendar month for the first time in franchise history. The previ-
ous record for March was set in 2006.07 when Vancouver went 11-2-2. Prior to this, 
the best monthly record overall was set in November of 2002.03 when the Canucks 
went 12-1-0.

IT’S A SELLOUT!
The Vancouver Canucks are supported by the League’s best fans. Seven years ago, 
on November 14, 2002, the streak began and now the club’s sellout record currently 
stands at 349 consecutive games. The capacity at Rogers Arena is 18,860.
