CANUCKS HOCKEY OPS EXECUTIVE
Trevor Linden joined the Vancouver Canucks front o
ce 
as President of Hockey Operations & Alternate Governor, 
NHL, on April 9, 2014. He is one of the most accomplished 
and celebrated players in team history, with leadership and 
community connections rooted in British Columbia for 
more than two decades.

Linden is responsible for all hockey operations, including 
the coaching and scouting sta�s, player procurement and 
development, and minor league a
liations and operations. 
He also serves as Alternate Governor, NHL.

Linden retired as a Canuck on the 20th anniversary of his 
draft day, June 11, 2008. Following his retirement, Linden 
continued to give back to the community through the 
Trevor Linden Foundation. He also became a member 
of the business community through several real estate 
developments and the launch of two fitness clubs: Club 16 
– Trevor Linden Fitness and Orange Theory Fitness.

Linden left the NHL after 19 seasons, having recorded 867 
career points (375-492-867) in 1382 regular season games 
with the Canucks, Montreal Canadiens, New York Islanders 
and Washington Capitals. Throughout his career, Linden 
was a proven playo� performer. In 124 playo� games, he 
recorded 99 points (34-65-99) and 104 penalty minutes. 
Of his 124 playo� games, 118 came in a Canucks uniform, 
highlighted by 25 points (12-13-25) in 24 games during the 
Canucks 1994 Stanley Cup run.

Linden served as a player representative beginning in 1990 
and was elected President of the National Hockey League 
Players Association, serving from 1998 to 2006.

Linden completed his NHL career among the all-time 
League leaders in a number of statistical categories. He 
ranks 38th in games played (1382), is tied for 107th in goals 
scored (375) and ranks 111th in points (867) scored in NHL 
history.

After being drafted second overall by the Canucks in 1988, 

Linden enjoyed immediate success, finishing runner-up for 
the 1989 Calder Trophy and being named The Hockey News 
Rookie-of-the-Year. In his first eight NHL seasons, Linden 
recorded 30 or more goals six times.

In 1991.92, Linden, just 21-years-old at the time, was named 
the Canucks captain, becoming the youngest captain in 
the NHL.

Linden wore the “C” as Canucks captain for seven seasons, 
the third longest tenure as captain in club history (behind 
Stan Smyl and Markus Naslund). After spending his first 10 
NHL seasons in Vancouver, Linden went on to play parts 
of five seasons with the Canadiens, Islanders and Capitals 
before returning for six more years in a Canucks sweater 
after he was re-acquired in November of 2001.

During his 19 seasons, Linden was a two-time NHL All-Star 
(1990.91 and 1991.92) and represented Team Canada at the 
1998 Winter Olympic Games in Nagano, Japan. When he 
retired, he was the Canucks all-time leader in games played 
(1140), assists (415) and was second in goals (318) and points 
(733). His 118 games, 34 goals, 61 assists and 95 points in the 
playo�s remain club records.

Just as impressive as his on-ice accomplishments are his 
o�-ice contributions. In his final NHL season, Linden was 
named the recipient of the NHL Foundation Player Award 
which is awarded annually to the NHL player “who applies 
the core values of hockey—commitment, perseverance and 
teamwork—to enrich the lives of people in his community”. 
In 1997, Linden was awarded the King Clancy Memorial 
Trophy which is given annually to the NHL player who best 
exemplifies leadership qualities on and o� the ice and who 
has made a significant humanitarian contribution in his 
community. In 2011, Linden was also appointed by Governor 
General David Johnston to the Order of Canada for his 
cited “ongoing sportsmanship and community engagement 
as a respected leader both on and o� the ice.”

Jim Benning became the 11th general manager in Canucks 
history with his appointment May 21, 2014. In his first season 
with Vancouver, Benning signed a number of notable 
free agents including Ryan Miller and Radim Vrbata and 
orchestrated trades for Nick Bonino, Luca Sbisa and Derek 
Dorsett.

Prior to joining the Canucks, he spent eight seasons with 
the Boston Bruins. He joined the Bruins in July of 2006 
as the Director of Player Personnel before being named 
Assistant General Manager July 14, 2007. In that position, he 
served as an advisor to General Manager Peter Chiarelli on 
all matters pertaining to player evaluation, trades and free 
agent signings, in addition to assisting the General Manager 
in overseeing all individuals in their specific duties for the 
Bruins. 

