Trevor Linden joined the Vancouver Canucks front office
as President of Hockey Operations & Alternate Governor,
NHL, on April 9, 2014. He is one of the most accomplished
and celebrated players in team history, with leadership and
community connections rooted in British Columbia for
more than two decades.

Linden is responsible for all hockey operations, including
the coaching and scouting staffs, player procurement and
development, and minor league affiliations and operations.
He also serves as Alternate Governor, NHL.

Linden retired as a Canuck on the 20th anniversary of his
draft day, June 11, 2008. Following his retirement, Linden
continued to give back to the community through the
Trevor Linden Foundation. He also became a member

of the business community through several real estate
developments and the launch of two fitness clubs: Club 16
—Trevor Linden Fitness and Orange Theory Fitness.

Linden left the NHL after 19 seasons, having recorded 867
career points (375-492-867) in 1382 regular season games
with the Canucks, Montreal Canadiens, New York Islanders
and Washington Capitals. Throughout his career, Linden
was a proven playoff performer. In 124 playoff games, he
recorded 99 points (34-65-99) and 104 penalty minutes.
Of his 124 playoff games, 118 came in a Canucks uniform,
highlighted by 25 points (12-13-25) in 24 games during the
Canucks 1994 Stanley Cup run.

Linden served as a player representative beginning in 1990
and was elected President of the National Hockey League
Players Association, serving from 1998 to 2006.

Linden completed his NHL career among the all-time
League leaders in a number of statistical categories. He
ranks 38th in games played (1382), is tied for 107th in goals
scored (375) and ranks 1Tth in points (867) scored in NHL
history.

Jim Benning became the Tith general manager in Canucks
history with his appointment May 21, 2014. Since joining
Vancouver, Benning has signed a number of notable

free agents including Ryan Miller and Radim Vrbata and
orchestrated trades for Sven Baertschi, Emerson Etem,
Markus Granlund, Brandon Sutter, Luca Sbisa and Derek
Dorsett. In his first NHL Draft with Vancouver, he acquired
Jake Virtanen, Thatcher Demko, Jared McCann and Nikita
Tryamkim.

Prior to joining the Canucks, he spent eight seasons with
the Boston Bruins. He joined the Bruins in July of 2006

as the Director of Player Personnel before being named
Assistant General Manager July 14, 2007. In that position, he
served as an advisor to General Manager Peter Chiarelli on
all matters pertaining to player evaluation, trades and free
agent signings, in addition to assisting the General Manager
in overseeing all individuals in their specific duties for the
Bruins.

Benning joined the Bruins after 12 seasons in the Buffalo
Sabres organization including eight seasons as the team’s

After being drafted second overall by the Canucks in 1988,
Linden enjoyed immediate success, finishing runner-up for
the 1989 Calder Trophy and being named The Hockey News
Rookie-of-the-Year. In his first eight NHL seasons, Linden
recorded 30 or more goals six times.

In199192, Linden, just 21-years-old at the time, was named
the Canucks captain, becoming the youngest captain in
the NHL.

Linden wore the “C” as Canucks captain for seven seasons,
the third longest tenure as captain in club history (behind
Stan Smyl and Markus Naslund). After spending his first 10
NHL seasons in Vancouver, Linden went on to play parts
of five seasons with the Canadiens, Islanders and Capitals
before returning for six more years in a Canucks sweater
after he was re-acquired in November of 2001.

During his 19 seasons, Linden was a two-time NHL All-Star
(1990.91and 1991.92) and represented Team Canada at the
1998 Winter Olympic Games in Nagano, Japan. When he
retired, he was the Canucks all-time leader in games played
(1140), assists (415) and was second in goals (318) and points
(733). His 18 games, 34 goals, 61 assists and 95 points in the
playoffs remain club records.

Just as impressive as his on-ice accomplishments are his
off-ice contributions. In his final NHL season, Linden was
named the recipient of the NHL Foundation Player Award
which is awarded annually to the NHL player “who applies
the core values of hockey—commitment, perseverance and
teamwork—to enrich the lives of people in his community”.
In1997, Linden was awarded the King Clancy Memorial
Trophy which is given annually to the NHL player who best
exemplifies leadership qualities on and off the ice and who
has made a significant humanitarian contribution in his
community. In 2011, Linden was also appointed by Governor
General David Johnston to the Order of Canada for his
cited “ongoing sportsmanship and community engagement
as a respected leader both on and off the ice.”

Director of Amateur Scouting. In that position, he oversaw
the club’s scouting staff and led the team at the annual NHL
Entry Draft, in addition to scouting prospects at the high
school, college and junior hockey levels as well as in Europe.

A former defenceman, he was drafted by the Toronto
Maple Leafs, sixth overall, in the 1981 NHL Entry Draft
following a record setting season with the WHL Portland
Winter Hawks. He set WHL records for most consecutive
games with an assist (30) and point (45) as well as most
points by a defenceman (I11). Following his WHL career,
Benning played nine seasons in the NHL with the Maple
Leafs and Vancouver Canucks. He played one season in Italy
before retiring as a player in 1992 and attended college for
one year before joining the Anaheim organization as an
amateur scout in 1993.94.

Jim and his family reside in Portland, OR, during the
offseason.

Willie Desjardins became the 18th Head Coach in Vancouver
Canucks history on June 23, 2014. In his first season behind
an NHL bench, Desjardins led the team to a 48-29-5 record.
The 201415 season marked the fifth highest win total in
franchise history.

Since the inception of the shootout, Desjardins has posted
the third best record for an NHL coach in his rookie year. He
also posted the second most wins for a Canucks coach in
their first season with the team; Alain Vigneault collected
49in 2006.07.

