Ed Snider is an iconic entrepreneur and true visionary in the sports and 
entertainment industry. His emergence as a leader in the Philadelphia 
sports market began in 1966 when he brought a National Hockey League 
franchise to the city as the founder of the Philadelphia Flyers. He became 
the driving force behind the construction of the Spectrum and assumed 
control of the building in 1971. In 1974, Snider created Spectacor as the 
management company to oversee the Flyers and Spectrum. Over the 
next 20 years, Spectacor experienced unprecedented growth, earning 
national acclaim for its impact in the sports and entertainment business. 
Under Snider’s guidance, Spectacor developed and acquired nearly a 
dozen related companies.  Snider also  originated and developed PRISM, 
the country’s largest regional pay television network, and he and his son 
Jay created one of the nation’s first all-sports radio stations, WIP, in 1987.

In 1996, Snider merged Spectacor with the Comcast Corporation to form Comcast-Spectacor. The new venture 
initially consisted of the Philadelphia Flyers, Philadelphia 76ers, Wells Fargo Center, The Spectrum, and 
the Philadelphia Phantoms. Comcast-Spectacor then joined with the Philadelphia Phillies to form Comcast 
SportsNet, one of the highest-rated regional sports cable networks in the country.

Since the turn of the new century, Comcast-Spectacor has developed Global Spectrum, an international 
facilities management company; Ovations Food Services, an international concessions company; New Era 
Tickets; and the Flyers Skate Zones. These entities all represent components of Snider’s vision: “Take what 
you do well and grow it.”

One of Snider’s most recent and proudest accomplishments is the creation of the Ed Snider Youth Hockey 
Foundation, which provides underserved children from inner-city communities with the opportunity to learn 
to play ice hockey at area rinks. The program features an educational component that emphasizes the 
importance of staying in school, community service and goal-setting. In 2008, by taking control of funding and 
operations, the Foundation rescued three Philadelphia inner-city ice-skating rinks that budgetary constraints 
had forced the city to target for closure.  This partnership quickly grew to include the staffing and programming 
at all five of the city’s public rinks.  In 2011, the Foundation matched a grant by the Commonwealth to fund a 
$13 million renovation project that will ensure the long-range sustainability of these vital community resources 
and result in the enclosure of up to four of these rinks for year round use.

Snider’s success and business acumen have been widely recognized by his peers. He was elected to the 
Hockey Hall of Fame in 1988 and serves on the NHL’s Executive Committee.  He is a recipient of the Lester 
Patrick Award for outstanding service to hockey in the United States and has been elected to the US Hockey 
Hall of Fame, the Pennsylvania Sports Hall of Fame, the Philadelphia Sports Hall of Fame, the Philadelphia 
Jewish Sports Hall of Fame, the Washington, DC Jewish Sports Hall of Fame, and the Flyers Hall of Fame. In 
2005, he received the Greater Philadelphia Chamber of Commerce’s William Penn Award, the most prestigious 
business honor in the region, and the Ellis Island Medal of Honor awarded to Americans of all ethnic 
backgrounds who have made significant contributions to our society.

Snider has received honorary degrees from Hahnemann University and Thomas Jefferson Hospital. He is 
also the benefactor of the Sol C. Snider Entrepreneurial Center of the Wharton School of the University of 
Pennsylvania and Vice Chairman of the Simon Wiesenthal Center.

Snider’s philanthropic generosity has benefitted numerous organizations and agencies throughout the Greater 
Philadelphia Region.

In May 1999, readers of the Philadelphia Daily News selected him as Philly’s greatest mover and shaker of 
the millennium.

Snider resides in suburban Philadelphia. His children are daughters Lindy, Tina, and Sarena and sons Craig, 
Jay, and Samuel, as well as 15 grandchildren.

Peter A. Luukko is President and Chief Operating Officer of Comcast-
Spectacor. He works closely with Comcast-Spectacor Chairman Ed Snider 
in overseeing the day-to-day operations of all of the company’s interests. 

Additionally, Luukko, who is also Chairman of Global Spectrum, is responsible 
for creating new business opportunities for Comcast-Spectacor in the 
fields of facility management, sports ownership and operation, food and 
concessions, as well as consulting in those same fields.

Luukko’s extensive sports management career began in 1981 after 
parlaying an internship at the New Haven Coliseum into a position as the 
director of marketing for the facility. He later joined the Providence Civic 
Center as the facility’s assistant general manager. In l985 Luukko joined 
Spectacor Management Group (SMG), at the time owned in part by Snider, 

and soon became Vice President of SMG’s Western Region and facility manager for SMG’s Los Angeles 
Coliseum and Sports Arena. During that time, he was credited for greatly improving the facilities’ reputation. 
In addition, he had spent time overseeing other SMG facilities.

In 1993, Luukko left SMG to become President of the Spectrum. In the following years he became responsible 
for managing Comcast-Spectacor’s growing interests, and helped the company become a nationally recognized 
leader in sports and entertainment with the acquisition of Globe Facility Services in 2000. After renaming the 
company Global Spectrum, the public assembly management firm grew from seven facilities in 2000 to just over 
105 facilities in 2011. Additionally in 2000, Comcast-Spectacor acquired Leisure Food Services and renamed the 
company Ovations Food Services. Comcast-Spectacor made a significant investment into a ticketing technology 
company, Paciolan, and employed its technology to create a full-service ticketing company, New Era Tickets, in 
2004. Comcast-Spectacor acquired 100 percent of Paciolan from Live Nation in 2010. 

Under Luukko’s leadership, Comcast-Spectacor helped Philadelphia garner national attention and awareness 
by attracting several high-profile events to the city of Philadelphia, including the 2000 Republican National 
Convention, the 2000 NCAA Women’s Final Four, the 2001 NCAA Men’s East Regionals, the 2001 and 2002 
X-Games, the 2002 NBA All-Star Weekend, the 2008 U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Gymnastics, the 2011 NCAA 
Wrestling Championships, the 2014 NCAA Frozen Four, and numerous other sports and entertainment events. 

A recognized leader in the facility management industry, Luukko was the 2000 recipient of the City of Hope’s 
Tri-State Labor Award. He also received the 2002 prestigious Harold J. VanderZwaag Distinguished Alumnus 
Award from the Sports Management Program of the University of Massachusetts for his accomplishments in 
the field of sports management.

Luukko actively serves on the Board of Directors for the Philadelphia Sports Congress, and the Ed Snider Youth 
Hockey Foundation. He also serves on the National Hockey League’s Board of Governors.

Luukko is a hockey player, hockey coach, and hockey parent. He is a graduate of the University of 
Massachusetts. He and his wife, Casey, along with their children Nick, Dana, and Max, reside in West Chester, 
Pennsylvania. His son Nick was drafted by the Flyers in the sixth round of the 2010 NHL Entry Draft.

Fred A. Shabel is Vice-Chairman of Comcast-Spectacor. He has been with 
Comcast-Spectacor for 30 years. During that time, Shabel has guided the 
company’s transition from being a local sports team in an arena, to being a 
moving force in the Philadelphia community.

Shabel is an active participant in numerous community organizations. He is 
a member of the Board of Directors of the Greater Philadelphia Chamber of 
Commerce; the Honorary Board of Directors of Police Athletic League, the 
Board of Directors of the Ed Snider Youth Hockey Foundation, as well as a 
member of the Advisory Board for Arthur Ashe Youth Tennis and Education. 

He has served as Chairman of the Greater Philadelphia Tourism Marketing 
Corporation, as well as on the Board of Directors of the Philadelphia 
Convention and Visitors Bureau, the Arthritis Foundation, the Board of 

Governors of the Institute for Cancer and Blood Diseases, the Philadelphia Sports Congress, the Philadadelphia 
Police Foundation Board, the Philadelphia Geriatric Center, the Central Philadelphia Development Corporation 
Board and Executive Committee, the Independence Visitor Center Corporation, the Board of Trustees of the 
Franklin Institute, the Moore College of Art, and Friends of Rittenhouse Square. Other board memberships 
include One to One Mentoring, Center City District, and the Philadelphia Museum of Art Corporate Partners.

Prior to joining Spectacor as President in 1980, he was Vice President for Operations at the University of 
Pennsylvania from 1975 to 1980. He was Penn’s Athletic Director from 1967 to 1975. In that time, his teams 
achieved 28 Ivy League titles and numerous national rankings. In 1972-73, Intercollegiate Athletics at Penn 
accomplished a benchmark season, topping all previous victory records during the school’s 26 years in the 
Ivy League.

During his tenure at the University of Pennsylvania Shabel served as Chairman of the Ivy League Athletic 
Directors and the Eastern Collegiate Television Committee, and was Director of the Penn Relays.

Shabel began his collegiate athletics career as a member of the Duke University Men’s Basketball team where 
he later became Assistant Basketball Coach under Vic Bubas from 1957 to 1963. He moved on to become Head 
Basketball Coach at the University of Connecticut and was honored as New England Coach of the Year in 1964. 
He served as First Lieutenant in the United States Air Force from 1954 to 1956.

He has been the recipient of the Duke Alumni Award, the Penn Varsity Club Award, the University of 
Pennsylvania Hunter Lott Award, the Anti-Defamation League Torch of Liberty Award, Girl Scouts of 
Southeastern Pennsylvania “Take the Lead” Champion Award and the Arthur Ashe Youth Tennis and 
Education “Champions for Children.” He was recently inducted into the New England Division I Basketball 
Hall of Fame in the Coaching Class.

Fred and his wife Irene reside in Center City Philadelphia. He has two grown children; a son, Alan, and a 
daughter, Lisa; and two grandchildren, Gemma and Samuel.

He also serves on the Board of Directors of the Ed Snider Youth Hockey Foundation, the Comcast-Spectacor 
Foundation, White Williams Scholars and Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Southeastern Pennsylvania.

Weinberg resides in Jenkintown, Pennsylvania, with his wife, Terry; daughter, Sydney; and son, Zachary.

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Paul Holmgren  General Manager

Paul Holmgren enters his seventh season as the general manager of the Flyers and 
his 34th as a member of the Flyers organization.  He was named interim general 
manager of the Flyers on October 22, 2006 following the resignation of Bob Clarke.  The 
interim tag was lifted on November 11, 2006 when he was named to the position on a 
permanent basis.  

Since leading the franchise through a turnaround following the 2006-07 season, 
Holmgren has guided the Flyers through one of the most successful stretches in 
franchise history.  The team has made the playoffs in five consecutive seasons, 
advancing to the Eastern Conference Finals twice and making the eighth Stanley Cup 
Final appearance in franchise history in 2009-10.  The Flyers have enjoyed back-to-back 
47-win seasons over the past two years, their most in a two-year period since 1985-87, 
and have been the only team in the NHL to reach the second round of the playoffs (or 
further) in each of the last three seasons. 

In 2007-08, his first full season as general manager, Holmgren guided the Flyers to the 
best single-season rebound in the NHL that season.  The club improved 39 points in 

the standings, posting a 42-29-11 record for 95 points after collecting just 56 points the year before.  The Flyers returned to the 
Stanley Cup Playoffs and made an impressive run to the Eastern Conference Finals.  Since the NHL expanded the playoffs to 
four rounds in 1980, the 2007-08 Flyers were only the second team to finish with the worst record in the NHL one season and 
reach the third round of the playoffs the next season (Detroit Red Wings in 1987). The 2007-08 Flyers were also the first team in 
13 years to advance to the second round of the playoffs after finishing the previous season with the worst record in the league 
(San Jose Sharks in 1994).

Holmgren’s 2009-10 team made one of the most remarkable runs in Flyers history.  The Flyers compiled a regular season record 
of 41-35-6 for 88 points and qualified for the playoffs on the last day of the season.  They then went on to dispatch New Jersey 
(ECQF, 4 games to 1), Boston (ECSF, 4 games to 3), and Montreal (ECF, 4 games to 1) to reach the Final against the Chicago 
Blackhawks.  The Flyers followed up that Finals run with a 47-win season and a division title in 2010-11, and again posted a 47-win 
season in 2011-12 after Holmgren dramatically reshaped the team’s roster during the offseason.  

At the time of his promotion, Holmgren had served in various capacities in the Flyers front office for the previous 11 years.  He 
re-joined the organization as a scout after he was replaced as the head coach of the Hartford Whalers on November 6, 1995, 
and was named director of pro scouting on December 30, 1995 when Bill Barber became the head coach of the Hershey Bears.  
Holmgren was named the director of player personnel on August 6, 1997 and was promoted to assistant general manager on 
June 14, 1999, a position he held for the next seven seasons. 

Holmgren spent parts of four seasons (1992-93 through 1995-96) with the Hartford organization.  He was named head coach of 
the Whalers on June 15, 1992 and added the general manager’s duties prior to the 1993-94 season.  He stepped down as head 
coach 17 games into the 1993-94 season to concentrate on his GM duties, but was re-appointed to the position on June 28, 1994 
when Jim Rutherford was named the club’s general manager.  He compiled a record of 59-93-14 as Hartford’s head coach. 

Upon his retirement following the 1984-85 season, Holmgren was named an assistant coach with the Flyers and helped Mike 
Keenan guide the team to three playoff appearances, including a trip to the Stanley Cup Final in 1987.  He was named head coach 
of the Flyers on June 1, 1988, becoming the first former Flyer to be named head coach of the team.  Over four seasons as head 
coach, Holmgren compiled a record of 107-126-31. 

Internationally, Holmgren has served as the assistant general manager of the 2006 U.S. Olympic Men’s Ice Hockey Team and the 
general manager for the 2006 U.S. National Team at the IIHL World Championships.  He also served as an assistant coach for 
Team USA at the 1998 Winter Olympic Games and at the 1996 World Cup of Hockey Tournament.  

Holmgren played 527 games in the National Hockey League over 10 seasons with the Flyers and the Minnesota North Stars.  He 
recorded 144 goals and 179 assists for 323 points while racking up 1,684 career penalty minutes.  Holmgren was drafted from 
the University of Minnesota by the Flyers in the sixth round (108th overall) of the 1975 NHL Entry Draft and spent parts of eight 
seasons with the team.  He was part of the club’s historic 35-game undefeated streak and Stanley Cup Final appearance during 
the 1979-80 season.  He was traded to the North Stars in exchange for Paul Guay and a third round pick in the 1985 NHL Entry 
Draft (Darryl Gilmour) on February 23, 1984. His Flyers totals include 138 goals and 171 assists for 309 points and 1,600 penalty 
minutes in 500 games over parts of nine seasons (1975-76 to 1983-84). His 1,600 penalty minutes with the Flyers are second 
all-time in club history. 

Paul and his wife, Doreen, reside in Somerdale, New Jersey. He has four children: Jason, Kirsten, Wes, and Greta, and two 
grandchildren, Hannah and Noah.  Holmgren was born on December 2, 1955. 

2012-13 philadelphia flyers
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PETER LAVIOLETTE  Head Coach

Peter Laviolette enters his fourth season as the head coach of the Flyers.  He was 
named the 17th head coach in Flyers history on Dec. 4, 2009.  

Since joining the club, Laviolette has had one of the most successful runs of any 
Flyers head coach in the last 25 years.  He has posted a regular season record of 
122-73-26 since his hiring, including back-to-back 47-win seasons in 2011-12 and 
2010-11 – the most wins the Flyers have had in a two-season period since 1985-87.  In 
the period since Laviolette’s hiring through the end of the 2011-12 season, the Flyers 
have the third-most wins in the Eastern Conference (122), behind only Pittsburgh and 
Washington (127 each).  Over the past two full seasons, the Flyers are second in the 
Eastern Conference and third overall in the NHL in standings points (209) and in points 
percentage (.637).  The Flyers have also enjoyed unprecedented success on the road 
under Laviolette, winning a franchise-record 25 games in 2010-11 and matching that 
total last season. 

Laviolette’s overall record in the playoffs with the Flyers has also been among the 
league’s best.   Under his watch, the Flyers have been the only team in the league 
to reach the second round of the playoffs (or further) in each of the last three 

seasons.  The Flyers have participated in eight playoff series in that time, more than any other team.  In terms of overall playoff 
performance, Laviolette’s teams in Carolina and Philadelphia  have taken part in 12 playoff series since the lockout, which is 
the third-most by any NHL coach after Mike Babcock (17 with Detroit) and Joel Quenneville (13 with Colorado and Chicago).

Laviolette coached the Flyers for the final 57 games of the 2009-10 season, recording a 28-24-5 record.  He then led the club on 
a remarkable playoff run, picking up series wins over New Jersey (4-1), Boston (4-3) and Montreal (4-1) as the Flyers won the 
Eastern Conference championship and made the eighth Stanley Cup Final appearance in franchise history. 

