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OPENING SEASON

PPG Paints Arena, home of the five-time Stanley Cup
champion Pittsburgh Penguins, is now in its 11th season
of operation as Pittsburgh’s multi-purpose entertainment
venue.

Ranked as one of the finest indoor facilities in North
America, PPG Paints Arena hosts more than 150 events
each year, ranging from NHL hockey to collegiate sports,
concerts, family shows, skating shows and more. PPG
acquired naming rights in October 2016.

“This partnership with our friends at PPG is one of
the key factors in our success as a franchise,” said
David Morehouse, president and CEO of the Penguins.
“PPG is an outstanding global organization that makes
its home here in Pittsburgh, and our partnership offers
exciting opportunities for our fans, as well as engagement
opportunities for PPG employees and customers.”

In addition to hosting the Stanley Cup Finals in
2016 and 2017, the arena has hosted the NCAA Men’s
Basketball Tournament early rounds (2012, 2015 and
2018], the NHL Draft {2012, the NCAA Men’s Frozen Four
(2013, the USA Gymnastics Championships (2014), the
Atlantic 10 Men’s Basketball Conference Championship
tournament (2017), the NCAA Wrestling Championships
(2019]) and the NCAA Women's Volleyball Championships
(2019).

National events on the upcoming schedule include the
NCAA Men'’s Frozen Four (2021) and the first and second
rounds of the NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament (2022).

Pittsburgh’s much-anticipated new arena opened its
doors on August 18, 2010 with a grand opening concert by
music legend Paul McCartney, who had not performed in
the city since 1990. McCartney had played Pittsburgh as
far back as 1964 at the old Civic Arena across the street.

The facility seats 18,187 for hockey, more than 19,000
for basketball and almost 20,000 for concerts. Itis a

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green building and is the first NHL arena to attain LEED Gold
certification.

A funding plan for the new arena project was completed in
March 2007, thanks to the combined efforts of Pennsylvania
Governor Ed Rendell, Allegheny County Executive Dan Onorato and
Pittsburgh Mayor Luke Ravenstahl, among others.

The arena was completed on time and under budget in 2010,
thanks to architectural firms Populous and Astorino; the owner’s
representative, CAA ICON; the construction company, PJ Dick/
Hunt; and the excellent construction workers and skilled trade
workers of Western Pennsylvania.

The Sports & Exhibition Authority owns the building on behalf of
the city and country, and the Penguins have the lease. The arena
is managed by AEG facilities, with Gary Desjardins serving as
general manager.

The singular image of Mario Lemieux’s greatness as a hockey
player is Lemieux bursting through two defensemen en route to the
goal - brilliant, determined, unstoppable. As captured in this unique
sculpture, the image also is a metaphor for everything Lemieux
has accomplished in his life and career, overcoming obstacles,
turning back challenges, facing seemingly insurmountable odds
yet somehow succeeding through talent, dedication and sheer will.
After beating cancer, Lemieux turned his focus to raising money for
cancer research and neo-natal research, and his efforts through the
Mario Lemieux Foundation have had a far-ranging impact on our
community, especially our children. Having bought the Pittsburgh
Penguins out of bankruptcy, he also led the effort to turn them into
a model franchise - worthy of championships but also of the No. 1
ranking in Fan Relations in all of professional sports. His relentless
quest for a new arena for Pittsburgh resulted in the spectacular PPG
Paints Arena, the region’s multi-purpose entertainment center and
soon to be a magnet for 21st century development.

The UPMC Lemieux Sports Complex in Cranberry Township is,
indeed, unique.

Known to hockey fans as the primary practice facility of the five-
time Stanley Cup champion Pittsburgh Penguins, it also is the first
such facility in the country to combine hockey with a world-class
medical center and performance training center.

“It's a one-of-a-kind world-class complex right here in the
Pittsburgh area, right here in Cranberry Township,” Penguins
president and CEO David Morehouse said.

Now in its sixth year of operation, the 185,000-square foot
complex includes 54,000 square feet of clinical space, offering
expert care in orthopaedics, concussion management, physical
and occupational therapy and on-site MRl and X-ray imaging. In
2020 a Women's Clinic and Children’s Express Clinic were added
to the complex.

The Penguins have a locker room and weight room similar to
those at PPG Paints Arena as well as other NHL-style facilities for
coaches and players.

The two sheets of ice are home to the DICK'S Sporting Goods
Pittsburgh Penguins Elite youth hockey program in addition
to amateur and high school games, adult hockey leagues and
instructional camps and clinics. Events have ranged from basic
learn-to-skate programs to United States Hockey League games
and World Cup of Hockey practices.

The complex also is home to the EXCEL Hockey Academy, in
cooperation with North Cathalic High School. An Elite hockey
academy focusing on science driven development, leadership and
education.

Other programs include public skating, figure skating and

numerous community events.

“Absolutely incredible,” NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman
said during his first tour of the facility. “This is going to be a
revolutionary place.”

The exciting schedule for 2020-21 includes the AAA Mid-Winter
Classic, Pittsburgh Girls Thanksgiving Classic, USA Hockey
Disabled Festival and an NCAA women's hockey tournament.

Rich Hixon oversees all facility operations as senior vice
president of facilities for the Pittsburgh Penguins. Kara Radeke,
executive director of business operations, is responsible for the
management of the facility and oversees ice scheduling. Brandon
Radeke, director of facility operations, is responsible for operations
and ice quality to ensure consistency between the complex and
PPG Paints Arena.

The world-class hockey staff includes Brian Mueller, executive
director of hockey development and programming; Danny
McKinnon, Elite hockey director; Trevor Edwards, skill development
professional; Jeff Hannan, skill development professional;

Kevin Muller, skill development professional; Dan Mayes, skill
development professional, Rocky Saganiuk, local manager, Learn
to Play; and Mike Chiasson, goaltending professional. They are
joined by Jason Jerome, director of sports performance and Jimmy
Law, performance training coachwho oversee the strength and
conditioning programs at the facility.

The sports medicine clinic includes 24 private patient rooms
and a physical therapy gym overlooking the Penguins’ practice
rink. There also is a dedicated sports performance space.

CO-OWNER/CHAIRMAN

Mario Lemieux is known as one of the greatest players in NHL
history, with two Stanley Cups, six NHL scoring titles, three MVP
awards, two Conn Smythe Trophies, a Calder Trophy, a Masterton
Trophy - and an Olympic gold medal for good measure.

Now, he’s also established himself as one of the league’s
greatest owners.

Lemieux and co-owner Ron Burkle led the Penguins to three
Stanley Cups in a nine-year span between 2009 and 2017, giving
Mario more Cups as an owner than he won as a player.

His transition from excellence on the ice to excellence in the
front office - with five Cups in all - has been another remarkable
achievement in a truly unprecedented pro sports career.

“I don’'t know that there’s another individual who's had the
impact on a franchise that Mario has had on the Pittsburgh
Penguins,” said David Morehouse, the Penguins’ president and
CEO. “He saved the team as a player and led it to two Stanley
Cups. He bought the team out of bankruptcy, led the effort for a
new arena and delivered three more Cups. And that doesn’t even
touch on what he’s done for the city as a philanthropist with the
Mario Lemieux Foundation. He is one of a kind.”

Lemieux and Burkle organized a group of investors that bought
the Penguins out of bankruptcy in 1999. The combination of
Lemieux’s hockey acumen and Burkle's business savvy made
them a formidable front office tandem and led to a series of
spectacular achievements both on and off the ice. They now are in
their 22nd season of ownership.

The Penguins, during that time, have become one of the premier
franchises in all of sports, leading the way in fan relations, youth
marketing, community outreach and innovative technology while
consistently putting a winning product on the ice. That includes
qualifying for the playoffs for 14 straight seasons - the longest
current streak in the NHL - and reaching the Cup Final four times
and the conference finals five times.

The Penguins entered the 2020-21 season having sold out
every game for 13-plus seasons while setting high standards for
television ratings, corporate sales and social media.

Lemieux and Burkle were
driving forces in the quest for
a new multi-purpose arena,
which opened in August 2010.
PPG Paints Arena is considered
one of the top facilities in
North America and has hosted such national events as the 2012,
2015 and 2018 NCAA Men's Basketball Tournament opening
rounds, the 2012 NHL Draft, the 2013 NCAA Frozen Four, the
2014 USA Gymnastics Championships, the 2019 NCAA Wrestling
Championships and the 2016 and 2017 Stanley Cup Finals. The
NCAA Men’s Frozen Four tournament will be held here in 2021.

Lemieux also helped to launch the UPMC Lemieux Sports
Complex in nearby Cranberry, Pa. Now in its sixth year of operation,
the practice home of the Penguins is the first facility of its kind
to combine hockey with a world-class medical center and sports
performance complex.

As a player, “Le Magnifique” was a gifted 6-foot-4 centerman
who dominated play for parts of three decades. Although he
faced a numbing series of medical setbacks, including multiple
back surgeries and a battle with Hodgkin’s disease, he retired in
2006 as the No. 7 all-time scorer in NHL history with 1,723 points.
He also ranked eighth all-time in goals (690) and 10th in assists
(1,033).

After retiring as a player for the first time in 1997, he put together
an ownership group to buy the Penguins out of bankruptcy in
September 1999 and then returned to the ice on December 27,
2000 - becoming the first player-owner of the modern era. He also
captained Team Canada to an Olympic gold medal in 2002.

In addition to his legendary hockey accomplishments, he
continues to oversee the Mario Lemieux Foundation, which has
raised more than $25 million for charity. More information is
available at mariolemieux.org.

Mario and his wife, Nathalie, have raised four children and
reside in Sewickley.




RON BURKLE

CO-OWNER

Ron Burkle, one of the preeminent investors in retail, hospitality,
technology and distribution industries, is also a three-time Stanley
Cup champion as co-owner of the Pittsburgh Penguins.

