2009-10 NOTES

BODY OF WORK

The Penguins completed their 42nd season of NHL competition with one of the most
memorable years in team history. Pittsburgh finished the season with a 47-28-7 record for 101
points — breaking the 100-point mark for the sixth time in club history and third time in the
last four seasons.

The 47 total wins tied for the third-most in franchise history. The team’s 101 points were two
more than they recorded last year during their Stanley Cup championship season.

The Penguins earned the No. 4 seed and home-ice advantage in the opening round of the
playoffs, a six-game triumph over the Ottawa Senators.

DAN THE MAN

In his first full NHL season behind the bench, head coach Dan Bylsma oversaw one of the
most successful regular seasons in Penguins history. He directed the team to a 47-28-7 record
for 101 points and the fourth seed in the Eastern Conference. The 47 wins ties for third most
in franchise history.

Bylsma picked up his 50th career win in only his 78th game with the Penguins in a 2-1
victory at Philadelphia on Jan. 24 to become the eighth-fastest coach in NHL history to reach
50 wins, trailing only Tom Johnson (67), Bep Guidolin (69), Pat Burns (75), Todd McLellan (76),
Mike Kennan (77), Pat Quinn (77) and Pete Green (77).

Since the Stanley Cup-winning head coach was promoted to Pittsburgh on Feb. 15, 2009,
the Penguins are 65-31-11 in the regular season; 35-13-5 at home; 30-18-6 on the road; 39-3-3
when leading after two periods; 41-1-1 when scoring four or more goals; and 42-9-6 when
scoring first.

HOT START

The Penguins opened the season with one of the best starts in franchise history until a rash
of injuries decimated the roster in early November. Pittsburgh opened the year with an 11-2
mark and tied an NHL record for most victories in the month of October (11).

The Penguins recorded the most wins (9) and tied for the most points (18) in NHL history
through the first 10 games of a season (9-1) for a team that won the Stanley Cup the
previous year. Their 18 points tied the 1984-85 Edmonton Oilers (8-0-2-18) and 1992-93
Penguins (8-0-2-18).

Pittsburgh won its first seven road games of the season, which tied a team-record for
consecutive road wins (March 14 to April 9, 1993). The Penguins also recorded their 25th
victory in their 36th game of the year (25-10-1), marking the fastest pace in franchise history
to the 25-win mark.

HAT TRICKIN’

The Penguins picked up six hat tricks on the season, most in the Eastern Conference
(second in the league). Those recording three goals for Pittsburgh this year are Sidney
Crosby (3: Oct. 28 vs. Montreal; Nov. 28 vs. NY Rangers; Feb. 1 vs. Buffalo), Evgeni Malkin (2:
Dec. 23 vs. Ottawa; Jan. 19 vs. NY Islanders) and Mike Rupp (1: Nov. 30 at NY Rangers).

Crosby's three hat tricks were the most in the NHL and the most in a season by a Penguin
since Alex Kovalev accomplished the feat (2001-02).
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2009-10 NOTES

ROCKET MAN

Sidney Crosby already owns a Hart Trophy (MVP), Art Ross (scoring champion), Lester B.
Pearson (outstanding player voted by peers) and a Stanley Cup title. Now the youngest
captain ever to lead his club to an NHL championship can add the Rocket Richard Trophy to
his mantle as the NHLs goal scoring champion.

Using a new stick this season and adopting a “shooter’s mentality,” Crosby racked up 51
goals on the season, which both set a career high (39, 2005-06) and paced the league. Crosby
became only the second Penguin to lead the league in goal scoring and first since Mario
Lemieux (69, 1995-96).

Crosby, who became the eighth Penguin to score 50 goals in a season, tied Steven
Stamkos (51) on the final day of the regular season to claim co-ownership of the Rocket
Richard when he scored his 50th and 51st goals at NY Islanders on April 11. Crosby's 51 goals
are the most scored by a Penguin since Jaromir Jagr posted 52 in the 2000-01 season.

MASTER OF THE DRAW

Sidney Crosby improved dramatically in the faceoff circle this season to become one of the
best in the league on the draw. He led the NHL with 1,001 wins and placed 11th in the league
with a 55.9-winning percentage. His 1,001 wins were 137 more than the second-place finisher
(864, Mikko Koivu, Minnesota).

| AM IRON MAN

Jordan Staal has an active streak of 302 consecutive games played. His 302-game streak
ranks second in club history behind Ron Schock (313). In four full NHL seasons Staal has never
missed a game due to injury. He's played 327 of a possible 328 games in his career.

HIT PARADE

With all the high-end talent on the Penguins roster, it is often overlooked how well the
team executes the intangibles of the game.

