MEDIA INFORMATION

CREDENTIALS:

2008-09 regular season credentials will not be valid for the 2009 playoffs. Credential requests for all rounds prior to
the Stanley Cup Final, must be submitted to the Penguins Media Relations Department and will be distributed before the
first home game of the first round.

Game-by-game credentials will be issued based on availability and should be reserved as early as possible. Major
daily newspapers, radio and television will receive priority in handling game-by-game requests. These requests must
be submitted to Jennifer Bullano or Erik Heasley no later than 24 hours prior to the game. THERE WILL BE NO
EXCEPTIONS. Game-by-game credentials can be picked up at Gate 3 at Mellon Arena two hours prior to game time.

The National Hockey League will handle all credential requests for the Stanley Cup Final. All members of the media
must apply to the NHL for Stanley Cup Final accreditation. Applications are available in the media relations office and
must be received by the date determined by the League.

Only working members of the media will be admitted to the locker rooms. The Penguins require all members of the
media to display credentials at all times at practice sessions and games.

PRESS BOX:

The press box is located on the west side of the building above section D-24. Elevators to the press box are located
inside Gate 3 near the press lounge. Please note that ALL seats in the press box are assigned and media must sit
in the seat assigned. Due to limited seating, overflow media will be assigned seats in the auxiliary seating areas in the
north end and east side of the building when necessary.

PHOTOGRAPHERS:

Only outlets that have covered the team on a regular basis throughout the regular season and have applied for playoff
credentials will be assigned shooting locations in the runways and Igloo seating. Ice-level positions will be available on a
game-by-game basis for each period. Photographers at ice-level will be shooting through the glass. Photo assignments
will be posted in the press lounge and the media workroom prior to each game.

TELEVISION CREWS:

Due to seating limitations, television crews will not be assigned press box seating. On-air talent will be assigned one
seat per station in either the auxiliary press section or, space permitting, in the press box. Television crews are asked
to view the game in the press lounge or media workroom. TV crews are not permitted to shoot highlight footage
of game action.

PRESS LOUNGE:

The press lounge is located on the lower level near Gate 3. Members of the media and game night staff must show
passes or credentials at the door for admittance. The press lounge will be open two hours prior to game time with dinner
and beverages available for purchase. The press lounge is equipped with wireless Internet, telephones and electrical
outlets and is available to media during and after the game for filing purposes.

LOCKER ROOM ACCESS:

The Penguins locker room will open no later than 5 minutes after the conclusion of the game per NHL regulations.
The Penguins training room and the player’s dressing area is off-limits to the media at all times. Entrance to the
Penguins locker room is through the side door at Gate 2. ONLY working members of the media with appropriate
credentials will be admitted.
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POST GAME PROCEDURES:

Post game briefings with both Penguins head coach Dan Bylsma and the visiting head coach will be held after each
game in the media workroom. The workroom is located between the locker rooms, near the elevators to the press box.
Wireless Internet, a mult box and a television will be available in the media workroom. Post-game quote sheets for both
head coaches will be available after the game in the press lounge, media workroom and press box.

SERVICES:
Game notes and statistics will be available in the press lounge, media workroom and press box prior to the game.
Additional information from the NHL and press releases will also be available at these locations throughout the playoffs.

Game summaries are available after each period in the press box and auxiliary press box seating. Final game summaries
are distributed in the press box, press lounge, media workroom and both the home and away locker rooms after the
game. Out-of-town scores will be distributed throughout the game. If you require any special needs, please see a
member of the Penguins’ media relations staff.

PRACTICES AND MORNING SKATES:

Practice sessions are open to all members of the media. Please confirm location and time by calling the Penguins’ media
relations hotline at 412.642.1986 as last minute changes may occur. Credentials are required at practices.

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2009 STANLEY CUP PLAYOFFS

FORMAT

The National Hockey League’s 30 clubs are aligned into two conferences, each consisting of three divisions (Eastern
Conference: Atlantic, Northeast, Southeast; Western Conference: Central, Northwest, Pacific). The number of teams
qualifying for the 2009 Stanley Cup Playoffs remains at 16.

First-round playoff berths will be awarded to the first-place team in each division, as well as to the next five best teams
(based on regular-season point totals in each conference). The three division winners in each conference will be seeded
first through third (in order of points) and the next five best teams (in order of points) will be seeded fourth through
eighth. In each conference, the team seeded #1 will play the team seeded #8; #2 vs. #7; #3 vs. #6 and #4 vs. #5 in the
Conference Quarter-Final round. Home-ice in the Conference Quarter-Finals is granted to those teams seeded first
through fourth in each conference.

