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HOCKEY OPERATIONS PROFILES

JOHN DAVIDSON, President of Hockey Operations/Alternate Governor

John Davidson was named president of hockey operations and alternate governor of the Columbus Blue Jackets
in October 2012 and in his role oversees all hockey operations activities for the club. In his first season in Columbus,
the Jackets posted the highest winning percentage in club history (24-7-7, .573). He joined the organization after
serving as the president of hockey operations of the St. Louis Blues from 2006-12, taking over following the 2005-06
season in which the club posted a 21-46-15 record and 57 points. During his tenure, the Blues averaged 39 wins
and 90 points, including a 49-22-11 record, 109 points and a Central Division championship in 2011-12.

Davidson is one of hockey’s most respected figures and has enjoyed a long and distinguished career that spans
four decades. Prior to his successful stint with the Blues, he was the longtime analyst for New York Rangers games on Madison Square
Garden Network (MSG), as well as various NHL national broadcast partners in the United States and Canada. His outstanding work
during a 20-plus year broadcasting career earned him numerous honors. In 2009, he received the prestigious Foster Hewitt Memorial
Award for outstanding contributions as a hockey broadcaster by The Hockey Hall of Fame and was inducted on Nov. 9, 2009. In March
2004, he was honored with the Lester Patrick Award for his contributions to ice hockey in the United States. He won two New York
Emmy Awards for “Outstanding On-Camera Achievement” (1994, 2001) and was part of MSG’s Rangers broadcast team that won the
CableACE Award for “Outstanding Live Event Coverage” in 1994.

He began his broadcast career with MSG in 1983 and then spent two years on the popular “Hockey Night in Canada” from 1984-86.
He rejoined MSG prior to the 1986-87 season, beginning a partnership with Rangers play-by-play announcer Sam Rosen that concluded
following the 2005-06 season. During that time, Davidson also served as NBC’s analyst for the NHL All-Star Game from 1990-93 and was
lead analyst for the network’s hockey coverage at the 1992 (Albertville, France), 1994 (Lillehammer, Norway), 1998 (Nagano, Japan),
2002 (Salt Lake City) and 2006 (Torino, Italy) Winter Olympic Games. He worked for TBS at the 1990 Goodwill Games, contributed to
ABC’s coverage of the NHL in 1994 and served on the number-one broadcast team with Mike Emrick for FOX’s coverage of the NHL
regular season, All-Star Games and Stanley Cup Playoffs and Finals from 1995-1999.

In addition, his work included several All-Star Games and Stanley Cup Finals for OLN, ESPN and SportsChannel, the 1991 Canada Cup
for “Hockey Night in Canada” and the 1996 World Cup of Hockey for FX. He served as ESPN’s studio analyst for the 1993 Stanley Cup
Playoffs. The 2005-06 season marked his final season in the broadcast booth on OLN (now NBC Sports Network) and NBC.

Davidson enjoyed a successful junior career as a goaltender with the Calgary Centennials prior to being selected by the Blues with
their first pick, fifth overall, in the 1973 Entry Draft. That year, he became the first goaltender to go directly from junior hockey to the
NHL as he appeared in 39 games with St. Louis during the 1973-74 season. After two years with the Blues, he joined the Rangers in June
1975 and went on to play eight seasons in New York. In 1978-79, he went 20-15-4 with a 3.52 goals-against average in 39 games and
then went 11-7 with a 2.28 goals-against average in 18 playoff games to lead New York to the Stanley Cup Final. He was forced to retire
due to injuries during the 1982-83 season.

Davidson was born on Feb. 27, 1953 in Ottawa, Ontario and raised in Calgary, Alberta. He and his wife, Diana, are the parents of two
daughters, Lindsay and Ashley.

JARMO KEKALAINEN, General Manager

Jarmo Kekalainen was named the third general manager in Columbus Blue Jackets history on Feb. 13, 2013. He
joined the club after serving as the president/general manager of Jokerit in the Finnish Elite League since 2010. He
works closely with Blue Jackets President of Hockey Operations John Davidson on all hockey-related matters
involving the club.

