Joe Nieuwendyk enters his third season as general manager of the Dallas Stars. He was named as the 10th 
general manager in Stars franchise history on May 31, 2009.  
 
In his first two seasons with the Stars, Nieuwendyk began putting his vision for a hockey club to work by 
signing veterans Stephane Robidas, Loui Eriksson and Steve Ott to contract extensions, trading for (and 
then re-signing) goaltender Kari Lehtonen during the 2009-10 season and defenseman Alex Goligoski 
during the 2010-11 season.   
 
The former Stars player returned to Dallas as general manager from the Toronto Maple Leafs, where he 
served as special assistant to the general manager in 2008-09. Prior to joining the Leafs and after his 2006 
retirement, Nieuwendyk worked as a special consultant to the general manager with the Florida Panthers. 
As assistant general manager, he also helped lead Team Canada at the 2009 IIHF World Hockey 
Championship when the team won a silver medal. 
 
A veteran of 20 seasons as a player in the National Hockey League, Nieuwendyk played seven with the 
Dallas Stars (1995-2002). He won the Stanley Cup for three different teams, in three different decades 
(Calgary in 1989, Dallas in 1999, New Jersey in 2003). Nieuwendyk was awarded the Conn Smythe 
Trophy as the Stanley Cup Playoffs most valuable player in 1999 when he led Dallas in post-season scoring 
on their way to winning the Stanley Cup.  
 
The Whitby, Ontario, native played in 1,257 career NHL games (which ranks 68th all-time) for five 
different teams (Calgary 1986-95, Dallas 1995-2002, New Jersey 2002-03, Toronto 2003-04, and Florida 
2005-07). Nieuwendyk scored 564 goals (T-21st all-time) and added 562 assists (88th all-time) for 1,126 
points (T-51st overall). He scored 51 goals in his rookie season in Calgary, which ranked second at the time 
for most-ever goals scored by a rookie in one season (that mark now ranks fourth). Nieuwendyk won the 
Calder Trophy for rookie-of-the-year that season. He achieved two 50-goal seasons, two 40-goal seasons 
and four 30-goal seasons during his playing career. 
 
A 2011 Hockey Hall of Fame inductee, Nieuwendyk was a four-time NHL All-Star and appeared in 158 
career playoff games, recording 116 points on 66 goals and 50 assists. He played in 442 games for Dallas, 
scoring 178 goals and 162 assists for 340 points.  
 
Nieuwendyk played three seasons at Cornell and was a Hobey Baker Award finalist in 1986-87 for 
outstanding collegiate player of the year. He was drafted by Calgary in the second round (27th overall) of 
the 1985 NHL Entry Draft.  
 
Nieuwendyk and his wife Tina have three children, Kaycee, Tyra and Jackson. The family resides in 
Dallas. 
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LES JACKSON (Director of Scouting and Player Development) 
 
Les Jackson enters his 24th season with the Stars, dating back to the club’s days in Minnesota.  Most of that 
time has been spent doing what he does best - managing and overseeing the club’s scouting program, which 
includes monitoring the development of all amateur and professional prospects. 
 
Jackson, 58, has played an instrumental role in building the Stars into the consistently competitive hockey 
club that it has become over the last two decades. Learning from the tutelage of respected general managers 
such as Bob Clarke, Bob Gainey and Lou Nanne during his tenure with the Stars, Jackson also assisted in 
the evaluation of players as it related to movement within the organization including the entry draft, trades 
and free agent signings. During Jackson’s watch as head of the scouting staff, the Stars selected such future 
NHL stars as Mike Modano, Derian Hatcher, Jere Lehtinen, Jarome Iginla, Marty Turco, and Brenden 
Morrow, among others.  
 
Jackson, a native of Manning, Alberta, was drafted by the Boston Bruins in 1972 and played two seasons in 
the minors, then began his career as a hockey executive. His minor professional coaching career included 
stints in Billings and Great Falls, Montana; Tucson, Arizona; and New Westminster and Revelstoke, British 
Columbia. He also spent five years as assistant coach and general manager of the Western Hockey 
League’s Brandon Wheat Kings. 
 
 
 
FRANK PROVENZANO (Assistant General Manager) 
 
Frank Provenzano begins his sixth season as assistant general manager with the Stars, with his main 
responsibilities including contract negotiations, salary cap management, schedule making and the 
administration of the NHL’s Collective Bargaining Agreement.  
 
