To ensure a reserved seat in the press box, all local Detroit and national media are asked to please 
call the Detroit Red Wings Media Hotline (313-396-7599) 24 hours in advance of each contest and 
leave the names of the individuals who have been assigned to cover the following day’s game.  Even 
if you have a regular-season or round-by-round credential, please call to ensure seating.

Your current Red Wings regular-season credential (with your photograph) will remain valid for the 
first round of the Stanley Cup Playoffs at Joe Louis Arena.  If you did not receive a regular-season 
credential, a paper credential will be issued on a round-by-round or game-by-game basis.

Practice Credentials:
All media with valid Red Wings credentials (regular season and playoffs), official photo ID from your 
media outlet and those listed on the visiting team credential request may attend practices without 
calling the media hotline.

Parking: 

Practices – For both game day and non-game day practice sessions, media may park in the Riverfront 
Lot along Steve Yzerman Drive and enter Joe Louis Arena through the West Press entrance.  Access 
to the Riverfront Lot can be gained by displaying your 2013-14 Red Wings media credential or your 
respective media outlet ID.

Please note: Parking along Atwater Street and on the JLA Apron is no longer available for media parking.

For day of game morning skates, media must remove their vehicles from the Riverfont Lot by 2:00 p.m. 
and utilize the normal media parking area for the game.

A limited 
number of media parking spaces are available for games northwest of the arena and across Jefferson 
Avenue in the Joe Louis Arena Parking Garage.  All other media parking is with the general public.  
The media parking area can be accessed while traveling West on Jefferson Avenue (beneath Cobo 
Hall, left lane) from downtown Detroit and turning right immediately after emerging from below Cobo.

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2013-14 Season Review

MIKE AND MARIAN ILITCH CELEBRATE THEIR 32nd YEAR AS OWNERS OF THE RED WINGS 
Mike and Marian Ilitch are currently in their 32nd year as owners of the Detroit Red Wings. Over their 
first 31 years, they successfully restructured a struggling franchise that had failed to qualify for the 
playoffs in 11 of the previous 12 seasons. Two of the first decisions made by the new owners were to 
hire Jim Devellano as general manager and draft Steve Yzerman with their first selection in the 1983 NHL 
Entry Draft. Their successes as owners include four Stanley Cups, six Presidents’ Trophies and 16 division 
titles. 
 
RED WINGS EXTEND POSTSEASON STREAK TO 23 
The Red Wings punched their ticket to the post season in the 80th game of the season, picking up a 
point in a 4-3 shootout loss to the Pittsburgh Penguins on April 9 to secure a spot in the 2014 Stanley 
Cup Playoffs. Detroit finished the season with points in 11 of its final 15 games (9-4-2) to extend the 
playoff run. Detroit has now earned 23 consecutive postseason berths, a mark which stands as the 
longest active streak in all of North American professional sports: 
 

• National Hockey League (23) – Detroit Red Wings (1991-present) 
• National Basketball Association (17) – San Antonio Spurs (1998-present) 
• National Football League (5) – Green Bay Packers and New England Patriots (2010-present) 
• Major League Baseball (3) – Detroit Tigers and St. Louis Cardinals (2011-present) 

 
MOST CONSECUTIVE STANLEY CUP PLAYOFFS APPEARANCES IN NHL HISTORY

A WINNING TRADITION IN HOCKEYTOWN 
Since the start of the 1997-98 season, the Red Wings have won more games (860) than any other team 
in the NHL. Detroit’s 747 regular season victories and 113 playoff wins are both tops in the NHL over 
that span. 
 
SELLOUT STREAK CONTINUES AT THE JOE 
Detroit’s home sellout streak improved to 142 games after its regular-season home finale on Friday, 
April 11 versus the Carolina Hurricanes. The current streak began on Dec. 19, 2010 when Detroit took on 
the Dallas Stars at the Joe. The number also includes an NHL-record crowd of 105,491 who attended the 
2014 NHL Winter Classic between the Red Wings and Toronto Maple Leafs on Jan. 1 at Michigan 
Stadium in Ann Arbor.

RED WINGS SET FRANCHISE RECORD FOR MAN GAMES LOST IN 2013-14 
The Red Wings set a franchise record this season, surpassing their most man-games lost due to injury or 
illness in one season since that stat was kept in 1985-86. The previous high was 346, which Detroit 
eclipsed on March 23 versus Minnesota. Detroit ended the season with 421 man games lost, second to 
only Pittsburgh, including six key players who missed at least 25 games. Fifteen players missed 10 or 
more games, resulting in Detroit dressing 38 different players during the regular season. That marks the 
most since the team used 45 in the 1990-91 season.

TEN RED WINGS REPRESENT THEIR COUNTRY AT 2014 WINTER OLYMPICS 
Ten Red Wings participated in the 2014 Winter Olympic Game in Sochi, Russia. Daniel Alfredsson, 
Jonathan Ericsson, Jonas Gustavsson, Niklas Kronwall, Henrik Zetterberg and Gustav Nyquist (who was 
an injury replacement for Johan Franzen) all earned silver medals with Sweden, falling in the gold-medal 
game to Canada, which were coached by Mike Babcock and selected in part by Ken Holland, who served 
on the team’s management group. Additionally, Tomas Jurco and Tomas Tatar suited up for Slovakia; 
Jimmy Howard represented the United States; and Pavel Datsyuk captained host Russia. 
 
