Alternate Governor

governor (2002-03) and currently alternate governor (2003-10). Mr. Torrey
was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1995 and will be honored by the
Panthers with a special tribute night on Oct. 23, 2010. 

Under Mr. Torrey's guidance and direction, the Panthers have enjoyed tremendous success. In 1993-
94, the team's inaugural season, he helped assemble a club that broke expansion records for wins
(33), points (83) and winning percentage (.494). The Panthers also made it to the Stanley Cup Finals
faster than any other post-1967 expansion team in NHL history, reaching the mark in 1995-96, their
third year of existence. Mr. Torrey also led the search and was responsible for hiring current Panthers
GM Dale Tallon in May, 2010. 

Prior to taking the helm of the Panthers, Mr. Torrey spent 21 years with the New York Islanders, the first
20 as General Manager. He also handled the added roles of President (from 1980-89) and Chairman
of the Board (1989-92). At the start of the 1992-93 season, Mr. Torrey stepped down from his position
as chairman, passed on his role as general manager to Don Maloney, and remained with the team as
a consultant until joining the Panthers in April, 1993.

Mr. Torrey began his NHL career in 1967 as Executive Vice President of the expansion Oakland Seals.

Head Coach

franchise history (41-30-11) in his first year behind the bench. 

Prior to joining the Panthers, DeBoer spent seven years as the head coach of the
Kitchener Rangers of the Ontario Hockey League, earning 297 wins with a .676

winning percentage and guiding Kitchener to the 2003 Memorial Cup.

Vice President of Hockey
Operations
Ted Nolan enters his second
season as the team’s Vice
President of Hockey. Nolan, 51,
returns to Rochester for the first
time since the 1984-85 season.
Since his days in the Flower City,
he has enjoyed success as a
player, coach and humanitarian.

His resume includes four seasons as a head coach in the
National Hockey League, the 1996-97 Jack Adams Trophy
as NHL Coach of the Year, a Calder Cup championship, a
Memorial Cup title and numerous honors for his
philanthropic efforts.
Nolan was born on the Garden River First Nation just
outside Sault Ste. Marie, Ontario, and played for the Soo
Greyhounds of the Ontario Hockey League. The left winger
was selected by the Detroit Red Wings in the fifth round
(78th overall) in the 1978 NHL Amateur Draft. His pro
career spanned eight seasons, most of them in the
American Hockey League (1978-85). He played in 374
AHL games with teams in Adirondack, Rochester and
Baltimore. During that time, Nolan also appeared in 78
NHL games between the Detroit Red Wings and Pittsburgh
Penguins.  
He broke into the pros with the Kansas City Red Wings of
the Central Hockey League in 1978-79, before spending
the next five seasons with the Adirondack Red Wings. In
1980-81, he was a member of the Red Wings’ Calder Cup
championship team. He appeared in 299 games with the
Red Wings from 1979-84 and recorded 84 goals, 126
assists and 455 penalty minutes. Nolan played in 60 NHL
games with Detroit and scored five goals, added 15
assists and collected 71 penalty minutes. While with the
Detroit organization, he befriended another rising star,
Jody Gage. The two played together for five seasons before
Nolan departed for the Buffalo Sabres/Rochester
Americans in 1984-85.
Nolan, former captain with the Amerks finished his only
season in Rochester sixth on the team in points (62) and
third in penalty minutes (152). He ended his playing
career in 1985-86 as he split time with the AHL Baltimore
Skipjacks and the NHL’s Pittsburgh Penguins.
He returned to the Sault Ste. Marie Greyhounds as an
assistant coach and then became head coach in 1988,
as a mid-season replacement. He remained with the
Greyhounds until the end of the 1994 season. Nolan led
the Greyhounds to three consecutive Memorial Cup
tournament berths, winning the Memorial Cup in 1993.
Nolan was promoted to the NHL following the 1993-94
season, taking an assistant job with the Hartford Whalers.
The next season, he accepted the position of head coach
of the NHL's Buffalo Sabres, where he had his best
success. In his second season in Buffalo (1995-96), he
led the team to the Northeast Division title and a berth in
the conference finals. After helping the Sabres to a 19-
point improvement in the standings and the team’s first
division title in 16 years, he was rewarded by being named
the NHL Coach of the Year.

After working behind the Buffalo bench he returned to
competitive coaching after an eight-year absence as the
head coach and director of hockey operations for the
Moncton Wildcats of the Quebec Major Junior Hockey
League. In 2005-06, he led Moncton to its first-ever
President Cup as QMJHL champion, finishing first overall
in the regular season at 52-15-0-2. The Wildcats
advanced to the finals of the Memorial Cup where they
finished runner-up to the Quebec Remparts. For his
efforts, he was named the QMJHL All-Star head coach and
the league’s General Manager of the Year.
He returned to the professional ranks in 2006 with the NY
Islanders after a nine-year layoff from coaching in the NHL
and confounded experts by leading the team to the
Stanley Cup Playoffs. In a March 2008 Sports Illustrated
player survey, he was rated second to only Detroit’s Mike
Babcock as the coach players would most like to play for.
In two seasons on Long Island he guided the Islanders to
a record of 73-68-0 to improve his lifetime record to 147-
140-40 as an NHL head coach.
Away from the rink, Nolan has devoted himself to First
Nations causes, including teaching hockey to First Nations
children. His work in this area earned him numerous
awards, including the National Aboriginal Achievement
Award, the Sault Ste. Marie Medal of Merit, the Order of
Ontario 1991, Sault Ste. Marie Kiwanis Citizen of the Year
and in 1986 he was chosen as a role model in the
National Native Alcohol and Drug Abuse Program. He has
also received an honorary diploma for human relations
from Niagara College (1997) and accepted an honorary
doctorate degree in law from Laurentien University
(2002).
Nolan is an active member in the Aboriginal community
and in 2003 established the Ted Nolan Foundation in
honor of his late mother, Rose.  The Ted Nolan Foundation
mission statement is “through our philosophy of healthy
lifestyle, the Ted Nolan Foundation is committed to the
healing process to renew and revitalize the mind, body
and spirit of our young people. We will explore to help us
train a new cadre of Aboriginal leaders today, to take their
rightful place in Canadian society tomorrow. We will help
develop programs at the community level for First Nations
youth in communities no matter how isolated or poverty
stricken. We will raise scholarship funds for First Nation
women wishing to complete their education.” 
In addition, the Ted Nolan Foundation and Tim Horton's
Children's Foundation recently agreed to a five-year
commitment to sponsor a first nation leadership camp
this coming October in St. George, Ontario.
Ted and his wife Sandra reside in Garden River First Nation
and are the proud parents of Brandon, a former player
with the Carolina Hurricanes organization; and Jordan, a
member of the Sault Ste. Marie Greyhounds in the Ontario
Hockey League.

