VIOLA

CHAIRMAN, OWNER & GOVERNOR

Vincent J. Viola is the Chairman, Owner and Governor of Sunrise
Sports & Entertainment, the Florida Panthers Hockey Club, the BB&T
Center, and SSE's additional operating entities.

Mr. Viola purchased the Panthers enterprise on Sept. 27, 2013.

A native of Brooklyn, N.Y., Mr. Viola graduated from the U.S. Military
Academy at West Point in 1977, and later graduated from the U.S.
Army Airborne, Infantry and Ranger Schools and served in the 101st Airborne Division. In 1983, he
graduated from the New York Law School.

Mr. Viola is currently the Executive Chairman of Virtu Financial and is one of the nation's foremost
leaders in electronic trading. He began his career in the financial services industry on the floor of
the New York Mercantile Exchange and rose to be Vice Chairman (1993-1996) and Chairman (2001-
2004). Mr. Viola is also the founder and largest stockholder in Independent Bank Group, Inc (Nasdaq:
IBTX), a community banking chain headquartered in McKinney, Texas that he founded in 1989. In
2009, he was inducted in to the Futures Industry Association Hall of Fame.

Mr. Viola decisively led the New York Mercantile Exchange through the aftermath of the terrorist
attacks of Sept. 11, 2001. Mr. Viola was recognized by the members and the Board of Directors of the
New York Mercantile Exchange for his efforts in leading the reopening of the New York Mercantile
Exchange following the terrorist attacks and at the time the New York Mercantile Exchange Board
presented Viola with a citation noting "his untiring efforts and inspirational guidance that resulted in
the reopening of the New York Mercantile Exchange following the terrorist destruction of the World
Trade Center on September 11, 2001."

The citation continued, that Mr. Viola's "heroic leadership served as a beacon to thousands of
Exchange members and staff, providing us with the fortitude to resume operations and preserve
theefficiency of the American economy and global energy and metals markets in the face of this
great tragedy...His wholehearted determination, refusal to be thwarted, and skilled comportment with
public officials were the impetus behind the Exchange being the only business west of Ground Zero
to open on September 17 and for several months thereafter — preserving the livelihoods of tens of
thousands of individuals and families in New York and worldwide. His actions embody the American
Spirit in its most noble form." Shortly after September 11, 2001, Mr. Viola conceived, founded and
funded the Combating Terrorism Center at West Point, now in its tenth year of operation.

Mr. Viola has been widely recognized for his philanthropic endeavors including donating over $10
million to his alma mater through various gifts. Mr. Viola is also a benefactor of the Columbia
University medical school, and he and his family created and endowed the Pope John Paul Il Family
Academy in Bushwick, Brooklyn. He has also been honored as “"Man of the Year" by the Chai Lifeline,
which provides vital support services for Jewish Children with life-threatening illnesses. His
charitable endeavors further include a $2 million donation to Fordham University and founding the
National Children's Educational Reform Foundation, which is dedicated to the improvement of inner
city education with an emphasis on bilingual programs in immigrant communities.

Mr. Viola and his wife, Teresa, have three sons - John, Michael and Travis.

Under
Luukko's leadership, the franchise hosted the 2015 National Hockey League
Draft, the Panthers have had a significant increase in ticket and corporate
partnership revenue and the BB&T Center has attracted a variety of prominent
shows.

Prior to coming to South Florida, Luukko served as President and Chief

Operating Officer of Comcast-Spectacor, L.P. for more than 25 years, overseeing the Philadelphia Flyers, while
serving as a member of the National Hockey League Board of Governors. He oversaw Comcast-Spectacor's
facility-management business, which runs more than 125 sports arenas, stadiums and convention centers. He was
also responsible for the expansion of Comcast-Spectacor's broad range of businesses.

Under Luukko's leadership, Comcast-Spectacor helped Philadelphia garner national attention and awareness

by attracting several high-profile events to the city of Philadelphia, including the 2000 Republican National
Convention, the 2000 NCAA Women's Final Four, the 2001 NCAA Men's East Regionals, the 2001 and 2002 X-Games,
the 2002 NBA All-Star Weekend, the 2008 U.S. Olympic Team Trials for Gymnastics, the 2011 NCAA Wrestling
Championships, the 2014 NCAA Frozen Four and numerous other sports and entertainment events. As President of
the Flyers, he played an instrumental role in his club participating in two Winter Classics (2010 and 2012), while also
hosting the 2014 NHL Draft.

A recognized leader in the facility management industry, Luukko was the 2000 recipient of the City of Hope's
Tri-State Labor Award. He also received the 2002 prestigious Harold J. VanderZwaag Distinguished Alumnus
Award from the Sports Management Program of the University of Massachusetts for his accomplishments in the
field of sports management. He received the 2013 Police Athletic League PAL Award for his contributions to the
Philadelphia community.

