OREN KOULES

OWNER, GOVERNOR & CEO

Oren Koules became owner, governor, and chief executive officer of the
Tampa Bay Lightning on June 30, 2008, when he and his seven partners
closed on the purchase of the Tampa Bay Lightning, the leasehold rights to
the St. Pete Times Forum and approximately 5.5 acres of land in downtown
Tampa’s Channelside District. The purchase became the first in series of
aggressive, yet calculated moves by the Koules-led team in its first two
years of ownership to virtually tran sform and re-brand the Lightning.

The transformation began with the appointment of Executive Vice
President and General Manager Brian Lawton in the summer of 2008 and
the signing of franchise cornerstone Vincent Lecavalier to an 11-year,
$85 million contract extension on July 13, 2008. It continued with the
appointment of Rick Tocchet to the team’s head coaching position this past
May. Additionally, Lawton has worked under Koules to rebuild the Lightning
defense this summer with the free agent signings of Mattias Ohlund, Matt
Walker and Kurtis Foster and the drafting of 18-year old Swedish defensive
phenom Victor Hedman with the second overall selection in the 2009 NHL
Entry Draft.

A former junior hockey star and minor league hockey player known for his
tenacity, Koules is the co-founder, along with Mark Burg, of the production
company Twisted Pictures, formed in 2004, and the management/
production company Evolution Entertainment, formed in 1998. As partners,
Koules and Burg have compiled an impressive track record of hits including
the powerhouse horror franchise “Saw” and the Emmy Award-nominated
CBS series “Two and a Half Men,” the top-rated sitcom on television.

Koules began his film career in the mid-1990s when he partnered with Dale
Pollock in Peak Productions. Their credits included two hit films, the thriller
“Set It Off”, with Jada Pinkett-Smith and Queen Latifah, and the comedy/
drama “Mrs. Winterbourne”, starring Shirley MacLaine, Brendan Fraser and
Ricki Lake. He subsequently served for two years as Senior Vice President
of Production with Paramount Pictures.

Since launching Evolution with Burg in 1998, Koules’s producing credits
include the dramatic thriller “John Q.”, starring Academy Award winners
Denzel Washington and Robert Duvall. In its 10-year history, Evolution
has grown into a mid-sized talent and literary management company
handling writers, directors and actors. The company is also active
in television, with Koules serving as executive producer of “Two and
a Half Men.” In 2004, Koules produced “Saw”, an immediate cultural
sensation and one of the year’s most profitable films. The film’s success
led to a distribution deal with Lionsgate and the subsequent formation
of Twisted Pictures.

Koules and Burg produced “Saw 117, which opened at #1 on Halloween
weekend in 2005 and became the year’s top-grossing horror movie,
“Saw III”, which opened at #1 in North America, the U.K. and Australia the
weekend of October 27, 2006 and “Saw IV”, which opened #1 at the box-
officeonOctober26,2007. “Saw “V” debuted on October24,2008 and Saw
Vl is scheduled to be released by Twisted Pictures on October 23, 2009.

A native of Chicago, Koules played junior hockey with the Medicine Hat
Tigers, Great Falls Americans, Spokane Flyers, and Brandon Wheat
Kings of the WHL and eventually made the leap to professional hockey,
playing in the minor leagues for two years. He accumulated 60 goals and
154 points in 179 career games in the WHL and 11 goals and 36 points in
43 ACHL games. Additionally, he attended two NHL training camps with
the Chicago Blackhawks.

After retiring from hockey he launched a successful, eight-year career
as a commodities trader, leaving the Chicago Mercantile exchange
as a member in good standing in 1992 to begin his Hollywood career.
Koules has two children: son, Miles, and daughter, Sam. He and his wife,
Shereen, reside with Sam on Davis Islands in Tampa.

LEN BARRIE

OWNER, PRESIDENT & ALTERNATE GOVERNOR

Seven-year National Hockey League veteran player Len Barrie became
owner, president and alternate governor of the Tampa Bay Lightning on June
30, 2008 when he, Oren Koules and their partners purchased the Lightning,
the leasehold rights to the St. Pete Times Forum and approximately 5.5
acres of land in downtown Tampa’s Channelside District. After vowing to
conduct business as an “owner-operator,” Barrie combined with Koules
and Executive Vice President and General Manager Brian Lawton to
transform the Lightning roster and build the organization’s depth with the
goal of sustained success.

With two summers of new ownership under its belt, the Lightning have
virtually retooled its entire roster, making some strong moves this
past summer, the most notable of which was the signing of free agent
defenseman Mattias Ohlund. In addition to adding Ohlund as a cornerstone
defenseman, the Lightning also drafted Swedish sensation Victor Hedman
with the second overall selection in the 2009 NHL Entry Draft and signed
Matt Walker and Kurtis Foster. Up front the Lightning continued to build
organizational depth by acquiring players Stephane Veilleux, Drew Miller,
and Todd Fedoruk while also securing things in the net by signing free
agent Antero Niittymaki to compete with incumbent Mike Smith.

As a player, Barrie played 14 professional seasons, seven in the NHL,
playing for Philadelphia, Florida, Pittsburgh and Los Angeles. He was
drafted in the seventh round, 124th overall of the 1998 NHL Entry Draft by
the Edmonton Oilers. He retired after the 2000-01 season with 19 goals, 64
points and 290 penalty minutes in 184 games played. Barrie’s son, Tyson,
looks to carry on his family’s professional hockey legacy, being selected
from the Kelowna Rockets in the 3rd round of the 2009 NHL Entry Draft by
the Colorado Avalanche.

After retiring from the Florida Panthers in 2001, Barrie moved into real
estate development and is now CEO and President of Bear Mountain
Resort in Victoria, British Columbia. In his current role, Barrie is Bear
Mountain’s majority shareholder, responsible for the planning and build-
out of the 1,300-acre residential, resort, and commercial construction
project.

Under Barrie’s leadership, Bear Mountain has sold over $500 million in
real estate. The resort includes two 18-hole Jack and Steve Nicklaus
designed golf courses, making Bear Mountain Canada’s first and only
36-hole Nicklaus design. Bear Mountain also houses a Nicklaus Golf
Academy, a five-star $50 million Westin-branded hotel and spa as well
as a village center. During the next 10 to 12 years, the resort will grow
to more than 6,000 residences and the total build-out value of Bear
Mountain Resort is estimated at $4 billion.

In 2008, Barrie began managing a new development on Vancouver
Island. It will be home to an 80-slip marina and 70-unit town home
development. The project has already broken ground and is targeted for
completion in 2009. Prior to beginning the Bear Mountain project, Barrie
owned a number of businesses including six British Columbia-based
Nevada Bob’s franchises, which he sold in 2003. He also partnered with
several successful restaurants in Vancouver and Victoria.

In addition to his Lightning hockey interests, Barrie is also owner and
president of the Victoria Grizzlies, part of the BCHL junior league. The
Grizzlies hosted the Lightning’s 2008 Prospect Training Camp in Victoria
from July 28 until August 1.

EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT & GENERAL MANAGER

Brian Lawton was named executive vice president and general manager
of the Tampa Bay Lightning on October 22, 2008 after serving as vice
president of hockey operations for less than four months. He was hired by
owners Oren Koules and Len Barrie to rebuild the organization’s hockey
operations department with focuses on both the short and long term. He
is responsible for all aspects of hockey operations, including the coaching
and scouting staffs, player procurement and development, and minor
league affiliations and operations.

