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AVS WIN PRESIDENTS’ TROPHY, DIVISION TITLE
The Avalanche finished the season 39-13-4 (82 points), winning the Honda West Division and Presidents’ Trophy for the best record in the league…
Colorado finished with its highest points percentage in franchise history (.732), breaking the previous mark of .720 set in 2000-01…The Avs went 
5-0-0 over the final seven days of the season to win the division, which included a comeback victory in Vegas on May 10 and scoring five unanswered 
goals in the season finale to rally for a 5-1 win over the Kings on May 13…The Avs were the first team to win the Presidents’ Trophy in their final game 
of the season since Vancouver in 2011-12…The Avs claimed their third Presidents’ Trophy (1996-97, 2000-01) and 10th division title since moving 
to Denver (12th in franchise history)…The Avs overcame two COVID-related pauses, the only team to pause twice in 2020-21, and the second-most 
man-games lost to injury in the league with 313…The Avalanche’s 82 points tied Vegas atop the league standings but Colorado had the tiebreaker with 
five more regulation wins.

SOME LIKE IT HOT
The Avs ended the season on a five-game win streak and went 8-1-0 in their last nine to secure home ice throughout the playoffs…Colorado was 18-5-
0 in its last 23 games, 26-5-2 in its last 33 contests and 30-7-3 in its last 40 games…That’s the NHL’s best record since March 29 (.783), March 10 
(.818) and Feb. 26 (.788), respectively.

THIRD PRESIDENTS’ TROPHY
The Avalanche claimed their third Presidents’ Trophy (1996-97, 2000-01), becoming the fifth franchise to win the award three or more times since its 
inception in 1985-86, following the Red Wings (six), Bruins (three), Capitals (three) and Rangers (three)…Only Detroit (five) and Washington (three) have 
won as many times since the Avalanche began play in Denver in 1995-96. 

AIN’T NO MOUNTAIN HIGH, AIN’T NO VALLEY LOW
Colorado’s first overall finish came just four years after finishing last overall in the standings in 2016-17…The Avs are the first NHL team to go from worst 
to first in four seasons or less since the Bruins in 1970-71…Boston finished last in the league just four years earlier in 1966-67.

PLAYOFF BOUND
The Avalanche are heading to the Stanley Cup Playoffs for the fourth straight year, the third-longest run in franchise history…Quebec/Colorado made 
11 straight trips to the postseason from 1995 to 2006 and the Nordiques made seven straight from 1981 to 1987…This will be the 26th postseason 
appearance in franchise history and 17th since moving to Denver.

TIME’S A WASTING
The Avalanche on April 22 became the second NHL team to clinch this season, one night after Vegas (although Colorado did it in two fewer games)…The 
Avs completed 79% of their season at the time of clinching (44 of 56 games)…Only the 1992-93 Nordiques completed less of their season at the time of 
clinching in franchise history (77%, 65/84).

HOME SWEET HOME
The Avalanche finished 22-4-2 at home (.821), tied with Pittsburgh for the most wins and points (46) in the league…The .821 home points percentage 
was the club’s highest since relocating to Denver, topping the .768 by the 2000-01 squad…The only season in franchise history with a better home mark 
was 1994-95 (.875 by Quebec)…Colorado finished the season on a nine-game home winning streak and went 16-0-1 in its final 17 at Ball Arena, tying 
the franchise record for the longest home point streak…It was also the longest home point streak in the league in 2020-21… The Avs out-scored their 
opponents 110-54 (+56) on home ice.

