EXECUTIVE STAFF

E. STANLEY KROENKE

OWNER/CHAIRMAN, KROENKE SPORTS & ENTERTAINMENT, LLC

Mr. E. Stanley Kroenke became owner of the Colorado Avalanche on July 6,
2000. Under Kroenke's ownership, the Avalanche has won a Stanley Cup (2001),
captured four division championships (2000-03, 2013-14), won the Presidents’
Trophy (2001) and hosted the NHL All-Star Game (2001). During his first five
years, the Avalanche sold out every home game and went on to post an NHL-record
487 consecutive game sellout streak.

In the summer of 2013, Kroenke oversaw the elevation of Josh Kroenke to team President. Josh Kroenke then
appointed Joe Sakic as head of hockey operations. The Avalanche went on to tie a franchise record with 52 wins
and finish third in the NHL with 112 points en route to winning the 2014 Central Division championship.

The 2015-16 season featured yet another landmark event under Kroenke's ownership with the Avalanche hosting
the Coors Light NHL Stadium Series outdoor game on Feb. 27, 2016 at Coors Field. More than 50,000 fans
attended the first-ever NHL outdoor game in the Mile High City between the Avalanche and Red Wings.

Off the ice, one of Kroenke's primary focuses has been the Colorado community. More than $16 million in
contributions have been made to Colorado charities through Kroenke Sports Charities and the Colorado Avalanche
and Denver Nuggets Community Funds. The Avalanche continues to be a strong supporter of youth hockey in
the State of Colorado through initiatives such as donating all game program sales to youth hockey teams and
sponsoring the Quebec Pee Wee Qualifier Tournament.

The Denver Nuggets, also under Kroenke’s direct ownership, were one of only two NBA teams to make the
playoffs in all 10 seasons from 2003 through 2013, including a run to the 2009 Western Conference Finals. The
Nuggets hosted the NBA All-Star Game in 2005.

Denver-based Kroenke Sports & Entertainment owns Major League Soccer’s Colorado Rapids and the National
Lacrosse League’s Colorado Mammoth. The Rapids hosted the MLS All-Star Game in 2007 and 2015 and won
the MLS Cup Championship in 2010. The Mammoth has been a playoff participant in 14 of its 15 seasons and
won the NLL championship in 2006. The Mammoth also hosted the NLL All-Star Game in 2004 and 2009.

In June 2011, Kroenke became the majority shareholder of Arsenal FC, the storied English Premier League
football club. The St. Louis Rams (now the Los Angeles Rams) won the Super Bowl in 2000 while Mr. Kroenke
was a co-owner; he became the team’s principal owner in August 2010.

Overall, the Avalanche, Nuggets, Rapids and Mammoth have made 39 playoff appearances, won three league
championships and hosted five All-Star Games since 2000-01. Arsenal won the 2014, 2015 and 2017 FA Cup
and qualified for the Champions League in 19 consecutive seasons from 1998-99 to 2015-16, the second
longest run ever.

In addition to his success as a team owner, Kroenke has been a pioneer in television programming. In September
2004, Kroenke launched Altitude Sports & Entertainment, a 24-hour regional television network that is the
broadcast home for the Avalanche, Nuggets, Mammoth and Rapids. Altitude also airs professional, collegiate and
high school sporting events throughout the Rocky Mountain region. KSE expanded its media position in 2013
with the acquisition of Outdoor Channel. The independent cable network is received by nearly 40 million U.S.
households, making it the largest outdoor TV footprint in the country. In 2014 KSE added to its outdoor media
holdings with the acquisition of Sportsman Channel, which reaches more than 36 million U.S. households, along
with a number of well-known outdoor enthusiast print and digital publications. KSE also owns World Fishing
Network.

On Dec. 31, 2015, KSE announced the acquisition of three Denver FM radio stations, KIMN-FM (Mix 100.3),
KXKL-FM (Kool 105), and KWOF-FM (92.5 the Wolf). KSE also acquired 950AM, now known as Altitude Sports
Radio, the radio broadcast home for the Avalanche, Nuggets, Mammoth and Rapids.The Pepsi Center, a KSE-
owned facility and the largest indoor arena, event center and concert venue in Colorado, is the home arena for the
Avalanche, Nuggets and Mammoth, seating 17,809 fans for hockey and 19,520 for basketball.

