AVALANCHE EXECUTIVE STAFF

Mr. E. Stanley Kroenke became owner of the Colorado Avalanche on July 6, 2000. 
Under his leadership, the Avalanche won a Stanley Cup (2001), captured four 
division championships (2000-03, 2013-14), won the Presidents’ Trophy (2001) 
and hosted the NHL All-Star Game (2001). During his first five years of ownership 
the Avalanche sold out every home game and went on to post an NHL-record 487 
consecutive game sellout streak.

In the summer of 2013 Kroenke oversaw the elevation of Josh Kroenke to team 
President. Josh Kroenke then appointed Joe Sakic as head of hockey operations. The Avalanche went on to tie 
a franchise record with 52 wins and finish third in the NHL with 112 points en route to winning the 2014 Central 
Division championship.

The 2015-16 season featured yet another landmark event with the Avalanche hosting the Coors Light NHL Stadium 
Series outdoor game on Feb. 27, 2016 at Coors Field. More than 50,000 fans attended the first-ever NHL outdoor 
game in the Mile High City between the Avalanche and Red Wings.

Off the ice, one of Kroenke’s priorities has been the Colorado community. Nearly $17 million in contributions 
have been made to Colorado charities through Kroenke Sports Charities and the Colorado Avalanche and Denver 
Nuggets Community Funds. The Avalanche continues to be a strong supporter of youth hockey in the State of 
Colorado through initiatives such as donating all game program sales to youth hockey teams and sponsoring 
the Quebec Pee Wee Qualifier Tournament. Additionally, the Kroenke family donated $1 million to the Red Cross 
organization following the hurricanes that devastated the coastal regions of the country in August 2017.

The Denver Nuggets under Kroenke’s ownership were one of only two NBA teams to make the playoffs in all 10 
seasons from 2003 through 2013, including a run to the 2009 Western Conference Finals. The Nuggets hosted 
the NBA All-Star Game in 2005. 

Denver-based Kroenke Sports & Entertainment owns Major League Soccer’s Colorado Rapids and the National 
Lacrosse League’s Colorado Mammoth. The Rapids hosted the MLS All-Star Game in 2007 and 2015 and won the 
MLS Cup Championship in 2010. The Mammoth has been a playoff participant in 14 of its 15 seasons and won the 
NLL championship in 2006. The Mammoth also hosted the NLL All-Star Game in 2004 and 2009.

In June 2011, Kroenke became the majority shareholder of Arsenal FC, the storied English Premier League football 
club. The St. Louis Rams (now the Los Angeles Rams) won the Super Bowl in 2000 while Mr. Kroenke was a co-
owner; he became the team’s principal owner in August 2010.

Overall, the Avalanche, Nuggets, Rapids and Mammoth have made 39 playoff appearances, won three league 
championships and hosted five All-Star Games since 2000-01. Arsenal won the 2014, 2015 and 2017 FA Cup 
and qualified for the Champions League in 19 consecutive seasons from 1998-99 to 2015-16, the second longest 
run ever.

In addition to his success as a team owner, Kroenke has been a pioneer in television programming. In September 
2004, Kroenke launched Altitude Sports & Entertainment, a 24-hour regional television network that is the 
broadcast home for the Avalanche, Nuggets, Mammoth and Rapids. Altitude also airs professional, collegiate and 
high school sporting events throughout the Rocky Mountain region. KSE expanded its media position in 2013 with 
the acquisition of Outdoor Channel and in 2014 with the acquisition of Sportsman Channel. KSE also owns World 
Fishing Network.

KSE Radio owns three Denver FM radio stations, KIMN-FM (Mix 100.3), KXKL-FM (Kool 105), and KKSE-FM 
(Altitude Sports Radio 92.5), the radio broadcast home of the Avalanche, Nuggets, Mammoth and Rapids. KSE 
Radio also owns one Denver AM station, KKSE (Altitude Sports Radio 950 AM). 

The Pepsi Center, a KSE-owned facility and the largest indoor arena, event center and concert venue in Colorado, 
is the home arena for the Avalanche, Nuggets and Mammoth. On April 7, 2007, KSE opened Dick’s Sporting 
Goods Park, one of the largest soccer-specific complexes in the world. The state-of-the-art sports facility sits 
on more than 160 acres in Commerce City, Colorado, and holds 18,000 fans for field sports and up to 27,000 
for concerts. KSE also owns the Paramount Theatre, a historic landmark in downtown Denver, and through Peak 
Entertainment, LLC, a joint venture between KSE and AEG Live Rocky Mountains, co-manages 1STBANK Center 
in Broomfield, CO, a multi-use arena accommodating up to 6,500 people for a variety of events. Pepsi Center,

Dick’s Sporting Goods Park, the Paramount Theatre and 1STBANK Center are home to more than 300 events 
annually, including world renowned acts such as Garth Brooks, U2, Madonna, Taylor Swift, Justin Timberlake, 
Chris Stapleton, Aerosmith and Bruce Springsteen.

Kroenke’s enthusiasm and vision ensure that Denver will continue to be the top entertainment destination in the 
Rocky Mountain region for generations to come. Local media outlets have consistently named Kroenke one of the 
most significant people in the Denver arts and entertainment community, saying “no other person entertains more 
people more often.”

Kroenke is chairman and owner of The Kroenke Group, a private real estate investment and development company 
with properties located throughout the United States and Canada. Over the past four decades, he has built a 
reputation as one of the nation’s leading real estate developers.

A member of the Missouri Sports Hall of Fame, Kroenke holds undergraduate and graduate degrees from the 
University of Missouri. In addition to their son Josh, who is also President and Governor of the Nuggets and Vice 
Chairman of Kroenke Sports & Entertainment, Stan and his wife, Ann, have a daughter, Whitney, an award-winning 
documentary film producer.

JOSH KROENKE
PRESIDENT/GOVERNOR, AVALANCHE &

Josh Kroenke was named Governor of the Avalanche in 2010 and begins his ninth 
season in that role.  He assumed the additional title of President in 2013 and was 
promoted to Vice Chairman of Kroenke Sports & Entertainment in 2018.

Following his appointment as President, Kroenke named Joe Sakic as head of 
hockey operations, giving Sakic the responsibility of overseeing all hockey-related 
decisions. The Avalanche tied a franchise record with 52 victories and won the 
Central Division championship during that 2013-14 season.

The 2017-18 Avalanche enjoyed one of the greatest turnarounds in NHL history, ending the regular season with 
95 points, a jump of 47 points from 2016-17. Colorado became the fifth team in league history to increase their 
point total by 47 or more from one year to the next. Featuring the youngest roster in the NHL, the Avs defeated the 
St. Louis Blues 5-2 in the final game of the regular season to clinch a playoff spot in a winner-take-all matchup in 
front of 18,087 fans at Pepsi Center.

