INTERVIEWS: Media requesting access to players or staff for interviews must contact Jean Martineau (Jean.Martineau@
ColoradoAvalanche.com) or Brendan McNicholas (Brendan.McNicholas@ColoradoAvalanche.com) of the Avalanche Communications
Department.

MEDIA AVAILABILITY: In accordance with the NHL media policies, Avalanche players will be available following all practices, morning
skates and games in the dressing room for a period of no longer than 30 minutes. Media availability with Head Coach Jared Bednar will
follow player availability and will be held in the media lounge (see below for location) at Pepsi Center and in the Media Room at Family
Sports Center.

CREDENTIALS: Full-season credentials from the 2018-19 regular season will be honored for Avalanche games during the Stanley Cup
Playoffs (through the first three rounds). All single-game credential requests can be directed to Danielle Bernstein (danielle.bernstein@
coloradoavalanche.com) at least 24 hours prior to game time. All credentials are issued at the sole discretion of the Colorado Avalanche
Hockey Club. Freelance writers and photographers requesting credentials will only be considered if they have provided a written verifica-
tion of assignment. Single-game credentials may be picked up two hours prior to puck drop at the media will call table located inside the
loading dock.

PRESS SEATING: Press seating at Pepsi Center is assigned and is located on press level (level P). The elevator is located near the media
work room on the north side of the arena. Press seating is limited, and priority will be given to outlets that cover the team on a regular
basis as well as visiting team staff, media and scouts. Media parking is also limited. Contact Danielle Bernstein to request a seat.

INTERNATIONAL REQUESTS: All international credential requests are handled by the NHL communications department. International
media members interested in covering an Avalanche game can reach out to David Keon at dkeon@NHL.com.

MEDIA ENTRANCE: The media entrance is located at the loading dock in Pepsi Center. Avalanche staff at the credential check-in table
can assist with directions to the media lounge, media work room and press elevators.

MEDIA PARKING: Media parking is limited. Contact a member of the Avalanche communications department for more information.

MEDIA WORK ROOM: The media work room for the postseason will be in the media lounge, which is located on ice level across the hall
from the tower elevators.

PRESS LOUNGE: The media dining area for the postseason is on ice level in a pipe-and-draped area next to the Zamboni entrance. Food
and beverages will be available to the working media beginning two hours prior to game time.

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Only those photographers on assignment will be allowed access to designated photography locations at rink level and
in overhead positions. Spaces are reserved for local dailies, wire service photographers and visiting team photographers or photographers
representing national media. Photography positions will be assigned by the Avalanche Communications Department. Photographers should
check for location assignments in the press room before the game. Because of limited photography locations, it is not possible to accom-
modate freelance photographers. Photographers who are not assigned to ice-level positions may not shoot or stand in these areas. The
photographers’ work room is located across from the media lounge near the tower elevators.

DRESSING ROOMS: The dressing rooms will be open after the game to working media. The officials’ dressing room is off limits to the
media at all times.

WIRELESS INTERNET: Wireless internet is available in the press box and media work room. Network and login information will be posted.

AVALANCHE PRACTIGE FACILITY: On non-game days, the Avalanche practice at the South Suburban Family Sports Center, located
in southeast Denver near the intersection of Arapahoe Road and Peoria Road (6901 South Peoria Street, Englewood, CO, 80112). From
Denver International Airport take I-70 West to 1-225 South to I-25 South, exit Arapahoe Road and go left. Travel for two miles to Peoria,
and make a right. The facility is two blocks on the right. Media may enter through the main entrance on the south end of the facility.

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SEASON NOTES

AVS PLAYOFF BOUND FOR SECOND STRAIGHT YEAR

The Avalanche finished with a 38-30-14 record (90 points), advancing to the postseason for the second straight year. This marks Colorado’s
first back-to-back appearances in the Stanley Cup Playoffs since making 11 straight trips from 1994-95 to 2005-06. The Avs qualified as the
second wild card team after finishing fifth in the Central Divison and eighth in the Western Conference. The Avs got into the playoffs thanks to
an 8-0-2 run from March 17-April 4 and a 15-5-3 run from Feb. 18—April 4. Colorado won its final six home games of the season, its longest
home winning streak of the year, and was 11-2-1 in its last 14 at Pepsi Center.

