In June 2006 the company acquired the St. Louis Blues of the National Hockey
League, Scottrade Center and Kiel Opera House as well as purchasing the Blues’ AHL
affiliate Peoria Rivermen in July 2008. In 2004, SCP acquired the twelfth Major
League Soccer (MLS) franchise launching Real Salt Lake and in October of 2008
opened, to critical acclaim, Rio Tinto Stadium — a 20,000 seat multi-purpose open
air facility in Sandy, Utah.

Sports, has a controlling interest in Running Subway, an entertainment production
company, and owns Tupelo-Honey a heralded media production company.

Tom Stillman was announced as a minority owner of the St.
Louis Blues on March 29, 2007. This was the first foray
into professional sports for Mr. Stillman, a former lawyer
who is now chairman and CEO of Summit Distributing, a
St. Louis-based beer distribution business.

Mr. Stillman was born and raised in Minneapolis,
Minnesota. He attended Middlebury College in Middlebury,
Vermont, where he played hockey and soccer, graduating in
1974. He later went on to law school, graduating from the
University of Minnesota School of Law in 1978.

Following graduation, Mr. Stillman went to work for the New York law firm Dewey,
Ballantine, Bushby, Palmer & Wood (now Dewey & LeBoeuf).

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John Davidson
President of Hockey Operations

John Davidson became the seventh president in franchise history on June
30, 2006. Since his arrival, the organization has signed players such as
Paul Kariya and Keith Tkachuk while continuing to develop a solid young
team. Davidson has also made deals which has brought Brad Boyes,
Chris Mason and Andy McDonald to St. Louis.

Davidson, a former goaltender for the Blues and the team’s first-round
draft choice in 1973, boasts an impressive hockey career on and off the
ice, including many years as an analyst for the Madison Square Garden
(MSG) Network and various national hockey broadcast partners in the
United States and Canada. On June 2, 2009, The Hockey Hall of Fame
announced that Davidson will receive the Foster Hewitt Memorial Award
for outstanding contributions as a hockey broadcaster and he will be

officially inducted on Nov. 9, 2009.

In recent years, his extraordinary abilities as a hockey analyst for MSG were rewarded with four prominent and
important honors. The NHL and U.S. Hockey honored Davidson in March of 2004 when he was presented with the
Lester Patrick Award for his contribution to American hockey. In May of 2001, he received his second career New
York Emmy award for “Outstanding On-Camera Achievement.” He first won the award in April of 1995. In
December of 1994, he was an integral part of MSG’s Rangers broadcast team that was named winner of the
CableACE award for “Outstanding Live Event Coverage.” In June of 1999, Davidson emceed the on-ice festivities
prior to Wayne Gretzky's final NHL game.

From 1990-93, Davidson served as NBC's analyst for the NHL All-Star Game. He has worked as the lead analyst
for Olympic hockey coverage in the 1992 games in Albertville, France, the 1994 games in Lillehammer, Norway,

the 1998 games in Nagano, Japan, the 2002 Winter Olympics in Salt Lake City and the 2006 Winter Olympics in
Torino, Italy.

Davidson contributed to ABC's coverage of the NHL in 1994 as their top commentator and from 1995-1999 served
on the number-one broadcast team with FSN's Mike Emrick for FOX's coverage of the regular season, All-Star
Games, Stanley Cup playoffs and finals. He also worked as an analyst for OLN and NBC during the 2005-06
season.

In addition, Davidson, who was born in Ottawa, Ontario and raised in Calgary, Alberta worked for TBS at the 1990
Goodwill Games, several All-Star Games and Stanley Cup Finals for OLN, NBC, ESPN and SportsChannel, the 1991
Canada Cup for “Hockey Night in Canada”, and the 1996 World Cup of Hockey for FX. He served as ESPN’s studio
analyst for the 1993 Stanley Cup playoffs. Davidson also served as a panelist on “After 40 Minutes,” which airs
after the second period of “Hockey Night in Canada” telecasts on CBC.

Davidson enjoyed a successful career with the Calgary Centennials in junior hockey and was picked as a first-
round draft choice in the 1973 draft by St. Louis. That same year, he became the first goaltender to go directly
from junior hockey to the NHL. After two years with the Blues, Davidson was dealt to the Rangers in June of 1975
and led a remarkable run to the Stanley Cup Finals with the club in 1979.

Due to various injuries, Davidson retired in 1983. He went directly to MSG Network for one season, before joining
“Hockey Night in Canada,” where he served for two seasons. Davidson rejoined MSG Network for the 1986-87
season and worked alongside play-by-play man Sam Rosen until the 2005-06 season.

Under McLoughlin’s direction, St. Louis Blues Enterprises
encompasses all business operations of the Blues and Scottrade
Center, including sales, marketing and finance. From negotiating
a long-term arena naming rights deal with St. Louis based
investing firm Scottrade in time for the 2006-2007 season to
spearheading a creative marketing campaign that helped
generate 31 sellouts in 2008-2009, McLoughlin has been integral
in restoring the Blues’ brand in St. Louis and throughout the NHL
community. Other major accomplishments during McLoughlin’s
tenure include dramatic increases in season ticket and sponsorship sales, the return of team
broadcasts to KMOX Radio, a new long-term and comprehensive broadcast agreement with Fox
Sports Midwest, fund- ralsm%]on behalf of the United Way and The Fourteen Fund, increases in
television ratings (ranked 7t Jast season among all U.S. teams), a 2009-2010 marketing campaign
featuring iconic St. Louis personalities, and innovative team promotions and game night
presentation elements that have made Scottrade Center a destination beyond the game itself.
McLoughlin also helped SCP Worldwide with the acquisition and current operation of the Peoria
Rivermen, the Blues’ affiliate in the American Hockey League.

For 21 years prior to joining the Blues, McLoughlin served in a variety of executive roles at Anheuser-
Busch, which is widely considered one of the world’s premier companies in the areas of consumer
marketing and sports sponsorship. McLoughlin was Vice President of Corporate Media and served as
an officer of the company while at Anheuser-Busch, where he negotiated sponsorship and strategic
alliances on behalf of Budweiser, Bud Light and other global A-B brands that included 15 Super
Bowls, five Summer Olympics, four Winter Olympics, World Cup soccer and a host of professional
team and league partnerships here in the U.S. and abroad. McLoughlin was integral in the
development and execution of national and local media plans on behalf of Anheuser-Busch, leading
negotiations for national broadcast media placement, local media buying, sports team sponsorships
and stadium signage, Internet media strategies, international media strategies and media research.

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Larry Pleau
Senior Vice President & General Manager, St. Louis Blues

Larry Pleau was named general manager on June 9, 1997, becoming the
10th general manager in team history.

During Pleau’s 12-year tenure as general manager, he has successfully
re-established the organization’s talent basis, while steering the team
towards challenging for the Stanley Cup. The Blues have posted a 428-
364-110 record since his arrival, while capturing the Presidents’ Trophy
during the 1999-2000 campaign. The team also posted a 260-153-63-
16 record from 1997-1998 to 2002-2003, marking the best six-year
span in franchise history. Pleau served as the assistant general
manager of silver medal-winning Team USA at the 2002 Winter
Olympics in Salt Lake City and was named general manager for Team
USA for the 2003 and 2004 (bronze medal) IIHF World Championships
and at the 2004 World Cup of Hockey. He was named The Sporting News “Executive of the Year” following the
Blues success in 1999-2000, when the team posted a 51-20-11 record and in 2000 was inducted into the
United States Hockey Hall of Fame.

