Thomas H. Stillman
Chairman and Governor, St. Louis Blues

Tom Stillman, a lifelong hockey fan, has been
Chairman and Governor of the St. Louis Blues since
May 2012.

Stillman is also Chairman and CEO of Summit

Distributing, a St. Louis-based beer distributor.
He entered the beer business in 1994 with the

acquisition of a local wholesaler.

Stillman is a former lawyer. From 1988 to 1993, he
was with the U.S. Department of Commerce, in Washington, D.C., where he was Chief
Counsel for Export Administration, responsible for legal aspects of national security-
based controls on sensitive exports. From 1978 to 1988, he was with the New York law
firm Dewey, Ballantine, Bushby, Palmer & Wood, working from the firm's New York and
Washington offices.

Stillman was born and raised in Minneapolis, Minnesota, and graduated from the
University of Minnesota Law School in 1978. He attended Middlebury College in
Middlebury, Vermont, where he played hockey and soccer before graduating in 1974.
Stillman serves on the boards of Blues for Kids; Commerce Bank, St. Louis Region; the St.
Louis Sports Commission; Logos School; and the Nature Conservancy in Missouri.

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Doug Armstrong
President of Hockey Operations and
General Manager/Alternate Governor

Doug Armstrong was named the Blues’ President of Hockey
Operations and General Manager/Alternate Governor on Sept. 3,
2013 after serving three seasons as the Executive Vice President
of Hockey Operations and two seasons as the Vice President of
Player Personnel. The 11th General Manager in Blues history, in
2015-16, Armstrong led the Blues to the eighth 100-point regular
season in franchise history and the club’s first trip to the Western
Conference Final since 2001. Under Armstrong’s guidance,

the Blues have posted four of the top five regular seasons in
franchise history and captured two Central Division titles. In
2011-12, he led the club to its first Central Division title since
2000 and became the first manager in Blues history to earn the NHL's General Manager of the Year award.
During his tenure, Armstrong has brought in key members of the organization including 2012 Jack Adams
winner, Ken Hitchcock. In addition, he has extended the contracts of such core players as Vladimir Tarasenko,
Jake Allen, Jaden Schwartz, Alex Pietrangelo and Alexander Steen, as well as orchestrated the acquisitions of
Jay Bouwmeester, Kevin Shattenkirk and Paul Stastny. He has also overseen the drafts of Joel Edmundson,
Robby Fabbri and Colton Parayko.

Prior to joining the Blues, Armstrong spent 17 years with the Dallas Stars organization and his final six seasons
as the club’s General Manager. From January 25, 2002, to the start of the 2007-08 season, Armstrong led the
Stars to the third most regular season point total (427), collected the third-most wins (190) and the second
most home victories (110) and points (240) in the entire NHL. Dallas won two Pacific Division Championships
(2002-03, 2005-06) and qualified for the playoffs four times over the span.

Armstrong was a part of the Stars’ organization since the club moved to Dallas in 1993 and helped lead the
franchise to two Presidents’ Trophies, two Western Conference titles and the 1999 Stanley Cup championship.

Prior to being named the team's seventh General Manager, Armstrong served nine years as the Assistant
General Manager under Bob Gainey. As Gainey's assistant, Armstrong worked on contract negotiations and
season scheduling, and handled the day-to-day operations of the hockey department.

On the international level, Armstrong has served Team Canada in multiple capacities at multiple tournaments.
Most recently, he has earned gold medals at both the 2010 and 2014 Winter Olympics as Canada’s Associate
Director of Player Personnel. In addition, he served as the club’s General Manager at the 2009 World
Championships (silver medal), Assistant General Manager at the 2002 and 2008 World Championships (silver
in 2008) as well as a special advisor to Steve Yzerman at the 2007 World Championships (gold medal). In
2007, Armstrong and Yzerman led Canada to a 9-0 tournament record, the country's first unblemished mark
since the 1937 World Championships.

Armstrong and Yzerman are currently the only two General Managers in the NHL that are members of the
“Triple Gold Club,” having been on the management staff for a Stanley Cup, Olympic Gold Medal and World
Championship Gold Medal-winning team.

