As arena SPORTS
managers, Sharks Sports & Entertainment operates and manages ENTERTAINMENT
SAP Center at San Jose, including the booking of all events in the
building. Since its grand opening in September of 1993, SAP Center at San Jose has hosted
a “who's who" of music history, including Paul McCartney, Adele, The Rolling Stones, Barbra
Streisand, Katy Perry, Garth Brooks, Beyonce, Elton John, Jay-Z, The Three Tenors (Placido
Domingo, Lluciano Pavarotti and Jose Carreras), Madonna, Lady Gaga, Prince, The Eagles,
U2 and more. SAP Center at San Jose has also hosted world-class, championship sporting
events, including: the 2016 Stanley Cup Final; the 2016 Women's Gymnastics Olympic Trials;
three NCAA Men's Basketball Western Regional Finals; 2003-07 Pac-10 Women's Basketball
Tournament; 1999 NCAA Women's Basketball Final Four; 1996, 2012, and 2018 U.S. Figure
Skating Championships; and 2012 Olympic Trials — Men and Women's Gymnastics. In January
2019, SAP Center will host the 2019 NHL All-Star Weekend, which includes the League’s all-star
game and the NHL All-Star Skills Competition.

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HASSO PLATTNER

MAJORITY OWNER

Husso Platiner serves as the majority owner of Sharks Sports & Enfertainment (SSE). A charfer
member of the local ownership group that purchased the San Jose Sharks from original owner George
Gund lll in 2002, Plattner became the organization’s majority owner in 2010.

A lifelong hockey fan, Plattner intently followed the game at the infernational level while growing
up in his native Germany. An avid spectator of hockey’s World Championships each year, he marveled at the exploits of the Soviet
Union's powerhouse hockey teams in the late 1970’s and early 1980s.

On a frip fo the Bay Area as cofounder of SAP SE, the world’s largest business software company, he distinctly recalls the
moment his past and future collided while watching the Sharks play on television in 1993.

“The announcer says (Sergei) Makarov...(Igor) Larionov...(Johan) Garpenlov,” Plattner recalled. “Not possible - | see two of the
top players | watched for more than 10 years. And here they are.”

And so began Platiner’s affinity for the San Jose Sharks and hockey in the Bay Area.

His passion for the game of hockey and desire o win have been evident during his tenure as the Sharks majority owner. Under
his stewardship, the team earned its first trip to the Stanley Cup Final (2016), made three appearances in the Western Conference
Final (2010, 2011, 2016), posted four 100+ point seasons.

Plattner affords General Manager Doug Wilson the financial autonomy to ensure that the Sharks remain among the NHL's most
competitive franchises, authorizing the Sharks general manager to spend to the NHL's salary cap, retain and re-sign the team's core
star players and to pursue other marquee talents through free agency or trade.

In addition, Plattner has provided resources for the organization’s player development system to take maijor steps forward in
several areas. In 2014, he committed the financial backing fo re-locate the team’s American Hockey League (AHL) development
affiliate to California in order to enhance the organization’s ability to oversee and develop prospects. Along with that relocation
came a large-scale, facility expansion at Solar4America Ice at San Jose to house the AHL's San Jose Barracuda, along with a major
cosmetic modernization and renovation to the Sharks existing practice facilities.

Those investments have paid immediate dividends as the Barracuda have qualified for the AHL's Playoffs in each of their three
seasons in San Jose, including advancing to the Western Conference Final in 2017. In addition, several of the team’s players have
been recognized with major League awards and the team has consistently developed and funneled players to the Sharks NHL roster.

Off the ice, Plattner has authorized several major upgrades to SAP Center, ensuring the venue remains a world-<lass facility.
Those projects have included the installation of a permanent dehumidification system to ensure SAP Center is capable of maintaining
the best ice conditions possible in the Bay Area’s temperate climate, a large-scale upgrade of the building’s roof, as well as the
addition of a state-ofthe-art digital media wall on SAP Center’s concourse. In 2017, the members-only BMW Lounge opened,
providing an all-inclusive dining experience in a luxurious sefting on SAP Center’s club level.

For the 2018-19 season, SAP Center has been upgraded with state-of-the-art LED lighting system, that will improve the look of the
game in the building, as well as on television. It will also allow for an enhanced game presentation production prior to and during
Sharks games.

In Aug. 2017, J.D. Power & Associates, a global market research company, named the San Jose Sharks as the Bay Area’s top
professional sports franchise for overall fan experience.

Plattner’s most commendable action came in May 2015 by recommitting the Sharks to the City of San Jose with a ten-year arena
management agreement. The new deal will keep the team at SAP Center at San Jose through 2025, with the potential to extend the
agreement through 2040. His mandate to the SSE’s management team was o craft a deal quickly and fairly with the city of San
Jose, without the threat of relocation or excessive public subsidy.

Plattner’s passions in life are sports, business and science. At SAP, he currently serves as Chairman of the Supervisory Board and
as Chief Software Advisor, where he concentrates on defining the medium and long-term technology strategy of SAP. He also heads
the Technology Committee of the SAP Supervisory Board.

Plattner has received a number of honors recognizing not only his accomplishments in the business world but his significant track
record in giving back to the community. In 1997, he received the Information Technology Leadership Award for Global Integration
as part of the Computerworld Smithsonian Awards Program. In 1998, he was inducted into the German Hall of Fame, which honors
those who promote economic and social development in Germany. In 2002, the University of Potsdam appointed him an Honorary
Doctor, and in 2004, an Honorary Professor. In 2001, Time Magazine Europe ranked Platiner #1 on its list of the most important
and influential IT personalities.

Plattner received his master's degree in communications engineering from the University of Karlsruhe. In 1990, the University of
Saarbruecken awarded him an honorary doctorate and in 1994 he was granted an honorary full professorship.

Well known for his philanthropic efforts, Plattner is a leading private patron of education and research in science and technology.
Following his retirement from day-to-day involvement in SAP, Plattner has devoted his time to the promotion of science, innovation
and entrepreneurship, as well as to social and cultural projects.

Under the umbrella of the Hasso Platiner Foundation, he founded the Hasso Plattner Institute for Software Systems Engineering (HPI)
in 1998 at the University of Potsdam in Germany, and expanded the HPI with a School of Design Thinking in 2007. He not only fully
finances the HPI, but is also acfively involved as a director, professor and lecturer in Enterprise Platforms and Integration Concepts.
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In 2005, Plattner established the Hasso Plattner Institute of Design at Stanford University, informally called the Stanford d.School,
which champions methods from the field of design to help people in every funcfion across every industry become more innovative.
The Stanford d.School has helped champion the world-wide adoption of Design Thinking, a formal methodology for tackling
complex problems that goes beyond traditional brainstorming by re-framing the problem in human-centric ways.

In addition, Plattner has long been active in the fight against AIDS in South Africa.

Along with being a lifelong hockey enthusiast, Plattner is an avid competifive sailor who has participated in numerous 505
World Championships, a race for high-performance two-person sailboats, as well as many offshore races. His top sports hero is Jesse
Owens, the track and field star who captured four gold medals at the 1936 Berlin Olympics, and his top personal hero as Nelson
Mandela for his ability to guide South Africa out of apartheid.

" JOHN TORTORA

PRESIDENT

John Tortora is president of the Sharks, promoted to the position on Dec. 21, 2017. In this new role,
Tortora, 49, co-shares the overall leadership of the business with Jonathan Becher, and is specifically
responsible for overseeing the company’s venue operations and the company’s financial, human
resources, and legal functions. Both Becher and Tortora work closely with Sharks General Manager
Doug Wilson in establishing and maintaining a centralized and collaborative vision for the entire organization, encapsulating both
hockey and business operations.

Tortora also serves as an alternate governor for the San Jose Sharks fo the National Hockey League’s (NHL) Board of Governors
and for the San Jose Barracuda fo the American Hockey League's (AHL) Board of Governors. Prior to his promotion, Tortora served
as chief operating officer of the Sharks since 2013 and executive vice president and general counsel from 2011 to 2013.

Over the last five years, Tortora focused on creating new opportunities to connect with Sharks fans, corporate partners, and the
community, highlighted by a series of high-profile organizational events and projects.

One such event occurred on Feb. 21, 2015 when the Sharks hosted the 2015 Coors Light Stadium Series at Levi's Stadium,
which was Northern California’s first professional outdoor hockey game. The sold-out contest was an overwhelming success,
drawing a crowd of 70,205 fans, making it the third-largest attended game in NHL history. In connection with this game, Tortora
facilitated the Sharks participation in the four-part, EPIX television series, “Road to the Stadium Series,” which offered a uniquely
unfettered look into the day-fo-day life of the Sharks players in the weeks preceding the outdoor game.

Later in 2015, Tortora reaffirmed Sharks Majority Owner Hasso Plattner’s long-term commitment to the City of San Jose by
extending the Sharks’ management agreement to operate SAP Center, without any financial risk to the City, and providing a
framework under which the Sharks can continue to call San Jose its home through the 2039-40 season.

In conjunction with Wilson, Tortora also helped spearhead the relocation of the Sharks AHL development club from Worcester
to San Jose as a part of a new Pacific Division of the AHL. Beginning with the 2015-16 season, the San Jose Barracuda provided
a new opportunity for Sharks fans to watch future Sharks players develop at the SAP Center, while enabling the Sharks hockey
operations staff to oversee the organization’s strong and evolving core of prospects more closely. Related to the relocation of the
Barracuda, Tortora oversaw the upgrade of Solar4America Ice at San Jose to include a $4 million locker room and practice facility
for the newly-relocated AHL team as well as the renovation of two of the four ice-sheets at Solar4America Ice this past summer.

2015-16 also witnessed a season-long celebration of the franchise’s 25th Anniversary and its great fans, highlighted with a
gala to commemorate the organization’s first 25 years in the Bay Area. Fittingly, the season culminated with the franchise’s first trip
to the Stanley Cup Final.

In 2016-17, under Tortora’s direction, the Sharks continued their long-standing track record of outstanding customer service,
marked by the organization receiving recognition from JD Power & Associates as the professional sports team with the best overall
fan experience in the Bay Area.

For the 2018-19 season, Becher and Tortora successfully bid to host the 2019 NHL All-Star Weekend on January 25-26, 2019,
the first ime that the Sharks are hosting the weekend since 1997 and represents the highlight of a year-long celebration of 25 years
of SAP Center, which opened in 1993.

Prior to joining the Sharks, Tortora spent 14 years with the NHL office in New York, rising to the level of Vice President, Media,
where he was actively involved in the launch of the NHL Network in Canada and the United States and directed the NHL's federal
lobbying efforts in Ottawa and Washington.

After graduating magna cum laude in accounting from Seton Hall University in 1991, Tortora attended Seton Hall University
School of Law, graduating in 1994 and serving as editor-inchief of the Sefon Hall Journal of Sport Law.

A native of New Jersey, Tortora is a member of the New Jersey and New York State Bars and is a registered in-house counsel
with the State Bar of California. Tortora also is active with a number of community groups. A fourfime marathoner, Tortora and his
wife, Debbie, have two teenage children.
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JONATHAN BECHER

PRESIDENT

Jonmhan Becher is president of Sharks Sports & Entertainment. While sharing overall leadership with
John Tortora, Becher is responsible for the organization’s areas of sales, marketing and revenve. A
long-time Sharks fan and season ficket holder, Becher also oversees the organization’s fan engagement
strategies.

Prior to joining Sharks Sports & Entertainment, Becher spent a decade at SAP in at SAP in a variety of senior roles, including
Chief Marketing Officer and Chief Digital Officer. While CMO, he oversaw many of SAP's large-scale sports and entertainment
partnerships, including the naming rights agreement for the SAP Center at San Jose. Becher has also crafted corporate partnerships
with the San Francisco 49ers, the National Hockey League (NHL), and the National Basketball Association (NBA), among others.

A threetime CEO, Becher is a frequent speaker at technology industry events, and is a regularly published author on a variety of
topics, including the popular blog Manage By Walking Around  http://jonathanbecher.com. His management philosophy centers
on aligning execution with strategy and respecting the impact of culture on business.

Becher was named by Forbes Magazine as one of the world’s most influential CMOs, most social CMO in The Huffington Post,
and a top CxO on Twitter by Social Media Marketing Magazine. He is the Board Chair for the Churchill Club, Silicon Valley's
premier business and technology forum, and is the sole independent Board Member of both Trintech, the leading cloud-based
financial Record to Report (R2R) solutions, and Pixlee, the leading visual platform for user-generated content. He is also an adviser
to several early-stage companies.

