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JEFF VINIK

JEFF VINIK purchased the Tampa Bay Lightning on March 
3, 2010, promising a comprehensive transformation of the 
franchise and aiming to secure its place as a leader in the 
Tampa Bay community.

Upon purchasing the Lightning, Vinik, 54, pledged to make 
the Lightning organization “world-class,” creating a 
first-rate fan experience while putting together a team of 
which Tampa Bay sports fans would be proud, on and off the 
ice. He promptly hired Hockey Hall-of-Famer and four-time 
Stanley Cup Champion Steve Yzerman as vice president and 
general manager, and then named lauded sports business 
executive Tod Leiweke to be the chief executive officer of 
the Lightning and the Tampa Bay Times Forum.

The transformation of the franchise began to take shape 
shortly thereafter with a much-improved product on the 
ice and a series of announcements off of it, demonstrating 
Vinik’s desires to create a world-class franchise. That vision 
began with a new logo and jersey system that debuted for 
the 2011-12 NHL season, and a $47 million privately-funded 
building renovation to the publicly-owned Tampa Bay Times 
Forum. Furthering his commitment to enhancing the fan 
experience, Vinik funded $5-million  for a new scoreboard 
that stretches 50 feet wide by 28 feet high, which at the 
time was the largest indoor center-hung scoreboard in the 
United States and Canada.

Vinik, along with his wife, Penny, made an impact in the 
Tampa Bay community in 2011 by pledging more than $10 
million to be donated through the Lightning Foundation 
during a span of five years to the Lightning Community 
Heroes program. The organization also committed 4,000 

hours of community service each year through its employee 
volunteer program, C.H.A.R.G.E. Between July 2012 and June 
2013, the Lightning staff surpassed its goal and volunteered 
more than 5,000 hours at various charitable outings around 
the Bay area.

On the ice, Vinik’s Lightning have experienced several short 
term successes while Steve Yzerman has implemented a 
plan for the organization, with the long-term goal of being 
competitive at a high level in the NHL for years to come. The 
Lightning organization’s depth has been greatly improved 
since Vinik bought the team, winning the AHL’s Calder Cup 
championship in 2012 and reaching the Calder Cup Final in 
2013. Vinik supported the tough decision during the summer 
of 2013 to buy-out Lightning captain Vincent Lecavalier’s 
contract, which will give the club more flexibility under the 
new CBA perimeters. 

 Vinik was the founder and chairman of Vinik Asset Manage-
ment and a minority owner of the Boston Red Sox. He grew 
up in New Jersey and attended high school in New York City 
before graduating from Duke University with a Bachelor of 
Science degree in Engineering and Economics with Summa 
Cum Laude honors. Jeff went on to earn his Masters of 
Business Administration degree from the Harvard Business 
School, graduating in 1985.

Jeff was awarded Duke University’s Distinguished Young 
Alumni Award in 1994 and serves on the Duke University 
Board of Trustees. In May 2012, the family made a $10-mil-
lion donation to Duke to establish a faculty challenge fund 
that will be used to hire and retain professors who focus 
on complex societal challenges such as engineering and 
related areas in energy, global health, brain sciences and 
the environment. 

He moved his business and family to Tampa during the 2012-
13 season and now resides in South Tampa along with his 
wife Penny and four children, Danny, Jared, Kyra and Joshua.

CHAIRMAN & GOVERNOR, TAMPA BAY LIGHTNING
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TOD LEIWEKE

TOD LEIWEKE (LIGH-wih-kee) was named chief executive officer 
of Tampa Bay Sports and Entertainment, which includes the Tampa 
Bay Lightning, Tampa Bay Storm and the Tampa Bay Times Forum, on 
July 26, 2010. Now entering his fourth NHL season, he also serves 
as an Alternate Governor for the Lightning. Leiweke is responsible 
for all business operations of the Lightning, Storm and the Times 
Forum.

Leiweke, who is in his 31st season in professional sports, has 
helped rejuvenate the Lightning fan base.  Spurred by an improved 
product on the ice which has seen the Lightning tie the franchise 
record for wins in a season with 46 in 2010-11 and for home wins 
with 25 in 2011-12, including an appearance in the 2011 Eastern 
Conference Final, Leiweke has led the team’s transformation off 
the ice which has resulted in the more than doubling of the team’s 
season ticket base while vastly increasing its footprint in the 
community. Under Leiweke’s guidance, the Lightning have seen 
ticket revenues grow year-over-year since joining the organization. 
Despite the shortened 2012-13 regular season, the Lightning’s 
overall average attendance grew by nearly 2,000 people per game 
since the 2010-11 season. 

Instrumental in kick starting the transformation of the franchise, 
Leiweke helped to develop the Bolts’ new jersey system and logo, 
with all Season Ticket Members receiving their own revolution-
ary jersey with a chip implanted in the sleeve that grants them 
access to a variety of discounts and benefits.  The Times Forum 
itself underwent a $42 million, privately-funded renovation during 
the summer of 2011 and received a new $5 million high-definition 
center-hung scoreboard, the then largest in the United States and 
Canada, during the summer of 2012.  The newly renovated arena 
was lauded by fans, media and partners alike during the 2011-12 
season.  The project, spearheaded by Leiweke, included Coors 
Light Between the Pipes, a signature stage with pipe organ; new 
seats throughout the arena; reconstructed executive suites; the 
Bud Light Party Deck, a paradise deck overlooking downtown; and 
a grand entry with an improved, guest-friendly McDonald’s Ticket 
Office and merchandise store, Tampa Bay Sports.  During the sum-
mer of 2013, Leiweke oversaw renovations to the Lightning’s locker 
room in preparation for their upcoming 2013-14 season

Under Leiweke the team continues to grow as a member of the 
community, exceeding the 5,000 hours of community service 
committed through its employees this past year through the 
C.H.A.R.G.E. program and the distribution of $10 million over five 
years to community heroes through the Lightning Foundation and 
the Vinik family. Along with his wife, Tara, Leiweke serves as an 
honorary chair at the annual FARA Energy Ball’s held in Tampa. The 
event promotes research and raises awareness for Friedreich’s 
Ataxia (FA), a rare debilitating neuromuscular disease that is 
caused by a lack of energy production required for human cells to 
function properly.

Leiweke was previously CEO of the Seattle Seahawks and Vulcan 
Sports & Entertainment for seven years, also overseeing all as-
pects of the Portland Trail Blazers and Seattle Sounders FC. He was 
also president of First & Goal Inc., which operates Qwest Field and 
Qwest Field Event Center for the state of Washington.  Leiweke was 
recognized for his efforts in 2009 being named a finalist by Street 
& Smith’s Sports Business Journal as the 2009 Sports Executive of 
Year. Along with that nomination, he was named CEO of the Year by 
the Puget Sound Business Journal and also CEO of the Year by the 
Seattle Sports Commission.

In 2005, Qwest Field was named by The Sporting News as the finest 
venue in the NFL. That year the team won the NFC Championship 
and advanced to their first Super Bowl.  The on-field success also 
helped spur an unprecedented string of sellouts.  His leadership 
also helped Sounders FC set a MLS record for season ticket sales 
more than six months before the first home game.  Leiweke chaired 
a 2008-09 United Way campaign that raised more than $100 million 
to help fight family homelessness, capped with a climb of Mt. 
Rainier (14,410 ft) alongside Roger Goodell. Leiweke was instrumen-
tal in forming the “Spirit of 12” Partnerships which raised more 
than $1.5 million under him.

Before joining the Seahawks, Leiweke served as president of the 
Minnesota Wild and chief operating officer of Minnesota Sports 
& Entertainment. Under Leiweke’s leadership the Sports Fans 
of America Association, Inc. awarded its 2003 NHL Sports Fan’s 
Quality Award to the Wild as the league’s “Fan Friendliest” team. In 
an ESPN survey conducted in 2003, the team was ranked number 
one for stadium experience and number two for fan relationships 
among 123 sports franchises. Leiweke has also held executive 
positions with the PGA Tour, the NHL’s Vancouver Canucks and the 
NBA’s Golden State Warriors. 

Leiweke, 53, is a native of St. Louis, Missouri and is married to Tara. 
The couple has two children, Tyler and Tori, and the family resides 
on Davis Islands in Tampa.

