One of the Wild’s longest tenured employees, Ruane spent 19 years with the company serving in a 
variety of roles in the security department. Whether it was a Wild game or a concert, Steve could 
always be found inside Xcel Energy Center, doing his best to get things done.

“Stevie was a loyal, caring and dependable employee,” said Minnesota Wild Owner Craig Leipold. “He 
did everything for us, but sharpen the skates.”

Steve worked in a variety of roles at a number of Twin Cities professional sports facilities including 
Met Stadium, Met Center and The Saint Paul Civic Center before joining the Wild and Xcel Energy 
Center full-time. While with the Wild, he worked closely with Bob Naegele, Jr. and Craig Leipold, and 
developed a strong relationship to both.

Steve made a lasting impression on numerous local and national celebrities during his career 
including Hubert Humphrey, Stevie Nicks, Former President Bill Clinton, Wayne Gretzky and Mike 
Modano.

A native of Bloomington, he graduated from Kennedy High School in 1972 and worked in accounting 
until joining the Wild in 2000.

Xcel Energy Center is consistently recognized as one of the best 
venues worldwide for sporting events, concerts and family shows. The 
one-of-a-kind, multi-purpose facility home to more than 150 events 
and approximately 1.7 million visitors each year.  The venue opened 
its doors on Sept. 29, 2000, when the new National Hockey League 
franchise Minnesota Wild played their first preseason game followed 
the next night by the arena’s first concert featuring Barenaked Ladies.

In addition to perennial favorites such as the Minnesota State High 
School League’s Boys’ and Girls’ Hockey and Wrestling Tournaments, 
the venue has played host to several world-renowned events in its 
history including the Super Bowl LII Opening Night and Media Day 
events, 2008 Republican National Convention, NCAA Men’s Frozen 
Four (2018, 2011, 2002), U.S. Figure Skating Championships (2016, 
2008), USA Gymnastics’ National Championships (2011, 2006), as 

well as some of entertainment’s most legendary performers including 
Adele, Madonna, Bruno Mars, Rolling Stones, Taylor Swift, Bruce 
Springsteen, Elton John and Minnesota native and favorite son, Prince. 
Additionally, the National Collegiate Hockey Conference championship 
tournament, the Frozen Faceoff, makes its home at Xcel Energy Center.

Xcel Energy Center and adjacent Saint Paul RiverCentre are known 
for being passionate about creating the best experiences imaginable 
for their guests, and that includes providing a setting that is a model 
of sustainable practices. Our efforts have been designed to integrate 
into our daily operations and our culture. Xcel Energy Center and Saint 
Paul RiverCentre are honored to have been recognized as leaders in 
sustainability and are certified by LEED, APEX/ASTM and Green Globes.

Xcel Energy Center is managed by the Saint Paul Arena Company.

Minnesota Sports & Entertainment (MSE) was originally formed in 1997 by majority owner Bob Naegele, Jr., and a group of investors when they 
were awarded the rights to an expansion National Hockey League (NHL) franchise for the City of Saint Paul.

On June 25, 1997, the NHL officially approved expansion to 30 teams by the year 2000 with the announcement of new clubs in Atlanta, Columbus, 
Minnesota and Nashville. The Nashville Predators entered the League in 1998-99, the Atlanta Thrashers in 1999-2000. The Minnesota Wild and 
Columbus Blue Jackets began play in 2000-01.

On Jan. 22, 1998, Minnesota and hockey fans all over the world were introduced to the Minnesota Wild. During a historic ceremony at Maplewood, 
Minnesota’s Aldrich Arena, the organization revealed the name which was chosen from thousands of suggestions offered by Minnesota hockey 
fans over a six-month period. 

In front of a capacity crowd of hockey fans young and old, the logo was unveiled on the side of a large puck which descended from above at center 
ice. The mark depicted the word “Wild” designed in an organic, naturalist form and included the team’s official colors of Iron Range Red, Forest 
Green, Harvest Gold and Minnesota Wheat.

“We think it [Wild] represents what Minnesota hockey fans hold most dear — our rugged natural wilderness, the premier brand of hockey that’s 
native to Minnesota and the great enthusiasm of all our hockey fans,” said Minnesota Wild CEO Jac Sperling.

The Wild continued to honor the history and naturalistic tradition of the state of Minnesota when it unveiled its sweater on Nov. 18, 1999. Again, 
the club turned to its hockey roots by holding a ceremony to reveal the sweater at the Roseville Skating Center in front of a sold-out crowd of 
season ticket deposit holders. The crest of the jersey, one of the most unique and striking marks in all of professional sports, is a Minnesota 
Wilderness pictogram including a wild animal, the North Star, evergreen trees, a red sky, the sun and/or moon and a stream. It now appears on 
the front of the road sweaters. The road jersey is white, trimmed in Iron Range Red, Harvest Gold and Forest Green. The numbering and lettering 
on the jersey is tri-color with an organic design, which also ties into the overall wilderness theme the club has established.

On June 20, 2017, the Minnesota Wild Brand Content and Creative Services team worked with designers from the NHL and adidas to unveil the 
new ADIZERO Authentic NHL jerseys and uniforms that debuted for the 2017-18 season. The new home jersey gives a vintage feel that pays tribute 
to some of the best sweaters from the long history of our game in the State of Hockey. The primary color of the home jersey is Forest Green with 
a distinctive wheat-colored horizontal chest stripe that sets off the primary logo crest on the front of the jersey. A wheat stripe is also included 
at the bottom of the jersey. The new shoulder patch takes its design from the Wild script wordmark that had been a part of the green alternate 
sweaters that were worn from 2009 until last season. That distinctive “M” was also featured on the Stadium Series uniform worn by the Wild on 
Feb. 21, 2016. The new home uniform also includes Iron Range Red stripes on the sleeves and socks, and the numbers on the back of the jersey 
are outlined in Iron Range Red. The new adidas road jersey carries on the popular look and clean design first introduced on the white jersey for 
the 2013-14 season.

Since its 
inaugural season in 
2014, over 4,000 kids 
have been introduced 
to hockey through the 
program. Little Wild 
has expanded from 
six locations in 2014 
to 20 locations in 
2019, including clinics 
throughout the metro 
and greater Minnesota.

TICKET ASSIST DONATION PROGRAM

The Minnesota Wild also lends its support to various 
educational initiatives.

The Minnesota Wild Youth Hockey Spotlight Games, 
presented by US Bank, are a unique community initiative 
that travels across the state of Minnesota to give youth 
hockey players a once-in-a-lifetime NHL experience.

