Owner and Chairman fo the Board

Howard Baldwin... A leader in the formation of a
new professional sports league...

Baldwin serves as the Pittsburgh Penguins
Chairman of the Board and represents the club on
the National Hockey League Board of Governors.
Baldwin, Morris Belzberg and Thomas Ruta pur-
chasedthe clubin Novemberof 1991. immediately,
Baldwin solidified the franchise by approving long-
term contracts for Kevin Stevens, Ron Francis and
Ulf Samuelsson and by signing General Manager Craig Patrick to a five-year deal.
The next season he signed Mario Lemieux, Tom Barrasso, Larry Murphy and Kjell
Samuelsson to extended contracts, and in the summer of 1994 he signed Jaromir
Jagr to a multi-year pact and acquired Ail-Star forward Luc Robitaille from the Los
Angeles Kings.

“We are proud of our record of the past five seasons, which have produced two
Stanley Cups, two Patrick Division titles, a Northeast Division championship, a
Presidents’ Trophy and the best regular season record in those five years. We have
also won more playoff games than any other NHL team during that time. However,
we are just as excited about the future,” Baldwin points out. “The Penguins have a
great future. We have some exciting young players, a quality farm system and an
experienced and respected hockey operations staff that will continue to produce a
successful hackey team. On top of that, Pittsburgh is truly a ‘City of Champions’ and
a city that is one ‘of the most progressive in the country with sports fans who are
second to none.

“Howard is a doer,” according to former National Hockey League President John
Ziegler. “We would have never put that merger together in 1979 had it not been for
Howard’s perseverance and his capacity to work with people,” Ziegler said. “He was
a very big part of NHL history.”

The New England Whalers first season in the World Hockey Association was a
success both on and off the ice with Coach Jack Kelley’s team winning the 1973
AVCO World Cup Championship. Although relatively successful in Boston, the
Whalers needed their own building. Baldwin moved the Whalers of the WHA from
Boston to Hartford in 1974. The city was looking for a major tenant for its new Civic
Center Coliseum, the vehicle for the revitalization of downtown Hartford. The
marriage between the Whalers and Hartford turned out to be a good one.

“We were the only professional team where the primary reason for our being was
to assist in revitalizing a city,” says Baldwin.

In 1972, when Baldwin and John Coburn, Jr. purchased a franchise in the fledgling
World Hockey Association, Baldwin was 30 years old and one of major professional
sports’ youngest executives. Five years later (1977), he was president of the WHA,
and in 1979, at the age of 37, he guided his league into merger talks with the
established NHL.

Baldwin continued to serve as the NHL Whalers Managing General Partner until
the Whalers were sold to local ownership in 1988 for the largest single sales price in
the history of the National Hockey League. Inthe three years previous to the sale, the
Whalers drew record crowds and enjoyed great financial success. He also led the
way in the formation of a community relations program that was second to none in
professional sports and continues that reputation in Pittsburgh.

After the sale, Baldwin served in an advisory capacity to several NHL teams and
was involved in the purchase of the Minnesota North Stars in 1990, which prevented
the team from being moved to California. Baldwin sold his interest in the club to




Norman Green who had purchased a majority interest in the team.

A highly respected member of the NHL Board of Governors, Baldwin has served
on the league’s advisory, finance, forward planning, pension and television commit-
tees. He was also a leader in ending the NHL strike in April of 1992,

The energetic Penguins owner is not one to stand still as was evidenced by his
announcement in June of 1993 that the Penguins had become part owners of the
fabled Central Red Army team. There were skeptics, but they have disappeared after
two highly successful seasons. The affiliation was enhanced last season by the
addition of Disney Sports Enterprises to the partnership. Still moving ahead, Baidwin,
along with his Penguins co-owners Morris Belzberg and Thomas Ruta, purchased
franchises in both the Continental indoor Soccer League and Roller Hockey
International. The Pittsburgh Stingers (CISL) and the Pittsburgh Phantoms (RHI)
began play in the summer of 1994 and both reached the playoffs.

In addition to his involvement with the Penguins, Baldwin is President of Baldwin
Entertainment Group, in Beverly Hills, California. He is also a partner in Baldwin/
Cohen Entertainment which recently produced a Jean-Claude Van Damme film —
Sudden Death — that has a hockey theme and which was filmed extensively at the
Pittsburgh Civic Arena. The film, due to be released this fall, is rated one of Universal
Studios’ top films of the year.

Last July, Baldwin signed a two-year first look producing deal with Universal
Pictures, marking the first studio affiliation for the Baldwin-Cohen Entertainment
Company, which has now moved its offices to the Universal lot. While Baldwin’s
primary business revolves around sports and his two-time Stanley Cup-winning
hockey team, he has executive produced a number of films over the past eight years,
including Sudden Death.

“My primary business is sports, but we take making movies very seriously,”
Baldwin said. “We are very competitive, and we want to succeed in the industry.”

Sudden Death, which has been described as Die Hard in an arena, occurs during
the seventh game of the Stanley Cup Finals. The action thriller script was written by
Eugene Quinatano based on an idea by Karen Baldwin.

“Sudden Death was the extremely positive result of Howard’s desire to bring
hockey to the big screen.” said Hal Lieberman, president of production at Universal.
“We look forward to working with him on many other exciting projects.”

Baldwin said he has a number of projects in development — and not all of them
about sports. Previously, Baldwin executive produced From the Hipand Spellbinder.

A graduate of the Salisbury School, Baldwin played college baseball at Boston
University. He later served in the Marines before joining the Philadelphia Flyers
organization where he served as business manager of the club’s minor league Jersey
Devils affiliate. Later he joined the parent club, first as ticket manager, then as head
of the Flyers’ sales and promotions staff.

Baldwin and his wife Karen, who works closely with him on all major projects, reside
in Los Angeles, Pittsburgh and Wareham, Massachusetts. He has three children,
acott, Rebecca and Howard, Jr. and two grandchildren, Chelsie Anne and Gage

oward.

Baldwin has served on the boards of a number of major charities including Juvenile
Diabetes and Retinitis Pigmentosa.

Owner

Morris Belzberg has been a director of Budget
Rent A Car since 1968.

Belzberg, whojoined Budget Corporationin 1965
as vice president for Canadian Operations, was
appointed vice president of franchisingand market-
ing in 1967. When Budget was acquired by
Transamerica Corporation in 1968, he was named
executive vice president, president in 1969, chief
executive officer in 1971, chairman of the board in
1986 and chairman of the executive committee in
1988. In October, 1991, Belzberg retired as chair-
man of the exacutive committee but continues to sit on Budget’s board of directors
and holds the title of Chairman Emeritus of Budget Rent A Car Corporation.

Born in Calgary, Alberta, Canada in 1929, Belzberg began his association with
Budget Rent A Carasitsfirstlicensee in Canada. He opened the first Budget location
there in 1962 and acquired additional franchises over the next three years.

When Belzberg joined their corporate headquarters in Chicago in 1965, his
experience as a licensee enabled him to spearhead aggressive marketing and legal
efforts in the U.S. to open airport terminals to Budget licensees and to expand
distribution of the Budget System worldwide.

Belzberg and his wife Sema split their time between their residences in Chicago,
llinois and Palm Springs, California. They are the parents of three children and
grandparents of five.

THOMAS V. RUTA
Owner

Thomas V. Ruta was one of the founding part-
ners of the widely respected New York certified
public accounting firm of Behan, Ling & Ruta. He is
currently serving as the firm’s chairman and presi-
dent.

Ruta graduated first in his class from Fordham
University and was granted an MBA, with Distinc-
tion, from Pace University. He is a qualified CPA in
the states of New York, New Jersey and Minnesota.

Ruta has served on the Fordham University
Alumni Board of Governors as well as several
corporate boards. As one of the owners of the Penguins, he serves as an alternate
governorto the National Hockey League. In addition, he represents the team on three
NHL committees.

Ruta and his wife, Kathleen, live in New York City and spend their summers on
Martha’s Vineyard.




STEPHEN M. RYAN, JR.
President and Chief Operating
Officer, Pittsburgh Sports
Associates Holding Company

Steve Ryan was named president and chief
operating officer of Pittsburgh Sports Associates
Holding Company in July of 1995. He is a nation-
ally-recognized sports marketing and entertain-
ment executive. )

Ryan, is responsible for the management of all
entities held by the holding company including the
. Penguins, the Pittsburgh Stingers of the Continen-

tal Indoor Soccer League, the Russian Penguins,
the new ICEOPLEX facility at Southpointe and the PenVision network.

“Steve Ryan’s vision and leadership have been the hallmark of his outstanding
business career,” said Howard Baldwin, owner and chairman of the board of the
Pittsburgh Penguins. “His vision for strategic innovation, his leadership and commit-
ment to quality embody our own corporate philosophies, and he will be critical to
carrying out our ambitious growth plans.”

Ryan was most recently president and chief operating officer of NHL Enterprises
Inc., the global marketing and entertainment company owned by the NHL Member
Clubs. Before joining NHL Enterprises, Ryan was vice president of marketing and a
corporate officer for Paddington Corporation, a division of Grand Metropolitan. He
began his career with General Foods Corporation and also held senior management
positions with the Marriott Corporation and American Brands Corporation.

A graduate of Fordham University, Ryan was president and chief operating officer
of NHL Enterprises since 1986. Previously, he was the NHL's vice president for
marketing and public relations from 1981 to 1986. Ryan was responsible for all the
NHL's business activities including retail licensing, corporate sponsorship, interna-
tional, eventmarketing, publishing, television, video and creative services. During his
tenure, he restructured the company into operating units that focused on the core
business. Ryan was instrumental in building an in-house licensing business that
exceeded $1 billion in sales in 1994 from a base of $ 50 million in 1986. Ryan created
the prime time network television program - “The NHL Television Awards...A
Celebration of Excellence”, which is one of the highest-rated award shows in
Canadian television. Ryan also established the NHL All-Star Weekend, which
debuted successfully on network television in Pittsburgh in 1990, and directed the
development and management of the new multi-million dollar Hockey Hall of Fame
Entertainment Complex which has focused worldwide attention on the sport.

Prior to joining the NHL, Ryan was vice president and chief marketing officer for
the Paddington Corporation. In addition to directing marketing and advertising for the
nation’s number one scotch brand, J&B, he designed the introduction of Bailey’s
Original Irish Cream, considered the most successful new product launch in the
history of the spirit industry. Ryan began his business career at the Maxwell House
Division of General Foods Corporation in brand management and sales manage-
ment. Later, he worked for the Marriott Corporation and American Brands Corpora-
tion.

Ryan is a member of the USO World Board in Washington D.C. and the National
Board of Directors of Boys Home in St. Louis. He is also a member of the Business
Council for the United Nations and the Cardinal’s Committee of the Laity. Ryanis a
former trustee of the Dominican College in Blauvelt, New York and was chairman of
its development and public relations committee. A native of New York City, Ryan
received a Bachelor of Science degree from Fordham University which he attended
on an academic and athletic scholarship. He and his wife Marie have one married
daughter.




JACK KELLEY
President

Jack Kelley, a highly respected administrator
and coach in both college and professional hockey
for the past 40 years, joined the Penguins’ staff in
March of 1993 as senior executive assistant to the
president and an alternate governor. In June of
1993, Kelley was named president of the club. In
this position, he serves as the team’s chief operat-
ing officer overseeing the day-to-day operation of
the franchise and reports directly to Chairman of
the Board Howard Baldwin.

“Jack is a top flight administrator and has served the Penguins extremely well as
president,” Baldwin remarked. “He is a creative and professional administrator.”

Forthe 11 years prior to his joining the Penguins, Kelley was the executive director
of the Glen Falls (N.Y.) Civic Center, the home of the Adirondack Red Wings of the
American Hockey League. He was responsible for all daily arena business opera-
tions, including staffing, scheduling, budget, negotiation of contracts, sales promo-
tions and purchasing and handled all arena matters relating to city government. This
is his second turn with a Howard Baldwin management team. He served as general
manager of the New Engiand (later the Hartford) Whalers from 1972-82, including
two years as head coach of the team.

