Stillman was born and raised in Minneapolis, Minnesota and graduated from the University of Minnesota Law 
School in 1978.  He attended Middlebury College in Middlebury, Vermont, where he played hockey and soccer 
before graduating in 1974.  

Stillman serves on the boards of the St. Louis Blues 14 Fund; Commerce Bank, St. Louis Region; the St. Louis 
Sports Commission; Logos School; and the Nature Conservancy in Missouri.

Tom and his wife, the former Mary T. Danforth, live in St. Louis and have three children; John, Isabelle, and Anna.

Doug Armstrong
President of Hockey Operations and 
General Manager/Alternate Governor

Doug Armstrong was named the Blues’ President of Hockey 
Operations and General Manager/Alternate Governor on  
Sept. 3, 2013 after serving three seasons as the Executive Vice 
President of Hockey Operations and two seasons as the Vice 
President of Player Personnel. The 11th General Manager in Blues 
history, in 2011-12, Armstrong led the club to its first Central 
Division title since 2000, earning him the NHL’s 2012 General 
Manager of the Year award. During Armstrong’s tenure, the 
Blues have captured two Central Division titles and posted three 
of the top four regular season records in franchise history. He 
has brought in key members of the organization including 2012 

Jack Adams winner, Ken Hitchcock, and 2012 Jennings Trophy winner, Brian Elliott. In addition, Armstrong has 
extended the contracts of such core players as Vladimir Tarasenko, Jake Allen, Jaden Schwartz, Alex Pietrangelo, 
David Backes and Alexander Steen, as well as orchestrated the acquisitions of Jay Bouwmeester, Kevin 
Shattenkirk and Paul Stastny. He has also overseen the drafts of Dmitrij Jaskin, Petteri Lindbohm, Ty Rattie and 
Robby Fabbri.

Armstrong spent 17 years with the Dallas Stars organization and his final six seasons as the club’s General 
Manager. From January 25, 2002, to the start of the 2007-08 season, Armstrong led the Stars to the third most 
regular season point total (427), collected the third-most wins (190) and the second most home victories (110) 
and points (240) in the entire NHL. Dallas won two Pacific Division Championships (2002-03, 2005-06) and 
qualified for the playoffs four times over the span.

Armstrong was a part of the Stars’ organization since the club moved to Dallas in 1993 and helped lead the 
franchise to two Presidents’ Trophies, two Western Conference titles and the 1999 Stanley Cup championship. 

Prior to being named the team’s seventh General Manager, Armstrong served nine years as the Assistant 
General Manager under Bob Gainey. As Gainey’s assistant, Armstrong worked on contract negotiations and 
season scheduling, and handled the day-to-day operations of the hockey department.

On the international level, Armstrong has served Team Canada in multiple capacities at multiple tournaments. 
Most recently, he has earned gold medals at both the 2010 and 2014 Winter Olympics as Canada’s Associate 
Director of Player Personnel. In addition, he served as the club’s General Manager at the 2009 World 
Championships (silver medal), Assistant General Manager at the 2002 and 2008 World Championships (silver 
in 2008) as well as a special advisor to Steve Yzerman at the 2007 World Championships (gold medal). In 
2007, Armstrong and Yzerman led Canada to a 9-0 tournament record, the country’s first unblemished mark 
since the 1937 World Championships.

Armstrong and Yzerman are currently the only two General Managers in the NHL that are members of the 
“Triple Gold Club,” having been on the management staff for a Stanley Cup, Olympic Gold Medal and World 
Championship Gold Medal-winning team.

A native of Sarnia, Ontario, Armstrong is the son of NHL Hall of Fame linesman Neil Armstrong who was 
inducted into the Hall of Fame in 1991.

Armstrong and his wife Kelly, son Blake, and daughter Kayla, live in Creve Coeur, Missouri.

Chris Zimmerman
President and CEO of Business Operations

Chris Zimmerman was named President and CEO of Business 
Operations for the Blues on June 16, 2014. He oversees all 
aspects of the Blues’ business operations, as well as the 
Scottrade Center and the Blues’ role and interest in the Peabody 
Opera House. 

Zimmerman came to the Blues with more than 30 years of 
experience in sports, marketing, and business management. 
From 2006 to 2009, Zimmerman was President, CEO, and 
Alternate Governor of the Vancouver Canucks. During his tenure, 
Zimmerman led a number of key initiatives to create new 

revenue streams, expand the club’s digital presence, enhance community involvement, and develop innovative 
programs with the team’s corporate partners. He was also chosen to be a member of the NHL’s Business 
Advisory Council.

Prior to joining the Canucks, Zimmerman was with Nike for 11 years. He joined Nike in 1995 as North America 
Advertising Director and helped fuel a period of dramatic growth for the Nike brand. In 2000, Zimmerman was 
named General Manager of Nike Golf; he played a key role in repositioning the business by entering new product 
categories and leveraging relationships with Tiger Woods and the PGA Tour. In 2003, Zimmerman took charge 
of Nike’s hockey business as President and CEO of Nike Bauer Hockey, leading a dramatic turnaround that 
returned Bauer to the top spot in the hockey equipment industry.  

Zimmerman began his career with Saatchi & Saatchi, one of the world’s top advertising agencies. During 
his 12-year tenure, he worked on marketing brands and growing revenues for such companies as Procter & 
Gamble, Nabisco, Tyson Foods, and Wendy’s. He was also a member of the agency’s Operating Board.

Over the last four years, Zimmerman served as President of Easton Sports (a leading supplier of baseball and 
hockey equipment), was a member of the Los Angeles Kings’ Business Advisory Group, and operated his own 
strategic consulting business.

Zimmerman played hockey at the University of Vermont, and he served as an assistant hockey coach at Babson 
College while working toward his MBA there.

Affleck was named Executive Vice President on June 16, 2014 after 
serving in multiple positions in the Blues organization, including 
President of Business Operations, COO and Vice President of 
Broadcasting and Blues Alumni. 

A native of Penticton, British Columbia, Affleck attended the 
University of Denver and was later selected by the California Seals, 
21st overall, in the 1974 NHL draft. He was traded to St. Louis in 
January of 1975 and played defense for five seasons with the Blues. 
Following his time with the Blues, Affleck played for the Vancouver 
Canucks and New York Islanders. 

After hockey, Bruce worked with W.M. French Realtors, a corporate 
relocation firm. He again joined the Blues in 1987 as sales manager and later would be named Vice President 
of Sales for the Blues and Scottrade Center. He also handled the color radio broadcast duties and eventually 
became a color television analyst with KPLR-TV and FOX Sports Midwest until the 2001 season. 

Since his playing days, Affleck has been heavily involved with many charities, some of which include the  
St. Louis Blues Fourteen Fund, which is the Blues’ charitable trust, March of Dimes and St. Louis University 
Lupus Foundation. He also helped start the Blues Alumni Association and the St. Louis Amateur Hockey Hall  
of Fame, into which he was inducted in 2012. 

