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KOMET HISTORY

Ernie Berg started it 65 years ago this season.  He was the one that began thinking about hockey in Fort Wayne, Indiana.
But it was after the city announced plans of building the Allen County War Memorial Coliseum.  Berg took a trip to Toledo
one night to watch an IHL game.  That was all it took.  Berg came home full of enthusiasm.

With the thought of Fort Wayne building a beautiful new
big building, Berg couldn’t help but envision it filled with
people for a hockey game.  It was a dream.  A dream
later to become reality.  The dream came true with the
dropping of the first puck at the start of the 1952-53
International Hockey League season.

Many have wondered about Komets being spelled with a
“K”.  Berg did it. He wanted to have a name that
suggested speed, flash, excitement. And he spelled it
with a “K” instead of a “C” after his wife.  Her name was
Kathryn but she always went by Kay.

Berg became the team’s General Manager and put
together a talented hockey team.  That first team was a
real crowd pleaser, if not an artistic success.  He got
guys who were tough and aggressive.  And the Fort
Wayne fans liked that.

It wasn’t until the sixth game when the franchise picked up its first victory.  It came on a Tuesday night before a crowd of
6,381.  The “K’s” won 6-5 over the Grand Rapids Rockets.

The fans liked the hard-hitting Komets, too.  They soon began to fill the coliseum regularly on weekend nights and came
close to filling it on week nights.  From then on the fans have been supporting their Fort Wayne Komets.

With 65 years of Komet hockey in the history books, there have been many high and low moments.  The lowest came in
the summer of 1990 when, for a few days, the city did not have a team.  Previous ownership moved the club to Albany,
New York.  A couple of days later the Franke family purchased the Flint IHL franchise and moved it to Fort Wayne,
keeping the name “Komets”, but changing many facets of the organization.

After maintaining the Komets in the IHL for nine more years, the Franke
family moved the team to the United Hockey League prior to the 1999-
2000 season.  The Komets played eight seasons in the UHL before the
league dissolved after 2006-07.  Fort Wayne, along with partners in
Kalamazoo, Muskegon, Port Huron, Flint and Bloomington (Illinois) formed
the new International Hockey League, breathing live into the IHL once
again with the 2007-08 season.

After three seasons in the “new” IHL and winning the Turner Cup
Championship each year, the Komets moved once again.  The Komets
became members of the Central Hockey League in 2010 and were part of
the CHL for two seasons, capturing the CHL Presidents’ Cup in 2012.

In 2012-13, the Komets made their debut in the ECHL renewing old
rivalries with Kalamazoo, Toledo, Cincinnati, Elmira, Colorado and
Orlando. In 2014-15, the Indy Fuel was introduced to the ECHL and once

again a team from Indianapolis became an intrastate rivalry for the Komets.

65 seasons of Komet Hockey in Fort Wayne have yeilded a dozen regular season championships (9 IHL, 3 UHL) and
nine championship titles (7 IHL Turner Cups, 1 UHL Colonial Cup and 1 CHL Presidents’ Cup).   And now, with the 2017-
18 season, the tradition continues in Northeast Indiana with the 66th anniversary season of Komet Hockey in Fort Wayne.

Cincinnati has definately decided to

withdraw from the American but India-

napolis’ position is uncertain and

will be decided by the parent organi-

zation, the Detroit Red Wings.

   The Amercian League’s setup will

not be decided until the meeting of

the National Hockey League on June

19, when action will be taken on the

application of Cleveland to become a

member of the main circuit.  Cleve-

land is not expected to be accepted

by the National loop, but is expected

to remain in the American.

   The International Hockey League has
voted to increase its budget, thus

raising the standard of play in the

league.  That helped to clinch the

decision of Fort Wayne interests to

become a member of that circuit.  They

have had under consderation at the

same time the possiblities of entering

the American League should that cir-

cuit split up and organize a strictly

midwestern league.

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KOMET HISTORY --  WHAT’S IN A NAME

The residents of Northeast Indiana most likely first learned that the new pro hockey team coming to Fort
Wayne was going to be called “Komets”, yes, comets with a “K”, in an article that appeared in the Fort Wayne
Journal-Gazette September 13, 1952.

It was the final summer before a game called ice hockey was to invade the new Allen County War Memorial
Coliseum, spreading its popularity all over northeast Indiana and northwest Ohio.

That summer was also prelude to the opening of the Fort Wayne Pistons’ 1952-53 NBA season at the Coli-
seum which included the 1953 NBA All-Star Game. The Fort Wayne Daisies were playing their eighth season
of Girls Professional Baseball at Memorial Park while Cindy’s Diner first opened in downtown Fort Wayne at
the intersection of Clinton and Jefferson streets.  The honorable Harry W. Baals served as mayor and WOWO
Radio AM 1190 was belting out hits such as “Cry” by Johnnie Ray, “Wish You Were Here” by Eddie Fisher and
“You Belong To Me” by Jo Stafford in its 27th anniversary summer of broadcasting from Fort Wayne.

