Terrence M. Pegula, Owner
Terry Pegula is a self-made success story, rising from humble beginnings to become one of 
the most respected leaders in the energy industry, and one of very few professional sports 
owners to operate franchises in multiple sports.  

Together with his wife Kim, Terry realized a life-long dream on October 8, 2014. The 
Pegulas received the unanimous approval of NFL owners to succeed Pro Football Hall of 
Famer Ralph C. Wilson, Jr. and become the second owners in the storied history of the 
Buffalo Bills. 

Terry serves as CEO of the Bills and currently sits on the NFL’s Health and Safety committee. 
In 2016, the Pegulas were honored with the Tank Younger Award, which recognizes extraordinary contributions towards 
diversity in the NFL. 

Raised in Carbondale, Penn., Terry is a 1969 graduate of Scranton Preparatory School.  He entered Penn State University 
as a math major and was accepted into the Petroleum and Natural Gas Engineering Program. He went on to graduate 
with a Bachelor of Science degree in 1973 and landed his first job with Getty Oil Co. in Victoria, TX. He later joined 
Felmont Oil Co. as an Area Engineer, a decision that brought him to Olean, NY in 1975. 

In 1983, Terry borrowed $7,500 from family and friends to create East Resources Inc., an independent oil and gas 
exploration and production company operating in the Appalachian Basin. Over the next 27 years, Terry built East into 
one of the largest privately held companies in the United States. In July of 2010, Royal Dutch Shell purchased the assets 
of East Resources Inc., which continues to be active today. In 2012, Terry formed JKLM Energy. JKLM is staffed with many 
former East Resources employees and takes pride in contributing to U.S. energy independence by producing Pennsylvania 
natural gas, elevating the state into one of the top producing regions in the world.  

Upon the sale of East Resources assets, Terry focused his attention on his love of sports. In September of 2010, the Pegulas 
announced a gift of $102 million to construct Pegula Ice Arena, paving the way for Division I hockey at Penn State.

On February 22, 2011, Terry and Kim purchased the NHL’s Buffalo Sabres. They followed up their commitment to hockey 
by purchasing the AHL’s Rochester Americans later that year, restoring a longtime affiliation between the Sabres and 
Amerks. The Pegulas opened Harborcenter in 2014. The $200 million-dollar complex, next door to the Sabres’ KeyBank 
Center, includes two hockey rinks, training facilities, four restaurants, a full-service Marriott Hotel and parking. The 
combination of KeyBank Center and Harborcenter have allowed Buffalo to be a center for hockey, hosting the 2016 NHL 
Draft, the NHL Combine every year since 2015, the 2018 World Junior Hockey Championships, and the 2019 NCAA 
Frozen Four.  

In addition to helping manage the family’s sports operations, Terry runs JKLM Energy in Pittsburgh, and his family’s 
business operations in Boca Raton, Florida. Terry and Kim have five children: Michael, Laura, Jessica, Kelly and Matthew. 
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Kim Pegula, President 
Kim Pegula is the President and CEO of Pegula Sports and Entertainment, and President of 
both the Buffalo Bills and Buffalo Sabres as well as the AHL’s Rochester Americans.

A native of Fairport, N.Y., she attended nearby Houghton College and graduated in 1991 
with a degree in communications.  Kim began her professional career with East Resources 
in 1991 and was involved with the company until its sale in 2010.  

On October 8, 2014, Kim, along with her husband Terry, realized a long-time dream 
as they became only the second owners of the Bills. Kim currently serves on the NFL’s 
Super Bowl and Major Events Advisory Committee, Business Ventures Committee, and NFL 

Foundation Committee.  She also serves on the Board of Directors of the Hockey Hall of Fame and Museum and the 
Republic Services Group. 

Kim got her start in sports in 2011 after she and Terry purchased the Buffalo Sabres.  In May 2018, she became the first 
female to hold the post of President for both an NHL and NFL team. Kim and Terry’s sports ownership also extends to the 
NLL Buffalo Bandits and Rochester Knighthawks and the AHL Rochester Americans.

After owning multiple professional sports teams in the same market, Kim launched Pegula Sports and Entertainment (PSE) 
in 2014, creating a management company that oversees the business operations across all Pegula-owned entities and 
sports teams. Since its inception, PSE has expanded its reach to include Harborcenter, a multipurpose facility anchored 
by two NHL-size ice rinks and a Marriott Hotel franchise; PicSix, a full service creative agency specializing in video, 
digital and marketing creative services for a variety of companies, a hospitality division that operates multiple restaurants 
including (716) Food and Sport, a Tim Hortons Café & Bake Shop franchise, The Healthy Scratch cafe, and The Draft 
Room. In 2017, PSE added ADPRO Sports to their portfolio, providing branded merchandise to teams and companies 
across the country.    

