
 

YESTERDAY: The Captains came from behind to beat the Lansing Lugnuts, 7-6. Lansing grabbed an early 4-0 lead with three runs in the first and 
another in the third. Lake County trimmed the deficit in half in the fifth on an RBI single by Raynel Delgado and an RBI double by José Tena. Lansing got 
one run back in the bottom of the fifth to push its lead to 5-2, but the Captains exploded for four runs in the seventh. Delgado walked, stole second, moved 
to third on a passed ball and scored on an infield single by Tena. Later in the frame, Victor Nova singled home Tena and Austen Wade knotted the score 
with an RBI ground out. Brayan Rocchio gave the Captains the lead, 6-5, with a sharp single through the right side that scored Nova. The Captains 
added an important insurance run in the eighth when Bryan Lavastida hit an infield single, stole second, moved to third on a passed ball and scored on a 
Jonathan Engelmann ground out. In the bottom of the inning, the Lugnuts cut the Captains’ lead to 7-6 when a double play ball off the bat of Jordan Díaz 
scored Michael Guldberg. The Lugnuts threatened in the ninth against reliever Jared Janczak. Max Schuemann singled with one out, stole second and 
moved to third on a balk with two outs. Shane Selman came up and hit a high fly ball to the gap in right-centerfield. Engelmann sprinted over from right 
and made a game-ending basket catch to secure the win for Lake County. Janczak (1-0) picked up the win in relief for the Captains after allowing one run 
over 3.2 innings. Charlie Cerny (0-1) took the loss for the Lugnuts with five runs, four earned, allowed over 1.1 innings. 
 

ON THE RUN: The Captains are tied for second in the High-A Central League with eight stolen bases (8-for-9). The Quad Cities River Bandits (Kansas 
City) lead the league with 10 steals (10-for-10).  
 

IN THE WIN COLUMN: Wednesday was the Captains’ first win in 608 days, since their victory in game two of the 2019 Midwest League Quarterfinals on 
September 5, 2019. It was also their first regular season victory in 611 days, since defeating the Great Lakes Loons on September 2, 2019. 
 

HIGH-A: The 2021 season marks the Captains’ first as the High-A Affiliate of the Cleveland Indians. Lake County had been Cleveland’s Low-A Affiliate for 
17 seasons (2003-2019) and 18 years (2003-2020). 
 

NEW LEAGUE: The Captains begin 2021 playing in a brand new league. As part of the restructuring of the minor leagues, the Captains are now 
members of the High-A Central League (HA-C). This marks the third different league in the Captains’ 19-year history. Lake County was a member of the 
South Atlantic League (SAL) from 2003-2009 (11 seasons) and the Midwest League from 2010-2020 (10 seasons; 11 years). 
 

NEW SKIPPER: Greg DiCenzo was named the Captains’ manager before the eventually-canceled 2020 season. DiCenzo spent the previous 12 seasons 
as the head baseball coach at the College of the Holy Cross in Worcester, MA. During his time at the helm, DiCenzo was twice named Patriot League 
Coach of the Year (2008 and 2013). Prior to his time at Holy Cross, DiCenzo was the pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at Northeastern University 
for five seasons. He also served as a coach for the Falmouth Commodores in the Cape Cod Baseball League and at his alma mater, St. Lawrence 
University. DiCenzo enters his second year and first season as a coach in Cleveland’s organization.  
 

CAPTAINS AGAIN: 14 players on the Captains’ Opening Day roster played for Lake County previously: RHP Nick Gallagher (2018-19), LHP Tim Herrin 
(2019), RHP Thomas Ponticelli (2018-19), LHP Kellen Rholl (2019), RHP Alex Royalty (2019), LHP Matt Turner (2019), C Gianpaul Gonzalez (2018-
19), C Bryan Lavastida (2019), INF Raynel Delgado (2019), INF Daniel Schneemann (2018-19), OF/1B Jonathan Engelmann (2019), OF Quentin 
Holmes (2019), OF George Valera (2019) and OF Austen Wade (2018) 
 

LONG AWAITED: Tuesday marked the Captains’ first game in 606 days. On September 6, 2019 the Captains lost the decisive game in a best-of-three 
Midwest League quarterfinal series to the Great Lakes Loons, 5-0, at Dow Diamond in Midland, MI. It was the Captains’ first regular season game in 610 
days. On September 2, 2019, the Captains defeated the Great Lakes Loons, 6-3, at Classic Park. The Captains will return to Classic Park for their home 
opener on May 11, which will mark Lake County’s first home game in 615 days. On September 4, 2019, the Captains hosted the first game of the Midwest 
League quarterfinals against the Great Lakes Loons and lost, 6-4.   
 

NOW IN THE DUGOUT: Grant Fink returns to Lake County in his first year as Captains Hitting Coach. Fink was a Captains infielder in 2014 and 2015, 
and was the team’s starting third baseman in 2014 when the Captains reached the Midwest League Championship Series. The 2021 season is Fink’s fifth 
season coaching in the Cleveland organization. Former Captains outfielder Jordan Smith also returns to Lake County in his second season as Bench 
Coach. Smith led the Captains with a .316 batting average in 2012 and led the Captains to a playoff berth. Smith was the Captains Bench Coach in 2019 
and is entering his third season coaching in Cleveland’s organization.    
 

