ABOUT LAST NIGHT:
The R-Phils lost game two against the Harrisburg Senators 7-2, 
despite two R-Phils launching a homer. Josh Stephen broke the 
scoreless tie in the third with his first homerun of the season, 
Dalton Guthrie stays hot at the plate, going two for four with a solo 
shot, but that would be all the offense for the Fightins. Kyle Dohy 
came out of the bullpen in relief and pitched his second scoreless 
appearance since joining the club, despite giving up two hits with 
one out in the inning. 

GUTHRIE’S HOT RUN:
Since the Hartford Yard Goats came to town, Dalton Guthrie bat 
has become red hot at the plate. In his past seven games, the 
utility fielder is hitting for a .480 average with a 1.479 OPS. Before 
the series, Guthrie had 16 hits, one homerun and five RBIs. In the 
past seven, Guthrie has 12 hits, two doubles, two triples and two 
homeruns for 7 RBIs. Now on the season, the University of Florida 
alum has a .226 average with a .659 OPS.

FIGHTINS TAKE FLIGHT AT THE PLATE:
Reading’s bats never seem to have a problem leaving the 
ballpark, as the team has 43 total homeruns on the year. That’s 
third best in the Double-A Northeast, just behind Bowie and Som-
erset, but the R-Phils have the second-best homerun percentage 
of any team in the league. Leading the way is Jorge Bonifacio 
and Luke Miller with seven, followed by Matt Vierling with six, 
Nick Matera and McCarthy Tatum with five, Arquimedes Gamboa 
and Dalton Guthrie with three, Colby Fitch, Madison Stokes and 
Bryson Stott with two and Josh Stephen has one. 

BIG LEAGUE CLUB WATCH:
MLB- The Phillies avoided the sweep against the Dodgers thanks 
to another gem from Zack Wheeler, winning 2-0. Wheeler did not 
get his normal swing-and-misses, striking out six and walking four, 
but he still kept the Dodgers offense scoreless through six innings. 
Jose Alvarado and Hector Neris strung together three scoreless to 
shutout LA for the first time this season. Rhys Hoskins hit a solo 
shot and J.T. Realmuto roped an RBI double for Philadelphia’s of-
fense.
