Head Coach

Grant Gibbs is entering his first season as head coach of Oklahoma City
Blue, becoming the seventh head coach in franchise history. Gibbs spent
two seasons as an assistant coach for the Blue, as the team went 62-38
(.620) and advanced to the playoffs in both years.

Gibbs joined Oklahoma City after a three-year international playing
career. A native of lowa, he played in the Netherlands and Germany after
graduating from Creighton with a degree in journalism.

Gibbs began his collegiate career at Gonzaga then transferred to
Creighton after two seasons with the Bulldogs. He played in 100 games
and averaged 7.6 points and 4.9 assists as the Bluejays appeared in the
NCAA tournament in each of his seasons with the team.

Maynor enjoyed a nine-year playing career, including three with the Thunder. The North Carolina native averaged
4.3 points, 2.8 assists and 1.3 rebounds in 267 career games. He becomes the third former Thunder player (Royal
Ivey, Mike Wilks) to begin his coaching career in the organization.

A graduate of VCU with a degree in Sports Management, Maynor was a two time CAA Player of the Year and has
his No. 3 jersey retired by the school.

Caliph Mohammed

Assistant Coach

Caliph Mohammed enters his first season as an assistant coach.

He joins the team after running his own player development business, working with NBA, international and
collegiate players. He graduated from Grand Canyon University with a Bachelor of Science in physical/secondary
education.

Kameron Woods
Assistant Coach

Kameron Woods is in his second season as an assistant coach for the Blue. He previously played as a forward
for the Blue for two seasons. In his career, Woods played in 99 games (43 starts) and averaged 4.6 points and
4.9 rebounds in 23.7 minutes per game.

A Butler University product, Woods finished his four-year collegiate career as the second leading rebounder in

the school’s history with 956 rebounds. He led the Bulldogs in blocked shots in all four seasons.

Dr. Vanessa Brooks is set to begin her first season as Physical Therapist & Athletic Trainer for the Oklahoma City
Blue.

Brooks comes to Oklahoma City from Wake Forest Baptist Health where she worked as a Sports Physical
Therapist while receiving a Sports Physical Therapy Fellowship from Wake Forest University for one year. In her
role as a fellow, Brooks was responsible for travel with teams and performing rehab and sideline coverage to the
student athletes.
