The following media guidelines have been established to assist coverage of the 66ers and to provide a professional, comfortable 
working environment for all members of the media. Additional information, including press releases, photography, etc., are available 
upon request to media. Any questions not covered in the publication can be directed to Ben Coldagelli, Tulsa 66ers Manager of Public 
Relations, at bcoldagelli@tulsa66ers.com.

Media Access to Locker Rooms:
Media access begins one hour before the start of the game and will be open for a 45-minute time frame, with each player available 
for a maximum of 15 minutes during that time (ex: doors will open at 6 p.m. for a 7 p.m. tip off). Locker rooms will be reopened to the 
media after the game no later than 10 minutes following the game’s conclusion and shall remain open to the media for a minimum of 
thirty 30 minutes. During postgame player availability, please respect the player’s time to shower and change clothes before 
conducting an interview. Players must be fully dressed during all locker room interviews.

Media Credentials:
Credentials may be requested by calling the public relations department 24 hours prior to the game.  Credentials are issued to 
accredited members of the media who are on assignment to cover a specific game. Please confirm your credential request prior to 
arriving at the game. Credentials should be used for work at all times and are non-transferable. Unauthorized use of a credential may 
subject the bearer to ejection from the arena and forfeiture of the credential. 

NBA Scouting credential requests 
Scouting requests should be submitted at least 24 hours prior to the desired game, and by 5 p.m. (CT) on Friday for games on Sunday 
and Monday to ensure credentials and proper seating arrangements are made. Once the NBA D-League Office processes requests 
for credentials, they will be forwarded to the individual teams.

Credentials can be picked up at the will call ticket window, located on the north side of the main lobby of the SpiritBank Event Center.

The SpiritBank Event Center is a Global Spectrum managed 
sports and entertainment venue and home of the Tulsa 66ers. 
The arena was designed with versatility and flexibility in mind, 
built to play host to concerts, rodeos, thrill shows, wrestling and 
MMA events, NBA scrimmages, cheerleading & basketball tour-
naments, circuses, and family shows such as Cirque du Soleil, 
Disney Live, Harlem Globetrotters and Sesame Street Live.

The primary purpose of the SpiritBank Event Center is to pro-
vide a first class gathering place for sports and entertainment 
to the South Tulsa and Bixby areas. Located within the Regal 
Plaza Shopping Center at 104th and Memorial, the state-of-the-
art building has hosted acts such as Lynyrd Skynyrd, ZZ Top, 
John Legend, Willie Nelson and Miranda Lambert.

The arena will host 24 Tulsa 66ers home games in the 2012-13 
campaign, starting with opening night on Nov. 23 against the 
Texas Legends.

In October of 2012, the arena welcomed the Oklahoma City 
Thunder’s annual Blue and White Scrimmage to Bixby. A 
training-camp tradition, the Blue and White Scrimmage offers a 
chance for the Thunder to connect with Oklahoma 

communities, bringing the excitement of Thunder Basketball to 
fans across the state. This season’s scrimmage was the first to 
take place in the greater Tulsa area.

What began as Tulsee Town in 1836 under a sturdy oak tree, 
which still stands today at 18th and Cheyenne Streets, is today 
the second largest city in Oklahoma. Ask people to describe 
Tulsa, and you’ll likely get many different answers. It was a city 
forever changed by the discovery of oil in 1901. It is home to art 
deco treasures and nationally renowned museums. Its African 
American heritage left its mark, in both the business and mu-
sic worlds.

Tulsa is nestled in the northeastern quadrant of Oklahoma, 
right in the heart of “Green Country.”

The Tulsa International Airport 
offers direct service to most major U.S. cities and is another important 
contributor to our economic growth.

Ten higher education facilities serve the metropolitan Tulsa area. 
Options range from community college and vocational studies to 
undergraduate, graduate, and professional degree programs at both 
public and private universities.

In addition to the 66ers, Tulsa is a home to a wide array of sporting 
events. Downtown Tulsa’s BOK Center hosts the WNBA’s Tulsa Shock 
and the Tulsa Oilers of the Central Hockey League. The beautiful 
downtown baseball stadium, OneOK Field, is home of the Colorado 
Rockies AA affiliate - the Tulsa Drillers. 

