MEDIA ACCESS TO LOCKER ROOMS:

Media access begins one hour before the start of the game and will be open for a 45-minute time frame, with each player available 

for a maximum of 15 minutes during that time (ex: doors will open at 6 p.m. for a 7 p.m. tip off). Locker rooms will be reopened to the 

media after the game no later than 10 minutes following the game’s conclusion and shall remain open to the media for a minimum of 

thirty 30 minutes. During postgame player availability, please respect the player’s time to shower and change clothes before 

conducting an interview. Players must be fully dressed during all locker room interviews.

MEDIA CREDENTIALS:

Credentials may be requested by calling the public relations department 24 hours prior to the game.  Credentials are issued to 

accredited members of the media who are on assignment to cover a specifi c game. Please confi rm your credential request prior to 

arriving at the game.

Scouting requests should be submitted at least 24 hours prior to the desired game, and by 5 p.m. (CT) on Friday for games on Sunday 

and Monday to ensure credentials and proper seating arrangements are made. Once the NBA D-League Offi ce processes requests 

for credentials, they will be forwarded to the individual teams.

Disney Live, Harlem Globetrotters and Sesame Street Live.

The primary purpose of the SpiritBank Event Center is to pro-

vide a fi rst class gathering place for sports and entertainment 

to the South Tulsa and Bixby areas. Located within the Regal 

Plaza Shopping Center at 104th and Memorial, the state-of-the-

art building has hosted acts such as Lynyrd Skynyrd, ZZ Top, 

John Legend, Willie Nelson and Miranda Lambert.

The arena will host 23 Tulsa 66ers home games in the 2013-14 

campaign, starting with opening night on Nov. 22 against the 

Iowa Energy.

What began as Tulsee Town in 1836 under a sturdy oak tree, 

which still stands today at 18th and Cheyenne Streets, is today 

the second largest city in Oklahoma.

Tulsa is nestled in the northeastern quadrant of Oklahoma, 

right in the heart of “Green Country.”

Tulsans enjoy 227 

days of sunshine a year and an average daily temperature of 

61 degrees.

During 

summer months, Rodgers and Hammerstein’s classic musical, Okla-

homa!, is performed at the Discoveryland amphitheater where a bar-

becue dinner and roping lessons add to the evening’s entertainment.

Tulsa is also home to several outstanding events too numerous to list, 

but those worth a mention include Mayfest, the Gatesway International 

Balloon Festival, Oktoberfest and the Tulsa Pow Wow of Champions.

The Tulsa Port of Catoosa is acclaimed as one of the largest, most 

inland river-ports in the United States. The Tulsa International Airport 

offers direct service to most major U.S. cities and is another important 

contributor to our economic growth.

Ten higher education facilities serve the metropolitan Tulsa area. 

Options range from community college and vocational studies to

undergraduate, graduate, and professional degree programs at both 

public and private universities.

In addition to the 66ers, Tulsa is a home to a wide array of sporting 

events. Downtown Tulsa’s BOK Center hosts the WNBA’s Tulsa Shock 

and the Tulsa Oilers of the Central Hockey League. The beautiful 

downtown baseball stadium, OneOK Field, is home of the Colorado 

Rockies AA affi liate - the Tulsa Drillers. 

Tulsa’s two NCAA Division I schools, the University of Tulsa and Oral 

Roberts University, also provide a diverse choice of sporting events. 

Tulsa is also just a drive away from the University of Oklahoma and 

Oklahoma State University.

HISTORY OF TULSA...
Tulsa’s fi rst “town council” meeting in 1836, under an oak tree which still 

stands on a hill near the downtown area, was presided over by Archie 

Yahola, a full blooded Creek Indian and chief of the Tulsa Lochapokas.

The name Tulsa was derived from “tallasi,” a contraction of the Creek 

“Tullahassee” or “tallahassee,” meaning “old town.”

The town’s initial growth came as a center for ranchers, farmers, and 

traders. When the post offi ce was established in 1879, the name Tulsa 

became offi cial. Cattle ranching became a major business in the area 

and led to the extension of the Frisco Railroad into the city in 1882.

Tulsa was incorporated as a municipality on January 8, 1898. With 

the discovery of oil in nearby Red Fork in 1901, the city grew quickly, 

reaching a population of 7,298 by the time of Oklahoma statehood in 

1907. By 1920, the population had reached 72,075 and Tulsa soon 

earned the title, “Oil Capital of the World.”

