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Michael Jordan
Chairman & CEO

An NBA legend, Michael Jordan was inducted into the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame in September 2009. As a player, Jordan virtually
rewrote the record book. He played 13 seasons for the Chicago Bulls, leading
the league in scoring a record 10 times. His 30.1 points per game average
is the highest in NBA history and, with 32,292 points, he ranks third on the
all-time scoring list. Jordan led the Chicago Bulls to six NBA Championship
titles and was named NBA Finals MVP during each of those series. A five-time
regular season MVP, in 1991 and 1992, he became the only player to win
back-to-back regular season and Finals MVP awards.

In March 2010, Jordan became the majority owner of the Charlotte Bobcats,
after four years as part of the team’s ownership group and its Managing
Member of Basketball Operations. Jordan is the first former player to
become the majority owner of an NBA franchise.

Jordan burst onto the national stage as a freshman at the University of
North Carolina, leading his team to the NCAA Championship with a dramatic
game-winning shot. Following a stellar college career during which he was a
two-time College Player of the Year and first team All-America, Jordan was
chosen with the third pick of the 1984 NBA Draft. Jordan is a two-time
Olympic Gold Medal winner, most famously as a member of the 1992’s
“Dream Team.”

After a brief stint as an owner and executive with the Washington Wizards
in 2000-01, Jordan returned to the court as a player for the team for the
2001-02 and 2002-03 seasons before retiring.

Off the court, Michael Jordan has also proven to be a successful businessman.
Since its creation, his Jordan Brand (a division of NIKE) has been an
innovator of athletic shoes and apparel. The Jordan Brand has grown to
become a market leader under Jordan’s creative design input. As one of the
world’s most popular and recognizable figures, Jordan’s endorsement portfolio
includes Gatorade, Upper Deck and Hanes, among others. In 2004, Jordan
formed Michael Jordan Motorsports as a result of his passion for motorcycle
racing. Among Jordan’s other Jordan’s business ventures are several
thriving restaurants.

Jordan serves as the Make-A-Wish Foundation’s Chief Wish Ambassador
and supports many other charitable causes including the James R. Jordan
Boys and Girls Club in Chicago and the Jordan Institute for Families at the
University of North Carolina, among others. His annual Michael Jordan
Celebrity Invitational golf tournament has raised over $5 million for several
worthy charities since its inception.
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Fred A. Whitfield
President & Chief Operating Officer

A talented sports executive with experience as a player, coach, agent,
sports marketer and basketball operations administrator, Fred A. Whitfield
was named President & Chief Operating Officer of Bobcats Sports &
Entertainment in July of 2006. In this role, Whitfield oversees all business
operations for the Charlotte Bobcats, Time Warner Cable Arena and the
Bobcats Youth Foundation.

A native of Greensboro, North Carolina, and a 2010 inductee into the
Guilford County Sports Hall of Fame, Whitfield brings a portfolio that includes
Brand Jordan, a division of Nike, Inc.; the Washington Wizards; Nike
Basketball; Falk Associates Management Enterprises (F.A.M.E.); a private
law practice; Achievements Unlimited Basketball School; and the HoopTee
Celebrity Golf Classic.

Prior to joining the Bobcats, Whitfield served as Director of Business and
Legal Affairs for Brand Jordan, where he managed endorsements and sports
marketing strategy and execution for the elite division of Nike. Brand Jordan's
clients include some of the world’s top athletes, including Ray Allen, Carmelo
Anthony, Richard Hamilton, Derek Jeter, Chris Paul and Dwyane Wade.

From 2000-2003, Whitfield served as Director of Player Personnel & Assistant
Legal Counsel for the Washington Wizards. While there, he was responsible

for the team’s salary cap administration and managing contractual issues.
He is widely credited with helping turn around the team'’s troubled salary cap
situation, enabling that franchise to rebuild through trades and free agency.

Prior to that position, Whitfield served as Director of Player Development
for Nike Basketball, where he was responsible for negotiating endorsement
contracts and overseeing business relationships for more than 150 NBA
players. His career in sports began with F.A.M.E., one of the industry’s most
prestigious sports management firms, as Director of the Carolinas Region,
based in Charlotte. Prior to joining F.A.M.E., Whitfield established and
managed a successful law practice in Greensboro.

