Credentials
2009-10 Trail Blazers season credentials will need a playoff sticker to remain valid through the Conference Finals,
should the team advance. Stickers may be obtained at the media entrance or from a member of the Trail Blazers
Communications staff.

Please note that
all requests will be reviewed, and outlets will be notified by email. If you do not receive a response within 24 hours,
please call 503-797-9887.

International Media
International media must acquire credentials by submitting a request in writing to the NBA office. All interview and
credential requests must be emailed to the attention of Rachel Walsh at ~,alsh@nb~.com.

The majority of interview requests will be accommodated within the media access period that follows practice or
shootaround. Please contact Aaron Grossman (aar_oj~grossma _r~trailblazer.s~om) with additional requests.

Locker Rooms
Locker rooms are located on the west side of the building (to your right upon entering the building).

Pregame: Locker rooms will be open 90 minutes before game time for a 45-minute period.

Postgame: Locker rooms will open 10 minutes after the conclusion of the game.

Parking
Complimentary parking is unavailable on game nights. The parking lot closest to the media entrance, the Annex
Garage, is located off o! Drexler Drive (west side of the Rose Garden).

Credential pick-up/media entrance
The media entrance will open three hours before game time. The entrance is located off of Drexler Drive (West side of
Rose Garden), through the loading dock. Enter through the door next to the security command center.

Media dining
The media dining room has been relocated opposite the Courtside Club in the Northwest corner (just left of media gate
upon entrance) of the arena. Meal tickets may be purchased at the dining room entrance for a cost of $8. The media
dining room will have beverages available throughout the game.

Media Seating
Seating in all media sections, including photo lanes, is assigned by the Trail Blazers Communications staff. Seating
charts may be found in the media work rooms.

Photographers
There are a limited number of photo lanes available for television and still photographers. Photo lanes are assigned by
the Trail Blazers Communications stall. Charts will be posted in the media rooms.

For the safety of players, and in accordance with league rules, remote cameras and tripods are not allowed on the
playing Iloor during the game, and all cameras must have a rubber shade lens cover. Work stations for all
photographers will be located in locker room ’B’ (between home and visiting locker rooms).

Wireless Internet / Telephones
The media rooms are equipped with password-protected wireless internet access. Media can obtain password
information from media room host Chuck Charnquist or a member of the Trail Blazers Communications staff.

Nate McMillan, Head Coach

Through five seasons as Head Coach of the Portland Trail Blazers, Nate McMillan has taken one
of the youngest teams in the NBA and developed it into a rising power in the Western Conference.
In 2009-10, McMillan’s Trail Blazers overcame 311 games missed by injury to lead the team to a
50-32 record and its second consecutive trip to the postseason. Eight different Trail Blazers
missed at least 15 games due to injury this season, including six of the eight leading scorers from
last season. Playing against the odds, McMillan and the Trail Blazers crossed the 50-win mark
after finishing with a 15-5 record in March and April entering the 2010 NBA Playoffs.

McMillan became the 15~ youngest coach in NBA history to reach 400 wins with a March 12 win at
Sacramento this season. Fifteen days later, he earned his 191= win in Portland, passing Mike
Dunleavy for third among all-time Trail Blazers head coaches.

Portland’s successful 50-win campaign this season came on the heels of a 54-win year in 2008-09 that earned the Trail Blazers
a share of the Northwest Division title and landed Portland in the NBA Playoffs for the first time in six years. Portland finished the
year a season-high 26 games above .500 at 54-28, the best record by a Trail Blazers team since 1999-2000, and the sixth-best
record in franchise history.

With a 41-41 record in 2007-08, McMillan guided the Trail Blazers to their first season of .500 or better since 2003-04. The nine-
game win increase from the previous year was the fifth-best improvement in the NBA. McMillan, who was named the Western
Conference Coach of the Month for December of that season, was recognized for leading the team to a 13-game winning streak
and a 13-2 month. The streak was the second best in the NBA that season and the second longest in Trail Blazers history.

McMillan finished his second season as head coach of the Trail Blazers in 2006-07 with a 32-50 record, an 11-game
improvement from the season prior. That upswing in wins ranked third in the NBA in 2006-07 and is tied for the franchise’s fourth
greatest improvement, all-time.

