The Furtado Center 
At a surprise unveiling on Feb. 23, 2001, then-Sonics and Storm team owners Barry and Ginger Ackerley 

announced the renaming of the Sonics & Storm training facility to “The Furtado Center.” The “Voice of the 

Sonics” Kevin Calabro served as the master of ceremonies and read Seattle Mayor Paul Schell‟s proclamation of 
Feb. 23 as “Frank and Sarah Furtado Day.” 

 
The Furtado Center represents and honors Sarah and Frank Furtado‟s more than 50 combined years of 

dedication to the organization.  
 

The 2009 WNBA season marked the 10th summer that the Furtado Center served as the Storm‟s headquarters. 

The building, which opened its doors on Oct. 1, 1994, is 30,000 square feet and occupies a 2.5 acre site at 490 
Fifth Ave. N. just east of Seattle Center.  

 
The facility includes a conference room, business offices for the basketball operations staff and a second-floor 

balcony that overlooks the regulation NBA and WNBA basketball courts. The building also features a spacious 

weight training and aerobics room, physical therapy area, locker room, resistance training pool and steam 
room.  
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2009 WNBA PLAYOFFS MEDIA INFORMATION 
 
Welcome to the 2009 WNBA Playoffs and the Seattle Storm‟s sixth consecutive postseason berth. The following media 
guidelines have been established to assist in your coverage of the Storm and to provide a professional, comfortable working 
environment for all members of the media. If you have any questions, please contact the Storm PR Hotline at 206-
281-5847. 
 
KeyArena is located on the grounds of Seattle Center. From I-5 (north or southbound) take the Mercer Street exit and 
follow the signs marked “Seattle Center.” The arena is approximately 25 minutes north of SEA-TAC airport. The arena‟s 
Media Entrance is located through Parking Lot 4 on the south side of KeyArena (at the corner of Warren Street and 
Thomas Street). 
 
Credentials may be requested by calling the Storm public relations department at least 24 hours prior to the game. 
Credentials are issued to accredited members of the media who are on assignment to cover a specific game. Please confirm 
your credential request prior to arriving at the game. Credentials should be used for work at all times and are non-
transferable. Unauthorized use of a credential may subject the bearer to ejection from the arena and forfeiture of the 
credential.  
 
Parking is available on a limited basis and can be requested by calling the Storm public relations department. 

 
Telephones are provided in the media workroom and on a limited basis at courtside. If you need a dedicated phone line, 
call the Storm public relations department to make arrangements. 
 
Seating is located courtside and on the second level of the west side of the arena. Please do not switch seats without prior 
approval from a member of the Storm public relations department. Seating charts may be found at the media entrance and 
in the media workroom. 
 
Photographers may find photo charts with their assigned spots at the media entrance, in the media workroom and on the 
basket stanchions. All lanes are assigned and photographers are asked to not switch lanes without approval from a member 
of the Storm public relations department. Please be considerate of season ticket holders seated directly behind you. For the 
safety of players and in accordance with league rules, photographers must remain at least four feet behind the baseline at 
all times. Remote cameras and tripods are not permitted. Use of a flash is prohibited. Rubber lens shades are required on 
all lenses for photographers and broadcasters, as well as news, video and film crews. 
 
The Media Room is located on the lower west concourse, directly above the visiting team‟s locker room. The room opens 
two hours prior to each game and is equipped with telephones, outlets, a fax machine, Storm game notes, league statistics 
and scores from other WNBA games.  
 
Locker Rooms are located on the west side at floor level. In accordance with WNBA policy, locker rooms will be open for a 
30-minute period ending one hour before the start of a game. Locker rooms are reopened to the media after the game no 
later than 10 minutes following the game‟s conclusion and remain open for a minimum of 30 minutes. Following the 30-
minute media access period, locker rooms will be closed for a 20 to 30 minute period to allow players to shower and dress. 
Afterward, the locker rooms may again be opened to the media if necessary. 
 
Interview Requests requiring special accommodations should be made ahead of time by calling Robyn Wherritt at 503-
318-5357. 
 
Game Notes and Statistics are available in the media room two hours before each game, during the game and 
postgame. Statistics are distributed to the media seating area after each half.

The Furtado Center (the Storm training facility) at 490 Fifth Ave. N., Seattle (just east of Seattle Center).

