Mr. Simon also serves as Co-Chairman
of Melvin Simon & Associates, Inc. which,
prior to the formation of Simon Property
Group, was the largest shopping center
developer and manager in the nation and
is still a privately owned company.

Mr. Simon, together with Melvin, has led
the company to a leadership position
within the industry since 1960 that it
continues to maintain today. Some of the
“breakthrough” retail projects that have
drawn worldwide industry and media
attention under Simon leadership include
The Forum Shops at Caesars in Las
Vegas, Nev., The Fashion Centre at
Pentagon in the Washington, D.C. metro
area and Circle Centre in Indianapolis,
Ind., one of the key components in the
revitalization of the city’s downtown.

MELVIN SIMON, OWNER

A native of Brooklyn, New York, Melvin
Simon is Chairman Emeritus of the
Indianapolis-based real estate
development and management company,
Simon Property Group, Inc. Simon
Property Group is the nation’s largest Real
Estate Investment Trust. In addition, he
serves as Co-Chairman of the Board of
Melvin Simon & Associates, Inc., which,
until the formation of Simon Property
Group in 1993, was the nation’s largest
developer and manager of shopping
centers.

Mr. Simon attended the Bronx High
School of Science and the City College of
New York where he earned a bachelor's
degree in accounting. He came to Indiana
while serving in the U.S. Army when a
transfer brought him to Fort Benjamin
Harrison in Indianapolis.

A firm supporter of professional,
environmental and community groups, Mr.
Simon has served on the Boards of
numerous organizations and served a
term as Chairman of the NBA Board of
Governors.

Mr. Simon is married and has seven
children.

Following his discharge from the Army,
Mr. Simon worked as a leasing
representative with the Albert Frankel
Company, an Indianapolis developer of
strip shopping centers. In 1960, he formed
MSA with his brothers Herb and Fred.

Mr. Simon is a Lifetime Trustee of the
Urban Land Institute (ULI) and a former
Trustee of the International Council of
Shopping Centers (ICSC). He holds board
memberships with numerous community
and civic organizations, and has received
many awards and honors for his
involvement. Together, Mr. Simon and his
wife Bren have four children.
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CHIEF OPERATING OFFICER AND GENERAL MANAGER

Kelly Krauskopf is in her 10th season as
the Indiana Fever's Chief Operating
Officer and her sixth as the team’s
General Manager. The highest-ranking
female sports administrator in
Indianapolis, she has been the Fever's
chief executive since the franchise was
founded in 1999.

Since the team was established,
Krauskopf has been the guiding force of
the Fever from building the team roster to
building a fan base for Indiana’s Women'’s
National Basketball Association franchise.
In her role with the Fever, Krauskopf

oversees all aspects of the team's
operation.
Since moving to Indianapolis and

beginning the task of building a WNBA
franchise, Krauskopf has engineered
numerous player moves enabling the
Fever to improve the team and complete
its finest season in 2009. The Fever
carried the best record in the WNBA
through most of the regular season en
route to the club’s first regular season
conference title and its fifth consecutive
playoff appearance. The 2009 campaign
eclipsed the Fever's previous best
seasons with identical 21-13 records in
2005, 2006 and 2007. Krauskopf has
guided the franchise to six playoff berths
in its first 10 seasons.

The Krauskopf-built Fever is perhaps the
most stable the franchise has ever been,
led by a solid core of returning starters
that include All-Stars Tamika Catchings,
Katie Douglas and Tammy Sutton-Brown,
Australian Olympian Tully Bevilaqua and
2008 WNBA Most Improved Player Ebony
Hoffman.

Within the past five years, Krauskopf's

key trades and free agent acquisitions
have re-built the Fever roster. During the
2005-06 winter, in particular, Krauskopf
was the league’s most active GM, re-
tooling the Fever roster with a pair of
trades and a slew of free agent
acquisitions which netted three new
starters.

Besides a February 2008 deal to land
Douglas, other moves in recent years

resulted in the signing of veteran centers
Natalie Williams and Yolanda Griffith, and

former point guard Kelly Miller. A
midseason move during the 2002
campaign brought veteran guard Coquese
Washington to the Fever to ignite a late
run to the franchise’s first appearance in
the WNBA Playoffs.

The cornerstone of the franchise was
solidified by the draft selection of
Catchings in the 2001 WNBA Draft. The
third overall selection in the 2001 Draft
and a 2004 and 2008 U.S. Olympian,
Catchings was named Rookie of the Year
in 2002 and Defensive Player of the Year
in 2005 and 2006. She is a six-time WNBA
All-Star and a six-time All-WNBA selection
who has finished second or third in MVP
balloting four times.

Bevilagua, a veteran point guard from
Australia who helped enable Seattle to win
the WNBA title in 2004, was added via
free agency in January 2005 to steady the
unit and direct the franchise through what
would become its finest seasons.

Krauskopf also serves on USA
Basketball's Women’s Senior National
Team Committee, helping to select from
WNBA players to develop U.S. National

Team rosters. Krauskopf has been a
committee member since 2000, helping
select the gold-medal winning roster for
the 2004 Summer Olympics in Athens,
and again for Beijing in 2008.

Krauskopf has been in the forefront of
the development of the WNBA. In
September 1996, she was named the
WNBA'’s first Director of Basketball
Operations. In that role, she was involved
in all phases of the league’s start-up
operation and initiatives. She also
developed the league’s first set of playing
rules, officiating policies, scheduling and
other league standards, while working
daily with WNBA team general managers
and operations personnel.

Before joining the WNBA, Krauskopf was

the Managing Director of League
Development for Media Sports
Partnership, Limited in Dallas, Tex. From
1990 to 1994, she was Assistant
Commissioner  for the Southwest
Conference. In addition to overseeing
league marketing, she was the chief
administrator for all eight women’s sports
programs in the conference. She served
from 1986 to 1990 as Texas A&M’s
Assistant Athletic Director for Women'’s
Sports/Marketing.

Krauskopf has served on committees for

the Women’s Sports Foundation; the
Women'’s Basketball Coaches
Association;  Citizenship  for  Sports

Alliance and Texas A&M'’s Lettermen’s
Association Board of Directors. She
currently serves on the Indiana Sports
Corporation Presidents Council.

A 1983 graduate of Texas A&M
University with a bachelor of arts degree in
journalism, she was a three-year
letterwinner in basketball for the Lady
Aggies after transferring from Stephen F.
Austin University where she played her
freshman year under legendary coach Sue
Gunter.

HEAD COACH
LIN DUNN

Regarded as one of the most successful
women’s basketball coaches in history, Lin
Dunn was named on Dec. 12, 2007, as the
fourth head coach in Indiana Fever history.

Then the owner of 525 wins as a college
and professional coach, Dunn shed the
assistant title she had worn the previous four
seasons in Indiana in order to return to the
head coaching ranks. She is well-chronicled
as one of the nation’s foremost pioneers of
women’s basketball, and one of its most
prominent coaches and leaders.

After two seasons as head coach of the
Fever, she now boasts 564 college and pro
wins, and enters the WNBA Playoffs as
coach of the East's top seeded team.

After a summer with the WNBA's best
record from June through August, and a
franchise-record 22 regular season wins,
Dunn hopes to be on the verge of the
championship team that has eluded her
through nine WNBA seasons since 2000.

Dunn built what became a championship
team in Seattle and appeared in three WNBA
Playoffs as a Fever assistant. The 2008
WNBA Playoffs, however, were her first as a
WNBA head coach.

Dunn’s coaching resume includes four
decades of coaching at the highest levels —
the past 10 years in the professional ranks,
between stints in Portland, Seattle and
Indiana. Prior to her four seasons as a Fever
assistant, Dunn served as head coach and
general manager of the Seattle Storm,
operating the city’s expansion franchise from
1999 to 2002.

Dunn served in a scouting capacity for
the Fever and former coach Nell Fortner
during the 2003 season, and was added to
the Fever staff in 2004 — allowing her to
remain close to her hometown of Dresden,
Tenn. She completed four seasons as an
assistant coach with the Fever, the final
three which saw Indiana match its franchise
record with identical 21-13 records. Her on-
court responsibilities included work with the
Fever defense which has cemented itself
among the stingiest in the WNBA. The Fever
allowed the fewest points in the WNBA
during each of the 2006 and 2007 summers,
and finished first or second in the league in
steals in both seasons.

Before joining the Fever, Dunn built the
Storm by drafting eventual league MVP
Lauren Jackson and 2002 NCAA Player of
the Year Sue Bird. In her final year with the
Storm, 2002, she guided Seattle to a 17-15
record and the club’s first appearance in the
WNBA Playoffs. Dunn was runner-up as the
WNBA's Coach of the Year.

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It was with the Storm, at Conseco
Fieldhouse coincidentally, that she recorded
her 500th coaching victory, when Seattle
defeated the Fever, 74-71 in overtime, on
June 4, 2001.

Dunn’s first assignment in professional
basketball came with a midseason phone
call to take over the coaching reigns of the
American Basketball League’s Portland
Power during its inaugural campaign in
1996-97. She won her first game on the
same night she was introduced as the head
coach. A year later, Dunn led the Power on a
worst-to-first run that culminated with a 27-17
record and a Western Conference
championship. The remarkable turnaround
earned Dunn the ABL Coach of the Year
honor while guiding such stars as DeLisha
Milton-Jones, Sonja Henning, Elaine Powell
and former Fever center and two-time ABL
MVP Natalie Williams. Portland was in first
place at 9-4 when the ABL ceased
operations two days before Christmas in
1998.

Her tenure in Portland not only continued
the coaching success she has achieved at
every level of her career, but also enhanced
her profile off the court. In the fledgling
league that preceded the WNBA, Dunn's
charisma helped the Power to achieve the
largest marketing revenue in the ABL and its
second-highest attendance.

She is perhaps best known as the
architect of the Purdue University women'’s
basketball program, guiding the
Boilermakers for nine seasons (1988-96) and
collecting three Big Ten conference titles.
She led the Old Gold-and-Black to seven
NCAA Tournaments, four Sweet Sixteen

appearances and a trip to the Final Four in
1994. In nine years at Purdue, she earned a
206-68 (.752) record and catapulted the
school among the elite women'’s basketball
programs in the country. She still is the
program’s winningest coach.

Dunn coached and recruited three Kodak
All-Americans, three Big Ten Players of the
Year and two Big Ten Athletes of the Year.
Future WNBA stars that emerged from her
tenure at Purdue were Summer Erb, Ukari
Figgs, Stacey Lovelace, Michelle VanGorp
and former Fever star Stephanie White.

Since her collegiate coaching career
began at Austin Peay in 1970, she put
together a remarkable 25-year record that
includes a .635 career winning percentage at
four schools (447-257). She left three of
those schools — Purdue, Miami and Austin
Peay — as the winningest coach in program
history.

On the national level, she served on USA
Basketball staffs for the 1992 Olympics and
1990 gold medal-winning World
Championship and Goodwill Games teams.
She was head coach of the 1995 bronze
medal-winning USA Jones Cup team, and
also served for eightyears on the USA
Basketball Team selection committee.

Prior to arriving in West Lafayette, she
coached at Miami, Fla., from 1979-87. She
posted a 149-119 (.556) record through eight
seasons and was the first coach to award a
scholarship to a women’s basketball player.
One of the last players she recruited,
Frances Savage, was a Kodak All-American
in 1992. She was named the Florida Coach
of the Year in 1980-81.

After building a program at Austin Peay
for five years, Dunn spent one season at
Mississippi before taking the Miami job. She
led the Rebels to a 25-15 record and a 12th-
place finish at the AIAW National
Tournament. Her club ended three-time
national champion Delta State’'s 56-game

winning streak and was named the
Mississippi Coach of the Year.
Dunn has earned induction into the

athletic halls of fame at both Miami and
Austin Peay. She served as chair of the
Kodak All-America Selection Committee from
1982-88 and was president of the Women's
Basketball Coaches Association in 1984-85.

Dunn earned a B.S. degree in health,
physical education and English from
Tennessee-Martin. A year later, she received
an M.S. degree in physical education from
Tennessee-Knoxville.

Lewis notched a 257-295 record in 20
years as a collegiate head coach.

Prior to coaching at Fordham, Lewis
served as the first head coach of the
WNBA Washington Mystics in 1997 and
1998. Prior to his stretch with the Mystics,
he compiled a 201-177 record over 14
seasons as the winningest head coach,
men's or women's, in George Mason
history. At George Mason, Lewis led the
Patriots to eight winning seasons,
including an appearance in the 1997
Preseason WNIT.

Lewis began his coaching career as a
graduate assistant men’s basketball coach
at Tennessee State (1969-70), which
finished as the NCAA Division Il runner-
up. He then served as an assistant men's
coach at Gannon College (1970-71) and
moved on to Duke (1972-76) where he
served for five years in the same capacity.
He was the assistant men's coach at
Tulane (1977-81) for five years before
becoming the head boys' basketball coach
at South Lakes High School (Fairfax, Va.),
where his teams compiled a 59-15 record
over three years and advanced each year
in postseason play.

In 1984, Lewis became the first Division
I head women's basketball coach at
George Mason University, where he
remained until 1997 to become the first

interim head coach for four games in
1999-00 with Rockford where he coached
former NBA star Earl Boykins.

In the summer of 1999, he was head
coach for Panteras de Miranda of the
Venezuelan Professional League, and he
has conducted basketball clinics in
Greece, Belgium, Iceland and Japan.

After graduating from UC San Diego in
1981, his coaching career began at
Lassen Community College (Calif.) where
he had successful stints as head coach
with both the men’s and women'’s teams.

Tamecka Dixon and Tully Bevilaqua each have won titles
before — Dixon two with the Sparks (2001, 2002) and
Bevilaqua one with Seattle in 2004.

ANOTHER TITLE SHOT?

Beyond Dixon and Bevilaqua, Fever stars Tammy Sutton-
Brown and Katie Douglas both have appeared in the WNBA
Finals previously — Sutton-Brown with Charlotte in 2001,
Douglas with Connecticut in 2004 and 2005.

SECOND FOR COACH

Lin Dunn makes her second playoff appearance as a WNBA
head coach, though she was largely responsible for building
and shaping the Seattle franchise that won the 2005 crown.

EAST DOMINANCE

During most of the regular season, Indiana boasted a
dominance over the Eastern Conference that has been rare in
either conference, in the history of the league.

Until it lost its final two games at Chicago and Connecticut,
Indiana’s 17-3 mark against the East was the best in-
conference mark in East history, and third overall.

COMPLEMENTARY MVPs

Who deserves to be the WNBA MVP this season. No matter
who wins the final tally of league-wide voters, both Indiana
candidates — Tamika Catchings and Katie Douglas — have
been more than deserving of consideration.

They both score points and they both play great defense.
Both are among league leaders for scoring and steals. But
where Catchings fuels the league’s top defense, Douglas has
added relevance and meaning to a once stagnant offense with
her quick release, shot creation and deft touch.

Career numbers and accolades aside, here is why each of
them warrants consideration for complishments this season:

Tamika Catchings

* Nobody else in the WNBA can beat you in as many ways.
Catchings not only is the best defender in the league, but she
ranks among the Top 15 in points, rebounds, assists and
steals. She is the ONLY player in the WNBA to make that
claim.

e Catchings’ 99 steals helped fuel the league’s leading
defense — on a team whose success was so mightily
dependent on that defense.

* Even her double-doubles were among the league’s Top
10. Catchings had seven double-doubles and ranked sixth.

» She paced the Fever in rebounds, assists and steals, and
was second in scoring.

» She set a franchise record by hitting 31 consecutive free
throws from 6/9 to 6/27.

» Might Douglas be the straw that stirs the drink? The Fever
has often led the WNBA in defense and steals over the years,
but in previous campaigns, the Indiana offense was often
stagnant. Enter Katie Douglas and her 17.6 point average in
2009. With Douglas boasting the league’s best scoring
average after the All-Star Break, it has become very obvious
that the Fever will go as far as Douglas can carry them.

« Indiana was winless (0-3) without Douglas in the lineup.

* Douglas was the WNBA's top scorer after the All-Star
Break, averaging 20.3 points per game.

* Twice, she matched or eclipsed the Fever's previous
scoring record (32). And she did it in consecutive games! On
July 28, she scored 34 points in a win over Washington to
establish a new career high. Two nights later, she scored 32
in an overtime win over her former team, Connecticut.

« Scoreless and 0-for-9 in the first half at New York on June
26, she scored 26 second half points to almost single-
handedly bring the Fever back from a 17-point deficit. Indiana
won the game in overtime behind 28 from Douglas.

e Douglas’ 1.81 steals per game ranked ninth among
leaders. Her 2.7 assists per game trailed only Catchings and
Bevilaqua among Fever players.

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CAREER YEAR FOR TULLY

Tully Bevilaqua, who turned 38 years old this summer,
completed perhaps the finest regular season of her career.

She had eight double-digit scoring games this season — on
top of her crafty defense and sound decision-making on
offense. In 129 games through four seasons prior to 2009, she
had 15 double-figure scoring games with the Fever.

She carried a scoring average of 7.0 points or better for
much of the season, but tailed off at season’s end to post a
6.1 scoring clip.

Prior to this season, she averaged one double-digit game
every 8.6 games. This year, she had one in every 4.25 games
— more than twice as frequently.

She didn't set any career highs this season, but she had
near-career highs and second-best numbers across the
board.

TOP ROOKIE

Fever coaches consider Briann January to have been a
steal at the No. 6 pick in last year’s draft.

The talented rookie has taken a back seat to starting point
guard Bevilaqua, but by season’s end, she was providing the
Fever lineup with a valuable spark and welcomed athleticism
to counter her older, wiser tutor.

She averaged 6.9 points, 2.3 assists and 1.09 steals per
game, while averaging over 20 minutes each outing.

TOP RESERVE

Waived from the Los Angeles Sparks prior to the season
and acquired by the Fever after three games, Jessica Moore
played a valuable reserve role throughout the regular season.

Her role was elevated when Tammy Sutton-Brown was lost
for a period with a toe injury. All that Moore did was fill the role
to the tune of 9.3 points and 4.3 rebounds per game. She
scored in double figures three times, with a career-high 19
points at Phoenix, 8/8.
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SHOT AT TITLE ... WITHOUT SHOOTING?

The Fever is attempting to go where no other WNBA team
has gone before — win a WNBA title while owning the league’s
worst shooting percentage.

Indiana shot 40.2 percent from the floor in 2009, good for
13th in the league’s rankings. The 2009 Fever is just the third
team ever to finish last in field goal percentage to make the
playoffs.

The best that any team has ever done while owning the
league’s worst shooting mark was, ironically, the Fever in
2005. In that season, Indiana advanced to the Eastern
Conference Finals despite a 40.3 percent shooting clip.

Further, no team has ever reached the WNBA Finals while
finishing 10th or below among league FG% rankings.

Indiana is the only playoff club among this year’s lower tier
of shooting teams (10th, 11th, 12th or 13th). Historically, the
2009 Fever is just the 11th team in the “10th or below lower
tier” to ever qualify for the playoffs, since the league expanded
beyond 10 teams in 1999.

EARLY SEASON ADDITIONS

When Indiana broke training camp, Erica White and
Khadijah Whittington still were on the Fever roster, with
Yolanda Griffith. The Giriffith injury, though, plus the availability
of Jessica Moore on waivers (cut from Sparks), spurred three
early season moves which all have paid dividends. Moore has
become a very consistent and reliable reserve center — who
made nine starts while Sutton-Brown nursed a toe injury. Shay
Murphy and Jessica Davenport both have had significant
accomplishments — both as leading scorers at least once — in
spot roles.

NEMESIS LURKING?

Indiana has been bumped from the playoffs in each of the
past three seasons by the Detroit Shock. This season, if the
Fever is to reach the WNBA Finals for the first time, another
playoff series with the Shock could be on the horizon.

Different this year from season’s past however, is that the
Fever beat the Shock 3-1 in its season series. Coincidentally,
it is the first time Indiana has won the season series with the
Shock since 2005 — also the last time the Shock was not
responsible for Indiana’s playoff exit.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK FIRSTS

Through the 2007 season, the only player in Fever history
ever to win a WNBA Player of the Week Award was Tamika
Catchings.

In 2008, however, Katie Douglas won the Eastern
Conference Player of the Week Award in the season’s first
week and Tammy Sutton-Brown closed the year with the first
such award in her career.

In 2009, the Fever won four player of the week awards,
including the first time a Fever player ever won in consecutive
weeks.

WASHINGTON — Tamika Catchings scored a season-high 28 points, grabbed 10
rebounds and was 14 for 14 from the free-throw line as the Eastern Conference-leading
Indiana Fever defeated the Washington Mystics 82-70.

Catchings also had three steals on her 30th birthday as the Fever (12-3) used their
pressure defense to force the Mystics into committing 20 turnovers and turn a five-point,
fourth-quarter lead into their seventh double-digit win of the year.

"(Defense) is what we want to be known for," Catchings said. "The first two games of
the season we are 0-2 off the bat. One of the things we talked about in the locker room
was what do we want to be known for. Play defense. Sounds so simple, but it's just so
hard. Once we made the commitment to one another to be there and have each other's
back, that's how we play."

Lindsey Harding led the Mystics (7-7) with 17 points, but also had seven turnovers.
Crystal Langhorne added 15 points and Alana Beard, who would join Catchings in the
Eastern Conference starting lineup for the All-Star game, had 13 points and nine
rebounds.

"We knew that they were a good defensive team, we knew they were going to go for
steals," said Harding. "We talked about shortening up our passes a lot. The times we
did, we got open shots and other times we got lazy."

Including this game, the Fever and Mystics would play three games in 12 days.

Catchings made a concerted effort to get to the rim after scoring a season-low five
points in the Fever's loss at Connecticut on July 21, which snapped their 11-game
winning streak.

Ebony Hoffman and Tammy Sutton-Brown each scored 16 for the Fever. Katie
Douglas was held to a season-low eight points, the first time this season she has not
scored in double figures.

Indiana closed the first half on a 12-4 run over the final 4:35 to lead 41-34 at halftime.
Catchings scored 12 points in the first half, eight in the second quarter.

Washington was 2-2 on their current six-game homestand and had lost five of six to
Indiana at home.

ATLANTA — Chamique Holdsclaw was not going to let her first game in two years end
up in a loss with the Atlanta Dream, even if it meant playing two extra periods with a balky
knee.

Holdsclaw scored 23 points to lead the Dream to an 87-86 double overtime victory over
the Indiana Fever.

The six-time All-Star, who retired after playing just five games for Los Angeles in 2007,
came two points short of becoming the ninth player in WNBA history to score 4,000 career
points. She got her 300th career steal.

Erika DeSouza added 16 points and grabbed 17 rebounds for Atlanta, which set a
league record last season by losing its first 17 games. The Dream finished 1-16 at home.

Dream rookie Angel McCoughtry scored 15 points and seven rebounds off the bench,
while Iziane Castro Marques and Teasley each finished with 10 points.

Katie Douglas led Indiana with 22 points. Tully Bevilaqua added 18 points and Tamika
Catchings and Tammy Sutton-Brown each added 15.

In the second overtime, the Dream jumped out to an 85-81 advantage on jumpers by
Coco Miller and Holdsclaw. Indiana cut the margin to a point on Douglas' layup with 1:15
left.

Catchings, who went 5-for-18 from the floor, missed a potential game-winning jumper at
the buzzer.

The Fever scored five straight points to begin overtime, sparked by Catching's jumper
to claim a 76-73 lead. But Atlanta pulled within one point after a jumper by Holdsclaw and
Castro Marques' layup with 1:45 left in OT.

Holdsclaw hit two free throws to put the Dream ahead 77-76 with 22.8 seconds
remaining. Indiana was called for a 5-second violation soon after as McCoughtry made
one foul shot to give Atlanta a two-point lead.

The Fever tied the game at 79-79 on a layup with 11.6 second left by Sutton-Brown,
who finished with 15 points.

INDIANAPOLIS — Just when it looked like the Indiana Fever's winning streak was in
jeopardy, Tammy Sutton-Brown took over.

Indiana’'s center scored seven of her 22 points in the fourth quarter, leading the Fever
past the Atlanta Dream 78-74 for their franchise-best eighth straight victory.

Sutton-Brown went 7 of 14 from the field, made all eight of her free throws and grabbed
nine rebounds for the Fever (8-2), who avenged a season-opening loss to Atlanta to
remain the WNBA's best team.

"Tammy has been playing phenomenal the last couple games, not just tonight," said
Indiana forward Tamika Catchings, who added 19 points, nine rebounds and six steals. "It
seems like she's getting fire in her. She needs to play like that every game."

Trailing by one entering the fourth quarter, Indiana went on an 8-0 run to take a 66-59
lead. Sutton-Brown scored seven of the points, including an acrobatic shot while falling.

"If she plays like that, it takes pressure off everybody," Catchings said. "When she does
her job down low, she's able to get easy baskets for herself and the rest of the team."

Atlanta, which held a five-point lead in the third quarter, got within 76-74 on Angel
McCoughtry's layup with 19 seconds left. Following Tully Bevilaqua's free throw, however,
Jennifer Lacy's 3-pointer came up short.

"We never got rattled,” Indiana coach Lin Dunn said. "In crunch time, our defense
stepped up.”

In the fourth quarter, the Dream shot 31 percent and made all four of their free throw
attempts. Indiana shot just 21 percent, but made 14 of 17 free throws.

"We are very focused right now," Sutton-Brown said. "Defense is our staple and we
feed off it. We work on it every day in practice."

Sancho Lyttle had 18 points, and Erika de Souza and McCoughtry each scored 15 for
the Dream (5-7), who lost for the third time in four games.

The win was extra sweet for Indiana, which lost to the Dream 87-86 in double overtime
on June 6.

INDIANAPOLIS — The Indiana Fever increased their franchise-record win streak to 11
games, just in time for perhaps their toughest stretch of games so far.

Katie Douglas scored 25 points to help the Fever beat the Atlanta Dream 84-79, their
sixth home win in seven games. Now, Indiana (11-2) would play road games at
Connecticut on July 19, Washington on July 21 and San Antonio on July 23.

Indiana got away with committing 19 turnovers against Atlanta. Tamika Catchings, who
had 14 points, eight rebounds and four steals for the Fever, didn't think that kind of sloppy
play will work during the final stretch before the All-Star break.

"The turnovers we had tonight, we're not going to be able to get away with on the road,"
Catchings said. "We have a big test ahead of us, but | think if we all stick together and do
the little things that have made us win and made us get to this point, we'll be all right."

One more win for Indiana would tie the Eastern Conference record for consecutive wins
set by Connecticut in 2006, and would match the third-longest streak in WNBA history.
The league record is 18 in a row by the Los Angeles Sparks in 2001.

Erika de Souza scored a career-high 23 points and grabbed 14 rebounds for the Dream
(7-9) on Friday, but Atlanta allowed Indiana to make 9 of 16 3-pointers. Atlanta coach
Marynell Meadors said her team played well but ran into a hot squad.

"Indiana is playing the best in the league," Meadors said. "They are our measuring
stick."

Atlanta jumped out to a 15-8 lead, but the Fever responded with a 17-2 run to take the
lead for good. Indiana coach Lin Dunn wasn't happy with the way the Fever started the
game.

But like it has numerous times during the streak, Indiana maintained its confidence and
came back.

Atlanta trimmed Indiana's lead to 72-67 midway through the fourth quarter, but Indiana
responded with an 8-3 run. A 3-pointer by Ebony Hoffman as the shot clock expired gave
Indiana an 80-70 lead with just under two minutes left.

Taj McWilliams tied it at 57 with a jumper at the other end, and Catchings shot an
airball with 10 seconds to go.

That gave Detroit a chance to win the game in regulation, but a turnover forced
overtime.

Nolan's jumper gave the Shock a 62-59 lead with 2:10 left in the extra period. After
Ebony Hoffman's turnover, Alexis Hornbuckle made it a five-point game, and Detroit was
able to hold on for the win.

INDIANAPOLIS — The New York Liberty became the latest team that was unable to
"Catch" the Indiana Fever.

Rookie Tamika Catchings had 29 points and 11 rebounds as the Fever drew first blood
in their Eastern Conference first-round series with a 73-55 victory over the Liberty in the
opener.

Indiana, one of the league's hottest teams, captured its first playoff game in franchise
history and won for the seventh time in eight games. Top-seeded New York had made it
past the first round in each of its four playoff appearances but faced elimination with the
loss.

She drilled back-to-back 3-pointers and Olympia Scott-Richardson added a basket for an
early 12-4 edge.

Indiana built a 35-24 halftime edge and continued to expand it in the second half.
Coquese Washington drilled a 3-pointer for a 44-28 bulge and added another with 14:47
remaining to give the Fever a commanding 49-30 advantage.

Washington, a former member of the Liberty, was acquired from Houston after a loss
to New York on July 19 and the Fever have won nine of 12 games since the trade. She
scored 11 of her 13 points in the second half.