Benning joined the Bruins after 12 seasons in the Bu�alo 
Sabres organization including eight seasons as the team’s 
Director of Amateur Scouting. In that position, he oversaw 
the club’s scouting sta� and led the team at the annual NHL 
Entry Draft, in addition to scouting prospects at the high 
school, college and junior hockey levels as well as in Europe. 

A former defenceman, he was drafted by the Toronto 
Maple Leafs, sixth overall, in the 1981 NHL Entry Draft 
following  a record setting season with the WHL Portland 
Winter Hawks. He set WHL records for most consecutive 
games with an assist (30) and point (45) as well as most 
points by a defenceman (111). Following his WHL career, 

Benning played nine seasons in the NHL with the Maple 
Leafs and Vancouver Canucks. He played one season in Italy 
before retiring as a player in 1992 and attended college for 
one year before joining the Anaheim organization as an 
amateur scout in 1993.94.

Jim and his family reside in Portland, OR, during the 
o�season.

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COACHING STAFF
Willie Desjardins became the 18th Head Coach in Vancouver 
Canucks history on June 23, 2014. In his first season behind 
an NHL bench, Desjardins led the team to a 48-29-5 record. 
The 2014.15 season marked the fifth highest win total in 
franchise history.

Since the inception of the shootout, Desjardins has posted 
the third best record for an NHL coach in his rookie year. He 
also posted the second most wins for a Canucks coach in 
their first season with the team; Alain Vigneault collected 
49 in 2006.07.

Desjardins joined the Canucks organization from the Texas 
Stars of the American Hockey League, where he led the 
Stars to a Calder Cup Championship in 2014. Desjardins 
served as Head Coach of the Texas Stars for two seasons 
compiling a 91-40-21 (.667) regular season record in 152 AHL 
games. He was awarded the Louis A. R. Pieri Award as the 
AHL’s Coach of the Year in 2013, his first season with Texas. 
Desjardin’s second season with Texas produced a regular 
season record of 48-18-10 (.697) and a 15-6 playo� record 
culminating in the Stars’ first Calder Cup Championship. 
Desjardins began his four year tenure with the Stars 
organization as an Associate Coach with Dallas before 
serving as Head Coach of their AHL a
liate. 

From 2002 to 2010 Desjardins was Head Coach of the 
Medicine Hat Tigers of the WHL adding the role of General 
Manager in 2005. Desjardins twice led the Tigers to Western 
Hockey League championships winning the President’s Cup 
in the 2003.04 and 2006.07 seasons. In two Memorial Cup 
berths Desjardins’ Tigers advanced to the Finals once in 
2007. Desjardins was awarded the Dunc McCallum Memorial 
Trophy as the WHL’s Coach of the Year for the 2005.06 
season. He was also honoured by the Canadian Hockey 
League and presented with the Brian Kilrea Coach of the 
Year Award that same season. Desjardins’ first WHL Head 
Coaching role was with the Saskatoon Blades in the 1997.98 
season. 

Internationally, Desjardins has represented Canada as Head 
Coach in 2010 (silver) and Assistant Coach in 2009 (gold) at 
the World Junior Championships. He was Assistant Coach 
for the Canadian national men’s team when Canada finished 
fourth at the at the 1999 IIHF World Championship in 
Norway. 

Desjardins played major junior hockey for the Lethbridge 
Broncos of the Western Hockey League from 1974 through 
1977. He won the 1982.83 Major W.J. “Danny” McLeod 
Award as the University Cup Tournament MVP, selected by 
members of the CIS Men’s Hockey Coaches Association.

ROAD WARRIORS
Vancouver ranked fifth in the League this season for the best road record (24-14-3) 
and third best in the Western Conference after accumulating 51 points. While on 
the road, the Canucks also ranked tied for third for most goals (120) and second 
in the League on the penalty kill (86.6%). Daniel Sedin ranked tied for first in road 
assists (30) and tied for sixth in the League for road points (10-30-40). Radim Vr-
bata also among League leaders in road goals, tied for 11th most in the League 
this year (17). 

The 24 wins on the road this season has ranked for the second highest total in 
franchise history, alongside the 2011.12 team. The only year the Canucks have col-
lected more wins on the road was in 2010.11 when the team posted 27 victories.