In his second season with the franchise, Desjardins led a
line-up that saw 37 players dress, including nine rookies, to a
31-38-13 record. The club record for most rookies in a season
was 11(1973.74) and the most players to appear in the lineup
was 42 (199091).

Desjardins joined the Canucks organization from the Texas
Stars of the American Hockey League, where he led the
Stars to a Calder Cup Championship in 2014. Desjardins
served as Head Coach of the Texas Stars for two seasons
compiling a 91-40-21 (.667) regular season record in 152 AHL
games. He was awarded the Louis A. R. Pieri Award as the
AHL's Coach of the Year in 2013, his first season with Texas.
Desjardin’s second season with Texas produced a regular
season record of 48-18-10 (.697) and a 15-6 playoff record
culminating in the Stars’ first Calder Cup Championship.
Desjardins began his four year tenure with the Stars

serving as Head Coach of their AHL affiliate.

From 2002 to 2010 Desjardins was Head Coach of the
Medicine Hat Tigers of the WHL adding the role of General
Manager in 2005. Desjardins twice led the Tigers to Western
Hockey League championships winning the President’s Cup
in the 2003.04 and 2006.07 seasons. In two Memorial Cup
berths Desjardins’ Tigers advanced to the Finals once in
2007. Desjardins was awarded the Dunc McCallum Memorial
Trophy as the WHL's Coach of the Year for the 2005.06
season. He was also honoured by the Canadian Hockey
League and presented with the Brian Kilrea Coach of the
Year Award that same season. Desjardins’ first WHL Head
Coaching role was with the Saskatoon Blades in the 1997.98
5€ason.

Internationally, Desjardins has represented Canada as Head
Coach in 2010 (silver) and Assistant Coach in 2009 (gold) at
the World Junior Championships. He was Assistant Coach
for the Canadian national men’s team when Canada finished
fourth at the at the 1999 IIHF World Championship in
Norway.

Desjardins played major junior hockey for the Lethbridge
Broncos of the Western Hockey League from 1974 through
1977. He won the 1982.83 Major W,). “Danny” McLeod
Award as the University Cup Tournament MVP, selected by
members of the CIS Men's Hockey Coaches Association.

Andrey Pedan set AHL career highs in goals (7), assists (14) and points (21). He
also made his NHL debut this season and played in 13 games for Vancouver.

Joe Cannata has posted career-highs in games played (40), wins (20), and
shutouts (2). He went undefeated in regulation in eight consecutive starts
from Jan. 30 to March 6 (7-0-1,1.99 goals against average, and .935 save per-
centage).

Alexandre Grenier led the team in goals (16), assists (31) and points (47) and
was one of seven different players to register three game-winning goals. He
posted 28 points (10-18-28) in his final 26 games of the season (as of Apr. 10).
He also put together a season-long seven-game point streak from Mar. 26 to
Apr. 9.

Rookie Jordan Subban led all Comets defencemen in points (11-24-35) and
picked up 14 of his points (3-1-14) on the power play.

Alex Friesen put up nine points (7-2-9) over an 11 game stretch from Nov. 21 to
Dec. 13. He registered 12 points (5-7-12) in his last 19 games (as of Apr.10).

Brendan Gaunce posted 33 points (15-18-33) in 43 games before miss-
ing 19 games while on recall with the Canucks (Mar. 4 to Apr. 10).

PROSPECTS NOTES

Thatcher Demko completed his third season with Boston College, leading
the Eagles to the Hockey East regular season championship and a berth in
the NCAA Frozen Four. Demko posted a 27-8-4 record along with a .935 save
percentage and a 1.88 goals-against average in 39 games with the Eagles this
season. His 10 shutouts on the year set a new Boston College school record
and ranks as the second most in college hockey history for a season. He was
also awarded the 2016 Mike Richter Award as the most outstanding goalten-
der in NCAA men’s hockey and was a finalist for the 2016 Hobey Baker Award.

Brock Boeser recently completed his freshman season with the University of
North Dakota, helping the Fighting Hawks to their eighth NCAA Champion-
ship. The NCHC Rookie of the Year finished third in the NCAA scoring race and
became the third freshman in school history to lead the team in scoring (60);
he also led the team in goals (27) and plus/minus (+45) and ranked second in
assists (33).

Troy Stecher completed his junior season with the University of North Da-
kota, helping the Fighting Hawks to their eighth NCAA Championship while
being named to the All-Tournament Team. A Second Team West All-American,
Stecher led the Fighting Hawks defencemen in goals (8), assists (21), and points
(29) this season. His career-high 29 points also ranked him sixth in scoring
among NCAA blueliners.

Anton Rodin played for Brynas IF Gavle of the Swedish Hockey League (SHL)
in 201516 recording 37 points (16-21-37) and 18 penalty minutes. He was also
awarded the Gold Helmet Award as the SHL's Most Valuable Player.

Philip Larsen spent the 201516 season with Jokerit Helsinki of the KHL where
he led all defencemen on the team in goals (11), assists (25) and points (36) in
54 games.

Guillaume Brisebois appeared in 52 games for the Acadie-Bathurst Titan of
the QMJHL where he led all defencemen on the team in goals (10) and ranked
second in both assists (16) and points (26).

Tate Olson nothced 47 points (9-38-47) in 64 games for the Prince George
Cougars which tied him for 15th among WHL defencemen.

Carl Neill tallied 50 points (8-42-50) in 64 games for the Sherbrooke Phoenix
which ranked him tied for fifth among QMJHL defencemen in scoring.