Prior to joining the Flyers, Laviolette spent parts of five seasons as head coach of the Carolina Hurricanes (2003-04 to 2008-09), 
where he compiled a 167-122-34 record in 323 games.  In 2005-06, Laviolette led Carolina to the only Stanley Cup championship 
in franchise history, which culminated with a 3-1 win over Edmonton in Game 7 of the Stanley Cup Final on June 19, 2006.  The 
Hurricanes won the Southeast Division that year with a record of 52-22-8, and set franchise records for wins and points (112) in 
a single season.  Laviolette was named a finalist for the Jack Adams Trophy as NHL Coach of the Year that season.  

Laviolette previously served as head coach of the New York Islanders for two seasons (2001-02 to 2002-03).  He registered a 
77-62-25 regular season record and led his teams to the playoffs in both seasons, returning the Islanders to postseason play 
after a seven-season absence.  

In parts of ten seasons as a head coach (2001-02 to 2011-12), Laviolette has an overall record of 366-257-25-60 in 708 games 
coached with the Flyers, Hurricanes and Islanders.  He begins the season ranked second in all-time wins among US-born head 
coaches.  He also has a record of 43-39 in 82 career Stanley Cup Playoff games as a head coach.  

Laviolette has been part of three Winter Olympic Games, taking part as a player for Team USA in 1988 at Calgary, Alberta and 
1994 at Lillehammer, Norway.  He was also the head coach of the US squad at the 2006 Games in Torino, Italy.  Laviolette was the 
coach for Team USA at the 2004 and 2005 IIHF World Championships, guiding the squad to a bronze medal in 2004.  

Laviolette began his coaching career with the ECHL’s Wheeling Nailers in 1997.  A 37-win season and trip to the conference 
finals earned him the head job with the American Hockey League’s Providence Bruins, where Laviolette spent the last three 
seasons of his playing career.  

In his first of two seasons at the helm, Laviolette led Providence to an incredible turnaround – after the team won just 19 games 
the year before, the P-Bruins posted an AHL-best 56-16-4-4 regular season record and won their first Calder Cup championship.  
The season earned Laviolette the AHL’s Coach of the Year honors.  He was promoted to assistant coach of the Boston Bruins in 
2000, a position he held for one season before joining the Islanders. 

Laviolette’s playing career spanned 11 seasons, mostly in the AHL and IHL.  He appeared in 12 games with the New York Rangers 
during the 1988-89 season. 

A native of Franklin, Mass., Laviolette was born on Dec. 7, 1964.  He and his wife, Kristen, have three children: sons Peter and 
Jack, and daughter Elisabeth.

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Craig Berube Assistant Coach

Kevin McCarthy Assistant Coach

Craig Berube enters his sixth season as an assistant coach with the Flyers and his 16th 
overall season with the club.  Berube has been a Flyers assistant coach since August 
7, 2008, and also served as an assistant coach for most of the 2006-07 season.  He has 
been a coach in the organization since 2004, when he was named the assistant coach 
of the Philadelphia Phantoms.  He served in that capacity for the 2004-05 and 2005-06 
seasons and was the head coach of the Phantoms for the first six games of the 2006-07 
season and all of the 2007-08 season. 

During the 2007-08 season, Berube posted a 49-29-5-3 record as head coach of the 
Phantoms and led the team to a second-place finish in the East Division and a trip to the 
AHL’s East Division Finals.  He was originally named to that position on June 14, 2006.  
He was first named a Flyers assistant coach on October 23, 2006, and was re-appointed 
as the Phantoms head coach on June 4, 2007.  

Berube returned to the Flyers organization for a third time on November 18, 2003 when 
he signed with the Phantoms as a player.  He was named a player/assistant coach 
on January 29, 2004 and moved to full-time coaching the following year.  He recorded 

six assists and 134 penalty minutes in 33 regular season games for the Phantoms during the 2003-04 season, his 18th and final 
professional season.

Over parts of seven seasons with the Flyers (1986-87 through 1990-91, 1998-99 and 1999-2000), Berube recorded 20 goals and 34 
assists for 54 points and 1,138 penalty minutes in 323 regular season games. His 1,138 penalty minutes ranks ninth on the Flyers’ 
All-Time List. He was originally signed as a free agent by the Flyers on March 19, 1986.

Over parts of 17 NHL seasons (1986-87 through 2002-03), Berube registered 61 goals and 98 assists for 159 points and 3,149 
penalty minutes in 1,054 career regular season games for the Flyers, Toronto Maple Leafs, Calgary Flames, Washington Capitals 
and New York Islanders. His 3,149 career penalty minutes ranks seventh in NHL history. 

Berube and his wife, Rebecca, have three children-sons Jake and Nashota and daughter Charlotte. Berube was born on 
December 17, 1965.

Kevin McCarthy enters his fourth season with the Flyers as an assistant coach.  He 
joined the organization along with head coach Peter Laviolette on Dec. 4, 2009.  It 
marked a return for McCarthy to the Flyers organization, where he spent two years 
working in the front office from 1990-1992.  

McCarthy came to the Flyers after spending 18 years with the Carolina/Hartford 
franchise, including 12 consecutive years with the Hurricanes’ coaching staff.  He 
was a part of the Hurricanes’ 2006 Stanley Cup championship, the first Stanley Cup 
title of his career.

McCarthy joined the Hartford organization in 1992 as an assistant coach.  He served for 
three seasons in that role before being named the head coach of the team’s American 
Hockey League affiliate in Springfield, Mass.  He spent four seasons coaching the 
franchise’s prospects, first in Springfield and later in New Haven, Connecticut.  
McCarthy put together a record of 156-123-36 as a head coach, which ranks as the 
second-best record in Carolina franchise history for the head coach of the team’s 
AHL affiliate.

A former defenseman, McCarthy spent 10 seasons in the NHL with the Flyers, Vancouver and Pittsburgh. In 527 career NHL 
games, he totaled 67 goals and 191 assists for 258 points. During his time with Vancouver, he served as the Canucks’ team 
captain and was named a starter in the 1981 NHL All-Star Game. McCarthy was selected as number 37 on Vancouver’s list of 
the 50 Greatest Canucks in 2005.

Kevin and his wife, Rhonda, have three daughters-Melissa, Meaghan and Mallory.
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Joe Mullen Assistant Coach

Joe Mullen enters his sixth season with the Flyers as an assistant coach.  He was 
named to the position on June 6, 2007. 

Mullen joined the Flyers coaching staff after serving as an assistant coach with the 
Flyers’ American Hockey League affiliate, the Philadelphia Phantoms, during the 2006-
07 season. After starting the 2005-06 season as an assistant coach with the Pittsburgh 
Penguins, he took over the head coaching position of the Penguins’ AHL affiliate, 
the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins, in mid-season.  He finished the season with a 
28-16-3-5 mark. Prior to joining Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, he was an assistant coach for 
Pittsburgh for parts of six seasons (2000-01 to 2005-06).

A native of New York, NY, Mullen played 17 seasons in the NHL with the St. Louis 
Blues, Calgary Flames, Pittsburgh and Boston Bruins (1979-80, 1981-82 through 1996-
97), recording 502 goals and 561 assists for 1,063 points and 241 penalty minutes in 
1,062 regular season games. His 502 goals are fourth all-time among U.S.-born players. 
He was a member of three Stanley Cup Championship teams, with Calgary in 1989 and 
Pittsburgh in 1991 and 1992. 

A three-time NHL All-Star, Mullen twice won the Lady Byng Trophy as “the player adjudged to have exhibited the best type of 
sportsmanship and gentlemanly conduct combined with a high standard of playing ability” (1987 and 1989). He was named to the 
NHL First All-Star Team following the 1988-89 season, after setting career highs for goals (51), assists (59) and points (110) in a 
season, while leading the league in plus/minus with a +51 rating.

In 1995, Mullen received the Lester Patrick Trophy “for outstanding service to hockey in the United States.” He became the first 
American-born player to record 1,000 points when he picked up an assist on February 7, 1995, and became the first American to 
reach the 500-goal plateau on March 14, 1997. He was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in his first year of eligibility in 2000, 
two years after his induction into the United States Hockey Hall of Fame (1998).

Mullen and his wife, Linda, have three sons, Ryan, Michael and Patrick, and a daughter, Erin. Mullen was born on February 26, 1957.
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Jeff Reese Goaltending Coach

Jeff Reese enters his fourth season as the Flyers goaltending coach. He joined the 
Flyers in 2009 after eight seasons with the Tampa Bay Lightning coaching staff, where 
he was responsible for working with all goaltenders in the Lightning organization, as 
well as assisting in the assessment of amateur goaltenders for the NHL Entry Draft.  His 
time with the Lightning included their 2004 Stanley Cup championship.  

Over parts of 11 seasons in the NHL with the Toronto Maple Leafs (1987-88 through 
1991-92 and 1998-99), Calgary Flames (1991-92 to 1993-94), Hartford Whalers (1993-94 to 
1995-96), Lightning (1995-96) and New Jersey Devils (1996-97), Reese posted a 53-65-
17 record with a 3.66 goals-against average and five shutouts in 174 contests. In 11 
appearances in the Stanley Cup Playoffs, he had a 3-5 mark with a 4.08 GAA.

Reese holds NHL records for most assists and most points by a goaltender in a single 
game, set when he had three assists for the Calgary Flames in a game against the San 
Jose Sharks on Feb. 10, 1993. 

Reese was selected by Toronto in the fourth round (67th overall) in the 1984 NHL Entry 
Draft.  He was born on March 24, 1966 in Brantford, Ontario.  
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Adam Patterson Video Coach

Adam Patterson enters his fourth season as video coach and his 11th overall year with 
the Flyers organization.   He handles all video aspects of video used by the coaches and 
players, and is involved in pre-scouting upcoming opponents.  

Patterson was promoted to his current position in 2009 after serving six years as the 
Flyers video coordinator.   He spent the 2002-03 and 2004-05 seasons in the same 
capacity for the Philadelphia Phantoms, winning a Calder Cup with the team in 2005.  

A native of Peterborough, Ontario, Patterson graduated from Eastern Michigan 
University with a degree in Communications and Video Production, while captaining the 
school’s Ice Hockey Team for his final three years.  He was a four-time CSCHL All-Star 
and three-time Division 1 All-American.  Prior to that Patterson played junior hockey 
in Stratford, Ontario and in Detroit for the Compuware Ambassadors. He is the son of 
former Flyer and current team scout Dennis Patterson.

Patterson and his wife Amy reside in Barrington, NJ with their three children-son Colin 
and daughters Mackenzie and Mya.

Derian Hatcher Player Development Coach

Derian Hatcher was named player development coach on June 15, 2009 after he retired 
from a 17-year career in the National Hockey League.

He compiled 80 goals and 251 assists for 331 points and 1,581 penalty minutes in 1,045 
regular season games for the Minnesota North Stars (1991-92 to 1992-93), Dallas Stars 
(1993-94 to 2002-03), Detroit Red Wings (2003-04) and Philadelphia Flyers (2005-06 to 
2008-09). 

He also recorded 33 points (7G,26A) and 248 penalty minutes in 133 career Stanley 
Cup Playoff games and was a member of the Dallas Stars Stanley Cup championship 
team in 1999.  He is the only American-born player to captain a team to a Stanley Cup 
championship. 

He signed with Philadelphia as a free agent on August 2, 2005 and recorded nine goals 
and 24 assists for 33 points and 193 penalty minutes in 203 regular season games over 
four seasons.   He also posted five points (1G,4A) and 50 penalty minutes in 21 Stanley 
Cup Playoff games with the Flyers. 

Hatcher was named the 14th captain in Flyers history on January 29, 2006 and served in that role until September of 2006. In 
2006-07, he was the winner of the Barry Ashbee Trophy as the Flyers’ most outstanding defenseman and appeared in his 1,000th 
career NHL game on April 7, 2007 vs. the New York Islanders, becoming the 218th player in NHL history to reach that milestone.

Internationally, Hatcher represented the United States in two Olympics (1998 and 2006) and was a member of the 1996 World 
Cup of Hockey championship team. He was named to the NHL’s Second All-Star Team in 2003 and appeared in the 1997 NHL 
All-Star Game.

Hatcher was originally selected by Minnesota in the first round (eighth overall) of the 1990 NHL Entry Draft.  He and his wife, 
Heather, have five children-sons Chase and Kelton and daughters Shallyn, Hallie and Finley. Hatcher was born on June 4, 1972 
in Sterling Heights, MI.
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Bob Clarke Senior Vice President

Bob Clarke enters his 41st season as a member of the Flyers organization. He was 
named senior vice president on December 4, 2006.  Previously, Clarke served as the 
general manager of the Flyers for just over 18 seasons (1984-1990, 1994-2006).  He 
also carried the title of team president and general manager for nine seasons (1994-95 
through 2002-03), and spent the 1992-93 season as a senior vice president.  

During Clarke’s time at the helm of the Flyers, the team compiled a 714-443-199 record, 
including 16 playoff appearances, three Eastern Conference Championships, three 
appearances in the Stanley Cup Final and eight division titles. As a player, Clarke led 
the Flyers to two Stanley Cup championships (in 1973-74 and 1974-75) and finished his 
playing career as the Flyers’ all-time leading scorer with 1,210 points (358 goals and 852 
assists) in 1,144 games over 15 seasons.  

Clarke retired as a player following the 1983-84 season to become the fourth general 
manager in team history, taking over those duties on May 15, 1984.  The Flyers went to 
the Stanley Cup Final twice in the first three years of Clarke’s tenure, won three Patrick 

Division championships, and made the playoffs five times.  

On June 15, 1994, Clarke was named president and general manager of the Flyers, a dual role he held until giving up the 
president’s duties in 2003.  Clarke continued as general manager until stepping down on October 22, 2006.  During his second run 
as general manager, the Flyers won five more division championships and advanced to the 1997 Stanley Cup Final, marking the 
fourth time that Clarke led a team to the Final as GM.  He was named as The Sporting News’ and The Hockey News’ Executive 
of the Year for the 1994-95 season after the Flyers advanced to the Eastern Conference Finals and captured the Atlantic Division 
Championship. He was the first executive to win The Hockey News award in consecutive years with two different teams.  

Prior to rejoining the Flyers, Clarke spent one season as vice president and general manager of the Florida Panthers, taking over 
the post with the expansion team on March 1, 1993.  He was named The Sporting News’ Executive of the Year for the 1993-94 
season after the Panthers set an NHL record for points by a first-year team with 83. He was the first to win The Sporting News 
awards as rookie, player, and executive.

Clarke also spent two seasons as the vice president and general manager of the Minnesota North Stars, working in that capacity 
from June 8, 1990 through June 20, 1992.  The North Stars made the playoffs in both seasons under Clarke’s watch, including a 
surprising run to the Stanley Cup Final in 1991. 

Internationally, Clarke served as general manager of the Canadian Olympic Team for the 1998 Winter Games in Nagano, Japan.  
He also served as one of four general managers for the victorious 1987 Team Canada squad in the Canada Cup Tournament.

Clarke played an unparalleled 15-year career in Philadelphia.  He was drafted by the Flyers in the second round (17th overall) 
of the 1969 NHL Amateur Draft from Flin Flon of the WCJHL, and went on to become the Flyers’ all-time leading scorer with 358 
goals and 852 assists for 1,210 points in 1,144 games, averaging over a point per game (1.06) for his entire career.  He is 42nd on 
the NHL’s all-time regular season scoring list entering the 2010-11 season. He also recorded 42 goals and 77 assists for 119 points 
to rank as the Flyers’ all-time leading playoff scorer. He was Flyers’ captain from 1972-73 through 1978-79 and 1982-83 through 
1983- 84. During his career, he led the Flyers in scoring eight times, participated in nine NHL All-Star Games,  was named to the 
NHL’s First All-Star Team twice (1974-75 and 1975-76), and to the Second Team twice (1972-73 and 1973-74). 

Clarke is the most decorated player in Flyers history.  He was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame on June 15, 1987, and was 
a charter inductee, along with Bernie Parent, into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame in March of 1988. He won the Hart Memorial Trophy 
as the NHL’s Most Valuable Player three times (1972-73, 1974-75, and 1975-76). His other NHL awards include: the Bill Masterton 
Trophy for perseverance, sportsmanship and dedication to hockey (1971-72); the Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service to 
hockey in the United States (along with co-recipient Ed Snider, 1979-80); and the Frank J. Selke Trophy as the NHL’s top defensive 
forward (1982-83).He was named Living Legend by the Philadelphia Sports Writers Association at their 2001 Awards Banquet. He 
also won the Philadelphia Sportswriters “Good Guy” Award in 1982-83, giving him the first clean sweep of PSA honors (Athlete 
of the Year in 1974 and Most Courageous Athlete in 1980).