Burkle teamed with Mario Lemieux to buy the team out of
bankruptcy in September 1999, and over the past 22 seasons
they have become one of the outstanding ownership duos in
professional sports, winning three Cups from 2009-2017.

Among Burkle’s many significant contributions to the Penguins
was his essential role in negotiations for a new arena. PPG
Paints Arena is considered one of the finest indoor facilities in
North America and has attracted many national-level events
to Pittsburgh, including NCAA basketball, hockey, wrestling and
volleyball. But he also helped create a winning mindset for the
Penguins organization both on and off the ice.

Although Burkle prefers to operate quietly and behind the
scenes, Lemieux praises his immense role in the team’s success.

“Ron is one of the main reasons we still have hockey in
Pittsburgh,” Lemieux told the Pittsburgh Post-Gazette.“If | was
not able to buy the Penguins and have Ron as our top investor,
| don’t think the Penguins would be here today. He's a great guy
and a very smart businessman. He loves Pittsburgh, he loves the
Penguins. | think people should know that.”

Under the leadership of Lemieux and Burkle, the Penguins have
sold out every game for 13-plus seasons and consistently ranked
among the most fan-friendly and community-minded teams in the
NHL and all of pro sports.

The Penguins have earned a league-high 14 straight playoff
berths and reached the conference finals five times, in addition
to the three Cups. The team’s solid foundation of ownership has
enabled hockey management to spend to the salary cap, sign
many of the team’s core players to long-term contracts and put

year after year.

Burkle founded the Yucaipa
Companies in 1986 and
has served as Chairman of
the Board and controlling
shareholder of numerous
companies, including Americold, Soho House, Golden State Foods,
Dominick’s, Fred Meyer, Ralph’s and Food4Less.

Ron is Co-Chairman of the Burkle Center for International
Relations at UCLA and is broadly involved in the community. He
is a member of the Board of The Scripps Research Institute, the
National Urban League and Frank Lloyd Wright Conservancy. He
is a trustee of the Carter Center and AIDS Project Los Angeles
(APLA). Ron was the Founder and Chairman of Ralphs/Food4Less
Foundation and the Fred Meyer Inc. Foundation. He was a member
of the board of Occidental Petroleum Corporation (NYSE:OXY],

KB Home [NYSE: KBH), Kaufman & Broad S.A. (Euronext: KOF),
Yahoo! (Nasdag: YHOO), the J. Paul Getty Trust, the Los Angeles
County Museum of Art, The Music Center and the Museum of
Contemporary Art, Los Angeles.

Ron has received numerous honors and awards including the
AFL-CIO’s Murray Green Meany Kirkland Community Service

In 13 seasons as a senior executive with the Penguins, David
Morehouse has seen the team win three Stanley Cups, make the
Cup Finals four times and reach the conference finals five times.

Though his expertise is on the team’s business side - especially
branding and marketing - Morehouse’s greatest achievement has
been creating a corporate culture that has driven the Penguins to
consistent excellence both on and off the ice.

“It's no coincidence that we've enjoyed this kind of success
with David Morehouse as our key senior executive,” said co-owner
Ron Burkle. “We've obviously made a lot of great acquisitions on
the player side, but one of the best acquisitions we've ever made
was David himself”

The Penguins have become one of the NHL's strongest business
entities during Morehouse’s tenure - selling out every game for
13-plus seasons, setting new standards for television ratings and
corporate partnerships and increasing their focus on innovative
youth marketing. The Penguins again ranked among the NHL
leaders in local television ratings in 2019-20.

Morehouse joined the team as a consultant on the new arena
project in 2004 and was named team president in April 2007. He
was given the additional responsibilities of Chief Executive Officer
just as the team’s new arena was opening in August 2010.

Under his leadership, the Penguins have reshaped their strategic
vision with an emphasis on branding, fan relations, community
interaction, corporate outreach and cutting-edge technology, while
maintaining a high level of performance on the ice.

A strong commitment to fan outreach includes an annual

Morehouse joined the Penguins following a career in national
politics that included stints at the White House, Pentagon and on
Capitol Hill - as well as key roles in two Presidential campaigns.

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CIVIC/MELLON ARENA

The Civic Arena served as the home of the Penguins from
their inception in 1967 until its final season of operation in 2009-
10 - a span of 43 years. The dome-shaped structure in the heart
of uptown Pittsburgh was affectionately known throughout the
region as “The Igloo.”

The arena, which was renamed Mellon Arena in 1999 through
its final year of operation in 2010, was originally built for the Civic
Light Opera in 1961. During its final season as the home venue
for the Penguins, it was the oldest facility in the National Hockey
League.

During its lifetime the Civic Arena hosted signature league
events like the Stanley Cup Final four times, the semi/conference
finals seven times, the 1990 NHL All-Star Game and the 1997
NHL Draft.

The arena featured a retractable stainless steel roof and was
part of a controlled demolition project. The final NHL game ever
played in the building was on May 12, 2010, a playoff contest
against the Montreal Canadiens. Following the contest the ice
was melted into a jar and then ceremoniously poured onto the
center ice dot of PPG Paints Arena prior to the new state-of-the
art venue’s first game by Penguins owner and Hall of Fame player
Mario Lemieux.

The Penguins were the main tenant of the Civic Arena. But it
also served as the home site for the American Hockey League’s
Pittsburgh Hornets, Duguesne University basketball, the Pittsburgh
Pipers and Pittsburgh Condors of the old American Basketball
Association in the 1960s and 70s, and the Pittsburgh Spirit.
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The Civic Arena hosted NCAA men’s and women'’s basketball
tournaments, boxing matches featuring Muhammad Ali and
Sonny Liston, the Harlem Globetrotters, professional wrestling, ice
skating and gymnastics competitions, world team tennis matches
concerts from such legendary acts as the Beatles, Frank Sinatra
and Elvis Presley, Hollywood films and political rallies.

The Civic Arena held a capacity of 12,580 seats in its first year
in 1967. A series of expansions and modernization improvements
raised the capacity to 16,940 and over 17,000 with standing-room
only access.

JUNE 5, 1967 - Pittsburgh Penguins franchise joins the
National Hockey League.

OCTOBER 11, 1967 - Penguins’ first NHL game is played at the Civic
Arena vs. Montreal. Penguins lose to Montreal, 2-1, with 9,307 fans on
hand. Andy Bathgate scores the Penguins’ first goal.

JUNE 4, 1981 - Randy Carlyle wins the Norris Trophy as the league’s
best defenseman and Rick Kehoe wins the Lady Byng Trophy as the
player who combines sportsmanship with a high standard of play.

FEBRUARY 21,1982 - Penguins defeat the New York Islanders, 4-3, to
break their then NHL-record 15-game winning streak.

MARCH 15, 1983 - General manager Baz Bastien dies as a result of an
auto accident.

MAY 27,1983 - Ed Johnston is promoted to general manager.

JUNE 9,1984 - Penguins draft Mario Lemieux, Doug Bodger and Roger
Belanger in the first round of the NHL Draft, marking the first time in
club history that Pittsburgh selected more than one player in the first
round.

JUNE 19, 1984 - Mario Lemieux signs a contract with the Penguins.

OCTOBER 11, 1984 - Mario Lemieux scores a goal on the first shot of
his first shift in his first NHL game against Boston’s Pete Peeters.

APRIL 7,1985 - Mario Lemieux scores his 100th point to become the
third rookie in NHL history to score 100 or more points in a season.

JUNE 12,1985 - Mario Lemieux wins the Calder Memorial Trophy as the
NHL's top rookie.

MAY 26,1986 - Mario Lemieux wins the Lester B. Pearson Award
presented by the Players’ Association to the Most Outstanding Player
in the NHL.

DECEMBER 4,1987 - Mario Lemieux named Penguins captain.

JUNE 8,1988 - Mario Lemieux wins the Art Ross Trophy as the NHL's
leading scorer and Hart Memorial Trophy as the league’s MVP,
becoming the first Penguin to win either award.

DECEMBER 31,1988 - Mario Lemieux becomes the first player in NHL
history to score five goals five different ways in one game: at even
strength, on the power play, shorthanded, on a penalty shot and into
an empty net.

APRIL 25, 1989 - Mario Lemieux ties two NHL playoff records with five
goals and eight points in one playoff game vs. Philadelphia in the
Penguins’10-7 win.

JUNE 7, 1989 - Mario Lemieux wins his second consecutive Art Ross
Trophy as the league’s top scorer with a franchise-record 199 points.

DECEMBER 5, 1989 - Craig Patrick is named general manager/head
coach.

JANUARY 21, 1990 - Pittsburgh’s Civic Arena plays host to the NHL
All-Star Game for the first time and Penguins center Mario Lemieux
wins the MVP award. Lemieux scores four goals on his way to his
third All-Star MVP award.

FEBRUARY 14,1990 - Mario Lemieux’s 46-game point scoring streak
is halted at the New York Rangers as he leaves the game midway in
the second period with a back injury. Lemieux would miss the next
21 games before returning for the final game of the year.

JUNE 12,1990 - Bob Johnson is hired as the head coach and Scotty
Bowman is named director of development and recruitment.

DECEMBER 22,1990 - Paul Coffey records his 1,000th career NHL
point at New York against the Islanders.

MARCH 4, 1991 - Penguins acquire Ron Francis, UIf Samuelsson and
Grant Jennings from Hartford for John Cullen, Zarley Zalapski and
Jeff Parker.

MARCH 27, 1991 - Penguins win their first division title, capturing the
Patrick Division crown with a 7-4 win at Detroit.

APRIL 13, 1991 - Goaltender Frank Pietrangelo makes ‘The Save’ against
the New Jersey Devils’ Petr Stastny, reaching to his left to make an
improbable glove save to prevent a wide-open Stastny from putting
the puck into an open net. Pittsburgh went on to win that game, 4-3,
to send the series to a Game 7, which the Penguins won two days
later, 4-0, at the Civic Arena.

APRIL 25, 1991 - With a 4-1 win vs. Washington, the Penguins win their
first Patrick Division playoff championship.