The Penguins ranked third in the NHL with 2,154 hits on the season. Three players finished
in the top 20 in the league in hits: Brooks Orpik (255, 6th), Mike Rupp (198, 18th) and Craig
Adams (197, 19th).

Pittsburgh also finished ninth in the league with 1,182 blocked shots.

TODAY'S SPECIAL

The Penguins special teams were thriving in the latter portion of the season.

Pittsburgh'’s penalty killing units ranked ninth in the NHL (84.1 percent) and second in the
NHL on the road (85.3). Heading into the playoffs the team killed off 66 of its last 75 times
shorthanded (88 percent).

Meanwhile, the Penguins power play also started to peak in the last quarter of the year.
Over the last 22 games, the power play was clicking at a 20.5-percent success rate (17 for 83).
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THE GOLD STANDARD

The Penguins had five players compete for gold in the 2010 Winter Olympic Games
in Vancouver.

Three players earned medals in the tournament with Sidney Crosby and Marc-Andre Fleury
getting gold medals for Team Canada, while Brooks Orpik collected silver with Team USA.
Evgeni Malkin and Sergei Gonchar participated for Team Russia.

Crosby clinched gold for Canada when he scored the overtime medal-winning goal in
the Gold Medal Game against Team USA. Crosby chipped in seven points (4G-3A) in seven
games for Canada.

Crosby threw his equipment into the air after scoring the goal, and the gear went missing.
Fortunately, his stick and gloves were recovered sometime after and were returned to Crosby,
their rightful owner.

Meanwhile, Malkin was Russia’s leading scorer with six points (3G-3A) in four games.

FOND FAREWELL

The Penguins completed their final regular season at Mellon Arena. Built in 1961 and
housing the Penguins since 1967, “The Igloo” is in its 48th season of operation and is the
oldest arena in the NHL. During its tenure Mellon Arena has hosted four Stanley Cup Finals,
the 1990 NHL All-Star Game, the 1997 NHL Entry Draft, the NCAA men'’s and women'’s
basketball tournaments and popular acts as far back as Elvis Presley and Frank Sinatra.

In 42 hockey seasons at Mellon Arena, the Penguins played 1,667 regular-season games,
with an 858-576-205 record, scoring 6,134 goals and allowing 5,369 goals against. The
Penguins played in 135 postseason games at Mellon Arena and boasted an 80-55 mark.

Next season the Penguins will move across the street into the brand new state-of-the-art
Consol Energy Center.

FULL HOUSE

The Penguins have sold out 166 consecutive games at Mellon Arena (including the
playoffs), a streak that dates back to Feb. 14, 2007 vs. Chicago.

Seating capacity is 16,940, and the standing-room only capacity is 17,132. In 2007-08, the
Penguins sold out every home game for the first time since the franchise’s inception in 1967.
Pittsburgh has filled Mellon Arena for every game for three-plus seasons.

This year the Penguins have sold out all 41 regular-season and all seven postseason home
games for a total attendance of 820,135 (avg. 17,086).
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MILESTONES/NOTABLE DATES

Sept. 10 — The Penguins visited President Barack Obama at
the White House.

Sept. 29 — The Penguins players, coaches and staff
received their 2009 Stanley Cup championship rings.
Each ring contained 167 diamonds totaling 4.50 carats
and 100 grams of gold.

Oct. 2 — The Penguins raised their 2009 Stanley Cup
championship banner as part of a spectacular pre-game
ceremony in their final home opener at Mellon Arena.
Pittsburgh then bested the New York Rangers, 3-2.

Oct. 3 - Sidney Crosby notched a goal and an assist
against the New York Islanders to hit the 400-career
point plateau. Crosby became the sixth fastest player in
NHL history to hit 400 points (292 games), trailing only
Wayne Gretzky (197), Mario Lemieux (240), Peter Stastny
(247), Eric Lindros (277) and Mike Bossy (283). Crosby
also tallied the game-clinching shootout goal to lift the
Penguins over New York, 4-3, spoiling 2009 No. 1-overall
draft pick John Tavares’ NHL debut.

Oct. 7 - Pittsburgh is named Sporting News’ “Best Sports
City” following championships in 2009 by the Penguins
and Pittsburgh Steelers. Additionally, the magazine
named Sidney Crosby the best current player in the
NHL. Evgeni Malkin finished third in the voting.

Oct. 7 — Ruslan Fedotenko appeared in his 600th career
game against the Phoenix Coyotes.

Oct. 7 - Penguins signed 2009 first-round draft pick Simon
Despres to a three-year entry-level contract.

Oct. 10 — Matt Cooke scored his 100th career goal when
he beat Vesa Toskala 3:20 into the first period of a 5-2
Penguins’ victory over the Toronto Maple Leafs.