In the Conference Semifinals and Conference Finals, teams will be reseeded according to the same criteria as the
Conference Quarter-Finals (division leaders will be seeded first and granted home-ice advantage while the remaining
teams will be seeded in order of regular-season points).

Home-ice advantage in the Stanley Cup Final will be determined by points.

All series remain best-of-seven.

TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURE:

In the event two or more clubs are tied in points at the conclusion of the regular season, the standing of the clubs in
each conference will be determined in the following order:

1. The greater number of games won.

2. The greater number of points earned in games between the tied clubs. If two clubs are tied, and have not played
an equal number of home games against each other, points earned in the first game played in the city that had the
extra game shall not be included. If more than two clubs are tied, the higher percentage of available points earned in
games among those clubs (and not including any”odd” games) shall be used to determine the standing.

3. The greater differential between goals for and against for the entire regular season.

CONFERENCE QUARTER-FINALS (SERIES A - H)

The six regular-season division champions will be ranked in the first three positions in their respective conferences, the
clubs with the greatest number of points being ranked first in their respective conferences. The remaining five playoff
clubs in each conference will be ranked based on regular- season points. Following are the matchups based on the
rankings.

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CONFERENCE SEMIFINALS (SERIES I - L)

If one division winner is eliminated in the Conference Quarter-Finals: The remaining division winners would be seeded
first and second, followed by the two remaining clubs in order of regular-season points. The #1 seed would face the club
with the fewest regular-season points, while the other two clubs would meet.

If two division winners are eliminated in the Conference Quarter-Finals: The remaining division winner would be
seeded first, followed by the three remaining clubs in order of regular-season points. The #1 seed would face the club with
the fewest regular-season points, while the other two clubs would meet.

If all three division winners are eliminated in the Conference Quarter-Finals: The remaining clubs would be ranked in
order of regular-season points. The remaining team with the most regular-season points would be seeded first, followed
by the three remaining teams. The #1 seed would face the #4 seed, while the #2 and #3 seeds would meet.

If a division winner meets a non-division winner that compiled more regularseason points: The division winner would
receive home-ice advantage.

CONFERENCE FINALS (SERIES M AND N)

The same criteria used in the selection of order for the Conference Quarter-Finals (Advancing division winners, followed
by remaining clubs based on regular-season points) again will be in effect.

If a division winner meets a non-division winner that compiled more regularseason points: The division winner would
receive home-ice advantage.

If Conference Semifinal series end early: Start dates for the Conference Finals may be moved up depending on a
number of factors, including building availability and travel schedules.

STANLEY CUP FINAL (SERIES O)

The Eastern Conference and Western Conference champions will meet in the Stanley Cup Final series. Home ice will be
determined by the greater number of regular-season points, subject to the tie-breaking procedures outlined previously.
Games will be played on a 2-2-1-1-1 basis.

2008-09 NOTES

DAN THE MAN

Named interim head coach of the Penguins on Feb. 15, Dan Bylsma orchestrated a phenomenal
turnaround to lead his team to the Stanley Cup playoffs. At the time Bylsma replaced Michel
Therrien behind the bench, the Pens were in 10th place in the Eastern Conference and five points
out of a playoff berth. In 25 games, Bylsma led his team to an 18-3-4 mark for 40 points, tying
the second-best start for a coach after 25 games in NHL history. Only San Jose's Todd McLellan,
who went 21-3-1 for 43 points this season, had a better start, and the only two to equal Bylsma'’s
achievement were Bep Guidolin with the 1972-73 Boston Bruins and Pete Green with the 1919-

20 Ottawa Senators. Bylsma began the season as the rookie head coach of the Penguins’ AHL
affiliate in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton. He was an assistant coach in WBS the two previous seasons.

THE ART ROSS - AGAIN!

Center Evgeni Malkin won the Art Ross Trophy as the NHL's scoring champion — marking
the 13th time in the past 21 seasons that a Penguins player has won the scoring title, an
unprecedented streak of dominance in NHL history. Four Penguins players have combined to win
the 13 titles — Mario Lemieux (six), Jaromir Jagr (five), Sidney Crosby (one) and now Malkin (one).

Malkin finished first with 113 points and Crosby was third in the race with 103.

In addition to the scoring title, the 22-year-old Malkin led the NHL in assists (78), even-strength
points (70), road points (56) and takeaways (94). The 21-year-old Crosby, meanwhile, finished
second in assists (70), third in road points (49) and fourth in even-strength points (62).