Kekalainen spent eight seasons with the St. Louis Blues from 2002-10. He joined the Blues as director of
amateur scouting and was named assistant general manager and director of amateur scouting in 2005. He was
involved in all facets of hockey operations, including professional scouting efforts and overseeing the club’s amateur
scouting and draft preparations. During his eight years in St. Louis, the Blues drafted players such as David Backes, Roman Polak, David
Perron, T.J. Oshie, Patrik Berglund and Alex Pietrangelo.

Kekalainen was a member of the Ottawa Senators hockey operations department from 1995 to 2002 and served in a variety of roles
with the club. He served as Ottawa’s director of player personnel for three years and also oversaw the amateur draft and the club’s
scouting efforts in Europe. Among the players selected by Ottawa during this time were Jason Spezza, Marian Hossa, Martin Havlat,
Antoine Vermette and Ray Emery. While working with the Senators, he also served as general manager of IFK Helsinki in the Finnish Elite
League from 1995 to 1999 and led the club to the league championship in 1998.

As a player, Kekalainen appeared in 55 career NHL games with the Senators and Boston Bruins during a six-year career. A left wing,
he scored five goals and added eight assists for 13 points with 28 penalty minutes, including a career-high 1-5-6 and 14 penalty minutes
in 28 games with the Senators during the 1993-94 season. He also played in the American Hockey League and his native Finland before
wrapping up his playing career with Vasteras IK in the Swedish Elite League in 1994-95.

Before signing with the Bruins, Kekalainen played two seasons at Clarkson University from 1987-89. He was named to the Eastern
Collegiate Athletic Conference First All-Star Team after tallying 19-25-44 and 47 penalty minutes in 31 games during the 1988-89 season.
He also represented Finland at the 1986 World Junior Championships and the 1991 Canada Cup Tournament.

Kekalainen was born on July 3, 1966 in Tampere, Finland. He has a bachelor’s degree in management from Clarkson University and a
master’s in business marketing from the University of Tampere. He and his wife, Tiina, are the parents of daughters, Emilia and Sofia.




HOCKEY OPERATIONS PROFILES

CHRIS MACFARLAND, Assistant General Manager

Chris MacFarland has been a member of the Columbus Blue Jackets hockey operations department since prior
to the 1999-00 NHL season and was named assistant general manager of the club in July 2008.

MacFarland assists the club in all hockey-related matters including scouting at the professional and amateur
level, player contract research and negotiations, salary cap management and arbitration, collective bargaining
agreement administration, budgeting and team scheduling issues.

He is also the organization’s liaison to the National Hockey League regarding matters pertaining to the
collective bargaining agreement and oversees the hockey operations efforts of the club’s minor league affiliates, the
Springfield Falcons of the American Hockey League and Evansville IceMen of the ECHL.

He originally joined the Blue Jackets in 1999 as hockey operations coordinator, served as the club’s manager of hockey operations
from 2001-07 and was promoted to the position of assistant to the general manager in July 2007. He began his career as an intern in the
National Hockey League’s New York office from 1993-94 and continued to work in the league’s NHL Productions office while attending
law school.

MacFarland was born on March 28, 1970, in The Bronx, New York. He played college hockey at Pace University, where he received a
bachelor’s degree in business in 1992 and graduated from the university’s law school in 1998.

MacFarland and his wife, Chandra, are the parents of sons, Jake, Gavin and Sawyer, and daughter, Cara. The family resides in Powell.

CRAIG PATRICK, Senior Advisor, Hockey Operations

One of the most respected figures in hockey during a playing, coaching and management career that spans four
decades, Craig Patrick joined the Columbus Blue Jackets as senior advisor, hockey operations in December 2011.

Prior to joining the Blue Jackets, Patrick served as the executive vice president and general manager of the
Pittsburgh Penguins from 1989-2006 and helped lead the club to two Stanley Cup championships (1991 and 1992),
five division titles and 11 playoff berths, while Pittsburgh boasted the second-best record in the NHL behind the
Detroit Red Wings during the 1990s. During his tenure, he drafted players such as Jaromir Jagr, Marc-Andre Fleury,
Evgeni Malkin and Sidney Crosby and also served as head coach for parts of two seasons (1989-90 and 1996-97).