Previously, Provenzano served as assistant general manager for the Washington Capitals from 1997 to 
2004, and was an assistant in the Vancouver Canucks’ hockey operations department from 1994 through 
1997. The native of Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., worked as a commentator specializing in salary cap analysis for 
TSN, a sports network in Canada, during the 2005-06 season.  
 
Provenzano, 42, played hockey at Queens University in Kingston, Ontario, and graduated in 1991 with dual 
bachelor’s degrees in physical and health education and physiology/anatomy. He then obtained his masters 
degree in business administration from Simon Fraser University in Burnaby, B.C. and completed, in 
November of 1993, a six month unassisted unicycle tour through the Australian outback to raise awareness 
for early-onset androgenic alopecia. He and his wife, Julie, reside in Dallas. 
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Glen Gulutzan 
Head Coach 
 
 
 
 

Glen Gulutzan was named the 21st head coach in Stars franchise history on June 17, 2011 after spending 
the last two seasons as the head coach of the Texas Stars, Dallas’ primary development affiliate in the 
American Hockey League (AHL). Gulutzan guided Texas to the AHL Playoffs in both seasons and 
coached the club to the Calder Cup Finals in the franchise’s inaugural season of 2009-10. 
 
Gulutzan, 40, served as general manager and head coach for the Las Vegas Wranglers of the ECHL from 
2003 to 2009. He complied a record of 254-124-55 (.650) and collected 100-plus points in three 
consecutive seasons from 2005 to 2008, a first for any team in the 21-year history of the ECHL. Gulutzan 
took the Wranglers to the Kelly Cup Finals in 2008 and to the Conference Finals in 2009. 
 
In 2005-06, Gulutzan was recognized as the ECHL Coach of the Year. He led Las Vegas to the playoffs in 
five of six seasons, including their expansion season (2003-04) when the team went 43-22-7 for 93 points. 
In addition, he was selected to coach in the ECHL All-Star Game three times. He led the Wranglers to the 
division crown in back-to-back seasons in 2006-07 and 2007-08. Gulutzan has missed the playoffs in only 
one season as a head coach and holds a perfect 5-0 record in game sevens in the playoffs. 
 
Before beginning his coaching career, Gulutzan played professionally in Europe for two seasons and joined 
Fresno of the West Coast Hockey League in 1996-97, setting a team record with 80 assists and 110 points 
in 60 games. He spent a total of six seasons with Fresno, including the last four as player-assistant coach 
from 1999-2003. Gulutzan also played in the International Hockey League with Utah and Las Vegas, as 
well as stints in Finland and Sweden. 
 
In 1996, he earned a Bachelor’s degree in Education from the University of Saskatchewan. Gulutzan 
graduated with a major in Kinesiology and minor in Mathematics.  
 
Glen and his wife, Nicole, have four children - son, Landen, and daughters, Emma, Brielle and Grace. 
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WILLIE DESJARDINS (Associate Coach) 
 
Willie Desjardins enters his second season as associate coach for the Dallas Stars.  Desjardins, 54, spent 
eight seasons as head coach of the Medicine Hat Tigers (WHL) and also served as general manager of the 
club from 2005-2010. He won the WHL Championship with Medicine Hat in 2004 and 2007. Desjardins 
coached the Tigers at the Memorial Cup Tournament in those two seasons and was runner-up at the 2007 
Tournament.  
 
The native of Climax, Saskatoon, won a gold medal as an assistant coach for Team Canada at the 2009 
World Junior Championships. Desjardins was named head coach of the Canadian national team in the 2010 
World Junior Championships and earned a silver medal. He has won National Championships in Asia, 
Europe and North America. During his time with the Medicine Hat Tigers, Desjardins posted a collective 
333-182-61 regular season record and a 65-43 record in the playoffs, and each of his teams have qualified 
for the playoffs when he has started the season with the club.  
 
Desjardins and his wife Rhonda have three children – two boys in Brayden (18) and Jayce (12), and a girl 
in Sheehan (16). 
 
 
PAUL JERRARD (Assistant Coach) 
 
Paul Jerrard begins his first season as an assistant coach for the Dallas Stars after spending the past six 
seasons being affiliated with the Stars as an assistant coach with the team’s primary development affiliates. 
 