Detroit’s 10 Olympians tied for the most in the NHL along with Chicago and St. Louis. The Red Wings also 
tied Anaheim, Los Angeles and Pittsburgh for second in the league with 17 points by Olympians. Only 
the Blues (21) had more.

MIKE BABCOCK WINS GOLD AGAIN AND BECOMES ALL-TIME WINNINGEST RED WINGS COACH 
Now the longest-tenured coach in the NHL at nine seasons, Mike Babcock hit several coaching 
milestones during the 2013-14 season. He coached in his 700th game with Detroit (April 5 at Montreal) 
and his 800th NHL game (Nov. 1 at Calgary). After notching his 400th win with Detroit (Jan. 31 vs. 
Washington), he passed Scotty Bowman (410) and Jack Adams (413) in April to become the winningest 
coach in Red Wings history. Additionally, he coached Canada to its second straight gold medal at the 
2014 Olympics, leading a team that surrendered just three goals over its seven games. 
 
He is 415-199-90 with the Red Wings and 484-261-19-104 in his NHL career. 
 
A STAR IS BORN IN GUSTAV NYQUIST 
Despite not making his season debut for Detroit until Nov. 21, Gustav Nyquist led Detroit in goals (28) 
and game-winning goals (6) and tied for fourth on the team with 48 points.  
 
Nyquist’s season highlights included: 

• Two goals during his season debut vs. Carolina, including one 17 seconds into the game. 
• A 10-game point streak (12-2-14) from March 16-April 2, longest by any Red Wing this season 

and longest since an 11-game run by Henrik Zetterberg (Dec. 2-Jan. 10, 2011). 
• His first-ever hat trick during a four-point game on Feb. 2 at Washington. 
• A second four-point game (1-3-4) on March 7 vs. New Jersey. 
• A six-game goal streak from March 16-25, tying for the third-longest in the NHL this season and 

matching the longest for Detroit since Dan Cleary (six games from Nov. 5-17, 2010). 
• Led the NHL in goals and ranked among the league’s top scorers from Jan. 20 to the end of the 

regular season. 
• Scored at a 40-goal pace (over 82 games) despite scoring just once in an 18-game span from 

Dec. 1-Jan. 18.  
• Scored more goals from Jan. 20-April 2 (23) than any Detroit player did all season (2. Tatar – 19) 
• Named NHL First Star of the Week (March 25), NHL Second Star of the Week (Jan. 17) and NHL 

Second Star of the Month (April 1). 
 
RED WINGS HOST LARGEST CROWD IN NHL HISTORY AT 2014 NHL WINTER CLASSIC 
Detroit hosted the 2014 Bridgestone NHL Winter Classic at Michigan Stadium in Ann Arbor, Mich., on 
Jan. 1, falling to the Toronto Maple Leafs 3-2 in a shootout. The game drew the largest crowd in NHL 
history at 105,491. It was the third Winter Classic game to go to overtime, and the start-time 
temperature of 13-degrees Fahrenheit marked the second-coldest outdoor game start in NHL history 
behind the 2003 Heritage Classic between Montreal and Edmonton. 
 
In the two weeks leading up to the event, the Red Wings hosted the 2013 Hockeytown Winter Festival, 
an unprecedented event that involved series of youth, high school, NCAA, OHL, AHL and alumni games 
held at Comerica Park in Detroit. 
 
FIVE MICHIGAN NATIVES SKATE FOR RED WINGS DURING 2013-14 SEASON 
After trading for David Legwand at the NHL trade deadline, the Red Wings have five current Michigan 
natives on their roster. Legwand (Grosse Pointe) joined Justin Abdelkader (Muskegon), Danny DeKeyser 
(Macomb), Luke Glendening (Grand Rapids) and Drew Miller (East Lansing) in that group. Detroit’s five 
Michigan natives mark the most it has ever had. The team had four in 2010-11 in Abdelkader and Miller, 
alongside Brian Rafalski (Dearborn) and Mike Modano (Westland).

NINE PLAYERS MAKE THEIR NHL DEBUTS FOR DETROIT THIS SEASON

AHL AND PROSPECTS TOURNAMENT CHAMPIONSHIP SET THE STAGE FOR NEXT WAVE OF WINGS 
The foundation for the youth movement that helped Detroit battle through a franchise-record 421 man 
games lost was set in place last year, when the AHL’s Grand Rapids Griffins captured their first-ever 
Calder Cup in June. Thirteen players from that championship roster have skated for Detroit this season: 
Adam Almquist, Joakim Andersson, Mitch Callahan, Danny DeKeyser, Landon Ferraro, Luke Glendening, 
Tomas Jurco, Brian Lashoff, Petr Mrazek, Gustav Nyquist, Teemu Pulkkinen, Riley Sheahan and Tomas 
Tatar. A total of 16 players played for both Detroit and Grand Rapids this season. 
 
Additionally, the Red Wings annually host an NHL Prospect Tournament in Traverse City, Mich., but had 
never won the event in its 15 years. This September, a group of 22-and-under Red Wings prospects were 
champions in the eight-team tournament for the first time. Seven players from that roster saw time in 
the NHL in 2013-14: Riley Sheahan, Tomas Jurco, Teemu Pulkkinen, Calle Jarnkrok, Alexey Marchenko, 
Ryan Sproul and Xavier Ouellet.  
 
DATSYUK AND ZETTERBERG CLIMB THE FRANCHISE’S ALL-TIME RANKS