MINOR LEAGUE AFFILIATE
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 Chuck Weber 
Head Coach
Chuck Weber enters his first
season as head coach of the
Rochester Americans in 2010-11.
The appointment to the position
marks his return to the American
Hockey League coaching scene for
the first time since the 2002-03
season, but first as a head coach.
The Florida Panthers named Weber

as the head coach of their AHL affiliate on July 27, 2010
after he guided the ECHL’s Cincinnati Cyclones to their
second Kelly Cup championship in three years this past
spring. Weber becomes the 28th head coach in the 55-
year history of the franchise and the first American bench
boss in 14 years since John Tortorella led Rochester to its
last Calder Cup in 1996.
“We are very pleased to have hired Chuck as our new
head coach in Rochester,” said Florida Panthers General
Manager Dale Tallon. “He is a bright hockey mind, who
created a winning environment in Cincinnati over the last
four seasons, leading his club to a pair of ECHL titles.
Chuck is a high character and hard working coach who will
do an excellent job developing and working with our top
prospects in Rochester.” 
Weber, 37, previously served as the Vice President of
Hockey Operations & Head Coach of the Cincinnati
Cyclones (ECHL) for the last four years. The Lockport, New

York native led his club to the ECHL conference finals in
three of his four years at the helm, capturing the ECHL
Kelly Cup title in 2008 and 2010. With the victory to
secure the 2010 Kelly Cup, Weber won his 45th career
Kelly Cup playoff game.   He passed former Alaska Aces
coach (and current St. Louis Blues head coach) Davis
Payne with that total for most by a coach in any four-year
period in ECHL history. Weber was named ECHL Coach of
the Year in 2007-08, after finishing second in voting in
2006-07. 
Prior to joining the Cyclones, Weber served as an assistant
coach and assistant director of hockey operations with the
Utah Grizzlies (ECHL). Weber began his coaching career
during the 1999-00 season as an assistant with the
Orlando Solar Bears (IHL). In just his second season
(2000-01) as an assistant coach, he was part of the
Turner Cup championship team in the league’s final
season. The following year (2001-2002), Weber was the
assistant coach with Trenton (ECHL), and the Titans
posted the ECHL’s second-best record (46-16-10). In
2002-03, Weber served as an assistant coach with the
Milwaukee Admirals (AHL). During his year with the
Admirals, Weber helped direct the team to a 32-27-14-7
record.
Weber, a 1995 graduate of the University of Albany,
majored in communications and had minors in athletic
training and business. He was also a member of the Great
Danes hockey program.

JARROD SKALDE
Head Coach

Jarrod Skalde was named as the head coach of the Cincinnati Cyclones in August 2010. Previously, Skalde,
39, was the head coach of the Bloomington Prairie Thunder of the IHL.

The Niagara Falls, Ontario native comes to Cincinnati after spending two years behind the bench of the
Bloomington Prairie Thunder (IHL).   He has 19 years of service in professional hockey, 17 as a player.
Selected by the New Jersey Devils in the second round of the 1989 NHL Entry Draft, Skalde went on to log
115 games with eight different teams in the National Hockey League.  In addition to the Devils, he played for
the Chicago Blackhawks, Atlanta Thrashers, Anaheim Mighty Ducks, San Jose Sharks, Dallas Stars, Calgary
Flames and Philadelphia Flyers.  He also played professionally in the IHL, AHL, Switzerland, Sweden and Japan

during a career that spanned 1,071 games.  In 1992-93, Skalde appeared in four games with the Cyclones – putting up three points
(1 goal, 2 assists).  He was the first player in Cyclones history to have been called up directly to the NHL.

A five-time team captain and seven-time assistant captain, Skalde was a member of championship teams in Oshawa (OHL, 1990) and
Orlando (IHL, 2001). During his professional career, he scored 308 goals with 513 assists for 821 points. He was named the Utah
Grizzles “Community Man of the Year” while playing there in 2004.

Skalde has learned the coaching craft from some of the best to ever stand behind the bench.  He played for the legendary Herb Brooks,
Stanley Cup Champion coach Ken Hitchcock, Jack Adams award-winner (NHL Coach of the Year) Bill Barber, and former Cincinnati
Stingers great Robbie Ftorek.

Skalde and his wife, Erin, have two children, 12-year-old daughter True and 7-year-old son Skate.

MARCH 1, 1993
The NHL and Huizenga announce that South Florida will
join the NHL in time for the 1993-94 season. Bob Clarke
named Vice President and General Manager.

APRIL 19, 1993
William A. Torrey named President. Club officially named
the FLORIDA PANTHERS.