In 2013, Mr. Luukko and Comcast-Spectacor Chairman Ed Snider ranked 43rd on Street & Smith’'s Sports Business
Journal's prestigious list of the Top 50 Most Influential Leaders in Sports Business. The two are also two-time
winners of Venues Today's Hall of Headlines. He also was named one of Billboard Magazine's Power 100 (2012 and
2013).

Mr. Luukko, 55, serves as an active member of the Board of Directors of Pointstreak Sports Technologies Inc., a
Toronto company that develops sports-related software, including 50/50 raffle technology increasingly used at
sports facilities across North America.

He also serves as Chairman of the Board of Directors of Philly Sports Holdings, an Exton, Pa.- based holding
company that operates Sports Vault and Strategic Sports Marketing.

Dale Tallon has served as General Manager for the Panthers for six seasons.
On April 10, 2017, Tallon was named President of Hockey Operations & General
Manager. Tallon oversees all aspects of hockey operations in his role including
scouting, player acquisition and development.

During his tenure with the Panthers, Tallon has been responsible for reshaping
the club's hockey operations department, as well as the team's player
personnel. He has led the franchise to a pair of division titles and two

playoff appearances.

In 2015-16, the Panthers set franchise records for wins (47) and points (103) on the way to winning the Atlantic
Division. In addition, the team won a franchise record 12 consecutive games from Dec. 15 - Jan. 10. Florida
completed the 2014-2015 season as the NHL's most improved team, finishing the season with a 38-29-15 record
and 91 points, a 25-point improvement from the previous year.

Under Tallon, the Panthers finished the 2011-12 season with a 38-26-18 mark and the franchise's first Southeast
Division championship. The Panthers earned 94 points, the club's most since totaling 98 points in 1999-2000. For
his efforts, Tallon was also nominated as a finalist for National Hockey League's 2011-12 Executive of the Year.

Tallon has been responsible for drafting two Calder Memorial Trophy winners in defenseman Aaron Ekblad (2015)
and forward Jonathan Huberdeau (2013). Among Tallon's group of highly-regarded draft selections during his
tenure are Erik Gudbranson (3rd overall, 2010), Nick Bjugstad (19th overall, 2010), Huberdeau (3rd overall, 2011),
Vincent Trocheck (64th overall, 2011), Michael Matheson (23rd overall, 2012), Aleksander Barkov (2nd overall,
2013), Ekblad (1st overall, 2014), Henrik Borgstrom (23rd overall, 2016) and Owen Tippett (10th overall, 2017).

In 1972, Tallon was picked as an alternate for Team
Canada at the 1972 Summit Series against the USSR.

Hockey League's Department of Player Safety since 2014.

A native of Dryden, Ontario, Pronger appeared in 1,167 NHL games recording
698 points (157-541-698) for the Philadelphia Flyers (2009-11), Anaheim Ducks
(2006-09), Edmonton Oilers (2005-06), St. Louis Blues (1995-04) and Hartford
Whalers (1993-95). Pronger played his final NHL game on Nov. 19, 2011. He was
originally selected by Hartford in the first round (second overall) of the 1993

NHL Draft.

A five-time NHL All-Star, Pronger won the Hart Memorial Trophy (2000), the James Norris Memorial Trophy (2000),
and became a Stanley Cup Champion in 2007 with Anaheim. Pronger was the first defenseman to win the NHL's
Most Valuable Player award since Bobby Orr earned the honor in 1972. On January 27, 2017, Pronger was named to
the NHL Centennial's 100 greatest players.

On the international stage, Pronger won two Olympic gold medals (2002, 2010) and a gold medal at the 1997 IIHF
World Championship with Team Canada. Pronger was inducted to the Hockey Hall of Fame in 2015.

SPECIAL ADVISOR TO THE GM/ALTERNATE GOVERNOR

One of the most respected men in hockey, Mr. William A. Torrey has been a
member of the Florida Panthers organization since the club's inception. He
spent his first nine seasons as President of the Panthers, while serving as
Governor (2002-03) and currently Alternate Governor (2003-10). Mr. Torrey was
inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1995 and was honored by the Panthers
with a special tribute night on Oct. 23, 2010. The No. 93 is retired in his honor.

Under Mr. Torrey's guidance and direction, the Panthers have enjoyed

tremendous success. In 1993-94, the team's inaugural season, he helped assemble a club that broke expansion
records for wins (33), points (83) and winning percentage (.494). The Panthers also made it to the Stanley Cup Finals
faster than any other post-1967 expansion team in NHL history, reaching the mark in 1995-96, their third year of
existence. Mr. Torrey also led the search and was responsible for hiring current Panthers GM Dale Tallon in May 2010.