Lawton spent the summer of 2009 quietly re-tooling Tampa Bay’s roster
through a series of calculated and well-planned moves that restructured
the blue line, added firepower up front and improved the overall depth of
the organization. First, Lawton secured things behind the bench, removing
the interim tag from head coach Rick Tocchet, then he added defensive
specialist and Stanley Cup champion Rick Wilson as associate coach later
in the summer. He then went to work re-tooling the roster, beginning with
the signing of one of the top available free agents in defenseman Mattias
Ohlund. He was also able to add defensemen Matt Walker and Kurtis
Foster in free agency as well as forwards Alex Tanguay, Stephane Veilleux
and goaltender Antero Niittymaki.

Lawton was able to add a young franchise player with the second overall
pick in the 2009 draft when the Lightning selected Swedish defenseman
Victor Hedman. Hedman'’s selection came on the heels of the 2008 draft
when Tampa Bay selected Steven Stamkos first overall. Stamkos went on
to set the franchise record for most goals in a season by a rookie, with 23.
The team’s success under Lawton continued as he traded up to acquire a
second pick in the first round for the first time in franchise history, selecting
Carter Ashton. They were also able to select Slovakian Richard Panik, who
was also high on the draft board, in the second round. Additionally, Lawton
was able to build the organizational depth by acquiring Drew Miller, Todd
Fedoruk and David Hale while still retaining the team’s core of Vincent
Lecavalier, Martin St. Louis, Paul Ranger, Ryan Malone, Andrej Meszaros
and Mike Smith.

Before joining the Lightning in the summer of 2008, Lawton spent 14
years as a player agent, representing prominent NHLers such as Mike
Modano, Mark Parrish and the current Lightning forward Jeff Halpern,
to name a few. A native of New Jersey who grew up in Rhode Island,
Lawton was drafted first overall by the Minnesota North Stars in 1983
and he skated in 483 NHL games over nine seasons for Minnesota, the
New York Rangers, Hartford, Quebec, Boston and San Jose, recording
112 goals and 266 points with 401 penalty minutes. He also appeared in
the Stanley Cup playoffs three times.

Having served four seasons as his team’s player representative for the
NHL Players Association, Lawton put that knowledge to use when he
retired by becoming a player agent. He started his own firm, Lawton
Sport and Financial, in 1994, and became a prominent agent, negotiating
more than $300 million in player contracts.

Named three times to The Hockey News’ list of the “100 Most Powerful
People in Hockey,” Lawton eventually sold his business in 1998 to
Octagon Athlete Representation, one of the United States’ largest
sports agencies. Based out of Minneapolis, Lawton became Managing
Director of Octagon’s Hockey Division. With Octagon, Lawton built the
second largest hockey agency in the NHL, with clients that included Bret
Hedican, Keith Carney, Ryan Miller, and Kari Lehtonen.

A graduate of Mount Saint Charles Academy in Woonsocket, Rhode
Island, Lawton is noted for being the first United States - born hockey
player chosen first overall in the NHL draft. He represented the U.S.
on several occasions, including the 1982 World Junior Championships,
the 1983 World Championships, the 1984 Canada Cup, the 1987 World
Championships and the 1988 Canada Cup.

Brian and his wife, Angelina, reside in Tampa with their sons, Jack (13)
and Nick (9), and daughter, Gabby (5).

Tom Kurvers enters his second season as Assistant General Manager after being named to the position on July 9,
2008. He is responsible for all personnel issues for the Lightning, including those in the minor leagues. Kurvers will
assist Executive Vice President and General Manager Brian Lawton in all aspects of player evaluation and will have
input on all player decisions. He will also serve as a scout on an as-needed basis.

Prior to joining the Lightning Kurvers served three seasons as director of player personnel for the Phoenix Coyotes.
As director of player personnel he oversaw all aspects of the team’s scouting, including both the Coyotes’ amateur
and pro scouting departments. He spent a total of 11 years with the Coyotes, including one as a radio analyst and
seven as a professional scout. He also served as interim assistant coach for the final two months of the 2003-04
season.

Kurvers played in 11 NHL seasons from 1984-95, appearing in 659 regular season games, with 93 goals and 328
assists for 421 points. He also played in 58 NHL playoff games, recording eight goals and 30 points. He was a
Stanley Cup Champion with the 1986 Montreal Canadiens.

Before joining the professional ranks Kurvers had an outstanding college career at the University of Minnesota —
Duluth, setting numerous school records including: most career goals by a defenseman (43), most career assists
(152) and assists by a defenseman (career -149 and season - 58). In 1984, he was honored with the Hobey Baker
Award, WCHA MVP and was named an All-American. He was named to the WCHA Top 50 of All Time Team, and has
been inducted into both the UMD and Bloomington Jefferson High School Athletic Hall of Fames.

Kurvers received his under graduate Bachelor Arts degree in Communications from UMD in 1984. While an active
NHL player he began graduate studies in 1991, completing courses in the off seasons through 1996. Highlighted
in the curriculum was an accredited seminar sponsored by the world renowned Aspen Institute. Upon retirement
in 1997, he earned his Masters of Business Administration Degree in sports management from the University of St.
Thomas.

Tom, his wife Heather, daughters Madison, Rose, and sons Weston and Roman, reside in East Gull Lake, Minnesota.

Jim Hammett enters his second season as director of player personnel for the Lightning. The long-time scout was
named to the position on July 9, 2008.

Hammett, a native of Kelowna, British Columbia, served as the head amateur scout for the New York Rangers before
joining Tampa Bay. Prior to working for the Rangers he served as the head scout for Canada’s Men’s National Teams
for one year and was responsible for all of the men’s player evaluations for U-20 players, the selection of Canada’s
future National Junior Team, and selection camps for Canada’s U-18 program. He won the Stanley Cup in 2001 as
the head scout with the Colorado Avalanche and a World Junior Championship Gold Medal as the head scout for
Team Canada in 2007.

Hammett spent eight years (1998-2006) as a scout with the Avalanche, including the role of chief scout from 2001-
06. Prior to becoming a scout, Hammett served as the head coach for the Kelowna Spartans of the British Columbia
Junior Hockey League, and spent a season as an assistant coach of the Western Hockey League’s Red Deer Rebels.

Hammett resides in Kelowna with his wife, Kimberly, and their son, Landon, and daughters, Ashlee and Lindsay.

Former NHLer Greg Malone enters his second season as head professional scout with the Lightning.

Before joining Tampa Bay, Malone spent two seasons as a professional scout with the Phoenix Coyotes, serving as the
team’s head eastern pro scout, monitoring and evaluating professional players and NHL teams throughout the season.

He joined the Coyotes after spending 16 seasons as head scout for the Pittsburgh Penguins. In that role, Malone was
responsible for the team’s amateur draft selections while overseeing all junior, college, high school and European
scouting.

Before entering the NHL, Plandowski spent four
seasons as a scout for the Seattle Thunderbirds of the Western Hockey League and two seasons as an assistant coach.

Plandowski played college hockey at Northern Michigan University from 1987 until 1991, recording 53 goals and 131
career points in 166 career games.

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RICK TOCCHET

HEAD COACH

Rick Tocchet enters the 2009-10 season as the sixth head coach in the
history of the Tampa Bay Lightning. Tocchet, who served as the team’s
interim coach for 66 games in 2008-09, was given the head job on a
permanent basis on May 11, 2009. His aggressive, hard-nosed approach
combines with a high respect factor from his players into the type of coach
management is confident can lead a Lightning turnaround.