KEEP YOUR FRIENDS CLOSE BUT YOUR ENEMIES CLOSER
Colorado’s 56-game schedule consisted entirely of divisional games, as the Avs faced fellow Honda West Division foes Anaheim, Arizona, Los Angeles, 
Minnesota, St. Louis, San Jose and Vegas eight times apiece (four home/away)…This year marked the first time that the Avs played an opponent eight 
times in a season since 2007-08, when they met each of their Northwest Division foes eight times apiece…Prior to the franchise relocating, the Quebec 
Nordiques played their Adams Division opponents eight times per season from 1981-82 to 1991-92 and met the expansion Ottawa Senators nine times 
in 1992-93…Vegas was the first team to ever play the Avalanche/Nordiques four consecutive games during the regular season (Feb. 14-22) and the Avs 
played four straight ROAD games against the same opponent for the first time from April 14-26 in St. Louis…Colorado’s seven wins against Los Angeles 
(7-1-0)were its most ever against one opponent in a single season since relocating to Denver…The Nordiques had more wins against a team only once, 
going 8-1-0 against the expansion Senators in 1992-93…The Avs were 4-0-0 at home against both the Kings and Sharks this year, the first time they’ve 
gone 4-0-0 or better against an opponent at home since 2007-08 vs. Edmonton (4-0-0)

INJURY BUG
The Avalanche finished first overall in the league despite losing 313 man-games due to injury, second in the NHL behind only Chicago (335)…The only 
NHL team with two different COVID-related pauses in 2020-21, the Avs lost 11 players to a COVID protocol related absence at some point.

RECORD RUNS
The Avalanche posted their best 20-game stretch in franchise history from March 10–April 14 (17-1-2), tied their best 25-game stretch from Feb. 26–
April 11 (19-3-3) and matched their best 30-game stretch from Feb. 26–April 26 (22-5-3)…The only other 30-game stretch to yield 47 points was Jan. 
30–March 31, 2003 (21-4-2-3) and the only other 25-game stretch with 41 points was Jan. 20–March 13, 2003 (18-2-3-2).…The Avs were the first 
NHL club to reach 30 wins (April 14) and 60 points (April 11) and the last to suffer its 10th regulation loss (April 24).

IN BEDSIE WE TRUST
Jared Bednar led the Avalanche to the Presidents’ Trophy and Honda West Division championship during his fifth season behind the bench…The 2020-21 
Avalanche posted their highest points percentage in franchise history (.732), topping the 2000-01 team (.720), while Bednar’s .732 winning percentage 
was by far the best of any Colorado/Quebec coach in a single season…He owns a 184-149-39 (.547) career record, which includes a 162-93-35 (.619) 
mark and four straight playoff appearances since the start of 2017-18…Bednar coached his 360th career game on April 22 at St. Louis, passing Bob 
Hartley (359) for the most games coached in Avalanche history (since 1995-96)…Passed Marc Crawford (165) for the third-most wins in franchise history 
on March 25 vs. Vegas, as he now trails only Michel Bergeron (265) and Hartley (193) on that list.…Hired on Aug. 25, 2016, Bednar is the fifth-longest 
tendered coach in the NHL behind Jon Cooper (March 25, 2013), Paul Maurice (Jan. 12, 2014), Jeff Blashill (June 9, 2015), Mike Sullivan (Dec. 12, 2015).

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25 SEASONS OF AVALANCHE HOCKEY
The Avalanche are celebrating their 25th anniversary season in Denver this year…The Avs arrived in the Mile High City on July 1, 1995 when COMSAT 
Entertainment Group officially acquired the Nordiques…Six weeks later on August 10, 1995, the team was introduced as the Colorado Avalanche…The 
Avs played their inaugural game on October 6, 1995, a 3-2 victory over the Detroit Red Wings at McNichols Sports Arena.

GETTING IT DONE AT BOTH ENDS OF THE ICE
The Avs were the highest-scoring team in the league, potting 197 goals for an average of 3.52 per game…It was the first time since relocating to Denver 
that the Avalanche led the league in goals…The Nordiques finished first once, 1994-95…Colorado allowed the third-fewest goals against (132), yielding 
only 2.46 per night…The Avs finished second in the NHL in goal differential at +64, the highest by an Avalanche team since 2000-01 (+78)…Colorado 
out-scored the opposition by an average of 1.16 goals-per-game, a franchise record…Avalanche netminders posted eight shutouts, second in the NHL 
and their most in a season 2009-10 (eight)…Colorado was 33-2-3 when scoring three or more goals and 36-5-1 when allowing three or fewer (32-1-0 
when allowing two or less).