On April 7, 2007, KSE opened Dick’s Sporting Goods Park, one of the largest soccer-specific complexes in the
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world. The state-of-the-art sports facility sits on more than 160 acres in Commerce City, CO, and holds 18,000
fans for field sports and up to 27,000 for concerts. KSE also owns the Paramount Theatre, a historic landmark
in downtown Denver, and through Peak Entertainment, LLC, a joint venture between KSE and AEG Live Rocky
Mountains, co-manages 1STBANK Center in Broomfield, CO, a multi-use arena accommodating up to 6,500
people for a variety of events. Pepsi Center, Dick’s Sporting Goods Park, the Paramount Theatre and 1STBANK
Center are home to more than 300 events annually, including world renowned acts such as Garth Brooks, U2,
Madonna, Taylor Swift, Phish, Aerosmith and Bruce Springsteen.

Kroenke's enthusiasm and vision ensure that Denver will continue to be the top entertainment destination in the
Rocky Mountain region for generations to come. Local media outlets have consistently named Kroenke one of
the most significant people in the Denver arts and entertainment community, saying “no other person entertains
more people more often.”

Kroenke is chairman and owner of The Kroenke Group, a private real estate investment and development
company with properties located throughout the United States and Canada. Over the past four decades, he has
built a reputation as one of the nation’s leading real estate developers.

A member of the Missouri Sports Hall of Fame Kroenke holds undergraduate and graduate degrees from the
University of Missouri. In addition to their son Josh, who is also President and Governor of the Nuggets, Stan and
his wife, Ann, have a daughter, Whitney, an award-winning documentary film producer.

JOSH KROENKE

PRESIDENT & GOVERNOR

Josh Kroenke was named Team President of the Avalanche on May 10, 2013.
Prior to being named President, Kroenke spent four seasons as Governor of the
Avalanche, working closely with the organization and representing the Avalanche
at NHL ownership meetings.

Following his appointment, Kroenke named Joe Sakic as head of hockey

operations, giving Sakic the responsibility of overseeing all hockey-related
decisions. In Kroenke's first season as President, the Avalanche tied a franchise record with 52 wins and won the
Central Division championship.

This upcoming season, the Avalanche was selected by the NHL to participate in the 2017 SAP NHL Global
Series, which features a pair of regular-season games against the Ottawa Senators in Stockholm, Sweden, on
Nov. 10-11.

Kroenke, in conjunction with the National Hockey League, was instrumental in bringing the 2016 Coors Light
NHL Stadium Series Game to Denver. The historic event saw 50,095 fans attend the first-ever NHL outdoor
game in the Mile High City between the Avalanche and Red Wings. The night before, 43,000 fans were in
attendance for the Avalanche-Red Wings Alumni Game, a memorable contest that featured 12 Hall of Famers.
The Stadium Series Game was the headline event of the Avalanche’s 20th Anniversary Season in Denver, a year-
long celebration that included the unveiling of the 20th Anniversary Team.

In addition to his responsibilities with the Avalanche, Kroenke, 37, serves as President and Governor of the NBA’s
Denver Nuggets. Over the past seven years as Team President, Kroenke has been involved in every aspect of the
Nuggets’ day-to-day operations and helped them to a franchise-record 57 wins during the 2012-13 campaign.
This season will mark his 11th overall with the team’s front office.

In 2014, Kroenke was named to the SportsBusiness Daily’s prestigious “Forty Under 40" list. The annual list
honors the most promising young executives in sports business under the age of 40.

Athletic competition has always been a passion for Kroenke, who attended the University of Missouri on a
basketball scholarship. He was a contributor during Missouri’s trip to the Elite Eight as a sophomore in 2002,
and he earned Academic All-Big XII First Team honors while serving as team captain during his junior and senior
seasons. After graduating with a degree in financial management, Kroenke completed a six-month internship with
the NBA's League Office, working in their Player Development Department. Upon finishing his internship, Kroenke
worked as an analyst and underwriter for Lehman Brothers in their Global Real Estate Group, where he assisted
with the securitization of numerous commercial real estate transactions.