Kroenke, in conjunction with the National Hockey League, was instrumental in bringing the 2016 Coors Light NHL 
Stadium Series Game to Denver. The historic event saw 50,095 fans attend the first-ever NHL outdoor game in the 
Mile High City between the Avalanche and Red Wings. The night before, 43,000 fans were in attendance for the 
Avalanche-Red Wings Alumni Game, a memorable contest that featured 12 Hall of Famers.

The Stadium Series Game was the headline event of the Avalanche’s 20th Anniversary Season in Denver, a year-
long celebration that included the unveiling of the 20th Anniversary Team.

In November 2017, the Avalanche was selected by the NHL to participate in the 2017 SAP NHL Global Series, which 
featured a pair of regular-season games against the Ottawa Senators in Stockholm, Sweden.

In addition to his responsibilities with the Avalanche, Kroenke, 38, serves as President and Governor of the Denver 
Nuggets (National Basketball Association), Alternate Governor for the Colorado Rapids (Major League Soccer) and 
on the Board of Directors for Arsenal Football Club (English Premier League) in London. In his role as Vice Chairman 
of Kroenke Sports & Entertainment, he works closely with KSE executives on multiple business operation issues, 
ranging from finance to marketing.

In 2014, Kroenke was named to the SportsBusiness Daily’s prestigious “Forty Under 40” list. The annual list 
honors the most promising young executives in sports business under the age of 40.

Kroenke has spearheaded numerous business initiatives throughout Pepsi Center. In 2013 he oversaw the 
installation of a multimillion dollar, 4,400 square foot HD center-hung scoreboard, one of the largest and most 
technologically advanced scoreboards in a professional sports arena. He also introduced the multimillion dollar 
Club Lexus, offering exclusive amenities and services to ticket holders.  

Kroenke is also leading KSE into the fast-growing area of eSports. He was instrumental in the decision to create 
KSE eSports to acquire an inaugural franchise in Activision/Blizzard’s Overwatch league, now known as the Los 
Angeles Gladiators. As co-founder of KSE Esports with his father Stan, Josh has helped guide all elements of the 
operation including branding and launch of the team in January 2018.  

Athletic competition has always been a passion for Kroenke, who attended the University of Missouri on a 
basketball scholarship. He was a contributor during Missouri’s trip to the Elite Eight as a sophomore in 2002, 
and he earned Academic All-Big XII First Team honors while serving as team captain during his junior and senior 
seasons. After graduating with a degree in financial management, Kroenke completed a six-month internship with 
the NBA’s League Office, working in their Player Development Department.

Kroenke is an active supporter of Kroenke Sports Charities, which provides programs and support to assist, 
encourage, and enrich the lives of those in need. He is also involved in several other charitable endeavors, including 
the Todd Peglow Memorial Scholarship Fund at the University of Missouri. In addition, he is a major supporter of 
the Playing For Change Foundation, which was co-founded by his sister, Whitney, and benefits children worldwide 
by building schools that specialize in teaching music and arts. He currently serves on the Board of Strategic 
Development for the Trulaske College of Business at the University of Missouri.

Former Avalanche captain Joe Sakic begins his sixth season as Executive Vice 
President of Hockey Operations, his eighth year overall in the organization’s front 
office. He was named to his current position on May 10, 2013.

Prior to assuming his present role, Sakic, 49, spent two years as the club’s Executive 
Advisor/Alternate Governor, a position he was hired for on March 25, 2011.

The 2017-18 Avalanche enjoyed one of the greatest turnaround seasons in NHL 
history, as Colorado’s 47-point increase from 2016-17 equaled the fourth-highest 

year-to-year improvement ever. The youngest roster in the NHL, the Avalanche dressed 11 different rookies, tied 
for second in the league, with that group combining for a league-high and Avs-record 419 games.

Head coach Jared Bednar, hired by Sakic in August 2016, was named a finalist for the Jack Adams Award as the 
NHL’s coach of the year. Nathan MacKinnon, the club’s first-round pick in 2013, was a finalist for the Hart Trophy, 
while 2015 first-rounder Mikko Rantanen ranked among the top-scoring wingers in the league.

A month into the 2017-18 season, the Avalanche orchestrated a three-team trade that provided an immediate and 
long-term impact. Colorado acquired Samuel Girard, Vladislav Kamenev and a second-round pick in the 2018 NHL 
Draft from the Nashville Predators, as well as Shane Bowers, Andrew Hammond, a first-round selection in either 
the 2018 or 2019 NHL Draft and a third-round pick in 2019 from the Ottawa Senators. In addition to the first, 
second and third-round draft picks, the Avalanche added a former first rounder (Bowers) and two former second 
rounders (Girard, Kamenev).

Under Sakic’s leadership, the Avalanche has continued to build through the draft, as the club’s recent draft 
selections have included Rantanen and Tyson Jost (No. 10 overall in 2016), as well as top prospects Cale Makar 
(No. 4 overall in 2017), Conor Timmins (No. 32 in 2017) and forward Martin Kaut (No. 16 overall in 2018).

In Sakic’s first season of overseeing all hockey-related decisions, the Avalanche won the 2013-14 Central Division 
championship and tied a franchise record with 52 wins. Colorado took home three trophies at the 2014 NHL 
Awards, tying Boston for the most of any team.

Sakic announced his retirement from the game of hockey on July 9, 2009, following a career that spanned 20 
seasons and 1,378 games with the same organization. He wore the ‘C’ as team captain for 16 consecutive seasons 
(17 seasons overall), making him the second-longest serving captain in NHL history. Sakic led the Avalanche to two 
Stanley Cup titles (1996, 2001), which included the city of Denver’s first major professional sports championship 
in 1996. The Burnaby, B.C., native captured the franchise’s first Hart Trophy as league MVP in 2001, won the 
Conn Smythe Trophy as playoff MVP in 1996, earned the Lester B. Pearson Award (NHLPA MVP) and Lady Byng 
Trophy (sportsmanship) in 2001 and was named to the NHL’s First All-Star Team on three occasions (2001, 2002 
and 2004).

Sakic was elected to the Hockey Hall of Fame in 2012, his first year of eligibility. The only player who spent his 
entire career with the Avalanche organization to achieve that honor, Sakic was officially inducted into the Hockey 
Hall of Fame on Nov. 12, 2012.

Sakic retired as the eighth-highest scorer in NHL history with 1,641 career points. He ranked seventh all-time in 
both playoff goals (84) and playoff points (188-tied), and still holds the NHL record with eight postseason overtime 
goals.

Selected by the Quebec Nordiques in the first round (15th overall) of the 1987 Entry Draft, Sakic is the franchise’s 
all-time leader in nearly every statistical category. With Sakic as team captain, the Avalanche/Nordiques captured 
an NHL-record nine consecutive division championships from 1995 to 2003. In addition to its two Stanley Cup 
titles, the Avalanche also won two Presidents’ Trophies and made six appearances in the Western Conference 
Finals during that time span.