8-0-2 RUN PROPELS AVS TO POSTSEASON

The Avalanche woke up on the morning of St. Patrick’s Day with 72 points, six points out of the second wild card spot (seven including the
tiebreaker) and had to jump three different teams, Arizona (78), Minnesota (76) and Chicago (73). The Avs responded with a league-best
8-0-2 record (.900) in their next 10 contests, gaining 18 out of a possible 20 points in 19 days to earn their second straight playoff berth.

LIGHTING THE LAMP

Colorado finished 10th in the NHL with 258 goals, the club’s highest total since 2006-07 (267). The Avs scored six or more goals on 12
occasions this year, tied for the second-most such games in Avalanche history (18 in 1995-96 and 12 in 1996-97). Colorado was 34-10-5
when scoring three or more times.

LET’S GRUUB TONIGHT

Philipp Grubauer backstopped the Avalanche into the playoffs by going 7-0-2 in his final nine starts with a 1.63 goals-against average and
.953 save percentage. His .953 Sv% during that stretch led all NHL goaltenders while his seven wins tied Jordan Binnington for the highest
total since March 17. Grubauer was 9-2-2 in his final 14 appearances (13 starts) with three shutouts, a 1.44 GAA and .956 Sv%. The German
netminder recorded three shutouts in a five-start span from Feb. 23—-March 17, joining Patrick Roy (five times) as the only goaltenders in
franchise history to accomplish that feat. He started a career-high eight consecutive games from March 17-April 1, posting a 6-0-2 record
with a 1.59 GAA and .954 Sv%. Grubauer finished second among NHL goaltenders in both Sv% (.955) and GAA (1.48) during the month of
March, trailing only Ben Bishop (0.88, .969). Philipp’s .955 Sv% was the highest ever by an Avalanche/Nordiques goalie in March and the
second highest in ANY calendar month, trailing only Peter Budaj's .957 in December 2009. Grubauer ended up setting career highs in wins
(18), games (37) and shutouts (3-tied).

THE THIRD DEGREE

The Avalanche scored 103 goals in the third period, the highest total by an Avalanche team since the franchise relocated to Denver. They broke
the previous mark of 96 third-period tallies set by the 1996-97 squad. Colorado wound up ranking fourth among NHL teams in third-period
scoring. Individually, Gabriel Landeskog led the NHL and set an Avalanche record with 20 third-period goals. Over the last six seasons, only
one NHL player had more in a single year, Jamie Benn (22) in 2015-16. Mikko Rantanen led the team with 36 points (11g/25a) in the final
frame, which was the second-highest total by an Avalanche player in a single season (Peter Forsberg, 43 in 1998-99).
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SEASON NOTES

THIRTY SOMETHINGS

Nathan MacKinnon led the team with 41 goals, followed by Gabriel Landeskog with 34 and Mikko Rantanen with 31. This was just the second
Avalanche team to feature three 30-goal scorers, as the 1995-96 club had four (Joe Sakic 51, Claude Lemieux 39, Valeri Kamensky 38, Peter
Forsberg 30).

HIGHER POWER

Colorado’s power-play unit finished seventh in the NHL at 22.0% (63-286), the club’s second straight top-10 finish after ranking eighth last
year (22.0%, 65-296). After leading all teams with 296 man-advantage opportunities last season, the Avalanche led the NHL again in that
category with 286 power-play chances in 2018-19. The Avs were 27-15-6 when scoring a PPG, 11-0-0 when scoring two or more. Mikko
Rantanen finished tied for sixth in the league with 16 power-play goals, while Nathan MacKinnon ranked fourth with 37 power-play points.
Both of those numbers were the most by an Avs player since Joe Sakic in 2006-07 (16 PPG, 43 PPP).