After Pleau arrived in St. Louis, the team has acquired players through trades such as Keith Tkachuk, Brad
Boyes, Doug Weight, Scott Mellanby, Dallas Drake, Andy McDonald and Chris Mason. In addition, the club has
made key free agent signings such as Paul Kariya and Bill Guerin. Pleau also has been involved in each of
the Blues’ drafts and under his watch the team has drafted Barret Jackman, Jay McClement, Erik Johnson,
Roman Polak, David Perron, David Backes, T.J. Oshie, Patrik Berglund and Alex Pietrangelo.

Pleau began conducting summer player mini-camps for the organization’s top prospects during his time as
general manager. His fan/media-friendly approach has gained him respect around the league as one of the
most aggressive-thinking general managers in hockey today.

Pleau spent eight seasons with the New York Rangers organization, as assistant general manager and vice
president of player personnel. He joined the Rangers in 1989 as assistant general manager of player
development. During Pleau’s tenure in New York, he worked along side general manager Neil Smith to help
steer the Rangers to the 1994 Stanley Cup. While with the Rangers, Pleau was responsible for drafting such
players as Doug Weight, Tony Amonte, Sergei Zubov, Alexei Kovalev, Todd Marchant and Mattias Norstrom.

Prior to joining the Rangers, Pleau spent 17 seasons with the Hartford Whalers organization in various
capacities; as a player, assistant coach, head coach, general manager, minor league general manager and
head coach. As Whalers general manager he was instrumental in drafting Ray Ferraro, Ron Francis, Kevin
Dineen and UIf Samuelsson.

Pleau played three seasons with the Montreal Canadiens (1969-1972), winning the Stanley Cup in 1971 and
an Avco World Cup in 1972. He was the first player signed by the Hartford Whalers of the World Hockey
Association. Pleau played center/left wing for the Whalers from 1972 until his retirement in 1979 and
appeared in 468 regular season games for Hartford, amassing 157 goals and 215 assists for 372 points. He
also competed nationally for the 1968 United States Olympic Team, the 1969 U.S. National Team and for Team
USA in the 1976 Canada Cup Tournament.

Pleau and his wife, Wendy, have two children: son, Steve, and daughter, Shannon; and three grandchildren,
granddaughter, Lily and grandsons, Ryan and Jake.
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Doug Armstrong
Vice President of Player Personnel

Doug Armstrong was named Vice President of Player
Personnel for the Blues on May 29, 2008.

Armstrong spent 17 years with the Dallas Stars
organization and the last six seasons as the club’s general
manager. From January 25, 2002, to the start of the 2007-
08 season, Armstrong led the Stars to the third most
regular season point total (427), collected the third-most
wins (190) and the second most home victories (110) and
points (240) in the entire NHL. Dallas won two Pacific

Division Championships (2002-03, 2005-06) and qualified
for the playoffs four times over the span.

Armstrong was a part of the Stars’ organization since the club moved to Dallas in 1993
and helped lead the franchise to two Presidents’ Trophies, two Western Conference titles
and the 1999 Stanley Cup championship.

Armstrong acquired players along with several draft selections while maintaining a top
level team during his tenure in Dallas. He acquired the fourth most draft selections in the
first three rounds over six seasons for the Stars.

Prior to being named the team’s seventh General Manager, Armstrong served nine years as
the Assistant General Manager under Bob Gainey. As Gainey's assistant, Armstrong worked
on contract negotiations and season scheduling, and handled the day-to-day operations of
the hockey department.

On the international level, Armstrong is the Associate Director of Player Personnel for Team
Canada at the 2010 Winter Games in Vancouver. He most recently served as the General
Manager for Team Canada and won the silver medal at the 2009 [IHF World Championship
in Switzerland. He was the Assistant General Manager for Team Canada at the 2002 World
Championship and 2008 World Championship (silver medal). Armstrong served as a
special advisor to Steve Yzerman for Canada that won gold at the 2007 World
Championship in Moscow. Armstrong participated in Canada’s run to winning the gold
medal with Andy Murray as head coach. Canada went 9-0 during the tournament for the
first time since 1937 when the World Championships were held in London, England.

A native of Sarnia, Ontario, Armstrong is the son of NHL Hall of Fame linesman Neil
Armstrong who was inducted into the Hall of Fame in 1991.

Armstrong and his wife Kelly, son Blake, and daughter Kayla, live in Creve Coeur, Missouri.
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Al Maclnnis
Vice President of Hockey Operations

Al MaclInnis was named Vice President of Hockey Operations for the Blues on
November 6, 2006. He crafted a remarkable 23-year career in the National Hockey
League between the St. Louis Blues and Calgary Flames that has rightfully earned
him a spot among the greatest defensemen in the history of the game. On June 28,
2007, MaclInnis was selected to the Hockey Hall of Fame and was officially inducted
on November 12, 2007. A native of Port Hood, Nova Scotia, he spent 10 seasons
donning The Note, amassing 452 points (127 goals, 325 assists) in 613 games
played. He finished his career with St. Louis ranking fourth on the Blues’ all-time assists list (325), sixth on the
points list (452), seventh on the games-played list (613) and third on the shots-on-goal list (2,266). St. Louis
made the playoffs each season he played with the team, reaching the Western Conference Finals in 2000-01. He
led the Blues to the first ever Presidents’ trophy in franchise history in 1999-2000, posting the NHL's best regular-
season record. Maclnnis’ number 2 sweater was retired by the Blues on April 9, 2006.

Maclnnis won the 1999 James Norris Memorial Trophy as the NHL's best defenseman and the 1989 Conn Smythe
Trophy while leading the Calgary Flames to the Stanley Cup Championship. A two-time Olympian for Team
Canada, he captured the gold medal at the 2002 Olympic Winter Games in Salt Lake City. Maclnnis was a 13-
time NHL All-Star, and was named to the NHL First All-Star Team four times. He was also a seven-time winner of
the hardest-shot competition at the NHL All-Star Game. Maclnnis currently ranks third among all-time NHL
defensemen in points (1,274), assists (934) and goals (340). He also ranks 33rd on the all-time NHL list in
points, 14th in assists and 24t i games played.

Jarmo Kekalainen
Assistant General Manager & Director 0f Amateur Scouting

Jarmo Kekalainen is entering his eighth season with St. Louis and oversees the
Blues’ participation in the National Hockey League Entry Draft, and assists
President John Davidson and Senior Vice President and General Manager Larry Pleau
with all facets of hockey operations. He is also involved with the Blues’ professional
scouting efforts. Kekalainen, 43, originally joined the Blues in September of 2002.

During his tenure in St. Louis, the Blues have drafted David Backes, Erik Johnson,
Roman Polak, David Perron, T.J. Oshie, Patrik Berglund and Alex Pietrangelo. Prior to
arriving in St. Louis, Kekalainen served in several capacities with the NHL's Ottawa Senators over the course of
seven seasons, including as director of player personnel for three years. During this time he was responsible for
overseeing the amateur draft and was instrumental in selecting Ray Emery, Christoph Schubert, Jason Spezza,
Antoine Vermette and Anton Volchenkov. Earlier he acted as the club’s European scout for four seasons and during
that tenure, the team drafted Martin Havlat and Marian Hossa.

While with Ottawa, Kekalainen simultaneously served as IFK Helsinki’s general manager in the Finnish Elite
League from 1995 to 1999, guiding the club to the league championship in 1998.

During a three-year career as a player in the NHL the native of Kuopio, Finland skated in a combined 55 games
with the Boston Bruins and Ottawa Senators. Over the 1989-90, 1990-91 and 1993-94 seasons Kekalainen
collected five goals and eight assists for 13 points. Prior to making his NHL debut with the Bruins, the forward
spent two seasons at Clarkson University where he recorded 80 points (35 goals, 45 assists) in 71 games.
Following the 1988-89 campaign he was named to the Eastern College Athletic Conference First All-Star Team,
scoring 44 points in 31 games.