A native of Sarnia, Ontario, Armstrong is the son of NHL Hall of Fame linesman Neil Armstrong who was
inducted into the Hall of Fame in 1991.

Armstrong and his wife Kelly, son Blake, and daughter Kayla, live in Creve Coeur, Missouri.
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Chris Zimmerman
President and CEO of Business Operations

Chris Zimmerman was named President and CEO of Business
Operations for the Blues on June 16, 2014. He oversees all
aspects of the Blues’ business operations, as well as the
Scottrade Center and the Blues’ role and interest in the Peabody
Opera House.

During his tenure, Zimmerman has led a resurgence of the
franchise’s front office. In 2015-16, he guided the organization
to its most successful financial season in team history, drawing
record revenue by cultivating new business opportunities and
increasing sales across all organizational platforms.

Zimmerman has dedicated his efforts to expanding the Blues and hockey’s footprint throughout the St. Louis
community, the state of Missouri and the Midwest as a whole. Zimmerman helped architect the Blues’ Hockey
STL 2020, an initiative which aims to increase the growth of hockey by 70% in the St. Louis region by 2020.
The campaign is focused on introducing the game of hockey to over 25,000 kids per year, lowering cost barriers
and communicating the awards of playing the game. Hockey STL 2020 will also support new rink development,
with the objective of building a new regional, multi-sheet, hockey facility by fall of 2018.

In conjunction with his efforts to continue to expand the organization's presence in the community and grow
the game of hockey through the region, Zimmerman serves on the Board of Directors of the St. Louis Sports
Commission, Blues for Kids, Downtown St. Louis and the Legacy Ice Foundation.

Zimmerman came to the Blues with more than 30 years of experience in sports, marketing, and business
management. Prior to joining the club, he spent four years as the President of Easton Sports, while also
serving on the Los Angeles Kings' Business Advisory Group. From 2006 to 2009, he was President, CEO,

and Alternate Governor of the Vancouver Canucks, where he led a number of key initiatives to create new
revenue streams, expand the club’s digital presence, enhance community involvement, and develop innovative
programs with the team's corporate partners. He was also chosen to be a member of the NHL's Business
Advisory Council.

Prior to joining the Canucks, Zimmerman was with Nike for 11 years, where he served in several capacities,
including North America Advertising Director, General Manager of Nike Golf and President and CEO of Nike
Bauer Hockey. In all of his roles, Zimmerman was responsible for driving dramatic growth for the Nike brand by
capitalizing on new product categories and leveraging numerous strategic business relationships.

Zimmerman played hockey at the University of Vermont, and he served as an assistant hockey coach at Babson
College while working toward his MBA there. Zimmerman, along with his wife Emily and daughter Katie,
relocated to St. Louis when he joined the Blues. His son Ted is currently studying Sports Management at the
University of Massachusetts-Amherst.
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Bruce Affleck

Executive Vice President

Bruce Affleck was named Executive Vice President on June 16,

2014 after serving in multiple positions in the Blues organization,
including President of Business Operations, CO0 and Vice President
of Broadcasting and Blues Alumni.

A native of Penticton, British Columbia, Affleck attended the
University of Denver and was later selected by the California Seals,
21stoverall, in the 1974 NHL draft. He was traded to St. Louis in
January of 1975 and played defense for five seasons with the Blues.
Following his time with the Blues, Affleck played for the Vancouver
Canucks and New York Islanders.

After hockey, Bruce worked with W.M. French Realtors, a corporate

relocation firm. He again joined the Blues in 1987 as sales manager and later would be named Vice President
of Sales for the Blues and Scottrade Center. He also handled the color radio broadcast duties and eventually
became a color television analyst with KPLR-TV and FOX Sports Midwest until the 2001 season.

Since his playing days, Affleck has been heavily involved with many charities, some of which include the St.
Louis Blues Fourteen Fund, March of Dimes and St. Louis University Lupus Foundation. He also helped start the
Blues Alumni Association and the St. Louis Amateur Hockey Hall of Fame, into which he was inducted in 2012.

Bruce and his wife, Cecily, reside in Chesterfield and have two children, J.Q. and Shannon and two

grandchildren.