Becher holds a master's degree in computer science from Duke University in North Carolina, and a bachelor’s degree in
computer engineering from the University of Virginia.

DOUG WILSON

GENERAL MANAGER

Rarely has a member of the hockey world experienced the level of success and longevity on and off
the ice as Sharks General Manager Doug Wilson.

On Jan. 26, 2017, Wilson entered an extremely elite club, becoming only the fourth individual to play
in 1,000 NHL hockey games and to serve as a general manager of an NHL club for at least 1,000
games. The only others to accomplish the feat are Hockey Hall of Famers Bobby Clarke, Bob Gainey and Bob Pulford.

Following a 16-year career as one of the NHL's most dynamic defensemen, Wilson was named the San Jose Sharks general
manager on May 13, 2003. Since that time, he has strategically built the Sharks into one of the National Hockey League's elite
franchises through strong drafting, shrewd trades and timely free agent signings.

Beginning with the 2003 NHL Draft, Doug Wilson's first as general manager, and through the 2017 draft, Sharks draft
selections have played the fifth-most games of any NHL team’s draft picks (10,411) and posted the fifth-most goals (1,693) in that
span, despite the organization having the lowest average draft position of any NHL team during that span (129.75).

In his 14 seasons in charge of the Sharks hockey department, Wilson has guided the franchise to its most successful era,
including a Stanley Cup Final appearance (2016), capturing a Presidents’ Trophy (2009), five Pacific Division fitles (2004, 2008-
2011), advancing to the Western Conference Final on four occasions (2004, 2010, 2011, 2016) and qualifying for the Stanley
Cup Playoffs in 13 of 14 seasons.

During his fenure as the Sharks general manager, only the Pittsburgh Penguins have appeared in more Stanley Cup Playoff
series (29) than San Jose (27). In addition, the Sharks are first amongst all NHL teams in regular season points (1,403 points, 635-
346-133 record) and first in regular season wins. Since the 2003-04 season (not including the 2012-13 lockout-shortened season),
the team averaged 104 points per season and posted four 50-win seasons.

In his current role, Wilson, 61, has overall authority regarding all of Sharks Sports & Entertainment's hockey-related operations.
He oversees all player personnel decisions, negotiates player contracts, coordinates the efforts of the team'’s scouting department,
leads the team in its draft day preparation and administers the club’s player evaluation process at all professional, minor and junior
levels.

Wilson also serves as one of the franchise’s alternate governors to the NHL's Board of Governors and is a member of the NHL's
Competition Committee.

Sharks Majority Owner Hasso Plattner has empowered Wilson with the autonomy to ensure the Sharks remain amongst the
NHL's most competifive franchises. Working within those parameters, Wilson has successfully negotiated some of the NHL's largest
blockbuster trades over the past decade-plus, including acquiring Joe Thornton in 2005, Dan Boyle in 2008, Brent Burns in 2011
and Evander Kane in 2018.

Plattner also supported Wilson's effort to strengthen the organization’s player development system, approving the Sharks
relocation of their American Hockey league dffiliate, the Barracuda, to San Jose. The move to California allows for greater
inferaction, involvement and observation from San Jose’s development coaches and eliminated the need to fly players across the
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United States in the event of recalls and reassignments, adding valuable practice time. To accommodate the new team, the Sharks
undertook a large overhaul of SolardAmerica at San Jose in 2015, constructing a brand new practice facility for the new AHL team,
as well as extensive renovations to the Sharks existing room, aimed to modernize both headquarters.

The relocation has paid immediate dividends as the Barracuda finished the 2016-17 season with the second-best winning
percentage in the AHL (first in the Western Conference), a Pacific Division championship and an appearance in the Western
Conference Final. In addition, following a concerted focus on reinvigorating the organization’s prospect pool, several of the
Barracuda players were recognized with major awards and Head Coach Roy Sommer was named as the AHL's Coach of the Year.

Prior to being named the franchise’s general manager, Wilson spent six seasons (1997-2003) as director of pro development.
In that role, his responsibilities included evaluating talent at all professional and minor league levels and continuous assessment of
the Sharks roster and reserve list. In addition, he provided valuable input assisting in the club’s player development programs and
consulting with the hockey department on all major personnel issues, special assignments and contract negotiations.

Working closely with the entire hockey department, Wilson played a major role in creating a positive atmosphere in the
dressing room and an alluring team on-the-ice in order to obtain and retain veteran free agents during the team’s re-building period
such as Vincent Damphousse, Mike Ricci, Gary Suter, Scott Thornton and Mike Vernon.

Wilson has accumulated a vast amount of multi-faceted hockey expertise throughout his on-and-off the ice experiences. His
older brother, Murray, played seven NHL seasons, capturing four Stanley Cup Championships with the Montreal Canadiens (1973,
1976-78). As a member of the Ontario Hockey League’s Ottawa 67, Wilson played for Hall of Famer Brian Kilrea, junior hockey's
alHime winningest coach. During his tenure with the Chicago Blackhawks, Wilson was a teammate of NHL legend Bobby Orr and
a roommate with Hockey Hall of Famer Stan Mikita.

In 2004, Wilson participated in the NHL Game Committee, a panel of players, coaches, executives and media responsible
for examining all aspects of the game. The committee, which initially met during the offseason, included Hall of Fame coach Scotty
Bowman and Pitisburgh Penguins chairman of the board Mario Lemieux, among others.

As a player, following a stellar junior career with the Ottawa 675, the Ottawa, Ontario native was a first round draft choice
(sixth overall) by the Chicago Blackhawks in 1977. He played 16 NHL seasons, primarily with Chicago, before finishing his
career in San Jose. In 1,024 NHL games, he posted 827 points (237 goals, 590 assists) which ranks 15th among defensemen
on the NHLs alltime scoring list. In 1982, he was the winner of the James Norris Memorial Trophy, symbolic of the League's top
defenseman, when he tallied 85 points. His 39 goals that season remain the fourth-most ever scored by an NHL defenseman. He
finished amongst the top-5 in Norris Trophy voting three other fimes.

Wilson ranks fifth on the Blackhawks alltime points (779) and games played lists (938), and among defensemen, he ranks
first in points, goals (225; 15th overall) and assists (554; third overall). He led all Blackhawks defensemen in scoring for eight
consecutive seasons (1980-81 thru 1989-90).

He was selected to eight NHL All-Star Games (seven with Chicago [missed the 1988 game due to injury] and one with
San Jose] percentage in the AHL (first in the Western Conference), a Pacific Division championship and an appearance in the
Western Conference Final. In addition, following a concerted focus on reinvigorating the organization’s prospect pool, several of the
Barracuda players were recognized with major awards and Head Coach Roy Sommer was named as the AHL's Coach of the Year.

In addition, he played in 95 career playoff games with Chicago and scored 80 points (19 goals, 61 assists).

Acquired by San Jose just prior to the Sharks inaugural season in 1991, Wilson brought instant credibility and respect to the
young franchise. He played two seasons for the Sharks, serving as the organization’s first captain and scoring 48 points (12 goals,
36 assists) in 86 games.

Additional highlights from Wilson’s Sharks career include being the team'’s first representative in an All-Star Game (1991-92),
playing in his NHL-milestone 1,000th game on Nov. 21, 1992 (77th player in League history) and twice being named the Sharks
nominee for the King Clancy Award (1992 and 1993), presented for leadership and humanitarian contributions both on-and-of the
ice.

He formally announced his retirement from the NHL as a member of the Sharks prior to the 1993-94 season.

Off the ice, Wilson has extensive experience working for and supporting the National Hockey League Players’ Association.
From 199397, he served as coordinator of player relations and business development, where he was primarily responsible for
overseeing player relations, the development of business ventures and managing international affairs. He served as the NHLPA's
president for the 1992-93 season and was a vice-president over eight seasons during his playing career.

Additionally, Wilson has a long history with Hockey Canada, serving on the board of the Canadian Hockey Association.
He served as a management consultant for Canada’s entries in the 1994, 1995, 1996 and 1997 World Junior Championship
tournaments — resulting in four consecutive gold medal finishes.

Wilson is @ member of three regional Sports Halls of Fame; Ottawa (inducted Oct. 1998), Chicago (inducted Sept. 1999), and
San Jose (inducted Nov. 2016). The Ottawa 675 also honored his stellar career by retiring his No. 7 sweater.

Wilson serves on the Positive Coaching Alliance’s National Advisory Board. Positive Coaching Alliance is a national non-profit
developing “Better Athletes, Better People” by working to provide all youth and high school athletes a positive, character-building
youth sports experience. He also formerly served on the board of directors for the NHL's Alumni Association.

Wilson and his wife, Kathy, have four children: Lacey, Doug, Chelsea and Charlie.

Joe Will begins his eighth season as assistant general manager for the San Jose Sharks and his sixth
as general manager of the Sharks’ American Hockey League affiliate (Worcester Sharks and San Jose Barracudal).

In San Jose, Will works closely with general manager Doug Wilson on all daily departmental functions and his primary
responsibilities include contract research and negotiations, scouting operations, fiscal planning, salary cap analysis and hockey
administration. He's the lead coordinator and planner for the Sharks training camp, scouting meetings and scouting conference calls
each season.

In addition, as general manager of the San Jose Barracuda, he oversees all of the hockey operations for the Sharks AHL affiliate,
including player evaluation, player contracts, and player recall and reassignments.

In an effort fo strengthen the organization’s player development system and program, the Sharks relocated their American
Hockey League affiliate to San Jose. Beginning in the 2015-16 season, the Barracuda became a part of the AHL's new Pacific
Division and now play their home games at SAP Center. The move west eliminated the need to fly players across the United States
in the event of recalls and reassignments, adding valuable rest and practice time. It also allowed for greater interaction and
observation from San Jose's development coaches.

The relocation has paid immediate dividends. The Barracuda finished the 2016-17 season with the second-best winning
percentage in the AHL (0.699%), winning the Bud Poile Trophy as the Western Conference regular season champions and the
John Chick Trophy as Pacific Division champions, and earning an appearance in the Western Conference Final. In addition, the
Barracuda held an AHL season-long winning streak of 14 games, paced the AHL in goals per game (3.44), ranked second on the
power play (23.8%), eighth ranked penalty kill (83.3%) and had nine different players spend time on the Sharks roster, all while
having the fifth youngest team in the league. The season marked one of the most successful campaigns in San Jose Sharks minor
league offiliate history.

Moreover, individual feats highlighted the 2016-17 season; Troy Grosenick became just the fifth goaltender in AHL history to
reach double-digit shutouts (10) earning him the Aldege “Baz” Bastien Award (goaltender of the year) and a First Team AHL All-Star
nod; Danny O’Regan received the Dudley “Red” Garrett Memorial Award as the AHL's rookie of the year; and Tim Heed merited
Second Team AHL All-Star honors.

All of these accomplishments occurred following a concerted effort by the front office to reinvigorate the organization’s prospect
pool, largely spearheaded, at the AHL level, by Joe Will. On top of the Barracuda players who were recognized with major
awards, Head Coach Roy Sommer was named as the AHL's Coach of the Year (Louis A.R. Pieri Award).

One of Will's most important duties involves the tracking, analyzing and projecting of the team’s player payroll relative to the
current and future National Hockey League salary cap to give the team the financial flexibility to ice a championship-caliber team
each season.

Will, 54, also works with the organization’s professional scouts and management team in player research for expansion,
waivers, free agency and trades. His expert analysis of economic trends in the NHL has led to the Sharks acquisition and retention
of several key veteran players over his time with the club.

Prior to his current roles, Will served as the team'’s director of hockey operations from 2004-2011. A member of the Sharks
organization since the franchise’s inception in July 1990, he has also previously served as assistant to the general manager and
scouting coordinator.

The Bloomington, Minn. native also works with director of scouting Tim Burke in the development and implementation of draft
prospect testing, draft table operations and computer scouting analysis. Wil is an integral part of the team’s draft-day strategy.
Without his coordinating efforts, the team would not have drafted 2001 Calder Memorial Trophy winner Evgeni Nabokov in
1994. In addition, he developed the Sharks computer scouting program that pioneered the advent of scouting programs now used
throughout the NHL.