CEO & ALTERNATE GOVERNOR



STEVE GRIGGS

STEVE GRIGGS was named chief operating officer of the Tampa Bay 
Lightning, Tampa Bay Storm and Tampa Bay Times Forum on August 
31, 2010. As chief operating officer, Griggs oversees the organiza-
tion’s broadcast and community relations, game presentation, and 
marketing departments; ticket sales and service, suite sales and 
service, and the sponsorship department, which includes corporate 
partnerships, service, and activation. He also oversees all concerts 
and events held at the Tampa Bay Times Forum.

During Griggs’ first year on the job, the Lightning saw a significant 
increase in attendance from the previous season, jumping nearly 
12 percent from 15,497 per game in 2009-10 to 17,269 in 2010-11. 
Under Griggs’ leadership the team has seen nearly a 25 percent 
increase overall in average attendance from 2009-10 to 2012-13.  
That can be attributed to increases in brand management, 
increased value, enhanced customer service as well as overall fan 
experience. Under Griggs’ guidance, the Bolts also have seen a sig-
nificant boost in corporate partnerships as well as higher renewal 
and activation rates. The Lightning have also posted season ticket 
renewal rates of more than 90 percent and nearly doubled the base 
since the 2009-10 season. 

Griggs was instrumental in generating the Bolts’ “ALL IN” campaign 
that galvanized the fan base and served as a rallying cry during the 
2010-11 season and the team’s subsequent trip to within one game 
of the Stanley Cup Final. He then followed that up with the unifying 
“Be the Thunder” campaign, now entering its third consecutive 
season, which pays tribute to the Lightning’s passionate fan base 
and makes them part of the team.  Griggs played an integral role in 
the Times Forum’s $42 million transformation which has enhanced 
the experience of fans, season ticket members, and corporate 
partners. During the summer of 2012, the building transforma-
tion continued with the installation of a $5 million, center-hung 
scoreboard that is the largest in the United States and Canada. In 
2011 ESPN the Magazine named Tampa Bay the No. 2 team of 123 
major sports franchises in their “Ultimate Standings”, marking the 
second consecutive year a team with Griggs as an executive had 
ranked second, after he helped the NBA’s Orlando Magic earn the 
distinction the previous year.

Before coming to Tampa Bay, he spent nearly three years serving 
as executive vice president of sales and marketing for the Magic. 
During his time in Orlando, Griggs oversaw the Magic’s corporate 
partnerships, premium sales and services, season ticket services 
and operations, brand management, event presentation and 
ticket sales departments. Griggs also directed strategic sales 
and marketing efforts for the new Amway Center, which opened in 
October 2010.

Griggs was extremely influential in growing the Orlando season 
ticket base to more than 14,000, sporting 75 consecutive sellouts 
and ranking second overall in the ESPN Ultimate Standings. Griggs 
also established the Champions of the Community partnership 
program for the team’s founding partners of the new Amway 
Center. He led all digital signage platforms that made the Amway 
Center one of the most technologically advanced buildings in North 
America. Griggs re-engineered the Magic brand while introducing 
a new primary logo, new third jersey and establishing the BeMagic 
and EnterLegend campaigns.

Prior to joining the Magic, Griggs served for eight years as the 
vice president of sales and service for the Minnesota Wild of the 
National Hockey League and its parent company, Minnesota Sports 
& Entertainment (MSE). In Minnesota, Griggs’ responsibilities 
included overseeing all Minnesota Wild and MSE ticket sales and 
service, corporate sales and service, suite sales and service, retail 
operations as well as group and event suite sales. Under his leader-
ship, the club entered its seventh NHL season having sold out every 
home game in franchise history, posting 284 consecutive sellouts.

Prior to joining the Wild, Griggs served as the vice president of 
corporate sales and service for Sportsco International, LP and 
SkyDome. The Aurora, Ontario native also worked for both the 
NBA’s Toronto Raptors (1994-99) and the NHL’s Toronto Maple Leafs 
(1998-99) as the director of ticket sales and service, where he led 
the sales and relocation efforts from historic Maple Leaf Gardens 
into Air Canada Centre in Toronto.

Griggs, and his wife, Janell, have a daughter, Madeline, and a son, 
Jack.

CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER
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STEVE YZERMAN  

The Tampa Bay Lightning hired STEVE YZERMAN as vice 
president and general manager on May 25, 2010, making 
him the sixth in franchise history.  Having finished his 
third season in Tampa Bay, Yzerman is responsible for all 
Lightning hockey operations, including the coaching and 
scouting staffs, player procurement and development, 
and minor league affiliations and operations.  Also serving 
as alternate governor, he reports directly to owner and 
governor Jeff Vinik.  

Yzerman has been meticulous in his approach to running 
the Lightning’s hockey operations department, with an 
emphasis on drafting and development.  Despite Tampa Bay 
going to the Eastern Conference Final during just his first 
season with the team, Yzerman has remained methodical in 
the process and refused to sacrifice sustained, long-term 
success for the sake of short-term goals.  Instead he has 
focused on the draft and cultivating the team’s young 
talent.

The result has been the kind of depth the Lightning 
organization has never seen, highlighted by the development 
of the AHL’s previous two most valuable players, including 
Tyler Johnson, as well as the 2011-12 AHL defenseman of 
the year in Mark Barberio. In 2012-13 that depth started 
to break through at the NHL level.  Tampa Bay prospects 
Johnson, Alex Killorn, Radko Gudas, Richard Panik, Ondrej 
Palat and Barberio made their NHL debuts this past season.  
Also playing in his first NHL game was defenseman Andrej 
Sustr, a highly-recruited free agent from the University of 
Nebraska-Omaha, marking the second consecutive year 
Yzerman and his staff were able to lure a highly-touted 
college free agent to the Bolts’ organizational roster.  J.T. 
Brown from the University of Minnesota-Duluth, joined 
the team in 2012. Yzerman also used the team’s depth at 
forward to address other areas at the 2013 trade deadline 
as he sent Cory Conacher to the Ottawa Senators in 
exchange for goaltender Ben Bishop.  The move gives the 
Lightning what is expected to be a strong goaltending 
tandem consisting of Bishop and Anders Lindback, the 
tallest duo in NHL history, heading into 2013-14.

Prior to joining the Lightning, Yzerman, 48, spent four 
seasons as vice president with the Red Wings.  During that 
time he worked closely with general manager Ken Holland, 
senior vice president Jim Devellano and then-assistant 

general manager Jim Nill on evaluating talent at both the 
professional and amateur levels.  Yzerman is a four-time 
Stanley Cup Champion, winning three as a player (1997, 
1998 and 2002) and another as a member of Detroit’s 
management team (2008). Overall he spent 27 seasons with 
the franchise.  He was inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame 
in 2009, his first year of eligibility.

After retiring from the game, Yzerman became an integral 
part of Hockey Canada’s management team.  He served 
as general manager for Canada at the 2007 and 2008 
IIHF World Championships, bringing home gold and silver 
respectively. He returned to the post at last summer’s 
tournament in Stockholm, Sweden and Helsinki, Finland.  
He then led Hockey Canada to a magical moment when his 
team defeated the United States in overtime to win the Gold 
Medal on home ice at the 2010 Winter Olympics in Vancouver, 
where he served as executive director.  He will hold the same 
position for the 2014 games in Sochi, Russia. Yzerman also 
won an Olympic Gold Medal as a player with Canada in 2002.

Yzerman and his wife, Lisa, have three daughters. 

VICE PRESIDENT & GENERAL MANAGER, ALTERNATE GOVERNOR



PAT VERBEEK 

JULIEN BRISEBOIS

NHL veteran PAT VERBEEK enters his fourth season with the Tampa Bay Lightning, his third as assistant 
general manager.  He was hired by the Lightning as director of professional scouting on June 8, 2010 and 
then named assistant general manager on July 1, 2011.  Verbeek oversees all of the team’s professional 
scouting operations, aids in player procurement and reports directly to the general manager.

Before joining the Lightning, Verbeek, 48, spent four seasons as a pro scout with the Detroit Red 
Wings, assisting the management staff as the organization both built from within and made key 
acquisitions from outside to build a deep and talented roster. He scouted select teams at both the AHL 
and NHL levels, providing key information to the Detroit coaching and management staffs regarding 
potential trades and free agent acquisitions. 

A native of Sarnia, Ontario, Verbeek played for five different teams during a 20-year NHL career.  He 
appeared in 1,424 games with the New Jersey Devils, Hartford Whalers, New York Rangers, Dallas Stars 
and Red Wings, compiling 522 goals and 1,063 points.  He is the only player in NHL history to total more 

than 500 goals and 2,500 career penalty minutes.  Verbeek also won the Stanley Cup with Dallas in 1999.