FACEOFF FOR FITNESS SCHOOL ASSEMBLY PROGRAM
The Minnesota Wild Faceoff for Fitness School Assembly 
Program is a great way to energize elementary school students, 
help them understand the importance of a healthy and active 
lifestyle and learn more about the great sport of hockey 
through a partnership with the Minnesota Wild.

Guerin also made 15 appearances in the Stanley Cup Playoffs and tallied 74 points (39-35=74) and 162 PIM in 140 career playoff contests, 
winning the Stanley Cup in 1995 with New Jersey and in 2009 with Pittsburgh. He was selected by New Jersey in the first round (fifth overall) of 
the 1989 NHL Entry Draft.  

Guerin represented the United States at three Olympic Games (1988, 2002 and 2006) and two World Cups of Hockey (1996, 2004), helping Team 
USA win a gold medal at the 1996 World Cup of Hockey and a silver medal at the 2002 Olympics. He also played for Team USA at the 1989 and 
1990 IIHF World Junior Championships and played in 46 games for the U.S. National Team during the 1991-92 Pre-Olympic Tour. Guerin tallied 
70 points (40-30=70) in 77 games during two seasons at Boston College (1989-91). The native of Worcester, Mass., was inducted into United 
States Hockey Hall of Fame in 2013.

The forward recorded 116 points 
(54-62=116), 722 penalty minutes and 1,398 hits in 607 career NHL games with the Colorado 
Avalanche (2008-10), Washington Capitals (2010-13), Nashville Predators (2013-14), 
Edmonton Oilers (2013-17), Winnipeg Jets (2017-19) and the Minnesota Wild (2018-19). He 
has also played in 39 career Stanley Cup Playoff games with Colorado (2009-10), Washington 
(2010-13) and Winnipeg (2017-18).

Hendricks collected 112 points (54-58=112) and 193 penalty minutes in 152 games during four seasons at St. Cloud State

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Bruce Boudreau (boo-DROH) is in his fourth season as Minnesota Wild Head Coach after being 
named to the position on May 7, 2016. He owns a record of 540-279-108 (.641) in 12 seasons as 
an NHL head coach with the Wild, Anaheim Ducks and the Washington Capitals, leading his team 
to a division title eight times. Boudreau coached the Central Division at the 2017 NHL All-Star 
Game – the first time in team history and the first time in his career he served as All-Star Game 
coach. He’s the first coach in NHL history to lead three different teams to win streaks of 11-plus 
games, became the fastest coach in NHL history to reach the 400-win milestone (663 games) 
on March 5, 2016 and the second-fastest coach to reach the 500-win milestone (837 games) on 
March 24, 2018. He is 43-47 in 10 trips to the Stanley Cup Playoffs and is the seventh head coach 
in NHL history to win 200-plus games with multiple teams.

Boudreau was named Head Coach of the Anaheim Ducks on Nov. 30, 2011, and compiled a record of 208-104-40 (.647) in 352 
games in parts of five seasons (2011-16). The 2015-16 season marked the fourth straight Pacific Division title for the Ducks. 
Anaheim set franchise records for most wins (54), points (116) and goals (266) in a season in 2013-14 and Boudreau was 
named a finalist for the Jack Adams Award after guiding Anaheim to a 30-12-6 record in 2012-13.

He compiled a record of 201-88-40 (.672) in parts of five seasons (2007-11) as Head Coach of the Washington Capitals, 
winning the Southeast Division four times. Boudreau led his club to the 2010 Presidents’ Trophy as the club set team records 
for most points (121) and goals (313) in a season in 2009-10, and won the 2008 Jack Adams Award. He became the fastest 
coach in modern day NHL history to win 200 games on Nov. 11, 2011, and recorded more wins (184) in his first 300 NHL games 
than any NHL coach.

Boudreau was named interim head coach of the Capitals on Nov. 22, 2007. On that date, Washington was 30th in the NHL 
standings. He led the club to a 37-17-7 finish as the Capitals won the Southeast Division. Boudreau, whose interim tag was 
removed on Dec. 26, 2007, became the second head coach to win the Jack Adams Award after taking over a team midseason. 
In 2008-09, Boudreau led the Capitals to their first playoff series win since 1988.

Before joining the Capitals, he spent parts of nine seasons as a head coach in the American Hockey League (AHL), including two 
seasons with Lowell (1999-2001), four seasons with Manchester (2001-05) and parts of three seasons with Hershey (2005-08). 
He won the 2006 Calder Cup and advanced to the 2007 Calder Cup Final.

Boudreau began his coaching career in the Colonial Hockey League with Muskegon (1992-93) and won the Commissioners’ 
Trophy as the International Hockey League Coach of the Year in 1993-94 with Fort Wayne. He also served as head coach and 
director of hockey operations for Mississippi (ECHL), where he won the 1999 Kelly Cup.

Boudreau played parts of eight NHL seasons (1976-86) with the Toronto Maple Leafs and Chicago Blackhawks recording 70 
points (28-42=70) in 141 career games. The native of Toronto, Ont., was originally selected by the Maple Leafs in the third 
round of the 1975 NHL Entry Draft. He was also selected in the first round of the 1974 World Hockey Association Draft by the 
Minnesota Fighting Saints and skated in 30 games with the Fighting Saints in 1975-76. Boudreau tallied 165 points (68-
97=165) in 69 games with the Toronto Marlboros in 1974-75, to win the Eddie Powers Memorial Trophy as the leading scorer 
in the Ontario Hockey Association. 

He ranks 12th all-time in AHL scoring with 799 points (316-483=799) in 634 games. No AHL player in the 1980s notched more 
points than Boudreau. In 1987-88, he won the John B. Sollenberger Trophy (led AHL in scoring) and the Fred T. Hunt Memorial 
Award (sportsmanship and dedication to hockey), and was a member of the 1992 Calder Cup champion Adirondack Red Wings. 
Boudreau was inducted into the AHL Hall-of-Fame in 2009.

He and his wife, Crystal, have four children: sons Ben, Andy and Brady, daughter, Kasey, two granddaughters and a grandson. 
Ben is the head coach with the Fort Wayne Komets in the ECHL and Andy is a strength and conditioning coach at the Banff 
Hockey Academy. The Boudreau’s are part owners of the Minnesota Blue Ox in Coon Rapids of the United States Premier Hockey 
League, where Brady is an assistant coach.