An outstanding high school hockey player, Kelley was selected as the outstanding
high schiool hackey playerin Greater Boston following his senior year at Belmont High
School. After a tour of duty with the United States Coast Guard, he played three
seasons for Boston University and twice received All-East honors and as a senior
was named Boston University’s Most Valuable Player. After graduation he began his
coaching career at Martha’s Vineyard (Mass.) High School in 1952. He moved to
Weston (Mass.) High School in 1954, where he coached football, hockey and
baseball. In 1955, he moved to Colby College where he established the team’s varsity
hockey program and brought it national recognition.

Kelley returned to his alma mater, B.U., in 1962 and was head coach there for 10
years, leading the Terriers to four NCAA Tournaments and NCAA Division | titles in
1971 and 1972. He posted a 303-147-13 record as a college coach.

Kelley led the Whalers to the first World Hockey Association Championship in
1973, and won the WHA's Eastern Championship the following year. He was the first
coach to win championships on both the college and professional levels.

Kelley was NCAA Coach of the Yearin 1972, New England Coach of the Year five
times and WHA Coach of the Year in 1973. He is currently a member of the U.S.
Hockey Hall of Fame Selection Committee and is a member of five (U.S. Hockey,
B.U., Whalers, Glen Falls and Belmont High School) Halls of Fame. Kelley served as
a member of the U.S. Olympic Hockey Committee from 1964-68 and received the
Schaefer Pen Award for outstanding contributions to college hockey in 1972. He also
was named Colby College’s Man of the Year Award in 1982 and received the
Founders Award from the American College Hockey Coaches Association in 1986.

Kelley and his wife Ginny have four children; Paul, David, Nancy and Mark.




Bill Barnes
Senior Executive Vice President

Bill Barnes was named senior vice president
for the Pittsburgh Penguins in May of 1992.

“Bill Barnes is one of the most respected
names in professional sports marketing,” Chair-
man of the Board Howard Baldwin remarked.
“He worked with me in Hartford for 18 years
and then spent 15 months with the New York
Islanders. His experience and creativity are a
major plus for our hockey club.”

Barnes was in charge of the Whalers’ mar-
keting efforts from the club’s start in Boston
andrightthrough its successful emergence as a professional sports team in Hartford.
His marketing program was the most imitated in the National Hockey League and his
telemarketing program became a model for the League.

Barnes was vice president of marketing and public relations in Hartford, and vice
president of marketing and sales with the Islanders, whom he joined in March of 1990.

Barnes is a graduate of Providence College. He and his wife Martha have five
children.

Donn Patton
Executive Vice President and
Chief Financial Officer

Donn Patton was named executive vice
president and chief financial officer of the
Pittsburgh Penguins in November 1991 when
Howard Baldwin, Morris Belzberg and Tho-
mas Ruta purchased the franchise. He over-
sees the financial aspects of the franchise’s
operations.

Priorto joining the Penguins, Patton was the
CFO and senior vice president of Spectacor
Management Group (SMG). SMG manages
arenas, stadiums and convention centers throughout the United States. Included in
that list of facilities are the Civic Arena and Three Rivers Stadium in Pittsburgh.

From 1981 to 1988 Patton was associated with the Philadelphia Flyers, serving last
as its executive vice president for finance and administration.

Patton began his business career upon graduation from Gannon College as a staff
accountant with Price Waterhouse in 1973. He later served as an audit manager until
1981 in the firm’s Small Business Group in the Philadelphia office.

Patton and his wife Jeanne have been married 23 years, residing with their three
children (Jason, Michelle and Stephanie) in Upper St. Clair.




Pittsburgh Penguins Chairman of the Board Howard Baldwin created an Advisory
Board on June 29, 1994 “To explore every possible way to make the Penguins a
successful franchise.”

The board consists of former Connecticut Governor Lowell P. Weicker, Jr.; interna-
tional movie star Michael Keaton; Bill Craig, general manager of Prime Sports KBL Sports
Network; Pittsburgh lawyer Paul Martha, who was a former vice president and general
counsel for the Penguins; Mike Farrell, President of Farrell & Company, a Pittsburgh
based investment firm; Tony Liberati, senior vice president for corporate planning and
finance of the Edward J. DeBartolo Corporation; Bernard S. Mars, vice president of
Foster Industries in Pittsburgh; and Bruce Robbins, executive vice president for PNC
Bank Corporation; and Robert L. Caporale, a Boston-based lawyer with the firm of Eckert,
Seamans, Cherin & Mellott.

“We will meet with the board members on a consistent basis throughout the year, and
they will definitely be involved in the decision making process of the Penguins,” stated
Baldwin. “Professional sports today is a very complex business operation. In order to
achieve success, you need good players and a strong office administrative team. You
also need people with successful business and entertainment background who can
provide ideas in their areas of expertise, help you with long range planning, review major
projects and give you the benefit of their experience. This is the reason my partners Morris
Belzberg and Tom Ruta and myself decided fo form an advisory board.”

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CRAIG PATRICK
Executive Vice President and
General Manager

There are many reasons for the success of
the Pittsburgh Penguins over the past four
years — two Stanley Cup Championships, one
Presidents’ Trophy and three division titles —
and one of the biggest is Executive Vice Presi-
dent and General Manager Craig Patrick.

Patrick, 47, has shaped and reshaped the
Penguins since being hired as general man-
ager and interim head coach on December 5,
1989. One of his first moves came the following
June, when he assembled one of the finest
management teams in NHL history, naming Bob Johnson as head coach and Scotty
Bowman as director of player development and recruitment.

Patrick not only put together an outstanding management team, but he also began
piecing together a championship team on the ice. He added veteran goalscorer Joe
Muilen from Calgary for a second round draft choice in June of 1990 and veteran
defenseman Gord Roberts from St. Louis for future considerations in October of
1990. In December of 1990, Patrick continued to overhaul the team by adding Larry
Murphy and Peter Taglianetti from Minnesota, Jiri Hrdina from Calgary and Scoit
Young from Hartford. But the trade that propelled the Penguins to their first Stanley
Cup Championship was made in March of 1991, when Patrick acquired Ron Francis,
Ulf Samuelsson and Grant Jennings from Hartford. In February of 1992, Patrick
acquired Rick Tocchet, Kjell Samuelsson and Ken Wregget from Philadelphia that
led to the Penguins second Stanley Cup.

Patrick was signed to a five year contract in February of 1992. “We are extremely
fortunate to have Craig Patrick with us for the next few years,” Chairman of the Board
Howard Baldwin emphasized at the time. “To our way of thinking, he is the best
general manager in the National Hockey League.”

A graduate of the University of Denver with a degree in Business Administration,
Patrick helped the Pioneers to two NCAA Hockey Championships in 1968 and 1960.
He spent eight years in the NHL as a forward with California, St. Louis, Kansas City
and Washington. He also spent part of one season playing for Minnesota in the WHA,
before retiring in 1979. He aiso served as captain for Team USA in the 1979 World
Championships in Moscow and played on the 1976 US Canada Cup team.

Patrick became a part of sports history that Americans will long remember when
he served as assistant general manager and assistant coach of the 1980 gold-medal
winning US Olympic Hockey team in Lake Placid, New York. He also served as co-
general manager for Team USA in the 1991 Canada Cup Tournament.

He joined the New York Rangers’ organization as director of operations in 1980
and became the youngest general manager in the team’s history on June 14, 1981.
He served the Rangers in that capacity through the 1985-86 season, guiding his team
to the playoffs every year.

Prior to joining the Penguins, Patrick served as director of athletics and recreation
for the University of Denver for two years.

Bornin Detroit, Michigan, Patrick grew up in New Haven and Boston witha heritage
full of hockey history. His grandfather, Lester, served as head coach and general
manager of the Rangers and led his team to three Stanley Cup Titles. His father.
Lynn, was an All-Star winger with the Rangers and served as their head coach from
1948 to 1950. He was also general manager of the Boston Bruins for many years.
Craig’s uncle, Muzz Patrick, a former Canadian Heavyweight Amateur Boxing
Champion, played defense for the Rangers then served as their general manager/
head coach from 1954 to 1964.
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ED JOHNSTON
Head Coach

Johnston, 59, returns for the third season of his second
stint as the Penguins Head Coach. He has the third best
regular season coaching record in the NHL over the last
two seasons, with a record of 73-43-16 in 132 games.
During the 1993-94 season, Johnston coached the Pen-
guins to their first Northeast Division Championship. He
previously coached the Penguins for three seasons from
1980-81 to 1982-83 and was promoted to general manager
of the team on May 27, 1983, a position he held for five
seasons. During the 1988-89 season, he served as the
assistant general manager. Johnston’s overall record as
the Penguins head coach is 152-169-51. He holds the club
record for most coaching wins and most games coached.

On May 11, 1989, Johnston was named vice president and general manager of the Hartford
Whalers. He served in that capacity for three seasons, reaching the playoffs each year. During
Johnston’s first season in Hartford, the Whalers recorded the second best record (38-33-9) in
their NHL history. This was due in part to a pre-season trade, in which he acquired Pat Verbeek
from the New Jersey Devils. Verbeek led the Whalers with 44 goals that season.

Johnston played in the NHL for 16 seasons, from 1962-63 to 1977-78, and played on two
Stanley Cup Championship teams as a member of the Boston Bruins. He also played for Toronto
and St. Louis and finished his career with Chicago. Johnston was the last NHL goaltender to play
every minute of a season, when he played all 70 games in 1963-64 for the Bruins. Overall, he
played in 592 career NHL games, recording 236 wins, 32 shutouts and finished his career with
a goals against average of 3.25.

Following his last season as a player (1977-78), Johnston began his coaching career with
Chicago’s top minor league team, New Brunswick in the American Hockey League. Prior to the
1979-80 season, he was named as the Blackhawks head coach, where he led the team to a 34-
27-19record and a first place finish in the Smythe Division. This marked a 15-pointimprovement
over the previous season.

Johnston became the Penguins Head Coach after his one season with Chicago. He guided
the team to the playoffs in each of his first two seascns, both times suffering heart-breaking
losses in overtime in the deciding game of the first round. During the 1981-82 season, the
Penguins set an NHL record for the most power play goals by a team in a season with 99.

Johnston was named Penguins general manager prior to the start of the 1983-84 season.
Among his draft choices was Mario Lemieux. Former Penguins players drafted by Johnston
include Zarley Zalapski, Doug Bodger, Bob Errey, Rob Brown, Shawn McEachern and Craig
Simpson. While in Hartford, Johnston drafted current Whaler Geoff Sanderson. Among his
trades that helped build the Penguins into a championship team were the acquisition of Kevin
Stevens from Los Angeles for Anders Hakansson and a seven player trade with Edmonton that
brought Paul Coffey to Pittsburgh.

Johnston and wife Diane have three children, Michele, E.J. Jr. and Joseph. The Johnstons
reside in the South Hills area of Pittsburgh.

Kehoe, 44, begins his ninth season on the Pen-
guins coaching staff. An NHL right winger through
14 seasons, he broke into the NHL with Toronto in
1971. After three seasons, he was traded to Pitts-
burgh where he spent the remainder of his playing
career. Following his playing career, Kehoe spent
two seasons as the team’s professional scout,
before moving behind the bench in 1986.

A charter member of the Penguins Hall of Fame,
Kehoe ranks second on the club’s all-time scoring
list with 636 points. He is second in all-time games
played (722), third in goals (312), fourth in assists
(824) and third in power play goals (95).

During his Penguins career, Kehoe led the team in goals and points on three occasions.
He recorded 25-or-more goals in nine of his 10 seasons as a Penguin while topping the 30-
goal mark five times.

He won the NHL’s Lady Byng Trophy, after scoring a club record 55 goals during the 1980-
81 season. He was also Pittsburgh’s representative in the 1981 and 1982 NHL All-Star
Games.

Kehoe was inducted into the Western Pennsylvania Sports Hall of Fame on May 7, 1995
for his achievements as a player. He served as head coach for the Pittsburgh Phantoms
during their inaugural season in the Roller Hockey International League in 1994 and led the
club to the second round of the playoffs. He resides in the South Hills of Pittsburgh and has
a daughter Karrie.

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BRYAN TROTTIER
Assistant Coach

Trottier, 39, will begin his second season as a
Penguins full time assistant coach, after a stellar
NHL career spanning 18 seasons.