Bruce and his wife, Cecily, reside in Chesterfield and have two children, J.Q. and Shannon and two 
grandchildren.

Hall of Famer Brett Hull, the Blues’ all-time leading goal scorer, returned 
in 2013 as Executive Vice President of the club. Hull focuses primarily 
on business development, generating additional support and revenue 
for the Blues franchise. 

Hull first came to the Blues in a 1988 trade with the Calgary Flames. He 
went on to play 11 seasons with St. Louis, setting several club records 
and etching his name into the NHL record books. Hull recorded more 
than 50 goals in five different seasons, and he scored 70 goals or more 
in three straight seasons from 1989-90 to 1991-92, becoming only the 
second player in NHL history to accomplish that feat. 

In the 1990-91 season, Hull set a franchise record with 86 goals, which also stands as the most in a single 
season by a right winger in NHL history. He scored his first 50 goals that season in 49 games, becoming the first 
Blue to score 50 goals in 50 games or less. For his efforts, Hull captured the 1991 Hart Trophy as league’s most 
valuable player and was voted to the NHL’s First All-Star Team. The following season, he again scored 50 goals in 
50 games, becoming just the second player in NHL history to accomplish that feat twice.

The Belleville, Ontario, native holds all-time franchise records for goals (527), hat tricks (27), game-winning 
goals (70), power-play goals (195) and shots on goal (3,367), while he ranks second in assists (409), points (936) 
and shorthanded goals (18).

Overall, Hull appeared in 1,269 NHL games across 20 seasons with Calgary, St. Louis, Dallas, Detroit and Phoenix. 
He ranks third all-time in goals (741), second in power-play goals (265) and third in game-winning goals (110). 
He was awarded the 1990 Lady Byng Trophy, the 1991 Hart Trophy and the 1991 Lester B. Pearson Award. Hull 
also played in eight All-Star Games (1989, 1990, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1996, 1997 and 2001).

Internationally, Hull played for the United States in two Olympics (1998 and 2002) and won a silver medal at the 
2002 Winter Games in Salt Lake City. He also played for the U.S. team that won the 1996 World Cup of Hockey.
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Dave Taylor
Vice President of Hockey Operations

Dave Taylor was named the Blues’ Vice President of Hockey Operations 
on June 26, 2012 after serving as the club’s Director of Player Personnel 
since July, 2010.

Taylor came from the Dallas Stars, where he served three seasons 
as their Director of Player Personnel. He went to Dallas in 2007 after 
spending 30 years with the Los Angeles Kings organization as a player 
and member of the front office.

Taylor served as Director of Amateur Development for the Kings in 
2006-07 after completing nine seasons (1997-2006) as the club’s 
General Manager, during which he compiled a record of 290-261-105. 
In his final year as General Manager in 2005-06, the Kings equaled a 

franchise record in home wins (26). His teams earned 90-plus points for three-straight seasons for the first time 
in franchise history from 1999-2002. Average attendance improved from 12,297 to 17,821 during his tenure and 
he was named the Hockey News Executive of the Year in 2001. Under Taylor’s leadership, the Kings succeeded at 
the draft table selecting Anze Kopitar, Olli Jokinen, Alexander Frolov, Michael Cammalleri, Dustin Brown, Jonathan 
Quick and Lubomir Visnovsky.

On the ice, Taylor was a member of the renowned “Triple Crown Line” with Marcel Dionne and Charlie Simmer.  
The Kings’ all-time games played leader appeared in 1,111 contests, tallying 431 goals and 638 assists for  
1,069 points. 

A five-time NHL All-Star, he also served as the Kings’ captain for four seasons from 1985-89, and after posting 
career-highs in goals (47) and points (112) during the 1980-81 season, he earned a spot on the NHL All-Star 
Second Team. On April 3, 1995, Taylor’s No. 18 jersey was retired by Los Angeles.

Taylor also represented Canada in three World Championships as a player including 1983 in Germany, 1985 in 
Prague and 1986 in Moscow. He helped Canada earn bronze medals in 1983 and 1986 while leading them to 
silver as team captain in 1985.

Taylor graduated from Clarkson College in 1977 and during his senior year, he led the NCAA with a record 108 
points (41g, 67a) in 34 games. In the same season, Taylor was named a First Team All-America selection and the 
ECAC Player of the Year. He remains the all time leading scorer at Clarkson University with 251 points (98g, 153a) 
in 116 games.

Dave and his wife Beth reside near Los Angeles with their two daughters, Jamie and Katie.
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Al MacInnis was named Senior Advisor to the General Manager for the 
Blues on July 26, 2012 after serving as the club’s Vice President of 
Hockey Operations since November, 2006. 

He crafted a remarkable 23-year career in the National Hockey League 
between the St. Louis Blues and Calgary Flames that has rightfully 
earned him a spot among the greatest defensemen in the history of the 
game. On June 28, 2007, MacInnis was selected to the Hockey Hall of 
Fame and was officially inducted on November 12, 2007. 

A native of Port Hood, Nova Scotia, he spent 10 seasons donning The 
Note, amassing 452 points (127 goals, 325 assists) in 613 games 
played. He finished his career with St. Louis ranking fourth on the 

Blues’ all-time assists list (325), sixth on the points list (452), seventh on the games-played list (613) and third 
on the shots-on-goal list (2,266). St. Louis made the playoffs each season he played with the team, reaching the 
Western Conference Finals in 2000-01. He also led the Blues to their first ever Presidents’ Trophy in 1999-2000. 
MacInnis’ number 2 sweater was retired by the Blues on April 9, 2006.

MacInnis won the 1999 James Norris Memorial Trophy as the NHL’s best defenseman and the 1989 Conn Smythe 
Trophy while leading the Calgary Flames to the Stanley Cup Championship. A two-time Olympian for Team Canada, 
he captured the gold medal at the 2002 Olympic Winter Games in Salt Lake City. MacInnis was a 13-time NHL 
All-Star, and was named to the NHL First All-Star Team four times. He was also a seven-time winner of the hardest-
shot competition at the NHL All-Star Game. MacInnis currently ranks third all-time among NHL defensemen in 
points (1,274), assists (934) and goals (340) and ranks 10th in games played (1,416). He also ranks 34th on the 
all-time NHL list in points, 15th in assists and 29th in games played.

Al and his wife Jackie have four children; Carson, Ryan, Riley and daughter Lauren.

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Kevin McDonald joined the Blues organization prior to the 2001-02 
season as a professional scout. He scouted professional talent for the 
Blues for two seasons before the organization promoted him to Director 
of Professional Scouting in 2003. In June 2005, he was given the added 
responsibilities of being the General Manager of the Blues’ former 
American Hockey League affiliate, the Peoria Rivermen. In May, 2009, 
McDonald was named Assistant General Manager for the Blues.