One Saturday morning during that summer of ‘52, on September 13, the Journal-Gazette ran the following
article:

Hockey Club To Be Called

‘Komets;’ Train In Canada

   The Fort Wayne Hockey Club, playing
its first season of ice hockey in this

area, will be known as the Fort Wayne

Komets.  The name KOMETS was selected

by the officials of the local club

after a number of names had been sug-

gested by fans throughout the area.

So, it will be the Fort Wayne Komets

along with the Toledo Mercurys, the

Cincinnati Mohawks, the Troy Bruins,

the Grand Rapids Rockets and the Mil-

waukee Clippers, the names of the

other entrants in the International

Hockey League.

     Along with the selection of the

name Komets, the team colors were also

selected by the Komet management.

Maroon and White have been chosen as

the Fort Wayne colors, with white

jerseys being worn for all home games

and the maroon, trimmed in white being

worn on all road games.  Uniforms and

equipment have been on order for some

time and elaborate breast emblems have

been ordered to emblazen the colorful

jerseys that are planned.

   The Komet office, located in the
Hotel Van Orman, is stepping up ac-

tivities these days and completing the

plans for the training camp grind of

the team.  Alex Wood, manager of the

Komets in their fist season, will have

a group of approximately 25 aspirants

going into training at Woodstock,

Ontario on October 8.  Following two

weeks of training and exhibiton games,

the Komet squad will be pared to fif-

teen and return to Fort wayne to pre-

pare for their opening league game on

October 25 at the new Memorial Coli-

seum.

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KOMET HISTORY -- KOMET ORIGINALS -- EDDIE LONG

65 years ago Eddie Long came to Fort Wayne at the age of 19 and became an original member of the Fort
Wayne Komet Hockey Club.  The rugged right winger became effectionately known as “Mr. Komet” after a
successful 14-year pro hockey career in our city.

Eddie is ranked second on the Komets all-time top 10 most games list with
867.  The Komet legend continues to hold the record of most career goals
scored in a Fort Wayne uniform with 425 and ranks second with 852 points.

He also shares with three other players the
record for most goals in a game with five.
Eddie scored a record four hat tricks
during the 1956-57 season which has been
matched by only three other players.

His career year was 1962-63 when Eddie
led the Komets with 56 goals and added
46 assists for 102 points in 70 regular
season games before leading the Komets
with 15 assists and 20 points in 11 playoff
games en route to Fort Wayne’s first IHL

Turner Cup Championship.  Eddie also claimed (with Len Thornson) the
1962-63 IHL James Gatschene Memorial Trophy (regular season MVP
award).  Eddie added a second IHL Turner Cup crown as the Komets’ head
coach in 1965.  In addition, Eddie was also part of two Fort Wayne IHL
regular season titles in 1959-60 and 1962-63.

Eddie is only one of 10 players to
ever eclipse the 50-goal mark in
regular season play and one of 20
to reach 100 points in a season.
The Ottawa, Ontario native also
shares the Komet record for most
points in a game, nine (5 goals, 4
assists), with Art Stone.  Eddie also
owns Komet playoff records of five
points in a game (tied with seven
players), five assists in a game
(shared with Dave Lemay) and
scored the fastest goal from the
start of a Fort Wayne playoff game
in 12 seconds.

Eddie’s number 16 was the first Fort Wayne jersey number retired in 1965-66.  The Komets inducted Eddie
into the Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.

Since his retirement from the game in 1965, Eddie has dedicated much of his time coaching and teaching at
the youth and high school hockey levels while working and raising a family.  Today, Mr. Komet continues to
reside in Fort Wayne with the love of his life, Gayle, and his beautiful family.

Drysdale provides example for Komets at age 90; He was one of the original Komets 65 years ago

Because he played just three seasons, he’ll likely never have his banner lifted to the
Memorial Coliseum rafters, but George Drysdale’s impact on the Fort Wayne Komets
is immeasurable.

Drysdale turns 90 today and deserves as many handshakes and slaps on the back as
his body can handle. You’ll be rewarded with the biggest, most-gracious smile around,
and if you’re lucky and have enough time, you’ll hear a fantastic story from his
memory. Unlike a lot of people, Drysdale’s story will likely be about someone else,
too.

Though he was an original Komet from October 1952, and hasn’t played in a Komets’
game since 1955, it’s amazing the impact Drysdale has had on the franchise. He’s the
ultimate gentleman who along with Eddie Long helped develop the template for the
Komets which still exists today.

Whenever Drysdale is introduced, someone always seems to mention that he was the
first captain when the franchise started. That’s partly true and partly incorrect. After
the Komets completed their first training camp in Woodstock, Ontario, coach Alex
Wood named goaltender Jack Timmons the original captain. After an unsuccessful
negotiation with the Chatham Maroons, Drysdale didn’t join the Komets until they
were on their bus ride home from that training camp.