PSE, through its managed entities, has been key to bringing new business opportunities to Buffalo, including multi-year 
agreements to host the NHL Combine, 2016 NHL Draft, 2018 World Junior Championships, 2019 Frozen Four NCAA 
Men’s Hockey Tournament, as well as a wide variety of stadium and arena concerts and national and international 
tournament events at all levels. 

Kim and the PSE entities have been honored with a number of awards including Business First’s Most Influential People, 
four NYS Emmy Awards for sports content, Buffalo Best Place To Work, the Tank Younger Award for embracing diversity 
in the NFL, and numerous individual recognitions of her staffs.  

Kim and Terry have also given back to encourage the growth of sports and the many intangible benefits they believe 
sports creates for individuals, fans and their community.  In 2010, the Pegulas gave an unprecedented $102 million for 
the creation of the Pegula Ice Arena at Terry’s alma mater Penn State. The facility allowed for Penn State’s hockey program 
to become a NCAA Division I team and was the final piece for the formation of the Big Ten Hockey Conference.  Kim 
also gave back to her alma mater, Houghton College, with a gift of $12 million to build the Kerr-Pegula Athletic Complex 
allowing Houghton College athletics to become a Division III program.  

Terry and Kim have five children: Michael, Laura, Jessica, Kelly and Matthew.  
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Kevyn Adams, Rochester Americans General Manager 
Kevyn Adams was named the ninth general manager in Buffalo Sabres franchise history 
on June 16, 2020. The 2020-21 season will mark his first as general manager and sixth 
overall with the franchise. He also serves in the same capacity for the Rochester Americans 
of the American Hockey League.

A native of Clarence, New York, Adams originally joined the Sabres’ organization in 2009 
as player development coach, a role he held for two seasons before serving as an assistant 
coach during the 2011-12 and 2012-13 campaigns.

Beginning in 2013, Adams was instrumental in building The Academy of Hockey program 
at LECOM Harborcenter from its inception while also serving as president of the Buffalo Jr. Sabres. He was elevated to 
general manager of LECOM Harborcenter in January 2019. In September of 2019, Adams was named the Sabres’ vice 
president of business administration. In that role, he oversaw the day-to-day business operations of the team throughout 
the 2019-20 season.

Prior to his time with the Sabres and LECOM Harborcenter, Adams had a Hall-of-Fame playing career at Miami (OH) 
University and was a first-round pick of the Boston Bruins in the 1993 NHL Draft. Adams spent 11 seasons playing in 
the National Hockey League for the Toronto Maple Leafs, Columbus Blue Jackets, Florida Panthers, Carolina Hurricanes, 
Phoenix Coyotes and Chicago Blackhawks. He was an alternate captain on the Hurricanes team that captured the Stanley 
Cup in 2006.

Adams received his bachelor’s degree in 1996 from Miami (OH) University and his master’s degree in business 
administration from the University of Phoenix in 2014. As a player, he was very active with the NHLPA and, following his 
career, worked with O2K Worldwide Management Group in player development and player scouting.

Rob Minter was named Vice President of Business Operations on December 12, 2017. In this role, 
Minter is responsible for overseeing the day-to-day business-related activities of the Rochester 
Americans and Knighthawks organizations as well as Blue Cross Arena.

Under Minter’s leadership, the Amerks were among only four teams this past season with a 15 
percent increase in ticket sales per game, including full season equivalents. Additionally, Rochester 
was honored among only six organizations with an 83 percent renewal rate in corporate sales 

revenue for the 2019-20 season.

Entering the 2018-19 season, the Amerks experienced a 15% increase in Season Ticket Membership renewal rate in addition 
to a significant boost in overall corporate partnership value. 

Minter, who begins his third full season leading the organization in 2020-21, was also instrumental in the successful transition 
of Pegula Sports and Entertainment (PSE) taking over management of The Blue Cross Arena in August 2018. The move, in 
partnership with the City of Rochester, further allows the continued development along Rochester’s downtown corridor and 
Genesee River. He also assisted in securing a multi-million-dollar renovation plan for the venue, including a new state-of-the-art 
videoboard and ribbon wall that were unveiled prior to the 2018-19 season. 

Recently, Minter played a lead role in the acquisition and subsequent rebrand of the Rochester Knighthawks franchise. The 
Knighthawks became the latest entity under the ownership of PSE and debuted in the National Lacrosse League as an expansion 
team during the 2019-20 season, restoring the NLL to 13 member teams. The 2020-21 season will also be the second in which 
Minter will oversee an expanded front office staff for both the Amerks and Knighthawks franchises.

Minter joined the organization following three years as the director of premium seating for the NFL’s New Orleans Saints and 
NBA’s New Orleans Pelicans. During his tenure in New Orleans, Minter organized and managed a sales staff focused on the 
sale and retention of premium products for both franchises.