2020 DRAFT: The Captains have three players on their Opening Day roster who were selected by Cleveland in last year’s draft. RHP Tanner Burns 
(Competitive Balance Round A), LHP Logan Allen (2nd Round), and RHP Mason Hickman (5th Round).   
 

2017 INTERNATIONAL CLASS: There were four Captains acquired by Cleveland in the 2017 International free agent class, led by OF George Valera. 
According to Baseball America, Valera was the sixth overall international prospect that year. Also now on the Captains from that class are INF Aaron 
Bracho, INF Brayan Rocchio and INF Jose Tena. Brach received the highest signing bonus of Cleveland’s 2017 international signees at $1.5 million. 
 

YOUNGSTERS: Eight Captains enter the 2021 season at the age of 21 or younger. INF Joe Naranjo is the youngest on the squad at 19, followed by INF 
Aaron Bracho (20), INF Jose Tena (20), INF Brayan Rocchio (20) and OF George Valera (20). There are three Captains who are 21 years old. INF 
Raynel Delgado is the youngest of the trio, which also includes INF Victor Nova and OF Quentin Holmes. The youngest pitcher on the team is RHP 
Tanner Burns, who is 22.  
 

SWITCH IT UP: Only 1/3 of Captains’ position players are true right-handed hitters. The Captains have four (3) switch-hitters, six (7) left-handed hitters 
and five (5) right-handed hitters. 

 
CAPTAINS FAMILY TIES: Captains 1B Joe Naranjo has a close connection with former Captains SS Tyler Freeman. Naranjo, who is from Whittier, CA, 
grew up as close friends with Tyler’s younger brother Cody, an infielder who was drafted in the 4 th round by Texas in 2019. Naranjo remains close with 
Tyler, Cody and the Freeman family.

PRO DEBUT: Burns makes his professional debut tonight.  
 
COLLEGE ACCOLADES: After a solid freshman campaign, Burns broke through in 2019 and was named a 
third team All-American by Perfect Game. Prior to the 2020 season Burns was Named Preseason All-SEC, 
Preseason All-America by Baseball America, Collegiate Baseball, D1 Baseball and Perfect Game. In just four 
games in 2020 Burns was off to a hot start striking out 12.9 per nine innings and had a 3-1 record with a 2.42 
ERA. 
 
TEAM USA: In 2018, Burns was selected to the USA Collegiate National Team. Burns appeared in four games 
allowing five runs over 7.2 innings. He allowed nine hits, struck out six and walked one. Also on the team were 
back to back first overall draft picks Adley Rutschman (2019) and Spencer Torkelson (2020).  
 
2020 DRAFT: Cleveland selected Burns in the CBA round (36th overall) of the 2020 draft, which was shortened 
to five rounds. Burns was Cleveland’s second selection in the draft, following SS Carson Tucker (1st Round – 
23rd overall). 
 
PREVIOUSLY DRAFTED: Originally drafted by the New York Yankees in the 37th round of the 2017 draft out of 
Decatur High School (Decatur, AL).  
 
MR. ALABAMA: Burns was named Mr. Alabama his senior season of high school. Along with being one of the 
top pitchers in the state he hit .467 with 16 homers, 10 doubles, four triples and 46 RBI as a senior in High 
School. 
 
RECRUITING BATTLE: A highly sought after recruit in Alabama, Burns originally committed to the University of 
Alabama but decided to weigh other options when Crimson Tide Head Coach Mitch Gaspard resigned in 2016, 
eventually committing to Auburn. Burns grew up an Alabama fan and only committed to the Tide’s arch-rival 
Auburn due to Head Coach Butch Thompson’s experience developing pitchers. He says he took a lot of heat for 
committing to Auburn from friends he grew up with.  
 
STAR MENTORS: While at Auburn, Burns had a variety of people with great track records to learn from. Auburn 
Head Coach Butch Thompson has had 16 of his former pitchers make the big leagues including 10 since 2014. 
He previously worked as the Associate Head Coach and Pitching Coach at Mississippi State. Among the stars 
coached by Thompson is 2018 number one overall pick Casey Mize. Burns worked closely with Mize at Auburn, 
and was throwing partners with Mize during his freshman year of 2018. He took over the premier role in the 
rotation from Mize, operating as the teams Friday night starter in 2019 and 2020. Tim Hudson joined 
Thompson’s staff in 2020 as a volunteer assistant and pitching coach, also getting the chance to mold Burns’ 
game. The former Auburn great and 17 year MLB veteran worked with Burns for a short time in 2020 before the 
season was shortened but Burns says the two will have a relationship for the rest of his life.  
 
FUTURE DEVELOPMENT: Kevin Goldstein of FanGraphs says Burns brings “big stuff out of a small package” 
with good secondary pitches to go with solid velocity (sits 93-94) on his fastball. Eric Logenhagen, also of 
FanGraphs, describes Burns as “an org based bet.” Logenhagen sees Burns as someone who’s future value 
mostly revolves around Cleveland’s recent ability to develop pitchers. “I’ve always been a little lower on him due 
to his middling velocity and projectionless frame, but he executes his secondary stuff very consistently” 
Logenhagen said. Baseball America sites Burns offspeed pitches as potential plus pitches, especially his 
curveball and slider. Burns earns praise for his dedication, makeup and desire to learn.