Tulsa’s two NCAA Division I schools, the University of Tulsa and Oral 
Roberts University, also provide a diverse choice of sporting events. 
Tulsa is also just a drive away from the University of Oklahoma and 
Oklahoma State University.

history of tulsa...
Tulsa’s first “town council” meeting in 1836, under an oak tree which 
still stands on a hill near the downtown area, was presided over by 
Archie Yahola, a full blooded Creek Indian and chief of the Tulsa 
Lochapokas. The name Tulsa was derived from “tallasi,” a contraction 
of the Creek “Tullahassee” or “tallahassee,” meaning “old town.”

The town’s initial growth came as a center for ranchers, farmers, and 
traders. When the post office was established in 1879, the name Tulsa 
became official. Cattle ranching became a major business in the area 
and led to the extension of the Frisco Railroad into the city in 1882.

Tulsa was incorporated as a municipality on January 8, 1898. With 
the discovery of oil in nearby Red Fork in 1901, the city grew quickly, 
reaching a population of 7,298 by the time of Oklahoma statehood in 
1907. By 1920, the population had reached 72,075 and Tulsa soon 
earned the title, “Oil Capital of the World.”

Although oil-related businesses remain an important part of the city’s 
economy, Tulsa has developed a widely diversified business base 
which includes nationally prominent companies in aviation and 
aerospace, telecommunications, data processing, manufacturing, and 
distribution. The community’s employment base is diverse and 
balanced among several job sectors including manufacturing, 
construction, services, high technology, health care, education, and 
transportation.

Today, Tulsa has grown to become a thriving community with a 
well-earned reputation as simply a great place to live. The original 
Council Oak tree spreads its branches overlooking a city park against 
a backdrop of high-rise buildings and expressways. It is a reminder 
that, while the city has branched out in many directions, its roots have 
remained strong.

The City of Tulsa manages 125 parks covering roughly 6,000 acres 
including nature centers, golf courses, Tulsa Zoo & Living Museum, Tulsa 

Garden Center (pictured above) and many city parks.

The 19,199-seat BOK Center is downtown Tulsa’s state-of-the-art 
sports and entertainment venue that opened in fall 2008.

Darko Rajakovic
Head Coach

Darko Rajakovic enters his first season as the head coach of the Tulsa 
66ers. A Serbian native, Rajakovic is the first head coach born outside 
of North America in NBA D-League history. The 33-year-old boasts a 
diverse coaching background with an emphasis in player development. 
 
Rajakovic has spent the past three years as the head coach of 
Espacio Torrelodones of the Spanish EBA League. In his first 
season (2007), Rajakovic led Torrelodones to the Primera Division 
de Baloncesto title, promoting the team to the Liga EBA. During 
Rajakovic’s tenure, Torrelodones saw numerous players receive 
invitations to the youth national teams of Spain, Serbia, 
Montenergro, Denmark and Congo.
 
Rajakovic began his coaching career at 16 years old with BC 
Borac Cacak in Cacak, Serbia. As the youngest head coach in the 
team’s history, Rajakovic coached Borac Cacak to two national 
tournaments. 
 
Multiple Borac Cacak players represented Serbia in international 
youth tournaments and two of Rajakovic’s players were selected 
to Serbia’s Senior National Team, competing at the European 
Championship and World Championship.
 
Following his three year stint in Cacak, Rajakovic was named the 
head coach of the U-20 and U-18 teams of Red Star Belgrade in 
Serbia’s capital and largest city. At 19 years old, Rajakovic was 
again the youngest head coach in team history. The Serbian 
native focused his coaching efforts on developing and preparing his 
players to compete for Red Star’s top team. Rajakovic also scouted

and signed many of the players in Red Star’s system. 

During his eight-year stint in Belgrade, Rajakovic led Red Star to two 
Serbian championships and several international club tournaments. 

In 2007, Rajakovic left Red Star to begin his own basketball 
academy in Belgrade, focusing on individual development. 
Rajakovic would work with European players during their off 
months on improving their skills, primarily shooting, through video 
analysis and individual and group workouts. After three years of 
owning and managing the academy, Rajakovic accepted the head 
coach position with Espacio Torrelodones and moved to Madrid. 
 
The Serbian has also been active in many international 
tournaments and events including Basketball Without 
Borders, NBA and FIBA Camp and the Eurocamp in 
Treviso, Italy, in 2003 and 2004. In addition to his experience 
in Europe, Rajakovic has served as an assistant coach for the 
San Antonio Spurs’ NBA Summer League teams since 2004. 