Although oil-related businesses remain an important part of the 

city’s economy, Tulsa has developed a widely diversifi ed business 

base which includes nationally prominent companies in aviation and

 aerospace, telecommunications, data processing, manufacturing, and 

distribution. The community’s employment base is diverse and balanced

among several job sectors including manufacturing, construction,

 services, high technology, health care, education, and transportation.

Today, Tulsa has grown to become a thriving community with a

well-earned reputation as simply a great place to live. The original 

Council Oak tree spreads its branches overlooking a city park against 

a backdrop of high-rise buildings and expressways. It is a reminder 

that, while the city has branched out in many directions, its roots have 

remained strong.

This overview was provided by the City of Tulsa’s offi cial website.

The City of Tulsa manages 125 parks covering roughly 6,000 acres 

including nature centers, golf courses, Tulsa Zoo & Living Museum, Tulsa 

Garden Center (pictured above) and many city parks.

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HEAD COACH DARKO RAJAKOVIC

Darko Rajakovic
Head Coach

Darko Rajakovic (RYE-ah-koe-vich) enters his second season

as the head coach of the Tulsa 66ers. A Serbian native,

Rajakovic is the fi rst head coach born outside of North America

in NBA D-League history. The 34-year-old boasts a diverse 

coaching background with an emphasis in player development.

In 2012-13, Rajakovic worked closely with the Thunder staff 

in developing Oklahoma City players on a record 40 NBA 

D-League assignments. Rajakovic led the 66ers to a 27-23 

record, tying the franchise record for most wins under a fi rst-

year head coach. By winning 25 times in the fi rst 43 games, 

Rajakovic became the fastest Tulsa coach to achieve 25

career wins with the 66ers. 

Under Rajakovic, the 66ers advanced to their third NBA

D-League Semifi nals appearance in the past four years. Of 

the four coaches in the NBA D-League’s 2013 “Final Four”, 

Rajakovic was the only head coach to reach the Semifi nals in 

his fi rst year in the league.

During this past offseason, Rajakovic served as an assistant 

coach for Oklahoma City’s Summer League Squad, helping 

lead the Thunder to a 5-0 record at the Orlando Pro Summer 

League.

Prior to joining the 66ers, Rajakovic had spent the previous 

three years as the head coach of Espacio Torrelodones of the 

Spanish EBA League. In his fi rst season (2009), Rajakovic 

led Torrelodones to the Primera Division de Baloncesto title, 

promoting the team to the Liga EBA. 

During Rajakovic’s tenure, Torrelodones saw numerous

players receive invitations to the youth national teams of 

Spain, Serbia, Montenergro, Denmark and Congo. 

Rajakovic began his coaching career at 16 years old with 

BC Borac Cacak in Cacak, Serbia. As the youngest head 

coach in the team’s history, Rajakovic coached Borac Cacak 

to two national tournaments. Multiple Borac Cacak players

represented Serbia in international youth tournaments and 

two of Rajakovic’s players were selected to Serbia’s Senior 

National Team, competing at the European Championship 

and World Championship. 

Following his three-year stint in Cacak, Rajakovic was named 

the head coach of the U-20 and U-18 teams of Red Star

Belgrade in Serbia’s capital and largest city. At 19 years old, 

Rajakovic was again the youngest head coach in team history.
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The Serbian native focused his coaching efforts on developing and preparing 

his players to compete for Red Star’s top team. Rajakovic also scouted and 

signed many of the players in Red Star’s system. During his eight years in 

Belgrade, Rajakovic led Red Star to two Serbian championships and several 

international club tournaments. 

In 2007, Rajakovic left Red Star to begin his own basketball academy in

Belgrade, focusing on individual development. Rajakovic would work with

European players during their off months to improve their skills, primarily 

shooting, through video analysis and individual and group workouts. After 

three years of owning and managing the academy, Rajakovic accepted the 

head coach position with Espacio Torrelodones and moved to Madrid. 

The Serbia native has also been active in many international tournaments 

and events including Basketball Without Borders, NBA and FIBA Camp and 

the Eurocamp in Treviso, Italy, in 2003 and 2004. In addition to his experience 

in Europe, Rajakovic has served as an assistant coach for the San Antonio 

Spurs’ NBA Summer League teams since 2004.