True to his Carolina roots, the Southeast Guilford High School graduate is
the Founder and Director of Achievements Unlimited Basketball School, a
camp for kids that combines the teaching of fundamental basketball skills
with an emphasis on the importance of academics and living a life free of
substance abuse. Whitfield is also the Founder of HoopTee Charities and
the HoopTee Celebrity Golf Classic, which raises money to promote education,
health and physical fitness for underprivileged children and provide scholar-
ships for camps and other educational and athletic opportunities. Numerous
sports celebrities visit Achievements Unlimited and HoopTee annually,
including Michael Jordan, Jon Beason, Alonzo Mourning, Dre Bly, Chris Paul,
Dell Curry, Denny Hamlin and Everette Brown. After celebrating its 25th
anniversary in Greensboro in July 2009, Achievements Unlimited moved
to Charlotte for the first time in July 2010.

A 1980 graduate of Campbell University, Whitfield was an all-south, team MVP
and captain basketball player and was inducted into the school’s Sports Hall
of Fame in 1995. He earned a B.B.A. degree in Economics and then
completed his M.B.A. at Campbell in Marketing while serving as Assistant
Basketball Coach for the Camels. From there, he graduated with a Juris Doctor
degree from North Carolina Central University School of Law where he served
as Student Bar Association President.

Whitfield and his wife Mary reside in Charlotte.
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Rod Higgins

General Manager

Rod Higgins became the second General Manager in Charlotte Bobcats history on May 31, 2007, bringing
more than 25 years of NBA experience as a player, coach and front office executive to Charlotte. Higgins
manages and oversees all player personnel matters, including professional and collegiate scouting, draft
preparations, training camp, preseason scheduling and the team’s athletic training, equipment and con-
ditioning programs. Among Higgins’ accomplishments in his tenure with the Bobcats are the December
2008 acquisition of Boris Diaw, the November 2009 acquisition of Stephen Jackson, the February 2010
acquisition of Tyrus Thomas and the successful re-signing of Gerald Wallace.

FRONT OFFICE

Before joining the Bobcats, Higgins spent three seasons as General Manager of the Golden State War-
riors. Prior to that, he spent three seasons as Assistant General Manager for the Washington Wizards,
where he worked with Bobcats Chairman & CEO Michael Jordan, his one-time teammate with the Bulls.
His responsibilities there included collaborating on all basketball decisions, including transactions
and trades, and working with player personnel and scouting. Before moving to the front office with the
Wizards, Higgins was an assistant coach from 1994-2000 with the Warriors.

BASKETBALL OPS

In 13 seasons as an NBA player, Higgins averaged 9.0 points, 3.6 rebounds and 1.6 assists in 779 games
spread between Golden State, Chicago, Seattle, San Antonio, New Jersey, Sacramento and Cleveland.
Originally selected by the Bulls in the second round of the 1982 NBA Draft, Higgins appeared in 33
playoff games, averaging 7.9 points, 3.4 rebounds and 1.7 assists. He spent seven seasons with the
Warriors, including playing the first five games of the 1994-95 campaign for the team before moving to
the bench as an assistant coach on November 19, 1994. Higgins still ranks among the Warriors all-time
leaders in free throw percentage (seventh), three-point field goals (eighth) and three-point field goal
attempts (ninth), as well as among the franchise playoff leaders in three-point field goal attempts (fifth),
three-point field goals (tied for sixth), free throw percentage (seventh), blocked shots (eighth) and steals
(tenth).

Higgins played four years at Fresno State University (1978-82), where he led the Bulldogs in scoring

in each of his last three seasons and guided the team to two PCAA Championships. A First Team All-
Conference selection as both a junior and senior, he earned Honorable Mention All-America honors from
both the Associated Press and The Sporting News as a senior.