In 2005, McMillan drew the attention of USA Basketball and was named an assistant coach on the U.S. Men’s Senior National
Team that captured the Gold Medal in the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing, China. McMillan, along with head coach Mike
Krzyzewski and fellow assistants Mike D’Antoni and Jim Boeheim, composed the coaching staff on a squad that featured NBA
stars LeBron James, Kobe Bryant, Carmelo Anthony and Dwight Howard. It was announced in the summer of 2009 that
McMillan and the coaching staff would return for another run together in their quest for a FIBA Wodd Championship in 2010 and
another Olympic Gold Medal in 2012.

After spending neady two decades as a player and coach in Seattle, McMillan was introduced to Portland on July 7, 2005, as the
Trail Blazers’ 12th head coach. He stepped into the Trail Blazers’ top coaching position after capping a five-year tenure in
Seattle, where he led the SuperSonics to the Northwest Division title and the league’s sixth best record (52-30).

Affectionately known as "Mr. Sonic" in the Seattle area, McMillan spent his entire 12-year NBA playing career in a SeatlJe
uniform. After stepping down as a I~ayer, he served for two years as an assistant on head coach Paul Westphal’s staff. Fifteen
games into the 2000-01 season he was elevated to interim head coach. The 12th head coach in SuperSonics’ history, McMillan
was at the time the youngest in the NBA at age 36. He made his coaching debut with a 105-93 victory over the Trail Blazers in
the Rose Garden on Nov. 28, 2000, and the Sonics went 38-29 the rest of that season. The interim status was removed from
McMillan’s contract on Jan. 5, 2001.

The 2001-02 Seattle team posted a 45-37 regular season record and earned the seventh seed in the Western Conference
Playoffs, forcing San Antonio to the series-deciding fifth game in the first round before losing.

Selected by the SuperSonics out of North Carolina State with the 30th pick in the 1986 NBA Draft, McMillan went on to become
one of Seaffie’s most popular players and the franchise’s all-time leader in assists and steals. He still ranks second in both
categories and among the top 10 in eight other columns. Rated as one of the league’s top defensive players with a hard-nosed
style of play, McMillan was named to the AII-NBA Defensive Second Team in 1994 and 1995. He led the league in steals in
1994-95, averaging a career-high 2.96 per game. McMillan posted a career average of 6.1 assists in 796 regular season games.
On Feb. 26, 1987 vs. the Clippers, he dished out 25 assists, a league one-game rookie record he still shares with Emie
DiGregorio.

Seattle retired his No. 10 jersey in ceremonies on March 24, 1999, and in 2001 he was inducted to the National Junior College
Basketball Hail of Fame. McMillan led Chowan College of Murfreesboro, N.C., to the 1984 NJCAA National Tournament and
was named NJCAA All-American before transferring to North Carolina State for his final two years of college.

Born Aug. 3, 1964, in Raleigh, N.C.0 McMillan and his wife, Michelle, have two children. Jamelle and Bnttany.



Dean Demopoulos, Lead Assistant Coach
Dean Demopoulos has completed his fifth season in Portland since moving down Interstate 5 to reunite with his former
boss, Nate McMillan, as lead assistant coach after serving as an assistant in Seattle for four years. Demopoulos went to
the SuperSonics in 2001 after 18 seasons of college coaching, 17 of those alongside Hall of Famer John Chaney at
Temple University. Before Seattle, he served as head coach for one year at University o! Missouri-Kansas City. That year,
UMKC was ranked in the top 10 nationally in several statistical categories, including fewest turnovers 19.5 per game) and
scoring defense (60.5 points per game). Demopoulos was an assistant under Chaney from 1983-84 through 1998-99.
During that span, the Owls became a national basketball powe~ouse, amassing a 393-151 (72.2%) record, making it to
the NCAA Tournament 16 times and to the Elite Eight on four occasions. The run included 11 consecutive postseason
appearances from 1990 to 2000. Temple won seven Atlantic 10 Conference titles and five conference tournament crowns,
and in 1987-88, tinished 32-2, earning the No. 1 ranking in the final Associated Press, UPI and USA Today/CNN polls.
Fourteen Temple players went to the NBA during his tenure at the Philadelphia school. Born March 29, 1954, in
Philadelphia, Demopoulos graduated from West Chester State in 1977 with a degree in comprehensive social sciences.
He coached at Kennelt, Pa., H.S. one year before joining John Chaney’s staff. He and his wife, Pare, have a daughter,
Allie, and a son, James.