2009 SEATTLE STORM STAFF 
 

Brian Agler 
Head Coach & Director of Player Personnel 
 
The 2009 WNBA season marks Brian Agler‟s second campaign as the Seattle Storm 
head coach, and his fifth year as a head coach in the WNBA. Agler was introduced as 
the Storm's head coach on Jan. 8, 2008 and is the third coach in Storm history. He also 
assumed the role of Director of Player Personnel. 

 
Prior to joining the Storm last year, Agler was the head coach and general manager of the expansion team Minnesota Lynx 
from 1999-2002, where he compiled a 48-67 (.417) record. Before being named the first coach of the Lynx, Agler served as 
the head coach of the Columbus Quest of the now-defunct American Basketball League (ABL) from 1996-1999, compiling an 
82-22 record. 
 
Before being named the first coach of the expansion Lynx, Agler served as the head coach of the Columbus Quest of the ABL 
from 1996-1999, compiling an 82-22 record. He led the Quest to back-to-back ABL championships in 1997 and 1998 and was 
named the ABL Coach of the Year for the 1996-97 season. 

 
Agler completed his third season as an assistant coach for the San Antonio Silver Stars in 2007. Prior to joining San Antonio, 
he served as assistant coach with the Phoenix Mercury and helped guide the team to a 17-17 record after the Mercury 
finished with an 8-26 record in 2003. 
 
Agler spent 15 seasons coaching among the college ranks, including 13 seasons as a head coach. He posted an impressive 
collegiate record of 248-135 (.648 winning 
percentage). From 1993-96 he served as the 
head women‟s basketball coach at Kansas State. 
 
In 1988, Agler took over as the head women‟s 
coach at the University of Missouri-Kansas City. In 
five seasons at UMKC, Agler was 85-54 and took 
the Kangaroos from a 9-16 record in 1988-89 to 
four straight winning seasons with 17 or more 
victories. Under his direction, UMKC led the NCAA 
in scoring defense three consecutive seasons 
from 1990-93. In 1991, UMKC set an NCAA team 
record, allowing 51.8 points per game. 
 
As the head women‟s basketball coach at 
Northeast Oklahoma A&M Junior College from 
1984-88, Agler compiled a 124-42 record (.747 
winning percentage). In 1985-86, NEO A&M was 
ranked second nationally and posted a 30-2 
record. 
 
Agler attended Wittenberg University in 
Springfield, Ohio, where he starred on the 
basketball team for four seasons. He led the 
Tigers to their only NCAA Division III 
Championship in basketball as a freshman. He 

started all 112 games during his college career, 
leaving the school as the all-time assist leader 
(481). Agler helped lead his team to a 91-21 
record during his four years with the Tigers, and 
was named most valuable player in the Ohio 
Athletic Conference and first-team All-America as a senior. In 1995, he was inducted into the Wittenberg Hall of Honor. 
 
In 1980, Agler graduated with a degree in special education and physical education. He received his master‟s degree in 
education from Pittsburg State University (Pittsburg, Kansas) in 1985. Agler and his wife Robin, have one son, Bryce, and one 
daughter, Taylor.

Nancy Darsch 
Assistant Coach 
 
Nancy Darsch, in her second season as an assistant coach for the Seattle 

Storm, has coached women's basketball at both the professional and Division I 
college levels. 

 

As head coach for the WNBA‟s New York Liberty during the inaugural season in 1997, she led them to the 
championship game and a 17-11 record. She compiled a 36-24 record with New York over two seasons. Darsch 

took over the reigns for the Washington Mystics in 1999. After two seasons as head coach of the Mystics, Darsch 
became an advance scout for the team for three seasons. She later joined the Minnesota Lynx as an assistant 

coach from 2003-2005. 
 

In 2006 and 2007 Darsch was an assistant coach at Boston College, helping lead the Eagles to a 13-16 campaign 

in 2006-07, and a 20-11 record in 2007-08, including a berth in the post-season WNIT. 
 

Prior to her WNBA experience, Darsch was the head coach at Ohio State University for 12 seasons. She compiled 
a record of 234-125 (.652) while at Ohio State. Darsch led the Buckeyes to four Big Ten Conference 

Championships and seven NCAA tournament appearances. In 1993, Darsch led Ohio State to an impressive 24-4 

record, a Big Ten Championship and the NCAA championship game. Before her arrival at Ohio State, Darsch was 
an assistant coach at Tennessee for seven seasons under head coach Pat Summitt.

2009 STORM REGULAR SEASON REVIEW 
 

SEASON NOTES 

 
QUICK HITS 

 The Storm reached the playoffs for the sixth straight season, the longest active streak in the Western Conference. Only Detroit 
(seven seasons) has a longer streak in the WNBA. 