Tamika Whitmore led New York with 18 points. The Liberty lost for the fifth time in six
games.

INDIANAPOLIS — Tamika Catchings and Kelly Miller led the Indiana Fever to its first
postseason series win. Catchings and Miller combined for all the points in a decisive
second-half surge as the Fever regrouped for a 58-50 victory over the New York Liberty
and a sweep of its best-of-three Eastern Conference semifinal series.

The Fever avenged a conference semifinal loss to the Liberty in 2002, then its only
other appearance in the postseason.

The Liberty were eliminated in the opening round for the first time in their history. An
original WNBA franchise, they have made the playoffs every year except 1998 and 2003.

Named WNBA Defensive Player of the Year earlier in the day, Catchings collected 19
points and 12 rebounds. Miller, whose late 3-pointer was a dagger in Indiana's Game 1
win, added 11 points.

Indiana squandered a 14-point first-half lead and trailed, 37-35, after a basket by New
York's La'Keshia Frett with 7:47 to go. The hoop capped a 21-8 run to open the second
half after an awful first half by the Liberty.

Catchings sank a 3-pointer and Miller made a jumper and 3-pointer to give the Fever a
43-37 advantage with 5:57 left. It was at least a two-possession game thereafter.

Natalie Williams added 13 points and 10 boards for the Fever, who won despite
shooting just 28 percent (16-0f-57) from the field. They made 21-of-25 free throws and
held a 38-25 advantage on the glass.

Becky Hammon scored 14 points and Frett added 13 for the Liberty, who trailed, 27-
16, after a first half in which they had five baskets and 11 turnovers.

INDIANAPOLIS — The WNBA title hopes of the Indiana Fever took a shot to the head
from the Connecticut Sun.

The effectiveness of All-Star Tamika Catchings was limited by a mild concussion and
the Fever never led in the second half of a 73-68 loss to the Connecticut Sun, who
moved one win away from returning to the WNBA Finals.

Taj McWilliams-Franklin scored 24 points for the top-seeded Sun, who grabbed Game
1 of the Eastern Conference finals and host the next two games of the best-of-three
series.

Catchings, Indiana's top scorer and rebounder and a WNBA MVP candidate, left the
game with 13:48 remaining in the first half. She went to the floor and her head was fallen
on by Connecticut's Brooke Wyckoff.

The WNBA Defensive Player of the Year, Catchings did not return until the second
half. She was diagnosed with a mild concussion and clearly was not herself, finishing
with 10 points on 2-of-11 shooting.

Connecticut pushed the margin to 12
points early in the second half.

Indiana closed to 63-62 with 3:22 left on a 3-pointer by Kelly Miller, who scored 14
points. But the Fever went more than three minutes without a point as Tully Bevilaqua
missed a 3-pointer and ran the baseline for a traveling violation.

With the shot clock running down, Katie Douglas banked in a 3-pointer from the left
wing to give the Sun a 68-62 lead with 30 seconds left.

Nykesha Sales scored 14 points, Lindsay Whalen added 13 and Douglas nine for the
Sun, who shot 48 percent (22-0f-46) and limited the Fever to 38 percent (23-of-61).

The Fever scored seven unanswered points to cut what had been a double-digit Shock
lead down to four points with 2:24 left in the fourth quarter. Catchings’ step-back jumper
made the score 58-54, Detroit. Moments later, Smith netted a 3-pointer from the top of
the key to extend Detroit’s lead to seven. The Shock led by as many as 12 down the
stretch, which proved to be the final margin.

The officiating was tight early with ten fouls called in the game’s opening four minutes.
After falling behind midway through the first quarter, Detroit pulled in front on the
strength of a 7-0 run. Nolan’s jumper gave Detroit the lead, and pair of free throws from
Smith then made the score 13-9

Detroit led by as many as seven in the second quarter. Indiana, though, kept pace with
Detroit, tying the score at 28 following a 7-0 run. Whitmore’s 3-pointer from the left wing
tied the score for the first time since it was 13-all. A Nolan steal and fast-break lay-up
with 13.2 left in the second gave the Shock a 30-28 edge at the half.

The Fever enjoyed its first lead since early in the first quarter on a 3-point play from
Whitmore. Indiana moved in front 36-34. The lead changed hands eleven times in the
third quarter. However, Detroit led 47-44 after three.

Detroit scored the first nine points of the fourth quarter to race to its largest lead of the
game. A Nolan jumper gave the Shock a 56-44 lead with 6:10 left in regulation.

DETROIT - Tamika Whitmore scored a WNBA playoff-record 41 points as the Indiana
Fever attempted to even its first-round playoff series with the Detroit Shock. Whitmore’s
career night, though, would come in a losing effort as the host Shock bested the Fever
98-83 in the Palace of Auburn Hills.

With the win, Detroit swept Indiana in the best-of-three series and advanced to the
Eastern Conference Finals. Detroit's 98 points was its highest postseason output in
franchise history.

Whitmore’s 41 points came on 15-0f-25 shooting and 10-o0f-10 from the free throw line.
She tied a playoff record with the most free throws without a miss, and her 25 second-
half points were also a playoffs record.

Tamika Catchings finished with 11 points and six rebounds for Indiana. Catchings
suffered what was called a mild concussion after hitting her head on the floor while
fighting for a lose ball midway through the third quarter. She did return, however was not
able to help her team erase a double-digit fourth quarter deficit.

Cheryl Ford paced Detroit with 23 points and 10 rebounds. Swin Cash added 17
points, nine rebounds and eight assists, while Plenette Pierson netted 20 off Detroit's
bench.

Detroit outscored Indiana 18-6 in first four minutes of the fourth quarter before racing
out to an 81-70 lead. The Shock led by as many as 17 late in regulation before coming
away with its third consecutive win over Indiana.

After trailing for much of the first half, Detroit took its first lead of the game midway
through the second quarter. A Kara Braxton lay-up made the score 25-24, Detroit. The
Shock would go on a 7-2 run in the closing minutes of the second before leading 38-34
at the half.

Whitmore kept Indiana close, scoring 16 points in a first half that saw neither team lead
by more than six points.

Rasmussen to put the Sun up 89-88.

The Fever appeared to have a chance to retake the lead, but Whitmore turned the ball
over with 43.6 seconds left.

Whalen hit a three-point basket and two free throws for the Sun to start the second
overtime. Connecticut was held to just a single point the rest of the period, Catchings
had four of the Fever's six points in the second overtime, including a pair of free throws
with 3.8 seconds left.

With 10 seconds left in the first overtime, Anna DeForge hit her second 3-pointer of the
period to send it into double overtime. DeForge's three with 1:19 left in regulation tied the
game at 63 and kept Indiana's hopes alive. It capped a rally that erased a 17-point
Connecticut lead late in the third quarter.

Jones hit a lay-up and Sales went 1-of-2 at the line to give the Sun a 66-63 lead, but a
three by Whitmore with 20.6 seconds left sent the game into overtime.

Ford was only forced to play 22 minutes on a bad knee.

"That was big," Laimbeer said. "I wanted to buy her as much time for tomorrow as
possible."

Anna DeForge led Indiana, scoring 13 points against her former team. Tamika
Whitmore had 12, but only two in the second half, and Tamika Catchings finished with
just seven.

Indiana led 20-16 after one quarter, but had no answers for Nolan or Detroit's zone
defense in the second.

Nolan hit all five of her shots in the quarter, and the Fever managed just four field
goals while looking confused by the Shock's defense.

"We have to play better against the zone in Game 3," Winters said. "When we miss
shots against that zone, it lets them get out and run, and when Nolan gets space, she's
so fast that she's going to hurt you."

That let Detroit take a 41-32 lead into intermission despite 13 turnovers.

Cash didn't score in the first half, but had three baskets early in the third quarter as
Detroit opened an 18-point lead midway through the period.

Detroit led 68-47 going into the fourth quarter, but Indiana got within 71-59 before their

rally stalled.

AUBURN HILLS, Mich. - The Indiana Fever had two chances in 29 hours to advance to
their first WNBA finals. Deanna Nolan wouldn't let it happen.

A day after scoring 15 points in the second quarter of Detroit's victory in Game 2 of the
Eastern Conference finals, Nolan had a franchise playoff-record 30 points as the Shock
advanced to the championship round with a 81-65 victory in Game 3.

The Fever led by as many as 13 points in the first quarter, but Nolan scored 20 points
in a 14-minute span to pull Detroit back into the game.

"l wanted to see the flow of the game, and then | knew | needed to make something
happen," said Nolan, who was 7-for-9 on 3-pointers.

Nolan's 54 points in two days helped the defending champs improve to 7-0 when
facing elimination in the past two seasons. The Shock advanced to seek their third title in
five years.

Indiana lost both the lead and All-Star forward Tamika Catchings in the second
quarter. Catchings, who missed the final 13 regular-season games with a left-foot injury,
strained her right Achilles' tendon in the last minute of the first half and did not return.

Catchings left the arena immediately after the game to fly back to Indiana for an
examination and did not speak to the media.

Cheryl Ford, playing her third game in four days on a bad knee, had 15 rebounds in
just 18 minutes.

Tammy Sutton-Brown (17) and Tully Bevilaqua (14) were the only Fever players to
reach double figures. Tamika Whitmore, who had a league-record 41 points against
Detroit in a first-round game a year earlier, finished with nine on 3-for-10 shooting.

The Shock, known for their slow starts, trailed 16-3 just four minutes into the game with
Ford on the bench in foul trouble, but Nolan's surge helped the Shock tie the score at 28.
Plenette Pierson's jumper then gave the Shock their first lead, drawing a standing
ovation from the previously silent crowd.

Detroit used a 28-10 run over a 13-minute stretch to take a 35-30 lead at the half, and
scored the first six points of the third quarter to go up by 11.

Indiana came back, pulling within 44-43, but two straight put-backs by Ford helped the
Shock build a safer margin.

Ford had nine rebounds and a blocked shot in the period, and Detroit took a 57-47
lead into the fourth. The Shock led by as many as 20 in the fourth.

Hoffman then hit two key 3-pointers to help Indiana win the
game.

Pierson was suspended for four games earlier in the season after a fight with Los
Angeles' Candace Parker, and Laimbeer practically demanded that Hoffman also get
suspended.

The controversy threatened to overshadow a memorable finish.

The teams made the first 43 free throws of the game before Tammy Sutton-Brown's
miss with 24.8 seconds left. That left Detroit down three, and Katie Smith could only split
a pair from the line at the other end.

Katie Douglas then hit one of two, leaving the Fever up 73-70 with 13.8 seconds to go.
Yinka Sanni's layup made it 73-72, but Catchings made two more free throws to restore
the three-point edge.

Deanna Nolan, though, came back down the floor and hit a 3-pointer with 6 seconds to
play to force overtime.

The Shock, though, struggled to hit inside, and Indiana clinched the game with
consecutive 3-pointers by Hoffman and Tully Bevilaqua.

Game 3 — Detroit 80, Indiana 61

AUBURN HILLS, Mich. (AP) - The Detroit Shock played angry in Game 3 of the
Eastern Conference Semifinals. It turned out pretty well for them.

Detroit led Indiana 41-10 midway through the second quarter and cruised to an 80-61
victory to advance to its third straight Eastern Conference final.

Detroit, which got 21 points from Deanna Nolan and 15 from Katie Smith, will face New
York in the conference finals. Last season, the Shock beat New York and Indiana in the
first two rounds before losing the WNBA finals to Phoenix.

The Shock were furious about an incident in Game 2 that saw star forward Plenette
Pierson suffer a dislocated shoulder after being flipped to the court by Indiana's Ebony
Hoffman. The Shock's outrage only grew when Hoffman was fined, but not suspended,
by the league.

That meant she was on the floor for Tuesday's opening tip while Pierson was on the
Detroit bench with her right arm in a sling.

The fired-up Shock scored the game's first 12 points, led 30-7 at the end of the first
quarter and continued to pour it on in the second.

"| think we were stunned," Indiana's Tamika Catching said. "There was a point where
you looked up at the scoreboard and we were down by 30 in the first half, and they were
still coming at us on both ends of the floor. | just wanted us to wake up."

The half might have been summed best by the final 20 seconds. Indiana held the ball
for a last shot, despite trailing by 30 points, and Tammy Sutton-Brown hit a layup with
7.1 seconds to play.

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Ready or not, here comes the playoffs

Fever limp into the postseason, losing 7 of their final 10 games

The WNBA playoffs can't come soon enough for the Indiana Fever. The end of the regular season
was dispiriting.

The Fever lost seven of 10 games to end the year, including Sunday's 95-85 loss to the Connecticut
Sun at Uncasville, Conn. Fever starters Katie Douglas and Tammy Sutton-Brown sat out because of
lingering injuries.

The Fever (22-12) will play Game 1 of the best-of-3 Eastern Conference semifinals Thursday against
the Washington Mystics (ESPN2). The site was shifted to the University of Maryland's Comcast
Center because the Mystics' home court, the Verizon Center, has a scheduling conflict.

Game 2 will be at 7 p.m. Saturday at Conseco Fieldhouse (NBATV).
Game 3, if necessary, would be at 8 p.m. next Monday (ESPN2), also at the fieldhouse.

The Mystics (16-18) finished with Sunday's 86-65 loss at New York. The Mystics lost the season
series to the Fever 4-0.

Fever coach Lin Dunn said officiating could influence the playoff series because the Mystics "are just
relentless at coming through" to get rebounds.

"We just have to be tough, more physical, and just make sure they don't get through us and get to the
boards," Dunn said in a radio interview.

The Fever's Tamika Catchings scored 13 points in 17 minutes against Connecticut. She added two
steals, giving her a season total of 99 -- one less than the WNBA record set by New York's Teresa
Weatherspoon in 1998. Catchings led the league in steals for a record fifth time.

Catchings and the Sun's Tan White banged heads late in the first half. Jessica Moore got tangled up
with a teammate and hyperextended her knee early in the second half. Moore left the game, and
coach Lin Dunn pulled Catchings out, too.

"The whole idea was to get her like 17 minutes and then she got popped in the head," Dunn said.
"Look at her shiner. Get those people out of there."

The Sun (16-18) failed to make the playoffs for the first time in six years. They had lost six of seven
before beating the Fever.

Kerri Gardin scored a career-high 23 points and Sandrine Gruda 22 for the Sun.

Tamecka Dixon and Jessica Davenport had season highs of 13 each for the Fever. Shay Murphy also
scored 13. The Fever finished 0-3 in games in which Douglas, an MVP candidate, was sidelined.

Momentum, injuries to impact playoffs

The final day of the WNBA regular season was rendered essentially meaningless, since the last piece in
the playoff puzzle was put into place Saturday. Instead, it was a day to wonder and speculate about what's
next for the eight teams that will continue.

If you look only at regular-season results, the quick
conclusion is that the East's first-round series are lopsided
and the West's are dead even. Indiana won all four of its
games against Washington, while Atlanta went 3-1
against Detroit. Meanwhile, Phoenix-San Antonio and
Los Angeles-Seattle split their regular-season series.

Ah, but it's quite a bit more complicated than that. Two
factors -- injuries and, to a lesser degree, momentum --
have to be more carefully considered when attempting to
break down which four are going to survive.

Not to be a jinx, but right now among the teams that seem |
the most healthy are the ones who met in ESPN2's
broadcast Sunday afternoon: the Sparks and the Mercury.
L.A. won this matchup 81-78 in Phoenix, but that really
doesn't tell you much because Mercury star Diana
Taurasi sat out the game, resting for the playoffs.

Other than reserve Nicole Ohlde, who missed time at the

start of the season with a foot injury and then had a wrist injury in July, the Mercury have been pretty
healthy. Penny Taylor, who didn't play for Phoenix in the Olympic year of 2008, returned to the franchise
in August, so she should be fresh for the playoffs.

Phoenix looks like a team at pretty much full steam going into the postseason, but the same could be said
of the Sparks. They started the season with Candace Parker out on maternity leave and later were without
Lisa Leslie during an 11-game span she missed with a knee strain. But those two have been terrific down
the stretch.
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The Mercury, Diana Taurasi and the Dream dominated Mechelle VVoepel's picks for the WNBA regular-
season awards and all-league first and second teams.

Leslie had a quiet game Sunday (two points), but in her home "farewell" game Friday, she scored 19.
Parker had 24 points and 14 rebounds Sunday, giving the Mercury a taste of what it's going to be like to
try to stop her now if those two end up meeting again in the Western Conference finals.

San Antonio also seems relatively injury-free now. But with at the other five teams, there are injury
question marks.

The biggest is center Lauren Jackson, who's out with a stress fracture in her back. She hasn't played since
Aug. 27, and it's pretty obvious that without her, Seattle will be in great danger of losing in the first round
for the fifth consecutive year.

The thing about LJ is that it takes a lot to keep her down when it really matters. She has proved over and
over that she will endure a lot of pain in order to play. Seattle's Sue Bird (sore neck) and Katie Gearlds
(knee) also have been battling injuries.

Over in the East, everybody has someone to worry about. Or at least it seems that way. Perhaps Indiana is
basically healthy at the moment -- or as healthy as any team can be at the end of the season -- but Katie
Douglas did miss a couple of games at the beginning of September with an ankle sprain. That said, she
had 25 points Thursday against Chicago.

Ebony Hoffman has been dealing with tendinitis in her ankles. She played just 10 minutes in Sunday's
loss at Connecticut, while Douglas and Tammy Sutton-Brown, who missed some time with a toe injury
earlier this season, rested.

Detroit has been without Katie Smith (back injury) since Aug. 27. And considering the Shock were in the
heat of the playoff race, you know Smith really wanted to play. We'll wait to see if she can make it back
for the postseason. Of course, Detroit has been without Plenette Pierson all summer, as she injured her
shoulder in the Shock's opening game.

Atlanta's Chamique Holdsclaw is a question mark for the playoffs, as she has been out since Aug. 20. She
had arthroscopic surgery on her right knee Aug. 25. Rookie guard Shalee Lehning, who has been a good
floor general for the Dream, hurt her shoulder in Saturday's game against the Mystics but is expected
back.

And as for Washington, star Alana Beard has had an ankle sprain and played in only two of the Mystics'
past five regular-season games, scoring six points in both.

So ... if your whole body is hurting right now after reading about all these aches and pains, we'll offer
this positive note: In most cases, somebody else has stepped forward to fill the gaps as best as possible.

Lindsey Harding had 25 points Saturday in the win Washington needed for a playoff spot (combined with
Chicago's loss to Detroit). Angel McCoughtry has filled in so well for Holdsclaw in the Dream's starting
lineup that she has added to a solid case for herself as rookie of the year.

It's no surprise that Detroit has leaned on Deanna Nolan so much with Smith out, but it's still notable how
well she has responded. Nolan has averaged 22.6 points in the seven games Smith missed, and she is as
responsible as any one player in the league for pulling her team out of danger and into the playoffs.
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Which brings us to the momentum factor ... or lack thereof in some cases. Considering that some teams
were able to rest key players in the final day(s) of the season, the results of this past weekend aren't
necessarily indicative of how everybody is really playing now.

Nevertheless, if you are looking for a "hot streak," the Sparks have won three in a row, with their victory
Sunday ending the Mercury's streak of three straight. And if all this still leaves you thinking, "OK, but
who the heck is going to win this thing?" ... well, you're accurately describing what this season has been
like.

Phoenix and Indiana are the respective champions of the West and East, and both certainly won their
titles with relative room to breathe. But that ends now. Even the conference champs have to take a deep
breath before going into these playoffs.

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Dixon Is Looking for Her Third Title

Tamecka Dixon is one of four players remaining from the W.N.B.A.’s inaugural season, 1997.

Dixon, a three-time All-Star, played in three straight league finals with Los Angeles, winning consecutive
titles in 2001-2.

Now, Dixon, a guard, hopes to use her experience to help an Indiana team making its fifth straight
postseason appearance win its first championship.

“I just try to let them know what to expect,” Dixon said. “A lot of us on the team have seen a playoff
atmosphere. As you advance deeper into the playoffs, things change a little bit. If you’'re not on your toes with
it, you can get surprised by a lot of things.”

Indiana, which won the Eastern Conference’s regular-season title for the first time, has never advanced
beyond the conference finals.

The 33-year-old Dixon, who is averaging 3.8 points a game, is one of two players on the team who have won a
W.N.B.A. title; Tully Bevilagua won one with Seattle in 2004. Katie Douglas is the only other current Fever
player to have been in the finals, losing in consecutive appearances with Connecticut in 2004-5.

After nine seasons with the Sparks, Dixon spent the next three with Houston. The Comets folded in the off-
season, and Dixon, a three-time All-Star, signed with Indiana at the start of training camp, joining an Eastern
Conference team for the first time.

“A little bit different, but the upside of that is | get to see my family a little bit more, they’re closer,” Dixon, a
native of Linden, N.J., said after the Fever beat the Liberty at Madison Square Garden earlier this week.
“They drive to Washington and Connecticut, and obviously here. She added that when she was in the West,
she saw the Eastern Conference teams once or twice. “Now you get to see them four or five times,” she said.

Having family and friends nearby also means having to buy a lot of tickets, as Dixon estimated she had about
40 people at the Garden.

“l used to have to get 100, 150 tickets. Now it's dwindling down,” she said.



Catchings or Douglas, Take Your Pick

When asked, a parent never wants to choose a favorite child. For the Indiana Fever, those two
“children” are MVP candidates Katie Douglas and Tamika Catchings.

How do you pick between the two?
Can you?

Just like the parent, the Fever cannot pick a favorite. They love them both equally and they
bring equitable value to the team’s success.

Douglas and Catchings are both having great statistical seasons, on one of the WNBA's best
teams and the Eastern Conference No. 1 seed at 22-11.

Douglas is averaging a career high 17.6 points per game for the season and is also leading the
WNBA in scoring since the All-Star break with a 19.9 ppg average.

Catchings has been a workhorse for the Fever doing anything and everything, filling the stat
sheet whole. To go along with her 15.1 ppg and 7.3 rebounds per game, she is three steals
away from a WNBA record of 100 in a season.

All the individual award talk for the two players seems small compared to the bigger picture.

“I don’t think either one of us would take any individual accolades in place of a championship,”
said Douglas. “We are both dying and hungry for this championship and to put our team in a
position to compete for a championship. “

“I'm definitely excited about the possibility of MVP, but for me the thing that is more exciting is
the position we are in as a team,” said Catchings. “Everybody knows I’'m not really an awards
person. I’'m more of a win person. At the end of the day, ten years from now you are not going
to remember who won MVP, but you are going to remember who won the championship. That
is most important.”

Indianapolis’ two WNBA awards voters, Indianapolis Star writer David Woods and Fever play-
by-play announcer Chris Denari, both feel the duo is at the top of MVP consideration.

Douglas, the dynamic shooter and scorer; and Catchings, the stat stuffer. Both are 30 years
old, both entering the WNBA in the 2001 college draft and both leading the Fever into its fifth
straight playoff appearance. They wear consecutive jersey numbers — Douglas #23 and
Catchings #24 — and they have been complementary catalysts in this year’s Fever success.
Take your pick.

Catchings: All-Everything

Catchings has been with the Fever every
year since 2001, when she was drafted
third overall. She missed a year due to
injury and in 2002, won the WNBA Rookie
of the Year.

Catchings carried the franchise on her
back, leading the team in points, rebounds,
assists and steals for six years from 2002-
07. She was also voted to the WNBA All-
Decade Team, which included five league
MVPs on the team.

Her teammate, Douglas, she sees multiple
strengths in the game of No. 24.

“She brings a lot of qualities,” said Douglas. “She brings that veteran experience, she brings
leadership, she brings tireless work ethic. She is 110% every possession, every time we are
out on the court. It is contagious for the rest of the team to want to go out and play at such a
high level.”

Woods agrees with the “do-all” play of Catchings that puts her in the mix of MVP talks every
year.

“If you want to measure everything Catchings does there is probably no player in the WNBA
who does as many things well as what she does,” said Woods.

The all-around aspects of Catchings’ game, again, have helped her be considered this year.

“Her game is more than offense,” said Denari. “It’s very much about what she does defensively
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and how she has led this team over her career, specifically this year. She leads the league in
steals, she rebounds, she averages three assists a game, she fills the stat sheet.”

“While her scoring numbers are lower than they’ve ever been in her career, she does so many
other things that impact the game,” Denari continued. “I think that's why she is definitely a
worthy candidate.”

This year, Catchings has not had to score as much as previous seasons due to the chemistry
with Douglas and growth of the team. Instead, she’s focused more on what she does well, and
that’s just about everything else!

“This year, I've tried to do a little bit of everything, whatever the teams needs,” said
Catchings. “I’'m not trying to stress on just having to score points this year. Being able to score
and lead the team on the defensive end, whatever | can do, that’'s what's important.”

While a league MVP has never averaged less than 17 points per game, is this the year the
trend breaks?

“If anybody can be the MVP without scoring that much it would be Catchings,” said Woods. She
rebounds well, she defends well, she really makes other players on the team better and some
of her contributions can’t be measured. She is so valuable to the Fever in so many areas that |
don’t think you could identify any other player in the WNBA who is as good in so many
categories as Catchings is.”

Douglas: Scorer Extraordinaire

The native Hoosier, Douglas has enjoyed
success in her second season with her
hometown Indiana Fever. MVP talks have
surfaced for Douglas who leads the Fever in
scoring and has had 12 games scoring 20
points or more.

Pair Douglas’ best statistical year and the
Fever’s best regular season, and Douglas
shoots near the top of MVP talks for several
reasons.

“Katie has probably had one of her best
years,” said Denari. “Especially right after
the All-Star break when she led the team in scoring in 8-0f-9 games. She leads the team in
scoring, she has hit some big shots, she is a good defender. A little bit different role than
Catch, but she has scored the basketball consistency all year long. If you are the leading scorer
on the best team in the league then that says you are MVP worthy.

The deadly shooter has also taken the pressure off Catchings to score, while also adding some
fire to the team.

“The thing that she brings to the team is her tenacity on the offensive end,” said Catchings.
“She can put up points in a hurry and she’s got such a drive to put the ball in the hole. She’s
somebody that we look at to create for herself and others. She does a good job at doing that.”

Her focus and drive are things that are hard to ignore.

“She seems to bring a certain swagger, toughness or dynamic quality the Fever never really
had to go along with Catchings,” said Woods. “Her presence has helped Catchings do a lot of
the things she does. They have been very complementary toward each other.”

The points that Douglas has put up have been impressive considering the Fever has six players
average over six points a game.

“She has not only been a big scorer for them, on a very balanced team,” said Woods, “but she
has had some really spectacular games and has really carried them. She carried them to a win
at New York, she scored over 30 points in consecutive games right after the All-Star break and
she is the highest scoring player in the league since the All-Star break on a team with balanced
scoring. That is meaningful.”

Douglas looks at herself to try to keep the team loose and lead in her own way.

“Like | told my teammates at the beginning, | just try to be steady for them,” said Douglas.
“Catch has a way of leading, | have my way of leading. | like to keep everybody loose. I like to
be steady for everybody and not get erratic out there. Obviously I like to spread the floor and
open it up and knock down shots. We are at our best when we are having fun out there.”

So | throw this question to the masses --- "How do
YOU define what is an MVP?"

The definition of Most Valuable Player could take as
many shapes as there are voters in any given Got Questions? Click Here!
contest. Is it the best player on the best team? Is it
the best scorer? Is it the player who can beat you in the most ways? Is it the player whose team's success is most
heavily dependent on her success? Is it the player who excels most against the best competition? Is it the player
who excels most when the chips are on the line -- whether during a final stretch of the season or in the final
minutes of a game?

In one paragraph I've cited seven different definitions. 1'd like to personally wish “good luck" to the dozens of
WNBA media voters who will cast their votes this week for the league's MVP award, among the host of many other
postseason awards.

Obviously, I will discuss the Indiana possibilities of winning this season’'s MVP award. But before | venture to that
conversation, let me first give a run down and my very unofficial and obviously biased synopsis of other Fever
awards candidates.

Coach of the Year - | expect that Lin Dunn will be one of three top vote-getters. The others being Atlanta coach
Marynell Meadors and Phoenix coach Corey Gaines. Meadors has taken a second-year team with an entirely
changed roster and turned the Dream into playoff contenders. Gaines, a first-year coach, has put the talented
Mercury into the playoffs as the West's top seed. Two weeks ago, | was on the Dunn bandwagon because, with the
Fever owning a 20-5 record, the Indiana dominance was rivaling any in WNBA history and, despite its huge lead in
the standings, the Fever and Dunn were battling the complacency bug such that the club had never lost
consecutive games since it started 0-2. Now, | think Dunn is still every bit as worthy a candidate as the other two,
except that the recent slide of five losses in six games shoots holes in my argument against complacency.
Indiana’s improvement from a 17-17 team last year might not be as great as Atlanta's improvement, but her
challenges may have been greater. It's a close race. Dunn's in the top three.