30 FOR VRBY 
Radim Vrbata registered a team-high 31 goals this season. He is the first Canuck 
since Daniel Sedin (in 2011.12) to collect 30 or more goals in a season. Over the 
last 20 seasons (dating back to 1993.94), there have only been 24 occasions where 
a Canuck has scored 30 or more goals. This is the 2nd time Vrbata has reached 
the 30+ goal milestone. He last accomplished this during the 2011.12 season. His 
31 goals ranked him t-12th in the NHL this year. Vrbata’s team-leading (and single 
season career-high) 12 PPG ranked him t-9th in the League. Vrbata also recorded 7 
GWG, t-8th most in the NHL this season. Third on the team in scoring (31-30-61), 
Vrbata also led the Canucks with 3.4 shots/game which ranked t-11th in the NHL. 
With two assists in the season finale, Apr. 11 vs EDM, Vrbata set new single-season 
career-highs in both assists (32) and points (63).

TWIN-ING
Daniel Sedin (20-56-76) led the team in scoring and assists followed by Henrik Se-
din (18-55-73) in 2014.15. Daniel ranked t-8th in League scoring while Henrik ranked 
t-10th; Daniel also ranked t-3rd in League assists while Henrik ranked 5th. Henrik 
collected his 50th assist of the season, marking the eighth time in his career that 
he has recorded 50 or more assists in a season, Apr. 4/15 at WPG.

3 of Daniel’s 4 GWG this season have occurred in OT (t-2nd in OT goals). His 13 
career OT goals are the most in franchise history and are also tied for 4th among 
active players (credit: ESB). 

MILESTONE NIGHTS 
Daniel Sedin celebrated his 1000th NHL regular season game on Nov. 23/14 vs CHI. 
He became the 52nd player in League history to reach 1,000 games, all with the same 
franchise. He became just the third Canuck to reach this mark, alongside Trevor Lin-
den and Henrik Sedin. 

On Apr. 6/15 vs LA, Henrik Sedin collected his 700th career assist. With the tally, 
Henrik became just the fourth Swedish-born player to achieve the mark (following 
Nicklas Lidstrom, Mats Sundin and Daniel Alfredsson). He ranks 52nd in NHL history 
for most assists and third among active players.

ELITE COMPANY 
WINS
On Oct. 28/14 vs CAR, Ryan Miller notched his 300th career NHL win. He is one of 
only 31 goaltenders in NHL history to accomplish the feat. Miller currently ranks 
3rd among active goaltenders in wins and 24th all-time in wins (323). Miller re-
corded 20 wins in his first 29 starts to a season; he has done this on 3 separate 
occasions in his career. He is also the 1st goaltender in Canucks history to win 10 of 
his first 11 starts with the club (credit: NHL PR). With the victory Nov. 1/14 at EDM, 
Ryan Miller moved into 3rd all-time in wins among American-born goaltenders. 
He is the 5th American born goaltender in franchise history to play for Vancouver. 

SHUTOUTS
Ryan Miller recorded back-to-back shutouts Nov. 25/14 vs NJ and Nov. 28/14 at 
CBJ. Miller last posted back-to-back shutouts Feb. 29-Mar. 1/12 while with Buf-
falo and the Canucks last posted back-to-back shutouts Dec. 9 and 13/13 (credit: 
NHL PR). With 35 career shutouts under his belt, Miller moves into a tie for 46th 
all-time in League history. This also puts him 7th among active goaltenders in this 
category.

ROOKIE ROUNDUP
With 13 goals this season, Bo Horvat became the first Canuck rookie to have at 
least 12 goals in his 1st NHL season since Daniel Sedin in 2000.01 (20). At the conclu-
sion of the 2014.15 season, Horvat ranked 1st among rookies in faceo¢ win percent-
age (51.4%; min. 100 faceo¢s taken) and took the 3rd most draws among rookies 
(848). Horvat (13-12-25) also ranked in the top-20 in a number of rookie statistical 
categories including goals (t-7th) and points (14th). Horvat recorded his 1st career 
NHL goal Nov. 20/14 vs ANA and recorded his 1st multi- point game (0-3-3) the 
following game Nov. 23/14 vs CHI, which included 13 faceo¢ wins (81%). At age 
19, Horvat became the 1st teenager to record 3 points in 1 game for the Canucks 
since Feb. 28, 1990, when Trevor Linden collected 2-1-3 vs. PHI ( credit: Elias Sports 
Bureau).

Linden Vey (10-14-24) ranked t-15th among League rookies in scoring, t-20th in 
rookie goals and t-18th in rookie assists. With 4 power play tallies, he ranked t-6th 
among League rookies in PPG. 