Clarke was born on August 13, 1949, in Flin Flon, Manitoba. He and his wife, Sandy, reside in New Jersey and have four children-
sons Wade and Luke and daughters Jody and Jakki.  They also have six grandchildren.

Barry Hanrahan  Assistant General Manager

Barry Hanrahan was named Assistant General Manager of the Flyers in August of 2006. 
Previously, Hanrahan served as director of team services and assistant to the general 
manager respectively for the Flyers. Hanrahan joined the Flyers in 1997 after a six-year 
tenure with the Tampa Bay Lightning. He was involved in the start-up of the Lightning 
franchise beginning in January 1991 in preparation of their first NHL season of 1992-93.

Hanrahan graduated from Widener University School of Law in Delaware and also 
holds a Bachelor of Science degree from Florida Southern College, concentrating in 
sports management. While attending college, he interned with the Orlando Magic of 
the NBA during their inaugural season in 1989-90.

Hanrahan and his wife, Lisa, reside in Haddon Township, New Jersey, with their three 
sons, Jack, Ty and Cam, and their Labradoodle, Meatball.

John Paddock  Assistant General Manager

John Paddock was named assistant general manager on July 9, 2009 after spending 
the previous season as head coach of the Flyers’ American Hockey League affiliate, the 
Philadelphia Phantoms, where he led the team to a 43-30-2-5 record and the team’s 10th 
berth in the Calder Cup playoffs in its 13-year history in Philadelphia.  

Prior to joining the Phantoms, Paddock was the head coach of the Ottawa Senators, 
where he compiled a 36-23-6 record during the 2007-08 season.  Over parts of five NHL 
seasons as head coach of the Winnipeg Jets (1991-92 to 1994-95) and Ottawa (2007-
08), Paddock has registered a 142-161-43 record. In addition to his NHL head coaching 
experience, Paddock has served as a head coach in the AHL for six different teams 
(Maine Mariners - 1981-82, 1983-84 and 1984-85; Hershey Bears - 1985-86 through 
1988-89; Binghamton Rangers - 1990-91; Hartford Wolf Pack - 1999-2000 through 
2001-02; Binghamton Senators-2002-03 through 2004-05; and the Phantoms - 2008-09) 
over 15 seasons. 

Paddock is the only coach in AHL history to lead three different franchises to Calder 
Cup championships (Maine in 1984, Hershey in 1988 and Hartford in 2000).  At the time 
of their championships, both Maine and Hershey were the Flyers’ primary AHL affiliate.  

Paddock won the Louis A.R. Pieri Memorial Award as the outstanding head coach in the AHL with Hershey in the 1987-88 season. 
He has compiled a 585-424-98 career record as an AHL head coach.  The 585 wins and 1,107 games coached both rank third 
all-time in AHL history, while his 82 Calder Cup Playoff victories and 149 playoff games coached make him the AHL’s all-time 
leader in Calder Cup Playoff history.  Paddock was inducted into the American Hockey League Hall of Fame on January 19, 2010.  

In addition to his head coaching experience, Paddock also served as assistant general manager of the Flyers during the 1989-
90 season and of the Jets for two seasons (1995-96 and 1996-97), and as a scout for the New York Rangers for two seasons 
(1997-98 and 1998-99). 

Paddock was originally drafted by Washington in the third round (37th overall) of the 1974 NHL Entry Draft and appeared in 87 
career NHL regular season games over the parts of five seasons with the Washington Capitals (1975-76), Flyers (1976-77, 1979-
80 and 1982-83) and Quebec Nordiques (1980-81). As a player, he was a member of two Calder Cup Champions, with Maine in 
1978 and 1979. 
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chris pryor  Director of Hockey Operations

IAN LAPERRIERE  Director of Player Development

Chris Pryor begins his sixth season as director of hockey operations of the Flyers. He 
was hired by the Flyers in the summer of 1999 as a US amateur scout, and served in 
that capacity until being promoted to his current position in November of 2006. He 
currently oversees the scouting department with assistance from Dave Brown on the 
professional side and Dennis Patterson on the amateur ranks. 

 Prior to joining the Flyers, Pryor worked for the New York Islanders from 1992-1999 as 
a minor league coach (1992-94), scout (1994-99) and director of player development 
(1994-98). After retiring as a player early in the 1992-93 season with the Capital District 
Islanders (AHL), he stayed with Capital District as a full time assistant coach for the 
remainder of the season and then served as an assistant coach with the Salt Lake 
Golden Eagles (IHL) for the 1993-94 season.

Pryor played parts of six seasons in the NHL with the Minnesota North Stars and New 
York Islanders (1984-90). He also played for Salt Lake during the 1983-84 season and 
Capital District from 1990-92.

Chris and his wife, Joannie, have three children, Mike, Jena and Nick and a West Highland Terrier named Ziggy.

Ian Laperriere begins his first full season as the Flyers’ director of player development.  
He was named to the post on a full-time basis on June 29, 2012 following his official 
retirement as a player. 

Laperriere had previously been assisting the Flyers in a player development role while 
trying to return from the aftereffects of an injury suffered in the first round of the 2010 
playoffs.  He also remained active within the organization as a television analyst on 
Comcast SportsNet.  Following the 2010-11 season, Laperriere won the Bill Masterton 
Memorial Trophy for his perseverance, sportsmanship, and dedication to hockey.  He 
signed with the Flyers as a free agent prior to the 2009-10 season and appeared in all 82 
games that year, as well as 13 playoff games as the club went to the Stanley Cup Final.

Over his 16 year NHL career, Laperriere played 1,083 games with the Flyers, St. Louis, 
NY Rangers, Los Angeles, and Colorado, finishing his career with 1,956 PIM-the career 
leader among active NHL players at the time of his retirement.  He was originally 
selected by St. Louis in the seventh round (156th overall) of the 1992 NHL Entry Draft.  

Laperriere and his wife Magali reside in Haddonfield, NJ with their sons Tristan and Zachary.  Laperriere was born on January 19, 1974.

Jim McCrossin  Athletic Trainer/Strength & Conditioning Coach

Sal Raffa  Assistant Athletic Trainer

Dave Brown starts his seventh season as director of player personnel for the Flyers, a 
position he has held since June 2006.  Prior to rejoining the Flyers, Brown was a scout 
for the New York Rangers for eight seasons, serving as head professional scout for three 
years (2003-04 through 2005-06) and a pro scout for five seasons (1998-99 through 2002-03).  
Brown joined the Rangers after serving as an assistant coach for the Flyers for two seasons 
(1996-97 and 1997-98).

A native of Saskatoon, Saskatchewan, Brown played parts of 11 seasons with the Flyers, 
during which time he registered 39 goals and 39 assists for 78 points and 1,382 penalty 
minutes in 552 games. He is sixth on the team’s All-Time List in penalty minutes. 

Over a career of 14 seasons in the NHL (1982-83 through 1995-96) Brown recorded 45 goals 
and 52 assists for 97 points and 1,789 penalty minutes in 729 career games with the Flyers 
(1982-83 to 1988-89 and 1991-92 through 1994-95), Edmonton Oilers (1988-89 through 1990-91) 
and San Jose Sharks (1995-96). He won a Stanley Cup with the Oilers in 1990.  

Brown was selected by the Flyers in the seventh round (140th overall) of the 1982 NHL Entry Draft. He shares his home in Mullica 
Hill, New Jersey, with his three Yorkshire Terriers-Gretchen, Elsa and Mabel.

Jim McCrossin is the Athletic Trainer/Strength and Conditioning Coach of the Flyers. He 
begins his 15th season with the Flyers, and also spent seven seasons in the same role 
with the Phantoms.  Prior to joining the Flyers, McCrossin served as the strength and 
conditioning coach of the Hartford Whalers during the 1995-96 season. 

McCrossin previously worked with the Flyers as an athletic trainer with Pat Croce. He is a 
graduate of West Chester University and is a Certified Athletic Trainer (ATC) and Certified 
Strength and Conditioning Specialist (CSCS). He was also recently certified by the National 
Academy of Sports Medicine as a Corrective Exercise Specialist.  McCrossin is a member 
of the National Athletic Trainers Association, the National Strength and Conditioning 
Association and the American Academy of Sports Medicine.

On November 24, 2007, McCrossin was honored by the Flyers and the Professional Hockey 
Athletic Trainers Society for working his 1,000th game in professional hockey.

Keith Allen  Executive Vice President

Ron Ryan joined the Flyers as an executive vice president in 1988 and was named 
the chief operating officer of the Flyers on July 1, 1991.  He was promoted to team 
president on June 13, 2003 and held the position until announcing his retirement on 
May 25, 2006. 

Ryan began his professional hockey career in 1973 when he became the head coach 
of the WHA’s New England Whalers.  He coached the team for two seasons, winning 
divisional titles in both campaigns, before becoming the club’s general manager.  He 
held that position for two seasons, and then became the executive director of the 
WHA in 1978.  He administered the legal closing of the WHA in 1979-80, according 
to the terms of the NHL expansion agreement which saw four WHA teams absorbed 
into the NHL.

Following his time in the WHA, Ryan went into the cable television industry, taking a 
position as president of PRISM New England in 1981.  He served as vice president 
and general manager of SportsChannel New England from 1983 to 1987 and in the 

same capacity with SportsChannel Florida from 1987 until departing to resume his hockey career with the Flyers in 1988.  

Ryan is a 1962 graduate of Colby College in Maine, where he was an All-American hockey player and led the nation in 
scoring in 1962.  He earned a masters degree in 1964 from the University of Pennsylvania, where he was the hockey 
coach, and later coached and worked in the athletic departments at Merrimack College and Colgate University. 

A native of Welland, Ontario, Ron has four children-son Doug and daughters Susan, Kaitland and Tenley.  

Keith Allen is in his 47th year as a part of the Flyers organization.  He joined the club 
in 1966, one year prior to the franchise’s opening season. 

Allen was the first head coach of the Flyers, leading the club behind the bench at 
heir inception in 1967 and winning the West Division title that season.  He coached 
the team through the 1969-70 season.  On December 22, 1969, Allen became the 
general manager of the Flyers, and held that position until May 27, 1983. During his 
tenure as GM, the Flyers won two Stanley Cups (1973-74 and 1974-75), reached the 
Stanley Cup Final four times, and compiled a 563-322-194 record for a .612 winning 
percentage. Allen built the two Stanley Cup teams through the acquisition of such 
players as Barry Ashbee, Rick MacLeish, Bill Flett, Ross Lonsberry, Andre Dupont, 
Reggie Leach, and the reacquisition of Bernie Parent through trades. He was also 
responsible for drafting Bill Clement, Bob Kelly, Bill Barber, Tom Bladon, Jimmy 
Watson, Paul Holmgren, Pete Peeters, Dave Brown, Ron Sutter, and Ron Hextall. 
Some of his other draft choices include Brian Propp, Ken Linseman, and Pelle 

Lindbergh. Also, he signed former Flyers Tim Kerr, Orest Kindrachuk, Bob Froese, and Dave Poulin as free agents and 
acquired Mark Howe via trade. 

On September 21, 1992, Allen was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame, joining Ed Snider in the Builders category. He 
was inducted into Flyers’ Hall of Fame in March 1989. Allen was also a recipient of the Lester Patrick Trophy in 1988 
for outstanding service to hockey in the United States, was named The Hockey News’ NHL Executive of the Year in 
1979-80 and was the first recipient of The Hockey News’ Minor League Executive of the Year Award in 1959-60 while 
with the Seattle Totems of the WHL. Prior to joining the Flyers in 1966, Allen spent ten years as coach/GM/bookkeeper/
publicist for the Totems, leading them to the WHL title in 1958-59.

Allen spent 13 years as a pro hockey player, including parts of two seasons with the Detroit Red Wings. He was a 
member of the Wings’ 1953-54 Stanley Cup championship team.

Jim Jackson is in his 19th season broadcasting with the Flyers and his 17th on television. He is a six-time 
Mid-Atlantic Emmy Award winner for Sports Play-By-Play/Color Commentary and twice a winner for 
Best Live Sports Coverage Series. He was selected as the 2011 Pennsylvania Broadcaster of the Year by 
the National Sportscasters & Sportswriters Association.  For the past six years, Jackson has also been 
a member of the broadcast team on the Philadelphia Phillies radio network.

Jackson joined the Flyers in 1993 as the team’s radio play-by-play voice and served in that role for two 
seasons (1993-94 & 1994-95) before moving over to the TV side.  He came to the Flyers after spending 
the previous six years doing play-by-play for the Utica Devils, formerly the New Jersey Devils’ American 
Hockey League affiliate.

Steve Coates  Rinkside Analyst

Steve Coates is entering his 30th season as a member of the Flyers broadcast team.  He currently serves as 
a rinkside analyst for Flyers telecasts and as a studio analyst on Flyers Postgame Live.  

A former right wing who appeared in five games with the Detroit Red Wings during the 1976-77 season, 
Coates has filled several roles with the Flyers since retiring as a player in 1980.  His work has ranged from 
radio color commentary to studio host on Flyers telecasts on both WTAF-TV (Channel 29, 1984 through 
1986) and WGBS-TV (Channel 57, 1987 through 1991).  He served as the radio color analyst on WIP-AM for 
six seasons before being named to his current position, which he has held for the past 12 years. Coates 
has won a Mid-Atlantic Emmy (2000 & 2004) for Best Live Sports Coverage Series and has also served as 
the television color commentator for Philadelphia Phantoms and Flyers Cup telecasts during his career. 

Coates played professional hockey for eight different clubs from 1973 through 1980, including his time with 
the Red Wings in 1976-77. He has also played for the Des Moines Capitals (IHL, 1973-74); Richmond Robins 

(AHL, 1974-76); Springfield Indians (AHL, 1976-77); Kansas City Red

Wings (CHL, 1977-78); Maine Mariners (AHL, 1978); and the Philadelphia/Syracuse Firebirds (AHL, 1978-80). He is a 1973 graduate of 
Michigan Tech University with a degree in Business Administration. 

Steve and his wife, Lynn, reside in Egg Harbor Township, New Jersey.  He has a stepdaughter, Kerrie Lynne and two grandchildren, 
Lucas and Raegan.

Keith Jones  Color Analyst

Keith Jones starts his seventh season as an in-booth color analyst for Flyers telecasts.  He is also a national 
studio analyst for NBC’s NHL coverage, and served in that role on a national stage during the 2011 and 
2012 Stanley Cup Finals.   In addition to his work on Comcast SportsNet and NBC, Jones also is a member 
of SportsRadio 94 WIP’s Morning Show.  Prior to joining the Flyers’ game broadcast team, Jones served 
as an analyst Comcast SportsNet’s Post Game Live and Facing Off segments for the previous six seasons.

Jones retired from professional hockey after a nine-year NHL career on November 21, 2000 due to a knee 
injury. He recorded 117 goals and 141 assists for 258 points and 765 penalty minutes in 491 career regular 
season games with the Washington Capitals (1992-93 to 1996-97), Colorado Avalanche (1996-97 to 1998-99) 
and the Flyers (1998-99 through 2000-01). He was acquired by the Flyers from Colorado in exchange for 
Shjon Podein on November 12, 1998. He registered 27 goals and 47 assists for 74 points and 164 penalty 
minutes in 131 games as a Flyer. 

Jones was drafted by the Capitals in the seventh round (141st overall) of the 1988 NHL Entry Draft following a four-year career at 
Western Michigan University. He resides in Shamong, New Jersey with his wife, Laura, and their daughter, Adrian.

Tim Saunders  Play-By-Play Announcer

Tim Saunders enters his 15th season as the play-by-play announcer for Flyers radio. He also served 
as the television play-by-play announcer for the Philadelphia Phantoms for eight seasons. 

Saunders joined the Flyers in 1997 after spending two seasons as the play-by-play broadcaster and 
the Director of Broadcasting for the Cleveland Lumberjacks of the International Hockey League.  In 
that role, Saunders was responsible for all facets of the team’s radio and television involvement, 
including the simulcasts of the Lumberjacks’ 20-game television package on Fox Sports Pittsburgh 
and SportsChannel of Ohio. 

A native of Grosse Pointe, Michigan, Saunders began his hockey career as the cable television voice 
of the Muskegon Fury of the Colonial Hockey League in 1992-93.  He then spent two seasons as a 
broadcaster for the Tulsa Oilers of the Central Hockey League (1993-94 & 1994-95) before moving 
to Cleveland.  Prior to his hockey work, Saunders was the sports director at WOOD Radio in Grand 
Rapids, Michigan for 10 years. 

Tim and his wife, Margie, have two children-daughter Katie and son Steven-and reside in Somerdale, 
New Jersey.