MAY 11, 1991 - The Penguins earn the right to play for their first Stanley
Cup championship, beating the Boston Bruins to capture their first
Wales Conference championship.

MAY 25, 1991 - With an 8-0 victory over the Minnesota North Stars, the
Penguins become Stanley Cup champions for the first time in their
24-year history.

JUNE 24,1991 - The Penguins visit the White House and meet

AUGUST 29,1991 - Penguins head coach Bob Johnson is diagnosed
with brain tumors, and has emergency surgery that night.

OCTOBER 1, 1991 - Scotty Bowman is named interim head coach.

OCTOBER 17,1991 - In a game against the New York Islanders, Paul
Coffey records his 1,053rd career point to become the NHL's all-time
leading scorer among defensemen, passing Denis Potvin.

OCTOBER 19,1991 - Stanley Cup championship banners are raised to
the Civic Arena roof in a pregame ceremony.

NOVEMBER 26, 1991 - Bob Johnson passes away at his home in
Colorado Springs, CO at the age of 40.

JANUARY 18, 1992 - Pittsburgh has a record five players in the NHL
All-Star Game at Philadelphia. Mario Lemieux, Kevin Stevens, Jaromir
Jagr and Paul Coffey are named to the starting Wales Conference
lineup while Bryan Trottier is added to the team in the veterans
category.

MARCH 24,1992 - Mario Lemieux records his 1,000th career NHL point
at Detroit in only his 513th career game, becoming the second-
fastest player to record 1,000 points in NHL history.

MAY 23,1992 - Penguins defeat the Boston Bruins in four games
to win the Wales Conference championship for the second
consecutive season.

MAY 26,1992 - Mario Lemieux ends one of the greatest games in
Stanley Cup Final history by depositing a Larry Murphy rebound behind
Chicago’s Ed Belfour with less than 13 seconds left in regulation,
completing a 5-4 Penguins’ comeback win in Game 1 of the Cup Final.
Chicago led by scores of 3-0 and 4-1. Jaromir Jagr tied the game at
4-4 with less than five minutes remaining in the third period, scoring a
sensational goal where he eluded three different Chicago defenders.

JUNE 1, 1992 - Penguins defeat the Chicago Blackhawks in four games
to win back-to-back Stanley Cup championships.

JUNE 12,1992 - Penguins unveil new team logo at a press conference.

JANUARY 12,1993 - The Penguins announce that Mario Lemieux has
been diagnosed with Hodgkin's disease.

MARCH 2, 1993 - Mario Lemieux returns to the Penguins’ lineup in
Philadelphia after missing the previous 23 games.

APRIL 3, 1993 - Penguins win their first Presidents’ Trophy as the NHL's
best team with a 5-3 win at Quebec.

APRIL 9,1993 - Penguins set an NHL record for the longest winning
streak in league history, with their 16th consecutive win, a 10-4
victory at the New York Rangers. The Penguins extend the record to
17 games with a 4-2 win vs. the Rangers on April 10.

OCTOBER 28,1993 - Ron Francis records his 1,000th career NHL point
against Quebec.

AUGUST 29,1994 - Mario Lemieux announces that he will take a one-
year medical leave of absence.

FEBRUARY 7,1995 - Joe Mullen records his 1,000th career point

against the Florida Panthers to become the first American-born
player to record 1,000 or more points.

FEBRUARY 16, 1995 - The Penguins defeat the Hartford Whalers, 5-2,
to extend their club record start of the season unbeaten streak to 13
games (12-0-1).

MAY 3,1995 - Jaromir Jagr records one assist against Florida to win
the NHL scoring title with a league-best 70 points (32G-38A).

MAY 20, 1995 - ICEOPLEX at Southpointe opens to the public.

OCTOBER 26, 1995 - Mario Lemieux scores his 500th career goal
at the New York Islanders at 17:12 of the third period against
Tommy Soderstrom.

APRIL 24,1996 - Petr Nedved ends the second-longest overtime
game in Penguins history by scoring a power-play goal at 19:15 of
the fourth overtime to secure a 3-2 Pittsburgh victory against the
Washington Capitals in Game 4.

JANUARY 15, 1997 - Patrick Lalime sets the NHL record for best start
by a rookie goaltender from the beginning of his career with a 3-0
win at Hartford. The win boosted his record to 13-0-2.

JANUARY 21, 1997 - Patrick Lalime sets the Penguins record for
longest unbeaten streak with a 4-2 win vs. Calgary, running his
record to 14-0-2.

JANUARY 26, 1997 - Mario Lemieux scores four goals in one period at
Montreal, becoming the 11th player to accomplish the feat.

FEBRUARY 4, 1997 - Mario Lemieux scores his 600th goal vs. the
Vancouver Canucks, becoming just the seventh player to reach
the mark.

MARCH 14, 1997 - Joe Mullen scores his 500th career goal in a game
against Colorado, becoming the first U.S.-born player to score 500.

MARCH 29, 1997 - Ron Francis scores his 400th career goal vs. the Los
Angeles Kings, making the Penguins the first team to have players
record their 400th, 500th and 600th goals in the same season.

APRIL 26, 1997 - Mario Lemieux plays his last game, a 6-3 playoff loss
in Philadelphia, before entering his first retirement.

MAY 13,1997 - In a formal ceremony, Mayor Tom Murphy renames
Auditorium Place, the street encircling the Civic Arena, Mario
Lemieux Place. The Civic Arena’s address becomes 66 Mario
Lemieux Place.

OCTOBER 19, 1997 - Tom Barrasso records his 300th career win in a
4-1 win at Florida, becoming the first American-born goaltender to
record 300 wins.

NOVEMBER 17,1997 - The Hockey Hall of Fame waives its usual three-
year waiting period and inducts Mario Lemieux into the hallowed halls.

NOVEMBER 19,1997 - Mario Lemieux’s No. 66 is retired and raised to
the Civic Arena rafters in a pregame ceremony before a standing-
room-only crowd of 17,145.

FEBRUARY 22,1998 - The Czech Republic wins the first-ever Olympic
Games featuring NHL players, defeating Russia, 1-0, in the gold medal
game in Nagano, Japan. Pens’ players Jaromir Jagr, Robert Lang, Jiri
Slegr and Martin Straka win gold medals with the Czech Republic;
Darius Kasparaitis and Aleksey Morozov take silver medals with
Russia; and Tuomas Gronman earns a bronze medal with Finland.

MARCH 21, 1998 - Ron Francis becomes the seventh player to record
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his 1,000th career assist, and the Penguins become the 10th
NHL team to reach the 1,000-win plateau with a 4-3 win over the
Philadelphia Flyers.

OCTOBER 13,1998 - The Penguins file for Chapter 11
bankruptcy protection.

MAY 2,1999 - Jaromir Jagr delivers one of the most-clutch
performances in team history, helping the Penguins record a 3-2
overtime victory in Game 6 of the Eastern Conference Quarterfinals
against the New Jersey Devils. Jagr sends the game to overtime
by scoring with 2:12 remaining in regulation. He then converts a
Martin Straka pass behind Martin Brodeur for the game-winner
8:59 minutes into overtime. Jagr's heroics come after he was
questionable for the contest due to a goin injury. Pittsburgh goes on
to win the series in seven games two days later in New Jersey.

JUNE 24,1999 - Mario Lemieux’s group is confirmed as the new
ownership of the Penguins.

JUNE 24,1999 - Jaromir Jagr becomes the second Penguins player
to capture the Hart Trophy as the National Hockey League’s most
valuable player. He also becomes the second to win the Lester B.
Pearson Award.

MAY 4, 2000 - The Penguins and Flyers play the third-longest game in
NHL history, a five-overtime, 152:01 marathon which the Flyers win,
2-1. Penguins goaltender Ron Tugnutt makes 70 saves in the game.

SEPTEMBER 16-23, 2000 - The Penguins open their second week of
training camp with an exhibition game in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton,
and spend the next week at the home of their AHL affiliate.

OCTOBER 7, 2000 - The Penguins face off against the Nashville
Predators just outside of Tokyo, Japan to open up their 2000-01
regular season.

NOVEMBER 11, 2000 - USA Hockey announces that Penguins general
manager Craig Patrick will take on the same capacity for the 2002
U.S. Olympic team, and former Penguins head coach and scout Herb
Brooks will coach the team.

NOVEMBER 13, 2000 - Joe Mullen is inducted into the Hockey Hall of
Fame in Toronto.

DECEMBER 8, 2000 - The Penguins announce that Mario Lemieux
will attempt to make a comeback after three-and-a-half years
of retirement.

DECEMBER 12, 2000 - Lemieux makes the announcement official at a
press conference, saying he is coming back to the league so that his
young son Austin can watch him play.

DECEMBER 19, 2000 - More than 500 people cram the bleachers to
watch Lemieux in his first practice with the team.

DECEMBER 27,2000 - Lemieux returns to the Penguins active roster
in a game against the Toronto Maple Leafs at home, and puts three
points (1G-2A) on the scoresheet. Pittsburgh wins the historic
contest, 5-0.

DECEMBER 30, 2000 - Lemieux notches four points (1G-3A) in a 5-3
win over the Ottawa Senators, giving him 1,500 points for his career.
Jagr hits the 1,000 point mark in the same game.

MARCH 31, 2001 - The Penguins clinch a then team record 11th straight
postseason appearance with a 5-3 win over the St. Louis Blues.

MAY 10, 2001 - Darius Kasparaitis - who had one goal in
55 previous playoff games - beats Dominik Hasek of Buffalo in

overtime to give the Penguins a 3-2 win. The victory secures a spot
in the Eastern Conference Final against the New Jersey Devils, the
Penguins’ fourth trip to a conference finals.

JULY 11, 2001 - The Penguins trade Jaromir Jagr and Frantisek Kucera
to the Washington Capitals in exchange for Kris Beech, Michal Sivek
and Ross Lupaschuk.