Oct. 12 - Jay McKee recorded his first point as a Penguin
when he assisted on Tyler Kennedy's second-period
score in a 4-1 victory over the Ottawa Senators.

Oct. 14 — The Penguins concluded a four-game, seven-
day road trip with a perfect 4-0 record after defeating
the Carolina Hurricanes, 3-2, in a shootout at the RBC
Center. Pittsburgh also defeated Philadelphia (5-4),
Toronto (5-2) and Ottawa (4-1). Mike Rupp scored his
first goal as a Penguin to open the scoring.

Oct. 20 — With his assist on Alex Goligoski’s third-period
goal, Sidney Crosby surpassed Ron Schock for sole
possession of 10th place on the team’s all-time scoring
list with 405 points as the Penguins defeated the St.
Louis Blues, 5-1.

Oct. 20 — Marc-Andre Fleury set a personal-best eight-
game winning streak in the Penguins’ 5-1 victory over St.
Louis to start the season a perfect 8-0.

Oct. 21 - The Penguins announced Sergei Gonchar would
miss four-to-six weeks after suffering a broken left wrist
the night before against the St. Louis Blues following a
hit by David Backes.

Oct. 23 - The Penguins recorded their season-best
seventh-consecutive victory with a 3-2 shootout defeat
of the Florida Panthers. Sidney Crosby, playing in his
300th NHL game, notched the first shorthanded tally of
his career when he tied the game, 2-2, with 3:19 to play
in the third period. Brent Johnson picked up his first
victory in a Penguin uniform by making 27 saves.

Oct. 23 - The Penguins’ 3-2 shootout win over the Panthers
also allowed them to tie the 1984-85 Edmonton Oilers
(8-0-2) and the 1992-93 Penguins (9-0-1) for the most
points (18) after 10 games for a defending Stanley Cup
champion. Their nine wins in 10 games are the most for
a defending champion in that time frame.

Oct. 28 — In the 125th consecutive sellout at Mellon Arena,
Sidney Crosby recorded the third hat trick of his career
(Oct. 28, 2006, at Philadelphia; Nov. 29, 2008 vs. New
Jersey) in a 6-1 victory over the Montreal Canadiens.
Crosby also recorded an assist for his first four-point
effort of 2009-10. Chris Bourque recorded his first career
assist on Chris Kunitz's third-period goal.

Oct. 29 — The Penguins announced reigning Art Ross
Trophy winner Evgeni Malkin would miss two-to-three
weeks with a shoulder strain.

Oct. 30 — The Penguins set a new team record for victories
in the month of October with 11 when they defeated
the Columbus Blue Jackets, 4-3, in a shootout at
Nationwide Arena. Alex Goligoski's goal allowed him
to set a new career high with points in seven-straight
games (Oct. 14-30) for eight total (4G-4A).

Oct. 30 - The 11 wins registered by the Penguins in
October tied the league record for most wins in the first
month of the season. The previous teams to accomplish
this: New York Islanders in 1982; the New York Rangers
in 1990; and the Detroit Red Wings in 2001 and 2005.

Oct. 30 — Defenseman Martin Skoula registered his first
point with the Penguins (an assist).
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Nov. 3 — A 4-3 victory over the Anaheim Ducks at Honda
Center allowed the Penguins to tie a team record
with their seventh-consecutive road victory. Pittsburgh
previously won seven in a row away from Mellon Arena
from March 14-April 9, 1993, during a streak which
saw the Penguins establish an NHL record with 17
consecutive victories overall.

Nov. 3 - Bill Guerin played in his 1,200th NHL game as the
Penguins defeated the Anaheim Ducks, 4-3.

Nov. 5 — Jordan Staal played in his 236th consecutive
game against the Los Angeles Kings, moving him past
defenseman Ron Stackhouse into fourth place on the
team’s all-time consecutive games played list. Chris
Conner recorded his first point as a Penguin when he
assisted on Staal’s first-period goal.

Nov. 10 — Deryk Engelland made his NHL debut in a 3-0
loss to the Boston Bruins at TD Garden. Engelland led
the Penguins with five hits in 19:20 of ice time.

Nov. 14 — Evgeni Malkin returned to the lineup after
missing seven games with a shoulder strain and
proceeded to register three assists, including the 200th
of his NHL career on Jay McKee's first goal as a Penguin
in the first period of a 6-5 come-from-behind overtime
victory against the Boston Bruins at Mellon Arena. Bill
Guerin sent the game into overtime with his game-tying
score with 0.4 seconds remaining in regulation.