TWO FOR 100

Only three NHL players topped 100 points for the season, and two of them were Malkin and
Crosby. It marked the seventh time in Penguins history that two teammates had reached 100
points in the same season. The last time was 1995-96, when Lemieux (161), Jagr (149) and Ron
Francis (119) all did it.

HIT PARADE

The Penguins were the only NHL team to have two players rank in the top five in hits —
defenseman Brooks Orpik was second with 309 and left wing Matt Cooke was tied for fifth with
262. Left wing Chris Kunitz, acquired from Anaheim in February, also was in the NHL's top 20, tying
for 15th with 207.

Orpik led all NHL defensemen in hits, by far; ranking second among defensemen was Chicago’s
Brent Seabrook with 224.

SAVE BY THE FLOWER

Marc-Andre Fleury posted 35 wins, the second-highest total of his career and the third-highest
in franchise history (Tom Barrasso 43 in 1992-93, Fleury 40 in 2006-07). After March 1, he went 12-3-
3 with a 2.08 goals-against average and a .925 save percentage.

Fleury is 94-44-18 over the past three regular seasons. He excelled in the playoffs in 2007-08,
going 14-6 with a 1.97 GAA.

THAT'S A WINNER

Right wing Petr Sykora tied for second in the NHL with 10 game-winning goals. That means 40
percent of his 25 goals were game-winners.

Sykora notched his 300th career goal April 7 at Tampa Bay. He scored his first career hat trick
Dec. 11 vs. the Islanders.

DEADLNE MAGIC

General Manager Ray Shero again made an impact with moves at or near the NHL trading
deadline. Kunitz, acquired from Anaheim, contributed seven goals and 11 assists for 18 points in
20 games. Right wing Bill Guerin, added in a trade with the Islanders, chipped in five goals and
seven assists for 12 points in 17 games. Versatile forward Craig Adams, acquired in a deal with
Chicago, provided depth and was a strong addition to the penalty-killing unit. All three had won
Stanley Cups — Kunitz with Anaheim, Guerin with Dallas, Adams with Carolina.

OK FOR PK

The Penguins’ penalty killing unit improved dramatically after Bylsma took over as interim
coach. The Penguins ranked 20th in the league before Bylsma; they finished the season eighth in
penalty-killing efficiency at 82.7 percent. In 25 games under Bylsma, the Penguins killed penalties
at an 87.4 percent rate.

FULL HOUSE

The Penguins sold out every home game for the second straight season. Entering the Stanley
Cup playoffs, they were working on a streak of 107 straight sellouts at Mellon Arena.

Seating capacity is 16,940 and the standing-room-only capacity is 17,132.

In 2007-08, the Penguins sold out every home game for the first time since the inception of the
franchise in 1967-68.

The new Consol Energy Center, under construction across the street from Mellon Arena, is
scheduled to open for the start of 2010-11 NHL season.

Oct. 4 - Tyler Kennedy tallied his first two-goal game,
including the game-winning goal in overtime.

Oct. 4 — Evgeni Malkin scored his first career
shorthanded goal.

Oct. 4 — Rob Scuderi scored a goal to snap a 95-game
scoreless streak (120 including playoffs).

Oct. 4 — Miroslav Satan recorded his first point as a
Penguin (an assist).

Oct. 4 — Paul Bissonnette made his NHL debut.

Oct. 5 — Alex Goligoski scored his first career NHL goal on
a power play.

Oct. 5 - Pittsburgh native Bill Thomas played his first game
as a Penguin.

Oct. 9 — The Penguins acquired forward Mike Zigomanis
from Phoenix in exchange for future considerations.

Oct. 11 — The Penguins opened the season at Mellon
Arena with a 2-1 overtime loss to New Jersey.

Oct. 11 — Marc-Andre Fleury made a career-high 47 saves.

Oct. 18 — Evgeni Malkin notched his 200th career point on
Crosby’s 100th goal. That puck was cut in half for the
two players to share.

Oct. 18 - Pittsburgh native Bill Thomas played his first
game at Mellon Arena as a Penguin.

Oct. 20 — The Penguins played their first traditional road
game at Boston, earning a 2-1 shootout victory over
the Bruins. Evgeni Malkin scored the deciding shootout
goal and Dany Sabourin started his first game, earning
the victory.

Oct. 23 - Ruslan Fedotenko scored his first goal as a
Penguin in Pittsburgh’s 4-1 win over Carolina.

Oct. 27 - Penguins signed prospect defenseman Alex
Grant to a three-year entry-level contract.

Nov. 1 — Janne Pesonen made his NHL debut.

Nov. 6 — The Penguins acquired defenseman Philippe
Boucher from Dallas in exchange for Darryl Sydor.