In 2001, Patrick was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame, becoming the fourth member and third generation of his family to enter
the Hall, joining his grandfather Lester, his father Lynn and his great-uncle Frank. He was inducted for his lifetime of achievements in all
facets and at all levels of the sport.

Patrick earned the honor of Sporting News NHL Executive of the Year in a vote of his peers in 1990-91, 1997-98 and 1998-99. He also
won the 2000 Lester Patrick Award, named after his grandfather, for contributions to hockey in the United States and was inducted into
the United States Hockey Hall of Fame in 1996.

His extensive international experience began as a player with the U.S. National Team (1969-71) and included the 1976 Canada Cup
and numerous other tournaments. He then served as assistant general manager and assistant coach under Herb Brooks for the 1980 U.S.
Olympic team, which upset the heavily-favored Soviet Union squad en route to winning the gold medal in what has become known as the
“Miracle on Ice.” He also served as general manager of the 2002 U.S. Olympic team, which claimed the silver medal, and the 1991 U.S.
team at the Canada Cup.

Patrick began his NHL management career in 1980 when he became the director of operations for the New York Rangers. In 1981,
he became the youngest general manager in Rangers history and served in that role until 1986. He led the Rangers to playoff berths in
each of his five seasons and served as head coach for parts of two seasons (1980-81 and 1984-85). He was named the Penguins general
manager on December 5, 1989.

Patrick played college hockey at University of Denver and helped the Pioneers to the NCAA championship in 1968 and 1969, serving
as captain the latter year. He played eight NHL seasons and registered 72 goals and 91 assists for 163 points in 401 games with the
California Golden Seals, St. Louis Blues, Kansas City Scouts and Washington Capitals. He retired following the 1978-79 season.

Patrick was born May 20, 1946 in Detroit, Michigan and is married to wife, Jamie. He has four children, daughters Erin and Taylor
and sons C.J. and Ryan, and six grandchildren, Ryan, Reed, Anna, Cavan, Tatum and Declan.




COACHING STAFF PROFILES

TODD RICHARDS, Head Coach

Todd Richards was named head coach of the Columbus Blue Jackets on May 14, 2012. He joined the club as an
assistant coach on June 20, 2011 and took over as interim head coach on Jan. 9, 2012. He has guided the Blue
Jackets to a 42-38-9 record, including a 24-17-7 mark and franchise-best .573 winning percentage in 2012-13.
Columbus, which has gone 27-0-0 when leading after two periods under Richards, finished tied for eighth in the
Western Conference with 55 points during the 2012-13 campaign.

Richards compiled a 77-71-16 record in two seasons as the head coach of the Minnesota Wild after being
named the second head coach in club history on June 16, 2009. He led the club to a 38-36-8 record in 2009-10 and
a 39-35-8 mark in 2010-11. In 2008-09, he served as an assistant coach with San Jose and helped the Sharks capture the Presidents’
Trophy with an NHL-best 53-18-11 record.

Prior to his stint with the Sharks, he was the head coach of the Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins from 2006-08, compiling a 98-49-13
record and leading the club to the 2008 Calder Cup Final. He also coached the PlanetUSA squad at the 2007 Rbk Hockey/AHL All-Star
Classic in Toronto. He began his coaching career as an assistant with the American Hockey League’s Milwaukee Admirals from 2002-06,
helping the club to a pair of West Division titles, two appearances in the Calder Cup Final and the 2004 Calder Cup championship.

Richards played four seasons at the University of Minnesota from 1985-89. He was a three-time WCHA Second All-Star Team pick,
helping the Golden Gophers win Western Collegiate Hockey Association (WCHA) titles in 1988 and 1989 and reach the NCAA title game in
1989. He served as the team’s captain and earned Second Team All-America honors as a senior. He is the University of Minnesota’s all-
time leading scorer among defensemen with 30-128-158.