Jerrard, 46, spent the previous two seasons as an assistant coach working with Stars head coach Glen 
Gulutzan and the Texas Stars (AHL). He helped the club reach the AHL Playoffs in both campaigns, 
including the Stars’ run to the Calder Cup Finals in the franchise’s inaugural season of 2009-10.  
The Winnipeg, Manitoba, native boasts a decade of coaching experience, including two years as an 
assistant coach with Pennsylvania's Hershey Bears of the AHL prior to joining the Dallas Stars organization 
as an assistant with the Iowa Stars (AHL) for three seasons (2005-2008). In 2002-03, Jerrard was 
responsible for video as the Colorado Avalanche's assistant coach. He also coached for four years at his 
alma mater, Lake Superior State University. Prior to joining Lake Superior State, Jerrard spent one year as 
Assistant Coach with the Lowell Lock Monsters, the AHL affiliate of the New York Islanders, in 1998-99. 
 
Jerrard spent 10 years as a defenseman in professional hockey, having been drafted by the New York 
Rangers in the ninth round (173rd overall) of the 1983 Entry Draft. He was traded to the Minnesota North 
Stars in October of 1988 and skated in five games for Minnesota that season. Jerrard played parts of six 
seasons with Kalamazoo (IHL) and was a member of the 1997 Calder Cup winning Hershey Bears. Jerrard 
is also a certified strength and conditioning specialist (CSCS) and member of NSCA.

MIKE VALLEY (Goaltending Coach) 
 
Mike Valley enters his third season as goaltending coach with the Dallas Stars. He spent the 2008-09 
season as an assistant goaltending coach for the Nashville Predators/Milwaukee Admirals and as a 
volunteer goaltending coach for the University of Wisconsin, his alma mater.

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RETIRED NUMBERS 
 
#7 Neal Broten: Neal Broten finished his NHL career as the most decorated player ever born  in the United 
States. As early as high school he was a champion, taking Roseau High School to three Minnesota State 
High School Hockey Tournaments. He would go on to lead the University of Minnesota to the 1979 NCAA 
Championship and was awarded the first-ever Hobey Baker Award as the nation’s top collegiate hockey 
player in 1981. Broten entered history in 1980 as he helped the “Miracle on Ice” U.S. Olympic team win 
the gold medal. He was the last member of that squad to play in the NHL. Broten, fittingly, scored his first 
career NHL goal in his first career NHL game with the Minnesota North Stars on March 31, 1981 vs. St. 
Louis. In his first  full season, 1981-82, he was named the franchise’s Rookie of the Year after setting team 
records that still stand for most goals, assists and points by a rookie (38-60-98).  
 
Sixteen seasons later, Broten retired as the club’s all-time leader in games played (992), assists (593) and 
points (867) and is fourth in team annals in goals (274). The team’s Most Valuable Player in 1984 and 1986, 
Broten participated in the NHL All-Star Game in 1983 and 1986. In that 1985-86 campaign, he became the 
first American-born player to record 100 points (105) and set the current club mark for assists in a season 
with 76. 
 
Moving with the team to Texas in 1993, Broten scored the first-ever goal in Dallas Stars history on   
October 5, 1993 against Detroit. He was dealt by the Stars to New Jersey in February of 1995, where he 
achieved his remaining goal. Having been to the Stanley Cup Finals twice before with the Stars 
(1981,1991), he played an instrumental role in the Devils’ Stanley Cup victory in 1995, finishing second on 
that championship club with 19 points (7-12-19) in 20 playoff contests. Broten began the 1996-97 season 
with New Jersey, and had a brief stint with Los Angeles before the Stars reacquired him off waivers on 
January 28, 1997. Finishing the season with Dallas, Broten totaled 923 points for his career, the second-
highest point total ever for an American-born player behind only Joe Mullen (1,063). 
 
In June of 1996, Broten was honored with USA Hockey’s Distinguished Achievement Award and in April 
of 1997 he was named to the All-Time USA Hockey First Team. In addition, he was selected as USA 
Hockey’s Player of the Decade for 1976-77 to 1985-86 and in the Summer of 1997 was named a recipient 
of the Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service to hockey in the United States, one of only two players 
(Ken Morrow) to win the Award twice, having won it the first time as a member of the 1980 gold medal 
USA team. Broten’s number seven was retired by the Stars on February 7, 1998 and he was inducted into 
the U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame in 2000. 
 