APRIL 21, 1993
Dean Jordan named Vice President of Business
Operations and Alternate Governor.

MAY 24, 1993
The Panthers announce a three-year agreement with the
Cincinnati Cyclones of the International Hockey League.

JUNE 2, 1993
Roger Neilson named first head coach of the Panthers.

JUNE 14, 1993
NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman presents Panthers
owner H. Wayne Huizenga with official certificate of entry
into the National Hockey League. Panthers unveil home
and road uniforms, along with primary and secondary
logos. The team colors are navy blue, red, and yellow-
gold.

JUNE 24, 1993
The Panthers select goaltender John Vanbiesbrouck with
the first pick of the 1993 NHL Expansion Draft in Quebec
City. In all, Florida selects 24 players.

JUNE 26, 1993
At Le Colisee in Quebec City, the Panthers select forward

Rob Niedermayer with the team’s first-ever Entry Draft
pick. Florida chooses 13 amateur players in the draft.

JULY 8, 1993
Hall of Fame netminder Bill Smith named Panthers’
goaltending coach.

JULY 28, 1993
The Panthers unveil artwork of inaugural logo created for
the team’s first season. Seven players visit South Florida
and begin week-long promotional tour. Players included:
goaltender John Vanbiesbrouck, forwards Rob
Niedermayer, Scott Mellanby, Dave Lowry, Brian
Skrudland and Andrei Lomakin and defenseman Joe
Cirella.

AUGUST 3, 1993
In their first-ever trade, the Panthers acquire forward
Jason Cirone from the Winnipeg Jets in exchange for
Dave Tomlinson. Florida had acquired Tomlinson from the
Toronto Maple Leafs in exchange for future
considerations.

SEPTEMBER 7, 1993
The temperature drops to 22 degrees as Miami Arena
makes ice for the Panthers’ inaugural season.

SEPTEMBER 11, 1993
Fifty-two players report to Miami Arena for the Panthers’
first training camp.

SEPTEMBER 16, 1993
The Panthers open their inaugural eight-game preseason
schedule against the Tampa Bay Lightning at the
Lakeland (FL) Civic Center.

OCTOBER 6, 1993
The Panthers travel to Chicago Stadium and skate to a
4-4 tie with the Blackhawks in the team’s first-ever
regular-season game. Right wing Scott Mellanby scores
the Panthers’ first goal at 12:31 of the opening period.

Panthers William Torrey & Ed Jovanovski at the 1994 NHL Entry Draft.
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The game is broadcast in Spanish for the first time by
Arley Londono and Manolo Alvarez on WCMQ 1210 AM.

OCTOBER 9, 1993
Before an NHL-record crowd of 27,227 at the ThunderDome in
St. Petersburg, the Panthers win their first game as John
Vanbiesbrouck records a 2-0 shutout over the Tampa Bay
Lightning. Scott Levins and Tom Fitzgerald score the Florida
goals.

OCTOBER 12, 1993
The Panthers play their inaugural home opener before a
sellout crowd of 14,372 at Miami Arena. Florida drops a
2-1 decision to the Pittsburgh Penguins.

NOVEMBER 10, 1993
In their first-ever game against the defending Stanley
Cup-Champion Montreal Canadiens, the Panthers earn a
3-1 victory at the Montreal Forum.

JANUARY 22, 1994
Goaltender John Vanbiesbrouck and Right Wing Bob
Kudelski represent the Panthers at the NHL All-Star
Game at Madison Square Garden in New York City.
Kudelski scores two goals in the contest.

JANUARY 24, 1994
In front of a sellout crowd at Miami Arena, the Panthers
set a team record with five goals in one period and skate
to an 8-3 victory over the Montreal Canadiens. It’s their
largest winning margin of the season.

JANUARY 31, 1994
Rookie Center Jesse Belanger is named the NHL’s “Player
of the Week” for the period ending January 30. Belanger
becomes the first Panther to win the award and the first
to win it in his club’s inaugural season. Belanger had four
goals and four assists in four games.

MARCH 31, 1994
The Panthers tie New Jersey, 3-3, as they record their
74th point of the season, the most ever by a first-year
team. Goaltender John Vanbiesbrouck is named the
NHL’s “Player of the Week” for the period ending March
21. He went 3-0-1, with a 2.20 GAA and a .940 save
percentage.

APRIL 14, 1994
The Panthers complete the most successful season ever
by a first-year NHL team with a 4-1 victory over the New
York Islanders at Miami Arena. After the game, the players
salute the fans for their tremendous support. Said
captain Brian Skrudland, “We didn’t know what to expect
when we came down to Florida, and we certainly didn’t
expect to have the best fans in the National Hockey
League.”

JUNE 15, 1994
Vice President and General Manager Bob Clarke is
released from the remaining two years of his contract.
Clarke returns to the Philadelphia Flyers as president
and general manager.

JUNE 28, 1994
The Panthers select ten players in the 1994 NHL Entry
Draft, including the number one pick overall in
Defenseman Ed Jovanovski. In all, Florida selects 10
amateurs in the 11 rounds of the draft. A crowd of 4,000
overflows the Omni Hotel in Miami as the Panthers host
“HockeyFest,” an NHL Draft party.

AUGUST 1, 1994
Bryan Murray is named general manager of the Panthers.

SEPTEMBER 4, 1994
The Panthers open their second annual training camp as
59 players report to Peterborough, Ontario.

JANUARY 11, 1995
The NHL Players Association accepts the NHL’s final
collective bargaining proposal, putting an end to the
103-day labor dispute that reduced the league’s season
from 84 to 48 games.

APRIL 20, 1995
The Panthers kick-off a state-wide license plate program,
benefiting the Florida Sports Foundation.