Prior to taking the helm of the Panthers, Mr. Torrey spent 21 years with the New York Islanders, the first 20 as General
Manager. He also handled the added roles of President (1980-89) and Chairman of the Board (1989-92). At the start
of the 1992-93 season, Mr. Torrey stepped down from his position as chairman, passed his role as General Manager to
Don Maloney, and remained with the team as a consultant until joining the Panthers in April 1993.

Mr. Torrey began his NHL career in 1967 as Executive Vice President of the expansion Oakland Seals. He then joined
the expansion Islanders as General Manager in 1972, becoming the first person hired by the organization.

Mr. Torrey was born on June 23, 1934 in Montreal, Que. A business and psychology graduate of St. Lawrence University,
he received the NHL's Lester Patrick Award for outstanding service to the hockey community in 1983.

week to earn a star of the week honors for the second
time of the season.

March 19, 2016

The Panthers sell out to a franchise attendance
record crowd of 20,817 as Mr. Spacey in Space himself,
Kevin Spacey touches down in Sunrise. However, the
Panthers fall to Detroit 5-3.

April 2, 2016

With a 4-3 win over Montreal at the BB&T Center, the
Panthers surpass their franchise record for wins in

a season set in 1999-00, after registering their 44th
victory of 2015-16.

April 3, 2016

With Boston's 6-4 loss to Chicago, the Panthers clinch
a playoff berth for the 2016 Stanley Cup Playoffs.

April 4,2016

With a 4-3 win over Toronto at the Air Canada Centre,
the Panthers reach 98 points, surpassing the 97-point
franchise record set in 1999-00. The win is the 700th in
franchise history.

April 5, 2016

Brian Campbell plays in his 1,000th NHL game as

the Cats defeat Montreal 4-1 at the Bell Centre.

The game also marks Campbell's 374th consecutive
game with Florida, marking a new franchise record
for consecutive games played. With the win and a
Tampa Bay Lightning loss to the New York Rangers,
the Panthers clinch the Atlantic Division, marking the
second time in franchise history that Cats have won
a division title. Florida reaches the 100 point mark for
the first time in franchise history.

April 9, 2016

The Panthers name Matt Caldwell President and CEO of
Sunrise Sports and Entertainment.

With a 5-2 win to close out the 2015-16 season,
Roberto Luongo earns his 35th win of the season,
tying his own franchise record for wins in a season set
in 2005-06. The Panthers finish the season with new
franchise records for wins (47) and points (103).

April 14, 2016

game one.

April 15, 2016

their first since April 21, 2012, topping the Islanders
3-1. Roberto Luongo makes 41 saves to earn first star
of the game honors.

April 17, 2016

Reilly Smith becomes the first Panthers player to
record three consecutive multi-point games in the
playoffs after he posted three points (1-2-3) in Florida
4-3 overtime loss to the Islanders in game three of the
2016 Eastern Conference quarterfinals.

April 30, 2016

Center Aleksander Barkov is named a finalist for the
2016 Lady Byng Memorial Trophy joining Boston's Loui
Eriksson and Los Angeles' Anze Kopitar.

May 1, 2016

Forward Jaromir Jagr is named a finalist for the 2016
Bill Masterton Memorial Trophy joining Pittsburgh
Penguins forward Pascal Dupuis and New York Rangers
forward Mats Zuccarello.

May 5, 2016

The ageless wonder Jaromir Jagr re-signs with Florida
for another season after leading the team with 66
points (27-39-66) in 79 games. The very same day,
head coach Gerard Gallant is named a finalist for the
2016 Jack Adams Trophy joining Dallas' Lindy Ruff and
Washington's Barry Trotz.

May 16, 2016

The Panthers announce that executive vice president
and general manager Dale Tallon has been promoted
to President of Hockey Operations, and that associate
general manager Tom Rowe has been promoted to
general manager. Rowe becomes the 10th general
manager in franchise history. Eric Joyce and Steve
Werier are named assistant general managers.

May 23, 2016

The Panthers announce an American Hockey League
affiliation with Springfield Hockey , LLC following the
company's purchase and relocation of the Portland
Pirates.

Owners Vinnie Viola
and Doug Cifu are joined onstage by John Viola, who
assisted in designing the new look. Panthers players
Aaron Ekblad, Steven Kampfer, Shawn Thornton and
Vincent Trocheck model the new uniforms and are
joined by Panthers alumni Radek Dvorak, Olli Jokinen
Ed Jovanovski and Bill Lindsay. The new shield logo
displays a more stoic and mature Panther at the
center with "Panthers" written across the shield for
home uniforms and "Florida" written across for the
roads.

Borgstrom is committed to the University of Denver.