The 45-year old Tocchet joined the Lightning as associate coach on July
9, 2008 and was elevated to the interim position on November 14. Though
he compiled a 19-33-14 record as interim coach in 2008-09, Tocchet was
credited with the team’s change in mentality, competitiveness and a new-
found determination. He created an on- and off-ice program for Steve
Stamkos, which helped the rookie’s development soar as the season
neared completion. He totaled 21 goals and 42 points in the 63 games
played under Tocchet’s leadership.

Recently completing his 26th year in the NHL as either a player or a coach,
Tocchet made his mark as a player becoming one of only three men in the
history of the NHL to record 400 or more goals and at least 2,500 penalty
minutes. He played 18 seasons with Philadelphia, Pittsburgh, Los Angeles,
Boston, Washington and Phoenix, appearing in 1,144 career games and
recording 440 goals, 952 points and 2,972 penalty minutes. He also
appeared in 145 playoff games and netted 52 goals with 112 points and
471 penalty minutes.

Originally drafted by Philadelphia in the sixth-round, 125th overall, at the
1983 NHL Entry Draft, Tocchet began his career with the Flyers in 1984-
85 and retired midway through the 2001-02 season. The Scarborough,
Ontario native won the Stanley Cup with the Pittsburgh Penguins in 1992
and appeared in the Stanley Cup Finals with Philadelphia in 1987.

Known for his ability to score in addition to his tenacity and grit, Tocchet
recorded three 40-goal seasons, two 30-goal seasons and 11 20-goal
seasons. In 1992-93 while playing for Pittsburgh, he set career highs for
goals (48), assists (61) and points (109) to rank 14th in the NHL in scoring.

In addition to being selected to play in four NHL All-Star Games (1989,
1990, 1991, 1998), Tocchet played internationally, representing his home
country of Canada at the 1990 and 1991 World Championships as well
as in the 1987 and 1991 Canada Cup tournaments.

He played his last NHL games for the Philadelphia Flyers, logging 14
games in the 2001-02 season. Shortly after retiring in 2002, Tocchet
joined Colorado as an assistant coach, working for the Avalanche in
2002-03 and 2003-04. He then moved on to join Avalanche former
teammate Wayne Gretzky as an assistant coach with the Phoenix
Coyotes in 2005.

Tocchet is single and he resides in Tampa. He has a son, Trevor.
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ASSOCIATE COACH

Rick Wilson enters his first season as a member of Rick Tocchet’s staff as associate coach. A NHL coaching
veteran with 20 years of experience behind the bench, Wilson’s primary focus for the Lightning will be to coach
the defense. He will be looked upon to groom and mentor the team’s young defensive players, with a goal of
molding them into a cohesive unit that can grow into an elite group in the NHL.

Wilson, a native of Prince Albert, Saskatchewan, spent the previous 16 seasons with the Dallas Stars, winning
the Stanley Cup in 1999 working along side head coach Ken Hitchcock. During his tenure with the Stars, Wilson
helped lead the team to seven division titles, two Western Conference championships and two President’s
Trophies. He had most recently served as associate coach for the previous six seasons, focusing on the team’s
defense and penalty kill. Under Wilson’s guidance the Stars finished in the top three for fewest goals against in
the NHL during the 2007-08, 2006-07, 2003-04 and 2002-03 seasons.

Before being named associate coach, Wilson held the position of assistant coach with the Stars for 10 seasons,
joining the club for the 1992-93 campaign. He served as interim head coach for 32 games during the 2001-02
campaign, leading the Stars to a 13-11-7-1 record to close out the season.

Prior to joining Dallas, Wilson worked as an assistant coach with the Los Angeles Kings for three seasons
from 1989-92. With the Kings Wilson worked with Raeder, serving as co-coaches for 15 games in 1990-91.
Wilson joined the Kings from the New York Islanders, where he served as an assistant coach for the 1988-89
season. He also served as an assistant for Canada’s National Junior Team that year.Wilson, 59, spent eight
seasons from 1980-88 with the Prince Albert Raiders of the WHL (SJHL from 1980-82) before joining the
professional ranks. He served as an assistant coach for six seasons from 1980-86, winning the 1985 Memorial
Cup Championship, before being named head coach and general manager prior to the 1986-87 season. Intwo
seasons as the head coach with the Raiders, Wilson posted an 86-50-8 record.

Wilson began his coaching career as an assistant at his alma mater, the University of North Dakota, where the
Fighting Sioux won the 1980 NCAA Division | Championship and two WCHA crowns during his two years there.
While he was a student he played hockey and football, earning his degree in education.

Drafted by Montreal in the 1970 NHL Amateur Draft, Wilson spent four seasons (1973-77) in the NHL as a
defenseman for Montreal, St. Louis and Detroit. During his NHL career he amassed six goals and 32 points in
239 games.

ASSISTANT COACH

Wes Walz enters his second season as assistant coach for the Lightning after ending his playing career in
December of 2007.

Walz, a veteran of 13 seasons in the NHL, played in 607 career games with Boston, Philadelphia, Calgary,
Detroit and Minnesota. He recorded 109 career goals, 260 points and 14 shorthanded goals. He was known
as a defensive specialist, amassing a plus-23 rating for his career.

The Calgary, Alberta native made his mark with the Wild, where he played 438 of his 607 games and was a finalist
for the Frank J. Selke Trophy as the NHL's best defensive forward in 2002-03. Walz was twice chosen by the
Twin Cities chapter of the Professional Hockey Writers’ Association as nominee for the Bill Masterton Memorial
Trophy, awarded annually to the player who best exemplifies the qualities of perseverance, sportsmanship, and
dedication to hockey.

At the time of his retirement Walz ranked second all-time in games played for the Wild. He also served as
Minnesota’s captain for a portion of the season in 2000-01. Walz was second to last player from the Wild’s
inaugural season to leave the team, before Marian Gaborik joined the New York Rangers in the summer of 2009.
He also scored the first playoff game-winning goal in Minnesota franchise history in 2003.

Walz and his wife, Kerry-Anne, live in Oldsmar with their son, Kelvin (17), and their daughters, Jaedyn (13),
Brehna (9) and Cheyne (2).

GOALTENDING COACH

Cap Raeder enters his second season as assistant coach with the Lightning. His focus is on the organization’s
goaltenders, both at the NHL level and in the system. He also assists in the scouting of goaltending prospects.

Raeder, a native of Needham, Massachusetts, spent 11 seasons in the San Jose Sharks organization before
joining the Lightning. He served as a professional scout for nine years and also served as an assistant coach
during the 2000-01 season. Before joining the Sharks, Raeder served an assistant coach at the NHL level for
nine seasons with Boston and Los Angeles.

RADIO ANALYST

NHL Hall of Famer Phil Esposito returns for his 10th year as radio analyst for Lightning home games.

A Lightning founder and the team’s general manager during its first seven seasons, Esposito joined the
Lightning radio team during the 1999-00 season. Prior to joining the Lightning broadcast team, he worked as a
television analyst for FOX television in Los Angeles and UPN 38 WSBK-TV in Boston. Esposito has also served
as a broadcast analyst for the New York Rangers on MSG Network, and was the Rangers’ Vice President &
General Manager from 1986-88.

Esposito’s spectacular 18-year playing career was highlighted by two Stanley Cup Championships with the
Boston Bruins, in 1970 and 1972. Originally a member of the Chicago Blackhawks (1963-67), Esposito was
the central figure in one of hockey’s biggest trades when he was sent to Boston in 1967. During the next eight
seasons, he virtually rewrote the NHL record books. He became the first player in NHL history to score 100
points in a season (1969-70) and, two seasons later, set single season standards of 76 goals and 152 points,
which stood until Wayne Gretzky eclipsed those marks a decade later. His 717 career goals place him fifth on
the all-time list, and his 1,590 points are 10th all-time.