HIT ME WITH YOUR BEST SHOT
Colorado finished second in the NHL in shots-per-game (34.6) and first in shots-against-per-game (25.4)…It marked the first time in franchise history that the 
Avs allowed the fewest shots against…The Avalanche led all teams with a +514 shot differential, far ahead of the next closest team (Boston, +350)…Colorado 
out-shot its opponents by an average of 9.18 shots per game, the highest differential since the Red Wings in 2007-08 (10.85)…The Avalanche out-shot their 
opponents in 45 of their 56 contests this season (most in NHL) and went 33-10-2 when holding an edge in shots, the most wins of any club…The Avs had 
over 40 shots 10 times, going 10-0-0 in those contests.

BACK-TO-BACK
The Avalanche went a combined 16-1-3 in their 10 back-to-back games this season, 9-1-0 in the first contest and 7-0-3 in the second…The Avs swept 
each of their final five back-to-backs, a franchise record for consecutive sweeps.

LET’S GRUUB TONIGHT
Philipp Grubauer tied for the league lead in shutouts (7), finished second in wins (30) and was third in goals-against average (1.95), all career bests…
His seven shutouts equaled the second-most in a single season in franchise history, trailing only Patrick Roy’s nine in 2001-02…Grubi was just the 
sixth different goaltender in franchise history to reach the 30-win plateau, joining Roy (seven times), David Aebischer, Craig Anderson, Peter Budaj and 
Semyon Varlamov…His 1.95 GAA fell just short of Roy’s 1.94 in 2001-02 for the best in franchise annals…Grubauer finished second in the league in win 
percentage (.763), the second-highest in franchise history to only Jocelyn Thibault’s .813 in 1994-95…Grubi appeared in a career high 40 games (39 
starts), fifth in the NHL…He set franchise records for consecutive games with a point (12-0-1, March 10–April 5) and consecutive home games with a 
point (13-0-1, March 1–May 12)…Grubi was the West Division First Star of the Month for March after tying the NHL record for wins in a single month (12).

CLOSE ENCOUNTERS
The Avs finished 17-3-4 (.708) in one-goal contests this season, the second best record in the NHL behind Washington (.760, 19-1-5).

ALL HAIL CALE
Cale Makar recorded 44 points (8g/36a) in 44 games, the only NHL defenseman to average a point-per-game in 2020-21…He joined Steve Duchesne 
(82 points in 82 games with Quebec in 1992-93) as the only blueliners in franchise history to average a point-per-game in a single season (qualifiers)…
Makar was the first defenseman to accomplish the feat at age 22 or younger since Brian Leetch in 1990-91 (1.10)…Cale is just the fourth blueliner overall 
in the last 10 seasons to average a point-per-contest (min 40 GP), joining Erik Karlsson in 2015-16 (1.00), Brent Burns in 2018-19 (1.01) and John 
Carlson in 2019-20 (1.09)…Makar’s 44 points tied for fifth among NHL defensemen, while his 36 assists tied for fourth…He became the first blueliner 
in franchise history to record 40-plus points in each of his first two NHL seasons…Makar’s 0.93 career points-per-game average is the sixth-highest ever 
by a defenseman behind Bobby Orr (1.39), Harry Cameron (1.10), Paul Coffey (1.09), Denis Potvin (0.99) and Ray Bourque (0.98).

YOU’RE THE FIRST, THE LAST, MY EVERYTHING
The Avalanche scored the first goal of the game in 36 of its 56 contests, tied with Vegas for the most times scoring first in the league…Colorado posted 
a 29-5-2 mark when scoring first, the second most wins behind Vegas (31).
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SOMETHING SPECIAL
Colorado finished eighth in both power play percentage (22.7) and penalty killing (83.1)…It marked just the second time in the last 15 years that Colorado 
finished among the top 10 in both categories (2017-18 was the other).

HOW D-LIGHTFUL
Fifteen different defenseman played for the Avalanche this season, tied with Nashville for the most of any club, and tied for the second-most in franchise 
history (16 in 2010-11)…That defensive unit combined for 147 points (26g/121a) the most of any team.