Aside from his duties with the Avalanche and Nuggets, Kroenke serves as an Alternate Governor for the Colorado
Rapids (Major League Soccer) and on the Board of Directors for Arsenal Football Club (English Premier League)
in London. Kroenke is an active supporter of Kroenke Sports Charities, which provides programs and support to
assist, encourage, and enrich the lives of those in need. He is also involved in several other charitable endeavors,
including the Todd Peglow Memorial Scholarship Fund at the University of Missouri. In addition, he is a major
supporter of the Playing For Change Foundation, which was co-founded by his sister, Whitney, and benefits
children worldwide by building schools that specialize in teaching music and arts. He currently serves on the
Board of Strategic Development for the Trulaske College of Business at the University of Missouri.
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JOE SAKIC

EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT/GENERAL MANAGER/
ALTERNATE GOVERNOR

Former Avalanche captain Joe Sakic begins his fifth season as Executive Vice
President of Hockey Operations, his seventh year overall in the organization’s front
office. He was named to his current position on May 10, 2013.

Prior to assuming his present role, Sakic, 48, spent two years as the club’s
Executive Advisor/Alternate Governor, a position he was hired for on March 25,
2011,

Under Sakic's leadership, the Avalanche has continued to become a younger team through the NHL Draft, where
Colorado selected forwards Mikko Rantanen (No. 10 overall in 2015), Tyson Jost (No. 10 overall in 2016) and
defenseman Cale Makar (No. 4 overall in 2017) with its last three first-round picks. Rantanen led the Avs with
20 goals during his rookie campaign in 2016-17, tying for fifth among the league’s first-year players. Jost joined
the Avalanche following his freshman season at North Dakota and played the final six games of the season
with Colorado, notching his first NHL goal on April 6 vs. Minnesota. Makar was the top-ranked North American
defenseman in NHL Central Scouting’s final rankings for the 2017 draft.

In Sakic’s first season of overseeing all hockey-related decisions, the Avalanche won the 2013-14 Central Division
championship and tied a franchise record with 52 wins. Colorado took home three trophies at the 2014 NHL
Awards, tying Boston for the most of any team.

Sakic announced his retirement from the game of hockey on July 9, 2009, following a career that spanned 20
seasons and 1,378 games with the same organization. He wore the ‘C’ as team captain for 16 consecutive
seasons (17 seasons overall), making him the second-longest serving captain in NHL history. Sakic led the
Avalanche to two Stanley Cup titles (1996, 2001), which included the city of Denver’s first major professional
sports championship in 1996. The Burnaby, B.C., native captured the franchise’s first Hart Trophy as league MVP
in 2001, won the Conn Smythe Trophy as playoff MVP in 1996, earned the Lester B. Pearson Award (NHLPA
MVP) and Lady Byng Trophy (sportsmanship) in 2001 and was named to the NHL's First All-Star Team on three
occasions (2001, 2002 and 2004).

Sakic was elected to the Hockey Hall of Fame in 2012, his first year of eligibility. The only player who spent his
entire career with the Avalanche organization to achieve that honor, Sakic was officially inducted into the Hockey
Hall of Fame on Nov. 12, 2012.

Sakic retired as the eighth-highest scorer in NHL history with 1,641 career points. He ranked seventh all-time
in both playoff goals (84) and playoff points (188-tied), and still holds the NHL record with eight postseason
overtime goals.

Selected by the Quebec Nordiques in the first round (15th overall) of the 1987 Entry Draft, Sakic is the franchise’s
all-time leader in nearly every statistical category. With Sakic as team captain, the Avalanche/Nordiques captured
an NHL-record nine consecutive division championships from 1995 to 2003. In addition to its two Stanley Cup
titles, the Avalanche also won two Presidents’ Trophies and made six appearances in the Western Conference
Finals during that time span.

Sakic’s No. 19 jersey was retired by the Avalanche during a pre-game ceremony on Oct. 1, 2009.

Joe and his wife, Debbie, have three children: Mitchell and twins Chase and Kamryn. The Sakics are active
with the Food Bank of the Rockies charity, and Joe hosts his own charity golf tournament to benefit the Food
Bank every summer in Denver. Sakic was awarded the 2007 NHL Foundation Player Award in recognition of his
commitment and service to charities in his community.
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CRAIG BILLINGTON

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Craig Billington begins his 16th year with the Avalanche’s front office and his fifth
as Assistant General Manager. He primarily works with the organization’s minor
league affiliates, the San Antonio Rampage of the American Hockey League and
the Colorado Eagles of the ECHL.