Sakic’s No. 19 jersey was retired by the Avalanche during a pre-game ceremony on Oct. 1, 2009.

Joe and his wife, Debbie, have three children: Mitchell and twins Chase and Kamryn. The Sakics are active with 
the Food Bank of the Rockies charity, and Joe hosts his own charity golf tournament to benefit the Food Bank every 
summer in Denver. Sakic was awarded the 2007 NHL Foundation Player Award in recognition of his commitment 
and service to charities in his community.

Craig Billington begins his 17th year with the Avalanche’s front office and his 
sixth as Assistant General Manager. He also serves as General Manager of the 
Avalanche’s American Hockey League affiliate, the Colorado Eagles, who will make 
their AHL debut this season.

Billington has played a key role in the Avalanche’s partnership with the Eagles, as 
he oversaw the club’s ECHL affiliation agreement in 2016 and then assisted in their 
succesful bid to become an AHL expansion franchise a year later. 

Billington’s duties also include overseeing the team’s rookie camp each year. In 2016, the Avalanche hosted the 
inaugural Rookie Showcase, a three-day tournament that included the Anaheim Ducks and San Jose Sharks at the 
Ice Centre at the Promenade in Westminster, Colorado. 

Prior to assuming this current role, Billington, 52, most recently held the title of Vice President of Player 
Development/Minor League Operations. The London, Ontario native started as the club’s goaltending consultant 
before being named Director of Player Development. He added the title of vice president in the summer of 2008 
and was named to his current role on June 24, 2013.

The former netminder enjoyed a 15-year playing career in the NHL, compiling a 110-149-31 record in 332 
appearances. He spent three years with the Avalanche from 1996-97 to 1998-99, where he still ranks fourth in 
franchise history in career goals-against average (2.61) and fifth in save percentage (.910).

New Jersey’s second-round pick (23rd overall) in the 1984 Entry Draft, Billington began his NHL career with the 
Devils before joining the Ottawa Senators, Boston Bruins, Avalanche and Washington Capitals. He was selected to 
play in the 1993 NHL All-Star Game. Prior to his professional career, Billington backstopped Team Canada to the 
gold medal at the 1985 IIHF World Junior Championship in Finland.

Craig resides in Denver with his family.

CRAIG BILLINGTON

Chris MacFarland was hired by the Colorado Avalanche on May 21, 2015 and 
begins his fourth season as Assistant General Manager. 

MacFarland, 48, works closely with Executive Vice President/General Manager Joe 
Sakic regarding all hockey-related matters.

A member of Columbus Blue Jackets’ hockey operations department for 16 years, 
MacFarland most recently assisted the team in scouting at the professional and 
amateur level, player contract research and negotiations, salary cap management 

and arbitration, collective bargaining agreement administration, budgeting and team scheduling issues. He also 
served as a liaison to the National Hockey League regarding matters pertaining to the collective bargaining 
agreement and oversaw the hockey operations efforts of the Blue Jackets’ minor-league affiliates.

MacFarland joined Columbus prior to the 1999-00 NHL campaign and served as the club’s manager of hockey 
operations from 2001-07 before being promoted to assistant to the general manager in July 2007. He moved to 
the position of assistant general manager a year later in July 2008.

Born on March 28, 1970, in the Bronx, New York, he played college hockey at Pace University where he received a 
bachelor’s degree in business in 1992 and later graduated from the university’s law school in 1998. 

He began his career on the business side of the sport as an intern in the National Hockey League’s New York office 
from 1993-94 and worked in the NHL Productions office while attending law school.

Chris and his wife, Chandra, have three sons, Jake, Gavin and Sawyer, and a daughter, Cara.

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Erik Johnson averaged a career-high 25:26 of ice time in 2017-18, the highest average by an Avalanche player since 2002-03.
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Jared Bednar begins his third season as Colorado’s head coach after being hired 
on Aug. 25, 2016. He is the seventh head coach in Avalanche history and the 15th 
in the history of the franchise.

Bednar, 46, was a finalist for the Jack Adams Award as the NHL’s coach of the year 
during his second season behind the bench in 2017-18. He led the Avs to a berth 
in the Stanley Cup Playoffs with a 43-30-9 record (95 points), a jump of 47 points 
from the previous year. Colorado’s 47-point turnaround equaled the fourth-highest 
year-to-year improvement in NHL history.

Bednar joined Harry Sinden as the only coaches in NHL history to record at least 20 more wins in his second season 
as a head coach than in his first (with his first year being a full season). Sinden led the Boston Bruins to 37 victories 
in 1967-68 after winning 17 games in 1966-67.

Leading what was the NHL’s youngest team (25.8 average age at year’s end), Bednar helped guide the Avs to their 
first postseason berth since 2013-14. The 2017-18 Avalanche dressed 11 rookies, tied for second in the league, 
with that group combining for an NHL-high and Avs-record 419 games.

Under Bednar’s direction, the 2017-18 club went 28-11-2 on home ice, matching its franchise record for home 
wins set by the 2000-01 Stanley Cup championship team. The Avs ranked among the NHL’s top 10 in both power 
play (eighth) and penalty killing (fourth), the latter of which set a league record for fewest PPG allowed on home ice 
(10). Colorado ranked 10th in scoring with 255 goals (3.11), averaging over three goals-per-game for the first time 
since 2006-07 (3.26). The Avs posted a 10-game winning streak, tied for the NHL season high, and a 10-game 
home winning streak, making Colorado the first team in four years to have a 10-game home streak and 10-game 
overall winning streak in the same campaign.

Bednar has spent 16 seasons coaching professional hockey, eight of which have been as a head coach. He owns 
a 316-244-55 (.559) combined record as a head coach, which includes four seasons in the AHL and two in 
the ECHL. Bednar posted a .603 winning percentage as a minor league head coach (251-158-23-19), winning 
championships at both the AHL and ECHL levels. 

Prior to joining the Avalanche organization, Bednar guided the Columbus Blue Jackets’ AHL affiliate, the Lake Erie 
Monsters, to the 2016 Calder Cup championship. The Monsters finished second in the Central Division with a 
43-22-6-5 record (97 points) and then proceeded to go 15-2 during the postseason, sweeping both the Western 
Conference Final and Calder Cup Final.

Bednar served as the head coach of the Blue Jackets’ previous AHL affiliate, the Springfield Falcons, in 2014-15 
and also spent two seasons as the head coach of the AHL’s Peoria Rivermen from 2010-12.