MACK ATTACK

Nathan MacKinnon led the team and finished tied for seventh in league scoring with a career-high 99 points (41g/58a) in 82 games. His 99
points were the most by an Avalanche player since Joe Sakic had 100 in 2006-07. MacKinnon joined Peter Forsberg (1997-99) as the only
players in Avalanche history to record back-to-back seasons of 90+ points and became the first Colorado skater to lead the team in scoring
for three straight seasons since Sakic from 2003-04 to 2006-07. MacKinnon tied for sixth in the NHL with 41 goals, surpassing the 40-goal
mark for the first time in his career and becoming Colorado’s first 40-goal scorer since Milan Hejduk (50) in 2002-03. He led the NHL with
a franchise-record 365 shots, breaking Sakic’s previous record of 339 that had stood since the Avalanche’s inaugural season of 1995-96.
The 23-year-old center ranked fourth in the NHL in power-play points (37) and was sixth in PP assists (25), with his 37 man-advantage points
the most by a Colorado player since 2006-07 (Sakic, 43). MacKinnon led the team in points, goals, assists, shots, ice time (22:05) and plus/
minus (+20). He was the only NHL forward to lead his respective team in average ice time and the first forward to lead the Avalanche in ice
time since Sakic in 1998-99 (25:35).

IT WAS A BARRIE GOOD YEAR

Tyson Barrie finished seventh among NHL defensemen with a career-high 59 points (14g/45a), the most by an Avalanche blueliner since Ray
Bourgue had 59 in 2000-01. Barrie’s 45 helpers were also a personal high and the most by an Avs defender since Bourque (52) in 2000-
01. Tyson’s 14 goals matched his career best from last year. The only Avalanche defenseman with more points in a single season since the
franchise relocated was Sandis Ozolinsh, who had 68 in 1996-97. Barrie became the first defenseman in Avalanche/Nordiques history to
score 10+ goals in five different seasons and just the second to reach 50 points in three different seasons, joining Ozolinsh (four times). Barrie
ended the season with eight goals and 15 points in his final 16 games, the most goals of any defenseman since March 5 and tied for the most
points (Jacob Trouba). He had 11 points and seven goals in his final 11 games, also the most goals of any defender since March 17 and tied
with Trouba and Alexander Edler for the most points.

ALL-STAR TRIO

Gabriel Landeskog, Nathan MacKinnon and Mikko Rantanen represented the Avalanche at the 2019 NHL All-Star Game in San Jose. It marked
the first time that three Avalanche players were named to the All-Star Game since 2003-04 (Rob Blake, Joe Sakic, Alex Tanguay). MacKinnon,
who was voted captain of the Central Division, was unable to participate in the game due to a foot injury but was on the bench throughout. He
was the first Avalanche player to serve as an All-Star Game captain since Sakic in 2007 and the first to be selected to three straight All-Star
Games since Blake from 2002-04.

Four different Avalanche players appeared in all 82 games this season, the club’s most since 2015-16 (five). Nathan MacKinnon and Carl
Soderberg played all 82 games for the third time in their respective careers, while Matt Calvert and Samuel Girard competed in every game
for the first time. Girard owns the longest ironman streak on the team at 150 regular-season games.

DAYDREAM BELIEVER

The Avalanche finished 4-2-0 in home day games this season, winning their last three by a 10-2 combined margin. Colorado improved to
9-3-1 in afternoon games at Pepsi Center since the start of the 2017-18 campaign. The Avs played 13 afternoon games overall this season,
finishing 7-4-2.

FEELS LIKE THE FIRST TIME

Six Avalanche players scored their first NHL goals this season: Sheldon Dries (Nov. 1 at Calgary), Vladislav Kamenev (Nov. 1 at Calgary), Ryan
Graves (Jan. 4 vs. NY Rangers), Dominic Toninato (Feb. 14 at Winnipeg), Andrew Agozzino (Feb. 18 vs. Vegas) and A.J. Greer (Feb. 20 vs.
Winnipeg). Agozzino and Greer did it in consecutive games, marking the first time that the Avalanche had a player score his first career goal
in back-to-back games since Oct. 30—Nov. 6, 2010, when it happened in three straight contests (David Liffiton, David Van Der Gulik, Philippe
Dupuis).

THE BARRIE BEST

Tyson Barrie ended the season as the franchise’s all-time leader in goals (75), assists (232) and points (307) by a defenseman. He became
the highest-scoring blueliner in franchise history on Jan. 4 vs. NY Rangers, recording his 276th career point to pass John-Michael Liles (275).
He passed Ozolinsh (72) with his 73rd tally on March 27 vs. Vegas and earlier in the year, passed Liles (207) for the most career assists on
Dec. 29 vs. Chicago.
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SEASON NOTES

BACK-TO-BACK

The Avalanche played 11 back-to-back games this season, finishing 5-3-3 in both the first and second game. The Avs swept two straight
back-to-backs, Nov. 23-24 (Arizona/Dallas) and Nov. 27-28 (Nashville/Pittsburgh), the first time Colorado has swept two straight back-to-
back sets since November 2013.