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Kevin McDonald
Assistant General Manager/Director 0f Professional Scouting &
Peoria Rivermen General Manager 0f Hockey Operations

Kevin McDonald joined the Blues organization prior to the 2001-02
season as a professional scout. He scouted professional talent for
the Blues for two seasons before the organization promoted him to
director of professional scouting in 2003. In June 2005, he was
given the added responsibilities of being the general manager of
hockey operations of the Blues’ American Hockey League affiliate, the Peoria Rivermen.
McDonald was influential in bringing Brad Boyes to St. Louis and adding depth players
such as Brad Winchester, Mike Weaver and Tyson Strachan last season. In May, 2009,
McDonald was named assistant general manager for the Blues.

As the director of professional scouting for the Blues, McDonald oversees the professional
scouting department to ensure that the organization maintains a detailed profile of every
player in both the NHL and AHL, as well as a familiarity of the best players in other
professional hockey leagues. He also works closely with Blues President John Davidson and
Senior Vice President and General Manager Larry Pleau in coordinating the transfer of
players between the Blues and the Rivermen and in acquiring professional hockey players.

The 2009-10 season is McDonald’s 2274 season working in the NHL. He began his career in
professional hockey in 1988 as a member of the communications department of the New
York Rangers. McDonald served in a variety of capacities in that department, including
Director of Communications. Following the 1993-94 season, when the Rangers won the
Stanley Cup, he moved into the Rangers’ hockey operations department and worked as an
assistant to Rangers General Manager Neil Smith during the lockout-shortened 1994-95
season. From 1995 to 2001, McDonald served as a professional scout for the Rangers,
traveling throughout North America and Europe to evaluate professional hockey players.

A native of Lawrence, Massachusetts, McDonald holds a master’s degree in sports
management from the United States Sports Academy in Daphne, Alabama, and a
bachelor’s degree in communications from Boston College. He resides in North Andover,
Massachusetts, where he lives with his wife Lauren, his two children Sean and Kayleigh
and his three step-children Joseph, Jenna, and Daniel.

In the 2008-09 campaign, Murray guided the Blues to a 25-9-7 record in the second half of the
season which led the NHL, jumping from 15th place in the Western Conference standings to the #6
seed and returning the club to the playoffs for the first time in five years. The Blues’ playoff surge was one of the finest in NHL history, earning nearly
59% of their points since January 19, the highest such rate by any playoff team since 1940. Murray was a runner-up for the 2009 Jack Adams Trophy,
given annually to the NHL's Coach of the Year.

Murray won his 300th NHL game on February 19, 2009 in a 2-1 overtime win at Nashville and coached in his 200th game behind the Blues bench on
March 7, 2009 at Florida. He became the sixth Blues coach to reach 100 wins after a 3-1 victory on April 10 vs. Columbus. Murray currently ranks fifth
on the Blues all-time games coached list (218) and is fifth in wins (101).

Since taking over behind the St. Louis bench, Murray has guided the club to a 101-85-32 (.537%) record. In his first 12 games as Blues head coach
during the 2006-07 season, the team did not allow a first period goal, which tied an NHL modern era record for most consecutive games without
allowing a first period goal since the Los Angeles Kings accomplished it during the 1974-75 season. Murray coached in his 500tN career NHL game on
January 20, 2007 at San Jose in which the Blues won 1-0.

Prior to arriving in St. Louis, Murray coached the Los Angeles Kings from 1999-2006 and is the all-time franchise leader in wins (215) and games
coached (480). In 2001-02, Murray became the second fastest Kings coach to record 100 wins as the Kings earned at least 90 points and made the
playoffs for the third straight season, all under Murray. The 95 points earned by the Kings were the most since the 1990-91 campaign and the fourth
most in team history. The Kings also lost less than 30 games for the second straight season, the first time the franchise has accomplished that feat.

During the 1999-2000 season, Murray’s first as an NHL head coach, he guided the Kings to a second place finish in the Pacific Division and the fifth
seed in the Western Conference. The Kings that season were the third most improved club in the NHL (+25 points from 1998-99); the team accumulated
an impressive 94 points; and Murray became one of just three first-year head coaches in club history to win at least 39 games in their first full season
behind the Kings’ bench, with the 39 wins representing the most the team had accumulated since 1992-93 (in an 84-game schedule).

Murray has over 30 years of coaching experience, including seven seasons as an NHL assistant or associate coach with the Winnipeg Jets (1993-95),
Minnesota North Stars (1990-92) and Philadelphia Flyers (1988-90). As an assistant coach in Minnesota, Murray reached the Stanley Cup Finals in
1991.

In addition to his NHL service, Murray has a tremendous amount of international coaching experience. He is the only head coach to lead Team Canada
to three IIHF World Hockey Championship titles. Murray captured gold medals in 1997, 2003 and in 2007. In his gold medal run in 2007, Canada went
9-0 during the tournament for the first time since 1937 when the World Championships were held in London, England.

Murray was the head coach of the Canadian National Team from 1996-98 and guided his squad to a two-year 77-29-14 record. During the 1998-99
season, Murray split time as head coach for Shattuck-St. Mary’s in Faribault, Minnesota, where he led the prep school to a 70-9-2 record and the Midget
Triple A USA Hockey national championship and as general manager at Koln of the German Hockey League.

As an assistant coach for Team Canada in 1996, he collected silver medals at the World Cup of Hockey and the World Hockey Championship. Murray
also served as an associate coach for Team Canada under Marc Crawford at the 1998 Olympic Games in Nagano, Japan. Additionally, he has a record
six gold medals as a coach for Canada at the Spengler Cup Tournament in Davos, Switzerland.

From 1976-78, he served his first head coaching position with the Brandon Travelers of the Manitoba Junior A Hockey League. He moved on to become
head coach for Brandon University from 1978-81 and led the Bobcats to a league championship and the No. 1 ranking in Canadian University hockey
during his final year. In 1981 Murray moved to Switzerland, where for the next seven years he coached several Swiss-A Division teams, including Kloten
Zurcher and Zug, with success.

In 1987 he returned to North America as an assistant coach for the Hershey Bears of the American Hockey League and helped guide the Bears to the
1988 Calder Cup championship. In 1992, Murray returned to Europe to coach Lugano in Switzerland and then at Eisbaren Berlin in Germany.

Andy and his wife Ruth have three children (all hockey players): sons Braden (currently in the Los Angeles Kings' organization) and Jordan (a
student/athlete at the University of Wisconsin), and daughter Sarah (a student/athlete at the University of Minnesota-Duluth). They split their time
during the summer between Faribault and Manitoba.
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Rick Wamsley
Assistant Coach/Goaltending Coach

Rick Wamsley joined the Blues as an assistant coach/goaltending
coach on July 7, 2006. Before arriving in St. Louis, he was working
for the Columbus Blue Jackets organization where he served as a
goaltending coach and pro scout since 1999. Prior to joining the

Blue Jackets, Wamsley spent six seasons as a member of the
Toronto Maple Leafs organization. While in Toronto, he served as a
pro and amateur scout in 1998-99 and was an assistant coach under Pat Burns from
1996-98. Wamsley joined the organization as a goaltending consultant immediately
following a 12-year playing career that ended during the 1992-93 season.

During his playing career, Wamsley posted a 204-131-46 record and a 3.34 goals against
average with the Montreal Canadiens, St. Louis Blues, Calgary Flames and Toronto Maple
Leafs.

Wamsley was drafted as the Canadiens’ fifth pick, 58th overall, in the 1979 Entry Draft
and he made his NHL debut with Montreal in 1980-81. He became a full-time goaltender
the following season and posted a 23-7-7 record with a 2.75 goals-against average with
the Canadiens. That year, Wamsley shared the William M. Jennings Trophy with teammate
Denis Herron as the duo allowed the fewest goals against in the NHL.