Prior to joining San Jose, Will spent six years in the Minnesota North Stars organization in various capacities.
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TIM BURKE

ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Tim Burke enters his first season as assistant general manager alongside Joe Will, and his 22nd
season overall with the Sharks. Burke most recently worked as the director of scouting with San Jose
for 21 years.

Burke, 63, coordinates and oversees the Sharks efforts in the National Hockey League’s annual draft
while working closely with General Manager Doug Wilson and his staff. In addition to being the principal decision maker at the
draft table, Burke is also responsible for evaluating amateur talent at every level in all North American and European leagues and
supervises all aspects of the club’s amateur scouting efforts.

Burke's hard work and keen decision making, coupled with the talents of his competent staff at evaluating players, has produced
admired results. Burke's selection process has helped the Sharks create a solid foundation of talented players from which to build
the franchise around — including Joe Pavelski (2003), Marc-Edouard Vlasic (2005), Justin Braun (2007), Logan Couture (2007),
Dylan DeMelo (2011}, Tomas Hertl and Chris Tierney (2012), and Timo Meier (2015).

Beginning with the 2003 NHL Draft, Doug Wilson's first as general manager, and through the 2017 draft, Sharks draft
selections have played the fifth-most games of any NHL team’s draft picks (10,411) and posted the fifth-most goals (1,693) in that
span, despite the organization having the lowest average draft position of any NHL team during that span (129.75).

A member of the Sharks scouting department since the 1992-93 campaign, Burke was promoted fo director of scouting on June
4, 1996. Before his promotion, Burke served as director of professional scouting from 1992-96 and evaluated talent throughout all
North American professional leagues and assisted with amateur scouting.

From 1987-92, he spent five seasons in the New Jersey Devils organization, serving in several capacities, including as a Devils
assistant coach, head coach for the American Hockey League’s Utica Devils and as a pro scout. Burke was also an assistant coach
at Princeton University from 1984-86.

A former defenseman, Burke was selected by the Montreal Canadiens in the seventh round (124th overall) of the 1975 NHL
Entry Draft and by the Chicago Cougars in the second round (25th overall) of the 1974 World Hockey Association Entry Draft. He
was a four-year letterman in both hockey and baseball at the University of New Hampshire, where he was named to the NCAA's
All-America hockey team after his senior campaign.

He played seven years of professional hockey following his outstanding collegiate career, including three seasons (1977-80)
with the Nova Scotia Voyageurs, the Canadiens AHL affiliate, and one season with Jokerit Helsinki in the Finnish Elite League.

PETER DeBOER

HEAD COACH

Peter DeBoer enters his fourth season as head coach of the San Jose Sharks after being named the
eighth coach franchise history on May 28, 2015.

In three seasons at the helm, DeBoer has guided the Sharks to a 137-86-33 record, including a
trip to the first Stanley Cup appearance in franchise history. DeBoer earned his first win behind the
Sharks bench in the season opener on October 7 at Los Angeles. He went on to win the Sharks home-opener on October 10 versus
Anaheim, becoming the second coach in Sharks history (McLellan) to win both his road and home debuts.

Prior to joining San Jose, DeBoer coached the New Jersey Devils for three and a half seasons, posting @ 114-93-41 record and
leading the Devils to the 2012 Stanley Cup Final. DeBoer finished his coaching tenure with the Devils as the second-winningest
coach in New Jersey franchise history behind Jacques Lemaire (276).

DeBoer spent three seasons prior to his stint with the Devils as head coach of the Florida Panthers, compiling a 103-107-36
mark behind the Panthers’ bench. In 2008-09, he led the team fo its then-second-best finish ever, ending the season with a 41-30-
11 record and 93 points. The team finished tied with the Montreal Canadiens for the eighth seed in the Eastern Conference and
a Stanley Cup Playoffs berth but fell to ninth in the final standings due to a tiebreaker (head-to-head record) with the Canadiens.
DeBoer is currently tied with Jacques Martin for the most games coached in Florida franchise history.

Before coaching in the NHL, DeBoer was one of the most distinguished coaches in the Ontario Hockey League's history. He
spent 13 seasons coaching with Detroit, Plymouth and Kitchener in the OHL, including winning a Memorial Cup Championship in
2003 and the OHL Championship in 2003 and 2008 with Kitchener. A two-ime winner of the OHL Coach of the Year Award in
1999 and 2000 with Plymouth, he was also named the Canadian Hockey League’s Coach of the Year in 2000.

During his time in the OHL, he led his team to the league’s best overall record four times (199899, 19992000, 2002-03,
2007-08) and is one of only eight coaches in OHL history to reach the 500+ win mark. He ranks eighth on the OHL alltime
coaches win list (539) and 12th in games coached (878).

Internationally, DeBoer has frequently been selected to represent his native Canada, including serving as an assistant coach for
the Canadian World Championship squad in 2015 (gold medal), 2014 and 2010. Additionally, he was a member of the coaching
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staff for Canada’s World Junior Championship team in 2005 (gold medal) and 1998. He also served on the Team Canada
coaching staff for the 2007 Canada-Russia Super Series.

A center in his playing career, DeBoer was selected by the Toronto Maple Leafs in the 12th round (237th overall] of the 1988
NHL Entry Draft and played professionally for two seasons with the International Hockey League’s Milwaukee Admirals, posting
102 points (48 goals, 54 assists). He played four seasons at Windsor (OHL) scoring 171 points (84 goals, 87 assists).

He participates in the Ontario-based Smilezone Foundation Golf Tournament to assist children’s healthcare facilities, and
organized a Hurricane Sandy charity game in Nov. 2012.

Born June 13, 1968 in Dunnville, Ontario, he holds a law degree from the University of Windsor and University of Detroit. He
and his wife, Susan, have one daughter, Abigail, and two sons, Jack and Matthew.

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STEVE SPOTT

ASSISTANT COACH

Steve Spott enters his fourth season with San Jose as an assistant coach on Peter DeBoer's staff.
Spott's primary responsibilities center around the power play and offensive strategy.

Spott, 50, most recently spent the 2014-15 season as an assistant coach for the Toronto Maple
Leafs.

A native of Toronto, Ont., Spott spent two seasons with the Maple Leafs organization, serving as the head coach of the Maple
Leafs American Hockey League (AHL) affiliate Toronto Marlies in 2013-14. He led the team to a record of 45-25-2-4, winning
the North Division tifle and earning a spot in the Western Conference Final, where the Marlies fell in seven games to the eventual
Calder Cup-winning Texas Stars.

Prior fo his time with the Toronfo organization, Spott coached in the Ontario Hockey League (OHL) with both the Kitchener
Rangers and the Plymouth Whalers. He was hired by Plymouth in 1997 and spent four seasons on DeBoer’s staff as an assistant/
associate coach, before both he and DeBoer joined Kitchener in 2001. Spott spent his first seven seasons in Kitchener as an
assistant coach under DeBoer, helping lead the Rangers to the 2003 Memorial Cup championship.

Spott was hired as Kitchener's head coach and general manager in 2008 following DeBoer’s departure to the NHL. In five
seasons, Spott guided the Rangers fo a record of 187-121-32, four playoff berths and two trips to the Western Conference Final.

Spott also boasts significant international coaching experience. In the summer of 2008, he was an assistant coach with Team
Canada at the under-18 Ivan Hlinka Memorial tournament, helping Canada win the gold medal. In 2010, he won a silver medal
as an assistant coach with Team Canada at the World Junior Hockey Championships in Saskatchewan. The following year he led
Canada fo a gold medal as head coach of the under-18 team at the 2011 Ivan Hlinka Memorial Tournament in the Czech Republic.
Spott was also appointed head coach of Team Canada at the 2013 World Junior Hockey Championships in Ufa, Russia.

During his playing career, Spott registered 148 points (75 goals, 73 assists) in 121 games as a forward at Colgate University.
He would go on to play 20 games for the Newmarket Saints of the AHL before finishing his playing career with Heerenveen in the
Netherlands.

Spott and his wife, Lisa, have two children; Tyler and Emma.

ROB ZETTLER

ASSISTANT COACH

Rob Zettler enters his second season as assistant coach under Peter DeBoer. Zettler will take the lead
role in development of the team’s defensemen and manage the defensive responsibilities.

Well-versed with the Sharks organization, he formerly served as an assistant coach under Head
Coach Ron Wilson from 2002 through 2008. During that span, the Sharks posted a 206-134-45
record and a .535 winning percentage, captured two Pacific Division Championships (2004, 2008) and a berth in the Western
Conference Final in 2004. Zettler also served as an assistant coach under Head Coach Ron Wilson with the Toronto Maple Leafs
from 2008 through 2012.

Most recently, Zettler served as the head coach of the Syracuse Crunch in the American Hockey League. Hired in July 2012 by
the Tampa Bay Lightning to be an assistant coach with Syracuse, Zettler was named the head coach of the Crunch on March 25,
2013, following the promotion of Jon Cooper to be Tampa Bay's head coach. That season, Zettler coached Syracuse for the final
11 regular season games and led the team to an AHL Eastern Conference Championship and its first appearance in a Calder Cup
Final, before falling in six games to the Grand Rapids Griffins. In three-plus seasons behind the Syracuse bench, Zettler posted a
108-90-41 record.

Zettler, 49, became an “original Shark” when he was claimed by the expansion San Jose Sharks from the Minnesota North
Stars in the 1991 Dispersal Draft, becoming one of the first two players in team history. Originally drafted 55th overall in the 1986
NHL Draft by Minnesota, Zettler played 196 games in three seasons (1991-94) with the Sharks, recording 19 points (one goal, 18
assists). In 569 NHL games with Minnesota, San Jose, Philadelphia, Toronto, Nashville and Washington, Zettler posted 70 points
(five goals, 65 assists).

A native of Sault Ste. Marie, ON, Zettler and his wife, Shannon have three children; Laney, Emma and Robert.
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DAVE BARR

ASSISTANT COACH

Dave Barr enters his second season as an assistant coach with San Jose. Barr will serve as the
Sharks “eye-inthe-sky” on Pefer DeBoer’s staff.

Barr has spent the past nine seasons coaching in various capacities in the NHL, serving most
recently as an associate coach of the Florida Panthers during the 2016-17 season. Prior to his time
in Florida, Barr served as an NHL assistant coach for eight seasons, with stops in Buffalo (2015-16), New Jersey (2011-15),
Minnesota (2009-11) and Colorado (2008-09). Barr was a member of Peter DeBoer’s coaching staff during his four-year tenure
with New Jersey, helping the team reach the 2012 Stanley Cup Final.

The 56-year-old Barr spent four seasons as the head coach and general manager of the Guelph Storm in the Ontario Hockey
League (OHL) from 2004-08, leading the team to a 130-106-10-26 record and included four trips to the post-season. Serving solely
as general manager during the 03-04 season, Barr help Guelph capture the OHL championship. He was named the Matt Leyden
Trophy winner as the OHL's Coach of the Year in 2005-06. In addition, he was selected to coach Canada’s National Summer
Under-18 Team at the Ivan Hlinka Memorial Tournament in 2007.

Prior to his OHL coaching tenure, Barr spent three seasons (1997-2000) as an assistant coach with the Houston Aeros and
one season as the team’s head coach (2000-01), helping the team set a franchise record with a league-leading 54-15-13 record
en route fo the IHL Turner Cup. He transitioned to the team’s general manager for two seasons (2001-03), helping the team win a
Calder Cup in 2003.

Barr collected 332 points (128 goals, 204 assists) and 520 penalty minutes in 614 NHL games played during his 13-season
NHL career with Boston, the New York Rangers, St. Louis, Hartford, Detroit, New Jersey and Dallas. He finished his playing career
as a player/assistant coach in the IHL with the Orlando Solar Bears from 199597, his first foray into coaching.

The Toronto native and his wife, Debbie, have two children, a daughter Allison and a son, Ryan.

JOHAN HEDBERG

ASSISTANT COACH/GOALTENDING COACH

Johan Hedberg, who developed as an NHL prospect in the San Jose Sharks organization, returns to
San Jose for his fourth season as an assistant coach and goaltending coach on Peter DeBoer's staff.

Hedberg, 45, spent the previous five seasons in the New Jersey Devils organization.

He has served as the goaltending coach for the Albany Devils, the AHL affiliate of the New Jersey
franchise. Previously, he worked as a special assignment scout for the Devils, which was preceded by three seasons as one half of
a goaltending tandem with future Hall of Famer Martin Brodeur.