Verbeek was originally drafted by New Jersey in the third round, 43rd overall, of the 1982 NHL Entry Draft.  

JULIEN BRISEBOIS enters his fourth season as assistant general manger of the Tampa Bay Lightning 
after being named to the position on July 16, 2010. He reports directly to vice president and general 
manager Steve Yzerman and assists him in all aspects of player personnel decisions, contract 
preparation and negotiation, as well as salary arbitration for the Lightning and the Syracuse Crunch 
of the American Hockey League, for whom he also serves as general manager. BriseBois also manages 
interpretation of the NHL’s collective bargaining agreement and the salary cap for Tampa Bay.

As general manager of the Lightning’s top affiliate, the Syracuse Crunch, BriseBois has been the 
architect of teams that have reached the Calder Cup Finals in back-to-back seasons, including winning 
the championship in 2012. Last season, the Crunch won the East Division and led the AHL in scoring 
during the regular season. Syracuse lost to the Grand Rapids Griffins in Game 6 of the Calder Cup Final 
after another impressive postseason run. During the 2011-12 season, BriseBois’ Norfolk Admirals set 
a professional sports record with a 28-game winning streak that propelled Norfolk to the AHL’s best 

regular season record. The team’s regular season success continued in the playoffs as the Admirals went on to win the organization’s 
first Calder Cup, the first championship by a Lightning AHL affiliate. BriseBois was instrumental in helping build the organization’s depth 
with signings that proved instrumental to both the Lightning and the Admirals, demonstrated by nine players being recalled to Tampa Bay 
during the season.  In 2010-11, the BriseBois-led Admirals made the postseason for the first time in their affiliation with the Lightning.  
Also during that season, the Hockey News recognized BriseBois as a top hockey executive under 40 years of age in their annual “Top 40 
Under 40” listing.

Prior to coming to Tampa Bay, BriseBois, 35, spent nine seasons with the Montreal Canadiens after joining the organization on September 
1, 2001 as director of legal affairs. In July of 2003 he added director of hockey operations to his duties before being named vice president 
of hockey operations on July 24, 2006. On August 23, 2007 BriseBois was named the general manager of Montreal’s top affiliate, the Ham-
ilton Bulldogs of the AHL, making him the youngest in the league at the time. During that time he retained his position with the Canadiens. 
The Bulldogs improved in each year under BriseBois’ tenure, going from 36-34-10 in 2007-08 to 52-17-11 in 2009-10. In three seasons under 
his guidance Hamilton went 137-78-25.

A native of Greenfield Park, Quebec, BriseBois was employed by the Heenan Blaikie Law Firm before joining Montreal. During that time he 
worked in the field of sports law, where he represented several NHL and Major League Baseball clubs in arbitration cases as well as acting 
as an advisor in contract negotiations. BriseBois also participated in the reform of the Constitution and By-Laws of the Quebec Major 
Junior Hockey League.

BriseBois is a graduate of the University of Montreal Faculty of Law and earned a Master’s degree in business administration from the 
John Molson School of Business at Concordia University. He is a member of the Quebec Bar, the American Bar Association and the Sports 
Lawyers Association. BriseBois also sits on the AHL Competition Committee and the AHL CBA Committee.

TOM KURVERS 

AL MURRAY enters his fourth season with the Lightning after being named to the position of director 
of amateur scouting on August 16, 2010.  Murray will oversee all amateur scouting operations, run the 
draft and report directly to the general manager.

Before coming to Tampa Bay, Murray served with Hockey Canada for three years as head scout of men’s 
national teams.  During his time with Hockey Canada, he was responsible for all player evaluations 
and selections for National Junior Team as well as the National Men’s Under-18 Team.  He also worked 
with regional under-17 programs.  Murray won the Gold Medal at both the 2008 and 2009 World Junior 
Championships, and won gold at the 2008 World Under-18 Championship.  He won championships 
with the National Men’s Summer Under-18 Team at the 2008, 2009 and 2010 Ivan Hlinka Memorial 
Tournaments.

Prior to joining Hockey Canada, Murray spent 12 years with the Los Angeles Kings, serving as director 
of amateur scouting.  In that position he was responsible for the team’s amateur scouting operation, 

including scheduling, assignments, evaluation of talent and development of the final list of players leading up to the NHL Entry Draft.  Before 
Murray was named to that position he spent six years as the Kings’ western scouting coordinator.

Murray served as head coach of the University of Regina’s men’s hockey team from 1985-88.  Before that he served as the development 
coordinator for the Ottawa District Hockey Association, one of Hockey Canada’s 13 branches.  Murray also spent time as the head coach 
of the Kemptville 73s (Junior B) and Ottawa Senators (Junior A).  He also won a bronze medal as an assistant coach with the University of 
Ottawa men’s team at the 1981 CIAU championship.

Murray lives in Regina, Saskatchewan with his wife, Lori, and their three sons, Matt, Jake and Troy.

TOM KURVERS enters his sixth season with the Tampa Bay Lightning, his third as senior advisor to the 
general manager after being originally hired on July 9, 2008.  Kurvers served three years as assistant 
general manager from 2008-11 and also oversaw the Lightning’s hockey operations department on an 
interim basis from April through May of 2010.

Kurvers’ role with Tampa Bay is multi-purpose.  He oversees the scouting and signing of all college 
free agents and works directly with the team’s amateur scouting staff on possible free agent targets. 
Kurvers also advises the general manager on potential trades and free agent signings at the profes-
sional level.  

Prior to joining the Lightning Kurvers served three seasons as director of player personnel for the 
Phoenix Coyotes. As director of player personnel he oversaw all aspects of the team’s scouting, includ-
ing both the Coyotes’ amateur and pro scouting departments. He spent a total of 11 years with the 
Coyotes, including one as a radio analyst and seven as a professional scout. He also served as interim 

assistant coach for the final two months of the 2003-04 season.

Kurvers played 11 NHL seasons from 1984-95, appearing in 659 regular season games, with 93 goals and 328 assists for 421 points. He also 
played in 58 NHL playoff games, recording eight goals and 30 points. He was a Stanley Cup Champion with the 1986 Montreal Canadiens.

Before joining the professional ranks Kurvers had an outstanding college career at the University of Minnesota – Duluth, setting numerous 
school records including most career goals by a defenseman (43), most career assists (152) and assists by a defenseman (career -149 and 
season - 58). In 1984, he was honored with the Hobey Baker Award, WCHA MVP and was named an All-American. Kurvers was named to the 
WCHA Top 50 of All-Time Team, and has been inducted into both the UMD and Bloomington Jefferson High School Athletic Hall of Fames.

Kurvers received his undergraduate Bachelor of Arts degree in communications from UMD in 1984. While an active NHL player he began 
graduate studies in 1991, completing courses in the off-seasons through 1996. Highlighted in the curriculum was an accredited seminar 
sponsored by the world renowned Aspen Institute. Upon retirement in 1997, he earned his Masters of Business Administration degree in 
sports management from the University of St. Thomas.

JON COOPER

JON COOPER was named the eighth head coach in Lightning 
franchise history on March 25, 2013.  Cooper joined the 
Lightning after having spent the previous three seasons 
behind the bench of Tampa Bay’s top minor league affiliates, 
the Norfolk Admirals from 2010-12 and the 2012-13 with the 
Syracuse Crunch, compiling a 133-62-26 (.661) record in 221 
AHL games.

Cooper, 45, made his NHL head coaching debut with the 
Lightning on March 29, 2013 in a 5-4 shootout victory 
against the New Jersey Devils at the Tampa Bay Times Forum. 
He guided the Lightning to a record of 5-8-3 over their final 
16 games of the 2012-13 season after replacing Guy Boucher. 
In the summer of 2013, Cooper served as a coaching 
assistant at USA Hockey’s National Junior Evaluation Camp in 
Lake Placid, New York. 

Prior to being named the bench boss of the Lightning, 
Cooper was awarded the Louis A.R. Pieri Memorial Award 
as the AHL’s top coach in 2012 after guiding the Admirals to 
the Calder Cup Championship. He led Norfolk to a 94-44-18 
record in the regular season and a 17-7 mark in the playoffs 
during two seasons behind the bench.  In 2011-12, the 
Cooper-led Admirals set franchise records with 55 wins and 
113 points en route to the franchise’s first Championship.  
Along the way, Cooper and his team set a North American 
professional sports record, winning a remarkable 28 
consecutive games.  That season Norfolk earned the 
Macgregor Kilpatrick Trophy as the AHL’s regular season 
points champion, while also capturing the league’s East 
Division title. 