BOUDREAU’S HEAD COACHING RECORD
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Bob Mason is in his 18th year as Goaltending Coach for the Minnesota Wild. He is responsible for 
working with goaltenders throughout the Wild organization. Under his tutelage, Devan Dubnyk 
ranked second in the NHL in goals-against average (GAA) and save percentage (SV%) and was 
named to the NHL’s Second All-Star Team, finished third in Vezina Trophy voting and fourth in 
Hart Trophy voting in 2014-15. Josh Harding led the NHL in GAA and SV% in 2013-14, while 
goaltenders Niklas Backstrom (2007) and Dwayne Roloson (2004) won the Roger Crozier Saving 
Grace Award. Dubnyk (2016, 2017), Backstrom (2009) and Roloson (2004) also represented 
Minnesota in the NHL All-Star Game. The Wild ranked first in the League in 2006-07 with a 2.20 
GAA and a .922 SV% and claimed the William Jennings Trophy as the team allowed a league-low 
191 goals against.

Mason also served as a Goaltending Consultant for the Atlanta Thrashers during its first two seasons of existence from 1999-
2001. Prior to joining the Thrashers, he spent three seasons with the University of Minnesota as a volunteer Goaltender Coach. 
Mason played parts of eight seasons in the NHL with the Washington Capitals, Chicago Blackhawks, Quebec Nordiques and 
Vancouver Canucks.

He finished his NHL career with a 55-65-16 record and a 3.76 GAA in 145 games from 1984 to 1991. He also appeared in five 
Stanley Cup playoff games, posting a 2-3 record and a 1.95 GAA with Washington and Chicago. The native of International 
Falls, Minn., played two seasons at the University of Minnesota-Duluth and was a member of Team USA at the 1984 Olympics 
in Sarajevo, Yugoslavia.

BOB MASON
GOALTENDING COACH

Bob Woods is in his third season as an Assistant Coach with the Minnesota Wild after being named to 
the position on June 24, 2017. He served as an assistant coach for the Buffalo Sabres during the 2016-
17 season. Before working with the Sabres, Woods spent two seasons (2014-16) as general manager 
and head coach of the Saskatoon Blades in the Western Hockey League (WHL).

This is the fourth time Woods is an assistant coach on Bruce Boudreau’s staff, previously with the 
Anaheim Ducks (2012-14) and Washington Capitals (2009-12) in the NHL, and with the Hershey Bears 
in the American Hockey League (AHL) from 2005-07. Woods was Boudreau’s successor in Hershey, 
becoming head coach 15 games into the 2007-08 season after Boudreau was named head coach in 
Washington. Woods helped Hershey win the AHL’s Calder Cup championship in 2006 and 2009.

A former defenseman, Woods played professional hockey for 13 seasons (1988-2001), including stops in the IHL, ECHL and AHL. He 
won a Calder Cup while playing with Hershey in 1997, and won the ECHL’s Kelly Cup with the Mississippi Sea Wolves in 1999 - where 
Boudreau served as head coach. Woods was inducted into the Saskatchewan Junior Hockey Hall of Fame in 2019, the ECHL Hall of Fame 
in 2012 and was originally selected by New Jersey in the 10th round (201st overall) of the 1988 NHL Entry Draft. 

He and his wife, Mary Sue, have two sons: Brendan, who recently signed a two-year contract with the Boston Bruins organization, and 
Colin, who plays hockey at Stevenson University.

BOB WOODS
ASSISTANT COACH

Darby Hendrickson is in his 10th season as an Assistant Coach with the Minnesota Wild.

Hendrickson was an original member of the Wild and one of the most popular players in team 
history, playing four seasons (2000-04) and scoring the team’s first goal at Xcel Energy Center 
on Oct. 11, 2000 vs. Philadelphia. The Richfield, Minn., native posted 60 points (29-31=60) in 
182 regular season games with the Wild. He appeared in 17 playoff matches with Minnesota 
in 2003 and recorded five points (2-3=5) including the game-winning goal in Game 7 of the 
Western Conference Semifinal at Vancouver on May 8, 2003. Hendrickson also skated with 
Toronto, the New York Islanders, Vancouver and Colorado, posting 129 points (65-64=129) and 
370 PIM in 518 games in parts of 10 NHL seasons.

He played for the University of Minnesota for two seasons (1991-93) after earning the 1991 Minnesota Mr. Hockey Award 
while playing for Richfield High School and was a member of the 1994 United States Olympic Team. Prior to joining the 
Wild, Hendrickson served as a studio analyst for FOX Sports North and an analyst for KSTC-TV, Channel 45’s coverage of the 
state high school hockey tournament, as well as a National Hockey League Players’ Association (NHLPA) Northwest Division 
Representative.

He and his wife, Dana, are the parents of four children: Mason, Addison, Beckett and Rennick.

DARBY HENDRICKSON
ASSISTANT COACH

Dean Evason is in his second season as an Assistant Coach for the Minnesota Wild after being named 
to the position on June 6, 2018. He joined the Wild after spending the last six seasons (2012-18) as 
head coach of the Milwaukee Admirals in the American Hockey League (AHL), leading the team to a 
record of 242-161-53 (.588). Prior to serving as the Admirals head coach, he spent seven seasons 
as an assistant coach with the Washington Capitals (2005-12), serving under current Minnesota 
Wild head coach Bruce Boudreau for parts of five seasons (2007-12). During Evason’s tenure with 
Washington, the Capitals went 294-206-74 (.576) and claimed four straight Southeast Division titles, 
advanced to the Stanley Cup Playoffs in each of his last five seasons (2008-12) and won the 2010 
Presidents’ Trophy. His responsibilities with the Capitals included faceoffs (Washington finished in the 
NHL’s Top 10 in faceoff percentage in five of his seven seasons), the penalty kill (which finished as 
high as second in the League under his watch (2010-11) and being in charge of the team’s forwards.

Prior to joining the Capitals, the Flin Flon, Man., native spent six seasons as a head coach in the Western Hockey League (WHL). He 
served as co-coach of the Calgary Hitmen in 2004-05, head coach of the Vancouver Giants for two seasons (2002-04) and head coach 
of the Kamloops Blazers for three seasons (1999-02).

Evason totaled 372 points (139-233=372) and 1,002 penalty minutes (PIM) in 803 career NHL games during 13 seasons (1983-96) 
as a center with the Capitals, Hartford Whalers, San Jose Sharks, Dallas Stars and Calgary Flames. He added 29 points (9-20=29) 
and 132 PIM in 55 Stanley Cup Playoff contests. He was originally selected by Washington in the fifth round (89th overall) of the 1982 
NHL Entry Draft.