Regarded as one of the best two-way centers in
NHL history, Trottier helped both Pittsburgh and
the New York Islanders to a combined six Stanley
Cup Championships. He provided the Penguins
with much needed leadership in winning back to
back championships in 1991 and 1992. While in
New York, Trottier led the Islanders to four straight
Stanley Cup Championships from 1980 to 1983.

Trottier's career statistics place him among the
best ever to play the game. He is sixth on the NHL
all time scoring list with 1,425 points. He has played
in 1279 games, scoring 524 goals and 901 assists. Trottier recorded over 100 points sixtimes
and scored 30 or more goals 11 times, including 50 goals during the 1981-1982 season.

He won the Calder Trophy as the NHL’s 1976-77 Rookie of the Year and the Hart Trophy
as Most Valuable Player in 1978-79. Other accomplishments include the Conn Smythe
Trophy as playoff MVP in 1980 and winning the Art Ross Trophy in 1979. Trottier was a First
Team NHL All-Star in 1977-78 and 1978-79 and was a Second Team selection in 1981-82
and 1983-84. Trottier played in eight NHL All-Star Games.

Acquired by the Penguins on July 20, 1990, he left after the 1991-92 season to re-join the
Islanders in a front office position. Still feeling the desire to play, Trottier came back to the
Penguins for the 1993-94 season as a player/assistant coach. In three seasons with the
Penguins, he played in 156 games and recorded 72 points (24+48).

Trottier played for the Pittsburgh Phantoms of Roller Hockey International during their
inaugural season in 1994.

He and wife Nickie reside in Pittsburgh with their three children, Bryan Jr., Lindsy Ann and
Taylor.

Head Scout

Malone joined the Penguins’ scouting staff in July of 1988 after
an 11-year NHL playing career with Pittsburgh, Hartford and
Quebec.

Hired to scout the Ontario area and CCHA in 1988-89, Malone
was given additional responsibilities the following year as the
team’s head scout, a position he has held the past five seasons.

A Penguins center from 1976 to 1983, Malone ranks ninth on
the club’s all-time scoring list with 364 points. He ranks ninth in
goals (143), 13thin assists (221) and is tied for ninth place with 425
games played. He recorded his best offensive season in 1978-79 when he led the Penguins in
goals (35) and points (65).

Malone has operated his hockey school for the past seven summers in Pittsburgh for local
youths. He resides in the Pittsburgh area with sons Ryan and Mark.

GILLES MELOCHE
Goaltending Coach & Scout

Meloche joined the Penguins’ management team in December
of 1989 as goaltending coach and scout and has served in that
position the past five years.

An NHL goaltender for 17 plus seasons, Meloche played in 788
games and registered 270 career wins while playing with Chicago,
California, Cleveland, Minnesota and Pittsburgh. He played in the
. Stanley Cup playoffs six consecutive years with Minnesota from
&, 1980 to 1985, including the North Stars’ drive to the Stanley Cup

N Finals in 1980-81. He ranks second on Minnesota’s all-time list of
goaltenders in wins (141), shutouts (9) and games played (328).

Meloche first joined the Penguins’ organization in September of 1985 via a trade and played
his last three seasons as a Penguin before retiring from play in 1988. He resides in his hometown
of Rosemere, Quebec with son Eric and daughter Annie.

LES BINKLEY
Scout

One of the original Penguins, Binkley started his NHL
career in Pittsburgh’s inaugural season after the 1967 NHL
expansion.

He played five seasons with the Penguins from 1967 to
1972 and still holds the franchise record for most career
shutouts with 11.

Binkley ranks fourth among Penguins goaltenders with 58
career wins and ranks fifth in goals against average with 3.12.

In 1972, he moved to the WHA where he played with Ottawa
in 1972-73 and then Toronto from 1973 to 1976. He joined the New York Rangers’
organization in 1977 serving as a scout and working on special assignments during the
1977-78 season. He was then hired by the Winnipeg Jets as their Chief Scout and served
in that position from 1978 until 1989.

Binkley returned to the Penguins’ organization in 1989 and has served on the scouting
staff the past four seasons. He and wife Eleanor reside in Hanover, Ontario, and have two
children, son Randy and daughter Leslie and four grandchildren.
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HERB BROOKS
Scout

Brooks was the head coach of the Gold Medal winning 1980
United States Olympic Hockey Team. After the Olympics, he
coached one season in Switzerland, before being named head
coach of the New York Rangers. Brooks coached the Rangers
for three and a half seasons.

Following his stint with the Rangers, Brooks coached St.
Cloud University for one season (1986-87) and then served as
head coach ofthe Minnescta North Stars for one season (1987-
88). He was named head coach of the New Jersey Devils on
June 5, 1992, after serving as the coach of their main minor league affiliate (Utica) the
previous season. Brooks coached the Devils for one season and had a record of 40-37-7.

Prior to coaching the Olympic Team in 1980, Brooks served as head coach at the
University of Minnesota for seven seasons, from 1972-73 to 1978-79, winning three NCAA
Championships. He played on the U.S. Oiymptc Teams in 1964 and 1968 and at the
University of Minnesota. Brooks was elected to the U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame in 1990, and
won the Lester Patrick Award for service to hockey in the United States in 1980. He served
as a color commentator on SportsChannel America NHL broadcasts during the 1988-89 and
1980-90 seasons.

RALPH COX
Scout

A two-time All American at the University of New Hampshire,
Cox played varsity hockey while earning a business degree at
UNH. He is the Wildcats’ all-time leading scorer with 243 career
points and their all-time leader in goals with 127.

Cox was a member of the U.S. National Team in 1979 and
participated in the U.S. Olympic program in 1980. From 1981-
86 he worked in Europe as a player/coach for teams in Finland,
Austria and Switzerland.

In 1989, Cox joined the Penguins’ organization as the team’s
New England scout. Entering his sixth year on the Penguins’ scouting staff, he and his wife
Elizabeth reside in the Boston area with daughter Delia and son Dylan.

CHARLIE HODGE
Scout

Hodge begins his sixth year on the Penguins scouting staff.

As an NHL goaltender, Hodge played 12 years, including all
or part of nine seasons with the Montreal Canadiens. In 1964, he
won the Vezina Trophy as the NHL goaltender with the best
goals against average, posting a 2.26 average while recording
eight shutouts. In 1966, he shared Vezina Trophy honors with
teammate Lorne Worsley. He was a member of five Stanley Cup
Championship teams with Montreal in 1958, 1959, 1960, 1965
and 1966 and was named to the NHL’s Second All-Star Team

in 1964 and 1965.
In 1967, he was drafted from Montreal by the California Seals in the NHL Expansion Draft.
In 1969, he was loaned to Vancouver of the WHA and was drafted by Vancouver inthe 1970
NHL Expansion Draft and retired as a player at the end of the 1970-71 season.
Hodge spent two plus seasons coaching in the Major Junior and Tier Il leagues before
joining the Winnipeg Jets’ scouting staff in 1980. He and wife Sheila have three sons and
five grandchildren and reside in Langley, British Columbia.
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MARK KELLEY
European Scout

Kelley enters his third year with the Penguins’ organization after
two successful seasons as the team’s European Scout. In addition
to his scouting responsibilities, Kelley spent the past two years
based in Moscow as the Assistant’General Manager for the
Russian Penguins. His key acquisitions for the Central Red Army
Team has enlarged their number of NHL drafted players to 10 over
the past two years. His talent evaluations have also paid dividends
for the Pittsburgh Penguins as the team has drafted seven Soviet
players over the past two seasons.

Kelley spent the Erevious five years scouting for the Quebec
Nordiques’ organization serving as their New England scout from 1988 to 1990. At the
conclusion of the 1989-90 season, his responsibilities increased as he was named Quebec’s
USA scout responsible for scouting the United States high school, college and junior ranks as
well as cross-checking the Canadian Junior Hockey League.

A native of Waterville, Maine, Kelley attended Colby College where he played four years of
varsity hockey serving as team captain his senior year. A left wing during his playing career,
Kelley played in Lusteneau, Austria during the 1980-81 season. At the conclusion of the
European hockey season, he joined the Binghamton Whalers of the American Hockey League
where he played the final portion of the season.

Kelley served as an assistant hockey coach at Colby College from 1982 to 1984.

GLENN PATRICK
Scout

Patrick enters his second year on the Penguins scouting staff.
A defenseman throughout his playing career, Patrick broke into
the pro ranks with Kansas City (CHL) in 1970-71. He spentthe next
eight seasons splitting time between the CHL., AHI_, WHL and NHL
including tenures with the St. Louis Blues, California Golden Seals
and Cleveland Barons. In 1978, Patrick was a member of the U.S.
National Team and played atthe World Championships in Czecho-
slovakia.
; In 1982, he accepted the position of head coach for the Peoria
S, Prancers of the International Hockey League and served in that
capacity for one year. Patrick returned to coaching in 1991 serving
as assistant coach under John Brophy with the Hampton Admirals (ECHL) during the 1991-92
and 1992-93 seasons.
Born in New York, Patrick grew up in Massachusetts where his father Lynn Patrick served as
coach then general manager of the Boston Bruins from 1950 to 1965. Brother of Penguins
general manager Craig Patrick, he and wife Eleanor have a son, Curtiss, and daughter Veronica.

PHIL RUSSELL
Professional Scout

Russell enters his third year in the scouting ranks after coaching
the Lumberjacks the previous five seasons. He also served as
Assistant General Manager of the IHL Cleveland Lumberjacks in
1993-94 and 1994-95. He is responsible for evaluating player
talent in the professional leagues.

In 1991-92, during his first year as head coach of the Lumber-
jacks, he guided his team to a 41-28-13 record and a trip to the
Turner Cup Championship round against Kansas City. During his
tenure with the Lumberjacks, the club won two East Division
Championships, two Huber Trophy titles and one Turner Cup crown. He shared IHL Coach of
the Year honors with Blair MacDonald after the Jacks won the Turner Cup Championship in
1988-89. Prior to joining the coaching ranks, Russell enjoyed a highly successful 15-year career
as a defenseman in the NHL.
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Located in the heart of Pittsburgh, the Civic Arena serves a population of over 2.7
million people in the western Pennsylvania, eastern Ohio, and West Virginia regions.
Centrally located, the Civic Arena is easily accessible from Pittsburgh’s main and
interstate highways.

Year-round, the Civic Arena offers a wide variety of entertainment with exciting
tenants like the 1991 and 1992 Stanley Cup Champions Pittsburgh Penguins of the
NHL, the Pittsburgh Stingers of the Continental Indoor Soccer League and University
of Pittsburgh basketball. The Civic Arena hosts over 170 events annually from family
spectaculars such as Ice Capades and Sesame Street Live to major concerts such
as Eric Clapton, Billy Joel, Metallica, Garth Brooks and Rod Stewart.

The Civic Arena boasts excellent seating capacity, flexible design and modern
luxuries. The arena is capable of seating 17,181 for hockey games and up to 18,000
for concerts with 56 sky boxes, 420 in-arena luxury and 1,132 total luxury seats. The
facility offers the flexibility of five different seating configurations and the luxury of the
elegant Igioo Club which can accommodate over 400 people for pre-event dinners
and banquets.

The Civic Arena features the largest retractable stainless steel roof in the world.
Built in 1961, the arena was designed for use by the Civic Light Opera. Originally
named the Civic Auditorium, the $22 million facility was financed by a combination
of public and private funds including outright grants from the City of Pittsburgh,
Allegheny County and Edgar J. Kaufmann.

The arena project played a major role in the rapid growth Pittsburgh experienced
in the late 50’s and early 60’s. The Bell Telephone building, Gateway Center, the
Hilton Hotel, Mellon Square Park, and the Fort Pitt tunnel and bridge were all erected
in that period.

Famous for its revolutionary architectural design, the Civic Arena’s roof is con-
structed to open or close in 2 1/2 minutes. The roof — which has no interior supports
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—is divided radially into eight leaves and is supported by a huge cantilever arm that
arches 260 feet. Built from 2,950 tons of Pittsburgh steel, the mammoth dome roof
measures 170,000 total square feet.