McDonald works closely with Blues President of Hockey Operations 
and General Manager, Doug Armstrong, in coordinating the transfer of 
players and in acquiring professional hockey players. As the Director of 

Professional Scouting for the Blues, McDonald oversaw the professional scouting department to ensure that the 
organization maintained a detailed profile of every player in both the NHL and AHL, as well as a familiarity of 
the best players in other professional hockey leagues. 

The 2014-15 season is McDonald’s 27th season working in the NHL. He began his career in professional hockey 
in 1988 as a member of the communications department of the New York Rangers. McDonald served in a 
variety of capacities in that department, including Director of Communications. Following the 1993-94 season, 
when the Rangers won the Stanley Cup, he moved into the Rangers’ hockey operations department and worked 
as an assistant to Rangers General Manager Neil Smith during the lockout-shortened 1994-95 season. From 
1995 to 2001, McDonald served as a professional scout for the Rangers, traveling throughout North America 
and Europe to evaluate professional hockey players. 

A native of Lawrence, Massachusetts, McDonald holds a master’s degree in sports management from the 
United States Sports Academy in Daphne, Alabama, and a bachelor’s degree in communications from Boston 
College. He resides in North Andover, Massachusetts, where he lives with his wife Lauren, his two children Sean 
and Kayleigh and his three step-children Joseph, Jenna, and Daniel.

Brodeur was named Assistant General Manager on May 20, 2015. 
He originally joined the Blues as a free agent on Dec. 2, 2014. After 
a seven-game stint, in which he posted a 3-3-0 record, Brodeur 
announced his retirement from the NHL on Jan. 29 and moved into the 
Blues’ front office as a Senior Advisor to the General Manager.

The Montreal, Quebec, native crafted a Hall-of-Fame-worthy 21-year 
playing career, finishing as the NHL’s all-time regular season leader 
in wins (691), shutouts (125), games played (1,266) and minutes 
played (74,438). In postseason history, he ranks first in starts (204) 

and shutouts (24) and second in wins (113). Brodeur appeared in 10 NHL All-Star Games and led the NHL in 
wins nine times, shutouts five times and games played six times, including appearing in 70 or more games in 
10 consecutive seasons from 1997-98 to 2007-08. He began his award-winning career with the 1994 Calder 
Trophy as Rookie of the Year, and went on to earn the Vezina Trophy four times (2003, 2004, 2007, 2008) 
and the Jennings Trophy five times (1997, 1998, 2003, 2004, 2010). He was also a three-time Stanley Cup 
Champion with the New Jersey Devils (1995, 2000, 2003) and a two-time Olympic Gold Medalist with Team 
Canada (2002, 2010).

MANAGEMENT
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Rob Dimaio was named the Blues’ Director of Pro Scouting 
on August 7, 2012 after serving as a professional scout with 
the club since 2008.

Dimaio joined the Blues from the Dallas Stars where he 
served as a scout for all levels including professional, 
amateur and junior hockey. During his 19-year NHL 
career, the Calgary, Alberta native appeared in 894 games 
including stints with New York (Islanders and Rangers), 
Tampa Bay, Philadelphia, Boston, Carolina and Dallas 
posting 277 points (106 goals, 171 assists) to go along with 

840 penalty minutes. Dimaio appeared in the postseason nine times during his career, recording 16 
points (seven goals, nine assists) in 62 playoff games.

In addition to his NHL career, Dimaio won the 1990 Calder Cup with the American Hockey League’s 
Springfield Indians, posting 11 points (four goals, seven assists) in 16 postseason appearances. 
During his Junior career, he earned back-to-back Memorial Cup championships with the Medicine 
Hat Tigers (1987, 1988) including 1988, when he ranked third on the club with 91 regular season 
points and led the team with 31 postseason points in 14 games. In addition, he represented Canada 
at the 1988 World Junior Championships, helping the club defeat the Soviet Union in the tournament 
finals to earn its third ever gold medal.

Dimaio resides in Toronto, Ontario along with his wife Laura and twin daughters, Natalie and Julia.

Bill Armstrong joined the Blues in July of 2004 as an amateur scout 
and in August of 2010 he was named the club’s Director of Amateur 
Scouting, overseeing the Blues’ participation in the National Hockey 
League Entry Draft.

For six seasons (2004-2010) as an amateur scout with the Blues, 
Armstrong scouted players in the Quebec Major Junior Hockey League 
(QMJHL) and was responsible for the Blues drafting David Perron and 
Jake Allen. Prior to joining the Blues, Armstrong spent six seasons as 
a coach in the American Hockey League (AHL) and East Coast Hockey 
League (ECHL). 

Armstrong began his coaching career with the AHL’s Providence Bruins in 1998 as an assistant. Providence 
won the 1999 Calder Cup Championship and the following season they would return to the AHL’s Eastern 
Conference Finals. Armstrong was named the head coach of Providence prior to the start of the 2000-01 
season, a position he held for two seasons (2000-02). In his first season (2000-01), he led the Bruins to the 
best start in team history (16-4-1-2) and was named head coach of the Planet USA All-Star Team. He posted 
a 70-64-18-8 record in his two seasons as a head coach in Providence. Following his stint in Providence, 
Armstrong spent two seasons (2002-04) as the head coach of the Trenton Titans of the ECHL where he 
registered a 75-52-17 record.

A native of Richmond Hill, Ontario, Armstrong played four seasons in the Ontario Hockey League (OHL) and 
captured the Memorial Cup with the Oshawa Generals in 1990. He was selected in the third round (46th 
overall) by the Philadelphia Flyers in 1990. Armstrong played nine seasons in the AHL and the International 
Hockey League (IHL), appearing in 543 games, recording 74 points (10 goals, 64 assists) and 1,443 penalty 
minutes.

Bill and his wife Kristin have two children, Madison and Jamie, and reside in Rhode Island. 

Tim Taylor was named the Blues’ Director of Player Development on June 22, 
2011. Taylor serves as a source of guidance and support for prospects at all 
levels of the Blues organization.

Taylor joined the Blues after retiring from the National Hockey League 
following the 2007-08 season from a 13-year career which included stints 
with Detroit, Boston, the New York Rangers and Tampa Bay, where he was 
named the franchise’s eighth captain in September of 2006. 

The Stratford, Ontario native appeared in 746 regular season games during 
his career, recording 167 points (73 goals, 94 assists) and 433 penalty 
minutes, while tallying 14 points (two goals, 12 assists) and 73 penalty 

minutes in 89 career playoff games. Taylor is a two-time Stanley Cup Champion, winning with Detroit in 1997 and Tampa 
Bay in 2004.

Taylor resides in his hometown of Stratford, Ontario along with his wife Jodi and two children, Brittany and Wyatt.