Halfway through the season, the players selected Drysdale as their captain, partly because there’s little doubt he was already acting
in the role. That’s just how George has approached life, with class, respect for others and a Christian view.  The funny thing is,
though, whenever someone introduces him that way, Drysdale never corrects the misconception. It’s not that his ego needs the
affirmation, and from a lesser man you might think it’s a matter of false pride, but Drysdale has never been a lesser man. Keeping
his mouth shut is a sign of his class because he would never embarrass someone publicly for such a mistake.

As much as Long is rightly recognized for helping set the tone for what the Komets would stand for on the ice, Drysdale set the
standard for how the players would represent the franchise in the community. He has never turned down someone asking for a favor
- and at the same time never asked for one back. He has never lorded his status as an original Komet over any future players, and
he’s too much of a gentleman to openly criticize anyone on the ice. While providing color commentary on the Public Access Game of
the Week, he may make a point or two based on his own playing experiences, but it’s always done in an instructive, constructive
way.

While being the player who scored the first goal in Komets’ history,
Drysdale is also almost always at every home game to see the latest
one. Other than former broadcaster Bob Chase, it’s possible that no
one has watched more Komets’ games than George has. He still
serves the team when asked as an off-ice official and providing
commentary on broadcasts.

Looking at all of his contributions, it’s amazing that he only played
163 games as a Komet before a blood disease forced his retirement.
He’s simply always been there helping out however he can. He’s
simply a wonderful resource.

Thank goodness that in his own way George has always been here,
is still here, to help guide with such class the team he helped start. As
long as the Komets always try to live up to his example, they’ll always
be a success.

Happy birthday, George! We love you.

In the history of the Fort Wayne Komets there have only been 10 players to have
reached 50 goals in a single regular season.  Pretty amazing when you consider the
Komets are in their 66th consecutive season in Fort Wayne and have skated a total of
4,850 regular season games after 65 years.

Also, the near extinction of 50-goal scorers is even more evident when you consider
that the ECHL has not had a 50-goal scorer over the past seven seasons and when
Kevin Baker of the Florida Everblades netted his 57 goals in 2008-09 it was the only
time 50 goals were scored by an individual in the ECHL after a 13-year drought.

The last time a Komet hit 50 goals in a season was 1990-91
when Lonnie Loach found the twine 55 times in 81 games.
25 seasons have come and gone since.

Seven years after the Komet franchise was established in
Fort Wayne Len Ronson became the first to hit the 50-goal
mark when he netted 62 goals in 68 games during 1959-60.

Only two players have had multiple 50-goal seasons with the
Komets.  Merv Dubchak reached 50 goals three straight
seasons and Barry Scully had 50 or more goals four straight
seasons.

Dubchak bagged 52 goals in 70 games in 1964-65 and
followed that with his IHL record 72 goals in 70 games during 1965-66.  The winger
added another 50-goal year in 1966-67 when he again scored 52 goals in 72 games.

Scully scored 61 markers in 1979-80, 69 in 1980-81, 60 in 1981-82 and 57 in 1982-83.

It’s true that teams in professional hockey are not lighting the lamp as much as in the past with so much
emphasis on strong defensive skills in the modern hockey world.

But here in Fort Wayne, scoring 50 goals by a Komet player can be done again.  It’s just a matter of when.
And when it happens, it will be something to see and celebrate!

Legendary Fort Wayne Komets broadcaster Bob Chase passed away at 2:40am ET Thursday, Nov. 24, 2016, at the age
of 90.  Chase completed 63 seasons as the voice of the Komets radio-rinkside during 2015-16 after first arriving in Fort
Wayne in 1953.

Chase hailed from Negaunee, Michigan, where he was born
January 22, 1926.  He grew up in Marquette, Michigan and after
high school joined the U.S. Navy where he served from 1943-1947.
Upon his discharge from the Navy, Bob entered Northern Michigan
University at Marquette and graduated in 1952.  While in college,
Bob started his radio career in Marquette in 1949.

Chase moved to Fort Wayne to begin his radio career with WOWO
AM 1190 in 1953 which included broadcasting Komet hockey games
starting with the 1953-54 season.  “He was the voice of Komet
hockey my entire life,” Stephen Franke, CEO of the Fort Wayne
Komet Hockey Club said.  “He knew more about the history of
Komet hockey than anyone.  He was a good man who made life a
little more special for the rest of us.”

The Komets retired the number 40 in Chase’s honor as he celebrated his 40th season behind the Fort Wayne
microphone in 1993.  Bob was inducted into the Komets Hall of Fame in 2003 in honor of his 50th season as Komet
broadcaster.  “Bob Chase was Komet hockey,” Komet President Michael Franke said.  “He put Fort Wayne and the
Komets on the map with his deep voice penetrating 28 states and half of Canada on WOWO radio.  More than anything I
will miss him.  He was a father figure to us all.  Things will never be the same.”