Prior to his time in New Orleans, Minter was the general manager of IMG Learfield Ticket Solutions, where he was instrumental 
in delivering high-value ticket sales and data solutions for all 19 Virginia Tech athletic programs.

Minter also gained experience holding various roles in the business development department with the Cleveland Cavaliers, 
including overseeing all ticketing operations for the Lake Erie Monsters of the American Hockey League as well as the Canton 
Charge, the organization’s NBA D-League team. He began his full-time career in sports as a sales consultant for the Monsters 
from 2008 to 2010 before serving as the team’s inside sales manager for the 2010-11 season.

Minter is a native of Virginia and a 2007 graduate of Shepherd University in Shepherdstown, West Virginia. He currently 
resides in Pittsford with his wife, Lauren, and their two sons, Connor (8) and Patrick (6).

Jody Gage, Director of Strategic Planning
Jody Gage serves as the Director of Strategic Planning in the Amerks’ front office, where he has worked 
since the 1995-96 season. The role is Gage’s fourth within the organization, having previously served as 
Assistant General Manager, General Manager and Director of Player Personnel during his tenure in the front 
office following his retirement as a player. 

During Gage’s 13 seasons as the team’s general manager, he saw nine teams reach the finals (three hockey, 
six lacrosse). The Amerks advanced to the Calder Cup Finals in 1999 and 2000, and he was the Assistant 
General Manager when the Amerks won the 1996 Calder Cup. The original Rochester Knighthawks franchise 
(National Lacrosse League), a team for which he has served as GM, reached the National Lacrosse League 
Finals in 1999, 2000 and 2003 -- and won the 1997 Major Indoor Lacrosse League title and the 2007 
National Lacrosse League crown. In his former role as VP of Player Personnel for the Knighthawks, Gage 
helped lead the team to an unprecedented three straight championships (2012, 2013, 2014). Gage also 

served as the general manager of the Rochester Rattlers of Major League Lacrosse for eight seasons and captured the Steinfeld Cup in 2008.

In 1998-99, the AHL awarded him the James C. Hendy Award as the league’s outstanding executive. Gage assembled a team that won both 
the AHL Empire Division Championship and the Western Conference Championship and earned a berth in the 1999 Calder Cup Finals. The 
1998-99 Amerks broke franchise records for most wins (52) and most points (111), and league records for fewest goals allowed (176) and 
fewest road goals allowed (86). In 2004-05, the hockey team rewrote the record books, setting franchise records for points (112), shutouts 
(9) and consecutive wins (17). That Amerks team also won the regular season points title, while wrapping up the North Division and Western 
Conference. 

Gage received one of the highest honors of his career in 2006, as he was inducted into the inaugural class of the AHL Hall of Fame. He joined 
legends Johnny Bower, Jack Butterfield, Fred Glover, Willie Marshall, Frank Mathers and Eddie Shore. The ceremony was conducted at the 
2006 Rbk Hockey American Hockey League All-Star Classic in Winnipeg, Manitoba (January 31st to February 1st). In January of 2010, Gage 
was enshrined into the Knighthawks Hall of Fame as part of the Class of 2010. With the honors, Gage enters the Hall of Fame as the only 
person to now grace the Hall of Fames for two Rochester professional sports teams: the Knighthawks and the Rochester Americans. 

Because his name is synonymous with AHL stardom, he was able to acquaint himself quickly with his peers off the ice, and it did not take long 
for him to earn a reputation as a well-respected, savvy hockey GM. In his first season, Gage’s team captured the Amerks’ first division title 
since the 1990-91 season, making him the first Amerks’ GM in team history to win a division title in his inaugural season. 

It was no surprise that he achieved success, having been involved with three Calder Cup championship teams during his pro career. He was 
a member of the Adirondack Red Wings Calder Cup team in 1981, the Amerks squad in 1987, and was Rochester’s Assistant GM when the 
Amerks secured their sixth Calder Cup in 1996, having retired during the season due to lingering knee ailments. 

Originally a third-round draft selection (45th overall) of the Detroit Red Wings in the 1979 NHL Entry Draft, the Toronto native spent six 
seasons in the Detroit organization before signing a free-agent contract with the Buffalo Sabres on July 31, 1985. Gage would spend the rest 
of his career in the Sabres and Amerks organizations, signing his final contract with the Amerks on August 23, 1995, just a few months after 
Steve Donner purchased the Rochester club from Buffalo in June 1995.  