In his free time, Rajakovic enjoys jazz music, theatre and 
hiking. He received a basketball coaching degree from the 
Belgrade Basketball Academy in 2004 and a degree in 
sports management from BK University in Belgrade in 2006.  

Rajakovic speaks Serbian, Croatian and Bosnian languages as 
native, but is also fluent in English, Spanish and basic Greek.

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The 2011-12 Season...	
Coming off two consecutive trips to the NBA D-League 
playoffs, the Tulsa 66ers posted a 23-27 record in the 2011-12 
season. Tulsa claimed sixth place in the D-League’s Western 
Conference, narrowly missing a postseason appearance by two wins.

Two weeks into the start of the 2011-12 campaign, Tulsa Head 
Coach Nate Tibbets accepted an assistant coaching position with 
the NBA’s Cleveland Cavaliers after leading the 66ers to a 4-1 
start. In over two seasons with the franchise, Tibbets had com-
piled a 64-41 (.610) record and guided the squad to two-straight 
postseason appearances, including a trip to the 2010 NBA
D-League Finals.	

Then-assistant Dale Osbourne was immediately named 
the club’s new head coach on December 5. Osbourne 
claimed his first win of his D-League head coaching career 
when the team took down Dakota 98-88 on December 9. 

The 66ers were led throughout the year by veteran center Marcus 
Lewis, who collected a team-best 34 double-doubles in 46 games. 
Lewis averaged 15.1 points per game and led the D-League with 
an average of 12.7 rebounds. The center also overtook the 66ers’ 
all-time top spot for rebounds (989) and games played (137).

Guard Jerome Dyson also impressed on a nightly basis, boasting 
a team-best 17.8 points per game – good for the league’s ninth-best
scoring average.

Jerome Dyson, an NBA D-League All-Rookie Team selection, received a 
GATORADE Call-Up to the New Orleans Hornets following the 2011-12 
season. The guard averaged 17.8 ppg as a 66er.

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2011-12 SEASON REVIEW
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The Tulsa duo were named to the starting lineup of the 
Western Conference All-Star Team at the NBA D-League
All-Star Game in Orlando, Fla. Lewis recorded a 
double-double in the game with 14 points and 10 rebounds while
Dyson dished out a game-high 8 assists in the West’s 
135-132 victory.	

Lewis received another high honor by being named to the 
All-NBA D-League Second Team at the conclusion of the 
season. Teammate Ryan Reid received an honorable mention 
at forward. Other postseason awards included guard Dwight 
Buycks earning First-Team All-Rookie honors and Dyson, Lewis 
and Owens all being named to the All-Defensive Second Team.

Exemplifying the 66ers and NBA D-League’s 
commitment to constantly developing and improving
its players for the next level, Tulsa saw three of its 
players receive GATORADE Call-Ups in the 2011-12 season.

At the conclusion of the D-League season, Dyson 
received a GATORADE Call-Up to the NBA’s New Orleans 
Hornets. The guard received significant playing time in 
nine games, averaging 7.4 points and 20 minutes. Dyson’s 
breakout game came in the Hornets’ April 18 contest 
against Memphis where he shot 5-for-7 from the field and 
14-for-16 at the charity stripe to notch a career-high 24 points.

Reid was called up to Oklahoma City on February 6 and 
appeared in five games as a member of the Thunder 
before being assigned to Tulsa on March 16. During his 
time in a Thunder uniform, the forward scored 8 points and 
brought down a pair of rebounds in 17 minutes of action.  

At the D-League level, Reid was one of the 66ers key impact 
players, averaging 11.9 points and 8.5 rebounds in 25 games. 

Owens received his third call-up in two years when the 
New Jersey Nets signed him on January 18. While with 
the Nets, the Oral Roberts product collected 13 points 
and 13 rebounds in his seven games with the club. 

On February 4, Owens returned to Tulsa, where he would finish 
the year averaging 12.8 points, 4.6 rebounds and 1.3 blocks. 
By the end of the season, Owens became the 66ers’ all-time 
leader in points (1,731), steals (187) and minutes played (4,281).

In addition to the trio of call-ups, the 66ers also saw 
D-League assignments for Oklahoma City players Lazar 
Hayward and Reggie Jackson. 	