In his free time, Rajakovic enjoys jazz music, theatre and hiking. He received 

a basketball coaching degree from the Belgrade Basketball Academy in 2004 

and a degree in sports management from BK University in Belgrade in 2006. 

Rajakovic speaks Serbian, Croatian and Bosnian languages as native, but is 

also fl uent in English, Spanish and basic Greek.

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2012-13 Season Notes

Getting Their Kicks on Route 66: The Thunder assigned a 

player to the Tulsa 66ers 40 times, the most assignments by an 

NBA team in NBA D-League history. The Thunder’s number of 

assignments were more than the second and third most (Houston with 

16 and San Antonio with 14) combined. Oklahoma City was very active 

in utilizing their NBA D-League affi liate, located just over 100 miles away 

and connected by Route 66 – the famous highway from which the 66ers’ 

name originated.

Thunder Road: The Tulsa 66ers saw fi ve different players assigned to them from 

the Oklahoma City Thunder this season – all of who played in at least three NBA 

D-League games. Thunder players Reggie Jackson, Perry Jones, Jeremy Lamb, 

DeAndre Liggins and Daniel Orton all played for both Oklahoma City and Tul-

sa during the season. Daniel Orton led the Thunder assignments with 29 games 

as a 66er this season. Reggie Jackson lead all OKC assignees in D-League 

averages with 28.0 points, 8.3 rebounds and 7.3 assists. The 66ers had at least one

 Oklahoma City assignee in uniform for 34 of their 50 regular-season games.

Assignments Crack the Starting Five: Three 66ers started for both the 66ers and Thunder in the 2012-13 season. 

DeAndre Liggins, who started in 19 regular-season games for Tulsa, made his fi rst NBA start on Jan. 13 against the Portland Trail 

Blazers. Perry Jones started 15 66ers games before making his fi rst NBA start against the Milwaukee Bucks on April 17. 

Reggie Jackson started three games for Tulsa before starting in nine postseason contests for Oklahoma City.

Team Basketball: The 66ers showed that when you share the ball, good things happen. Tulsa was 19-7 when fi ve or more 

players score in double digits, including 7-2 when six or more players score in double fi gures. The 66ers were also 23-8 

when they distributed more assists than their opponent. Tulsa averaged 20.1 assists per game – the sixth-best average in 

the NBA D-League.

The Butler Effect: The Tulsa 66ers acquired forward Rasual Butler from the available player pool on January 18. The 

11-year NBA veteran made an immediate impact, fi nishing the season averaging 17.8 points, 5.1 rebounds, 1.5 assists, 1.4 

blocks and 32.6 minutes in 31 games (23 starts). Prior to acquiring Butler, Tulsa averaged 94.3 points per game. In the 31 

games Butler has seen action, the 66ers average 99.2 points. Butler has scored in double fi gures 27 times, including 11 20+ 

point performances and two outings in the 30’s. His efforts earned Butler the title of 2013 NBA Development League Impact 

Player of the Year, as voted on by the NBA D-League’s 16 head coaches. Awarded to a player who joined an NBA D-League 

team’s roster after Dec. 6, the Impact Player of the Year award honors an athlete who made the greatest contribution 

following his in-season acquisition.

Mr. October: Oklahoma City Thunder guard Reggie Jackson was named the NBA Development League Performer of 

the Week for games played Dec. 17-23. Jackson led the 66ers to two wins, averaging a team-high 32.0 points to go with 

8.0 rebounds, 7.0 assists and 37.5 minutes. He led the team in scoring and assists in both games. Jackson had two 

assignments to Tulsa during the season, which allowed him to see more minutes and gain confi dence in the Thunder 

system. Following his time with the 66ers, Jackson saw a rise in responsibility with OKC, eventually starting in nine playoff 

games for the Thunder.

Quinn Gets Called Up by Cavs: Tulsa 66ers guard Chris Quinn signed a contract with the Cleveland Cavaliers for the 

remainder of the season on Mar. 20. Quinn became the second 66er and to receive a GATORADE NBA Call-Up in the 

2012-13 season and the 18th call-up in the team’s eight-year history. Daniel Orton was called up by the Oklahoma City 

Thunder on Oct. 31. Quinn was acquired by Tulsa from the available player pool on Dec. 28 and saw action in 25 games (23 

starts) with the 66ers. During his time in Tulsa, Quinn averaged 12.7 points, 2.6 rebounds, 6.1 assists and 1.3 steals in 32.5 

minutes. A fi ve-year NBA veteran, Quinn was originally signed as an undrafted free agent with the Miami Heat in 2006.