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Chris Whitney

Director of Player Development

Chris Whitney joins the Bobcats for his first season as Director of Player Development. In this role, the 11-year
NBA veteran provides guidance to Bobcats players to help them develop life skills, both professionally and
socially, and assists them in planning for life after basketball.

Whitney, who was initially selected by San Antonio with the 47th overall pick in the 1993 NBA Draft, played
in 579 career NBA games for San Antonio, Washington, Denver and Orlando, averaging 6.5 points, 2.8 assists
and 1.4 rebounds. Eight of his 11 seasons came with the Bullets/Wizards, where he remains the team’s all-time
career leader in free-throw percentage (.885) and ranks third all-time in three-point field goals (481).

Whitney played collegiately at Clemson University from 1991-93, following two seasons at Lincoln Trail College
in Robinson, lllinois, where he was named First Team NJCAA All-American in 1991. He is Clemson’s career
leader in three-point field goals per game (2.88), while ranking second in steals per game (1.97), second
in assists per game (6.10) and fifth in three-point percentage (.413). Despite playing only two seasons,
Whitney ranks seventh among the school’s career leaders in three-point field goals (167) and ninth in
career assists (354). He is one of just four players in school history with consecutive seasons of 80 or more
three-point field goals.

While playing with the Wizards, Whitney created the C-WHIT (Children with Hope in Tomorrow) Foundation
to assist programs dedicated to helping children in Washington, DC, and his hometown of Hopkinsville,
Kentucky. He was the runner-up for the NBA's Sportsmanship Award in 2000-01.

Whitney and his wife, Charlotta, were married on January 1, 2009.

B.J. Evans

Director of Basketball Communications

B.J. Evans begins his seventh season with the Charlotte Bobcats and his 17th year overall in professional
and collegiate sports. Evans, who initially joined the Bobcats as Public Relations Manager in March 2004,
oversees the organization’s basketball publicity efforts and is the primary liaison between the team and the
local, national and international media. He is also responsible for day-to-day media operations and coordinates
press conferences and interviews for the team's players, coaches and front office staff.

Evans was named Director of Media Services in May of 2006 and took over the department, which was later
changed to Basketball Communications, in December of that year.

Prior to joining the Bobcats, Evans spent two seasons as Assistant Director of Sports Media Relations with
the Miami Heat and was the Media Relations Manager for the former NBA D-League affiliate Asheville Altitude
during the league’s inaugural season, managing all of the team’s media relations functions.

Evans served as Assistant Commissioner for Media Relations at the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference
(MEAC) for three seasons and served as an NCAA Committee Representative for the NCAA Women's Basketball
Tournament from 1999-2001. Additionally, his experience includes stints as Sports Information Director
and Game Operations Manager at North Carolina A&T State University and at the University of Maryland-
Eastern Shore. During the 1996 Centennial Olympic Games in Atlanta, he served as Tribune Manager at the
inaugural beach volleyball venue.

Josh Rosen
Basketball Communications Manager

Josh Rosen is in his fourth season with the Bobcats as Basketball Communications Manager after joining
the organization in August 2007. Rosen assists with the team’s day-to-day media relations efforts, including
overseeing game-night media operations and credentialing, writing press releases and game notes, and
fulfilling interview and statistical requests. Rosen also serves as editor of the Bobcats media guide and compiled
the team’s first-ever playoff media guide last season.

Prior to joining the Bobcats, Rosen spent more than four years at Street & Smith’s SportsBusiness Daily,

including two and a half years as Assistant M Editor. His previous experience also includes one

season as Media Relations Coordinator for the Carolina Cobras of the Arena Football League and two seasons
- as Public Relations Assistant for the Charlotte Sting of the WNBA.
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Larry Brown
Head Coach

Larry Brown was named the third head coach in Charlotte Bobcats history on April 29, 2008. Brown, who
was enshrined in the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 2002, has 36 years of head coaching
experience on his impressive resume, including 25 seasons in the NBA. In 29 seasons as a head coach

in the NBA and ABA, Brown has a record of 1,318-992 (.571) as a professional coach, joining only Don
Nelson (1,335) and Lenny Wilkens (1,332) in the 1,300-win club.