Monty Williams, Assistant Coach
Having tinished his fifth season on the Trail Blazers bench, Monty Williams is considered one of the promising young
coaches in the NBA. Head Coach Nate McMillan charged Williams with running the team’s 2007 and 2008 entries into the
NBA Summer League in Las Vegas. The two teams featured young Trail Blazers prospects Greg Oden, LaMarcus
Aldridge, Petteri Koponen, Jerryd Bayless and Nicolas Batum. Prior to joining the Trail Blazers, he earned a ring as a
coaching staff intern with the NBA champion San Antonio Spurs in 2004-05, and during the summer of 2005, coached the
Spurs’ Summer League entry in the Rocky Mountain Revue. Williams was a 10-year veteran of the NBA before chronic
knee problems forced him into retirement in 2003. Selected by New York in the first round (24th pick overall) in the 1994
NBA Draft out of Notre Dame, Williams played for the Knicks, San Antonio, Denver, Orlando and Philadelphia. His best
season was with the Spurs in 1996-97, when he averaged 9.0 points, 3.2 rebounds and 1.4 assists in 65 games and shot
50.9% from the field. Williams was a 6.3 ppg scorer in 456 career NBA games. He was an honorable mention All-
American at Notre Dame after averaging 22.4 points and 8.4 rebounds during his senior season. Williams was away from
basketball for two years during college (from 1990 to 1992) after being diagnosed with hypertropic cardiomyopathy, a rare
condition of thickened muscle between the chambers of the heart. He earned a degree from Notre Dame’s College of Arts
and Letters, majoring in communications and theatre and was a 4.0 student at Potomac High School in Oxon Hill, Md.
Active in the Fellowship of Christian Athletes, he was involved with fellow NBA guard Chadie Ward in distributing shoes
and athletic equipment to impoverished communities in South Africa. He and his wile, Ingrid, are the parents of four
children.

Maurice Lucas, Assistant Coach
"Luuuuuuuke!" The fan chant so familiar in the Memorial Coliseum during the Trail Blazers’ 1977 glory days can be heard
again in the Rose Garden as Maurice Lucas logged his sixth season as assistant coach in 2009-10. He previously served
as an assistant during the 1988-89 season. Lucas, who took 17 years off from full involvement in basketball to help raise
his family, reunited with McMillan when he returned to the Trail Blazers in 2005. Lucas was a seasoned veteran with the
Seattle SuperSonics in 1986-87, the year McMillan entered the league as a rookie guard. A two-time All-Star in the
American Basketball Association, Luke came to the Trail Blazers as the second pick in the 1976 ABA dispersal draft.
Experts say the acquisition was the final piece needed in the construction of the team that won the championship in the
franchise’s first post-season appearance. Known as "The Enforcer," Lucas teamed with center Bill Walton for one of the
league’s most feared combinations around the basket. He led Portland in scodng that title year, averaging 20.2 points a
contest and was second to Walton in rebounding with 11.4 boards per game. AII-NBA second team in 1977-78 and twice
AII-NBA Defense---first team in 1977-78 and second in 1978-79--he was a live-time All-Star game participant, three of
those while wearing Trail Blazers colors. Traded to New Jersey in the middle of the 1979-80 season, he also played for
New York, Phoenix, the L.A. Lakers and Seattle before finishing his 14-year professional career back in Portland in 1987-
88. He averaged 15.6 points and 8.7 rebounds in 330 games as a Trail Blazer and 14.4 points and 8.8 rebounds during
an 855 game NBA career. Lucas’ number 20 was officially retired by the Trail Blazers in 1988. He played for AI McGuire
at Marquette University and led the school to the 1974 NCAA Championship Finals. He scored 21 points and had 13
rebounds as Marquette lost to North Carolina State in the title game. Lucas serves as member of the board of the NBA
Retired Players Association and has been involved in a number of successlul business ventures in the Portland area. He
lives in Portland with his wife, Pamela.