 For the second straight year, the Storm led the WNBA in scoring defense, allowing 72.8 points per game. 
 The Storm was one of three WNBA teams to reach the 20-win mark, doing so for the fourth time in franchise history. The Storm is 

the only WNBA team that has won 20 or more games in each of the last two seasons. 
 The Storm played six overtime games, the most in a season in franchise history, going 3-3. The Storm joined the 2001 Miami Sol 

and 2008 Los Angeles Sparks, both of whom played seven, as the only teams in WNBA history to play at least six overtime games 
in a season. 

 The Storm put together a season-long six-game winning streak from Aug. 18 through Sept. 1. 
 Sue Bird led the WNBA by averaging 5.8 assists per game. Previously, Bird was the WNBA's assist leader during the 2005 season. 
 When she scored her 3,000th career point on July 17 at Sacramento, Bird joined teammate Shannon Johnson and San Antonio's 

Vickie Johnson as the only players in WNBA history with at least 3,000 points and 1,000 assists. 
 Swin Cash also scored her 3,000th career point during the season. Altogether, four players have reached 3,000 career points while 

wearing a Storm uniform. 
 On Aug. 18 at Atlanta, Lauren Jackson became the youngest player in WNBA history to score 5,000 points and the fastest of the 

four players to reach the milestone. 
 
STORM SIGNS SUE BIRD TO MULTI-YEAR CONTRACT EXTENSION 
Seattle Storm Head Coach and Director of Player Personnel Brian Agler announced on September 10, 2009 that Sue Bird has signed a multi-
year contract extension with the Storm.  
 
“We are delighted that Sue will continue her career with the Storm, and we are certain that our fans feel the same way,” Agler said. “She is 
an outstanding point guard and a team leader, and we appreciate all that she does to contribute to our success.” 
 
Bird has been considered one of the premier point guards in the WNBA since entering the league in 2002.  Both her 5.5 assists per game 
average and her 1,425 total assists rank second in WNBA history.  Bird has been named to the All-WNBA First Team four times in her 
career, and was voted as a starter at the WNBA All-Star Game in 2002, 2003, 2005, 2006, 2007 and 2009. At this year‟s WNBA All-Star 
competition, Bird scored 16 points and set an All-Star Game record with 10 assists. She is the Storm's all-time leader in assists and recently 
became the third player in WNBA history to record 3,000 career points and 1,000 career assists.  

 

STORM LEADING SCORER OUT INDEFINITELY 
The Seattle Storm announced Aug. 29 that forward Lauren Jackson is out indefinitely. Diagnostic tests revealed a stress fracture in her 
back. A timetable for her return has yet to be determined. In her eighth WNBA season, Jackson played and started in 26 games for the 
Storm, leading the team with 19.2 points and 7.0 rebounds per game. She posted a season-high 36 points Aug. 18 at Detroit and pulled 
down a season-high 13 rebounds vs. San Antonio Aug. 1. Jackson grabbed a career-high six steals June 19 vs. Minnesota and averaged 
1.73 blocks per game. 

 

STORM SIGNS AGLER 
The Storm signed Head Coach and Director of Player Personnel Brian Agler to a new contract on Sept. 14. The new two-year contract runs 
through 2011 with an option for a third year. Named the third head coach in franchise history on Jan. 8, 2008, Agler has led the Storm to 
back-to-back 20 win seasons. He was instrumental in the team extending Sue Bird's contract and re-signing Lauren Jackson prior to the 
2009 season. 

 

20-20 VISION 
A 64-55 win in the Sept. 12 season finale against San Antonio gave the Storm 20 wins for the second consecutive season. Over the last two 
regular seasons, no WNBA team has had more success than the Storm, which has won a combined 42 games. The other league leaders:

PLAYERS OF THE WEEK 
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Storm All-Stars Sue Bird and Lauren Jackson both were honored as the Western Conference Player of the Week during the 2009 season. 
Jackson won for the week of June 15-21, while Bird won for the week of July 20-26 and the week of Aug. 24-30. For Jackson, it was the 
14th Player of the Week award of her career, leaving her one shy of Lisa Leslie's career record of 15. Bird had previously won Player of the 
Week just once, during the 2005 season. 
 

THE ROAD TO 5,000 
Lauren Jackson became the fourth player in WNBA to reach the 5,000 career-points milestone on Saturday, Aug. 15 in Atlanta. Jackson 
played in a total of 259 games and was 28 years, 96 days old – the youngest WNBA player to reach 5,000 points in the shortest amount of 
time.