Rookie of the Year - Ironically, | see another Atlanta-Phoenix-Indiana battle brewing for the league's ROY. Angel
McCoughtry of the Dream, DeWanna Bonner of the Mercury and the Fever's Briann January should finish as the
top three, in my humblest of opinions. Bonner is perfect for the Phoenix style of play, but because of that, | think
her numbers might be slightly inflated. That's no knock on her, just a statement of fact. So | put McCoughtry and
January as the frontrunners for the award, and | think because McCoughtry has better numbers for a team that
was so dramatically improved, she will defeat the Fever point guard. January's contributions, mostly off the bench
and as part of a superior lineup, won't appear as sexy on paper as those of McCoughtry. January plays a different
role and a different position -- and may well have the longer and more substantial career -- but I think she'll finish
No. 2. I'd vote for January and not just because of my bias. | think she's played that big a role for the 22-10
Fever. But her role has often been intangible, and it's not been as dramatic on paper as that of McCoughtry.

Defensive Player of the Year - Catchings. This one's a no-brainer. Tamika should win her third DPOY award
after earning an unprecedented and record-breaking fifth steals title.

Kim Perrot Sportsmanship Award - This award is not nearly as publicized as the other awards. That is largely
in part because the winners aren't noted for their statistics. It is an award that usually recognizes a player that is
highly appreciated, though not always for being the best player. Last year's winner was well deserved (of course,
I'm biased again), as the Fever's Tully Bevilaqua won top honors. This year's Fever nominee is another longtime
WNBA veteran who has earned the respect of her peers and national media -- Tamecka Dixon. She is one of four
remaining original WNBA stars from the 1997 season. She has won three WNBA titles and she has posted All-Star
seasons with all-league numbers. Now, she is largely a role player, though her role for the Fever cannot be
diminished. And her leadership on and off the court has been invaluable. She deserves the recognition. And for a
33-year old veteran to continue playing this role in her 13th pro season, my vote would be unquestioned.

Most Improved Player - The Fever has had a history in winning this award, with Kelly Miller and Ebony Hoffman
each laying claim to the award since 2004. The Fever's “reclamation project” of 2009 has been Jessica Moore. OK,
maybe that title is not so flattering, but let's realize the fact that Kelly Krauskopf picked up Jessica Moore off the
waiver wire in early June. She didn't have a team. All she has done is start eight games while averaging 4.6 points
and 3.2 rebounds in 20 minutes per game. The numbers don't leap off the page, but her role has. And for
someone that was cut from her team in training camp -- I'd call that a pretty significant improvement!

All-Defense Team - The All-Defense Team is another that Indiana owns a big piece of history. The coaches vote
for this award. If | had a vote, I'd put four Fever players on the team. Biased? Of course. But Indiana has four
players with over 50 steals, which has never been done before by any team in the history of the league. The Fever
also limits teams to a WNBA-low 72.5 points per game and three of its steals leaders have been perennial
members of the All-Defense Team already. Catchings leads the WNBA in steals per game with 3.03. Bevilaqua is
seventh, Douglas ninth and Hoffman tenth. The All-Defense Team is comprised of a first and second team, five
members each. Therefore, with all four Fever steals artists in the top ten, | vote for all four to get selected.

MVP - Now it's time to address the afore-mentioned MVP debate. League-wide, the top candidates are, in no
particular order, Catchings and Douglas, Diana Taurasi, Cappie Pondexter, Becky Hammon, Lauren Jackson,
Candace Parker and perhaps Lisa Leslie. I'm biased, as | mentioned before, and I'm going to lean on the rationale
that the MVP should come from the league's best team. So, for purposes of this debate, I'm going to limit my top
candidates to the quartet of players from Indiana and Phoenix. Did | mention that I'm biased? Of course I did, so,
for purposes of this blog, I'm going to give my vote to either Catchings or Douglas. I'll say, honestly, that both
Taurasi and Pondexter are deserving. But Taurasi might be too one-dimensional for my tastes and Pondexter may
not have had as great a year as either Catchings or Douglas. So, again, I'm going to call this a two-horse race
between Fever stars.

I'll tell you right now, I'm not going to select one before the other. Don't even begin thinking that the Fever PR
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guy is going to pick between the two. It ain't gonna happen! No way, no how. But not just because | don't want to
make a tough decision. And not just because | want to appear politically correct. Heck, I'll go against the grain and
tell you my honest feelings if | have to. Some would call me too brutally honest, sometimes, in fact.

You want honesty?? The truth is, | really don't know that one deserves it more than the other! Remember those
seven definitions | came up with earlier? | could pit Catchings vs. Douglas against one another every day of the
week. And after seven days gone by, using each of those seven definitions, I'd waffle back and forth a dozen
times. I'm not refusing to make this decision. I'm telling you, honestly, that I don't know which I'd choose!

I have used the term “all-everything" to describe Catchings during each of the seven years | have worked with her
and the Fever. She never disappoints in stuffing the stat sheet. She does it like nobody in the history of the game.
Heck, she should have been MVP before -- and let's face it, she's finished in the top three four times before
already! She is the answer to the question, “which player can beat you the most ways?" She is the only player in
the WNBA to rank among league leaders in points, rebounds, assists and steals. She's a lock to win the Defensive
Player of the Year. She is not equal to Douglas on the offensive end, but you could also argue that Catchings’
offensive presence is responsible in part for making Douglas better. They are complementary pieces on offense,
and Catchings averages 15.1 points per game.

If Catchings can beat an opponent in more ways than any other player in the game, Douglas may well be the most
explosive scorer who can take over a game more single-handedly and dramatically than any other player in the
game. She's twice matched or eclipsed the franchise scoring record this year, and her 26 points in the second half
almost single-handedly brought the Fever back from certain defeat at Madison Square Garden on June 26. What's
more, she scored 11 points during a 17-2 run in Phoenix to post the Fever to an early lead, in what was the first of
two billings as the league's "preview to the Finals." She has scored in huge bunches. She has scored the biggest
points in the biggest games. She has scored in crunch time. The Fever was winless without her in the lineup, and
she has proven to be the fuel that drives the Indiana offense. Indiana has led the WNBA in defense on several
occasions in recent years, but never has the Fever had the offensive threat that Douglas has posed this summer.
Oh, and did I mention that she is the WNBA scoring leader after the All-Star Break?

Bob Kravitz of the The Indianapolis Star wrote in August that, "Douglas and Catchings won't share the MVP, but
they should.”

If 1 could vote for that, | would. If I could nominate them as co-MVPs, | would. If I could encourage voters to vote
that way, | would. But | can't. So, what is liable to happen is that voters will select their favorite from among the
half-dozen candidates. My bet is that Catchings and Douglas will combine to receive more votes than any other
player. But, those votes will be split and, therefore, it's very possible for neither of them to win the award.

My first reaction to that possibility? 1'd say it would be a shame. Both of them deserve it.

But I may also say this -- perhaps it might just be poetic justice. During a season in which both have helped
produce the league's best team, a championship would surely mean more to either of them than the MVP award. If
you ask either of them, they'll tell you the same, without even a second's thought. They're both 30 now, both in
their ninth WNBA seasons and both seeking their first championship ring.

They could care less about the award. So why should 1? Let's just play the games, put the MVP debate aside and
move on to the pursuit of a championship. That's all that really matters.

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Fever's Douglas, Mercury's Taurasi lead
MVP race

Diana Taurasi is Left Coast. Katie Douglas is left-handed.

Both have won NCAA championships. Both bark at officials.
Both spend offseasons playing in Russia. Both are accurate 3-
point shooters.

Similarities don't extend indefinitely. Both can't be Most
Valuable Player of the WNBA.

With the regular season less than a week from completion, the
MVP race is seemingly coming down to two shooting guards:
Taurasi, the native Californian for the Phoenix Mercury, and
Douglas, the hometown girl for the Indiana Fever.

Douglas will try to enhance her MVP credentials, and help the
Fever (21-10) in the race for overall No. 1 playoff seed, in
tonight's game at New York (12-19).

To one member of the media panel that will vote, the decision is
clear: Douglas.

"She's definitely my MVP," said Sports Illustrated's Andrew
Lawrence.

In points, rebounds and assists, Taurasi's numbers exceed those
of Douglas. Lawrence suggested that if Douglas played in the
Mercury's up-tempo system, she would score as much as
Taurasi. Lawrence said he favors Douglas' all-around
excellence.

An offseason training regimen put the 30-year-old Douglas into
"probably the best shape I've been in," she said.

Her value was underscored when the Fever lost the two games
in which she was sidelined by a sprained ankle. In games since
the All-Star break, she is the WNBA's top scorer (20.2).

"Katie has just been playing at another level this season,”
Lawrence said.

For others, identifying an MVP isn't so easy. There are at least
three complicating factors:

There is no player with such sparkling statistics that she is an
obvious MVP. In a "Race to the MVP" series posted on
wnba.com, Taurasi is listed as latest leader. Next are the Fever's
Tamika Catchings, San Antonio guard Becky Hammon,
Douglas, Phoenix wing Cappie Pondexter and Seattle center
Lauren Jackson.

The teams with the best records, Phoenix and Indiana, each have
two players meriting consideration. "I think Catchings and Katie
are going to take some votes from each other,” ESPN analyst
Nancy Lieberman said. TV analyst Debbie Antonelli added, "I
don't know how you'd pick" between the Fever duo.

Former MVPs Lisa Leslie and Candace Parker have played well
for the resurgent Los Angeles Sparks, but both missed much of
the season. Leslie is "in the mix," according to Mechelle VVoepel
of ESPN.com.

"Ultimately, this year you could pick five people for MVP, and |
don't know that anyone could argue with any of the five,"
Voepel said.

Taurasi was third in the voting in 2004, second in '06, third in
'07 and fifth in '08. Douglas' best finish was third in '06 while
with the Connecticut Sun.

Lieberman and Voepel give the edge to Taurasi over Douglas.

"We're really splitting hairs here," Lieberman said.
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Mercury even score with Fever as Douglas
sits

These are the kinds of games after which Indiana coach Lin
Dunn wakes up in the middle of the night screaming. If she went
to sleep in the first place, that is.

Fever leading scorer Katie Douglas (17.6 ppg) missed
Wednesday's game with a left ankle sprain.

There wasn't a lot of defense from her Fever on Wednesday
night at Conseco Fieldhouse in a game between the East and
West leaders. Of course, every defense in the league is tested
when playing Phoenix. But the Mercury weren't stopped at all in
their 106-90 victory.

Phoenix shot 58.6 percent overall (41-of-70) and 55.6 percent
from behind the arc (10-of-18). Cappie Pondexter did the most
damage with 25 points, but all 10 Mercury players who got on
the floor scored.

Afterward, Dunn called her team's defense soft and unfocused,
and if you know her, you can imagine those words tasted bitter
coming out. There were extenuating circumstances, in that
Indiana's Katie Douglas didn't play because of a left ankle
sprain. Douglas provides so much energy and leadership to the
Fever (not to mention a team-high 17.6 points per game), it's
nearly impossible for them to make up for her absence.

Thus, we've had the misfortune of seeing two marquee games
recently in which it was hard to gauge Phoenix's foe because a
key player was missing with an injury. When the Mercury won
98-90 on Aug. 27 at Los Angeles in what could have been a
preview of the Western Conference finals, the Sparks' Candace
Parker was out.

Wednesday's game might have been a foreshadowing of the
WNBA Finals, but it's not the same matchup without Douglas.

For the Mercury, though, what mattered was bouncing back
from a two-point loss Tuesday at Detroit. The Shock took
advantage of the Mercury's interior defense in that game,
something Phoenix knows it always has to guard against.

Now, the Mercury have three games left in the regular season:
home against Atlanta, at Seattle and home against L.A. All of
them are intriguing for different reasons, but mostly because we
want to see whether Phoenix plays well enough the rest of the
way to establish itself as the true favorite for the championship.

Meanwhile, Indiana has five games left -- four of them on the
road and all against Eastern Conference opponents who (at least
for now) are still desperate to secure playoff spots. Which means
Indiana will face teams that might "need" the victories more
than it does.

What the Fever need is to stop the feeling that the team is
finishing the regular season on a slide rather than a roll. Indiana
has lost four of its past five games -- although all of those were
to Western Conference foes.

Indiana is done with the West for 2009 unless the Fever make
the WNBA Finals. Indiana has lost just twice to East foes this
season: July 19 at Connecticut and in the season opener June 6
at Atlanta.

If the Fever can keep up their mastery of the East for these
remaining games, Indiana will enter the playoffs feeling it has
got a good shot at making the franchise's first trip to the league
finals.

But if Indiana struggles in closing out the regular season, there
might be no East favorite for the playoffs
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Finals preview? Fever just want to get back
on track

They need more practice together. They need more rest. The
Indiana Fever can't have it both ways.

"It's kind of a conundrum," coach Lin Dunn said.

The Fever have the WNBA's best record (20-8) but aren't
exactly streaking toward the playoffs. They have lost three of
their past four games and are nursing aches and pains heading
into tonight's game against the Phoenix Mercury at Conseco
Fieldhouse.

It will be a WNBA Finals preview only if the Fever and
Mercury can advance that far.

The Fever have secured home-court advantage throughout the
Eastern Conference playoffs but are fighting for overall No. 1
seed. The Mercury, who are 20-10 after Tuesday night's 101-99
loss at Detroit, might have to get past the surging Los Angeles
Sparks to reach October's Finals.

The Fever haven't played a road game since Aug. 22, so they
have been on a regular practice timetable. Dunn said they have
not been defending as well as they did two weeks ago.

"I don't know if that's a lack of being able to drill it,” she said,
"or being a little bit complacent.”

Not that the Fever can resolve all of their issues in practice
anyway.

On Monday, for instance, they scrimmaged without Tamika
Catchings, who arrived late for undisclosed personal reasons.
Katie Douglas was working with a trainer treating her ankle,
knee and thigh injuries. Ebony Hoffman had to sit out with a
muscle cramp.

Those who made it through practice were Tamecka Dixon, who
was sidelined two games because of back spasms, and Tammy
Sutton-Brown, who missed six games this summer because of an
injured toe.

"l don't think there's anyone playing on the court who doesn't
have some nagging injury," Sutton-Brown said. "They've told
me it won't get any worse than it is, which is reassuring in my
mind."

The 6-4 Sutton-Brown is a mobile center, making her ideally
suited to play against the run-and-gun Mercury. Phoenix is
scoring at a league-record pace (92.4) and features the Nos. 1

and 4 scorers, Diana Taurasi (20.8) and Cappie Pondexter
(19.0).

Douglas (17.6) is sixth in WNBA scoring. She is wearing a
walking boot to protect her ankle but is expected to play tonight.
She scored 28 points in the Fever's 90-83 victory Aug. 8 at
Phoenix.

There is more at stake than the league's best record. Douglas,
Catchings and Taurasi are perhaps the WNBA's top three Most
Valuable Player candidates. Dunn or the Mercury's Corey
Gaines could be Coach of the Year.

After tonight, the Fever play five teams -- Detroit, Washington,
New York, Chicago and Connecticut -- fighting to make the
playoffs. That is good preparation for the actual playoffs, Fever
guard Tully Bevilaqua said.

"If we can raise it up another 10, 15 percent, we'll be right where
we need to be come playoffs," Bevilagua said.
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Vital moves: Douglas makes
time for cancer awareness

How do you mark the most
important things in your life?

In a roller-coaster week
with two road losses, then a
valiant victory at home fol-
lowed two days later by a
painful defeat, Katie Douglas
spoke to fans about something
even more dear to her heart
than winning WNBA games.

cer. It’s an awful thing my
family went through.”

Douglas noted people can
raise money for cancer re-
search or free mammograms
for low-income women and
help raise awareness. “Take
care of yourself. Take care of
your family. Treat each day as
a gift,” she said.

Rastrelli, the mother of
Drew, 9, and Allison, 5,
looked at an enthusiastic
group of elementary girls
gathered in front of her on
the Conseco Fieldhouse floor:
“Think how great it would be
if one of these girls became a
scientist and found a cure.”

Douglas was hurting from
a sprained ankle collected in
the game’s first two minutes.
She was smarting from scor-
ing 24 points and still seeing
her team’s lead vanish in the
final 30 seconds. It hurts to
lose, especially by one point.
Yet Douglas and Rastrelli
came out to face fans. Why?

“If 1 could help only one
person,” Douglas said, “help
them to go on. It’s worth it.”
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Fever, Pacers grant birthday wish to ailing youth

Tommy Summerlin knew he was getting a
fancy new basketball court in his backyard
for his ninth birthday.

He didn’t know his personal dream team
would attend the christening.

After a year-long battle with leukemia,
Tommy received not only the special court
but a visit from Pacers players Jeff Foster
and Roy Hibbert, Fever players Tamika
Catchings and Shay Murphy and Pacers
mascot Boomer for a special party Tuesday
afternoon.

The event was organized by the Make-A-
Wish Foundation of Greater Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana and sponsored by Pacers Sports &
Entertainment.

“This is awesome,” said Tommy’s mother Linda. “The court itself is more than he dreamed of.
This will be something he’ll always remember.

“Today is a day to forget about everything else that’s been going on, to celebrate and have
some fun.”

A third-grader at Cedar Elementary, Tommy was diagnosed with Chronic Myelogenous
Leukemia on Sept. 12, 2008. The disease is currently being kept in check by medication but he
may eventually require a bone-marrow transplant.

Tommy'’s surprise began after school when he was greeted by a stretch Hummer limousine,
rather than the bus. When the vehicle pulled up to the driveway and Tommy emerged, Foster,
Hibbert, Catchings, Murphy and Boomer — as well as a large contingent of family and friends —
were there to greet him.

Said Linda: “He was speechless.”

A shy but energetic youth, Tommy grabbed a basketball and headed straight for the court,
where he made a jump shot, then dunked (with a lift from the 7-2 Hibbert). Foster then
organized a variety of games including a six-on-six scrimmage and a session of knockout.

Guess who won?

After the games, the players presented Tommy with presents including autographed jerseys
and basketballs.

What did Tommy think?

“It was cool,” he said.

The court, constructed of a special composite called SnapSports, has a 10-foot goal at one end
and an 8-footer at the other. The equipment and labor was donated by several local businesses
including Reynolds Body Shop, Shelley and Sands, Beaver Materials and Wells Gym Equipment.

The court eventually will have lights so Tommy can play into the night.

“I was just talking to my brother-in-law about what do we do next year?” said Tommy’s dad,
Tom. “My present is just for him to be here.”

Starting Over

Being at the top and then starting over at
the bottom is not easy for anyone.

But for Indiana Fever rookie forward
Christina Wirth, she understands her role
on a veteran team coming from highly
decorated high school and collegiate
careers. She is just happy to be here.

“To play in the WNBA period, is just a great
opportunity,” Wirth said. “Considering that
an entire team got cut and the rosters are
down from 13 to 11, | feel blessed to be
here.”

Playing on the WNBA'’s best team and
behind two MVP candidates in Tamika Catchings and Katie Douglas is rewarding for a rookie.

“Being on the number one team in the league is just amazing,” Wirth said. “They have some of
the best players in the world on this team and it is great for me to play with and learn from
them everyday.”

Wirth has looked to the experienced Catchings for advice and guidance this season, trying to
soak up knowledge from the All-Star.

“She has helped me a lot with plays or if I make a mistake, she’ll tell me ‘hey, do this,”” Wirth
said. “That is good for me because the strength and the speed is a lot different from college.”

Both play the small forward/power forward spot and Wirth has come to highly respect
Catchings.

“She’s experienced and a two-time Olympic gold medalist — she’s doing pretty well for herself!”
Wirth said. “She is a great leader, she knows when to talk to you, when to leave you alone. |
just really respect her.”

Drafted 19th overall by the Fever this year, the Vanderbilt graduate has basketball roots which
extend to her high school days in Arizona.

Wirth was a standout player at Seton Catholic High School in Mesa, Arizona. She was the 2005
Gatorade Arizona Player of the Year along with being a McDonald’s All-American. Wirth says
that McDonald’s All-American Game is one of the highlights of her basketball career.

“There is so much leading up to the actual game,” Wirth said. “We went to the Ronald
McDonald house, which was awesome. Getting to play ball with the guys and watching them
was neat. “

Wirth also participated in some of the All-American Game festivites, the 2 Ball competition. In
the contest, a female and male player are paired together in a shooting competition. Certain
spots of the court holds different point values and whichever team has the most points wins.

“My partner was Richard Hendrix, who went on to play at Alabama, and we won!” Wirth said. “I
wasn’t even going to do it but the other girls were egging me on. So | told them to sign me up.
They signed me up and we won.”

After high school, Wirth chose to play at Vanderbilt — a decision that was pretty easy once she
visited the school.

“I lived in Arizona for 18 years, so | was ready to leave,” Wirth said laughing. “That’s probably
the only thing | knew for sure during my recruiting process. | had never heard of Vanderbilt
until my sophomore year, they started recruiting me and | did my homework on the schools. |
took my first official visit there and loved it.”

During her time there, Wirth increased her scoring average in each one of her four seasons for
the Commodores, averaging 11.5 points per game for her four-year career.

In Wirth’s senior season, she was MVP of the SEC conference tournament and led her fourth-
seeded team to the Sweet Sixteen in the 2009 NCAA Women’s Tournament. She scored a
career-high 28 points in the 78-74 loss against the top seed Maryland Terrapins.

Besides having an excellent basketball career Vanderbilt, Wirth also found a best friend in
teammate Jen Risper. Together, the pair averaged 24.4 points per game their senior season
and led Vanderbilt to a 26-9 record and SEC Tournament Championship.

Going into the 2009 WNBA Draft, the roommates had the possibility of being drafted together.

“We were actually sitting in our room, watching the draft, just wondering who was going to go
next — that was kind of fun.” Wirth said. “It was really neat, too, because of all the places we
could have gone. It was just exciting sitting there together.”

Wirth was selected by Indiana in the second round. Risper was drafted in the third round, 29th
overall, by the Chicago Sky — but she was cut at the beginning of the season.

“I thought she had a good chance to make the team,” Wirth said. “But it was tougher than
ever with the roster cuts. She didn’t make it. This offseason though, we are going to go
overseas this year and play together in Slovakia.”

Looking forward, Wirth feels like she mainly needs to improve a certain aspect of her game.

“Getting stronger is the biggest thing,” Wirth said. “In college, at 6’1", | was a pretty average
post player. But here, I'm a tiny post player. That was probably the biggest thing at first,
guarding Ebony or our big post players. We are about the same height, she is just a lot
stronger than me.”

Going from the leader on her college team, to a rookie reserve on a veteran team has been no
easy task for Wirth. But she is doing anything and everything to learn, and make the Fever
better.

“Once you are leader, you are always a leader,” Wirth said. “Your leadership role might change
a little bit, but | try to be somebody that is really encouraging. I’'m not talking the entire
practice like | did in college. “

“I really just try to see what | can bring that this team needs. Whether that’s talking quietly
with someone on the side or being encouraging my teammates. I'm just trying to fill a role that
we might need filled. “

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Fever win their 13th straight at home

The Indiana Fever's work for the WNBA regular season is
nearly finished, even though seven games remain. That doesn't
mean they're not trying to get better.

For instance, in beating the San Antonio Silver Stars 77-66
Thursday night at Conseco Fieldhouse, the Fever held the
league's No. 2 scorer to zero points. Can't get better than that.

The Fever (20-7) retained the WNBA's best record, tied a
franchise record with a 13th consecutive home victory and
clinched home-court advantage for the first round of the
playoffs.

San Antonio guard Becky Hammon shot 0-of-5 and had as many
turnovers (Six) as assists. Coincidentally, she last went scoreless
four years before to the day -- Aug. 27, 2005 -- at Indiana while
playing for the New York Liberty.

Hammon was averaging 19.7 points a game, and the credit for
inhibiting her was spread around. Just as the Fever's scoring was
spread around.

"Balance, to me, is the key," Fever coach Lin Dunn said. "If you
want to go far in these playoffs, you better, on a given night,
have two or three or four people step up and get in double
figures.”

The Fever had three: Tamika Catchings (20 points), Ebony
Hoffman (15) and Tammy Sutton-Brown (12). It didn't matter
that the league's No. 6 scorer, Katie Douglas (17.7 ppg), had
only eight.

"Our focus was going inside," Douglas said. "Until they stop it,
there was no reason to get myself going."”

In a best-of-three first round of the playoffs, the Fever will open
on the road Sept. 16 or 17. The Fever will be home for Game 2
(Sept. 18 or 19) and Game 3, if necessary. If the Fever beat
Sacramento on Saturday, they will have home advantage
throughout the Eastern Conference playoffs.

The Fever atoned for an 84-65 loss at San Antonio on July 23 in
which Catchings was scoreless for the only time in her career.

Last year, Hammon carried the Silver Stars (11-17) to the
WNBA Finals. This year the Stars are in jeopardy of missing the
playoffs.

San Antonio coach Dan Hughes said Tully Bevilagqua "is as
good an on-the-ball defender as there is in the league." Hughes
added that bigger Fever teammates were instrumental in
handling Hammon, and Bevilaqua agreed.

"They really bodied her up good,” Hughes said.

The only damage Hammon did was when she clobbered
Catchings with 2:52 left and was assessed a flagrant foul.
Catchings said the two "go way back" and was not offended.

"She was like, 'l just had to find a way to keep you from scoring
a three-point play,' " Catchings said. "I'm like, "You gave us four
points. Don't worry about it." "

Catchings made two free throws, and Sutton-Brown scored on a
layup when the Fever retained possession.

Catchings, the WNBA leader in steals, had five. The Fever
turned the Silver Stars' 21 turnovers into 27 points.

The sequence that epitomized the Fever's night was one in
which Hoffman stole the ball, Bevilaqua saved it and passed to
Douglas, who drove underneath and scooped the ball to a
slashing Hoffman for a layup. The Fever led by as many as 20
points.

Ann Wauters led San Antonio with 18 points and 14 rebounds,
and Sophia Young added 18 points.

Hoffman celebrated her 27th birthday Thursday. . . . Shanna

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Douglas, Catchings won't share MVP, but
they should

The Indiana Fever have a conundrum.

Is Katie Douglas their MVP candidate, or is it Tamika
Catchings? When the WNBA's best team embarks on a public-
relations blitz in a few weeks to promote its players for
postseason awards, do they bang the drum loudly for Douglas,
their best scorer, or Catchings, their best all-around player?

"Maybe we'll have the first-ever co-MVPs," Fever chief
operating officer/general manager Kelly Krauskopf said at
halftime of the Fever's 77-66 victory over San Antonio on
Thursday at Conseco Fieldhouse. "1 mean, why not? Our success
this season has so much to do with both of them. They've both
done so much for the team, it's hard to say.

"It's something I've been thinking about. Honestly, how should
we approach this? | know people say that if we promote both,
they'll take votes away from each other, but you can make such
a strong case for both of them."

Which is why they should go ahead and do it.

Realistically, mathematically, it makes no sense because
Catchings will steal votes from Douglas, Douglas will steal
votes from Catchings and either Phoenix's Diana Taurasi or San
Antonio's Becky Hammon will slide in the side door and win the
award.

But, then, who cares?

Even if a co-MVP promotion is ultimately self-defeating, the
symbolism in the effort will make it worthwhile. A co-MVP
promotion would make a statement about this team that is as
accurate as it is profound.

This isn't a one-woman team like, say, San Antonio, which has
the league's second-leading scorer in Hammon -- who, by the
way, was held scoreless Thursday night. This isn't a racehorse,
beyond-up-tempo team like Phoenix, which gives Taurasi, the
WNBA's top scorer, ample opportunities to put up numbers.

Would an MVP be nice? Let's just say neither Douglas nor
Catchings would give it back. But that's not what this is about,
not for two players who are both 30 years old and have
accomplished almost everything besides winning a WNBA
championship.

"At this point, there's only one thing | want and that's a title,"
Douglas said after an unusually quiet eight-point night.

"Not even thinking about MVPs," said Catchings, laughing. "I'm
here to win a championship. We have the team to do it. This is
our year."

Last spring, the Pacers did a terrific job making the case for
Danny Granger, once a long-shot candidate for the league's
Most Improved Player. In the end, the promotional blitz to NBA
media worked, with a lot of help from Granger's numbers. He

won the award, one of the high points in an otherwise
uninspiring season.

The Fever, though, have bigger goals. They are the league's best
team, and if they don't wobble, they'll earn home-court
advantage throughout the playoffs. If not now, when?

"All I'm worried about now is how we're going to win a
championship,” she said. "The last thing I'm worried about is
which one wins the MVP because both are legitimate
candidates, and let the chips fall where they fall.

"But | do think we have to push both (Douglas and Catchings).
We would be remiss if we didn't do that. | wouldn't think of
pushing one over the other."

Now, if the Fever were going to promote one over the other --
and, practically speaking, that is the smarter approach -- the
choice would have to be Douglas.