The last time multiple Canucks rookies scored at least 10 goals in the same season 
was in 1990: Robert Kron (12), Jay Mazur (11), Petr Nedved (10) and Garry Valk (10) 
(credit. ESB).

Three other Canucks made their NHL debuts this season: Alex Biega, Brandon De-
Fazio, and Ronalds Kenins. Both Biega (Feb. 16/15 vs MIN; GWG in his first GP) and 
Kenins (Feb. 1/15 vs MIN) also collected their first NHL goals in 2014.15.

ADVANTAGE – SEDIN 
On Feb. 7/15 at PIT, Daniel Sedin collected his 115th career power play goal. With 
the tally on the man advantage, he became the franchise leader in this category, 
surpassing Markus Naslund who sits at 114. Daniel has scored 35.2% of his career 
goals while on the power play. 
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GAME NOTES
SHOOTOUT SUCCESS 
Radim Vrbata has terrorized goaltenders throughout the League since the intro-
duction of the shootout after the 2004.05 work stoppage. Vrbata is currently 
tied for fifth in NHL history with 38 career shootout goals in 89 career attempts 
(42.7%). In 2014.15, Vrbata tallied three shootout goals, including one GDG, on 
seven attempts (42.9%). This ranked him tied for 28th for most shootout goals 
this season. 

TAN-MAN CAN 
Chris Tanev scored just 18 seconds into OT to record his 2nd goal of the season 
(and 1st GWG), Dec. 20 vs CGY. With the tally, 4 of his 10 career goals have now 
been game-winners, including his first NHL goal on Feb. 4/13 at EDM.

GOOSE EGG 
The Vancouver Canucks established a franchise record for the longest road shut-
out streak at 2:59:49 (Miller played 2:57:16 of that streak), spanning from Jan. 13-
19/15. The previous club high was 2:38:41, from Nov. 11-26/11. 

Ryan Miller also established a personal best of 3:20:45 from Jan. 8-19/15, which 
included back to back shutouts on the road. Miller became the first goaltender in 
franchise history to record shutouts in consecutive days since Ken Lockett accom-
plished the feat (Apr. 1- 2, 1975) and became the first Canuck goaltender to post 
road shutouts in two consecutive days. The last NHL goaltender to post shutouts 
on consecutive days was Ryan Miller on Feb. 29/12 vs ANA and Mar. 1/12 vs SJ while 
he was a member of the Sabres (courtesy of Elias Sports Bureau). The franchise re-
cord for longest shutout streak (team and individual) is 4:02:36 from Nov. 4-12/08.

FAST AND THE FURIOUS
On Oct. 24/14 at COL, Henrik Sedin notched a goal just 10 seconds into the first 
period, becoming the third fastest goal by a Canuck to start a game. Alex Burrows 
holds the record at six seconds (Mar. 16/13 vs DET) followed by Trevor Linden at 
nine seconds (Jan. 16/94 at ANA). 

On Oct. 26/14 vs WSH, the Canucks scored three consecutive goals (H. Sedin, 
Bonino, and Sbisa) in the second period in a span of 1:47. The franchise record 
for fastest three goals in a period is 0:48 (April 13/93) when Ryan Walter, Sergio 
Momesso, and Trevor Linden notched consecutive goals in the first period vs LA.

ALL STAR NOD
Canucks forward Radim Vrbata was named as one of 42 players to participate in 
the 2015 Honda NHL All-Star Game and Weekend. Vrbata made his first NHL All-
Star Game appearance and was the first Canuck since Roberto Luongo (2007) to 
be named an All-Star in his first year with the team.

ZACK ATTACK
In the month of February, Zack Kassian twice tied a career-best 3 game goal streak. 
He found the back of the net in 3 straight games from Feb. 20-24 (4-0-4). This 
included game winners in 2 consecutive games (Feb. 22 at NYI and Feb. 24 at BOS) 
and his 1st career multi-goal game (2) on Feb. 20 at NJ. Kassian also tied a career-
high 3 game consecutive goal streak from Feb. 7-11: 3 goals and 4 game consecutive 
point streak from Feb. 7-13: 3-2-5. Currently this season, Kassian has a career-best 
19.1 shooting percentage and has as many GWG as he did last year (2).

also in double digits in scoring. 

•  This year is the most wins the Canucks have ever had in a season against east-
ern conference teams (21-9-1).