BILL CLEMENT  Color Analyst

Clement also returns as a color commentator this season. He was the TV color analyst for the Flyers 
from 1989-1992 and rejoined the club’s broadcast team in 2007.  A member of both of the Flyers’ 
Stanley Cup championship teams, Clement was also a two-time NHL all-star over his 11-year NHL 
career with the Flyers, the Washington Capitals and the Flames, both in Atlanta and Calgary.   

Clement was the lead color analyst for ESPN’s National Hockey Night broadcasts for 15 years.  He 
has also been a studio host for NBC and VERSUS, and has worked as a broadcaster at five Olympic 
Games.  His other broadcast credits include ABC and TNT in the US and CTV, CBC,  Rogers Sportsnet 
and Sirius-XM Radio in Canada. 

In addition to his hockey broadcasting career, Clement is also a critically acclaimed speaker, actor 
and entrepreneur.  He has worked on the ABC daytime drama All My Children and done more than 
300 television ads for clients such as Chevrolet, Bud Light and Deepwoods Off. He has also provided 
one of the commentator voices on the EA Sports NHL video games.

Chris Therien  Color Analyst

Chris Therien enters his fifth season as the color analyst for Flyers radio. Prior to his current 
position, he served as an analyst on Comcast SportsNet’s Post-Game Live show, which follows 
Flyers games. In addition, Therien was a part-time member of SportsRadio 94 WIP’s Morning 
Show, as well as the Glen Macnow Show. 

Therien played 11 seasons for the Flyers during two different stints (1994-95 to 2003-04 & 2005-
06), recording 29 goals and 130 assists for 159 points and adding 583 penalty minutes in 753 
regular season games. He also played 11 games for the Dallas Stars during the 2003-04 season. 

Therien’s 753 regular season games as a Flyer are the most for a Flyers defenseman and are 
fourth overall on the team’s All-Time List. He was a member of the Canadian Olympic Team that 
won the Silver Medal at the 1994 Winter Olympic Games in Lillehammer, Norway. Prior to turning 
professional, he attended Providence College for three years before joining the Canadian 
National Team after his junior year at Providence.   Therien was drafted by the Flyers in the third 
round (47th overall) of the 1990 NHL Entry Draft. 

In 2004, Therien and former Flyer John LeClair created LeClair Therien Lines, a shipping and logistics company, which is run and 
operated in the Delaware Valley. He is actively involved with the Trillium Gift of Life Foundation in Canada, which supports organ 
donation, and is involved with the ALS Hope Foundation and various other charity endeavors. Therien resides in Marlton, New 
Jersey, with his wife, Diana, and their four children-daughters Isabella, Ava and Alexa and son Christopher.

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JUNE 5, 1967: The National Hockey League announced that 
the league awarded expansion franchises to California, Los 
Angeles, Minnesota, Philadelphia, Pittsburgh and St. Louis.

JUNE 6, 1967: The Flyers selected 20 players in the National 
Hockey League Expansion Draft.

OCTOBER 11, 1967: Flyers meet the California Seals at 
Oakland in their first game ever, dropping a 5-1 decision.

OCTOBER 18, 1967: Flyers win their first game ever, 2-1, at 
St. Louis.

OCTOBER 19, 1967: Flyers play their first game ever at the 
Spectrum, defeating the Pittsburgh Penguins, 1-0, on a 
goal by Bill Sutherland. Goaltender Doug Favell recorded 
the shutout.

NOVEMBER 4, 1967: Leon Rochefort records the Flyers’ first 
ever hat trick, leading Philadelphia to a 4-1 win at Montreal.

Bombers in the 2nd round (17th overall) of the 1969 NHL 
Amateur Draft.

OCTOBER 11, 1969: Bobby Clarke plays in his first NHL game.

APRIL 4, 1970: Needing a win or a tie in any of their final six 
games of the season to make the playoffs, the Flyers lost 
their 6th consecutive game, 1-0, on a goal by Minnesota’s 
Barry Gibbs on a dump-in play from his own blue line at 
7:48 of the third period. Flyers goaltender Bernie Parent lost 
sight of the puck in the afternoon sun shining through one 
of the Spectrum’s exits.

JANUARY 31, 1971: Flyers trade goaltender Bernie Parent 
to Toronto along with their 2nd choice in the 1971 NHL Draft 
for Bruce Gamble, Mike Walton and Toronto’s 1st choice 
(Pierre Plante) in 1971 draft. In addition, the Flyers trade 
Mike Walton to the Boston Bruins in exchange for Rick 
MacLeish and Danny Schock.

OCTOBER 28, 1971: Flyers record their 100th regular season 
win, 3-2, over the Vancouver Canucks at the Spectrum.

FEBRUARY 8, 1972: Goaltender Bruce Gamble suffers what 
later was diagnosed as a heart attack in the first period of 
the Flyers game at Vancouver. He continued to play and 
recorded a 3-1 win.

APRIL 1, 1972: Flyers honor retiring goaltender Bruce 
Gamble at the Spectrum.

APRIL 2, 1972: At Buffalo, the Sabres’ Gerry Meehan scores 
the game-winning goal with four seconds to play in the 
final game of the regular season to eliminate the Flyers 
from the playoffs. The Flyers needed a win or a tie to earn 
a playoff berth.

JUNE 7, 1972: Bobby Clarke receives the Bill Masterton 
Memorial Trophy for perseverance, dedication and 
sportsmanship, becoming the first Flyer to receive an 
individual NHL award.

6 of the Finals on a goal by Rick MacLeish at the Spectrum. 
Kate Smith performs “God Bless America” in person at the 
Spectrum. Goaltender Bernie Parent wins the Conn Smythe 
Trophy as playoff MVP.

MAY 24, 1974: Flyers obtain Reggie Leach from the 
California Seals in exchange for Larry Wright, Al MacAdam 
and the Flyers’ first round pick in 1974.

JUNE, 1974: Bernie Parent receives Vezina Trophy as NHL’s 
top goaltender (shared with Tony Esposito), and Fred Shero 
receives Jack Adams Trophy as NHL Coach of the Year.

MAY 16, 1976: Visiting Montreal Canadiens defeat the Flyers 
in Game 4 of the Stanley Cup Finals, 5-3, to win the Stanley 
Cup at the Spectrum. Reggie Leach wins Conn Smythe 
Trophy as playoff MVP.

MAY, 1976: Reggie Leach scores 19 playoff goals in 16 
games giving him 80 goals (61 in regular season) on the 
season-becoming the first player in NHL history ever to 
reach that plateau.

Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service to hockey in 
the United States.

MARCH 19, 1981: Bobby Clarke records his 1,000th NHL 
point, becoming the 15th player in NHL history to reach that 
plateau, with a third-period goal in the Flyers’ 5-3 win over 
the Bruins at the Spectrum.

JANUARY 14, 1982: Flyers play host to 10,000,000th all-time 
fan in defeating the Edmonton Oilers, 8-2, at the Spectrum.

AUGUST 19, 1982: Flyers obtain Mark Howe and a third 
round pick in 1983 (Derrick Smith) from Hartford in 
exchange for Ken Linseman, Greg Adams and the Flyers’ 
first and third round picks in 1982.

OCTOBER 23, 1982: Bobby Clarke plays in his 1,000th NHL 
game, a 4-2 loss to the Penguins at Pittsburgh.

JANUARY 20, 1983: Flyers record their 600th all-time 
regular season victory, 5-2, over the Calgary Flames at the 
Spectrum.

APRIL 14, 1983: Jay Snider is named team president and 
becomes the youngest person to hold such a position in the 
history of professional sports (at age 26).

APRIL 4, 1985: Goaltender Pelle Lindbergh is named the first 
recipient of the Bobby Clarke Trophy as the Flyers’ MVP.

APRIL 13, 1985: Tim Kerr sets NHL playoff marks of most 
goals in one period (4) and fastest four goals by one player 
(8:16) in second period of Flyers’ 6-5 Division Semifinal 
victory over the Rangers in New York.

MAY 16, 1985: Dave Poulin scores while Flyers are two men 
short to boost Philadelphia to a 3-0 victory over Quebec, 
clinching Wales Conference Championship series in six 
games. It is the Flyers’ fifth conference title in the eleven 
years the NHL has been structured by conferences.

MAY 30, 1985: Edmonton Oilers defeat Flyers, 8-3, in Game 
5 of the Final series to capture their second consecutive 
Stanley Cup Championship.

JUNE 12, 1985: Pelle Lindbergh wins Vezina Trophy as top 
goaltender in NHL and Mike Keenan garners Jack Adams 
Award as NHL Coach of the Year.

AUGUST 22, 1985: Bill Barber announces his retirement 
after 12 NHL seasons, all as a Flyer.

NOVEMBER 14, 1985: Flyers honor the memory of Pelle 
Lindbergh who was fatally injured in an automobile 
accident on November 10, 1985.

NOVEMBER 17, 1985: Flyers win club record 13th 
consecutive game, 5-4, over the Islanders at the Spectrum 
on an overtime goal by Murray Craven. The 13 consecutive 
wins match the fourth-longest streak in NHL history.

MARCH 6, 1986: Flyers honor retiring left wing Bill Barber at 
the Spectrum. Barber retires as the Flyers’ all-time leading 
goal scorer, and second-leading point scorer with 420 goals 
and 463 assists for 883 points in 903 games.

APRIL 6, 1986: Tim Kerr sets a new NHL record with his 
34th power play goal of the season, as the Flyers beat the 
Capitals, 5-3.

APRIL 6, 1986: Flyers defeat Washington Capitals, 5-3, to win 
division title for third time in four seasons and ninth time in 
the club’s 19-year history. The win also enables the Flyers to 
tie the club record of 53 wins in a season, set in 1984-85.

MAY 21, 1986: Bob Froese and Darren Jensen share 
Jennings Trophy as the goaltenders for the team with the 
lowest goals- against average during the regular season, 
and Mark Howe receives the Emery Edge Award as the 
player with the top plus/minus rating in the NHL.

OCTOBER 9, 1986: Rookie goaltender Ron Hextall makes his 
NHL debut vs. the Edmonton Oilers, winning 2-1.

JANUARY 15, 1987: The Flyers defeat the Montreal 
Canadiens, 6-3, at the Spectrum to record the 800th victory 
in franchise history.

JANUARY 21, 1987: Mark Howe records his 1000th point as 
a professional hockey player.

MARCH 16, 1987: The Flyers clinch their third consecutive 
Patrick Division Championship. It is the Flyers’ eighth 
division title in the 13 years since the four division alignment 
was established.

MARCH 17, 1987: Tim Kerr records a Flyers-record fourth 
consecutive 50-goal season.

MAY 14, 1987: The Flyers defeat the Montreal Canadiens, 
4-3, at the Forum to capture their second Prince of Wales 
Conference Championship in three years.

MAY 28, 1987: J.J Daigneault scores at 14:28 of the third 
period to give the Flyers a 3-2 victory over the Edmonton 
Oilers in Game 6 of the Stanley Cup Finals. All three of the 
Flyers victories in the round have come after the Oilers 
have taken a 2-0 lead in each game. Brian Propp’s crucial 
third-period power play goal gives him 28 points for the 
playoff year, a new Flyers record.

MAY 31, 1987: The Edmonton Oilers defeat the Flyers, 3-1, 
in Game 7 of the Finals to win the Stanley Cup. It is the 
first Final-series seventh game since 1971. Ron Hextall is 
awarded the Conn Smythe Trophy as playoff MVP. Hextall 
also establishes a new NHL record for minutes played in a 
playoff year with 1540. Pelle Eklund’s first period assist gave 
him 20 on the playoff year, a new Flyers record.
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JUNE 10, 1987: Ron Hextall wins the Vezina Trophy as the 
league’s best goaltender and is named an NHL First Team 
All-Star and to the NHL All-Rookie Team. Dave Poulin is 
awarded the Frank J. Selke Trophy as the league’s best 
defensive forward, and Mark Howe is named an NHL First-
Team All-Star.

JUNE 15, 1987: Bobby Clarke is inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame.

OCTOBER 8, 1987: The Kate Smith statue is dedicated 
outside the Spectrum.

DECEMBER 8, 1987: Ron Hextall becomes the first NHL 
goalie to score a goal by shooting the puck into the 
opposing net as the Flyers defeat Boston, 5-2, at the 
Spectrum.

FEBRUARY 8, 1988: Keith Allen is awarded the Lester 
Patrick Trophy.

MARCH 22, 1988: Bob Clarke and Bernie Parent are made 
charter inductees of the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

APRIL 10, 1988: Murray Craven’s OT goal caps a dramatic 
5-4 Flyers victory over the Capitals in Game 4 of the Patrick 
Division Semifinals. The Flyers overcame a 4-1 deficit with 
under ten minutes to play in the third period.

JUNE 1, 1988: Paul Holmgren becomes the first former Flyer 
to be named the team’s head coach.

SEPTEMBER 7, 1988: Ed Snider is inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame.

NOVEMBER 24, 1989: The Flyers defeat the Edmonton 
Oilers, 5-1, at the Spectrum to record the 900th win in 
franchise history.

MARCH 16, 1989: Bill Barber, Keith Allen and Ed Snider are 
inducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

APRIL 2, 1989: Rick Tocchet records his 45th goal of the 
season, becoming one of only eight Flyers to join the 
40-goal club.

APRIL 11, 1989: Ron Hextall scores his second career goal 
and becomes the first goalie to record a playoff goal, as the 
Flyers defeat Washington, 8-5, at the Capital Centre.

APRIL 29, 1989: Ken Wregget, starting in place of the injured 
Ron Hextall, leads the Flyers to a 4-1 victory over the Pittsburgh 
Penguins in Game 7 of the Patrick Division Finals. It is the 
Flyers’ tenth trip to the Semifinals in 17 years.

JUNE 16, 1989: Tim Kerr is awarded the Bill Masterton 
Memorial Trophy.

MARCH 22, 1990: Fred Shero and Rick MacLeish are 
inducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

APRIL 16, 1990: Bob Clarke is fired as the Flyers’ General 
Manager, ending his 21-year association with the franchise.

JUNE 16, 1990: The Flyers make Mike Ricci their first 
selection (4th overall) in the NHL Entry Draft. It is the Flyers’ 
highest selection since Ron Sutter was taken with the same 
pick in 1982.

SEPTEMBER 24, 1990: Bill Barber is inducted into the 
Hockey Hall of Fame.

OCTOBER 11, 1990: Bill Barber’s jersey number 7 is retired 
by the Flyers.

MARCH 21, 1991: Gary Dornhoefer and, posthumously, Barry 
Ashbee are inducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

OCTOBER 4, 1991: The Flyers open their 25th anniversary 
season against the Capitals in Washington.

JANUARY 17-18, 1992: The Flyers and the City of 
Philadelphia host the NHL All-Star Weekend. Friday night 
featured the NHL Heroes of Hockey Game and the NHL 
All-Star Skills Competition. On Saturday, the Campbell 
Conference defeated the Wales Conference by the 
score of 10-6 in the 43rd NHL All-Star Game. Center Rod 
Brind’Amour was the Flyers’ lone representative on the 
Wales Conference squad.

FEBRUARY 13, 1992: Gene Hart and Reggie Leach are 
inducted into the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

APRIL 1, 1992: The NHL Players Association went on strike 
for the first time in league’s 75-year history.

APRIL 10, 1992: The NHL players and owners reach a 
settlement, ending the 10-day players strike.

JUNE 10, 1992: Bob Clarke rejoins the Flyers as Senior Vice 
President.

JUNE 30, 1992: The Flyers are awarded the rights to 19 
year-old Eric Lindros by arbitrator Larry Bertuzzi. In one of 
the most publicized trades in hockey history, the Flyers sent 
goaltender Ron Hextall, defensemen Steve Duchesne and 
Kerry Huffman, centers Mike Ricci and Peter Forsberg, left 
wing Chris Simon, No. 1 draft picks in 1993 and 1994 and $15 
million to the Quebec Nordiques in return for Eric Lindros.

JULY 15, 1992: The Flyers complete the biggest transaction 
in team history by signing center Eric Lindros to an 
unprecedented six-year contract.

SEPTEMBER 21, 1992: Keith Allen becomes the fifth member 
of the Flyers organization inducted into the Hockey Hall of 
Fame, joining Bernie Parent, Bobby Clarke, Ed Snider and 
Bill Barber.

JANUARY 9, 1993: The Flyers record the 1,000th win in team 
history vs. the NY Rangers.