FEBRUARY 8, 2003 - Mario Lemieux records his 1,000th career assist
in Boston against the Bruins.

OCTOBER 29, 2003 - Mario Lemieux’s assist on Dick Tarnstrom’s first-
period goal gives him 1,700 points for his career.

JUNE 10, 2004 - Paul Coffey and Larry Murphy are named to the
Hockey Hall of Fame’s class of 2004.

JULY 22, 2005 - The Penguins win the NHL Draft Lottery, receiving the
right to the first-overall pick in the 2005 Draft.

JULY 30, 2005 - The Penguins select Sidney Crosby with the first-
overall selection in the 2005 NHL Draft.

OCTOBER 5, 2005 - Sidney Crosby appears in his first NHL game and
records an assist in a 5-1 loss at New Jersey.

DECEMBER 16, 2005 - Mario Lemieux plays his last NHL game, a 4-3
home loss to Buffalo, due to atrial fibrillation (irregular heartbeat).

JANUARY 24, 2006 - Mario Lemieux announces his retirement as a
player from the NHL.

APRIL 17,2006 - Sidney Croshy becomes the youngest player in
NHL history to reach 100 points with three assists in a 6-1 win over
the New York Islanders.

MAY 25, 2006 - Penguins hire Ray Shero as general manager.

OCTOBER 18, 2006 - Evgeni Malkin makes his NHL debut and scores a
goal against New Jersey’s Martin Brodeur.

NOVEMBER 1, 2006 - Evgeni Malkin becomes the first player in 89 years
to tally goals in each of his first six NHL games. Malkin tallies the
milestone goal at 8:29 of the first period and added the game-winner
at 2:45 of overtime in the Penguins’ 4-3 victory at Los Angeles. Before
Malkin, only three players in NHL history had scored at least one goal
in each of their first six (or more) games and all did so in 1917-18, the
NHLs inaugural season: Montreal’'s Joe Malone (14 games); Ottawa’s
Cy Denneny (12); and Montreal's Newsy Lalonde (8).

DECEMBER 15, 2006 - Ryan Malone scores his first career hat trick.
Malone’s father, Greg, had a hat trick for the Penguins in 1978-79. The
Malones are the second father/son pair to record a hat trick for the
same franchise in NHL history. Ken Hodge Sr. and Ken Hodge Jr. did
it for the Bruins.

JANUARY 24, 2007 - Sidney Crosby leads the fan balloting for the NHL
All-Star Game with 825,783 votes. At 19 years, five months, Croshy
is the youngest player voted to start the All-Star Game since fan
balloting began in 1986. The youngest starter previously was the
Penguins’ Jaromir Jagr, elected to the Prince of Wales Conference
lineup for the 1992 All-Star Game in Philadelphia (19 years, 11 months).

FEBRUARY 10, 2007 - Jordan Staal becomes the youngest player (18
years, 163 days) to record a hat trick in NHL history. He breaks the
record held by Jack Hamilton, who was 18 years, 185 days old when he
tallied four goals for Toronto against the NY Rangers on Dec. 4, 1943.

FEBRUARY 14, 2007 - Evgeni Malkin scores a goal to give him at least
one point in 13-straight home games, which breaks the Penguins
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rookie record established by Mario Lemieux in 1984-85. Malkin

had 20 points (6G-15A) in that 13-game span. Malkin extends his
franchise-record home point streak to 14 games (6G-15A) with a goal
against the Capitals on January 24, the longest such streak by a
rookie on any team in NHL history since Teemu Selanne had a pair of
13-game home point streaks for Winnipeg in 1992-93.

MARCH 2, 2007 - With a first-period goal against Carolina’s Cam Ward,
Sidney Crosby becomes the youngest player in NHL history to reach
200 career points at 19 years, 207 days. Wayne Gretzky is the only
other player in NHL history to reach 200 career points while still a
teenager (19 years, 347 days).

MARCH 4, 2007 - The Penguins complete a season sweep of the Flyers
with a 4-3 shootout victory at Mellon Arena. It gave the Penguins
wins in all eight of their games with Philadelphia in 2006-07. It is
the first time Pittsburgh has beaten an opponent eight times in one
season. Previously, the only teams Pittsburgh had swept in a season
series of six or more games were Boston (6-0-0, 1993-94), Ottawa
(6-0-0,1995-96) and Carolina (6-0-0, 1997-98).

MARCH 6, 2007 - Jordan Staal tallies his seventh shorthanded goal of
the year to set a NHL rookie record.

MARCH 13, 2007 - Governor Ed Rendell, Allegheny County Chief
Executive Dan Onorato and Mayor Luke Ravenstahl join Pittsburgh
Penguins co-owners Mario Lemieux and Ron Burkle in announcing
a deal for a new multi-purpose arena that will keep the Penguins in
Pittsburgh for at least the next 30 years.

APRIL 7,2007 - Sidney Crosby records two assists to wrap up the Art
Ross Trophy with 120 points in 79 games. At 19 years, eight months,
Crosby becomes the youngest player in NHL history to win the Art
Ross Trophy. Crosby is the youngest scoring champion in any major
professional sport. He is the only teenager to win the Art Ross Trophy
in league history. The next-youngest was Wayne Gretzky, who won
the title at 20 years and 3 months at the conclusion of the 1980-81
season.

MAY 31, 2007 - Sidney Crosby is named Penguins captain. At 19 years,
nine months (297 days) he becomes the youngest team captain in
NHL history [since surpassed).

DECEMBER 20, 2007 - Mario Lemieux, a Hockey Hall of Famer, was
selected to join the International Ice Hockey Federation Hall of Fame
in the player’s category.

DECEMBER 23, 2007 - Penguins fans establish a franchise record
with the 31st-straight regular-season sellout at Mellon Arena. The
Penguins previously recorded 30-straight regular-season sellouts
between 1988 and 1989 - the final 28 games of the 1988-89 season
and the first two of 1989-%0.

JANUARY 1, 2008 - Sidney Crosby’s shootout goal gives the Penguins
a 2-1 win over Buffalo at the NHL Winter Classic in Orchard Park,
NY at Ralph Wilson Stadium. It was the NHL's first regular-season
outdoor game in the United States.

MAY 18,2008 - With a 6-0 shutout, the Penguins win their first-ever
playoff series against Philadelphia and advance to the Stanley Cup
Final for only the third time in team history.

JUNE 2, 2008 - In one of the most thrilling games in Penguins
history, the team rallied from a 3-1 deficit to post a 4-3 win in triple
overtime of Game b of the Stanley Cup Final. Max Talbot scored
with 35 seconds left in regulation to knot the game at 3-3 and Petr
Sykora scored the winner 9:57 into the third overtime. It was the

fifth-longest game in Stanley Cup Final history. Marc-Andre Fleury
stopped 55 of the 58 shots he faced in the contest.

OCTOBER 2, 2008 - The Penguins play a preseason game in Helsinki,
Finland, against Jokerit of the Finnish Elite League at Hartwall Arena.
Pittsburgh won the game 4-1.

OCTOBER 4, 2008 - The Penguins open the season with back-to-back
games against the Ottawa Senators in Stockholm, Sweden, as part
of the NHL's Bridgestone NHL Premiere.

OCTOBER 18, 2008 - Sidney Croshy nets a milestone hat trick in
Pittsburgh’s 4-1 victory over the Toronto Maple Leafs. Crosby hits three
career marks in the game with his 100th goal, 200th assist and 300th
point. Evgeni Malkin notches his 200th career point on Crosby’s 100th
goal. That puck is cut in half for the two players to share.

DECEMBER 15, 2008 - CONSOL Energy Inc. and the Pittsburgh
Penguins announce a deal for the naming rights for the new
Pittsburgh multi-purpose arena. CONSOL Energy Center becomes
home to the Pittsburgh Penguins in the 2010-11 NHL season.

FEBRUARY 15, 2009 - The Penguins name Dan Bylsma interim
head coach.

FEBRUARY 16, 2009 - Dan Bylsma makes his Penguins coaching debut
in a 3-2 shootout loss to the New York Islanders.

FEBRUARY 19, 2009 - Dan Bylsma wins his first NHL game as head
coach, a b-4 decision over Montreal.

MARCH 8, 2009 - Pittsburgh’s 4-3 shootout victory at Washington ends
the best five-game road trip in club history. The Penguins were a
perfect 5-0.

APRIL 11, 2009 - Pittsburgh finishes the season with a 3-1 victory at
Montreal. The Penguins went 18-3-4 for 40 points after Dan Bylsma
was named interim head coach. Bylsma ties a record for the best
25-game start in NHL history for a coach hired during a season, joining
Bep Guidolin (20-5-0, 40 points) with Boston in 1972-73. Bylsma's 40
points also tie him for second all-time for any coach’s first 25 games,
behind only Todd McLellan’s 43 points (21-3-1; ‘08-09) in San Jose.

MAY 4, 2009 - Game 2 of the conference semifinals features dueling
hat tricks between superstars. Both Sidney Crosby and Washington's
Alex Ovechkin recorded their first career postseason hat tricks.

MAY 26, 2009 - The Penguins advance to their second straight Stanley
Cup Final by eliminating the Hurricanes in a four-game sweep with a
4-1 Game 4 victory at Carolina.

JUNE 12, 2009 - Max Talbot scores both Pittsburgh goals in a 2-1 Game
7 victory at Detroit to lift the Penguins to their third Stanley Cup
championship in franchise history.

JUNE 12, 2009 - Evgeni Malkin is named the Conn Smythe winner as
postseason MVP, the third-youngest recipient of the award, after
posting 36 postseason points (14G-22A).

JUNE 12, 2009 - Evgeni Malkin becomes the fifth player
in NHL history since expansion to win the regular-season and
postseason scoring title, and first since Mario Lemieux (1992).

JUNE 12, 2009 - Sidney Crosby becomes the youngest captain in NHL
history to lead his team to a Stanley Cup championship.