Nov. 14 — Pascal Dupuis notched his 100th career goal
when he scored 1:24 into overtime to secure the
Penguins’ 6-5 overtime win against the Boston Bruins.
Dupuis also scored in the opening period, a goal set up
by Ben Lovejoy'’s first career NHL assist. Forward Mark
Letestu went scoreless in 8:16 of ice time in his NHL

debut.

Nov. 16 — Martin Skoula picked up his first goal as a
member of the Penguins in the third period of a 5-2
victory over the Anaheim Ducks. Deryk Engelland
recorded his first career NHL assist on Jordan Staal’s
second-period shorthanded tally.

Nov. 16 — Nate Guenin, a Hopewell High School graduate,
became the third Pittsburgh native to suit up for the
Penguins (Bill Thomas, 2008-09; Ryan Malone, 2003-

08) when he went scoreless in 14:42 of ice time in a 5-2
defeat of the Anaheim Ducks.

Nov. 18 — The Penguins announced they are teaming with
Horizon Hospitality to build Cambria Suites hotel, a
142-suite hotel located on Centre Avenue, adjacent to
Consol Energy Center.

Nov. 19 — Captain Sidney Crosby became one of 12,000
Canadians to carry the Vancouver 2010 Olympic Torch
when he marched with the torch for three miles through
downtown Halifax in his native province of Nova Scotia,
Canada.

Nov. 19 — Maxime Talbot, the hero of the Penguins Game
7 victory in the 2009 Stanley Cup Final, made his season
debut in a 6-2 loss to the Ottawa Senators following
offseason shoulder surgery. Defenseman Sergei
Gonchar also returned to the lineup after missing 12
contests with a broken left wrist.

Nov. 23 - Sidney Crosby picked up his fifth career overtime
goal, moving him into sole possession of third place on
the team’s all-time overtime goals list, as the Penguins
defeated the Florida Panthers, 3-2.

Nov. 25 — Sidney Crosby notched a goal and an assist in a
3-1 victory over the Montreal Canadiens. Crosby’s goal
gave him 154 for his career, moving him into 10th place
on the team’s all-time goal scoring list, surpassing Joe
Mullen, while his assist gave him 278, moving him past
Ron Stackhouse into 10th place on the team’s all-time
assists list.

Nov. 27 — Head athletic trainer Chris Stewart worked his
1,000th professional game during the Penguins’ 3-2 loss
to the New York Islanders at Nassau Coliseum.

Nov. 28 — Sidney Crosby collected his first career five-
point game (also has two six-point games) (3G-2A) and
fourth career hat trick during the Penguins’ 8-3 defeat
of the New York Rangers. It was Crosby’s second hat
trick of the season. Crosby's first goal gave him 155 for
his career, allowing him to move into 9th place on the
team’s all-time goal scoring list, surpassing Mark Recchi.

Nov. 30 - Sidney Crosby was named NHL First Star of the
Week (for the week ending Nov. 29) after picking up
eight points (5G-3A) in four games, including his fourth
career hat trick on Nov. 28.

Nov. 30 — Mike Rupp recorded his first career hat trick,
establishing a single-season career high with eight
goals, as the Penguins bested the New York Rangers,
5-2. Rupp’s three-goal performance gave the Penguins
back-to-back hat tricks for the first time since Alexei
Kovalev on Nov. 13-14, 2001. Brooks Orpik appeared in
his 400th NHL game.

Nov. 30 - Sidney Crosby’s assist on Mike Rupp’s third-
period goal gave him 281 for his career, moving him into
9th place on the team’s all-time assists list.

Dec. 7 — Mike Rupp’s goal gave him a career-high 12 points
during the Penguins’ 3-2 loss to the Carolina Hurricanes.
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Dec. 10 - Jay McKee picked up his 100th career assist
when he helped set up Pascal Dupuis’ goal. Eric Godard
dressed for his 300th career game during the Penguins’
3-2 victory over the Montreal Canadiens.

Dec. 15 - Jordan Staal scored his 10th career shorthanded
goal, moving him into a tie with Phil Bourque and Max
Talbot for 7th place on the team’s all-time list as the
Penguins defeated the Philadelphia Flyers, 6-1.

Dec. 17 — Jordan Staal appeared in his 255th-consecutive
contest, moving him past Evgeni Malkin into fourth
place on the team’s all-time consecutive games played
list as the Penguins beat the Philadelphia Flyers, 3-2in a
shootout.

Dec. 18 — Forbes magazine ranks Penguins fans the best in
the NHL.

Dec. 19 — The Penguins defeated the Buffalo Sabres, 2-1
in a shootout, to record their 25th victory of the season
in just their 36th game, the fastest a Penguins’ team
reached 25 wins in a season.