Nov. 8 — Hal Gill played in his 800th career NHL game.

Nov. 11 — Jordan Staal recorded his second career hat trick
and setup the game-winning overtime goal for a career-
high four-point night in Pittsburgh’s 7-6 win against the
Stanley Cup Champion Detroit Red Wings at Joe Louis
Arena. Staal scored all three goals in the third period,
including the game-tying goal with 23 seconds left in
regulation to send the game to overtime.

Nov. 11 — Maxime Talbot played in his 200th game.

Nov. 13 - Kris Letang notched an assist in his fifth straight
game. The mark set a new career-long point streak and
assist streak (Nov. 1 - 13).

Nov. 13 — Matt Cooke scored his first goal as a Penguin.

Nov. 13 — Miroslav Satan notched his 700th career point.
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Nov. 15 — The Penguins unveiled their blue third jerseys in
a 5-2 triumph over the Buffalo Sabres at Mellon Arena.

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DAN BYLSMA

INTERIM HEAD COACH

Dan Bylsma oversaw a remarkable turnaround for the Penguins after being named interim
head coach on Feb. 15, 2009. Under Bylsma's leadership, the Penguins improved from 10th
place in the Eastern Conference standings to the No. 4 seed entering the playoffs. The
team’s record under its new coach was 18-3-4 in 25 games.

Bylsma, 38, had been in the midst of his first season as head coach of Pittsburgh’s
American Hockey League affiliate in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton. Under Blysma, the WB/S
Penguins went 35-16-1-2.

Bylsma joined the Penguins organization as an assistant to Todd Richards in Wilkes-Barre/Scranton in 2006-07. In two
seasons, the Richards-Bylsma coaching tandem led the Baby Penguins to a 98-49-5-8 record. The team won the AHL East
Division and Eastern Conference championships in 2007-08 and advanced to the Calder Cup Final.

When Richards accepted a job as an assistant coach with the NHL's San Jose Sharks prior to the 2008-09 season, Bylsma
was elevated to head coach at Wilkes-Barre/Scranton.

The native of Grand Haven, Mich., began his coaching career as an assistant with the Cincinnati Mighty Ducks of the
AHL in 2004-05. He made his NHL coaching debut as an assistant with the New York Islanders in 2005-06.

Bylsma (pronounced BYLE-smuh) played nine NHL seasons as a right winger with Los Angeles and Anaheim from
1995-2004. He played 429 NHL regular-season games and also played in the 2003 Stanley Cup Final with Anaheim. He
retired as a player following the 2003-04 season. Bylsma was selected by the Winnipeg Jets in the sixth round (109th
overall) of the 1989 Entry Draft. He made his NHL debut with the Kings in 1995-96 and appeared in 220 games with
Los Angeles in parts of five seasons. He joined the Ducks prior to the 2000-01 season.

Bylsma played college hockey at Bowling Green. He and his wife Mary Beth have one son.

TOM FITZGERALD

INTERIM ASSISTANT COACH

Tom Fitzgerald was named interim assistant coach of the Pittsburgh Penguins on
February 15, 2009.

The Massachusetts native was a first-round draft pick of the New York Islanders in 1986
and played 17 NHL seasons with the Islanders, Florida, Colorado, Nashville, Chicago,
Toronto and Boston before retiring in 2006. He scored 329 points (139+190) and registered
776 penalty minutes in 1,097 career games. He played in the Stanley Cup Final with Florida
in 1996.

Fitzgerald and his wife, Kerry, have four sons.
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MIKE YEO

ASSISTANT COACH

Mike Yeo joined the Penguins’ coaching staff when former head coach Michel Therrien was
named head coach in December, 2005 and is now in his fourth season as an assistant. His
responsibilities include the Penguins’ special teams and defensemen.

Starting in 2006, Yeo helped lay the foundation for the success of the past two seasons,
when the Penguins registered 105 and 102 points.

Yeo, 35, served as an assistant coach with the Penguins’ top minor-league affiliate in
Wilkes-Barre/Scranton for nearly six years. He was named the first assistant coach in team history on Jan. 24, 2000, after
announcing his retirement as a player.

The native of North Bay, Ontario, was signed by Wilkes-Barre/Scranton as a free agent in 1999 and recorded four points
(143) and four penalty minutes in 19 games during the 1999-00 season. Yeo battled through an injury-plagued campaign
and missed 24 of the Penguins’ first 43 games because of knee injuries.

Prior to joining the Penguins, Yeo played five seasons with the Houston Aeros of the now-defunct International Hockey
League.