Montreal’s third pick, 33 overall, in the 1985 Draft, Richards made his professional debut in 1990 and appeared in eight career NHL
games with the Hartford Whalers between 1990-92, collecting four assists and four penalty minutes. His playing career spanned 13
seasons, mostly in the AHL and International Hockey League. He helped Springfield win the 1991 Calder Cup championship, was a three-
time IHL All-Star and won the 2001 Turner Cup title with the Orlando Solar Bears. He wrapped up his career in 2001-02 with Servette
Geneve in Switzerland.

Richards was born on Oct. 20, 1966 in Crystal, Minnesota. He and his wife, Maryann, are the parents of sons, Zachary and Justin.

CRAIG HARTSBURG, Associate Coach

Craig Hartsburg was named associate coach of the Columbus Blue Jackets on June 20, 2012, joining the club
after spending the 2011-12 campaign as associate coach with the Calgary Flames. He brings over two decades of
coaching experience to Columbus, including stints as the head coach of the Chicago Blackhawks from 1995-98,
Anaheim Ducks from 1998-2001 and Ottawa Senators in 2008-09. He led his clubs to the Stanley Cup Playoffs in
three of his five full seasons as a head coach and also served as an assistant coach with the Minnesota North Stars
(1989-90) and Philadelphia Flyers (1990-94, 2002-04).

Prior to joining the Flames, Hartsburg spent two seasons as the head coach of the Western Hockey League’s
Everett Silvertips, leading the club to a 75-54-16 record and a pair of playoff appearances from 2009-11, and was named 2010 WHL
Western Conference Coach of the Year. He posted a 181-117-42 record and won two West Division titles with the Ontario Hockey
League’s Sault Ste. Marie Greyhounds, serving as the club’s head coach in 2001-02 (OHL Coach of the Year) and from 2004-08. In 1994-
1995, he guided the OHL’s Guelph Storm to a 47-14-5 mark and the Central Division championship, earning Canadian Hockey League
Coach of the Year honors.

Hartsburg has been a part of Team Canada coaching staffs that won three-straight gold medals at the World Junior Championships.
As head coach, he led Team Canada to consecutive gold medals at the 2007 and 2008 WJC tournaments and was an assistant coach to
Brent Sutter when the squad won gold at the 2006 tournament.

A defenseman, Hartsburg was the first pick, sixth overall, of the Minnesota North Stars in the 1979 NHL Draft and went on to play 10
seasons with the club, registering 98 goals and 315 assists for 413 points with 818 penalty minutes in 570 games from 1979-89. He
helped the North Stars advance to the 1981 Stanley Cup Final and appeared in the 1980, 1982 and 1983 All-Star Games.

Hartsburg played junior hockey with the Sault Ste. Marie Greyhounds from 1975-78 and made his professional debut with the World
Hockey Association’s Birmingham Bulls in 1978-89. He also represented Canada at the 1978 World Junior Championships and the 1981
and 1987 Canada Cup Tournaments, and was named the top defenseman at the 1987 World Championships.

Hartsburg was born on June 29, 1959 in Stratford, Ontario. He and his wife, Peggy, are the parents of son, Chris and daughter, Katie,
and grandparents to Colin and Blake.
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KEITH ACTON, Assistant Coach

Keith Acton joined the Columbus Blue Jackets as an assistant coach on June 20, 2012 and has spent more than
30 years in the NHL as a player and assistant coach. Most recently, he spent a decade as an assistant coach with the
Toronto Maple Leafs, joining Pat Quinn’s staff in 2001. He also worked with Paul Maurice and Ron Wilson during his
stint in Toronto that ended in 2011.

Prior to joining the Maple Leafs, Acton was an assistant coach with the New York Rangers from 1998-2000
under head coaches John Muckler and John Tortorella. He served as an assistant and associate coach with the
Philadelphia Flyers from 1994-98 under Terry Murray, Wayne Cashman and Roger Nielsen.