#19 BILL MASTERTON: Bill Masterton was a member of the Minnesota North Stars inaugural NHL 
team in 1967-68. He played two seasons of professional hockey for Hull-Ottawa of the EPHL in 1961-62 
and Cleveland of the American Hockey League in 1962-63. The North Stars retired Masterton’s jersey 
number in memory of the only professional hockey player to lose his life because of an injury suffered 
during an NHL game. Masterton hit the back of his head on the ice on January 13, 1968 against Oakland, 
and passed away two days later. The North Stars named the Bill Masterton Memorial Cup Award in his 
memory, presenting it to the North Stars player voted most valuable by his teammates during the season. 
Masterton’s number 19 has never been worn by another Dallas or North Star and was retired on January 17, 
1987. 
 
#8 BILL GOLDSWORTHY: Bill Goldsworthy started his career as a North Star in 1967 when Minnesota 
selected him from Boston in the 1967 expansion draft. He made his name with the North Stars through 
goal-scoring and the invention of the Goldy Shuffle. Goldsworthy set marks throughout his career, 
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becoming the first player from a post-1967 team to score 200 goals and the first to score 250. In 1971, 
Goldsworthy became the team’s leading scorer and goal scorer, a mark he held for over a decade. His 48-
goal season in 1973-74 was the best ever by a North Star until 1981-82 and he averaged over 30 goals a 
year during his Stars career. In 1976, Goldsworthy became the first North Star ever to reach the 500-point 
plateau. In 670 games with Minnesota, he totaled 267 goals and 239 assists for 506 points. Goldsworthy’s 
number eight was retired on February 15, 1992.

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NHL HOCKEY OPERATIONS INFORMATION: 
 
Order of Selection for 2012 Entry Draft  
 
The NHL’s annual Draft Drawing is a weighted lottery system to determine the order of 
selection for the first 14 picks of the 2012 Entry Draft.  
 
The 14 teams that did not qualify for the Stanley Cup Playoffs, or clubs that acquired 
those clubs’ 2012 first-round draft picks, participate in the Drawing.  
 
The Club selected in the drawing may not move up more than four positions in the draft 
order, thus only the five Clubs with the fewest regular-season points have the opportunity 
to receive the first overall selection.  
 
No Club can move down more than one position as a result of the  
Draft Drawing.  
 
In the first round of the 2012 Entry Draft, the order of selection is as follows:  
 

a) The first 14 selections, as determined by the Draft Drawing (see above);  
b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 2012 Stanley Cup Playoffs, 

regular-season division winners excluded, in inverse order of points;  
c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 

2012 Stanley Cup Playoffs, in inverse order of points;  
d) Clubs eliminated in the 2012 Conference Finals, in inverse order of points;  
e) Stanley Cup finalist  
f) Stanley Cup champion  

 
In the second and subsequent rounds the order of selection is as follows:  
 

a) Non-playoff clubs in inverse order of points;  
b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 2012 Stanley Cup Playoffs, 

regular-season division winners excluded, in inverse order of points;  
c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 

2012 Stanley Cup Playoffs, in inverse order of points;  
d) Clubs eliminated in the 2012 Conference Finals, in inverse order of points;  
e) Stanley Cup finalist  
f) Stanley Cup champion  

 
Eligibility for Claim 
 

a)  All Players age 18 or older are eligible for claim in the Entry Draft, except: 
 

i. a Player on the Reserve List of a Club, other than as a try-out; 
ii. a Player who has been claimed in two prior Entry Drafts; 

iii. a Player who previously played in the League and became a Free 
Agent pursuant to this Agreement; 
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iv. a Player age 21 or older who: (A) has not been selected in a previous 
Entry Draft and (B) played hockey for at least one season in North 
America when he was age 18, 19, or 20 and shall be eligible to enter 
the League as an Unrestricted Free Agent pursuant to Article 10.1(d); 
and 18 

v. a Player age 22 or older who has not been selected in a previous Entry 
Draft and shall be eligible to enter the League as an Unrestricted Free 
Agent pursuant to Article 10.1(d). 

 
Unsigned Draft Choices  
 

a) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the first three rounds of the Entry 
Draft and who was not signed by his NHL Club may not be retained by the Club 
and must be returned to his junior Club no later than the day prior to the opening 
of the NHL regular season.  

 
b) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the fourth or subsequent rounds who 

has not been signed by his NHL Club may not be retained by his Club and must 
be returned to his junior Club no later than the fourth day prior to the opening of 
the NHL regular season.  