JUNE 7, 1995
The Carolina (AHL) Monarchs are named the Panthers’
top minor-league affiliate, while Florida retains its
affiliation with the Cincinnati Cyclones of the IHL.

JUNE 8, 1995
Roger Neilson is relieved of his head coaching duties.
Neilson had a record of 53-56-23 (.489 winning pct.) in
two seasons behind the Panthers’ bench.

JUNE 9, 1995
The Panthers sign 1994 No. 1 draft pick Ed Jovanovski to
a multi-year contract.

JULY 8, 1995
The Panthers turn the Broward County Convention Center
into a mecca for hockey enthusiasts when they host their
second annual “HockeyFest.”

JULY 11, 1995
The Panthers select Left Wing Radek Dvorak with their
first pick (10th overall) in the 1995 NHL Entry Draft.
Florida makes eight more selections at the draft in
Edmonton, Alta.

JULY 20, 1995
Rich Kromm is named head coach of the Panthers’ AHL
affiliate, the Carolina Monarchs.

JULY 24, 1995
Doug MacLean is named head coach of the Panthers. He
becomes the second coach in franchise history.

AUGUST 15, 1995
Radek Dvorak signs a multi-year contract. Dvorak was
the Panthers’ first choice (10th overall) in the 1995 NHL
Entry Draft.
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SEPTEMBER 11, 1995
The Panthers’ third annual training camp opens as 72
players report to Greensboro, North Carolina.

OCTOBER 8, 1995
Scott Mellanby scores two goals and kills a rat in the
Panthers’ dressing room prior to the team’s 4-3 victory
over the Calgary Flames. Mellanby’s feat is dubbed a
“Rat Trick” by John Vanbiesbrouck, and within weeks, fans
begin tossing rats onto the ice to celebrate Florida goals.

JANUARY 20, 1996
Coach Doug MacLean leads the Panthers to the best
record in the Eastern Conference and earns the right to
coach in the All-Star Game. MacLean is joined in Boston
by John Vanbiesbrouck and Scott Mellanby.

JANUARY 23, 1996
Johan Garpenlov scores three goals in the Panthers’ 5-4
win at Washington to record the first hat trick in team
history.

APRIL 14, 1996
The Panthers conclude the 1995-96 season with 92
points (41-31-10), good for fourth place in the Eastern
Conference. The team qualifies for the Stanley Cup
Playoffs for the first time.

APRIL 17, 1996
Before a packed house at Miami Arena, the Panthers
defeat the Boston Bruins, 6-3, in their first-ever playoff
game.

APRIL 27, 1996
In Game 5 of the Eastern Conference Quarterfinals
against Boston, Bill Lindsay scores a spectacular goal
with 4:57 left in the third period to break a 3-3 tie and
give the Panthers their first-ever playoff series victory.

MAY 12, 1996
In Game 5 of the Eastern Conference Semifinals against
the Philadelphia Flyers, Mike Hough scores in double OT
to give the Panthers a 3-2 lead in the series. Florida
eliminates the Flyers two days later in Miami.

JUNE 1, 1996
The Panthers go on the road and defeat the Pittsburgh
Penguins, 3-1, in Game 7 of the Eastern Conference
Finals to win the Prince of Wales Trophy as champions of
the conference. They fly to Colorado after the game to
begin preparations for the Stanley Cup Finals. 

JUNE 10, 1996
The Panthers and Colorado Avalanche play one of the
classic games in Stanley Cup Finals history. The match
remains scoreless until Colorado’s Uwe Krupp connects
at 4:31 of the third OT period to give the Avalanche the
victory and its first-ever Stanley Cup title.

JUNE 12, 1996
A capacity crowd fills Miami Arena to thank the Panthers
for a wonderful season. The highlight of the evening
occurs when Ed Jovanovski and Rhett Warrener dump a
bucket of water over the head of coach Doug MacLean.

JUNE 22, 1996
The Panthers select nine players at the 1996 NHL Entry
Draft in St. Louis, MO. Their top choice (20th overall) is
Swedish forward Marcus Nilson.

AUGUST 7, 1996
The Panthers and SportsChannel Florida agree to a
multi-year deal for television rights to the club’s games.

SEPTEMBER 9, 1996
The Panthers open their fourth annual training camp in
Summerside, Prince Edward Island, hometown of coach 
Doug MacLean.

OCTOBER 30, 1996
The Panthers defeat the Chicago Blackhawks, 3-2, to
extend their season-opening unbeaten streak to 12
games (8-0-4). John Vanbiesbrouck is named the NHL’s
Player of the Month for October after going 6-0-3, with a
1.41 GAA and a .950 SV%.

NOVEMBER 15, 1996
The Panthers conduct an official “ice-breaking” ceremony
at the site of their new arena in Sunrise. The event is
attended by NHL commissioner Gary Bettman as well as
club and government officials.

JANUARY 18, 1997
For the second year in a row, Doug MacLean coaches the
Eastern Conference to victory in the NHL All-Star Game.
John Vanbiesbrouck makes his third All-Star appearance
and Robert Svehla records two assists and a plus-6
rating in the contest.

MARCH 22, 1997
The Panthers celebrate their 50th consecutive sellout
(including playoffs) at Miami Arena.

APRIL 11, 1997
The Panthers clinch fourth place in the Eastern
Conference and home ice in the first round of the
Stanley Cup Playoffs by defeating the Pittsburgh
Penguins, 4-2. The Cats finish their fourth season with a
record of 35-28-19, good for 89 points.  

APRIL 25, 1997
Esa Tikkanen, who would sign with the Panthers four
months later, scores at 12:02 of OT as the New York
Rangers eliminate the Cats from the playoffs.

JUNE 21, 1997
The Panthers select 10 players at the 1997 NHL Entry
Draft in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. Their top choice (20th
overall) is left wing/center Mike Brown. 