June 25, 2016

Early into day two of the 2016 NHL Draft the Panthers
acquire defenseman Mark Pysyk, a 2016 second round
pick (38th overall) and 2016 third round pick (89th
overall) from Buffalo in exchange for defenseman
Dmitry Kulikov and Florida's 2016 second round pick

Aaron
Ekblad and Jussi Jokinen are named the club's alternate
captains.

Rowe becomes coach
November 28, 2016

Head Coach Gerard Gallant is relieved of his duties after
a 9-9-1 start to the season. GM Tom Rowe is named
interim head coach.

December 20, 2016

Jaromir Jagr records three assists in Florida's 4-3
shootout win over the Buffalo Sabres. Jagr's three assists
tie him with Mark Messier for second all-time in NHL
scoring with 1,887 career points.

December 22, 2016

Two days after tying Mark Messier for second all-time

in points, Jagr passes the Hall of Famer with an assist
against the Boston Bruins at 13:20 of the third period.
Aleksander Barkov records the goal on the play. The
game is stopped as Jagr is presented a gold stick from
the Panthers organization by captain Derek MacKenzie
to honor his monumental achievement. Video messages
from Hall of Famers including Messier and Wayne
Gretzky are played to congratulate Jagr.

January 9, 2017

January 27, 2017

The NHL names Jaromir Jagr to the League's centennial
list of 100 greatest players of all-time. Panthers
television color analyst and Hockey Hall of Famer Denis
Potvin is named to the list as well.

January 29, 2017

Representing the Atlantic Division and the Panthers,
Cats forward Vincent Trocheck suits up in his first
career NHL All-Star Game. At the Staples Center in Los
Angeles, Cali., Trocheck participates in the fastest skater
competition at the NHL All-Star Skills Competition the
day before.




February 18, 2017

The Panthers top the Los Angeles 3-2 at the Staples
Center to win their first game in LA since Nov. 27, 2002.
Jonathan Huberdeau, Jussi Jokinen and Aleksander
Barkov light the lamp for the Cats in the win.

February 20, 2017

Vincent Trocheck scores with five seconds remaining in
the third period to win the game for the Panthers with
a 2-1final over the St. Louis Blues at Scottrade Center.
With the win the Panthers complete a franchise-best
road trip with five consecutive wins. On the trip the
Panthers top Nashville, San Jose, Anaheim, Los Angeles
and St. Louis.

March 25, 2017

In the biggest margin of victory in a home game in
franchise history, as well as the largest shutout victory
in franchise history, the Panthers pounce on the
Blackhawks with a 7-0 win. James Reimer plays a perfect
game, making 25 saves to earn his first shutout with the
Panthers. Jonathan Marchessault explodes with a natural
hat trick, earning his first career three-goal game and
becoming the first Panther to score a hat trick on BB&T
Center ice since Feb. 26, 2013 (Tomas Kopecky) and the
first to post a natural hat trick since Oct. 30, 2009 (Steve
Reinprecht).

April 3, 2017

Jonathan Marchessault becomes the first Panther since
David Booth (2008-09) to record 30 goals in a season
as he nets his 30th tally of 2016-17 against the Montreal
Canadiens. His 30 goals are the most he has amassed at
any level in his professional career.

April 8, 2017

Shawn Thornton plays his final NHL game in Florida's 3-0
win over the Buffalo Sabres at BB&T Center. The veteran
forward is voted first star of the game by the local
media as his teammates stay on the ice to congratulate
him on the honor and a successful career. Following

the game, Thornton tosses his skates into his nearby
wastebasket. The skates are later auctioned off for his
Foundation for $2,500.

April 9, 2017

24 hours after posting a 3-0 shutout over the Buffalo
Sabres in Sunrise, James Reimer registers another
shutout with a 2-0 win over the Washington Capitals
at Verizon Center. Reimer's two shutouts in two days
made him the first goaltender in franchise history to
accomplish the feat.

April 10, 2017
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President of Hockey Operations Dale Tallon is re-named
General Manager of the Panthers. Tom Rowe is relieved
of his duties as Interim Head Coach/General Manager
and is named Special Advisor to the General Manager.

June 1, 2017

Tallon makes his first move as reinstated GM as he
signs Liiga's leading scorer, Henrik Haapala of Tampere
Tappara and Panthers 2016 sixth round pick Maxim
Mamin of CSKA Moscow (KHL). Haapala posted 60
points (15-45-60) in 51 games en route to a second
consecutive Liiga Championship. Mamin, a former KHL
rookie of the year finished the 2016-17 campaign with
career-highs in goals (12), assists (13) and points (25).

June 12, 2017

Bob Boughner is named the 15th head coach in
franchise history. The 46-year old former NHL
defenseman previously served as assistant coach of the
San Jose Sharks (2015-17) and Columbus Blue Jackets