Phil and his wife, Bridget, reside in Tampa. He has three daughters, Laurie, Carrie and Cherise.

MANAGER OF RADIO PROGRAMMING

This is Matt Sammon’s eighth season with the Lightning and his second as Manager of Radio Programming.

The Lightning receive approval for a restructured partnership with Lightning, Partners, Inc. (owned by Kokusai Green Co.,Ltd.) assuming the role of
general partner.

The NHL grants permanent membership status to the Lightning and Ottawa Senators.

The NHL announces the Lightning will play their inaugural season as members of the Norris Division of the Clarence Campbell Conference.

The Lightning sign an agreement with the Florida State Fair-grounds to have Expo Hall serve as the team’s inaugural season home.

Terry Crisp is named the first head coach in franchise history.

Goaltender Wendell Young is selected from the Pittsburgh Penguins with the first pick in the NHL Expansion Draft. The Lightning and Senators each
select 21 players in the draft. Phil Esposito also completes the first trade in franchise history, sending goaltender Frederic Chabot (selected in the
expansion draft from Montreal) back to the Canadiens for goaltender J.C. Bergeron.

The Lightning select Czech defenseman Roman Hamrlik first overall in the 1992 NHL Entry Draft at Montreal.

Forward Mikael Andersson of the Hartford Whalers becomes the Lightning’s first free agent signee.

The Lightning’s first training camp opens at the Lakeland Civic Center in Lakeland, Florida.

The Lightning tie the Minnesota North Stars, 4-4, in their first preseason game at Expo Hall. Brian

Bradley scores the first goal 23 seconds in.

Goaltender Manon Rheaume makes history by becoming the first woman to play in one of the four major professional sports leagues when she starts
against St. Louis in a preseason game.

The Lightning open their first season with a 7-3 victory against the Chicago Blackhawks before sellout crowd of 10,425 at Expo Hall. Chris Kontos
scores four goals in the victory.

The Lightning earn their first road victory, 2-1, at St. Louis.

The Lightning’s first overtime victory occurs at the New York Islanders as defenseman Doug Crossman records three goals (including the overtime
winner) and three assists in the 6-5 win.

Brian Bradley skates in the 44th NHL All-Star Game in Montreal, becoming the first All-Star in club history.

Brian Bradley sets the NHL Expansion record for goals in one season for a non-WHA club when nets his 39th against Hartford at Expo Hall.

The Lightning and the city of St. Petersburg announce a two-year agreement for the team to play at the Florida Suncoast Dome (later renamed the
ThunderDome).

The Lightning set an NHL single-game attendance mark when 27,227 fans attend the first regular-season game at the ThunderDome vs. Florida.

The Lightning Foundation

The Lightning Foundation is dedicated to the support of local organizations that enrich
and enhance the lives of those living throughout the Tampa Bay community. In gratitude
for the support and passion of our community, the Foundation focuses its unique
resources to advance amateur hockey and educational enrichment opportunities for
children, along with medical research and treatment for those in need. Our goal is to
make Tampa Bay a better place to live, work and play!

The Lightning Foundation and the Tampa Bay Lightning donated $863,000.00 in
monetary and in-kind support to the Tampa Bay community last year and touched
more than 815 charitable organizations. In addition, the Foundation’s Community
Grant program donated more than $82,000 to 17 worthy organizations including two
scholarships through the Dave Andreychuk Scholarship Program at the conclusion of
the 2008-2009 season. The Foundation and Tampa Bay Lightning Community Relations
Departments provide autographed Lightning merchandise for charitable auctions and
organize major fundraising events throughout the year.

In the past year, these events included, The Champions Dinner, an interactive dinner
party with our players, coaches and owners to benefit H. Lee Moffitt Cancer Center
& Research Institute and the Lightning Foundation, Reindeer Run and Holiday
Festival, featuring a 5K, 1 mile and kids race, along with a holiday festival with food,
entertainment, games and art activities to benefit Epilepsy Charities and the Lightning
Foundation, presented by University Community Health; Hockey and Hearts, a
Valentine luncheon fundraiser to benefit Pepin Heart Hospital and Dr. Kiran C. Patel
Research Institute; Glitz and Sticks, a Celebrity Casino Evening to benefit Tampa
General Hospital Foundation and the Lightning Foundation, presented by DexImaging;
and the Pink Hat Project benefiting breast cancer research at H. Lee Moffitt Cancer
Center & Research Institute.

Sled Hockey

The Lightning Foundation continues to provide a unique sled hockey program and
exceptional experiences to individuals of a special caliber. Giving a child, or any disabled
athlete, the opportunity to accomplish something they never thought possible is one of
the most rewarding results for the Sled Hockey program and all of those involved.

The Tampa Bay Lightning Hockey Club is the first team in the NHL to sponsor and
coordinate a Sled Hockey Team. C&E Information Services, along with the Lightning
Foundation, funds the program to field a competitive team. Instead of standing on
skates, players sit in specifically designed sleds. These sleds sit on top of two hockey
skate blades, and there are two sticks for each player instead of one. The first three
years of the sled hockey team have been a tremendous success! Participants and
spectators alike can’t wait for the excitement to begin again this season.

Educational Programs

The Tampa Bay Lightning and the Lightning Foundation have a number of enriching
educational programs for the children in the Tampa Bay community. The Lightning
mascot, ThunderBug, is always on acommunity power play attending various charitable
events, hospitals, company functions, youth centers and local schools. The Lightning
also reaches children in grades K-12 with several thriving education programs:

“Fit Families for Life,” sponsored by Blue Cross and Blue Shield of Florida, provides
students and their families the opportunity to learn and apply information about

exercise and nutrition that will empower them to be “Fit for Life.” This program will
begin its third year at Academy Prep Center of Tampa.

“Score with Reading” and “Report Like the Pros”, presented by Dave Mishkin, teaches
students the importance of reading as well as focusing on opportunities in media,
journalism and broadcasting respectively.

“Hockey by the Numbers,” sponsored by Suncoast Schools Federal Credit Union and
facilitated by Rick Peckham, bridges hockey with math concepts for easy learning to
local fifth graders.

“Art on Ice,” sponsored by Metro PCS, gave children and families the chance to get
creative while enjoying a Tampa Bay Lightning game. Everyone was invited for arts and
crafts, free of charge.

Community Relations

The Tampa Bay Lightning organization understands the vital role it plays in the
community and the responsibilities that are attached to being the premier sports team
in the Tampa Bay area.

Wives have
volunteered in the past for the Child Life Room at Tampa General Hospital and continue
to raise money for the hospital’s Children’s Medical Center Pediatric Intensive Care
Unit. The players, coaches and their families will again host a special holiday party
this year for children fighting cancer, serve meals and provide support for the Ronald
McDonald House and hold toy and food drives in conjunction with the Marine Corps
Reserve Toys for Tots and Metropolitan Ministries.

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MEDIA REGULATIONS & POLICES

PARKING

Limited parking passes are available on a season basis
upon request to the public relations office. Media
members can be added to the parking list on a single-
game basis, but parking spaces are limited. Requests
must be made when requesting game credentials.

Requests to park local news television trucks in the
compound must be made at least 24 hours in advance.
One truck per outlet will be permitted access to the
compound starting approximately three hours prior to
the game. Trucks may be relocated to the grass lot due
to space limitations.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS

Media credentials will be issued only for working
members of the media. Season credentials will be
issued to those assigned to cover the Lightning
regularly, and single game credentials must be
requested via email or fax on company letterhead at
least 24 hours in advance. Only previously approved
media may pick up game-night credentials at media
will call. Media will call is located at the employee/
guest entrance on the southeast side of the St. Pete
Times Forum (Gate D). It opens 2-1/2 hours before
Lightning games (5:00 p.m. for a 7:30 p.m. start). All
media must enter through Gate D.