YOU MADE YOUR POINT
Colorado had a 15-game point streak (13-0-2) from March 10–April 5, just one shy of the franchsie record set in 2000-01…The Avs out-scored the 
opposition 67-28 (+39) during the streak and out-shot them 591-369 (+222).

The Avalanche had a winning record in all five months during the 2020-21 season, going 6-3-1 in January, 5-3-0 in February, 12-2-3 in March, 9-4-0 
in April and 7-1-0 in May…The Avalanche have now had 14 consecutive “winning” months going back to February 2019, the longest such streak in 
franchise history.…The previous mark was 10 straight winning months from March 2000 to Oct. 2001…March was the Avalanche’s best month in 
franchise history and they followed that up with their most successful April and a May in which they posted their second-highest points percentage in a 
single month (.875).

BOUNCING BACK
The Avs were 13-4-0 following a loss of any kind this season.

WE’RE GOING STREAKING
Nathan MacKinnon had a  career-high, 15-game point streak from March 27–April 28, the longest run in the NHL this season and the longest streak by an 
Avalanche player since Paul Stastny’s 20-game run in 2006-07…MacKinnon had a 17-game road point streak from Feb. 16–May 3, the second-longest 
streak in franchise history behind Peter Stastny’s 23-game stretch for Quebec in 1983-84…MacKinnon finished third in the NHL with 36 away points 
(9g/27a).

Jared Bednar led the Avalanche to the Presidents’ Trophy and Honda West Division championship during his fifth season behind the bench.  
The 2020-21 Avalanche posted their highest points percentage in franchise history (.732), topping the 2000-01 team (.720), while Bed-
nar’s .732 winning percentage was by far the best of any Colorado/Quebec coach in a single season.

Bednar owns a 184-149-39 (.547) career record as an NHL head coach, which includes a 162-93-35 (.619) mark and four straight playoff 
appearances since the start of 2017-18.

Bednar’s teams in his five seasons have improved from 30th overall in the league standings to 17th in both 2017-18 and 2018-19, to third in 2019-20 and now first in 
2020-21.  The Avalanche became the first NHL club to go from worst to first in four seasons or less since the 1970-71 Bruins. 

Bednar, 49, coached his 360th career game on April 22 at St. Louis, passing Bob Hartley (359) for the most games coached in Avalanche history (since 1995-96).  He 
passed Marc Crawford (165) for the third-most wins in franchise history on March 25 vs. Vegas, as he now trails only Michel Bergeron (265) and Hartley (193) on that list.

Hired on Aug. 25, 2016, Bednar is the fifth-longest tendered coach in the NHL behind Jon Cooper (March 25, 2013), Paul Maurice (Jan. 12, 2014), Jeff Blashill (June 9, 
2015) and Mike Sullivan (Dec. 12, 2015).  He is the seventh coach in Avalanche history and 15th in the history of the franchise.

The 2020-21 campaign marks Bednar’s 19th season of coaching professional hockey, 11 of which have been as a head coach. He posted a .603 winning percentage as 
a minor league head coach (251-158-23-19), winning championships at both the AHL and ECHL levels.

Bednar led the Avalanche to a second-place finish in the Western Conference with 92 points in 70 games during the shortened 2019-20 campaign.  The Avs went on to 
compile a 9-5-1 record during the 2020 postseason in Edmonton, coming within a Game 7 overtime period of advancing to the Conference Final.

Colorado has advanced to the second round in each of the past two years (2019 and 2020), the first time the club has done that in back-to-back seasons since 2006.

Bednar was a finalist for the Jack Adams Award as the NHL’s coach of the year during his second season behind the bench in 2017-18, helping Colorado to the fourth-high-
est year-to-year improvement in NHL history. He joined Harry Sinden (1966-68) as the only coaches in NHL history to record at least 20 more wins in their second season 
as a head coach than in their first.

The defenseman played nine seasons of professional hockey and was part of two Kelly Cup championship teams as a player, 1997 and 2001 with South Carolina.