Billington manages the team’s rookie camp each year and in 2016, he oversaw
Colorado’s inaugural Rookie Showcase, a three-day tournament that included the
Anaheim Ducks and San Jose Sharks at the Ice Centre at the Promenade in Westminster, Colorado.

Prior to assuming this current role, Billington, 51, most recently held the title of Vice President of Player
Development/Minor League Operations. The London, Ontario native started as the club’s goaltending consultant
before being named Director of Player Development. He added the title of vice president in the summer of 2008
and was named to his current role on June 24, 2013.

The former netminder enjoyed a 15-year playing career in the NHL, compiling a 110-149-31 record in 332
appearances. He spent three years with the Avalanche from 1996-97 to 1998-99, where he still ranks fourth in
franchise history in career goals-against average (2.61) and fifth in save percentage (.910).

Billington was New Jersey’s second choice (23rd overall) in the 1984 Entry Draft. He played two full seasons with
New Jersey in 1991-92 and 1992-93 before joining the Ottawa Senators. In 1993, Billington was selected to play
in the NHL All-Star Game. He also spent time with Boston and finished his career with the Washington Capitals.

Billington played in two world junior championships and backstopped Canada to the gold medal at the 1985 IIHF
World Junior Championship in Finland.

Craig resides in Denver with his family.

CHRIS MacFARLAND

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Chris MacFarland was hired by the Colorado Avalanche on May 21, 2015 and
begins his third season as Assistant General Manager.

MacFarland, 47, works closely with Executive Vice President/General Manager
Joe Sakic regarding all hockey-related matters.

A member of Columbus Blue Jackets’ hockey operations department for 16 years,

MacFarland most recently assisted the team in scouting at the professional and
amateur level, player contract research and negotiations, salary cap management and arbitration, collective
bargaining agreement administration, budgeting and team scheduling issues. He also served as a liaison to the
National Hockey League regarding matters pertaining to the collective bargaining agreement and oversaw the
hockey operations efforts of the Blue Jackets’ minor-league affiliates.

MacFarland joined Columbus prior to the 1999-00 NHL campaign and served as the club’s manager of hockey
operations from 2001-07 before being promoted to assistant to the general manager in July 2007. He moved to
the position of assistant general manager a year later in July 2008.

Born on March 28, 1970, in the Bronx, New York, he played college hockey at Pace University where he received
a bachelor’s degree in business in 1992 and later graduated from the university’s law school in 1998.

He began his career on the business side of the sport as an intern in the National Hockey League’s New York office
from 1993-94 and worked in the NHL Productions office while attending law school.

Chris and his wife, Chandra, have three sons, Jake, Gavin and Sawyer, and a daughter, Cara.

HEAD COACH

Jared Bednar enters his second season as head coach of the Avalanche after being
hired on Aug. 25, 2016. He is the seventh head coach in Avalanche history and the
15th in the history of the franchise.

The 2016-17 campaign was the first as an NHL coach for Bednar, 45, who has

spent 15 seasons coaching professional hockey, seven of which have been as a

head coach. He owns a 273-214-46 (.555) record, which includes four seasons in
the AHL and two in the ECHL.

Prior to joining the Avalanche organization, Bednar guided the Columbus Blue Jackets’ American Hockey League
affiliate, the Lake Erie Monsters, to the 2016 Calder Cup as AHL champions. The Monsters finished second in
the Central Division with a 43-22-6-5 record (97 points) and then proceeded to go 15-2 during the postseason,
sweeping both the Western Conference Final and Calder Cup Final.

Bednar served as the head coach of the Blue Jackets’ previous AHL affiliate, the Springfield Falcons, in 2014-15
and also spent two seasons as the head coach of the AHL's Peoria Rivermen from 2010-12.

Bednar began his coaching career as an assistant with the South Carolina Stingrays of the ECHL in 2002-03. He
took over the Stingrays’ head coaching job in 2007-08 and in his second season led South Carolina to the 2009
Kelly Cup as ECHL champions. He posted a .654 winning percentage (89-45-9) in two years as an ECHL head
coach.

The Yorkton, Saskatchewan, native was an assistant coach in the AHL with Abbotsford in 2009-10 and later served
two seasons as an assistant with Springfield from 2012-14.