Bednar began his coaching career as an assistant with the South Carolina Stingrays of the ECHL in 2002-03. He 
took over the Stingrays’ head coaching job in 2007-08 and in his second season led South Carolina to the 2009 
Kelly Cup championship. He posted a .654 winning percentage (89-45-9) in two years as an ECHL head coach.

The Yorkton, Saskatchewan, native was an assistant coach in the AHL with Abbotsford in 2009-10 and later served 
two seasons as an assistant with Springfield from 2012-14. 

Bednar played nine seasons of professional hockey, a career that spanned parts of eight seasons in the ECHL 
with the Huntington Blizzard and South Carolina Stingrays (1993-2002), parts of three seasons in the AHL with 
the St. John’s Maple Leafs and Rochester Americans (1996-2000), and one season in the IHL with the Grand 
Rapids Griffins in 1998-99. The defenseman was part of two Kelly Cup championship teams as a player, 1997 and 
2001 with South Carolina. Prior to turning pro, Bednar spent three seasons in the Western Hockey League from 
1990-93, competing with the Saskatoon Blades, Spokane Chiefs, Medicine Hat Tigers and Prince Albert Raiders.

Jared and his wife, Susan, have a son, Kruz (18) and a daughter, Savega (13). Bednar, who lived in Humboldt, 
Saskatchewan, on two different occasions for a decade during his youth and also played for the Humboldt Broncos, 
has made several visits to the kids and families of the tragic 2018 Humboldt Broncos bus accident, and co-hosted 
a golf tournament in Humboldt this past August.

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Ray Bennett is in his second season with the Avalanche after being named an 
assistant coach on July 7, 2017.

Bennett, who oversees Colorado’s power play, helped the PP unit to an eighth-
place finish in 2017-18 (22.0%), the club’s first top-10 ranking since 2013-14. 
The Avalanche’s offense ranked 10th in scoring with 255 goals in Bennett’s first 
season, the club’s highest goals-per-game average (3.11) since 2006-07 (3.26).

Bennett, 56, came to the Avalanche after spending 10 seasons as an assistant 
coach with the St. Louis Blues from 2007-17. Prior to his time with the Blues, the Innisfail, Alberta, native spent 
seven seasons as an assistant coach with the Los Angeles Kings (1999-2006).

On the international stage, Bennett served as the manager of high performance/video for the Canadian Hockey 
Association for two years. He was an assistant coach in charge of video for Canada’s silver medal-winning entry 
at the 1999 IIHF World Junior Championship, the gold medal-winning Canadian National Women’s Team at the 
1999 IIHF Women’s World Championship, as well as Canada’s Men’s National Team at the 1999 IIHF World 
Championship. Bennett was also an assistant coach with Canada’s silver medal-winning women’s team at the 
1998 Winter Olympics in Nagano, Japan.

Bennett has also been the head coach at Red Deer College and held positions with the Spokane Chiefs, the World 
Junior Hockey Championship Association, Hockey Canada, the Moose Jaw Warriors and the Alberta Amateur 
Hockey Association.

Ray and his wife, Karla, have three children: Kale (22), Kassie (20) and Max (16).

Nolan Pratt is beginning his third season with the Avalanche after being named an 
assistant coach on July 15, 2016.

Pratt’s duties with the Avs include overseeing the defense and penalty kill. Colorado’s 
PK unit finished fourth overall (83.3%) and first at home (91.7%) in 2017-18, setting 
an NHL record for the fewest power-play goals allowed on home ice (10).

The 2016-17 campaign was Pratt’s first behind the bench in the NHL after spending 
five seasons as an assistant coach in the American Hockey League with the Lake 

Erie Monsters (2015-16) and the Springfield Falcons (2011-15). Pratt, 43, helped guide the Monsters to the 2016 
Calder Cup as AHL champions and has coached alongside current Avalanche head coach Jared Bednar since the 
two served as assistant coaches for Springfield during the 2012-13 campaign. 

A native of Fort McMurray, Alberta, Pratt spent 11 seasons in the NHL, playing 592 games with Hartford/Carolina, 
Colorado, Tampa Bay and Buffalo. He was a member of the Avalanche’s 2001 Stanley Cup championship team, 
and also won a Cup as a member of the Lightning in 2003-04. Selected by the Whalers in the fifth round (115th 
overall) of the 1993 Entry Draft, Pratt finished with 65 points (nine goals, 56 assists) and 537 penalty minutes 
during his career, which included three points (one goal, two assists) in 46 games during his lone season with the 
Avs in 2000-01.

Nolan and his wife, Deborah, have two daughters, Ella (15) and Kira (9).

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Jussi Parkkila begins his second season as Colorado’s goaltending coach after 
being named to his position on July 7, 2017.

The Avalanche improved from 30th in goals-against average to 15th during Parkkila’s 
first season in 2017-18. Colorado ranked seventh in team save percentage (.914) and 
allowed the seventh-fewest 5-on-5 goals in the league (140).

Prior to joining the Avs, Parkkila, 41, spent 12 seasons coaching goaltenders 
in Europe, which included a five-year stint in Russia’s KHL and two seasons in 

Finland’s top professional league (Liiga). He spent the 2016-17 campaign coaching goalies for the Grazz 99ers in 
Austria. Prior to that, Parkkila served as goaltending coach in the KHL with Avangard Omsk (2014-15), SKA St. 
Petersburg (2011-14) and Atlant Mytischi (2010-11).

After three years with the Ilves U-20 team in Finland, Parkkila began his pro coaching career with Yaroslavl 
Lokomotiv in 2007-08, where he tutored current Avalanche netminder Semyon Varlamov. The Tampere, Finland, 
native then moved on to coach with Tappara in Finland’s top league for two seasons (2008-10).

Jussi resides in his native Finland during the offseason with his wife, Niina, and daughter, Julia.

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The Colorado Eagles begin their first season as the American Hockey League affiliate of the Colorado Avalanche, an-
nouncing their affiliation agreement on Oct. 10, 2017. The Eagles have spent the past two seasons as the Avalanche’s 
ECHL affiliate, winning back-to-back Kelly Cup championships in 2017 and 2018.

“We are thrilled to begin this partnership with the Eagles franchise,” said Avalanche Executive Vice President/General 
Manager Joe Sakic at the time of the announcement. “The Eagles are a first-class organization with a history of win-
ning and we would like to thank (Eagles CEO) Martin Lind and his entire staff for all their hard work on this. We are 
excited that Avalanche fans can now see our top prospects competing and developing in an outstanding environment 
just up the road.”

Founded by former NHL player Ralph Backstrom, the Eagles began play in 2003 and won the Central Hockey League 
championship in just their second season in 2004-05. Colorado captured another CHL title in 2006-07 and hosted 
the league’s All-Star Game in 2009. 