EAST SIDE STORY
Colorado finished 16-10-6 against Eastern Conference teams this season, 9-5-2 at home.

THREE’S COMPANY

Gabriel Landeskog (75)—Nathan MacKinnon (99)—Mikko Rantanen (87), combined for 261 points (106g/155a) this season, with all three
setting career highs in nearly every offensive catergory. A look at the All-Star trio:

e The trio scored 41% of Colorado’s goals (106/258) and factored on 55% (141/258).

e 23 times all three got points on the same goal.

e 96 times at least two of the three factored on a goal.

e 61 times BOTH MacKinnon and Rantanen were involved in a goal.

e Avs were 6-0-0 when the trio scored a goal in the same game and 24-6-5 when they each collected a point.

e The trio had the most points (167) by three teammates at the halfway point of a season (through 41 games) since Mario Lemieux (93),
Jaromir Jagr (84) and Ron Francis (69) combined for 246 points for the 1995-96 Penguins.

DYNAMIC DUO

Nathan MacKinnon and Mikko Rantanen combined for 186 points (72g/114a), the highest total by a pair of Avalanche teammates since
2002-03, when Peter Forsberg (106) and Milan Hejduk (98) combined for 204. The MacKinnon/Rantanen connection put up some noteworty
numbers during the first half of the season:

e First NHL teammates to each have 70 points prior to the All-Star Break since Pittsburgh’s Mario Lemieux (79) and Jaromir Jagr (72) in 1996-97.
e Rantanen and MacKinnon ranked 1-2 in league scoring for 31 consecutive days from Nov. 21 to Dec. 22.

o Fifth set of teammates since 1981-82 to be the first NHL players to hit 50 points in a season, joining Evgeni Malkin and Sidney Crosby (2008-
09), Mario Lemieux and Jaromir Jagr (1995-96), Wayne Gretzky and Glenn Anderson (1985-86) and Gretzky and Jari Kurri (1983-84).

e First teammates in 10 years since Pittsburgh’s Evgeni Malkin and Sidney Crosby in 2008-09 to be the first two NHL players to 50 points in a
season. In fact, they were just the fifth set of teammates since 1981-82 to be the first NHL players to hit 50 points in a season, joining Malkin/
Crosby, Mario Lemieux and Jaromir Jagr (1995-96), Wayne Gretzky and Glenn Anderson (1985-86) and Gretzky and Jari Kurri (1983-84).

e Since teams began playing an 82-game schedule in 1995-96, only two other clubs featured multiple teammates with at least 60 points
at the halfway point: the 1995-96 Penguins (Ron Francis, Jaromir Jagr, Mario Lemieux) and the 1996-97 Penguins (Jagr, Lemieux).

o Sixth set of NHL teammates in the last 20 years to be the first players to reach 40 points in any season.

e The last teammates to have as many points (83) at the end of November was Pittsburgh’s Mario Lemieux (52) and Jaromir Jagr (47) in 1995-96.

SEASON OPENING STREAKS

Nathan MacKinnon scored a goal in each of his first six games, Oct. 4-16, establishing a franchise record for the longest goal streak to begin
a season. He eclipsed the previous mark of five straight games with a goal set by Mats Sundin to open the 1992-93 campaign with Quebec.
MacKinnon and Mikko Rantanen tallied points in each of their first nine games, matching the longest scoring streak to begin a season in
Avalanche history (since 1995-96). They equaled the mark set by John-Michael Liles in 2010-11. MacKinnon and Rantanen were the first
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set of teammates in Avalanche/Nordiques franchise history to open a season with simultaneous nine-game point streaks. Rantanen tallied an
assist in each of his first eight games, Oct. 4-20, the second-longest assist streak to start a season in franchise history behind only Liles” mark
of nine straight with a helper to open the 2010-11 campaign.