Wamsley spent three-plus seasons with Montreal before being traded to the Blues in 1984,
His four seasons (1984-88) in St. Louis produced a 75-59-15 record, including 23 wins in
1984-85 (23-12-5, 3.26 goals-against average) and 22 wins in 1985-86 (22-16-3, 3.43
goals-against average). Wamsley currently ranks fifth on the Blues all-time goaltending
lists in games played (154), minutes played (9,064) and ranks sixth in wins (75). He was
between the pipes in “The Monday Night Miracle” when St. Louis staged a dramatic come-
from-behind victory in game six of the 1986 Campbell Conference Finals by scoring four
unanswered goals to defeat Calgary, 6-5, in overtime.

In March 1988, he was traded to Calgary and the highlight of his stint with the Flames
came in 1988-89 when he helped the team capture the lone Stanley Cup championship in
club history.

Wamsley was born on May 25, 1959 in Simcoe, Ontario. He and his wife, Lori, are the
parents of three daughters, Kelly, Colleen, and Megan and have one granddaughter, Emma.
The family resides in St. Louis.

Ray Bennett
Assistant Coach

Ray Bennett joined the St. Louis Blues coaching staff as an assistant on December
13, 2006. He served seven seasons as an assistant coach with the Los Angeles
Kings from 1999-2006. While with the Kings, Bennett was involved in all areas of
tactical and technical play while specializing in video analysis, computer assistance
and statistical support.

Bennett was the manager of high performance/video for the Canadian Hockey
Association and National Team and also served as their manager of coaching/initiation programs and as an
assistant for Canada’s National Women'’s Olympic Team, which earned a silver medal at the 1998 Winter
Olympics. He was also an assistant coach responsible for video for Canada’s silver medal winning National
Junior Team at the 1999 World Championships and the gold medal winning Canadian National Women’s Team at
the 1999 World Championships.

Bennett has also been head coach at Red Deer College and has worked for the Spokane Chiefs, the World Junior
Hockey Championship Association, Hockey Canada, the Moose Jaw Warriors and the Alberta Amateur Hockey
Association.

A graduate of the University of Alberta, Ray is a native of Innisfail, Alberta. He and his wife Karla have three
children, Kale, Kassie and Max.

Brad Shaw
Assistant Coach

Brad Shaw was named an assistant coach for the Blues on July 11,
2006. Shaw joined the Blues from the New York Islanders
organization where he served as an interim head coach and
assistant coach. Prior to joining the Islanders, he spent three
seasons (2002-2005) as the head coach for the American Hockey
League’s Cincinnati Mighty Ducks and posted a record of 44-31-4-1 in 2004-05. Before
Shaw joined Cincinnati, he was the head coach with the Detroit Vipers of the former
International Hockey League, an assistant with the Springfield Falcons of the AHL and an
assistant with the Tampa Bay Lightning in 1999-2000.

Chase brings an interesting mix of insight and analysis
to the booth along with fellow broadcaster Chris Kerber.

He leaves behind a 12-year NHL career, which included eight years as a
member of the Blues. Chase officially retired from the NHL on July 28,
2000. He finished his career with 458 games played, 17 goals, 36 assists
and 53 career points. Chase ranks second on the Blues’ all-time penalty minute list with 1,497
minutes and finished his career with 2,017 total penalty minutes.

In 1998 Chase received the King Clancy award from the NHL, which is given to the player who has
made a noteworthy humanitarian contribution to his community. In 1993 he established the Gateway
Locomotives, which teaches the sport of hockey to handicapped individuals. Chase is also a part
owner of the three-time (2007, 2008, 2009) National Champion St. Louis Bandits of the North
American Hockey League.

Bob Plager joined the St. Louis Blues in their inaugural season in 1967-68
as a player and has served various capacities within the organization. He
currently works in the Blues’ community relations department and also is
an analyst on KMOX during Blues home games and on post-game shows.

Plager became the 16t Head Coach in Blues history on May 1, 1992.
Plager also served as the Head Coach for the Rivermen during the 1990-
91 season, leading the club to a 58-19-5 record and captured the Turner Cup as the champion of the
International Hockey League. During that season, the Rivermen broke 40-plus IHL records and Plager
was voted by his peers as the Coach of the Year.

Plager has also served the franchise as Director of Professional Scouting, Vice President and Director
of Player Development, a Special Assistant to the General Manager, Assistant to the Director of
Hockey Operations, Head Coach for Salt Lake City of the Central Hockey League and was a scout for
the Blues handling special assignments.

After the 1977-78 season, Plager retired after playing 14 seasons in the National Hockey League. He
was a fierce competitor known best for knocking opponents to the ice with his famous hip check.
Plager made his NHL debut with the New York Rangers during the 1964-65 season and was traded to
St. Louis on June 6, 1967. Plager currently ranks fifth all-time on the Blues with 615 games played
and ranks eighth with 762 penalty minutes. In his 14 year NHL career, he played in 644 games,
registered 146 points (20g, 126a) and tallied 800 penalty minutes.

Davis Payne
Head Coach

Davis Payne, 38, was named the 15th head coach of
the Peoria Rivermen on July 8, 2008 after serving one
year as an assistant with the club. In his first year as
an American Hockey league head coach, Payne guided
the Rivermen to a 43-31-2-4 record and returned
Peoria to the postseason following a two-year
drought. Prior to joining the Rivermen before to the
2007-08 campaign, Payne had spent a total of seven
seasons as a head coach in the ECHL. Most recently,
Kamloops, BC native established a .691 winning
percentage over four years as head coach for the Alaska Aces, the Rivermen ECHL
affiliate.

The 2006-07 ECHL Coach of the Year, Payne led the Aces to the 2006 ECHL Kelly
Cup Championship and also guided the club to three consecutive trips to the
Conference Finals; it was the first time in 15 years and only the second time in
ECHL history that a team

advanced to the ECHL's Final Four in three straight seasons. Thirty-eight of
Alaska’s 48 lifetime playoff wins had came under Payne’s direction, with his
winning percentage in the

playoffs (38-21, .644) nearly matching that of his four regular seasons in Alaska.

Payne, who owns a 289-142-45 (.654 winning percentage) in seven seasons as an
ECHL head coach between Alaska and the Pee Dee (SC) Pride, remains second all-
time in ECHL history with 50 postseason victories, 12 of which came during his
three years with Pee Dee.

A graduate of NCAA Division | Michigan Tech, Payne appeared in 22 NHL games
with the Boston Bruins during his eight-year playing career that spanned 464
games with 324 points (155g, 169a). He was originally drafted by the Edmonton
Qilers in the seventh round of the 1989 NHL Entry Draft.

A native of Kamloops, BC, Payne and his wife Jane have two daughters, Allison
and Lydia.

Drake Berehowsky
Assistant Coach

Drake Berehowsky, 37, joined the Peoria Rivermen as an assis-
tant coach on August 11 after having previously served in the
same role for the Barrie Colts of the Ontario Hockey League.
Berehowsky's major functions include contributing to the devel-
opment of Blues prospects through on-ice instruction, condi-
tioning work, video breakdown, advance scouting, and player
evaluation, among other duties. He also supervises the play of Rivermen defensemen
during games. While with Barrie, a team Berehowsky played Junior B for, the Colts
went 58-67-6-5 and made the playoffs each year. This is his first professional coach-
ing assignment

In 16 professional seasons as a player, the former first round pick accumulated 549
regular season games in the National Hockey League scattered between six different

teams. Taken 10t overall by the Toronto Maple Leafs in the 1990 NHL Entry Draft, he
was a force for two seasons on the North Bay Centennials blue line and was named a
First-Team All-Star and the CHL Defenceman-of-the-Year in 1992. After scoring 27
points in 28 games for the AHL's St. John’s Maple Leafs, Berehowsky was recalled mid-
way through the 1992-93 season by the Maple Leafs.