In twelve seasons as an NHL goaltender with Pittsburgh, Vancouver, Dallas, Atlanta and New Jersey, Hedberg posted a 161-
143-36 mark in 373 games with 22 shutouts and 2.82 goals-against average.

Originally drafted by Philadelphia in the ninth round (218th overall) in the 1994 NHL Draft, Hedberg was acquired by the
Sharks in a 1997 trade and spent the next four seasons developing under the late Warren Strelow and former Assistant General
Manager Wayne Thomas. At that time, the Sharks goaltending prospect pool included Hedberg, Evgeni Nabokov, Miikka Kiprusoff
and Vesa Toskala. Hedberg spent the entire 1999-00 season playing for the Kentucky Thoroughblades (AHL), then San Jose's AHL
affiliate, under current San Jose Barracuda Head Coach Roy Sommer.

In March 2001, he was traded fo the Pittsburgh Penguins. Later that season, Hedberg led the Penguins on their Cinderella-run
to the Eastern Conference Final, defeating Olaf Kolzig and Dominik Hasek and, in the process, earning his frademark “Moose”
nickname because of the Manitoba Moose logo emblazoned upon his goalie helmet.

Among Swedish-born goaltenders, Hedberg ranks third alltime with 161 NHL victories, frailing only Henrik Lundqvist (431) and
Tommy Salo (210).

Internationally, Hedberg has represented his native Sweden numerous times, including the Winter Olympics (2002 & 1998),
World Championships (1999-bronze medal, 1998-gold medal, 1997-silver medal & 1994-bronze) and the World Cup of Hockey
(1996).

Hedberg and his wife, Pernilla, have three daughters: Molly, Wilma and Bia.
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BRYAN MARCHMENT

SCOUT AND DEVELOPMENT COACH - DEFENSE

One of the most feared hitters and intimidating players in National Hockey League history begins
his 12th season as a scout who also assists in player development. Based in the Toronto area, his duties
include working with players in San Jose and the team’s American Hockey League dffiliate, as well
as scouting Sharks prospects at the college and Canadian major junior levels. He also serves as an
advisor to the hockey operations department.

Marchment played in 926 NHL games over 17 seasons with Winnipeg, Chicago, Hartford, Edmonton, Tampa Bay, San Jose,
Colorado, Toronto and Calgary and posted 182 points (40 goals, 142 assists) and 2,307 penalty minutes. In 334 games with San
Jose (11th-most among Sharks franchise blueliners and tied for 25th amongst all Sharks players), scored 66 points (15 goals, 53
assists) and 706 penalty minutes (third-most in franchise history). “Mush” was acquired by San Jose from Tampa Bay on March 24,
1998 and was originally selected by the Winnipeg Jets in the first round (16th overall) of the 1987 NHL Entry Draft.

SCOUT AND DEVELOPMENT COACH - GOALTENDING

Evgeni Nabokov returns to the Sharks for his fourth season as goaltending coach and special
assignment scout. In his role with San Jose, Nabokov works with all of the organization’s goaltending
prospects to assist in the development of their skills and technique.

After an illustrious career, Nabokov retired as a member of the San Jose Sharks on Feb. 11, 2015.
Nabokov, 41, holds nearly every major San Jose Sharks franchise goaltending record, including: games played (563), wins (293)
and shutouts (50).

Nabokov finished his remarkable career ranked 18th on the NHL's alltime wins list (353), 17th in shutouts (59) and 25th in
games played by a goaltender (697). He appeared in 86 career Stanley Cup Playoff games (23rd alltime), and ranks 26th all-ime
in postseason wins (42) and T-21st in postseason shutouts (7). He helped lead the Sharks to two of their three franchise Western
Conference Final appearances (2004, 2010). In 697 career NHL games with San Jose, the New York Islanders and Tampa Bay
Lightning, Nabokov posted a 353-227-29-71 record, with a 2.44 goals-against average, a .911 save percentage and 59 shutouts.

Originally drafted by San Jose in the ninth round (219th overall) of the 1994 NHL Draft - the 22nd goaltender taken that year
~ Nabokov leads all goalies selected in that draft in NHL career wins and shutouts, and ranks second in games played. He made
his NHL debut on Jan. 1, 2000 at Nashville, and in his first NHL start on Jan. 19, 2000, he dueled future Hall-of-Famer Patrick Roy
to a 00 tie in Colorado, making 39 saves.

In 2001, his first full NHL season, Nabokov was the recipient of the Calder Memorial Trophy as the League’s Rookie of the Year,
was named as the goaltender for the 2000-01 NHL All-Rookie Team and selected to play in the NHL All-Star Game.

“Nabby” was a threetime NHL Player of the Month, a threetime NHL Player of the Week and a twotime NHL Rookie of the
Month. In addition, he was named the Sharks “Player of the Month” 11 times and Sharks “Player of the Year” twice (2001, 2008).

Nabokov finished as the runner-up for the Vezina Trophy as the NHL's top goaltender during the 2007-08 season, was named
to the 2007-08 NHL First All-Star Team and was selected to play in the NHL All-Star Game. His 46 wins that season were the fourth-
most in a single-season in NHL history and his 77 appearances was the third-most in NHL history.

On March 10, 2002 in Vancouver, he became just the seventh goaltender (first of European descent] to score a goal. He was
the first NHL goalie to score while his team was on a power play.

Internationally, the native of Ustkamenogorsk, Kazakhstan, represented Russia on the infernational stage several times in his
career. He served as Russia’s starting goaltender in the 2006 (1.34 goals-against average) and 2010 Winter Olympics and also
played for Russia in two World Championships (2008, 2011). In the 2008 World Championships, he led Russia to a gold medal,
posting a 1.78 goals-against average while being voted to the Media All-Star Team, named Russia’s top player and voted “Best
Goalkeeper” in the tournament. He also was named fo Russia’s roster for the 2004 World Cup of Hockey.

Nabokov also played in his native Russia in 2004-05 with Metallurg and with SKA St. Petersburg of the KHL in 2010-11.
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MIKE RICCI

SCOUT AND DEVELOPMENT COACH - FORWARDS

One of the most beloved players to ever don a Sharks sweater, Mike Ricci enters his 11th season as
_ development coach following one season as an advisor to San Jose's hockey operations department.

In this role, Ricci, 47, works with Head Coach Peter DeBoer and his staff to provide on-ice
instruction and assistance when the team is at home and will also work closely with Scout Bryan
Marchment, working with the Sharks prospects.

Ricci finished his stellar, 16-year National Hockey League career in 2007 after notching 605 points (243 goals, 362 assists)
and 979 penalty minutes in 1,099 games with Philadelphia, Quebec/Colorado, San Jose and Phoenix. He also added 66 points
(23 goals, 43 assists) in 110 Stanley Cup Playoff games. Ricci won a Stanley Cup with Colorado in 1996.

His 263 points (101 goals, 162 assists) with San Jose ranks 14th on the Sharks all-ime list and his 529 games place him 10th
alHime. In 59 Stanley Cup Playoff games with San Jose, Ricci ranks 10th on the franchise’s allime list with 33 points (14 goals,
19 assists).

Ricci was originally selected by the Philadelphia Flyers in the first round (fourth overall) of the 1990 NHL Entry Draft. In June
1992, he was part of the blockbuster trade between Philadelphia and the Quebec Nordiques that saw the Flyers trade Ricci, Ron
Hextall, Pefer Forsberg, Steve Duchesne, Kerry Huffman, Chris Simon, first round selections in the 1993 and 1994 NHL Entry Drafts
and $15 million to the Nordiques in exchange for Eric Lindros.

HART MEMORIAL TROPHY: An annual award to “the player adjudged to be the most valuable to his team.”
Winner selected in a poll by the Professional Hockey Writers” Association in all NHL cities at the end of the regular
season schedule. 2018 Winner: Taylor Hall, New Jersey Devils

ART ROSS TROPHY: An annual award to “the player who leads the League in scoring points at the end of the
regular season.” 2018 Winner: Connor McDavid, Edmonton Oilers

MAURICE “ROCKET” RICHARD TROPHY: The Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy, a gift to the National Hockey
League from the Montreal Canadiens, is presented to the player finishing the regular season as the League’s goal-
scoring leader. During his 18-year career with the Canadiens from 1942-43 through 1959-60, Richard was the first
player in NHL history to score 50 goals in a season and 500 for his career. He was the League’s top goal-scorer five

times, played on eight Stanley Cup Champions and was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1961.
2018 Winner: Alex Ovechkin , Washington Capitals

CALDER MEMORIAL TROPHY: An annual award to “the player selected as the most proficient in his first year of
competition in the National Hockey League.” Winner selected in a poll by the Professional Hockey Writers” Association
at the end of the regular season schedule. To be eligible for this award, a player cannot have competed in more than
25 games in any single preceding season nor in six or more games in each of any two preceding seasons in any major
professional league. Beginning in 1990-91, to be eligible for this award, a player must not have attained his 26th
birthday by September 15 of the season in which he is eligible.

JAMES NORRIS MEMORIAL TROPHY: An annual award to “the defense player who demonstrates throughout
the season the greatest all-round ability in the position.” Winner selected by a poll of the Professional Hockey Writers
Association at the end of the regular schedule.

2018 Winner: Victor Hed 1, Tampa Bay Lig}

VEZINA TROPHY: An annual award to “the goalkeeper adjudged to be the best at his position” as
voted by the general managers of each NHL club. Until the 1981-82 season, the goalkeeper(s) of the

team allowing the fewest number of goals during the regular season were awarded the Vezina Trophy.
2018 Winner: Pekka Rinne, Nashville Predators

LADY BYNG MEMORIAL TROPHY: An annual award to “the player adjudged to have exhibited the
best type of sportsmanship and gentlemanly conduct combined with a high standard of playing ability.”

Winner selected in poll by the Professional Hockey Writers” Association at the end of the regular schedule.
2018 Winner: William Karlsson, Vegas Golden Knights

FRANK J. SELKE TROPHY: An annual award to “the forward who best excels in the defensive aspects of the
game.” Winner selected in a poll by the Professional Hockey Writers Association at the end of the regular schedule.
2018 Winner: Anze Kopitar, Los Angeles Kings

CONN SMYTHE TROPHY: An annual award to “the most valuable player for his team in the playoffs.” Winner
selected by the Professional Hockey Writers’ Association at the conclusion of the final game in the Stanley Cup Finals.
2018 Winner: Alexander Ovechkin, Washington Capitals

WILLIAM M. JENNINGS TROPHY: Since the 1981-82 season, an annual award to “the goalkeeper(s) having
played a minimum of 25 games for the team with the fewest goals scored against it.”
2018 Winner: Jonathan Quick, Los Angeles Kings

JACK ADAMS AWARD: An annual award presented by the National Hockey League Broadcasters’ Association to
“the NHL coach adjudged to have contributed the most to his team’s success.” Poll taken at the conclusion of the regular
season. 2018 Winner: Gerard Gallant, Vegas Golden Knights
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BILL MASTERTON MEMORIAL TROPHY: An annual award under the trusteeship of the Professional Hockey
Writers' Association to “the NHL player who best exemplifies the qualities of perseverance, sportsmanship and
dedication to hockey.” The winner is chosen by a poll among the PWHA at the conclusion of the regular season.
2018 Winner: Brian Boyle, New Jersey Devils

LESTER PATRICK TROPHY: An annual award “for outstanding service to hockey in the United States.” Eligible
recipients are players, officials, coaches, executives and referees. Winner selected by an award committee consisting
of the Commissioner of the NHL, an NHL Governor, a representative of the N.Y. Rangers, a member of the Hockey Halll
of Fame Builder’s section, a member of the Hockey Hall of Fame Player’s section, a member of the U.S. Hockey Hall of
Fame, a member of the NHL Broadcasters’ Association and a member of the Professional Hockey Writers’ Association.

Each except the League Commissioner is rotated annually.