In 2012-13, Cooper led the Crunch to a 39-18-8 record, 
the best in the AHL, despite a number of key players being 
recalled to the Lightning.  Syracuse’s 218 goals were also 
the most in the league.  More than 10 players were recalled 
during the season and remained with the Lightning, giving 
Cooper familiarity with a number of players.  Cooper 

previously ran the Lightning’s development camps during his 
time in the organization.

Before joining the AHL ranks, Cooper also found success 
in the USHL with the Green Bay Gamblers, posting an 
84-27-9 record in two seasons.  Under Cooper’s guidance 
the Gamblers posted back-to-back seasons with the 
best record in the USHL and won the 2010 Clark Cup.  In 
2008-09, Cooper’s first season, Green Bay saw a 50-point 
improvement from the previous year, setting a USHL record 
for largest single-season improvement.  He was rewarded 
with the 2009 and 2010 USHL General Manager of the Year 
Awards, as well as being named the 2010 USHL Coach of the 
Year.  

A native of Prince George, British Columbia, Cooper played 
high school hockey at Notre Dame in Wilcox, Saskatchewan.  
He then moved on to Hofstra University, where he played 
four seasons of division I lacrosse.  Cooper also played one 
season on Hofstra’s hockey team. He then went on to earn 
a law degree from Thomas M. Cooley Law School in Lansing, 
Michigan, eventually closing his practice in 2003 to pursue a 
career in coaching.

Cooper and his wife, Jessie, live in South Tampa with their 
three children, twins Julia and Josephine, and son Jonathan.

GEORGE GWOZDECKY

RICK BOWNESS

GEORGE GWOZDECKY enters his first season with the Lightning after being named to the position on 
August 9, 2013. Gwozdecky most recently served as head coach for the University of Denver Pioneers 
men’s hockey team. His focus will be on the Lightning’s forwards. 

Gwozdecky, 60, spent 19 seasons at Denver as head coach, leading the Pioneers to back-to-back NCAA 
National Championships in 2004 and 2005 and earned National Coach of the Year honors in 1993 and 
2005. With Gwozdecky behind the bench, Denver became a perennial Top 10 program that, in addition 
to two national championships, also won three WCHA regular season and four WCHA playoff titles.  
They are the only team in NCAA hockey to have recorded at least 20 wins in each of the previous 12 
seasons.  During his tenure with the Pioneers, Gwozdecky helped the team to 15 20-win seasons, nine 
with 25 or more and a pair of campaigns with at least 30. 

Prior to coaching Denver, Gwozdecky was head coach for the Miami (Ohio) University Red Hawks.  
He served there for five seasons, winning the school’s first CCHA title and earning its first NCAA 

tournament bid.  While at Miami he won the Spencer Penrose Award as National Coach of the Year as well as a pair of CCHA Coach of the 
Year honors.  He was added to the Miami University “Cradle of Coaches” Hall of Fame in 2006. Before joining the Red Hawks he served as an 
assistant for the Michigan State Spartans following a stint as the bench boss at the University of Wisconsin-River Falls.  

Gwozdecky was a four-year letterman at the University of Wisconsin and graduated in 1978 with a degree in physical education.  The 
forward was a member of the Badgers’ 1977 National Championship team.  

A native of Thunder Bay, Ontario, Gwozdecky ranks 11th all-time in NCAA men’s hockey for wins with 593. Gwozdecky is also the only coach 
in NCAA hockey history to win a Division I National Championship as a player (Wisconsin, 1977), assistant coach (Michigan State, 1986) and 
as a head coach (Denver, 2004 and 2005). Gwozdecky was inducted into the Wisconsin Hockey Hall of Fame in 1994. 

George and his wife, Bonnie, reside in Tampa and have a daughter, Adrienne.

RICK BOWNESS enters his first season with the Lightning after being named to the position on June 
3, 2013, bringing with him more than 24 years of NHL experience. Bowness spent the previous seven 
seasons with the Vancouver Canucks, beginning his tenure there as an assistant and later being 
elevated to associate coach. The Canucks reached the Stanley Cup Playoffs in all but one of Bowness’ 
seasons behind the bench, including an appearance in the 2011 Stanley Cup Final. Bowness’ focus will 
be on the defensive unit. 

Bowness, 58, has served on the coaching staff of six teams during his coaching career, the Winnipeg 
Jets (1984-89), Boston Bruins (1991-92), Ottawa Senators (1992-96), New York Islanders (1996-98), 
Phoenix Coyotes (1999-06) and the Canucks (2007-13), in varying capacities.  He was the head coach 
on five occasions, with the Jets in 1988-89, Bruins in 1991-92, Senators from 1992-96, Islanders from 
1996-98 and in Phoenix in 2003-04.

A native of Moncton, New Brunswick, Bowness began his coaching career with the Sherbrooke Jets of 
the American Hockey League, serving as a player/coach during the 1982-83 season.  He spent the following four seasons as an assistant 
coach for the Winnipeg Jets before returning to his hometown in 1987 to act as the coach and general manager of the Moncton Hawks of 
the AHL.  Bowness had his first NHL head coaching stint when he took over as interim head coach for Winnipeg for the final 28 games of the 
1988-89 season.

The following year, Bowness joined the Bruins organization.  He coached the Maine Mariners of the AHL for two seasons before taking over 
as head coach in Boston for the 1991-92 season.  That year he led the Bruins to a 36-32-12 record and a trip to the Eastern Conference 
Final. From there Bowness was named the first head coach of the Ottawa Senators and spent three and a half years with the expansion 
franchise.  Bowness joined the Islanders on December 30, 1995 and worked two seasons as associate coach.  He took over head coaching 
duties in January of 1997.  Bowness then went on to coach in Phoenix for the following six seasons, including a stint as interim head coach 
in 2003-04.

Rick and his wife, Judy, reside in Tampa and have two sons, Ryan and Ricky, and a daughter, Kristen.

NHL veteran STEVE THOMAS was named an assistant coach with the Lightning on July1, 2013 after 
serving as Tampa Bay’s player development coach (2012-13) and player development coordinator 
(2010-12) over the previous three seasons. Thomas will assist the coaching staff by observing the 
game from the press box. During the 2012-13 season, Thomas split time on the bench with Lightning 
head coach Jon Cooper and watching from the press box. 

During Thomas’ role as Player Development Coach, he worked specifically with individual players on 
all aspects of the game, both on and off the ice. Thomas split his time between coaching with the 
Lightning and the team’s top AHL affiliate, the Syracuse Crunch. He also planned and ran the team’s 
prospect and development camps during the offseason. 

A native of Stockport, Great Britain, Thomas played in 1,235 NHL games during his 20-year career 
(1984-04) with the Toronto Maple Leafs, Chicago Blackhawks, New York Islanders, New Jersey Devils, 
Anaheim Ducks and Detroit Red Wings.  He amassed 421 goals and 933 points with 1,306 penalty 

minutes during his tenure.  Thomas also appeared in 174 career Stanley Cup Playoff games, recording 54 goals and 107 points.

The Lightning named FRANTZ JEAN as goaltending coach on September 7, 2010.  Entering his fourth 
season, he works with all goaltenders in the organization. Jean has been involved in coaching for close 
to 20 years. 

In his first three seasons with the Lightning, Jean guided the organization’s goaltenders towards the 
2013 Calder Cup Finals (AHL), 2012 Calder and Kelly Cup (ECHL) Championships, as well as the 2011 NHL 
Eastern Conference Final. Last season he helped guide newly acquired goaltender Cedrick Desjardins 
to three shutouts over his 14 games with the Syracuse Crunch. In the postseason, Desjardins recorded 
three more shutouts and helped the Crunch reach the Calder Cup Finals. During the 2012 AHL playoffs, 
Jean helped guide the Norfolk Admirals goaltending duo to the best save percentage and goals-against 
average in the postseason, winning the Calder Cup in the process. Jean has also been instrumental in 
tutoring goaltenders at the ECHL level with the Florida Everblades.  

In 2011, the Lightning reached the Eastern Conference Final while both Tampa Bay goalies were in the 
Top 10 for save percentage and goals-against average.  