An honored member of the Manitoba Hockey Hall of Fame, Evason served as a player/coach for Team Canada during the 1996-97 
season, captaining the team to a gold medal at the 1997 World Championship. He retired as a player following two seasons as a player/
coach with Landshut in the German League (1997-99).

Evason has three children, Bryce, Brianne and Brooke, and is married to Genevieve.

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Rick Bronwell is in his 10th season as Assistant Equipment Manager with the Minnesota Wild. 
He is responsible for assisting Minnesota’s equipment needs both at home and on the road, as 
well as locker room set-up and equipment repair.

Bronwell is a certified member of the Athletic Equipment Managers Association and spent three 
seasons as Assistant Equipment Manager for the San Jose Sharks (2007-10) before joining 
the Wild. Prior to that post, Bronwell spent five seasons as Head Equipment Manager for the 
Houston Aeros of the AHL (2002-07). A member of the Aeros 2003 Calder Cup Championship 
team, Bronwell also served as the Head Equipment Manager for Team Canada at the 2004 AHL

Eight of his 12 goals were the Wild’s 
first goal of the game. 

•	 Greenway ranked second on the Wild with eight first period goals. 
•	 His goal total was the fourth best in franchise history by a rookie.

SUTE UP
•	 Ryan Suter led the NHL in TOI/game at 26:42, the fourth time in the 

last seven seasons he has led the NHL in TOI/game. 
•	 He skated a season-high 32:36 at MTL (1/7), the most by an NHL 

player in a regulation game and second overall (Jeff Petry, 33:51). 
•	 Suter ranked 14th amongst NHL defensemen in scoring and T-14th 

in assists. 
•	 He recorded his 40th assist of the season vs. WPG (4/2) - the third 

time in his career he has recorded 40 assists in a season (third 
time in the last four seasons). Suter is the only defenseman in Wild 
history to record 40 assists in a season.

•	 Suter tallied an assist vs. NYI (3/17) for his 300th career point 
with the Wild - the seventh player in franchise history to reach the 
milestone.

•	 The Madison, Wisc., native ranks second amongst active NHL 
defensemen and second in franchise history in assists.

•	 He led the Wild in assists, ranked T-1st in multi-point games (12), 
T-3rd in PPP (15), fourth in scoring and fifth in blocked shots.

•	 Suter skated in his 1,000th NHL game vs. LA (10/25) to become the 
325th player (322nd skater) and 109th defenseman in NHL history 
to reach the milestone. He is the sixth player to play his 1,000th 
game in a Wild sweater: Eric Staal (3/19/17 at WPG); Matt Cooke 
(3/11/14 vs. EDM); Matt Cullen (1/10/12 vs. SJ); Andrew Brunette 
(2/1/11 vs. LA) and Keith Carney (2/24/08 vs. CGY).

•	 He tallied the GWG and an assist at DAL (10/19) to register his 
499th and 500th career points, respectively to become the sixth 
active NHL defenseman and 65th all-time to reach the 500-point 
milestone. 

•	 Per NHL Stats, he became the 11th U.S.-born defenseman in NHL 
history to reach the milestone and the 51st defenseman in NHL 
history to play in 1,000 games and record 500 points.

EASY PARISE
•	 Zach Parise tallied two first period goals vs. WPG (4/2) – his first 

multi-goal game of the season and 48th of his career. 
•	 He led the Wild with nine first period goals.
•	 Parise led the Wild with 61 points (28-33=61) in 74 games. Last 

season, he tallied 24 points (15-9=24) in 42 contests. 
•	 He tallied his 30th assist of the season at WPG (2/26) - his first 

30-assist season since 2011-12 and sixth of his career.
•	 Parise recorded 10 or more shots three times this season, the most 

by an NHL player. He tallied a career high and tied the franchise 
record with 11 shots vs. ANA (1/17).

•	 He also led the Wild in goals, PPG (10) and shots on goal, ranked 
T-1st in multi-point games (12), second in PPP (16), T-2nd in GWG 
(5) and third in assists.

•	 Parise registered his 341st career goal vs. BUF (11/17) to become 
the all-time leading goal scorer amongst Minnesota-born players.

•	 The Minneapolis native ranks first amongst active U.S.-born 
skaters in goals (361) and fourth in scoring.

•	 He recorded his 700th career point at LA (11/8) to become the 
fifth Minnesota-born skater to reach the 700-point milestone: Phil 
Housley, Neal Broten, Dave Christian, and Matt Cullen. 

IT’S STAAL GOOD
•	 Eric Staal tallied his 12th multi-point game of the season with a 

goal and an assist at VGK (3/29). 
•	 He recorded his 20th goal of the season and team-leading sixth 

GWG vs. NYR (3/16). He has reached the 20-goal plateau in all three 
of his seasons with the Wild and 12 of his 15 NHL seasons.

•	 Staal ranked T-1st on the team in multi-point games, second in 
scoring, goals and shots on goal, T-2nd in PPG (7), T-3rd in PPP (15) 
and fourth in assists.

•	 Staal recorded his 400th career NHL goal at STL (11/3) to become 
the sixth active NHL player to reach the milestone, 96th all-time.

•	 The Thunder Bay, Ont. native skated in his 1,100th NHL game at 
DAL (10/19) to become the seventh active skater and 188th all-time 
to reach the milestone.

•	 Staal ranks third amongst active players in shots on goal, fifth in 
goals, sixth in scoring, seventh in games, T-7th in GWG, ninth in 
PPG and 10th in assists.

ZUCKER TIME
•	 Jason Zucker tallied a goal in his 400th game vs. DAL (3/14) to 

become the 18th player to play 400 games in a Wild sweater.
•	 He scored all three goals in the Wild’s 3-0 win at TB (3/7). Per NHL 

Stats, the hat trick marked the 23rd time in NHL history that a 
player has scored three-plus goals in a game, that were the only 
goals for his team, and his team earned a shutout. He and Ryan 
Smyth are the only players in NHL history to accomplish this twice.

•	 His first career hat trick came in a 3-0 win at MTL (11/9/17). 
•	 Zucker led the Wild with three multi-goal games and ranked T-2nd 

in PPG (7) and GWG (5), third in goals and shots on goal and sixth 
in hits.

•	 Jonas Brodin, Marcus Foligno, Jared Spurgeon and Ryan Suter 

played in all 82 games.
•	 Kevin Fiala ranked T-2nd in the NHL in games played with 83 (64 

with Nashville and 19 with Minnesota).