Home of the NHL'’s Pittsburgh Penguins, hockey enthusiasts refer to the arena by
its nickname — “The Igloo”. Since the arena opened in 1961, the building has
undergone several expansion programs. In the years 1972-75, the press box was
constructed, 23 “super boxes” were built, and the “E” section balconies were added
to raise the seating capacity from the original 13,000 to over 17,000. The year 1991
marked the completion of a three-year, $11.4 million renovation program, which
included exterior landscaping, new A-level seating, reconstruction of the Igioo Club,
the addition of new super boxes and the installation of computerized ice making
equipment. In 1993, two additional balconies, six superboxes and a new club seating
section were added to expand the total building capacity to 18,000. And the summer
of 1994 brought the construction of six new superboxes and 27 in-arenaluxury boxes.

Also, in 1994, the Penguins, at their expense, added two new balconies at the
Northand South ends ofthe arena which totaled 1,000 new seats; relocated the press
box to the West side of the arena and expanded seating from 85 to 96 seats;
constructed six new super boxes and 88 club seats where the old press box was
located; and constructed 16 new 8-seat Golden Circle Boxes, located at each exit/
entrance to the concourse.

Spectacor Management Group (SMG) is the management company for both the
Civic Arena and Three Rivers Stadium. Philadelphia-based SMG is universally
recognized as the world leader in the private management of public assembly
facilities. SMG currently operates 55 facilities worldwide including the Los Angeles
Coliseum, Louisiana Superdome, London Arena (England), Soldier Field (Chicago)
and Long Beach Entertainment Center. SMG facilities combined host more concerts
than any presenter in the world.

Twenty-two (22) professional sports teams and nine (9) major collegiate men’s
basketball and football programs make their home at SMG buildings. SMG facilities
have hosted many prestigious events such as: the Democratic and Republican
National Conventions, The Superbowl, The World Series, NCAA Men’s Regional and
Final Four Basketball Championships, NBA Championships, NHL Stanley Cup
Finals, the 1984 Summer Olympics, and the Amnesty International World Tour.
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OFFICIAL TRAINING CAMP OF THE PITTSBURGH PENGUINS

ICEOPLEX AT SOUTHPOINTE, the Penguins new state-of-the-art training facil-
ity, is located in the Southpointe Development Project, a multi-purpose park in Cecil
Township, Washington County, adjacent to the Southpointe Golf Club.

Southpointe Rink Associates, a partnership between the ownership of the Pitts-
burgh Penguins, Howard Baldwin, Morris Belzberg and Thomas Ruta, and Penguins
superstar Mario Lemieux, entered into an agreement with Ice Specialty Entertain-
ment Inc. in May of 1994 to build the facility. ICEOPLEX AT SOUTHPOINTE opened
its doors to the public on May 20, 1995 and celebrated its Grand Opening on
September 16, 1995.

The multi-purpose facility will serve as the official training center for the Pittsburgh
Penguins. It features an NHL regulation ice surface. The facility contains separate
Penguins areas including locker room, training room, weight rocm, lounge area,
video room, and offices for the general manager and coaching staff.

ICEOPLEX offers 24 programs for both adults and children. The state-of-the-art
training facility has hockey, figure skating, aerobics, jazz and ballet classes, in-line
roller skating, indoor soccer, public skating sessions and a variety of other youth and
adult activities.

ICEOPLEX AT SOUTHPOINTE's ice and roller hockey programs are directed by
NHL veteran Alain Lemieux. Teams and leagues are developed according to ages
and ability. The facility’s skating school programs are directed by former National
Skating Champion and Olympic and world competitor Suzy Semanick.

The Youth Ice Hockey program for ages 6 to 17 includes four instructional clinics,
a weekly game with certified officials, a bi-weekly team practice, team jersey,
championship trophies and complimentary public skating passes.

The Adult Ice Hockey program is for adults 18 years of age and older. An over 30-
year-old league is also scheduled. The adult program includes a placement clinic, 20
league games and two playoff games with certified officials, championship trophies
and league statistics and newsletters.

The Roller Hockey program has youth registration for ages 9 to 17 and adult
registration for ages 18 and older. Both programs include 18 league games plus two
playoff games with certified officials, team jerseys, statistical reports and champion-
ship trophies.

The ICEOPLEX ice and in-line skating school programs for both adults and
children range from teaching the inexperienced skater to training the world-level
competitor. The variety of programs include learn-to-play hockey, pick-up hockey,
power skating, figure skating and ballet.

Upon enroliment, skating school participants receive two months of weekly class
lessons, four complimentary public skating sessicn passes, skate rental discounts,
progress reporis and certificates of achievement. Discounts are available for second
family member enroliment.
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A highly-regarded professional staff has been assembled to serve the public at the
new facility. Penguins’ President Jack Kelley announced on February 3, 1995, the
appointments of Dave Hanson as general manager and Scott Baldwin as operations
manager. Alain Lemieux was then hired as director of ice hockey and Suzy Semanick
was named skating director.

Dave Hanson, General Manager

He joins the Penguins staff following a highly-successful three-year term as
executive vice president and general manager of the Capital District Islanders and
the Albany River Rats of the American Hockey League, where he was responsible
for the club’s financial, marketing and business operations. He played professional
hockey from 1974-84, including stops with Detroit and Minnesota of the NHL,
Minnesota, New England and Birmingham of the World Hockey Association and
Providence and Adirondack of the American Hockey League.

Scott Baldwin, Operations Manager

He is responsible for supervision and maintenance of the entire facility, including
maintenance of the ice and refrigeration equipment, and will be heavily involved in
customer safety and service. A graduate of the highly-acclaimed Pratt Whitney Jet
Training Program, he has worked as a jet engine mechanic for both Business
Express Airlines and the Gas Turbine Corporation.

Alain Lemieux, Director of Ice Hockey

He last played in the NHL in 1986-87 with the Penguins after playing parts of five
seasons with the St. Louis Blues and Quebec Nordiques. In 119 career NHL games,
he recorded 72 points and had 10 points in 19 career playoff games. Prior to his
ICEOPLEX AT SOUTHPOINTE appointment, he had spent 18 months serving as
director of hockey operations for a Pittsburgh area ice facility.

Suzy Semanick, Skating Director

A Pittsburgh native, she competed for the United States in the 1988 Winter
Olympics at Calgary, Alberta, finishing sixth in the championship dance competition.
She also represented the US at the 1985 World Championships in Japan and the
1986 Championships in the United States. She has competed internationally in ice
dancing since 1983 and joins Southpointe with a long list of credentials, including four
first place tities, one silver medal and three bronze medals at the USA National
Championships from 1983-91. She received numerous honors and awards through-
out her career including the Pittsburgh Artistic Sportswoman of the Year Award in
1986, 1987 and 1988.

ANTI-DRUG PROGRAM

The Penguins anti-drug effort is the heart of the team’s community relations program.
Included in the program are school appearances, an anti-drug video, production of anti-
drug posters and television and radio public service announcements.

Players and coaches make school appearances throughout the season. The
assemblies are emceed by Pens announcers Mike Lange, Paul Steigerwald, Doug
MclLeod and Stan Savran. Also taking part in the program are a DARE anti-drug
information specialist or an FBIl agent and a representative from St. Francis
Hospital’s drug dependency unit.

The Penguins have distributed over 250,000 anti-drug posters in the last four years
to schools, amateur sports groups and western Pennsylvania police departments.
The posters have also been used by the DARE program.

Over 2,500 copies of the Penguins anti-drug video “Goals For Life” have been
distributed to area schools and police departments.
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PENGUINS COMMUNITY AFFILIATIONS

The Penguins are involved with a wide range of community and social service
organizations in the western Pennsylvania area. Some of the programs are very
extensive and some are limited, butin all cases the Penguins presence has been very
beneficial.

Included in the program are special events involving the entire team, individual
player appearances, posters, public service announcements, hospital visits, articles
in Penguins Magazine, use of the Penguins information booth on game nights,
special handout and collection nights at the arena, as well as donations of reading
materials to hospital patients and learn-to-read programs.

The groups who receive all or some of the above support programs are: Allegheny
Valley School, Alzheimer’s Disease Alliance, American Heart Association, Animal
Friends, Ashley Barrasso Cancer Research Fund, The Greater Pittsburgh Commu-
nity Food Bank, The Boy Scouts, Boys Clubs/Girls Clubs, Carnegie Library, Children’s
Hospital, Cystic Fibrosis Foundation, DARE, Diabetes Association, Pittsburgh Fire
Department, Girl Scouts, Goodwill, The Greater Pittsburgh Community Food Bank,
State Forestry Department, Habitat for Humanity, Junior Achievement, The Kidney
Foundation, The Leukemia Society, Mothers Against Drunk Driving, Make-A-Wish
Foundation, Mom’s House, the National Autism Society, Pittsburgh School Board,
PA Liquor Control Board, PA State Education Assoc., St. Francis Hospital, The
Salvation Army, Allegheny County Special Olympics, Pennsylvania State Police,
The United Way, Veterans’ Hospitals, and the Pittsburgh Zoo.

Some of the very special programs involving some of the above organizations are:
support of the Boy Scouts Spring and Fall Round Ups; extensive involvement with
the Carnegie Library’s Read To Me and Summer Reading programs; a practice and
luncheon for the Make-A-Wish Foundation and its patients with all the Penguins
players; the Adopt Your Favorite Penguin Player program with the Zoo; a poster
contest with Junior Achievement and a Geography contest with the State Education
Assoc.

HOSPITAL VISITS

Each year, the Penguins players and coaches make a visit to the Pittsburgh
Children’s Hospital and St. Francis Hospital.

The Penguins have had a long time affiliation with Children’s Hospital. “The
children are an inspiration to us,” Penguins center Ron Francis emphasized. “Many
of these kids are in life threatening situations, and yet they have a smile and an
enthusiasm that is inspiring.”

Pittsburgh has three Veterans facilities. In the past, both players and coaches have
donated time to visit each of the three hospitals.

St. Francis is amajor sponsor of the Penguins and is actively involved in the team’s
anti-drug program.

SCHOLARSHIPS

The Penguins have two scholarship programs: the Bob Johnson Scholarship and
the Continuing Education Scholarships for Pittsburgh senior high school students.

The Penguins started the Johnson program in honor of the late Penguins coach
who led the club to its first Stanley Cup Championship in 1991. Coach Johnson died
less than six months later of brain cancer. The $2,500 Johnson Scholarship
sponsored by the Penguins and the Penguins Booster Club is presented to a western
Pennsylvania high school senior for academic achievement, community service and
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demonstrated leadership, sportsmanship and a positive attitude as a member of the
student’s high school hockey program. Applicants must have a 3.2 grade point
average.

The Continuing Education Scholarship program was started in 1993 with three
$1,000 scholarships. The Penguins increased the number of scholarships to five in
1994 and will present eight in 1996. The scholarships are awarded on the basis of
academic achievement, community invoivement and participation in school activi-
ties. All applicants must have a 3.0 grade point average. The scholarship money can
be used at a four-year college, a junior college or a professional technical school.

Over the past four years, the Penguins have awarded five Bob Johnson Scholar-
ships and 13 Continuing Education Scholarships to deserving high school seniors.

FOOD AND TOY COLLECTIONS

In March of 1992, the Penguins held their first SCORE AGAINST HUNGER NIGHT
forthe benefit of the Greater Pittsburgh Community Food Bank. Two drives were held
during the 1992-93 season and one was held in 1993-94. Fans attending the game
on the food collection night are urged to bring a small bag of non-perishable food
items. In return, fans receive a full color action poster of a Penguins player. Thus far,
the four food drives have resulted in food donations totaling 1080 pounds and over
$3,000 in cash donations. Another food drive is scheduled during the 1995-96
season. The Penguins have combined with the Salvation Army for toy collection
nights. Over 900 toys and $809 were collected over the past two years. Another toy
collection is scheduled for 1995-96.

PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENTS

The Penguins have supported a number of charitable organizations with the
assistance of players, coaches and General Manager Craig Patrick through televi-
sion and radio public service announcements. Over the past four seasons, the
Penguins have made 41 PSAs. During the 1994-95 season, Penguins staff and
players did PSAs for the American Diabetes Association, American Heart Associa-
tion, Animal Friends Shelter, Anti-Drug School Program, Arthritis Foundation, Big
Brothers and Big Sisters, Blood Bank, Boy Scouts, Boys.& Girls Ciubs, Carnegie
Library, Cystic Fibrosis Foundation, Food Bank, Habitat for Humanity, Junior
Achievement, Kidney Foundation, Multiple Sclerosis Society, PA Liquor Control
Board, Pittsburgh Zoo, Salvation Army, Special Olympics, State Police Safety Belt
Program and the YMCA.