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Ken Hitchcock was named the 24th head coach in St. Louis Blues 
history on Nov. 7, 2011. In 2014-15, the Edmonton, Alberta native led 
the Blues to the Central Division title and their fourth consecutive 
playoff appearance while becoming the fourth coach in NHL history 
to notch 700 wins on Mar. 12 against Philadelphia. Hitchcock has 
guided the club to three 100-point regular seasons over the past four 
campaigns, including 2011-12, when he led the Blues to their first 
Division title since 2000 and became the fourth coach in franchise 
history to earn the NHL’s Jack Adams Award as the League’s best 
coach. Overall, Hitchcock has coached in 19 NHL seasons, including 
stints with Dallas, Philadelphia, Columbus and St. Louis. He has 
led his teams to 13 Stanley Cup Playoff appearances, eight division 

titles, and a dozen 100-point regular seasons, while he is the only coach in League history to record at least 
125 regular season wins with four different teams. He has also led his teams to a 74-68 record in the Stanley 
Cup Playoffs, including a 16-7 mark in 1998-99 when he guided the Dallas Stars to the Stanley Cup. Hitchcock 
currently stands fourth on the NHL’s all-time wins list, while on Feb. 26, 2015 at Winnipeg, he became the 
ninth coach in NHL history to coach in 1,300 regular season games.

Hitchcock began his NHL coaching career as an assistant coach with the Flyers from 1990-93. He moved 
on to take over as head coach of the Dallas Stars midway through the 1995-96 season, and in 1996-97, led 
them to the Central Division title. That year, Dallas became just the ninth team in NHL history to go from 
last place to first place in one season. Overall, Hitchcock spent parts of seven seasons in Dallas, leading his 
teams to five Central Division titles, two Presidents’ Trophies (1997-98, 1998-99) and two Western Conference 
championships (1999, 2000), in addition to the 1999 Stanley Cup. He was nominated for the Jack Adams 
Award three times (1997, 1998, 1999) and served as the Western Conference’s head coach in three All-Star 
Games (1997, 1998, 1999). 

On May 14, 2002, he was named Flyers head coach and led the club to three-straight 100-point seasons from 
2002-06, while capturing the Atlantic Division title in 2003-04 and advancing to the 2004 Eastern Conference 
Finals. On Mar. 21, 2006, Hitchcock guided the Flyers to a 2-1 win over New Jersey, becoming the fifth-fastest 
coach in NHL history to record 400 wins (736 games). 

Hitchcock has also represented Canada at numerous international competitions. He was named head coach of 
Team Canada for the 2008 World Championships and led the squad to the silver medal. He has served as an 
associate coach on five occasions (2002, 2004, 2006, 2010, 2014), including winning the gold medal at the 
2002, 2010 and 2014 Winter Olympics. In addition, he served as an assistant coach on gold medal-winning 
squads at the 2002 World Championships and the 1987 World Juniors.

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Brad Shaw was named Associate Coach for the Blues on  
June 15, 2012, after initially joining the club as an assistant 
coach on July 11, 2006. 

Shaw joined the Blues from the New York Islanders organization 
where he served as an interim head coach and assistant coach. 
Prior to joining the Islanders, he spent three seasons (2002-2005) 
as the head coach for the American Hockey League’s Cincinnati 
Mighty Ducks and posted a record of 44-31-4-1 in 2004-05. 

Before Shaw joined Cincinnati, he was the head coach with the 
Detroit Vipers of the former International Hockey League, an assistant with the Springfield Falcons of the AHL 
and an assistant with the Tampa Bay Lightning in 1999-2000.

Jim Corsi was named goaltending coach on May 27, 2014.

Corsi joined the Blues from the Buffalo Sabres, where he spent 16 
seasons as the goaltending coach, working with the club’s NHL goalies, 
as well as their prospects throughout the system. During his time with 
the Sabres, Corsi produced multiple Vezina Trophy winners, including 
Ryan Miller (2009-10) and Dominik Hasek (1998-99, 2001).

Overall, Corsi brings with him over 20 years of hockey experience, 
including time as a player, coach, manager and analyst. Previously, he 

has worked with both the Italian Men’s and Canadian Women’s National Teams, as well as with junior (OHL’s 
St. Michael’s Majors), collegiate (Ottawa University, McGill University, Concordia University) and professional 
European programs (Schwenningen HC, German League). Throughout his coaching career, Corsi also developed 
the “Corsi Rating,” which is an individual stat figured by calculating the number of shots directed toward the 
offensive goal versus the number of shots directed toward the defensive goal while in five-on-five situations 
(excludes empty net shots).

During his playing career, Corsi appeared in 89 professional games in North America, including stints with 
the NHL’s Edmonton Oilers and the World Hockey Association’s (WHA) Quebec Nordiques. Fluent in English, 
French, Italian and German, Corsi also played internationally in Europe, Russia and China from 1980-
92. In international tournaments, Corsi represented Italy several times, including eight World Ice Hockey 
Championships (1981-83, 1985-87, 1989-90) and the 1984 Winter Olympics.

Kirk Muller was named an assistant coach on May 13, 2014.

Muller joined the club from the Carolina Hurricanes, where he 
spent parts of three seasons as head coach, accumulating an 
80-80-27 overall record. Previously, Muller served a 17-game stint 
as head coach of the American Hockey League’s (AHL) Milwaukee 
Admirals in 2011-12, while he also spent five seasons as an 
assistant coach with the Montreal Canadiens (2006-11). While with 
Montreal, he helped lead the Canadiens to four consecutive playoff 
appearances, including 2010, when the club reached the Eastern 
Conference Finals for the first time since 1993. Internationally, 

Muller has served as an assistant coach for Team Canada on three occasions, including most recently, the 
2012 IIHF World Championships. 

During his playing career, the Kingston, Ontario native spent 19 seasons (1984-2003) in the National Hockey 
League (NHL), appearing in 1,349 regular season games, including stints with New Jersey, Montreal, New York 
(Islanders), Toronto, Florida and Dallas, where he played for Ken Hitchcock for parts of three seasons (1999-
2002). A two-time team captain (New Jersey, 1989-91 – Montreal 1994-95), Muller also dressed in 127 career 
postseason games, posting 69 points (33 goals, 36 assists), including the Stanley Cup-clinching goal for 
Montreal in the 1993 Stanley Cup final.  A six-time All-Star and five-time 30-goal scorer, Muller finished his 
NHL career with 959 points (357 goals, 602 assists) and 1,223 penalty minutes, making him one of 27 players 
in NHL history with at least 900 points and 1,200 penalty minutes. Internationally, Muller represented Canada 
six times during his career, including the 1984 Winter Olympics and World Junior Championships, and four 
World Championships (1985-87, 1989).