”This is a very sad day in Komet history and Fort Wayne history.  We have lost the John Wayne of Fort Wayne and the
hockey broadcasting world,” Komet general manager David Franke said.  “We will never again hear his play-by-play call
of Komet hockey or the wise and respected voice of WOWO radio. I will always be grateful for all I learned from Bob.  He
gave me the opportunity to work with the Komets during the 1988-89 season and his words of wisdom, support and
guidance will always be with me.  Bob Chase is a legend in every sense of the word and we will miss him dearly.”

During Chase’s extended career with the Komets he witnessed and called 12
regular season titles and nine league championships over the course of more than
4,500 Komet games.  During 2014-15 Chase celebrated the calling of his 500th
playoff game.

Besides his accomplishments with the Komets, Chase was inducted into the
Indiana Broadcasters Association Pioneers Hall of Fame in 2000, was given the
Sagamore of the Wabash Award by Indiana Governor Frank O’Bannon in 2001,
was a member of the Baer Field Speedway Hall of Fame (2002), was named
distinguished Hoosier by governor O’Bannon in 2003, inducted into the Indiana
Sportswriters and Sports Broadcasters Hall of Fame in 2004, inducted into the
Indiana High School Hockey Hall of Fame in 2006, was a member of the Upper
Peninsula Sports Hall of Fame (2009), in 2010 received the Mad Anthony’s Red
Coat.

Chase was named a recipient of the prestigious Lester Patrick Award in a
ceremony held in Dallas, Texas Oct. 15, 2012.  The Lester Patrick Trophy has
been presented annually by the NHL and USA Hockey since 1966 to honor one’s
contribution to ice hockey in the United Sates.

In 2013 was presented the Key to the Fort by Fort Wayne’s Mayor Tom Henry.
Also, Chase was named the ECHL’s Broadcaster of the Year for 2013-14.

Chase is survived by his wife Muriel, children Kurt, Karin and David and many grandchildren.

After subbing for Bob Chase for the past four seasons, Shane
Albahrani, right, now has the official post as the Fort Wayne Komets’
broadcaster. Robbie Irons continues to help with commentary on the
home games.  Every time Shane Albahrani starts to get scared about
his new responsibilities, he finds peace in thinking about the courage
his father showed as a 21-year-old.

After Bob Chase’s death on Thanksgiving morning ended his
miraculous 63-year career, Albahrani, 42, became the official voice of
the Fort Wayne Komets, just the third in the franchise’s 65 years.
Though Albahrani had filled in for Chase many times over the last four
seasons and has called all 20 games this season, it’s still a different
perspective.

”Right now it’s numbing that Bob is not coming up here,” Albahrani said from the Memorial Coliseum press box before
Friday’s game. “I’m in this seat right now, and I’m waiting for him to come up and I’ll get up and, `Here’s your seat, Bob.’ It
will take a while to get that out, but when the puck drops it’s show time and every bit of nerves, any type of anxiety goes
away.”

It also goes away when Albahrani remembers what his father went through on April 24,
1953. Fouad “Al” Albahrani was a 21-year-old native of Baghdad, Iraq, one of 11 children,
when he stepped off a ship and into New York City. He might have known how to say
“Yes” and “No,” but he may not have known any English, and he certainly didn’t know
anyone in the entire country. He had no money to do anything but keep moving ahead.

”He told me a story, he’s walking around New York and he’s trying to get to the YMCA,
and he’s hungry because he hasn’t eaten,” Shane Albahrani said. “He finds a diner and a
guy next to him orders breakfast and Dad repeats exactly what he ordered. Eggs over
easy, hash browns and Irish coffee, something like that. He just listened to it and ordered
his first meal in America.”

Somehow, Al Albahrani found his way to the YMCA and to the bus station to purchase a
ticket to Chicago where he was going to attend a trade school.  He survived and succeeded, graduating as a machine
specialist and moving to Los Angeles, Albuquerque, Milwaukee and then Fort Wayne where he worked for Fabricon, B.F.
Goodrich and finally Dana. Albahrani was an electrician, plumber and mechanic who could fix anything.

He’s still got an active patent through Dana for a machine that is used to build most automobiles.  After retiring in 1998, Al
drove Shane around to many of his broadcasts, starting with high school hockey at McMillen Park Ice Arena.  No matter
how small the town where Shane was calling games, Al knew someone there either from work or fishing.

Until he died at age 83 on July 27, 2015, Al attended every Komets home game and would hold court between periods
with a group of friends.

”Dad is a big reason I’m up here,” Shane said. “My dad who worked in factories, backbreaking stuff, always wanted
something better for me even though he was accomplished at what he did. He always encouraged me not to do that. This
is show business, this is a dream, and he definitely had that dreamer mentality.”