Dubbed “Mr. Amerk” during his 11-year career in Rochester, Gage finished as the Amerks’ all-time leader in goals, assists, points and games 
played. He holds the Amerks’ record for game-winning goals in one season (9, 1987-88) and goals/points by a right wing in one season 
(60/104, 1987-88). Gage is one of just three players to record 500 career AHL goals and 1,000 career AHL points, and his 17 AHL seasons 
tie him for third in league history. Some of his other AHL accolades include the 1987-88 AHL MVP award and a berth on the First Team 
All-Star squad. He also earned AHL First Team All-Star honors following the 1985-86 and 1990-91 seasons, a place on the AHL’s All-Time 
Team in 1992 -- as chosen by the media -- and selection as the U.S. Team Captain for the AHL All-Star Game in 1995.  Gage also holds AHL 
records for the two fastest short-handed goals in one game (8 seconds, 3/25/89), the most 40+ goal seasons (7), and the most playoff goals 
(51) in AHL history.

In 1999, he was inducted into the Amerks Hall of Fame. On March 19, 1999, Gage and Dick Gamble had their No. 9 retired, joining Norm 
“Red” Armstrong as the only players in team history to receive that honor.

Gage (born 11/29/59) resides in Chili with his wife Charlotte. The couple has a son, Ryan, and a daughter, Stefanie, as well three grandsons, 
Joseph, Teddy and Gordon. Jody is an avid and accomplished golfer.  He also enjoys spending time with his family.
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Seth Appert, Head Coach
Seth Appert enters his first season as head coach of the Rochester Americans in 2020-21 after being 
named to the position on August 18, 2020.

The 33rd head coach in the 64-year history of the franchise, Appert has a long history of developing 
players at all levels. He has spent the last three years alternating the head coaching duties between 
the Under-18 and Under-17 teams at USA Hockey’s National Team Development Program (NTDP).

With the NTDP, Appert oversaw a development model that produced an NHL-record 17 draft picks 
in the 2019 NHL Draft, including eight that were selected in the first round. Among those included 
the highly touted forward Jack Hughes, who was chosen first overall by the New Jersey Devils.

During his first season with the NTDP in 2017-18, Appert guided the Under-18 Team to a gold 
medal at the Five Nations Tournament while also helping Team USA to an Eastern Conference-best 41-18-0-1 record during the 
regular season, the team’s best finish since joining the United States Hockey League prior to the 2009-10 campaign. Team USA, 
which featured incoming defenseman and former Buffalo Sabres’ second-round pick Mattias Samuelsson, led the USHL in wins (41) 
and tied for second in overall points (83) behind only the Waterloo Black Hawks.

In 2018, Appert led the U.S. Under-18 Men’s National Team to a silver medal at the IIHF Under-18 World Junior Championship 
and gold at the same tournament the year before as an assistant coach in 2017. His international resume also includes back-to-
back years as an assistant coach with the U.S. National Team, winning a bronze medal at the Men’s World Championship in 2018.
Prior to joining USA Hockey, the Cottage Grove, Minn., native spent 20 years in the NCAA Division I collegiate coaching ranks, 
including 11 seasons as head coach of the men’s program at Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute (RPI). The Engineers advanced to the 
postseason each year under Appert, who guided the team to an appearance in the 2011 NCAA Tournament following a 20-win 
season before leading RPI to its best finish in more than two decades just two years later with a second-place finish in the ECAC 
standings to conclude the 2012-13 campaign.

The first two seasons of Appert’s tenure at RPI were highlighted by back-to-back titles in the Governor’s Cup Tournament – the 
program’s first titles of any kind since 1998 – in addition to earning points against six nationally-ranked opponents.

He departed RPI following the 2016-17 season with a 152-221-48 regular-season record.

Appert, who formerly served as president of the American Hockey Coaches Association, also spent nine seasons as an assistant 
coach at the University of Denver, where he helped the Pioneers to a pair of NCAA National Championships as well as three 
WCHA playoff championships and two WCHA regular-season titles. The Pioneers also averaged more than 23 wins per season 
with Appert behind the bench.

Over his 20 years at the collegiate level, Appert has aided in the development of 13 All-Americans, 37 all-league selections, four 
Players of the Year, four Hobey Baker Finalists and at least 23 players who have graduated to the NHL, including former Amerks 
Jerry D’Amigo, Jason Kasdorf and Erik Burgdoerfer. 

D’Amigo played one season under Appert at RPI in 2009-10, ranking fifth in the nation in points per game while leading the team 
in game-winning goals. In his lone season at RPI, D’Amigo was named the ECAC Rookie of the Year and was named to the ECAC 
All-Rookie Team. Kasdorf, meanwhile, played four years under Appert at RPI, earning ECAC Rookie of the Year and All-ECAC 
Second Team honors as a freshman during the 2012-13 season. Both he and Burgdoerfer would make their NHL debuts with the 
Buffalo Sabres.

Appert is a product of the NCAA himself, having been a four-year letter-winner as a goaltender at Ferris State University from 
1992-96.

He owns a bachelor’s degree in public relations from Ferris State and earned his master’s degree in management from the University 
of Denver in 1999. Appert and his wife, Jill, have two daughters, Addi and Campbell.