Hayward appeared in three D-League contests, 
averaging 24 points and 5.7 boards while shooting 
4-for-8 from behind the 3-point line. In Jackson’s lone 
appearance (a 100-87 win over Iowa), he totaled 22 points with 8 
assists and 7 rebounds in 41 minutes. The 66ers were 3-1 when 
either of the two Thunder players were featured in the lineup.

In addition to honing NBA-level talent on the court, the 66ers 
also saw two head coaches receive assistant positions with 
NBA teams within a nine-month span. In addition to Tibbetts 
leaving for Cleveland early on in the season, Osbourne was 
offered a position with the Portland Trail Blazers in August.

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The history of the 66ers...	
The National Basketball Development League was formed 
in 2001 with eight franchises in the southeastern United 
States. After four seasons and two NBDL titles, one of these 
original teams – the Asheville Altitude – was purchased by 
Southwest Basketball, LLC, and relocated to Tulsa, Okla., as 
part of D-League’s efforts to expand throughout the country.

Deriving its name from the world-famous Route 66 that runs 
through the city, the Tulsa 66ers were born. Playing games  
downtown at the Tulsa Convention Center, the 66ers 
began as the NBA D-League affiliate of the Chicago Bulls, 
Indiana Pacers, Milwaukee Bucks and New Orleans Hornets. 

Tulsa would also serve as the affiliate of the Dallas 
Mavericks and New York Knicks throughout their first three 
seasons, all under Head Coach Joey Meyer (2005-2008). 
During his tenure in Tulsa, Meyer’s teams finished .500 or better 
in two of his three seasons, claiming an overall record of 71-77.

Three years into the 66ers presence in Oklahoma, big 
changes began working in the state. On July 2, 2008, the 
Professional Basketball, LLC., and the National Basketball 
Association announced that an NBA franchise would be 
relocated to Oklahoma City from Seattle.

  
A few weeks later, on July 31, the Professional 
Basketball Club, LLC., purchased the Tulsa 66ers from 
Southwest Basketball, LLC.

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In addition to the new ownership, the Oklahoma City Thunder 
became the third NBA to purchase an NBA D-League 
affiliate as sole owners of their affiliates. At the time, the Los Angeles 
D-Fenders (L.A. Lakers) and Austin Toros (San Antonio) were the only 
other D-League teams to be owned and affiliated by an NBA club.

In their first season of affiliation with the Thunder, the 66ers 
moved its home games to the brand-new SpiritBank Event 
Center in the southern suburb of Bixby. Under Head Coach Paul 
Woolpert, the 66ers went 15-35 and claimed fifth place in the 
Southwest. Following the season, the team returned to the Tulsa 
Convention Center, where it would remain for the following three seasons.

Woolpert was replaced in the 2009-10 season by Nate Tibbetts, who 
quickly turned the team around to a title contender. After a fifth-place 
regular-season finish of 27-23, the 66ers advanced thru the postseason to 
the 2010 NBA D-League Finals before falling to Rio Grande Valley. Tibbetts’ 
Tulsa squad returned to the postseason the following year, advancing to 
the semifinals after a franchise-best regular season with a 33-17 record.

Two weeks into the start of the 2011-12 campaign, Tibbets accepted an 
assistant coaching position with the NBA’s Cleveland 
Cavaliers. In over two seasons with the franchise, Tibbets left
the team with 64-41 (.610) overall record.	

Then-assistant Dale Osbourne was immediately named the club’s 
new head coach. Osbourne’s club would go on to finish 23-27 
and claim sixth in the Western Conference. Following the season, 
Osbourne was offered a coaching position with the Portland Trail Blazers.

In addition to sending two head coaches to the NBA level, the 
66ers have produced 17 GATORADE Call-Ups to the NBA 
in the team’s seven-season history.  Tulsa has also seen 20 
NBA players be assigned to the 66ers for at least one game.

Filling the coaching vacancy, the 66ers and the Oklahoma City Thunder 
made a historic hire when naming Darko Rajakovic as the club’s new
head coach. A native of Serbia, Rajakovic is the first head 
coach in the history of the NBA D-League that was born 
outside of North America. His experience in developing players 
in Europe suggest a promising future for the 66ers organization.

In addition to the coach announcement, the 66ers will return to the 
SpiritBank Event Center in Bixby for the 2012-13 
season. The arena will begin the new era of Tulsa basketballwith a 
new NBA-style court and improved scoreboards.