Housewarming Party: The 66ers returned to the SpiritBank Event Center after three seasons downtown at the Tulsa 

Convention Center. In their 24 home games, the 66ers went 15-9 (.625) at the SBEC.

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2012-13 Season Notes

Leading Lamb: Oklahoma City Thunder assignee Jeremy Lamb - who spent 21 games with the 66ers in the regular season 

– was one of the top scorers in the NBA D-League, averaging 21.0 points. In order to qualify as a league-leader, a player 

must have spent at least 25 games in the D-League, explaining why Lamb is not on the list. 

The Syracuse Sharpshooter: Tulsa guard Andy Rautins led the NBA 

D-League in 3-point fi eld goals (152) and fi nished third in 3-pointers a game (3.2).  The 

Syracuse product and 2013 NBA D-League Showcase 3-Point Shootout champion

boasted a .437 shooting percentage from behind the arc. Rautins broke the NBA 

D-League record for most made 3-point fi eld goals in a single season surpassing 

the 143 set by Blake Ahearn (Austin/Dakota) in the 2008-09 season. Earlier in this 

season, Rautins passed Moses Ehambe (117 3-point makes) as the all-time leader 

in made 3’s in 66ers history.

Youth Ball: The 66ers entered the postseason with six rookies on their roster – the most in franchise history for a 

playoff-bound Tulsa squad. Ron Anderson, Rodney Bartholomew, Dominique Sutton, Tony Taylor, Hollis Thompson and Isaiah 

Wilkerson were all in their fi rst season out of college and playing professional basketball for the fi rst time.

Holding Opponents: The 66ers held their opponents to 97.4 points per game – good for third best in the league. In their 27 

wins, the 66ers limited their opponent to an average of 92.1 points.

Rajakovic Finds Success in First Year: Tulsa Head Coach Darko Rajakovic led 

the 66ers to a 27-23 record to have Tulsa fi nish above .500 for the sixth time in the

franchise’s nine-year history. Rajakovic tied former Tulsa coach Nate Tibbets for the most 

wins in franchise history under a fi rst-year head coach. By winning 25 times in 43 games, 

Rajakovic became the fastest coach to achieve 25 career wins with the 66ers (Tibbets 

accumulated his 25th win in his 46th game in 2009-10).

Shooting Effi ciency: The 66ers fi nished the year ranked third in the league in fi eld goal percentage with a .460 average. 

Tulsa fi nished 11-3 when it shot over 50 percent from the fi eld as a team. The 66ers were fi rst in the league in 3-point

shooting with a .375 average.

 

Starting Five Surprises: The 66ers produced 28 different starting lineups in their 50 games. Andy Rautins led the team with 

31 starts. No single lineup was used in more than nine games.

First to Four: The Oklahoma City Thunder was the only NBA team in the 2012-13 season to have four players assigned to 

an NBA D-League team at once. Perry Jones, Jeremy Lamb, DeAndre Liggins and Daniel Orton all saw action for the 66ers 

in Tulsa’s 110-99 win over Iowa on Mar. 7. 

66ers Sweep Showcase Skills Contests: The Tulsa 66ers swept the 2012 NBA D-League Showcase skills contests on 

Jan. 9 with Andy Rautins winning the 3-Point Shootout and Dominique Sutton claiming the Slam Dunk Competition crown. 

The pair of contests were a part of the annual NBA D-League Showcase, hosted at the Reno Events Center in Reno, Nev.

Dominant Defense: Tulsa has seen strong defensive play during its season-best six-game winning streak (Feb. 12 - Mar. 

2). The 66ers held their opponents to 90 points or less in fi ve of the six games.  Tulsa’s opponents averaged 86.8 points 

during the six-game streak

Like a Broken Record: Tulsa saw two individual franchise records broken over a short period in late January. On Jan. 28 at 

Erie, Andy Rautins tied the all-time franchise record for most 3-point fi eld goals in a game by making eight on 11 attempts. 

The following game, Travis Hyman tied the all-time franchise record for blocks in a game by swatting nine Springfi eld shots 

in under 18 minutes on Jan. 30.