The NBA Coach of the Year in 2000-01 with the Philadelphia 76ers, Brown ranks sixth on the NBA's
all-time wins list with a career record of 1,089-885 (.552). In 25 NBA seasons, he has led his teams to 18
playoff appearances, eight 50-win seasons, seven division titles, three conference championships and
one NBA Championship with the Pistons in 2003-04. Brown's record in the NBA playoffs is 100-93 (.518),
which ranks him fourth all-time in both wins and games coached. He has been a head coach in the NBA
All-Star Game on two occasions (1977 and 2001) and has won eight NBA Coach of the Month awards.

In addition to his NBA experience, Brown spent four seasons as a head coach in the ABA, where he led his
teams to three division titles and was named Coach of the Year three times. His record of 229-107 (.682)
was the fifth-best win total in the nine-year history of the league. Brown also spent seven seasons on

the college level, two at UCLA and five at the University of Kansas. Brown led Kansas to an NCAA title in
1987-88, making him the only head coach ever to win both NCAA and NBA championships.

Brown began his coaching career in 1972-73 in the ABA, where he coached the Carolina Cougars for
two seasons before moving to the Denver Nuggets for two more seasons. He continued with the Nuggets
following their move to the NBA for the 1976-77 season and has since served as head coach of the New
Jersey Nets, San Antonio Spurs, Los Angeles Clippers, Indiana Pacers, Philadelphia 76ers, Detroit Pistons
and New York Knicks.

In keeping with his reputation as a teacher, more than 35 of Brown’s former players and assistant
coaches have gone on to become head coaches at the NBA or NCAA levels. Brown’s lineage includes
seven current NBA head coaches — Alvin Gentry (Suns), Avery Johnson (Nets), John Kuester (Pistons),
Gregg Papovich (Spurs), Doc Rivers (Celtics), Byron Scott (Cavaliers) and Monty Williams (Hornets) — as
well as the current general managers or heads of basketball operations of five NBA teams — R.C. Buford
and Popovich (Spurs), John Hammond (Bucks), Billy King (Nets), Kevin 0’Connor (Jazz) and Donnie Walsh
(Knicks).

Brown also served as head coach of the Bronze Medal-winning U.S. Olympic team in 2004 and was an
assistant coach for the 1980 team that did not participate in the Moscow Olympics and for the 2000
team that won a Gold Medal in Sydney. Winning a Gold Medal as a player on the 1964 U.S. team, he is the
only male basketball participant to both play and serve as head coach for the U.S. Olympic team.

Prior to coaching, Brown spent five seasons as a player in the ABA, averaging 11.2 points and 6.7 assists
in 376 career games for five teams. A three-time ABA All-Star, Brown won the 1969 ABA Championship as
a member of the Oakland Oaks and set the league’s single-game record for assists with 23 on February
20, 1972 as a member of the Denver Nuggets.

Brown, who played collegiately at the University of North Carolina from 1959-63, was born September 14,
1940, in Brooklyn, New York. He and his wife, Shelly, have two children, L.J. and Madison. He also has two
older daughters, Kristen and Alli, and five grandchildren.

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Herb Brown
Assistant Coach

In his third season with the Bobcats, Herb Brown brings 40-plus years of coaching experience to Charlotte,
where he is reunited with his brother for a fourth time. Herb Brown was previously an assistant on Larry
Brown’s staffs in Indiana, Detroit and Philadelphia, having helped lead the Pistons to the 2004 NBA
Championship and the 76ers to the 2001 Eastern Conference Championship.

Herb Brown, who spent the last four seasons with the Atlanta Hawks, was head coach of the Pistons
from 1976-78, leading Detroit to back-to-back playoff appearances, and has served as an assistant with
Houston, Phoenix, Chicago and Portland, in addition to the Pacers, Pistons, 76ers and Hawks. He also
served as a scout for Milwaukee, Indiana, Philadelphia and Chicago, earning championship rings with
the Bulls in 1992 and 1993.