Joe Prunty, Assistant Coach
Joe Prunty finished his second season as an assistant coach with the Portland Trail Blazers and his 14th season in the
NBA. Prunty served as an assistant coach with the Dallas Mavericks from 2005-08, during which the team went 178-68,
including a trip to the NBA Finals in 2006. He spent nine seasons with the San Antonio Spurs. During his time with the
Spurs, the team won three NBA Championships (1999, 2003 and 2005). Prunty joined the Spurs as the assistant video
coordinator in the summer of 1996, before being named an assistant coach at the University of San Diego in April of 1997.
He returned to the Spurs as the video coordinator in 1997-98 and was promoted to assistant coach/video coordinator
during the summer of 2000. Then in 2002-03, he was promoted to assistant coach/advance scout. Entering the 18th year
of his coaching career, Prunty has also coached on the high school and collegiate levels. He began coaching in 1992 at
University of San Diego High School and then St. Augustine High School. While at USDHS, he coached both the Lakers’
Luke Walton and former Cubs pitcher Mark Prior. Since joining Portland, Prunty has served as head or assistant coach of
the Trail Blazers’ summer league team. From 2005-2007, Prunty coached the Mavericks’ Summer League team, and
from 1999-2004 he was either head or assistant coach for the Spurs’ Summer League squad. The Sunnyvale, Calif.,
native has also worked a wide variety of summer camps, including NBA Basketball Without Borders Europe in Turkey,
NBA Developmental Camp in Indonesia, NBA Fit Camps in China, ABCD camp, Superstars, Pepperdine University and
University of San Diego. Prunty played his collegiate ball at De Anza College in Cupertino, Calif. He earned a bachelor’s
degree in speech communications from Cal Poly San Luis Obispo in 1991. He and his wife, Laura, were married in the
summer of 2002 and have a son, Luke.

Bill Bayno, Assistant Coach
Bill Bayno wrapped up his fourth season on the Trail Blazers’ bench after joining the team as an assistant coach in 2006,
following two years as an international and collegiate scout for the organization. Betore joining the club, Bayno served as
a consultant to the Caguas Criollos of the National Superior Basketball League of Puerto Rico in 2004 and worked closely
with Peter John Ramos, who was drafted later that year by the Washington Wizards. Bayno was the head coach of the
2003 CBA Champion Yakama Sun Kings for one-and-a-half seasons (2002-03). In 2002, as the head coach of Talk ’n
Text of the Philippine Professional Basketball Association, Bayno won the regular season title and led his team to the final
round of the playoffs where they lost in the final game. Former Trail Blazer Richie Frahm was also a member ot that team.
The New York native also experienced success as the head coach at UNLV from 1995-2000. Bayno’s Runnin’ Rebels
won lout conterence championships (two regular season and two conference tournament) and earned four postseason
berths. His resume also includes assistant coaching positions under University of Kentucky Head Coach John Calipari at
Massachusetts in 1988o95; Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame coach Larry Brown at Kansas in 1986-87; and P.J.
Carlesimo at Seton Hall in 1985-86. Bayno coached future NBA players Shawn Marion, Keon Clark and Tyrone Nesby at
UNLV; Marcus Camby at Massachusetts; Danny Manning at Kansas and Mark Bryant at Seton Hall. The 1985 Sacred
Heart University (Fairfield, Conn.) product earned NCAA Division-Two All-America honors and participated in the New
York Knicks’ free agent camp in 1985. Bill is the father of two foster children from Las Vegas, Betty and Semaj.

Kaleb Canales, Assistant Coach
Promoted to assistant coach in September 2009, Kaleb Canales has spent six seasons with the Trail Blazers. Canales
works closely with Portland’s young roster on fundamentals and the development of basketball skills. He has also served
as an assistant coach for Ihe team’s NBA Summer League entries in each of the last three seasons. Canales joined the
Trail Blazers as a video intern in 2004, and spent the next three seasons as the team’s video coordinator, where he
prepared scouting video for coaches and developed the team’s information technology. Prior to the 2008-09 season,
Canales continued his rise within the organization when he was promoted to assistant coach/video coordinator. Before
joining the Portland staff, Canales spent the 2003°04 season at the University of Texas-Arlington as an assistant coach for
the men’s basketball program. In 2002-03, Canales was an assistant coach for the boy’s basketball team at United High
School in Laredo, Texas. Born in Laredo, Canales earned his master’s degree in sports leadership from Virginia
Commonwealth University and his bachelor’s degree in kinesiology with a minor in Spanish from the University of Texas-
Arlington. Canales is the son of Victor and Alicia Canales, and has a sister, Chantall.