STORM GOES GREEN 
 2009 marks the second year of the Storm‟s Go Green initiative, aimed at reducing the team‟s environmental footprint through 

partnerships with Seattle-area businesses, organizations and fans. 
 Go Green partners for the Storm‟s 10th Anniversary season include Carter Subaru, Goodwill, Seattle City Light, Via Architecture and 

the Mountains to Sound Greenway. 
 Carter Subaru continued its “3s for Trees” program from last year: For every 3-point shot made by a Storm player this season, a 

tree will be planted in the Mountains to Sound Greenway, which stretches along 100 miles of Interstate 90 in Washington state. 
This year the Storm made 165 “3s,” so 165 trees will be planted in the Greenway this fall. 

 As part of its commitment to environmental sustainability, the Storm has implemented several changes in its business operations:  
o Using recycled and Forestry Stewardship Council-certified paper in its business operations. 
o Providing retail bags made of biodegradable material for merchandise purchases.

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2009 STORM REGULAR SEASON REVIEW 
 

MONTH-BY-MONTH RECAP 
 
 

JUNE (6-3):  
The Storm kicked off the 2009 season with a home-and-home series against Sacramento and got off to a strong 
start by sweeping the two games by 10 points apiece. Then it was quickly out on the road for a three-game road 
trip to the Midwest. Indiana handed the Storm its first loss of the year, but the Storm returned the favor in 
Minnesota two nights later, beating the previously 3-0 Lynx by 17 points. A loss in Chicago ended the trip at 1-2. 
Returning home, the Storm again blew out Minnesota, this time by 28 points to kick off a three-game winning 
streak and move to a league-best 6-2 on the season. The streak was capped by Swin Cash's game-saving block 
on Tina Thompson at the buzzer in a 69-67 win over Los Angeles. However, the Sparks evened the home-and-
home set by handing the Storm a blowout loss two days later in L.A. to close out June. 
 
JULY (5-4): 
Having started the month with a loss at Phoenix, the Storm rallied to beat San Antonio and Sacramento at 
KeyArena to move back to four games above .500. The two wins ran the Storm's home winning streak to 15 
straight games dating back to June 2008, the longest in franchise history. The streak came to an end in stunning 
fashion, as the Storm lost consecutive home games for the first time since 2007. First, Chicago shot 12-of-19 from 
thee-point range, followed by Detroit taking advantage of Lauren Jackson leaving the game early to win. The 
Storm responded with Jackson missing the next two games due to a strained left Achilles, winning on the road at 
Sacramento and coming from behind to beat Minnesota on Tanisha Wright's game-winner. Jackson returned for 
one of the longest games in league history, a triple-OT affair against Los Angeles that finally ended when Sue Bird 
scored nine of her 23 points in the third extra session. After Bird, Cash and Jackson represented the Storm as 
starters in the All-Star Game, the team kicked off the second half with a heartbreaking loss in San Antonio. Sophia 
Young's three at the buzzer won the game for the Silver Stars 74-71. 
 
AUGUST (7-4):  
Overtimes got a bit out of hand early in August, as the Storm played free basketball three straight games - 
beating San Antonio before losing to Phoenix and at L.A. The Storm narrowly avoided OT in a 70-69 win over New 
York before heading East and losing the first two games of a three-game swing. The trip was salvaged with a 79-
75 win at Detroit behind Jackson's season-high 36 points. The effort ignited a season-long six-game winning 
streak. Despite Jackson playing limited minutes, the Storm went 4-0 on its longest homestand of the season, 
beating three of the East's four playoff teams. A win over Connecticut on Aug. 27 clinched the Storm's sixth 
straight postseason berth. Naturally, the month ended as it started, with the Storm winning in overtime against 
Atlanta. 
 
SEPTEMBER (2-3):  
The Storm returned to the East Coast without Jackson, sidelined by the discovery of a stress fracture in her back. 
A win at New York ran the winning streak to six before the Storm fell at Washington and lost the finale at 
Minnesota with Bird (sore neck) joining Jackson on the bench. Despite the loss, the Storm secured home-court 
advantage for the playoffs and the No. 2 seed, allowing Bird to rest. Playing without three starters, the Storm took 
the league's best team (Phoenix) to OT on Fan Appreciation Night before running out of gas and losing. The 
Storm had just one starter in the lineup for the season finale at San Antonio, yet managed to prevail in a battle of 
the benches to reach 20 wins for the second straight year and fourth time in franchise history.