She is having a career year, and it has been a pretty darned good
career. Her 17.7 points per game average is sixth in the WNBA.
Her 1.69 steals per game average is 10th. She has been in double
figures 26 times, scored 20 or more 10 times and scored more
than 30 twice.

The raw numbers may not jump off the page, but she is the best
player -- by an eyelash -- on the league's best team. If Douglas
didn't have Catchings, she might have gaudier scoring numbers.
She'd also be on a team still struggling to make the playoffs, and
not a team that is an early favorite to win the WNBA title.

Catchings has had a consistently productive year, but nowhere
near a career year. She has finished in the top three in MVP
voting in four of her seven seasons; it's hard to imagine this
year's understated numbers would put her over the top.

"They've been 1 and 2 all season; really, 1 and 1," Krauskopf
said. "Who's been better than them this season? They both

deserve it. Co-MVPs would be a good story, though, wouldn't
it?"

After the game, | asked Douglas about her MVP candidacy. She
shrugged and talked about her teammates. Then | asked her
about Catchings' candidacy and she talked for six minutes.

Then | asked Catchings. She shrugged. Then | asked her about
Douglas as MVP, and she went on forever.

There won't be co-MVPs this year, no matter how hard or how
well the Fever public relations people push the concept. If the
pair tie in the voting, that means someone else has won. But they
should go ahead and do it anyway, and never mind the results.

When | was asked to write an editorial for Breast Health
Awareness Week, it was an easy choice. Of course | would.

I know that | am truly fortunate. | play a game that I love, and |
get to play in front of family and friends in my hometown. For
that, and for having overcome my own family’s encounters with
breast cancer and pancreatic cancer — | am fortunate.

Not many pro athletes have the opportunity to play where they
want, and not many have the good fortune to play for first-class
organizations like | have in Connecticut and Indiana. | feel
blessed and I’m excited about helping the Fever try to take its
next step toward the WNBA Finals.

Ultimately, in my career, perseverance has been a valuable trait
that | have developed. It has come by learning to direct my focus
and all my efforts to the task at hand. It’s a challenge to avoid
distraction, but it’s a key to maintaining your focus and thus a
key in overcoming obstacles that might get in the way of your
goals.

That is where my family experience enters my story. At Perry
Meridian High School here on the south side of Indianapolis,
and again while | played at Purdue University, | had to deal with
the loss of both of my parents.

My father, Ken (pancreatic cancer, 1997), and mother, Karen
(breast cancer, 2000), both lost their lives to cancer within three
years of each other — right in the middle of my high school and
college career, and right during the time that my Purdue
teammates and | won the NCAA title in 1999. My life was a
whirlwind of emotion.

In a way, the basketball court became my refuge. It was the one
place that | knew that | could focus my attention and not allow
my personal distractions to take over my emotions. | always had
the support of my sister and brothers, but in college, they
couldn’t be there for me every day.

My teammates and coaches at Purdue helped me to continue
working through a really hard time. Games and practices were
an outlet for me and my emotions. | poured everything into my
game and, in a way, it set a tone for my career.

When | step onto the floor, | have one singular focus and I’ve
been blessed with the ability to block out so many of the
distractions that could otherwise affect me.

The point to be made is that no matter the issues or obstacles
that get you down, the ability to persevere and keep working can
help you achieve success. That is how | learned to deal with
losing both my parents to cancer, and that is what | tell people
who endure similar struggles.

I also have been fortunate to be given a platform with which |
can help others who now are faced with the obstacle of dealing
with cancer — whether to a friend, colleague or family member. |
have been given the ability to make a difference, and for all of
the people who helped me overcome and still achieve success, |
am so happy to spend time with people in need; or offer words
of encouragement or advice.

I didn’t grow up asking to deal with this disease. But it has
become a part of my life. | try to extend my thoughts and
prayers when | am given the opportunity. I’ve been there before.
It’s sad and devastating. People need a lift. I’m fortunate, now,
to be able to use my platform to provide a hug or a smile, and let
them know that in my heart, | truly know how they feel.

You have heard the quote by legendary North Carolina State
basketball coach Jim Valvano, “Don’t give up ... don’t ever
give up.” Probably the most memorable honor | ever received
was a national award in his name, the Jimmy V National
Comeback Player of the Year Award, which | received during
my senior year at Purdue.

I know that | am totally lucky to have the family and friends and
career that | have. | could have gotten discouraged. I could have
made excuses for a bad game along the way. | could have felt
sorry for myself.

Thankfully, I didn’t. Hopefully, you won’t. Thankfully, I’ve had
the opportunity to share this message.
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Lin Dunn working her coaching magic on the
Fever

When it comes to basketball coaching greats with Indiana ties,
the question is not where to start the list—John Wooden, Bob
Knight, Tony Hinkle and Bobby Leonard would qualify as an
initial Mount Rushmore — but where to end it.

Among women, the list is significantly shorter, but there’s one
name that would be right at the top.

Lin Dunn.

No, she’s not a native Hoosier, but there’s no denying the
profound influence she had on women’s basketball in Indiana—
and, by extension, girls high school basketball—during a nine-
year run at Purdue University beginning in 1988.

All she did was build the Boilermaker program into a national
power, winning 75 percent of her games and three Big Ten
championships, advancing seven times to the NCAA
tournament, where Purdue reached the Sweet Sixteen on four
occasions and the Final Four once.

Those teams were stocked with Indiana talent—current Purdue
coach Sharon Versyp and Stephanie White were among her
recruits—and made women’s intercollegiate basketball matter in
a state then dominated by 1U’s Knight and her Purdue men’s
counterpart, Gene Keady.

Dunn left Purdue in 1996 to pursue the professional ranks. She
took Portland from worst-to-first in the women’s American
Basketball League. Then, after the ABL folded, she guided the
Seattle Storm from a WNBA expansion franchise to the
playoffs, enabling the Storm to become one of the most
successful WNBA franchises at the gate and an eventual WNBA
champion.

Finally, the long-and-winding coaching road brought her back to
Indiana in 2004, first as a scout and then as an assistant for the
Indiana Fever. When the Fever let Brian Winters go after the
2007 season, Dunn was a logical choice to become head coach.

Now, in her second year, the Fever—before a road trip to
Sacramento and Seattle—have a WNBA-best 19-5 record and
are on the verge of clinching the Eastern Division regular-season
title and homecourt advantage in next month’s playoffs.

For sure, Fever General Manager Kelly Krauskopf has
assembled a stellar cast, led by perennial WNBA all-star Tamika
Catchings and former Perry Meridian High School and Purdue
star Katie Douglas. But Dunn has kept a steady hand on the
wheel, especially when the team lost its first two games on

opening weekend and then lost veteran Yolanda Griffith to a
career-ending injury in the season’s third game.

“We just had to keep everything in perspective,” Dunn said last
week following a practice at Conseco Fieldhouse. “It was a
tough way to start, but we didn’t let it get us out of sync. There
was no panic. We knew we had a good team, and we knew we
were going to get better.”

What ensued was a franchise-record 10-game winning streak
and the Fever have been rolling ever since. Now, Dunn’s
challenge is to maintain her team’s focus with the playoffs still
three weeks away.

“We have to be really careful about getting complacent and
relaxing,” she says. “There can be no sense of entitlement here.
All we can look forward to is the first quarter of our next game.
We still need to play with a sense of urgency.”

It’s a good story that’s unfolding with the Fever. The players are
of solid character, many involved with youth groups and
charities. And it may be that the public is starting to respond.
The Fever’s last home game Aug. 15 drew 9,900 fans. It was the
second-largest crowd of the season and the largest in the month
of August since 2003.

Overall, attendance is averaging 7,702, a slight increase over last
year.

“1’d be naive to say I’m not aware of the economic challenges of
these times,” Dunn says. “But the good news is, we’re
affordable family entertainment.”

The Fever’s upcoming playoff run will commence in mid-
September. The playoff format in the first two rounds—both
bestof-threes—lends itself to the possibility of upsets of favored
teams because there is so little margin to overcome an off
performance. Ergo, preparation, execution and, of course,
coaching will be keys.

“Well, I’m no rookie or neophyte,” Dunn says, chuckling.

No, she’s a veteran of 25 years of head coaching with more than
500 wins. A WNBA title would be a fitting capstone to an
outstanding career, but we’re getting ahead of ourselves. As
Dunn says, there’s no sense of entitlement. e
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Whirlwind year no problem for Bevilaqua

In professional sports, when age rises,
production usually falters.

But at age 37, Indiana Fever point guard
Tully Bevilaqua is having the best year of
her career.

After a whirlwind year that featured travel
between three different continents, a
grueling WNBA season and a silver medal
in the Bejing Olympics for Australia,
Bevilaqua was tired.

“Last year was just a crazy year,”
Bevilaqua said. “All the travel | had to do,
going back to Australia during the season,
then going to China, then coming back to finish the season, then going back home. | covered a
few kilometers.”

On top of the physicality that basketball places on the body, Bevilaqua was mentally worn out.
Rest was needed.

“It was much more mental than physical. It was just one of those crazy years,” Bevilaqua said.
“I didn’t touch a basketball for at least a good four months. 1 still kept my physical conditioning
at reasonable levels. I'm the kind of person who can’t go two to the three days without some
kind of exercise or physical activity. | just got a nice little balance and came back refreshed.”

Bevilaqua also returned to Indiana earlier than she ever had before to get ready for the
season.

“l came back in mid-February and pretty much just focused on shooting, working with [Fever
assistant coach] Gary Kloppenburg,” Bevilaqua said. “That has been the biggest difference in
coming back here. Five days a week, not only my work on the court, but doing strength and
conditioning training as well. It’s paid off for me.”

The result has been Bevilaqua’s best statistical career. She is averaging 7.1 points per game
and has had seven double-figure scoring games in 25 outings this season, both career-highs
for her. By comparison, she had just 15 games of double digits through her last four seasons.

“It’s all about confidence at the end of the day,” Bevilagua said. “Putting the work in to become
confident in that shot is the reason why I’'m taking all the open shots. | still give up a few here
and there but I’'m now taking 99% of the shots that | should be. My teammates are very
supportive . Also while I’'m knocking them down, it makes it harder for the opposition.”

Bevilaqua has been a key part of the Fever’s rise to the top of the WNBA with a record of 19-6.
She came off the bench for the first two games of the season with both resulting in losses.
Upon being placed into the starting lineup for the Fever’s third game, the team won 11 straight
games. The Fever has won 19 of 23 with her in the starting lineup.

Now nearing the end of the regular season, the Fever has a tough schedule ahead of them. But
despite their league-best record, Bevilagua sees room for improvement.

“We are still playing in patches, playing in moments where we lose focus,” Bevilaqua said. “I
just think we need to focus on 40 minutes a game. Hopefully by Finals time we will be more
towards the 40 minutes than we are right now. The positive to that is we are still winning even
when we have those moments.”

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The trust and chemistry with the team have been essential to the Fever’s success.

“We’ve always put ourselves back in the position to win a game,” Bevilaqua said. “That’s the
great thing about our team, regardless of whether you are on the bench or on the court you
can see that everyone is behind each other.”

Another accolade this came with her selection to the Fever’s All-Decade Team. In fact, she was
named to All-Decade teams for the Fever and the Seattle Storm, which were both tabulated by
fan voting. When the Fever travels to Seattle on Aug. 22, it will be a special homecoming for
the aging point guard who helped the Storm to the 2004 WNBA championship.

“It’s certainly very special,” Bevilaqua said. “I am now part of the record books. But to be on
two of them, it’s quite surreal really to think about.”

As a ten-year veteran with one championship ring already, Bevilagua has had plenty of great
moments and highlights throughout her career. But she hopes at the end of this season she
adds another one.

“I've thoroughly enjoyed my time here in Indiana. Playing with the likes of Tamika Catchings is
pretty cool for me,” Bevilaqua said. “Hopefully this year, we’ll make another memorable
moment.”
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Former LC Tiger January enjoying
life in the WNBA

Briann January was a starter for the first game of her rookie
season in the WNBA and on the bench by the third game but the
former Lewis and Clark star couldn’t be happier.

“l was caught a little off guard when | saw my name on the
board for the starters,” January recalled of her professional debut
for Indiana on June 6. “Earlier in the day coach (Lin Dunn)
came up to me and said, “You know you’re starting.” | thought
she was joking.”

Dunn wasn’t and January started along side four veteran
teammates, contributing 10 points and five assists in 39 minutes
of a one-point, double-overtime loss at Atlanta.

The Fever dropped their next game at home by 20 points
(January scoring five points with five turnovers) before Dunn
moved 11-year veteran Tully Bevilaqua into the starting lineup.

Since then Indiana has gone 19-3 and in the most recent win, 82-
59 over defending WNBA champion Detroit, January sparked a
second-quarter rally en route to a career-high 17 points.

“Since I’ve gotten here Lin has shown so much confidence in
me and (starting) helped me a ton,” January said in a telephone
interview last week. “It turned out | might not have been quite
ready, but she still shows that confidence in me, which is great.”

Dunn told The Indianapolis Star, “I think you’re starting to see
January develop more and more into what | call a future premier
point guard in this league.”

January, Indiana’s first-round pick (sixth overall) out of Arizona
State, will come off the bench Saturday when the Fever play
their only game at Seattle.

“Honestly, it’s going to be a second homecoming,” she said.
“We just left Arizona. I’d have to say those Sun Devil fans are
amazing. The players are amazing, the coaches are amazing.
They were all cheering for Indiana.

“l don’t know if we’ll get as big of a turnout in Seattle but there
will be a few people there.”

Indiana is rolling, setting several records for the 11-year old
franchise. Along the way, January has been a big part,
contributing six points and two assists in 18 minutes per game.

Not surprisingly she said the two biggest adjustments were the
physical maturity of the players and the pace of the game.

“What I’ve been trying to do is take every day and learn,” she
said. “I make a focus plan for myself to improve little areas at
a time.

“You have to continually be able to produce. (ASU coach)
Charli (Turner Thorn) prepared me so well for this, my work
ethic, my mentality for the game. It’s fun because it’s not that
big of a change.”

Coming off the Sun Devils bench for two seasons also helped.

“You get a feel for the game, see the adjustments, see what’s
working,” she said. “I feel a little more comfortable that way.”

Having a veteran like Bevilaqua in front of her helps
the transition.

“l cannot tell you everything I’ve learned from her,” January
said. “I can’t imagine going through this without her.”

It is a challenge, even for the two-time Pac-10 Defensive Player
of the Year.

“Chamique Holdsclaw (Atlanta), she’s the real deal,” January
said, obviously awed by the former Tennessee superstar. “I
found myself on the court trying to play defense just watching
her. She’s a player at both ends of the court.”

The Los Angeles Sparks lineup “full of Olympians is
incredible,” she said. “Sue Bird (Seattle) and Becky Hammon
(San Antonio) are by far are the two hardest players I’ve had to
guard. They were my idols. They definitely made me look like
a rookie.”

After the season January plans to take some time off for rest and
relaxation, then head overseas. Though that is a ways off, she is
considering offers from teams in Israel, Spain and Poland.

It’s been quite a ride for the four-year starter for the Tigers who
went on to a record-breaking career at ASU with two trips to the
Elite Eight of the NCAA tournament. Success and happiness
continue to follow her.

“l can’t get over how great of place I’m in,” she said. “My
teammates, coaches, everything, and of course winning is fun.
I’m having a blast.”
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Catchings chosen for U.S. national team

Tamika Catchings is on course to try for a third Olympic gold
medal in women's basketball. Going for gold is something her
Indiana Fever teammate, Katie Douglas, might never get to do.

The 30-year-old Catchings was one of eight players selected
Monday to the USA Baskethall national team for 2009-12.
Others were two-time gold medalists Sue Bird and Diana
Taurasi, as well as 2008 gold medalists Seimone Augustus,
Sylvia Fowles, Kara Lawson, Candace Parker and Cappie
Pondexter.

Besides the 2012 London Olympics, the United States will play
in the World Basketball Championship, set for Sept. 23-Oct. 3,
2010, in the Czech Republic.

U.S. coach Geno Auriemma of the University of Connecticut
acknowledged that the team's strength will be in the backcourt.
Douglas, 30, a leading candidate to be MVP in the WNBA this
year, is a 6-foot guard.

Those not on the roster will have a chance to play their way onto
the team in training camps, Auriemma said. Someone would
have to be "a hell of a player" to beat out perimeter players
already chosen, he said.

"You know, USA Basketball usually gets it right," he said.

The United States has won the past four Olympic gold medals.
Catchings averaged 6.8 points and 4.4 rebounds during the 2008
Beijing Olympics, shooting 72 percent from the field.

Team USA took the bronze in the 2006 World Championship.
Australia won the gold.

Carol Callan, national team director, said USA Basketball would
retain a large pool of players from which teams will be selected.

"We just need to be as flexible as we can be, and that's what we
plan to do," Callan said.
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Fever play like best of the decade

At halftime Saturday, five members of the Indiana Fever all-
decade team currently playing for the franchise absorbed cheers
and accepted trophies.

The rest of the night, pretty much all of the Fever's players
showed why they make up one of the franchise's best teams
from its first 10 years.

"It's really a special group that we have,” guard Katie Douglas
said after the Fever defeated the defending-champion Detroit
Shock 82-59, moving Indiana to a WNBA-best 19-5 on the year.
"Each piece to this puzzle has brought something."

Not surprisingly, the current players who were all-decade picks
brought it Saturday night. Four of them -- top-four vote
recipients Tamika Catchings, Douglas, Tully Bevilaqua and
Ebony Hoffman -- started. The fifth, Tammy Sutton-Brown
(sixth in the fan voting), returned to action after missing six
games with a stress reaction in her right big toe.

Douglas scored a game-high 19 points. Catchings scored 10
points, grabbed nine rebounds and added four steals -- becoming
the youngest and fastest WNBA player to reach 600 steals.

The celebration almost was spoiled. The beginning of the game
looked pretty bad, thanks to a defense coach Lin Dunn called "a
little soft." Lacking early intensity on that end, the Fever fell
behind 27-13 in the second quarter after surrendering a 12-0 run.

Then Indiana started to run itself. First, the Fever outscored the
Shock 18-6 over a second-quarter span of 6:29. The Fever
retook the lead at halftime (39-38; their first since 2-1), then
scored the first 13 points of the third quarter to go ahead 52-38.

It wasn't just the all-decaders who contributed. Jessica Moore
started her seventh straight game at center and scored eight
points, earning the label "a real warrior" from Dunn.

Perhaps the biggest spark came from rookie guard Briann
January, who scored a career-high 17 points (10 in the pivotal
second quarter) -- and did so in front of her family, who was
visiting Indianapolis for the first time. January is from
Washington.

"I think you're starting to see January develop more and more
into what | call a future premier point guard in this league,"
Dunn said.

The Fever scored a stunning 45 points off Detroit's 23 turnovers.
Only bench player Shavonte Zellous reached double figures in
points (16) for the Shock (9-13).

The win was Indiana's 12th straight at home, moving the team
within one of the franchise mark. The Fever can tie it Aug. 27
against San Antonio.

Until then, Indiana hopes its roll will continue at Sacramento (on
Thursday) and at Seattle (on Saturday).

"We're just making it happen this year," Bevilagua said. "It's a
lot of fun right now."

The Fever's win put them one away from their second season
sweep of Detroit and first 4-0 mark against the Shock. They
went 3-0 in 2001. . . .

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Fans pick Fever's all-decade team, which will
be honored tonight

One is a native Hoosier who helped get the franchise going. The
other is a Californian who has made Indianapolis home.

To be chosen to the Indiana Fever's all-decade team is as
meaningful to one as to the other.

Stephanie White and Ebony Hoffman will be two of the players
introduced tonight at Conseco Fieldhouse. Ten players for 10
years.

Hoffman is one of five players from this season on the all-decade
team. She was fourth in fan balloting behind teammates Tamika
Catchings, Katie Douglas and Tully Bevilaqua, respectively. White
was fifth. Current center Tammy Sutton-Brown was sixth.

The all-decade announcement will give Fever faithful more to
celebrate than the team's WNBA-leading record of 18-5. The
defending champion Detroit Shock (9-12) will try to stay in playoff
contention by beating the Fever in tonight's game.

The Fever have won 11 consecutive at home, two fewer than the
franchise record. The first 3,000 fans will receive an all-decade
commemorative poster.

Kelly Krauskopf, chief operating officer of the Fever, said it was
always her intention to have an all-decade team -- and to reach
25th and 50th anniversaries for the franchise.

"I went into this with my eyes on the future in building a franchise
that many people will enjoy for years to come,” she said.
"Certainly, it is a tribute to all the players and all the staff . . . to
keep this franchise going."

All those connected to the team have been "part of history," she
said, on the first women's pro sports team in the state and city.

White was interviewed before she knew she was selected. It would
be an honor, she said, especially for someone so associated with
basketball in Indiana.

She was an Indianapolis Star Indiana Miss Basketball at Seeger
High School, an All-American and NCAA champion at Purdue.
White, 32, a Chicago Sky assistant coach, was on the Fever's first
team in 2000 and played four seasons with the team.

"There's always a sense of pride to be able to go home," she said.
"And there's a sense of pride to see them do well."

Hoffman, 26, was selected in the first round by the Fever in the
2004 draft out of USC. She was the league's Most Improved Player
last year, and is averaging a career-high 10.9 points this year.

"This is the first team and only team I've been on," she said. "It's
had its ups and downs. I've played bad. I've played well. | think it's
just really a big honor that the fans are recognizing me."

Natalie Williams, Tamika Whitmore, Anna DeForge and Tan
White round out the team.

Notable omissions include Kelly Miller (11th in voting), first-time
Fever All-Star Rita Williams (18th) and Jurgita Streimikyte (19th).

Natalie Williams, 38, retired after the 2005 season. She recently
gave birth to a second child, and has two adopted twins.

Whitmore and Tan White are on the Connecticut Sun. DeForge
played for the Minnesota Lynx last year and was recently released
by the Shock.

Tully Bevilagua

Age is definitely not a number when it comes to the Australian born Bevilaqua. She hustles all game, every play.
She’s funny, polite and has fun. | wish she’d play forever.

Tamika Catchings

Indiana’s franchise player since her arrival in 2001, Catchings is the team’s “do everything” player. A two-time
Olympic gold medalist, the Tennessee grad is always knee deep in the community, holding basketball clinics,
opening reading centers, giving to food banks or talking with youth about the importance of education and having
a positive attitude. Her work off the court is just important as on the court.

Anna DeForge

Although she wasn’t in a Fever uniform long (only two seasons), DeForge was a great role player and made her
mark with her 3-point shooting.

Katie Douglas

A Hoosier born and raised, Douglas is in her second season with Indiana and is in the running for league MVP.
Feeling more relaxed this year, Douglas leads the team in scoring (17.8 points per game) and if you make her
mad, she’ll make you pay.

No one deserved last season’s Most Improves Player Award more than Hoffman. Since arriving from USC in 2004,
she has improved her game by leaps and bounds.

Winners of 18 of their past 21 games and responsible for the best record in the WNBA (18-5),
the Fever’s 2009 starting lineup occupies half of the All-Decade Team and five of the top six
spots in final voting.

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Indiana wins possible WNBA Finals preview

Not to jump to the conclusion that Saturday provided a mini-
preview of this season's WNBA Finals. But ... if that's indeed what
the Indiana-Phoenix game
was, then the Fever made the
potential matchup all the more
intriguing.

Visiting Indiana won 90-83 in
the first meeting this season
between the two top teams in
the WNBA.. Katie Douglas led
the East-leading Fever with 28
points, while Jessica Moore
had 19 points and showed
once again the power of the
UConn pedigree in the
WNBA.

The Fever's Jessica Moore
scored 19 points on 6-for-8
shooting from the field.

Douglas and Moore also combined for 18 rebounds on a night
when the Fever won the board battle 43-26, one of the most
important stats of the game. Whether you want to credit Indiana for
starting fast or fault Phoenix for starting slowly, the fact was the
Mercury remained in catch-up mode the whole game. And that
didn't reveal the best side of Phoenix.

Mercury players believe they're better defensively than the team is
typically given credit for, but Indiana really exposed some flaws
behind the 3-point arc. The Fever made 11 of 26 3-point attempts,
led by Douglas' six.

And with the Mercury unable to come close to matching the Fever
from long range -- Phoenix shot just 3-for-14 -- even the quick-
strike ability of Team LifeLock wasn't enough to rally.

The Mercury did try, of course, but each time they came close, it
seemed either Douglas or Moore would make a big play. Moore
was thrust into the starting lineup July 30, replacing an injured
Tammy Sutton-Brown. Since then, Moore has scored 12, 10, six
and 19 points -- all in Indiana victories.

That the Fever could lose Sutton-Brown -- who is having a terrific
season but is now dealing with a stress reaction in her right big toe
-- for this stretch and still not lose a game indicates how strong this
team is.

Coach Lin Dunn has said this Fever squad doesn't have to be
carried any longer by Tamika Catchings. Not only because she has
a fellow All-Star alongside her in Douglas, but also because of the
effective depth of Indiana, which was proved again Saturday.

Indiana is now 17-4, while Phoenix is 16-7. With the recent return
of Penny Taylor, reuniting the "Big Three" of the 2007 WNBA
championship season, the Mercury have seemed all the more like
the league favorite. Taylor again joining Diana Taurasi and Cappie
Pondexter provides Phoenix with three of the most effective
offensive players in the WNBA.

However, none of them were at their best against Indiana. Taurasi
had 16 points, Pondexter 12 and Taylor 11. Rookie DeWanna
Bonner scored 15 points on 7-0f-9 shooting, and veteran Tangela
Smith had 13, but Phoenix couldn't outscore Indiana on a night
when the Fever were so effective from long range.

The reality is, this might well have been the best outcome for all
parties. It whets the fans' appetites for the rematch between these
teams: Sept. 2 in Indianapolis. It shows the Mercury some of the
points they have to improve upon defensively. And it gives the
Fever players a boost to go into Phoenix's home and defeat the
Mercury.

That has happened only twice previously this season: on June 21
when Seattle did it, and July 22 when Minnesota beat the Mercury
without Taurasi, who was serving a suspension.

Saturday's game was the first at home for Phoenix since that loss to
the Lynx; in between was a five-game road trip that ended with an
overtime win at Seattle. So you might have expected Phoenix to
come into this contest with all the momentum. It didn't happen that
way, though.

Afterward, Taurasi said the Mercury still had a long way to go
before being good enough to be a championship team. That
assessment is too harsh, but it indicates the attitude she's going to
take in dealing with this defeat, and as she reacts, so will the rest of
the Mercury.

Meanwhile, the win was exactly what the Fever needed, as they
will play four more West foes on the road -- Los Angeles,
Minnesota, Sacramento and Seattle — in their next five games.

Indiana will have to do all the things in those games that it did
Saturday, especially controlling the boards. And whenever Sutton-
Brown returns, her absence will have had a silver lining. That is
the chance for Moore — who spent the previous four seasons with
L.A. — to build confidence about how much she can contribute for
the Fever.
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Shay Murphy: Finding A Home

From playing for three teams last year, to getting traded, to getting cut, three-year guard Shay Murphy has found
a home with the Indiana Fever.

Murphy entered the WNBA in 2007, when the
Minnesota Lynx took Murphy in the second round
with the 15th pick overall.

She saw consistent playing time immediately. In her
rookie season, she played all 32 games for the
Minnesota Lynx, averaging 5.2 points per game and
3.3 rebounds.

Murphy’s second year is when her career turned
uncertain. She was traded from the Lynx to the
Detroit Shock, and then from the Shock to the
Washington Mystics.

“That second year was really tough, especially for me
emotionally,” said Murphy. “I doubted myself, my
abilities, my skills. When you get bounced around
from team to team, you wonder if you are capable, if you are good enough, am | supposed to be here?”

.
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The 2009 WNBA season started off in the nation’s capital for Murphy, trying to make a young Mystics team with a
roster filled with guards.

After a strong training camp with the Mystics, Murphy was feeling confident about her status with the team. That
is until a surprise phone call ended her time in Washington.

“I actually had a really great training camp, one of the best,” said Murphy. “With the roster change to 11 players, |
knew it was going to be difficult. So every day, | continued to stay positive, | came back from a great season
overseas and | just let that confidence carry over. | actually left the training camp happy, | was like ‘dude, there is
nothing else | could do!"™”

She quipped, “If | had done a 360 dunk | wasn’t going to make the team.”
But Murphy was not without a team for long when the Fever called.

“About seven-eight days later got a phone call from the Fever and | was like ‘Praise God, thank you Jesus!.” said
Murphy. “I kept that confidence and | came here and this is the best team I've ever been on in my life. | love the
girls, everyone is amazing.”

With a team returning all five starters and playing behind two All-Star and MVP candidates in Katie Douglas and
Tamika Catchings, playing time is not always the easiest to find.