MARCH 7, 1993: Right wing Mark Recchi records his 100th 
point of the season at the New Jersey Devils, becoming the 
fourth player in Flyers history to record 100 or more points 
in a season.
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MARCH 13, 1993: The Flyers vs. Los Angeles Kings game 
held at the Spectrum is postponed, following the first 
period, due to severe weather and blizzard conditions 
which caused a pane of glass on the Spectrum concourse 
to break. The game was replayed, in its entirety, on April 
1, 1993.

MARCH 14, 1993: The Flyers at Whalers game in Hartford is 
postponed due to severe weather. The game was played, in 
its entirety, on April 16, 1993 at the Hartford Civic Center.

MARCH 24, 1993: Center Eric Lindros scores his 35th goal of 
the season at the New York Rangers, passing Brian Propp 
(34), to break the team record for most goals in a season by 
a rookie. Lindros finished the season with 41 goals.

APRIL 1, 1993: Right wing Mark Recchi scores his 50th 
goal of the season vs. the Los Angeles Kings, becoming 
the fifth player in Flyers history to score 50 or more goals 
in a season.

APRIL 8, 1993: Joe Scott and Ed Van Impe are inducted into 
the Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

APRIL 12, 1993: Mark Recchi collects an assist vs. the New 
York Rangers, breaking Bobby Clarke’s team record for 
most points (119 in 1975-76). Recchi finished the season 
with 123 points.

OCTOBER 21, 1993: The scheduled Flyers vs. NY Islanders 
game is moved to October 22 to avoid a conflict with Game 
Five of the 1993 World Series.

MARCH 1, 1994: Jay Snider resigns as president of the Flyers.

MARCH 8, 1994: Tim Kerr is inducted into the Flyers’ Hall 
of Fame.

MARCH 31, 1994: Mikael Renberg scores a goal vs. Calgary, 
breaking Dave Poulin’s team record for points in a season 
by a rookie (76 in 1983-84). Renberg finishes the season 
with 82 points.

APRIL 12, 1994: Mikael Renberg is named the first recipient 
of the Pelle Lindbergh Memorial Trophy as the Flyers’ most 
improved player, as voted by his teammates.

JUNE 15, 1994: Bob Clarke is named team president and 
general manager.

SEPTEMBER 6, 1994: Eric Lindros is named the eleventh 
team captain in club history. At 21 years old, Lindros 
becomes the youngest captain in Flyers history.

SEPTEMBER 30, 1994: NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman 
announced the postponement of the start of the 1994-95 
regular season due to a failure to come to terms on a new 
Collective Bargaining Agreement between the League and 
the NHL Players’ Association.

JANUARY 13, 1995: NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman 
and NHL Players’ Association Executive Director Bob 
Goodenow announced that they have reached an 

agreement on a new Collective Bargaining Agreement and 
that a 48-game season would begin on January 20.

MAY 7, 1995: Flyers defeat Buffalo, 4-3, in overtime in Game 
One of Eastern Conference Quarterfinals. The win was 
the Flyers’ first playoff victory since a 2-1 overtime victory 
at Montreal in Game Five of Wales Conference Finals on 
May 9, 1989.

JULY 6, 1995: Eric Lindros is named the winner of the 
1994-95 Hart Memorial Trophy as the NHL’s MVP. Lindros 
becomes the second Flyer to capture the award (Bob 
Clarke in 1972-73, 1974-75 and 1975-76). Lindros and John 
LeClair were named to the NHL First All-Star Team.

DECEMBER 18, 1995: The Flyers acquire an expansion 
franchise in the American Hockey League to commence 
operations with the start of the 1996-97 season. The 
Philadelphia Phantoms replaced the Hershey Bears as the 
Flyers’ top minor league affiliate.

FEBRUARY 22, 1996: Joe Watson was inducted into the 
Flyers’ Hall of Fame.

MARCH 19, 1996: Ed Snider, Pat Croce and Comcast 
Corporation announced the formation of the Comcast-
Spectacor Venture that will create a super-regional sports 
partnership for the Delaware Valley. The venture will own 
and operate the Philadelphia 76ers basketball team, the 
Philadelphia Flyers hockey team, the CoreStates Spectrum 
and the new CoreStates Center. The transaction was 
finalized on July 17, 1996.

MARCH 25, 1996: Ron Hextall stopped all 21 Hartford shots 
to record his second consecutive shutout. He was the first 
Flyers goaltender to record shutouts in consecutive regular 
season games since Bernie Parent on October 11 and 13, 
1973. Eric Lindros registers a goal and two assists in the 
game to break the 100-point plateau for the first time in 
his career. Lindros is the fifth Flyer to eclipse the 100-point 
barrier.

APRIL 10, 1996: John LeClair recorded his 50th goal of the 
season at New Jersey, becoming the sixth player in the 
Flyers history to score 50 or more goals in a season.
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APRIL 11, 1996: The Flyers defeated the Montreal 
Canadiens, 3-2, in the team’s final regular season home 
game at the Spectrum. John LeClair’s second-period goal 
was the game-winning goal and the final Flyers goal scored 
in a regular season game at the Spectrum.

APRIL 16, 1996: Ron Hextall recorded his 36th playoff win as 
a Flyer, setting a new team record for career playoff wins 
(passing Bernie Parent - 35) in Game One of the Eastern 
Conference Quarterfinals vs. Tampa Bay.

MAY 12, 1996: Mike Hough’s goal at 8:05 of the second 
overtime period gave the Florida Panthers a 2-1 win over 
the Flyers in Game Five and a three-games-to-two lead in 
their Eastern Conference Semifinal series. The Panthers 
won the series in six games. Game Five was the Flyers’ final 
game at the Spectrum.

AUGUST 31, 1996: The CoreStates Center opened with a 
contest between USA and Canada in the inaugural World 
Cup of Hockey Tournament. USA won the game, 5-3, in front 
of a sold-out crowd.

OCTOBER 5, 1996: The Flyers played their first regular 
season game at the CoreStates Center. The Florida 
Panthers won the game, 3-1, but right wing Dainius Zubrus 
became the youngest player in Flyers history at 18 years, 
three months and 20 days old on opening night. Zubrus also 
recorded his first NHL goal in the game.

OCTOBER 7, 1996: The Flyers recorded the 700th home win 
in franchise history with 3-1 win vs. New Jersey.

DECEMBER 22, 1996: Chicago’s Sergei Krivokrasov scored 
at 2:38 of the first period to end the Flyers’ team record 
shutout streak at 265 minutes and eight seconds and their 
streak of four consecutive shutouts.

JANUARY 29, 1997: Rod Brind’Amour played in his 288th 
consecutive game for the Flyers, breaking the team record 
for most consecutive games played.

FEBRUARY 2, 1997: The 21st Annual Flyers’ Wives Fight for 
Lives Carnival raised $1,024,455. It was the first time that the 
Carnival topped the $1 million mark in proceeds.

APRIL 13, 1997: John LeClair recorded his 50th goal of the 
season to become only the second player in Flyers history 
to reach the 50-goal mark in consecutive seasons.

APRIL 26, 1997: The Flyers defeated the Pittsburgh 
Penguins, 6-3, in Game Five of the Eastern Conference 
Quarterfinals and win the series, four games to one. 
Mario Lemieux scored a goal in his last NHL game before 
returning to play in the 2000-01 season. Rod Brind’Amour 
recorded two shorthanded goals in the first period, tying the 
NHL record for most shorthanded goals in a period and a 
game. At 54 seconds apart, Brind’Amour’s two shorthanded 
goals were the second fastest scored by one player in NHL 
Playoff history.

MAY 23, 1997: Eric Lindros scored the game-winning goal 
with 6.8 seconds remaining in regulation as the Flyers 
defeated the NY Rangers, 3-2, in Game Four of the Eastern 
Conference Finals. It was the latest gamewinning goal in 
Flyers Playoff history.

MAY 31, 1997: The Flyers lost to the Detroit Red Wings in 
Game One of the Stanley Cup Finals, 4-2, in front of 20,291 
fans at the CoreStates Center. It is the largest single-game 
home attendance in team history.

NOVEMBER 17, 1997: Gene Hart was enshrined into the 
Hockey Hall of Fame after his selection as the recipient of 
the Foster Hewitt Memorial Award. He became the sixth 
member of the Flyers organization to be so honored. 

FEBRUARY 8-24, 1998: The NHL suspends operations for 17 
days to allow NHL player participation in the 1998 Winter 
Olympic Games in Nagano, Japan. Ten members of the 
Flyers organization take part (Canada: Bob Clarke - GM, 
Wayne Cashman - Assistant Coach, Rod Brind’Amour, Eric 
Desjardins, Eric Lindros; USA: Paul Holmgren - Assistant 
Coach, John LeClair, Joel Otto; Czech Republic: Petr 
Svoboda; Finland: Janne Niinimaa).

FEBRUARY 28, 1998: Eric Lindros scored the game-winning 
goal at NY Rangers, his 500th point in the NHL. He became the 
fifth fastest to reach 500 points in NHL history (in 352 games; 
Wayne Gretzky - 234 games; Mario Lemieux - 287 games; Peter 
Stastny - 322 games and Mike Bossy - 349 games).

APRIL 13, 1998: John LeClair records his 50th goal of the 
season, at Buffalo. He became the first American-born 
player to reach the 50-goal mark three times and the 
second Flyer to record three consecutive 50-goal seasons 
(Tim Kerr 1983-84 through 1986-87).

JUNE 10, 1998: The Philadelphia Phantoms, the Flyers’ 
American Hockey League affiliate, defeated the Saint John 
Flames, 6-1, to capture the Calder Cup Championship, four 
games to two. The Phantoms became the fourth Flyers 
affiliate to capture the Calder Cup; joining the 1988 Hershey 
Bears and back-to-back titles by the Maine Mariners in 
1978 and 1979.
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JULY 15, 1998: Comcast-Spectacor announced that it was 
changing the names of its arenas to the First Union Center 
and the First Union Spectrum.

NOVEMBER 20, 1998: Goaltender Ron Hextall allows one 
goal on 19 shots to record a 3-1 win at Carolina to register 
his 233rd win as a Flyer. With the win, Hextall moves past 
Bernie Parent into first place on the Flyers’ All-Time List 
in wins.

JANUARY 16, 1999: Toronto Maple Leaf Steve Sullivan’s 
goal at 6:31 of the first period ended John Vanbiesbrouck’s 
team record shutout streak at 218 minutes and 42 seconds 
from January 3 through 16.

FEBRUARY 20, 1999: Center Eric Lindros was scoreless 
at Ottawa, ending his 18-game point-scoring streak from 
January 7 through February 18 (14G,21A). Lindros tied 
Bobby Clarke for the longest such streak in team history.

MARCH 4, 1999: Brian Propp was inducted into the Flyers’ 
Hall of Fame.

MARCH 13, 1999: Goaltender Ron Hextall plays his 487th 
game as a Flyer in a game at Pittsburgh, moving him past 
Bernie Parent into first place on the Flyers’ All-Time Games 
Played List.

MARCH 21, 1999: The Flyers defeated the Detroit Red 
Wings, 5-4, at the First Union Center, ending a team record 
12-game winless streak from February 24 through March 16 
(0-8-4). The Flyers also posted a 15-game undefeated streak 
from December 12, 1998 through January 13, 1999 (10-0-5). 
The Flyers became the only team in NHL history to record 
both a streak of 10-or-more games undefeated and a streak 
of 10-or-more games winless in the same season.

APRIL 18, 1999: Eric Desjardins is awarded his fifth 
consecutive Barry Ashbee Trophy as the most outstanding 
Flyers defenseman and the first Yanick Dupre Memorial 
Class Guy Award winner as the Flyer who best illustrates 
character, dignity and respect for the sport both on and 
off the ice, as selected by the Philadelphia Chapter of the 
Professional Hockey Writers’ Association. Desjardins’ fifth 
Barry Ashbee Trophy is the most by any defenseman in 
team history. The Yanick Dupre Memorial Class Guy Award 
honors the memory of Yanick Dupre who died on August 
16, 1997, after a 16-month battle against leukemia. Dupre 
played parts of three 
seasons with the Flyers 
(1991-92, 1994-95 and 
1995-96).

JULY 14, 1999: Gene Hart, 
“Voice of the Flyers”, dies 
at the age of 68. The Flyers 
hold a memorial service at 
the First Union Center on 
Sunday, July 18, to honor 
Hart for his contributions 
to the organization and the 
City of Philadelphia over 
his 32-year career.

JULY 23, 1999: Flyers defenseman Dmitri Tertyshny is fatally 
injured in a boating accident at the age of 22. Tertyshny 
recorded 10 points (2G,8A) in 62 games during his rookie 
season of 1998-99. The Flyers and Phantoms played a 
benefit game in his memory on September 21 of that year, 
with all net proceeds placed in a scholarship fund for the 
unborn son of Dmitri and his widow, Polina. The Flyers win 
the game, 6-1.

OCTOBER 2, 1999: Mark Eaton appeared in his first NHL 
game, becoming the first Philadelphia-area native to play 
for the Flyers. Rod Brind’Amour misseed the game because 
of a fracture in his left foot, ending his franchise record of 
484 consecutive games played.

OCTOBER 24, 1999: John Vanbiesbrouck records his 
third consecutive shutout, a career first, and becomes 
only the fourth goaltender during the 1990s to post three 
consecutive shutouts. In all, he will not allow a goal in 227 
minutes, 40 seconds (parts of five games, 10/17/99-10/26/99) 
to set a team record for one goalie and a personal best.

DECEMBER 6, 1999: Ed Snider receives the Anti-Defamation 
League’s prestigious Americanism Award.

JANUARY 2, 2000: Eric Desjardins registers three assists, 
which gives him 231 points as a Flyer and places him 
second among defensemen on the team’s career list (Mark 
Howe, 480).

JANUARY 8, 2000: Rod Brind’Amour records his 600th point 
as a Flyer, becoming only the seventh player in team history 
to reach that plateau.

MARCH 21, 2000: Rick Tocchet is assessed five penalty 
minutes for fighting, giving him 1,700 PIM as a Flyer, the first 
player in franchise history to reach that mark.

MARCH 27, 2000: Eric Desjardins is named the 12th captain 
in Flyers history.

APRIL 6, 2000: Eric Desjardins is awarded his sixth 
consecutive Barry Ashbee Trophy as the team’s most 
outstanding defenseman. No other Flyers defenseman has 
won the award more than four times.

APRIL 8, 2000: John LeClair scores his 40th goal, becoming 
the first player in Flyers history to score 40 or more goals in 

five consecutive seasons.

APRIL 9, 2000: The Flyers defeat the 
New York Rangers, 4-1, and capture 
their 13th division championship.

MAY 2, 2000: Andy Delmore scores his 
first two career playoff goals, including 
the game winner in overtime, to give 
the Flyers a 4-3 win at Pittsburgh in 
Game Three of the Eastern Conference 
Semifinals. He is the first Flyers rookie 
defenseman to score two goals in a 
playoff game.
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MAY 4, 2000: Keith Primeau scores at 12:01 of the fifth 
overtime period to the give the Flyers a 2-1 win at Pittsburgh 
in Game Four of the Eastern Conference Semifinals. It is the 
longest game in modern NHL history (152:01). Only a pair of 
six-overtime playoff contests in the 1930s were longer. In 
addition, the game’s elapsed time of six hours, 56 minutes 
sets an NHL record. The Flyers’ 72 shots and the game’s 
combined 130 shots both set team records for an overtime 
game.

MAY 7, 2000: Andy Delmore becomes the first NHL rookie 
defenseman to record a hat trick in a postseason game 
as the Flyers defeat Pittsburgh, 6-3, in Game Five of the 
Eastern Conference Semifinals. Mark Recchi records a goal 
and four assists, tying Flyers records for assists and points 
in a playoff game.

DECEMBER 10, 2000: The Flyers named Bill Barber the 14th 
head coach in team history, replacing Craig Ramsay. The 
Flyers defeat the New York Islanders, 5-2, at the First Union 
Center for Barber’s first win as head coach.

DECEMBER 28, 2000: The Flyers lose 4-3 at Tampa Bay. 
The loss ends the Flyers’ eight-game undefeated streak 
(5-0-3-0) under Head Coach Bill Barber. It is the second 
best start of an NHL head coaching career and the longest 
undefeated streak following an in-season coaching change 
in NHL history.

MARCH 13, 2001: Mark Recchi posted a goal and two 
assists in 5-2 win vs. St. Louis. His goal vs. St. Louis was his 
1,000 career NHL point (60th player in NHL history to reach 
this milestone).

MARCH 15, 2001: Mark Howe, the leading scorer among 
defensemen in Flyers history, became the 17th member of 
the organization to be inducted into the Flyers Hall of Fame 
in an on-ice ceremony at the First Union Center prior to the 
Flyers’ game vs. the Minnesota Wild.