JUNE 15, 2009 - Nearly 400,000 fans pack the streets of downtown
Pittsburgh for the Penguins’ Stanley Cup victory parade.

SEPTEMBER 10, 2009 - The Penguins visit President Barack Obama at
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the White House.

OCTOBER 2, 2009 - The Penguins raise their 2009 Stanley Cup
championship banner as part of a spectacular pregame ceremony in
their final home opener at Mellon Arena. Pittsburgh then bested the
New York Rangers, 3-2.

NOVEMBER 19, 2009 - Captain Sidney Crosby becomes one of 12,000
Canadians to carry the Vancouver 2010 Olympic Torch when he
marches with the torch for three miles through downtown Halifax in
his native province of Nova Scotia, Canada.

FEBRUARY 16,2010 - The Penguins send five Olympians to the 2010
Winter Games in Vancouver: Brooks Orpik (United States]; Sidney
Crosby and Marc-Andre Fleury (Canadal; Evgeni Malkin and Sergei
Gonchar (Russia).

APRIL 8, 2010 - The Penguins defeat the New York Islanders, 7-3, in the
final regular-season contest at Mellon Arena. Prior to the game the
Penguins hold a ceremony honoring more than 50 alumni, including
Hall of Famers Mario Lemieux, Paul Coffey, Bryan Trottier, Craig
Patrick and Larry Murphy.

APRIL 8, 2010 - Sidney Crosby becomes the third-youngest player (22
years, 244 days) in NHL history to reach 500 points with an assist.

APRIL 8, 2010 - Bill Guerin scores the final goal in regular-season
history at Mellon Arena when he tallies 1:46 into the third period.
Pascal Dupuis and Sidney Crosby pick up the assists.

APRIL 11, 2010 - Sidney Croshy scores his 50th and 51st goals of the
season to win his first-ever Maurie “Rocket” Richard Trophy as
the NHL goal-scoring leader. Crosby is the second Penguin (Mario
Lemieux] to lead the league in goals, and eighth Penguin to score 50
goals in a season.

MAY 12, 2010 - Despite goals from Chris Kunitz and Jordan Staal, the
Penguins fall to the Montreal Canadiens, 5-2, in Game 7 of the Eastern
Conference semifinals in what proves to be the final game in the
history of Mellon Arena. Staal scores the Penguins’ final goal at the
“Igloo” with 3:30 minutes to play in the second period. Montreal’s Brian
Gionta tallies the final goal at the 10-minute mark of the third period.

JULY 27, 2010 - Hall of Fame owner Mario Lemieux and captain Sidney
Crosby become the first people to skate on the ice at CONSOL
Energy Center.

AUGUST 2, 2010 - The Penguins officially take operating control of
CONSOL Energy Center.

AUGUST 18, 2010 - Sir Paul McCartney officially opens CONSOL Energy
Center by performing his “Up and Coming 2010 Tour” as part of the
arena’s Grand Opening Concert.

SEPTEMBER 18, 2010 - The Penguins hold their first official practice at
CONSOL Energy Center when the team takes the ice for the first day
of training camp.

SEPTEMBER 22, 2010 - The Penguins defeat Detroit, 5-1, in the first-
ever (preseason) hockey game at CONSOL Energy Center.

OCTOBER 7, 2010 - The Penguins officially open CONSOL Energy
Center as players and coaches enter the arena through a red-carpet
ceremony. Hall of Fame owner Mario Lemieux concludes a riveting
pregame ceremony by pouring water from the Mellon Arena ice onto
the new surface at center ice. The Pens falls to the Flyers, 3-2,in the
first-ever game.

OCTOBER 15, 2010 - Alex Goligoski's overtime game-winning goal
secures a 3-2 defeat of the NY Islanders and the Penguins’ first-ever
win at CONSOL Energy Center.

NOVEMBER 17, 2010 - The Penguins’ consecutive sellout streak tops
the three-million fan mark (3,018,894).

DECEMBER 15, 2010 - Episode One of HBO Sports’ “24/7 Penguins-
Capitals: Road to the NHL Winter Classic” - a four-part reality TV
series - debuts.

JANUARY 1, 2011 - The Penguins play host to the Washington Capitals
at Heinz Field in the fourth NHL Winter Classic.

MARCH 12, 2011 - The Penguins celebrate their 200th consecutive
sellout (including playoffs) against Montreal.

JUNE 22, 2011 - Dan Bylsma becomes the first head coach in
franchise history to win the Jack Adams Award as the NHL's “most
outstanding coach.”

NOVEMBER 21, 2011 - Sidney Crosby tallies two goals and two assists
in his return from a 61-game absence due to a concussion in a 5-0
defeat of the New York Islanders at CONSOL Energy Center.

APRIL 7,2012 - Evgeni Malkin captures his second Art Ross Trophy as
NHL scoring champion with his 50th goal and 109th point in a 4-2
win vs. Philadelphia.

JUNE 20, 2012 - Evgeni Malkin becomes just the ninth player in NHL
history to win the Art Ross Trophy (NHL scoring leader], Hart Memorial
Trophy (NHL MVP) and Ted Lindsay Award (NHLPA most outstanding
player] in the same season at the NHL Awards Show in Las Vegas.

JUNE 22-23, 2012 - The Penguins host the 2012 NHL Draft at CONSOL
Energy Center - the second time in team history the franchise
hosted the draft. On June 22, the Penguins traded Jordan Staal to
the Carolina Hurricanes for Brandon Sutter, Brian Dumoulin and
the No. 8-overall selection - which they used to select defenseman
Derrick Pouliot. With their other first-round pick the Penguins chose
defenseman Olli Maatta.

JULY 1, 2012 - Captain Sidney Crosby signs a 12-year contract extension
to keep him with the franchise through the 2024-25 season.

JANUARY 19, 2013 - Marc-Andre Fleury notches his 227th career
regular-season win in a 3-1 victory against the Philadelphia Flyers,
establishing a franchise record.

MARCH 26-APRIL 2, 2013 - The Penguins record three straight
shutouts for the first time in franchise history between March 26-30.
Tomas Vokoun and Marc-Andre Fleury combine to post the longest
shutout sequence (218:48) in team history between March 24-April 2.

MARCH 30, 2013 - The Penguins win 15 consecutive games between
March 2-30, establishing the second-longest (tied] winning streak in
NHL history. Pittsburgh becomes the first team in NHL history to post
a perfect record (15-0) over a full calendar month [min: 10 games).

APRIL 2, 2013 - Brooks Orpik appears in his 622nd career game against
the Buffalo Sabres - most among defensemen in franchise history.

JUNE 13, 2013 - Evgeni Malkin agrees to terms on an eight-year
contract extension to keep him with the franchise through the 2021-
22 season.

JUNE 14-15, 2013 - Sidney Crosby wins the Ted Lindsay Award (NHLPA
most outstanding player) and Ray Shero is voted NHL General
Manager of the Year.
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JUNE 28-29, 2013 - Dan Bylsma is named head coach of the 2014
United States Olympic hockey team. Ray Shero is named the team’s
associate general manager.

JULY 2, 2013 - Kris Letang agrees to terms on an eight-year contract
extension to keep him with the franchise through the 2021-22 season.

NOVEMBER 27, 2013 - The Penguins celebrate their 300th-consecutive
sellout with a 6-5 shootout win against the Toronto Maple Leafs at
CONSOL Energy Center.

JANUARY 7, 2014 - Head coach Dan Bylsma becomes the winningest
coach in franchise history when he collects his 233rd career win
during Pittsburgh’s b-4 shootout win at Vancouver.

FEBRUARY 22-23, 2014 - Sidney Crosby and Chris Kunitz capture gold

medals with Team Canada at the 2014 Winter Olympic Games in Sochi.

Jussi Jokinen and Olli Maatta earn bronze medals with Finland.

APRIL 13, 2014 - Sidney Crosby wins his second career Art Ross Trophy
after collecting a league-high 104 points. He went on to win the Hart
Memorial Trophy as league MVP and the Ted Lindsay Award as the
NHL's most outstanding player as voted by his peers.

MAY 4-5, 2014 - Marc-Andre Fleury becomes the first goaltender in
franchise history to record back-to-back playoff shutouts in Games 2
and 3 against the NY Rangers in the Second Round.

JUNE 6, 2014 - Jim Rutherford is named Penguins executive vice
president and general manager.

NOVEMBER 24, 2014 - Marc-Andre Fleury becomes the third-youngest
(29 years, 361 days) and third-fastest (547 games) goalie to win 300
games as the Penguins defeat the Boston Bruins, 3-2 in overtime, at
TD Garden.

NOVEMBER 26, 2014 - Sidney Crosby becomes the sixth-fastest player
(671 games] in NHL history to record 800 points with an assist
against the Toronto Maple Leafs at CONSOL Energy Center.

DECEMBER 6, 2014 - Craig Adams appears in his 314th-consecutive
game in Pittsburgh’s 3-2 win against Ottawa, surpassing Ron Schock
to establish the longest consecutive games played streak in team
history (streak ends at 319 games).

MARCH 12, 2015 - Evgeni Malkin collects his 700th career NHL point
with an assist against the Edmonton QOilers at CONSOL Energy Center.

MARCH 24, 2015 - Hall of Fame broadcaster Mike Lange is honored by
the Penguins prior to a game against the St. Louis Blues, celebrating
his 40th year as the ‘Voice of the Penguins’.

JULY 1, 2015 - The Penguins acquire Phil Kessel, Tyler Biggs, Tim Erixon
and a 2016 second-round draft pick from the Toronto Maple Leafs
in exchange for Nick Spaling, Kasperi Kapanen, Scott Harrington, a
2016 third-round draft pick and a 2016 first-round draft pick.

AUGUST 14, 2015 - The Penguins and UPMC officially open the UPMC
Lemieux Complex in Cranberry, Pa. The state-of-the-art venue serves
as a practice rink for the Penguins, as a medical and rehabilitation
facility and a home to the DICK’s Sporting Goods Penguins Elite
travel hockey program.