Dec. 21 — Marc-Andre Fleury was named the NHL Second
Star of the Week (for the week ending Dec. 20) after
posing a 3-0 record, 1.26 goals-against average and .957
save percentage in three contests.

Dec. 23 - Evgeni Malkin recorded his fourth career hat trick
while Chris Kunitz (1G-3A) and Bill Guerin (2G-2A) each
tied a team record with four points in one period as the
Penguins crushed the Ottawa Senators, 8-2.

Dec. 23 - Sidney Crosby’s assist on Bill Guerin’s second-
period goal gave him 288 for his career, moving him into
8th place on the team’s all-time assists list, surpassing
Jean Pronovost. Crosby also notched his 443rd career
point, moving him past Paul Coffey and Martin Straka
into 8th place on the team’s all-time points list.

Dec. 25 — Evgeni Malkin and Sergei Gonchar were selected
to represent Team Russia at the 2010 Olympic Games. It
was Gonchar's fourth selection and the second for Malkin.

Dec. 30 - Sidney Crosby and Marc-Andre Fleury earned
their first Olympic berths when they were named to the
Canadian Olympic Team.

Jan. 1 — Brooks Orpik was named to the United States
Olympic Team for the first time in his career.

Jan. 3 — Matt Cooke appeared in his 700th NHL game,
picking up an assist as the Penguins suffered a 6-2
setback to the Florida Panthers.

Jan. 6 — Chris Kunitz underwent successful abdominal
surgery which would sideline him for 15 games.
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Jan. 7 — Luca Caputi recorded his first career NHL assist
on Sidney Crosby's second-period goal during the
Penguins’ 7-4 loss to the Philadelphia Flyers.

Jan. 13 - Sidney Crosby picked up his 30th goal of the
season in just his 47th game, the fastest he has reached
30 goals in his five-year career, during the Penguins’ 3-1
victory over the Calgary Flames. Crosby has hit the 30-
goal mark in four of his five NHL seasons.

Jan. 14 - Jordan Staal established a single-game career high
with three assists, which included his 150th career point,
as the Penguins came from behind to beat the Edmonton
Qilers, 3-2, at Rexall Place.

Jan. 16 — The Penguins signed goaltender Alexander
Pechurski to a one-game amateur tryout contract. The
19-year-old rookie goaltender, making his NHL debut,
was named the game's No. 3 star after stopping 12 of
13 shots in relief as the Vancouver Canucks defeated the
Penguins, 6-2.

Jan. 16 — The Penguins finished their season-long (tied)
five-game road swing, which included a trek through
Western Canada, with a 3-2 record. Pittsburgh defeated
Toronto (4-1), Edmonton (3-2) and Calgary (3-1), while
suffering losses at Minnesota (4-3) and Vancouver (6-2).

Jan. 19 - Sidney Crosby tied his single-game career high
with six points (2G-4A) while Evgeni Malkin notched
his fifth career hat trick, and second of the season, as
the Penguins defeated the New York Islanders, 6-4, at
Mellon Arena. Crosby’s fourth assist gave him 296 for his
career, moving him into 7th place on the team’s all-time
assists list, surpassing Kevin Stevens.

Jan. 19 — Mark Eaton appeared in his 500th NHL game while
assistant coach Mike Yeo returned to the bench following
an eight-game absence due to an undisclosed health
issue.

Jan. 21 - Nick Johnson scored his first NHL goal in his NHL
debut while Ruslan Fedotenko tied his single-game
career high with three assists during the Penguins’ 6-3
loss to the Washington Capitals.

Jan. 24 - Head coach Dan Bylsma picked up his 50th
career regular-season victory in just his 78th game,
making him the eighth-fastest coach in NHL history to
reach that mark, during the Penguins’ 2-1 defeat of the
Philadelphia Flyers at the Wachovia Center. The victory
also allowed the Penguins to sweep all three games in
Philadelphia for the second time in team history (4-0 in
2006-07).

Jan. 25 - Sidney Crosby was named NHL Third Star of the
Week (for the week ending Jan. 24) after picking up
eight points (3G-5A) in three games.

Jan. 25 — Chris Conner, recalled earlier in the afternoon,
notched his first career two-goal game to lead the
Penguins to a 4-2 victory over the New York Rangers.

Jan. 28 - Jordan Staal became the youngest player in
NHL history to appear in 300 career games (21 years,
140 days) during the Penguins’ 4-1 loss to the Ottawa
Senators. Ruslan Fedotenko picked up his 300th NHL
point when he assisted Evgeni Malkin's first-period goal.

Jan. 28 — The Penguins signed prospect forward
Joe Vitale to a two-year contract extension through the
2011-12 season.