Acton was selected by the Montreal Canadiens in the sixth round, 103™ overall, at the 1978 NHL Draft. He made his debut with the
Canadiens during the 1979-80 season and went on to register 226 goals, 358 assists, 584 points and 1,172 penalty minutes in 1,023
career NHL games with Montreal, the Minnesota North Stars, Edmonton OQilers, Philadelphia Flyers, Washington Capitals and New York
Islanders. He tallied a career-high 36-52-88 with 88 penalty minutes in 78 games with Montreal in 1981-82 and represented the
Canadiens at the 1982 All-Star Game.

Acton also tallied 12-21-33 and 88 penalty minutes in 66 career Stanley Cup Playoff games and helped the Oilers capture the 1988
Stanley Cup championship. He also appeared in the 1984 Western Conference Final with Minnesota and the 1989 Eastern Conference
Final with Philadelphia. A center, he played junior hockey for the Peterborough Petes from 1975-78.

Acton was born on April 15, 1958 in Stouffville, Ontario. His family includes daughters, Brooke and Elise, and sons, William and
Robert.

DAN HINOTE, Assistant Coach

Dan Hinote joined the Columbus Blue Jackets as an assistant coach on July 1, 2010 after wrapping up a 13-year
playing career that included nine NHL seasons and a Stanley Cup championship with the Colorado Avalanche.

Prior to spending the 2009-10 season with Modo of the Swedish Elite League, he played nine seasons in the
NHL with Colorado and the St. Louis Blues. He registered 38 goals and 52 assists for 90 points with 383 penalty
minutes in 503 career NHL games and added 6-9-15 and 67 penalty minutes in 72 career Stanley Cup Playoff games.
He helped the Avalanche win the 2001 Stanley Cup championship.

Hinote began his playing career with a two-season stint at the United States Military Academy at West Point
from 1994-96, where he registered 41-48-89 and 42 penalty minutes in 67 games. After being selected by Colorado in the seventh round,
167th overall, of the 1996 Draft, he collected 27-28-55 and 97 penalty minutes in 95 games over the next two seasons with the Ontario
Hockey League’s Oshawa Generals. After signing with the Avalanche, he made his professional debut during in the 1997-98 campaign
with the Hershey Bears, Colorado’s American Hockey League affiliate.

He went on to tally 27-38-65 and 254 penalty minutes in 353 games with Colorado between 1999-06 and participated in the Stanley
Cup Playoffs in each of his five full seasons with the club. He signed with St. Louis prior to the 2006-07 season and collected 11-14-25 and
129 penalty minutes in 150 games with the Blues, helping the club reach the 2009 Stanley Cup Playoffs.

Hinote was born on January 30, 1977 in Leesburg, Florida and grew up in Elk River, Minnesota. He and his wife, Amy, are the parents
of a son, Charlie, and daughter, Madison.

IAN CLARK, Goaltending Coach

lan Clark joined the Columbus Blue Jackets as goaltending coach on June 6, 2011. He came to the organization
after serving as the goaltending coach and consultant for the Vancouver Canucks from 2002-10.

In addition to his eight years with the Canucks organization, Clark was also a member of Team Canada’s
coaching staff at the World Junior Championships from 2003-06, winning silver medals in 2003 and 2004 and
capturing gold in 2005 and 2006. He also served as the goaltending consultant for the Florida Panthers (2001-02)
and Sweden’s MODO Hockey.

Recognized as a leading educator of the goaltending position, Clark’s knowledge and innovative approach have
attracted high-performance goaltenders at the NHL, international, minor pro, major junior and NCAA levels. In addition to the Blue
Jackets goaltenders, the list of goaltenders he has worked with includes Roberto Luongo, Cam Ward, Marc-Andre Fleury, Cory Schneider,
Johan Hedberg and Mathieu Garon, amongst others. He was the founder of the Goaltender Development Institute and served as
technical author of From the Crease — The Self Development Guide to Hockey Goaltending from 1998-2003 and The Goalie News from
2003-08.

Clark was born on May 12, 1966 in Vancouver, British Columbia. His family includes wife, Debbie, and their sons, Morgan,
Christopher, Samuel, Collins, Jason and Blake.




COACHING STAFF PROFILES

KEVIN COLLINS, Strength and Conditioning Coach

Kevin Collins was named strength and conditioning coach for the Columbus Blue Jackets on June 29, 2010.