 
Entry Level Players  
 
1. Players 18 through 21 years of age when signing their first contract must remain in 

the entry-level system for a period of three years; players age 22 and 23 when signing 
their first contract are in the entry level system for two years; while those age 24 
when signing their first contract are in the entry level system for one year.  Age is 
defined as the player’s age on September 15 of the calendar year in which he signs 
the contract, regardless of his actual age on the date he signs such contract. 

 
2. In the event that a signed 18 or 19-year-old player does not play a minimum of 10 

NHL games (regular season and/or playoffs) in his first season under contract, the 
term of his player contract and his number of years in the entry level system will be 
extended for a period of one year.  The exception to this is a 19-year-old player who 
turns 20 years of age between September 16 and December 31 in his first contract 
year.   

 
3. In the event that a player signs his first contract at age 18 and has had his Player 

Contract extended for one season already, and such player does not play at least 10 
NHL games (regular season and/or playoffs) in the second season under that player’s 
Player Contract, then the term of his Player Contract and his number of years in the 
Entry Level System shall be extended for one additional year.  

 
23-Man Roster  
 
There may be a maximum of 23 players on each Club’s playing roster at any one time 
from the commencement of the NHL regular season through the trade deadline.  Prior to 
the start of the season, each Club must submit to the NHL its “Opening Day Playing 
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Roster” which shall be comprised of not more than 23 players.  Each Club must have a 
roster of at least 20 players, composed of 18 skaters and two goaltenders.  Players on 
Injured Reserve do not count in the 23-Man Roster limit.  
 
Injured Reserve List  
 
In the event that a player is injured and a Club wishes to place him on the Injured Reserve 
List, the Club must follow these procedures.  
 
1. A Club may place a player on the injured reserve list if such player is injured, 

disabled or ill and unable to perform his duties as a hockey player after having passed 
the Club’s initial physical examination in that season. 

2. A player who has an injury that renders him physically unable to play for a minimum 
of seven days after that date of the injury can be placed on the Club’s Injured Reserve 
List.  Once a player is placed on the injured reserve, the Club may replace said player 
on its NHL roster with another player.  All determinations that a player has suffered 
an injury warranting injured reserve status must be made by the Club’s medical staff 
and in accordance with the Club’s medical standards. 

3. A player placed on Injured Reserve is ineligible to compete in NHL games for a 
period of not less than seven days from the date of injury. 

4. Players on Injured Reserve may attend Club meetings and meals, travel with the Club 
and participate in practice sessions. 

5. Players on Injured Reserve are prohibited from appearing in games, participating in 
pre-game warm-ups with their Clubs, or dressing in game uniforms on game days.  

 
Regular Season Waivers  
 
For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers, the five (5) year exemption for 
an 18 year old skater and the four (4) year exemption for a 19 year old skater shall both 
be reduced to three (3) years commencing the first season that the 18 or 19 year old 
skater plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or more. The next two (2) seasons, regardless of 
whether the skater plays any NHL Games in either season, shall count as the second and 
third years toward satisfying the exemption. For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-
Entry Waivers, the six (6) year exemption for an 18 year old goalie and the five (5) year 
exemption for a 19 year old goalie shall both be reduced to four (4) years commencing 
the first season that the 18 or 19 year old goalie plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or 
more. The next three (3) seasons, regardless of whether the goalie plays any NHL Games 
in any of those three (3) seasons, shall count as the next three (3) years toward satisfying 
the exemption. 
 
The first season in which a Player who is age 20 or older plays in one (1) or more 
Professional Games shall constitute the first year for calculating the number of years he is 
exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers. 
 
A Player 25 years old or older who plays in one (1) or more Professional Games in any 
season shall be exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers for the remainder of 
that season. 
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Tie-Breaking Procedures (NHL By-Law 27.3)  
 
        At the conclusion of the regular Schedule of Championship Games the standing of 
the teams in each Conference shall be determined in accordance with the following 
priorities in the order listed:  
 
a) First place in each of the three divisions seeded 1, 2 and 3.  
 
b) The higher number of points earned by the Club.  
 
c) The greater number of games won by the Club (excluding games won in the 

Shootout). 
 
d) The higher number of points earned in games against each other among two or more 

Clubs having equal standing under priorities (b) and (c).  
 
e) The greater differential between goals scored for and against by clubs having equal 

standing under priority (d).