SEPTEMBER 9, 1997
The Panthers open their fifth annual training camp at 
Miami Arena.

NOVEMBER 24, 1997
Doug MacLean is relieved of his head coaching duties.
General Manager Bryan Murray agrees to coach for the
remainder of the season.
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NOVEMBER 26, 1997
In Bryan Murray’s first game behind the Florida bench,
the Panthers set a team record by scoring 10 goals in a
10-5 win over the Boston Bruins.

DECEMBER 27, 1997
John Vanbiesbrouck records the 300th victory of his NHL
career and 100th as a Panther in a 6-2 win over the New
York Islanders at Nassau Coliseum. Vanbiesbrouck
becomes the 15th goaltender in NHL history — and
second American — to win 300 games.

FEBRUARY 3, 1998
Dino Ciccarelli, who was acquired from the Tampa Bay
Lightning three weeks earlier, scores the 600th goal of
his NHL career as the Panthers tie the Detroit Red Wings,
1-1.

“Winter Break” as the league shuts down to enable its
players to participate in the Winter Olympics for the first
time. John Vanbiesbrouck (USA), Robert Svehla
(Slovakia) and Esa Tikkanen (Finland) are the Panthers
who head to Nagano, Japan. Tikkanen’s club wins the
Bronze Medal.

MARCH 24, 1998
The Panthers send Tom Fitzgerald to Colorado and Ray
Sheppard to Carolina as General Manager Bryan Murray
stays active at the trade deadline.

APRIL 16, 1998
The Panthers play their final game at Miami Arena, losing
to the Philadelphia Flyers, 7-3. Florida compiles a record
of 81-78-29 (.508 winning pct.) in Miami. Afterwards,
the players toss merchandise to the fans and original
Panthers John Vanbiesbrouck, Scott Mellanby, Gord
Murphy, Paul Laus, Bill Lindsay and Rob Niedermayer are
honored.

JUNE 21, 1998
The Panthers name Terry Murray head coach. He
becomes the fourth coach in franchise history.

JUNE 27, 1998
The Panthers select nine players at the 1998 NHL Entry
Draft in Buffalo, NY. Their top choice (30th overall) is
defenseman Kyle Rossiter.

JULY 14, 1998
The Panthers’ new arena in Sunrise is officially named
the National Car Rental Center.

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SEPTEMBER 12, 1998
The Panthers open their sixth annual training camp at
the National Car Rental Center.

SEPTEMBER 19, 1998
“HockeyFest” is held at the National Car Rental Center
for the first time.

SEPTEMBER 27, 1998
The Panthers face the Boston Bruins in the first
preseason game at the National Car Rental Center.

OCTOBER 9, 1998
The Panthers host the Tampa Bay Lightning in the first
regular-season game at the National Car Rental Center. It’s
the first time the Panthers have ever opened a season at
home.

OCTOBER 30, 1998
Rookie Mark Parrish scores four goals at Chicago, setting
a new club record and a team rookie record. Parrish
notches two in the first period and two more in the third
as the Panthers blast the Blackhawks, 7-3. Ray Whitney
assists on three of the rookie’s goals.

NOVEMBER 3, 1998
Mark Parrish is named NHL Rookie of the Month for
October, winning the honor over Los Angeles Goaltender
Manny Legace and Vancouver center Bill Muckalt. Parrish
led Florida in scoring (6-2-8) for the month, leading the
Cats to a 3-3-3 record.

DECEMBER 17, 1998
The Panthers announce they will have their own
American Hockey League affiliate in Louisville, Kentucky,
signing a long-term player development deal with the
Louisville Panthers. Florida will supply a minimum of 18
players to Louisville, which will play its home games at
historic Freedom Hall, home of the University of Louisville
basketball team.

JANUARY 17, 1999
In the biggest trade in team history, the Panthers acquire
star Right Wing Pavel Bure from the Vancouver Canucks.
Florida also receives defensemen Bret Hedican and Brad
Ference and a 1999 or 2000 draft choice. The Panthers
send Ed Jovanovski, Dave Gagner, Mike Brown, Kevin
Weekes and a 1999 or 2000 draft choice to the
Canucks.

JANUARY 20, 1999
Pavel Bure scores two goals in his first game as a
Panther, leading the Cats to a 5-2 victory over the
Islanders in New York. Bret Hedican chips in his first two
points as a Panther – both assists – in just his second
game.

JANUARY 26, 1999
The Russian Rocket ignites the Cats with his first Florida
hat trick. Pavel Bure’s three goals force a 3-3 tie with the
Flyers in Philadelphia. Bure finishes the contest with six
goals in his first three games as a Panther.

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JANUARY 27, 1999
Pavel Bure plays his first game at National Car Rental
Center. Although he has his three-game goal-scoring
streak snapped, he earns his first home point in Florida
with an assist, as the Cats top Montreal, 2-1. The win
extends Florida’s unbeaten streak to four in Bure’s first
four games.

FEBRUARY 8, 1999
The Panthers announce they have signed Pavel Bure to
a five-year contract extension, locking up rights to the
“Russian Rocket” through the 2005-2006 season. 

MARCH 3, 1999
Four games after returning from a strained right knee,
Pavel Bure nets a hat trick on his first three shots against
the Colorado Avalanche. But Bure is forced to leave the
game when he re-injures his knee and the Cats blow a
5-0 lead by allowing seven unanswered goals. Peter
Forsberg scores three goals and adds three assists as
Colorado wins 7-5. Bure is out for the season, after
undergoing arthroscopic surgery on March 5 and
additional surgery on March 29 in Birmingham,
Alabama, to repair an anterior cruciate ligament.