MEDIA LOUNGE

The media lounge is located on Level 1 (Event Level)
on the south side of the building. Meal and beverage
service is available for a donation and begins two hours
before face-off and ends five minutes after the start
of each game. Only individuals with credentials will be
allowed access to the media lounge.

MEDIA WORK ROOM

The media work room is located on Level 1 (Event
Level) on the south side of the building next to the
media lounge. It is open and available for use by
working media before, during and after games. Long
distance calls must be made on a credit card or collect
basis. Wireless internet is available at no cost.

PRESS BOX ACCESS

To access the press box, take the elevator located on
Level 1 (Event Level) on the east side of the St. Pete
Times Forum. The elevator will be available at the Press
Box (Level 7) at the end of each game for immediate
access to the locker rooms.

TOM McEWEN PRESS BOX

The Tom McEwen Press Box is located on Level 7 on
the east side of building. Booths will be assigned to
radio, television, coaching staffs and off-ice officials.
Media will be assigned to seats, which will be posted
for each game in the press box and media work room.
Please sit in your assigned seat, or see a Lightning
public relations representative if you have not been
assigned one.

PRESS BOX SERVICES

Telephones and internet access (wireless is available
at no charge) are provided for use by media throughout
the press box. Long distance calls must be made on

a credit card or collect basis. Electrical outlets are
located at the base of the wall in front of each seat.

Television monitors have been positioned above
the seating area. If you wish to review a play, see a
Lightning public relations representative. Plays can
be reviewed in the off-ice official booth at the end of a
period or at the end of the game.

Game summary sheets will be distributed between
periods and following the end of the game in the press
box, locker room and working media room. Out of
town scores will be posted once during each period
and at the conclusion of each period. Goals, penalties
and notes of interest will be announced over the press
box PA. Attendance will be announced during the third
period. Quote sheets including both coaches and 1-2
players for each team will be distributed as quickly as
possible to the working media room and press box
following each game.

Beverages and snacks will be available in the press box
during each game.

PHOTO

Scott Audette, Lightning team photographer, will
assign photo locations. Please be sure to see Scott
prior to each game for assigned photo locations, and
all photographers must only shoot from assigned
photo areas. It is imperative that all photographers be
courteous to spectators and especially cognizant not
to obstruct the view of paying spectators.

The photo room is located on Level 1 (Event Level) and
available for still photographers. The room is equipped
with phone lines, televisions and power. Contact Scott
Audette regarding photo room usage.

PHOTO LOCATIONS

Locations will be assigned by Scott Audette. Please be
sure to see Scott prior to each game specifically for ice
level photo locations. It is also possible to shoot from
elevated positions throughout the St. Pete Times Forum.
As a reminder, it is imperative that all photographers be
courteous to spectators and be especially cognizant not
to obstruct the view of paying spectators.

There are several live shot locations in the St. Pete
Times Forum. Please see a member of the public
relations staff prior to the game for an assigned
location. If you are assigned a location in a seating
area, setup must be complete at least one hour prior to
the start of the game, as ticket holders will occupy this
area. Requests for a live interview must be submitted
24 hours in advance.

GAME FOOTAGE

Local TV stations are reminded that you are not
permitted to shoot game action if the game is televised
locally, nationally or back to visiting market. Local
stations will be permitted to shoot game highlights
if there is no television coverage. Contact Lightning
public relations prior to a non-televised game for an
assigned location.

LOCKER ROOM ACCESS

Access to the locker room corridor will be strictly
enforced to only allow credential-holders into this area.
Also, please be advised that no media or broadcasters
are ever allowed in the coaches’ offices unless escorted
by a member of the public relations department.

The Lightning locker room is closed to all media and
broadcasters prior to games; however, a member of
the Lightning public relations staff will be available
in the locker room hallway prior to games to bring
out requested players for interviews until 90 minutes
before the opening face-off.

The Lightning locker room will open within 10 minutes
after the conclusion of games. Coach Barry Melrose
will meet with the media approximately 10 minutes after
the locker room has been opened in the post game
conference room located in the locker room hallway.

After practices and game-day skates, the locker room
will be open shortly after the first group of players
leaves the ice. The locker room will NEVER be open
prior to a practice or a game-day skate.

INJURY REPORTS

A member of the public relations staff will provide in-
game injury reports as quickly as they are available from
the Lightning medical staff. No media will be permitted
in the locker room area while play is in progress and
should not approach medical personnel during the
course of a game. The Lightning will also provide
an injury report approximately 20 minutes after the
conclusion of each game and again the following day.

TRAVELING MEDIA

Please be advised that all locker room policies for games
and practices will also be enforced on the road. The team
bus will depart the arena no later than one hour after the
conclusion of a game, and media or broadcasters traveling
with the team may not conduct interviews with players or
coaches on buses or team charters.

OFFICIAL’'S TERMS

ALTERCATION - Physical incident between at least two
players resulting in either one penalty or numerous penalties.
BOARDING - Checking an opponent into the boards
from behind.

BUTT ENDING - Jabbing, or attempting to jab, an
opponent with the shaft of the stick.

CHARGING - Taking more than three skating strides
prior to checking an opponent.

CHECKING FROM BEHIND - Skating up behind an
opponent and checking him from behind.
CROSS-CHECKING - Hitting an opponent with both
hands on the stick and no part of the stick on the ice.
DELAYED OFFSIDES - When defensive team
regains puck after attacking player precedes puck
into offensive zone, it can move puck out of the zone
without contact or an attempt to delay the play from
offensive players.

DELAYING THE GAME - When player purposely
knocks, shoots or throws puck into benches or stands - or
pushes net off moorings -- in attempt to delay the game.

ELBOWING - Striking opponent with elbow in attempt
to impede or disrupt.

FIGHTING - When players throw punches with closed fists.

GAME MISCONDUCT - When a player gets thrown
out of a game.

GOALTENDERS’ PENALTIES - A goaltender shall
not be sent to the penalty box for an infraction, but
instead the minor penalty shall be served by another
member of his team who was on the ice when the
infraction was committed.

HAND PASS - Players can’t close their hands on the
puck, pick it up from the ice or throw it.

HEAD BUTT - Hitting an opponent with head, or going
in head first on a body check.

HIGH-STICKING - Striking your opponent while
carrying the stick above shoulder level.

HOLDING - Player grabs an opponent or opponent’s
equipment to impede progress.

HOOKING - Using blade of stick to pull or tug at opponent.

GUESTS

Guests will not be permitted in the St. Pete Times Forum
without prior approval by the Lightning public relations
department. Media caught bringing guests into the St.
Pete Times Forum without prior approval will have their
credentials revoked.

AUTOGRAPHS

No credential-holders are permitted to ask players or
coaches for autographs before, during or after games.
Violators of this policy will immediately have their
credentials revoked.

INTERFERENCE - lllegal body contact with an
opponent who is not in possession of the puck, or
knocking an opponent’s fallen stick out of his reach.

KNEEING - Hitting opponent with knee.

MAJOR PENALTIES - Any player, except the
goaltender, shall be ruled off the ice for five minutes
during which time no substitute shall be permitted. The
player who is serving the five minute major must stay in
the penalty box for the full five, regardless if a goal is
scored upon the “shorthanded” team.