Bednar played nine seasons of professional hockey, a career that spanned parts of six seasons in the ECHL with
the Huntington Blizzard and South Carolina Stingrays (1993-2002), parts of three seasons in the AHL with the
St. John’s Maple Leafs and Rochester Americans (1996-2000), and one season in the IHL with the Grand Rapids
Griffins in 1998-99. The defenseman was part of two Kelly Cup championship teams as a player, 1997 and
2001 with South Carolina. Prior to turning pro, Bednar spent three seasons in the Western Hockey League from
1990-93, competing with the Saskatoon Blades, Spokane Chiefs, Medicine Hat Tigers and Prince Albert Raiders.

Jared and his wife, Susan, have a son, Kruz (17) and a daughter, Savega (12).

The San Antonio Rampage are entering their third season as the American Hockey League affiliate of the Colorado Avalanche. The
Avalanche organization announced an affiliation agreement with the Rampage on April 17, 2015.

The Rampage celebrated their 500th win as a franchise on Jan. 27, 2017 when they topped the Ontario Reign 5-4 in overtime.
The club was represented by forward A.J. Greer and goaltender Spencer Martin at the 2017 AHL All-Star Classic, and Greer was
the recipient of the Yanick Dupre Memorial Award as the 2016-17 I0A/American Specialty AHL Man of the Year, an honor annually
presented for outstanding contributions to the community. Rocco Grimaldi became the fifth 30-goal scorer in franchise history, his
31 tallies ranking second for a single season in Rampage history.

During the first year of the Avalanche’s relationship with the Rampage in 2015-16, first-round draft pick Mikko Rantanen was named
the co-winner of the Dudley (Red) Garrett Memorial Award as the AHL's outstanding rookie and set franchise records for goals (24),
assists (36) and points (60) by a rookie.

The Lake Erie Monsters in Cleveland had served as Colorado’s AHL affiliate for the previous eight seasons dating back to 2007-08.

Prior to that, the Avs split an AHL affiliate with the Carolina Hurricanes for two years, spending the 2006-07 campaign in Albany,
New York (Albany River Rats) and 2005-06 in Lowell, Massachusetts (Lowell Lock Monsters). The Cornwall Aces (Cornwall, Ontario)
served as the club’s primary affiliate during the Avalanche’s inaugural season of 1995-96, followed by 10 years with the Hershey
Bears in Hershey, Pennsylvania (1996-2005).

Now entering their 16th season, the Rampage are one of five professional sports franchises owned and operated by Spurs Sports &
Entertainment, along with the San Antonio Spurs (NBA), San Antonio FC (USL), San Antonio Stars (WNBA) and the Austin Spurs (NBA
Development League). The Rampage play their games at the SS&E-operated AT&T Center.

The Rampage, who won the AHL's West Division title in 2014-15, annually rank as one of the AHLs top teams in attendance, having
placed among the top seven in the league for five of the last seven seasons.

The Avalanche are San Antonio’s third NHL affiliate in the club’s history. The Rampage had been the top affiliate of the Florida Pan-
thers from 2011-12 to 2014-15 and were also affiliated with the Panthers from 2002-05. San Antonio spent six years (2005-11)
as the top affiliate of the Phoenix Coyotes.

The Colorado Eagles enter their second season as the ECHL affiliate for the Colorado Avalanche, having announced
an affiliation agreement on July 20, 2016. Under the agreement, the Eagles act as the ECHL affiliate for any player
assigned to the league by the San Antonio Rampage, the Avalanche’s AHL affiliate.

Colorado won its first Kelly Cup championship in 2017, sweeping the South Carolina Stingrays in the final series. The
Eagles defeated the Idaho Steelheads 4-1 in the opening round, the defending champion Allen Americans 4-2 in the
Western Conference Semifinals and the Toledo Walleye 4-1 in the Western Conference Finals. Matt Register, who
recorded 24 points (8g/16a) in 20 postseason contests, was named MVP of the playoffs, becoming the first defense-
man to win the award in the ECHL's 29-year history.