The Eagles moved to the ECHL for the start of the 2011-12 campaign and have qualified for the playoffs in each of 
their seven seasons in the league. Colorado became just the fourth team in the ECHL’s 30-year history to win back-
to-back titles, joining the Allen Americans (2015, 2016), Toledo Storm (1993,1994) and Hampton Roads Admirals 
(1991,1992).

Colorado went 7-2 in overtime during the 2018 Kelly Cup Playoffs, setting a new ECHL postseason record for most 
overtime wins in a single playoff year and surpassing the previous record of six overtime wins they set in 2017. The 
Eagles became the 18th team in ECHL history, and just the second in the Finals, to win a best-of-seven series after 
trailing 3 games to 2 and are the ninth team in 22 years, and the first since Florida in 2012, to win the Kelly Cup 
without home-ice advantage in the Finals.

The Eagles’ run to the title in 2017 included a 17-game winning streak during the regular season—which equaled 
the second-longest streak in league history—and an eight-game playoff winning streak to close out the postseason, 
matching the fourth-longest postseason winning streak in ECHL history. Colorado defeated the South Carolina Sting-
rays in the final series in four games, becoming the first team to sweep the Kelly Cup Finals since 2002.

“I have always felt Northern Colorado is exceptional and the opportunity to acquire this AHL franchise puts the very 
pinnacle of exceptionalism solidly in the Budweiser Events Center,” said Eagles CEO Martin Lind when the partnership 
was announced. “The incredible relationship with Joe Sakic, Craig Billington and the great Avalanche organization 
created this opportunity, but it was our fan base that gave us the confidence to seize it. The Colorado Eagles will now 
be firmly concreted into the greatest minor league in all of sports and we expect to become model operators and 
continue our tradition of winning excellence in this league.”

The Avs and Eagles announced their ECHL agreement on July 20, 2016. Prior to that, the Eagles previously acted as 
the second-tier affiliate of the Winnipeg Jets in 2012-13 and Calgary Flames in 2014-15.

COLORADO EAGLES

Greg Cronin was announced as the Colorado Eagles head coach on July 12, 2018 
and enters his first season with the club.

Cronin, 55, has spent 30 seasons in coaching, including 12 years as an assistant 
in the NHL and two seasons as a head coach at the AHL level. He spent the last 
four years on the New York Islanders’ coaching staff, serving three seasons as 
an assistant before being promoted to Associate Coach in 2017-18. It marked his 
second stint with the Islanders, as he was previously an assistant coach with the 
team from 1998 to 2003. Prior to his recent time in New York, Cronin was an 

assistant with the Toronto Maple Leafs for three seasons from 2011-14, helping the Leafs to their first playoff 
appearance in nine years in 2013.

Cronin served two seasons as head coach of the Islanders’ AHL team, the Bridgeport Sound Tigers, from 2003-05. 
The Arlington, Massachusetts, native led the Sound Tigers to the playoffs during his first season in 2003-04 with 
a record of 41-23-16 (98 points).

Following his time with Bridgeport, Cronin spent six seasons as the head coach at Northeastern University from 
2005-06 to 2010-11. He helped rebuild the Huskies program, improving from three wins in his first season to an 
NCAA tournament appearance in 2009, the school’s first in 15 years. That season, he won the Hockey East’s Bob 
Kullen Coach of the Year Award.

Cronin was an assistant coach at the University of Maine (1988-90, 1993-95) and Colorado College (1990-93), 
and also spent time as interim head coach at both institutions as well (Colorado College in 1992 and Maine in 
1995-96). Following a four-year playing career at Colby College (1982-86), Cronin began his coaching career at 
his alma mater in 1987-88.

One of the co-founders of the United States National Development Program in Ann Arbor, Mich., Cronin served 
as the head coach and director of player development for the U.S. Under-18 Team for two years from 1996-
98. Internationally, Cronin worked as an assistant coach for Team USA at the 1997, 2011 and 2012 IIHF World 
Championship, as well as the 1997 and 1998 IIHF World Junior Championship, where he helped the U.S. Junior 
National Team to a silver medal in 1997.

Cronin earned a Master’s Degree in Business at the University of Maine in 1990, while serving as a graduate 
assistant for the hockey team.

Aaron Schneekloth enters his first year as an assistant coach at the American 
Hockey League level after winning back-to-back Kelly Cup championships as the 
head coach of the ECHL Colorado Eagles the past two seasons. 

In two seasons with Schneekloth as Colorado’s head coach, the Eagles posted a 
95-38-11 record (.698), including a 32-12 combined playoff mark with two league 
championships. He finished second in the ECHL’s Coach of the Year voting in each of 
his two campaigns. This marks Schneekloth’s second stint as an assistant coach for 
the Eagles, as he spent three seasons in that role before getting the head coaching job. 

In 2017-18, he led Colorado to a 48-18-4-2 regular-season record and a 16-8 mark in the postseason. In his first 
season behind the bench in 2016-17, he guided Colorado to a 47-20-2-3 record and a 16-4 mark in the playoffs, 
including wins in each of the team’s final eight games of the postseason to capture the Kelly Cup.

A former defenseman, Schneekloth played 11 seasons professionally, including seven in an Eagles sweater, helping 
the team win a CHL championship in 2007. He was named the ECHL’s Defenseman of the year in 2012, while 
being voted the CHL’s Most Outstanding Defenseman in both 2009 and 2010. A four-time All-Star and a member 
of both the CHL’s All-Decade Team and the Colorado Eagles All-Decade Team, Schneekloth was also named to the 
All-ECHL Team in 2012 and was voted to the All-CHL Team on three separate occasions (2008-2010).

Schneekloth retired in 2013 as the Eagles’ all-time leader in points (356), goals (111) and assists (245) by a 
defenseman. He won an NCAA championship with the University of North Dakota in 2000.

Ryan Tobler enters his third season as an assistant coach for the Eagles, and his 
first at the AHL level. He helped guide the Eagles to the Kelly Cup championship in 
each of his first two seasons behind the bench.

A two-time CHL champion with the club as a player, Tobler ranks fouth in Eagles 
history with 416 points in 367 games with Colorado. His No. 17 sweater was just 
the third number to be raised to the rafters of the Budweiser Events Center after 
retiring in 2010. 

Prior to joining the Eagles coaching staff, he served as the head coach of the Bentley Generals of the Chinook Hockey 
League from 2013-16, leading the team to the league title in both 2014 and 2015 and ultimately culminating with 
the Generals winning the prestigious Allan Cup in 2016. The Calgary, Alberta, native saw action in 361 AHL and IHL 
contests, in addition to appearing in four NHL games with the Tampa Bay Lightning during the 2001-02 season.

The Utah Grizzlies enter their first season as the ECHL affiliate for the Colorado Avalanche, having announced an 
affiliation agreement on June 28, 2018. Under the agreement, the Grizzlies act as the ECHL affiliate for any player 
assigned to the league by the Colorado Eagles, the Avalanche’s AHL team.