RECORD OCTOBER

Mikko Rantanen was named the NHL's First Star of the Month for October. He paced the NHL with 21 points and 16 assists in 12 games,
tying Joe Sakic's Avalanche record for the month of October in both categories. Rantanen’s 16 helpers were the most in a single month by a
Colorado player since 2002-03, when Peter Forsberg had three such months. Gabriel Landeskog led the Avs with 10 goals in October, setting
a new Avalanche record for the month of October (since 1995-96). Landeskog and Rantanen tied for the league lead with a +14 rating, an
Avalanche record for October. It was the best plus/minus by a Colorado player in any month since Rob Blake was +14 in March 2006.

MacKINNON NAMED SECOND STAR FOR NOVEMBER

Nathan MacKinnon was named the NHL's Second Star for the month of November. He tied for the league lead with 23 points (9g/14a) in 14
games during the month, equaling the Avalanche record for scoring in November set by Peter Forsberg in 1995-96. The 23 points were a
career high for MacKinnon in a single month.

SHORT AND TO THE POINT

J.T. Compher scored two shorthanded goals on the same penalty kill in the first period of Colorado’s 5-1 victory at Arizona on Nov. 23.
Compher’s effort tied the franchise record for shorthanded goals in a game (fourth time) and a period (second time). He set a new franchise
record for the fastest two shorthanded goals (1:25) and became the first player in franchise history to score two SHG on the same opponent
power-play chance.

0’ CAPTAIN

Gabriel Landeskog completed his seventh season as the Avalanche’s captain. Only six other NHL players have served as captains of their
respective teams for a longer period of time. Landeskog was the youngest captain in NHL history when he assumed the role at 19 years, 286
days on Sept. 4, 2012, a title he held for four years before Connor McDavid was given the “C” at 19 years, 266 days on Oct. 5, 2016.

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HEADING OUTDOORS

The Avalanche will host an outdoor game at the U.S. Air Force Academy on Feb. 15, 2020 against the Los Angeles Kings. This event will mark
the second NHL outdoor game in the state of Colorado, as the Avs hosted the Detroit Red Wings at Coors Field on Feb. 27, 2016. It will be the
second outdoor game to be held at a United States service academy, as the Washington Capitals and Toronto Maple Leafs played at the U.S.
Naval Academy on March 3, 2018.

ROAD, SWEET ROAD

The Avalanche won six consecutive road games from Nov. 11-Dec. 2, one shy of the franchise record for the longest road winning streak set
in 1998-99. The Avs posted their 10th road win in their 16th away game on Dec. 2, the second-fastest Avalanche team to reach 10 road
wins in a season behind only 2013-14 squad (13 games). The Avalanche finished 3-0-1 (.875) on its four-game trip to New York, New Jersey,
Carolina and Philadelphia in October, the club’s best road trip of at least four games since 2011-12, when they went 5-0-0 on a five-game
swing Oct. 10-17,2011. Colorado swept its “Thanksgiving” road trip to Anaheim/Los Angeles/Arizona in late November, marking the first time
the Avs swept a three-game road swing since Dec. 12-15, 2015 (at NSH, STL, CHI).

RECORD FIRST HALF

Mikko Rantanen held at least a share of the scoring lead for 66 days consecutive days from Oct. 23 to Dec. 27. He was the outright scoring
leader for 60 of those 66 days, including the last 43 in a row before being passed by Nikita Kucherov on Dec. 27. Rantanen was the first NHL
player to reach the 30, 40 and 50-point marks this season, and reached the 60-point mark just a few hours after Kucherov on Dec. 27. He
joined Forsberg (1997-98) as the only players in Avalanche/Nordigues franchise history to be the first NHL player to 50 points in a season on
Dec. 11 vs. Edmonton. The Finland native led the league with 59 points at the holiday break, joining Forsberg (48 in 1997-98) as the only
Avalanche players to lead the NHL in points at Christmas. Rantanen’s 59 points were the most by anyone at the holidays since Pittsburgh’s
Sidney Crosby had 60 in 2010-11.  Mikko was the fastest Avalanche player to 60 points (38 team games) and 70 points (47 games). He set
new Avalanche records for points at the halfway mark of the season with 62 and at the All-Star Break with 74.