In April 1995, Toronto shipped him to the Pittsburgh Penguins for defenseman Grant
Jennings. He spent some time in the minors with Cleveland (IHL), San Antonio (IHL),
Carolina (AHL) and Hamilton (AHL) until joining the young Edmonton Qilers in 1997-
98. In 1998, Berehowsky was claimed by the Nashville Predators in the expansion
draft. In 1999-2000, he set career highs with 12 goals and 32 points. At the 2001
trade deadline, the Predators dealt him to the Vancouver Canucks where he spent the
early part of the 2001-02 season before joining the Phoenix Coyotes midway through
the year.

After parts of two seasons with the Coyotes, Berehowsky signed with the Pittsburgh
Penguins in the summer of 2003, his second stint with the club. Upon his arrival,
Berehowsky went on to register 21 points (5-16-21) in 47 games before being acquired
by the Toronto Maple Leafs in the second half of the season for Ric Jackman. He
played briefly in Sweden and Germany before retiring following the 2005-06 season.

Born in Toronto, Berehowsky and his wife Lori have five children: daughters Dylan (5),
and Dawson (2); sons Duke (4), Daniel (3), and Dalton (1).

Team Name and Emblem

In 1967 the city of St. Louis was awarded an NHL franchise. The selection of the team’s name was an easy one for
owner Sid Salomon Jr. “The name of the team has to be the Blues” exclaimed Salomon, after being awarded the new
franchise. “It's part of the city where W.C. Handy composed his famed song while thinking of his girl one morning.”

The River City of St. Louis has a tradition for blues singers, and the team name represents its rich history.
Salomon said, “No matter where you go in town there’s singing, that's the spirit of St. Louis.”

The emblem the team proudly displays on their sweater is the Blue Note. The BlueNote was taken from the music
scale and represents the team’s name. Although the Blue Note has been enhanced and modernized, it remains a
St. Louis tradition.

The 1997-98 season saw the Blues introduce an “alternative sweater” that January that celebrates a traditional
look with a nod to the future. A streamlined Blue Note reminiscent of Blue Notes worn on earlier jerseys is the foundation
of the new look. A new “word mark” which introduced navy blue to the team’s name and logo was phased in during the
season along with the new, restored Blue Note.

The 1998-99 season saw the team unveil a new road uniform with the same clean, colorful design as the Blues’
home sweater. This road uniform completed the transition to a totally new look on the road and at home.

The National Hockey League and Reebok have teamed to create the Rbk EDGE Uniform System™ to meet the
performance demands of today's NHL player. The result of more than two years of research and testing, the system
features technologically advanced materials and fabrics that are more breathable, more water-resistant, more
comfortable and more compatible with equipment.

The Rbk EDGE Uniform System is currently worn by all 30 NHL teams in their respective colors and designs. The
uniforms were introduced in the 2007-08 season which marked the first time in the history of North American profes-
sional sports that a uniform innovation has been implemented League-wide.

The Blues' third jersey was worn for the first time on Nov. 21, 2008 vs. the Anaheim Ducks.

In contrast to previous Blues uniforms which were (and are) primarily accented in royal blue and gold, the third
jersey and matching socks lean toward navy blue and white. Features of the third jersey include a base color of navy
blue trimmed in white and gold, a new logo on the crest of the jersey featuring the time-honored Blue Note against the
Gateway Arch captured within a gold circle highlighted by the words St. Louis Blues, the Blue Note, in navy, trimmed in
gold and white on each of the shoulders, uniform numbers on the back and sleeves in white - a first for the Blues -
trimmed in gold and navy, a classic, old-school draw string — another first for the team - at the base of the white-
trimmed collar and navy socks trimmed in white and gold complement the on-ice look, resulting in a navy blue combina-
tion from head to toe - helmets, jersey, gloves, pants and socks.
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Scottrade Center

Scottrade Center opened in 1994 and rests on the for-
mer site of Kiel Auditorium, located at the intersection of
14th Street and Clark Avenue in the heart of downtown St.
Louis. Scottrade Center is a contemporary glass and con-
crete structure with four seating levels, two restaurants
(Bud Light Zone and Blue Note Lounge), 91 private suites,
seven party rooms, dozens of concession stands and food
courts and three retail shops. The 665,000-square-foot
arena seats approximately 20,000 for St. Louis Blues
games, while basketball games and floor seating events
accommodate nearly 22,000.

Scottrade Center serves as the home to the St. Louis Blues Hockey Club, while also featuring a full
ranﬁe of arena programming including concerts, ice shows, family shows and other sporting events. The
28t annual Busch Braggin’ Rights Illinois vs. Missouri Basketball Game was once again the hottest ticket
in town over the holiday season, with 19,586 fans witnessing the two rival schools battle it out for the
bragging rights title. Scottrade Center proudly hosted two major sporting events last season, the 2009
NCAA Division | Men’s Wrestling Championships in March and the 2009 NCAA Women'’s Final Four
Basketball Championships in April. Scottrade Center will also be the home for college hockey's Ice Breaker
Tournament in 2010 and 2011.

Highlights of the past 14 years include the 2007 NCAA Division | Men’s Ice Hockey Frozen Four National
Championship, the 2006 U.S. Figure Skating Championships, the 2000, 2004, 2005 and 2008 NCAA
Division | Men’s Wrestling Championships, 1999 Papal Visit Youth Rally, the 1998 NCAA Midwest Regional
Men’s Baskethall Championship, the 2000 John Hancock U.S. National Gymnastics Championships, the
2001 NCAA Women'’s Final Four Basketball Championships and the WBC/WBA/IBF Welterweight
Championship between Zab Judah and Cory Spinks in 2005; superstar concerts including Paul McCartney,
U2, Billy Joel, Frank Sinatra, Garth Brooks, the Police, Pavarotti, Neil Diamond, Fleetwood Mac, Eric Clapton,
Kiss, Tina Turner, Cher, the Rolling Stones, Bruce Springsteen, Elton John, the Eagles, AC/DC, Tim McGraw
and Faith Hill; sold out World Wrestling Entertainment live television events; and record setting grosses for
Harlem Globetrotters, Sesame Street Live, Ringling Bros. and Barnum & Bailey Circus and Disney on Ice.

Scottrade Center is privately operated by SCP Worldwide, owner of the St. Louis Blues, under the leader-
ship of its chairman, Dave Checketts. Naming rights for the arena were sold in September 2006 to
Scottrade, Inc., a St. Louis-based leading branch-supported online brokerage.

Order of Selection for 2010 Entry Draft

The NHLs annual Draft Drawing is a weighted lottery system to determine the order of selection for the first 14 picks of the 2010
Entry Draft.

The 14 teams that did not qualify for the Stanley Cup Playoffs, or clubs that acquired those clubs’ 2010 first-round draft picks,
participate in the Drawing.

The Club selected in the drawing may not move up more than four positions in the draft order, thus only the five Clubs with the
fewest regular-season points have the opportunity to receive the first overall selection.

No Club can move down more than one position as a result of the
Draft Drawing.