KING CLANCY MEMORIAL AWARD: An annual award to “the player who best exemplifies leadership
qualities on-and-off the ice and has made a noteworthy humanitarian contribution in his community.”
2018 Winner: Daniel Sedin and Henrik Sedin, Vancouver Canucks

TED LINDSAY AWARD: Known as the Lester B. Pearson Award until 2010, this annual award is presented to the
NHL's outstanding player as selected by the members of the National Hockey League Players’ Association.
2018 Winner: Connor McDavid, Edmonton Oilers

PRESIDENTS’ TROPHY: An annual award presented to the club finishing the regular season with the best overall
record. 2018 Winner: Nashville Predators

MESSIER LEADERSHIP AWARD: The Mark Messier NHL Leadership Award has been awarded since 2006-07 and
is awarded “to the player who exemplifies great leadership qualities to his team, on and off the ice during the regular
season.” Suggestions for nominees are solicited from fans, clubs and NHL personnel, but the selection of the three
finalists and the ultimate winner is made by Messier, one of the finest leaders in NHL history; the six-time Stanley Cup
champion is one of three players to have captained three teams (Edmonton, N.Y. Rangers, Vancouver).

GENERAL MANAGER OF THE YEAR: An annual award presented to recognize the work of the league’s general
managers, voting for this award is conducted among the 30 club general managers and a panel of NHL executives,

Apr. 15, 2006, Jonathan Cheechoo recorded his fifth hat trick of the
2005-06 season, his third against Anaheim, as the Sharks defeated the
Ducks, 6-3.

On Mar. 28, 2008, the San Jose Sharks defeated the Ducks, 3-1, to
capture the 2007-08 Pacific Division Championship. Joe Pavelski helped
sef up all three Sharks goals.

On Dec. 26, 2009, Patrick Marleau scored his 300th and 301st NHL goals
in a 5-2 win.

On Nov. 30, 2013, San Jose defeated Anaheim 4-3 in the shootout to
cap off a 5-0-0 homestand, their first perfect five-game homestand in
franchise history. Joe Thornton extended his point-scoring streak o five
games (2-5=7) and Patrick Marleau scored his 15th career shorthanded
goal, becoming the Sharks franchise leader in shorthanded goals.

On Jan. 29, 2015, Joe Thornton surpassed Phil Housley to claim sole
possession of 37th place on the NHLs All-Time Points List with two assists
while the Sharks received six goals from six different players en route to o
6-3 victory against the Anaheim Ducks.

On Oct. 10, 2015, Patrick Marleau scored two goals and moved into 55th
place on the all-time NHL goal list while Martin Jones recorded his first
shutout as a Shark in a 2-0 win over Anaheim in the home opener.

On Jan. 22, 2018, Mikkel Boedker scored two goals, one being his 100th
NHL career goal as well as the eventual game-winner, and he added an
assist as the Sharks stormed past the Ducks in 6-2 victory.

On Feb. 11, 2018, Logan Couture registered a goal, a primary assist and
a shootout goal in a 3-2 shootout victory. Joe Pavelski had the game-
winning shootout goal and went 18 for 25 in the faceoff circle.

The Sharks are 8-5-2 against the Bruins since Joe Thornton was traded to
the Sharks, in fifteen games against his former team, Joe Thornton has
12 points (5-7-12), and is a plus-five rating.

On Jan. 10, 2006, the Sharks defeated the Bruins in Boston for the first
time in franchise history. It was Joe Thornton’s first game against his
former team following the Nov. 30, 2005 trade fo San Jose. Thornton was
ejected at 5:13 of the first period for cross-checking Hal Gill.

On Feb. 10, 2009, Joe Thornton scored his first goal against Boston in his
second game since being traded from the Bruins in 2005.

On Jan. 11, 2014, Finnish Olympic teammates Antti Niemi and Tuukka
Rask turned in goaltending gems in a 1-0 Boston victory. The Sharks were
held without  goal for only the second time this season. Niemi made 21
saves, and Tommy Wingels had 10 hits during the game.

On Dec. 4, 2014, the Sharks got two goals apiece from three different
players, scoring seven goals in total, to win 7-4 and set a new franchise
record for goals against the Boston Bruins.

On Mar. 15, 2016, Joonas Donskoi scored the game-winning goal on the
power play and Brent Burns tied Sandis Ozolinsh for most goals (26) and
points (64) in a season by a Sharks defenseman in a 3-2 victory....

On Feb. 9, 2017, Joe Thornton recorded his 1375th career NHL point,
passing Mike Modano for sole possession of 23rd place all-fime. Justin
Braun recorded his 100th NHL point.

On Oct 26, 2017, Joe Thornton scored a goal against his former team to
tie Jari Kurri for 20th all-fime in NHL career points (1398)

Matt Irwin scored his first career
NHL goal and Thomas Greiss recorded his first NHL shutout.

On Mar. 10, 2013, Patrick Marleau scored his 400th career goal,
becoming the 30th player in NHL history to score his first 400 goals with
one team, in a 3-2 Sharks overtime loss.

On Jan. 23, 2017, Patrick Marleau scored 4 goals in the third period,
including a natural hat-trick, as the Sharks defeated the Avalanche 5-2. It
was only the 12th fime a player scored 4 goals in a period in NHL history,
and the first time since Mario Lemieux did it in 1997. It was aslo the third
time in Sharks history a player scored 4 in a game, matching Tomas Hertl
and Owen Nolan. His second goal also stood as the game-winner, the 96th
of his NHL career, tying Mats Sundin for 9th place in NHL history.

On Apr. 4, 2018, San Jose reached 100 points for the 8th fime in the
franchise’s history hehind a game-winning goal from Joonas Donskoi.
Justin Braun scored for a new career-high in goals (5) and Logan Couture
reached the 60-point mark for the 3rd fime in his career.

Litfle Sharks is a “Learn to Play” ice hockey program for kids ages 59 with no prior organized hockey experience. A
registration fee of $150 includes six (6) ADM (American Development Model) Style instructed lessons and head-fo-toe equipment
that they get fo keep after completing the program.

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SHARKS FOUNDATION

MISSION & BACKGROUND

The Sharks Foundation is dedicated to enhancing the lives of youth and families in our

community with an emphasis in the areas of education, health and safety and character N
development. The Sharks Foundation supplies emergency aid when appropriate, executes )F B '\
unique and relevant programming, supports the advancement of youth hockey and provides

financial support and resources to organizations that enrich the lives of those in need.

In 1994 the San Jose Sharks created the official charitable arm of the team, the Sharks Foundation. Each year the Foundation
partners with individuals, corporations and funding partners in the community, who support its efforts to improve the lives of
youth and families in the Bay Area. Funds received are allocated to the Foundation’s annual Community Assist Grant process and
numerous programs and projects. During the 2017-18 season, the Sharks Foundation donated $1.8 million in funding to support
the Bay Area. Since its inception in 1994 the Foundation has given more than $13.8 million to hundreds of high-performing non-
profit organizations serving youth and families.

ANNUAL GIVING CAMPAIGN

Each season the Sharks Foundation hosts its annual Giving Campaign which focuses on different causes each month and
features key activations with Sharks players, coaches, alumni, executives, broadcasters, team partners and mascot S.J. Sharkie.
To kick-off the 2017-18 Giving Campaign, the Sharks Foundation focused on Healthy Living and partnered with Kaiser Permanente
to revitalize a blacktop and create a street hockey court for more than 400 students at Sakamoto Elementary School. In addition,
the Foundation provided a $100,000 grant to Vision to Learn to create a Sharksthemed mobile clinic which provided more than
6,000 local youth with free eye exams and eyeglasses.

In line with the NHL's Hockey Fights Cancer campaign in November, the Foundation partnered with ANA — All Nippon Airways
to assemble 400 Joylars filled with small toys and messages of encouragement. The JoyJars were then distributed to pediatric
patients at Kaiser Permanente Santa Clara by Sharks Defenseman Dylan DeMelo and Goaltender Martin Jones. Throughout the
month, every Sharks Foundation 50/50 Raffle had a designated cancerrelated non-profit beneficiary resulting in more than
$62,000 donated to non-profits that support those impacted by cancer.

December marked the holiday season and the Sharks Foundation embraced the Season of Giving by hosting a number of
initiatives to support the community. In partnership with Alaska Airlines, the Foundation hosted a collection drive for baby clothing
at the December 10 game and then packaged over 8,000 garments to benefit families in need through non-profit partner Loved
Twice. In addition, the Sharks hosted their annual “Save a Life” Blood Drive where 205 units of blood were donated as well as
20 new donors added to the Be the Match Marrow and Donate Life organ donation programs. The Foundation also provided a
$50,000 Community Assist Grant to Canine Companions for Independence which was celebrated by the firstever ceremonial “Pup
Puck Drop” by lifelong Sharks fan Danny and his companion dog Lake, and a postgame meet-and-greet with dog enthusiast and
Sharks Defenseman Marc-Edouard Viasic. In addition, the Sharks coaching staff, players, broadcasters and front office hosted 38
families for the annual Holiday Assist Party at Solar4America Ice in December.

The Sharks Foundation focused on heroes in January and with the help of Make-A-Wish Greater Bay Areq, fulfilled the wish
of 15-yearold Hayden who dreamed to become a San Jose Sharks player. Hayden, who has battled a congenital heart defect,
signed a three-day contract, practiced with the team, skated out the Shark Head, took the ceremonial faceoff and traveled with the
team to Anaheim for a road frip. In partnership with Capes4Heroes and Kaiser Permanente, Sharks Chris Tierney and Martin Jones
delivered handmade, custom capes to pediatric patients giving them a boost of strength and courage to feel like the superheroes
they are. In recognition of local military veterans, 30 volunteers from the Sharks and Rebuilding Together completed crucial repairs
on the home of Navy veteran Jesus Estrada while Sharks Goalie Aaron Dell joined 12 veterans at Victory Ranch to enjoy an
afternoon of stress relieving equine therapy. The Foundation hosted local heroes, first responders, military personnel and veterans
during Military and Heroes Appreciation game nights which included ceremonial puck drops, military-inspired auctions with
proceeds benefitting United Heroes League, and post-game meet-and-greets with Sharks players.

In February, the Foundation focused on character building and development. The Sharks hosted Hockey is for Everyone Night
presented by Pizza Factory at SAP Center, which celebrated diversity and inclusion by strengthening relationships to the game
of hockey with females, disabled players, special needs, low-income and LGBT groups. In addition, the Foundation was proud to
partner with the NHL's first black player, Willie O'Ree to host an event with the African American Community Services Agency in
San Jose fo introduce hockey to innerity youth.

Education was at the forefront in March and in partnership with SAP, the Foundation gave a $150,000 grant to DonorsChoose.
org. As part of the activation, Sharks Forward Evander Kane and S.J. Sharkie surprised students and teachers at Jeanne Meadows
Elementary with free school supplies. Additionally, fans in attendance of the March 24 Sharks game received a $25 DonorsChoose.
org giving card while eight local teachers were surprised in-game with $2,000 giving cards and recognized for their dedication
to educating youth. In line with the education focus, Defenseman Dylan DeMelo helped unveil a Sharksthemed Zamboni® Design
Challenge, which helps students pick up new engineering and problem-solving skills designed to connect STEM learning and the
game of ice hockey at The Tech Museum of Innovation in partnership with SAP. Throughout the month the Foundation and Kaiser
Permanente ran the Stick to Fitness Program, visiting ten schools with an official Kaiser Permanente team physician, Defenseman
Brenden Dillon and Sharks alumnus Scott Hannan to donate equipment and materials to run a successful street hockey curriculum.
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To conclude the campaign, the Foundation and SAP announced a $100,000 grant to the Midpeninsula Community Media
Center for their Media Truck Equipment Upgrade Project.

The Foundation ended the regular season with Environmental Awareness in April which featured a Santa Cruz beach clean-up
in partnership with Plantronics, a tree-planting day with Our City Forest, a $45,000 grant fo JW House for the installation of solar
panels, and nights of 50/50 Raffle proceeds benefiting O'Neill Sea Odyssey and Guadalupe River Park Conservancy.

FUND GIVING
COMMUNITY ASSIST GRANTS AND 50/50 RAFFLE

The Sharks Foundation provides financial assistance to public 501(c)(3) organizations in the Bay Area that focus on education,
health and safety and/or character development. Through the annual Community Assist Grant program, organizations are selected
to receive funding ranging from $5,000 to $200,000, or selected to become a 50/50 Raffle beneficiary or Goals for Kids partner.

The Sharks Foundation hosts a 50/50 Raffle at all Sharks home games. With the purchase of a 50/50 Raffle ticket, one lucky
fan has the opportunity to win half of the gross proceeds raised at each game, with the remaining proceeds benefitting the Sharks
Foundation and local non-profit organizations. Sellers are distinguished by bright orange polo shirts throughout the arena, as well
as stationed at 50/50 kiosks. During the raffle’s first two years, nearly $1.9 million has been raised through the program resulting
in more than $938,000 being donated to non-profits in the Bay Area.