Prior to joining Tampa Bay Jean spent 12 years with the Moncton Wildcats of the QMJHL. During Jean’s time with the Wildcats, the team 
allowed the least number of goals in the league on four occasions (1999-00, 2005-06, 2008-09, 2009-10).  Jean’s goaltenders were named 
defensive player of the year or goaltender of the year on three occasions while one of his protégé was also named league most valuable 
player. Jean has had his goaltenders named to the first or second all-star teams on five occasions and six of his goalies have either been 
drafted or signed as a free agent in the NHL. 

Jean was also selected twice to the Hockey Canada U-18 National Team coaching staff, winning two consecutive Gold Medals (2009 and 
2010) at the Ivan Hlinka Memorial International Tournament.

Jean played major junior hockey with St. Hyacinthe and Victoriaville of the QMJHL, and after a tryout with the Montreal Canadiens in 1991, 
earned a scholarship to the Université de Moncton where he played for four and a half seasons with les Aigles Bleus, winning the 1994-95 
national championship and being named to the 1992-93 AUAA First All-Star Team.

Since 2005, Jean also operates his own goaltending school, Pro Tek Goaltending, in five Canadian cities.

Frantz and his wife, Chantal, have one son, Neka, and reside in Tampa.

In addition to broadcasting games, Mishkin is a regular contributor to tampabaylightning.com, where 
fans can read his weekly column, “Mishkin’s Moments”.  In 2004, Mishkin began his “Score With 
Reading” program, in which he visits Hillsborough County Elementary Schools and reads a story called 
“The Magic Hockey Stick”.  To date, he has read to over 22,000 children.  Last season, the Score with 
Reading program was expanded to incentivize students and teachers with Mishkin being the face of 
the new and improved program. He also posts regular Lightning updates on Twitter and can be found 
at @DaveMishkin.

Prior to joining the Lightning, Mishkin spent eight seasons as the television and radio voice of the AHL’s 
Hershey Bears. While with the Bears, Mishkin maintained a variety of roles outside of broadcasting, 
including media and public relations and also hockey operations. While with the Hershey organization, 
Mishkin also served for three years as the play-by-play broadcaster and media relations director for

A 1991 Yale graduate, Mishkin broke into professional hockey as play-by-play broadcaster for the Johnstown Chiefs of the ECHL. While a 
student at Yale he also worked in the University’s Sports Information Office for the 1990-91 academic school year and served as Sports 
Director for the school radio station, WYBC, from 1988-91.

NHL Hall-of-Famer and Lightning founder Phil Esposito returns for his 14th year as radio analyst for 
Lightning home games.  He also serves the team as vice president of corporate relations.

A Lightning founder and the team’s general manager during its first seven seasons, Esposito joined 
the Lightning radio team during the 1999-00 season. Prior to joining the Lightning broadcast team, 
he worked as a television analyst for FOX television in Los Angeles and UPN 38 WSBK-TV in Boston. 
Esposito has also served as a broadcast analyst for the New York Rangers on MSG Network, and was 
the Rangers’ Vice President & General Manager from 1986-88.

Esposito’s spectacular 18-year playing career was highlighted by two Stanley Cup Championships 
with the Boston Bruins, in 1970 and 1972. Originally a member of the Chicago Blackhawks (1963-67), 
Esposito was the central figure in one of hockey’s biggest trades when he was sent to Boston in 1967. 
During the next eight seasons, he virtually rewrote the NHL record books. He became the first player 
in NHL history to record 100 points in a season (1969-70) and, two seasons later, set single season 
standards of 76 goals and 152 points, which stood until Wayne Gretzky eclipsed those marks a decade 

later. His 717 career goals place him fifth on the all-time list, and his 1,590 points are 10th all-time.

Phil and his wife, Bridget, reside in Tampa.

REFEREES LINESMEN
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TERMS GLOSSARY

ALTERCATION: Physical incident between at least two players 

resulting in either one penalty or numerous penalties

BOARDING: Checking an opponent into the boards from behind.

BUTT ENDING: Jabbing, or attempting to jab, an opponent with the 

shaft of the stick.

CHARGING: Taking more than three skating strides prior to 

checking an opponent.

CHECKING FROM BEHIND: Skating up behind an opponent and 

checking him from behind.

CROSS-CHECKING: Hitting an opponent with both hands on the 

stick and no part of the stick on the ice.

DELAYED OFFSIDES: When defensive team regains puck after 

attacking player precedes puck into offensive zone, it can move 

puck out of the zone without contact or an attempt to delay the 

play from offensive players.

DELAYING THE GAME: When player purposely knocks, shoots or 

throws puck into benches or stands – or pushes net off moorings – 

in attempt to delay the game.

ELBOWING: Striking opponent with elbow in attempt to impeded 

or disrupt.

FIGHTING: When players throw punches with closed fists.

GAME MISCONDUCT: When a player gets thrown out of a game.

GOALTENDERS’ PENALTIES: A goaltender shall not be sent to the 

penalty box for an infraction, but instead the minor penalty shall 

be served by another member of his team who was on the ice when 

the infraction was committed.

HAND PASS: Players can’t close their hands on the puck, pick it up 

from the ice or throw it.

HEAD BUTT: Hitting an opponent with head, or going in head first 

on a body check.

HIGH-STICKING: Striking your opponent while carrying the stick 

above shoulder level.

HOLDING: Player grabs an opponent or opponent’s equipment to 

impede progress.

HOOKING: Using blade of stick to pull or tug at opponent.

INTERFERENCE: Illegal body contact with an opponent who is not 

in possession of the puck, or knocking an opponent’s fallen stick 

out of his reach.

KNEEING: Hitting opponent with knee.

MAJOR PENALTIES: Any player, except the goaltender, shall be 

ruled off the ice for five minutes during which time no substitute 

shall be permitted.  The player who is serving the five minute major 

must stay in the penalty box for the full five, regardless if a goal is 

scored upon the “shorthanded” team.

MATCH PENALTY: Any player, including the goaltender, will be 

ejected immediately for deliberately injuring another player.  A 

teammate must serve a five minute major for the ejected player.  

Players are also subject to a monetary fine from the NHL for the 

infraction.

MINOR PENALTIES: Any player, other than the goaltender, shall be 

ruled off the ice for two minutes during which time no substitute 

shall be permitted.  If the shorthanded team is scored upon 

before the two minutes elapse, the player in the penalty box is 

automatically released.

MISCONDUCT PENALTY: Any player, other than the goaltender, 

shall be ruled off the ice for a period of ten minutes.  A substitute 

player is permitted to immediately replace a player serving a 

misconduct penalty.  A player whose misconduct penalty has 

expired shall remain in the penalty box until the next stoppage 

of play.

OFFSIDES: The blue lines carve the ice into three zones – one 

for each team with a neutral zone sandwiched in between.  No 

member of an attacking team can cross the blue line and enter the 

opposing team’s zone until the puck does.  If any attacking player 

crosses the line before the puck, that’s offsides, and the official 

blows the whistle and the puck comes back out to center ice for a 

face-off.  Once the defensive team has successfully cleared puck 

back across the blue line and into the neutral zone, everyone from 

the attacking team also has to clear the offensive zone and begin 

the attacking process all over again.

PENALTY SHOT: Offensive player awarded penalty shot if illegally 

checked or impeded on breakaway.  Puck placed at center ice and 

player moves in one-on-one on goaltender for a shot.

SLASHING: Hitting an opposing player with the stick or swinging 

the stick at an opposing player.

SPEARING: Stabbing an opponent with the point of the stick blade 

while the stick is being carried in one or both hands.

TIME OUT: Stop in play.

TRIPPING: Player uses stick, arm or leg to knock over an 

opponent.

WASH-OUT: Officials signal for no penalty, goal, icing, offsides or 

high-sticking on play.



MEDICAL GLOSSARY

A
ABDUCTION: Movement of a joint away from the center of the body.

AC JOINT (ACROMIOCLAVICULAR JOINT): Joint of the shoulder where 
acromion process of the shoulder blade and the distal end of the collarbone 
meet; most shoulder separations occur at this point.

ADDUCTION: Movement of a joint toward the center of the body.

ADHESION: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers to surrounding 
structures during immobilization following trauma or as a complication 
of surgery which restricts normal elasticity of the structures involved; or 
scar tissue which forms after trauma or surgery which can restrict normal 
motion.