ROAD LEADERS
•	 Minnesota went 14-8-2 in its last 24 road contests and ranked 

T-4th in the NHL in road wins and points (30) since Dec. 29.
•	 Overall the Wild was 21-18-2 on the road – its third most road wins 

and points (44) in a season.
•	 Zach Parise led the team in road scoring with 34 points (15-

19=34), Eric Staal ranked second with 30 points (10-20=30), 
Jared Spurgeon ranked third with 20 points (9-11=20) and Jason

He recorded his 78th road win in 143 games 
with the Wild. Niklas Backstrom tallied 77 road wins in 187 games. 

•	 He represented Minnesota at the 2019 NHL All-Star Game for the 
third time in the last four seasons (2019, 2017 and 2016). His three 
All-Star Game appearances are the most in franchise history.

•	 Since his first game with Minnesota on Jan. 15, 2015, the 32-year-
old is 165-98-26 with a 2.32 GAA, a .920 SV% and 22 SO in 298 
games. He leads the NHL in games played, ranks second in wins 
and GAA, T-2nd in shutouts and T-3rd in SV% (min. 200 games).

•	 Minnesota led the NHL in PPG (16) and percentage of goals scored

The 
Wild begins the 2019-20 season on a 229-game regular season sellout 
streak, dating back to Dec. 5, 2013 and has sold out all 34 playoff games 
in franchise history. Regular-season attendance has topped 750,000 
in 15 of the team’s 18 seasons. Minnesota sold out its 600th game in 
franchise history (including preseason and playoffs) on April 9, 2016. 
The Wild sold out the first 409 games in team history, including 369 
regular season games, 27 preseason contests and 13 playoff games. The 
club’s sellout streak of 409 games was the third-longest recorded sellout 
streak in NHL history behind Colorado (487) and Detroit (452).

SERIES NOTES
The Wild extended its franchise record streak by advancing to the Stanley Cup Playoffs for the sixth consecutive season as Minnesota and 
Winnipeg met for the first time in the postseason. Minnesota was one of three NHL teams to make the playoffs in each of the last six seasons, 
joining Anaheim and Pittsburgh (2013-18). The Wild took a 2-1 lead early in the third period of Game 1 on goals from Matt Cullen and Zach 
Parise, but the Jets responded with third period goals from Patrik Laine and Joe Morrow to claim a 3-2 win. Winnipeg scored the first four goals 
in Game 2 to claim a 4-1 win. Parise scored for Minnesota in the third period and the teams combined for 76 PIM in the third period. Six different 
players scored for the Wild in Game 3 to lead the team to a 6-2 win at Xcel Energy Center. Blake Wheeler opened the scoring before Minnesota 
responded with three straight goals. Parise scored a goal for the third consecutive game, but suffered a fractured sternum in Game 3 and missed 
the remainder of the series. Mark Scheifele scored both goals in the Jets 2-0 victory in Game 4, tallying a PPG with 28 seconds remaining in the 
first period and an empty-net tally with 12 seconds remaining in the contest. The Jets scored four times in the first period of Game 5 and earned 
a 5-0 series-clinching win. Winnipeg outshot Minnesota, 169-126, in the series and both teams went 3-for-13 on the power play. Mikko Koivu led 
the Wild in scoring with four assists. Parise (3-0=0) and Mikael Granlund (1-2=3) recorded three points each. Devan Dubnyk stopped 138-of-152 
shots faced for a 3.39 GAA and a .908 SV%. Scheifele (4-1=5) and Dustin Byfuglien (0-5=5) led the Jets in scoring with five points each. Laine

SERIES NOTES
The Wild advanced to the Stanley Cup Playoffs for the fifth consecutive year. Minnesota and St. Louis met for the second time in the Stanley Cup 
Playoffs. The Wild defeated St. Louis in six games in the first round of the 2015 Stanley Cup Playoffs. The Wild began a series at Xcel Energy 
Center for the third time in franchise history, the first since the 2008 Western Conference Quarterfinal. Minnesota registered 52 shots on goal in 
Game 1 – the most shots on goal during any game in team history, regular-season or playoffs – but Joel Edmundson scored 17:48 into overtime 
to lift the Blues to a 2-1 OT victory in Saint Paul. Jaden Schwartz scored with 2:27 left in regulation to lead the Blues to a 2-1 victory in Game 2. 
The series shifted to St. Louis in Game 3, where Alexander Steen secured the 3-1 win with an empty-net goal for the Blues. Devan Dubnyk posted 
a 28-save shutout as the Wild claimed a 2-0 Game 4 victory. The series ended after Magnus Paajarvi scored 9:42 into overtime to lift the Blues 
to a 4-3 overtime win in Game 5 at Xcel Energy Center. The Wild outshot the Blues in the series, 182-134. Minnesota killed 14-of-15 power-play 
opportunities in the series, while scoring three goals on 18 power-play chances. Jake Allen allowed eight goals in five games, recording a 1.47 
GAA and .956 SV%, while Devan Dubnyk registered a 1.86 GAA and a .925 SV%. Jaden Schwartz led the series with five points (2-3=5), while 
Alexander Steen posted four points (2-2=4).

SERIES NOTES
Minnesota faced the Dallas Stars for the first time in the Stanley Cup Playoffs. The meeting marked the fourth straight postseason Minnesota 
played the Central Division champion in the opening round. After posting a shutout win in Game 1 and extending its series lead to 2-0 after the 
first pair of games in Dallas, the Stars scored twice in the first 4:10 of Game 3 in Saint Paul before Minnesota earned a comeback victory. Dallas 
claimed a Game 4 win in Minnesota before Mikko Koivu scored an overtime goal to help Minnesota to a Game 5 victory in Dallas. The Stars opened 
Game 6 with four goals before Minnesota scored four times in the third period, but Alex Goligoski’s marker served as the series-winner in Saint 
Paul. Jason Pominville led Minnesota in points and tied for the series lead in goals (4-3=7), including a three-point performance (2-1=3) in 
the Game 3 victory. Nino Niederreiter led the Wild in assists and ranked second on the club with six points (1-5=6) – all tallied in a four-game 
streak to end the series. Devan Dubnyk set the Wild franchise record for all-time playoff games and starts with his 12th contest in Game 2 before 
stopping a career-high 37 shots on a career-high 41 shots faced in Game 5 – becoming Minnesota’s franchise record holder for most career 
playoff wins with his sixth victory. Jamie Benn led the series in points and assists (4-6=10) and tied for most goals alongside his teammate Jason 
Spezza, who ranked second in the series with nine points (4-5=9). Kari Lehtonen led Dallas with a 3-1 record in four games played, including the 
series-clinching Game 6 victory, while Antti Niemi posted a 1-1 record after starting Games 4 and 5.