KBL Prime Sports produced the television PSAs while Bill DiFabio’s Sports Call
produced the radio messages. The Penguins have 10 television and 10 radio PSAs
scheduled for the 1995-96 season.

POSTERS

Lastseason, the Penguins were featured in six posters that were produced for local
charities and social service groups. A total of 173,000 posters were printed and
distributed. The major poster was the Penguins anti-drug poster. Some 50,000
copies were distributed to police departments, schools, amateur sports groups and
after school groups. During the 1994-95 season, Penguins-related posters were
produced for the Central Blood Bank, Greater Pittsburgh Food Bank, Junior Achieve-
ment, PA Liquor Control Board, St. Francis Health Foundation and the Penguins Anti-
Drug Program. There will be atleast six Penguins-related posters during the 1995-96
season.
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PENGUINS INFORMATION BOOTH AND PENGUINS MAGAZINE

Due to the hectic in-season game and travel schedules, the Penguins can only fill
a portion of the requests for player and staff appearances that come from local
groups. However, there are several other ways the team can assist these organiza-
tions.

One of the most successful non-player activities that the Penguins have started is
allowing organizations to use the Penguins information booth on a game night to
distribute literature to the 17,000 plus fans who are interested. Public address and
messageboard announcements alert the fans to the organization in the booth at each
game. In addition, a feature story on the organization appears in Penguins Magazine
that evening. Last year, 21 charity, social service and public service organizations
used the information booth.

PENGUINS AT YOUR SERVICE DINNER

Penguins Director of Public Relations Cindy
Himes started this event for the benefit of the
Cystic Fibrosis Foundation in 1986. Over the past
nine years, the dinner has raised over $850,000
for successful research into discovering a cure for
cystic fibrosis. The black- tie affair has turned into
one of the major social events of the year in
Pittsburgh.

Penguins players work as waiters at the event,
which also includes a major fund raising auction
at the end of the evening.

PENGUINS/USX BLOOD DRIVE
Last August, the fourth annual Penguins/USX ;’ﬁ:’pm" Jagr "X‘t”\',‘:' il x‘;‘"er at

(formerly US Steel) Blood Drive for the benefit of Dmn:rngums . ce

the Pittsburgh Central Blood Bank was held atthe

USXTower Building. During the firstthree years, a total of 1553 people donated blood

during the three-day drives. This past August, there were 418 donors making it the

second largest blood drive in the history of the USX Tower. Penguins players,

announcers and staff appear at the event to sign autographs for the donors, and the

team also contributes a variety of raffle prizes.

PENGUINS CARNIVAL

The Penguins Carnival was started in August of 1992 to benefit local charities or
social service groups and was a major success with a crowd of over 10,000 people
attending the day-long event. Last September 9, the Penguins teamed up with the
Pittsburgh Zoo to host the first “Penguins Festival at the Zoo”, formally known as the
Penguins Carnival. Proceeds from the day-long event were donated to the Zoo’s Kids
Kingdom, the Aqua Zoo which houses the penguins exhibit, and the Pittsburgh
Penguins Scholarship Fund.

The festival is basically an opportunity for Penguins fans, especially families, to get
autographs of players and coaches, see unique exhibits, play a wide variety of
games, meet the Penguins and Stingers mascots, win Penguins raffle prizes and
enjoy the atmosphere of wild exotic animals at the Zoo.
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The Pittsburgh Penguins Amateur Hockey Development Office, under the direc-
tion of George Kirk, is in place to service the neecls of amateur hockey players and
to help foster the growth of hockey in the Pittsburgh Penguins’ market area.

“The Penguins Amateur Hockey Development Office has been a strong partner in
the growth of amateur hockey in western Pennsylvania for a number of years, and
the leadership will continue in the years ahead,” Penguins Chairman of the Board
Howard Baldwin remarked. “The Penguins stand ready and willing to help amateur
hockey maintain its growing popularity among youngsters of all ages.”

The goals and objectives of the Penguins Amateur Hockey Office run parallel with
that of USA Hockey by placing a very strong emphasis on character development
through athletic competition and academic excellence. It is the feeling of the
Penguins that a well-rounded youth will be the strongest contributing member of
society as well as a future hockey fan.

A look at the program....

CLINICS: The Penguins host and sponsor coaches’ clinics as well as Learn-to-
Play Hockey Clinics which are critical to the development of the sport in the area.

TRI LINES: Noted as one of the top local amateur hockey publications in the
country, TriLines provides meaningful information to local hockey families, including
articles onthe proper approach to youth hockey as well as statistics and other related
material. It is completely subsidized by the Penguins.

TAHA: The Tri-State Area Hockey Association is the umbrella organization for all
local associations. The Penguins work very closely with TAHA in pursuing common
objectives. Pens Amateur Hockey Development Director George Kirk served as
president of TAHA for seven years and currently serves on the board.

PENS STREET PALS: In conjunction with the National Hockey League and the
NIKE/NHL Street Program, the Amateur Hockey Development Office is sponsoring
and helping to administer a street hockey program in which equipment is donated to
local school districts and community centers in an effort to get more children playing
hockey. As of September 1995, there were 13,000 youngsters enrolled in the Pens
Street Pals program.

ADVISORY: The Penguins Amateur Hockey Development Office provides infor-
mation and advice on how to most efficiently operate an amateur hockey program
from top to bottom. -

HIGH SCHOOL HOCKEY: Playoffs among western Pennsylvania high school
teams at A, AA and AAA levels are co-sponsored by the Penguins at the Civic Arena
each year. The teams play for the Penguins Cup championship at each level. The
permanent Penguins Cup trophy itself stands over three feet high and was donated
and is maintained by the Penguins. State playoffs and the annual All-Star games are
both sponsored and promoted by the Penguins as well as a player of the month
award.

TAPE AND PUBLICATION LIBRARY: Top level instructional material is made
available free of charge to local coaches through the Amateur Hockey Development
Office.

USA HOCKEY: The Penguins work closely with USA Hockey in promoting
programs and relaying important information to local players and coaches.

PAHL: The Pittsburgh Amateur Hockey League is the developmental forum
where young hockey players refine their fundamental skills. The Penguins work
closely with the PAHL to enhance various programs and reinforce the priorities of the
game.

SUMMER STIX GOLF TOURNAMENT: The Penguins annually host a golf
tournament for the benefit of youth hockey. This exclusive outing features all of the
Penguins’ players and coaches and is considered to be one of the top benefit
tournaments in Pittsburgh.

COACHES ASSOCIATION: The Penguins Amateur Hockey Development Of-
fice is currently working with local coaches in the development of a highly-efficient,
coordinated association that will help amateur hockey to take giant strides in the
years ahead.
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The agreement between the Pittsburgh Penguins
andthe Central Red Army team that was signed in June
of 1983 was the first international sports marketing joint
venture between a United States professional team
and a European sports franchise. The marriage of
exciting American sports entertainment to the rich
Russian hockey tradition has produced sold out arenas
and nationally televised games.

Last year the great crowds continued and the team
showed greatimprovement. The team’s average atten-
dance soared from 500 fans in 1992-93 to 4,800 in
1993-94 while Moscow’s three other teams, Dynamo,
Spartak and the Soviet Wings averaged under 1,000.
On November 7, 1993, the Russian Penguins sold out
the Sport Palace with over 6,000 fans crammed into an arena that holds 5,600. The
sellout was their first since 1984 during the glory years with such stars as Viacheslav
Fetisov, Viadimir Krutov, Igor Larionov and Sergei Makarov.

CSKA fans appreciate good hockey and enjoy western style sports entertainment.
Russian Penguins games featured light shows, rock and roll music, Olympic gold medal
figure skaters, circus acrobats, dance teams, fan penalty shots against professional
goaltenders, legends tributes, and even dancing bears.

Hockey enthusiasts who once wore CSKA jerseys, featuring the communist hammer
and sickle, are now wearing clothing with the team’s new Russian Penguins logo.

Numerous hockey stars and celebrities attend the Russian Penguins games and the
Ice Palace is becoming the “place to be seen” for entertainers, politicians, even the grand
generals of the Russian Army.

The Russian Penguins also captured the attention of major media outlets in the United
States during its inaugural season. The team was featured in Business Week, Time
Magazine, and Sports lllustrated and on CBS, NBC and CNN television.

“The agreement with the Central Red Army team has been very successful on just
about every level,” Penguins Chairman of the Board Howard Baldwin remarked. “Equally
as important, we have helped to bring back the great tradition of the Central Red Army
team to its fans. We have retired numbers of the all-time greats, that has been received
by everyone and it strengthened the bond between the ownership, the fans and the
Army.”

“The fact that 10 members of the Central Red Army team have been taken in the past
two NHL Drafts, certainly shows the major improvements that have been made.”

In June of 1994, Disney Sports Enterprises, inc., announced that it had purchased an
interest in Penguins Army (International) Ltd., (PAIL), as part of a three-way working
agreement with the Central Red Army hockey team and the Pitisburgh Penguins hockey
club. This agreement provides Disney Sports Enterprises, Inc., with some operational
control and certain ownership rights in the Central Red Army hockey team.

“This three-way agreement s *historical’ for all parties concerned,” said Disney Sports
Enterprises, Inc., President Tony Tavares. “Our association with the Central Red Army
hockey team provides us with the opportunity to market a legendary Russian team world-
wide and gives us an active involvement in the development of Russian hockey talent.

Both Tavares and Penguins’ Chairman of the Board Howard Baldwin feel this is just
the beginning of many opportunities in Europe for professional hockey.

“Obviously, the Penguins ownership is thrilled about Disney joining us in this unique
agreement,” Baldwin said. “Their marketing skills, their expertise in international busi-
ness and their total dedication to doing everything in a first-class manner make them an
ideal partner for the Pittsburgh Penguins.

“The merchandising opportunities with Disney on board are tremendous. However,
just as important is the fact that the Russian people will benefit from the agreement
between the three parties since it allows us to do a number of new things to complement
and support the great tradition of Central Red Army Hockey.”

The Central Red Army organization and Russia have produced many top NHL
performers over the past few years including Vancouver's Pave! Bure, Detroit’s Sergei
Fedorov, San Jose’s Sergei Makarov and Igor Larionov, New York’s Sergei Zubov,
Vancouver's Alexander Mogilny and Buffalo’s Alexei Zhitnik.
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Pittsburgh Penguins superstar Mario Lemieux announced

in July of 1993 that he had formed the Mario Lemieux G
Foundation to assist cancer research programs. A/ 4

The Foundation’s support is available to organizations V4,
and research hospitals throughout the United States and /4
Canada. Pittsburgh Penguins’ staff personnel handle the
day-to-day administration of the Foundation, but all grants rHE
are made by a Board of Directors headed by Lemieux.

“As | went through the treatments for Hodgkin’s disease NIAR}gniI;%IEUX
in the winter of 1993, | began to realize how fragile life can
be,” Lemieux said. “| saw how fortunate | was to be able to play the greatest game in
the world, enjoy two Stanley Cup Championship seasons and have the financial
freedom to do the things | like. But what about the people who are not as fortunate? |
felt that | had to give something back to the community, and this is when | decided to
form the Lemieux Foundation.

“Cancer research has always been important to me and is the major focus of the
Foundation. However, we will assist other civic and charity programs as the need
arises. | have a hand in all the decisions of the Foundation, although the Penguins’ staff
handles the basic administration on a daily basis. Our board of directors meets four
times a year to make final decisions on grants.

“| am very excited about the Foundation. I think my success as an athlete will help
to attract some major donors, which in turn will allow us to help a lot of people in many
ways. The Foundation s notjust a short-term project. I look at it as a life-long opportunity
to give something back to those less fortunate.”

In addition to Lemieux, the Foundation’s Board of Directors include his wife, Nathalie,
" Penguins’ Chairman of the Board Howard Baldwin and his wife Karen, President Jack
Kelley, C. Kent May, partner in the law firm of Eckert, Seamans, Cherin & Mellot and
Thomas Grealish, vice president of Henderson Brothers. Lemieux serves as president
of the Foundation, and Kelley is the executive director.