Kelly spent nine seasons with FOX Sports Rocky Mountain, 
where he announced Colorado Avalanche games when the team 
relocated to Denver. He has called games in the NHL for 22 
seasons and prior to that he called American Hockey League 
games on radio with the St. Catharines Saints and Adirondack 

Red Wings. Kelly started his NHL career as the radio voice of the New York Rangers during the 1988-89 
campaign. From 1989-90 through 1991-92, the St. Louis native worked the Blues’ radio and television 
simulcasts. Kelly moved on to the expansion Tampa Bay Lightning in 1992-93 where he spent three 
seasons as the play-by-play voice on the radio and television simulcasts and then headed west to 
Colorado for the Avalanche’s first season in 1995-96. During the 1997-98 NHL season, he announced 
play-by-play for the Fox national broadcasts. He also broadcasted NHL playoff games during the  
2005-06 season.
Kelly’s past also includes broadcasting experience in baseball, basketball and soccer. While in Florida, he 
announced games for the Orlando Predators of the Arena Football League. He spent the summer months 
from 1993 to 1996 as the hockey play-by-play announcer at the annual U.S. Olympic Festival. 
No stranger to the profession, Kelly comes from a family with a rich background in hockey announcing. 
His father, Dan Kelly, was the radio and television voice of the Blues for 21 years and was inducted into 
the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1989. John’s younger brother, Dan Jr., called games on radio for the Blues from 
1997-2000. His uncle, Hal, also was a hockey broadcaster, working with several NHL teams when hockey 
began airing on television.
John, born in Canada, is a graduate of Southern Illinois University – Edwardsville with a degree in 
communications. He and his wife Jennifer, a St. Louis native, have three children, Patrick, Megan  
and Grace.

Darren Pang, one of the premier announcers in hockey, is in his 
seventh season with FOX Sports Midwest as the analyst on St. Louis 
Blues telecasts.

Bob Plager joined the St. Louis Blues in their inaugural season in 
1967-68 as a player and has served various capacities within the 
organization. He currently works in the Blues’ community relations 
department and also is an analyst on KMOX during Blues home games 
and on post-game shows. 

Plager became the 16th Head Coach in Blues history on May 1, 1992. 
Plager also served as the Head Coach for the Rivermen during the 
1990-91 season, leading the club to a 58-19-5 record and captured 
the Turner Cup as the champion of the International Hockey League. 

During that season, the Rivermen broke 40-plus IHL records and Plager was voted by his peers as the Coach  
of the Year.

Plager has also served the franchise as Director of Professional Scouting, Vice President and Director of  
Player Development, a Special Assistant to the General Manager, Assistant to the Director of Hockey  
Operations, Head Coach for Salt Lake City of the Central Hockey League and was a scout for the Blues  
handling special assignments.

After the 1977-78 season, Plager retired after playing 14 seasons in the National Hockey League. He was a 
fierce competitor known best for knocking opponents to the ice with his famous hip check. Plager made his 
NHL debut with the New York Rangers during the 1964-65 season and was traded to St. Louis on June 6, 1967. 
Plager currently ranks sixth all-time on the Blues with 615 games played and ranks 10th with 762 penalty 
minutes. In his 14-year NHL career, he played in 644 games, registered 146 points (20g, 126a) and tallied 800 
penalty minutes.

John Anderson enters his 14th season as Wolves head coach after  
leading the team to the Midwest Division title and the Western  
Conference Semifinals in 2014. Anderson was re-hired to the position  
on July 16, 2013.

Anderson returned to the Wolves with four years of National Hockey 
League experience, which included two years as head coach of the Atlanta 
Thrashers from 2008-10. He also served as a Phoenix Coyotes assistant 
coach from 2011-13.

Anderson guided the Wolves to four championships during his first tenure: the Calder Cup in 2002 and 2008 
and the Turner Cup in 1998 and 2000. He is the team’s all-time leader in regular-season wins (551) and 
postseason victories (108). He earned his 700th regular-season win as a head coach when the Wolves earned a 
4-3 shootout win on April 16 at Iowa.

Under his leadership, the Wolves have set several team records, including 55 wins (1997-98), 114 points 
(1999-2000), 29 home wins (1997-98, 1998-99), 27 road wins (1999-2000, 2006-07) and 331 goals  
2006-07).

Prior to joining the Wolves, Anderson captured the Colonial Cup as head coach of the Quad City Mallards of the 
Colonial Hockey League. He began his coaching career with the Winston-Salem Mammoths in 1995-96, leading 
them to the Southern Hockey League Finals and a 30-23-7 regular-season record.

Toronto’s first pick (11th overall) in the 1977 amateur draft, Anderson played 12 seasons in the National  
Hockey League with the Maple Leafs (1977-85), Quebec Nordiques (1985-86), and Hartford Whalers  
(1986-89). The Toronto native registered five 30-goal campaigns in the NHL, including four straight from 1981-
85. Anderson’s most productive offensive season came in 1982-83, when he paced Toronto with 80 points (31G, 
49A) in 80 games.

Anderson ranks 14th in Maple Leafs history with 189 goals and 20th with 393 points. He amassed 282 goals 
and 631 points in 814 NHL regular-season games and added 9 goals and 27 points in 37 career Stanley Cup 
Playoff contests.

Anderson played three years in the International Hockey League with the Fort Wayne Komets (1990-91) and San 
Diego Gulls (1992-94). As a player/assistant coach with the Gulls, he helped propel the club to an IHL-record 
62 wins and a berth in the 1993 Turner Cup Finals. Two years earlier, he tallied 40 goals and 83 points in 63 
games to help the Komets reach the 1991 Turner Cup Finals.

While playing with the American Hockey League’s New Haven Nighthawks in 1991-92, Anderson became the 
oldest player to win the league’s Most Valuable Player award at age 35. He notched 41 goals and 95 points in 
68 games, while capturing the AHL’s Sportsmanship Award and earning a spot on the AHL First All-Star Team.

Brad Tapper enters his second season behind the bench with the Wolves after 
being named an assistant coach on August 26, 2014. A member of Chicago’s 
2002 Calder Cup squad, he brings five years of coaching experience and nine 
years of professional playing experience to the staff.

A forward for the Wolves from 2001-04, Tapper makes the jump to the 
American Hockey League in his sixth season as a coach. He previously ran 
the bench for one season with North York in the CCHL and served as an 
assistant the past four with Florida and Orlando in the ECHL.

The 36-year-old has a league championship on his coaching resume, capturing the 2012 Kelly Cup with Florida. 
In his four seasons in the ECHL, his teams never failed to make the postseason and posted a 158-102-9-19 
record (.597). His forward corps placed in the top 10 in the league in scoring each season, including two 
second-place finishes, and averaged 3.41 goals per game overall.

The Scarborough, Ontario, native retired as a player in 2009 following a nine-year professional career, including 
parts of three seasons with the Wolves. During his tenure in Chicago, he contributed 58 points (24G, 34A) in 98 
regular-season games and another 11 points (4G, 7A) in 28 postseason tilts.

In addition to his time with the Wolves, Tapper skated in 71 NHL contests with Atlanta from 2000-03, accruing 
25 points (14G, 11A) in 71 games. He also suited up for Binghamton and Philadelphia in the AHL and spent 
seasons in the International Hockey League and German Elite League, in addition to his collegiate career at 
Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute.

Mark Hardy enters his second season with the Wolves after being named 
an assistant coach on August 26, 2014. He brings 20 years of coaching 
experience and 15 years of National Hockey League playing experience to  
the bench.