The closest Al came to returning home to Iraq was a family reunion in Jordan
seven or eight years ago. He was a true American patriot who never had one
foot back in his homeland. America was his home.

Chase had many of those same characteristics, and Albahrani compared the
two when he spoke at Chase’s funeral last week. The only advice Chase
gave Albahrani was to be himself.  It would be an even more impossible job if
he tried to imitate Chase or take over his spot by trying to carry on Chase’s
style and legacy. The only way to survive is to do the job the way he knows
how.

”Before it was Bob’s show and I very much knew that,” Albahrani said. “I had
fun with it, and that’s the attitude I had to have, just go out and have fun with
it, Shane, don’t stress too much with it. The best thing he taught me was not
to over think it.”

And if it ever gets too intimidating, too overwhelming, he can remember the challenge his father faced.  ”That helps me
tremendously,” Shane said. “I could never comprehend what he went through, what he could have felt, the fear he must
have had, the commitment he had until I sat here Thanksgiving night in an empty coliseum and realized the responsibility
that had just been handed me.

Head Coach/Director of Player Personnel, Fort Wayne Komets

Gary Graham rejoined the Komets when he was named Head Coach and Director of
Player Personnel on June 4, 2013.

Graham became the 28th person to handle head coaching duties with the Komets
since the team was established in Fort Wayne in 1952.  “Gary is the right coach at
the right time for the Komets,” Komet president Michael Franke said. “He knows the
Komet way of doing business and will be a tremendous asset to the Komet
organization.”

Graham returned to the Komets after guiding Pensacola to the Ice Flyer’s first
Southern Professional Hockey League Championship.  The Ice Flyer’s finished
2012-13 with a 33-18-5 record and 71 points, two points shy of capturing the regular
season title.  It was the first time Pensacola skated to a regular season winning
percentage over .600 (.634) since joining the SPHL in 2009-10.

The 2013 SPHL Presidents’ Cup Title was Graham’s fourth career league crown.
Before his stint with Pensacola, Graham collected three league championships (2009, 2010, 2012) in four seasons as an
assistant coach with the Komets.

In 2015-16 Graham coached the Komets to their first ECHL division title.

In 2016-17 the Fort Wayne native reached 40 wins for his third straight season. In addition, Graham has guided the
Komets to the playoffs in each of his four ECHL campaigns, qualifying for at least the second round each year as Fort
Wayne becomes the only ECHL team to advance to the second round each of the past four seasons.

Prior to Graham’s first tenure with the Komets, the Fort Wayne native enjoyed success as head coach of the Indiana Jr.
Ice Tier 1 team, guiding the Ice to a 38-17-3 record in the Midwest Elite League during 2008-09 before serving as
associate coach for the USHL Clark Cup Champion Indiana Ice.

Graham majored in Exercise Science at Ball State University and resides in Fort Wayne with his children Connor and
Isabella.

Ben Boudreau was named an assistant to head coach Gary Graham for the 2017-18
season on July 6, 2017.

Boudreau, 32, is the son of former Komet player and head coach Bruce Boudreau,
who was a Fort Wayne fan favorite the first two years of the Franke family ownership
in 1990-91 and 1991-92.

Boudreau will be stepping behind the Komet bench where his father, Bruce, was
head coach for the 1993-94 and 1994-95 seasons, guiding the Komets to the IHL
finals in 1994. Bruce Boudreau is currently the head coach of the NHL’s Minnesota
Wild.

”We are excited to welcome Ben and his fiancé Karla to the Komet family,” Komet
general manager David Franke said.  “Ben’s knowledge, experience and technical
expertise will be a big addition to the club.  Coach Gary Graham will now have a full-
time assistant coach to help daily with practices, game plans, video and player skill
development.”

Ben Boudreau skated a three-year pro career appearing in stints with the IHL’s Flint
Generals, the ECHL’s South Carolina Stingrays, the CHL’s Wichita Thunder and the Louisiana IceGators of the SPHL.
Boudreau finished his North American pro career in 2009-10 with Flint, appearing in 42 regular season games and all
nine playoff games with the Generals including the IHL Finals against Fort Wayne.  Boudreau concluded his playing
career in France during 2012-13.

Boudreau has been an assistant coach in the ECHL the past three seasons.  He made his debut as an assistant coach
with the Bakersfield Condors in 2014-15 before logging the last two seasons as assistant coach of the Norfolk Admirals.

KOMET HALL OF FAME
The Komet Hall of Fame was first introduced in 1988.  Komet general manager Bob Chase decided it was
time to get a Hall of Fame established for the all-time Fort Wayne Komet hockey greats in honor of their
dedication and contributions to Komet hockey in Fort Wayne.

The Hall of Fame is divided into three sections.  The Executive Builders section (10), the Team Personnel
section (25) and the Media section (6) combine for a total of 41 members.