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Adam Mair, Assistant Coach
Adam Mair enters his first season as an assistant coach with the Rochester Americans in 2020-21 
after being named to the position on September 17, 2020. 

Mair joins the Amerks coaching staff following five seasons as a player development coach 
with the Buffalo Sabres, where he was instrumental in the development of the organization’s top 
prospects. Mair made his pro coaching debut this past season when he served as an interim 
assistant coach for Rochester’s first 18 games of the 2019-20 campaign, helping the Amerks go 
12-3-1-2 over that span and maintain a first-place standing in the American Hockey League’s 
North Division.

Prior to serving as player development coach for the Sabres, the Hamilton, Ontario, native spent two years as a coach at the 
Academy of Hockey and two years as the director of player development at Canisius College in Buffalo, joining the program 
shortly after his retirement following the 2011-12 season.

A fourth-round pick (84th overall) of the Toronto Maple Leafs in 1997, Mair spent the bulk of his 13-year pro playing career 
with the Sabres, playing a significant role in the team’s run to the Eastern Conference Finals in 2007. He finished his career with 
114 points in (38+76) in 615 NHL games with Toronto, Los Angeles, Buffalo and New Jersey as well as eight points (3+5) in 
35 playoff contests. 

He also added 120 points (53+67) over 172 American Hockey League appearances for the St. John’s Maple Leafs, Manchester 
Monarchs and Springfield Falcons, including a career-high 49-point campaign as a rookie during the 1999-00 season. 

Internationally, he led Team Canada to a silver medal with two points (1+1) in seven games at the 1999 IIHF World Junior 
Championship.

He and his wife, Elizabeth, have three sons: twins William and Finley (4), and Graham (1). 
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Mike Weber, Assistant Coach
Mike Weber enters his first season as an assistant coach with the Rochester Americans in 2020-
21 after being named to the position on September 17, 2020. 

Weber embarks on his pro coaching career after spending the previous three years as an assistant 
coach with the Windsor Spitfires of the Ontario Hockey League. This past season, Weber guided 
the Spitfires to a third-place finish in the OHL’s West Division with a 34-20-8-0 overall record 
and what would have been their fifth straight playoff appearance prior to the cancellation of the 
season due to the COVID-19 pandemic. 

A native of Pittsburgh, Penn., Weber transitioned into coaching with Windsor midway through 
the 2017-18 season following an 11-year playing career as a defenseman. A second-round pick (57th overall) of the Sabres in 
2006, Weber recorded 53 points (9+44) and 437 penalty minutes while playing all but 10 of his 351 NHL games for Buffalo 
prior to a brief stint with the Washington Capitals.

Weber also totaled 51 points (8+43) in 237 career AHL games, most recently serving as team captain of the Iowa Wild in 
2016-17. He made his pro debut with the Amerks in 2007-08, his lone season in Rochester, and would spend a majority of 
the following two seasons with the Portland Pirates, leading the team to a playoff appearance in 2010 after a career-high 21 
points during the regular season. 

He was rewarded with a trip to the AHL All-Star Classic in 2010 before going to spend the next six full seasons in the NHL.

He and his wife, Janine, are the parents to three sons: Emerson (7), JJ (4) and Harrison (2).

He was honored as the 
48th member of the prestigious club, joining former Amerks head coach Randy Cunneyworth and Jim Wiemer as part 
of the Class of 2010.

Weisbeck worked one day in the NHL with the Buffalo Sabres, but the rest of his hours, days and years have been in 
Rochester. On October 23, 2010, Weisbeck reached a professional milestone working in his 2,000th game. The team 
honored him on November 7, 2010 with a plaque and fitted him with the first Blue Jacket, an honor bestowed to Weisbeck 
by then team owner Curt Styres as a testament to his personal milestone. 

Weisbeck has twice had the distinction of serving as a trainer at the AHL All-Star Classic. His first time on the bench came 
during the 2000 All-Star Classic hosted in Rochester at The Blue Cross Arena. He was also selected as head athletic trainer 
for the Western Conference All-Star team for the 2011 AHL All-Star Classic in Hershey.

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Don Stevens, Broadcaster
The 2020-21 season marks Don Stevens’ remarkable 35th season as the “Voice of the Rochester Americans.” Stevens has 
seen many changes in the AHL since he first put on the headphones and called his first Amerks game at the old Rochester 
War Memorial. Known as the “Dean of AHL Broadcasters,” Stevens has witnessed the expansion of the league to an all-
time high 32 teams and the explosion of media coverage of the AHL.

The Amerks’ broadcaster has served the team in numerous capacities during his tenure, including public relations 
director, TV host, radio talk show host, and TV and radio play-by-play broadcaster. In addition, Stevens founded the AHL 
Broadcasters/Writers Association and served as its president.