Brown began his coaching career in 1960 with 14 seasons as an assistant and head coach on the
collegiate level at C.W. Post College and Stony Brook University. He went on to win championships in the
European Professional Basketball League (Israel Sabras, 1975-76) and Western Basketball Association
(Tucson Gunners, 1979-80) before spending four seasons in the CBA, where he led his teams to the playoffs
each year and earned Coach of the Year honors in 1984. He also spent 15 summers in the Puerto Rico
Basketball League, where his teams went to the playoffs each year and won a championship in 1984

Internationally, Brown has coached Team USA three times at the Maccabiah Games in Israel, leading his
teams to a Gold Medal in 2001 and Bronze Medals in 1997 and 2005. In addition, in 1972 he helped
train the national team of Pakistan for the Asian Games on behalf of the U.S. State Department.

Brown, who has written three books about basketball, is an active participant in the NBA's Basketball
Without Borders, Peace Players International and the Friendship Games. In 2007, he was inducted into
the U.S. Jewish Sports Hall of Fame, joining Larry Brown, who was inducted in 1994, to become the only
brothers to have been inducted. In June 2009, Brown received an Alumni Achievement Award from his
alma mater, the University of Vermont.

Herb and his wife, Sherri, have four kids and seven grandchildren. They make their offseason home in
Portland, Oregon.

Jeff Capel

Assistant Coach

After successful head coaching tenures at the college and minor league levels, Jeff Capel has served as
an assistant coach for the Bobcats since the team’s inaugural season.

He was the head coach of the Fayetteville Patriots in the NBA Development League for two-plus seasons,
with a 69-61 (.531) record. He took over the head coaching job midway through the Patriots’ inaugural
season in 2001-02. In his first full season, he guided the team to the D-League Finals and a league-best
32-18 record. In 2003-04, Capel coached four players who earned call-ups to the NBA and still led the
Patriots to the postseason.

Capel spent 12 years as a college head coach at 0ld Dominion, North Carolina A&T and Fayetteville State,
with a combined record of 201-162 (.554). In a seven-year run at Old Dominion, Capel compiled a 122-98
(.555) record, a school-record 25-win season, two NCAA Tournament appearances and one postseason
NIT berth. Capel spent the 1993-94 season at North Carolina A&T, where he led the Aggies to the MEAC
Championship, an NCAA Tournament berth and a 15-13 record. His first head coaching job on the college
level came at his alma mater, Fayetteville State, where he posted a 64-51 (.557) record from 1989-93.

Ford won the John Wooden Award and was named ACC Player of the Year in 1978,
and was named ACC Athlete of the Year in both 1977 and 1978. Ford, who led the Tar Heels in scoring
three times and led the ACC in assists three times, had his No. 12 jersey retired by the school. He was also

a member of the Gold Medal-winning United States team at the 1976 Montreal Olympics, where he averaged
11.3 points during competition.

The NBA Expansion Committee unanimously recommends that the NBA Board of Governors approve
an expansion franchise for the city of Charlotte, to be owned and operated by Robert L. Johnson.

Ed Tapscott is hired as the organization’s Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer. Tapscott
oversees the business and basketball operations for both the Charlotte NBA franchise and the WNBA's
Charlotte Sting.

The NBA Board of Governors unanimously approves the granting of an expansion team to Charlotte to be
owned by Robert L. Johnson. Johnson also immediately takes over ownership of the WNBA's Charlotte Sting.

Robert L. Johnson endorses agreements negotiated between the NBA and the city of Charlotte for the
development and operation of the city’s new basketball arena.

Sports Illustrated names Robert L. Johnson #1 on its list of 101 Most Influential Minorities in Sports.
On the same list, Executive Vice President and Chief Operating Officer Ed Tapscott ranked #56.

The Charlotte NBA expansion franchise narrows the choice for the team’s nickname to three finalists.
The Bobcats, Dragons and Flight are chosen out of approximately 1,250 suggestions submitted to the team
and the Charlotte Regional Sports Commission.

Robert L. Johnson donates $1 million to benefit the West Boulevard YMCA. The donation will be used for a new
YMCA on the corner of Donald Ross Road and West Boulevard to aid citizens of West Corridor.