Jay Jensen, Head Athletic Trainer
Only the fourth athletic trainer in Trail Blazers history, Jay Jensen finished his 21st season in the NBA and his 16th in
Portland in 2009-10. Before joining the Trail Blazers at the start of the 1994-95 season, Jensen spent five years as the
head trainer for the Minnesota Timberwolves. Previously, he served two years as head basketball trainer at USC and also
worked for five years as assistant trainer with the Los Angeles Rams in the NFL. He served as the trainer for the Western
Conference team at the 1994 NBA All-Star Game. Jensen holds bachelor’s degrees in physical education, health and
physical therapy from Loma Linda University in California. He is one of just four trainers in the NBA who is both a certified
athletic trainer (AoT., C.) and a registered physical therapist (R.P.T.). He is a certilied member ol the National Athletic
Trainers’ Association, California Athletic Trainers Association and the American Physical Therapy Association.

Geoff Clark, Assistant Athletic Trainer
Geoff Clark completed his 12th season with the Trail Blazers in 2009-10. He came to Portland following an eight-year stint
in Yakima, Wash., at an outpatient physical therapy clinic where he was assigned to the CBA’s Yakima Sun Kings as
head athletic trainer. Prior to his tenure in basketball, Clark spent four seasons as an athletic trainer within the Los
Angeles Dodgers minor league system. Clark is NATA Board Certified as an Athletic Trainer (ATC), holds NASM
credentials in Performance Enhancement (PES) and Corrective Exercise (CES), and is certified as a strength and
conditioning specialist (CSCS) by the NSCA. Along with his medical duties, Clark oversees all team equipment needs,
acts as liaison to the visiting team and referees, coordinates the team attendant staff, and schedules road practices. He
also assumes a lead role with the Trail Blazers NBA Summer League teams during the olfseason. A graduate of Sprague
High School in Salem, Ore., Clark received his B.S. from Oregon State University in 1990. He was the recipient of the
CBA Trainer of the Year award in 1995, served at the 1996 Centennial Olympics in Atlanta and was a member of the USA
Men’s Basketball gold medal-winning team at the 1997 Tournament of the Americas in Uruguay. He and his wife, Alisa,
enjoy time with family and experiencing the Pacilic Northwest.

Bob Medina, Strength and Conditioning Coach
Bob Medina finished his 13th season as the team’s strength and conditioning coach in 2009-10. Before joining the Trail
Blazers’ staff at the start of the 1997-98 season, he served in a similar capacity with the Seattle SuperSonics for five
years. Medina began his career in the strength and conditioning field at UNLV, serving for three years as a lull-time
assistant. From 1985 through 1988 he worked as an undergraduate assistant, developing athletes in all sports. Medina
has written articles for several publications for the National Strength and Conditioning Association, and, along with several
members of the National Basketball Strength and Conditioning Coaches Association, has been a contributing author in
the books Condition the NBA Way and NBA Power Conditioning. He has also helped with a third book and was a
contributing author in Chicken Soup for the Basketba//Lovers Sou/. Medina has a bachelor’s degree in athletic training
with a minor in health education from UNLV. He was inducted along with the 1990 UNLV National Champion Basketball
Team into the Southern Nevada Sports Hall of Fame in 2001. A hydration advocate, Medina works several camps and
clinics throughout the summer as well as traveling to work out with the Trail Blazers players in their hometowns. Bob’s
greatest enjoyment is spending time with his wife, LeeAnn, and their family.

John Townsend, Shooting Coach
John Townsend wrapped up his third full season as the Trail Blazers Shooting Coach in 2009-10. Townsend works with
players to develop better shooting habits through teaching, video analysis and repetition. He spent five seasons (2002-06)
as a basketball shooting coach of the NBA Development League. Numerous NBA teams have hire~ Townsend to help
individual players on their jump shot, free throw and 3-point shot. The I=st of 65 NBA players he’s helped includes Charlie
Bell, Smush Parker, Kirk Snyder, Matt Carroll, line Udoka, Dwight Howard, Tony Delk, Mikki Moore and Ben Wallace. A
1995 graduate of Ball State, Townsend also worked as a consultant for the Yakima Sun Kings of the CBA for the 2002-03
season, and as a shooting coach at the NBA Players Association Top 100 Camp in 2005 and 2006. John and his wife of
seven years, Brooke, have a two-year-old daughter, Billie Fe.