In her finest efforts of the season though, Murphy has played her best ball against the Chicago Sky.

She led the Fever with 15 points on July 10, in an 83-54 blowout win at Chicago. To go along with her team high
in points, she also grabbed six rebounds and shot 53 percent from the field.

The 76-67 victory on August 5, at home against the Sky, showcased some of Murphy’s strengths.

She scored 13 points and had seven rebounds in 23 minutes, playing for Tamika Catchings who received three
quick fouls in the first half. Coach Lin Dunn went with Murphy instead of Katie Douglas in the fourth quarter
because she was playing so well.

Catchings and Douglas, too, are the players she looks to as models for improving her overall game.

“I can shoot the ball, and I'm still working on the that every day,” said Murphy. “But my goal is to be as what
Katie Douglas is, eventually, when it's automatic.”

She looks to Catchings’ game as a model for her defense and hustle.

“I bring a lot of things, like athleticism, most importantly my passionate energy. That's following Catch’s
footsteps,” said Murphy.“ She plays both ends of the court super hard and that’s what | want to do. A coach will
never have to coach my effort.”

Besides Douglas and Catchings, power forward Ebony Hoffman is another Fever player who has had an impact on
Murphy’s basketball career. Hoffman and Murphy were teammates at the University of Southern California and are
both from the Los Angeles area.

Once arriving with the Fever, Murphy was excited about playing with her former teammate once again.

“l came in as a freshman and Eb was already a senior,” said Murphy laughing. “The Big Dog on campus, she knew
everyone, knew the system and just had her own swag.”

In their one year together, the “Big Dog” made sure to watch over her young pup.

“She took care of me, she kind of put me under her wing,” said Murphy smiling. “When maybe the other seniors or
the coaches were getting on me she was like ‘Hey stop yelling at her!” | was like ‘thanks, man’ and gave her a
hug.”
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After Hoffman was drafted by the Fever, Murphy made it her goal to be the next Lady Trojan drafted. She did just
that too, along with an impressive streak of scoring in double-figures in 47 straight games.

Before leaving school, she became the school’s all-time leader in 3-pointers with 181. Her favorite memory from
USC involves a specific shot from among those 181 threes.

“We were playing Oregon at home in our new facility and it went into double overtime,” said Murphy. “They had a
girl on their team about 6’5” or 6’6” and | was about two feet behind the [distance of an] NBA three. She went
under a screen and, seriously, | think the ball touched the top of the gym and it went in — nothing but net! We
went into double overtime, came back and wound up winning. It was such a great shot and it was cool because it
was in front of my home crowd, and | was amped up. | might have popped my jersey and blew a kiss to the
crowd!”

After a college career filled with accolades, Murphy has some goals to accomplish at the professional level. “I want
to find a home, bouncing around I've learned a lot, gotten stronger,” said Murphy. “But | definitely want to be on a
team for a while. | take it one day at time, | really would like to continue to play behind Katie and Catch and learn
under them, they are amazing.”
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Catchings has her mind set on one thing:
winning first WNBA title

Tamika Catchings is in love with the fairy tale.

She wants to fall in love with the perfect guy, get married, start a
family, maybe even get a house with a white picket fence.

But, here's the thing. Catchings also is in love with basketball.

And the former Stevenson High School star still has a few things
left on her hoops to-do list.

So the fairy tale gets put on hold for a bit longer while the dream -
or a dream season, rather - is pursued.

"It's a championship, that's what | want,” Catchings told me
Wednesday night after she and the Indiana Fever turned back the
Chicago Sky 76-67 in Indianapolis. "I'm definitely ready to settle
down, get married, have kids. I've got a boyfriend. I'm ready for a
normal life - for a change.

"But all that stuff can wait a little bit longer. There's only so long
(one can play professional basketball) and this time right now - this
is it for me. | really want a WNBA championship. It's the missing
piece.”

But Catchings, who has won at every other level, may not have to
be issuing maydays for very much longer.

Over her eight-year stint in Indianapolis, the 30-year-old Catchings
has played on some pretty good Fever teams. But she says this one
is special.

At 16-4, the Fever boasts the best record in the WNBA. At one
point this summer the team had won a record 11 straight games.

"This is probably the best opportunity we've ever had here (to win
a championship),” said Catchings, a silky smooth, 6-foot-1 small
forward who is averaging 14.2 points, 6.4 rebounds and 2.65
steals. "Everything seems to be coming together."

Catchings knows the signs.

Since leading Stevenson to the IHSA Class AA state championship
in 1995, Catchings has won an NCAA championship at Tennessee,
2 Olympic gold medals and various titles in the overseas leagues
she plays in during the WNBA off-seasons.

Meanwhile, personal achievements such as being named a four-
time All-American at Tennessee, a six-time WNBA all-star and the
best defensive player in the WNBA in multiple seasons have only
added to her resume.

Yet, Catchings can't stop thinking about the one thing she doesn't
have.

"It bothers me," Catchings says about her lack of a WNBA title.
"I'm determined to win it at any cost.”

Well, maybe not any cost.
The one thing Catchings doesn't want to do is get hurt again.

She has been banged up the last couple of years with serious foot
injuries. She spent most of last season trying to come back from an

Achilles tendon tear that sidelined her at the end of the 2007
season.

"There were plenty of nights | was frustrated, not getting to play,
watching from the bench," Catchings said. "But looking back, |
wonder where I'd be now. You don't want injuries to happen, but
they often make you a stronger person. And you appreciate what
you're doing a lot more."

Catchings hopes that one day her kids will appreciate the kind of
player she once was: a champion (fingers' crossed) at every level.

"You better believe I'll be pulling out all the tapes,” Catchings
laughed.

Catching up with Tauja: A Tamika Catchings story wouldn't quite
be complete without an update on her older sister Tauja.

As teens, the two sisters were practically joined at the hip as they
terrorized high school girls basketball teams around the Chicago
area.

Tauja, who went on to star at Illinois, now runs Tamika's charitable
foundation (Catch the Stars) and is the mother of a 4-year-old son,
Kanon. She just got her real estate license and will be getting
married to a man from Chicago in early November.

So will Tauja move back up to the Chicago area with her husband
or stay nearby Tamika in Indianapolis?

"She better stay down here with me," Tamika laughed. "I'd miss
her and my nephew too much."
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Fever's Griffith leads from sidelines

She can't make a basket, clear a rebound or block a shot for the
Indiana Fever any more. That does not mean Yolanda Griffith can't
contribute.

Griffith, 39, ended her playing career June 9 when she went down
with a torn left Achilles tendon. She has a guaranteed contract and
didn't have to stick around Indianapolis during her rehabilitation.

Instead, she has become a veritable third assistant coach, attending
meetings and practices and watching games from her wheelchair
on the end of the Conseco Fieldhouse court.

She wants to become a coach anyway, so she is starting that career
a bit earlier than intended.

"l just don't feel good going back home to Sacramento when |
could be here and giving my input on the game and things that |
see," Griffith said.

Griffith won a WNBA title with the Sacramento Monarchs in
2005, and now she wants the same for the Fever in 2009. The
Fever (15-4) will try to extend their home winning streak to 11
tonight against the Chicago Sky (10-10).

Griffith, a two-time Olympic gold medalist and 1999 league MVP,
said before the season that this would be her last as a player. She
confirmed Tuesday that she is retired. She ranks second in league
history in rebounds and sixth in points.

The Fever signed Griffith to be a leader, and she has been,
according to teammates.

"She was willing to stay, and we wanted her to stay, regardless of
the situation," forward Ebony Hoffman said. "We were sad to see
her miss out on her final year playing, the way it happened.

"But she is an amazing person to still be here through all the
injuries and everything she's going through right now."

Tammy Sutton-Brown, a center now sidelined with a toe injury,
said Griffith is "in the head" of the post players. Griffith brings a
player's perspective that might be different from that of the
coaches, Sutton-Brown said.

"If you sit down there by her on the bench, she's always talking
and saying something," Sutton-Brown said.

Coach Lin Dunn and chief operating officer Kelly Krauskopf said
they have welcomed the input and predicted Griffith would
become a successful coach.

Griffith promised to be plain-spoken and tell the truth, whether she
is coaching in high school, college or the pros. She said some post
players in the WNBA still don't know how to pass the ball or
employ a counter-move.

"There's a lot of things that we need to work on," she said. "We get
to this pro level, they think it's not important. But fundamentals of
basketball are the most important thing."

A victory would allow the Fever to equal 2007 as their best 20-
game start. The Fever lead the Eastern Conference by five games.
Detroit won the East by a record seven games in 2003 en route to
the WNBA title. . . . The Fever's scoring average of 77.3 is far
ahead of the franchise record of 72.9 set in 2007. . . . The Fever,
who have exceeded 80 points in three straight games, have never
done so in four straight.



Hoffman continues to improve her game

The jig is up - Ebony Hoffman can shoot.

Shooting a blazing 45.6 percent from beyond
the arc last season, “Big Dog” as she is
affectionately called by fans, won over the
WNBA and was named the league’s Most
Improved Player in 2008. She deserved it
because she was all over the court. Averaging
10.4 points after scoring 4.2 a game in 2007,
Hoffman led the team with 7.8 rebounds,
both career highs, along with assists (1.8) and
steals (1.4).

After a year like that, how do you continue to
improve?

“After having a good season last year, my
goal was to capitalize on that and not get
complacent,” Hoffman said. “This year I’'m
starting to dribble a little more, attacking the ;
basket more than just shooting because Frank McGrath / PS&E Photo
(teams) know I can shoot now, and I’m not as

open as | used to be.”

Hoffman may not be as open, but her shot is still pretty deadly as she is third in the league, shooting 46.2 percent from
the three point stripe. Still, maneuvering her way through defenders on her way to the basket is key since Hoffman
rarely misses from the free point line, shooting 91.3 percent (sixth in the WNBA). It was also one of her offseason
goals.

After leading the team in rebounds last season, however, Hoffman is aware that she hasn’t been grabbing as many
boards.

“My rebounds are down, and my feet have something to do with that. But it’s about working harder to get to the
board,” she said.

Assistant coach Jim Lewis agrees — with a big laugh.

“Blocking out, which is an inside joke. It’s one of our biggest weaknesses as a team and sometimes fundamental needs
to be emphasized,” he said. “Ebony is a natural, instinctive, nose for the ball rebounder, but she still can’t make it a
jumping contest.”

Hoffman and Lewis’ relationship is a special one. “She’s like a daughter to me,” he said.

Lewis acknowledged Hoffman as a very hard worker. The Fever’s first round draft pick in 2004 can usually be found in
the gym dusting off old tricks and adding new ones.

“l think she has the complete game,” Lewis said. “She’s a great facilitator, a tremendous passer, ball reversal person
and can penetrate and kick to open people. Obviously she stretches the defense for us with her three point shot and
she’s diversifying her game by driving more and getting to the free throw line.”

It also helps that Hoffman’s hushand of nearly two years, Ronald Cass, is by her side at home and in the gym.

“He’s got an array of moves that most people can’t even dream of having and little by little he’s teaching me different
things to do with my game,” she said. “It’s amazing (to have him by my side). This is an extremely stressful job, and
it’s predicated on winning basketball games. It helps that he’s around me every second. He watches the game, watches
film with me and we come in the gym early. It’s such a blessing.”
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The Old Guard

She was happy to be a part-timer in Indiana, but now Tully Bevilaqua, 37, is leading the league's top team

Four years ago, when Tully Bevilaqua joined the Indiana Fever, she was a 33-year-old point guard looking to write the final chapter in a circuitous
career that included stops in Cleveland, Portland and Seattle, where she won a title in 2004. The Fever brought in the Aussie playmaker with the
understanding that she'd eventually move to the bench once her successor had been groomed. But by the end of last season the team still had no

point guard of the future, and their point guard of the present was seriously contemplating retirement.

Now the league's third oldest player at 37, Bevilaqua was persuaded to come back for another season just to back up and mentor the rookie point
guard Indiana expected to take with the sixth pick the draft. Besides, second-year coach Lin Dunn told her, "you have the rest of your life to be

retired.”

The Fever did select a point guard, Arizona State's Briann January, and gave her the starting job. But when Indiana began the season with two
losses, Dunn hastily reinstated Bevilagua—and ever since then Indiana has been on a tear. The Fever ticked off 11 consecutive wins and at this

weekend's All-Star break had a league-best 12--4 record.

Bevilaqua's stats are relatively modest—she's averaging a career high in points (7.4 per game) and is flirting with personal bests in assists (3.0)
and rebounds (2.6)—but her steady play at the point has allowed her teammates to shine. Sixth-year forward Ebony Hoffman, the league's Most
Improved Player last year, continues to make strides as a perimeter shooter. Two seasons ago she attempted just five three-pointers; this year
she's on pace to take 72, and she's making them at a 50.0% clip. Forward Tamika Catchings, who tore her right Achilles tendon during the 2007
playoffs, has finally recovered fully from the injury, which cost her nine games and invaluable practice time last season. She started alongside
Fever teammate Katie Douglas for the East in Saturday's All-Star Game, which the West won 130--118.

One reason for Bevilaqua's effectiveness has been her improved three-point shooting, a skill she concentrated on in the off-season. "Teams were
backing off me and playing us 4 on 5," says Bevilaqua, who is on pace to hoist up 119 treys this season, 30 more than she took each of the last
two seasons. She's also making them at a career-best 42.9%.

The real test will be whether Bevilaqua can keep knocking them down as Indiana begins August with a grueling stretch in which it plays six of eight
games on the road. Can the Fever keep up its sizzling run? "Honestly," says Catchings, "I don't feel like we've peaked. You see it in spurts, but as

far as a consistent, 40-minute game, | don't think you've seen that yet."

Moore, Davenport fill post position

On June 9, 2009, in the first quarter of the Indiana Fever’s home game against the Seattle Storm, the Fever had a scary moment. Yolanda
Griffith tore her Achilles tendon, and suddenly Indiana was without its seven-time WNBA All-Star and former WNBA MVP.

But the show must go on, and the Fever coaching staff has found two players to help fill the void that Griffith’s injury created. Jessica
Moore and Jessica Davenport, both acquired in mid-June, bring the size and leadership needed to thrive in the post.

Moore believes that she can play an important role in the success of her team. And with the recent loss of Tammy Sutton-Brown to a
nagging toe injury, Moore has been pressed into duty.

“Being consistent is what | try to do every single game,” Moore
said. “I try to go out there and rebound, run the floor, play great
defense and make open shots.” Moore has been a model of
consistency since joining the Fever, grabbing at least two
rebounds in all but two games this season. She has shown
consistency with at least 2.5 points and 2.5 rebounds in every
game — and she came up big in a July 28 win over Washington,
playing 21 minutes with five rebounds while Tammy Sutton-
Brown was first hampered by her right big toe.

Since then, Moore has made two starts and scored in double
figures each time.

Davenport, too, considers consistency to be a crucial aspect of her
game.

“l need to be more consistent on rebounding,” Davenport said. “I
think defense will be there because we play great team defense.”

Even though Moore and Davenport are now filling Griffith’s . s = S :
position on the court, she is still an active member of the Fever team. She attends practices and games and constantly offers advice to her
young counterparts.

“She’s a great post player,” Moore said. “She’s been in the league for a really long time, so whenever she says something, | try my best to
take heed. She’s always saying to be patient and do whatever it is that we do best.”

Griffith is already impressed with the new players’ abilities.

“Davenport’s strength is her height,” Griffith said. “She’s another big body that we needed after my injury.” Davenport is starting to use
that height to her advantage. After only block three shots in her first six games with the Fever, the former Ohio State star followed that
stretch with four blocked shots over the next four games. She also added 12 points at Chicago on July 10, and she was the Fever’s leading
scorer with 13 points at San Antonio on July 23.

Moore’s biggest contribution, Griffith explained, is her veteran leadership. After playing for the Los Angeles Sparks for three years —
including starting all five games in their 2006 Playoff run — Moore has already found success in the league.

“She has quickness,” Griffith said. “She has great footwork and is a threat on the defensive end. She brings a lot of energy and smarts on
the floor.”

For Davenport, being surrounded by veterans is invaluable in helping her improve her game.

“It helps a lot because everybody’s always talking to you,” Davenport said. “They’re giving you hints on how to play defense, hints on how
to play offense, and also just making sure we’re taken care of off the court. That helps a lot coming to a new city.”

With over half the Fever roster possessing five or more years of WNBA experience, this lineup is full of basketball knowledge.

“Having veterans on the team is always great because they’ve been through it all,” Moore said. “They know what to expect. And the best
thing about this team is that they have so many great players who have played together for a long time, so the chemistry is there.”

The new posts have appreciated their mentoring, and they’ve taken the advice to heart.
“They’re young, and they want to get better,” Griffith said. “It’s a great thing that these players still want to learn the game of basketball.”

The loss of Griffith was undoubtedly a setback to the Indiana Fever, but the addition of Moore and Davenport was a vital move because, as
Griffith explained, “Tammy (Sutton-Brown) and Ebony (Hoffman) can’t play the whole game without getting a break.”

“When they’re coming off the bench, it’s key that they have a lot of energy and play their positions well,” Griffith said.
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Fever's home streak now a perfect 10

Thursday was designated Inspiring Women Night at Conseco
Fieldhouse. How appropriate.

On a night in which Tennessee coach Pat Summitt and 15 other
women were honored, the Indiana Fever beat the Connecticut Sun
94-85 in an overtime game inspiring postseason thoughts.

"It definitely turned into a playoff atmosphere,” Fever guard Katie
Douglas said.

Douglas scored 32 points and Tamika Catchings 23, helping the
Fever to a 10th straight home victory and keeping their record (14-
4) atop the WNBA. In the loss column, the Fever are two ahead of
West leader Phoenix (14-6) following the Mercury's 106-76 defeat
at Atlanta.

"It was a great game for the fans, and ulcers for me," Sun coach
Mike Thibault said.

Catchings and Douglas both missed free throws in the fourth
quarter that could have cost the Fever, who trailed 77-73 with less
than three minutes left. Douglas' 3-pointer tied the score at 79, and
Catchings' layup tied it at 84. Catchings was fouled on the play but
missed at the foul line with 11 seconds left. On to overtime.

Ebony Hoffman caused the Sun's Asjha Jones to foul out at the
start of OT, and then sank two free throws. Jones scored 21 points.
With her gone, the Fever outscored the Sun 10-1 in overtime.

Catchings (13-of-14 from the free throw line) and Douglas (10-of-
12) were repeatedly fouled on thrusts to the goal, and finally the
Sun succumbed.

"Between the two of them, they're just fierce competitors,” Fever
coach Lin Dunn said. "And it carries over to everybody else."

Douglas, who set a regular-season franchise record of 34 points
Tuesday against Washington, has had the two highest-scoring
games of her career in succession. Preceding that was a two-point
game at San Antonio.

Douglas is the first Fever player to score 30 or more back-to-back.
Dunn said she decided to rest Douglas more in games and practice,
and asked her to go to the rim. Douglas acknowledged that
shooting free throws and layups puts her into a rhythm.

"It kind of loosens you up and makes the rim feel a little bit
bigger," she said.

Summitt loosened up Catchings by pulling her aside and telling her
she had nothing to prove. The Vols coach was 11th on a list
compiled by The Sporting News -- and the only woman -- of the
50 greatest coaches of all time.

"Tamika Catchings is the hardest-working player that I've ever
coached. That covers 35 years," Summitt told the crowd at
halftime.

The Fever will need to keep working to beat the Sun (9-8) ina
potential playoff matchup. Sandrine Gruda, France, (19 points) and
Anete Jekabsone-Zogota, Latvia, (10) weren't in Connecticut to

begin the season because they were playing in the European
Championship.

"They're going to get better and better, and we need to continue to
get better as well," Catchings said.

Dunn credited two reserves -- Jessica Moore (12 points) and
Tameka Dixon (eight on 4-of-5 shooting) -- for the victory. Moore
started in place of center Tammy Sutton-Brown, who will be
sidelined at least a week with a stress reaction in her right big toe.

With Sutton-Brown slowed by injury, backup
center should play bigger role

Jessica Moore has always been about winning basketball.

That was evident in high school, college, pro. In Alaska,
Connecticut, California.

Although Moore is a backup center for the Indiana Fever, perhaps
it is no coincidence that her team has the best record (13-4) in the
WNBA.

"She has a relentlessness about her that is second nature," Fever
assistant coach Jim Lewis said. "That is one of the biggest
attributes she brings to the table."

With Tammy Sutton-Brown impaired by a toe injury, the Fever
will look to Moore more in tonight's game against the Connecticut
Sun (9-7).

The Fever signed Moore, 27, as a free agent June 11 after she was
waived by the Los Angeles Sparks.

She averaged 4.3 points as the starting center in 2006 for the
Sparks, whose 25-9 record was first in the Western Conference.
Moore came off the bench the past two seasons for the Sparks.

In Tuesday's 85-81 victory over Washington, Moore delivered four
points, five rebounds and stout defense in 22 minutes. Her most
important play might have been an assist. She passed down court
to Tully Bevilaqua for an easy layup that extended the Fever's lead
to 80-71.

"I think it was huge," Lewis said.

Moore has a love of the game that has grown since she was
introduced to the sport at age 10 by her brother. She said she would
be happy to play two minutes, five minutes, 20 minutes. Just as
long as she can play.

"Jessica’s high intensity. She's always been that way," Sutton-
Brown said.

At Colony High School in Palmer, Alaska, Moore's teams won two
state championships in volleyball and two in basketball. She
competed in jumps and relays for the track team, winning one state
title with a 35-foot triple jump.

She chose the University of Connecticut because she wanted to
win national championships, and did just that -- three, in fact.

In her third NCAA title game, in 2004, she tore an anterior cruciate
ligament but remained in the game. She finished with 14 points
and nine rebounds in UConn's 70-61 victory over Tennessee.

Afterward, Moore received a letter of congratulations from then-
Gov. Sarah Palin, who also played for a state championship team
in Alaska.

Moore said there is a reason so many players coached by UConn's
Geno Auriemma populate WNBA rosters.

"l think it comes down to our self-discipline and what we go
through in those four or five years at Connecticut,” she said.
"Coach always tells us, what you go through at UConn not only
prepares you for the world and basketball, but just to be an all-
around better person.

"I think we just carry that with us."
Etc.

Tennessee coach Pat Summitt will address the crowd at halftime
as part of the Fever's Inspiring Women Night. Donna Orender,
president of the WNBA, will be here to present Summitt the
league's Inspiring Coach Award. . . . The Fever have won nine in a
row at home. . . . Moore played on the U.S. team that won a bronze
medal in the 2001 under-19 World Championship. Five others
from that team -- Diana Taurasi, Cappie Pondexter, Alana
Beard, Nicole Powell, Shameka Christon -- played in last week's
WNBA All-Star Game.

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Douglas sparks Fever to win

All-Star guard gets angry, pours in 34 points

If you are an Indiana Fever fan, here is your assignment for the
next game: Say something to tick off Katie Douglas.

Call her a dumb blonde. Criticize her fashion sense. Make a joke
about her Purdue Boilermakers.

Then watch the fireworks.

Douglas gets mad, then gets going. She scored 24 of her regular-
season franchise-record 34 points in the second half, leading the
Fever past the Washington Mystics 85-81 Tuesday night at
Conseco Fieldhouse.

A ninth straight home victory allowed the Fever (13-4) to maintain
the WNBA's best record. The Fever set a franchise record of 13 in
a row at home from July 2002 to July '03.

Douglas picked up a technical foul with 3:39 left in the second
quarter after swooping to the rim for a basket. She acknowledged
that she "said something" to an official.

She did something to the Mystics.

Those two points started a stretch in which Douglas scored 25 of
the Fever's 33 points over a 17-minute span. She exceeded her
career high of 30. Coincidentally, that came against the Fever for
the Connecticut Sun on Aug. 22, 2007.

The most points scored by a Fever player is 41 by Tamika
Whitmore, in a 2006 playoff game at Detroit. The regular-season
record was 32 by Tamika Catchings on three occasions.

"I definitely don't want to have to play ticked off,” Douglas said. "I
like to be steady out there and keep my emotions in check. Now
I've got to do a better job of that."

Fever coach Lin Dunn said Douglas' play was reminiscent of a
game in which she scored all of her 28 points after halftime of an
82-81 victory at New York on June 26. She was involved in an
altercation with the Liberty's Shameka Christon in that game.

"It was like, 'l refuse to lose," " Dunn said. "Thank goodness we
have some players with that type of mentality. And it's contagious.
She puts her head down and says, 'I'm going to the rim. You can't
stop me.' "

Douglas was 9-0f-19 from the field, 1-of-7 on 3-pointers and 15-
of-16 on free throws.

She tied Catchings' franchise record for free throws made.

Douglas said she promised teammates at halftime she was "done
griping” and would be careful not to get another technical that
would result in ejection.

She wasn't done attacking the rim. She sank 13 free throws after
halftime.

Dunn and Mystics coach Julie Plank pointed to the Fever's 28-9
edge at the foul line as the difference. The Mystics (9-8) trailed 80-
71 with less than 90 seconds left but climbed within 83-81 in the
closing seconds.

Alana Beard led the Mystics with 19 points. Catchings had 15 for
the Fever, including 3-of-4 shooting on 3-pointers.

Dunn didn't like the beginning -- the Fever trailed by 10 in the first
quarter -- or the ending. The Fever won with center Tammy
Sutton-Brown scoring two points and power forward Ebony
Hoffman shooting 2-of-10.

"The good news is, we found a way to win without them being
productive," Dunn said.

"The bad news is, they weren't productive.”

Backup center Jessica Moore came off the bench and delivered
five points and five rebounds in 22 minutes for the Fever.

Sutton-Brown iced an ailing right toe after the game, and Fever
guard Tully Bevilaqua banged her hip on a fall in the second
quarter. . . . Plank, a longtime Fever assistant, wore a stylish white
suit. She bought it in Indianapolis to surprise her mother, who
traveled to the game from Columbus, Ohio. . . . Douglas' 15 points
in the third quarter were one less than the Fever record set by Tan
White against the Mystics on June 3, 2007.

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Fever's Douglas making a difference in life and
death

Family dealing with cancer gets support from
Fever's Douglas

Katie Douglas gets her first WNBA All-Star starting assignment
today at Uncasville, Conn. While the Indiana Fever guard has
made basketball a career, she has not made it her life. Death
changed that.

Douglas, 30, lost her mother to breast cancer in 2000 and her father
to pancreatic cancer in 1997.

When she was asked to speak to a woman fighting breast cancer, a
person she didn't know, it didn't take long to get Douglas on the
phone. She talked to Loraine Quillen, a crowd management
employee who considered the Fever, Pacers and others at Conseco
Fieldhouse part of an extended family.

"Just for her to step out of her world and take the time to call my
mom, a total stranger . . . even if she didn't work at Conseco, she
would have still called her,” said Amy Malott, Quillen's daughter.
"It just shows the remarkable character of Katie."

Douglas said she tried to cheer up the woman, praised her courage
and told her she was missed by fellow ushers. Although Quillen
was sedated, her daughter said the message got through.

"I just extended my thoughts, my prayers to their family," Douglas
said. "I've been there before. It's sad and devastating."”

Hours after the call, at 2:30 a.m. on July 10, Quillen died at the
Indiana University Cancer Center. She was 68.

At the invitation of a friend last year, Douglas went to Brooke's
Place, an Indianapolis organization providing support and services
to grieving children and families. She said it was a resource she
wishes she had when her parents died.

Malott, 41, Kokomo, said her daughters played basketball and
were always fans of the Fever, who also have leading vote-getter
Tamika Catchings representing Indiana in today's All-Star Game.
The girls especially enjoyed seeing their grandmother when they
traveled to Indianapolis for games.

The fieldhouse was "really a positive place” for Quillen, her
daughter said.

"Mom was one of those people who loved people,” Malott said.
"She loved talking. She loved sports."

A memorial and prayer gathering will be held for Quillen from 1-5
p.m. Sunday in Pepsi Square at Conseco Fieldhouse. In lieu of
flowers, the family is asking donations be made to the Susan G.
Komen for the Cure Tissue Bank at the U Cancer Center.
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Older, wiser -- and stronger than ever

Tamika Catchings spent the winter in Poland, getting a good look
at the country and finding a new home away from home.
Meanwhile, back in Knoxville, Tenn., Catchings' former coach
was at times feeling like she wished she was somewhere in Europe,
too.

Just like other Tennessee alumni, Catchings always has been able
to call Pat Summitt to get advice and encouragement. But during
the past college season, the former players were also giving back
those things to Summitt. She won her 1,000th career game, but had
a difficult season that ended in an unprecedented (for Tennessee)
loss in the NCAA tournament's first round.

"I'd call her and say, 'It's OK, they'll get it. It may take awhile, but
they'll get it eventually,™ Catchings said of the conversations she
and Summitt would have about the current Tennessee players.
"We'd talk about the different mentality that players have now
even compared to when we came up, and before we came."