MARCH 31, 2001: Goaltender Roman Cechmanek stopped 
all 21 shots faced to record a 1-0 win vs. the Detroit Red 
Wings. It was his 10th shutout of the season; the second 
most by a rookie or first-year goalie since Tony Esposito 
posted 15 shutouts during the 1969-70 season. His 10 
shutouts are the most by a Flyers goaltender since Bernie 
Parent registered 12 during the 1974-75 season.

APRIL 8, 2001: Flyers win 2-1 at Buffalo. With the win, the 
Flyers recorded 100 points for the 14th time in 34 seasons. 
This game marked the end of the Flyers’ regular use of 
orange jerseys on the road. Starting with the 2001-02 
season, the Flyers began wearing their black jersey for 
road contests.

JUNE 14, 2001: The Flyers signed left wing John LeClair to a 
new five-year contract.

JUNE 14, 2001: Head Coach Bill Barber wins the Jack 
Adams Award as “the NHL coach adjudged to have 
contributed the most to his team’s success.” Barber is the 
first winner to receive this award after taking his position 
in-season and the eighth head coach to win in his first NHL 
season.

JULY 2, 2001: The Flyers signed unrestricted center Jeremy 
Roenick to a five-year contract.

AUGUST 20, 2001: The Flyers traded the rights to restricted 
free agent center Eric Lindros to the New York Rangers in 
exchange for right wing Pavel Brendl, left wing Jan Hlavac, 
defenseman Kim Johnsson and a third round pick in the 
2003 NHL Entry Draft.

SEPTEMBER 20, 2001: The Flyers and New York Rangers 
skated to a 2-2 tie in a preseason game that was suspended 
after two periods so everyone in attendance at the First 
Union Center could watch President George W. Bush’s 
address to Congress which was televised live in the arena. 
Through the generosity of the fans, players and ownership, 
the Flyers raised $120,000 for the Twin Towers Fund. The 
$120,000 donation represented the monies collected after 
the Flyers matched $2 for every $1 donated by the fans 
attending the game and the monies raised through the 
auction of game-used jerseys and sticks from the game.

OCTOBER 23, 2001: Keith Primeau is named the 13th captain 
in Flyers history.

OCTOBER 31, 2001: The Flyers “unretired” their orange 
road jersey for their game against the Pittsburgh Penguins 
at the First Union Center and raised $67,947 through the 
on-line jersey auction. Proceeds from the auction increased 
the Flyers’ contribution to the Twin Towers Fund to over 
$187,000. The Flyers defeated the Penguins, 3-0. With the 
shutout, Brian Boucher became the first goaltender in 
Flyers history to record a shutout on consecutive days. He 
had recorded a 3-0 win at Washington on October 30.

DECEMBER 8, 2001: Jenny Barber, wife of Head Coach Bill 
Barber, passes away after a lengthy battle against cancer.

DECEMBER 18, 2001: Flyers right wing Mark Recchi scored 
a goal in the Flyers’ 6-3 win against the St. Louis Blues at 
the First Union Center. The goal was his 400th career NHL 
goal. He became the 65th player in NHL history to reach 
the Milestone.

JANUARY 30, 2002: Flyers center Jeremy Roenick scored 
a goal in the Flyers’ 3-1 loss to the Senators in Ottawa. 
With the goal, Roenick reached the NHL Milestone of 1,000 
career points. He became the 63rd player in NHL history to 
reach the mark.
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FEBRUARY 14-25, 2002: The NHL suspends operations for 
12 days to allow NHL player participation in the 2002 Winter 
Olympic Games in Salt Lake City, Utah. Seven members of 
the Flyers organization take part (Canada: Simon Gagne; 
USA: John LeClair and Jeremy Roenick; Czech Republic: 
Jiri Dopita and Roman Cechmanek; Sweden: Kim Johnsson; 
Ukraine: Ruslan Fedotenko).

MARCH 23, 2002: Flyers right wing Mark Recchi reached the 
NHL Milestone of 1,000 games played with his appearance 
in the Flyers’ game against the Penguins in Pittsburgh. He 
became the 177th player in NHL history to reach this mark. 
Recchi posted two assists in the 4-4 tie.

APRIL 24, 2002: The Ottawa Senators defeated the Flyers, 
3-0, at the Corel Centre. The loss is the Flyers’ third 
consecutive 3-0 loss. It is the first time in Flyers history that 
the team has been shut out three consecutive games in a 
single playoff season and three times in one playoff series.

APRIL 26, 2002: The Ottawa Senators defeated the 
Flyers, 2-1, in overtime to win their Eastern Conference 
Quarterfinal series, four games to one. The two goals 
scored by the Flyers in the series set an NHL record for 
fewest goals by one team in a five-game series.

APRIL 30, 2002: Bill Barber is relieved of his duties as 
Flyers head coach. Barber compiled a 73-46-17 record in 
136 regular season games over two seasons (2000-01 and 
2001-02).

JUNE 23, 2002: Joe Scott, a founding partner and Chairman 
of the Board, Emeritus of the Flyers, died at the age of 93.

OCTOBER 26, 2002: First period goals by Justin Williams (at 
0:16) and Michal Handzus (at 0:31) in the Flyers’ 6-2 win at 
the NY Islanders set a club record for the fastest two goals 
from the start of a game. They were the third fastest two 
goals from the start of a game by one team in NHL history.

NOVEMBER 29, 2002: The Flyers debuted their new 
alternate jersey in a 3-0 loss against the Toronto Maple 
Leafs at the First Union Center. This “all-orange” jersey was 
worn 17 times during the 2002-03 season with the Flyers 
posting an 8-7-2 record in those games.

DECEMBER 5, 2002: Michal Handzus scores on a penalty 
shot in overtime against Dan Blackburn to give the Flyers a 
3-2 win over the NY Rangers. Handzus’ penalty shot attempt 
was the first by a Flyer in regular season overtime (it was 
only the second successful penalty shot attempt in regular 
season overtime in NHL history).

MARCH 31, 2003: Eric Weinrich records an assist in the 
Flyers’ 6-1 win at Pittsburgh, his 1,000th career NHL game. 
He became the third Flyer to reach the NHL Milestone of 
1,000 games played this season, joining Jeremy Roenick (vs. 
Boston on November 16) and Eric Desjardins (at Atlanta on 
December 18).

APRIL 6, 2003: The Flyers win at Florida, 6-2. The Flyers 
finish the season tied for the fewest goals against in the 
NHL with the New Jersey Devils (both teams allowed 
166). Esche and Roman Cechmanek share the William 
M. Jennings Trophy with the Devils’ Martin Brodeur. It is 
the second time that the Flyers have won the award (Bob 
Froese and Darren Jensen for the 1985- 86 season).

APRIL 16, 2003: Mark Recchi scored at 13:54 of the third 
overtime period to give the Flyers a 3-2 win at Toronto in 
Game Four and even their Eastern Conference Quarterfinals 
series at two games apiece. The Flyers’ 75 shots on goal 
was a new team record for most shots in an overtime game 
and tied for the most shots in a playoff game since the 1967-
68 expansion (Washington recorded 75 shots against the 
NY Islanders in a game that went four overtimes on April 18, 
1987). With 53:54 minutes played, it was the second longest 
overtime game in Flyers history (behind 92:01 minutes 
played at Pittsburgh on May 4, 2000).

APRIL 22, 2003: The Flyers defeat the Toronto Maple Leafs, 
6-1, in Game Seven of their Eastern Conference Quarterfinal 
series. The Flyers won the second longest series in NHL 
history. The two teams played 532:05 minutes in the series, 
trailing only the 553:08 minutes played by the Boston Bruins 
and NY Rangers in their 1939 semifinal series. The series 
featured three multiple-overtime games, only the second 
series in NHL history to do so (NY Rangers and New Jersey 
Devils played three multiple-overtime games in their 1994 
Eastern Conference Final series).

JULY 18, 2003: Comcast-Spectacor announced that it was 
changing the names of its arenas to the Wachovia Center 
and Wachovia Spectrum.

OCTOBER 16, 2003: Flyers and San Jose Sharks skated to 
0-0 tie at HP Pavilion at San Jose. Flyers goaltender Jeff 
Hackett stopped all 27 shots faced to record the shutout. 
The scoreless tie was the first for the Flyers in a road game 
since December 4, 1982 (0-0 tie at Pittsburgh). For Hackett, 
it was his second consecutive shutout (Hackett shutout the 
Buffalo Sabres on October 9 in the Flyers’ 2-0 win). He is the 
first goaltender in Flyers history to record a shutout in each 
of his first two career starts as a Flyer. This is the second 
time in franchise history that a goaltender had opened 
a season with two consecutive shutouts (Bernie Parent 
opened the 1973-74 season with a 2-0 win vs. Toronto on 
October 11 and a 6-0 win at NY Islanders on October 13).
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DECEMBER 13, 2003: The New Jersey Devils defeated 
the Flyers at the Wachovia Center, 2-0, ending the team’s 
14-game undefeated streak at home (12-0-2). The 14-
game undefeated streak at home is the second longest 
undefeated streak at home to start a season in franchise 
history. The Flyers went 26 games undefeated at home (19-
0-7) to start the 1979-80 season.

JANUARY 16, 2004: The Flyers defeated the Toronto Maple 
Leafs, 4-1. Each of the 18 skaters in the game for the Flyers 
posted at least a +1 rating, the first time that the feat had 
occurred since the Flyers defeated the Pittsburgh Penguins, 
11-4, on March 10, 1985.

FEBRUARY 4, 2004: The Flyers defeated the Washington 
Capitals, 5-1. Goaltender Antero Niittymaki stopped 19 of 
20 shots faced to record the win in his first career NHL 
game. He was the first Flyers goaltender to win his NHL 
debut since Dominic Roussel, who defeated the Quebec 
Nordiques on October 17, 1991, 5-3.

FEBRUARY 21, 2004: The Flyers defeated the Atlanta 
Thrashers, 5-4. Simon Gagne scored a goal on a penalty 
shot with 1:01 left to play in the third period to give the 
Flyers a 5-4 lead. The Flyers scored three of their goals on 
the same penalty as Ronald Petrovicky was serving a five 
minute major for charging. It was the third time in team 
history that the Flyers scored three goals on the same 
penalty.

MARCH 3, 2004: Prior to the Flyers’ 5-2 win against the 
Nashville Predators, Dave Poulin became the 18th member 
of the organization to be inducted into the Flyers Hall of 
Fame.

MARCH 5, 2004: The Flyers defeated the Ottawa Senators, 
5-3. Defenseman Danny Markov’s goal at 16:10 of the 
first period was the 10,000th goal in franchise history 
(seventh team in NHL history and first expansion team to 
reach mark). Tony Amonte reached the NHL Milestone 
of 1,000 games played with his appearance in the game. 
The Senators and Flyers combined to record 419 penalty 
minutes in the game, including 409 in the third period, to 
set NHL records for most penalty minutes, both teams, one 
game and most penalty minutes, both teams, one period. 
The Flyers also set NHL records for most penalty minutes, 
one team, one game (213) and most penalty minutes, one 
team, one period (209).

MARCH 25, 2004: Right wing Mark Recchi posted an assist 
on both Flyers goal in the Flyers’ 4-2 loss against the New 
York Islanders. His second assist was his 1,200th career 
NHL point (40th player in NHL history to reach mark).

MAY 4: 2004: Jeremy Roenick’s second goal of the game at 
7:39 of overtime gave the Flyers a 3-2 win over the Maple 
Leafs in Toronto in Game Six of their Eastern Conference 
Semifinal series and a four-games-to-two series victory.

MAY 15, 2004: Flyers defeated the Tampa Bay Lightning 
at the Wachovia Center, 3-2, in Game Four of the Eastern 
Conference Finals. Every fan in attendance received an 
“Orange Crush” T-shirt as they entered the building.

SEPTEMBER 15, 2004: The National Hockey League’s Board 
of Governors unanimously reconfirmed that NHL teams, 
upon the expiration of the Collective Bargaining Agreement 
at midnight, would not play again until there is a new 
economic system.

FEBRUARY 16, 2005: The National Hockey League 
announced that, because a new collective bargaining 
agreement has not been realized, it no longer is practical to 
conduct an abbreviated 2004-05 season.

JUNE 10, 2005: The Philadelphia Phantoms, the Flyers’ 
American Hockey League affiliate, defeated the Chicago 
Wolves, 5-2, to capture the Calder Cup Championship, four 
games to none. It is the second championship in franchise 
history (also won the Calder Cup in 1998).

JULY 22, 2005: The National Hockey League’s Board of 
Governors ratified the terms of the Collective Bargaining 
Agreement negotiated with the NHL Players’ Association, 
ending a 310-day work stoppage. 

NOVEMBER 5, 2005: The Flyers defeated the Atlanta 
Thrashers at the Wachovia Center, 4-3. The team welcomed 
the 25-millionth fan in team history prior to the game.

DECEMBER 3, 2005: The Flyers lost at Nashville, 4-3 in a 
shootout. It was the first shootout in team history.

JANUARY 12, 2006: The Flyers lost at Detroit, 6-3, in the last 
game of their 11-game road trip. The Flyers’ 11-game road 
trip from December 23 through January 12 was the longest 
road trip in team history. Their eight wins in the 11 games 
was just the ninth time in NHL history that a team recorded 
six-or-more wins in a single road trip and their 17 points in 
the 11 games (8-2-1 record) were the most points by one 
team in a single road trip in NHL history.

JANUARY 14, 2006: 19,953 fans attended the Flyers’ 4-3 
overtime loss vs. Colorado to set a new team record for 
attendance at a regular season game.

MARCH 21, 2006: Flyers Head Coach Ken Hitchcock became 
the fifth fastest coach to reach 400 career NHL wins with 
the Flyers’ 2-1 win vs. New Jersey on March 21.
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APRIL 18, 2006: R.J. Umberger scored a goal in the Flyers’ 
4-1 win at NY Islanders. The goal was Umberger’s 20th goal 
of the season. For the first time in team history, the Flyers 
had two rookies score at least 20 goals in a season (Jeff 
Carter - 23 and R.J. Umberger - 20).

OCTOBER 22, 2006: Flyers announced the resignation of 
General Manager Bob Clarke and the firing of Head Coach 
Ken Hitchcock. Paul Holmgren was named interim general 
manager and John Stevens was named head coach.

APRIL 7, 2007: Sami Kapanen was named the winner of the 
inaugural winner of the Gene Hart Memorial Award.This 
award will be presented annually to the Flyer with the most 
heart as voted by Philadelphia Flyers Fan Club members at 
each general meeting throughout the season. In addition to 
the award, a donation for $1,500 will be made to the player’s 
favorite charity.

OCTOBER 18, 2007: Flyers defeated the New Jersey Devils 
at Wachovia Center, 4-0. Goaltender Martin Biron stopped 
all 38 shots faced to post the shutout. The shutout was 
Biron’s second consecutive shutout, the Flyers’ first shutout 
of the Devils since Feb. 27, 2001, and the Flyers’ first shutout 
of the Devils in Philadelphia since Jan. 6, 1987.

FEBRUARY 6, 2008: Prior to the Flyers’ 4-3 loss to the 
Washington Capitals, Ron Hextall became the 19th member of 
the organization to be inducted into the Flyers Hall of Fame.

APRIL 17, 2008: Mike Knuble scored 6:40 into the second 
overtime period to give the Flyers a 4-3 win over the 
Capitals at the Wachovia Center in Game Four of their 
Eastern Conference Quarterfinal series. The game (86:40) 
was the longest playoff game played at the Wachovia 
Center, the third longest home game in Flyers history, and 
longest home playoff game won by the Flyers in team 
history (Flyers lost to Boston on April 26, 1977, 5-4 - 90:07 
and to Florida on May 12, 1996, 2-1 - 88:05).

APRIL 22, 2008: Joffrey Lupul scored a power play goal 6:06 
into the first overtime period to give the Flyers a 3-2 win 
over the Capitals and a four-games-to-three series victory 
over Washington. It marked just the second time in Flyers 
history that they have played a Game Seven that went into 
overtime, and first time that they won (only other time was 
against Washington, 5-4 loss on April 16, 1988). 

JULY 15, 2008: Comcast-Spectacor, the Philadelphia based 
sports and entertainment firm which owns the arena, 
announced that the Wachovia Spectrum would close at 
the conclusion of the 2008-09 hockey and soccer seasons. 
The Flyers played at the Spectrum for 29 seasons, from the 
1967-68 through the 1995-96 seasons, and compiled a 719-
305-146 record in 1,170 regular season games and an 85-56 
record in 141 playoff games.