SEPTEMBER 29, 2015 - The Penguins defeat the Tampa Bay Lightning,
4-2,in the first-ever Kraft Hockeyville USA exhibition game at the
War Memorial Arena in Johnstown, Pa. Fans across the country
chose Johnstown during a nationwide vote. War Memorial Arena
was given $1560,000 for arena upgrades as a result from winning.

DECEMBER 12, 2015 - Mike Sullivan is named head coach of
the Penguins.

APRIL 7, 2016 - The Penguins establish a franchise-record eight-game
road winning streak thanks to a 4-3 overtime win in Washington on a
Sidney Crosby goal.

MAY 4, 2016 - Patric Horngvist scores 2:34 into overtime to give the
Penguins a 3-2 win in Game 4 against the Washington Capitals, the
first-ever playoff overtime win at CONSOL Energy Center.

JUNE 12, 2016 - Kris Letang’s second-period goal gives the Penguins
the lead for good in a 3-1 victory in Game 6 against the San Jose
Sharks, helping Pittsburgh win the franchise’s fourth Stanley Cup
championship at the SAP Center at San Jose.

JUNE 12, 2016 - Sidney Croshy wins the Conn Smythe Trophy as the
MVP of the 2016 Stanley Cup playoffs. Goalie Matt Murray earns his
15th win of the playoffs, equaling the NHL playoff record for wins by
a rookie goaltender.

JUNE 15, 2016 - The City of Pittsburgh celebrates the Penguins’ Stanley
Cup victory by hosting a parade through downtown. Over 400,000
fans came out to support the team.

JUNE 22, 2016 - Jim Rutherford is crowned the NHL General Manager
of the Year at the annual NHL Awards Show in Las Vegas. Ten
days earlier, Rutherford became the first GM in the post-1967 NHL
Expansion Era to lead two different franchises to Stanley Cup
championships [Carolina, 2006).

SEPTEMBER 14, 2016 - The Penguins and CONSOL Energy Center host
a World Cup exhibition doubleheader between the Czech Republic
and North America during the afternoon, and Canada versus Russia
at night.

SEPTEMBER 29, 2016 - Sidney Crosby captains Canada to a victory in
the World Cup of Hockey. Crosby wins tournament MVP after leading
the tournament in goals (7), points (10) and plus-minus (+8).

OCTOBER 4, 2016 - PPG Paints signs a 20-year partnership for the
naming rights to the Penguins’ home facility, which will be called
PPG Paints Arena.

OCTOBER 6, 2016 - President Barack Obama welcomes the Penguins
to the White House to celebrate the club’s 2016 Stanley Cup
championship. The Penguins became the first team (2009 and last
team to visit the White House during Obama’s tenure.

OCTOBER 13, 2016 - The Penguins raise their 2015-16 Stanley Cup
championship banner before defeating the Washington Capitals, 3-2,
in a shootout.

JANUARY 27, 2017 - Mario Lemieux, Sidney Crosby, Jaromir Jagr, Paul
Coffey, Ron Francis, Bryan Trottier and Luc Robitaille are selected
as seven of the NHL's 100 Greatest Players as part of the league’s
Centennial Celebration at the 2017 NHL All-Star Game in Los Angeles.
Those seven join the previously-announced Andy Bathgate and Tim
Horton as Penguins players selected to the prestigious group.

FEBRUARY 16, 2017 - Sidney Crosby becomes the 86th player in NHL
history to reach 1,000 career points when he sets up a Chris Kunitz
goal 6:28 minutes into a game against Winnipeg at PPG Paints
Arena. Crosby accomplishes the feat in 757 games, making him the
fastest active player, and 12th-fastest all-time, to hit that milestone.
To cap the evening, Crosby scores the QT game-winning goal, setting
a team record with his 23rd overtime point, in a 4-3 Penguins victory.

FEBRUARY 25, 2017 - Sidney Crosby opens the scoring, and rookie
Jake Guentzel adds a pair of assists, as the Penguins defeat the
Philadelphia Flyers, 4-2, in a Stadium Series matchup at Heinz Field.
The outdoor game attracts 67,318 patrons on a chilly evening. Heinz
Field becomes the first repeat host of an outdoor contest.

APRIL 20, 2017 - Marc-Andre Fleury stops 49 of the b1 shots he faces
in a b-2 series-clinching defeat of the Columbus Blue Jackets in
Game b of the First Round. The victory was the 57th of Fleury’s
playoff career, establishing a Penguins team record.

MAY 8, 2017 - Sidney Croshy sets a club playoff record by picking up
his 97th career assist when he set up a Jake Guentzel tally in Game
6 against the Washington Capitals at PPG Paints Arena.

MAY 10, 2017 - Goals by Bryan Rust and Patric Horngvist are more
than enough offense in a 2-0 victory in Game 7 of the Second Round
against the Washington Capitals at the Verizon Center. The Pens
improve to 6-0 all-time in Game 7s on the road.

MAY 25, 2017 - Chris Kunitz scores 5:09 minutes into the second
overtime to seal a 3-2 win for the Penguins in Game 7 of the Eastern
Conference Final against the Ottawa Senators at PPG Paints Arena,
sending the Penguins to the Stanley Cup Final. Kunitz joins Darius
Kasparaitis as the only players in team history to score an overtime
goal in Game 7.

JUNE 8, 2017 - Jake Guentzel's assist on Conor Sheary’s goal was
Guentzel's 21st point of the 2017 playoffs, equaling the NHL rookie
record originally set by Dino Ciccarelli and matched by Ville Leino.

JUNE 11, 2017 - The Penguins defeat the Nashville Predators, 2-0, in
Game 6 of the Stanley Cup Final to become the first team since
the 1997-98 Detroit Red Wings to win back-to-back Stanley Cup
championships. Pittsburgh’s fifth Cup victory ties the Edmonton
Qilers for the most wins by a non-0riginal Six franchise. Patric
Horngvist scores the Cup-clinching goal with just 1:35 remaining in
the third period.

JUNE 11, 2017 - Sidney Crosby captures the Conn Smythe Trophy as
the MVP of the playoffs for a second-straight season. He joins Mario
Lemieux (1991-92) and Bernie Parent (1974-75) as the only players in
NHL history to win the award in consecutive seasons.

JUNE 11, 2017 - Sidney Crosby, Evgeni Malkin, Kris Letang, Marc-Andre
Fleury and Chris Kunitz win their third Stanley Cup together, making
them the only players in team history to win three championships as
players with the Pens.

JUNE 14, 2017 - An estimated 650,000 fans jam Grant Street, the
Boulevard of the Allies and Point State Park to celebrate the
Penguins’ fifth Stanley Cup championship parade.

JUNE 21, 2017 - Sidney Crosby collects the Maurice “Rocket” Richard
Trophy at the annual NHL Awards Show for the second time in his
career after leading the NHL with 44 goals in 2016-17.

OCTOBER 4, 2017 - The Penguins raise their 2016-17 Stanley Cup
championship banner prior to hosting the St. Louis Blues on opening
night at PPG Paints Arena.

NOVEMBER 13, 2017- Mark Recchi is inducted into the Hockey
Hall of Fame.

DECEMBER 11, 2017 - The Penguins celebrate their 500th-consecutive
sellout (regular season and playoffs) against the Colorado Avalanche
at PPG Paints Arena.

APRIL 18, 2018 - Sidney Crosby’s goal against the Philadelphia Flyers in
Game 4 of the First Round is his 173rd career playoff point, allowing
him to surpass Mario Lemieux for the most points in franchise
playoff history during a 5-0 victory at Wells Fargo Center.

APRIL 22, 2018 - Jake Guentzel helps the Penguins eliminate the
Philadelphia Flyers in Game 6 of the First Round by scoring four-
straight goals as part of a four-goal, five-point afternoon in the Pens’
8-5 win. Guentzel becomes just the third player in NHL history to
score four-straight team goals in the playoffs. In the same game, Kris
Letang records his 73rd career playoff point with an assist. That sets
a new club record for team defensemen, moving Letang past Larry
Murphy.

NOVEMBER 27, 2018 - Kris Letang plays in his 704th career game to
surpass Brooks Orpik for the most games played by a defenseman
in franchise history. During the 2018-19 season, Letang also set club
records among defensemen for points (441; Oct. 6 vs. Montreal] and
goals (109th; Feb. 11 at Philadelphia).

JANUARY 26, 2019 - Sidney Crosby becomes the fourth player in
franchise history to be named MVP of the NHL All-Star Game at the
SAP Center at San Jose. Crosby helped the Metropolitan Division
win the 3-on-3 Tournament by contributing a tournament-high eight
points [4G-4A).

FEBRUARY 9, 2019 - Sidney Crosby sets a club record by skating in his
916th career regular-season game at Amalie Arena in Tampa Bay. He
surpassed Hall of Famer Mario Lemieux.

FEBRUARY 23, 2019 - The Penguins skate outdoors for the fifth
time in franchise history against the Philadelphia Flyers at Lincoln
Financial Field in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, home of the NFL's Eagles.
Philadelphia stages a late-game comeback to earn a 4-3 overtime
victory.

MARCH 5, 2019 - Matt Cullen joins Hall of Famer Chris Chelios as the
only American-born players in NHL history to skate in 1,500 career
NHL regular-season games versus the Florida Panthers at PPG
Paints Arena. Cullen was honored alongside his family during a
pre-game ceremony. Later in the game, Sidney Crosby picked up his
1,200th NHL point when he set up Jake Guentzel's second-period
goal, joining Mario Lemieux (1,723) as Penguins to hit the 1,200-point
club. The Penguins became the first non-Original Six club to have
two players record 1,200 or more points with the franchise. Boston,
Detroit and Montreal are the others.

MARCH 12, 2019 - Evgeni Malkin becames the 88th player in NHL
history - and fifth Russian-born player - to record 1,000 career
points when he set up a Phil Kessel power-play goal against the
Washington Capitals at PPG Paints Arena. Malkin became the fourth
Penguins player to tally 1,000 points entirely with the Penguins.
Pittsburgh joined Detroit as the only NHL teams to have four players
record 1,000 points entirely with one team.