Jan. 31 - Sidney Crosby and Evgeni Malkin scored in the
shootout to secure the Penguins a 2-1 victory over the
Detroit Red Wings in a rematch of the last two Stanley
Cup Finals. Crosby's second-period goal gave him 166
for his career, allowing him to surpass Martin Straka for
7th place on the team’s all-time goal scoring list.

Feb. 1 — Sidney Crosby recorded his league-leading third
hat trick of the season, and the fifth of his career, to lead
the Penguins to a 5-4 comeback win over the Buffalo
Sabres. Mark Letestu notched his first career NHL goal
47 seconds into the contest.

Feb. 1 — Jordan Staal appeared in his 277th consecutive
game, surpassing Nick Harbaruk to move into second
place on the team’s all-time consecutive games
played list.

Feb. 6 — Sidney Crosby notched his 300th NHL assist on
Bill Guerin's second-period goal while Evgeni Malkin
tallied his fourth consecutive 20-goal campaign as the
Penguins suffered a 5-3 loss to the Montreal Canadiens.

Feb. 7 — Sidney Crosby tallied twice to tie his single-
season career high with 39 goals as the Penguins fell in
overtime to the Washington Capitals, 5-4. The Penguins
survived an arduous trip from Montreal the night before,
which included a detour to Newark, N.J., followed by
a five-hour bus ride to Washington. The team did not
arrive in Washington until 2:15 a.m. — less than 10 hours
prior to the noon puck drop.

Feb. 7 — Chris Kunitz returned to the lineup after missing 15
games following abdominal surgery.

Feb. 10 - Brooks Orpik notched his 18th assist of
the season on Chris Kunitz's second-period goal,
establishing a new single-season career high, while Mark
Eaton collected his 10th assist of the season on Evgeni
Malkin's second-period goal, establishing a single-
season career high, as the Penguins defeated the New
York Islanders, 3-1.

Feb. 11 — The Penguins acquired defenseman Steve
Wagner from the St. Louis Blues in exchange for
defenseman Nate Guenin.
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Feb. 12 - Sidney Crosby established a single-season career
high by scoring his 40th goal during the Penguins’ 3-2
overtime loss to the New York Rangers.

Feb. 16 — The Penguins sent five Olympians to the 2010

(Canada) also took home a gold medal while Brooks
Orpik (United States) earned a silver medal.

March 1 - The Penguins acquired defenseman Jordan
Leopold from the Florida Panthers in exchange for a
2010 second-round draft choice.

March 2 — The Penguins returned from the Olympic break
to post a 3-2 victory over the Buffalo Sabres in the
150th consecutive sellout at Mellon Arena (including
postseason). Defenseman Jordan Leopold made his
Penguins debut.

March 2 — Sergei Gonchar became the first Russian
defenseman in NHL history to collect 200 career goals
with his first-period power-play tally in a 3-2 defeat of
the Buffalo Sabres.

March 2 — The Penguins acquired forward Alexei
Ponikarovsky and a 2010 sixth-round draft pick from
the Toronto Maple Leafs in exchange for forward Luca
Caputi and defenseman Martin Skoula.

March 3 - The Penguins acquired a 2010 sixth-round draft
pick from the Toronto Maple Leafs in exchange for
prospect Chris Peluso.

March 4 - Evgeni Malkin's game-winning goal in overtime
extended his career-high scoring streak to 15 games
(9+15=24) and allowed the Penguins to finish with an
unbeaten mark (5-0-1) against the New York Rangers
following a 5-4 overtime victory.

March 4 — Alex Goligoski scored a goal in his 100th
NHL game.

March 6 — Alexei Ponikarovsky scored his first goal as
a Penguin in his Pittsburgh debut, Jordan Leopold
notched his first point as a Penguin with an assist, Alex
Goligoski collected his 50th NHL point with an assist
and Marc-Andre Fleury notched his third career 30-win
campaign as the Penguins defeated the Dallas Stars,
6-3.

March 6 — Three players hit career games played
milestones during the Penguins’ 6-3 victory over the
Dallas Stars: Mike Rupp (400), Evgeni Malkin (300) and
Kris Letang (200).

March 11 - Bill Guerin notched his 850th NHL point by
scoring a goal during the Penguins’ 4-3 overtime loss
to the Carolina Hurricanes. Mark Eaton established a
career high by picking up his 14th point of the season
with an assist on Jordan Staal’s first-period tally.

March 14 - Evgeni Malkin suffered a foot injury during
the second period of a 2-1 defeat of the Tampa Bay
Lightning, beginning a stretch where he would miss
seven of eight games. Pascal Dupuis tallied his 17th
goal of the season in the third period to extend his

scoring streak to five games (3+3=6), tying a career high.