Collins joined the Blue Jackets after spending the previous five seasons with the Buffalo Sabres organization as
strength and conditioning/video coach. He spent two seasons with the Portland Pirates (2008-10) and the previous
three with the Rochester Americans (2005-08), the Sabres’ American Hockey League affiliates. He started his career
as an intern for Sabres Strength and Conditioning Coach Doug McKenney in 2004-05.

A Detroit, Michigan native, Collins played four years of collegiate hockey at SUNY Brockport, where he
graduated with degrees in Exercise Physiology and Business Management. He is certified through National Strength
and Conditioning Association (NSCA) as a certified strength and conditioning specialist.

Collins was born April 11, 1982. He and his wife, Amanda, and daughter, Audrey, reside in Blacklick.

DAN SINGLETON, Video Assistant Coach

Dan Singleton has been a member of the Columbus Blue Jackets hockey operations department for 13 years,
having joined the Blue Jackets as video coordinator in September 2000. He was named video assistant coach in
June 2011. He came to Columbus after spending the previous six years as the video coordinator for the Michigan
State University hockey team.

Born in Boulder, Colorado, he grew up in Ottawa, Ontario. He attended McGill University in Montreal and
earned a bachelor’s degree in physical education in 1994. He then went to Michigan State, where he earned a
master’s degree in sports psychology in 1998.

Singleton and his wife, Karin, are parents of sons, Braeden and Ewan, and daughter, Claire. The family resides in Gahanna.

CHRIS CLARK, Development Coach

Former Columbus Blue Jacket Chris Clark re-joined the organization’s hockey operations department on June 5,
2012 when he was named development coach for the club. In his role, Clark primarily works with young players
throughout the organization, assisting with the development of prospects playing in the professional minor leagues,
various major junior leagues and college hockey.

Clark registered 103-111-214 and 700 penalty minutes in 607 career NHL games with the Blue Jackets,
Washington Capitals and Calgary Flames during his 11-year NHL career. He appeared in 89 games with Columbus
between 2009-11 and notched 8-12-20 and 59 penalty minutes while serving as an alternate captain. He spent four-
plus seasons with the Capitals, tallying 60-63-123 and 278 penalty minutes in 240 games with the club and serving as captain from 2006-
09.

Calgary’s third pick, 77" overall, in the 1994 Entry Draft, Clark earned All-ECAC honors during four seasons at Clarkson
University from 1994-98. He spent six seasons in the Flames organization from 1998-04, including 2003-04 when he collected 10-15-25
and 106 penalty minutes in 82 games and added 3-3-6 and 30 penalty minutes in 26 playoff games to help the Flames reach the Stanley
Cup Final.

Clark was born on March 8, 1976 in South Windsor, Connecticut. He and his wife, Kim, and their children reside in Upper Arlington.

League with a 24-17-7 record (55 pts.) and the highest winning percentage in franchise history (.573), finishing fourth in the Central
Division, eighth-T in the Western Conference and 15™-T in the NHL... After posting a 5-12-2 mark (12 pts.) through their first 19 games,
the Jackets went 19-5-5 (43 pts.) in 29 games from Feb. 26 through the end of the season.

BOBROVSKY DISPLAYS VEZINA FORM IN NET: G Sergei Bobrovsky enjoyed a breakout 2012-13 season that resulted in his being named
a finalist for the Vezina Trophy as the NHL’s top goaltender. He posted a 21-11-6 record with a 2.00 goals-against average (club record),
.932 save percentage (club record) and four shutouts in 38 games this season. Among goaltenders that played 25 or more games, he
ranked first in save percentage, second in goals-against average and sixth (tied) in wins and shutouts. He surrendered two goals or less in
26-0f-38 games, including 10 outings in which he allowed one goal. He made 30 or more saves 16 times, including a season-high 39 on
four occasions. From March 1 through the end of the season, he posted an 18-5-3 record with a 1.60 goals-against average, .946 save
percentage and four shutouts in 26 games. He was named one of the NHL’s Three Stars of the Week on three occasions during the 2012-
13 season. He was named First Star for the weeks ending April 14 (3-0-0, 0.97 GAA, .971 SV% in 3 GP) and March 10 (4-0-0, 0.77 GAA,
.972 SV% in 4 GP) and Third Star for the week ending March 17 (1-0-2, 0.62 GAA, .982 SV% in 3 GP). He was also named Third Star of the
Month for March (9-2-3, 1.49 GAA, .950 SV%, 3 SO in 14 GP).