APRIL 17, 1999
The Panthers complete their first season at National Car
Rental Center with a 6-2 home win over the Tampa Bay
Lightning. Despite missing the playoffs for the second
straight year, Florida improves by 15 points in the
standings in its first season under Terry Murray.

JUNE 25, 1999
Longtime Panther Defenseman Gord Murphy is selected
by the Atlanta Thrashers in the NHL Expansion Draft. The
Panthers also make a deal with Atlanta, sending Johan
Garpenlov, Herbert Vasiljevs, Daniel Tarnqvist and a
1999 sixth-round draft choice to the Thrashers for
goaltender Trevor Kidd.

JUNE 26, 1999
The Panthers select 18-year-old right wing Denis Shvidki
as their first selection (12th overall) in the 1999 NHL
Entry Draft, in Boston. The Kharkov, Ukraine, native had
just completed a 94-point season with Barrie (OHL).

JULY 12, 1999
The Panthers name Chuck Fletcher general manager of
the Louisville affiliate. Fletcher will also remain assistant
general manager of the Florida Panthers, under Bryan
Murray.

JULY 22, 1999
Hall of Fame Broadcaster Jiggs McDonald is named
radio play-by-play announcer for the Florida Panthers.
McDonald will team with Randy Moller on Panthers radio
broadcasts for flagship radio station WQAM (560 AM).

AUGUST 9, 1999
SportsChannel Florida and the Florida Panthers
announce an agreement that extends the exclusive
Panthers television rights to SportsChannel Florida
through the 2010-2011 season.

AUGUST 25, 1999
The Panthers name Steve Dangerfield senior vice
president. 

SEPTEMBER 3, 1999
Veteran players report for Panthers training camp in 
Hull, Quebec.

SEPTEMBER 30, 1999
The Cats send original Panther Bill Lindsay to Calgary for
Flames’ Captain Todd Simpson, a rugged defenseman
who would lead Florida with 202 penalty minutes on the
season.

OCTOBER 2, 1999
The Florida Panthers open the season with a 4-3 victory
over the Washington Capitals at National Car Rental
Center. It is the second straight home season-opening
win for the Cats since moving to Sunrise. Pavel Bure
scores the first of his team-record 58 goals in the
contest, returning from major reconstructive knee
surgery.

OCTOBER 12, 1999
Panthers Right Wing Pavel Bure records his 500th career
NHL point, with an assist on Lance Pitlick’s game-
winning goal at Montreal. The Cats win 2-1.

NOVEMBER 15, 1999
The Panthers sign unrestricted free agent Forward Ray
Sheppard, a playoff hero for Florida during the 1995-96
run to the Stanley Cup Finals. He is the second player in
team history to return for a second tour of duty (Dallas
Eakins).

NOVEMBER 19, 1999
Panthers Vice President and General Manager Bryan
Murray sends goaltender Sean Burke and a fifth-round
pick in the 2000 Entry Draft to Phoenix for goalie Mikhail
Shtalenkov and the Coyotes’ fourth-round pick in 2000.

DECEMBER 20, 1999
Panthers Right Wing Pavel Bure is named NHL Player of
the Week, and celebrates by scoring a goal in his fifth
straight game, establishing a new franchise record.
Florida, however, falls 6-4 at home to Toronto.

DECEMBER 27, 1999
With an assist in his seventh straight game, Pavel Bure
establishes another franchise record. His helper is part
of a 6-1 victory at Tampa Bay.

JANUARY 1, 2000
The Panthers kick off the new millennium with a 7-5
home win over Tampa Bay. Pavel Bure ties a team record
with four goals in the contest and equals his own
franchise mark of three goals in a period. Mike Vernon
notches his first victory in a Panthers uniform.

JANUARY 14, 2000
Original Panther and Florida captain Scott Mellanby
records his 600th NHL point with a game-winning goal
in a home win over Carolina, 5-1.
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JANUARY 22, 2000
Pavel Bure scores his 300th NHL goal, setting a new
team record for goals in a season (33) in the process.
He also scores No. 301 with an overtime game-winner
in a 4-3 home victory over Boston. It is also a new team
record for game-winning goals in a season (8).

FEBRUARY 6, 2000
The Panthers are the highlight of the 2000 NHL All-Star 
Game at Air Canada Centre in Toronto. Pavel Bure wins
game MVP honors with a hat trick and an assist. Center
Viktor Kozlov leads all players with three assists and left
wing Ray Whitney leads the North American team with a
goal and an assist.

MARCH 1, 2000
Panthers Captain Scott Mellanby plays in his 1,000th
NHL game. He leads the Cats by scoring the opening
goal in Florida’s 3-1 home victory over Toronto.

MARCH 3, 2000
Right Wing Pavel Bure’s assist sets a new club record for
points in a season (71), as the Panthers fall 4-2 at NY
Rangers.

MARCH 10, 2000
The Panthers claim center Len Barrie off waivers from
Los Angeles. Barrie, who played two games for the Cats
during their inaugural season in 1993-94, becomes the
third Panther ever and second this season to return to
play for the Cats.

MARCH 11, 2000
Scott Mellanby plays in his 500th game as a Panther,
recording an assist in a 5-2 home loss to Chicago.

MARCH 18, 2000
Pavel Bure sets franchise records with his fourth hat trick 
of the season and his sixth career Florida hat trick, in a 
4-2 victory at NY Islanders.

Stephen Weiss
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MARCH 25, 2000
National Car Rental Center sees a National Hockey
League record fall, as Pavel Bure scores a goal. Bure’s
tally breaks the NHL mark for goals by a brother
combination in one season (89), topping the record set
by Bobby and Dennis Hull in 1968-69. Pavel and his
brother Valeri would combine for 93 goals on the season.
The Cats beat Montreal 4-2.