MATCH PENALTY - Any player, including the
goaltender, will be ejected immediately for deliberately
injuring another player. A teammate must serve a five
minute major for the ejected player. Players are also
subject to a monetary fine from the NHL for the infraction.

MINOR PENALTIES - Any player, other than a
goaltender, shall be ruled off the ice for two minutes
during which time no substitute shall be permitted.
If the shorthanded team is scored upon before the
two minutes elapse, the player in the penalty box is
automatically released.

MISCONDUCT PENALTY - Any player, other than the
goaltender, shall be ruled off the ice for a period of ten
minutes. A substitute player is permitted to immediately
replace a player serving a misconduct penalty. A player
whose misconduct penalty has expired shall remain in
the penalty box until the next stoppage of play.

OFFSIDES - The blue lines carve the ice into
three zones-one for each team with a neutral zone
sandwiched in between. No member of an attacking
team can cross the blue line and enter the opposing
team’s zone until the puck does. If any attacking player
crosses the line before the

puck, that’s offsides, and the official blows the whistle
and the puck comes back out to center ice for a face-
off. Once the defensive team has successfully cleared
puck back across the blue line and into the neutral
zone, everyone from the attacking team also has
to clear the offensive zone and begin the attacking
process all over again.

PENALTY SHOT - Offensive player awarded penalty
shot if illegally checked or impeded on breakaway.
Puck placed at center ice and player moves in one-on-
one on goaltender for a shot.

TRANSFER OF CREDENTIALS

Transfer of credentials is strictly prohibited. Violators
will forfeit credentials for the remainder of the season.
If you encounter a problem or have questions, please
ask a member of the Lightning public relations staff. Be
assured we will do everything possible to satisfy your
request or answer your questions.

SLASHING - Hitting an opposing player with the stick
or swinging the stick at an opposing player.

SPEARING - Stabbing an opponent with the point of
the stick blade while the stick is being carried in one
or both hands.

TIME OUT - Stop in play.

TRIPPING - Player uses stick, arm or leg to knock over
an opponent.

WASH-OUT - Officials signal for no penalty, goal,
icing, offsides or high-sticking on play.



HOCKEY OPERATIONS

Order of Selection for 2010 Entry Draft

The NHL's annual Draft Drawing is a weighted lottery
system to determine the order of selection for the first
14 picks of the 2010 Entry Draft.

The 14 teams that did not qualify for the Stanley Cup
Playoffs, or clubs that acquired those clubs’ 2010 first-
round draft picks, participate in the Drawing.

The Club selected in the drawing may not move up more
than four positions in the draft order, thus only the five
Clubs with the fewest regular-season points have the
opportunity to receive the first overall selection.

No Club can move down more than one position as a
result of the Draft Drawing.

In the first round of the 2010 Entry Draft, the order of
selection is as follows:

a) The first 14 selections, as determined by the Draft
Drawing (see above);

b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the
2010 Stanley Cup Playoffs, regular-season division
winners excluded, in inverse order of points;

c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated
in the first two rounds of the 2010 Stanley Cup
Playoffs, in inverse order of points;

d) Clubs eliminated in the 2010 Conference Finals, in
inverse order of points;

e) Stanley Cup finalist

f) Stanley Cup champion

In the second and subsequent rounds the order of
selection is as follows:

a) Non-playoff clubs in inverse order of points;

b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the
2010 Stanley Cup Playoffs, regular-season division
winners excluded, in inverse order of points;

c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated
in the first two rounds of the 2010 Stanley Cup
Playoffs, in inverse order of points;

d) Clubs eliminated in the 2010 Conference Finals, in
inverse order of points;

e) Stanley Cup finalist

f) Stanley Cup champion

Eligibility for Claim

a) All Players age 18 or older are eligible for claim in
the Entry Draft, except:

i. aPlayer on the Reserve List of a Club, other than as
a try-out;

ii. aPlayer who has been claimed in two prior Entry Drafts;

iii. a Player who previously played in the League and
became a Free Agent pursuant to this Agreement;

iv. a Player age 21 or older who: (A) has not been
selected in a previous Entry Draft and (B) played
hockey for at least one season in North America
when he was age 18, 19, or 20 and shall be eligible
to enter the League as an Unrestricted Free Agent
pursuant to Article 10.1(d); and 18

v. a Player age 22 or older who has not been selected
in a previous Entry Draft and shall be eligible to
enter the League as an Unrestricted Free Agent
pursuant to Article 10.1(d).

Unsigned Draft Choices

a) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the first
three rounds of the Entry Draft and who was not signed
by his NHL Club may not be retained by the Club and
must be returned to his junior Club no later than the day
prior to the opening of the NHL regular season.

b)

A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the
fourth or subsequent rounds who has not been
signed by his NHL Club may not be retained by his
Club and must be returned to his junior Club no later
than the fourth day prior to the opening of the NHL
regular season.

Entry Level Players

1. Players 18 through 21 years of age when signing
their first contract must remain in the entry-level
system for a period of three years; players age 22
and 23 when signing their first contract are in the
entry level system for two years; while those age
24 when signing their first contract are in the entry
level system for one year. Age is defined as the
player’s age on September 15 of the calendar year
in which he signs the contract, regardless of his
actual age on the date he signs such contract.

2. In the event that a signed 18 or 19-year-old player
does not play a minimum of 10 NHL games (regular
season and/or playoffs) in his first season under
contract, the term of his player contract and his
number of years in the entry level system will be
extended for a period of one year. The exception
to this is a 19-year-old player who turns 20 years of
age between September 16 and December 31 in his
first contract year.

3. In the event that a player signs his first contract at
age 18 and has had his Player Contract extended
for one season already, and such player does
not play at least 10 NHL games (regular season
and/or playoffs) in the second season under that
player’s Player Contract, then the term of his Player
Contract and his number of years in the Entry Level
System shall be extended for one additional year.

23-Man Roster

There may be a maximum of 23 players on each Club’s
playing roster at any one time from the commencement
of the NHL regular season through the trade deadline.
Prior to the start of the season, each Club must submit
to the NHL its “Opening Day Playing Roster” which shall
be comprised of not more than 23 players. Each Club
must have a roster of at least 20 players, composed
of 18 skaters and two goaltenders. Players on Injured
Reserve do not count in the 23-Man Roster limit.
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Injured Reserve List

In the event that a player is injured and a Club wishes
to place him on the Injured Reserve List, the Club must
follow these procedures.

1. A Club may place a player on the injured reserve list
if such player is injured, disabled or ill and unable to
perform his duties as a hockey player after having
passed the Club’s initial physical examination in
that season.

2. A player who has an injury that renders him
physically unable to play for a minimum of seven
days after that date of the injury can be placed on
the Club’s Injured Reserve List. Once a player is
placed on the injured reserve, the Club may replace
said player on its NHL roster with another player. All
determinations that a player has suffered an injury
warranting injured reserve status must be made by
the Club’s medical staff and in accordance with the
Club’s medical standards.

3. A player placed on Injured Reserve is ineligible to
compete in NHL games for a period of not less than
seven days from the date of injury.

4. Players on Injured Reserve may attend Club
meetings and meals, travel with the Club and
participate in practice sessions.

5. Players on Injured Reserve are prohibited from
appearing in games, participating in pre-game
warm-ups with their Clubs, or dressing in game
uniforms on game days.