The Eagles ended the 2017 Kelly Cup Playoffs with an eight-game winning streak, tying the third-longest winning
streak in a single playoff year in ECHL history. Colorado also went 6-0 in overtime during the 2017 Kelly Cup Playoffs,
including wins in Games 1 and 3 of the Kelly Cup Finals, setting a new ECHL postseason record for most overtime wins
in a single playoff year. During the 2016-17 regular season, Colorado won 17 straight games from Jan. 25-March 3,
which tied the mark for the second longest winning streak in league history.

Founded by former NHL player Ralph Backstrom, the Eagles began play in 2003 and won the Central Hockey League
championship in just their second season in 2004-05. Colorado would win another CHL title in 2006-07 and hosted
the CHL All-Star Game in 2009. The Eagles moved to the ECHL for the start of the 2011-12 season and have qualified
for the playoffs in all six seasons in ECHL.

The Eagles, who play their home games at the Budweiser Events Center in Loveland, previously served as the second-
tier affiliate of the National Hockey League’s Winnipeg Jets in 2012-13 and Calgary Flames in 2014-15.

The 2017-18 regular season home schedule kicks off on Friday, October 13th when the Eagles host the Utah Grizzlies.

MAC REACHES 200 POINTS

Nathan MacKinnon reached 200 career points on March 23
against the Edmonton Oilers, becoming the youngest player in
Avalanche history to hit the 200-point mark at 21 years, 203 days.
He topped the previous Avalanche mark held by Matt Duchene
(22 years, 272 days), while the franchise record still belongs to
Joe Sakic (21 years, 148 days). MacKinnon became the second
player from the 2013 draft class to reach the 200-point milestone,
accomplishing the feat in 11 fewer games than Sean Monahan.

DUCHENE MOVES UP FRANCHISE LIST

Matt Duchene took sole possession of 10th place on the fran-
chise’s all-time points list with 418, surpassing Valeri Kamensky
at 414. Duchene ranks seventh in Avalanche/Nordiques his-
tory in goals (174) and is 11th in assists (244). His 28 career
game-winning goals are tied with Alex Tanguay for seventh on
the franchise list.

LANDESKOG REACHES 400

Gabriel Landeskog appeared in his 400th NHL game on Feb. 14
at New Jersey. Landeskog, who was the No. 2 overall pick in the
2011 NHL Draft, became the first player from that draft class to
reach 400 contests. Landeskog has the most career points from
the 2011 draft class with 279 (118g/161a).

RANTANEN’S BIG YEAR

Mikko Rantanen finished with a team-high 20 goals in his rookie
campaign, becoming the eighth rookie in Colorado Avalanche his-
tory (since 1995-96) to reach the 20-goal mark. The last to do so
was Nathan MacKinnon (24) in 2013-14. Rantanen finished tied
for fifth among all NHL rookies in goals and ninth with 39 points.
His 15.0% shooting percentage was good for fourth among first-
year players and first on the team.

The Nousiainen, Finland, native tallied his first career hat trick
on Feb. 7 against Montreal at Pepsi Center, becoming the
second-youngest Avalanche player to record a hat trick at 20
years, 101 days. Only Nathan MacKinnon (19.174) was younger.
Mikko is only the third Colorado rookie (fourth time) to record a
hat trick, joining Marek Svatos (twice in 2005-06) and Radim
Vrbata (2001-02).

FREE HOCKEY

The Avalanche was 8-4 when playing beyond 60 minutes in
2016-17, going 7-2 in overtime and 1-2 in shootouts. Colorado’s
12 total games that needed extra time was the fewest of any team
in the league and its three shootouts were tied (Dallas, San Jose)
for the fewest in the NHL. Nathan MacKinnon led the team with
two overtime tallies, while Matt Duchene, Mikko Rantanen, Erik
Johnson, Rene Bouruge and Gabriel Landeskog each potted a
game winner in the extra frame.

ON THE DRAW

The Avalanche ranked second in the league in overall faceoff win
percentage at 53.6 percent. Colorado was the NHL's top team on
the draw in the offensive zone, where it won at a 56.3 percent
clip. Matt Duchene led all NHL players in faceoff win percentage
at 62.6%, shattering the single-season Avalanche record set
by Andrei Nikolishin in 2003-04 (58.1). Duchene is the first
Avs player to lead the league in that category and posted the
fifth-highest percentage since the NHL started tracking faceoffs
in 1998-99. Duchene won a league-best 66.5% at home and
finished second on the road at 58.6% (318-225).