“We are excited for this partnership with the Grizzlies,” said Avalanche Assistant General Manager Craig Billington, 
who also serves as General Manager of the Eagles. “The Grizzlies are a strong organization with ties to the state of 
Colorado dating back even before the Avalanche came to Denver. The Grizzlies provide a great environment for our 
prospects to develop in and now gives us the opportunity to have our NHL, AHL and ECHL club all within the Rocky 
Mountain region.”

The Grizzlies enter their 24th season in Utah in 2018-19 and have qualified for the playoffs in 17 of their first 23 
campaigns and in 10 of their last 11. Prior to their time in Utah, the Grizzlies called Denver home for one year, 1994-
95, when they won the Turner Cup as International Hockey League champions. The Grizzlies repeated as league 
champions during their first year in Salt Lake City, 1995-96. 

The Grizzlies moved to the American Hockey League from 2001-05 and announced a move to the ECHL on June 
14, 2005.

The Grizzlies drew 203,990 fans to Maverik Center in 2017-18 with two sellout crowds of over 10,000 fans and nine 
crowds of over 7,000 fans, ranking fifth in the 27-team ECHL in attendance for a second-straight year with an average 
of nearly 6,000 fans per game.

Utah previously served as the second-tier affiliate of the National Hockey League’s New York Islanders from 2007-10, 
the Calgary Flames from 2009-13 and the Anaheim Ducks from 2015-17.

In the last three seasons, the Grizzlies have earned their three best winning percentages since 1999-2000. From 
2013-16, Utah led the ECHL with 67 home wins. More than 200 Grizzlies have gone on to play in the NHL.

Utah is led by sixth-year head coach and general manager Tim Branham, the longest-tenured head coach in team his-
tory and the second-longest tenured head coach in the ECHL. The 37-year-old’s next win will make him the winningest 
coach in team history, as he currently stands at 178-136-45.

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AVS ADVANCE TO PLAYOFFS WITH WIN IN SEASON FINALE
The Colorado Avalanche defeated the St. Louis Blues 5-2 
in the final game of the regular season to clinch a playoff 
spot in a winner-take-all matchup in front of 18,087 fans at 
Pepsi Center…The Avs entered the night trailing St. Louis 
by one point for the final wild card spot, the first time since 
2010 that two teams met in their last game of the season 
while competing for the lone remaining playoff berth in the 
conference….The Avs, needing a regulation win to advance, 
got a late first-period goal from 19-year-old defenseman 
Samuel Girard to take a 1-0 lead, three points from captain 
Gabriel Landeskog, and 32 saves from Jonathan Bernier to 
secure their first playoff berth since 2014.

The 2017-18 Avalanche enjoyed one of the greatest 
turnaround seasons in NHL history, ending the regular season 
with 95 points, a jump of 47 points from 2016-17 (48)… 
Colorado became the first NHL team to post a 40-plus point 
improvement from one season to the next since the Pittsburgh 
Penguins also jumped 47 points from 2005-06 (58) to 
2006-07 (105)…In fact, Colorado’s turnaround is tied for 
the fourth-highest year-to-year improvement in NHL history.

Colorado finished 28-11-2 on home ice, tying its franchise 
record for most home victories set by the 2000-01 Stanley 
Cup championship team…The Avs finished the year 18-4-1 
in their last 23 games at Pepsi Center, a run that included 
a franchise record-tying 10-game home win streak, 13 wins 
in 16 home games for the first time in Colorado history, and

Colorado ended the 2017-18 campaign as the NHL’s youngest 
team (25.8 average age) and also opened the 2018 Stanley 
Cup Playoffs as the youngest squad in the postseason 
(25.8)…Although team averages fluctuate daily, the Avs were 
the youngest squad for much of the season at around 26 years 
of age…The Avalanche dressed 11 different rookies in 2017-
18, second in the NHL (Ottawa 12), and the most in Avalanche 
history…That group of rookies combined for 419 games, tops 
in the NHL, and the most ever by an Avalanche rookie class…
Colorado’s 122 points (49g/73a) from rookies tied for fourth

99 Bruins (92.4)…Colorado’s fourth overall PK ranking was 
the club’s best since 2001-02, when they finished second…
Colorado killed off 36 consecutive penalties from Dec. 7–

Colorado scored 65 power-play goals—third in the NHL 
behind Pittsburgh (68) and Tampa (66)—and the most by 
an Avalanche team since 2006-07 (79)…The Avs finished 
eighth in power-play percentage (22.0%) and were also 
eighth at home (25.0%)…Colorado had a league-high 296 
man-advantage opportunities…The Avs tallied a power-play 
goal in eight consecutive games from Feb. 26–March 13, their 
longest such streak since Jan. 14-31, 2006 (also eight)…The 
power-play unit converted at a 31.3% clip (25-for-80) over 
its final 24 contests of the regular season, the second-best 
percentage in the NHL since Feb. 20 (Toronto, 39.3%)…The 
Avs tied a franchise record with five power-play goals on Feb. 
20 at Vancouver, the first time they scored five PPG in a game 
since the Nordiques did it in 1992-93…Colorado was the first 
club to tally five power-play goals in a single contest since 
Anaheim had six on Jan. 15, 2014 vs. Vancouver.

MACK ATTACK
Nathan MacKinnon was a finalist for the Hart Trophy and Ted 
Lindsay Award and was selected to the NHL Second All-Star 
Team…MacKinnon finished fifth in league scoring with a 
career-high 97 points (39g/58a) in 74 games, becoming 
the first Avalanche player to end a season among the NHL’s 
top five scorers since Joe Sakic (T-2nd) in 2003-04…The 
Halifax, Nova Scotia, native ranked second in the NHL in 
points-per-game (1.31) and tied for the league lead with 
12 game-winning goals, matching the Avalanche record 
set by Sakic in 2000-01…MacKinnon’s 97 points were the 
most by an Avalanche player since 2006-07 (Sakic, 100), 
his 39 goals were the most since 2002-03 (Milan Hejduk, 
50) and his 58 assists were the most since 2009-10 (Paul 
Stastny, 59)…MacKinnon tied for the league lead with nine 
multi-goal games and finished second with 13 three-point 
performances…He was the first NHL player to record 12-plus 
game-winning goals and 12-plus power-play tallies in the 
same season since 2011-12 (Steven Stamkos)…Nathan was 
the NHL’s leading scorer at home with 67 points (27g/40a) 
in 39 contests, tying the Avalanche record for home points 
set by Sakic in 2000-01…It was the most points by an NHL 
player in his own building since 2011-12 (Evgeni Malkin, 
67)…MacKinnon participated in the 2018 NHL All-Star 
Game in Tampa on Jan. 28, the first Avalanche player to be 
selected to two straight All-Star Games since Sakic in 2003-
04 and 2006-07…He was named one of the NHL Three 
Stars of the Week on four occasions throughout the year, the 
first Colorado player to earn four weekly honors in a season 
since the three stars began in 2006-07.