In the first round of the 2010 Entry Draft, the order of selection is as follows:

a) The first 14 selections, as determined by the Draft Drawing (see above);

b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 2010 Stanley Cup Playoffs,
regular-season division winners excluded, in inverse order of points;

¢) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the
2010 Stanley Cup Playoffs, in inverse order of points;

d) Clubs eliminated in the 2010 Conference Finals, in inverse order of points;

e) Stanley Cup Finalist

f) Stanley Cup champion

In the second and subsequent rounds the order of selection is as follows:

a) Non-playoff clubs in inverse order of points;

b) Clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the 2010 Stanley Cup Playoffs,
regular-season division winners excluded, in inverse order of points;

c) Regular-season division winning clubs eliminated in the first two rounds of the
2010 Stanley Cup Playoffs, in inverse order of points;

d) Clubs eliminated in the 2010 Conference Finals, in inverse order of points;

e) Stanley Cup Finalist

f) Stanley Cup champion

Eligibility for Claim
a) All Players age 18 or older are eligible for claim in the Entry Draft, except:

i. a Player on the Reserve List of a Club, other than as a try-out;

ii. a Player who has been claimed in two prior Entry Drafts;

iii. a Player who previously played in the League and became a Free Agent pursuant to this Agreement;

iv. a Player age 21 or older who: (A) has not been selected in a previous Entry Draft and (B) played hockey
for at least one season in North America when he was age 18, 19, or 20 and shall be eligible to enter
the League as an Unrestricted Free Agent pursuant to Article 10.1(d); and 18

v. a Player age 22 or older who has not been selected in a previous Entry Draft and shall be eligible to
enter the League as an Unrestricted Free Agent pursuant to Article 10.1(d).

Unsigned Draft Choices
a) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the first three rounds of the Entry Draft and who was not signed by

his NHL Club may not be retained by the Club and must be returned to his junior Club no later than the day prior
to the opening of the NHL regular season.
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b) A player aged 18 or 19 who was selected in the fourth or subsequent rounds who has not been signed by his NHL
Club may not be retained by his Club and must be returned to his junior Club no later than the fourth day prior to
the opening of the NHL regular season.

Entry Level Players

—

Players 18 through 21 years of age when signing their first contract must remain in the entry-level system for a period of three
years; players age 22 and 23 when signing their first contract are in the entry level system for two years; while those age 24
when first under contract are in the entry level system for one year. Age is defined as the player's age on September 15 of the
calendar year in which he signs the contract, regardless of his actual age on the date he signs such contract.

In the event that a signed 18 or 19-year-old player does not play a minimum of 10 NHL games (regular season and/or playoffs)
in his first season under contract, the term of his player contract and his number of years in the entry level system will be
extended for a period of one year. The exception to this is a 19-year-old player who turns 20 years of age between September 16
and December 31 in his first contract year.

w

In the event that a player signs his first contract at age 18 and has had his Player Contract extended for one season already,
and such player does not play at least 10 NHL games (regular season and/or playoffs) in the second season under that player's
Player Contract, then the term of his Player Contract and his number of years in the Entry Level System shall be extended for one
additional year.

23-Man Roster

There may be a maximum of 23 players on each Club’s playing roster at any one time from the commencement of the NHL regular
season through the trade deadline. Prior to the start of the season, each Club must submit to the NHL its “Opening Day Playing
Roster” which shall be comprised of not more than 23 players. Each Club must have a roster of at least 20 players, composed of
18 skaters and two goaltenders. Players on Injured Reserve do not count in the 23-Man Roster limit.

Injured Reserve List

In the event that a player is injured and a Club wishes to place him on the Injured Reserve List, the Club must follow these
procedures.

1. A Club may place a player on the injured reserve list if such player is injured, disabled or ill and unable to perform his duties as
a hockey player after having passed the Club’s initial physical examination in that season.

2. A player who has an injury that renders him physically unable to play for a minimum of seven days after that date of the injury
can be placed on the Club’s Injured Reserve List. Once a player is placed on the injured reserve, the Club may replace said
player on its NHL roster with another player. All determinations that a player has suffered an injury warranting injured reserve
status must be made by the Club’s medical staff and in accordance with the Club’s medical standards.

3. A player placed on Injured Reserve is ineligible to compete in NHL games for a period of not less than seven days from the date
of injury.

4. Players on Injured Reserve may attend Club meetings and meals, travel with the Club and participate in practice sessions.

5. Players on Injured Reserve are prohibited from appearing in games, participating in pre-game warm-ups with their Clubs, or
dressing in game uniforms on game days.

Regular Season Waivers

For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers, the five (5) year exemption for an 18 year old skater and the four (4) year
exemption for a 19 year old skater shall both be reduced to three (3) years commencing the first season that the 18 or 19 year old
skater plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or more. The next two (2) seasons, regardless of whether the skater plays any NHL Games in
either season, shall count as the second and third years toward satisfying the exemption. For purposes of Regular Waivers and Re-
Entry Waivers, the six (6) year exemption for an 18 year old goalie and the five (5) year exemption for a 19 year old goalie shall
both be reduced to four (4) years commencing the first season that the 18 or 19 year old goalie plays in eleven (11) NHL Games or
more. The next three (3) seasons, regardless of whether the goalie plays any NHL Games in any of those three (3) seasons, shall
count as the next three (3) years toward satisfying the exemption.
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The first season in which a Player who is age 20 or older plays in one (1) or more Professional Games shall constitute the first year
for calculating the number of years he is exempt from Regular Waivers and Re-Entry Waivers.

A Player 25 years old or older who plays in one (1) or more Professional Games in any season shall be exempt from Regular Waivers
and Re-Entry Waivers for the remainder of that season.

Tie-Breaking Procedures

At the conclusion of the regular season, the standing of the teams in each Conference shall be determined in accordance with the
following priorities in the order listed:

a) First place in each of the three (3) divisions seeded 1, 2, and 3.

b) The higher number of points earned by the Club.

c) The greater number of games won by the Club.

d) The higher number of points earned in games against each other among two (2) or more Clubs having equal
standing under priority (b) and (c) **

e) The greater differential between goals scored for and against by Clubs having equal standing under priority (d).

** NOTE: For the purpose of determining standing under priority (d) for two or more tied Clubs that have not played an even num-
ber of games with one or more of the other tied Clubs, the first game played in the city that has the extra game (the “odd game”)
shall not be included. When more than two Clubs are tied, the percentage of available points earned in games among each other
(and not including any “odd games”) shall be used to determine standing.

An assist is awarded to the player or players (maximum of two) who
touched the puck prior to the goal, provided no defender plays or pos-
sesses the puck in between.

A player receives credit for playing in a game if: i) he steps on the ice
during time played or; i) serves any penalty.

After the final score has been determined, the goal which leaves the
winning Club one goal ahead of its opponent is the game-winning goal
(example: if Team A beats Team B 8-3, the player scoring the fourth
goal for Team A receives credit for the game-winning goal).

A goal is awarded to the last player on the scoring Club to touch the
puck prior to the puck entering the net.

Multiply goals allowed (GA) by 60 and divide by minutes played

(MINS).

A goaltender receives a “W” for a win in regulation, overtime or
shootout; an “L” for a loss in regulation; or an “OT” for a loss in over-
time or shootout.

Subtract total number of power-play goals allowed from total number
of shorthanded situations to get total number of power-plays killed.
Divide the total number of power-plays killed by the total number of
shorthanded situations.

A player receives a “plus” if he is on the ice when his Club scores an
even-strength or shorthand goal. He receives a “minus” if he is on the
ice for an even-strength or shorthand goal scored by the opposing
Club. The difference in these numbers is considered the player’s plus-
minus statistic.

A goal scored by a Club while it has a manpower advantage due to an
opponent’s penalty.Following are some examples of what is and is not
considered a power-play goal:

e if a Club has an advantage on a minor penalty starting at 2:02 of
the period and it scores at 4:02, the goal is not a power-play goal.

e if a Club scores on a delayed penalty, the goal is not a
power-play goal.
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Power-Play Percentage . . .

Save Percentage

Shooting Percentage . ...

Shorthand Goal

e if a Club has an advantage due to a five-minute major or match
penalty, that Club is always credited with having one more advan-
tage than the number of power-play goals it scores during that
advantage, because the penalty does not expire. A new advantage
begins after each power-play goal. For example, if Team A scores
three goals during a major penalty, it is credited with four
advantages.

e if a Club is on a power-play for any length of time, it is considered
to have had an advantage.

e if a minor penalty is incurred by a Club on a power-play due to a
major penalty, a new advantage is given to that Club when its
minor penalty expires, provided the opponent’s major penalty is
still in effect.