Net proceeds from Mystery Puck sales and in-game auctions benefit the Sharks Foundation and other select non-profits.

TANK TAILGATE AT FAN FEST

Tank Tailgate at Fan Fest is a private, ticketed event for guests 21 years of age and older, which includes complimentary beer
samples from a variety of featured brands poured by Sharks celebrities. The event takes place on N. Autumn Street right outside SAP
Center and features live music, food trucks and a photo booth, as well as the opportunity fo mingle with Sharks players and alumni.
Tank Tailgate tickets double as Fan Fest tickets, allowing purchasers access inside SAP Center for other Sharks related activities. Net
proceeds from Tank Tailgate benefit the Sharks Foundation.

PROGRAMS

HOLIDAY ASSIST PARTY

The Sharks Foundation’s annual Holiday Assist Party provides the San Jose Sharks team and organization with the opportunity
to delight in the spirit of the holiday season and give back to the community in a big way. Every December, Sharks players, coaches,
management and front office staff are paired with underserved families to help them fulfill their holiday wish lists. In addition to gifts,
families are treated to an exciting evening of activities, ice skating and a warm and nutritious meal. In 2017 the Sharks Foundation
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hosted 38 families including five who lost their homes and belongings in the devastating wildfires that swept through Napa and
Sonoma Counties that Fall.

GOALS FOR KIDS

The Goals for Kids program was established in partnership with the Koret Foundation and Taube Philanthropies as a way to
support local non-profit organizations and celebrate each on-ice accomplishment. For every San Jose Sharks goal scored, $1,000
is contributed to a running sum of funds which is then evenly distributed amongst the Goals for Kids beneficiaries at the end of the
season. At the conclusion of the 2017-18 season, a total of $282,000 was dedicated back into the community, bringing the fotal
funds raised and distributed through the program to §1,104,000 since its inception in 2014.

A consistent and familiar presence at every Sharks home game, Sharkie has the enviable task of entertaining a sold out crowd
in San Jose night in and night out, performing a variety of humorous, exciting, death-defying and unique stunts and acts. Sharkie’s
nightly performances range from rappelling from SAP Center at San Jose's rafters to speeding across the ice on his four-wheel,

allterrain vehicle.

Since his NHL debut in January 1992, Sharkie has become one of the most recognized mascots in the universe. He's a highly
respected figure both inside and outside of SAP Center and throughout the hockey community.

This lovable mascot makes more than 450 public appearances each year, and causes a splash at any event. During the 2017-
18 season, Sharkie's events ranged from birthday parties to flower deliveries, bar mitzvahs to weddings, corporate events and
charity fundraisers. In the past, he has escorted a high school student to her senior prom and acted as the ring bearer at a wedding
ceremony. Aptly coined as “The Hardest Working Fish in Sports,” Sharkie has been selected to represent the team at the NHL

RADIO PLAY-BY-PLAY BROADCASTER

Veterun Radio Play-by-Play Announcer Dan Rusanowsky returns for his 28th consecutive season as
the “Voice of the Sharks” on Classic Rock KFOX 98.5 FM and the multi-station Sharks Radio Network,
which provides coverage of all games for hockey fans in Northern California and parts of Nevada
and Oregon.

A 39-year veteran of hockey broadcasting at all levels, Rusanowsky is one of the club’s most recognizable figures, both on-and-
off the ice. He's responsible for producing all radio broadcasts, directs and administers the Sharks Radio Network, and oversees
the relationship with flagship station KFOX 98.5 FM. A versatile performer, he also contributes to Sharks Magazine, the team’s
official game program, and sjsharks.com with regularly featured columns and broadcast reports. He appears regularly on KFOX,
the flagship’s sister station, 95.7 “The Game,” and other regional stations fo talk about the Sharks and the NHL.

An active, yearround member of the Bay Area broadcasting community, Rusanowsky's resume also includes television work.
A motor racing enthusiast, he currently appears on Comcast SportsNet Bay Area’s “Race Week” program with commentary on
Formula One, IndyCar, NASCAR, and NHRA. He has joined the Indianapolis Motor Speedway Radio Network's live broadcast of
the GoPro Indy Grand Prix of Sonoma and other races since 2011. He was a member of the San Jose Grand Prix’s closed circuit
track telecast team, covering Champ Car and all support series in front of more than 150,000 fans per year from 2005-07. He has
called the action on San Jose Earthquakes soccer telecasts for Comcast SportsNet, and on KLIV 1590 and KNBR 1050. He was the
TV voice of the now-defunct Continental Indoor Soccer League’s San Jose Grizzlies and worked the “CISL Game of the Week” for
Prime Network. He provided the call of Roller Hockey International telecasts, including the Oakland Skates and the 1995 Murphy
Cup Champion San Jose Rhinos. He also makes regular appearances on Sharks felevision features.

Rusanowsky has served as a guest host on “95.7 The Game”, KNBR 680 and 1050 AM, as well as the nationally syndicated
“Sports Byline USA/Sports Overnight America” programs. He has brought his voice to radio and television commercials, video
games, feature films and corporate video programs over the years. He hosted “Dan’s Dugout” on Oakland Athletics radio
broadcasts in 1993, and ventured back into the baseball world in the summer of 2005 with “Dan’s Diamond Notes,” a regular
weekly segment which aired during KFOX's top-rated morning program.

Rusanowsky was injured in a serious automobile accident on Nov. 25, 2000, ending a continuous broadcast streak of regular
season and playoff games at 774. He called his 1,900th Sharks regular season game on December 2, 2016 versus Montreal and
has been behind the microphone for all 221 playoff games in Sharks history.

Born in Milford, Conn., Rusanowsky is one of a select few play-by-play announcers who have been tapped by NHL Radio to
announce the “Game of the Week.” He was on the broadcast team for NHL Radio’s production of the 1997 NHL All-Star Game in
San Jose and has presented feature work on the League’s network broadcasts.

Along with his broadcasting duties, Rusanowsky makes numerous public speaking appearances in the community. He serves
on the executive board of the Silicon Valley Monterey Bay Council, Boy Scouts of America and serves on the advisory boards for
the Boys and Girls Clubs of Silicon Valley and Services for Brain Injury. As cochair of the annual Ultimate Fantasy Hockey Playoffs
Draft (through 2010}, more than $450,000 was raised to benefit the Foundation Fighting Blindness. He also works with many other
community organizations and is an active member of the NHL Broadcaster's Association.

Before arriving in the Bay Area, Rusanowsky provided the radio play-by-play call for the American Hockey League’s New
Haven Nighthawks (1986-91) and was the voice of St. Lawrence University’s NCAA Division | hockey program from 1979-86. He
received a bachelor’s degree at St. Lawrence and subsequently earned his M.B.A. at Clarkson University.

In 2013, Rusanowsky was inducted into the Bay Area Radio Hall of Fame in the sports category.

Experienced broadcaster Randy Hahn provides Bay Area hockey fans with all the play-by-play
action for Sharks games on NBC Sports California. Hahn, who enters his 26th full season with the
club, served in the same capacity on selected telecasts during San Jose's first two seasons (1991-93).
He was recognized at the Sharks 25th Anniversary Gala as one of five employees who has been with
the organization since the team’s inaugural season.

Hahn, who called his 1,500th National Hockey League game on Jan. 16, 2016 against Dallas, has captured eight Northern
California Emmy Awards in the “On Camera Talent Play-by-Play” category.

Hahn was featured as the primary play-by-play voice on the hockey video game, NHL 2K11 and recently held a role in the
Oscar-winning, Pixar motion picture, “Inside Out.”

Hahn has more than 40 years of sports broadcast experience, including a unique first assignment when he was just 16 years
old - calling the “paw-by-paw” action of a dog sled race in the Yukon Territory in 1974. He continues to be a versatile broadcaster,
having done play-by-play on television and radio, anchoring radio sports shows and serving as television studio host for various
sports programs. Hahn became the interim co-host of San Francisco CBS-5's “Evening Magazine” in February 2005, working
alongside popular Bay Area personality Malou Nubla.

A native of Edmonton, Alberta, Hahn's other hockey broadcast experience came as studio host of Los Angeles Kings games
on the Prime Ticket cable network before joining the Sharks. Early in his career, he was a member of the radio broadcast teams of
both the Vancouver Canucks and Edmonton Oilers, in addition to performing various broadcast roles in those cities.

Hahn is also an experienced soccer announcer. He called matches on ABC and ESPN during the 1994 World Cup. From
198292, he was the play-by-play voice of the North American and Maijor Indoor Soccer League’s San Diego Sockers. Hahn also
announced the 1990 World Cup, the 1991 Women'’s World Cup and has called the action for USA National Team soccer games
on SportsChannel and for Major League Soccer’s Kansas City Wizards.

From 1991-94, Hahn was a studio anchor for SportsChannel Chicago’s nightly highlight show and worked on broadcasts for
collegiate basketball, baseball, volleyball and gymnastics. Hahn has been a play-by-play broadcaster for Arena Football League
games on FSN.

In 1990, as a resident of San Jose, Hahn was instrumental in helping bring @ NHL franchise to the Bay Areq, serving as vice
president of Pro Hockey San Jose — a grassroots, non-profit corporation formed for the purpose of attracting an NHL franchise to
the new multi-purpose venue being built in downtown San Jose.

Hahn is actively involved in charity work in the Bay Area, especially with The American Cancer Society Silicon Valley, The First
Tee of Tri Valley program, The Fallen Heroes, The Aubri Brown Club and the Have a Ball Foundation.

COLOR ANALYST

Former Sharks forward and NHL veteran Jamie Baker returns to the Sharks broadcast team for his
14th season in hockey, and fifth season as television color commentator. Drawing from his 10-year
experience as a National Hockey League player, including three seasons with the Sharks (1993-96),
Baker, who has occasionally filled in as the color commentator on Sharks felevision broadcasts in
previous seasons, will tandem with and accentuate long-time television announcer Randy Hahn's play-by-play calls, explaining the
finer details and insights of the game.

Baker will continue to appear on NBC Sports California’s “Sharks Pregame Live” and “Sharks Postgame Live” programs.
Baker's high-energy personality, enthusiasm and excellent knowledge of the NHL have greatly enhanced Sharks broadcasts over
the past twelve seasons. In addition, his dedication to grassroots marketing has helped expand the ever-growing youth hockey
population in the Bay Area.

Known for his speed, grit and tenacity as a player, Baker was always at his best when the game was on the line.

Following an outstanding college career at St. Lawrence University, Baker went on to play in parts of 10 NHL seasons, including
three with the Sharks (1993-96). In 404 games with Quebec, Ottawa, San Jose and Toronto, he tallied 150 points (71 goals, 79
assists). Baker also appeared in 25 Stanley Cup Playoff games with the Sharks, posting nine points (five goals, four assists) and 42
penalty minutes.

Baker is still recognized for scoring one of the biggest goals in Sharks franchise history. As a member of the 1993-94 Sharks,
a team just one year removed from an NHLrecord 71 losses, the team posted the largest turnaround in NHL history the following
season. The team improved by 58 points and earned a berth in the Stanley Cup Playoffs. As the No. 8 seed, San Jose drew the
Presidents’ Trophy-winning Detroit Red Wings. Baker scored the game-winning, series<linching goal in Game 7 against Chris
Osgood, allowing the Sharks to become the first eighth-seeded NHL team to defeat a No. 1 seed. The victory is also viewed by
many as the “flash point” for turning San Jose into a hockey-passionate city.
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BRET HEDICAN

COLOR ANALYST

: 2006 Stanley Cup Winner and 17-year NHL veteran Bret Hedican enters his fifth season as the
L team’s radio color analyst. Starting in 2018-19 season, Hedican will split time between TV and Radio,
‘ P h serving as the Color Analyst for both platforms. He will work in tandem with veteran broadcaster Randy
. Hahn and venerable play-by-play announcer Dan Rusanowsky, adding his well-respected analysis
and in-depth coverage on NBC Sports California, the team’s flagship station 98.5 FM KFOX and the
Sharks Radio Network.