AEROBIC: Exercise in which energy needed is supplied by oxygen 
inspired and is required for sustained periods of vigorous exercise with a 
continually high pulse rate.

ANABOLIC STEROIDS: Steroids that promote tissue growth by creating 
protein in an attempt to enhance muscle growth. The main anabolic steroid 
is testosterone (male sex hormone).

ANAEROBIC: Exercise without the use of oxygen as an energy source; short 
bursts of vigorous exercise.

ANTERIOR CRUCIATE LIGAMENT (ACL): A primary stabilizing ligament 
within the center of the knee joint that prevents hyperextension and 
excessive rotation of the joint. A complete tear of the ACL necessitating 
reconstruction could require up to 12 months of rehabilitation.

ANTI INFLAMMATORY: Any agent which prevents inflammation, such as 
aspirin or ibuprofen.

ARTERIOGRAM: A film demonstrating arteries after injection of a dye.

ARTHROGRAM: X ray technique for joints using air and/or dye injected into 
the affected area; useful in diagnosing meniscus tears of the knee and 
rotator cuff tears of the shoulder.

ARTHROSCOPE: An instrument used to visualize the interior of a joint 
cavity.

ARTHROSCOPY: A surgical examination of the internal structures of a 
joint by means of observation through an arthroscope. An arthroscopic 
procedure can be used to remove or repair damaged tissue or as a 
diagnostic procedure in order to inspect the extent of any damage or 
confirm a diagnosis.

ATROPHY: To shrivel or shrink from disuse; as in muscular atrophy.

B
BAKER’S CYST: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in the back of the knee 
as a result of fluid that has escaped from the knee capsule. A Baker’s 
cyst indicates that there is a trauma inside the knee joint that leads to 
excessive fluid production.

BONE SCAN: An imaging procedure in which a radioactive labeled substance 
is injected into the body to determine the status of a bone injury. If the 
radioactive substance is taken up by the bone at the injury site, the injury 
will show as a ‘hot spot’ on the scan image. The bone scan is particularly 
useful in the diagnosis of stress fractures.

BURSA: A fluid filled sac located in areas where friction is likely to occur.  
The bursa sac minimizes the friction, for example, between a tendon and 
bone.

C
CARTILAGE: Smooth, slippery substance preventing two ends of bones 
from rubbing together and grating. Most joints use this to cover bones next 
to each other. A meniscus is made of cartilage.

CAT SCAN (COMPUTERIZED TOMOGRAPHY): Use of a computer to produce 
a cross-sectional view of the anatomical part being investigated from x 
ray data.

CHONDROMALACIA: Roughening of the articular cartilage. Best known for 
the roughening of the underside of the kneecap, which can occur in any 
kneecap injury.

CLAVICLE: Collarbone; the bone connecting the breastbone with the 
shoulder blade.

CLOSED REDUCTION: Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation without 
surgery.

COCCYX: The ‘tailbone,’ a group of four vertebrae that are fused together to 
form a small triangular bone, located at the terminal end of the spine.

CONCUSSION: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in dysfunction. It can be 
graded as mild, moderate or severe, depending on loss of consciousness, 
amnesia and loss of equilibrium.

CONTUSION: An injury to a muscle and tissues caused by a blow from a 
blunt object.

CORTICOSTEROIDS: Used to suppress joint inflammation and inflammation 
in a bursa or near tendons.

CRYOTHERAPY: A treatment with the use of cold.

CYST: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semi solid matter.

D
DEGENERATIVE JOINT DISEASE: Changes in the joint surfaces as a result of 
repetitive trauma and ‘wear and tear’.

DELTOID LIGAMENT: Ligament that connects the tibia to bones of the 
medial aspect of the foot and is primarily responsible for stability of the 
ankle on the medial side. Is sprained less frequently than other ankle 
ligaments.

DELTOID MUSCLE: Muscles at the top of the arm, just below the shoulder, 
responsible for shoulder motions in the front, side and back.

DISC, INTERVERTEBRAL: A flat, rounded plate between each vertebrae of 
the spine. The disc consists of a thick fiber ring which surrounds a soft gel 
like interior. It functions as a cushion and shock absorber for the spinal 
column.

DISLOCATION: Complete displacement of joint surfaces.

E
ELECTROMYOGRAM (EMG): Test to determine nerve function.

EPICONONDYLITIS: Inflammation of tendons at the elbow due to overuse.  
Common in

tennis players (outer part of elbow) and golfers (inner part of elbow)

ETIOLOGY: Study of the cause of injury and disease.
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EXTENSION: Action of straightening of a joint as achieved by an extensor 
muscle.

F
FASCIA: A connective tissue sheath consisting of fibrous tissue and fat 
which unites the skin to the underlying tissue.

FAT PERCENTAGE: The amount of body weight that is adipose, fat tissue. Fat 
percentage can be calculated by underwater weighing, measuring select 
skinfold thickness or by analyzing electrical impedance.

FEMUR: Thighbone; longest bone in the body.

FIBULA: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg; runs from the knee to the 
ankle along the outside of the lower leg.

FLEXIBILITY: The ability of muscle to relax and yield to stretch forces.

FRACTURE: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of fractures include 
simple, compound, comminuted, greenstick, incomplete, impacted, 
longitudinal, oblique, open, stress or transverse.

G
GLENOHUMERAL: The shoulder girdle; consists of the glenoid capsule, head 
of the humerus and labrum.

GLENOID: Cavity of the scapula into which the head of the humerus fits to 
form the shoulder girdle.

GLENOID LABRUM: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue attached around the 
margin of the glenoid fossa.

GRADE ONE INJURY: A mild injury in which ligament, tendon or other 
musculoskeletal tissue may have been stretched, but not torn or otherwise 
disrupted.

GRADE TWO INJURY: A moderate injury in which musculoskeletal tissue 
has been partially, but not totally torn, causing appreciable limitation in 
function of the injured tissue.

GRADE THREE INJURY: A severe injury in which tissue loss has been 
significant, and in many cases, totally torn or otherwise disrupted, causing 
a virtual loss of function.

GROIN: Junction of the thigh and abdomen, location of muscles that rotate, 
flex and adduct the hip.

H
HAMMER TOE: Condition when the first digit of a toe is at a different angle 
that the remaining digits of the same toe.

HAMSTRING: Category of muscle that runs from the buttocks to the knee 
along the back of the thigh. It functions to flex the knee and is often times 
injured as a result of improper conditioning or lack of muscle flexibility.

HEMARTHROSIS: Accumulation of blood within a joint as a result of an 
acute injury.

HEMATOMA: Mass produced by an accumulation of coagulated blood in a 
cavity or in soft tissues.

HIGH ANKLE SPRAIN: Disruption of thick connective tissue between the 
tibia and fibula above the ankle joint.

HIP POINTER: Contusion to the iliac crest.

HYDROTHERAPY: Treatment using water.

HYPEREXTENSION: Extreme extension of a limb or body part.

I
ICE AND STIMULATION: Use of ice to reduce inflammation and muscle 
stimulation by

surface electrodes to maintain muscle strength used in rehabilitation of 
injury.

ILIOTIBIAL BAND: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs from the iliac crest 
to the knee joint on the outside of the thigh.

INFLAMMATION: The body’s natural response to injury in which the injury 
site might display various degrees of pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or 
loss of function.

ISOMETRIC CONTRACTION: Muscular contraction in which tension is 
developed but no mechanical work is done.

L
LABRUM (LABRUM GLENOIDULE): The cartilage of the glenoid cavity in the 
shoulder. A lip edged or lip like structure.

LATERAL COLLATERAL LIGAMENT (LCL): Ligament of the knee along the 
outer aspect that connects the femur to the fibula. It provides lateral 
stability to the joint.

LIGAMENT: Band of fibrous tissue that connects bone to bone or bone to 
cartilage and supports and strengthens joints.

M
MAGNETIC RESONANCE IMAGING (MRI): Imaging procedure in which a 
radio frequency pulse causes certain electrical elements of the injured 
tissue to react to this pulse and through this process a computer display 
and permanent film establish a visual image. MRI does not require radiation 
and is very useful in the diagnosis of soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.

MANDIBLE: Jaw bone

MEDIAL COLLATERAL LIGAMENT (MCL): Ligament of knee along the inner 
aspect that connects the femur to the tibia.

MENISCUS: Crescent-shaped cartilage, usually pertaining to the knee joint; 
also known as cartilage. There are two menisci in the knee - medial and 
lateral. These work to absorb weight within the knee and provide stability.