SERIES NOTES
For the first time in franchise history, Minnesota clinched a playoff series with a home-ice victory, defeating the St. Louis Blues in Game 6 of the 
first-round series at Xcel Energy Center. The win also marked the first time Minnesota won a playoff series in fewer than seven games, with its 
three previous series-clinching victories coming on the road in a Game 7. Zach Parise led the Wild with seven points (3-4=7) in the series, while 
his linemates Jason Pominville (2-3=5) and Mikael Granlund (1-4=5) ranked T-2nd with five points each. Nino Niederreiter scored three goals in 
the series to tie Parise for the team lead and ranked fourth on the Wild with four points during the series. Niederreiter scored the winner in Game 
5 to become the Wild’s all-time leader in playoff GWG (3). In his first NHL postseason, Devan Dubnyk recorded a 2.32 GAA and .913 SV% while 
going 4-2 in the series, including a 17-save shutout in Game 3. Over the six-game series, the Wild posted a 33.3 percent success rating on the 
power play (4-of-12) and added one shorthanded goal (Parise). St. Louis defenseman Kevin Shattenkirk led the series with eight points (0-8=8), 
while Vladimir Tarasenko totaled seven points (6-1=7), including a Game 2 hat trick. Jake Allen went 2-4 for the Blues, posting a 2.20 GAA and 
a .904 SV%. The Wild led the Blues in both hits (149 to 134) and blocked shots (102 to 79) in the series.

SERIES NOTES
For the first time in team history, Minnesota advanced to the second round of the Stanley Cup Playoffs in back-to-back seasons. The 
Blackhawks earned a series sweep en route to the 2015 Stanley Cup Championship. With three points (1-2=3) in the series, Zach Parise 
became the Wild’s all-time playoff points leader, totaling 25 points (9-16=25) in 33 playoff games with Minnesota. Defenseman Matt 
Dumba, playing in his first NHL postseason, tied Parise as the Wild’s leaders in points during the series (1-2=3). Devan Dubnyk posted 
a 2.82 GAA and .901 SV% in the series. Patrick Kane led the series in both goals and points (5-1=6), while Patrick Sharp ranked second 
on the Blackhawks with four points (1-3=4). Corey Crawford went 4-0 in net, posting a 1.75 GAA and a .947 SV% during the series, 
including a 30-save shutout in Game 3. Minnesota outhit Chicago, 122-90, while each team registered 54 blocked shots in the series.

SERIES NOTES
With a 5-4 overtime victory in Game 7, the Wild became the first team in NHL history to record four score-tying goals in a Game 7 (Elias Sports Bureau). Nino Niederreiter 
scored two goals, including the winner 5:02 into overtime, and added an assist in Game 7 – the fourth-youngest player to ever net a total three points in a Game 7. Zach 
Parise led the Wild with 10 points (3-7=10) against the Avalanche, a career high for points in a series. He set a playoff career high and a Wild playoff single-game record 
with four points (2-2=4) in Game 6. Parise also set a franchise record for fastest goal to start a playoff game, scoring 49 seconds into Game 6 and tallied the game 
winner. Before being held pointless in Game 7, he had a career-best six-game playoff point streak. Darcy Kuemper went 3-1 in five starts posting a 2.03 GAA and a .913 
SV%. Ilya Bryzgalov went 1-2 in two starts with a 3.72 GAA and a 4.25 GAA. Bryzgalov earned the Game 7 win by stopping the only shot he faced (in overtime) in relief 
of Kuemper, who left the game with 8:13 left in regulation. Kuemper stopped all 22 shots in Game 3 to become the first Wild goalie to record a playoff shutout. Mikael 
Granlund earned his first career playoff point by scoring the overtime winner in Game 3, becoming only the fifth NHL player in the last 75 years to score his first career 
playoff goal in a 1–0 overtime game. Nathan MacKinnon (2-8=10) and Paul Stastny (5-5=10) led the Avalanche in scoring with 10 points each. Semyon Varlamov posted 
a 2.78 GAA and a .913 SV% in seven starts. The Wild outshot the Avalanche 233-174 and outhit Colorado 194-188 in the series.

SERIES NOTES
Minnesota advanced to the second round of the Stanley Cup Playoffs for the first time since 2003, but for the second straight year the team’s season ended with a loss to the 
Blackhawks in the playoffs when Patrick Kane scored at 9:42 of overtime in Game 6. The loss was the first at home during the 2014 playoffs for the Wild. Erik Haula led Minnesota 
with three goals and five points against Chicago. Mikael Granlund registered two goals for the Wild. Ilya Bryzgalov posted a 2.13 GAA, a .904 SV% and one shutout in six starts. 
Marian Hossa led the Blackhawks in scoring with nine points (1-8=9). Bryan Bickell recorded a team-best four goals and ranked second in scoring with six points (4-2=6). Corey 
Crawford registered a 1.97 GAA and a .926 SV% in six starts. Minnesota set a franchise record with 48 hits in Game 5 at Chicago and outhit the Blackhawks 181-105 in the series.

SERIES NOTES
The Minnesota Wild, in its first-ever playoff series, made NHL history. The club became only the eighth team in NHL history to win the first playoff 
series it competed in. Minnesota also became only the eighth NHL team to come back from a 3-1 deficit and win Games 5 and 7 on the road. Andrew 
Brunette scored the series-clinching goal, beating Patrick Roy, at 3:25 of overtime in Game 7 at Pepsi Center. Manny Fernandez started and won the 
final three games of the series. Overall, the netminder was 3-0 and stopped 107-of-114 shots faced in four games played. Brunette (3-3=6), Marian 
Gaborik (4-2=6) and Sergei Zholtok (0-6=6) finished tied for the team lead in scoring with six points in seven games versus Colorado. The Wild earned 
a victory in the franchise’s first-ever playoff game with a 4-2 win over Colorado in Game 1 at Pepsi Center. Filip Kuba scored the club’s first playoff 
goal and Dwayne Roloson earned the first playoff win in net. The Avalanche rebounded to win the following three games, including two in Saint Paul, 
and took a commanding 3-1 series advantage. In the first playoff game at Xcel Energy Center, Minnesota fell to Colorado, 3-0. Roy posted his NHL 
playoff-record 23rd shutout in the win. Facing elimination on the road in Game 5, the Wild raced to a 3-0 second period lead and forced Game 6 back 
in Minnesota with a 3-2 victory. The Wild earned its first home playoff win and first overtime playoff victory, 3-2, in Game 6 at Xcel Energy Center. 
Richard Park scored the game-winning goal at 4:22 of the extra session. The tally was his second of the game, marking the franchise’s first-ever 
two-goal playoff game and set the stage for Minnesota’s historic Game 7 victory.