Among the fundraising projects for the Foundation is a celebrity golf tournament that
started this past July. The Lemieux Foundation is currently considering a wide range
of grant applications for cancer research programs. In addition, the Foundation donated
$10,000, this past summer, to child care centers in Oklahoma City to assist victims of
the bombing at the Murrah Building.

“Mario’s decision to proceed with the Foundation is a reflection of his ongoing
concern for others,” Baldwin said. “He is a unique individual both on and off the ice and
is certainly one of the most respected athletes in the worid today.”

Although he has been the dominant player in the National Hockey League for the last
decade, Lemieux’s greatness was most evidentin the 1992-93 season. He was scoring
at a record-breaking pace and was on target to break Wayne Gretzky’s single season
scoring record for points. However, on January 15, 1993 he announced that he had
been diagnosed with Hodgkin’s disease.

Lemieux missed 20 games while undergoing radiation treatment, but when he
returned on March 2nd, he went on a feverish scoring pace that brought him the NHL
scoring title, the Hart and Masterton Trophies and First Team All-Star Center honors.
It also sparked the Penguins to an NHL record 17-game winning streak. Lemieux
scored 69 goals and added 91 assists for 160 points in just 60 games. He also led the
league in plus/minus with a plus 55.

“Considering all the factors involved, Mario’s performance after his return from the
radiation treatments has to be considered one of the greatest feats in the history of
professional sports,” Penguins’ General Manager Craig Patrick remarked.

JOHN BROPHY
Head Coach

John Brophy spent nearly twenty years as a defenseman with several minor
league hockey clubs before launching what would be an incredibly successful
coaching career. His most recent coaching experience prior to his tenure with
the Admirals was with the Toronto Maple Leafs of the NHL. Under his direction,
the Leafs made two Stanley Cup Playoff appearances, reaching the
quarterfinals after the 1986-87 season.

Brophy joined the Leais as Assistant Coach in September of 1984. In
1985-86, he was with the St. Catherine’s Saints (AHL), the Leafs’ top farm team.

John Brophy’s coaching career began with the Long Island Cougars of the World Hockey
Association. After spending one year with the Cougars, he moved to Hampton Roads to coach the
Hampton Gulls of the SHL.

During the 1977-78 season, he directed the farm team for the WHL Cincinnati Stingers before
beginning a three-year association with the Birmingham Bulls of the World Hockey Association. In
his first year with the Bulls, Brophy garnered WHA Coach of the Year honors and guided his team
to a post-season playoff appearance.

After the WHA folded in 1981, he returned to Halifax to coach the Nova Scotia Voyageurs, the
Montreal Canadiens’ AHL affiliate, for three years prior to joining the Maple Leafs.

John Brophy has been with the Admirals since their birth in 1989 and has led them to two East
Division Championships in 1991 and 1994, and two ECHL Championship victories during the
1990-91 and 1991-92 seasons. He is the winningest coach in ECHL history.

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PENGUINS HALL OF FAME

In June of 1992, Jean Pronovost, Rick Kehoe and the late Bob Johnson were selected as
the charter members of the Pittsburgh Penguins Hall of Fame. They were formally inducted
on October 22 before the Pens-Detroit game at the Civic Arena. In March of 1994, Syl Apps
was named to the Hall of Fame and was formally inducted at the Penguins home game on
April 5, 1995 vs the Hartford Whalers.

The Hall of Fame selection committee is made up of Dave Molinari of the Pittsburgh Post
Gazette, Tom McMillan of Penguins Report and WTAE Radio, Goose Goslin of KDKA
Radio, Bob Grove of the Washington Observer Reporter, Penguins announcers Mike Lange
and Paul Steigerwald and Cindy Himes, Harry Sanders and Phil Langan of the Penguins
public relations staff.

Bob Johgson coached the Penguins to the:: first-ever

Stanley Cup Championship in 1990-91. Johnson, an
BOB JOHNSON outstanding college coach and former head coach of the
Calgary Flames, became head coach of the Penguins on
June 12, 1990, and led Pittsburgh to its first-ever Patrick
Division title, with 88 points. The Penguins then went on to win the Patrick
Division playoff title and the Wales Conference Trophy to earn the club’s
first trip to the Stanley Cup Finals. The Penguins reached the mountaintop
on May 25, 1991, with an 8-0 win at Minnesota, capturing the Staniey Cup.
Johnson became only the second American-born coach to win the Cup.
Only three short months later, he was stricken with brain tumors. And two
months later, on November 26, 1991, he passed away at his home in
Colorado. Thanks in large part to Coach Bob Johnson, it will always be “A
Great Day for Hockey” in Pittsburgh.

Jean Pronovost played 10 sea\?ons with th‘e

Penguins (1968-69 to 1977-78) and has played in
JEAN PRONOVOST more Pens games than any other player (753). A
right wing, Pronovost was the first Penguins’ player
to score 50 goals in a season (52 in 1975-76). He
led the team in goal scoring five times and in points twice, and recorded
20 or more goais in nine of his 10 seasons with the Penguins, while
playing in over 70 games in eight of those 10 seasons. Pronovost ranks
second in club history with 316 goals, third in points (603), fifth in assists
(287), second in game-winning goals (42) and third in power play goals
(70). He represented the Penguins in the mid-season NHL All-Star Game
on four occasions, and served as team captain during the 1977-78
season.

Formal induction ceremonies took place on October 22, 1992 to induct charter members of the
Penguins Hall of Fame, Bob Johnson, Jean Pronovost and Rick Kehoe.

Acquired from Toronto og September 13, 1974, Rick Ke)hoe

played 10 seasons with Pittsburgh (1974-75 to 1984-85). A
RICK KEHOE right winger, he scored a career?high 55 goals in the 1980-81
season. Only Mario Lemieux has more goals in a single
season with the Penguins. With Pittsburgh, Kehoe led the
team in goals and points on three occasions. He recorded 25 or more goals
in nine of his 10 seasons as a Penguin, while topping the 30-goal mark five
times. With 636 points as a Penguin, Kehoe ranks second in club history in
points, trailing only Lemieux, second in games played (722), third in goals
(312), fourth in assists (324), third in power play goals (95), and second in
hat tricks (8). He played in the NHL All-Star Game twice and won the Lady
Byng Trophy in 1981.

Syl Apps was acquired by the Penguins from the New York
SYL APPS Rangers, along with Sheidon Kannegiesser, in January of 1971
for current Edmonton Oilers General Manager Glen Sather. He
spent six full seasons and part of two other seasons in Pittsburgh.
He scored 151 goals and 349 assists for 500 points in 495
regular season games, and also had eight points in 19 playoff games. Apps
led the team in scoring three times, and currently ranks sixth on the
Penguins career list for goals scored, second in assists, fourth in points, sixth
in games played, fourth in game-winning goals and fifth in short-handed
goals. He led the Penguinsin assists five times, including 67 in the 1975-76
season when he had a career high 99 points (32-67-99). He was also the
Most Valuable Player of the 1975 NHL All-Star Game in Montreal. For four
years, Apps centered the Pens famous “Century Line” that included right
wing Jean Pronovost and left wing Lowell MacDonald. The trio combined for

203 points and 84 goals in 1972-73, 239 points and 107 goals in 1973-74, 214 points and 94
goals in 1974-75 and 276 points and 114 goals in 1975-76.

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HISTORY OF THE PENGUINS’ UNIFORM

When the Pittsburgh Penguins made their NHL debut
at the Civic Arena on October 11, 1967, the team wore
the colors of dark biue, light blue, and white. Both the
home (white) and away (light blue) uniforms simply had
“Pittsburgh” written diagonally down the front of the
sweater with three dark blue stripes around the sleeves
and bottom. The logo, although not on the sweater,
had a hockey-playing penguin in a scarf over an
inverted triangle, symbolizing the golden triangle of downtown Pittsburgh.
The penguin and triangle were set inside a circle bearing the team name.

In the following season, 1968-69, the uniforms were
changed so that the logo appeared on the game
sweaters. The logo remained essentially the same,
although the penguin was no longer wearing a scarf.
The white home sweater had a wide band of dark biue
around each sleeve and the bottom while the light biue
away sweater had bands of white trimmed in dark blue.

The uniforms were changed again four years later, in
the 1972-73 season. The circle around the logo was
removed, leaving only the penguin and triangle. Added
to the uniforms were inserts of color on the shoulders.

On January 30, 1980, the Penguins wore the colors of
black and gold for the first time. With the Steelers
capturing their fourth Super Bowl title and the Pirates
winning the World Series in the same year, the struggling Penguins
hoped to gain some fan support by aligning their colors with the other
teams in the “City of Champions.”

Boston protested the color change to the NHL, arguing that black and
gold had always been exclusively associated with the Bruins. However,
the Penguins prevailed by virtue of a precedent set by the old Pittsburgh
Hockey Club of the late 1920s, which wore black and gold. The Pens’
new uniforms were the same design as the previous ones, with black
replacing dark blue and gold replacing light blue. From the 1981-82
season through the 1984-85 season, the team alternated wearing gold
sweaters with the white at home.

The black and gold uniforms remained unchanged until
1992-93. One year after buying the franchise, Howard
Baldwin’s group decided to modemize the penguin and
W | triangle logo, gearing it more for the 90’s. The white

v home sweaters feature the new logo on the front and
gold shoulder inserts. The black away sweaters have
the city’s name diagonally down the front, much like
the original uniforms, and the new logo on each
shoulder.

1970.

April 21, 1971 - Thayer Potter heads a Pittsburgh group which buys team.

January 29, 1972 - Red Kelly steps down as general manager but remains coach, and Jack
Riley regains general manager duties.

January 30, 1973 - Greg Polis wins MVP honors at NHL All-Star Game in New York after
scoring two goals.

January 13, 1974 - Jack Button named general manager of Penguins.

Januanl/ 22, 1975 - Syl Apps named MVP in NHL All-Star Game in Montreal after scoring
two goals.

February 22, 1975 - Penguins defeat St. Louis, 3-2, to establish a 20-game home unbeaten
streak which is still a club record.

June 13, 1975 - Pittsburgh Penguins declare bankruptcy.

July 11, 1975 - Albert Savill, Otto Frenzel and Wren Blair buy Penguins.

July 29, 1975 - Marc Boileau rehired as coach.

March 24, 1976 - Jean Pronovost becomes the first Penguin to score 50 goals in a season,
and Pierre Larouche becomes first Penguin to record 100 points in one season vs Boston.
December 3, 1976 - Aldege “Baz” Bastien named club’s general manager.

October 19, 1977 - Bob Prince debuts as the club’s television play-by-play announcer.
April 5, 1978 - Edward J. DeBartolo takes control of the club, having purchased one-third of
the franchise the year before.

January 3, 1980 - Penguins defeat NYI, 4-3, to gain first place in the Norris Division for the
first time in club history.

January 30, 1980 - Biack & gold uniform worn for first time vs St. Louis.

December 13, 1980 - Paul Gardner becomes first Penguin player to score four goals in one
game in a 6-5 loss to Philadelphia.

June 3, 1981 - Randy Carlyle named to NHL First All-Star Team.

June 4, 1981 - Randy Carlyle wins the Norris Trophy as the league’s best defenseman, and
Rick Kehoe wins the Lady Byng Trophy as the player who combined sportsmanship with a
high standard of play.

July 1, 1981 - Edward J. DeBartolo takes over the Civic Arena.

February 21, 1982 - Penguins defeat the NYI, 4-3, to break their then NHL Record 15-game
winning streak.

March 15, 1983 - General Manager Baz Bastien dies as a result of an auto accident.

May 27, 1983 - Ed Johnston is promoted to general manager.

June 9, 1984 - Penguins draft Mario Lemieux, Doug Bodger & Roger Belanger in first round
of Entry Draft, marking the only time in club history that Pittsburgh selected more than one
player in the first round. It is also the only time that the Penguins have chosen first overall.
June 19, 1984 - Mario Lemieux signs a contract with the Penguins.

February 12, 1985 - Mario Lemieux is named MVP in NHL All-Star Game in Calgary after
scoring two goals and one assist.