Hardy comes to the Wolves after spending the last three seasons with the 
ECHL’s Ontario Reign. He helped the Los Angeles Kings and Winnipeg Jets 
affiliate earn second-place finishes in the Western Conference each season 
he was on staff.

The 55-year-old boasts 11 years of NHL coaching experience as well, having served on the staffs for Los Angeles 
(1999-2006, 2008-10) and the Chicago Blackhawks (2006-08). Hardy served as an assistant coach and 
defensive specialist, which included overseeing the third-best penalty killing unit in Kings history in 2001-02 
(86.6 percent efficiency). 

Prior to his first tenure with Los Angeles, the Samedan, Switzerland native began his coaching career as a 
player/coach and then assistant coach in the International Hockey League for five seasons with the Detroit 
Vipers (1994-95) and Long Beach Ice Dogs (1995-99). 

Drafted by Los Angeles in the second round (30th overall) of the 1979 NHL Entry Draft, HARDY collected 368 
points (62G, 306A) in 915 career regular-season games as a defenseman for the Kings, Minnesota North Stars, 
and New York Rangers. He finished his playing career with 70 points (18G, 52A) in 199 IHL games with Phoenix, 
Detroit, and Los Angeles.

ST. LOUIS BLUES

THE LAST TIME IN BLUES HISTORY....
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BLUES HISTORY

In 1967 the city of St. Louis was awarded an NHL franchise. The selection of the team’s name was an easy one for owner 
Sid Salomon Jr. “The name of the team has to be the Blues” exclaimed Salomon, after being awarded the new franchise. 
“It’s part of the city where W.C. Handy composed his famed song while thinking of his girl one morning.”
The River City of St. Louis has a tradition for blues singers, and the team name represents its rich history. Salomon said, 

“No matter where you go in town there’s singing, that’s the spirit of St. Louis.”
	The emblem the team proudly displays on their sweater is the Blue Note. The Blue Note was taken from the music scale and 
represents the team’s name. Although the Blue Note has been enhanced and modernized, it remains a St. Louis tradition.
	The 1997-98 season saw the Blues introduce an “alternative sweater” in January that celebrates a traditional look with a 
nod to the future. A streamlined Blue Note reminiscent of Blue Notes worn on earlier jerseys is the foundation of the new 
look. A new “word mark” which introduced navy blue to the team’s name and logo was phased in during the season along 
with the new, restored Blue Note. 
	The 1998-99 season saw the team unveil a new road uniform with the same clean, colorful design as the Blues’ home 
sweater. This road uniform completed the transition to a totally new look on the road and at home and is similar to the 
uniform currently worn.
The Rbk EDGE Uniform System is currently worn by all 30 NHL teams in their respective colors and designs. The uniforms 
were introduced in the 2007-08 season which marked the first time in the history of North American professional sports 
that a uniform innovation has been implemented League-wide.
The Blues’ third jersey was worn for the first time on, Nov. 21, 2008 vs. the Anaheim Ducks. In contrast to previous Blues 
uniforms which were (and are) primarily accented in royal blue and gold, the third jersey and matching socks lean toward 
navy blue and white. Features of the third jersey include a base color of navy blue trimmed in white and gold, a new logo 
on the crest of the jersey featuring the time-honored Blue Note against the Gateway Arch captured within a gold circle 
highlighted by the words St. Louis Blues, the Blue Note, in navy, trimmed in gold and white on each of the shoulders, 
uniform numbers on the back and sleeves in white – a first for the Blues – trimmed in gold and navy, a classic, old-school 
draw string – another first for the team – at the base of the white-trimmed collar and navy socks trimmed in white and 
gold complement the on-ice look, resulting in a navy blue combination from head to toe – helmets, jersey, gloves, pants 
and socks.

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Scottrade Center opened in October 1994 and rests on the former site of Kiel Auditorium in the heart of 
downtown St. Louis. Scottrade Center is a contemporary glass and concrete structure with four seating 
levels, two restaurants (Bud Light Zone and Blue Note Lounge), 91 private suites, seven party rooms, 
dozens of concession stands and food courts and three retail shops.

Rights Missouri vs. Illinois basketball game and the upcoming 2015 NCAA Division I Men’s Wrestling 
Championships . Scottrade Center Scottrade Center is consistently ranked by Pollstar Magazine as one 
of the top grossing arenas in the country.

Highlights of the past 20 years include the 2014 NCAA Division I Men’s Basketball Second and Third 
Rounds; the 2007 NCAA Division I Men’s Ice Hockey Frozen Four National Championship; the 2006 U.S. 
Figure Skating Championships; the 2000, 2004, 2005, 2008, 2009 and 2012 NCAA Division I Men’s 
Wrestling Championships; 1999 Papal Visit Youth Rally; the 1998 NCAA Midwest Regional Men’s 
Basketball Championship; the 2000 John Hancock U.S. National Gymnastics Championships; the 
2001 and 2009 NCAA Women’s Final Four Basketball Championships; the WBC/WBA/IBF Welterweight 
Championship between Zab Judah and Cory Spinks in 2005; superstar concerts including Bon Jovi, Billy 
Joel , Elton John, The Eagles, Paul McCartney, U2, Frank Sinatra, Garth Brooks, The Police, Pavarotti, 
Neil Diamond, Taylor Swift, Madonna, Kiss, Lady Gaga and The Rolling Stones; sold out World Wrestling 
Entertainment live television events; and annual performances of the Harlem Globetrotters, Ringling

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Peabody Opera House is a historic, 3100 seat theater in the heart 
of downtown St. Louis. Originally opened in 1934 as the Kiel Opera 

House, the stage welcomed some of entertainment’s greatest performers, including Frank Sinatra,  
Ray Charles, Bob Dylan and the Rolling Stones before closing in 1991. A $78.7 million restoration 
of the facility began in 2010, restoring this historical gem to its original splendor, while installing 
state-of-the-art upgrades.

Peabody Opera House held its Grand Opening Gala on October 1, 2011, featuring Jay Leno and Aretha 
Franklin. The venue plays host to a wide variety of events, including concerts, comedies, theatricals, 
family shows, holiday productions and more. Highlights from its inaugural season included sold-out 
performances of Wilco, Widespread Panic, Y98 Mistletoe Show, Ryan Adams, Lewis Black, Ron White, 
Daniel Tosh and Florence and The Machine; Oprah’s Lifeclass; the St. Louis debut of Green Day’s 
American Idiot; and the Official 2011 World Series Film Premiere.

In addition to its main theater space, Peabody Opera House has ballroom and small theater space 
available for private events, including weddings, corporate events and social functions.
The Peabody Opera House is owned and operated by a partnership that includes the St. Louis Blues 
ownership group, headed by Tom Stillman, along with Optimus Development President, Chris McKee 
and his brother, Paric Corporation President, Joe McKee. Naming rights for the Opera House were sold 
in July 2010 to Peabody Energy, the world’s largest private-sector coal company and a global leader in 
clean coal solutions.

ABDUCTION: Movement of a joint away from the center of the body.