During 2016-17, three additional numbers were retired.  Hall of Famer Terry McDougall had his number 19
retired in a ceremony Jan. 7, 2017.  Also in 2017, Colin Chaulk’s #91 was retired Feb. 18 and Al Sims had the

number 504 retired in honor of his record number of Komet wins as a head coach March 25.  With their number retirements, Chaulk
and Sims were automatically inducted into the Hall of Fame Class of 2017 in the Team Personnel section.

Chuck Adamson, already a member of the Komet Hall of Fame, had his famous Komet number
1 retired to the rafters of the Memorial Coliseum Oct. 26, 2013, along with goaltender Nick
Boucher’s number 33 in a ceremony prior to the Komets’ second home game of the 2013-14
season.

Chuck was celebrated for his many achievements as Komet goaltender including Fort Wayne’s
first two IHL Turner Cup Championships in 1963 and 1965.

The Sudbury, Ontario native was awarded the 1964-65 IHL James Norris Memorial Trophy as
Outstanding Goaltender of the Year.  Chuck also holds the Komet record of 176 consecutive
games played as a goaltender when he didn’t miss a game over a stretch of three seasons

from 1962 to 1965, a record surely never to be broken.

In a memorable ceremony Saturday, Oct. 29, 2011, the Komets’ second home game of the new
2011-12 season, the Komets retired Guy Dupuis’ number 2 to the rafters of the Memorial
Coliseum and placed Guy into the Komet Hall of Fame.  Guy completed his pro hockey career
at the conclusion of 2010-11 with a record that may never be broken by another Komet.  Guy
retired as the the player with the most games played, ever, in a Komet uniform.  Most regular
season games played as a Komet with 945, and most overall including playoffs with 1,040.

Guy also holds the distinction of owner of almost every Komet defenseman record.  During his
time with the Komets Guy netted 126 goals, 417 assists for 543 points (regular season). When
you add his playoff totals, Guy holds the Komets defenseman records for most overall goals
(140), most overall assists (454) and most overall points by a defenseman at 594.

Guy takes with him four league championships as a Komet, he is an eight-time recipient of the
Komets’ Defenseman of the Year Award and three-time league Defenseman of the Year.  He
earned the plus-minus Komet Award on seven occasions and was two-time winner of the
Komets’ yearly Community Service Award.  Many times an All-Star, Guy will always be a bright
star in the history of the Fort Wayne Komets.

Terry Pembroke scored one of the most memorable goals in Komet history and ranks third in
most Komet career games with 784 after skating 12 years in a Komet uniform.

Terry accumulated 273 assists and 339 points during his career as a Komet.  The defenseman
also ranks sixth all-time with 1,143 penalty minutes.  Terry holds the club record with eight IHL
All-Star Game appearances.  He was a member of the 1965 and 1973 Turner Cup Champion
Komet teams.

On February 20, 1965, with about 25 seconds remaining in the first period, Terry took the puck
off the face-off deep in the Komet end and quickly turned and fired a wrist shot from the bottom
of the face off circle.  The puck traveled approximately 176 feet through the air and beside the
Memorial Coliseum scoreboard before it hit Toledo goaltender Glenn Ramsay in the leg and
glanced into the goal.  Terry was inducted into the Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.

On March 6, 2015, Terry lost his battle with cancer and passed away at his home in Sequin,
Texas, at the age of 70.

Lionel Repka played 11 seasons as a Fort Wayne Komet.  Lionel ranks 11th on the Komets’ all-
time top 10 point leaders list with 492 points in 666 games.

“Choo Choo”, as he was nicknamed, was an IHL Turner Cup Champion with the Komets twice,
in 1963 and again in 1965.  He was named best defenseman in the league during the 1964-65
season.  During the 65-66 campaign, Lionel tallied a total of 80 points while playing defense.

Lionel still resides in Fort Wayne and is a frequent visitor to Komet home games, Legend
ceremonies and other various off-ice events.  Lionel was inductd into the Komet Hall of Fame in
1987.

On April 28, 2015, Lionel passed away in Fort Wayne from liver cancer at the age of 80.

Len Thornson was one of the greatest puckhandlers and scorers ever in the International
Hockey League.

The center holds the Komet’s all-time point record
with 1,219 career points and the Komet record for assists with 807.  He also shares the record
of most points in a season of 139 with Terry McDougall.  During the 1960-61 season, Lenny set
the Komet record of the longest 2-point scoring streak of 14 games.

Thornson won seven IHL MVP awards, three IHL scoring titles and was selected to the All-IHL
Team eight times.  Lenny is regarded in many circles as one of the greatest all-around minor
league hockey players of all time.  In 1997, The Hockey News named Len Thornson the IHL’s
Greatest Player of All Time.  Len Thornson was inducted into the Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.