The “Voice of the Amerks” calls games on the new radio home of the Amerks, 95.7 FM/950 AM ESPN Rochester, in 
addition to calling select home games live on the MSG Network. He teams up with color analyst and former Buffalo Sabre 
Ric Seiling to bring AHL games to the City of Rochester and around the country. Stevens also had the distinction of covering 
the Amerks on multiple occasions over the NHL Network and SiriusXM Satellite Radio, introducing Amerks hockey on both 

a national and international level.  

In 2009-10, Stevens called Rochester’s historic 2,000th franchise win as the Amerks joined an elite club, becoming just the second team in the American Hockey 
League and eighth overall in North American hockey history to achieve the feat. He was also behind the microphone for five of the 13 goals scored by an AHL 
goaltender, most recently in 2010-11 when Binghamton’s Chris Holt fired in an empty-netter against Rochester.

Stevens’ most memorable season with the organization came during the 2010-11 campaign, his 25th with the red, white and blue. Stevens’ years of dedicated 
service to the club was acknowledged with his enshrinement in the team’s prestigious Hall of Fame as part of the Class of 2011. As the 50th member of the Hall, 
and just the second broadcaster inducted, Stevens joined an elite group of individuals whose tireless contributions and commitment to the franchise matches those 
of the original 1956 Rochester Americans.

From 1996-2009, Stevens maintained a dual role while also serving as the broadcaster for the Rochester Rhinos (United Soccer League). With the Rhinos, Stevens 
was part of back-to-back regular season championships (1998-99), three A-League championships in four years (1998, 1999 and 2001), the 1999 U.S. Open 
Cup and 14 consecutive playoff runs during his tenure. In 1998, he even covered an Amerks hockey game and the Rhinos’ championship game on the same 
day. Stevens was inducted into the Rhinos Hall of Fame on Sept. 24, 2016 during halftime of the club’s final regular-season home matchup, becoming the first 
broadcaster in Rhinos team history to earn the honors.

Throughout his career, he has received numerous awards for his work on radio and television. In 1993-94, he won the AHL’s James H. Ellery Award, given to 
the person that has made outstanding contributions to the progress of the AHL for his work on the Amerks Radio Network. Stevens has also won a national ACE 
Award for Cable Excellence as the host of the weekly television show, “Amerks Report,” and received the Rochester Press-Radio Club’s Louis MacMillan Award 
for sportscasting excellence. 
In 2003, he was inducted into the Frontier Field Walk of Fame in the media category. The Walk of Fame is located inside Frontier Field and features the names 
of fans, players, contributors and media throughout Rochester’s sports history. Following the 2012-13 season, Stevens’ 27th as the Amerks play-by-play man, he 
was again awarded with the AHL’s prestigious James H. Ellery Memorial Award for excellence in radio coverage for the second time in his career. 

Most recently, in June of 2018, Stevens was named the recipient of the 2018 Gary Smith and George Beahon Sports Media Excellence Award at the 72nd annual 
Press-Radio Club Dinner held in downtown Rochester. This past season, he was honored as the 2020 Sportsperson of the Year by the Rochester St. Patrick’s Day 
Parade Committee.

With the Amerks, Stevens has broadcast seven Calder Cup Finals and the Spengler Cup in Switzerland, winning a pair of Calder Cup championships in 
the process. Stevens has taken the AHL to its highest level during the course of his career and has shown his true professionalism by working with younger 
broadcasters throughout the league. Each season he has made it a point to “promote the Rochester Americans and the American Hockey League,” from his seat 
in the radio booth to the podium at numerous charity events.

During his career, broadcasting has taken the Wainwright, Alberta, native all over the United States, Canada and Europe. He has worked in such markets as 
Seattle, San Diego, Salt Lake City, Phoenix and Rochester.

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HISTORY OF AFFILIATION | EST 1979

After three seasons with the Portland Pirates, the Buffalo Sabres renewed their affiliation with the Rochester Americans before 
the 2011-12 season. The 2020-21 season will mark the 39th season of affiliation between the Sabres and Amerks, one of the 
longest relationships between an NHL team and its AHL affiliate.

The Amerks are entering their historic 65th season in the American Hockey League and the team will once again be an es-
sential pipeline for future Sabres stars. 

It was during the 1979-80 campaign that the two organizations first formed a professional hockey partnership. Billy Inglis was 
the first head coach of the Amerks during the affiliation. Future coaches would include Mike Keenan (1994, New York Rangers) 
and John Tortorella (Tampa Bay Lightning, 2004), who both went on to coach NHL teams to Stanley Cup victories.

In 38 years of affiliation, the Amerks have compiled a record of 1,464-1,174-352 in 2,990 regular-season games and captured

nine division titles. During that period, the Amerks have captured three Calder Cup Championships (1983, 1987 and 1996) and have advanced to the Calder Cup 
Finals a total of nine times.