At a street festival at Trade and Tryon Streets that attracts an overflow crowd of 7,000 fans, the Charlotte NBA
expansion franchise unveils Bobcats as the team nickname, while also revealing the new logo and color
scheme that includes orange as the primary color. Robert L. Johnson is joined by Charlotte Mayor Pat McCrory
and NBA Commissioner David Stern.

Charlotte resident Cary Mitchell, a nationally-recognized custom clothing designer, will serve as a consultant
on the design of the Bobcats’ uniform. Mitchell, who is active in the Charlotte community, will donate his
fee to area charities.

Official groundblasting for the new Charlotte Bobcats Arena takes place on the arena site with 5,000 spectators
in attendance. Robert L. Johnson, Mayor Pat McCrory, members of the Charlotte City Council, the Charlotte
Coliseum Authority and the entire Charlotte Sting team join with an array of family, show characters and other
live event industry performers for the ceremony and festival. The Bobcats will operate the new facility.

The Bobcats initiate a program that provides former Hornets season ticket holders with first priority to purchase
Bobcats season tickets before the general public. Those who had season tickets in 2001-02 can reclaim their
exact seat locations for the Bobcats’ inaugural 2004-05 season in the Charlotte Coliseum.

The Bobcats announce that all season ticket holders who purchase Bobcats season tickets for the first five
seasons will obtain a FREE Seat License for each seat subscribed.

An influential group of local Charlotte investors joins majority owner Robert L. Johnson as minority partners
in Bobcats Basketball Holdings, LLC, the ownership group of the Charlotte Bobcats and the Charlotte Sting.
Investor principles include: Bank of America Corporation; Wachovia Corporation; Skipper Beck; M. L. Carr;
Howard Levine; Hugh McColl, Jr.; Felix Sabates; Nelson Schwab I1I; Anderson Warlick; Ed Weisiger, Jr.; and
Professional Sports Investment Group led by managing partners Rev. Claude Alexander and Dr. Spurgeon
Webber I11.

Bernie Bickerstaff is hired in a dual role as the Bobcats’ General Manager and Head Coach. In conjunction with
that announcement, the team introduces the basketball operations staff: Karl Hicks, Assistant General Manager;
Gary Brokaw, Director of Player Personnel; Tim Shea, Director of International Scouting; Kenny Williamson,
Director of Scouting; and Frank Ross, scout.

Season tickets for the 2004-05 season go on sale to the general public at the Charlotte Coliseum. At the event,
the Bobcats also unveil their new team mascot — an orange bobcat with sunglasses, a black button-down
jersey, denim shorts and blue high-top basketball sneakers.

The NBA announces the divisional alignment for competition when the Bobcats join for the 2004-05 season.
Charlotte will be in the Southeast Division with Atlanta, Miami, Orlando and Washington. With 30 teams,
the NBA will consist of six, five-team divisions that will be divided into two, 15-team conferences.

Rufus is selected as the name for the team’s new mascot in an announcement at Belk in SouthPark Mall.
Rufus was overwhelmingly the fan favorite in online voting on BobcatsBasketball.com.

PRESS ROOM

The press workrooms are located on the event level,
near the locker rooms and interview room, and are
open 2 1/2 hours before game time. Press room us-
age s limited to working media and game staff only.
Telephones, wireless internet access, game notes,
media guides, statistics, quotes and out-of-town
scores are available in this area. Please use common
courtesy in maintaining a quiet working environ-
ment in the press workrooms.

SINGLE-GAME CREDENTIALS

Media members wishing to cover a single game
must submit their requests at least 48 hours prior
to the intended game. Requests for games on Sun-
day, Monday or Tuesday must be submitted by Noon
on the preceding Friday.

COACHES PREGAME
& POSTGAME AVAILABILITY

Bobcats Head Coach Larry Brown will hold his pre-
game media session two hours prior to tip-off for
all home games, and he will conduct his postgame
media session in the main interview room adjacent
to the press workrooms. During postgame media
sessions, priority must be given to those media on
deadline (print and live broadcast), and interviews
should be limited to game comments.