Tim Grass, Video Coordinator
Tim Grass finished his first season as video coordinator after spending the previous two seasons as assistant video
coordinator. Grass’ responsibilities include preparing scouting video for pregame, in-game and postgame meetings for
coaches and players and managing the recording and editing of all Trail Blazers’ games, opponents and international
contests. He previously served as assistant video coordinator for the Houston Rockets in 2006-07 and assistant video
intern Ior the Trail Blazers in 2005-06. In the summers of 2004 and 2005, Grass assisted with the Coca-Cola Global
Games in Dallas. A native of Waukesha, Wis., Grass earned his B.S. in Graphic Communication Management with a
minor in Coaching from the University of Wisconsin-Stout in 2003 and his M.S. in Exercise and Sport Science from the
University ol Wisconsin-LaCrosse in 2006.

June 24
LaMarcus Aldridge, Jerryd Bayless, Greg Oden and Brandon Roy are selected to participate in the
2009 USA Men’s National Team mini-camp July 22-25 in Las Vegas.

July 24
The Trail Blazers sign veteran point guard Andre Miller to a contract.

June 25
On draft day, the Trail Blazers acquire three second-round picks who all appear in games this season:
Dante Cunningham, Patrick Mills and Jeff Pendergraph. Cunningham and Mills are drafted by the
team, while Pendergraph is acquired from Sacramento in exchange for Sergio Roddguez, the draft rights to
Jon Brockman and cash considerations.

August 6
Brandon Roy signs a five-year contract extension with the Trail Blazers.

September 17
The Trail Blazers sign veteran forward Juwan Howard, who ends up starting 27 games.

October 22
LaMarcus Aldridge signs a five-year contract extension with the Trail Blazers.

October 30
Nicolas Batum undergoes surgery to repair a torn labrum in his right shoulder, causing him to miss the
first 45 games of the season.

November 1
In an 83-74 road win at Oklahoma City, Portland limits the Thunder to just six assists, the fewest by a
Trail Blazers opponent, all-time.

December 1
Greg Oden nets career highs of 20 rebounds and 11 offensive rebounds vs. Miami, tied for the most
offensive boards by a Trail Blazer in franchise history.

December 5
Greg Oden fractures his left patella in the first quarter vs. Houston, requiring season-ending surgery after
just 21 games. Brandon Roy goes on to score Portland’s final 10 points, including the game winner with
3.9 seconds remaining in leading the Trail Blazers over the Houston Rockets, 90-89, at the Rose Garden.

December 7
Head Coach Nate McMillan undergoes surgery to repair a ruptured right Achilles tendon sustained in
practice. McMillan misses the subsequent four-game road trip, Dec. 7-12.

December 8
Rudy Fernandez undergoes a mii;rodiscectomy to alleviate pain in his right leg, forcing him to miss 19
games.



December 17
Portland’s 105-102 win vs. Phoenix marks Nate McMillan’s 1,000th career NBA win, including games as an
active player, assistant coach and head coach. The Trail Blazers rallied from 13 points down in the fourth
quarter to stun the Suns with a 105-102 win at the Rose Garden. Jerryd Bayless scored 16 (5-7 FG, 2-3
3-PT) of his then career-high 29 points (9-15 FG) in a fourth quarter that saw Portland outscore Phoenix,
35-21.

December 22
Joel Przybilla ruptures his right patella tendon in the first quarter at Dallas, forcing him to miss the
remainder of the season after appearing in the first 30 games. The Trail Blazers overcame a seven-point
fourth quarter deficit with a 27-16 advantage in the final period in knocking off the Mavericks, 85-81. The
win snapped an 11-game losing streak in Dallas.

December 23
Jerryd Bayless nets a career-best 31 points at San Antonio in his first career start. His 31 points set a
new franchise record for scoring by a Trail Blazer in his first career start (30, Ron Brewer, Oct. 18, 1978).

December 25
Brandon Roy sets a career-high in field goals made with 16 (of 26) while scoring 41 points, including a
career-high 25 in the first half, leading the Trail Blazers to a 107-96 Christmas Day win over Denver at the
Rose Garden.

January 2
Brandon Roy scores 23 points or more for the 15th consecutive appearance (starting Dec. 1) vs. Golden
State, the longest string of 23-point games in a season in franchise history (27.9 ppg).

January 4
Andre Miller records 22 points and a Trail Blazers season-best 16 assists at L.A. Clippers, becoming the
first Trail Blazer to record at least 20 points and 15 assists since Kenny Anderson (22 points, 15 assists) on
Jan. 24, 1997.