By "we," Catchings meant those players she competed with at
Tennessee from 1997-2001. They are now "old school." They don't
always understand these Kids today.

"When you're so used to winning, when you lose a little hit, it's
difficult,” Catchings said. "And as a coach, then you start talking to
your players and saying, ‘This is what we need to do," but they're
not responding. That's where a lot of the frustration comes in for
[Summitt]."

Catchings shakes her head a bit when she says this, as if she's an
old lady discussing whippersnappers. She just turned 30, having
celebrated her birthday Tuesday night with her best game of this
season. Catchings had 28 points, 10 rebounds and three steals as
Indiana bounced back from its lone loss in six weeks and beat
Washington 82-70.

The Fever had won 11 games in a row, dating back to early June,
before falling at Connecticut last Sunday. But the victory in D.C.
puts the East-leading Fever at 12-3 with one more contest before
Saturday's All-Star Game, for which Catchings was the top vote-
getter.

Catchings overall is feeling stronger now than she has in recent
years. She missed 13 games during the 2007 WNBA regular
; sSeason with a plantar
fascia injury in her left
foot. Then during the
playoffs that year, she
suffered a  ruptured
Achilles tendon and
wasn't able to go
overseas to compete.

W

She had to work hard in
rehab to be able to come
back not just for the
Fever in 2008, but also
for the U.S. Olympic
team.
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She was able to do that. Then the Polish team she didn't get a
chance to play for the previous winter still wanted her to come.
She played for Lotos Gdynia, along with the Washington Mystics'
Alana Beard and Monique Currie.

"I've played in Korea, Russia and Poland," Catchings said. "Korea
is my favorite because that's where | became comfortable first; it
was my first opportunity overseas. It became like a family over
there. We lived in a dorm, and my sister went with me.

"But in Poland, | enjoyed it, too, and | liked being able to get
around. It was the first time when | was overseas | had my own
car, so | was able to explore things. In Poland, it was easy to
drive."

Not so much in her other overseas stops?

"In Russia -- never. In Korea -- never," Catchings said, laughing.
"But Poland was laid-back. And we were by the water in Gdynia,
and it was just easy. And having AB and Mo there made it a lot
easier, too."

Catchings is a star player, of course, but she's happier when she
has teammates to share the spotlight with. It was true on the
Olympic team, true in Poland and true now in Indiana, too. But
there have been times with the Fever when Catchings did feel the
team's fate was almost all on her.

"She doesn't have to carry the whole load for us this year, and
that's taken some of the pressure off of her,” Indiana coach Lin
Dunn said. "In the past, she's felt like, 'l have to carry this team, |
have to make something happen.' | don't think she feels that way
now, and she's happy that she doesn't."

Katie Douglas, in her second season in Indiana, leads the Fever at
16.1 points per game. Catchings is at 14.3, and Tammy Sutton-
Brown and Ebony Hoffman at 11.5 each. Sutton-Brown and
Hoffman, who was the WNBA's most improved player last season,
also combine for about 12 rebounds a game and have helped make
up for the loss inside of veteran Yolanda Griffith.

The Fever had brought Griffith aboard for her veteran leadership,
but she suffered a season-ending Achilles injury on June 9.

"When it happened, | was gone emotionally," Catchings said. "I
was crying like crazy afterward. Knowing the rehab and the long
days that she was facing, I've been there and feel for her. It's her
last year, and | was really looking forward to playing with her, that
post presence and everything she brings."

But that was also the same night the Fever started their 11-game
winning streak, and much of that has to do with Catchings' resolve.

Of her desire to win a WNBA title, she says, "It burns -- vividly,
wildly. But you get there by focusing on what's right in front of
you.

"When my teammates are doing well, get them the ball. Do
whatever it takes to win. For a long time, it was like if | struggled,
everybody struggled. Now, if I'm struggling, | focus on what is
going well for everybody else. Our chemistry is phenomenal.”

Dunn, who will coach Catchings in the All-Star Game, says
another key is just keeping Catchings from wearing herself out.

"The thing we have to do with Tamika is get her more rest," Dunn
said. "She plays much better when she's not fatigued. And because
she plays so hard, she can get fatigued. She's not 20 anymore, she's
30 and we've got to get her those extra minutes here and there to
rest. | can see the difference when we do.



"But when you talk to her about pace and trying to gear down, she
looks at you like you're speaking in a foreign language."

Summitt, though, might counsel Catchings on taking it easy when
you can. Because Catchings definitely is still listening to her
former coach.

"It says something for [Summitt] to be able to still have an impact
on my life even today -- eight years removed from college,”
Catchings said. "Everybody sees her as this icon, like, 'Oh, my
gosh, Pat Summitt!" But we all have a relationship with her that
lasts. We're able to call her up and say, 'Pat, I'm struggling. What
am | doing wrong?"

Right now, though, Pat would say, "You're doing great, Tamika.
Think there's any way we could get you eligible for another college
season?"

She also has served as a head coach
and an assistant coach with USA
Basketball and is the winningest coach
in the history of the Austin Peay, Miami
{Fla.) and Purdue women's programs.

Dunn coached Purdué for nine sea-
sons (1988-1996) and led the
Boilermakers to three Big Ten champi-
onships, seven NCAA Tournament
trips, four Sweet 16 appearances and {o
the Final Four in 1994

She left Purdue in 1996 to embark on
a pro coaching career that began with
the Portland Power of the now defunct
ABL.

Dunn moved on to the WNBA in 1598
and has served as head coachin
Seattle as well as Indiana. She will
coach the Eastern Conference All-Stars

“I've always been an advocate for th
women’s game,* Dunn said. “The profes-

next step in the growth of our game.”

Growing up in the small town of
Dresden, Tenn., Dunn never dreamed
of a pro league for wornen until the
seeds for the ABL and WNBA were
planted in the early 1990s.

Veteran guard turns 37 today, but the Australian is
in such good shape that she feels like a 'spring
chicken’

The Indiana Fever's Tully Bevilagua almost certainly won't be
among reserves chosen to the WNBA's Eastern Conference All-
Star team Monday. Not with guards such as Connecticut's Lindsey
Whalen, Detroit's Katie Smith and Deanna Nolan, and Chicago's
Jia Perkins available.

Bevilaqua is the point guard for the league's best team, however,
and her 11th season has become her best. Her resume already
includes a WNBA title with Seattle in 2004, a world championship
gold medal in 2006 and an Olympic silver medal in 2008.

Being an All-Star would be far-fetched, she said. The 5-5
Australian would settle for a victory today -- her 37th birthday --
over the Connecticut Sun.

"I'm like wine, aren't 1?"" she asked. "You know, I'm loving it."

Perhaps not as much as teammates are loving her. The Fever are
11-0 with her as a starter, setting a franchise record for consecutive
wins.

Coach Lin Dunn suggested Bevilaqua's 3-point shooting has been
as responsible for the Fever's surge as any development.

Bevilaqua worked diligently in the offseason, and now she has the
confidence to match her accuracy.

"Now, even if | miss a couple of shots, I'm going to make the next
one," she said. "It's just the mental training that I've done."”

Bevilaqua is 21-0f-48 for a .438 percentage that ranks fourth in the
league among those with 20 or more 3-pointers. She is averaging a
career high in scoring (7.5) and nearly so in assists (2.8). And that's
all in an energy-preserving 25 minutes a game.

Not that she is concerned about fatigue. She trained so relentlessly
with the Fever's strength and conditioning staff that she is as fit as
ever.

"I feel like a spring chicken right now," she said.

Defenders once hedged off Bevilaqua, virtually daring her to
shoot. That has become an undesirable strategy.

"We love it when teams leave her open,” Fever guard Katie
Douglas said. "She's ready to knock it down. There's never any
hesitation.

"She's just that consummate leader that we need out there on the
floor, directing traffic, getting us in our offense, and also being the
catalyst for us on defense."

Bevilaqua has been on the league's all-defensive team in each of
the past four seasons.

Dunn has long stated that no one wants to be guarded by
Bevilaqua.

Now you can't leave her unguarded, either.

"You just can't do it," Dunn said. "And that's huge for us."

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Dixon’s experience, poise crucial to Fever

Indiana Fever guard Tamecka
Dixon has been a much larger
influence on the season than her
stats show.

First, she’s experienced. A 12-
year veteran, Dixon is one of just
four active players remaining
from the WNBA'’s inaugural
season in 1997.

Second, Dixon’s pretty darn
durable. In 12 seasons she’s
played in 328 regular season and
36 playoff games, averaging 10.3
points.

Finally, as fellow guard Tully
Bevilagua puts it, “When
Tamecka is on the floor, and
especially in crucial moments,
she keeps it cool. We all have
confidence that she’s going to
make the right play at the right
time.”

And that is what the New Jersey
born and raised Dixon has done
for teams throughout her
basketball career. She’s not
flashy, but she can be creative.
She doesn’t post huge numbers,
but she makes big plays.

Dixon hasn’t played many
minutes for Indiana, but when
she’s on the court, she makes
every second and each play
count.

against Detroit. In 16 minutes,
Dixon scored eight points, shooting 3-of-5 from the field, including two 3-pointers, and had two assists and two crucial
steals that turned the game around.

“l see my role as a steadying presence on the court,” Dixon said. “I try to come in and do whatever it is | think we’re
lacking in.”

Coming to Indiana as a free agent, Dixon had to make a sacrifice. For the majority of her career, she’s been a starter
and with the Fever’s starting line-up pretty much set, the Kansas grad knew she would have to come off the bench.

“It’s a different, but I relish it and try to do it to the best of my ability,” she said. “It does allow me to look at what we
may be lacking and implement those things when | do come into the game.”

It’s that way of thinking that makes Dixon a favorite among players and coaches. As training camp was winding down,
Fever coach Lin Dunn had to choose between Dixon and Tan White, whom the team drafted in 2005.

“We chose Dixon because of her experience,” Dunn said. “She’s plays whatever role we need her to play. She
understands the game, and she’s tremendous at getting to the rim and creating her own shot. She just has a poise about
her that is invaluable off the bench.”

Dixon’s willingness to come off the bench is also a sign that her career may be winding down.
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“I’m thinking this may be my last year, but we’ll see how it goes,” she said. “I’m 33, and | probably still got a little bit
of basketball left in me. But I’m kind of ready to do other things.”

The plan after basketball is to put more time into her business of training youths in basketball that she started last year
with her father, who played professional basketball in France, Italy and Argentina, and her personal trainer.

When and if Dixon retires, she’ll leave behind a professional career that included amazing moments, including being
among the WNBA's all-time leaders in games played, points, assists, steals and minutes, and two championships with
the Sparks.

“It’s been crucial having someone like Tamecka coming off the bench and bringing her smarts out on the court,”
Bevilaqua said. “She’s even teaching me to stay calm under pressure, something she’s really good at.”

January thrives in Indianapolis

For Briann January, the rookie life in the WNBA is pretty darn
good so far.

After all, the Indiana Fever point guard gets to share the floor with
MVP candidates Tamika Catchings and Katie Douglas every game
and ranks first among rookies in assists (2.9 per game).

Not to mention, Indiana is in the middle of a franchise-record nine-
game winning streak and will go for No. 10 in a row against
Chicago on Wednesday.

“l was just blessed enough to get [drafted by a] team with amazing
people and some amazing veterans that have just made this whole
transition for me and experience for me just great,” January said. “I
can’t say enough about my teammates — they have made this so
easy for me.”

But that doesn’t mean adjusting from college basketball to the
professional ranks has been a complete cakewalk for the former
ASU standout.

January was drafted sixth overall by the Fever on April 9, which
was just over a week after the ASU women’s basketball team
ended its 2008-09 season with a loss to eventual national champion
Connecticut in the Elite Eight of the NCAA Tournament.

After the draft, she returned to ASU to finish school and graduate
and then had to pack up and make the move from Tempe to
Indianapolis in time for the start of training camp on May 17.

“From the end of the NCAA Tournament to me coming out here
[to Indianapolis] to now [has] been a whirlwind,” January said.
“There was a point when | was in a little of a panic because | was
like, ‘Oh my gosh, how am I going to get all this done?’ It was just
coming so fast at me, but it all worked out.”

January then had to survive training camp, which wasn’t exactly a
guarantee for anyone after the WNBA reduced roster sizes to 11
players for the 2009 season.

“It was fast-paced, and you better believe it was cut-throat,” she
said. “It made me grow as a player really fast. It was just crazy,
because you’d show up one day and two people were gone. It was
super scary. If you had a bad day you were like, ‘Oh my gosh, am |
going home?’”

January not only made the Fever’s final roster but emerged as the
team’s starting point guard for the season opener.

But in the two games that January started at the beginning of the
season, Indiana went 0-2.

Fever veteran point guard Tully Bevilaqua was then moved into
the starting lineup ahead of January, but January said she has
embraced her new role as the Fever’s first player off the bench.

“l can honestly say that it was a good move,” January said. “We
lost the two games that | did start, and so adjustments have to be
made.

Being able to come off the bench, you get a feel for the game, you
get to see what’s going on [and] you get to make the adjustments
that the players on the court can’t see. It gives me a little of an
advantage going into the game, and |1 like it a lot, actually.”

The Fever hasn’t lost since the role switch.

Even though January now has 11 WNBA games under her belt, she
said she still has moments where it hits her that she’s made it to the
sport’s highest level.

“I’m a big, big nerd, and I’ve had that thought a couple times,” she
said. “We went and played in Madison Square Garden and | was
like, “‘Wow, OK, I’'m here. I’'m in the league playing in Madison
Square right now,” and | had to step back and soak it all in. It’s so
exciting every night, just because the players you’re playing
against and the energy that’s coming from the game is awesome.”

January has also had plenty of moments that made her “feel like a
rookie,” such as when she had to guard WNBA superstars Sue Bird
and Becky Hammon and when she was told by Fever coach Lin
Dunn that information that would take over a month to cover in
college would have to be learned in a week at the professional
ranks.

“I’ve played basketball forever, but coming to this level, there’s
just so much more to the game,” she said. “You really have to be a
student of the game to catch up. There’s so much more going on in
this game than [there] was in college.”

But January has been able to lean on her veteran teammates to for
support and guidance — especially Bevilaqua.

“From day one, [Bevilaqua] was helping me with the transition,
especially because she’s an established point guard in the league
and she’s been here forever,” January said. “I can’t tell you how
much she’s helped me in this process in just giving me little tidbits
or just leading by example. She’s been amazing for me.”

Also helping January make the jump to the WNBA is what she
learned during her ASU career, both on and off the court.

“l feel like | was more prepared than a lot of the new players
coming into the league, and I’ve been told that,” January said.
“[The ASU] coaches don’t just teach us how to be good basketball
players, they teach us how to be respectable people hard workers,
and | think those are the two things that are really respected in the
WNBA.”

January has even been able to draw many similarities between
ASU coach Charli Turner Thorne and Dunn, as well as between
both coaches’ respective staffs.

“Besides the southern drawl that Lin Dunn has, | can honestly say
there’s not much [difference],” January said. “Lin is a little more
of a yeller, but at the same time she only yells when she needs to,
and that’s basically the same way Charli coached. We value
defense here, and that’s what Charli’s all about, so it’s the perfect
fit for me.”

January has also started to adapt to her new surroundings in
Indianapolis, which she said is “definitely no Arizona” but is
comparable to her hometown of Spokane, Wash.

“It has this small-town feel,” she said. “Indianapolis is a city and it
has some big-city things, but the people down here and just the
way things are is just definitely laid back. Everybody’s been so
welcoming down here.”

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But one date January has had circled on her calendar all summer is
Aug. 8, which is when the Fever travels to Phoenix to take on the
Mercury.

“[On] draft day | looked at the schedule and knew when | was
going to be back in Arizona,” she said. “It’s definitely something
that I’ve had marked on my calendar for a long time, and I’'m
excited to come back and see everybody. | miss Tempe, | miss my
[ASU] teammates [and] | miss everybody down there.”

Until then, January’s goal is to keep improving as a professional
player and to continue to be the spark plug on both ends of the
floor that Sun Devil fans came to know during her time in Tempe.

“[I want to] just grow defensively and continue studying the
game,” she said. “Being able to be that point guard that can knock
down open shots and get to the rim and just create for my
teammates, | think that’ll help my team make it to a
championship.”

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Catchings keeps tinkering overtime to figure
out why shot is off

Teammates call Tamika Catchings a perfectionist. Away from the
game she can relax, but not in a gym.

There, she always has to stay late after practice and fix some kind
of deficiency. The Indiana Fever guard always has to work on
something so she can be, as she says, the best player she can be,
the perfect her.

Right now, though, something has rocked Catchings' basketball
world: her shot. She's shooting about 32 percent from the field,
nearly 10 percent below her career average, and just 29 percent
from the 3-point line.

"It's a little off right now," she said.

This is the Fever, though. The season has been mainly about good
news, so there is an upside to this slump. At this point, it doesn't
matter Catchings hasn't shot the ball well. Indiana has won eight
consecutive games and looks for a ninth victory tonight at
Chicago.

But Catchings and her teammates know if she starts hitting her
shots, that streak has a much better chance of continuing.

Being a perfectionist, Catchings is already working on the
problem. Actually, she has been for the past three years.

"I've done a lot of work," Catchings said. "You just can't see it
right now."

It started in Houston in 2006, at the NBA All-Star break. Catchings
went there for the festivities and worried she wouldn't be able to
work on her game. An assistant with the Houston Comets
recommended Marvin Harvey. He's the classic shot doctor, having
worked with WNBA player Marie Ferdinand and several NBA and
overseas players.

Catchings could already notice the improvement in her shot with
Harvey's help. So after a week of 6 a.m. workouts, she hired him
full time. Since then, they've worked mainly in the offseason,
turning her shot from what she called very ugly to what it is now.

And the past three seasons, it has been good. She shot a career-
high percentage from behind the arc last year.

Catchings can't quite figure out why she's missing so often this
season.

She and Harvey are desperately trying to find the problem. He
came to Indianapolis last week for some lessons. They are focusing
on her feet. She's not setting them properly when she receives the
ball.

"A lot of times I'm running," Catchings said, "and | just try to
hurry up and get it."

To fix the problem, Catchings has been watching tape of herself
and of shooters like Michael Jordan and Kobe Bryant.

But maybe the perfectionist has done all the perfecting she can do.
Teammate Katie Douglas said Catchings' work ethic and ability to
self-criticize has made her the All-Star that she is.

"I keep telling her," Douglas said, "you have to stop thinking about
it."

Dunn earns coaching honor

Because the Fever (8-2) are assured of the Eastern Conference's
best winning percentage through Wednesday, Lin Dunn will
replace Bill Laimbeer as a head coach in the WNBA All-Star
Game on July 25 at Uncasville, Conn. It's the first time for Dunn,
who replaces Laimbeer because he stepped down from reigning
conference champion Detroit last offseason. Said Dunn: "It is a
great honor to be named coach of the East All-Star team. | am
really happy for the Fever to be represented. It really is a reflection
of what the team has accomplished thus far."

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Tale of Two Point Guards

Imagine playing the game you love professionally for 10 years,
then having to step aside and teach everything you know to your
replacement. The typical emotions you'd experience range from
rejection to jealousy, none too unusual. You have, after all, just
been benched.

Then there's the scenario in Indiana with Fever guards Tully
Bevilaqua and Briann January. Bevilaqua has spent the last decade
in the WNBA. Meanwhile, January is a fresh-faced rookie looking
to make a name for herself.

The thing is: There is no bitter rivalry between the two, only a
friendship that makes their 14-year age difference seem obsolete.
They live in the same housing complex, listen to similar music
(everything from country to dance) and plan on having a barbecue
in the near future. They are truly friends despite the Fever
grooming January to take over at the point, Bevilaqua's spot for the
last four seasons in Indiana.

"The thing with Bri is, for one, she's a great person,” Bevilaqua
said. "She's got a lot of talent and she's definitely the future of this
club.”

"She's been an amazing mentor this entire time," January said.
""She's been super, super supportive of me."

Bevilagua came into the WNBA as a free agent with the Cleveland
Rockers in 1998. She became a full-time starter with the Portland
Fire the next season before moving on to Seattle in 2003. There,
she won a WNBA Championship, but wasn't getting nearly enough
minutes with Sue Bird and Betty Lennox ahead of her on the depth
chart. So she moved on to Indiana in 2005 and started every game
she played in (129) over the next four years.

The Aussie native claims to have never had a mentor early in her
career. But with the hundreds of different players she's gone up
against and the thousands of in-game situations she's seen,
Bevilaqua is willing to dish off what she knows to the 22-year-old
January.

"It's not like bombarding her every day with something new,"
Bevilaqua said. "It's just, when there's something at this particular
moment she can do differently or think about, then that's when |
like to have a chat in her ear."

"l can't tell you how much she's helped me. She's helped me on
offense and defense. She's in my ear consistently and | love it,"
January said.

January was a track and basketball star at Lewis and Clark High
School in Spokane, Wash. She choose Arizona State University to
further her basketball career and left leading the Sun Devils in
assists and steals all four years. January was also awarded with the
Pac-10 Defensive Player of the Year award her junior and senior
seasons.

The Fever, coming off a first-round playoff loss to the Detroit
Shock, were looking for their point guard of the future this off-
season. The draft was stocked with them, but January was the one
Fever head coach Lin Dunn really had her eyes on. Dunn preaches
defense and January was one of the best defensive players in the

pool. Indiana wasted no time shatching her with the sixth-overall
pick.

"It's easy to work with someone who's willing to learn, willing to
listen to what you've got to say," Bevilaqua, who would like to
become a coach in the WNBA when she retires, said. "Once she
learns the rigors of the WNBA, she's going to have a long future in
this game and hopefully a long future with the Fever because in my
eyes she's definitely the future point guard."

"l couldn't imagine coming to a better team," January said. "All
these girls worry about is winning."

Being the future face of the franchise and talking nice about her
teammates can only get January so far. But it doesn't exclude her
from any innocent rookie hazing, including from Bevilaqua.

"She's never called me January. | pretty much have gotten every
other month of the year other than January,” she said. "It's just
good fun."

January began the season as the Fever's starting point guard, but a
string of mediocre games put the ball back in the hands of
Bevilaqua, who's handled it in the eight games since. During this
time, Bevilaqua is averaging eight points, two assists and two
steals per game. January, meanwhile, is dropping five points, three
assists and one steal a night.

"Regardless of if she's starting or if I'm starting, it doesn't matter,
every time we're out on the court we're giving 110 percent and
getting the job done," said January.

The two are getting the job done, as the Fever are leading the
Eastern Conference with an 8-2 record and a league-best eight
wins in a row.

"I'm super excited with the chemistry of our team and the work
ethic of our players,” January said. "I'm so excited to see how far
we can make it and make a run towards the championship.”

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Douglas makes her mark

INDIANAPOLIS — Tamika Catchings has always been the face
of the Indiana Fever franchise, and for good reason. She was the
team’s first-ever selection in the WNBA Draft, and she has a
career scoring average of 16.6.

Catchings also started the first 186 games as a member of the team
between 2002 and 2007 and helped lead Indiana to its first-ever
playoff birth.

But now, Katie Douglas has joined Catchings as an MVP
candidate and shining star.

The Purdue graduate and Indianapolis native came to the Fever in
2008 after two seasons in Orlando and five with the Connecticut
Sun and has molded well with a team that always seemed to be
missing that one piece.

Fans consistently pestered general manager Kelly Krauskopf to
bring Douglas to town, and the eight-year pro hasn’t disappointed.
Douglas, who practiced only “two or three times” with Catchings
last year, averaged a team-high 15.6 points per game in her initial
year with the Fever but shot a mediocre 37 percent from the field
and scored only 7.3 ppg in the postseason (she struggled with a
knee injury in the playoffs). Catchings was injured on and off
throughout the year, and the team just never came together.

“The chemistry that we have out on the floor this year is much
more fluid,” Douglas said. “Last year it was really hard to get an
understanding of each other at the start of games because | came in
right before the season started.”

Indiana finished 17-17 and was bounced from the pl ayoffs in only
four games by the eventual world champion Detroit Shock.
This year, however, has been different.

With Douglas leading the way, the Fever has rolled to eight
consecutive wins and the best overall record in the league.
Douglas, who is currently third in Eastern Conference All-Star
voting (22,407), is averaging a team-high 16.9 ppg while making
44 percent of her field goal attempts.

She said her second year with the Fever has felt a lot more
comfortable.

“Earlier in the season we had a guy come in, a ‘shot doctor’ kind
of thing,” Douglas said after a recent home game at Conseco
Fieldhouse. “He really kind of broke it down to me and told me a
couple of helpful hints that | could do. I’ve really been trying to
work on that, and when you get in a good rhythm, you try to stay
in a good rhythm.”

Douglas routinely spends most of the offseason playing ball in
Moscow to earn some extra money and hone her skills.

But this year the schedule allowed her to play less minutes, and she
has returned to the Fever fresher than ever as a result. Douglas, 30,
is on a short list of MVP candidates that includes her teammate
Catchings along with Seattle’s Lauren Jackson and Phoenix’s
Diana Taurasi.

Douglas’ scoring average is good for seventh-best in the league,
and she ranks in the top five in minutes per game, 3-pointers made
and 3-pointers attempted.

“l cannot remember, even all the years in Connecticut, where she
played with more confidence,” Dunn said. “She’s poised; she’s
like having a coach out there on the floor. She’s really playing at a
high level.”

Included in the eight wins this season were two consecutive 17-
point comebacks that kept the winning streak alive. The first came
against the Shock on June 21 when Indiana rallied from a 54-37
deficit and outscored Detroit 45-16 over the final 16:53.

The second came courtesy of Douglas, who scored all 28 of her
points in the second half to help the Fever knock off New York 82-
81 in the famous Madison Square Garden on June 26. Indiana had
trailed 50-33 before making the push.

Rumors have been surrounding the WNBA and the Fever this
season as to whether the team will ever exist past this year.
Douglas would like to win a title to put a little more pressure on
the Simon brothers to keep the team in Indianapolis.

“We talk a lot about control and not to focus too much on the stuff
we can’t control,” she said. “We’ve talked about controlling what
we can do. We can go out there and compete, we can go out there
and win ball games. Honestly, as a player on this team and as a
leader on this team, I’m telling people to pay close attention to
each and every game. Unfortunately, the business side, we can’t
control any of it.”
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Fever's Douglas finds herself among the best
No American women's pro basketball player is
playing better right now

Who is the best female American basketball player? Right now,
that is.

Lauren Jackson is a two-time MVP of the WNBA and has long
been the world's best female player. She is Australian, though.

Candace Parker was MVP last year, but she is coming off
maternity. Lisa Leslie has been the most dominant player of her
generation, but she is 36 and in her final season. And she is
injured.

Becky Hammon? Plays for Russia's national team.
Seimone Augustus? Injured.

Diana Taurasi? Maybe.

Katie Douglas? Now we're talking.

Granted, it is early. But so far, the Indianapolis native has been the
best player on the best team in the best league. USA Basketball has
repeatedly snubbed her for the national team, but no American is
playing better right now.

Douglas will try to help her current team, the Indiana Fever (6-2),
stay on top against her former team, the Connecticut Sun (4-3), in
tonight's game at Conseco Fieldhouse.

Fever coach Lin Dunn said the final spot for the 2008 Olympic
team came down to Douglas, Alana Beard or Kara Lawson. Coach
Anne Donovan chose Lawson.

There is no major international tournament this year, although
there is a World Championship in the Czech Republic in
September 2010. Douglas, 30, said she feels young and would be
willing to play for Team USA.

"Obviously, | know they have my birth certificate and know I'm
not getting any younger," she said, smiling. "It's a great honor, and
if it comes my way, I'll seize the moment and seize the
opportunity. But if it doesn't . . .

"Right now, my goal is to chase after that elusive championship, be
a leader for this team."

The Fever are unusual in that they could end up with two MVP
candidates, Tamika Catchings and Douglas. Catchings won gold
medals at the 2004 and 2008 Olympics and 2002 worlds, and a
bronze at the 2006 worlds.

"Trust me, | believe that she should be on a team, too," Catchings
said of Douglas. "I have no input whatsoever."

Douglas has had plenty of impact with the Fever after scaling back
in her offseason league in Moscow.

The lightened load allowed Douglas to be fresher. She had few
preseason practices a year ago after being acquired from the Sun,
and she finished the season with an ailing knee. This year she went
through a full training camp with the Fever.

"That's helped us get to know each other on and off the court,”
Catchings said. "And it helps when we play."

Douglas said she benefited from tips delivered by "shot doctor"
Marvin Harvey of Tampa, Fla. She began this season rested,
healthy -- although she needs pads on both elbows -- and
confident.

In successive games, the Fever erased 17-point deficits to win in
rallies sparked by Douglas. She scored 17 of her 23 in the second
half of an 82-70 victory over Detroit. She scored all of her 28
points after halftime in an 82-81 victory at New York.