SEPTEMBER 27, 2008: The Flyers played their final game at 
the Wachovia Spectrum vs. an NHL opponent when they 
faced off against the Carolina Hurricanes in a preseason 
match up. The Flyers honored all of their past captains, 
while Ed Snider presented Michael Richards with his 
new captain jersey at center ice. The Flyers defeated the 
Hurricanes by a score of 4-2.

OCTOBER 7, 2008: The Flyers played an exhibition game 
against their American Hockey League affiliate, the 
Philadelphia Phantoms, at the Wachovia Spectrum. The 
Flyers were defeated by the Phantoms, 4-2.

DECEMBER 11, 2008: Trailing 5-1 in the third period, the 
Flyers mounted the greatest third period comeback in team 
history by scoring four unanswered goals to force overtime 
and eventually defeat the Carolina Hurricanes in a shootout 
by a score of 6-5. Scott Hartnell recorded his fourth career 
hat trick, while Simon Gagne scored the game-tying goal 
with 1:44 to go in regulation and the decisive goal in the 
shootout to give the Flyers the victory. 

FEBRUARY 4, 2009: After 13 seasons of ownership, 
Comcast-Spectacor announced the sale of the Philadelphia 
Phantoms, the Flyers American Hockey League affiliate, to 
the Brooks Group of Pittsburgh, PA, owners of other minor 
league hockey and baseball teams.

FEBRUARY 15, 2009: At 1:18 of the second period, Mike 
Richards scored a shorthanded goal with his team down 
two men in a game against the New York Rangers. It was 
the third time in his career that Richards had scored while 
the Flyers were killing off a 5-on-3, making him the first 
player in NHL history to accomplish that feat. The Flyers 
defeated the Rangers, 5-2, at Madison Square Garden.

FEBRUARY 21, 2009: Mike Richards recorded a shorthanded 
goal for the third consecutive game, becoming the first 
player in over 10 years to accomplish the feat (Joe Sakic, 
Oct. 15-24, 1998). The Flyers dropped the contest, 5-4, to the 
Pittsburgh Penguins.

APRIL 11, 2009: A goal by Joffrey Lupul gave the Flyers 
six 25-goal scorers for the 2008-09 season, which made 
the Flyers the first team to accomplish that feat since the 
Calgary Flames in 1993-94. 

JUNE 27, 2009:  In a blockbuster draft-day trade, the Flyers 
acquired defenseman Chris Pronger from the Anaheim 
Ducks. The Flyers sent Joffrey Lupul, Luca Sbisa, and three 
draft picks to the Ducks for Pronger and forward Ryan 
Dingle. 

OCTOBER 31, 2009: The Flyers’ former home, the Spectrum, 
officially closes following its last public event, a Pearl Jam 
concert.

NOVEMBER 16, 2009: Prior to the Flyers’ 3-2 victory to the 
New Jersey Devils, Dave “The Hammer” Schultz became 
the 20th member of the Flyers organization to be inducted 
into the Flyers Hall of Fame.

NOVEMBER 19, 2009: Flyers rookie James van Riemsdyk 
scores the game-winning goal in a 3-2 victory at Los Angeles. 
It was his third straight game-winning goal, tying an NHL 
record for consecutive game-winning goals by a rookie.

DECEMBER 4, 2009:  John Stevens was relieved of his 
duties as head coach and replaced by Peter Laviolette.

JANUARY 1, 2010: On New Year’s Day, the Flyers played the 
Boston Bruins in the 2010 Winter Classic at historic Fenway 
Park in Boston, MA. Danny Syvret scored his first NHL goal 
and the Flyers led most of the game, but the Bruins tied it 
up on a goal late in the third period and eventually won the 
game 2-1 in overtime. . 

FEBRUARY 13-28, 2010: The NHL season went on hiatus for 
two weeks to allow players to participate in the 2010 Winter 
Olympics in Vancouver. Chris Pronger and Mike Richards 
won gold medals playing for Team Canada. Kimmo Timonen 
won a bronze medal for Finland, and Oskars Bartulis 
represented Team Lativa. 

APRIL 11, 2010: Claude Giroux’s shootout goal and Brian 
Boucher’s third-round save gave the Flyers a 2-1 shootout 
win over the New York Rangers and clinched an Eastern 
Conference playoff berth on the last day of the season. With 
his club trailing late in the third period, Matt Carle scored 
the game-tying goal to force overtime and the eventual 
shootout. Danny Briere also scored in the shootout, while 
Boucher shut the door on two of three Rangers shooters. 

MAY 14, 2010:  After falling into a 0-3 series deficit in the 
Eastern Conference Semifinals vs. Boston Bruins, the 
Flyers won four games in a row to defeat the Bruins four 
games to three and advance to the Eastern Conference 
Finals. The Flyers trailed Game 7 3-0 in the first period, but 
charged back to tie the game. Simon Gagne then scored the 
game-winning goal with 7:08 remaining in the third period. 
They became the third team in NHL history to overcome a 
3-0 series deficit. 

MAY 22, 2010: Michael Leighton posted a 3-0 shutout at 
Montreal in Game 4 of the Eastern Conference Final, his 
third shutout of the series. He became the first goaltender 
in franchise history to record three shutouts in a single 
playoff series. 

MAY 24, 2010: The Flyers won the Prince of Wales Trophy 
as Eastern Conference Champions with a 4-2 win over the 
Montreal Canadiens in Game 5 of the Eastern Conference 
Finals. The four-games-to-one series win sent the Flyers to 
the Stanley Cup Final for the first time since 1997.

JUNE 2, 2010: Claude Giroux scored the game-winning goal 
in overtime of Game 3 of the Stanley Cup Final to give the 
Flyers a 3-2 win in front of a record sellout crowd of 20,297 
at the Wachovia Center. It was the first win in a Stanley Cup 
Final game for the Flyers since Game 6 of the 1987 Final at 
the Spectrum. 

JUNE 9, 2010: Patrick Kane scores the game-winning goal 
in overtime as the Chicago Blackhawks defeat the Flyers 
4-3 in Game 6 of the Final to win the Stanley Cup. The crowd 
of 20,327 set a new Flyers record for home attendance in a 
single game and created a new single-season attendance 
record of 1,020,699. Flyers center Danny Briere recorded a 
goal and two assists to reach 30 points for the playoffs (12G, 
18), breaking the Flyers all-time scoring record for a single 
playoff year.

JULY 27, 2010:  Comcast-Spectacor announced the change 
of its arena name to the Wells Fargo Center. 

OCTOBER 11, 2010: The Flyers raise their 2010-11 Eastern 
Conference championship banner to the rafters of the 
Wells Fargo Center prior to their home opener against the 
Colorado Avalanche. 

NOVEMBER 23, 2010: Following a public ceremony, exterior 
demolition officially commenced on the Flyers’ former 
home, the Spectrum. Ed Snider, Bob Clarke, Bernie Parent 
and Julius Erving were among those who spoke at the 
ceremony. 

JANUARY 25, 2011: The Flyers pick up their 1000th home-ice 
win with a 5-2 victory over Montreal. They become the first 
expansion-era team to reach the milestone. 

DECEMBER 31, 2011: The Flyers Alumni defeat the New York 
Rangers Alumni 3-1 before a crowd of 45,808 at Citizens 
Bank Park in the first of the three games comprising the 2012 
NHL Winter Classic. Bernie Parent started for the Flyers and 
stopped six shots in 5:32 of play, including a Ron Duguay 
breakaway. John LeClair scored the Flyers’ first goal on a 
setup by Eric Lindros, while Shjon Podein and Mark Howe 
provided the other Flyers goals. 

JANUARY 2, 2012: The Flyers take a 2-0 lead but can’t hold 
off a hard-charging New York Rangers squad and drop a 3-2 
decision in the 2012 NHL Winter Classic.  A crowd of 46,967 
became the largest crowd ever to witness a Flyers game, 
eclipsing the 38,112 that saw the Flyers fall 2-1 to Boston in 
overtime in the 2010 Winter Classic.  Brayden Schenn and 
Claude Giroux scored for the Flyers.

MARCH 6, 2012: The Flyers retire Mark Howe’s #2 in a pregame 
ceremony before a 3-2 win over Detroit.  Howe becomes just 
the fifth Flyer so honored and the first since Bill Barber in 1990. 

MARCH 2012: Ilya Bryzgalov is named the NHL’s First Star for 
the month of March after he went 10-2-1 on the month with a 
1.43 GAA and .974 save percentage. He was named the first 
star of the game six times and was named the NHL’s First Star 
of the Week twice in the month, becoming the first Flyer ever 
to earn the award in consecutive weeks. Bryzgalov amassed 
a franchise-record scoreless streak of 249:43 from March 
1-15, and became the first Flyers goaltender to record four 
shutouts in the span of five games.  The streak also was the 
second-longest in the NHL’s expansion era, trailing only Brian 
Boucher’s run of 332:01 in 2003-04 with Phoenix.  

ALL-TIME FLYERS HISTORIC MOMENTS
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APRIL 11, 2012: The Flyers come back from a 3-0 hole to defeat 
Pittsburgh 4-3 in overtime Game 1 of the Eastern Conference 
Quarterfinals.  It’s the sixth time in their history the Flyers had 
erased a 3-0 deficit to win a playoff game.  Brayden Schenn 
posted a goal and two assists, becoming just the eighth Flyers 
rookie ever to record a three-point playoff game.   

APRIL 13, 2012: Claude Giroux sets a franchise record with 
six points as the Flyers beat Pittsburgh 8-5 in Game 2.  Sean 
Couturier posted a four-point night, tying the franchise record 
for most points by a rookie in a playoff game.  Both Giroux and 
Couturier had hat tricks, marking the first time in team history 
that two Flyers have had a hat trick in the same playoff game, 
and it was the first time since 1989 that the Flyers had scored 
eight goals in a playoff game.  

APRIL 15, 2012: The Flyers beat Pittsburgh 8-4 in Game 3, 
setting a franchise record for most goals in two consecutive 
playoff games.  The closest previous occasion was the 1981 
preliminary round, when they beat Quebec 6-4 in Game 1 and 
8-5 in Game 2.  The Flyers set a new franchise record for most 
goals scored in the first three games of a playoff series (20).  
Danny Briere picked up his 100th career playoff point today in 
his 100th career playoff game.  

APRIL 22, 2012: The Flyers beat Pittsburgh 5-1 in Game 6 to 
advance to the second round of the playoffs for the 22nd time, 
and third year in a row.  Claude Giroux finished the series with 
14 points, becoming just the second Flyer ever to reach that 
total in a single playoff series (Tim Kerr, 15, 1989 PDSF).  The 
Flyers set a franchise record with 12 power play goals in the 
series.

APRIL 29, 2012: Danny Briere scores his 48th and 49th career 
playoff goals, including his ninth career playoff game-winner 
as the Flyers beat New Jersey in Game 1 of the Eastern 
Conference Semifinals.  Briere moved into second place 
all-time in Flyers history in that category behind only Rick 
MacLeish.  

MAY 3, 2012: Danny Briere records his 50th career playoff goal 
in the third period of a 4-3 overtime loss in Game 3.  His two 
points in the game give him 71 playoff points as a Flyer and 
move him past both Reggie Leach and Tim Kerr into sixth place 
on the Flyers’ all-time playoff scoring list

KATE SMITH SINGS 
“GOD BLESS AMERICA”
41 years ago, on December 11, 1969, Kate 
Smith’s recording of “God Bless America” 
was first played at a Flyers game. The 
Flyers beat the Toronto Maple Leafs, 6-3, at 
the Spectrum that night. That’s where it all 
began, and “God Bless America” became 
“our song.” Smith was enchanted by this 
flamboyant hockey team that found her 
rendition of the American folk classic to be 
a good luck charm. So much so that she 
performed the song live at the Spectrum on 
four occasions:

The Flyers Youth and Amateur Hockey Department 
acts as the area coordinator for the Pennsylvania State 
High School Championships. The three game event 
takes place in the early spring, immediately following 
the Flyers Cup Scholastic Championships. It rotates 
annually between Philadelphia and Pittsburgh, with the 
2012 Championship to be held in the Pittsburgh area.
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Hockey Week Across Philadelphia
USA Hockey is leading the hockey community in a 
nationwide celebration of the sport in “Hockey Weekend 
Across America,” (February 17-19, 2012). The Philadelphia 
Flyers support this effort with a week of events across the 
Greater Philadelphia Region to increase public awareness 
of hockey and provide opportunities for those who have not 
played hockey to try it.

Flyers Coaching Symposium
Every year the Flyers conduct a 
symposium for hockey coaches in 
the Delaware Valley. The symposium 
is designed to teach local coaches 
advanced coaching techniques 
that can be applied to all age 
levels, and give them an in-depth 
hockey analysis. The Flyers have a 
commitment to youth hockey, and 
that starts at the coaching level. It is 
important to encourage good habits 
and techniques in coaches who 
are responsible for impressionable 
children in the community. This 
symposium is targeted to coaches 
of all hockey levels. Guest speakers 
have included current Flyers coaches 
and training staff, the Flyers Youth 
and Amateur Hockey Staff, college 
coaches, and nutritionists. 

Flyers Sled Hockey Team
Formed in October of 2010, the Flyers Sled Hockey team features top local sled hockey players, including 
several players that have competed for the U.S. National team. The Flyers will host the 2011 USA Hockey 
Sled Classic from November 18-20 at the Virtua Center Flyers Skate Zone in Voorhees, NJ.
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Abduction:  Movement of a joint away from the center 
of the body.
Acetabular Labrum: The cartilage flap that is at the 
edge of the hip joint socket.
Acetabulum:  The “socket” of the hip joint.
AC Joint (Acromioclavicular Joint): Joint of the 
shoulder where acromion process of the shoulder blade 
and the distal end of the collarbone meet; most shoulder 
separations occur at this point.
Adduction: Movement of a joint toward the center of 
the body.
Adhesion: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers to 
surrounding structures during immobilization following 
trauma or as a complication of surgery which restricts 
normal elasticity of the structures involved; or scar tissue 
which forms after trauma or surgery which can restrict 
normal motion.
Aerobic: Exercise in which energy needed is supplied by 
oxygen inspired and is required for sustained periods of 
vigorous exercise with a continually high pulse rate.
Anabolic Steroids: Steroids that promote tissue 
growth by creating protein in an attempt to enhance 
muscle growth. The main anabolic steroid is testosterone 
(male sex hormone).
Anaerobic: Exercise without the use of oxygen as an 
energy source; short bursts of vigorous exercise.
Anterior: Front of the body.
Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL): A primary 
stabilizing ligament within the center of the knee joint 
that prevents hyperextension and excessive rotation 
of the joint. A complete tear of the ACL necessitating 
reconstruction could require up to 12 months of 
rehabilitation.
Anti Inflammatory: Any agent, which prevents 
inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.
Arteriogram: A film demonstrating arteries after 
injection of a dye.
Arthrogram: X ray technique for joints using air and/or 
dye injected into the affected area; useful in diagnosing 
meniscus tears of the knee and rotator cuff tears of the 
shoulder. May be done in combination with plain x-rays, 
a CAT scan, or with an MRI scan. At the hip, or other 
joints, a local anesthetic may also be injected to clinically 
determine whether pain originates from structures within 
the joint.
Arthroscope: An instrument used to visualize the 
interior of a joint cavity.
Arthroscopy: A surgical examination of the internal 
structures of a joint by means of observation through an 
arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure can be used 
to remove or repair damaged tissue or as a diagnostic 
procedure in order to inspect the extent of any damage 
or confirm a diagnosis.