MARCH 19, 2019 - Phil Kessel skates in his 320th-consecutive
regular-season game against the Carolina Hurricanes at PNC Arena
to establish a new club record for consecutive games played,
surpassing Craig Adams. Kessel never missed a regular-season or
playoff game during his four-year career in Pittsburgh.

OCTOBER 10, 2019 - Kris Letang becomes the first defenseman and
10th player in Penguins history to record 500 career points.

NOVEMBER 19, 2019 - Jim Rutherford is inducted to the Hockey Hall of
Fame in the builder’s category.
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DECEMBER 10, 2019 - Tristan Jarry 177:15 minutes shutout streak
sets a new franchise record. His streak spanned from Nov. 29-Dec.
10, 2019 and included back-to-back shutouts against St. Louis and
Arizona.

DECEMBER 17, 2019 - Evgeni Malkin becomes the 99th player in NHL
history and fourth in Penguins history (Mario Lemieux, Sldney Crosby,
Jaromir Jagr] to record 400 career goals.

JANUARY 19, 2020 - The Penguins sell out their 600th-consecutive
game, a franchise record that dates back to Feb. 14, 2007.

MARCH 2, 2020 - Sidney Crosby becomes the sixth-fastest player in
NHL history to record 800 career assists.

MARCH 12, 2020 - The NHL season pauses due to the Coronavirus
disease [COVID-19) pandemic.

AUGUST 1, 2020 - The NHL season resumes with the 2020 NHL
Playoffs held in two remote bubble locations, Toronto and Edmonton.
The Penguins begin the first ever postseason played in August with
the Qualifying Round vs. Montreal.

UNIFORM HISTORY

THE PENGUINS HAVE EXPERIENCED PLENTY OF
CHANGES IN THEIR HISTORY AND THEIR UNIFORMS
ARE NO EXCEPTION.

1967-68

When the Penguins made their
NHL debut at home on October
11,1967, the team wore the colors
light blue, dark blue and white.
Both the home (light blue) and
road [white) uniforms simply had
the word “PITTSBURGH" written
diagonally down the front of the
sweater with five white stripes
with six thin navy blue stripes
around the sleeves and bottom
(home) and five dark blue stripes
with six thin, white stripes around
the sleeves and bottom [road). The
logo, although not on the sweater,
featured a hockey-playing penguin
in a scarf over an inverted triangle,
symbolizing the golden triangle of
downtown Pittsburgh. The penguin
and triangle were set inside a
circle bearing the team name.

1968-69

The following season, the
uniforms were changed so that
the logo appeared on the game
sweaters. The logo remained
essentially the same, although the
penguin was no longer wearing
a scarf. The home (light blue)
uniforms had a wide band of white
trimmed in dark blue around each
sleeve and the bottom, while the
road (white) sweaters had bands
of light blue trimmed in dark blue.
The home (light blue] sweaters
had white shoulder yokes and the
road (white] sweaters had light
blue shoulder yokes.

1970-71

In the 1970-71 season the
Penguins began wearing white
at home and light blue on the
road. The Penguins became one
of the first teams in NHL history
to wear nameplates featuring
a player’s last name above the
number on the back of the jersey.
The nameplates were only added
to the home [white) jerseys in
1970-71.

1971-72

The circle around the logo was
removed, leaving only a penguin
and a triangle, midway through the
1971-72 season.

1972-73

The Penguins replaced the light
blue with a bolder, royal blue color.
During the Penguins’ first seven
years in the league, both home
and road jerseys featured a lace-
up collar at the base of the neck.

1974-75

The lace-up collars were
removed at the start of the 1974-
75 campaign. Chevrons were
used as the sleeve stripes for the
1974-75 season as well. Shaped
in the form of an inverted V, the
sleeve stripes were royal blue
and white with navy blue cuffs
on the home [white] jerseys. The
road (royal blue] jerseys had white
and navy blue sleeve stripes with
white cuffs forming the chevrons.
The waist striping also changed
to match the chevrons with royal
blue, white and navy blue moving
down the home [white] uniforms
and white, navy blue and white
moving down the road (royal blue)
uniforms.

The chevrons road (royal blue)
uniform was done to the hem
striping. From top to bottom, the
hem striping was white, royal blue
and navy blue. The home [white)
uniforms reverted back to the
1972-73 and 1973-74 designs, but
did not have the lace-up collar
from those prior seasons. The
collar was now a solid navy blue
color.

1977-78

The uniforms were tri-colored
as the Penguins moved away
from the royal blue and brought
back the light blue that the team
wore in its first five seasons in the
NHL. The home (white) uniforms
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featured navy blue sleeves with
white and navy blue striping
capped by light blue cuffs. The
road [navy blue] uniforms featured
white sleeves with light blue and
white striping capped by navy
blue cuffs. The front hem striping
was light blue, white, navy blue
and light blue on both the home
(white) and road [navy blue)
uniforms.

1979-80
(A MOVE TO BLACK AND
GOLD: JAN. 30, 1980)

On Jan. 30, 1980 the Penguins
wore black and gold for the first
time. With the Steelers winning
the Super Bowl and the Pirates
capturing the World Series title
in the same year, the Penguins
hoped to gain fan support with
aligning their colors with the other
teams in the “City of Champions.”
Boston protested the color change
to the NHL, arguing that black and
gold had always been exclusively
associated with the Bruins.
However, the Penguins prevailed
by virtue of a precedent set by the
Pittsburgh Pirates hockey club of
the late 1920s, which sported the
colors.

The Penguins’ new uniforms
were the same design as the
previous ones, with black
replacing dark blue and gold
replacing light blue. A third sleeve
stripe was also added to both the
home and road jerseys. The player
numbers that were formerly on the
sleeves were moved to the top of
each shoulder.

1980-81

From 1980-81 through the
1984-85 season, the team
alternated wearing gold sweaters
with white at home, which also
featured the tri-color sleeve
striping.
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1982-83
(BAZ BASTIEN:
MAR. 15, 1983)

On March 15,1983, Baz
Bastien, the Penguins general
manager at the time, died
tragically in a car accident as
he returned home from a dinner
honoring him. For the remainder
of the 1982-83 season the
Penguins added a black armband
on the left sleeve of their home
(white] jerseys.

1988-89

For the 1988-89 season, the
player numbers were moved
from the shoulders to the
sleeves as they were prior to the
Penguins adopting the black and
gold color scheme.

1989-90

The NHL All-Star Game made
its first appearance in Pittsburgh
on January 21,1990. The Penguins
wore a 41st NHL All-Star patch on
the left shoulder of their jerseys
in 1989-90 and the beginning
of 1990-91. During the same
time frame, the NHL shield logo
appeared on the back right hem of
every jersey worn in the NHL.

1991 STANLEY CUP

FINAL

Advancing to the Stanley Cup
Final for the first time in team
history, the Penguins honored this
achievement by wearing the 1991
Stanley Cup Final patch on their
home and road jerseys during
every game of the 1991 Stanley
Cup Final vs. Minnesota.

1991-92

The 1991-92 season marked
the NHL's 75th anniversary. The
Penguins added the NHL 75th
Anniversary logo to the right chest
of their jerseys that season. In
addition, the Penguins were also
celebrating their 2bth anniversary
after joining the league in 1967-68.
The Penguins added their own
anniversary patch to the right
shoulder of the jerseys.

1991-92
(“BADGER” BOB JOHNSON:
NOV. 26, 1991)

Head coach “Badger” Bob
Johnson passed away on

November 26, 1991. The following
night, the Penguins honored

the memory of Johnson with a
candlelight ceremony and placed
a “Badger” memorial patch on the
left shoulder of their jerseys.

1992 STANLEY
CUP FINAL

After reaching the Stanley Cup
Final for the second consecutive
season, the Penguins proudly
donned their second Stanley Cup
Final patch in as many years. This
time, the Final patch was sewn
onto a piece of white [home) or
black (road) material and then the
material swatch was sewn over
the NHL 75th Anniversary patch
on the right chest of the jersey.

1992-93

The triangle and penguin logo
was modernized this year. The
home (white) sweaters featured
the new logo on the front and
gold shoulder inserts. The road
(black) sweaters had the city’s
name diagonally down the front,
much like the original team
uniforms, with the new logo on
each shoulder. Also in 1992-93, the
Stanley Cup turned 100 years old
and was honored by each team by
having a commemorative patch
added to their jerseys during the
season. The Penguins wore the
patch on the right chest of their
home (white) jerseys and did
not wear the patch on their road
(black] jerseys due to the lack of
an appropriate place to put the
patch with the new “PITTSBURGH”
diagonal jerseys with the new
logos on each shoulder.

1995-96

During the 1995-96 season, the
Penguins were one of five NHL
teams to introduce a third jersey.
The Penguins’ new uniform, which
made its debut on Jan. 27,1996 vs.
the Philadelphia Flyers, featured
a black background with a new,
modernized midsection, shoulder
and sleeve design that included
innovative striping and a blend of
team colors.

1997-98

The alternate uniform from the
'95-96 campaign replaced the
“PITTSBURGH" road jersey as the
team’s away uniform.

1999-2000

The NHL commemorated the
league’s advance into the new
millennium with an NHL2000
patch that was placed on the
right chest of each team'’s jerseys
in team colors. The Penguins’
NHL2000 patch was black with
silver lettering.

2000-01

Traveling to Japan for the
first two games of the 2000-01
season to face the Nashville
Predators, the Penguins wore a
commemorative GameOne/Japan
patch on the right chest of their
home (white) and black (road)
jerseys.

On Oct. 28,2000 the Penguins
hosted the New Jersey Devils and
introduced a new third jersey. The
black sweater featured the popular
“skating penguin” logo, which the
team wore during its 1991 and
1992 Stanley Cup championship
seasons, and the newest color
addition, Vegas gold. This black
jersey served as the Penguins’
third jersey for the 2000-01 and
2001-02 seasons.