Bill Guerin appeared in his 1,250th NHL game.

March 17 — Marc-Andre Fleury appeared in his 291st game,
moving him into second place on the team’s all-time
games played list by a goaltender, surpassing Denis
Herron.

March 18 — The Penguins announced the retirement of
CEO Ken Sawyer, effective Aug. 31.

April 3 - Jordan Leopold collected his first goal as a
Penguin 2:10 into overtime while Evgeni Malkin (out 7 of
8 games with a foot injury) and Sergei Gonchar (missed
four games due to illness) each posted a goal and an
assist in their return to the lineup as the Penguins came
from behind to beat the Atlanta Thrashers, 4-3.

May 10 - Kris Letang equaled Larry Murphy’s franchise
postseason record for goals in a season by a
defenseman when he tallied for the fifth time in 2010
as the Penguins suffered a 4-3 setback to the Montreal
Canadiens in Game 6 at Bell Centre.

May 12 - Despite goals from Chris Kunitz and Jordan Staal
the Penguins fell to the Montreal Canadiens, 5-2, in
Game 7 of the Eastern Conference semifinals in what
proved to be the final game in the history of Mellon
Arena. Staal scored the Penguins’ final goal at the
Igloo with 3:30 minutes to play in the second period.
Montreal’s Brian Gionta tallied the final goal at the
10-minute mark of the third period.

May 19 - Defenseman Deryk Engelland signed a one-year
contract extension through the 2010-11 season.

May 23 - Evgeni Malkin earned All-Star team honors at
the 2010 International Ice Hockey Federation World
Championship after picking up five goals and two assists
in five contests while helping the Russians earn a silver
medal.

DAN BYLSMA
HEAD COACH

Dan Bylsma completed his first full NHL season behind the bench for the Pittsburgh Penguins, leading
the club to a 47-28-7 record for 101 points - breaking 100 points for sixth time in franchise history and for the
third time in the last four years - finishing only two points behind New Jersey for the Atlantic Division title. In
just one-plus seasons at the NHL level, Bylsma (pronounced BYLE-zmuh) already has two playoff berths and
one Stanley Cup title on his resume.

Under Bylsma's leadership, the Penguins set many milestones during the season, including tying a team
record with seven straight road victories, becoming the second-fastest team in franchise history to 40 wins
(66 games) and totaling the third-most wins (tied) in a season (47). Bylsma also became the eighth-fastest
coach in NHL history to hit the 50-win mark (78 games).

All-time under Bylsma, the Penguins boast a 65-30-11 regular-season record; 35-13-5 home record; 30-17-6 road mark; 39-3-3 when leading
after two periods; 41-1-1 when scoring four or more goals; and 42-9-6 when scoring first.

Bylsma was promoted to Pittsburgh last season on Feb. 15, 2009 and authored one of the most spectacular coaching stories in the history of
professional hockey.

The Grand Haven, Mich. native took over a club that was 10th in the overall Eastern Conference standings and facing questions as to whether a
playoff berth was even a practical option. But he accepted the challenge with his trademark optimism, passion and raw determination.

Unleashing a swift, skilled team that was built to go on the attack, imploring his players to play “on their toes, not on their heels,” Bylsma
led the Penguins to an 18-3-4 record in 25 games, rising from 10th place to fourth in the conference and garnering not only a playoff spot but
home-ice advantage in the first round.

In the playoffs, Bylsma's team showed a steely resolve, clinching all four series on the road and twice rallying from 2-0 series deficits (against
Washington in the second round and Detroit in the Stanley Cup Final). The Penguins beat the defending champion Red Wings four times in
the last five games to claim the Cup, including a nerve-racking Game 7 at Detroit's Joe Louis Arena — and became the first team in professional
sports since 1979 to win Game 7 of a championship round on the road.

In the process Bylsma became the 14th rookie head coach, and just the fourth in the past 50 years, to capture the Stanley Cup. Of those 14,
only Montreal’s Al MacNeil (1970-71) took over mid-season.

Bylsma played nine NHL seasons as a right winger with Los Angeles and Anaheim from 1995-2004. He played 429 NHL regular-season
games, recording 19 goals and 43 assists and also played in the 2003 Stanley Cup Final with Anaheim.

He began his coaching career as an assistant with the Cincinnati Mighty Ducks of the AHL in 2004-05 and made his NHL coaching debut as
an assistant with the New York Islanders in 2005-06.

Bylsma was an assistant coach at Wilkes-Barre/Scranton for two seasons from 2006-08 and was named head coach at the start of the 2008-09
season. He went 35-16-1-2 in 54 games before being promoted to Pittsburgh.

Dan played college hockey at Bowling Green.