PROSPAL LEADS JACKETS IN SCORING IN 16™ NHL SEASON: LW Vinny Prospal tallied 12-18-30 with 32 penalty minutes and a +3
plus/minus rating in 48 games in his second season with the Blue Jackets. He led the club in points, assists (tied), games played (tied),
power play goals (4-tied) and multi-point games (6-tied), while ranking second in goals (tied), third in game-winning goals (2-tied) and
shooting percentage (14.1-tied) and fifth in penalty minutes. This season marked the first in which he led his team in scoring since he
tallied 22-57-79 in 80 games with Tampa Bay in 2002-03. Prospal scored his 250" NHL goal at Chicago on Mar. 1, collected his 500" NHL
assist (season-high 0-3-3) vs. Nashville on Mar. 19 and played in his 1,100 NHL game vs. San Jose on Apr. 9. He tallied 1-1-2 on five
occasions, scored a goal in three-straight games from Mar. 1-5 (3-1-4) and picked up a point in four-straight outings from Apr. 12-15 (1-4-
5). He has registered 255-509-764 with 481 penalty minutes in 1,108 career NHL games.
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LETESTU HAS BREAKOUT YEAR: C Mark Letestu tallied 13-14-27 with 10 penalty minutes and a +7 plus/minus rating in 46 games,
matching his career highs in assists (11-14-25, 62 GP with CBJ/Pittsburgh in 2011-12) and points (14-13-27, 64 GP with Pittsburgh in
2010-11) despite the abbreviated 48-game schedule. He led the club in goals, shorthanded goals (2) and multi-point games (6-tied),
ranked second in points (tied), third in shooting percentage (14.1-tied), power play (3-tied) and game-winning (2-tied) goals, fourth in
plus/minus rating and shots (92) and was fifth in games played. He picked up points in 20-of-46 games, was an even or plus player in 34-
of-46 outings and converted 3-of-4 shootout attempts (.750, led club).

TYUTIN BECOMES BLUE JACKETS’ TOP-SCORING DEFENSEMAN: D Fedor Tyutin collected 4-18-22 with 28 penalty minutes and a +9
plus/minus rating (career high) in 48 games this season. He led all CBJ defensemen in scoring for the third time in five seasons and led
the club in assists (tied) and games played (tied), while ranking second in plus/minus rating (tied) and time on ice (24:05) and fourth in
points. He ranked among the NHL’s top 30 defensemen in assists (22"-7), TOI (24th), plus/minus (27th-T) and points (28th-T). He has
registered 31-110-141 in 356 games as a Blue Jacket and is the club’s all-time leader among defensemen in assists and points, while
ranking second in goals and games played (Rostislav Klesla, 41-92-133 in 515 GP from 2000-11).

FROM BROADWAY TO THE BUCKEYE STATE, NEW JACKETS MAKE THEIR MARK: Through a pair of trades with the NY Rangers, Columbus
added four players to their lineup this year and each played an integral role in the club’s resurgency:

e  CArtem Anisimov collected 11-7-18 and 12 penalty minutes in 35 games, leading the club with a 16.2 pct. shooting percentage,
ranking second in game-winning goals (3) and fourth in goals and multi-point games (4-tied) despite missing 13 games due to
injury. In addition, he converted 4-of-6 shootout attempts (66.7 pct.) to rank fifth (tied) in the NHL in shootout goals scored,
while his two game-deciding goals in the shootout ranked third (tied) in the league.

e  CBrandon Dubinsky tallied 2-18-20 with 76 penalty minutes and a +2 plus minus rating despite being held to 29 games due to
injury. He led the club in points per game (0.69) and assists (tied), ranked second in penalty minutes, third in multi-point games