APRIL 3, 2000
The Panthers’ 5-2 home victory over New Jersey
establishes a new franchise record for wins in a season
(42). 

APRIL 9, 2000
The Cats conclude their most successful season ever in
terms of wins (43) and points in the standings (98).

APRIL 18, 2000
The first NHL playoff game at National Car Rental Center
results in a 2-1 Panthers loss to eventual Stanley Cup
winner New Jersey.

Rookie Goaltender Roberto Luongo gets his first shutout
with Florida, before his first win, as the Cats tie the
expansion Minnesota Wild 0-0 on the road in their first
meeting. Luongo makes 20 saves in the shutout – the
first of a team record five he would record on the season.

The Panthers sign veteran Left Wing Greg Adams and
trade Defenseman Jaroslav Spacek to Chicago for
Anders Eriksson, in a move designed to halt an early
season slide.

DECEMBER 11, 2000
At a press conference in downtown Ft. Lauderdale,
NHL Commissioner Gary Bettman announces that the
Panthers will host the 2003 NHL All-Star Weekend at
National Car Rental Center on Feb. 1-2, 2003.

DECEMBER 28, 2000
After a 6-18-7-5 start, caused in part by a rash of
early injuries, Vice President and General Manager
Bryan Murray and Head Coach Terry Murray are
relieved of their duties. Duane Sutter becomes the
Panthers’ fifth head coach.

FEBRUARY 4, 2001
Right Wing Pavel Bure notches two assists as the
Panthers’ lone representative in the 2001 NHL All-Star
Game in Denver, Colorado.

FEBRUARY 9, 2001
Original Panther Scott Mellanby is traded to playoff
contender St. Louis in exchange for prospect David
Morisset and a conditional draft choice. Only Paul
Laus and Rob Niedermayer remain as original
Panthers. 

MARCH 13, 2001
The Panthers are active at the trade deadline, swapping
Ray Whitney to Columbus for Kevyn Adams, and getting
draft picks for Mike Sillinger and Todd Simpson.

APRIL 3, 2001
Pavel Bure’s shorthanded goal against Roman
Cechmanek gives the Russian Rocket 59 tallies on the
season, breaking his own franchise record.

APRIL 7, 2001
Roberto Luongo caps an outstanding rookie season
with a team record fifth shutout. His 25 saves ends
his year with the second-highest save percentage
ever for a rookie (.920). The 3-0 win over the NY
Rangers closes Florida’s third season at National Car
Rental Center. Pavel Bure’s 59 goals on the season
wins him the Maurice Richard Trophy for the second
straight season, making him the first NHL player to
accomplish the feat.

JUNE 5, 2001
A group of eight primary investors, led by Alan P. Cohen,
CEO of generic drug maker Andrx Corp., purchases the
Panthers from Boca Resorts, Inc. The group of South
Florida businessmen includes former NFL quarterback
Bernie Kosar, auto magnates Al Maroone and Michael
Maroone, Precision Response CEO David Epstein,
advertising mogul Jordan Zimmerman and Andrx officials
Steve Cohen and Dr. Elliott Hahn. H. Wayne Huizenga, the
man who brought the NHL to South Florida, stays on as
a minority partner.

JUNE 7, 2001
Head Coach Duane Sutter signs a multi-year deal to
remain at the helm of the Panthers. 

JUNE 23, 2001
The Panthers host the first day of the two-day NHL Entry
Draft at National Car Rental Center. It is South Florida’s
first major NHL event since the Panthers brought the
Stanley Cup Finals to Miami Arena in 1996. Florida is the
first “Sun Belt” team to host the NHL Entry Draft. The Cats
make Canadian center Stephen Weiss their first selection
in the draft (fourth overall). The Panthers also create a
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buzz by trading original Panther Rob Niedermayer to
Calgary for Valeri Bure and Jason Wiemer.

JUNE 24, 2001
The 2001 NHL Entry Draft concludes at National Car
Rental Center. A total of 9,623 fans attend the event –
the most ever for a U.S.-based Draft. The Panthers draft
12 players in all. The Panthers also announce that Paul
Baxter has been named assistant coach.

JULY 25, 2001
The NHL Board of Governors approves the transfer of the
Panthers from Boca Resorts, Inc. to the new local
ownership group, headed by Alan Cohen, Bernie Kosar
and David Epstein.

SEPTEMBER 3, 2001
The Panthers open their third straight rookie camp in 
Hull, Quebec.

SEPTEMBER, 10, 2001
Main training camp opens in South Florida.

SEPTEMBER 22, 2001

Order of Selection for 2011 Entry Draft
The NHL’s annual Draft Drawing is a weighted lottery system to
determine the order of selection for the first 14 picks of the 2011
Entry Draft. 
The 14 teams that did not qualify for the Stanley Cup Playoffs, or
clubs that acquired those clubs’ 2011 first-round draft picks,
participate in the Drawing. 
The Club selected in the drawing may not move up more than four
positions in the draft order, thus only the five Clubs with the
fewest regular-season points have the opportunity to receive the
first overall selection. 
No Club can move down more than one position as a result of the 
Draft Drawing. 