Regular Season Waivers

For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers,
the five (5) year exemption for an 18 year old skater
and the four (4) year exemption for a 19 year old skater
shall both be reduced to three (3) years commencing
the first season that the 18 or 19 year old skater plays
in eleven (11) NHL Games or more. The next two (2)
seasons, regardless of whether the skater plays any
NHL Games in either season, shall count as the second
and third years toward satisfying the exemption. For
purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers,
the six (6) year exemption for an 18 year old goalie and
the five (5) year exemption for a 19 year old goalie shall
both be reduced to four (4) years commencing the first
season that the 18 or 19 year old goalie plays in eleven
(11) NHL Games or more. The next three (3) seasons,
regardless of whether the goalie plays any NHL Games
in any of those three (3) seasons, shall count as the
next three (3) years toward satisfying the exemption.

The first season in which a Player who is age 20 or
older plays in one (1) or more Professional Games shall
constitute the first year for calculating the number of years
he is exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers.

A Player 25 years old or older who plays in one (1)
or more Professional Games in any season shall be
exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers
for the remainder of that season.

Tie-Breaking Procedures
At the conclusion of the regular season, the standing

of the teams in each Conference shall be determined in
accordance with the following priorities in the order listed:

First place in each of the three (3) divisions seeded
1,2, and 3.

b) The higher number of points earned by the Club.

c) The greater number of games won by the Club.

d) The higher number of points earned in games
against each other among two (2) or more Clubs
having equal standing under priority (b) and (c) **
The greater differential between goals scored for
and against by Clubs having equal standing under
priority (d).

** NOTE: For the purpose of determining standing
under priority (d) for two or more tied Clubs that have
not played an even number of games with one or more
of the other tied Clubs, the first game played in the
city that has the extra game (the “odd game”) shall not
be included. When more than two Clubs are tied, the
percentage of available points earned in games among
each other (and not including any “odd games”) shall
be used to determine standing.

Holiday Roster Freeze in effect. For all players on an
NHL active roster, injured reserve, or players with non-
roster and injured non-roster status as of midnight,
local time, December 19, a roster freeze shall apply
through midnight local time December 27, with respect
to waivers, trades and loans, subject to the exceptions
provided for in CBA Article 16.10.

Abduction: Movement of a joint away from the center
of the body.

AC Joint (Acromioclavicular joint): Joint of the
shoulder where acromion process of the shoulder
blade and the distal end of the collarbone meet; most
shoulder separations occur at this point.

Adduction: Movement of a joint toward the center of
the body.

Adhesion: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers to
surrounding structures during immobilization following
trauma or as a complication of surgery which restricts
normal elasticity of the structures involved; or scar
tissue which forms after trauma or surgery which can
restrict normal motion.

Aerobic: Exercise in which energy needed is supplied
by oxygen inspired and is required for sustained
periods of vigorous exercise with a continually high
pulse rate.

Anabolic Steroids: Steroids that promote tissue
growth by creating protein in an attempt to enhance
muscle growth. The main anabolic steroid is
testosterone (male sex hormone).

Anaerobic: Exercise without the use of oxygen as an
energy source; short bursts of vigorous exercise.

Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL): A primary
stabilizing ligament within the center of the knee joint
that prevents hyperextension and excessive rotation
of the joint. A complete tear of the ACL necessitating

reconstruction could require up to 12 months of
rehabilitation.

Anti Inflammatory: Any agent which prevents
inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.

Arteriogram: A film demonstrating arteries after
injection of a dye.

Arthrogram: X ray technique for joints using air
and/or dye injected into the affected area; useful in
diagnosing meniscus tears of the knee and rotator cuff
tears of the shoulder.

Arthroscope: An instrument used to visualize the
interior of a joint cavity.

Arthroscopy: A surgical examination of the internal
structures of a joint by means of observation through
an arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure can be
used to remove or repair damaged tissue or as a
diagnostic procedure in order to inspect the extent of
any damage or confirm a diagnosis.

Atrophy: To shrivel or shrink from disuse; as in
muscular atrophy.

Baker’s Cyst: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in the
back of the knee as a result of fluid that has escaped
from the knee capsule. A Baker’s cyst indicates that
there is a trauma inside the knee joint that leads to
excessive fluid production.

Bone Scan: An imaging procedure in which a
radioactive labeled substance is injected into the

body to determine the status of a bone injury. If the
radioactive substance is taken up by the bone at the
injury site, the injury will show as a ‘hot spot’ on the
scan image. The bone scan is particularly useful in the
diagnosis of stress fractures.

Bursa: A fluid filled sac located in areas where friction
is likely to occur. The bursa sac minimizes the friction,
for example, between a tendon and bone.

Cartilage: Smooth, slippery substance preventing two
ends of bones from rubbing together and grating. Most
joints use this to cover bones next to each other. A
meniscus is made of cartilage.

CAT Scan (Computerized Tomography): Use of a
computer to produce a cross-sectional view of the
anatomical part being investigated from x ray data.

Chondromalacia: Roughening of the articular
cartilage. Best known for the roughening of the
underside of the kneecap, which can occur in any

kneecap injury.
Clavicle: Collarbone; the bone connecting the breastbone
with the shoulder blade.

Closed Reduction: Re-alignment of a fracture or
dislocation without surgery.

Coccyx: The ‘tailbone,’” a group of four vertebrae that
are fused together to form a small triangular bone,
located at the terminal end of the spine.

Concussion: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in
dysfunction. It can be graded as mild, moderate or
severe, depending on loss of consciousness, amnesia
and loss of equilibrium.

Contusion: An injury to a muscle and tissues caused
by a blow from a blunt object.

Corticosteroids: Used to suppress joint inflammation
and inflammation in a bursa or near tendons.

Cryotherapy: A treatment with the use of cold.

Cyst: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semi solid matter.

Degenerative Joint Disease: Changes in the joint
surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma and ‘wear and tear’.

Deltoid Ligament: Ligament that connects the tibia to
bones of the medial aspect of the foot and is primarily
responsible for stability of the ankle on the medial side.
Is sprained less frequently than other ankle ligaments.

Deltoid Muscle: Muscles at the top of the arm, just
below the shoulder, responsible for shoulder motions
in the front, side and back.

Disc, Intervertebral: A flat, rounded plate between
each vertebrae of the spine. The disc consists of a
thick fiber ring which surrounds a soft gel like interior.
It functions as a cushion and shock absorber for the
spinal column.

Dislocation: Complete displacement of joint surfaces.

Electromyogram (EMG): Test to determine nerve function.

Epiconondylitis: Inflammation of tendons at the
elbow due to overuse. Common in tennis players (outer
part of elbow) and golfers (inner part of elbow)

Etiology: Study of the cause of injury and disease.

Extension: Action of straightening of a joint as achieved
by an extensor muscle.

Fascia: A connective tissue sheath consisting of
fibrous tissue and fat which unites the skin to the
underlying tissue.

Fat Percentage: The amount of body weight that is
adipose, fat tissue. Fat percentage can be calculated
by underwater weighing, measuring select skinfold
thickness or by analyzing electrical impedance.

Femur: Thighbone; longest bone in the body.

Fibula: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg; runs
from the knee to the ankle along the outside of the
lower leg.

Flexibility: The ability of muscle to relax and yield to
stretch forces.

Fracture: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of
fractures include simple, compound, comminuted,
greenstick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal,
oblique, open, stress or transverse.

Glenohumeral: The shoulder girdle; consists of the
glenoid capsule, head of the humerus and labrum.

-

Glenoid: Cavity of the scapula into which the head of
the humerus fits to form the shoulder girdle.

Glenoid Labrum: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue
attached around the margin of the glenoid fossa.

Grade One Injury: A mild injury in which ligament,
tendon or other musculoskeletal tissue may have been
stretched, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.

Grade Two Injury: A moderate injury in which
musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not
totally torn, causing appreciable limitation in function
of the injured tissue.