REGULAR SEASON NOTES
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BEDNAR NAMED FINALIST FOR JACK ADAMS AWARD
Jared Bednar was named a finalist for the Jack Adams Award 
as the NHL’s coach of the year…He guided the Avalanche to 
a 43-30-9 record (95 points) and a playoff berth during his 
second season at the helm, a jump of 47 points from the pre-
vious year (22-54-2, 48)…Colorado’s 47-point turnaround 
equaled the fourth-highest year-to-year improvement in NHL 
history…Bednar joined Harry Sinden as the only coaches in 
NHL history to record at least 20 more wins in his second 
season as a head coach than in his first (with his first year 
being a full season)…Sinden led the Boston Bruins to 37 
victories in 1967-68 after winning 17 games in 1966-67.

PERFECT 10
The Avalanche won 10 consecutive games from Dec. 29–
Jan. 22, the second-longest winning streak in franchise 
history (12 in 1998-99)…The 10-game streak tied for the 
longest run by an NHL team in 2017-18, as Nashville and 
Columbus also won 10 in a row…The Avalanche scored the 
first goal in all 10 games, tying the NHL record for most con-
secutive wins while also scoring first in each game (Chicago, 
Jan. 3-19, 2016)…Colorado did not trail at any point during 
the first nine games—a franchise record for the most con-
secutive victories without trailing—and ended up trailing for 
only 1:34 of the 608:15 total time during the streak…The Avs 
outscored the opposition 41-16…The only other team in NHL 
history to post a double-digit winning streak in one season 
after finishing last in the league the previous year was the 
1926–27 Canadiens, who won 11 straight.

HOME IS WHERE THE HEART IS
The Avalanche tied a franchise record with a 10-game home 
winning streak from Dec. 29–Feb. 14, equaling the mark 
set by the Quebec Nordiques in 1983-84 and 1994-95…
Colorado’s 10-game streak was tied for the third longest in 
the NHL during the 2017-18 campaign and was the longest by 
an Avalanche team since the franchise relocated to Denver, 
topping the previous mark of eight consecutive home wins 
from Nov. 30–Dec. 23, 2011…The Avs scored the first goal 
in all 10 games and did not trail at any point, out-scoring the 
opposition 38-14…Colorado allowed only two goals in the 
first period over the 10-game run (9-2).

LET’S GO STREAKING
Colorado was the first team with a 10-game overall winning 
streak and a 10-game home winning streak in the same 
season since the Anaheim Ducks in 2013-14.

On Nov. 5, the Avalanche acquired defenseman Samuel 
Girard, forward Vladislav Kamenev and a second-round pick 
in the 2018 NHL Draft from the Nashville Predators, as well as 
forward Shane Bowers, goaltender Andrew Hammond, a first-
round selection in the 2018 or 2019 NHL Draft and a third-
round pick in 2019 from the Ottawa Senators…In return, the 
Avalanche sent forward Matt Duchene to the Senators, and 
the Predators received Kyle Turris from Ottawa…In addition 
to the first, second and third-round draft picks, the Avalanche 
added a former first rounder (Bowers) and two former second 
rounders (Girard, Kamenev).

HIGH FIVE
After going 10 years without a player recording five points in 
a game, the Avalanche had four five-point efforts in 2017-
18, their most since producing six such outings during the 
inaugural 1995-96 campaign…Nathan MacKinnon had two 
of those five-point games, joining Mathew Barzal as the only 
NHL players with multiple five-point nights in 2017-18…
Gabriel Landeskog tallied his first career five-point game on 
Dec. 16 vs. Tampa Bay, picking up four of those points in the 
third period to join Peter Forsberg (March 3, 1999 at Florida) 
as the only players in Avalanche history to record four points 
in a single period…Tyson Barrie was the first Avalanche/
Nordiques defenseman to ever record five points in a game 
when he accomplished the feat on Feb. 20 at Vancouver.

TAKE YOUR HAT OFF
The Avalanche had three hat tricks during the 2017-18 
campaign, their most in a single season since 2007-08 (also 
three)…Gabriel Landeskog scored two of those three hat 
tricks, the first Avalanche player with two three-goal games 
in a season since Milan Hejduk in 2006-07… Matt Nieto 
registered the first hat trick of his career.

EMPTY FEELING
Colorado scored a franchise-record 20 empty-net goals, 
second most in the NHL behind only Minnesota (23)…
Fourteen different players had an empty netter for the Avs.

GAME 3,000
The Avalanche played their 3,000th regular-season game 
in franchise history on Feb. 14 vs. Montreal…That 3,000 
included 1,256 contests as the Quebec Nordiques and 
1,744 as the Avalanche…The Feb. 14th game against the 
Canadiens was also the 1,500th home date in Colorado/
Quebec history, while the Avs played their 1,500th road 
contest on Feb. 10 at Carolina.

HEJDUK NIGHT
The Avalanche organization retired Milan Hejduk’s No. 23 
jersey prior to its 7-2 victory over the Minnesota Wild on Jan. 
6…Hejduk’s No. 23 was the sixth sweater number retired 
in the history of the Colorado Avalanche, joining Joe Sakic 
(#19), Peter Forsberg (#21), Patrick Roy (#33), Adam Foote 
(#52) and Ray Bourque (#77)…The Avs improved to 5-1-0 
all-time on home jersey retirement nights.

BACK-TO-BACK
The Avalanche played 11 back-to-back games in 2017-18, 
finishing 5-3-3 in the first game and 3-8-0 in the second.

GOAL NO. 5,000
Blake Comeau’s short-handed tally on Feb. 1 at Edmonton 
was the 5,000th regular-season goal in Avalanche history 
(since the franchise relocated to Denver in 1995).

REGULAR SEASON NOTES
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EAST SIDE STORY
Colorado finished 19-11-2 against the Eastern Conference, 
11-4-1 at home…The Avs were 9-3-1 in their final 13 games 
against the East, 7-1-0 in their last eight at home.

DAYTIME HOCKEY
Colorado played 12 afternoon contests during the 2017-18 
season, its most since 2008-09 (12)…The Avs hosted seven 
afternoon contests at Pepsi Center, equaling the most home 
day games in Avalanche history (also 1998-99 and 2002-
03)…The Avalanche finished 6-4-2 in day games, 5-1-1 
on home ice…The Avs had four weekday matinees, as they 
played in Boston on Columbus Day (Monday, Oct. 9), in Las 
Vegas on Nevada Day (Friday, Oct. 27), in Minnesota on Black 
Friday (Nov. 24), and hosted the Ducks on Martin Luther King 
Jr. Day (Monday, Jan. 15).