.Total number of power-play goals divided by total number of power-

play opportunities.

Subtract goals allowed (GA) from shots against (SA) to determine
saves. Then divide saves by shots-against.

Divide the number of goals scored by the number of shots taken.

A goal scored by a Club while it is at a manpower disadvantage. The
same cases apply for shorthand as for power-play goals, but in the
opposite manner.

If a player shoots the puck with the intention of scoring and if that
shot would have gone in the net had the goaltender not stopped it, the
shot is recorded as a “shot on goal”.

If two goaltenders combine for a shutout, neither receives credit for
the shutout. Instead it is recorded as a Club shutout.

If a penalty or goal occurs in the last minute, the time is rounded off
to the previous second (ex: if a penalty is called with 12.4 seconds
left in a period, the time is indicated as 19:47 and not 19:48.)

A coach receives a “W” for a win in regulation, overtime or shootout;
an “L” for a loss in regulation; or an “OT" for a loss in overtime or
shootout.

Abduction: Movement of a joint away from the center of the body.

AC Joint (Acromioclavicular joint): Joint of the shoulder where acromion process of the shoulder
blade and the distal end of the collarbone meet; most shoulder separations occur at this point.

Adduction: Movement of a joint toward the center of the body.

Adhesion: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers to surrounding structures during
immobilization following trauma or as a complication of surgery which restricts normal
elasticity of the structures involved; or scar tissue which forms after trauma or surgery
which can restrict normal motion.

Aerobic: Exercise in which energy needed is supplied by oxygen inspired and is required for
sustained periods of vigorous exercise with a continually high pulse rate.

Anabolic Steroids: Steroids that promote tissue growth by creating protein in an attempt to
enhance muscle growth. The main anabolic steroid is testosterone (male sex hormone).

Anaerobic: Exercise without the use of oxygen as an energy source; short bursts of vigorous exercise.

Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL): A primary stabilizing ligament within the center of the knee
joint that prevents hyperextension and excessive rotation of the joint. A complete tear of
the ACL necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12 months of rehabilitation.

Antilnflammatory: Any agent which prevents inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.
Arteriogram: A film demonstrating arteries after injection of a dye.

Arthrogram: Xray technique for joints using air and/or dye injected into the affected area;
useful in diagnosing meniscus tears of the knee and rotator cuff tears of the shoulder.

Arthroscope: An instrument used to visualize the interior of a joint cavity.

Arthroscopy: A surgical examination of the internal structures of a joint by means of observation
through an arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure can be used to remove or repair
damaged tissue or as a diagnostic procedure in order to inspect the extent of any damage
or confirm a diagnosis.

Atrophy: To shrivel or shrink from disuse; as in muscular atrophy.

Baker’s Cyst: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in the back of the knee as a result of fluid that
has escaped from the knee capsule. A Baker’s cyst indicates that there is a trauma inside
the knee joint that leads to excessive fluid production.

Bone Scan: An imaging procedure in which a radioactivelabeled substance is injected into the
body to determine the status of a bone injury. If the radioactive substance is taken up by
the bone at the injury site, the injury will show as a ‘hot spot’ on the scan image. The bone
scan is particularly useful in the diagnosis of stress fractures.

Bursa: A fluidfilled sac located in areas where friction is likely to occur. The bursa sac minimizes
the friction, for example, between a tendon and bone.
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Cartilage: Smooth, slippery substance preventing two ends of bones from rubbing together
and grating. Most joints use this to cover bones next to each other. A meniscus is made of
cartilage.

CAT Scan (Computerized Tomography): Use of a computer to produce a cross-sectional view of
the anatomical part being investigated from xray data.

Chondromalacia: Roughening of the articular cartilage. Best known for the roughening of the
underside of the kneecap, which can occur in any kneecap injury.

Clavicle: Collarbone; the bone connecting the breastbone with the shoulder blade.
Closed Reduction - Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation without surgery.

Coccyx: The ‘tailbone,” a group of four vertebrae that are fused together to form a small
triangular bone, located at the terminal end of the spine.

Concussion: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in dysfunction. It can be graded as mild,
moderate or severe, depending on loss of consciousness, amnesia and loss of equilibrium.

Contusion: An injury to a muscle and tissues caused by a blow from a blunt object.
Corticosteroids: Used to suppress joint inflammation and inflammation in a bursa or near tendons.
Cryotherapy: A treatment with the use of cold.

Cyst: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semisolid matter.

Degenerative Joint Disease: Changes in the joint surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma and
‘wear and tear’.

Deltoid Ligament: Ligament that connects the tibia to bones of the medial aspect of the foot
and is primarily responsible for stability of the ankle on the medial side. Is sprained less
frequently than other ankle ligaments.

Deltoid Muscle: Muscles at the top of the arm, just below the shoulder, responsible for shoulder
motions in the front, side and back.

Disc, Intervertebral: A flat, rounded plate between each vertebrae of the spine. The disc
consists of a thick fiber ring which surrounds a soft gellike interior. It functions as a
cushion and shock absorber for the spinal column.

Dislocation: Complete displacement of joint surfaces.
Electromyogram (EMG): Test to determine nerve function.

Epiconondylitis - Inflammation of tendons at the elbow due to overuse. Common in tennis
players (outer part of elbow) and golfers (inner part of elbow)

Etiology: Study of the cause of injury and disease.
Extension: Action of straightening of a joint as achieved by an extensor muscle.

Fascia: A connective tissue sheath consisting of fibrous tissue and fat which unites the skin to
the underlying tissue.

Fat Percentage: The amount of body weight that is adipose, fat tissue. Fat percentage can be
calculated by underwater weighing, measuring select skinfold thickness or by analyzing
electrical impedance.
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Femur: Thighbone; longest bone in the body.

Fibula: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg; runs from the knee to the ankle along the
outside of the lower leg.

Flexibility: The ability of muscle to relax and yield to stretch forces.

Fracture: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of fractures include simple, compound, commin-
uted, greenstick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal, oblique, open, stress or transverse.

Glenohumeral: The shoulder girdle; consists of the glenoid capsule, head of the humerus and
labrum.

Glenoid: Cavity of the scapula into which the head of the humerus fits to form the shoulder girdle.
Glenoid Labrum: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue attached around the margin of the glenoid fossa.

Grade One Injury: A mild injury in which ligament, tendon or other musculoskeletal tissue may
have been stretched, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.

Grade Two Injury: A moderate injury in which musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not
totally torn, causing appreciable limitation in function of the injured tissue.

Grade Three Injury: A severe injury in which tissue loss has been significant, and in many
cases, totally torn or otherwise disrupted, causing a virtual loss of function.

Groin: Junction of the thigh and abdomen, location of muscles that rotate, flex and adduct the hip.

Hammer Toe: Condition when the first digit of a toe is at a different angle that the remaining
digits of the same toe.

Hamstring: Category of muscle that runs from the buttocks to the knee along the back of the
thigh. It functions to flex the knee and is often times injured as a result of improper
conditioning or lack of muscle flexibility.

Hemarthrosis: Accumulation of blood within a joint as a result of an acute injury.
Hematoma: Mass produced by an accumulation of coagulated blood in a cavity or in soft tissues.

High Ankle Sprain - Disruption of thick connective tissue between the tibia and fibula above the
ankle joint.

Hip Pointer: Contusion to the iliac crest.
Hydrotherapy: Treatment using water.
Hyperextension: Extreme extension of a limb or body part.

Ice and Stimulation - Use of ice to reduce inflammation and muscle stimulation by surface
electrodes to maintain muscle strength used in rehabilitation of injury.

lliotibial Band: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs from the iliac crest to the knee joint on the
outside of the thigh.