Hedican joins the Sharks broadcast team full-ime after spending five seasons as a pre-game, postgame and analyst for NBC
Sports California’s coverage of Sharks hockey and “Inside the Glass” analyst for NBCSN. He will continue to appear on both shows
throughout the season. Working with both Rusanowsky and Hahn, Hedican will provide expert, firsthand knowledge of the nuances
and inner workings of the game.

Hedican also provided radio color commentary for Westwood One’s coverage of the 2014 men’s and women’s Olympic
hockey tournament in Sochi, where he was on the call for the Olympic Gold Medal Women's Ice Hockey game between USA and
Canada, as well as the Bronze Medal game for the Men’s USA Hockey Team.

A respected and knowledgeable voice, Hedican was a defenseman in the National Hockey League for 17 seasons with the St.
Louis Blues, Vancouver Canucks, Florida Panthers, Carolina Hurricanes and Anaheim Ducks spanning over 1,000 regular season
games. He was a key member of the Carolina Hurricanes 2006 Stanley Cup-winning team, playing in all 25 playoff games and
scoring 11 points. Bret has appeared in three Stanley Cup Finals, twice with Carolina and once with Vancouver.

Hedican is also a two-time member of the United States men’s Olympic hockey team (1992, 2006). After a stellar collegiate
career at St. Cloud State University, where he was All WCHA Defenseman and All-Academic his Junior year. His number 24 has
since been retired by the university in 2010 and he was enshrined into the school’s Hall of Fame in 2017.

Currently, he sits on the board of the Always Dream Foundation, where they inspire underserved children to reach for their
dreams through innovative reading programs and by advancing the cause of early childhood literacy.

ACCESS: The San Jose Sharks organization and Media Relations Department strive to make its players, coaches, management and
other personnel available in a timely and responsible fashion to all accredited members of the media.

PRACTICE LOCATIONS: Nearly all Sharks practices and morning skates will be held at Solar4America Ice at San Jose, located
at 1500 S. 10th Street (at the intersection of Alma). The Sharks skate on the facility’s South Rink, which is located at the far right side
of the facility. The South Rink has a media workroom accessible via the staircase at the top of the bleachers. All media are required
to enter the media workroom through the entrance at the top of the bleachers. No one will be allowed entry through the Sharks
offices. In addition, ALL media members wishing to cover the Sharks practices must either display a Sharks full season credential,
or check in with the Sharks Media Relations Department upon arrival to receive a day pass. No media member without a pass will
be granted access to the Sharks dressing rooms without displaying proper accreditation.

Visiting teams may skate at SolardAmerica Ice at San Jose or at SAP Center, depending on the availability of SAP Center.
Visiting team typically practice on the North or East rink when skating at Solar4America Ice.

Unless notified otherwise, ALL morning skates take place at Solar4America Ice as well, and will follow the same access
guidelines as above.

INTERNET ACCESS:

SAP CENTER AT SAN JOSE: Our press box and press room have complimentary wireless and hardwired Ethernet high-speed
Internet ports (for hardwire access, use Ethernet chords in press box, orange-colored ports in the press room). For wireless access,
simply choose the SAP_Center_Media network and apply the password, Medi@123.

If you have any problems gaining access to the network, please let us know.

SOLAR4AMERICA AT SAN JOSE: Use the iceguest wireless network and the passcode of “stanleys.” In the Sharks media work
room at Sharks Ice, there are also hard-wired Ethernet cables for Internet access.

MEDIA ENTRANCE: The media enfrance fo SAP Center is through the 24-hour Security Entrance, located at the rear of SAP
Center (on the corner of St. John Street and Montgomery Street), next to but not in the gated loading ramp.

CREDENTIALS: **DUE TO NEW, ENHANCED SECURITY MEASURES, ALL MEDIA MUST WEAR A VALID CREDENTIAL WHEN
ATTENDING ANY SHARKS PRACTICE, MORNING SKATE OR GAME AT SOLAR4AMERICA ICE AT SAN JOSE OR SAP CENTER
AT SAN JOSE**

Credentials will be delivered to the visiting team’s media relations representative upon their arrival at SAP Center or can be
picked up directly by requesting from one of the Sharks media relations staffers. In the event your team is playing back-to-back
games, we will leave your passes at the media entrance (24-hour Security Entrance], located at the rear of SAP Center, next to (but
not in) the loading ramp.

Media credentials will be placed at the media entrance (24-hour Security Entrance) shortly after delivery of visiting team
credentials. Please contact Kyle Stuetzel (408-999-6842; kstuetzel@sjsharks.com) should credential requests change or special
arrangements need to be made.

PARKING: Anyone requesting parking privileges should contact Kyle Stuetzel at kstuetzel@sjsharks.com. Media parking is in Lots
A, B & C which are behind SAP Center. Once confirmed that you have been added to the SAP Center media parking list, just give
your name to the gate attendant at either the Santa Clara Street or Julian Avenue enfrances.

Parking has become extremely limited due to numerous city projects requiring the use of former employee parking. Therefore,
parking space is extremely limited and may not be granted given the amount of requests received each game. Parking is typically
$25 and is cash only. If payment is an issue, please contact a member of the media relations staff and we will provide as much
assistance as possible.

GAME NOTES/STATISTICS/NEWS CLIPPINGS: The Sharks Media Relations department will provide hard copy, up-to-date
Game Notes, NHL statistics and press clippings at the morning skate in the press room. However, in an effort to reduce the amount
of paper waste, we will only be printing a very limited number of hard copies at game time. All of these reports can be found
electronically in PDF format on the Sharks Media Resources web page. In the event you absolutely need a hard copy during the
game, please let one of us know and we will get them delivered to you.

MORNING SKATE MEDIA ACCESS: The Sharks, on most mornings, will go on the ice between 10 and 10:30 a.m. and
typically skate no longer than 15-20 minutes. If there are specific players you need to speak with, we ask that you arrive at the
Sharks dressing room NO LATER than 10 a.m. so that we can ensure they are available in the event the team has an optional
skate. Please nofe that the maijority of Sharks morning skates are optional. If you arrive after 10 a.m., we cannot guarantee that
all players will still be in attendance.
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MORNING SKATE MEDIA ACCESS (continued):

The Sharks dressing room will open after the first player leaves the ice from the morning skate. Typically, Sharks Head Coach
Peter DeBoer will address the media following all player access. In many cases, Peter DeBoer will speak BEFORE the Sharks
morning skate. Again, media are asked to report to Solar4America Ice NO LATER than 10 a.m. in the event that DeBoer speaks
first.

PRE-GAME/IN-GAME TELEVISION INTERVIEW REQUESTS: All requests for a Sharks pretape or intermission interview,
must be made before the conclusion of the Sharks morning skate so that we can ensure the availability of your guest. Your requests
can be made in person at Solar4America Ice or through Ben Guerrero at bguerrero@sjsharks.com. We encourage all requests to
be made prior to morning skate in the event of an optional skate. In addition, if a media member needs access to the visiting team
bench for a pre-game interview, you need to coordinate access fo that location with Ben Guerrero AT LEAST 2.5 hours before
puck drop.

PREGAME MEDIA ACCESS: Sharks players and coaches may be made available to credentialed members of the media two-
and-a-half hours before game time, at SAP Center. For example, pregame media access for a 7:30 p.m. home game would likely
be at 5 p.m. Media members who wish to utilize this media access window MUST contact the Sharks Media Relations Department
in advance with their interview requests.

POST-GAME MEDIA ACCESS: The Sharks dressing room, in accordance with NHL policies, will open NO LATER than five
minutes following the conclusion of the game. To reach the Sharks dressing room, proceed down the North elevator to the 1st floor.
Upon exiting, walk down the hallway and turn right down the main corridor. Follow that corridor to the main entrance to the Sharks
dressing room (large wooden door).

To access the visitor's dressing room, proceed down the North elevator to the st floor. Upon exiting, walk down the hallway
and turn left. A SAP Center staff member will provide direction to on how to reach the visitor's dressing room entrance.

OFFICIALS ROOM: The officials’ locker room is offlimits o the media. Should a comment or interpretation from the game's
referee or NHL supervisor be needed, contact a member of the Sharks Media Relations Department and a pool reporter may be
assigned.

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Only those photographers on assignment from a recognized, approved media outlet will be allowed
access to designated photography locations at rink level and in overhead positions. Priority will be given to local dailies, wire
service photographers and local TV crews (for non-elevised games) and one ice-level photography position will be reserved for
Sharks team photographers. Additional photography positions are defermined on a priority basis as determined by the Sharks
Media Relations director. In cases of increased photographer [i.e. playoffs) attendance, positions will be assigned by the Sharks
Media Relations Department. In all cases, photographers should check in with a media relations representative in the press room
before game time. Because of very limited photography locations and NHL Images regulations, it is not possible to accommodate
freelance photographers.

PRE-GAME MEAL: For a $10 fee, a media meal will be served in the Press Room beginning 2 2 hours prior to game time.
The Press Room is located on the North side of SAP Center on Level 1, near the hallway to the visitor's dressing room. Dining
room usage is limited to those presenting valid Sharks or NHL Team Management passes. It is impossible to accommodate family
members, friends, guests or others. Any abuse of dining room privileges may cause forfeiture of a media pass. Limited refreshments
are also available during intermissions as well as in the press box during games.

PRESS BOX/BROADCAST LOCATIONS: The press box and broadcast locations at SAP Center can be accessed by taking the
North elevator (just outside the Press Room). Take the elevator to the 4th floor. Upon exiting, make an immediate left uturn thru the
white double doors. Open the single door on the right and proceed up two short flights of stairs, where you will enter the press box.
Media seating charts will be posted in the press box.

TELEPHONE SERVICE: A limited number of telephones are available for media use in the press box. To get an outside line,
dial “9."

TV VIEWING/GAME REPLAYS: A high-definition television should be viewable from any seat in the press box. HD TV's are
also available to monitor the game in the Press Room should media choose to work there in the 3rd period. Anyone wishing to view
a replay of an event during the game should visit the Sharks Media Relations Staff at center ice in the press box.

POST-GAME INFORMATION: Following the game, final copies of the “Game Summary” and “Event Summary” will be made
available in the main press box and Press Room. We will also send you via e-mail our “Quick Notes” document recapping key
details/notes from the game, along with quotes from home and visiting team players and coaches. Requests to be added to this
email list can be made in person at SAP Center or through Kyle Stuetzel at kstuetzel@sjsharks.com.

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JON GUSTAFSON

VICE PRESIDENT, SHARKS ICE LLC, SHARKS MINOR HOLDINGS
(SAN JOSE BARRACUDA) & SSE MERCHANDISE

Jon Gustafson enfers his seventh season as Vice President of Sharks Ice and the San Jose Barracuda.

In his role, Gustafson oversees all business operations for the San Jose Barracuda of the American
Hockey League, including ticket sales, marketing, corporate partnerships, public and community relations, and serves as San Jose's
Governor for the AHL. Jon also sits on the executive committee for the American Hockey League.

He is also responsible for overseeing all areas of operation for the Sharks Ice family of ice rinks, including Solar4America Ice
at San Jose, Solar4America Ice at Fremont and Oakland Ice Center operated by Sharks Ice.

In addition, he is responsible for the merchandise operations for all of SSE's properties, including the San Jose Sharks, San Jose
Barracuda and Sharks Ice facilities.

Since 2000, Gustafson, 49, has served as Vice President and General Manager of the family of Sharks Ice rinks. Under his
leadership, the operation has grown from one facility with two ice sheets to three facilities with seven ice sheets and increased
revenues fen-fold. In June of 2013, the Jr. Sharks youth ice hockey program, which was founded by Gustafson and operates out of
Sharks Ice, was named as a USA Hockey Model Program, one of only a handful of programs in the U.S. to receive the honor.

Gustafson, who serves on the board of directors for USA Hockey, works closely with organizations such as USA Hockey, USHL,
NAHL, IS and USF to bring national and world hockey events to San Jose. In April of 2016, Sharks Ice hosted the 2016 USA
Hockey Boys Tier 1 U-16 and U-18 National Championships, the latest in a long line of national events to select the facility as the
home for their events. In 2009, Gustafson was named the International Ice Skating Institute’s “Facility Operator of the Year.”

From 1996-1999, Gustafson served as general manager and vice president of operations for the San Jose Rhinos of Roller
Hockey International (RHI). The team, which played their home games at SAP Center at San Jose, won the Murphy Cup as league
champions in 1995 and Gustafson was named RHI “Executive of the Year” in 1999.