METACARPALS: Five long bones of the hand, joining the fingers to the wrist.

METATARSALS: Five long bones of the foot, running from the ankle to the 
toes.

MYOSITIS: Inflammation of a muscle.

O
OPEN REDUCTION: Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation with surgery.

ORTHOTIC: Any device applied to or around the body of physical impairment 
of disability.  Commonly used to control foot mechanics. 

OSTEOCHONDRITIS DESSICANS: A piece of bone and/or cartilage loosened 
from its attachment after trauma and a cause of a lesion.



OSTEOMYELITIS: An inflammatory disease of bone caused usually by 
infection with streptococcus or staphylococcus bacteria.

P
PATELLA: The kneecap. The patella functions to protect the distal end 
of the femur as well as increase the mechanical advantage and force 
generating capacities of the quadriceps muscle group.

PLANTAR FASCIITIS: Inflammation of the plantar (a thick tissue on the 
bottom of the foot which helps create the arch) fascia; associated with 
overuse or acute foot injury.

POSTERIOR CRUCIATE LIGAMENT (PCL): A primary stabilizing ligament 
of the knee that provides significant stability and prevents displacement 
of the tibia backward within the knee joint. A complete tear of this 
ligament necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12 months of 
rehabilitation.

Q
QUADRICEP MUSCLES: A group of four muscles of the front thigh that run 
from the hip and form a common tendon at the patella; they are responsible 
for knee extension.

R
RADIUS: Bone in the forearm from elbow to the thumb side of the wrist. 

RECONSTRUCTION: Surgical rebuilding of a joint using natural, artificial or 
transplanted materials.

ROTATOR CUFF: Comprised of four muscles in the shoulder area that can be 
irritated by overuse. The muscles are the supraspinatus (most commonly 
injured), infraspinatus, teres minor and subscapularis.

S
SACROILIAC: Junction of the sacrum, the lower back bone, with the pelvis.

SACRUM: Group of five fused vertebrae located just below the lumbar 
vertebrae of the lower back, which form part of the pelvis.

SCAPULA: Shoulder blade.

SCIATICA: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in pain or tingling 
running down the inside of the leg.

SCIATIC NERVE: Major nerve that carries impulses for muscular action and 
sensations between the low back and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest 
nerve in the body.

SHIN SPLINT: A catch all syndrome describing pain in the shin that is not a 
fracture or tumor and cannot be defined otherwise.

SPLEEN: Large, solid organ responsible for the normal production and 
destruction of blood cells located under the left rib cage.

SPONDYLOSIS: Abnormal vertebral fixation or immobility, or a general term 
for arthritis of the spine.

SPRAIN: Injury resulting from the stretching or twisting of the joint and 
causes various degrees of stretching or tearing of a ligament or other soft 
tissue at the joint.

STRAIN: Injury resulting from a pulling or torsion to the muscle or tendon 
that causes various degrees of stretching or tearing to the muscle or 
tendon tissue.

STRESS FRACTURE: A hair line type of break in a bone.  Caused by overuse.

SUBLUXATION: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term usually implies that 
the joint can return to a normal position without formal reduction.

SYNOVIAL FLUID: Lubricating fluid for joints and tendons, produced in 
synovium, or the inner lining of a joint.

SYNOVITIS: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.

T
TALUS: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia and fibula to form 
the ankle joint.

TARSALS: Group of seven bones of the foot consisting of the calnavicular, 
talus, cuboid and three cuneiform bones.

TENDINITIS: Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon sheath, caused by 
chronic overuse or sudden injury.

TENDON: Tissue that connects muscle to bone. 

TENOSYNOVITIS: Swelling or inflammation of a tendon sheath caused by 
calcium deposits, repeated strain or trauma.

TIBIA: Shin bone; larger of the two bones of the lower leg and is the weight 
bearing bone of the shin.

TRANSCUTANEOUS ELECTRICAL NERVE STIMULATOR (TENS): An electrical 
modality that sends a mild current through pads at the injury site which 
stimulates the brain to release the natural analgesic endorphin.

TRANSVERSE PROCESS: Small lateral projection off the right and left side 
of each vertebrae that functions as an attachment site for muscles and 
ligaments of the spine.

TRICEPS: Muscle of the back of the upper arm, primarily responsible for 
extending the elbow. 

U
ULNA: Inner bone of the forearm that runs from the tip of the elbow to the 
little finger side of the wrist.

ULNAR NERVE: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated from excessive 
throwing.

ULTRASOUND: An electrical modality that transmits a sound wave through 
an applicator into the skin to the soft tissue in order to heat the local 
area for relaxing the injured tissue and/or disperse edema…Also a type of 
imaging study for certain body areas.

W
“WIND KNOCKED OUT”: Syndrome describing a contraction of the 
abdominal nerve truck, the solar plexus, as a result of an abdominal 
contusion.

MEDIA REGULATIONS & POLICIES

PARKING
Limited parking passes are available on a season basis upon 
request to the public relations office.  Media members can be 
added to the parking list on a single-game basis, but parking 
spaces are limited.  Requests must be made when requesting 
game credentials.

Requests to park local news television trucks in the compound 
must be made at least 24 hours in advance. One truck per outlet 
will be permitted access to the compound starting approximately 
three hours prior to the game. Trucks may be relocated to the 
grass lot due to space limitations.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS 
Media credentials will be issued only for working members of the 
media. Season credentials will be issued to those assigned to 
cover the Lightning regularly, and single game credentials must 
be requested via email on company letterhead at least 24 hours in 
advance. Only previously approved media may pick up game-night 
credentials at media will call. Media will call is located at the 
employee/guest entrance on the southeast side of the Tampa Bay 
Times Forum (Gate D). It opens 2-1/2 hours before Lightning games 
(5:00 p.m. for a 7:30 p.m. start). All media must enter through 
Gate D. 

MEDIA LOUNGE
The media lounge is located on Level 1 (Event Level) on the south 
side of the building. Meal and beverage service is available for 
a donation and begins two hours before face-off and ends five 
minutes after the start of each game. Only individuals with 
credentials will be allowed access to the media lounge.

MEDIA WORK ROOM
The media work room is located on Level 1 (Event Level) on the 
south side of the building next to the media lounge. It is open and 
available for use by working media before, during and after games. 
Long distance calls must be made on a credit card or collect basis.  
Wireless internet is available at no cost.

PRESS BOX ACCESS
To access the press box, take the elevator located on Level 1 
(Event Level) on the east side of the Tampa Bay Times Forum. The 
elevator will be available at the Press Box (Level 7) at the end of 
each game for immediate access to the locker rooms. 

TOM McEWEN PRESS BOX
The Tom McEwen Press Box is located on Level 7 on the east side 
of building. Booths will be assigned to radio, television, coaching 
staffs and off-ice officials. Media will be assigned to seats, which 
will be posted for each game in the press box and media work 
room. Please sit in your assigned seat, or see a Lightning public 
relations representative if you have not been assigned one.

PRESS BOX SERVICES
Telephones and internet access (wireless is available at no charge) 
are provided for use by media throughout the press box. Long 
distance calls must be made on a credit card or collect basis. 
Electrical outlets are located at the base of the wall in front of 
each seat. 

Television monitors have been positioned above the seating 
area. If you wish to review a play, see a Lightning public relations 
representative. Plays can be reviewed in the off-ice official booth 
at the end of a period or at the end of the game. 

Game summary sheets will be distributed between periods and 
following the end of the game in the press box, locker room and 
working media room. Out of town scores will be posted once during 
each period and at the conclusion of each period. Goals, penalties 
and notes of interest will be announced over the press box PA. 
Attendance will be announced during the third period. Quote 
sheets including both coaches and 1-2 players for each team will 
be distributed as quickly as possible to the working media room 
and press box following each game. 

Beverages and snacks will be available in the press box during 
each game.

PHOTO
Scott Audette, Lightning team photographer, will assign photo 
locations. Please be sure to see Scott prior to each game for 
assigned photo locations, and all photographers must only shoot 
from assigned photo areas. It is imperative that all photographers 
be courteous to spectators and especially cognizant not to 
obstruct the view of paying spectators.

The photo room is located on Level 1 (Event Level) and available 
for still photographers. The room is equipped with phone lines, 
televisions and power. Contact Scott Audette regarding photo 
room usage.