SERIES NOTES
For the second straight series, the Minnesota Wild overcame a 3-games-to-1 deficit, this time defeating the Vancouver Canucks in a Western Con-
ference Semifinal series, 4-3. The Wild became the first team in NHL history to come back from a 3-1 deficit twice in the same postseason and also 
became only the second club ever to win two Game 7’s on the road in the same playoff year. The win also raised the team’s record to 6-0 in its first six 
“elimination games.” Minnesota outscored the Canucks 16-5 over the final three games of the series. Marian Gaborik led all scorers with five goals and 
11 points (5-6=11) in seven games. Wes Walz tied for the team lead in goals with five and finished the seven-game series with nine points (5-4=9). 
Dwayne Roloson won Games 5, 6 and 7 and finished the series with a 4-1 record and only seven goals allowed in 130 shots faced. Minnesota battled 
back from a 2-0 second period hole to earn a 4-2 win over Vancouver in Game 7 at GM Place. Darby Hendrickson scored the game-winning goal with 
just under six minutes to play as the Wild earned its first-ever trip to the Western Conference Final. The two teams split the first two games of the series 
at GM Place with the Canucks winning Game 1, 4-3 in overtime, and the Wild capturing Game 2, 3-2. Vancouver seized control of the series with two 
road wins at Xcel Energy Center, including a 3-2 overtime victory in Game 4. Minnesota staved off elimination thanks to five second-period goals and a 
7-2 road win in Game 5. The Wild scored five more goals in a 5-1 Game 6 victory at Xcel Energy Center. Gaborik posted his third consecutive multi-point 
game (0-2=2) and Andrew Brunette scored a pair of goals to set up another historic Game 7 showdown.

SERIES NOTES
The Wild fell in four games to the Mighty Ducks of Anaheim during the club’s first-ever appearance in the Western Conference Final. Ducks goaltender 
J.S. Giguere posted a 4-0 mark in the series, turned aside 122-of-123 shots faced and recorded a 212:43 shutout streak. Minnesota’s season came to 
an end with a 2-1 defeat in Game 4 at Arrowhead Pond of Anaheim. Andrew Brunette netted the Wild’s lone goal of the series and staked the team to a 
1-0 advantage in its seventh “elimination game” of the post season. The Ducks answered with a pair of goals from Adam Oates to clinch the Western 
Conference crown. The Wild lost its home-ice advantage in the series when it dropped Game 1 at Xcel Energy Center, 1-0, in double overtime. The 
game marked the franchise’s first-ever, double-overtime Stanley Cup Playoff game. Minnesota was shutout in back-to-back games for the first time 
in its playoff history when it dropped Game 2 to Anaheim, 2-0, in Saint Paul. Both Mighty  Ducks goals were shorthanded and Giguere ran his playoff 
scoreless streak to 148:06 with the win. The Wild fell behind 3-0 in the series when it lost Game 3 in Anaheim, 4-0.

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MEDIA RELATIONS TEAMMEDIA POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

ACCESS: The Minnesota Wild organization and Communications 
department strives to make its players, coaches, management 
and other personnel available in a timely and responsible fashion 
to all accredited members of the media.

CREDENTIALS: Press seating at Wild home games at Xcel Energy 
Center is available to accredited media in the Al Shaver Press 
Box located on the south side of the Xcel Energy Center’s press 
level. Single-game credentials must be requested by 12 p.m. the 
day before a game and by 12 p.m. on Friday for weekend games. 
Requests should be made by the media outlet’s Sports Director/
Editor by clicking on the REQUEST CREDENTIALS link located at 
wild.com/pressbox. Once approved, single-game credentials 
may be picked up 2.5 hours before game time at the Media 
Entrance located inside Gate 1, at the southeast entrance of 
the Xcel Energy Center on Kellogg Boulevard. The elevator to the 
pressroom and pressbox is located in the southwest corner of the 
Xcel Energy Center near Section 107. Due to limited press box 
seating, approved credential requests will be seated on an as-
available basis. Those persons holding full-season Wild or NHL 
Team Management credentials MUST enter through Gate 1.

DAY-OF-GAME INTERVIEWS: After completion of the morning 
skate, which typically begins at approximately 10 a.m. (for a 7 
p.m. start), is the best time to interview players and coaches on 
a game day. Following practice, the Wild typically makes players 
available to media first followed by Head Coach Bruce Boudreau. 
Requests to interview a player upon his arrival to Xcel Energy 
Center for the game will be accommodated upon the player’s 
approval and should be requested at the morning skate. If the 
team is not practicing, the request should be made to the Wild, 
or visiting team public relations department, no later than 10 
a.m. on the day of game. The Wild Communications department 
cannot guarantee access to players or coaches if no practice is 
scheduled. Interviews that need advance preparation or special 
accommodation by a Wild player or staff member, such as live 
television and radio interviews should be made by contacting the 
Wild Communications department no later than 10 a.m. on the 
day of the game.

LOCKER ROOMS: NHL locker rooms close 90 minutes before 
game time. Requests for interviews to take place before the 
locker rooms are closed will be accommodated only upon prior 
approval by both the player and coach. The rooms will re-open 
five minutes after the game and remain open for 30 minutes. The 
officials’ locker room is off limits to the media. Should a comment 
or interpretation from the game’s referee or NHL supervisor 
be needed, contact a member of the Wild Communications 
department and a pool reporter may be assigned.

LOCKER ROOM GUIDELINES: The NHL prohibits media from using 
cell phones in locker room areas, including taking calls, photos 
and other cellular activity including Tweeting. Cell phones can 
only be used by media to record audio (not video).

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Only those photographers on assignment will 
be allowed access to designated photography locations at rink 
level and in overhead positions. Xcel Energy Center workspaces 
are accessible to local dailies and wire service photographers. Two 
photography positions are reserved for Wild team photographers. 
Additional photography positions are determined on a first-come, 
first-served basis; however, in cases of increased photographer 
attendance, positions will be assigned by team photographer, 
Bruce Kluckhohn. In all cases, photographers should check in 
with Bruce Kluckhohn in the pressroom before the start of warm-
ups. Because of very limited photography locations, it is not 
possible to accommodate freelance photographers.