April 7, 1985 - Mario Lemieux scores his 100th point to become third rookie in NHL History
to score 100 or more points in a season.

June 12, 1985 - Mario Lemieux wins the Calder Memorial Trophy as the NHL'’s top rookie.
May 26, 1986 - Mario Lemieux wins the Lester B. Pearson Award presented by Players’
Association to the Qutstanding Player in the NHL.

October 22, 1986 - Penguins defeat Buffalo, 5-4, in OT to extend their club record
beginning of the season winning streak to seven games.

January 30, 1987 - Civic Arena hosts its first AHL Game since 1966 as Baltimore defeats
Sherbrooke, 4-3.

May 11, 1987 - Penguins and Baltimore Skipjacks agree to terminate their working
agreement.

May 26, 1987 - Penguins and Muskegon Lumberjacks of IHL sign a working agreement.
February 9, 1988 - Mario Lemieux is named MVP of NHL All-Star Game in St. Louis after
scoring three goals, including the game winner in OT, and three assists.

award.

June 15, 1988 - Mario Lemieux wins the Lester B. Pearson Award for the second time in his
career.

December 31, 1988 - Mario Lemieux becomes the first player in NHL history to score a goal
at even strength, on the power play, short-handed, on a penaity shot and into an empty net
in one game.

April 25, 1989 - Mario Lemieux ties two NHL Playoff Records with five goals and eight
points in one playoff game vs Philadelphia’in the Penguins 10-7 win.

June 7, 1989 - Mario Lemieux wins his second consecutive Art Ross Trophy as the league’s
top scorer with 199 points.

December 5, 1989 - Craig Patrick is named general manager/head coach, replacing Tony
Esposito and Gene Ubriaco.

January 21, 1990 - Pittsburgh’s Civic Arena plays host to the NHL All-Star Game for the first
time and Penguin center Mario Lemieux wins the MVP award. Lemieux scores four goals on
his way to his third All-Star MVP award.

February 14, 1990 - Mario Lemieux’s 46-game point scoring streak is halted at the NY
Rangers as he leaves the game midway in the second period with a back injury. Lemieux
would miss the next 21 games before returning for the final game of the year.

June 12, 1990 - Bob Johnson is hired as the head coach, and Scott Bowman is named as
director of development and recruitment.

December 22, 1990 - Paul Coffey records his 1,000th career NHL point at the New York
Islanders.

March 26, 1991 - Penguins win their first division title, capturing the Patrick Division Title
with a 7-4 win at Detroit.

April 25, 1991 - With a 4-1 win vs Washington, the Penguins win their first Patrick Division
Playoff Championship.

May 11, 1991 - The Penguins earn the right to play in their first Stanley Cup championship
series, beating the Boston Bruins to capture their first ever Wales Conference
Championship.

May 25, 1991 - With an 8-0 victory over the Minnesota North Stars, the Penguins become
Stanley Cup Champions for the first time in their 24-year history.

June 24, 1991 - The Penguins visit the White House and meet President George Bush.
They are the first NHL team invited to the White House.

August 29, 1991 - Penguins head coach Bob Johnson is diagnosed with brain tumors, and
has emergency surgery that night.

October 1, 1991 - Scott Bowman is named interim head coach.

October 19, 1991 - Stanley Cup Championship Banners are raised at the Civic Arena in a
pre-game ceremony.

October 26, 1991 - In a game against the New York Islanders, Paul Coffey recorded his
1,053rd career point to become the NHL’s all-time leading scorer among defensemen,
passing Denis Potvin.

November 26, 1991 - Bob Johnson passes away at his home in Colorado Springs, CO at
the age of 60.

January 18, 1992 - Pittsburgh has a record five players in the NHL All-Star Game at
Philadelphia. Mario Lemieux, Kevin Stevens, Jaromir Jagr and Paul Coffey are named to the
starting Wales Conference lineup while Bryan Trottier is added to the team in the veterans
category.

January 30, 1992 - Craig Patrick is signed to a five-year contract as the general manager
and executive vice president.

March 24, 1992 - Mario Lemieux records his 1,000th career NHL point at Detroit, in his
513th game, becoming the second fastest player to record 1,000 points in NHL history.
April 1, 1992 - NHL players go on strike.

April 10, 1992 - NHL players’ strike ends.

April 12, 1992 - NHL games resume after the conclusion of the players’ strike.

May 13, 1992 - Penguins defeat the NY Rangers in six games to capture the Pairick Division
Playoff Title.

May 23, 1992 - Penguins defeat the Boston Bruins in four games to win the Wales
Conference Championship for the second consecutive season.

June 1, 1992 - Penguins defeat the Chicago Blackhawks in four games to win back-to-back
Stanley Cup Championships.

June 12, 1992 - Penguins unveil new team logo at a press conference.

March 2, 1993 - Mario Lemieux returns to the Penguins lineup in Philadelphia after missing

the previous 23 games.

Washington.

April 3, 1993 - Penguins win their first ever Presidents’ Trophy as the NHL’s best team with

a 5-3 win at Quebec.

April 9, 1993 - Penguins set NHL record for the longest winning streak in NHL history, with

their 16th consecutive win, a 10-4 victory at the NY Rangers. The Penguins extend the

record to 17 games with a 4-2 win vs the Rangers on April 10.

June 15, 1993 - Jack Kelley named Penguins president.

June 17, 1993 - Mario Lemieux wins the Hart Memorial Trophy, the Art Ross Trophy, the

Masterton Trophy and the Lester B. Pearson Award.

His
unique style of broadcasting makes phrases
like “Buy Sam a drink and get his dog one too”,
“Look out Loretta” and “Ladies and gentle-
men, Elvis has just left the building”, familiar to
fans across North America.

He began broadcasting Penguins games
on radio in 1974-75. He left after one season,
butreturned as the team’s radio voice in 1976-
77 until the 1979-80 season when games
were simulcast for both radio and television.

A native of Sacramento, California, Lange
graduated from Sacramento State University
& with a degree in broadcasting before starting
MIKE LANGE his career with the Phoenix Roadrunners of

the WHL in 1970. During the 1973-74 season,
he called play-by-play for the San Diego Gulls of the WHL before joining the Penguins
in 1974.

In addition to his responsibilities with the Penguins, Lange also handled play-by-
play for the Pittsburgh Pirates in 1986 and 1987 on the KBL Sports Network.

An active member of the Pittsburgh community, Lange makes numerous personal
appearances throughout the year. He is a member of the Penguins anti-drug team
which speaks at Pittsburgh area schools on the merits of staying drug free and serves
as emcee or guest speaker for a variety of charity events throughout the year.

He resides in Pittsburgh with wife Chrissie and son Tanner.

Steigerwald enters his 11th season as color
commentator on the Penguins broadcasts.
He attended Kent State University where he
worked as one of the hockey club’s radio
announcers. He then moved to Pittsburgh
where he worked in radio sales until he was
hired as the Johnstown Red Wings (EHL)
play-by-play announcer in 1979.

A Pittsburgh native, Steigerwald joined the
Penguins organization in 1980 as director of
marketing and also worked as the intermis-
sion host for radio and television broadcasts.

He left the Penguins front office in 1988 to
work full time in the sports department for
KDKA Television in Pittsburgh.

NHL INFORMATION

ENTRY DRAFT: The 1996 Entry Draft is scheduled to be held in St. Louis on
June 22. To be eligible for selection in any of the nine rounds, a North American
player must be at least 18 years old by September 15, 1996 and no older than 20
years old by September 15, 1996. A non-American player must be at least 18
years oid by September 15, 1996, and there is no maximum age. A non-North
American player MUST be drafted by an NHL team before he can be signed.

The order of selection at the 1996 Entry Draft is based on a weighted draft
drawing. The 10 clubs who did not qualify for the Stanley Cup playoffs (or the
teams that have acquired the draft choice) will participate in the drawing.

Under this lottery system, only the five teams with the fewest points will have
the chance to receive the first overall selection, and the team winning the drawing
may not move up more than four positions in the draft order. The non-playoff
team with the fewest points during the regular season will have the greatest
chance of winning and cannot select lower than second overall.

WAIVER DRAFT: The 1996 NHL Waiver Draft will be held on October 2
(tentative) at 2:00 PM EST. NHL clubs are allowed to protect 18 players and two
goaltenders from this draft. Players on a team’s reserve list, under contract, who
have completed at least two years of professional hockey, must be protected or
are eligible to be drafted. Goalies on the club’s reserve list and under contract,
who have completed three pro seasons, must be protected or they can be
drafted. If a player is picked from a team, that team can protect another player. A
team cannot lose more than three players or one goaltender.

TRADING DEADLINE: The 26th day preceding the final day of the NHL
regular season is the deadline for trades, as well as loans to and recalls from
minor league clubs. For 1996, the date is March 20 at 3:00 PM EST.

ROSTER LIMITS: An NHL team may carry as many players as it wishes on its
roster during the season, but a team may dress only 18 skaters and two
goaltenders for each game.

ROOKIE QUALIFICATIONS: To be considered a rookie, a player must not
have played in 25 or more NHL games in any preceding season, nor in six or
more NHL games in each of any two preceding seasons, and he can’t be older
than 25 after Sept. 15 of the current playing year.

RESERVE LISTS: The list of all players “belonging” to an NHL team is
comprised of the following - the total of which may not exceed 80: (1) Pro players”
(skaters, maximum of 50); (2) Goalies under pro contract; (3) Players who have
signed amateur tryout forms; (4) Signed junior players (who have played less
than 11 professional games); (5) Unsigned draft choices; and (6) Defected
players (essentially unsigned draft choices who are playing in Europe).

NHL REGULAR SEASON SCHEDULE: Each team will again play an 82-
game schedule this season.

Each Western Conference club will play either five or six times against
divisional opponents, four times against teams in the other division of their
conference and two contests against each of the 13 teams in the Eastern
Conference.

Each Eastern Conference club will play either five or six times against
divisional opponents, four times against teams in the other division of their
conference and two times against each of the 13 teams in the Western
Conference.

TIE-BREAKER PROCEDURE: When a tie in points occurs in the standings,
the following steps determine the higher position: 1) most wins; 2) most points
earned in games between tied teams; 3) best difference between goals for and
goals against over the entire 82-game season; 4) special emergency G.M.
meeting or conference call.
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NHL INFORMATION

PLAYOFF FORMAT: The playoff format will be conference-based, with the
first place team in the regular season competing against the eighth place team;
second against seventh; third against sixth; and fourth against fifth. The playoff
matchups will be based on overall points achieved in the regular season, with the
four division regular-season champions being seeded first and second in each
conference to assure home-ice advantage in the first two playoff rounds for
division champions.

All series will remain best-of-seven with home-ice rotating on a 2-2-1-1-1 basis,
with the exception of matchups between Central and Pacific division teams which
will be played on a 2-3-2 basis to reduce travel. In a 2-3-2 serigs, the team with
the most points will have its choice as to whether to start the series at home or on
the road.

The Eastern Conference champion will face the Western Conference
champion in the Stanley Cup Final.

1996 ALL-STAR GAME: The 46th NHL All-Star Game will be played at
Boston’s FleetCenter on Saturday evening, January 20 and will be televised
nationally in the U.S. by Fox and by Molson Hockey Night in Canada on CBC.

The starting lineup for each team will be determined by NHL fans for the ninth
consecutive year. A total of 104 players - 52 from each conference - will appear
on the official ballot which will be available in all NHL arenas and other selected
locations. Each NHL team will have at least three players named on the ballot,
selected by the Professional Hockey Writers’ Association and reviewed by the
chairman of the general managers’ committee and the GMs from the previous
year's Stanley Cup finals. Once the starting lineups have been named, the
remaining players will be chosen by a committee led by the chairman of the
general managers’ committee. The coach for each team is the coach of the
previous year’s Stanley Cup finalists. Each NHL team must be represented by at
least one player.

GOALS-AGAINST-AVERAGE: To figure, multiply goals-against (GA) by 60
and divide this result by the minutes played (mins.).

SHOT-ON-GOAL.: The definition of a shot on goal in hockey is as follows: Any
deliberate attempt by a player to shoot the puck into an opponent’s net that,
without the intervention of the goaltender, would have scored a goal. A shot that
hits the post or is wide of the net is not considered a shot on goal since it would
not have entered the net. A clearing pass that happens to go to the net is not
always a shot on goal.