AC JOINT (ACROMIOCLAVICULAR JOINT): Joint of the shoulder where acromion process of  
the shoulder blade and the distal end of the collarbone meet; most shoulder separations occur  
at this point.

ADDUCTION: Movement of a joint toward the center of the body.

ADHESION: Abnormal adherence of collagen fibers to surrounding structures during immobilization 
following trauma or as a complication of surgery which restricts normal elasticity of the structures 
involved; or scar tissue which forms after trauma or surgery which can restrict normal motion.

AEROBIC: Exercise in which energy needed is supplied by oxygen inspired and is required for 
sustained periods of vigorous exercise with a continually high pulse rate.

ANABOLIC STEROIDS: Steroids that promote tissue growth by creating protein in an attempt to 
enhance muscle growth. The main anabolic steroid is testosterone (male sex hormone).

ANAEROBIC: Exercise without the use of oxygen as an energy source; short bursts of  
vigorous exercise.

ANTERIOR CRUCIATE LIGAMENT (ACL): A primary stabilizing ligament within the center of the 
knee joint that prevents hyperextension and excessive rotation of the joint. A complete tear of the 
ACL necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12 months of rehabilitation.

ANTI-INFLAMMATORY: Any agent which prevents inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.

ARTERIOGRAM: A film demonstrating arteries after injection of a dye.

ARTHROGRAM: X-ray technique for joints using air and/or dye injected into the affected area; 
useful in diagnosing meniscus tears of the knee and rotator cuff tears of the shoulder.

ARTHROSCOPE: An instrument used to visualize the interior of a joint cavity.

ARTHROSCOPY: A surgical examination of the internal structures of a joint by means of           
observation through an arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure can be used to remove or repair 
damaged tissue or as a diagnostic procedure in order to inspect the extent of any damage or 
confirm a diagnosis.

ATROPHY: To shrivel or shrink from disuse; as in muscular atrophy.

BAKER’S CYST: Localized swelling of a bursa sac in the back of the knee as a result of fluid that 
has escaped from the knee capsule. A Baker’s cyst indicates that there is a trauma inside the knee 
joint that leads to excessive fluid production.

BONE SCAN: An imaging procedure in which a radioactivelabeled substance is injected into the 
body to determine the status of a bone injury. If the radioactive substance is taken up by the  
bone at the injury site, the injury will show as a ‘hot spot’ on the scan image. The bone scan is 
particularly useful in the diagnosis of stress fractures.

BURSA: A fluidfilled sac located in areas where friction is likely to occur. The bursa sac  
minimizes the friction, for example, between a tendon and bone.

CARTILAGE: Smooth, slippery substance preventing two ends of bones from rubbing together and 
grating. Most joints use this to cover bones next to each other. A meniscus is made of cartilage.

CAT SCAN (COMPUTERIZED TOMOGRAPHY): Use of a computer to produce a cross-sectional 
view of the anatomical part being investigated from x-ray data.

CHONDROMALACIA: Roughening of the articular cartilage. Best known for the roughening of the 
underside of the kneecap, which can occur in any kneecap injury.

Medical Glossary
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CLAVICLE: Collarbone; the bone connecting the breastbone with the shoulder blade.

CLOSED REDUCTION: Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation without surgery.

COCCYX: The ‘tailbone,’ a group of four vertebrae that are fused together to form a small triangular 
bone, located  at the terminal end of the spine.

CONCUSSION: Jarring injury of the brain resulting in dysfunction. It can be graded as mild, 
moderate or severe, depending on loss of consciousness, amnesia and loss of equilibrium.

CONTUSION: An injury to a muscle and tissues caused by a blow from a blunt object.

CORTICOSTEROIDS: Used to suppress joint inflammation and inflammation in a bursa or  
near tendons.

CRYOTHERAPY: A treatment with the use of cold.

CYST: Abnormal sac containing liquid or semisolid matter.

DEGENERATIVE JOINT DISEASE: Changes in the joint surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma and 
‘wear and tear’.

DELTOID LIGAMENT: Ligament that connects the tibia to bones of the medial aspect of the foot 
and is primarily responsible for stability of the ankle on the medial side. Is sprained less  
frequently than other ankle ligaments.

DELTOID MUSCLE: Muscles at the top of the arm, just below the shoulder, responsible for  
shoulder motions in the front, side and back.

DISC, INTERVERTEBRAL: A flat, rounded plate between each vertebrae of the spine. The disc 
consists of a thick fiber ring which surrounds a soft gellike interior. It functions as a cushion and 
shock absorber for the spinal column.

DISLOCATION: Complete displacement of joint surfaces.

ELECTROMYOGRAM (EMG): Test to determine nerve function.

EPICONONDYLITIS: Inflammation of tendons at the elbow due to overuse. Common in tennis 
players (outer part of elbow) and golfers (inner part of elbow).

ETIOLOGY: Study of the cause of injury and disease.

EXTENSION: Action of straightening of a joint as achieved by an extensor muscle.

FASCIA: A connective tissue sheath consisting of fibrous tissue and fat which unites the skin to 
the underlying tissue.

FAT PERCENTAGE: The amount of body weight that is adipose, fat tissue. Fat percentage can  
be calculated by underwater weighing, measuring select skinfold thickness or by analyzing 
electrical impedance.

FEMUR: Thighbone; longest bone in the body.

FIBULA: Smaller of the two bones in the lower leg; runs from the knee to the ankle along the 
outside of the lower leg.

FLEXIBILITY: The ability of muscle to relax and yield to stretch forces.

FRACTURE: Breach in continuity of a bone. Types of fractures include simple, compound,    
comminuted, greenstick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal, oblique, open, stress or transverse.

GLENOHUMERAL: The shoulder girdle; consists of the glenoid capsule, head of the humerus 
and labrum.

GLENOID: Cavity of the scapula into which the head of the humerus fits to form the shoulder girdle.
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GLENOID LABRUM: A rim of fibrocartilaginous tissue attached around the margin of the glenoid fossa.

GRADE ONE INJURY: A mild injury in which ligament, tendon or other musculoskeletal tissue may 
have been stretched, but not torn or otherwise disrupted.

GRADE TWO INJURY: A moderate injury in which musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not 
totally torn, causing appreciable limitation in function of the injured tissue.

GRADE THREE INJURY: A severe injury in which tissue loss has been significant, and in many 
cases, totally torn or otherwise disrupted, causing a virtual loss of function.

GROIN: Junction of the thigh and abdomen, location of muscles that rotate, flex and adduct the hip.

HAMMER TOE: Condition when the first digit of a toe is at a different angle that the remaining digits of 
the same toe.

HAMSTRING: Category of muscle that runs from the buttocks to the knee along the back of the thigh. 
It functions to flex the knee and is often times injured as a result of improper conditioning or lack of 
muscle flexibility.

HEMARTHROSIS: Accumulation of blood within a joint as a result of an acute injury.

HEMATOMA: Mass produced by an accumulation of coagulated blood in a cavity or in soft tissues.