Reggie Primeau played eight seasons with the Komets.  The center’s numbers include 342
assists in 452 regular season games and he ranks seventh on the Komet’s all-time top 10 point
leaders list with 542.  During the 1961-62 season Reggie eclipsed the 100-point mark for the
year with 105 points.

Reggie was an IHL Turner Cup champion with the Komets twice in his career in 1963 and 1965.

Reggie became a permanent resident of Fort Wayne after his retirement from hockey.  He was
a frequent visitor to Komet home games, Legend ceremonies and various off-ice events until he
passed away May 28, 2014.

The rugged right winger spent 14
years playing in a Komet’s uniform and was an original member of the Komets’ 1952 team.

Eddie skated the most games all-time of any Komet, prior to 2008-09, appearing in 867 from
1952-53 thru 1965-66 including playoffs.  Eddie’s record of most games as a Komets was
eclipsed April 10, 2009, when Guy Dupuis appeared in his 867th game for a new Komet all-time
most games record.  Eddie continues to hold the record of most career goals scored in a Fort
Wayne uniform with 425.  Eddie, along with three other players, holds the Komet record for
most goals in a game with five.  He also scored a record four hat tricks during the 1956-57
season, also a record shared with three other players.

Eddie won the IHL Turner Cup Championship as a player in 1963 and as the Komet’s head
coach in 1965.  He was the first Komet to have his jersey number (16) retired in 1965-66.
Eddie was inducted into the Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.

Robbie Laird hustled on the ice for the Komets nine seasons and coached the Fort Wayne club
another four seasons.  It was Laird’s hard-nosed style of play that earned him his fame.

No one could ever acuse Rob Laird of taking a shift off.  It was his blue collar work ethic on the
ice that made him a Komet legend and earned him a spot in the hall of fame.

Robbie broke the 100-point plateau during the 1978-79 season tallying 107.  Robo, as he was
nicknamed, ranks fourth on the Komet’s all-time penalty minute list with 1,298 minutes in the
sin bin and ranks ninth on the Komet’s all-time top 10 point leaders list with a career total of 499
points in 520 games played.

Robbie’s on-ice work ethic carried over to his coaching style and he ranks fourth on the
Komet’s career coaching wins list with 194.  Robbie Laird was inducted into the Komet Hall of
fame in 2002.

Terry McDougall served at center for the Komets for seven seasons from 1975 to 1982.  He
was a three-time MVP and led the Komets for three seasons in total points.  During the legend’s
Fort Wayne career Terry logged totals of 249 goals, 396 assists and 645 ponts in 507 regular
season games. He added 29 goals and 95 points in 69 playoff games for all-time Fort Wayne
career totals of 278 goals, 462 assists and 740 points in 576 games.

Terry set many Komet playoff records including most points in a single playoff season (25,
1979), most points in a series (13, 1979 vs Grand Rapids), most points in a playoff game (5,
March 30, 1976 vs Toledo, tied with seven players), and most asists in a playoff season (18,
1979).  The skater also reached 30 goals in a regular season six times and reached 50 goals
once, during 1978-79.

Terry was inducted into the Komets Hall of Fame Nov. 17, 2007 and had his number retired in a
ceremony before a Komets home game on Jan. 7, 2017.

After completing
three seasons of play in the NCAA at the University of Illinois-Chicago, the center skated with
Baltimore of the American Hockey League in 1985-86 before returning to his roots in Fort
Wayne.

Colin appeared in 10 consecutive seasons with the Komets from 1986-87 to 1995-96 and
grabbed the IHL Turner Cup Championship in 1993.  In 1993-94 “Chinner” became a member
of the Komets’ elite 100-point Club posting exactly 100 points scoring 36 goals and adding 64
assists in 81 games.  He ranks fifth on the Komet’s all-time top 10 point leaders list with 636
points during his 660-game career with the Komets.  Colin remains known as one of the most
popular and prominent captains in the history of the Komet hockey club.

Colin resides in Fort Wayne and is employed by Lincoln Financial.  Colin was inducted into the

emergency back-up on the bench for the St. Louis Blues when he replaced Glenn Hall for three
minutes without allowing a goal.  His three-minute appearance set an NHL record for the fewest
career minutes played by an NHL goalie.

Robbie continues to reside in Fort Wayne after retiring in 1981 and works alongside Komet
announcer Bob Chase offering color commentary on Komet home radio broadcasts.

Robbie Irons was inducted into the Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.

Nick Boucher guarded the Komet net for five consecutive seasons from 2007 to 2012 and in
that span of five years the goaltender collected four Komet league championships (2008, 2009,

IHL Goaltender of the Year for 2008-09.  En route to the 2012 CHL Presidents’ Cup the Leduc,
Alberta native tied Pokey Reddick’s Komet record of 12 playoff wins by a goaltendfer.