The Sabres and Pirates enjoyed a successful three-year affiliation (2008-09—2010-11), with the Pirates compiling a 131-79-30 overall record and a first-place finish in 
the Atlantic Division in 2010-11. During the three-year span, three Pirates players were named Dudley “Red” Garrett Memorial Award winners, an award given to the 
AHL’s most outstanding rookie: Nathan Gerbe (2008-09), Tyler Ennis (2009-10) and Luke Adam (2010-11).

Besides the Sabres, the Amerks have been affiliated with the Montreal Canadiens, Toronto Maple Leafs, Minnesota North Stars, Boston Bruins, Vancouver Canucks, 
Quebec Nordiques and Florida Panthers.

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The downtown Blue Cross Arena enters its 63rd season as home of the storied American Hockey League Rochester Americans. 

The Rochester War Memorial opened to the public on October 27, 1955, and has since hosted two AHL All-Star Games (1957, 2000), 
16 Calder Cup Finals, one NLL All-Star Game and four NLL Finals in its history. 

In addition, the War Memorial hosted its first professional game for the National Basketball Association’s Rochester Royals on  
November 5, 1955. 

The first hockey game played in the War Memorial took place later that month as the Buffalo Bisons faced off against the Montreal 
Canadiens on November 21st. Montreal’s Maurice “Rocket” Richard scored the first goal at the War Memorial 54 seconds into the  
first period. 

The Rochester War Memorial became known as The Blue Cross Arena after its $40 million renovation was completed during the 
1998-99 season. During the 2002-03 season, the $1.25 million Constellation Video Board was installed to add the crown jewel to the 
downtown entertainment center. Beginning with the 2018-19 season, the venue will receive a series of improvements and upgrades, 
including a new state-of-the-art high definition videoboard, and will undergo expansion on the Exchange Blvd. side during the summer 
of 2019.

•	� November 21, 1955: First goal ever scored at the Rochester War Memorial was by Maurice “Rocket” Richard only 54 seconds into 
the first period.

•	 October 14, 1956: The Amerks play their first home game at The War Memorial and tie Cleveland 2-2.

•	 March 26, 1957: The Amerks play in their first ever playoff game and beat the Providence Reds 1-0. 

•	 April 10, 1957: The Rochester Americans host their first Calder Cup Finals.

•	 October 6, 1957: The Rochester War Memorial hosts its first of two AHL All-Star Games.

•	 April 30, 1965: The Amerks win their first Calder Cup Championship against the Hershey Bears, 6-2 in Game 5.

•	� February 20, 1999: The NLL All-Star game is played before a crowd of 9,070 at The Blue Cross Arena. The Canadians defeat the 
Americans 25-24 in overtime after a dramatic comeback by the Americans.

•	 January 16 & 17, 2000: The Blue Cross Arena hosts the Kodak AHL All-Star Classic. Team Canada beats Planet USA 8-3.

•	� October 11, 2002: The Blue Cross Arena unveils its $1.25 million Constellation Video Scoreboard as the Amerks tie the Albany River 
Rats 2-2.

•	 2003-04: The Rochester Americans enter their 25th season as the Buffalo Sabres affiliate.  

•	 2005-06: The Rochester Americans celebrate their historic 50th season.

•	� June 19, 2008: Curt Styres and Arrows Express Sports purchases the Rochester Americans and Rochester Knighthawks (NLL) from 
former owner Steve Donner.  The Amerks also announce a three-year affiliation with the NHL’s Florida Panthers.

•	� February 21, 2010: The Rochester Americans record their 2,000th franchise win, becoming just the second team in the American 
Hockey League and eighth overall in North American hockey history to capture the feat.

•	� June 24, 2011: The Rochester Americans are purchased by Buffalo Sabres owner Terry Pegula from Curt Styres, reuniting the two 
clubs who once shared a 29-year affiliation, the longest in professional hockey history.

•	� October 9, 2015: The Rochester Americans open their 60th American Hockey League season on home ice against the Lake  
Erie Monsters.

•	� March 23, 2016: Randy Cunneyworth sets the franchise record for the most coaching wins in the most dramatic of ways, leading 
the Rochester Americans to an incredible five-goal third-period comeback for a stunning 6-5 victory over the St. John’s IceCaps at 
The Blue Cross Arena. The win was the 338th career coaching victory for Cunneyworth in Rochester, moving him ahead of John 
Van Boxmeer. He finished the season with 340 career wins as Amerks head coach.

BUILDING TIMELINE

Kimbal Tobacco Factory opens on the present site of the War Memorial. William Kimbal’s wife disliked the dirty 
smokestack and instead placed a 21-foot statue of the Roman God of Commerce, Mercury, atop the building.

The Kimbal Tobacco Factory closes and Cluet-Peabody & Co. take over the building. They begin manufacturing 
collars and shirts.