LOCKER ROOM ACCESS

Both the Bobcats and visiting team’s locker rooms
are located down the hallway from each other and
the press work area.

On April 8, 2008, Bobcats Sports & Entertainment (BSE) announced a naming rights agreement had
been reached with Time Warner Cable, and the arena located in the heart of uptown Charlotte, North Carolina,
was renamed Time Warner Cable Arena.® Opened on October 21, 2005, with a sold-out performance by
The Rolling Stones, Time Warner Cable Arena is home to the NBA's Charlotte Bobcats and AHL's Charlotte
Checkers and will host almost 200 events in 2010-11, including college and professional sports, major
concerts and family shows.

Since opening its doors five years ago, Time Warner Cable Arena has played host to the biggest names in
entertainment, including Bruce Springsteen, Bon Jovi, Paul McCartney, The Jonas Brothers, Aerosmith,
Beyonce, U2, Stevie Wonder, Keith Urban, Lady Gaga, Billy Joel and Elton John. Over the years, Time Warner
Cable Arena has also played host to multiple visits from family shows like the Ringling Bros. and Barnum
& Bailey Circus, Disney on Ice, Monster Jam and the Harlem Globetrotters. College basketball has also
quickly become a staple at the venue, with the CIAA, Southern Conference, ACC and NCAA all bringing
their tournaments to the building, along with a bevy of regular season games.

“Our goal is to make Time Warner Cable Arena the epicenter for sports and entertainment in the Carolinas,”
said BSE President and Chief Operating Officer Fred Whitfield. “We do that by attracting world class
performances to this world class facility, and showcasing uptown Charlotte as one of the region’s most
vibrant and energetic destinations.”

BSE, which operates the city-owned building, set out to “wow” the
community by providing a unique experience for guests while treating
them to a superior level of amenities. The arena’s most distinctive
element is the 38-foot high, 36-foot wide, 80,000-pound scoreboard,
created by Spurgeon Design Group and manufactured by Daktronics,
which features a three-dimensional, backlit Charlotte city skyline that
sits atop the center-hung display. The skyline “comes to life” through
a 360-degree projection system that allows the sky to change at the
touch of a button.

One of the arena’s most unique attractions is Rock the Rooftop, a fan
zone located on the Uptown Concourse. With an open view of the lower
bowl, Rock the Rooftop provides the ultimate setting for indoor tailgating,
complete with concessions, an interactive kids area and a 35-foot
water tower that features a theatrically lit stage.

Ticket holder comfort is the hallmark of the Time Warner Cable Arena
experience. The arena features 60 percent of its seating from baseline
to baseline, providing guests with a unique feeling of closeness to
the court, stage or ice. Generous seating and legroom is standard in
every seat, and seating configurations for Time Warner Cable Arena
were developed by incorporating the best elements from other NBA
and NHL facilities.

Food is important to providing an emotionally engaging experience
for guests, and highly regarded Charlotte food consultant John Sergi
and Levy Restaurants prepare all the food offerings at Time Warner
Cable Arena. Guests enjoy incredibly diverse menus with something
for everyone, from fan favorites at general concessions and to the
unexpected in Frontcourt, the arena’s fine-dining restaurant. Pre-planned
catering for business events or entertaining is also available, demonstrat-
ing again that Time Warner Cable Arena is committed to providing its
guests with the best, regardless of where they are in the building.

Indoors or out, patrons of Time Warner Cable Arena are reminded of
Charlotte’s rise as a world class city. The outdoor Trade Street plaza
features a large video screen to see coming attractions, a sizeable
entertainment stage and access to the fully appointed Team Store
where fans can purchase team apparel and gifts. As guests enter the
four-story atrium located off the plaza, they are greeted by one part
of the arena’s major public art projects: a large colored-tile mural by
artist Mike Mandel depicting the history of basketball in the Piedmont.
Additional pieces of public art are located both inside and outside
the building, and include the four lighted entry columns on Trade Street
by artist Andrew Leicester, the main lobby’s colorful terrazzo floor
created by Thomas Sayre, photographic murals by local artist Tommie
Robinson and three outdoor carved granite benches by Paul J. Sires.