January 8
Portland never trailed, building a lead as large as 20 points in the fourth quarter in defeating the Los
Angeles Lakers, 107-98, at the Rose Garden. The win marked Portland’s ninth consecutive triumph
against the Lakers in the Rose City and the Lakers’ longest road losing skid vs. any team since losing 10
straight in Seattle from 1991-94.

January 10
Brandon Roy becomes the third-fastest Trail Blazer to record his first 5,000 points in Portland (247 games)
by scodng 34 vs. Cleveland.

January 15
Brandon Roy misses his first of 14 games with a right hamstring strain, which also keeps him out of the
All-Star Game.

January 28
Brandon Roy earns his third trip to the NBA All-Star Game. He’s just the fourth Trail Blazer to be named
to the team at least three times.



January 30
Andre Miller makes a franchise-record 22 field goals (of 31) at Dallas in scoring a career-high 52 points, tied
for the second-most points in Trail Blazers history. Miller scored 25 points (10-11 FG) in the fourth quarter
and overtime alone in Portland’s 114-112 victory.

February 4
The Trail Blazers overcome a lO-point fourth quarter deficit to sneak past the Spurs, 96-93, at the Rose
Garden, completing a season sweep over San Antonio for the first time since 1996-97.

February 9
The Trail Blazers play in front of the 100~ consecutive sellout crowd (including playoffs), dating back to
Dec. 21, 2007, when they host the Oklahoma City Thunder.

February 10
LaMarcus Aldridge is named to USA Men’s National Team Program.

February 16
The Trail Blazers acquire Marcus Camby from the L.A. Clippers in exchange for Steve Blake, Travis
Outlaw and cash considerations.

February 27
Nicolas Batum tallies career highs of 31 points, 11 field goals (of 16), five 3-pointers (of eight), seven
assists and three steals (tied) at Minnesota. His 22 third-quarter points are just three shy of Terry Porter’s
franchise record 25 (Nov. 14, 1992, at Golden State).

March 1
The Trail Blazers make all 19 of their free throw attempts at Memphis, the fourth-most foul shots made
without a miss in franchise history and the most in the NBA this season. Portland wins the game, 103-93.

March 3
Portland signs guard Travis Diener to round out its 15-man roster.

March 8
Joel Przybilla undergoes surgery to repair his re-ruptured right patella tendon.

March 11
The Trail Blazers break through with a 15-0 run between the 6:43 and 1:30 marks of the fourth quarter,
rallying to defeat the Warriors, 110-105, at ORACLE Arena. Portland ends the game on a 17-3 run to
snap a nine-game losing streak at Golden State.

March 12
Nate McMillan becomes the 15th youngest coach in NBA history to win 400 career games with a victory in
Sacramento.

March 15
After leading Portland to a 4-0 week, B~:andon Roy earns Western Conference Player of the Week
honors with averages of 27.0 points (56.7% FG), 5.0 rebounds, 3.8 assists and 1.25 steals.



March 19
Brandon Roy’s 22-foot jump shot with 0.9 seconds to play broke a tie and gave the Trail Blazers a 76-74
win vs. Washington at the Rose Garden. Portland’s 32.1% (25-78) field goal mark vs. Washington is the
lowest shooting mark in a win in franchise history, eclipsing the 33.0% mark on Nov. 3, 1990, at
Sacramento.

March 25
Nate McMillan gains his 191~= win in Portland, passing Mike Dunleavy for third place among all-time Trail
Blazers coaches.

March 27
Portland starters shoot 76.6% (36-47) from the field in a 112-101 win at New Orleans, the second-best
mark in franchise history (77.3%, 3/17/85 vs. Atlanta). Every Trail Blazers starter shoots at least 66.7% for
the first time in team history.

March 31
All 12 Trail Blazers play and score while defeating the Knicks at the Rose Garden, 118-90, to cap off the
month of March with an 11-2 record.

April 11
The Trail Blazers take the season series from the L.A. Lakers for the first time since 2006-07 with an 91-
88 victory despite losing Brandon Roy to injury in the first half. Portland finishes unbeaten on the road
against the Lakers for the first time since the 1995-96 season.

April 12
Marcus Camby tallies a season-high 30 points (12-16 FG) and grabs 11 rebounds as Portland defeats
Oklahoma City at the Rose Garden to record its 50~h win of the season. It was the team’s second
consecutive year winning 50 or more games and the 11th time in franchise history.