"That second half, it was Reggie Miller-esque,” Dunn said.
"Really. That was an amazing performance."

Douglas is seventh in the league in scoring (18.1) and fifth in 3-
pointers (22). It is revealing that on a Fever team with more depth
than ever, she rarely sits. She is second in the league in average
minutes played (35.4).

By beating the Sun, the Fever could extend their winning streak to
seven, which would be a franchise record.
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Christina Wirth moves slowly in pros

Christina Wirth and Jennifer Risper are best friends trying to make
the best of challenging times.

The former Vanderbilt women's basketball stars hope to reunite in
the fall when both plan to play professionally in Europe.

In the meantime, Wirth is struggling to learn to play two positions
with the Indiana Fever of the WNBA and Risper's patience is being
tried after the Chicago Sky cut the third-round pick on June 1.

"They know how to overcome obstacles and turn them into
opportunities,” Vanderbilt Coach Melanie Balcomb said. "We used
to talk about that all the time, any obstacle becomes an
opportunity. They did that for me in their careers while they were
here ... they understand what it takes. This will be a like a bump in
the road and they know how to turn it into something positive."

In the fall, Wirth and Risper plan to join many other WNBA
players who spend the offseason playing professionally in Europe.
They have the same agent — Eric Wiesel — who is working to get
both a contract overseas.

Risper, a guard, appeared in three preseason games and averaged
two points and 1.7 rebounds. She said that she wished she would
have received a better explanation from Sky Coach Steve Key.

"He didn't really say anything," Risper said. "l would have liked to
have heard something because then | would know what | needed to
work on in the future.

She returned to Nashville and is offering individual basketball
instruction through the summer.

Wirth's career with the Fever got off on the wrong foot. She
twisted her ankle the day she arrived in Indianapolis and wasn't
ready to play when camp began.

With or without the injury, the Fever planned to bring Wirth, the
19th player taken in the draft, along quickly.

Because of her size (6-foot-1) and shooting ability, Coach Lin
Dunn is using Wirth at two positions — small forward and power
forward.

"The thing we liked about Christina was her versatility,” Dunn
said. "She's a big small forward and a fairly average size power
forward. Because of her versatility, she spreads the floor and that's
what we were looking for in the draft: somebody who could knock
down shots and also be a very nice passer."

Wirth didn't back down from playing both positions, but the
missed time slowed her development.

"A few days after camp began, I'd try to get in there and do
different stuff, maybe not the five-on-five and the completely live
stuff,” Wirth said. "I definitely didn't feel like | was playing 100
percent at all. But at the same time, | knew this was a once-in-a-
lifetime opportunity and they needed to see me play in order to
evaluate me."

Since then, the ankle has healed and Wirth is getting a little
playing time. In seven games, she is averaging 5.3 minutes per

game. She has made 2 of 12 field goal attempts (both were 3-
pointers) with five rebounds and three assists.

Dunn hasn't lost confidence in Wirth.

"When you miss two weeks, it's tough even when you're just
learning one position. She's trying to learn two," Dunn said.

"Her work ethic, her intensity, her energy is huge. Because she's
trying to learn these positions and trying to catch up on these reps
that she's missed. ... It's just a matter of time before she's really
going to give us some quality minutes at the backup three and the
backup four."”
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Basketball pro enjoys competition in Turkey

Tammy Sutton-Brown has been a globetrotter in her professional
basketball playing career, having taken to the hardwood courts in
South Korea, Russia and Turkey.

But if you were to ask the 31-year-old Markham native where she's
enjoyed playing the most, the odds are likely it might be in
Turkey.And with good reason.

Playing centre for the Fenerbahce Queens, the six-foot, four-inch
Sutton-Brown scored a game-high 18 points in the recent Turkish
league final against Mersin Buyuksehir Belediyesi to propel them
to a 68-54 victory and helping them claim their fourth consecutive
championship.

For Sutton-Brown, it marked her third straight league
championship title in as many years she's been with the club,
which also finished atop the regular season standings this past
season.

Being seeded as the top team entering the playoffs, the Rutgers
University and Markham District High School graduate saw no
reason why her team couldn't three-peat as league champions.

"I had a good feeling that we could win the title," Sutton-Brown
said recently from Indianapolis, where she's embarking on her
ninth WNBA campaign and third with the Indiana Fever.

"Fenerbahce is one of the top club teams in Turkey and we have
some really good players who | play with overseas who are very
talented."

Playing in a league comprised of 20 regular season games, Sutton-
Brown noted her club also participates in the Euro League.
Because of this, she noted her overseas campaign is comprised of
playing almost two games a week from October until the end of
January. In February, she noted the Euro League playoffs begin. In
this league, the Fenerbahce Queens advanced to the quarter-finals
before they were eliminated.

But once that concluded, it was back to the Turkish league and
their postseason drive.

Having played previously in South Korea and Russia and in
making comparisons of the calibre of ball played in each country
she's resided in, Sutton-Brown said the Turkish league ranks near
the top.

"The Russian league is probably the top league outside of the
WNBA right now," she said.

"And that is because there are a number of Russian teams who
have a number of WNBA players on their squad.

"But | will say that after Russia, Turkey is right behind. Turkey has
a lot of great players and this past year, there were a number of
WNBA players who played there making the league very
competitive."

While enjoying her stay in Turkey, Sutton-Brown said she's been
appreciative of her time playing in South Korea and Russia.

"I've been fortunate because | have enjoyed all my experiences
overseas," she said. "Each city | have played in has been good and
different from the next.”

For Sutton-Brown though, she intends to be back in Istanbul when
the ball is tipped off to begin the 2009-2010 European campaign as
she has one more year remaining on her current contract.

In returning with her Fenerbahce Queens team, there's the
incentive of winning a fourth consecutive Turkish league title.

In between time with the Indiana Fever and returning to Istanbul,
Sutton-Brown will get back to her Markham roots to run her
second annual basketball camp.

This year's camp is scheduled to run July 20 to 24 at Father
Michael McGivney Catholic Academy and from Aug. 17 to 21.

New this year will be a Tall Girl Clinic to take place Aug. 22 and

Furious Fever defense produces win on
emotional weekend

How did you honor your father on Father’s Day? Katie Douglas,
former Perry Meridian and Purdue basketball standout, faced a
painful memory on Father’s Day weekend: the anniversary of her
father’s death to cancer.

“Carry
on.”

Carry on she did. Much to
the Shock’s dismay.

As each parent faced
leaving this life, they
challenged Katie and her
three siblings to carry on. “Don’t let your life spiral (downward),”
said Katie in an exclusive pre-game interview. “They wanted
something good to come out of it.”

For now, that is excelling in a game that is being honed by her
contributions to women’s professional basketball. Katie’s focused
mindset prepares her to face each game, the fluidity of the team
roster, and life with unusual toughness for a 30-year-old.

Katie’s mind is made up that she will make things work out for the
best. When teammates are waived and new ones join the team,
Douglas decides, “We’re going to make it work.” We treat the
group here today like they’ll be here all season. “These are the
people we’re going to battle with.”

Katie affirms that team chemistry is part of on-court success. “It’s
a huge factor.” With teams changing roster members for any
reason, Douglas said, “As an athlete, we don’t concern ourselves
with what we can’t control.” We focus on what we can control —
and that is how we play basketball.

With an emotion-laden weekend, Douglas made sure she
contributed fully to what was in her control.

The Indiana Fever beat the Detroit Shock for the second time in
three nights, 82-70.

Fierce and competitive, the first quarter kept the teams fairly even,
swinging the lead back and forth six times. Two pivotal points

turned the game. First: with the Fever trailing 38-37 in the second
quarter, Detroit went on a 16-0 run from 3:36 of second quarter to
the 6:53 mark of the third quarter.

Second: Fever coach Linn Dunn called a time out at that point for
her beleaguered team, now
trailing 54-37. The result?

The Fever defensive
pressure turned up
immediately.

Smothering their opponents
over the course of the next
16 minutes, they outscored
the Shock 40-8. Allowing
only one basket in the first
nine minutes of the fourth
quarter, the Fever went up
77-62. Maintaining that
intensity, the Fever
wrapped it up at 82-70.

This hearty team effort was
lead by Douglas, with 17
second-half points and 23
overall. Perennial fan favorite Tamika Catchings chimed in for 15,
while Tammy Sutton-Brown added 13 points. The Fever held
Detroit to 31 percent shooting in the second half while the Fever
shot 55.6 percent, with points coming from eight players.

This moves the Indiana Fever to 4-2 on the season. They are only
one-half game behind Washington in the Eastern Conference with
the next home game on Saturday, June 27, against the New York
Liberty at 7 p.m.

The take-home for Katie Douglas? Chalk one up for honor. This
one’s for you, Dad.

Tamecka Dixon, signed by the Fever as a free agent on May 4, 2009, competed in
three consecutive WNBA Finals with the Los Angeles Sparks, and her team won the
title in 2001 and 2002. Dixon, along with Tully Bevilagua and Yolanda Griffith, is
one of only three current Fever players to boast a WNBA Championship ring. With
this playoff experience, Dixon believes she can help to jump start the Fever this
season.

“I’ve been there, and | was an intricate part of the championships we won in L.A.,”
she said. “I know what it takes to win, and | try to practice that way and show all the
girls that this is the level of intensity and effort that you have to have every night to
compete for a championship.”

Spending nine years with the Sparks, Dixon has been in good company. In L.A., she
played alongside three-time WNBA MVP and seven-time WNBA All-Star Lisa
Leslie.

“I’ve been fortunate,” Dixon said. “I was drafted by L.A. in ’97 and immediately was
taken under her wing. She made sure that things were easy for me as a rookie, and |
really credit her with a lot of my success in this league.”

As one of four active players remaining from the WNBA’s inaugural season, Dixon
sees herself as a leader for the younger players on the Fever squad. Because she’s not
a talkative person, however, she tries to lead by example.

“| feel like I’ve done a lot in this league,” Dixon said. “And any time that | can give
something to the rookies and to the young players, | try to do that. | try to offer them
advice.”

Entering her 12th year in the league, the three-time All-Star has experienced the highs and lows of each season. She knows what it will take
for Indiana to bounce back from its 0-2 start.

“We’ll be fine,” she said. “I think people are panicking, but it’s early. There are still some good things we can take from both efforts.
Hopefully we hit our slump early, and it’s nothing but up from here.”

Indiana emerged from its slump on Tuesday, June 9, when it captured a 73-66 victory over the Seattle Storm. Dixon believes that this Fever
team has extraordinary talent but they still need to build on the little things.

“| think we have all the pieces to contend for a championship,” Dixon said. “But | think one thing we need to continue to work on is our
chemistry. It’s a little off right now, and it’s early. So we’ll develop that over the next month or so.”

The team will put its chemistry to the test when the Fever takes on Leslie and the Sparks at Conseco Fieldhouse this Friday (7:00 p.m.).
The Sparks have been cited by most prognosticators to win the championship this year. Dixon says that her emotions always run high when
playing against her former team.

“It’s always tough for me,” she said. “But I’m excited about it. I1t’s a new chapter for me here in Indiana, and it’s going to be fun playing
against a lot of the players that I played with in L.A. and in Houston.”

Despite its bumpy start, the Indiana Fever has a long and promising season ahead. The squad gave its fans something to cheer about on
Tuesday, and the players aim to carry this intensity into Friday’s game against the Sparks. Veteran Tamecka Dixon has high hopes for her
team, and she believes that the Fever will find success “as long as we bring the energy and the effort.”
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Yo Griffith, here’s to your perseverance

Yolanda Griffith had that baffled expression Tuesday like, “Ouch!
What did | just step on? Where is it?” She looked at the space on
the Conseco Fieldhouse court where her left foot had just been,
trying to find what apparently had ended her career a few months
ahead of schedule.

There was nothing there.

And so it goes rather often with those two injury “monsters” of
basketball: the ruptured Achilles’ tendon and the ACL tear.
Sometimes there’s contact or an awkward fall/landing, a distinctive
moment you can re-watch, cringe and say, “Well, sure, that would
hurt somebody.”

But other times, as with Griffith on Tuesday, you really don’t see
anything happen. It’s just that a part of an athlete’s body has had
enough. There is no warning, no means of prevention. It’s a step
on a basketball court, a player looking puzzled, then pained, then
crumpling to the floor.

How many steps has a 39-year-old professional basketball player
taken, do you think?

This step came in the Indiana Fever’s game against Seattle, which
is the team Griffith spent last season with after nine years in
Sacramento. She had said coming into this season that it would be
her last, and if she sticks with that decision to retire, then we’ve
seen her final game.

How to define this career? Remarkable perseverance. In fact, that’s
how you’d define Griffith’s life.

Her numbers went down in recent seasons, of course, yet she was
still a valuable veteran presence. It was strange to see her in a
Storm uniform last season, and stranger still to see her this year in
the Eastern Conference, playing for Indiana.

But that’s not how we’ll remember her as a player. We’ll always
see her in our minds as a Monarch.

Griffith was, at her WNBA peak, as tough a post player to stop and
to score/rebound against as there was. No WNBA championship
team has been as blue-collar as Sacramento, which won the title in
2005, and no one better symbolized that than Griffith.

She came into the league in 1999, when she was already 29 years
old. She’d played overseas and in the ABL. She was not a familiar
name, because she hadn’t played Division | in college. The birth of
her daughter, while Griffith was still a teen-ager, changed the
course of her life and college career. She had been at lowa, but left
and played in junior college and Division II.

The WNBA gave women’s basketball fans a chance to get to know
and appreciate Griffith, who became one of the league’s most
popular players. Fans admired her for coming up, as she once put
it, on the “back road.” She was an underdog because of
circumstances in her life, and yet she had triumphed over that with
talent and determination. She’d reached the top of her profession,
all the while knowing just how far she’d had to travel to get there.

You could see her tears Tuesday night as she was taken off the
court, and that was crushing. This is a woman who was only 13

years old when her mother died, someone who’s felt deep loss,
someone doesn’t cry unless there’s truly something to cry about.
So you knew that she knew this was bad.

Perhaps Griffith may change her mind and try to make one more
comeback, play one more full season. She’ll be 40 next March, so
the odds are long. Not that she isn’t used to that.

But if she stays with her plan to retire from the WNBA as a player
this year, there should be a spot on the sidelines somewhere if she
wants that. Everything you need to know about being a post,
Griffith can teach. And any young basketball player (at any
position) with a lick of sense would listen to her advice about how
to play the game.

If we’ve seen the last of Griffith as a player, with this premature
end to the season, that’s sad. But it’s also inevitable for every
athlete to have to stop sometime. Let’s hope we will soon see the
other ways Griffith can impact this sport in another capacity.

Finally, below is a story | did for ESPN.com in August of 2004,
before the Athens Olympics. I’d had the chance to talk to Griffith
in person in Sacramento for this piece. Although this is from five
years ago — and it was the season before the Monarchs’ title — re-
reading this story made me appreciate once again the difficult
journey Griffith went through _ and why it was so moving the next
season to see her win a championship.
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Fever players hoping for championship rings

Three players have won elsewhere. All believe
this is the Fever's year

Tamika Catchings and Katie Douglas have distinguished women's
basketball resumes.

Both won national championships in college. Both have nearly
won Most Valuable Player awards in the WNBA. Catchings has
two Olympic gold medals.

However, neither has a prized piece of jewelry: a WNBA
championship ring.

Three of their Indiana Fever teammates -- Tamecka Dixon,
Yolanda Griffith and Tully Bevilaqua -- do. They're not greedy.
They want to share that experience.

They're here to bring Indianapolis its first pro basketball
championship since the ABA's Pacers in 1973.

"We've been All-Stars, we've been part of AIl-WNBA teams,
we've won championships,” Dixon said. ""So at this point, you just
give what you got. It doesn't really matter who gets the glory right
now.

"Because at the end, we're all standing up on the podium with the
trophy."

The Fever open the season tonight at the Atlanta Dream. The home
opener is Sunday against the Minnesota Lynx -- exactly 10 years
after the Indiana franchise was awarded on June 7, 1999.

There is speculation this will be the Fever's final season, that the
financial burden has become too great for Pacers Sports &
Entertainment. The players have said management seems
supportive, and they can't control the future of the franchise
anyway.

What they can control is on-court performance.

Griffith, 39, who has said this season would be her last, nearly
came to Indiana in 2005 before staying with the Sacramento
Monarchs. She and Dixon, 33, chose the Fever. They signed as
free agents. So did Bevilaqua, 36, in 2005.

Catchings, 29, has made Indianapolis her home. Douglas, 30, an
Indianapolis native, long sought a trade to her hometown team, and
Connecticut granted that wish in 2008.

To summarize, key figures are here because they want to be.
Catchings said practices have been intense.

"But at the end of the day, when we walk off the court and we're in
the locker room, that chemistry is there," she said.

"It seems like we're all on the same page, and we truly believe
what this team is capable of doing."

The Fever had a talented roster a year ago but endured a bumpy
ride. In the beginning, Catchings didn't play because she was
recovering from Achilles surgery. In the end, Douglas was ailing.

In between, there was a monthlong break for the Olympics. The
Fever lost in the first round of the playoffs to the Detroit Shock,
who won the WNBA title.

Fever coach Lin Dunn said Catchings and Douglas had more
practices together in the first week of training camp than they did
all of last season. Camp started later this year, after European
leagues were done, and the WNBA's new calendar has favored the
Fever.

"We've got to know each other's moves," Griffith said. "We've got
to know where each other is going to be on the court. We're got to
have that rhythm defensively."

Dixon won a WNBA title with the Los Angeles Sparks in 2001 and
2002, Bevilaqua with the Seattle Storm in 2004 and Griffith with
the Monarchs in 2005.

Dunn said “they get it." She called Griffith a natural leader and
said Catchings was especially eager to share the leadership load.
The two players were teammates for the 2004 Olympic gold
medalists.

"l just see a lot of players on this team who are blue-collar players
who come out and get it done the best way they can," Griffith said.
"And that's what I'm used to."

That's what the Fever are banking on.

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Rookie point guard January steps in for Fever

INDIANAPOLLIS (AP) - Veteran stars Tamika Catchings and Katie
Douglas are the top returning scorers for the Indiana Fever, but
their success this season might depend on a rookie point guard.

Coach Lin Dunn said Briann January likely will take over for
veteran Tully Bevilaqua, and hopes are high after the Arizona State
product led the Fever to a 3-0 preseason record.

"She scores, she pushes the ball, she runs the team, she defends,"
Dunn said. "She's what | call a multidimensional point guard. She
complements Tully and the things that Tully does, and | think the
players are starting to get really comfortable with her. | just think
she's got a huge upside."

January will add to a cast that Dunn has called the most talented
she has seen in her six years on the coaching staff. January
averaged 8.0 points, 2.7 rebounds and 2.0 assists in the preseason,
and enters the season opener Saturday at Atlanta with confidence.

"Going against Catch, Katie Douglas in practice works you hard,"
January said. "The games are the easy part. I've had fun, and they
are helping me the whole way."

Catchings, a perennial All-Star, is impressed with the 22-year-old
January's maturity.

"I think Briann comes in, and, even though she's a rookie, you can
already sense that sort of veteran leadership aspect about her. She
wants to learn, she wants to get better. She stays in the gym. She
wants to learn, she listens, and she's able to take everything in and
use it and take it out on the court."”

The Fever hope January's athletic ability helps them match up
better with the Detroit Shock, their postseason tormenters for this
half of the decade. They also hope to recover from a disappointing
2008 season.

After finishing 21-13 each of the previous three years and making
the Eastern Conference Finals twice, Indiana hoped at least to
make its first WNBA Finals appearance last season. Instead, the
Fever went 17-17 in the regular season and lost to Detroit 2-1 in
the first round of the playoffs.

The Fever played the first eight games last season without
Catchings, who was still recovering from a torn Achilles' tendon.
When she returned, the team had to adjust again. Then, the
monthlong break during the Olympics stalled the team's flow, and
toward the end of the season, Douglas suffered a knee injury.

This year, the team hopes to stay injury free, but has added some
depth just in case.

Yolanda Griffith, a 39-year-old post player, still can help a team. A
former WNBA MVP, Defensive Player of the Year, WNBA Finals
MVP and a seven-time All-Star, she provides skill and toughness
inside. She's impressed Dunn with her offensive skills.

"We've got to get her more touches,” Dunn said. "We've got to find
a way to get her the ball. We've been kind of a perimeter-oriented
team in the past, and we now have got somebody like her down
there in the paint. We've got to get her the ball."

Catchings is impressed with Griffith's defensive prowess and
leadership.

"Bringing her in was such a great idea," Catchings said. "Being a
veteran, winning championships - | don't even know how to
explain it. With me, there's a comfort level of knowing that if | do
get beat, she's at the basket, you have somebody there who has
your back."

Griffith will share playing time with Ebony Hoffman and Tammy
Sutton-Brown. Hoffman was the league's Most Improved Player
last season, and Sutton-Brown was an All-Star in 2007.

"Those three are going to play a lot of minutes,” Dunn said. "They
can play together, Ebony can play with either one of them, but
that's going to be our primary post rotation."

Hoffman missed the preseason with left ankle tendinitis, but Dunn
hoped she would be available for the season opener.

Douglas averaged 15.6 points per game last season, and Catchings
averaged 13.3 points and 6.3 rebounds in the injury shortened
season.

Bevilaqua returns to a backup role after four years as the starter.
January gives the Fever depth and has more scoring ability than
Bevilaqua.

"She's going to make the usual rookie mistakes, but that swagger
that she has, that confidence," Catchings said. "It's not a cocky
confidence, but it's like 'I'm confident in what | can do and what |
can bring to this team," and that's important.”

Named for actress and fashion model
Tamara Dobson, best known for her role in
the 1973 movie Cleopairg jones, Tamara Kim
Sutton-Brown was born Jan. 27, 1978, in
Markham, Ontario, 2 suburb of Toronto,
Canada.

Though her parents couldst have predicred
it, Tammy says she feels a strong affinity
for her namesake, who ar 6-feet, 2-inches,
was certified as the tallest leading lady in
film by the Guinness Book of Werld
Records.

“She was the epitome of the correlation
between tall and beautifil, and she comple-
mented it with her strength and intelligence,”
Tammy writes in a blog that celebrates Black
history in Canada.

Monroe Sutton-Brown, who works for
the Toronto Transit Comummission, and his
wife Jean raised Tammy and her younger
sister Camille in the up-and-coming suburb
known for its multiculturalism and as
Canada’s Silicon Valley.

At about age 8, Tammy started participating
in a whirlwind of activities, including sofiball,
volleyball and piano lessons. In an efforr 1o
keep up with her daughters demanding
schedules, Jean left her bank job.

“She was always around for track and
field events and came to basketball games,”
Tammy says.

But her fate was solidified by the seventh
grade when Tammy — already G-feer, 2-inches
tall — was recruited to join the Markham
Unionville Minor Basketball Association, a
recreational Jeague,

“Being thar T was taller than everybody
else, it seemed like a perfect fit,” she says.

“From there, I was kind of hooked.” Fach
Saturday from October through April,
Tammy and her team praciiced for 30 min-
utes on Saturdays, then played one of six
other teams.

Though she was supposed to attend the
newly built Middlefield High Scheol,
Tammy was “recruited” by George Kraus, a
coach from Markharn Districr High School.
One day after she played, Kraus approached
her to ask whether shed play ar his high
school. The next week, he met with her

mom, and her parents agreed.

Tammy, who became the first Canadian to
play on the WNBNs All-Star Tearn, spends
the coff-season from the Fever playing for a
team in Turkey to maintain her skills,

“I¢s ironic because Middlefield is now
where I give my summer camp,” Tammy says.

The blossoming baskerball star went on
w0 lead her high school team to four
regionat titles and was rated Canada’s top
female basketball prospect by the Toronzo
Star newspaper.

Crossover dribble

When it came time to think about a
post-secondary education and the possibility
of attending a university on a sports scholar-
ship, Tammy turned her sights to the United
States.

“Sports in general is looked at differensly
and valued differently, I think Canada values
education more. There were no sports
scholarships,” she says.

Starting in the ninth grade, Tammy was
courted by a variety of schools including the
University of Vermont — which frequently
recruited players from the state’s northern
neighbor — Stanford University and her
personal frontrunner, the University of
Michigan,

“1 really thought I was going there -
{Michigan) because it was close to home,”
she says.

Bur it was a visit to her home by Rurgers
University’s legendary Coach C. Vivian
Stringer, who was inducted into the
Womers Basketball Hall of Fame in 2001,
thar shifted Tammy's sights toward the East
Coast. “It was bher value of education first
and baskerball second,” Tammy says.

A visit 1o the school sealed the deal. “I
don’t think it actually hit me till my visit and
I met the girls. It was the whole family feel
that got me,” Tammy says.

The Canadian standout entered Rurgers
to major in African-American Studies in
preparation for a career in teaching because,
at the time, there was no WNBA to which
she could aspire.

Suinger says she fisst was introduced to
Tammy by her assistant coach Betsy
Yonkman, who recently had come from
Central Michigan University, as they assembled
Rutgers” dream team.

“She said, T know the exact person that
we need for the center,” Stringer says.

Though Stinger describes her as “very
shy” when she first started with the team,
‘Tammy made an immediate impact, leading
the Scarler Knights in field goals and blocks
as a freshman.

“Ir was obvious from the beginning she
was an athlete who could coatrol the game,”
Stringer says. “She had a body to die for; her
hands were like suction cups.”

Even so, Stringer says she wasr't certain at
first whether Tammy, whom she also
described as polite and considerate, was
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mean enough to play at the highest levels.

Sydney, Australia. Though her team won
only one game, Tammy says she was over-
whelmed by the talent she crossed — like
men’s basketball star Yao Ming — in the
athlete’s village.

“When people ask what are the highiights
of my life, that was one of them,” she says.
“It doesn't get any higher than that.”

One of 10 players Stringer recruited for
Rartgers who have moved on to play in the
WNBA, Tammy was selected 18th overall in
the second round of the 2001 draft by the
now-defunct Charlotte Sting. She is the
second Canadian drafied to the WINBA.

“They were veterans at the time. They
were great role models for myself, grea:
teachers,” the 6-foot, 4-inch center says.

In 2002, the Stings #55 became the first
Canadian invited to play in the WNBA All-
Star Game. She ranked second in WNBA
blocks and became the Sting’s all-time leader
in blocks in 2004, In 20086, she became only
the 10th player to achieve 200 blocks.

The women’s basketball season, however,
is very short, and the players aren paid nearly
as handsomely as their counterparts-in the
NBA, So like many WINEBA players, Tammy
sought opportunities abroad in the offseason,

" playing for teams in Korea, Russia, the

Czech Republic and most recently, Turkey.

“It helps me stay in shape because eight
months is a long time not to play,” she says.

Since 2006, Tammy has packed up her
Greys Anatomy DVDs and headed to Turkey
to play with the Penerbahce sports club in
Iscanbul, Turkey. While there, she lives in a
furnished apartment supplied by the club
near the marina and has use of a driver to
take her to professional events and to run
personal errands.

“All you need to do is carry your own suit-
case and come as you are,” she says. “The
people are great. There’s so much to do, and

there are great restaurants.”

She has helped her Turkish team win the
2006 and 2007 Turkish Presidents Cup and
the Turkish championship in 2006.

When the Sting folded in 2067, Tammy
— considered by some the most sought-after
free agent in the WNBA ar the dme —
signed with the Fever. In order to make that
happen, the Fever sent La'Tangela Atkinson
to Sacramento, in exchange for a second-
round draft pick in 2008.



However, with growing up in Canada but
playing in the United Scates and Turkey for
most of the year, where exactly is home for
the Fever's center?

“Home definitely is where the parents are,
back in Toronto,” says Tammy, who maintains
a condo in Toromro. “Between seasons, I
always go home, even if it’s for four days.”

Tammy’s family — and her extended
family, including Clegg, who went to Turkey
to ensure she wasn’t alone on her 30th
birthday — often visit throughout the
season. Clegg, who is Sutton-Brown’s
manages, speaks to her daily on Skype and
sees her about five times a year, including at
the beginning of the WINBA season when
they meer to discuss Tammy’s business and
philanthropic ventures.

Though she is unable 1o spend much time
at home, Tammy wants to make her presence
felt in the communiry. To that end, she has
established a basketball camp for children
and spa days for homeless and bartered
WOomen.

“My parens are proponents of collectivism,
and they helped me to realize that I am not
successful if those around me are struggling,
and this has fueled my involvemen: with
community-based initiatives,” she wiites in
her blog,

Though she offers camp opportunities in
Toronzo for recreational players, advanced
players and elite players, there’s one that
addresses an issue close to Tammy’s heart:
Tall Gizls Camp, focusing on how height can
be used to a player’s advantage.

“I think basketball actually helped me our
in the semse that its amazing how people
react to you when you do well,” she says.
Today, Tammy adds, she wouldnt change
anything abour her height. '

Still, being so tall as a pre-teen was
somewhat awkward, Tammy says.