Atrophy: To shrivel or shrink from disuse; as in muscular 
atrophy.
Baker’s Cyst: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in the 
back of the knee as a result of fluid that has escaped from 
the knee capsule. A Baker’s cyst indicates that there is a 
trauma inside the knee joint that leads to excessive fluid 
production.
Bone Scan: An imaging procedure in which a radioactive 
labeled substance is injected into the body to determine 
the status of a bone injury. If the radioactive substance 
is taken up by the bone at the injury site, the injury will 
show as a ‘hot spot’ on the scan image. The bone scan 
is particularly useful in the diagnosis of stress fractures.
Brachial Plexus: The confluence of nerve roots, after 
leaving the cervical vertebrae that eventually form the 
individual nerves to the arms.
Burner: An injury to the nerves to the arms, at the 
neck or brachial plexus, from a traumatic stretching 
or compression of the nerves. Symptoms typically last 
minutes to hours.
Bursa: A fluid filled sac located in areas where friction is 
likely to occur. The bursa sac minimizes
the friction, for example, between a tendon and bone.
Cardiac Atrium: One of the two small pumping 
chambers in the heart.
Cardiac Ventricle: One of the two large, strong 
pumping chambers of the heart.
Carpal Bones:  The bones that are in the wrist between 
the metacarpals and the radius and ulna from the forearm.
Carpal Tunnel:  Anatomical “tunnel” at the palm side 
of the wrist made from the wrist bones and ligamentous 
tissue. The median nerve runs through there, supplying 
the thumb, index finger and middle finger with sensory 
and motor nerves. Carpal tunnel syndrome refers to 
symptoms in the hand of numbness, tingling and pain due 
to compression on the median nerve.
Cartilage: Smooth, slippery substance preventing 
two ends of bones from rubbing together and grating. 
Most joints use this to cover bones next to each other. A 
meniscus is made of cartilage.
CAT Scan (Computerized Tomography): Use of 
a computer to produce a cross-sectional view of the 
anatomical part being investigated from x ray data.
Cellulitis: Infection in the surface layers of the skin.
Chondromalacia: Roughening of the articular 
cartilage. Best known for the roughening of the underside 
of the kneecap, which can occur in any kneecap injury.
Clavicle: Collarbone; the bone connecting the 
breastbone with the shoulder blade.
Closed Reduction: Re-alignment of a fracture or 
dislocation without surgery.
Coccyx: The ‘tailbone,’ a group of four vertebrae that are 
fused together to form a small triangular bone, located at 
the terminal end of the spine.
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Concussion: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in 
dysfunction. It can be graded as mild, moderate or severe, 
depending on loss of consciousness, amnesia and loss 
of equilibrium. Also known as MTBI (minimally traumatic 
brain injury). Defined as an alteration in neurological 
function due to trauma to the brain.
Contusion: An injury to a muscle and tissues caused by 
a blow from a blunt object.
Corticosteroids: Used to suppress joint inflammation 
and inflammation in a bursa or near tendons.
Costochondral Junction: Where the rib bone turns 
into rib cartilage at the front area of the chest.
Costo-sternal Joint: The joint where the ribs meet 
the breast bone.
Cryotherapy: A treatment with the use of cold.
Cyst: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semi solid matter.
Degenerative Joint Disease: Changes in the joint 
surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma and ‘wear and tear’.
Deltoid Ligament: Ligament that connects the tibia to 
bones of the medial aspect of the foot and is primarily 
responsible for stability of the ankle on the medial side. Is 
sprained less frequently than other ankle ligaments.
Deltoid Muscle: Muscles at the top of the arm, just 
below the shoulder, responsible for shoulder motions in 
the front, side and back.
Disc, Intervertebral: A flat, rounded plate between 
each vertebrae of the spine. The disc consists of a thick 
fiber ring, which surrounds a soft gel like interior. It 
functions as a cushion and shock absorber for the spinal 
column.
Dislocation: Complete displacement of joint surfaces.
Dysequilibrium:  Disordered sense of balance, without 
true vertigo.
Electroencephalogram (EEG):  A test of brain 
waves to look for areas that can cause seizures or other 
abnormalities.
Electromyogram (EMG): Test to determine nerve 
function.
Epiconondylitis: Inflammation of tendons at the elbow 
due to overuse. Common in tennis players (outer part of 
elbow) and golfers (inner part of elbow).
Etiology: Study of the cause of injury and disease.
Extension: Action of straightening of a joint as achieved 
by an extensor muscle.
Fascia: A connective tissue sheath consisting of fibrous 
tissue and fat which unites the skin to the underlying 
tissue.
Fat Percentage: The amount of body weight that is 
adipose, fat tissue. Fat percentage can be calculated 
by underwater weighing, measuring select skin-fold 
thickness or by analyzing electrical impedance. 
Femoral head: The “ball” of the hip joint.
Femur: Thighbone; longest bone in the body.

Fibula: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg; runs from the 
knee to the ankle along the outside of the lower leg.
Flexibility: The ability of muscle to relax and yield to 
stretch forces.
Flexion: Action of bending of a joint as achieved by a 
flexor muscle.
Fracture: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of 
fractures include simple, compound, comminuted, 
greenstick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal, oblique, 
open, stress or transverse.
Gadolinium: The “dye” used for MRI scans.
Gamekeeper’s Thumb:  A stretch of the ulnar collateral 
ligament of the thumb that loosens the joint at the base 
of the thumb.
Glenohumeral: The shoulder girdle; consists of the 
glenoid capsule, head of the humerus and labrum.
Glenoid: Cavity of the scapula into which the head of the 
humerus fits to form the shoulder girdle.
Glenoid Labrum: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue 
attached around the margin of the glenoid fossa.
Grade One Injury: A mild injury in which ligament, 
tendon or other musculoskeletal tissue may have been 
stretched, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.
Grade Two Injury: A moderate injury in which 
musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not totally 
torn, causing appreciable limitation in function of the 
injured tissue.
Grade Three Injury: A severe injury in which tissue 
loss has been significant, and in many cases, totally torn or 
otherwise disrupted, causing a virtual loss of function.
Groin: Junction of the thigh and abdomen, location of 
muscles that rotate, flex and adduct the hip.
Hammer Toe: Condition when the first digit of a toe is at 
a different angle that the remaining digits of the same toe.
Hamstring: Category of muscle that runs from the 
buttocks to the knee along the back of the thigh. It 
functions to flex the knee and is often times injured as a 
result of improper conditioning or lack of muscle flexibility.
Hemarthrosis: Accumulation of blood within a joint as 
a result of an acute injury.
Hematoma: Mass produced by an accumulation of 
coagulated blood in a cavity or in soft tissues.
High Ankle Sprain: Disruption of thick connective 
tissue between the tibia and fibula above the ankle joint. 
Often caused by a hyperextension of the ankle.
Hip Pointer: Contusion to the iliac crest.
Hydrotherapy: Treatment using water.
Hyperextension: Extreme extension of a limb or body part.
Hyphema:  Small amounts of blood in the front chamber 
of the eye caused by trauma.
Ice and Stimulation: Use of ice to reduce inflammation 
and muscle stimulation by surface electrodes to maintain 
muscle strength used in rehabilitation of injury.
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Iliotibial Band: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs from 
the iliac crest to the knee joint on the outside of the thigh.
ImPACT ©: The computerized neuropsychological testing 
program, developed at the University of Pittsburgh that 
the NHL has adopted for the 2007-08 season.
Impingement: A pinching of a structure, such as rotator 
cuff impingement sign when the shoulder is raised in 
certain directions which cause shoulder and upper arm 
pain. Also seen at the labrum of the hip.
Inflammation: The body’s natural response to injury 
in which the injury site might display various degrees of 
pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss of function.
Isometric Contraction: Muscular contraction in 
which tension is developed but no mechanical work is 
done.
Labrum (Labrum Glenoidule): The cartilage of 
the glenoid cavity in the shoulder. A lip edged or lip like 
structure.
Lateral:  On the outer side of a body structure, furthest 
from the midline of the body.
Lateral Collateral Ligament (LCL): Ligament of the 
knee along the outer aspect that connects the femur to 
the fibula. It provides lateral stability to the joint.
Ligament: Band of fibrous tissue that connects bone to 
bone or bone to cartilage and supports and strengthens 
joints.
Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI): Imaging 
procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes 
certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to react 
to this pulse and through this process a computer display 
and permanent film establish a visual image. MRI does not 
require radiation and is very useful in the diagnosis of soft 
tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.
Mandible: Jaw bone.
Medial: On the inner side of a body structure, closest to 
the midline of the body.
Medial Collateral Ligament (MCL): Ligament of 
knee along the inner aspect that connects the femur to 
the tibia.
Meniscus: Crescent-shaped cartilage, usually pertaining 
to the knee joint; also known as cartilage. There are two 
menisci in the knee - medial and lateral. These work to 
absorb weight within the knee and provide stability.
Metacarpals: Five long bones of the hand, joining the 
fingers to the wrist.
Metatarsals: Five long bones of the foot, running from 
the ankle to the toes.
MRSA (Methicillin Resistant Staph Aureus): A skin 
bacteria that has become resistant to common penicillins 
and related antibiotics which can be involved in skin and 
blood stream infections.

MSSA (Methicillin Sensitive Staph Aureus): A skin 
bacteria that is still sensitive to common penicillins and 
related antibiotics.
Myositis: Inflammation of a muscle.
Neuropraxia:  A temporary dysfunction of a peripheral nerve.
Neuropsychological Testing:  Written or 
computerized tests which measure memory functions, 
reaction speeds, and learning functions of the brain. 
In sports, commonly performed as a part of the clinical 
evaluation of concussion.
Open Reduction:  Re-alignment of a fracture or 
dislocation with surgery.
Orbit:  The complex of facial bones creating the socket 
for the eyeball, its nerves and muscles, in the skull.
Orthotic: Any device applied to or around the body 
of physical impairment of disability. Commonly used to 
control foot mechanics. 
Osteitis pubis:  An inflammation in the joint of the pelvic 
bones just above the genital area.
Osteochondritis Dessicans: A piece of bone and/or 
cartilage loosened from its attachment after trauma and 
a cause of a lesion.
Osteomyelitis: An inflammatory disease of bone 
caused usually by infection with streptococcus or 
staphylococcus bacteria.
Patella: The kneecap. The patella functions to protect 
the distal end of the femur as well as increase the 
mechanical advantage and force generating capacities of 
the quadriceps muscle group.
Photorefractive Keratectomy (PRK): Type of 
laser eye surgery used to correct mild to moderate 
nearsightedness, farsightedness, and/or astigmatism.
Plantar Fasciitis: Inflammation of the plantar (a thick 
tissue on the bottom of the foot which helps create the 
arch) fascia; associated with overuse or acute foot injury.
Pneumothorax:  Air inside the chest cavity and outside 
of the lung. Can be associated with chest trauma. Can be 
associated with collapse of the lung.
Posterior:  Back of the body.
Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL): A primary 
stabilizing ligament of the knee that provides significant 
stability and prevents displacement of the tibia backward 
within the knee joint. A complete tear of this ligament 
necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12 
months of rehabilitation.
Quadricep Muscles: A group of four muscles of the 
front thigh that run from the hip and form a common 
tendon at the patella; they are responsible for knee 
extension.
Radius: Bone in the forearm from elbow to the thumb 
side of the wrist. 
Reconstruction: Surgical rebuilding of a joint using 
natural, artificial or transplanted materials.
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Rotator Cuff: Comprised of four muscles in the shoulder 
area that can be irritated by overuse. The muscles are the 
supraspinatus (most commonly injured), infraspinatus, 
teres minor and subscapularis.
Sacroiliac: Junction of the sacrum, the lower back 
bone, with the pelvis.
Sacrum: Group of five fused vertebrae located just 
below the lumbar vertebrae of the lower back, which form 
part of the pelvis.
Scapula: Shoulder blade.
Sciatica: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in pain or 
tingling running down the inside of the leg.
Sciatic Nerve: Major nerve that carries impulses for 
muscular action and sensations between the low back 
and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve in the body.
Shin Splint: A catch all syndrome describing pain in the 
shin that is not a fracture or tumor and cannot be defined 
otherwise.
Spleen: Large, solid organ responsible for the normal 
production and destruction of blood cells located under 
the left rib cage.
Spondylosis: Abnormal vertebral fixation or immobility, 
or a general term for arthritis of the spine.
Sports Hernia (previously known as a hockey 
hernia):  Not a true tear, or hole, in the abdominal lining, 
but rather a weakened, possibly inflamed, area in the 
lower abdominal region from repetitive use of powerful 
lower abdominal and groin muscles. Seen especially in 
athletes engaged in ice hockey, soccer or football.
Sprain: Injury resulting from the stretching or twisting 
of the joint and causes various degrees of stretching or 
tearing of a ligament or other soft tissue at the joint.
Sternoclavicular joint:  The joint where the collar 
bone meets the breast bone.
Sternum:  The breast bone.
Stinger:  Same as a “burner”.
Strain: Injury resulting from a pulling or torsion to 
the muscle or tendon that causes various degrees of 
stretching or tearing to the muscle or tendon tissue.
Stress Fracture: A hair line type of break in a bone. 
Caused by overuse.
Subconjunctival Hemorrhage: A broken blood 
vessel over the white of the eye. Does not affect vision.
Subluxation: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term 
usually implies that the joint can return to a normal 
position without formal reduction.
Sulfa Antibiotics:  A group of medications used to 
treat bacterial illnesses. Used as one of the first choices 
against MRSA.
Synovial Fluid: Lubricating fluid for joints and tendons, 
produced in synovium, or the inner lining of a joint.
Synovitis: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.

Talus: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia and 
fibula to form the ankle joint.
Tarsals: Group of seven bones of the foot consisting of 
the calnavicular, talus, cuboid and three cuneiform bones.
Tendinitis: Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon 
sheath, caused by chronic overuse or sudden injury.
Tendon: Tissue that connects muscle to bone. 
Tenosynovitis: Swelling or inflammation of a tendon 
sheath caused by calcium deposits, repeated strain or 
trauma.
Tibia: Shin bone; larger of the two bones of the lower leg 
and is the weight bearing bone of the shin.
Tissue glue:  A substance similar to “Crazy glue” that 
can be used instead of sutures or staples to close simple 
cuts to the skin.
Transcutaneous Electrical Nerve Stimulator 
(TENS): An electrical modality that sends a mild current 
through pads at the injury site which stimulates the brain 
to release the natural analgesic endorphin.
Transverse Process: Small lateral projection off the 
right and left side of each vertebrae that functions as an 
attachment site for muscles and ligaments of the spine.
Triceps: Muscle of the back of the upper arm, primarily 
responsible for extending the elbow. 
Ulna: Inner bone of the forearm that runs from the tip of 
the elbow to the little finger side of the wrist.
Ulnar Nerve: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated 
from excessive throwing.
Ultrasound: An electrical modality that transmits a 
sound wave through an applicator into the skin to the 
soft tissue in order to heat the local area for relaxing the 
injured tissue and/or disperse edema…Also a type of 
imaging study for certain body areas.
V O2 max:  A measure of aerobic fitness, measuring the 
maximal uptake of oxygen a person can achieve with 
exercise.
Vertebra:  The bones that make the spinal column. 
Divided into cervical (neck), thoracic (chest) and lumbar 
(low back) regions.
Vertigo: Dizziness with a sensation of the world spinning 
around a person. Can be caused by trauma, viral illnesses, 
or occurs spontaneously.
“Wind Knocked Out”: Syndrome describing a 
contraction of the abdominal nerve truck, the solar plexus, 
as a result of an abdominal contusion.
Zygoma:  The cheek bone.

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NHL INformation

Once again this season, the Flyers will play in the Atlantic Division of the Eastern Conference with the New Jersey Devils, 
New York Islanders, New York Rangers and Pittsburgh Penguins.  The Flyers will take on each of their division rivals six times 
– three at home and three on the road.  They will play the teams from the Northeast Division (Boston Bruins, Buffalo Sabres, 
Montreal Canadiens, Ottawa Senators and Toronto Maple Leafs) and Southeast Division (Carolina Hurricanes, Florida 
Panthers, Tampa Bay Lightning, Washington Capitals and Winnipeg Jets) a total of four times each, twice at home and twice 
on the road, for a total of 64 games within the Eastern Conference.

The remaining 18 games will come against Western Conference opponents.  The Flyers will play home-and-home series this 
season against three Western Conference foes – the Chicago Blackhawks, the Minnesota Wild and the San Jose Sharks.  
Anaheim, Calgary, Colorado, Dallas, Detroit and Edmonton will all visit the Wells Fargo Center this season, and the Flyers will 
pay one-way visits to Columbus, Los Angeles, Nashville, Phoenix, St. Louis and Vancouver.  

STANLEY CUP PLAYOFF FORMAT
The National Hockey League’s 30 clubs are aligned into two conferences, each consisting of three divisions (Eastern Confer-
ence: Atlantic, Northeast, Southeast; Western Conference: Central, Northwest, Pacific). The number of teams qualifying for 
the 2009 Stanley Cup Playoffs will be 16.

First-round playoff berths will be awarded to the first-place team in each division, as well as to the next five-best teams (based 
on regular-season point totals in each conference). The three division winners in each conference will be seeded first through 
third (in order of points) and the next five best teams (in order of points) will be seeded fourth through eighth. In each confer-
ence, the team seeded #1 will play the team seeded #8, #2 vs. #7, #3 vs. #6, and #4 vs. #5 in the Conference Quarterfinal round.

In the Conference Semifinals and Conference Finals, teams will be re-seeded according to the same criteria as the Confer-
ence Quarterfinals (division leaders will be seeded first and granted home-ice advantage while the remaining teams will be 
seeded in order of regular-season points). Home-ice advantage in the Stanley Cup series will be determined by points. All 
series are best-of-seven.