2002-03
In 2002-03, the Penguins

introduced a white counterpart to
the black “skating penguin” and
Vegas gold colored jerseys. These
“skating penguin” uniforms served
as the Penguins home and road
jerseys from 2002-03 to 2006-07.

2006-07
(JAN. 22, 2007)

On Jan. 22,2007 during the
NHL All-Star break, the NHL
and Reebok unveiled the new
Rbk EDGE Uniform System.
The Penguins'’ jerseys featured
thicker Vegas gold side sections,
while the black and white body
portions of the jersey go all the
way to the bottom hem. The
cuffs and underarms were black
on the white-based jerseys and
were white on the black-based
uniforms. Additional Vegas gold
inserts appeared on the sleeves
just below the numbers. The NHL
shield also has moved from the
back right hem to the base of the
front neckline.

Ron Francis (1993)

2007-08
(NHL WINTER CLASSIC:
JAN. 1, 2008)

The Penguins wore retro jerseys
when they battled the Sabres at
the NHL Winter Classic on Jan. 1,
2008 at Ralph Wilson Stadium.
The Penguins wore powder blue
jerseys patterned after the 1968-
69 uniforms. The jersey featured

the Penguins logo inside a circle.
There was a wide band of white
trimmed in dark blue around each
sleeve and the bottom with white
shoulder yokes. The jersey became
the club’s official alternate third

jersey.

2010-11
In 2010-11 the Penguins

opened the brand-new CONSOL
Energy Center. To commemorate
the event, the team wore a
special patch at all home games
featuring the team logo and
outline of the new arena’s spine.

2010-11 (NHL WINTER
CLASSIC: JAN. 1, 2011)
The Penguins released a new
Winter Classic uniform for their
showdown with the Washington
Capitals Jan. 1, 2011 at Heinz
Field. Predominantly navy blue
with light blue striped accents
on the elbows and bottom,
the jersey served as another
alternate uniform for the season.
The jerseys featured the team’s
inaugural skating penguin logo

(which hadn't previously been
worn on the jersey] on the crest
and lace-up collar at the base of
the neck.

2013-14 (STADIUM
SERIES: MAR. 1, 2014)

For their third outdoor game on
March 1, 2014 against the Chicago
Blackhawks at Soldier Field as
part of the NHL's Stadium Series,
the Penguins wore a unique
uniform that utilized secondary
colors within the team’s existing
color palates.

It featured a chrome-treated
Penguins logo design inspired
from the chrome details of
the NHL shield, a dynamic and
modern look to conventional
team identity. Numbering on the
back of the jerseys was enlarged
and sleeve numbers were angled
to improve visibility in outdoor
Venues.

2014-15

The Penguins went back to
the future during the 2014-15
season, unveiling ‘Pittsburgh

Marc-Andre Fleury (2014)

Jake Guentzel (2017)
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Gold’ third jerseys reminiscent of
the sweaters the Penguins wore
during their back-to-back Stanley
Cup championship seasons of
1991 and '92.

2016-17

At the outset of the team’s
50th season in 2016-17, the
Penguins announced that they
would be returning full-time to a
‘Pittsburgh Gold’ color scheme,
eliminating Vegas gold. The
third jersey from the ‘14-15 and
‘15-16 seasons became the
full-time home jersey, with an
accompanying white version
added for road contests.

2016-17 (STADIUM
SERIES: FEB. 25, 2017)

The Penguins wore full
“Pittsburgh gold” for their
Stadium Series Game against the
Philadelphia Flyers on February
25, 2017.The jersey featured
the skating Penguin sans the
traditional triangle behind it. In
addition to a Stadium Series
patch, the Pens also wore a “City
of Champions” heritage patch on
the left sleeve.

2018-19

At the beginning of the 2018-19
season, the Penguins introduced
a new third jersey worn for the
first time on November 15, 2018
against the Tampa Bay Lightning.
The new jerseys featured a
dynamic gold background with
black sleeves and white and
gold striping. The uniform also
featured gold helmets.

2018-19 (STADIUM
SERIES: FEB. 23, 2019)

For their fifth outdoor game
in franchise history, against the
Philadelphia Flyers on February
23,2019 at Lincoln Financial Field,
the Penguins featured a jersey
that had a black base and gold
numbers, letters, logo and stripes.
On the back neckline was Badger
Bob Johnson's famous phrase
“It's A Great Day For Hockey.”

While living in New York City, he also
broadcast games for the New York Rangers
and was a host on the MSG Radio Network.

Prior to his time at NHL Network, Mears
spent three years as a host on the Penguins
Radio Network and PensTV, including the
final season at the Civic Arena. From 2006 to
2009, he also served as the radio play-by-
play broadcaster for the New York Islanders,
his first job in the NHL.

Mears is a 2002 graduate of Bowling
Green State University, where he broadcast
games for the Falcon hockey team for
four years. Following his college tenure,
he worked in minor league hockey as the
voice of the Bossier-Shreveport Mudbugs
in Bossier City, Louisiana for four seasons.
He was named CHL Broadcaster of the Year
in 2005.

A Western PA native, Mears grew up in
Murrysville and is a graduate of Franklin
Regional High School.

COLOR ANALYST

Bob Errey is in his 17th season on
Penguins television broadcasts, where he
joins Steve Mears.

Previously, Errey worked as the color
commentator for Penguins radio broadcasts
alongside Paul Steigerwald for four seasons.

During the offseason, Errey has worked
several years for Canadian television outlet
TSN doing studio work during the World
Championship. Errey was the Penguins’
first-round draft pick in 1983 and played 11
seasons in Pittsburgh, recording 132 goals,
272 points and 6561 penalty minutes in
572 games.

A speedy two-way winger and excellent
penalty killer, Errey was a key member of the
team’s two Stanley Cup championships in
1991 and ‘92.

Errey also played for Buffalo, San Jose,
Detroit, Dallas and the New York Rangers
in a 15-year NHL career. In 895 games, he
registered 170 goals, 382 points and 1,005
penalty minutes.

Dan Potash is currently in his 16th season
as rinkside reporter for Penguins games on
AT&T SportsNet. He also plays a promient
role on AT&T SportsNet’s pre- and post-
game shows. Potash, a Mid-Atlantic Emmy
Award-Winning Reporter, also hosts “Inside
Penguins Hockey,” a 30-minute monthly
show on the regional sports network.

Potash originally came to Western PA
in 2000 as anchor/reporter for FOX Sports
Net Pittsburgh, where he also covered the
Pittsburgh Pirates, a position he still holds
today during the summer months.

MIKE LANGE
PLAY-BY-PLAY ANNOUNCER

One of the most unique broadcasters in
professional sports, Mike Lange is in his 46th
year as the voice of the Penguins, handling
radio play-by-play on the club’s flagship
station, 105.9 FM “The X".

Known for his creative and colorful style,
including trademark phrases such as “Buy
Sam A Drink And Get His Dog One, Too,”
Lange was awarded the Foster Hewitt award
by the Hockey Hall of Fame in 2001.

Lange’s relationship with the Penguins
began in 1974-75, when he broke into the
NHL as a radio play-by-play man. He left for
one season, but returned in 1976-77 and has
been a fixture on the Penguins’ scene ever
since.

Lange did radio exclusively until 1979,
when games were simulcast on radio and
TV. He served as the television voice of the
Penguins through 2005-06, before returning
to the radio booth in 2006-07.

A native of Sacramento, California, Lange
earned a degree in broadcasting from
Sacramento State University before starting
his career as the voice of the Phoenix
Roadrunners (WHL) in 1970. He also served
as the play-by-play voice of the San Diego
Gulls (WHL] in 1973-74 before joining the
Penguins.

In addition to his tenure with the
Penguins, Lange handled play-by-play
duties for the Pittsburgh Pirates in 1986-87.
A well-known member of the Pittsburgh
community, Lange makes numerous personal
appearances throughout the year and is
actively involved in charity work.

PHIL BOURQUE
COLOR ANALYST

Two-time Stanley Cup champion Phil
Bourque is in his 18th season on the
Penguins broadcast team, serving as color
commentator alongside Mike Lange and
Josh Getzoff.

A gritty winger/defenseman, Bourque was
signed by Pittsburgh as a free agent in 1982,
and went on to record 164 points (75G-89A)
in 344 regular-season games with the
Penguins between 1983 and 1992. For his
career he totaled 199 points (88G-111A) in
477 games with the Penguins, New York
Rangers and Ottawa.

Since retiring from professional hockey
in 2000, Bourque has co-hosted Penguins
pre- and post-game shows on the Penguins
Radio Network and has worked as a
contributor for AT&T Sportsnet’s coverage of
Penguins hockey.

PAUL STEIGERWALD
PENGUINS RADIO NETWORK CO-HOST

Pittsburgh native Paul Steigerwald is in
his third year as co-host of the Penguins
Radio Network and 41st overall around the
organization.

Steigerwald has been a fixture with
the team since 1980, serving in many
roles including 11 seasons as play-by-play
announcer on Pens telecasts, six seasons
as the radio voice of the Penguins, and 14
seasons as color commentator for both TV
and radio broadcasts.

As part of his front office duties,
Steigerwald also serves as host of “Pens
Pulse”, a monthly feature consisting of
Penguins storylines.

Getzoff is in his sixth season as a member
of the Pittsburgh Penguins Radio Network's
broadcast team. He has handled pre- and
post-game show hosting duties each of the
last three seasons, and also fills in as the
team’s play-by-play voice as needed during
regular season action. In addition, Getzoff
hosts the radio network’s “GMJR Show" and
“Highmark Coaches Show" during in-season
programming.

Getzoff came to the Penguins following
a successful stint at WICD/WCCU-TV, the
ABC/FOX affiliate in Champaign, lllinais,
where he served as the station’s Sports
Director.