He and his wife, Mary Beth, have one son and reside in the North Hills.

TONY GRANATO

ASSISTANT COACH

Tony Granato joined the Penguins’ coaching staff on August 5, 2009. Granato, among his many
responsibilities, works with the Penguins’ forwards and penalty killing units. He oversaw the NHLs ninth-
ranked penalty killing group with an 84.1-percent success rate, and second best on the road at 85.3 percent.

Granato spent the last six seasons behind the bench for the Colorado Avalanche and served two stints
as Avalanche head coach from 2002-04 and 2008-09. Granato compiled a 215-104-17-16 record and led
Colorado to a Northwest Division title in 2003.

Granato, 45, joined the Avalanche organization in June 2002 as an assistant coach. He was elevated to
head coach on Dec. 18, 2002 and led the club to a 32-11-4-4 mark en route to its ninth consecutive division
title. The following season Granato steered the Avalanche to a 40-22-13-7 finish and an appearance in the Western Conference semifinals.

The Downers Grove, lll. native served as an assistant coach for the Avalanche from 2005-08. Granato was promoted the next season to his
second tenure as the club’s head coach and oversaw the development of a young Colorado team.

Granato played 13 seasons in the NHL with the NY Rangers (1988-90), Los Angeles (1990-96) and San Jose (1996-2001). In 1997, he played
in the NHL All-Star Game and was the recipient of the Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy for overcoming a near career-ending brain injury. In 773
career games, the fiesty forward posted 248 goals, 492 points and 1,425 penalty minutes. He tallied 16 goals, 43 points and 141 penalty minutes
in 79 career postseason games and helped lead Los Angeles to a Stanley Cup Final berth in 1993.

Granato played four years at the University of Wisconsin and was inducted into the Badgers’ Hall of Fame in 2000. Granato also played for
the U.S. National team in 1987-88 and represented his country in the 1988 Olympic Games in Calgary.

Tony and his wife, Linda, are the parents of four children and reside in the South Hills.
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MIKE YEO

ASSISTANT COACH

Mike Yeo joined the Penguins’ coaching staff when former head coach Michel Therrien was named
head coach in December 2005 and completed his fifth season as an assistant. Yeo, among his many
responsibilities, works with the Penguins’ defensemen and power-play units.

Starting in 2006, Yeo helped lay the foundation for the team's success of the past four seasons, which
include three consecutive playoff berths, an Atlantic Division title, two Stanley Cup Final appearances and a
Stanley Cup championship.

Yeo, 36, began his coaching career at just 26 years old with the Penguins’ top minor-league affiliate in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton. In six seasons with Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, Yeo helped the Penguins earn a Western
Conference title (2001), an Eastern Conference title (2005) and two berths in the Calder Cup Final. In 2005, Wilkes-Barre set an AHL record for
the best start to a season by boasting a 21-1-2-1 record with 15 straight road wins before Yeo was promoted to Pittsburgh.

In 2006-07, his first full season in Pittsburgh, Yeo helped lead the Penguins to a 47-point improvement, the fourth-biggest turnaround in NHL
history from one year to the next, and earn their first trip to the playoffs since 2001. Just one year later he coached the Penguins to their first
Eastern Conference championship since 1992. In 2008-09, Yeo directed the Penguins to their third Stanley Cup title in franchise history.

The native of North Bay, Ontario played six seasons with Wilkes-Barre/Scranton and the Houston Aeros of the now-defunct International
Hockey League. Yeo captained the Aeros to the Turner Cup championship in 1999.

Mike and his wife, Tanya, are the parents of two children and reside in the North Hills.

GILLES MELOCHE

GOALTENDING COACH

Former NHL goaltender Gilles Meloche is in his fourth season as the Penguins’ full-time goaltending
coach and 24th overall with the organization.

Meloche has been instrumental in the development of Marc-Andre Fleury from a top prospect into an
elite and Stanley Cup-winning netminder.

Meloche served as a Penguins scout from 1989-2006 and also doubled as a goaltending coach/consultant
during much of that time. He was part of the staff when the Penguins won Stanley Cups in 1991 and 1992.

A native of Montreal, Quebec, Meloche spent 18 seasons as an NHL goaltender with the Chicago
Blackhawks, California Golden Seals, Cleveland Barons, Minnesota North Stars and Penguins. He played the
final three seasons of his career in Pittsburgh following a 1985 trade.

He appeared in 788 NHL games during his career, posting a record of 270-351-131 with a 3.64 goals-against average. In 45 career playoff
games, he posted a 21-19 record and a 3.48 goals-against average.

Gilles and his wife, Sophie, reside in Pittsburgh. His son, Eric, is a profssional player who played in the Penguins organization from 2000-04.