In the first round of the 2010 Entry Draft, the order of selection is
as follows: 
a) The first 14 selections, as determined by the Draft Drawing
(see above); 
b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 2011 Stanley
Cup Playoffs, regular-season division winners excluded, in inverse
order of points; 
c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated in the first
two rounds of the 2011 Stanley Cup Playoffs, in inverse order of
points; 
d) Clubs eliminated in the 2011 Conference Finals, in inverse
order of points; 
e) Stanley Cup finalist 
f) Stanley Cup champion 

In the second and subsequent rounds the order of selection is as
follows: 
a) Non-playoff clubs in inverse order of points; 
b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 2011 Stanley
Cup Playoffs, regular-season division winners excluded, in inverse
order of points; 
c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated in the first
two rounds of the 2011 Stanley Cup Playoffs, in inverse order of
points; 
d) Clubs eliminated in the 2011 Conference Finals, in inverse
order of points; 
e) Stanley Cup finalist 
f) Stanley Cup champion 

Eligibility for Claim
a) All Players age 18 or older are eligible for claim in the Entry

Draft, except:
i. a Player on the Reserve List of a Club, other than as a try-

out;
ii. a Player who has been claimed in two prior Entry Drafts;
iii. a Player who previously played in the League and became

a Free Agent pursuant to this Agreement;
iv. a Player age 21 or older who: (A) has not been selected

in a previous Entry Draft and (B) played hockey for at
least one season in North America when he was age 18,
19, or 20 and shall be eligible to enter the League as an
Unrestricted Free Agent pursuant to Article 10.1(d); and
18

v. a Player age 22 or older who has not been selected in a
previous Entry Draft and shall be eligible to enter the
League as an Unrestricted Free Agent pursuant to Article
10.1(d).

Unsigned Draft Choices 
a) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the first three

rounds of the Entry Draft and who was not signed by his NHL
Club may not be retained by the Club and must be returned
to his junior Club no later than the day prior to the opening of
the NHL regular season. 

b) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the fourth or
subsequent rounds who has not been signed by his NHL Club
may not be retained by his Club and must be returned to his
junior Club no later than the fourth day prior to the opening
of the NHL regular season. 

Entry Level Players 
1. Players 18 through 21 years of age when signing their first

contract must remain in the entry-level system for a period of
three years; players age 22 and 23 when signing their first
contract are in the entry level system for two years; while
those age 24 when signing their first contract are in the entry
level system for one year.  Age is defined as the player’s age
on September 15 of the calendar year in which he signs the
contract, regardless of his actual age on the date he signs
such contract.

2. In the event that a signed 18 or 19-year-old player does not
play a minimum of 10 NHL games (regular season and/or
playoffs) in his first season under contract, the term of his
player contract and his number of years in the entry level
system will be extended for a period of one year.  The
exception to this is a 19-year-old player who turns 20 years
of age between September 16 and December 31 in his first
contract year.  

3. In the event that a player signs his first contract at age 18 and
has had his Player Contract extended for one season already,
and such player does not play at least 10 NHL games (regular
season and/or playoffs) in the second season under that
player’s Player Contract, then the term of his Player Contract
and his number of years in the Entry Level System shall be
extended for one additional year. 

23-Man Roster 
There may be a maximum of 23 players on each Club’s playing
roster at any one time from the commencement of the NHL
regular season through the trade deadline.  Prior to the start of
the season, each Club must submit to the NHL its “Opening Day
Playing Roster” which shall be comprised of not more than 23
players.  Each Club must have a roster of at least 20 players,
composed of 18 skaters and two goaltenders.  Players on Injured
Reserve do not count in the 23-Man Roster limit. 

Injured Reserve List 
In the event that a player is injured and a Club wishes to place
him on the Injured Reserve List, the Club must follow these
procedures. 

1. A Club may place a player on the injured reserve list if such
player is injured, disabled or ill and unable to perform his
duties as a hockey player after having passed the Club’s initial
physical examination in that season.

2. A player who has an injury that renders him physically unable
to play for a minimum of seven days after that date of the
injury can be placed on the Club’s Injured Reserve List.  Once
a player is placed on the injured reserve, the Club may
replace said player on its NHL roster with another player.  All
determinations that a player has suffered an injury warranting
injured reserve status must be made by the Club’s medical
staff and in accordance with the Club’s medical standards.

3. A player placed on Injured Reserve is ineligible to compete in
NHL games for a period of not less than seven days from the
date of injury.

4. Players on Injured Reserve may attend Club meetings and
meals, travel with the Club and participate in practice
sessions.

5. Players on Injured Reserve are prohibited from appearing in
games, participating in pre-game warm-ups with their Clubs,
or dressing in game uniforms on game days. 

Regular Season Waivers 
For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers, the five (5)
year exemption for an 18 year old skater and the four (4) year
exemption for a 19 year old skater shall both be reduced to three
(3) years commencing the first season that the 18 or 19 year old
skater plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or more. The next two (2)
seasons, regardless of whether the skater plays any NHL Games
in either season, shall count as the second and third years toward
satisfying the exemption. For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-
Entry Waivers, the six (6) year exemption for an 18 year old goalie
and the five (5) year exemption for a 19 year old goalie shall both

The first season in which a Player who is age 20 or older plays in one (1) or more Professional
Games shall constitute the first year for calculating the number of years he is exempt from Regular
Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers.
A Player 25 years old or older who plays in one (1) or more Professional Games in any season
shall be exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers for the remainder of that season.

Tie-Breaking Procedures 
At the conclusion of the regular season, the standing of the teams in each Conference shall be
determined in accordance with the following priorities in the order listed: 
a) First place in each of the three (3) divisions seeded 1, 2, and 3. 
b) The higher number of points earned by the Club. 
c) The greater number of games won by the Club. 
d) The higher number of points earned in games against each other among two (2) or more Clubs

having equal standing under priority (b) and (c) ** 
e) The greater differential between goals scored for and against by Clubs having equal standing

under priority (d).

** NOTE: For the purpose of determining standing under priority (d) for two or more tied Clubs
that have not played an even number of games with one or more of the other tied Clubs, the first
game played in the city that has the extra game (the “odd game”) shall not be included.  When
more than two Clubs are tied, the percentage of available points earned in games among each
other (and not including any “odd games”) shall be used to determine standing.