Grade Three Injury: A severe injury in which tissue loss
has been significant, and in many cases, totally torn or
otherwise disrupted, causing a virtual loss of function.

Groin: Junction of the thigh and abdomen, location of
muscles that rotate, flex and adduct the hip.

Hammer Toe: Condition when the first digit of a toe
is at a different angle that the remaining digits of the
same toe.

Hamstring: Category of muscle that runs from the
buttocks to the knee along the back of the thigh. It
functions to flex the knee and is often times injured as a
result of improper conditioning or lack of muscle flexibility.

Hemarthrosis: Accumulation of blood within a joint as
a result of an acute injury.

Hematoma: Mass produced by an accumulation of
coagulated blood in a cavity or in soft tissues.

High Ankle Sprain: Disruption of thick connective tissue
between the tibia and fibula above the ankle joint.

Hip Pointer: Contusion to the iliac crest.
Hydrotherapy: Treatment using water.

Hyperextension: Extreme extension of a limb or body part.

Ice and Stimulation: Use of ice to reduce inflammation
and muscle stimulation by surface electrodes to maintain
muscle strength used in rehabilitation of injury.

lliotibial Band: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs
from the iliac crest to the knee joint on the outside of
the thigh.

Inflammation: The body’s natural response to injury in
which the injury site might display various degrees of
pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss of function.

Isometric Contraction: Muscular contraction in which
tension is developed but no mechanical work is done.

Labrum (Labrum Glenoidule): The cartilage of the glenoid
cavity in the shoulder. A lip edged or lip like structure.

Lateral Collateral Ligament (LCL): Ligament of the
knee along the outer aspect that connects the femur to
the fibula. It provides lateral stability to the joint.

Ligament: Band of fibrous tissue that connects
bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports and
strengthens joints.

Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI): Imaging
procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes
certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to
react to this pulse and through this process a computer
display and permanent film establish a visual image.
MRI does not require radiation and is very useful in the
diagnosis of soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.

Mandible: Jaw bone

Medial Collateral Ligament (MCL): Ligament of knee
along the inner aspect that connects the femur to the tibia.

Meniscus: Crescent-shaped cartilage, usually pertaining
to the knee joint; also known as cartilage. There are two
menisci in the knee - medial and lateral. These work to
absorb weight within the knee and provide stability.

Metacarpals: Five long bones of the hand, joining the
fingers to the wrist.
Metatarsals: Five long bones of the foot, running from

the ankle to the toes.

Myositis: Inflammation of a muscle.

Open Reduction - Re-alignment of a fracture or
dislocation with surgery.

Orthotic: Any device applied to or around the body of
physical impairment of disability. Commonly used to
control foot mechanics.

Ost hondritis D 1s: A piece of bone and/or
cartilage loosened from its attachment after trauma
and a cause of a lesion.

Osteomyelitis: An inflammatory disease of bone
caused usually by infection with streptococcus or
staphylococcus bacteria.

Patella: The kneecap. The patella functions to protect
the distal end of the femur as well as increase the
mechanical advantage and force generating capacities
of the quadriceps muscle group.

Plantar Fasciitis: Inflammation of the plantar (a thick
tissue on the bottom of the foot which helps create the
arch) fascia; associated with overuse or acute foot injury.

Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL): A primary
stabilizing ligament of the knee that provides
significant stability and prevents displacement of the
tibia backward within the knee joint. A complete tear
of this ligament necessitating reconstruction could
require up to 12 months of rehabilitation.

Quadricep Muscles: A group of four muscles of the front
thigh that run from the hip and form a common tendon at
the patella; they are responsible for knee extension.

Radius: Bone in the forearm from elbow to the thumb
side of the wrist.



MISCELLANEOUS

Rotator Cuff: Comprised of four muscles in the
shoulder area that can be irritated by overuse. The
muscles are the supraspinatus (most commonly
injured), infraspinatus, teres minor and subscapularis.

Sacroiliac: Junction of the sacrum, the lower back
bone, with the pelvis.

Sacrum: Group of five fused vertebrae located just
below the lumbar vertebrae of the lower back, which
form part of the pelvis.

Scapula: Shoulder blade.

Sciatica: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in
pain or tingling running down the inside of the leg.

Sciatic Nerve: Major nerve that carries impulses for
muscular action and sensations between the low back
and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve in the body.

Shin Splint: A catch all syndrome describing pain in
the shin that is not a fracture or tumor and cannot be
defined otherwise.

Spleen: Large, solid organ responsible for the normal
production and destruction of blood cells located
under the left rib cage.

Spondylosis: Abnormal vertebral fixation or
immobility, or a general term for arthritis of the spine.

Sprain: Injury resulting from the stretching or twisting
of the joint and causes various degrees of stretching
or tearing of a ligament or other soft tissue at the joint.

Stress Fracture: A hair line type of break in a bone.
Caused by overuse.

Subluxation: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term
usually implies that the joint can return to a normal
position without formal reduction.

Synovial Fluid: Lubricating fluid for joints and
tendons, produced in synovium, or the inner lining of
a joint.

Synovitis: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.

Talus: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia
and fibula to form the ankle joint.

Tarsals: Group of seven bones of the foot consisting of
the calnavicular, talus, cuboid and three cuneiform bones.

Tendinitis: Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon
sheath, caused by chronic overuse or sudden injury.

Tendon: Tissue that connects muscle to bone.

Tenosynovitis: Swelling or inflammation of a tendon
sheath caused by calcium deposits, repeated strain
or trauma.

Tibia: Shin bone; larger of the two bones of the lower
leg and is the weight bearing bone of the shin.

Transcutaneous Electrical Nerve Stimulator (TENS):
An electrical modality that sends a mild current through
pads at the injury site which stimulates the brain to
release the natural analgesic endorphin.

Transverse Process: Small lateral projection off the
right and left side of each vertebrae that functions as an
attachment site for muscles and ligaments of the spine.

Triceps: Muscle of the back of the upper arm,
primarily responsible for extending the elbow.

Ulna: Inner bone of the forearm that runs from the tip
of the elbow to the little finger side of the wrist.

Ulnar Nerve: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated
from excessive throwing.

Ultrasound: An electrical modality that transmits a
sound wave through an applicator into the skin to the
soft tissue in order to heat the local area for relaxing
the injured tissue and/or disperse edema...Also a
type of imaging study for certain body areas.

“Wind Knocked Out”: Syndrome describing a
contraction of the abdominal nerve truck, the solar
plexus, as a result of an abdominal contusion.

PLAYOFF FORMAT

The National Hockey League’s 30 clubs are aligned into two conferences, each
consisting of three divisions. The number of teams qualifying for the Stanley Cup
Playoffs is 16.

First-round playoff berths will be awarded to the first-place team in each division,
as well as to the next five-best team (based on regular season point totals in each
conference). The three division winners in each conference will be seeded first
through third (in order of points) and the next five-best teams (in order of points) will
be seeded fourth through eighth. In each conference, the team seeded No. 1 will
play the team seeded No. 8; No. 2 vs. No. 7; No. 3 vs. No. 6; and No. 4 vs. No. 5 in
the Conference Quarter Final round. Home-ice in the Conference Quarter Finals is
granted to those teams seeded first through fourth in each conference.

In the Conference Semifinals and Conference Finals, teams will be re-seeded
according to the same criteria as the Conference Quarterfinals (division leaders will
be seeded first and granted home-ice advantage while the remaining teams will be
seeded in order of regular-season points).

Home-ice advantage in the Stanley Cup Finals will be determined by points.

All series are best-of-seven.