TOE THE LINE
The line of Gabriel Landeskog–Nathan MacKinnon–Mikko 
Rantanen were put together on Oct. 28 and ended the season 
as Colorado’s top three goal and point producers…They 
combined for 225 points (88g/137a) in the final 72 contests 
or roughly 3.1 per game…MacKinnon (27g/40a), Rantanen 
(20g/35a) and Landeskog (16g/23a) combined for 161 
points (63g/98a) in 41 home contests.

VARLY’S RECORD NIGHT
Semyon Varlamov made a career-high 57 saves on Nov. 2 
against Carolina, the most stops in a regular season game in 
Avalanche history…He broke his own mark of 54 saves set 
on Jan. 6, 2015 at Chicago…It was the second-highest saves 
total in franchise history, as Quebec’s Ron Tugnutt turned 
aside 70 at Boston on March 21, 1991…Varly’s 57-save 
effort was the most in a home game in Avalanche/Nordiques 
history and the most saves by an NHL goaltender in 2017-18.

BARRIE GOOD STREAK
Tyson Barrie had a career-high 11-game point streak (6g/9a) 
from Feb. 28–March 20, the longest by a defenseman in 
Avalanche history (since 1995-96)…He surpassed the 
previous mark of nine straight games with a point set by 
both John-Michael Liles and Kevin Shattenkirk in 2010-11…
Barrie joined Quebec’s Steve Duchesne (15, 1992-93) as 
the only blueliners in franchise history to post double-digit 
point streaks….Barrie’s streak was the longest by an NHL 
defenseman in 2017-18.

BARRIE SPECIAL NIGHT
Tyson Barrie set an Avalanche/Nordiques single-game 
franchise record for the most points by a defenseman with five 
(1g/4a) on Feb. 20 in Vancouver…All five of Barrie’s points 
came with the man advantage, the first NHL defenseman to 
tally five power-play points in a game since Tomas Kaberle 
for Toronto on Oct. 26, 2009 at Anaheim…In fact, Tyson 
is only the eighth defenseman in NHL history to record five 
PP points in a game (since 1967-68)….Barrie was the first 
Avalanche player to tally five points in a road game since Joe 
Sakic on Feb. 15, 2007 at Calgary…Barrie’s four assists tied 
a franchise mark for a rearguard, matching Sandis Ozolinsh’s 
efforts on March 28, 1996 at San Jose and Feb. 23, 1999 
vs. Vancouver.

FIRST STAR IN NOVEMBER
Nathan MacKinnon was named the NHL’s First Star of the 
Month for November…The 22-year-old led all skaters in 
points (20-tied), assists (15), plus/minus (+11) and points-
per-game (1.67) during the month…Connor McDavid also 
had 20 points but played four more games than MacKinnon…
Nathan’s 15 assists were the second-highest total ever by an 
Avalanche player during the month of November, trailing only 
Peter Forsberg’s 17 in 1995-96…In fact, it was the most 
helpers by an Avs player in a single calendar month since 
2002-03 (also Forsberg)…MacKinnon became the first 
Avalanche player to be named First Star of the Month since 
Craig Anderson in October of 2009.

AVS IN SWEDEN
The Avalanche spent a week in Stockholm, Sweden, in early 
November for the 2017 SAP NHL Global Series…Colorado 
played two games against the Ottawa Senators at the 
Ericsson Globe on Nov. 10 (O, 3-4) and Nov. 11 (L, 3-4)…
The trip to Sweden’s capital was Colorado’s second journey 
to Europe and its international regular-season debut…
The Avs were part of the 2001 NHL Challenge Series, and 
as defending Stanley Cup champions defeated Brynas IF of 
the Swedish Elite League by a score of 5-3 thanks to Alex 
Tanguay’s hat trick…Colorado had four Swedish players on 
its roster for Global Series but only one was able to participate 
in either contest, Stockholm native Gabriel Landeskog.

MEDIA AVAILABILITY: In accordance with the NHL media policies, Avalanche players will be available following all practices, morning skates, 
and games in the dressing room for a period of no longer than 30 minutes. Media availability with Head Coach Jared Bednar will follow player 
availability and will be held in the media lounge at Pepsi Center and in the media room at Family Sports Center.

CREDENTIALS: Credential requests must go through Danielle Bernstein of the Avalanche Communications Department. Single-game credentials 
will be granted to NHL accredited media with a written request submitted no later than 24 hours prior to game time. Full-season credentials will 
be granted only to those representing NHL accredited media who cover the Avalanche on a regular daily basis. All credentials are issued at the 
sole discretion of the Colorado Avalanche Hockey Club. Freelance writers and photographers requesting credentials will only be considered if they 
have provided a written verification of assignment. Credentials requested for those representing internet websites will only be considered if that 
website is affiliated with an accredited print, radio or television media outlet. In addition, the Avalanche does not credential “bloggers” unless they 
are affiliated with a traditional media outlet and does not credential online-only radio stations.

PRESS SEATING: Press seating at Pepsi Center is assigned and is located on the press level (level P). The elevator is located near the press work 
room on the north side of the arena. Press seating is limited, and priority will be given to outlets that cover the team on a regular basis as well as 
visiting team staff, media and scouts. Contact Danielle Bernstein to request a seat.

INTERNATIONAL REQUESTS: All international credential requests are handled by the NHL communications department. International media 
members interested in covering an Avalanche game should reach out to David Keon at dkeon@NHL.com.

MEDIA ENTRANCE: The media entrance is located at the loading dock at Pepsi Center. Avalanche staff at the credential check-in table can assist 
with directions to the media lounge, media work room and press elevators.

MEDIA PARKING: Media parking is available on a limited basis. Contact a member of the Avalanche communications staff for more information.

PRESS ROOM/PHOTO DARK ROOM: The working media room is located at ice level near the bottom of the press elevators.  Access to the 
working media room is reserved for those members of the media filing reports for daily newspapers or news outlets. The Avalanche will rely on 
members to maintain a courteous, professional atmosphere in the working media room. No smoking is allowed in working media areas at any time.

PRESS SEATING: Press seating at Pepsi Center is assigned and is located on press level (level P). The elevator is located near the press room 
on the north side of the arena.

PRESS DINING ROOM: The media dining area is located on ice level near the Nuggets locker room.  Food and beverages will be available to the 
working media beginning two hours prior to game time.

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Only those photographers on assignment will be allowed access to designated photography locations at rink level and in 
overhead positions. Spaces are reserved for local dailies, wire service photographers and visiting team photographers or photographers repre-
senting national media. Photography positions will be assigned by the Avalanche Communications Department. Photographers should check for 
location assignments in the press room before the game. Because of limited photography locations, it is not possible to accommodate freelance 
photographers.