Inflammation: The body’s natural response to injury in which the injury site might display
various degrees of pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss of function.
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Isometric Contraction: Muscular contraction in which tension is developed but no mechanical
work is done.

Labrum (Labrum Glenoidule): The cartilage of the glenoid cavity in the shoulder. A lipedged or
liplike structure.

Lateral Collateral Ligament (LCL): Ligament of the knee along the outer aspect that connects
the femur to the fibula. It provides lateral stability to the joint.

Ligament: Band of fibrous tissue that connects bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports
and strengthens joints.

Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI): Imaging procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes
certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to react to this pulse and through this process
a computer display and permanent film establish a visual image. MRI does not require
radiation and is very useful in the diagnosis of soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.

Mandible - Jaw bone

Medial Collateral Ligament (MCL): Ligament of knee along the inner aspect that connects the
femur to the tibia.

Meniscus: Crescent-shaped cartilage, usually pertaining to the knee joint; also known as
cartilage. There are two menisci in the knee - medial and lateral. These work to absorb
weight within the knee and provide stability.

Metacarpals: Five long bones of the hand, joining the fingers to the wrist.
Metatarsals: Five long bones of the foot, running from the ankle to the toes.
Myositis: Inflammation of a muscle.

Open Reduction - Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation with surgery.

Orthotic: Any device applied to or around the body of physical impairment of disability.
Commonly used to control foot mechanics.

Osteochondritis Dessicans: A piece of bone and/or cartilage loosened from its attachment after
trauma and a cause of a lesion.

Osteomyelitis: An inflammatory disease of bone caused usually by infection with streptococcus
or staphylococcus bacteria.

Patella: The kneecap. The patella functions to protect the distal end of the femur as well as
increase the mechanical advantage and force generating capacities of the quadriceps
muscle group.

Plantar Fasciitis: Inflammation of the plantar (a thick tissue on the bottom of the foot which
helps create the arch) fascia; associated with overuse or acute foot injury.

Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL): A primary stabilizing ligament of the knee that provides
significant stability and prevents displacement of the tibia backward within the knee joint.
A complete tear of this ligament necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12
months of rehabilitation.

Quadricep Muscles: A group of four muscles of the front thigh that run from the hip and form a
common tendon at the patella; they are responsible for knee extension.
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Radius: Bone in the forearm from elbow to the thumb side of the wrist.
Reconstruction: Surgical rebuilding of a joint using natural, artificial or transplanted materials.

Rotator Cuff: Comprised of four muscles in the shoulder area that can be irritated by
overuse. The muscles are the supraspinatus (most commonly injured), infraspinatus,
teres minor and subscapularis.

Sacroiliac: Junction of the sacrum, the lower back bone, with the pelvis.

Sacrum: Group of five fused vertebrae located just below the lumbar vertebrae of the lower
back, which form part of the pelvis.

Scapula: Shoulder blade.

Sciatica: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in pain or tingling running down the inside of
the leg.

Sciatic Nerve: Major nerve that carries impulses for muscular action and sensations between
the low back and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve in the body.

Shin Splint: A catchall syndrome describing pain in the shin that is not a fracture or tumor and
can not be defined otherwise.

Spleen: Large, solid organ responsible for the normal production and destruction of blood cells
located under the left rib cage.

Spondylosis - Abnormal vertebral fixation or immobility, or a general term for arthritis of the spine.

Sprain: Injury resulting from the stretching or twisting of the joint and causes various degrees of
stretching or tearing of a ligament or other soft tissue at the joint.

Strain: Injury resulting from a pulling or torsion to the muscle or tendon that causes various
degrees of stretching or tearing to the muscle or tendon tissue.

Stress Fracture: A hairline type of break in a bone. Caused by overuse.

Subluxation: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term usually implies that the joint can return to a
normal position without formal reduction.

Synovial Fluid: Lubricating fluid for joints and tendons, produced in synovium, or the inner
lining of a joint.

Synovitis: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.
Talus: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia and fibula to form the ankle joint.

Tarsals: Group of seven bones of the foot consisting of the calnavicular, talus, cuboid and three
cuneiform bones.

Tendinitis: Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon sheath, caused by chronic overuse or
sudden injury.

Tendon: Tissue that connects muscle to bone.
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Tenosynovitis: Swelling or inflammation of a tendon sheath caused by calcium deposits,
repeated strain or trauma.

Tibia: Shin bone; larger of the two bones of the lower leg and is the weightbearing bone of the
shin.

Transcutaneous Electrical Nerve Stimulator (TENS): An electrical modality that sends a mild
current through pads at the injury site which stimulates the brain to release the natural
analgesic endorphin.

Transverse Process: Small lateral projection off the right and left side of each vertebrae that
functions as an attachment site for muscles and ligaments of the spine.

Triceps: Muscle of the back of the upper arm, primarily responsible for extending the elbow.

Ulna: Inner bone of the forearm that runs from the tip of the elbow to the little finger side of
the wrist.

Ulnar Nerve: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated from excessive throwing.

Ultrasound: An electrical modality that transmits a sound wave through an applicator into the
skin to the soft tissue in order to heat the local area for relaxing the injured tissue and/or
disperse edema...Also a type of imaging study for certain body areas.

“Wind Knocked Out”: Syndrome describing a contraction of the abdominal nerve truck, the solar
plexus, as a result of an abdominal contusion.

All sea-
son and individual game credential holders should enter through the press entrance, located on 15th
street. The media entrance opens three hours prior to the start of each game. All credentials are non
transferable, and any unauthorized use will subject the bearer to ejection from Scottrade Center and
confiscation of the credential.

Season media passes will be issued to established newspapers, television, and radio stations. All free-
lance media credentials are subject to approval by the public relations department. Please contact
Mike Caruso at (314) 622-2577, Rich Jankowski (314) 622-2522 for credential requests.

INDIVIDUAL GAME PASSES:

Individual game credentials should be requested in writing through the communications department
24 hours prior to game time. Please fax your requests to: (314) 622-2533 or email Rich Jankowski at
riankowski@stlblues.com. Pre-arranged passes must be picked up at the press entrance located on
15th street. Credentials will be issued on an availability basis.

PRE-GAME ACCESS:

Requests for interviews to take place prior to the game will be accommodated upon the approval of the
players and coach involved. The ideal time for game day interviews is at the pre-game skate, held each
game-day morning at Scottrade Center or at St. Louis Mills.

POST-GAME ACCESS:

Both the Blues’ and the visitor’s dressing rooms will be open no later than 10 minutes following the
conclusion of each game. Media will have access to the players for 30 minutes after the rooms are
opened. Only media with official credentials will be allowed into the dressing rooms. Blues head coach
Andy Murray will be available approximately 20 minutes following the conclusion of the game in the
Blues’ interview room located on the event level. The NHL officials’ locker room is off limits to the
media. Should a comment or interpretation from the game’s referee or NHL supervisor be needed, a pool
reporter may be assigned.

The main press box is located on the upper level. All media are required to display credentials when
entering the media lounge, press box and dressing room areas and must wear their credentials
throughout the game.

Blues television broadcast booth position is located in section 320 on the concourse level. Visiting TV
and Radio booth positions are located in the press box on the penthouse level.

Additional materials (out of town scores,
game summaries) will be distributed to all working media throughout the game.

Weekly papers and maga-
zines on assignment may obtain passes by having the photo editor request a single game credential to
the media relations department 24 hours in advance. Photo positions will be assigned by the Blues’
team photographer Mark Buckner in conjunction with the public relations department. Photographers
should check in with Mark Buckner in the media lounge prior to game time. All photographers must
comply with space assignments and shooting regulations. Photographers must shoot from designated
areas only.