A former goaltender, Gustafson spent five seasons playing with various teams in the AHL, ECHL, CHL, WCHL and IHL. On April
15, 1992, he dressed as the back-up goaltender to Grant Fuhr for the Toronto Maple Leafs at Maple Leaf Gardens in a 42 win
over the New York Rangers. The Fort Frances, Ontario native also played collegiately for four seasons at Colorado College.

RRACUDA HOCKEY DPERATIONS

ROY SOMMER

HEAD COACH

The Oakland native returns for his 21st season behind the bench of San Jose’s top development
affiliate and his 23rd season overall with the Sharks organization. In his 20 seasons as head coach,
Sommer has compiled a 725-631-48-76-69 (W-LT.OTL-SOL) record in the regular season and has
reached the postseason 11 times, including a Conference Finals birth in 2017, the first of his career.

The San Jose Sharks dressed 18 players during the 2017-18 season that developed under Sommer's tutelage. In fact, 43
players have made their NHL debuts with the Sharks over the last 12 seasons - including Kevin Labanc, Timo Meier, Justin Braun,
Chris Tierney, Dylan DeMelo, and Melker Karlsson.

In2017-18, Sommer became the first coach in American Hockey League history to reach 700 wins when the Barracuda topped
the Bakersfield Condors at Rabobank Arena in Bakersfield, 2-1, on Dec. 3, 2017. In addition, he led one of the AHL's youngest
rosters to its fourth straight playoff appearance after an improbable six-game winning streak to end the season.

In 2016-17, Roy turned in arguably his best coaching performance of his illustrious career behind the bench. The é1-year-old
guided one of the AHL's youngest rosters to a Conference Finals appearance along with a regularseason Conference Championship
and the league’s longest winning streak (14), culminating in his first Louis A.R. Pieri Memorial Award as the AHL's Outstanding
Coach of the Year.

In 2015-16, Sommer picked up record breaking win 637 to surpass Fred “Bun” Cook (636 wins) for the most wins in AHL
history in 4-2 win over the Ontario Reign on February 10, 2016 at the SAP Center at San Jose. He also surpassed Frank Mathers
(1,256 games coached) for the most games coached in AHL history on March 26, 2014 in Worcester's 5-3 victory in Lewiston, ME
over the Portland Pirates.

In 2011-12, Roy became just the 4th head coach in AHL history to reach the 500 wins plateau after a 3-2 shootout victory at
Hershey on February 11, 2012.
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In 2010-11, Sommer became just the 4th head coach in AHL history
to reach the 1,000 games plateau after a 3-1 victory at Springfield on
January 14, 2011 and seven players made their NHL debut with the San
Jose Sharks.

In 2009-10, Sommer led Worcester to a franchise record 49 wins
and captured the regular season Atlantic Division fifle. He won his 400th
game as an AHL head coach after a 4-1 victory over Springfield at the DCU
Center on Nov. 1, 2009.

As head coach for San Jose's top development team, Sommer has
coached more than 95 players who've spent time in the National Hockey
League, including forward Logan Couture, who was named the 2010-11
PlayStation “Sharks Rookie of the Year.”

Sommer, 61, began coaching San Jose's top development ffiliates in
1998-99 with the AHL's Kentucky Thoroughblades. He coached the TBlades
for three seasons before San Jose relocated their AHL team to Cleveland.

In his first season with Kentucky, the Thoroughblades registered
franchise records for most regular season wins (44), most road wins (21)
and total points (98) in a season while posting the AHL's fifth-best record.
This success came despite having 17 players promoted to the NHL during
the season.

From 19992001, Sommer's club went 84-50-21-5 to capture two
consecutive Mid-Atlantic Division titles and went to the Calder Cup Playoffs each season. Sommer's success was recognized during
the 1999-00 season with his selection as the head coach for the Canadian All-Star Team, where his squad toppled PlanetUSA, 8-3.
Before being named head coach of the Thoroughblades in 1998, Sommer spent two seasons (1996-98) as an assistant coach with
the San Jose Sharks. With San Jose, Sommer was responsible for pre-scouting upcoming opponents for their offensive and defensive
tendencies, line combinations and special teams tactics. In addition, he assisted in running practices and provided special on-ice
extended workouts with scratched players and those rehabilitating injuries.

Before Sommer joined San Jose, he was head coach of the ECHL's Richmond Renegades from 1991-96 and was named
1995-96 Coach of the Year after leading his team to a league best 46-11-13 mark and a league record 105 points in capturing the
Brabham Cup (best regular season record). Sommer led the Renegades to the Riley Cup (league championship) in 1994-95 after
posting a 41-20-7 regular season record. In addition, he served as head coach of the ECHL's East All-Star Team in 1994-95 and the
North All-Star Team in 1995-96.

Sommer’s additional ice hockey coaching experience includes assistant coaching stints with the Albany Choppers and
Muskegon Lumberjacks of the Infernational Hockey League and working with USA Hockey as an assistant coach at several
evaluation camps for 16- and 17-year-old players.

In 1998, he served as head coach and general manager for the silvermedal winning Team USA (4-1-0 record) at the
International Ice Hockey Federation In-Line Hockey World Championships in Anaheim. Sommer's squads won gold medals in each
of the first two tournaments (1996 in St. Paul, Minn. and 1997 in Anaheim) and posted undefeated records each year. His three-year
coaching mark at this prestigious tournament stands at 17-1-0.

The former Bay Area youth hockey player coached Roller Hockey Infernational’s San Jose Rhinos for three seasons (1994-9¢),
including capturing the Murphy Cup (league championship) in 1995. In addition, Sommer served as head coach for RHI's 1996
Western Conference All-Star Team.

Before stepping behind the bench, Sommer played nine seasons of professional ice hockey. A sixth round selection by the
Toronto Maple Leafs in 1977, Sommer played in the Leafs system as well as those of the St. Louis Blues, Edmonton Oilers, New Jersey
Devils and Pittsburgh Penguins. The highlight of Sommer’s NHL career came during the 1980-81 season when, as a teammate of
Wayne Gretzky, Sommer scored a goal in his NHL debut with the Edmonton Oilers.

Sommer was captain of the Wichita Wind from 1980-83 and again with Muskegon in 1986-87. Sommer, who played left wing
and center, was a member of the AHL Calder Cup Champion Maine Mariners in 1983-84 and helped lead Muskegon to the 1985-
86 IHL title (Turner Cup). He played his junior hockey for the Spruce Grove Mets, which won the 1975 Centennial Cup, and for the
Calgary Centennials.

2017-18 IN REVIEW

FINAL NUMBERS

The Barracuda finished 4th in the Pacific with a .559 winning percentage (34-26-4-4) clinching a Calder Cup playoff spot for the
third-straight season. San Jose was eliminated from the playoffs by the Tucson Roadrunners in the divisional semiinal round, three
games fo one.

PLAYOFF PUSH: On April 4, the Barracuda had less than a .01% chance of making the playoffs, but six-straight wins lifted
San Jose above four teams in the division over a 10-day period, punching a ticket to the Calder Cup playoffs for the third straight
season.

LET’S GO STREAKING: The Barracuda finished the regularseason riding a season-long six-game winning streak as they

outscored their opponents 25-t0-10 over that span, netting power-play goals in five of the six contests.

POWER SURGE: Before failing to score on the power play in the season finale at Stockton on April 14, the Barracuda lit the
lamp on the man-advantage for a franchise-record 10-straight games, going 13-for-39 (33%] over that stretch.

YOUNG GUNS: San Jose's lateseason surge was sparked by a pair of rookie forwards, Sasha Chmelevski and Ivan
Chekhovich. Chmelevski, the first Californian to play in a game for the Barracuda, tallied four points (three goals, one assist) in six
regular season games, while Chekhovich registered points in all six regular season games (three goals, six assists) he played and
finished with the teams best plus/minus rating (+8).

CAPTAIN AMERICA: When Captain John McCarthy was at the Winter Olympics in February representing Team USA in
Pyeongchang, South Korea, the Barracuda sputtered without their leader, going 2-6-1-1 in the month. When he returned, San Jose
went 12-5-1-1. McCarthy signed a one-year contract extension in mid-April, which means he'll return for his tenth season with the
organization in 2018-19. McCarthy is the Barracuda’s allime leader in games played (190), Tirst in goals (45), Tirst in power-
play goals (15), and Tirst in shorthanded goals (4).

MIGHTY MIDDS: Sophomore defenseman Jake Middleton finished third among
all Barracuda skaters in points (28) and first among defenseman. Middleton netted
a careerhigh six goals and added 22 assists while finishing second on the team in
penalty minutes in 2017-18. Middleton was a key contributor to the Leagues eighth
best penalty-killing unit.

BERGY BOMBS: Julius Bergman set a career-high in goals scored (10) in 2017-
18, leading the Barracuda defensive corps in goals, power-play goals (6), and game-
winning goals (3). Before this season, Bergman had six combined tallies over two
years in the AHL.

SIMMERING: In his first year in the AHL, Radim Simek finished second on the
Barracuda in defensive scoring (27), second in goals (7), second in assists (20), first in
shorthanded goals (1), Tirst power-play assists (7), and first in plus/minus (+6). Simek
signed a two-year extension this summer with the Sharks.

TRUE OF FALSE?: Rookie forward Alex True finished second on the Barracuda
in goals (15), T+hird points (28), and second in power-play goals (7). True scored both
goals for the Barracuda in a do-ordie 2-1 win over the Stockton Heat on April 14,
keeping hopes alive for playoff contention on the final day of the regular season. The
Tucson Roadrunners beat the San Diego Gulls later that night, and the Barracuda snuck
info the Pacific Division’s final playoff spot.

DEADLINE DEALS: On February 24, the San Jose Sharks shipped the AHL's Top
Goaltender in 2016-17, Troy Grosenick, along with forward Brandon Bollig to the
Nashville Predators for a 2018 sixth-round draft pick. Also, on February 26, the Sharks
packaged the AHL's Rookie of the Year in 2016-17, Danny O'Regan, along with a pair
of conditional draft picks to the Buffalo Sabres for forward Evander Kane.

CALL OF DUTY: In 2017-18, six players appeared in games for both the
Barracuda and Sharks (Danny O'Regan, Marcus Sorensen, Tim Heed, Kevin Labanc,
Paul Martin and Joakim Ryan).

BLUELINE BOLSTER: 19% (36/186) of San Jose's goals scored in 2017-18
came from its backend, compared to 15% (35/232) from its defense a season ago. In
2016-17, San Jose had the AHL's most potent offense that included NHLer Joakim Ryan
and Second Team All-AHLer Tim Heed on the blueline.

Age Is Just A Number: With an average age of 22.57-yearsold, San Jose
boasted the AHL's youngest roster in 2017-18.

RUDY! RUDY! RUDY!: Rookie forward Rudolfs Balcers finished his first pro
season ranked seventh in points (48) among AHL freshman, Tifth in goals (23), and
T-14th in assists (25). During the regular season, Balcers paced the Barracuda in points,
goals, points-per-game (.72), and power-play goals (8). Balcers is the sixth player in
Barracuda history to reach the 20-goal mark in a season, joining Brian Lerg (21) '15-
16, Nikolay Goldobin (21) '15-16, Barclay Goodrow (20) '15-16, Danny O'Regan
(23) '16-17, and Barclay Goodrow (25) '16-17.

BIG-TIME BIBEAU: Antoine Bibeau finished his first season in San Jose ranked
10th in the AHL in goals-against average (2.37), 11th in save-percentage (.919), Tsixth
in wins (23), and T-+hird in shutouts (5). Bibeau was named a mid-season AHL All-Star and
finished the regular season riding a four-game winning streak.

700 FOR SOMMER: San Jose Barracuda Head Coach and Bay Area native
Roy Sommer collected the 700th AHL win of his career on Dec. 3 at Bakersfield (2-1).
Sommer is the first coach in the 82-year history of the American Hockey League to
reach 700 coaching wins. In 2015-16, Sommer surpassed Fred “Bun” Cook as the
AHL's all-ime leader in wins and collected his first A.R. Pieri Memorial Award as AHL
Coach of the Year in 2016-17. Sommer, who will enter his 21st season behind the
bench for the top affiliate of the San Jose Sharks in 2018-19, coached his 1,500th
game in the AHL on Dec. 8 at SAP Center against Tucson.