PHOTO LOCATIONS
Locations will be assigned by Scott Audette.  Please be sure to 
see Scott prior to each game specifically for all photo locations.

If you are assigned a location in a seating 
area, setup must be complete at least one hour prior to the start 
of the game, as ticket holders will occupy this area. Requests for a 
live interview must be submitted 24 hours in advance.

GAME FOOTAGE
Local TV stations are reminded that you are not permitted to shoot 
game action if the game is televised locally, nationally or back to 
visiting market. Local stations will be permitted to shoot game 
highlights if there is no television coverage. Contact Lightning 
public relations prior to a non-televised game for an assigned 
location.

LOCKER ROOM ACCESS
Access to the locker room corridor will be strictly enforced to only 
allow credential-holders into this area. Also, please be advised 
that no media or broadcasters are ever allowed in the coaches’ 
offices unless escorted by a member of the public relations 
department.

The Lightning locker room is closed to all media and broadcasters 
prior to games; however, a member of the Lightning public 
relations staff will be available in the locker room hallway prior 
to games to bring out requested players for interviews until 90 
minutes before the opening face-off.

The Lightning locker room will open within five minutes after the 
conclusion of games. Coach Jon Cooper will meet with the media 
approximately 10 minutes after the locker room has been opened 
in the post game conference room located in the locker room 
hallway.

After practices and game-day skates, the locker room will be open 
shortly after the first group of players leaves the ice. The locker 
room will NEVER be open prior to a practice or a game-day skate.

For practice times please contact a member of the Lightning public 
relations staff.

INJURY REPORTS
A member of the public relations staff will provide in-game injury 
reports as quickly as they are available from the Lightning medical 
staff. No media will be permitted in the locker room area while play 
is in progress and should not approach medical personnel during 
the course of a game. The Lightning will also provide an injury 
report approximately 20 minutes after the conclusion of each 
game and again the following day.

TRAVELING MEDIA
Please be advised that all locker room policies for games and 
practices will also be enforced on the road. The team bus will 
depart the arena no later than one hour after the conclusion of 
a game, and media or broadcasters traveling with the team may 
not conduct interviews with players or coaches on buses or team 
charters. 

GUESTS
Guests will not be permitted in the Tampa Bay Times Forum 
without prior approval by the Lightning public relations 
department. Media caught bringing guests into the Tampa Bay 
Times Forum without prior approval will have their credentials 
revoked.

AUTOGRAPHS
No credential-holders are permitted to ask players or coaches for 
autographs before, during or after games. Violators of this policy 
will immediately have their credentials revoked.

TRANSFER OF CREDENTIALS
Transfer of credentials is strictly prohibited. Violators will forfeit 
credentials for the remainder of the season. If you encounter a 
problem or have questions, please ask a member of the Lightning 
public relations staff. Be assured we will do everything possible to 
satisfy your request or answer your questions.

Q: Where can I buy team merchandise?

A: By visiting the newly renovated Tampa Bay Sports located inside the Tampa 
Bay Times Forum right next to the box office, you can contact the store by calling 
813.301.6930

Q: I want to know if ___________ (fill in the blank) will be performing at the 
Tampa Bay Times Forum in the next year. Can you please tell me???

A: If it isn’t in our Event Gallery or upcoming shows list, we don’t know about 
it yet.

Q: Is a specific performance an End Stage or a Center Stage setup?

A: You can view a seating map for each event by clicking on the “View Seating 
Map” link in the ticket information box on each event page online.

Q: Where can I park?

A: 1,500 spaces are available in the South Regional Parking Garage, located on 
the west side of the Forum. 10,000 spaces are within walking distance (South 
of Kennedy Blvd). Additionally, reserved parking for events can be purchased 
in advance by clicking the “Purchase Advanced Parking” link in the Ticket 
Information section of each event page online.

Q: Where can I get money?

A: Inside the Tampa Bay Times Forum, ATMs can be found on all Levels (with the 
exception of the Executive Suite Level).

Q: Where can I receive medical attention?

A: There are two first aid offices in the Tampa Bay Times Forum, located on the 
Plaza at section 112 and on the Terrace at section 312.

Q: What if I need to use the restrooms?

A: There are a total of 37 public restrooms, including disabled restrooms and 
restrooms equipped with baby changing stations on each level of the forum.

Q: Where can I smoke?

A: Smoking is not permitted inside the Tampa Bay Times Forum. Guests on the 
100 and 300 Levels may use the smoking area on the plaza by taking the SW stair 
tower located across from sections 328 and 126 down to level 2 and go outside. 
Guests on the Club Level may use the Heineken Deck outside section 212.

Q: What if I need guest services?

A: Guest Services is located across from section 101.

Q: Can I scalp tickets?

A: Selling of tickets for any Tampa Bay Times Forum event, including Lightning 
tickets, on the premises is strictly prohibited. Violators will be prosecuted.

Q: Am I allowed to take pictures or video?

A: Video cameras are not permitted into the Tampa Bay Times Forum. For all 
Lightning games, spectators are allowed to bring in cameras that do not have 
a detachable lens or large telephoto lens. Guests wanting to know the specific 
policy for other events should call the box office prior to arrival at 813.301.6500.

Q: Can I bring my pet?

A: Pets are not permitted in the Tampa Bay Times Forum, however all service 
animals are welcome.

Q: Pucks and Storm Footballs?
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A: Safety Warning: Pucks can be propelled into the spectator areas any time 
warm-up or play is in progress, or after the stoppage of play. To help avoid injury, 
stay alert whenever you are in the stands. If you are injured, ask the nearest 
usher for directions to the medical station.

Fans are welcome to keep any puck shot into the stands, but NHL rules prohibit 
interference with any game in progress. Any fan interfering with a game will be 
ejected from the building.

Safety netting has been installed around both endzones for further safety to all 
fans. If you have any questions about the netting, please call 813.301.6500. For 
The Tampa Bay Storm games fans must return the footballs during warm-ups but 
are more than welcome to keep the balls if retrieved during a game.

Q: What to expect when you arrive at the Tampa Bay Times Forum?

A: In the interest of our guests’ safety, the following items may not be brought 
into the Tampa Bay Times Forum.

To help ensure your safety the Tampa Bay Times Forum and the Tampa Bay 
Lightning are preserving all current security measures. These procedures 
are designed to help our fans have a safe and enjoyable visit to our arena. We 
apologize for any inconvenience you may experience. Your safety is always our 
first concern. Thank you for your patience and cooperation.

The following items will not be allowed at Tampa Bay Times Forum events:

•	 No bags or backpacks. Purses and diaper bags are permitted but will be  
	 searched. 

•	 Cameras meeting designated event standards will be permitted, but  
	 camera bags will not be permitted. 

•	 Binoculars are permitted. Binocular bags are not permitted. 

•	 No video or audio recording devices. 

•	 No knives of any kind 

•	 No laser pointers. 

•	 No weapons of any kind. Even licensed law enforcement officials  
	 attending the event are prohibited from carrying weapons. 

•	 No bottles, cans, or containers of any kind. 

•	 No sharp objects, sticks or poles of any kind. 

•	 No fireworks. 

•	 No pepper spray or mace. 

•	 No food or beverage items. Baby bottles and formula are permitted. 

•	 No drugs or controlled substances. 

•	 No chairs, folding chairs or any other type of individual chair for use

The Tampa Bay Times Forum does not have a paging system, 
however, all staff members with hand held radios will be given a description of 
missing parties.

	 What is it?

	 A wristbanding program developed to help reunite lost children with their 
parents or guardians.

	 Purpose:

	 In the unlikely event that you and your child are separated, your child will 
be wearing a wristband containing his or her seat location. This wristband 
will assist Ice Palace staff members in returning your child to their seat.

	 Where is the program located?

	 The Tag-A-Kid Program can be found at our Guest Services stand located in 
section 101.

	 How much does the program cost?

	 The Tag-A-Kid Program is a FREE service offered to all Tampa Bay Times 
Forum guests.

	 When:

	 The Tag-A-Kid Program will be used during all major Tampa Bay Times 
Forum events.

	 How does it Work?

	 The program is easy. Simply visit our Guest Services stand at section 101 
prior to any Tampa Bay Times Forum event. A Guest Services attendant 
will then take down your name and your child’s location. Some of this 
information is then transferred to a Tag-A-Kid wristband. Finally, the 
Guest Services attendant will hand the wristband over to you. Apply the 
wristband to your child and that’s it!