PRESS DINING ROOM: Media possessing season credentials or 
those granted single-game credentials are invited to have a 
meal before each game in the press dining room, located on the 
lower level (Xcel Energy Center’s south side). The Minnesota Wild 
charge media $13 to eat in the press dining room. The room opens 
two-and-one-half hours before game time. Dining room usage is 
limited to those presenting valid Wild credentials or NHL Team 
Management passes. It is impossible to accommodate family 
members, friends, guests or others. Any abuse of dining room 
privileges may cause forfeiture of a media pass. Refreshments 
are also available in the press box during the game.

TELEVISION COVERAGE: All television stations are prohibited 
by the National Hockey League from shooting and distributing 
game footage of any contest that is being broadcast from Xcel 
Energy Center by the Minnesota Wild, the visiting team or network 
television. Requests for special features and the like should be 
directed to the Wild Communications department.

MEDIA PARKING: The Wild Communications department will 
issue full-season parking cards to media expected to attend 
the majority of home games throughout the 2019-20 season. 
All other parking requests will be handled on a per-game basis 
and are subject to availability. Media parking is available in the 
RiverCentre Parking Ramp for practices and game day skates 
by showing a parking attendant your Minnesota Wild media 
credential and/or your company issued media identification. 
A Wild media credential and/or company issued media 
identification will not allow you access to the parking ramp for 
games. The ramp has two entrances: on Kellogg Boulevard and 
on Exchange Street, which can be accessed via Eagle Street (at 
the Kellogg and West Seventh intersection). To enter the arena, 
media should take the West elevator to Skyway Level and enter 
the arena at the skyway entrance to Gate 1. An alternate option 
is to cross Kellogg Blvd. and enter through the main entrance 
at Gate 1.

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Wes Walz re-joined the Minnesota Wild organization in October of 2011, and serves as a color 
analyst and studio analyst for Wild games on FOX Sports North.

Following his retirement as a player, Walz served as an assistant coach with the Tampa Bay 
Lightning for two seasons (2008-10), head coach of the East Ridge High School girls’ hockey 
team for two seasons (2012-14) and head coach of the East Ridge High School boys’ team for 
three seasons (2014-17).

He skated in 607 career NHL games in parts of 13 seasons with Boston, Philadelphia, Calgary, 
Detroit and Minnesota (1989-07) collecting 260 points (109-151=260) and 343 penalty minutes (PIM). Walz was selected by 
Boston in the third round of the 1989 NHL Entry Draft (57th overall) and made his NHL debut on Feb. 18, 1990 with the Bruins.

182 points (82-100=182) and 272 PIM in 438 games with the Wild before retiring on Dec. 1, 2007. He still owns the franchise 
record for most shorthanded goals in a career with 14. Walz set NHL expansion team records with seven shorthanded goals and 
nine shorthanded points during the 2000-01 season and was a key contributor on the team that advanced to the 2003 Western 
Conference Finals ranking tied for second in playoff goals (seven) and scoring (13). He was a finalist for the Frank J. Selke 
Trophy as the NHL’s best defensive forward in 2002-03. Walz served as team captain in December 2000 and March/April 2006, 
and was a permanent alternate captain in each of his last two seasons with the team.

He and his wife, Kerry-Anne, have four children, Brehna, Kelvin, Jaedyn and Wrexyn.

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Bob Kurtz is in his 20th year behind the radio play-by-play microphone of the Minnesota Wild. 
He, along with radio analyst and former NHL defenseman, Tom Reid, can be heard on KFAN Radio 
(100.3 FM), the official flagship station of Minnesota Wild hockey, and the extensive radio net-
work which blankets the State of Hockey. In addition to calling Wild games, Kurtz and Reid were 
previously paired on Minnesota North Star telecasts and have worked side by side on University 
of Minnesota and Michigan State hockey broadcasts, as well.

The Detroit, Mich., native spent 11 years (1989-2000) working with New England Sports Network 
(NESN) in Boston, Mass., prior to joining the Wild for its inaugural season. He was the network’s 
play-by-play voice of the Boston Red Sox and also broadcast an array of sports including Boston 
Bruins hockey, Boston University hockey, the Hockey East Game of the Week and the American Hockey League.

Kurtz has strong Minnesota ties having served as the lead television announcer for the Minnesota North Stars for seven seasons 
on KMSP (1979-84) and KXLI (1987-88). He also performed play-by-play duties for the Minnesota Twins on KMSP from 1979 to 
1986 and on KSTP radio in 2011.

A graduate of Michigan State University, Kurtz returned to his alma mater to call Spartans hockey, football, baseball and 
basketball from 1974 to 1979. He has also done freelance play-by-play assignments with The Baseball Network (1994-95) 
and WJR Radio in Detroit.

He and his wife, Lorri, reside in Saint Paul. They have two sons, Paul and Dan (Gina) and twin grandsons Colt and Max. 

Tom Reid is in his 20th year with the Minnesota Wild and his 18th season as the club’s radio an-
alyst, after serving as television analyst for the club’s first two seasons.

He added 14 points (1-13=14) 
and 49 PIM in 43 career Stanley Cup Playoff games. Reid is the only NHL player to score a penalty shot on Hall of Fame goal-
tender Ken Dryden of the Montreal Canadiens.

Following his playing career, Reid spent the next 12 years as a television/radio analyst for the North Stars. Prior to his coming 
on board with the Wild, he served as the television analyst for University of Minnesota Golden Gopher hockey telecasts and was 
a television analyst for the Minnesota State High School Hockey Tournament.

The Fort Erie, Ont., native has been very active in community service projects since moving to Minnesota more than 30 years 
ago. Reid is presently involved with Minnesota’s children’s wish granting organization “Wishes & More”. He was a co-founder 
of the Minnesota chapter of the Make-A-Wish foundation in 1982, and served as the organization’s volunteer Vice President 
for 16 years.

Reid was on the initial board of directors for the NHL Alumni Association and served as the president of the Minnesota NHL 
Alumni chapter from 1998 to 2010. Reid is also the owner of Tom Reid’s Hockey City Pub in downtown Saint Paul.

He and his wife, Patty, reside in Inver Grove Heights. They have a daughter, Rebecca, who resides in the Twin Cities.