SAVE PERCENTAGE: To determine, subtract goals-against (GA) from shots-
against (SA) to find saves made. Then divide saves by shots against.

PLUS-MINUS: A player receives a “plus” if he is on the ice for an even-
strength or short-handed goal by his team. He receives a “minus” when on the ice
for an even-strength or short-handed goal scored by the opposing team. The
plus-minus is determined by totaling all the pluses and all the minuses.

GAME-WINNING GOAL: Credit for the game-winning goal is given to the
player who scores the goal that gives his team one more goal than the total of the
opponent. If Pittsburgh wins a game by the score of 5-2, the player who scored
the Penguins’ third goal receives credit for the game-winner.

GOALTENDER OF RECORD: The goaltender who is in net when the deciding
goal is scored is the goaltender of record and receives credit for the win, loss or
tie. If the Penguins win a game, 3-1, the goaltenders who were in the nets when
the Penguins scored their second goal would receive the win or loss, even if they
do not complete the game.

MEDICAL GLOSSARY

AC Joint (Acromioclavicular joint): Joint of the
shoulder where acromion process of the scapula and
the distal end of the clavicle meet; most shoulder
separations occur at this point.

Adhesion: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers
to surrounding structures during immobilization
following trauma or as a complication of surgery which
restricts normal elasticity of the structures involved.

Aerobic: Exercise in which energy needed is
supplied by oxygen inspired and is required for
sustained periods of vigorous exercise with a
continually high pulse rate.

Anabolic Steroids: Steroids that promote tissue
growth by creating protein in an attempt to enhance
muscle growth. The main anabolic steroid is
testosterone (male sex hormones).

Anaerobic: Exercise without the use of oxygen as
an energy source; short bursts of vigorous exercise.

Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL): A primary
stabilizing ligament within the center of the knee joint
that prevents hyperextension and excessive rotation of
the joint. A complete tear of the ACL necessitating
reconstruction could require up to 12 months of
rehabilitation.

Anti-Inflammatory: Any agent which prevents
inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.

Arteriogram: A film demonstrating arteries after
injection of a dye.

Arthrogram: X-ray technique for joints using air
and/or dye injected into the affected area; useful in
diagnosing meniscus tears of the knee and rotator cuff
tears of the shoulder.

Arthroscope: An instrument used to visualize the
interior of a joint cavity.

Arthroscopy: A surgical examination of the internal
structures of a joint by means for viewing through an
arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure can be used to
remove or repalr damaged tissue or as a diagnostic
procedure in order to inspect the extent of any damage
or confirm a diagnosis.

Atrophy: To shrivel or shrink from disuse, as in
muscular atrophy.

Baker’s Cyst: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in
the posterior knee as a result of fluid that has escaped
from the knee capsule. A Baker's cyst indicates that
there is a trauma inside the knee joint that leads to
excessive fluid production.

Bone Scan: An imaging procedure in which a
radioactive-labelled substance is injected into the body
to determine the status of & bone injury. If the
radioactive substance is taken up by the bone at the
injury site, the injury will show as a “hot spot” on the
scan image. The bone scan is particularly useful in the
diagnosis of stress fractures.

Bursa: A fluid-filled sac that is located in areas
where friction is likely to occur, then minimizes the
friction; for example between a tendon and bone.

Cartilage: Smooth, slippery substance preventing
two ends of bones from rubbing together and grating.

Cat Scan: Use of a computer to produce a cross
sectional view of the anatomical part being investigated
from X-ray data.

Chondromalacia: Roughening of the articular
cartilage. Best known for the roughening of the
underside of the patella, which can occur in any
pateliofemoral injury.

Clavicle: The collar bone.

Coccyx: The “tail bone,” a group of four vertebrae
that are fused together, located at the terminal end of
the spine.

Concussion: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in
dysfunction. it can be graded as mild, mederate or
severe, depending on loss of consciousness, amnesia
and loss of equilibrium.

Contusion: An injury to a muscle and tissues
caused by a blow from a blunt object.

Cortical Steroids: Used to suppress joint
inflammation.

Cryotheraphy: A treatment with the use of cold.

Cyst: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semi-solid
matter.

Degenerative Joint Disease: Changes in the joint
surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma.

Deltoid Ligament: Ligament that connects the tibia
to bones of the medial aspect of the foot and is
primarily responsible for stability of the ankle on the
medial side. Is sprained less frequently than other ankle
ligaments.

Deltoid Muscle: Muscles at top of the arm, just
below the shoulder, responsible for shoulder motions in
the front, side and back.

Disc Intervertebral: A flat, rounded plate between
each vertebrae of the spine. The disc consists of a thick
fiber ring which surrounds a soft gel-like interior. It
functions as a cushion and shock absorber for the
spinal column.

Dislocation: Complete displacement of joint
surfaces.

Electromyogram (EMG): Test to determine nerve
function.

Epicondylitis: inflammation in the elbow due to
overuse.

Etiology: Study of the cause of injury and disease.

Extension: Action of straightening of a joint as
achieved by an extensor muscle.

Fascia: A connective tissue sheath consisting of
fibrous tissue and fat which unites the skin to the
underlying tissue.

Fat Percentage: The amount of body weight that is
adipose, fat tissue. Fat percentages can be calculated
by underwater weighing, measuring select skinfold
thickness or by analyzing electrical impedance.

Femur: Thigh bone; longest bone in the body.

Fibula: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg;
runs from knee to'the ankle along the outside of the
lower leg.

Flexibility: The ability of muscle to relax and yield
to stretch forces.

Fracture: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of
fractures include simple, compound, comminuted,
greenstick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal, oblique,
stress or transverse.

Gienohumeral: The shoulder girdle; consists of the
glenoid capsule, head of the humerus and labrum.

Glenoid: Cavity of the scapuia into which the head
of the humerus fits to the form the shoulder girdle.

Glenoid Labrum: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue
attached around the margin of the glenoid fossa.

Grade One Injury: A mild injury in which ligament,
tendon or other musculoskeletal tissue may have been
stretch or confused, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.

Grade Two Injury: A moderate injury when
musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not totally
torn which causes appreciable limitation in function of
the injured tissue.

Grade Three Injury: A severe injury in which tissue
loss has been significant, and in some cases, totally
torn or otherwise disrupted causing a virtual total loss of
function.

Groin: Junction of the thigh and abdomen; location
of muscles that rotate, flex and adduct the hip.

Hammer Toe: Condition when the first digit of a toe
is at a different angle than the remaining digits of the
same toe.

Hamstring: Category of muscle that runs from the
buttocks to the knee along the back of the thigh. It
functions to flex the knee and is often times injured as a
result of improper conditioning or lack of muscle
flexibility.

Hemarthrosis: Accumulation of blood within a joint
as a result of an acute injury.

Hematoma: Tumor-like mass produced by an
accumulation of coagulated blood in a cavity.

Hip Pointer: Contusion to the iliac crest.

Hydrotherapy: Treatment using water.

Hyperextension: Extreme extension of a fimb or
body part.

Hiotibial Band: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs
from the iliac crest to the knee joint.

Inflammation: The body's natural response to
injury in which the injury site might display various
degrees of pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss of
function.

isometric Contraction: Muscular contraction in
which tension is developed but no mechanical work is
done.

Labrum (Labrum Glenoidule): The cartilage of the
glenoid cavity in the shoulder. A lip-edged or lip-like
structure.

Lateral Coliateral Ligament (LGL): Ligament of
the knee along the lateral aspect that connects the
femur to the fibula. It provides lateral stability to the
joint.

Ligament: Band of fibrous tissue that connects
bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports and
strengthens joints.

Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI): Imaging
procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes
certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to react
to this pulse and through this process a computer
display and permanent film establish a visual image.
MRI does not require radiation and is very useful in the
diagnosis of soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.

Medial Coliateral Ligament: Ligament of knee
along the medial aspect that connects the femur to the
joint.

Meniscus: Crascent shaped cartilage, usually
pertaining to the knee joint; also known as cartilage.
There are two menisci in the knee, medial and lateral.
These work to absorb weight with the knee and provide
stability.

Metacarpals: Five long bones of the hand, running
from the wrist to the fingers.

Metatarsus: Five long bones of the foot, running
from the ankle to the toes.

Myositis: Inflammation of a muscle.

Orthotic: Any device applied to or around the body
of physical impairment of disability commonly used to
control foot mechanics.

Osteochondritis D A piece of bone and/
or cartilage loosened from its attachment after trauma
and a cause of a lesion.

Osteomyelitis: An inflammatory disease of bone
caused usually by infection with streptococus or
staphylococcus.

Patella: The kneecap. The patella functions to
protect the distal end of the femur as weil as increase
the mechanical advantage and force generating
capacities of the quadriceps muscle group.

Plantar Fasciaitis: Inflammation of the plantar
fascia; associated with overuse of acute foot injury.

Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL): A primary
stabilizing ligament of the knee that provides significant
stability and prevents displacement of the tibia
backward within the knee joint. A complete tear of this
ligament necessitating reconstruction could require up
to 12 months of rehabilitation.

Quadricep Muscles: A group of four muscles of the
front thigh that run from the hip and form a common
tendon at the patella; they are responsible for knee
extension.

Reconstruction: Surgical rebuilding of a joint using
natural, artificial or transplanted materials.

Rotator Cuff: Comprised of four muscles in the
shoulder area that can be irritated by overuse. The
muscles are the supraspinatus (most commonly
injured), infraspinatus, teres minor and subscapularis.
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Sacroiliac: Junction of the sacrum with the hip
bone.

Sacrum: Group of five fused vertebrae located just
below the lumbar vertebrae of the lower back.

Scapula: Shoulder blade.

Sciatica: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in
pain or fingling running down the inside of the leg.

Sciatic Nerve: Major nerve that carries impulses for
muscular action and sensations between the low back
and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve in the
body.

Shin Splint: A catch-all syndrome describing pain
in the shin that is not a fracture or tumor and cannot be
defined otherwise.

. Spleen: Large, solid organ responsible for the
normal production and destruction of blood cells.

Spondyiosis: Abnormal vertebral fixation or
immobility.

Sprain: Injury resulting from the stretch or twist of
the joint and causes various degrees of stretch or tear
of a ligament or other soft tissue at the joint.

Strain: Injury resulting from a pull or torsion to the
muscle ortendon that causes various degrees of
stretch or tear to the muscle or tendon tissue.

Stress Fracture: A hair-line type of break in a bone
caused by overuse.

Subluxation: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term
usually implies that the joint can return to a normai
position without formal reduction.

Synovial Fluid: Lubricating fluid for joints and
tendons, produced in synovium, or the inner lining of a
joint.

Synovitis: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a
joint.

Talus: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia
and fibula to form the ankle joint.

Tarsals: Group of seven bones of the foot
consisting of the calnavicular, talus, cuboid and three
cuneiform bones.

Tendinitis: Inflammation of the tendon and/or
tendon sheath, caused by chronic overuse of sudden
injury.

Tendon: Tissue that connects muscle to bone.

Tenosynovitis: Swelling of a tendon sheath caused
by calcium deposits, repeated strain or trauma.

Tibia: Larger of the two bones of the lower leg and
is the weight-bearing bone of the shin.

Transcutaneous Electrical Nerve Stimulator
(TENS): An electrical modality that sends a mild current
through pads at the injury site which stimulates the
brain to release the natural analgesic endorphin.

Transverse Process: Small fateral projection off
the right and left side of each vertebrae that functions
as an attachment site for muscles and ligaments of the
spine.

Triceps: Muscle of the back of the upper arm,
primarily responsible for extending the elbow.

Uina: Forearm bone that runs from the lip of the
elbow to the little finger side of the wrist.

Ulna Nerve: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated
from excessive throwing.

Ultrasound: An electrical modality that transmits a
sound wave through an applicator into the skin to the
soft tissue in order to heat the local area for relaxing the
injured tissue and/or disperse edema.

“Wind Knocked Out”: Syndrome describing a
contraction of the abdominal nerve truck, the solar
plexus, as a resuit of an abdominal contusion.
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