HIGH ANKLE SPRAIN: Disruption of thick connective tissue between the tibia and fibula above the 
ankle joint.

HIP POINTER: Contusion to the iliac crest.

HYDROTHERAPY: Treatment using water.

HYPEREXTENSION: Extreme extension of a limb or body part.

ICE AND STIMULATION: Use of ice to reduce inflammation and muscle stimulation by surface 
electrodes to maintain muscle strength used in rehabilitation of injury.

ILIOTIBIAL BAND: A thick, wide fascial layer that runs from the iliac crest to the knee joint on the outside 
of the thigh.

INFLAMMATION: The body’s natural response to injury in which the injury site might display various 
degrees of pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss of function.

ISOMETRIC CONTRACTION: Muscular contraction in which tension is developed but no mechanical 
work is done.

LABRUM (LABRUM GLENOIDULE): The cartilage of the glenoid cavity in the shoulder. A lipedged 
or liplike structure.

LATERAL COLLATERAL LIGAMENT (LCL): Ligament of the knee along the outer aspect that     
connects the femur to the fibula. It provides lateral stability to the joint.

LIGAMENT: Band of fibrous tissue that connects bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports 
and strengthens joints.

MAGNETIC RESONANCE IMAGING (MRI): Imaging procedure in which a radio frequency pulse 
causes certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to react to this pulse and through this 
process a computer display and permanent film establish a visual image. MRI does not require 
radiation and is very useful in the diagnosis of soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.

MANDIBLE: Jaw bone
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MEDIAL COLLATERAL LIGAMENT (MCL): Ligament of knee along the inner aspect that  
connects the femur to the tibia.

MENISCUS: Crescent-shaped cartilage, usually pertaining to the knee joint; also known as  
cartilage. There are two menisci in the knee: medial and lateral. These work to absorb weight 
within the knee and provide stability.

METACARPALS: Five long bones of the hand, joining the fingers to the wrist.

METATARSALS: Five long bones of the foot, running from the ankle to the toes.

MYOSITIS: Inflammation of a muscle.

OPEN REDUCTION: Re-alignment of a fracture or dislocation with surgery.

ORTHOTIC: Any device applied to or around the body of physical impairment of disability.  
Commonly used to control foot mechanics. 

OSTEOCHONDRITIS DESSICANS: A piece of bone and/or cartilage loosened from its attachment 
after trauma and a cause of a lesion.

OSTEOMYELITIS: An inflammatory disease of bone caused usually by infection with 
streptococcus or staphylococcus bacteria.

PATELLA: The kneecap. The patella functions to protect the distal end of the femur as well  
as increase the mechanical advantage and force generating capacities of the quadriceps  
muscle group.

PLANTAR FASCIITIS: Inflammation of the plantar (a thick tissue on the bottom of the foot which 
helps create the arch) fascia; associated with overuse or acute foot injury.

POSTERIOR CRUCIATE LIGAMENT (PCL): A primary stabilizing ligament of the knee that  
provides significant stability and prevents displacement of the tibia backward within the knee 
joint. A complete tear of this ligament necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12 
months of rehabilitation.

QUADRICEP MUSCLES: A group of four muscles of the front thigh that run from the hip and 
form a common tendon at the patella; they are responsible for knee extension.

RADIUS: Bone in the forearm from elbow to the thumb side of the wrist. 

RECONSTRUCTION: Surgical rebuilding of a joint using natural, artificial or transplanted materials.

ROTATOR CUFF: Comprised of four muscles in the shoulder area that can be irritated by  
overuse. The muscles are the supraspinatus (most commonly injured), infraspinatus, teres 
minor and subscapularis.

SACROILIAC: Junction of the sacrum, the lower back bone, with the pelvis.

SACRUM: Group of five fused vertebrae located just below the lumbar vertebrae of the lower 
back, which form part of the pelvis.

SCAPULA: Shoulder blade.

SCIATICA: Irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in pain or tingling running down the inside  
of the leg.

SCIATIC NERVE: Major nerve that carries impulses for muscular action and sensations between 
the low back and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve in the body.

SHIN SPLINT: A catchall syndrome describing pain in the shin that is not a fracture or tumor 
and can not be defined otherwise.
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SPLEEN: Large, solid organ responsible for the normal production and destruction of blood cells 
located under the left rib cage.

SPONDYLOSIS: Abnormal vertebral fixation or immobility, or a general term for arthritis  
of the spine.

SPRAIN: Injury resulting from the stretching or twisting of the joint and causes various degrees of 
stretching or tearing of a ligament or other soft tissue at the joint.

STRAIN: Injury resulting from a pulling or torsion to the muscle or tendon that causes various 
degrees of stretching or tearing to the muscle or tendon tissue.

STRESS FRACTURE: A hairline type of break in a bone. Caused by overuse.

SUBLUXATION: Partial dislocation of a joint. The term usually implies that the joint can return to a 
normal position without formal reduction.

SYNOVIAL FLUID: Lubricating fluid for joints and tendons, produced in synovium, or the inner 
lining of a joint.

SYNOVITIS: Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.

TALUS: The ankle bone that articulates with the tibia and fibula to form the ankle joint.

TARSALS: Group of seven bones of the foot consisting of the calnavicular, talus, cuboid and three 
cuneiform bones.

TENDINITIS: Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon sheath, caused by chronic overuse or 
sudden injury.

TENDON: Tissue that connects muscle to bone. 

TENOSYNOVITIS: Swelling or inflammation of a tendon sheath caused by calcium deposits, 
repeated strain or trauma.

TIBIA: Shin bone; larger of the two bones of the lower leg and is the weightbearing  
bone of the shin.

TRANSCUTANEOUS ELECTRICAL NERVE STIMULATOR (TENS): An electrical modality that 
sends a mild current through pads at the injury site which stimulates the brain to release the 
natural analgesic endorphin.

TRANSVERSE PROCESS: Small lateral projection off the right and left side of each vertebrae 
that functions as an attachment site for muscles and ligaments of the spine.

TRICEPS: Muscle of the back of the upper arm, primarily responsible for extending the elbow. 

ULNA: Inner bone of the forearm that runs from the tip of the elbow to the little finger side  
of the wrist.

ULNAR NERVE: Nerve in the elbow commonly irritated from excessive throwing.

ULTRASOUND: An electrical modality that transmits a sound wave through an applicator into the 
skin to the soft tissue in order to heat the local area for relaxing the injured tissue and/or disperse 
edema, also a type of imaging study for certain body areas.

“WIND KNOCKED OUT”: Syndrome describing a contraction of the abdominal nerve truck, the 
solar plexus, as a result of an abdominal contusion.

PRESS BOX ACCESS:
The main press box is located on the upper level. All media are required to display credentials 
when entering the media lounge, press box and dressing room areas and must wear their       
credentials throughout the game. Refusal to display credentials will subject to revocation.

Blues television broadcast booth position is located in section 320 on the concourse level.