Nick’s number 33 was retired to the rafters of the Memorial Coliseum along with Komet Legend
Chuck Adamson’s number 1 Oct. 26, 2013 prior to the Komets’ secone home game of the
2013-14 season.  His number retirement automatically places Nick into the Komet Hall of

Legendary Fort Wayne Komets broadcaster Bob Chase hailed from Negaunee, Michigan,
where he was born January 22, 1926.  He grew up in Marquette, Michigan and after high school
joined the U.S. Navy where he served from 1943-1947.  Upon his discharge from the Navy, Bob
entered Northern Michigan University at Marquette and graduated in 1952.  While in college,
Bob started his radio career in Marquette in 1949.

Bob moved to Fort Wayne to begin his radio career with WOWO AM 1190 in 1953 which
included broadcasting Komet hockey games starting with the 1953-54 season.  Bob never
looked back and proudly served 63 consecutive seasons calling Komet hockey radio-rinkside,
collecting numerous awards, including the prestigious Lester Patrick Award.

In 1988, as general manager of the Komets, Bob introduced the Komet Hall of Fame.  He was
inducted into the Hall himself as the only member of the Class of 2003. Bob was honored for
his 40th season in 1993 as part of a ceremony retiring the number 40 in his honor. Bob
continued to broadcast Komet games for another 23 years through his final season in 2015-16.

During Bob’s career he witnessed and called 12 regular season titles and nine league
championships over the course of more than 4,500 Komet games. He celebrated his 500th
playoff game in 2015.  After a brief illness, Bob passed away Nov. 24, 2016.

He also served the team as
general manager and owner at different times until he retired in 1986.  Ken led the Komets to
the 1963 Turner Cup as a coach, the 1965 championship as general manager and the 1973
title as an owner.

From 1958 to 1973 the Komets won three Turner Cups and made seven trips to the finals
under his direction.  In 1997 The Hockey News named Ken Ullyot the IHL’s All-Time Greatest
General Manager and the IHL honored it’s Western Conference champion by presenting them
with the Ken Ullyot trophy.

During his tenure as an IHL governor, Ullyot and Komet business manager Colin Lister were
credited with keeping the league alive through some very lean years.  The Komets retired
jersey number 58 in honor of the year of Ken’s first season with the Komets.  Ken remained a
resident of Fort Wayne after retirement.  He passed away Dec. 12, 2013.

Ken Ullyot was inducted into the Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.

Newly hired general manager Ken
Ullyot decided Colin was the perfect man for the job after Colin had previously served as Ken’s
business manager in Prince Albert, Saskatchewan.

Colin mastered the art of managing the Komets’ business affairs and became a very familiar
face to Komet fans in the Coliseum ticket office where he was also the box office manager.
Colin later became a stockholder in the Komet hockey club and in the early 80’s, after capturing
three IHL Turner Cup Championships, Colin became majority owner.  Colin sold the team in the
summer of 1985.

Through his 26-year Komet career, Colin was directly involved in every aspect of Komet hockey
management and it’s representation in the community.  The Komets retired the jersey number
59 in honor of Colin’s inaugural season in Fort Wayne.  Colin Lister was inducted into the
Komet Hall of Fame in 1987.  The Fort Wayne hockey community mourned the loss of Mr.
Lister when he passed Dec. 31, 2010.

In 2007-08 the Toronto, Ontario native returned to Fort Wayne for three IHL Turner Cup
championships.

In 2011-12, Colin earned another league championship with Fort Wayne when the Komets
claimed the CHL Presidents’ Cup Trophy.  The center retired from playing professional hockey
after 28 games in 2012-13 and finished the year behind the Fort Wayne bench as an assistant
coach.

Colin won five league championships with Fort Wayne, earned the IHL’s Outstanding
Defensive Forward of the Year award in 2009-10, was a three-time UHL Best Defensive
Forward winner and a four-time UHL All-Star, representing the Komets for three consecutive
seasons from 2004 thru 2006.  In addition, Colin was named Komets’ team MVP on five
occasions.  He ranks third on the Komets all-time with 684 regular season points, second with
102 playoff points and first with 99 playoff games.

Colin completed his 10-year Fort Wayne career with combined totals of 217 goals, 569 assists,
786 points and 1,125 penalty minutes in 687 games.  He was inducted into the Komets Hall of

seasons serving various stints as head coach and assistant coach in the NHL, IHL, CHL and
ECHL.

The Toronto, Ontario native returned to Fort Wayne in 2007-08 and for five more seasons
guided the Komets to two IHL regular season championships and three more IHL Turner Cup
Trophies.  Finally, in 2011-12, Al padded his career of accomplishments with another division
title and the 2012 CHL Presidents’ Cup championship.

During his 10-year Fort Wayne career, Al set Komet coaching records of 504 total wins and
866 games.  In addition, he claimed three division titles, two regular season titles and five
league championships.

Al was inducted into the Hall of Fame on March 25, 2017 and had the number 504 retired in
honor of his record number of wins as a Fort Wayne head coach.