The property is purchased by George Eastman and later left to the University of Rochester by Mr. Eastman for 
“municipal purposes.” One plan proposed for an 8,000 seat Auditorium and Opera Hall, situated on the once 
tobacco factory site. The University later gives the property to the city. The site begins to operate as a City Hall 
Annex and public library.

Plans for a grand Civic Center Arena are revived following World War II. The Rochester City Council directs 
a citizens committee to study, “the possibilities for constructing and financing such a memorial within the  
Civic Center.”

The committee concludes that the memorial should have enduring civic usefulness. Also the structure should 
be, “a living memorial rather than a mere commemorative monument.” The committee recommends that the 
building contains an auditorium, sports arena, physical recreation facilities, meeting rooms, and display 
rooms, among other things. Estimate for construction, $2.5 million. 
 
Kimbal Tobacco Factory is demolished for the construction of the War Memorial. The statue of Mercury is 
removed and placed into storage (until 1974).

Rochester Community War Memorial opens for business. Total cost, $7.5 million. 

The statue of Mercury, which once was located on the roof of the Kimbal Tobacco Factory, is reborn atop the 
West Group building where it still stands, across the street from its original home. 

Groundbreaking for a $41 million renovation/expansion takes place, which includes luxury suites, increased 
concession stands, additional restrooms, fully functional banquet/meeting rooms, and larger capacity seating. 

Blue Cross Blue Shield and City officials announce the name of the renovated arena will be Blue Cross Arena 
at the War Memorial. 

Although the arena continued to function throughout the renovations, the Blue Cross Arena at the War Memorial 
officially reopens to the public during a formal ribbon cutting/rededication ceremony.

The Amerks play their Home Opener of the 2011-12 season with new owner Terry Pegula in attendance. Prior 
to the game, more than 50 Amerks Alumni were recognized on the ice. 
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A partnership between the City of Rochester and Pegula Sports and Entertainment is reached for PSE to take 
over temporary operation of The Blue Cross Arena in Rochester, an agreement that will run from August 1 to 
December 31. Over that time, PSE will be working closely with City of Rochester officials to achieve a long-term 
agreement that will boost development along Rochester’s downtown corridor and Genesee River.

Terry and Kim Pegula, along with Pegula Sport and Entertainment officials, Rochester Mayor Lovely Warren 
and elected New York State officials, announce the acquisition of the Rochester Knighthawks franchise rights 
from former owner Curt Styres through an expansion agreement with the National Lacrosse League. PSE 
will begin managing the Knighthawks for the 2019-20 season as an expansion franchise. The move allows 
PSE to fully own and operate the two key franchises that call The Blue Cross Arena home and implement a 
similar model to that of the Buffalo Sabres and Buffalo Bandits, entities also under the PSE umbrella. Plans 
are also announced for various arena improvements, including a brand-new state-of-the-art, high definition 
videoboard, upgrades to the audio and video equipment, development along the Genesee Riverway and 
expansion along the Exchange Blvd. side that will make room for additional office space and locker room 
facilities totaling more than $18 million.

Rochester Mayor Lovely Warren announces that the City has reached a new agreement with Rochester Arena 
LLC (RA), an affiliate of Pegula Sports and Entertainment (PSE), outlining the structure of long-term management 
agreement with RA for operation of The Blue Cross Arena at the War Memorial. Under the new agreement, 
PSE will operate the downtown venue from Jan. 1, 2019 to Dec. 31, 2033, during which RA will operate 
all aspects of the Arena, including concessions, ticketing and booking events. In addition, the agreement 
provides for RA to manage the Court Street Parking Lot. The proposed agreement follows the Sept. 13, 2018 
announcement that the Arena is slated to receive more than $18 million in major renovations with funds from 
the City, State and RA.

Construction on a multi-million-dollar renovation project gets underway, featuring upgrades to audio and 
video equipment and arena-wide WiFi installation. Additional work includes expansion to the Amerks business 
office and concession areas as well as new locker room facilities for the Rochester Knighthawks and visiting 
team.

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50th anniversary team

The Rochester Americans All-Time Team was announced on October 7, 2005, prior to the Amerks opening their 50th season of play 
in the American Hockey League. A 13-member panel sorted through nearly 1,000 names and selected 24 players and two coaches 
for the 50th Anniversary Team. The committee was comprised of season ticket holders, print and electronic media personnel and  
Amerks management. 

The team included two coaches, two goalies, six defenseman and 12 forwards. The historic club also featured defenseman Don Cherry, 
right wing Jim Jackson, and left wings Les Duff and Bob “Battleship” Kelly in the Role Players category. The final four players were 
recognized for their commitment and dedication to the team. 

The Amerks also let the fans play a role, letting them select the starting lineup through in-arena and on-line balloting. The starting six 
included goalie Gerry Cheevers, defensemen Don Cherry and Al Arbour and forwards Jody Gage, Dick Gamble and Bronco Horvath.