“That was the first thing anyone saw,” she
says. "It sucked at that age ... Kids can be
mean. They said things like, ‘How’s the
weather up there?” or called me ‘Brown Giant.”

Tammy also js committed to helping
homeless and battered women by arranging
for spa days through the Tammy Sutton-

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With Katie Douglas and Tamika Catchings in
sync, the Fever's 10th year should be their best
yet

Ten years ago ...

Indiana has always been a basketball state, but in the 1990s
women's basketball began to reach the levels the men's game had
decades earlier. The 1993 high school All Stars took their games
around the state and nation, creating an immediate effect. Ft.
Wayne Northrop High School's Leslie Johnson helped Purdue
University™ reach their first Final Four in 1994, while
Bloomington South High School's Beth Morgan would lead Notre
Dame University to their first appearance in 1997.

At Tennessee, Charlestown's Abby Conklin played a role in three
straight Lady Vol championships. Other players such as Stephanie
White, Monica Maxwell, Ruth Riley and Katie Douglas played
crucial roles in showcasing what Indiana's female athletes could
do. In 1999, White and Douglas led Purdue to the state's first
NCAA Women's National Championship.

So maybe it was no surprise that on June 7, 1999, the WNBA
awarded Indiana an expansion franchise along with Seattle, Miami
and Portland. David Letterman's mother, Dorothy Mengering, Indy
500 driver Lyn St. James, baseball star Tony Gwynn, gospel singer
Sandi Patty, Larry Bird and former U.S. Sen. Birch Bayh snatched
up season tickets while the team's staff took shape.

Kelly Krauskopf, the WNBA's director of basketball operations,
was hired as the team's chief operating officer. Nell Fortner,
former Purdue women's basketball coach, was named head coach
and general manager; however, a commitment to coaching the
2000 U.S. women's Olympic team in Sydney allowed for Anne
Donovan, who had just been inducted into the Women's Basketball
Hall of Fame, to step in as interim coach for the inaugural season.

That December, the team took shape on the court, selecting
Gordana Grubin with the first pick of the expansion draft. Trades
brought Charlotte's Stephanie White and Washington's Monica
Maxwell back home. Two days later, the team would unveil the
Indiana Fever name and logo.

On June 1, 2000, the Indiana Fever began WNBA competition
against the Miami Sol. The Fever won, 57-54, but two days later
dropped their home opener to the Orlando Miracle. As it is for any
new team in any league, the first season was a struggle and the
Fever closed the campaign with a 9-23 record. As a result, they
received the third pick in the 2001 draft.

On April 20, 2001, the Fever selected Tamika Catchings in the
draft. The University of Tennessee standout was injured weeks
earlier in the NCAA tournament, and it was questionable if she
could play during the WNBA season. But her potential as a player
was greater than any possible risks.

Catch

"My favorite memory is the first time | put on a Fever uniform,”
says Catchings, the Fever's All Star and Olympian forward. She
flashes that smile, the one that radiates before and after games as
she greets fans or when she is out in the Indianapolis community.
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The moment the referee tosses up the ball, though, that smile fades
and Catchings turns into a battle-hardened leader, banging under
the basket with the league's powerhouse players for rebounds and
points, shutting down marquee scorers like Diana Taurasi.

"l think she reminds me of watching LeBron James," teammate
Tully Bevilaqua says. "Watching LeBron, he's diving for the ball,
he's falling out of bounds to deflect the ball back to a teammate.
Catch is similar to him in that every possession is 100 percent.”

Catchings stepped onto the court in 2002, winning the WNBA
Rookie of the Year award while helping the Fever make their first
playoff appearance. Since then, management has mixed and
matched players with  Catchings, creating competitive
combinations but never able to find a championship blend. But
Catchings' excitement as the 2009 season approaches suggests the
Fever formula has finally been perfected. Issues such as low-post
defense and point guard depth have been addressed. And the
addition of center Yolanda Griffith and guard Tamecka Dixon,
both WNBA champions, are also key points. "Dixon and Griffith
both bring that veteran leadership and know how to win,"
Catchings says.

While Catchings leads on the court, her presence extends out into
the community as well. Since arriving, she has been active with
various charities and organizations and has established her own
Catch the Stars foundation, which offers fitness and mentoring
programs to Indianapolis youths. In June, she will receive the Rev.
Charles Williams Award for her work with young people. "I had
the opportunity to sit down with him before he passed away," she
says. "He's done so much for the community and I'm excited to get
an award as important as that one."

Despite countless league and community awards recognizing her
accomplishments, Catchings is still waiting for a WNBA
championship. With the arrival of Katie Douglas last year, high
expectations abounded for the team. But injuries wracked the
Fever all season long. Catchings missed nine games herself and
only started in 17, and the team limped to a 17-17 record and a first
round playoff exit against eventual champions Detroit. "There's a
chip on our shoulder," Catchings says as the 2009 season draws
near. But she is already noticing positive differences from last
year's team. "From one day of practice the chemistry is better. It's
just a matter now of what we do in practice - having more days to
practice, having three preseason games to gel as a team - | think we
will be really good this year."

Making the team

Indiana and Seattle started the 2003 season missing their expansion
sisters, Portland and Miami, who folded after the 2002 season. The
Fever added All Star and Olympian Natalie Williams and guard
Kelly Miller to the lineup, but posted a losing record. After the
season, Nell Fortner resigned from her positions with the team.
Kelly Krauskopf became general manager.

"I still get chills thinking about walking out of the tunnel into the
arena for the first time in 2000 and seeing the upper deck filled,"
Krauskopf says. "Before the game we honored Birch Bayh, who
had purchased 5,500 season tickets allowing the team to reach the
league's requirements. He was so important in getting us here with
the Title 1X legislation he helped create. | remember talking to him
before the game and | said, 'Look what you've done,' and he had
tears in his eyes.”

Krauskopf is one of only three people - play-by-play announcer
Chris Denari and former ball kid turned administrative assistant
Ashley Floyd, being the others - who has been with the franchise
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from the very start. In 1999, Krauskopf was invited to interview
for a position with the Fever.

"My name came to Donnie Walsh as a good candidate to put the
team together," she says. The Texas native made her first trip to
Indiana and met with Walsh in his Market Square Arena office. "I
could tell right away this was a well-run organization. They were
going to treat the Fever the right way."

Krauskopf was hired and became the highest-ranking female in the
Indiana professional sports landscape. She gained a reputation for
intuitive moves, giving the Fever an increasingly positive future on
the court. 2009 is no exception. "On paper we look pretty darn
good," she says. "I feel we answered a lot of the questions from
last season: point guard depth, the low post, scoring. But I'm smart
enough to know everyone else got better, too."

At the end of ESPN's 2009 WNBA draft coverage, women's
basketball legend and commentator Nancy Leiberman praised the
Fever for their draft day and post season moves. The praise came
off sounding like a warning to the rest of the league. Krauskopf is
proud of the recognition the franchise receives for its transactions,
but knows the changes need to translate into wins on the court and
a positive environment in the locker room.

"Great teams are more than individual talent,”" she says. "You can
have 11 great players but if they don't play as a team ... we've all
seen teams stacked with talent implode. Your team has to be
together."

This season, Krauskopf may see the Fever organization's hard
work come to fruition. "We feel this is our baby," she says,
thinking back to all the people past and present who have helped
build the team. "A 10-year-old child we nurtured." Now, the Fever
have the potential to begin their second decade with a
championship, and Krauskopf hopes Indianapolis will support the
team as much now as the city did in the beginning. "The city really
stepped up and showed they wanted the franchise,” she says. "Now
the challenge is to make people understand we still need that
support.”

Tenacious Tully

With the arrival of Tully Bevilaqua, the 2005 campaign under head
coach Brian Winters was one of the Fever's most successful. They
went 21-13, recorded their first victory against the L.A. Sparks and
made their first trip to the Eastern Conference finals. The Fever
swept New York in the first round and was swept in turn by the
Connecticut Sun. The loss would bring Natalie Williams' career to
a close.

Bevilaqua's favorite Fever memory dates back to her arrival in
Indianapolis. "My first year here was very memorable," the team's
Aussie road warrior point guard says. "l had switched from the
Seattle Storm after winning a championship with them. It's hard to
leave a club after such a high. So | was a bit nervous coming here.
But from day one the fans and my teammates made it feel like |
had been playing here for years."

After traveling around the league for six seasons, Bevilaqua
arrived in Indiana and blossomed into one of the league's deadliest
defenders. Her tenacity towards opponents has the potential of
drawing louder cheers than a Tamika Catchings three-pointer and
she's become one of the most beloved players in franchise history.

But as the 2009 season begins, Bevilaqua's role with the team is
one of the big questions heading into opening day. Will Bevilagqua
remain the team's starting point guard, or will the Fever go with a
youth movement and elevate Erika White or rookie Briann
January?
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Whatever the decision, Bevilaqua welcomes competition at the
guard spot. "I'm excited we have a good rotation of guards and we
can keep a revolving door going so we are maintaining constant
up-tempo full court pressure for 40 minutes," she says. "For
myself, it's all about playing in spurts, whether it's starting or
coming off the bench. It's about whoever is out there at the time
playing at 100 percent and we're not holding back any energy. | see
myself as a veteran leader helping out the young players we
brought in and a mentor to them as well and bringing it to the floor
when | get out there."

Bevilaqua feels the current team is "the best lineup we've had." She
credits Fever management for putting them in the position to again
compete for a championship by keeping up with the other top
teams in the league when it comes to grabbing key free agents.
"Definitely we feel very good about the group management has put
together,” she says. "The addition of Yolanda Griffith with her
experience and her competitiveness is going to elevate everyone
else. I've had a break to physically and mentally get ready and
freshen up a bit. Now I'm rarin' to go."

Hometown hero

Lin Dunn replaced Winters as head coach last season. Dunn, a
former Purdue women's basketball coach, had been with the Fever
since leaving the Seattle Storm in 2002. Working with Krauskopf,
she helped orchestrate one of the franchise's defining moments:
bringing Katie Douglas back to Indianapolis.

Douglas can recall a tough battle between the Fever and her
Connecticut Sun in the 2006 Eastern Conference finals. With under
a minute to go and the Sun up by three, the Fever amped up their
defense for one last stand. As the shot clock ran down, it looked
like they would have one more opportunity to tie the game. But
then Douglas got the ball. "I banked a three-pointer to seal the
game,” she remembers. "It was a pretty big moment and definitely
a lucky shot."

On a cold February day last year, the Fever made a dramatic
announcement. They had traded All Star forward Tamika
Whitmore to the Sun in order to bring Douglas back to Indiana,
where she had starred at Perry Meridian High School, helped
Purdue win the 1999 NCAA championship and then led the
Boilermakers to the 2001 championship game.

For Douglas, the 2008 season was not the homecoming she
wanted. So many injuries and a month-long break for the Olympics
left the team playing inconsistent basketball all season. But now
Douglas and her teammates are feeling refreshed and healthy. "It's
an interesting year with a break between the European season and
the WNBA season," Douglas says.

Most WNBA players compete in international leagues during the
winter. Since the WNBA's inception, the league's schedule has
meant many players competing overseas miss training camp or
arrive after the season begins. The league finally made changes,
pushing the schedule back and allowing all players to arrive on
time with a little rest between seasons. For Douglas, this is a
welcomed change.

"Last year, | showed up the day before the first game and played
the next day. To be able to unwind and get a little bit of vacation
and then get up here and feel re-energized is different but a really
good feeling.”

Besides the needed rest, Douglas says the break helps a basketball
team trying to find itself. "All the people are here. All the veterans
are here," she says. "You would hope we could build a little team
chemistry without trying to build that in a game. It's hard to find



out what every player's strengths and weaknesses are out on the
court during a game."

Now, in her second season with the Fever, Douglas has her sights
set on a championship. And despite playing with some strong
Connecticut teams, this year's Indiana ballclub looks like one of
the league's best ever lineups. "The Indiana Fever always set their
goals extremely high and it's not just getting into the playoffs. It's
winning the Eastern Conference and then getting a shot at the
championship,"” she says. "We are going to prepare ourselves to be
in a position to win a championship in the end."

The veterans and the rookie

On June 7, 2009, 10 years to the day after being awarded their
WNBA franchise, the Fever will play their first home game of the
season against the Minnesota Lynx. "As we approach the start of
the 10th season, | am very excited about the talent level we have,"”
head coach Lin Dunn says. "This is the most talented group we
have ever had and training camp is going to be a very competitive
situation with very good players fighting for spots."

The addition of Yolanda Griffith and Tamecka Dixon are key
elements to this year's potential success. Both won WNBA
championships and are multi-time All Stars while Griffith is a
former league MVP. "Both are blue collar workers," Dunn says.
"They are extremely competitive and play to win. Those types of
attitudes are very beneficial to have on a team."

"This is a great team with a lot of potential," adds Griffith, who
recently announced she would retire at season's end. "There are a
lot of feisty people on the team, and it's a hard working team."

Along with bringing veterans in, Dunn is excited about eight
quality guards competing for roster spots. "I like the way that
sounds," she says. Among those is the Fever's first round draft
pick, Briann January.

January is a two-time Pac-10 defensive player of the year from
Arizona State with great court vision and a long-range shot. She
led the Sun Devils to the Elite Eight before losing to eventual
champions Connecticut in this year's NCAA tournament. "From
the first day of camp I've learned this game is faster and more
physical. There is a lot more going on than in the college game,"
she says. "I'm here to add whatever this team needs to reach the
next level - whether it's a fresh pair of legs or pushing and taking
care of the ball.”

Making new memories

With the pieces assembled, the players healthy and ready to
compete, all that's left is seeing what happens on the court. It won't
be an easy ride to a championship. As always, the Fever will battle
Detroit and Connecticut for the right to represent the Eastern
Conference in the WNBA finals.

The young Chicago Sky and the revamped Washington Mystics
could interfere with their longstanding rivals' ambitions. And
should the Fever reach the championship series, a determined Lisa
Leslie, in her final year in the WNBA, may have her L.A. Sparks
waiting. The Seattle Storm and Phoenix Mercury are always
Western Conference wild cards, capable of taking the title.

Fever head coach Dunn has been around the organization since
2003, first as a scout then as an assistant coach. She has seen its
highs and lows, and counts Indiana's comeback victory from a 22-
point deficit against Connecticut in game three of their 2007 first
round playoff series as her favorite Fever memory. But changes
made during the off season and the promise the Fever hold on the
court could eclipse that memory by season's end.
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After 10 years of work, the team is right where they want to be and
a championship is a realistic expectation. "Looking back, Ann and
Nell did a great job laying the foundation for the team," Dunn says.
"They made smart draft picks and brought in quality people. Brian
Winters had the team competing at a high level. I've seen the team
grow from not being able to get into the postseason to being 10
minutes away from a trip to the finals. The team has been
fashioned to challenge for a championship and make an impact in
the community."

And, if that championship trophy is raised, it will be the greatest
Fever memory of all.

Players, employees, reflect on their time with
the team

It takes a concerted effort from many to keep anything going for 10
years. The Indiana Fever is no exception. Players, coaches,
employees and ball kids have all played a part in keeping the Fever
going. Whether they are in town for one season or longer, the
players have an effect on the community and Fever fans affect
them. Along with a multitude of faces, 10 years brings a lot of
memories - the first game, Tamika Catchings' arrival and the first
playoff series, to name a few.

In celebration of the Indiana Fever's 10th season, former players,
two current employees and one coach reflect on their time with the
team and thank the fans who made the WNBA in Indiana possible.

Chris Denari, play-by-play announcer (2000-current)

Chris Denari was a familiar voice on the Indianapolis airwaves,
calling Butler basketball games before becoming the Indiana Fever
play-by-play announcer. When he got the call for an interview with
the team, he was working full-time as director of marketing and
communications at the Methodist Sports Medicine Center. "They
said, 'We're really interested in you. You're local and people know
who you are. We think you'd be a good fit," he recalls. Soon, not
only was he doing radio coverage of the team but also television
coverage. He now calls Pacers games on television as well.

In the 10 years he's been covering the team, Denari has seen the
league grow from a few superstars and many one-dimensional
players to full of well-rounded athletes. "It's incredible to see how
the talent has grown in the league," he says. "I think back to that
first season in 2000. The league was already 3 years old and you
had Houston, L.A. and N.Y. with very good talent, and we had to
take the bottom talent from teams in the expansion draft. In 2009,
to look at the league and see how talented the players are - a lot of
that because of the growth of women's college basketball - but the
level of play in the WNBA is night and day compared to what it
was when this franchise started. The players are more athletic.
They can do more things. That has enabled the league to grow."

Denari has called many dramatic moments on the court, but one of
his favorite moments with the Fever was a late night bus ride home
from Cleveland in 2002. "We beat Cleveland on the final night of
the regular season to clinch the first ever playoff spot,” he says. "It
was neat to be on the bus with the team enjoying something that
had never happened before in franchise history and was a key step
in the growth of the franchise."”

Anne Donovan, head coach (2000)

In 2008, Anne Donovan led the United States to Olympic gold in
women's basketball. In 2004, she led the Seattle Storm to a WNBA
championship - the only female coach to win a title in league
history. In 2001, she took the Charlotte Sting to the finals. But in
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2000, Donovan entered the WNBA as the first head coach of the
Indiana Fever.

Donovan remembers that inaugural season as a time more about
bringing the WNBA experience to Indiana than actually winning
games. The team had compiled a group of players Donovan recalls
as being eager to give it their all and show what they could do.
"Management did a fantastic job with the team and there was a lot
of community and fan support behind us,” she says. "It was a great
atmosphere."

What produced the greatest effect on Donovan during her one year
as Fever coach - former Purdue coach Nell Fortner would take
over the following season - was the devotion of the team's front
office. "I learned how valuable good management is," she says.
"Kelly Krauskopf and Donnie Walsh did such a great job putting
things together. They believed in the product and ran the team
efficiently. They showed what teamwork meant. Whether it's that
small group of players or the overall franchise, teamwork is a piece
of the pie that is invaluable and often goes overlooked."

As the 2009 WNBA season begins, Donovan will be in New York
as an assistant coach to Pat Coyle with a Liberty team that has
been rebuilt to match the success of their predecessors during the
league's early years. She is excited to be in New York, close to her
family in New Jersey, and working with people she respects.

But 10 years removed from Indiana, Donovan embraces her part in
Fever history. "I have such fond memories of the Fever's first
season," she says. "I tried really hard to get us into double digit
wins but we got stuck on nine. But the city and organization
embraced something really special.”

Ashley Floyd, ball kid turned administrative assistant (2000-
current)

"I've grown up with the team,"” says Ashley Floyd, who at 14 was a
Fever ball kid. For the rest of high school, Floyd spent each
summer with the Fever. "To be able to work around these people
I'd idolized for so long while growing up playing basketball was
truly amazing," she says. Floyd played basketball at Lawrence
Central High School and recalls Tamika Catchings attending one
of her games. "That was the coolest thing ever. "Yeah, that's
Tamika Catchings and | know her. She's sitting front row at my
basketball game.™

Floyd attended college at Purdue while moving through the ranks
of the Fever organization. Now, 10 years later, she is an
administrative assistant and Kevin Messenger, the director of
media relations, calls her the glue that holds the franchise together.
Floyd's duties include relaying communications from the league to
Fever staff and players, setting up schedules for visits from league
President Donna Orender and helping Kelly Krauskopf. A couple
months before the season begins, she focuses on finding player
housing, determining player car needs and getting players into
town from their international locations.

During her time with the team, Floyd has met Lisa Leslie and
stood star-struck at the sight of Cheryl Miller. But she remembers
the Fever's 2008 outdoor game against the New York Liberty as
her favorite moment. "That was the coolest thing in terms of
atmosphere, and it was the most perfect weather you could ask
for," she says. "I was in awe of Arthur Ashe Stadium. It was
perfect. And we won."

Nikki McCray, guard (2002-'03)
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Nikki McCray came to the Indiana Fever in 2002 having already
won an Olympic gold medal with the Fever's coach, Nell Fortner.
With that experience, she knew she was going into a good
situation, and it made the transition from four years playing for the
Washington Mystics that much easier.

Equally appealing was a chance to play with WNBA rookie and
fellow Tennessee alum Tamika Catchings. "All Lady Vols have a
special bond, and | knew Tamika from her time at Tennessee but |
was so impressed by her when we finally had an opportunity to
play together,” McCray remembers. "She's a special player.
Despite the age difference | learned things from her work ethic.
She's a great ambassador for the WNBA."

McCray spent two seasons with the Fever before joining the
Phoenix Mercury in 2004. She was an integral part of a growing
franchise. "We were young but we started to put things together,”
she says. To this day the friendships she made during her time here
stand strong, and she notes an annual team reunion at the NCAA
women's basketball Final Four.

McCray is an assistant coach at South Carolina under head coach
and WNBA and Olympic legend Dawn Staley, and fellow assistant
Carla McGhee, both players who McCray looked up to. "It's great
working in a situation with people you trust and love," she says.

McCray anticipates a great 2009 season for the Fever and remains
thankful for the appreciation the team's fans showed her as both a
player and an opponent. "After | left, they continued to give me a
standing ovation when | returned, and | thank them for that," she
says. "They have always been in my corner. | enjoyed every
minute wearing the Fever uniform."

Olympia Scott, center (2001-'02, 2006)

Olympia Scott has completed two tours of duties with the Fever,
arriving first in 2001 and playing two seasons and then returning
for one year in 2006. "It was great to be traded to a team that
needed my immediate impact on the court as well as off," she says.
"The fans responded well to my style of play, and | felt like | was
part of the heart of this team."

Scott's time in Indiana was fulfilling, and she remembers the Fever
as one of her favorite WNBA teams. "The organization is first rate
and they did a great job fostering the interaction between the
players and the community,” she says. "I played with players that
were not only great, they also exuded a joy and love of the game
that made our locker room a lot of fun. I think I may have laughed
the most in the Fever locker room in my 10 WNBA seasons." Scott
also has fond memories of Indianapolis, recalling she met her
fiancé in the city, collaborated on songs with local artists and
producers, and hosted basketball camps.

For Scott, the key moment in her time with the team was finally
getting to play with Tamika Catchings in 2002. "She was the
player we were all waiting for," she says. "It was interesting to see
how easily she adjusted to the next level and how great an impact
she made on the league.”

While Scott is currently out of the WNBA, she still keeps busy
with basketball, competing in Turkey, where her team went to the
league finals. She plans on spending the summer cheering for her
fiancé, who plays arena football. She is also the president and CEO
of an online parenting education company called Super Parenting
LLC. But she won't forget the Fever or the fans that supported her
and the team. "Thank you for helping bring the Fever to fruition,"”
she says. "It started as a dream and became a mainstay in the
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community. Your presence and energy in the stands are greatly
appreciated.”

Coquese Washington, guard (2002-03)

Coquese Washington was no stranger to Indiana basketball when
she was traded to the Fever in 2002 with 11 games remaining in
the season. A Notre Dame alum, she played a role in helping the
Fighting Irish reach the NCAA tournament for the first time in
1992. It was an experience she would repeat with the Fever. When
Washington arrived, she found a team with low morale hovering
around the bottom of the Eastern Conference. "The teams | played
with prior to the Fever - the New York Liberty and the Houston
Comets - were used to winning," she says. "I tried to bring that
same energy to the Fever. We had talent and there was no reason
we couldn't win. So | tried to instill a winning ethic when we
practiced and when we played.”

Washington's efforts paid off. Under her leadership, the team put
together a string of victories and found themselves in a first round
playoff series against the conference's No. 1 seed, New York. "I
have so many great memories with the Fever but that first playoff
game is my favorite," Washington says. "We played them at home
for game one and it was packed. It was one of those games where
everything just went right. 1 don't remember the score, but we
skunked them. It was a great reward for the season ticket holders
and the fans." While the Fever would eventually lose the series two
games to one, Washington helped set the foundation for winning
basketball in Indiana and calls the victory one of her most fantastic
memories as a player.

These days, Washington has a different perspective on the court as
the head coach of the Penn State Nittany Lions. "I love Penn
State," Washington says of being situated in a community of eager
women's basketball supporters. "What I'm doing here is similar to
what | helped do in Indiana, and that's rebuilding a team into an
elite national program."

While her playing days are over, Washington is able to look back
and call her time with the Fever one of her fondest memories and
most rewarding experiences. "It felt great to make an impact on the
team and help turn the fortunes of an entire franchise around,” she
says. "l thank the fans for all their support. Keep supporting the
Fever so we can stick around."

Stephanie White, guard (2000-2004)

Perhaps the biggest move for the Indiana Fever during its first year
was bringing Stephanie White back home. White began her
basketball career at Seeger High School in West Lebanon,
graduating as the state's all-time leading scorer and earning Miss
Basketball honors. She attended Purdue, helping the Boilermakers
win the 1999 national championship, and won the Wade Trophy,
honoring her as the national player of the year in women's
basketball.

White was drafted by the Charlotte Sting before joining the Fever
for her second year in the league. "With Indiana being a basketball
state, it was given a WNBA team should be here," she says. "Being
a part of the inaugural season was exciting. The first time | stepped
on the floor in Conseco Fieldhouse was amazing. | knew | was
doing something special. So is watching the team grow up as it has
knowing | was a part of it."

White now finds herself on the opposite side of a similar situation
as an assistant coach of the young Chicago Sky. Just four years
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into its existence, White is with a franchise trying to build itself up
from the bottom like the Fever did 10 years ago.

But as White reflects on her time with the Fever, she is thankful for
fans that support her and women's basketball. "Indiana has some of
the most passionate fans anywhere, and | hope they continue to
support the Fever and the league. The WNBA is great because we
can show young fans anything is possible if they continue to work
hard and maybe someday they will be out there playing. And |
hope fans continue to support that."
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Fever still chasing championship

INDIANAPOLIS — The Indiana Fever have typically fallen just
short of their goal of winning a WNBA championship, but that
hasn't changed their approach.

This season, core players Tamika Catchings, Katie Douglas,
Tammy Sutton-Brown, Ebony Hoffman, Tan White and Tully
Bevilaqua return. The team added veteran post player Yolanda
Griffith and point guard Erica White from the defunct Houston
Comets, and drafted point guard Briann January in the offseason.

Those moves were enough to give coach Lin Dunn her usual
confidence level heading into the season.

"This is by far the most talented training camp, most talented team
we've had with the Indiana Fever,” Dunn said Monday at the
team's media day.

Catchings said the Fever believe they can win the title if they
develop good team chemistry.

"l feel with this team and the players that we have here, we're in
that position,” Catchings said.

Indiana drafted two other players - forward Christina Wirth from
Vanderbilt and center Danielle Campbell from Purdue. They are
among the 15 players trying to make the squad.

After finishing 21-13 each of the previous three years and making
the Eastern Conference Finals twice, Indiana hoped at least to
make its first Finals appearance last season. Instead, the Fever
went 17-17 in the regular season and lost to Detroit 2-1 in the first
round of the playoffs.

The Fever played the first eight games last season without
Catchings, who was still recovering from a torn Achilles' tendon.
When she returned, the team had to adjust again. Then, the
monthlong break during the Olympics stalled the team's flow, and
toward the end of the season, Douglas suffered a knee injury.

Now, everyone's healthy, and the team will have an entire training
camp to develop as a unit.

"It was definitely an up-and-down season, with people coming in,
people coming out and stuff like that" Douglas said. "But
hopefully, you learn from those experiences, you build from those
experiences. With everyone here now, we're looking to build
chemistry, to get to know one another like a normal training camp.
I think this next few weeks will be really important and pivotal for
us."

In the past, veteran players often have filtered in from their foreign
teams and missed much of camp, but the league moved the season
back this year, and now, foreign leagues' scheduling doesn't
overlap with the start of the WNBA season.

Dunn said it will be difficult to make the team because of the high
talent level in camp and the fact that the league has dropped rosters
from 13 to 11 players per team.

"There are going to be some unbelievable battles for roster spots,
and then once you earn that roster spot, there's going to be some
battles for that playing time," she said.

Douglas was the team leader with 15.6 points per game last season,
her first with the Fever after she was traded from Connecticut.

Catchings said she is 100 percent healthy for the first time since
the 2006 season. Now that she's back, she returns to her role as the
team's primary offensive option.

Bevilaqua, the team's starter at point guard the past four years, is
36 years old, and the Fever know she won't stay with the team for
much longer. Dunn hopes Bevilaqua's successor already is in
training camp so the veteran floor general can spend more time
mentoring January and Erica White than playing.

"If Tully's not being pushed for that starting position, we didn't do
our job," Dunn said.

The Fever believe such competition will help the team return to
elite status.

"We have a lot to prove to ourselves, to everybody in the league,”
Douglas said. "There's such a high standard here. We're not afraid
to voice our goals and to let people know what we're seeking and
trying to get after. Everybody has a distaste for losing. We have the
winning ingredients to be successful here."
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
